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WORK BEGUN TUESDAY morning on an Abbott Mountain trouble spot should mean safer 
travel for the numerous motorists who daily cross the mountain on Route 1428.

Turner Tells Plans 
For Tax Collection 

They will cost the fiscal court an in­
itial outlay of funds, but he has several 
measures to propose both to collect back 
taxes and to improve collections in the 
future, County Attorney Arnold Turner, 
Jr. said this week 

Turner's suggestions, which came 
after a meeting he had with state 
revenue officials Monday, include 
publishing the names of those owing 
taxes on tangible property-as the law 
already requires of real property tax 
delinquents-and the prosecution of 100 
selected delinquents. 

Noting that the 1981 delinquency rate 
was almost twice as great ( 18 percent) 
for tangible property, such as autos and 
boats, as it was for real property (9.87 
percent), Turner surmised that 
publishing the names of the tangible tax 
delinquents "might be one of the most 
effective ways of improving 

. collections." 

• 

As for recovering back real estate 
taxes, he would recommend selling the 
property of the 100 biggest delinquents 
with bills dating back at least to 1979, the 
county attorney said. Tax bills must be 

Dr. Godsey Elected 
State Dental Prexy

• Dr. Garland L. Godsey, Prestonsburg 
·dentist, was elected president of the 
Kentucky State Board of Dentistry at the 
board's annual meeting Saturday in 
Louisville, it was announced Monday by 
Dr. Bruce Thompson, executive direc­
tor of the board. 

At the same time, Godsey was ap­
pointed to the executive committee of 
the four-state Southern Regional Test 
Agency. As a committee member he will

Dr. Godsey's one-year term as presi­
dent will begin July 1.

at least three years old before a legal 
move may be made against the delin­

Both measures would cost money in­
tially and might prove politically un­
popular but the fiscal court should be 
prepared to bear the financial and 
political costs, the attorney said. 

Turner said he would ask the county 
to commit $8000 for filing fees in order 
to pursue the 100 persons or corporations 
owing the most in back taxes. The law 
would allow 20 percent of the proceeds 
to go to the county attorney's office to 
cover the expense of collection. 

The fiscal court might also refuse to 
accept the sheriff's annual financial set­
tlement unless the tax collection rate is 
90 percent or higher, the county attorney 
suggested. The state sets 90 percent as 
a goal and sheriffs in many other coun­
ties reach or surpass it, he said. 

But if it is to ask him to improve his 
collection rate, the county should stand 
publicly behind the sheriff and give him 
the financial and political backing he 
needs, the attorney said. 

Turner also noted that the court is per­
mitted by law to hire a collector of delin­
quent tangible taxes and to let the col­
lector keep up to one-third of the pro­
ceeds. Because of the ease with which 
title may change hands, taxes on tangi­
ble property become increasingly dif­
ficult to collect as time passes, he 
observed. 

How vigorously the court should pur­
sue delinquent taxpayers depends in 
part on how much is due in unpaid taxes, 
Turner said. That figure will remain 
unclear until state revenue officials are 
able to compile the necessary data, but 
figures released recently by the county 
court clerk's office here "appear grossly 
inflated," he said. 

The county attorney is expected to 
make his recommendations at the next 
meeting of the fiscal court, which is 
scheduled for July 26. 

Prater Creek 
Water System 
Funding Seen 

Prater Creek looks like being the next 
Floyd community to make the transfer 
from private wells to a publicly-owned 
water system, following the announce­
ment Tuesday of federal funding for 
such a project. 

Representatives of the Farmers Home 
Administration said they were prepared 
to put $1,011,000- a $688,000 grant a,nd a 
$323,000 loan-toward the cos~ of the pro­
ject, which has been estimated at 
$1,053,000. 

The federal money is being provided 
under the so-called "Jobs Bill" recent­
ly enacted by Congress. The balance ?f 
the project cost- some $42,000-will 
need to be raised in the form of "tap on" 
fees from potential customers.

Court Approves 
Insurance Study 
By State Police 

Even as the funeral of Glenda Sharon 
Marshall packed the Old Beaver 
Regular Baptist Church last Thursday, 
the search for her slayer continued. 

And the investigation continues this 
week, with no immediate arrest in sight, 
according to State Police. 

Mrs. Marshall's body was found Mon­
day afternoon, June 20, on the roadway 
curving up Sizemore mountain, a few 
miles from her home at Minnie. She was 
inside an automobile which had careen­
ed down the mountainside. 

Dr. David Wolfe, state pathologist who 
examined the charred remains of the 
victim, says Mrs. Marshall was killed by 
a blow to the head before the car in 
which she was found had left the road­
way farther up the mountain. 

State Detective Danny Stumbo, who is 
leading the investigation, is being 
assisted by State Detectives Roger Cas­
tle and Fred Bailey. 

Stumbo said Monday the probe is not 
being limited to only one suspect. The 
motive for the crime is not clear, but 
Stumbo obviously was not discussing 
details which might impede the 
investigation. 

The investigation of Mrs. Marshall's 
death turned Monday to a look at in­
surance carried by the victim. In a "mo­
tion for discovery" County Attorney Ar­
nold Turner, Jr, asked ofDi~rict Judge 
Harold Stumbo an order directing the 
First Commonwealth Bank to produce 
the victim's cancelled checks for ex­
amination by Kentucky State Police. 
The motion specifically requested a 
series of checks issued to an insurance 
company, beginning last September, as 
policy premium payments. 1\vo checks 
per month were issued to the company, 
the motion indicated. 

"The aforesaid cancelled checks are 
important and necessary in completion 
of the State Police investigation of Glen­
da Sharon Marshall's death," the coun­
ty attorney wrote. 

Judge Stumbo ordered the opening of 
the bank records, as requested.

June 30 To See End 
Of Meals on Wheels 

Partisans on one side blame politics. 
Others insist it is a matter of economics. 
But, whatever the reason, the Meals on 
Wheels program is scheduled to close its 
doors permanently this week. 

Begun in 1973 by a small band of 
volunteers operating out of the First 
Presbyterian Church here, the program 
soon received federal dollars to expand 
its work of providing a daily hot meal to 
the elderly and homebound throughout 
the five-county Big Sandy Area Develop­
ment District <ADDl. 

But changes in federal regulations, 
which now require that nutrition con­
tracts be put out for competitive bids, 
were also the occasion of the program's 
demise. Meals on Wheels was roundly 
underbid this spring by Sandy Valley 
Senior Citizens, Inc., an organization 
that already contracts with the ADD to 
provide social services to the elderly. 

For Phyllis Stanley, director of the 
ADD Agency on Aging, which exercises 
general oversight over publicly-funded 
elderly programs here, the matter was 
a clear-cut economic decision. Sandy 
Valley Senior Citizens. which will sub­
contract the nutrition program to a Dan­
ville-based firm called Servomation, of­
fered to provide the service for 50 cents 
a meal less than Meals on Wheels could 
provide it, she said. 

eluding an innovative "emergency ra­
tions" meal, than Meals on Wheels could 
deliver, she said. 

But for Robert and Nell Valentine, 
who were with Meals on Wheels when it 
first emerged as a volunteer project of 
the Presbyterian Church's Christian 
Service Ministry, the economic logic 
screens an underlying power play. ''It 
angers us to see a respectable local 
human service gobbled up by a devious 
bureaucracy," they wrote this week in 
a letter to The Times. 

And the same charge is made by 
Phillip N. Price, Meals on Wheels' cur­
rent director. Bid specifications for the 
1983-'84 nutrition program "appear to 
have been written almost to exclude 
Meals on Wheels as a bidder," he said. 

On the other hand, the Big Sandy ADD 
worked closely with Sandy Valley Senior 
Citizens prior to the advertisement of 
bids, even "forcing" that agency over its 
director's objections to submit a bid for 
the nutrition program, Price said. 

Harold Reynolds, who was director of 
Sandy Valley Senior Citizens at the time, 
said this week that some indirect 
pressure was brought on him to bid for 
the nutrition program alU,Iough the bid 
was "against <his) better judgment." 

"I felt it would be detrimental to the 
close working relationship we had had 
with Meals on Wheels for a long time," 
he said. • Berea College and the University of 

Louisville's College of Dentistry. He and 
his wife. the former Wonnell Bussey,

Ervin Akers, a Dana contractor and 
chairman of the Prater Creek Water 
District Commission, said 280 customers 
would be needed to make the system 
economically viable.

The automatic Soc1al 'ccurity benefit 
increase based on llw cost of living, 
previously cflect in• earh July, will be 
d<'la:- ed for six months till January 198~ 
breause of a rec<'nt law designed to 
strengthen the Socwl Security system, 
Jun Kellv, Soc1al ecuntv district direc­
tor forth~ Big Sandy area, said recently. 

The purpose of the delay is to save the 
system money and help it regain its 
lmancial strength. Kelly said Large1y 
because of economic conditions in re­
cent years, Social Security has had an 
increasingly severe financial problem . 
That is now being corrected 

The changes in the law are designed 
to meet the problem both in the near­
term and into the vrars after 2000 Other 
changes provide ·additional income to 
the system They include: 

- The Social ecurity tax rate in· 
crease scheduled under previous law for 
1985 will go into effect in 1984. The new 
198-l rate will br 7.0 percent each for 
employees and employers, up from the 
previous rate of 6.7 percent. But, 
employees will receive a tax credit 
against 198-1 taxes of 0.3 percent, which 
will be given when taxes are deducted 
from wages. In effect, 1984 employee 
taxes will remain at the level set under 
previous law. 

Also, part of the tax rate mcrease 
scheduled for 1990 will go into effect in 
1988. 

-Starting in 198-I, the Social Security 
self-employment tax rate will be equal 
to the combined employee-employer tax 
on wages. This will be 14.0 percent for 
1984 Previously the rate for self· 
employed people was about 11 2 times 
the employee rate . 

Under the new law, self-employed peo­
ple will receive a self-employment tax 
credit of 2.7 percent of self-employment 
income for 1984; 2.3 percent for 1985, and 
2.0 percent for 1986-89. After 1989, these 
credits will be replaced with deductions 
designed to treat the self-employed in 
much the same manner as employees 
and employers are treated for social 
security and income tax purposes.

To Certify Crops 

Farmers have only a few days left to 
report their 1983 planted acres to the 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conserva­
tion Service. The final certification date 
is July 15. 

Program participants are required to 
report crops and acreages planted, the 
uses to be made of these crops and 
cropland acres to be devoted to conser­
vation uses. Nonparticipants need to 
certify their crops for future programs .. 

ASCS will randomly check farms to 
verify that acreage reports are accurate 
and have aerial photographs available 
for farmers to identify their fields. To be 
sure of planted acres, farmers can re­
quest measurement service. 

Crop certification is necessary before 
the farmer can receive price support 
and other program benefits. 

Spring seeded crops may be certified, 
Monday through Friday, between 8 a.m. 
and 4:30 p.m.

OFT-TOLD TALE 
A sociologist or psychologist might do 

an interesting piece on why the practical 
joke, or prank, figured so prominently 
in community life, a few generations 
ago. Some might say that those who 
perpetrated the "jokes" did so out of 
boredom and found in them a source of 
entertainment, a commodity that was 
hard to find in that day. 

At any rate, isolated Eastern Ken­
tucky had its 5hare of these characters, 
and Floyd county may have had the 
greatest of all in the person of Wiley 
(Uncle Wile) Patton. He lived up to his 
given name as much as any Old Testa­
ment character ever did. Wily he was . 
The stories of his escapades, adventures 
and misadventures are still told. 

One such relates to his career as a doc­
tor. The Civil War had torn the mountain 
people apart. There was guerilla war­
fare as well as fighting between the 
recognized forces of the North and the 
South, and both sides were looking for 
recruits. 

It was this search for able-bodied men 
who were not yet in uniform that got Un­
cle Wile in the medical profession. 
Threatened with conscription here at 
home, he went to Greenup county, 
rounded up some staple medicines to go 
with the herbs he dug, and posed as Dr. 
Patton. 

Even in his "practice" his turn for the 
practical joke crept in. He delighted in 
observing the strained relations that 
developed between couples after he had 
assured an ailing wife that her trouble 
lay in the fact that her husband was " a 
white-livered man'.' and that her health 
depended upon her ability to stay as far 
away as possible from her spouse. 

Although doctors were few and far 
between, in those days, Uncle Wile's 
practice was not really demanding . As 
a consequence, he was obliged on occa­
sion to do a little plowing and hoeing in 
neighbors ' cornfields to make ends 
meet. 

It was while he was at such an un­
professional task that a man arrived to 
tell Dr. Patton that the man's wife was 
sick and the good doctor's services were 
urgently needed. Uncle Wile changed 
shirts and put on his shoes and rode a 
mule, bareback, across the hills to 
where the sick woman lay. 

I can hear his soft, slow drawl now, 60 
years later, telling about that call. "She 
was a pretty, young gal,'' he said, ''and 
I could see that her man was the jealous 
sort. He stood in the doorway, watching 
me like a hawk while I examined her, 
and I let my hand fall on her breast a­
purpose, just to watch him squirm. 

"I told the man his wife had the weed 
breast and used some poultices, but to 
tell the truth I didn't have the least idea 
what was wrong. Her head felt hot and 
she seemed in some pain. I stayed 
around all day and that night, and she 
wasn't any better next morning." 

Then came an unexpected turn of 
events. The anxious husband was gone 
a spell, Uncle Wile recalled, and turned 
up suddenly with Dr. Morgan from the 
county-seat. 

"Dr. Morgan was a well-dressed man, 
and the minute I saw him I knew it was 
all up with me," the bogus doctor recall­
ed, years later. "He took the woman's 
temperature and her pulse, asked a lot 
of questions, and all the time I was 
lookin' for a way out but her husband 
stood there in the door." 

Then another blow fell . Dr. Morgan 
announced that he would like to consult 
Dr. Patton privately about the case. 

Uncle Wile knew the jig was up and 
that he would be exposed for the fraud 
that he was. "We went out into the wood 
lot," he recalled. "I felt like I was go­
ing out there to face a firing squad. Dr. 
Morgan brushed the dust off the chop­
ping block and seated himself. I didn't 
bother about sitting down. I had decid­
ed, I would make a clean breast of the 
whole matter and take my medicine." 

"Dr. Morgan, I said, I aim to tell the 
truth. I'm no doctor. I'm just scoutin' to 
keep out of the army, and figured doc­
torin' was the easiest way of making a 
living. I don't want to go to jail-" 

But Dr. Morgan's Tesponse was not 
what was expected. "He let out a roar, 
a-laughin' and nearly fell backwards off 
that block. 'You're not a doctor? And 
I'm not, either,' he said. 'I got con­
scripted but deserted. I stole a Rebel 
doctor's horse and pill bag at Big Stone 
Gap, Va.- and here I am."

Surgeon Prescribes Remedy 
For the Drunk Drirer 

If young 'drivers were required to 
spend two weekend nights personally 
watching the carnage of drunken and 
irresponsible driving m a hospital emer­
gency room, they'd think twice about 
getting behmd the wheel after too many 
drinks, one neurosurgeon believes. 

Dr Robert J. White, director of 
neurological surgery at Cleveland 
Metropolitan General/Highland View 
Hospital, writes in the July Reader's 
Digest that the 16-to-24 age group-17 
percent of our population-sustained 
almost one-third of total highway deaths 
in 1981. "Hundreds of thousands of 
others were terribly injured, many per­
manently disabled. The tragic irony of 
the auto accident is that usually it is 
preventable; it doesn't have to happen," 
he continues. 

Thus the need to instill in driver 
trainees a sense of the "awesome re­
sponsibilities" that go with a license. 
And, since statistics show that alcohol 
is a major factor in auto accidents, Dr. 
White savs, "it seems clear that teen­
agers should not have access to it, that 
the legal age for drinking should be no 
less than 21 "Strict enforcement of rais­
ed drinking ages, license re\·ocations 
and other penalties would prevent count­
less highway deaths and mutilations. 

To people worried about the cost of 
sustaining and enforcing these regula­
tions, he suggests a user fee added to the 
price of each drink and bottle of 
alcoholic beverage sold, which could 
also be used to defray the costs of car­
ing for accident victims. 

Dr. White supports these preventive 
measures because be is the doctor call­
ed to the emergency room m the middle 
of the night to deal with the conse­
quences of drunk driving-and they are 
horrifying. "I want intoxicated drivers 
off the streets now," he concludes. "I 
don't want them to have a chance to 

· destroy any of my friends or members 
of my family or me."

Those familiar statistics were among 
1981-'82 figures included as an adden­
dum to the accreditation report 
presented by state officials to the Floyd 
Board of Education last week. 
' Expenditure per pupil here is listed as 
$1252, compared to a state average of 
$1574. On the other hand, the percentage 
of the school budget raised locally is only 
:u here, compared to a statewide mean 
of 21.9 

Less than half the state average is 
spent on educational supplies and 
books-a mere $12.77 per Floyd student 
compared to $28.04 across the state. 
Even per-pupil transportation costs, 
. traditionally high in the mountains, are 
less for Floyd students ($150.52) than for 
.Kentucky counties generally ($177.51). 
Administrative costs are $25.34 per pupil 
here, $47.59 across Kentucky 
: State and federal funds make up more 
of the Floyd school budget-77.4 percent 
comes from Frankfort and 17.5 percent 
from Washington-than they do the 
average Kentucky school district, which 
receives 65.1 percent of its funds from 
the state and 13 percent from the federal 
government. 

But then the percentage of 
economically-deprived children is 
higher here also-43.3 percent compared 
to 31.6. 

Fewer Floyd teachers have masters 
degrees (63.8 percent compared to a 
state average of 72.2) and their average 
salary is somewhat lower ($16,391 com­
pared to $17,294). 

The pupi~-teacher ratio here (24.2) is 
higher than the state average (21.1 >. 
Average attendance is 91 percent (com­
pared to 93. 7) . Only 52.34 percent of ninth 
graders go on to complete high school 
(63.1 for Kentucky). Some 41.9 percent 
of high school graduates enter college 
(42.4). 

Of Floyd county's 1981-'82 graduates, 
90 boys and 111 girls went on to college; 
49 boys and 46 girls went to vocational 
or special school; eight boys and one girl 
joined the army; 62 boys and 31 girls are 
listed as working, 23 boys and 19 girls as 
unemployed.

State school officials who reported to 
the Floyd Board of Education last 
Wednesday on the quality of the coun­
ty's schools were sparing in their com­
ments. apparently preferring to let the 
report speak for itself. 

What the 73-page document says may 
well be in the ear of the listener. 

While Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, 
Jr. called it "basically a good report 
card for us," several members of the 
Floyd County Citizens Education Coun­
cil <FCCEC), which recently charged 
the superintendent and Board of Educa­
tion with incompetence and neglect, said 
it substantiated their claims. 

Of 349 specific objectives listed by the 
state as measures of the district and its 
schools, the Floyd system was found to 
be out of compliance on 87 items or-as 
school officials here hastened to put it­
in compliance on 262 items. 

Russell Below, assistant head of the 
state Education Department's bureau of 
instruction and one of two state officials 
who delivered the accreditation report 
Wednesday, said some of the district's 
"non-compliances" were merely 
technical, some may have resulted from 
inadequate documentation, and some 
represent shortcomings in only a few of 
the district's 20 grade schools and five 
high schools. 

No deficiencies were noted in the 
school district's budget or food service 
departments and no fault was found with 
its broad "statement of philosophy and 
objectives." 

But the accreditation team listed 
shortcomings under the dozen other 
categories-conformity to law, cur­
riculum, community relations, provision 
for the handicapped, vocational educa­
tion, "gifted and talented" programs, 
staffing, pupil conduct, "co-curricular" 
activities, counseling, physical plant, 
and transportation-covered by the 
report. 

Developed as part of a new process for 
accrediting school districts in Kentucky, 
the remarkably detailed report grew out 
of a self-study that got under way here 
under state guidance last fall and con­
tinued into April of this year . The pro­
cess was tested in 15 pilot school districts 
last year; 33 districts, including Floyd, 
volunteered for the study this year, and 
it will be extended gradually to all of the 
state's 181 school districts. 

Textbooks shortages cited by a 
McDowell parents' group and detailed 
in an earlier state report are confirmed 
by the accreditation team, which also 
noted shortages in seven other schools. 

On other issues raised by parents­
most recently by the FCCEC in its call 
for the ouster of the Floyd school board 
and superintendent-the report of the 
accreditation panel is mixed. 

In the face of FCCEC complaints of

early and unwarranted school 
dismissals, for example, the state report 
asserts simply that each Floyd school 
provides a minimum six hours of in­
struction each day, 175 days a year. 

Maintenance of school buses is said to 
be satisfactory but numerous instances 
of disrepair in school buildings, another 
area of concern to the parent group, 
were cited by the accreditation team. 

School administrators are credited 
with implementing plans to reduce the 
high school dropout rate and with ade­
quately reporting to parents on their 
children's progress, including their per­
formance on standardized tests. 
Moreover. citizen groups are given op­
portunities to help plan and evaluate 
school budgets and curricula, the report 
says . 

However, the panel found it necessary 
to remind high school administrators 
that they should "actually schedule 
parent-teacher conferences some time 
during each school year," and ten 

,schools, including three high schools, 
are faulted for having no written pro­
gram of school-community relations. 

Uther issues of concern to the 
FCCEC-including internal accounting 
controls, hiring practices, and alleged 
violations of state "open meetings" 
law-are not addressed directly in the 
accredit~tion report. 

The report suffers from lack of direct 
public input, said Joyce Everly, FCCEC 
secretary-treasurer. Below later con­
ceded as much but said parents could in­
fluence the report through their board 
members. 

To Mrs. Everly's charge that "we 
have no public forum at board 
meetings," Below replied that "you'll 
have to resort to the courts to get that 
public forum." 

The area cited in the report for most 
deficiencies-a distinction it shares with 
physical plant and facilities-is special 
education. 

Only nine of the county's grade 
schools have special classes for the lear­
ning disabled and mentally handicapped 
and the classes are unevenly 
distributed-McDowell, with 690 pupils, 
has one special education unit, for exam­
ple, while Clark, with 600 students, has 
two-the panel found. 

On the other hand, it was not clear to 
the state team why several special 
education students were not in regular 
classrooms, in line with federally­
mandated policy to "mainstream" stu­
dents as much as possible. 

In four high schools-McDowell, 
Wheelwright, Allen Central and Betsy 
Layne-schedules for identifying and 
placing handicapped students were not 
always adhered to; the effectiveness of 
the special education program at Pres­
tonsburg High School appeared doubt­
ful; and the school district needs a third 
speech therapist, the accreditation team 
reported. 

The school board has 30 days to study 
the report and either to accept or appeal 
it, in whole or part, Below said. Once the 
report is accepted, the board will have 
45 days to submit to the state a three­
year plan to remedy non-compliances, 
he said. 

Among other deficiencies and recom­
mendations included in the report: 

Besides the textbook shortages at 
McDowell reported in April by John B. 
Shoemaker, of the state Department of 
Education's textbook utilization divi­
sion, shortages were noted at Betsy 
Layne high school and elementary 
school, and at Prater, Home Branch, 
Clark, Spruce Pine and Stumbo schools. 

No library services were available at 
Home Branch or Spruce Pine; libraries 
at Allen and Stumbo were available on­
ly part of the day; more library 
materials were needed at Garrett and 
Bonanza; and reference books were out­
dated at Drift. 

Only 30 minutes were given to fine arts 
each week at Prestonsburg Elementary 
<it should be 120 minutes); science, 
which should receive 225 minutes of 
class time each week, got only 120 
minutes in the seventh and eighth 
grades at Spruce Pine, Drift and Bonan­
za; art and music, for each of which 75 
minutes should be set aside, were each 
taught for only 30 minutes at Drift and 
Spruce Pine and were not taught at all 
to 242 seventh and eighth graders at 
Prestonsburg Elementary. 

In high school, only two levels of art 
were offered at McDowell and 
Prestonsburg <three levels should be of­
fered) and only two levels of foreign 
language were offered at McDowell, 
Prestonsburg and Wheelwright. In­
dustrial arts were offered only at Betsy 
Layne and only one level was offered 
there. 

For some 124 individual periods­
about five percent of the total taught­
teachers were out of their major, minor 
or specific area of concentration. 

Ctasses exceeding the maximum of 35 
students included Prestonsburg 7th/8th 
grade (40 students); Prater 7th/8th (40) 
and 4th 15th (39); Clark 3rd <37>; Harold 
6th/7th <36); and Stumbo, two 
kindergartens, each with 38. 

No programs existed for gifted and 
talented students in kindergar ten 
through third grade or ninth through 
twelfth. 

What is required at the end of each 
grade by way of reading, composition 
and math skills needed to be spelled out 
more clearly in all elementary schools. 

Efforts should be made to recruit 
students of the other sex in "single sex" 
classes shorthand at Wheelwright and 
Betsy Layne, adult living at Allen Cen­
tral. industrial arts at Betsy Layne, and 

health and physical education at 
McDowell. The student handbook at 
McDowell High School was faulted for 
repeated use of the masculine pronoun. 

There were no certified counselors for 
the county's seventh and eighth grade 
students. 

Except for students in remedial 
reading classes, the schools provide no 
screening for hearing and v1sion pro 
blems or for scoliosis, no written health 
prevention program, no height or weight 
monitoring, and no social services. 

No written plan~ for school­
community relations were available at 
Allen Central, Wheelwright or Prestons­
burg high schools or at Osborne, Spruce 
Pine, Prater, Melvin, Maytown, Drift or 
Stumbo grade schools.

Neither of the two science labs at 
McDowell High School had running 
water; the exhaust system was not com­
pleted in the Betsy Layne science lab; 
Prestonsburg, Wheelwright and 
McDowell high schools needed gym or 
physical education equipment; Pres­
tonsburg also lacked typing and short­
hand supplies; Maytown and Home

Indoor physical education facilities 
are inadequate at Allen, non-existent at 
Bonanza, Daniels Creek, Drift, Harold, 
Home Branch, Prater and Spruce Pine. 
Art facilities are inadequate at 
McDowell, Prestonsburg and Wheel­
wright high schools. Prestonsburg and 
Clark grade schools are overcrowded. 

Older sections of Garrett, Prestons­
burg, Melvin, Wayland, Allen and Bet­
sy Layne elementary schools need 
renovation, as do Wheelwright and 
McDowell high schools, numerous areas 
of which are substandard. 

Many deficiencies are cited in non­
instructional areas such as kitchens, 
lunchroms, restrooms, storage and 
maintenance areas, offices and lounges, 
not excluding the school district's cen­
tral administration building, which is 
said to be "not conducive to good work­
ing conditions." The district's plant 
maintenance facilities are called inade­
quate. 

A new middle school in the Prestons­
burg area is top construction priority. 
Other projects, in recommended order: 
a six-classroom addition at Allen, with 
renovation of the existing building; new 
high school at McDowell; shop additions 
at Prestonsburg and Allen Central high 
schools; new high school at Wheel­
wright; four-classroom addition at Bet 
sy Layne Elementary; and new kitchen 
and cafeteria at Martin.

Wild Birds' Foods 
Listed In Booklet 

Sixty million Americans feed wild 
b1rds, and almost everything they need 
to know about what seeds birds like is 
in the National Wildlife Federation's 
new booklet, "Wild Bird Feeding Prefer-
ences." · 

When birds are offered a commercial 
seed mix, some types of seeds disappear 
faster than others-because different 
birds prefer different kinds of foods. 

''Wild Bird Feeding Preferences,'' by 
Dr. Aelred Geis and Donald Hyde Jr., 
tells you that the purple finch's favorite 
seed is the oil sunflower. You will also 
discover that the titmouse likes peanut 
kernels, and the house sparrow prefers 
white proso millet. In all, the preferred 
foods of over two dozen birds-including 
the cardinal, chickadee and scrub jay­
are listed. 

It rates seeds according to their ap­
peal to 13 wild birds, listing 16 commonly 
used seeds that range from black­
striped sunflower and golden millet, to 
fine cracked corn and wheat. The U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service Urban Wildlife 
Research Program conducted the re­
search on which this publication is 
based. 

The booklet's cover drawing, by noted 
wildlife illustrator Bob Hines, shows 
these 13 birds in their normal feeding 
positions, with the American goldfinch 
on an elevated feeder eating sunflower 
seeds, and the brown-headed cowbird on 
a feeding table. 

Dr. Geis' earlier publication, 
"Relative Attractiveness of Different 
Foods at Wild Bird Feeders," was pub­
lished three years ago by the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service, and was the all­
time most requested publication in its 
series.

Kentuckians Outside 
. 

Cities Are Satisfied 
Despite the lack of certain services 

and opportunities, Kentuckians living in 
smaller towns and rural areas general­
ly are content with their way of life, ac­
cording to a study by two Univeristy of 
Kentucky Extension sociologists. 

Dr. Janet L. Bokemeier and Dr. 
Richard C. Maurer, sociologists in the 
UK College of Agriculture, surveyed 
more than 2,800 Kentuckians living in 
non-metropolitan areas to examine their 
characteristics and the issues important 
to them. Included in the survey were all 
Kentucky c nties that have no cities 
with populations greater than 50,000. 

More than 80 percent responding said 
they were content with their homes, 
families, marriages, their community 
as a place to live, their standard of liv­
ing, and their lives in general. 

About 70 percent were happy with 
their jobs, their health and what they are 
accomplishing in life. 

Most respondents said they are less 
satisfied with various community ser­
vices, such as child care, police and fire 
protection and education, which are 
often much less available in non­
metropolitan areas than in metropolitan 
areas. 

"Residents enjoy the lifestyle m non­
' metropolitan areas, but they would like 
more of these services as well as more 
job opportunities, " said Bokemeier. 

Like most American families, non­
metropolitan Kentucky families are 
changing, becoming less traditional. 

"Clearly, the financial family role is 
undergoing the greatest change," said 
Bokemeier. "Wives are becoming more 
involved in family financial matters, 
partly because they are entering the 
labor force and are contributing to the 
family economic base." 

Wives are now more likely than 
husbands to be in charge of family book­
keeping, and more wives are doing the 
family income tax returns now than in 
the past. 

"Husbands are not picking up the 
slack, though," said Bokemeier. "We 
found that very few husbands have 
taken on jobs traditionally performed by 
wives." 

Kentucky wives are still in charge of 
housecleaning, preparing meals and 
grocery shopping. Husbands are more 
likely to be responsible for lawn care 
and household repairs.

When asked if a wife and husband 
should share in making major decisions, 
more than 90 percent of the respondents 
said yes. 

"But when asked questions about 
specific household decisions, such as 
buying a car or borrowing money, the 
percentage of husbands and wives 
equally involved in those decisions was 
somewhat lower than 90 percent," said 
Bokemeier. 

In 60 percent of households repohding, 
husbands and wives have an equal say 
about borrowing money, 70 percent 
share the decision of where to live, and 
75 percent equally decide where to go to 
church and when to eat out. 

Husbands usually decide when they 
should take a new job and what car to 
buy, and wives decide whether or not to 
take a job, what the weekly food budget 
should be and when a family member 
should see a doctor. 

Wives also continue to have more 
responsibility for child care. They are 
more likely to shop for children's clothes 
and help with their homework. 

"About one-half of husbands and 
wives reponding equally share giving 
children permission to visit friends and 
setting allowances," said Bokemeier. 

Children have some influence in fami­
ly decisions, but parents generally make 
the final decision, especially in more im­
portant family matters, said Bokemeier. 

Descriptive characteristics that 
~okemeier and Maurer reported show 
that more than 80 percent of the adults 
are married and fewer than 5 percent 
are divorced. Men are more likely than 
women to never marry, or to be remar­
ried, and women are more likely than 
men to be widowed. 

Nearly one-third of the families 
reported a total family income of less 
than $10,000. Around one-fourth of the 
families have incomes of $25,000 or 
more, and the remainder are evenly 
distributed in the $10,000 to $25,000 
range. 

The average level of education is com­
pletion of high school. The survey show-. 
ed that in non-metropolitan Kentucky'• 
areas, women are more likely than men 
to have some high school or to complete 
high school. 

"However, men who do complete high 
- school are more likely than women to go 

on to college and to finish college," said 
Bokemeier. 

Information for the study was col­
lected in 1981 by mailing questionnaires 
to household~ throughout the non­
metropolitan counties of Kentucky. 
Those surveyed were randomly selected 
registered voters. Two questionnaires 
were mailed to each household, for man 
and the woman of the house each to 
complete.

2-Acre Mine Permit 
Abuse Hearing Target 

Hearings on suspected abuses of Ken­
tucky's two acre mining permit regula­
tion are scheduled to begin this week in 
three counties. one of which is Floyd. 

Jackie Swigart, secretary of the 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet, said the agency will 
subpoena witnesses for the hearings in 
Floyd, Letcher and Hopkins counties. 

The suspicion persists that coal 
operators in some counties are using the 
two-acre permit to skirt costlier, more 
strict regulations governing larger mine 
sites. 

Although state officials would not cite 
specific abuses of the two-acre permit 
until the hearings actually begin, they 
did point to an unidentified Floyd coun­
ty example-one hollow that has 10 
separate two-acre operations. They said 
that each lists a dtfferent owner but that 
all subcontract for the same company. 

In Kentucky, which drafted its own 
regulations to control some damages by 
two-acre operations, reported abuses 
have increased during the past six 
months-along with two-acre permit 
applications. 

Until last fall, the state Department 
for Surface Mining Reclamation and En­
forcement was receiving 10 to 15 two­
acre applications a month, Deputy Com­
missioner Larry Grasch said. Since 
January, the number of applications has 
soared to 50 or 60 a month, he said. 

Of the 416 two-acre permits issued 
since 1981, 203 have been processed since 
January and 100 more are pending, 
Grasch said. All but five are in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Grasch said the clamor for two-acre 
permits actually began in 198t after the. 
state abolished its on-'5ite construction 
permit-an exemption that allowed ex- _

cava tors to mine and sell any coal found 
while preparing a building site. 

Mrs. Swigart abolished the on-site per­
mil after a federal sample study reveal­
ed that 80 percent of permit holders were 
using it merely to evade reclamation 
laws while mining coal. 

A similar problem now appears to ex­
ist with the two-acre permit 
exemption-for apparently similar 
reasons. 

"We're the only state that's wrestling 
with this problem," Grasch said. 

Now that the federal strip-mine act is 
settling into its final phase in Kentucky, 
opening a legitimate mining operation 
requires both more time and money. 

The two-acre permit, on the other 
hand, can be obtained for much less 
money in about 30 days, officials said. 

Grasch estimated that some two-acre 
sites yield as much as 6,000 tons of coal. 

Because the permit application is 
comparatively simple-the blank form 
for a two-acre permit is six pages com­
pared with 36 pages for a regular strip­
mining permit-both engineering and 
bonding costs are minimal. 

· Two-acre permits contain some 
reclamation standards, officials say, but 
there are none affecting water quality 
and the permits do not require leveling 
the highwall <a thin wall left after min­
ing), a major reclamation expense. 

The state law attempts to prohibit an. 
operator from linking a chain of two­
acre mines in order to avoid the costs 
and reclamation standards that apply to 
larger sites. 

The rules also specify that all affected 
areas of any site-including haul 
roads-must, when added together, 
amount to two acres or less.

U.K. Field Day 
To Focus on East 
Ky. Agriculture 

Tobacco, corn, forage or sheep 
farmers, farm families, gardeners , 
ginseng growers and just about anybody 
interested in Eastern Kentucky 
agriculture all are invited to a field day 
Thursday, July 21, at the University of 
Kentucky's Robinson Substation, 
located in-Quicksand, Ky., in Breathitt 
county. 

The field day, which will run from 4-8 
p.m. EDT, will present research fin· 
dings in horticulture, forestry, animal 
sciences, and agronomy, plus displays 
and demonstrations in home economics. 
UK Extension specialists and resear· 
chers from both the Robinson Substation 
and the Lexington campus will be on 
hand to talk about their work at the sta· 
tion and answer questions. 

Guests will be able to tour the station, 
see demonstrations, and enjoy a free 
supper. 

The tour features stops to see work in 
these areas: 

-Tobacco. Approximately 20 percent 
of the burley produced in Kentucky is 
grown in soils and under climatic con­
ditions similar to those at the Robinson 
Substation. At this stop, farmers will be 
able to compare nine tobacco varieties 
for growth, disease tolerance, and other 
qualities. 

-Corn. UK researchers are measur· 
ing the effect fertilizer nitrogen place­
ment and source has on nitrogen content 
and yield of no-till corn. This stop also 
will show their work comparing lime 
sources, rates and method of 
application. 

-Fescue. Farmers will see the effects 
of nitrogen rates, sodium rates and 
potassium rates on yield and mineral 
composition of tall fescue. 

-Bermudagrass. This stop provides 
a look at three winter-hardy hybrids that 
withstand Kentucky winters and offer 
farmers another choice for their forage 
program. 

-Sheep. UK sheep specialists will 
discuss sheep management and innova· 
tions in sheep production and marketing 
that should make an impact on the pro· 
fit potential for sheep production in Ken· 
tucky. Farmers who raise cattle, swine 
or horses as well as sheep will be in· 
terested in the demonstration and 
displays on high tensile electric fencing 
to curb predator problems and improve 
pasture management. 

-Apples. UK specialists are testing 
different varieties of apple trees for 
resistance to thread blight, a relatively 
new disease in Eastern Kentucky. 

-Tomatoes. Several varieties are be­
ing tested for resistance to early blight, 
a familiar disease in Kentucky. The 
plants here are grown on raised beds 
and are mulched. 

· -Ginseng. Researchers are growing 
ginseng under shade cloth and under 
wood lath and studying the effects of 
nitrogen, pH and soil mycorrhizae on the 
growth of this valuable crop. 

-Walnut Plantation. A plantation of 
black walnut trees on stream bottom 
ground on the Substation is part of a 
demonstration forest being developed by 
the Department of Forestry. Resear· 
chers will use it to demonstrate weed 
control, pruning and other cultural treat­
ments. 

The home economics demonstrations 
include two computer programs, one of 
which tests the user's knowledge of 
vitamins with a quiz. The other, "Assess 
Your Stress," measures stress levels 
and personal coping styles and provides 
a printout with a personalized stress 
management profile and recommenda· 
tions for reducing stress. 

Microwave cooking and the many 
uses of small electrical appliances, par· 
ticularly blenders, also will be featured. 
Exhibits on wool and lamb will illustrate 
wool from the sheep to the finished gar­
ment, and show consumers how to 
choose lamb, how to cook it, and its 
nutritional content.

The Gadgetry: "0" is the 
person who assigns Bond w1th 
the latest electronic gizmo or 
cars w1th options GM never 
heard of Somenow the gadget 
turns out to be exactly what's 
needed by Bond to help h1m 
escape a light spot. 

Stunts· The stunt man's 
(and woman's) un1on hope 
the Bond films go on forever. 
In "Octopussy" there are doz­
ens of opportunities fer stunt 
people to vis1t the1r local bone 
doctors No doubt the film­
makers saw "Ra1ders of the 
Lost Ark." "Octopussy's" 
stunts are Similarly outrageous.

waters. white bass and catfish fair; 
clear, stable at one-foot above summer 
pool and 77°. 

BARREN: Bluegill good off steep 
banks; black bass slow early and Ia te in 
the day on plastic worms and crank 
baits along shoreline cover; clear, fall­
ing, 21 feet above summer pool and 84•. 

NOLIN: Black bass good at night 
casting plastic worms and crank baits 
off points; bluegill fair along shallow 
banks; crappie fair around stick ups; 
clear to murky, stable at summer pool 
and 90'. 

ROUGH RIVER: Black bass slow 
casting plastic worms off points and in 
weed beds; bluegill slow along shallow 
banks; clear, falling, nine feet above 
summer pool and 82". 

HERRINGTON: Black bass good late 
in the afternoon and at night casting 
plastic worms off points; bluegill fair 
along steep banks, hybrid rockfish fair 
in the jumps and by trolling medium

I'm writing ... not just to tell you what 

happened to me, but to tell what con­
tinues to happen to thousands of other 
innocent victims. 

But let me start at the ~ginning. 
On a beautiful spring afternoon in 

1980, I <irove home after a shopping trip 
and found my father and ex-husband 
waiting for me, their faces ashen and 
tears in their eyes. 

Steve, my ex-husband, said, "We've 
lost Cari." 

I patted him on the back and replied, 
"It's okay, we'll find her." 

"You don't understand," he said. "A 
man came along with a car, and killed 
her-and left her to die." 

I couldn't believe him! 
Just the-evening before, I had dropped 

Cari off at a friend's house to spend the 
night. We had had a minor quarrel in the 
car over her unannounced change of 
plans. But then before she got out of the 
car, she made one of her jokes and I 
replied, "I love you, you know." 

Cari responded, "Oh, Mother, don't be 
so mushy!" It was our last conversation. 

At about 1:30 the next day, Cari was 
walking with a friend to a church car­
nival when a drunk swerved off the road 
and hit her with such sickening force 
that she was hurled 120 feet through the 
air. 

She died less than an hour later. 
The drunk driver, Clarence Busch, did 

not even stop. In fact, he drove home, 
and according to his wife, "was so drunk 
he literally crawled into bed." 

In the four years before he killed my 
daughter, Busch had been convicted of 
drunk driving three times. In all that 
time he spent only 48 hours in jail! 

In fact, he'd been arrested for still 
another drunk driving hit-and-run crime 
just two days before he killed my 
daughter. Yet he was out on bail, drink­
ing and driving with his perfectly legal 
driver's license in his pocket. 

When Busch was finally arrested on 
felony hit-and-run drunk driving 
charges, a member of the California 
Highway Patrol said to me, "Chances 
are he won't even go to jail! " 

As it turned out, he was charged with 
three felonies in my daughter's death, 
plus two more charges left over from his 
accident two days earlier. But, in a plea 
bargaining arrangement, he was allow­
ed to plead ''no contest" to a single 
charge of vehicular manslaughter. In 
doing so, all the other charges against 
him were dropped! 

Even without knowing how lenient the 
law is on drunk driving, I had promised 
myself on the day of Cari's death that I 
would fight to make this needless 
homicide count for something positive 
in the years ahead. 

So I quit my real estate job and found­
ed an organization called MADD­
Mothers Against Drunk Drivers. 

It wasn't long before I began to get

like me, had had their loved ones killed 
by drunk drivers : 

... people. like Cindi Lamb, the 
Maryland mother whose infant daughter 
was paralyzed for life from the 
shoulders down-by a man whose traf· 
fie record had 56 separate entries, in­
cluding three arrests for drunk driving. 

. .. people like Barbara Bloomberg, 
whose 16-year-old son Seth and his friend 
David burned to death when a speeding 
drunk hit their disabled car parked on 
the shoulder of the road. 

... people like Pat Owens, who lost two 
daughters and two nieces, with a third 
niece left paralyzed for life. 

True, many of us are grfeving 
mothers. But also among us are fathers, 
grandfathers, sisters, brothers, and just 
plain concerned citizens from all walks 
of life. 

Our commitment reaches far beyond 
the realm of a personal vendetta : 
-It is our goal to prevent this same 

tragedy in the lives of others. 
-It is our goal to squarely face the • 

fact that, in the last ten years, more than ., 
250,000 people have been killed in

-Jt is our goal to acquaint America­
including lawmakers and judges-with 
the fact that most drunk drivers drive 
under the influence of alcohol most of 
the time!

And our support was instrumental in 
legislation being passed which gives 
California the toughest anti-drunk­
driving laws in the United States. In fact 
the month after these laws went into ef­
fect, drunk driving arrests and deaths 
fell more than 20 percent!

But the rapidly increasing public 
awareness of this critical problem 
creates more and more demand for new 
chapters. That's why I'm writing you 
this letter. 

I'm asking for your help to de~:~l with 
this national crime that kills and injures 
so many innocent victims every year. 
Will you stand with us'? 

We urgently need your gift of $20, $100, 
$25, $50 or whatever you can send. I need 
to hear you say you're behind uS-that 
you're willing to do what you can to help 
change the laws of this country. 

Drunk drivers kill. They maim. They 
seriously injure. And they get away with 
it. Please help us fight back!

Daniel Boone Nat. 
Forest Acreage 
To Be Reevaluated 

SeventeeQ. thousand, eight hundred 
and thirty four acres on the Daniel 
Boone National Forest, studied for 
wilderness potential five years ago, will 
be reevaluated as part of the land and 
resource management plan now being 
developed on the Forest, according to 
Forest Supervisor Richard H. Wengert. 

Areas studied during the Forest Ser­
vice's nationwide Roadless Area Review 
and Evaluation <RARE II) are: Clifty, 
Stanton Ranger District; Cave Creek 
Cave, Somerset Ranger District; 
Troublesome, Stearns Ranger District. 

Wengert said the reevaluation is 
necessary because of a recent court 
decision that the environmental state­
ment <RARE IIl was inadequate. 

Although the decision affected only 46 
roadless areas recommended for non­
wilderness under RARE H in California, 
Assistant Secretary of Agriculture John 
B. Crowell, Jr., announced in February 
that the ruling would be applied nation­
wide. Crowell said the action would en­
sure Forest Service compliance with the 
Federal court decision. 

Supervisor Wengert said the reevalua­
tion will be of roadless areas designated 
non-wilderness, and of roadless areas 
recommended for wildnerness. The lat­
ter are included because the recommen­
dations for wilderness were developed 
using the same process found legally in­
adequate by the court. 

The Troublesome area, recommend­
ed for further planning during RARE II, 
is being studied during Forest planning. 

Wengert said one step of the reevalua­
tion will be to ask the public to provide 
the Forest Service with information that 
will help planners evaluate the 
wilderness values of the roadless areas 
in the RARE II inventory and possible 
boundary changes as a result of non­
wilderness activities. 

After the public has commented on the 
updated inventory and the scope of the 
reevaluation, forest planners will incor­
porate the new site-specific data into the 
Forest plan in process. 

The Forest Plan and Draft En­
vironmental Impact Statement, schedul­
ed to be released in September, 1984, will 
contain the results of the reevaluation 
and a comprehensive updated descrip­
tion of the roadless areas' resources and 
wilderness values. 

Activities in the Cave Creek Cave area 
will continue under existing plans 
Wengert said, pending completion of the 
Forest Plan so as to meet program com­
mitments and to assure that jobs depen­
dent on those commitments will 
continue. 

On July l, 1983, the Daniel Boone Na­
tional Forest will issue a newsletter 
describing the areas involved, nnd show­
ing any proposed boundary changes or 
inventory deletions. The newsletter will 
be distributed to groups and individuals 
previously involved with RARE II and 
the Forest's planning process. Other 
persons and groups interested in the 
reevaluation process can obtain infor­
mation by contacting Robert Strosnider 
at the Forest Supervisor's office at 100 
Vaught Road, Winchester, Kentucky.

Hailed as Industry Boon

J Fluidized bed combustion, described 
as the most promising way to burn coal 
without polluting the atmosphere, may 
help the coal industry and the state's 
limestone quarries, too. 

For the use of limestone is a basic part 
of the process. 

Industry experts say it's only a mat­
ter of lime till the process is a part of 
coal-fired power plants. The result could 
be a revival of the coal industry, lower 
costs making coal more competitive and 
the lower emissions quieting the voices 
of environmentalists and the claims that 
the use of coal contributes heavily to 
acid rain. 

A fluidized bed boiler is built along the 
lines of a tin can with holes in the bot­
tom. Air i's blown through the holes while 
a mixture of coal and limestone is add­
ed. The mixture in the "can" is lifted by 
the air and it stands suspened like a bub­
bling liquid. 

Manufacturers of the system say that r coal, ignited in this way, burns at a 
lower temperature, thus preventing 
polluting compounds fro_m forming, and

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the limestone absorbs sulfur substances 
and converts them into solid matter 
which can't escape through smoke­
stacks. 

At least two manufacturers are pro 
ducing fluidized bed combustion boilers. 
Four have been installed in Kentucky­
two by Ashland Oil in Boyd county. 

An engineer at the meeting last week 
of the Air Pollution Control Association 
in Atlanta said that among the advan­
tages of his boilers over conventional 
systems include these· 

-No emissions of nitrogen oxide and 
slag pollutants. 

-Controls sulfur emissions as well as 
the more costly scrubbers do. 

-Lower cost, particularly for small 
firms that can't afford expensive 
scrubbers. 

-Less maintenance and far less 
technical skill to operate. 

On the simplicity of operation score an 
engineer said, "Scrubbers are as com­
plicated as chemical plants to run, while 
fluidized systems can be run by 
janitors." 

Engineers say fluidized bed systems 
have worked in commercial plants rang­
ing from food processing to sawmills, 
from schools to refineries. And in one 
test program it was found that the 
system can be used to produce heat from 
what is known as culm-a combination 
of coal and rock.

How Do Americans 
Quench Their Thirst? 

Most Americans have read.or heard 
that they should drink two glasses of 
milk and several cups of water every 
day, as nutritionists recommend. 

But many of us just don't put that ad­
vice into practice. Figures on per per­
son food consumption for 1981 released 
by the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
show that milk is not the nation's leading 
beverage. And while there are no figures 
for the amount of water consumed, since 

. USDA keeps record only on food or 
beverages produced for consumption, 
nutritionists suspect it isn't at the top of 
the beverage list, either.

"Americans are quenching their thirst 
with beverages that aren't the best 
nutritionally- soft drinks, beer and cof­
fee," said Dr. Fudeko Maruyama, Ex­
tension foods and nutrition specialist in 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agricluture. "And the soft drink-beer­
coffee habit is costing nearly a dollar a 
day." 

America's leading beverage choice is 
soft drinks, for which per person con­
sumption in 1981 was 38 gallons, 
Maruyama said. That translates into an 
average of 1% cups or 131!3 ounces­
more than a 12-ounce can-of soft drinks 
downed each day by every man, woman, 
child and infant in the country. 

The second most popular beverage is 
beer, which is guzzled at an average of 
1lf3 cups or 11 ounces per day for the 
drinking age population. "When con­
sumption of wine and spirits was added 
to the figure for beer," said Maruyama, 
"the total for alcoholic beverages is 
almost that of soft drinks." 

Milk comes in third in the beverage 
race with 1% cup or 10 ounces per day 
consumed on the average. And while 
more and more Americans have been 
reaching for the beer and soft drinks 
over the past several years, figures from 
USDA show that they are drinking less 
and less milk. Milk consumption has 
been declining steadily since 1960, 
especially the consumption of fluid 
whole milk. 

Coffee drinking was fourth on the 
beverage list, with per capita consump­
tion averaging just over one cup per day 
for every person in the nation. 

Note that the two favorite beverages 
of Americans are also the most expen­
sive, with soft drinks at Z7 cents and beer 
at 30 cents for 8 ounces. They provide 100 
calories in the B-ounce serving, from the 
sugar in the soft drinks and alcohol and 
carbohydrate in beer, but few nutrients, 
Maruyama pointed out. 

"In contrast, the cost of milk, at 12 
cents a cup, is less than half that of soft 
drinks or beer," she added. "And milk 
provides several important nutrients 
along with the 120 calories per cup." 

Coffee is relatively inexpensive, and 
if you like it black, it's calorie-free. But 
it doesn't provide any nutrients, and 
Maruyama advises that the potential 
health effects of caffeine should be kept 
in mind when you're reaching for 
something to drink. 

For the "average American," who is 
consuming 1% cups of soft drinks, 1% 
cups of beer and 1 cup of coffee each 
day, the cost of the beverage habit 
comes to 88 cents a day.

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Vocational Students To Compete 
Vocational students from across the 

nation will be competing in Louisville 
later this month . 

The Vocational Industrial Clubs of 
America <VICAJ national leadership 
conference and the U S. Skill Olvmpics 
<USSOl are meeting in LouisvillP .June 
28-July 1 at the Kentucky Fatr and Ex 
position Center. 

"It is an incredible experience," said 
Patrick White, Director, Division of 
Postsecondary Program Management 
in the Kentucky Department of Educa 
lion, and past president of the National 
VICA board of directors . "You cannot 
visualize the magnitude of the Skill 
Olympics until you have seen it.'' 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Raymond Barber provided the initial 
seed money in excess of $40,000 last year 
to bring the Skill Olympics to Louisville 
for three consecutive years. 

"Millions of dollars worth of 
machinery will be set up there and 
students who are state winners from all 
over the country will be testing their 
vocational skills and competing against 
one another," White said. 

The skills competition will be held on 
June 30 and will be open to the public. 
Competitions will be held in all voca­
tional areas from machine shop to 
cosmetology. Machinery for the com­
petitions is loaned by industries in Ken­
tucky and across the nation. The cor­
porations move the equipment to the site 
and set it up. Over 800 judges will be re­
quired to handle the competitions.

Summer Camp Expenses 
May Be Deductible 

First Birthday 

Working parents who send their 
children under age 15 to summer camp 
may be able to gain some tax relief 
through the Child and Disabled Care 
Tax Credit, according to the Internal 
Revenue Service. 

The credit allows qualifying persons 
to take a tax credit from 20% to 30% of 
the money spent on child care, depen­
ding on the taxpayer's adjusted gross in­
come. Day and overnight camp ex­
penses are considered deductible child 
care expenses, the IRS explains, but any 
portion spent for transportation to and 
from the camp cannot be included. The 
costs of educational expenses may be 
deductible if the amount is incidental 
and cannot be separated from the costs 
of caring for your child. 

In 1982, the limit on work-related ex­
penses qualifying for the credit was rais­
ed to $2,400 for one child and $4,800 for 
two or more children. 

Here is how the credit works: Jane 
Doe, a taxpayer with an adjusted gross 
income of $20,000, can deduct 25% of her 
qualifying child care expenses. If she 
spends $700 to send her 10 year-old son 
to summer camp, she can claim a child 
care credit of $175. Remember, tax 
credits save you even more money than 
deductions because tax credits directly 
reduce your tax bill while deductions on­
ly lower your taxable income. 

To qualify for the credit for the sum­
mer camp expenses, you must meet all 
of the regular requirements for the Child 
and Disabled Dependent Care Credit: 

-Your child must be a qualifying 
dependent under 15, or not able to care 
for himself or herself. 

-You must be a working parent look­
ing for work. 

-You must have income from work 
during the year. 

-You must keep up a home that you 
live in with one or more qualifying 
dependents.

-If you are married at the end of the 
tax year, you generally must file a joint 
return to claim the credit. 
-If you are married living apart from 

your spouse, you may file a separate 
return and claim the child care credit if 
you meet certain requirements. 
-If you are divorced or separated, 

you generally may claim the credit if 
you had custody of the child for a longer 
time during the calendar year, and the 
child has been in one or both parents 
custody for more than half the year, and 
the child received more than half of his 
or her support from one or both parents. 

- If you are married, both of you must 
work, unless you or your spouse are 
physically or mentally disabled, or 
qualify as a full-time student. 

Other deductible child care expenses 
include paying a housekeeper, maid, 
cook, or babysitter to care for your child 
while you work. You can also claim the 
credit for the cost of having a preschool 
child in nursery school or a day care 
center during the day, the IRS says.
