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Multi-Million Reclamation 
Program Announced Here 

A large landholding firm, a coal com­
pany and a university will cooperate in 
a multimillion-dollar experiment design­
ed to turn reclaimed stripmines to agri­
cultural uses, it was announced here last 
week. 

Pocahontas Land Co. will join Martiki 
Coal Corp. and Morehead State Univer­
sity in the project, officials of the three 
bodies announced at a press conference 
at Prestonsburg High School last 
Wednesday. 

The land and coal companies will 
share the cost of the 15-year vent1,1re, 
estimated at between $2 million and $3 
milion, while Morehead will manage it, 
it was said. 

Martiki donated a 250-acre site in Mar­
tin county for the first phase of the pro­
gram, which was announced last 
August. Several hogs are on the site and 
alfalfa and clover are already waist­
high, said MSU President Morris 
Norfleet. 

Plans also call for poultry, beef cat­
tle and sheep at the site, as well as row 
crops, orchards, greenhouses, vegeta­
bles and commercial forests. A 
byproduct of the poultry and swine 
operations will be large quantities of 
manure to fertilize the soil. 

Two hundred acres will be developed 
each year over the next 15 years until 
4000 acres of stripmined land will have 
been converted to productive use, it is 
hoped. 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins, who 
also announced the project at a meeting 
here of the Big Sandy Rural Electric 
Cooperative, said the venture shows a 
concern for "the future, when coal would 
~ease" to be the major resource of the 
region, and for "the future of land

resources of eastern Kentucky created 
by mountaintop surface mining of coal. " 

Several attempts have been made 
before to maintain crops on stripmined 
land, with mixed results. Former Ken­
tucky Governor Edward T. " Ned" 
Breathitt, now a vice-president of 
Pocahontas Land Company's parent 

firm, Norfolk Southern Corporation, 
called the present project "a kind of 
demonstration." 

The problem is "what we're going to 
havewhencoal is gone. That's what we 
as a corporation are trying to find out, '' 
said Breathitt, adding, "Only time will 
tell if it's economically feasible." 

'Underground Ambulance' Floyd Man's Design 
State mining regulations now require 

that all OpP.rations of more than 25 
employees have at 1east one certified 
emergency medical technician 
(E.M.T.) on hand to provide improved 
first aid capabilities in case of acci­
dent. A Floyd county man, familiar 
with the needs of E.M.T.'s and with 
first-hand knowledge of the nature of 
coal mining, has come up with an in­
novative system which promises to 
enhance the effectiveness of first-aid 
response in underground mines. 

Curtis L. Hughes, of Martin is an 
E.M.T., he was a coal mine inspector 
for three years and a coal operator for 
six. It was with such a background that 
he designed and has begun ID manufac­
ture, through his newly-formed com­
pany, Energy Equipment, Inc., of Mar­
tin, an underground ambulance and 
first aid station. 

The whole project has only come 
about since he began design and 
started some preliminary work from 
his brother Bill's welding shop on 
Buck's Branch in January of this year, 
yet the first aid system has already 
been featured in the July issue of "The 
Scoop," the official newsletter of the

$400,000 Mud Creek Clinic 
Begins with Groundbreaking 

Images of a tough past and a glorious 
future are the standard stuff of ground­
breaking ceremonies. In that respect 
Eula Hall, speaking Saturday morning 
at the ground breaking for the new Mud 
Creek Clinic, followed custom. 

The beginning of work on the new 
clinic-at this point still a pattern of 
white lines on a lot just up the road from 
the John M. Stumbo school at Grethel-

But the pride in her voice marked this 
as something more than standard 
oratory. And those who turned out­
neighbors, politicians, donors and 
patients-needed no persuading they 
were at a milestone in the clinic's 
history . 

That history dates formally to 1972, 
when students from Vanderbilt Univer­
sity ran a "health fair" on Mud Creek 
and the health needs they uncovered­
black lung, diabetes, hypertension and 
poor nutrition among them-convinced 
Mrs. Hall of the need for a clinic. 

For nine years it operated out of the 
cramped cottage at the mouth of Mink 
Branch that had been her home. The 
house burned to the ground, probably a 
result of arson, last summer and, since 
then, the clinic has operated out of two 
trailers. 

As it turned out, the razing of the old 
clinic was a blessing. Staffers take pride 
in the fact that, though the disaster may 
well have finished the clinic for good, 
they barely missed a beat. And the fire 
served both to fan community interest 
in the project and to focus the attention 
of those who dispense the dwindling pot 
of federal health funds. 

The Appalachian Regional Commis­
sion committed $320,000 for the erection 
of a new clinic, on condition another 
$80,000 was contributed locally. The 
money was raised in three months. 

There was a time when the Mud Creek 
Health Project was for some a beacon 
of political and social change and some 
veterans of the clinic's early campaigns, 
back in town for Saturday's ground­
breaking, spoke in the old cade11ces. 

Dick Couto, director of. Vanderbilt's 
Center for Health Serv1ces and an 
organizer of the 1972 health fair, said 
that the clinic, with its easy give-and­
take among patients, professionals and 
the community, offers "an important 
lesson for the country'' Ten years ago, 
when activists could still speak con­
fidently of "returning health care deci­
sions to the people," the Mud Creek 
clinic represented for some an indepen­
dent, populist alternative to the 
established health care industry. 

Julie Schneider, a New York 
psychiatrist who helped out at the 
clinic's founding, has returned 

periodically and was back Saturday for 
the groundbreaking, still speaks of the 
clinic as a place were medical problems 
are seen "in perspective"-that is, in the 
context of the area's social, economic 
and environmental problems. 

But local control has been elusive. 
While the balance of control will shift a 
little toward the community with the 
construction of the new clinic-which 
will be owned by the local, non-profit 
Mud Creek Community Health Corpora­
tion-management has been in the 
hands of others since 1977 when, in the 
wake of a lengthy coal miners' strike, 
the clinic had to choose between extinc­
tion and a takeover by the Prestons­
burg-based Big Sandy Health Care 
agency. 

And, while many of those close to the 
clinic are still active in social causes, it 
has been a while since they have wal~­
ed picket lines or tried to close a strip­
mine operation. 

Its lower profile on controversial 
issues is reflected in the fact that Con­
gressman Carl D. Perkins, chronicling 
the history of federal interest in Mud 
Creek, could refer jokingly on Saturday 
to his past differences with Mrs. Hall 
and that the county judge-executive 
could be invited as an honored guest for 
the ceremony. 

It was no joke in 1971 when years of 
protest spearheaded by Mrs. Hall

County Students Score 
Roorly in Recent Tests 

While Kentucky students scored bet­
ter in every grade and every subject in 
which they ~ere tested this spring, 
Floyd students continued to fare poorly. 
. In a ranking of the state's 183 school 
districts, Floyd third graders placed 
179th, fifth graders 170th, seventh 
graders 167th, and lOth graders 152nd. 

The test results and academic rank­
ings were released by Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Raymond Barber at 
a news conference in Frankfort last Fri­
day. It was the firsLtime that the 
Department of Education has released 
a statewide ranking of districts based on 
test scores. 

While Floyd scores were about on a 
par with other counties in this part of the 
state, both Paintsville and Pikeville in­
dependent school districts stood out, 
with scores that put them among the top 
third of the state's school districts. 

The achievement tests and a test of 
cognitive skills were given to about 
200,000 Kentucky students. The tests, 
which are required under a 1979 state 
law, are designed to measure math, 

language, reading, spelling and learning 
skills. They also gauge a student's in­
dividual potential and enable school of­
ficials to see how a student is doing com­
pared to the student's abilities. 

For the first time since the tests were 
begun, Kentucky lOth graders exceed­
ed the national average in one of the 
areas tested. The state's third, fifth and 
seventh graders have regularly bettered 
the national average. Floyd students, by 
contrast, have consistently scored poor­
ly in relation to both national and state 
norms. 

Floyd Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, 
Jr. was quoted as saying that even 
though Floyd scores were low, they were 
generally improved over last year. 

Also released Friday were findings of 
a task force appointed by Barber to 
study why lOth-graders were scoring so

What Became of Ingenuity? 
Tobacco interests have for years disputed the claim that 

cigarette smoking causes cancer. It has pointed to the fact that 
there are other factors involved, other carcinogens in the at­
mosphere, in the water we drink, in food, even in the X-rays 
that are used to diagnose and treat human ailments. 

These other factors are indisputable, but tobacco is not clear 
of blame because of their presence. 

Now, the coal industry disputes the evidence that emissions 
from coal-burning plants cause acid rain. It points, and not 
without reason, to auto emissions, chemical plants, oil 
refineries, a whole unholy mess that is going up into the at­
mosphere and inevitably will be coming down somewhere. 

But coal may, like tobacco, in the final analysis, be brand­
ed the No. 1 culprit. 

With this a possibility, it would seem that the problem should 
be faced by both the coal industry and electric power­
generating companies in more positive fashion than that of 
merely citing the cost that will be suffered by an already suf­
fering public. 

The famed Yankee ingenuity should be given a chance, 
There is a strong possibility that not only coal, one of the na­
tion's greatest resources, can be saved a mortal threat but also 
that the cost of saving it might not be as prohibitive as 
predicted. 

Alrc.tdy there is on the market a comparatively simple com­
bustion device which is cheaper than the "scrubbing" process. 
Its future development could be one of the products of 
American ingenuity that could mean much for the future of 
coal and the environment.

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culminated in the withdrawal of federal 
health funds from the Big Sandy Com­
munity Action Program-the protesters 
said the funds were being misused-and 
when the fiscal court presided over by 
Judge Henry Stumbo epitomized the 
political machine despised by many 
community activists. 

The Mud Creek experience of the 
1960's and 1970's illustrates a govern­
ment patronage that has since fallen out 
of official favor. Perkins outlined the 
federal role with some pride on Satur­
day and deplored the cuts in human ser­
vices funding that have characterized 
the Reagan Administration. 

Some have described federal help on 
Mud Creek as a mixed blessing­
Perkins' reference to the federally­
funded and chronically-troubled water 
system may have touched a sore point 
with some in Saturday's audience-but 
Uncle Sam has played a vital part in the 
survival of the clinic. 

Now that federal dollars are harder to 
come· by and agencies like Big Sandy 
Health Care are being pressed to pay 
their own way-the agency currently 
raises around 40 percent of its operating 
budget locally--clinics like that on Mud 
Creek represent the remains of the 
"safety net" that is supposed to 
guarantee essential services to the na­
tion's neediest families. 

The presence of Bishop William 
Hughes, head of the Roman Catholic 
Diocese of Covington, who opened Satur­
day's rite with a prayer-Dr. Ted 
Nicholas, pastor of Prestonsburg's First 
United Methodist Church, offered the 
closing prayer-is symbolic of another 
aspect of the Mud Creek clinic story, the 
role of Catholic missionaries. 

Bishop Hughes is listed among the 
clinic's major donors, Sister James 
Roach, administrator of Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital, sits on its board, and 
three members of its 10-member staff­
a nurse practitioner, registered nurse 
and laboratory technician-are Catholic 
nuns. 

But "outside" help alone could no 
more guarantee the survival of the Mud 
Creek Health Project than it could the 
many failed projects initiated in "War 
on Poverty" days. As the ready response 
following last year's fire made clear, the 
Mud Creek clinic enjoys strong local 
roots. 

Providing the bridge linking politi­
Cians and donors with the community 
for the past 10 years and longer has been 
the doughty, enduring figure of Eula 
Hall. "She knows the system very well 
and shows others how to use it," said Dr. 
Ellen Joyce, the clini~ director. "She 

.supports providers who give good care. 
And she does what she says she's going 
to do." 

But Mrs. Hall has her own explanation 
·of the clinic's success. "It has been the 
support ofthe community," she said this 
week, "and the love and dedication of its 
staff."

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eight-foot-long, water and dust-proof 
storage boxes which carry an ex­
haustive list of first-aid supplies and 
specialized medical equipment. 

"It's equipped like a hospital 
emergency room," Hughes com­
mented. 

The boxes feature continuous hinged 
doors which open downward to provide 
easy access to first aid equipment in 
low coal. Mounted between the storage 
compartments on a common chassis of 
four-foot, double strength pipe is a 
removable stretcher which is designed 
to slide out across rollers from either 
end of the unit to facilitate recovery of 
victims in hard-to-reach areas. A rail­
ing around the stretcher will allow 
others to assist the E.M.T., once the 
patient has been secured, and the firm 
rubber bottom of the stretcher was 
designed to accomodate cardio­
pulmonary resuscitation techniques. A 
removable pillow is also provided. 

A standard ten-inch ground 
clearance should keep the stretcher 
above any water that may be on the 
mine roadway and the over-all height 
of the standard model is 24 inches. 
Height and ground clearance can be 
modified according to differing re­
quirements, Hughes stressed. 

The unit is mounted on skid or track 
wheels and is designed to be 
transported to the accident site by a 
mine car. "The objective is to trans­
port the patient to a hospital without 
adding to the severity of the original in­
jury," Hughes pointed out. He added 
that the design of the stretcher will be 
adaptable to either conventional am­
bulance vehicles or a pickup truck for 
fast transportation to a medical facili­
ty. 

Although the need for such a system 
seems obvious enough, an interna­
tional patent search, according to "The 
Scoop" has documented that the 
ambulance-first aid station is "the first 
of its kind in the state and the nation." 

State officials are pleased by 
Hughes' brainchild. Department of 
Mines and Minerals Commissioner 
Willard Stanley commented, "We 
think he's got a real nice little 
package," and pointed to the unit's 
capabilities in low coal as especially 
advantageous. 

The 38-year-old Hughes, though con­
fident of financial success through the 
project, takes a good deal of pride in 
the thought that his innovative system 
will make a substantial contribution to 
the saving of lives or minimizing of in­
jury and disabilities . "Despite the acci­
dent prevention programs and a varie­
ty of safety efforts, each year coal 
mines continue to take a heavy human 
toll; large numbers of fellow miners 
are injured, many are left disabled," 
he said. "I feel that many of these in­
juries would be less severe if proper 
first aid could be administered at the 
scene of the accident." 

With emergency medical technicans 
at hand, and with his underground am­
bulance and first aid station providing 
the needed equipment, Hughes is confi­
dent that proper emergency care can 
now be a reality "I want the miner to 
be able to say, 'We have the best first 
aid system possible,"'Hughes conclud-. 
ed.

Providing each student with 
necessary science, health, math, 
reading, handwriting and spelling books 
would cost $112,669 but the textbook 
allocation amounts to only $92,591, 
Hager explained. 

Asked whether local funds could be 
found to supplement the state 
allocation-the Floyd board contributed 
$9600 toward textbook purchases last 
year-Board Treasurer Ray Brackett 
said it was still too early to tell if monies 
might be diverted to textbooks from 
other budget categories. Dr. J.D. 
Adams, board chairman, suggested 
local taxes would have to be raised in 
order to furnish the necessary books. 

Bids for producing 3000 copies of the 
1983-'84 school annual were received 
from Josten's ($31,640) and kreative 
grafiks, ink. ($32,548) but a decision on 
awarding the contract was tabled until 
the August board meeting. Dr. Hall and 
various members of the audience were 
critical of the quality of the annual pro­
duced last year by Josten's. 

A long discussion also followed the 
opening of bids by Taylor Studios, of 
Martin, Paula Goble Photography, of 
Prestonsburg, and John Wilson Studios, 
of Bristol, Va., for school photographs. 
While board members James A. Duff 
and Ray "Shag" Campbell urged the 
board to select Taylor Studios as the low 
bidder, the board adopted a motion of 
Dr. Hall to advertise again for bids on 
the photographs. 

Some members of the audience said 
the quality of photos taken last year by 
Taylor Studios was poor and Taylor's 
two competitors both claimed they were 
misinformed about bid specifications. 

On Supt. Grigsby's suggestion that 
they "clarify in writing what has 
already been agreed to verbally," the 
board adopted a resolution authorizing 
"the superintendent and assistant 
superintendent" to use board-owned or 
-leased vehicles for "business and/or 
personal use," on condition they pay 
their own gas and other expenses when 
using the vehicles for personal purposes. 

Grigsby acknowledged after the 
meeting that the board order was 
prompted by recent insinuations that his 
and Asst. Supt. Hager's use of leased 
autos was improper. (A citizens' group 
alleged last month that the two school 
officials have charged the school district 
for gasoline in addition to their receiv­
ing a monthly mileage allowance. The 
group also implied that the board's deci­
sion to lease the vehicles was discussed 
only in closed session.) 

A six-acre tract on the southern end 
of Prestonsburg is being considered as 
a site for the planned middle school to 
serve this area, Dr. Adams told the 
board. The property, formerly the site 
of radio station WPRT, would need to be 
filled to bring it above the flood plain, 
Adams explained.

A nurse from the Health Department 
will be in Harold at Ward's Health Food 
Store on Monday July 18, from 10:00 un­
til 2:00. She will offer T.B. skin tests, 
urinalyses, immunizations, blood 
pressures, and anemia screening. This 
clinic is a service of the Health Depart­
ment and the public is welcome. 

Kentucky r.aw requires that all 
children entering school in Kentucky for 
the first time be adequately immunized 
against the childhood diseases, measles, 
diptheria, pertussis (whooping cough), 
tetanus, and polio. These immunizations 
are offered free of charge every Mon­
day, Wednesday and Friday at the Floyd 
County Health Department. 

Students are also required to show 
proof of having -had a T~B. skin. test 
upon entermg school, and those students 
entering eighth grade are also required 
to have a T.B. skin test upon entering 
eighth grade. T.B. skin tests are 
available at the Health Department on 
Monday, Wednesday or Friday; there is 
a $3.00 dollar charge for T.B. skin tests .

Appalachia has more than its share of 
problems, and the solutions must come 
from people living in the region, accor­
ding to Dr. Jim Wayne Miller. 

Dr. Miller, who has played a major 
role in developing Appalachian studies 
programs in seven states, was the 
scholar-in-residence during the recent 
Appalachian Celebration at Morehead 
State University. 

"We don't need to be told to move 
north or west or wherever jobs may be 
at the moment," Miller said. "What the 
people of Appalachia need is a way to 
make a living where they liv,e.and a way 
to get back their land ·from the big 
corporations." • 

Saying that the war on poverty had 
mixed effects on Appalachia, Dr Miller 
explained that one of its goals was to 
convince people to move from rural 
areas of Appalachia to the cities. 

"All the new highways built during 
that time weren't built for the people," 
he said during an interview. "They were 
built to serve the corporations, and they 
all lead to what were known as magnet 
cities where it was hoped people would 
move." 

Some good things were accomplished, 
though, "good basic things like fixing 
sewers and repairing county roads," 
commented Dr. Miller. "And it gave 
people the incentive to get organized, to 
write grant proposals and get federal 
money." 

One of the myths about Appalachian 
people is that they are poor because they 
have such a strong attachment to the 
land that they refuse to move where the 
jobs are. But Dr. Miller said that is not 
true. 

"The facts just don't bear it out," he 
said. "Appalachians have always 
migrated out. During the 1840s, they 
went to California for the Gold Rush, 
during World Wars I and II they left in 
droves, and more people went north dur­
ing the fifties than the number of Oakies 
who left Oaklahoma during the dust 
bowl ear." 

People everywhere have a traditional 
attachment to their place, he believes, 
but sometimes people have to leave to 
survive. 

"And they do leave Appalachia for 
jobs, then they make long trips home on 
weekends and holidays," said Dr . 
Miller. "But this only lasts one genera­
tion, because their kids are attached to 
the new place where they were born and 
raised. " 

Dr. Miller thinks Eastern Kentucky 
and all of Appalachia needs more local 
people to write about the social, 
economic and political problems of the 
region. 

"For too long we have been 
characterized by outsiders, and our pro­
blems have been examined from the 
outside," Dr. Miller s~id. "And as a

result, there has been too much foisting 
off on people what some bureaucrat in 
Washington. DC. or some church in 
New York thinks we need.'' 

As an example of the lack of 
understanding, Dr. Miller told how one 
Senator suggested g1vmg free subway 
tokens to Eastern Kentucky children 
who attend school irregularly. 

"A lot needs to be done in Ap­
palachia,'' said Dr. Miller. "That's why 
weeks like this Celebration are good. A 
lot of changes can take place in a week, 
changes m people's mind. You can't see 
it, but that's where change must start." 

Appalachian people need to learn to be 
proud of their heritage, he said, before 
they can be proud of where they are 
today. 

Dr. Jim Gifford, assistant director of 
Appalachian Studies at ..\1SU and coor­
dinator of the Celebration, said he chose 
Dr. Miller as this year's scholar-in­
residence because he could bind 
together all componenets of the 
Celebration 

As scholar-in-residence, Dr. Miller, 
who is a \\estern Kentucky University 
professor, taught Elderhostel and 
Heritage Arts Workshop classes, gave 
a public lecture, addressed the Con­
ference on Appalachian Children and 
Families and spoke at the Jesse Stuart 
SympOSIUm.

Count on Earl Weaver 
for baseball tips 
EARL-Y BIRD? - The 
"retired" Earl of Baltimore 
is still making his presence 
felt in major-league 
bailparks. Which is no 
surprise. 

This is the first full sea­
son for Earl Weaver, former 
manager of the Baltimore 
Orioles, as a member of the 
ABC-TV broadcast team. 
His commentary on "Mon­
day Night Baseball" 
reflects his longtime field 
experience. 

Weaver, who had man­
aged the Orioles for 15 
seasons, must rely, of 
course, on his expertise 
rather than movie-star 
looks or smooth talk. But 
few can match the fiery ex­
manager on the subject of 
baseball. 

Weaver, one of the most 
successful managers in 
major-league history, man­
aged the Orioles to six 
American League East 
titles, four A.L. pennants 
and one world champion­
ship (1970). His teams fin­
ished first or second 13 
times, won 90 or more 
games 12 times and 100 or 
more five times. 

Weaver - whose . 596 
winning percentage (a 
1, 354-919 career record) 
is third among all managers 
since 1900 (minimum of 
five years) - was known 
to go by the book, keeping 
extensive computerized 
statistics on ballplayers. 

On TV, Weaver's ability 
to follow the baseball per­
centages gives h1m an unu­
sually clear sense of what's 
at stake 1n any particular 
situation on the field. This IS 

just the kind of th1ng that 

Earl Weaver 

he passes aJong to viewers. 
Although he r.ever 

played in the majors, 
Weaver earned MVP hon­
ors three times and was 
named to five all-star teams 
during a 13-year career as 
a minor-league second 
baseman (mostly with the 
Cardinals organization). 

As leader of the Orioles, 
Weaver won Manager of 
the Year honors three 
times: 1973 (Associated 
Press), 1977 (The Sport­
ing News and United Press 
International) and 1979 
(all three) . 

Weaver has never been 
afraid to say what he 
thinks. His battling got him 
ejected from a total of 89 
games, including one 
spring training exhibition 
and a 1969 World Series 
game. He also drew five 
suspensions. 

Now Weaver lives quietly 
with h1s wife, Marianna, in 
Hialeah, Fla. 

Even so, ABC has to 
wor'y about how long he 
will remain in the broadcast 
booth At age 52 1t's a 
good bet he'll return to tne 
dugout before long.

Will Rogers' story

Will Rogers. the man who made world leaders laugh, will be 
featured on CBN Cable Network's "CBN Special of the 
Week," airing Sunday, July 17. 

The one-hour weekly program televises selected documen­
taries that originally aired on NBC. 

"The Story of Will Rogers" covers his life from his rodeo­
roping days to his later years as a commentator and entertain­
er. Bob Hope is the off-camera narrator. 

Using rare stills, the documentary captures Rogers at a rally 
for President Franklin Roosevelt, on a radio program with 
President Herbert Hoover and in a scene from "They Had to 
See London." 

During Rogers' theatr[cal career, Rogers starred with such 
personalities as W.C. Fields and Eddie Cantor. 

In 1933, as America was in the Great Depression. Rogers 
became a ·spokesman for the underdog. His outspoken man­
ner and quick wit garnered a strong group of followers who 
produced a Will Rogers for President poster. The remarks he 
made became known in Congressional meetings and political 
offices. 

On Aug. 15, 1935, Rogers and aviator Wiley Post took off 
on a flight for Alaska - only to crash 10 minutes from their 
destination. At the time, the public grief was called the great­
est since Abraham Lincoln's death. Congress suspended 
activity and flags flew at half-mast. He was given a military 
salute.

Food Stamps Loss in Mails 
Leads to Temporary Change 

High losses in food stamps mailed to 
clients are forcing the state to begin is­
suing food stamps ''over-th~ounter" in 
17 Kentucky counties. · 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
will request bids from private contrac­
tors to issue food stamps in Knott, Pike, 
Boyd, Carter, Christian, Clay, Daviess, 
Hardin, Harlan, Hopkins, Laurel, 
McCracken, McCrary, Madison, Perry, 
Warren and Whitley counties. 

More.than $60,000 in food stamps mail­
ed to clients in the 17 counties were 
reported lost or not received and had 
to be replaced during the first quarter 
of 1983. 

According to Department for Social 
Insurance Commissioner John Cubine, · 
the cabinet will be charged a penalty for 
any food stamp replacements above .75 
of one percent of the food stamps issued 
in any county betwen Jan. 1 and Sept. 30. 
After Sept. 30, the penalty will be impos-

•
ed on replacements in excess of .5 of one 
percent of stamps issued. 

Cubine said the cabinet had hoped to 
·continue mailing food stamps directly 
until the new automated issuance 
system is in place and corrects the food 
stamp loss problem. "The new system 
will virtually eliminate mail-loss

because stamps will be tracked much 
the way a bank tracks its checks with 
the use of personalized coupons and an 
identification card. Under the current 
USDA system, stamps can't be traced 
through the process," Cubine stated. 

According to Cubine, the mail loss is 
too great for his department to live with 
until the new system corrects the pro­
blem. "Unforeseen delay has pushed 
back the date for beginning the issuance 
part of the Kentucky Automated Cer­
tification and Issuance System, and we 
can't wait. We have to act now to stop 
mail losses because we can't afford the 
penalties," Cubine said. 

Cubine explained that the new system 
had been delayed since the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture determined that a 
public notice and comment period in the 
Federal Register was needed. "We can't 
proceed with issuing food stamps 
through the new system until we get the 
go-ahead from USDA and that can't hap­
pen now until after the public comment 
period. The issuance part of the system 
may not be implemented until the spring 
of 1984," Cubine said. "In the meantime, 
we have to take steps to control food 
stamp losses to avoid paying penalties 
and continued losses of federal funds."

Johns Cr. Hope 
Of New Source 
Of Water Dim 

Prospects do not look bright for Johns 
Creek residents who have been looking 
for a way to have city water distributed 
there. 

No one is denying the three businesses 
and 100-or-so families on the stream, 
which forms the Johnson-Floyd line, 
have a problem. Laboratory tests show 
that well water there is high in iron and 
manganese and, in several instances, in 
fecal coliform, the bacteria which in­
dicate sewage contamination of the 
water supply 

But the only solution offered so far is 
one that many residents are unable or 
unwilling to pay for. 

In a recent meeting with residents, 
Phil Ward, manager of the Auxier Water 
Company, said an extension could be 
run up Johns Creek from the existing 
line, which follows U.S 23 north as far 
as the Porter School. But it would cost 
about $120,000, he said. 

Although representatives of the three 
businesses-Rebel Coal Co., the Austin 
Powder Co., and a flea market recently 
developed by Donald J. "Dootney" 
Horn-said they would contribute more, 
tap-on fees would run at about $1000 per 
dwelling, it was estimated. 

Only about half of the 105 families on 
the creek have indicated they would be 
willing to pay the costs, even if they 

ere spread over a 10-){ear period. A 
co ction loan might be repaid by a 
$10 mon surcharge, according to one 
suggestion. '-, 

Unlike public water systems, which 
may tap a variety or'Fe._deral funds, the 
privately-owned Auxier Water Company 
would be eligible only for a Small 
Business Administration loan, said Holly 
Leach, water specialist with the Big San­
dy Area Development District. 

The Aux1er firm purchases water 
from the Prestonsburg system. Accor­
ding to one proposal, a branch line 
leadmg from the mouth of Johns Creek 
on U.S. 23 could be made to link with the 
line already in place at Dewey Dam. 

Committee OKs 
Stumbo Choice 

The naming by Floyd Democratic of­
ficials of John M. Stwnbo as Democratic 
nominee for judge-executive has been 
upheld by the party's state executive 
committee. The May 17 choice of Stum­
bo had been appealed to the state body 
by Ann·R. Latta, vice-cha;rman of the 
Floyd Democratic executive committee. 

Paul E. Patton, state Democratic 
chairman, said that, in turning down the 
appeal, the state committee followed the 
recommendation of a panel which heard 
testimony from Mrs. Latta and Floyd 
Democratic Chairman Morris Isaac. 

Panel members found that, since all 
members of the Floyd executive com­
mittee were given notice of the meeting 
at which Stumbo was chosen, there was 
no violation of a party rule requiring 
adequate notice of meetings. 

The state panel report did not address 
Mrs. Latta's charge that the meeting 
was called so hastily that most Floyd 
Democrats didn't hear about it until it 
was over. And it found "not applicable" 
other issues raised by Mrs. Latta con­
cerning the credentials of some commit­
tee members. 

According to a party bylaw, "The time 
and place for all meetings ... shall be 
publicized fully, and in such manner as 
to assure adequate notice to all in­
terested persons.'' 

A supporter of Barkley J. Sturgill, who 
had been named by Gov. John Y. Brown 
four days earlier to fill the vacancy 
created by the death of Judge-Executive 
Jerry Lafferty~·Jr., Mrs. Latta contend­
ed that the May'll( meeting was called 
"with unseemly ha~~r" Local radio sta­
tions were not told o'{ the meeting, nor 
did the press carry any advance notice 
of it, she pointed out. 

In that 15 committee members were 
acting on behalf of 24,600 Floyd 
Democrats, wider notice should have 
been given of the meeting and more peo­
ple should have been given a chance to 
be heard on the nomination, she argued. 

The choice of Stumbo came on a 10-5 
vote, the minority vote being cast for 
Sturgill. Shortly after losing the 
Democratic nomination, Sturgill resign­
ed as judge-executive and his place was 
taken by Stumbo.

Airing of Proposed Cllanges

The Independent Community Bankers 
Association last week called a press con­
ference to respond to Governor John Y. 
Brown's executive order creating a task 
force to study the multi-bank holding 
legislation, and to comments made by 
Commissioner of Banking Leonard 
Marshall. 

Several important questions were 
asked: 

-"Why did Governor Brown appoint 
the head of one of the state's largest 
banks to administer the Department of 
Banking?" 

-"Why would Mr. Marshall give up 
a highly lucrative position with the 
Liberty National Bank of Louisville to 
accept this present appointment?" 

-"Will the task force conduct an ob­
jective evaluation of the many banking­
related problems in Kentucky, or will it 
simply adopt a predirected viewpoint 
that multi-bank legislation is a panacea 
for the industry?" 

Commissioner Marshall has alluded to 
the need for a comprehensive approach 
to banking reform legislation. In 
testimony before the Interim Legislative 
Committee on Banking and Insurance 
he called for: 

-A new level of commitment by all 
sectors of banking and aggressive action 
by regulators to resolve problems. 

-substantial and constructive change 
in Kentucky's banking system through 
legislative and executive action. 

In later testimony, Mr. Marshall sug­
gested the appointment of a banking 
task force. That group should, he said, 
be comprised of key people from the 
public and private sector, including 
representatives of the legislative and ex­
ecutive branches of government. 

Independent Community Bankers 
replies: 

"While we don't find fault with those 
concepts, we strongly feel that one group 
was completely omitted from the subse­
quent list of Governor Brown's ap­
pointees. That group is the public.

The strange happenings surrounding 
the team began on July 4, when the 
Brewers were scheduled to host a split 
doubleheader against Bristol and Pike­
ville. The game with the Tigers lasted 
into the sixth inning before rain dampen­
ed the holiday spirits of both teams. The 
score was tied, 4-4, and the Brewers had 
a runner on third base with two out when 
play was called.

Child Support Dilemna 

The crisis of unpaid child support is 
explored on "Who's Supporting the 
Kids?," to be aired on KET tonight 
<Wednesday) at 10 p.m. Unpaid child 
support is a growing problem, a momnu­
mental tax burden and a social force so 
divisive it turns fathers into fugitives 
and impoverishes mothers and children. 

The American divorce rate has tripled 
since 1960. Since child custody is almost 
always awarded to women, mothers and 
children have become the fastest grow­
ing poverty sector in the United States. 
Current statistics show that half the 
families headed by women live below 
the poverty level. The program ex­
amines the problem through footage of 
a tough family court judge in action, and 
by delving into the personal stories of 
former families in litigation, of absent 
fathers , and of mothers desperate for 
money awarded by the courts but never 
received. 

Proposed solutions to the child support 
dilemma are examined, including

the government is beginning to crack 
down on the attitudes of absent parents, 
and that lawmakers feel that disregar­
ding the support of their children is a 
crime and should be treated according­
ly.

Private Schools' 
Free Textbooks 

The 1!Y78 state law providing free text· 
books to private schools is unconstitu­
tional, the Supreme Court of Kentucky 
has ruled in a 5-to-2 decision. 

"This is a big victory for public educa· 
tion," said Kentucky Education Associa­
tion general counsel John J. Slattery, 
Jr., one of the lawyers who took the ap· 
peal to the state's highest court on behalf 
of KEA and a group of public school 
teachers and library patrons. 

A lower court had dismissed the suit 
brought in 1980 against then state 
librarian Barbara Williams, the Depart· 
ment of Libraries and Archives, state 
treasurer Drexell Davis and state 
finance secretary George Atkins. 

In reversing that decision, the 
Supreme Court said the Kentucky Con­
stitution forbids the use of tax money for 
non-public schools, unless the question 
has been approved by a majority of 
voters. 

Under the l!Y781aw the Department of 
Libraries and Archives was required to 
buy textbooks approved by the State 
Department of Education and furnish 
them to accredited private schools that 
requested them. Ownership of the books 
remained with the state. 

The state budget contained $500,000 for 
the textbook program for the 1980-81 
fiscal year and $1 million for the next 
fiscal year. 

"The Kentucky Constitution con­
templates that public funds shall be ex­
pended for public education," said the 
decision written by Judge Charles 
Leibson. 

''The Commonwealth is obliged to fur· 
nish every child in this state an educaton 
in the public schools, but it is constitu­
tionally proscribed from providing aid 
to furnish a private education. We can­
not sell the people of Kentucky a mule 
and call it a horse, even if we believe the 
public needs a mule." 

"The people of Kentucky specified by 
the language of the Constitution in terms 
that are clear and unmistakable that the 
type of expenditure authorized by the 
statute in question should be unconstitu­
tional," the judges noted. 

In additiqn to KEA, other plaintiffs 
bringing the successful suit were Vyda 
Fannin, Ashland; Vonnie France, Cen­
tral City; Renee Jennings, Sacramento; 
David L. McFarland, Somerset, and 
Barbara Martin, Daviess county, all 
teachers and KEA leaders; and Charles 
Johnson, Lexington, described in the suit 
as a black person. 

The individuals in the suit were also 
variously described as library users, 
taxpayers, and in some cases parents of 
children in public schools. They filed the 
suit on behalf of similar persons around 
the state.

Mining Co., Doctor 
Named in Suits Here 

The Wheelwright Mining Company 
and Luther Adams, of Topmost, doing 
business as Marlboro Energy, have 
been named as defendants in a $1.1 
million suit filed in circuit court here this 
week. 

Plaintiffs, Wiley-Dixon and Wiley 
Brothers Energy. allege that, when they 
went to remove their mining equipment 
from the Wheelwright Mining Co. site, 
equipment val•ted at $60,000 was miss­
ing; that defendant mined $20,000 worth 
of coal without plaintiffs' consent; and 
that defendants are holding $24,000 that 
belongs to plaintiffs. 

Wiley-Dixon and Wiley Brothers claim 
they have lost earnings amounting to 
$1,000,000 as a result of the dispute. 

In another suit filed here this week, 
Katie Horn, of Inez, has sued Dr. Don 
Bryson and Highlands Regional Medical 
Center for $1,050,000. Mrs. Horn claim­
ed that, on account of Dr. Bryson's alleg­
ed negligence, she fell from a bed at the 
hospital and sustained severe injuries.

Are you taking diet pills in an at­

tempt to lose weight? An estimated 10 
million people, mostly women, who 
take diet pills containing 
phenylpropanolamine or "PPA" are 
exposing themselves to a drug that has 
the potential for altetir.g brain function 
and raising high blood pressure, while 
offering little help in controlling 
weight. This drug is dangerous for at 
least 30 percent of adults who are 
overweight. 

Although the advertisements often 
claim weight loss of up to 100 pounds, 
industry-sponsored tests show the 
average consumer can expect to lose 
less than two pounds per month from 
taking PPA. 

The Federal Trade Commission, 
because of some bureaucratic 
paralysis, has not made strong effects 
to halt, on a nationwide basis, this 
serious case of false and dangerous 
advertising by all manufacturers of 
PP A-based pills, but the state of 
California has taken action against the 
diet pill advertisers. As a result of 
court action undertaken by the Ven­
tura county, CA district attorney's of­
fice, Thompson Medical Company, the 
manufactruers of "Dexatrim ", "Con­
trol", "Prolamine", and "Appedrine", 
will halt exaggerated weight loss 
claims for its products and pay Ven­
tura county $145,000 in fines.

An individual or couple can have 
some income and still be eligible for 
Supplemental Security Income <SSI l 
payments. Jim Kelly, Social Security 
district director for the Big Sandy 
area, said recently. An individuar can 
have countable income up to $284.3<ia 
month. while a couple can have up \o 
$426.40 a month . In July, these amounts 

' will increase to $304.30 and $456.40. 
SSI provides a basic cash income to 

people 65 or over. or blind. or dia bled 
who do not have much income and who 
do not own much real or personal pro­
perty. 

"If a couple has been Jiving apart for 
, more than six months," Kelly said. 
:: "each person is treated as an in­
~- dividual; however, if they are living 

together and only one member 
qualifies for SSI. a portion of the other 
person's income is treated as if it were 
the eligible individual's. 

"Furthermore. an unmarried child 
under 18 who is living at home is con­
sidered to be receiving a portion of the 

• parent's income. Allowance is made 
• for the parents' work and living ex­
: penses. and for other children living in 
• · the home." 

BRIDES NEED NEW 
SOCIAL SECURITY CARD 

Brides, along with anyone else who 
. had a recent name change. should con­

tact the Big Sandy Area Social Security 
Office to arrange to have their names 
changed in Social Security records and 
to apply for a new Social Security card 
showing their new name. Jim Kelly. 
Social Security district dfrector for 
the Big Sandy area, said recently. 

Social Security records should be 
changed so that any earnings she may 
have are properly reported to the cor­
rect record. 

To apply for a new Social Security 
card, which will show the bride's new 
name but the old Social Security 
number, she should submit evidence 
showing her old and new names, a 
marriage license, for example. 

Only original documents or copies 
certified by the issuing agency are ac­
ceptable. Uncertifjed photocopies are 

.. not acceptable. 
After acceptable evidence is submit­

ted, it will take about two weeks to 
issue the new Social Security car. Kelly 
said.

Delayed Retirement 
Raises Benefits 

People in the Big Sandy area who are 
nearing 65 and do not plan to retire will 
find that their Social Security check 
will be bigger when they do claim 
bt>nt>fit!' . .Jim K~>llv. Social Security 
diStrict director for the Big Sandy area, 
said recently. 

This is because of the delayed retire­
ment' credit,. Kelly said. This credit in­
creases a person's retirement benefit 
for each month between 65 and 70 that 
he or she does not receive a benefit. 

The credit adds one-fourth of 1 per­
cent for each month--3 percent for a 
full year--that a person does not get a 
check because of work. The credit also 
applies to widows and widowers 
benefits. Starting in 1990, the credits 
will increase gradually until they 
reach 8 percent by 2008. 

In addition to these credits, a 
person 's earnings after 65 may result 
in a bigger check than would have been 
payable at 65. 

Of course, Kelly said, a person who 
starts getting checks at 65 can work 
and have significant earnings and still 
receive benefits. A person 65 or over in 
1983 can earn up to $6,600 before checks 
are affected. 

If earnings exceed $6,600, then $1 in 
benefits is withheld for each $2 of earn­
ing~ above $6,600. This annual exempt 
amqunt will increase automatically in 
future years to keep pace with in­
creases in average wages. The exempt 
amount for people under 65 is $4,920 in 
1983. (Starting in 1990, the $1 for $2 
withholding will become $1 for $3 for 
people 65 and over.)

Survival

So you've been to Camden Park and 

King's Island; the Fourth of July pic­
nics and fireworks are over; day camp 
and vacation Bible school have come 
and gone. But it's another month 
before school starts! How will the 
parents and kids in your family survive 
the "dog" days of August without try­
ing each others' patience? 

By the end of July, a lot of school 
children have explored the woods and 
ridden their bikes to their hearts' con­
tent The swimming pool is losing some 
of it excitement. Parents begin to hear 
"I'm bored" and "There's nothing to 
do" every time they turn around. 
August is the time for families to use 
their creativity to overcome boredom 
and have fun without spending too 
much money. The suggestions below 
are designed to bring good clean <and, 
hopefully, cheap) fun. 

• 1. Write a family history. This can be 
a joint task or an individual project for 
an older child. Talk to grandparents, 
aunts, uncles, etc., to learn about 
ancestors. Find out how Mom and Dad 
got together, how each child was as a 
baby, where the family has lived. In­
clude some old photographs if you have 
them. Some families like to make a 
copy of the history for each family 
member. 

2. Plan a "dream" vacation. Write to 
• the tourist bureaus of states you'd like 

to visit. Look at the maps and 
brochures to decide where to go and 
how to get there. Read about the places 
in the encyclopedia at the library. You 
may want to cut pictures from 
magazines or travel folders to make 
your own "vacation dream book ." To 
get brochures and maps write to the 
State Tourist Bureau in the capital of 
each state. Who knows? You may get 
to visit one day! 

3. Now that we've mentioned 
libraries ... the public library is a great 
source of all kinds of information. The 
library has books on travel, crafts, 
cooking and almost anything else you 
can imagine. The librarian will help 
you find books that will be interesting 
to any child or adult. In addition, the 
Floyd County Library lends record 
albums and a-track tapes. They have a 
summer reading program for children 
and will begin a story hour soon. for 
details, call the Floyd County Library 
at 88&-2981. 

4. Make up a new game. you may 
want to make a new board game or a 
new sport. Collect all the equipment 
you need and keep it in a specially 
decorated box. Don't forget to write 
down the rules. 

5. Recycling is a great project for 
kids. They can pick up aluminum cans, 
scrap iron, copper, etc. When they 
have collected enough to fill several 
bags or boxes, take them to Mountain 
Metal Company to sell what they've 
collected. Mountain Metal is open from 
8 a.m. to 4 p.m., Monday-Friday and 8 
a.m. to noon on Saturday. 

6. While they're cleaning up the 
neighborhood, get them to clean up the 
house, too. Those toys that are clutter­
ing the closet may be just what some­
one else wants, so have a garage sale. 
Get the kids involved in setting up the 
sale, pricing items, and making signs. 
Let each child keep the proceeds from 
selling his or her possessions. 

7. Get the neighborhood kids together 
to write and produce a play or talent 
show. IT they get really industrious, 
they can sell tickets and popcorn Don't 
forget to take pictures! 

A few words of caution. We all know 
that television is a good babysitter. 
With cable TV, there's always 
something to watch. But watching TV 

8 keeps children from reading, develop­
ing hobbies , or playing outside. 
Therefore, most experts agree that 
families need rules for TV viewing. 

Some suggestions: (1) limit the 
number of hours the kids can watch 
TV-two hours per day is plenty unless 
something special is on; (2) limit the 
kinds of programs they watch and 
don't hesitate to turn off a program 
that offends you; (3) select programs 
to watch together and talk about the 

• program afterwards; this helps 
everyone understand how TV pro­
grams are like or different from real 
life and how values on TV agree with or 
oppose those held by your family; < 4) 
use a TV program as a stepping-stone 
to Jearn more about the world; for ex­
ample, if Walter Cronkite talks about 
blimps or about a new type of airplane. 
ask a family member to read up on the 
topic and give a report to the rest of 
you; (5) turn the TV off during 
mealtimes. 

Finally, parenting is a rough job, and 
summertime taxes even the best 
parent. Be sure to reserve some 
private time for you and your spouse. 
Even if you just sit and drink a cup of 
coffee or take a long relaxing bath all 
alone, time away from the children can 
work wonders. Trade off babysitting 
with a neighbor or relative to give both 
of you a few "child-free" hours each 

• 
week. Remember, parents are people 
too! 

These ideas are just a few of the 
many strategies you 'and your family 
can use to beat summer boredom. Use 
them to spark your own creativity and 
have a great August!

In order to make a definite diagnosis of bacterial in· 
fection, a physician usually prefers to take a culture 
before prescribing an antibiotic.

Q. My doctor has told me I have 
' polyps in my colon. Are polyps a sign of 
cancer'? 

A. The discovery of a polyp in the 
large bowel (large bowel consists of 
colon and rectum ) is a signal for 
careful medical evaluation.

Coal severance receipts in Kentucky 
have dropped by 19 percent and coal pro­
duction is down 13.6 percent during the 
first five months of 1983 compared to the 
same period last year, according to 
figures compiled by the U.S. Depart­
ment of Energy and the Kentucky Coal 
Journal. 

The figures also showed that 25.8 per­
cent of Kentucky's miners were 
unemployed in May. 

The state's miners produced about 
55.8 million tons of coal from January to 
May this year, or about 8.8 million tons 
less than the corresponding period of 
1982, said the figures. 

In the eastern Kentucky coalfields, 
production through the first five months 
of this year was 41,702,000 tons. The 1982 
production for 'the region during that 
period was 46,788,000 tons. 

The 10.8 percent fall represents a drop 
in production of more than five million 
tons of coal. 

Production in the western Kentucky 
coalfields feel 20.6 percent from last 
year. The 1983 production was 14,166,000 
tons while 17,848,000 tons were produc­
ed in the first five months of 1982. 

Statewide, production is off 10.6 per­
cent from the corresponding term in 
1980. 

The reduced production, a result of 
declining orders, also has significantly 
reduced the state's collection of coal 
severance tax this year.
