Scho.ol Board Votes 
Long Ra ge Changes 

A number of changes will be made this 
year to bring Floyd schools into com· 
pliance with standards set by ~r'state ac­
creditation panel, according to a plan 
adopted by the Board of Education last 
week. 

Changes are planned m staffing, cur­
riculum, textbook distribution, class 
size, school furnishings, programs for 
the gifted and the handicapped, and in 
health and community relations. 

Most of the changes, which must be 
made within three years according to in· 
structions of the state team which 
surveyed the school district last spring, 
have been scheduled for the current 
school year and some improvements 
have already been effected, Assistant 
Superintendent Ron Hager told the 
board. 

Only when it comes to major construc­
tion and renovation projects have school 
officials here declined to set a target 
date for the changes the state panel has 
said are required for accreditation. 

According to the plan adopted by the 
board at its regular meeting last 
Wednesday- a plan which must yet 
meet the approval of the state Board of 
Education- the Floyd school district is 
committed this year to develop and im­
plement community relations programs 
in each school and to tighten up the 
management of textbooks, among other 
things. 

room with 40 students; a 7th-and-8th 
grade with 40 and a 5th-and-6th grade 
with 39 at Prater; a 3rd grade at Clark 
with 37; a 6th-and-7th grade at Harold 
with 36; and two kindergartens at Stum­
bo, each with 38. 

Teachers will teach in their areas of 
training and 4.3 more counselors will be 
hired, the board claims in its plan. 

There are no plans to build indoor 
physical education facilities at Bonan­
za, Daniels Creek, Drift, Harold, Home 
Branch, Prater or Spruce Pine schools, 
or for updating the gym at Allen. There 
is no money to build a shop facility for 
agriculture at Prestonsburg; or for ex­
panding art rooms at Prestonsburg, 
McDowell or Wheelwright; still less for 
replacing the McDowell and 
Wheelwright schools altogether. 

For the same reason, there are no 
plans for putting libraries in the rural 
schools, replacing the district's 
classroom trailers, or building fireproof

'A Victim of the System,' 
Bear Hollow Farmer Says 

Students in one- and two-teacher 
schools will go to larger schools for elec­
tive classes and activities; art and 
music will be extended to 10 grade 
schools which lacked those subjects; 
,prestonsburg grade school students will 
. get their full 120 minutes of fine arts. 

Running water. will be furnished in 
science labs at Mcbowell, gym equip· 
ment at Prestonsburg, ana -science 
equipment at Maytown and Home 
Branch. 

All kindergarten students will be 
screened for vision, hearing, speech and 
scoliosis; four more schools will get 
special education classes; all grade 
schoolers will be evaluated under the 
"gifted and talented" program. 

A second level will be offered this year 
for industrial arts students at Betsy 
Layne. The other four high schools will 
have to wait "until funds become 
available," for industrial arts. More 
space for the home economics program 
at Wheelwright and more storage space 
at McDowell are to be provided in 
1987-'88, according to the plan. 

With the help of a decline in enroll­
ment this year, the board committed 
itself to limit classes to 35 students next 
year. The accreditation panel last spring 
cited a Prestonsburg 7th-and-8th grade 

When he gave up his cornfield and hog 
pen nearly two years ago Bill Arms 
thought he was getting in return a 
decently-run deep mine, a job for one of 
his five sons, and a dollar for every ton 
of coal. 

What he has is an unsightly and unsta­
ble hill of spoil, a gaping hole in the 
ground, and the constant fear that it will 
prove a deathtrap for some neighbor­
hood youngster. 

A disabled farmer and logger- he 
owns 609 acres on Wolfpen Branch of 
Bear Hollow, straddling the Floyd­
Johnson line at East Point- Arms also 
has a new appreciation for the law. A 
new feel for its importance, its ironies, 
its impotence. 

How is it, he wondered aloud last 
week, that the law gives a coal company 
the right to mine under his land, yet he 
is held responsible for safety hazards the 
company leaves behind? 

Why does the law require a coal firm 
to post a reclamation bond but fix the 
sum too low to pay for more than a frac­
tion of the reclamation cost? 

If a mining company tears up his land 
and then vanishes, why cannot someone 
at least impound the company's equip­
ment to guarantee payment of its debts? 

And why is it that, 19 months after the 
coal operator abandoned his permit, 
leaving behind a dangerous and ugly 
pit- it measures 300 feet by 140 feet and 
the water in it is 22 feet deep, Arms 
says-the state Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet has 
still done nothing to remedy the 
'!!lituation? 

The ans~er, to the last question at 
least, is simpls~nough, says Will Col­
lins , an a ttorne)' .with Natural 
Resources. Owners of the c6mpany that 
went in around October, 1981 to mine 
Bear Hollow are listed on the permit ap­
plication as Douglas Puckett and Jack 
K. Daniel, Sr. Daniel, a Lexington coal 
broker, was critically injured in a mail­
bomb explosion last September. 

"We decided to sit on our hands until 
the postal inspectors and the FBI com· 
pleted their investigations" of the inci­
dent, Collins said. Civil suits, he explain­
ed, customarily "take a back seat" to 
criminal investigations. 

Daniel lost both legs and two fingers 
when a cylindrical parcel blew up at his 
home. Salyersville coal operator Robert 
H. Barnett was acquitted in U.S. District 
Court at London last month of charges 
that he had mailed the bomb.

Floyd Expected To Reach 
Population of Almost 100,000 

Sometime between 1985 and 1990 Ken­
tucky's population wiJI go over the four 
million mark and by the year 2010 will 
top five million. 

And by the year 2020-only 37 years 
ahead-Floyd county will have a popula­
tion of almost 100,000. 

These forecasts, produced by the 
Population Research Unit of the Urban 
Studies Center, show the continuation of 
significant growth in Kentucky's popula­
tion since 1980 when the Census Bureau 
counted 3,660,777 Kentucky residents. 

Growth in the Commonwealth's 
population between 1980 and the year 
2000 is expected to run away from that 
of the U.S. as a whole. The U.S. Census 
Bureau projects a 18.1 percent increase 
in the nation's population in the 20•year 
period between 1980 and 2000. But Ken­
tucky's population growth will exceed 29 
percent in the same period, according to 
Dr. Michael L. Price, who carried out 
the forecasting research released this 
week. The population projections 
forecast these totals through the year 
2020:

The forecast for Floyd county's 
population through the year 2020 
follows:

The population of the county,.as far as 

the forecast projec~·will remain 
predominantly white. The non-white 
population of the county in 1980, accor­
ding to Census figures, was 301. In 2020, 
the Price estimate says, that population 
will have grown only to 667. 

The greatest regional growth, accor­
ding to the researchers, is expected in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

Figures projected for some of these 
counties contrast totals of the 1980 cen­
sus with populations expected in the 
year 2000.

Fiscal Court Settles 
With County Officials 

Even as it filed suit to recover money 
owed by a former county court clerk, 
Floyd fiscal court last week waived cer­
tain claims on the sheriff's and jailer's 
departments, accepting annual set­
tlements from both offices. 

Sheriff Henry Hale returned $1365 to 
Uie county, after the fiscal court waiv­
ed its claim to $4725 the sheriff said he 
had spent on salaries, overtime and auto 
expenses. Jailer Lawrence Hale was for­
given $2080 he had paid a deputy in the 
form of a small but unauthorized raise. 
After paying his bills, the jailer in­
dicated, he had no money to return to the 
county. 

Jim Harris, of the Pikeville accoun­
ting firm of Cooley, Hall and Harris, said 
the company is owed $2659 for an audit 
of the county solid waste system which 
was commissioned by former Judge­
Executive Bill Wells and was completed 
in May last year. Judge-Executive John 
M. Stumbo said he would confer with 
solid waste officials about who should 
assume responsibility for the bill. 

A controversial claim dating from last 
spring was finally settled, the court 
agreeing to pay Bill Conley, of Hueys­
ville, $3432 for work done at the Allen 
park. The fact that Conley was ap­
parently hired and his $8-an-hour wage 
fixed by Magistrate Kenneth Roberts 
rather than by the fiscal court had 
prompted questions about the legality of 
the claim. 

A $703.08 claim submitted by Roberts 
in August was revised downward, the 
court agreeing to pay him $502.37. The 
payment was for Roberts' participation 
in a magistrates' conference in 
Owensboro in July. The claim disallow­
ed was said to be for a trip the 
magistrate made to the Grand Old 
Opry, in Nashville. 

The county attorney will check to see 
whether the county's contract with 
William Joe Kendrick gives him ex­
clusive right to make electrical inspec­
tions in non-incorporated sections of the 
county. With the backing of Magistrate

tinues in Dr. Price's projections to 2020, 
except for the year 2000 when the male 
population will edge ahead, only to drop 
b~ck by the end of the next 10 years. 

The rising life expectancy is reflected 
in a comparison of the largest age 
groups comprising the 1980 population 
with the largest age groups expected in 
the year 2020. In 1980, the largest groups 
were those from infancy to age 30; in 
2020, it is predicted, the largest will be 
between the ages of 40 and 55. 

According to Dr. Price, Kentucky's 
population grew by 13.7 percent in the 
1970s. It is expected to accelerate to 15.2 
percent in the decade of the 1900s and 
moderate to 12.6 percent in the 1990s. In­
migration, he says, pushed the state's 
growth rate upward in the 1970s, and this 
will become even more pronounced 
throughout the rest of the decade. He 
predicted that in-migration will account 
for approximately 60 percent of the 
state's total growth late in the century. 

Price went on to say, however, that 
the rate of natural increase (from the 
excess of births over deaths) will also in­
crease during the Eighties and early 
Nineties. He forecasts that life expectan­
cy is expected to rise-for females, from 
78.2 years in 1980 to 81 years in the year

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Embattled Areas Fight Back 
''Downtown'' business, all across the country, is battling to 

hold its own in the area which it serves. 
Prestonsburg is no exception. Thriving Lexington, Ky., 

which has a diversity of enterprise and attractions, has the 
same problem that smaller population centers have. 
Downtown Lexington is looking for a way to return to its glory 
days when Main Street drew the crowds daily. 

It was encouraging to see the hundreds who gathered here 
last Saturday afternoon. Sure, they were here because cash 
prizes were being given away. But they also were here because 
business people were providing such an attraction, at their own 
expense, with no strings attached. 

Downtown business, the inner city, has a long way to go. It 
has not always been effective in its planning or in the execu­
tion of its plans. But these are the individuals who established 
their businesses without outside assistance; built their 
buildings and stocked their stores and in doing so sometimes 
borrowed at the risk of the future. They, obviously, aren't go­
ing to call it quits without a fight. 

Politics Not To Blame 
The traveller between Paintsville and Ashland can, without 

undue exercise of the imagination, visualize the four-lane US 
23 that will soon connect the two cities. Construction from 
Ashland to Louisa is complete, or practically so, and work on 
the route south of Louisa toward Paintsville is under way. 

If that traveller happens to be from Floyd county, he or she 
may wonder why US 23 between Paintsvill~ and _Louisa ~s be­
ing four-laned while the Prestonsburg-to-Pamtsv1lle section of 
the same road-a section that carries far more traffic than 
all the road from Paintsville, on north-remains untouched, 
two lanes of treacherous, cliff-bound, winding road, with all 
other parts of that road destined to be of four lanes.

... They bring quality

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At the end of 1981, one of Daniel's 
firms, the Republic Land Co. Inc., held 
a permit to strip the head of Wolfpen, 
and another Daniel company, Evans 
Energy, was permitted to deep mine the 
32-inch seam of coal underlying Arms' 
property. 

Nothing has become of the proposed 
stripmine. The deepmine was leased to 
Ramex Mining-Gary Compton was 
listed as operator by the state Depart­
ment of Mines and Minerals, and the 
corporate office was in Lexington­
which reportedly worked it only a few 
months, mined 234 tons of coal, ran out 
of money and abandoned the site. 

The spoil bank they left behind has 
already slipped once, extends well 
beyond the area designated for it on the 
permit application, and threatens to 
block a stream, Arms claims. The large 
impoundment, one of two ponds the 
miners' left, is a threat to the lives of 
children who use the road bordering it 
on one side, he points out. 

"This broadform deed," said Arms, 
referring to the turn-of-the-century con­
tracts by which many surface owners 
here sold the rights to their underlying 
coal, "is something all property owners 
should be concerned about." 

"It's ridiculous how a landowner can 
be held responsible for accidents 
(resulting from an unreclaimed mine), 
even though the broadform deed lets a 
coal company force its way in whether 
the landowner wants it or not." 

But, more than the coal firm or the 
law, it is the Natural Resources Cabinet 
that Arms blames for his plight. 

"If the state had done its job like the 
law says, I wouldn't be in this condi­
tion," he argues. "The state should put 
it back if the coal company doesn't. 
That's what the bond money is for." 

The state could have the bond 
forfeited and the money-a certificate 
of deposit issued by the Bank of 
Lexington-could probably be 
recovered, Attorney Collins concedes. 
But it amounts to a mere $5,000. 

Arms says it cost the coal company 
$60,000 to dig the hole on his farm and 
it would take $100,000 to fill it in again. 
Whether it would cost that much, Collins 
agreed that $5000 "is not going to do a 
hell of a lot to touch the problem." 

On the question of setting reclamation 
bonds, environmental authorities are 
caught in a dilemma, the lawyer ex­
plained. If the bond is set low, it may not 
cover anything like the real cost of 
reclamation. But if it is set high, the cost 
of getting a permit encourages some 
coal operators to shun the permitting 
process altogether. 

Apart from bond forfeiture, other 
penalties might be assessed against 
Evans Energy. He hopes to set up an ad­
ministrative hearing within the next two 
weeks on several violations for which 
the company has been cited-including 
the dumping of spoil beyond the permit 
area, lack of sedimentatioQ control, and 
excessive water discharge-Collins said. 

"We will be asking for civil penalties 
of $5000 on each violation and $1000 for 
every day (the violations remain uncor­
rected)," the attorney said. "That would 
amount to a zillion dollars by now." 

But even a zillion dollars will reclaim 
no land unless it can actually be 
recovered. That, Collins grants, may be 
a problem. If Daniel ever owned Evans 
Energy, which is unclear, he may not 
own it now. And even if he owns it now, 
the company may be broke. 

''It's going to be difficult to get some­
one to step forward (and take respon­
sibility for reclaiming Arms' property). 
I'd say the odds of collecting are quite 
small," the attorney said. "It smells to 
me like a dry hole." 

His cornfield a wet hole, his legal 
rights a dry hole, Arms feels he is a vic­
tim of the system. "My gripe is that the 
state won't make the coal company 
reclaim the mine and won't do it 
themselves," he said. 

While Collins insists the state has not 
abandoned Arms' case, he does not 
minimize the problems in bringing it to 
a satisfactory conclusion. Were the mine 
abandoned before 1977, federal funds 
could be tapped to reclaim it. As it is, 
Arms' hopes must rest on what state at­
torneys can pump from what even they 
concede may be an empty well.

Panel To Study Proposed Tax 
On State's Unmined Minerals 

Responsibility for investigating the 
possibilities of a tax on unmined 
minerals, including coal, has fallen to a 
six-member commission appointed by 
Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. 

"The problem is more complex than 
simply taxing unmined minerals," 
Brown said. "For that reason, I'm ask­
ing this task force to aggressively study 
whether an equitable program of taxing 
unmined minerals can be developed that 
will stand up legally and will justify the 
expense of administering such a tax." 

Rush Dozier, the governor's chief 
counsel and an ex officio member of the 
commission, said Brown has discussed 
an unmined minerals tax periodically 
since taking office in 1979. 

A major problem with such a tax is its 
administration, Dozier said, centering 
on the difficulty of fairly assessing the 
quality and marketability of coal before 
it is mined. 

Making that determination could 
result in the state's spending more to ad­
minister the tax than it would receive 
from the tax, he said.

But Brown "wants to make one last 
try in his administration to see if there 
is any way" a legal, workable proposal 
could be drafted, he said. 

Brown also "didn't want to put the 

next governor in the position of being in­
terested in this device during the next 
legislature and not having the time to 
determine its feasibility," Dozier said. 

Based on public comments of the two 
gubernatorial candidates, however, the 
next governor will not have an over­
whelming interest in an unmined 
minerals tax. 

"I don't think it's a workable tax," 
Republican nominee Jim Bunning said 
earlier last week. The 1976 General 
Assembly enacted an unmined minerals 
levy but repealed it two years later after 
finding it too difficult to administer, he 
noted. 

Democratic nominee Martha Layne 
Collins has taken a similar stand. 

"If you can develop a tax on unmined 
minerals that actually shifts the tax 
burden to absentee owners without 
penalizing Kentucky landowners, 
without penalizing Kentucky farmers, 
without pricing Kentucky coal out of the 
market. .. If you can develop such a tax 
that is collectible and enforceable and 
is actually paid by out-of-state corpora­
tions, who wouldn't support such legisla­
tion?" she said in a statement.

A principal's duty to run an orderly 
school and a student's claim to fair 
treatment collided in a sometimes angry 
hearing before the Floyd Board of 
Education last Wednesday. 

At issue was the case of Tony Potter, 
17, a student at Prestonsburg High 
School. He was one of four whom prin­
cipals wanted the board to expel from 
school. 

A Betsy Layne student appeared 
before the board with his mother. He 
was accused of selling and smoking 
marijuana at the school. Two Prestons­
burg students-a boy accused of assault 
and a girl who was said to have torn out 
a phone connection as the principal tried 
to call police-did not show up to answer 
charges. The cases of the three were 
heard in closed session, with expulsion 
voted in all cases. 

Potter came to his hearing accom­
panied by his grandmother, two 
lawyers, and about three dozen sup­
porters, mostly fellow students, and he 
chose to be heard in open session. 

The board voted to expel him, too, but 
not before a sharp debate that prompted 
some members to ask pointedly who was 
on trial-Potter or Prestonsburg High 
School Principal Robert May. 

In his third year of high school, Pot­
ter is still technically a freshman, hav­
ing passed only one subject. Earlier this 
term, he was put on detention for skip­
ping classes and, when he failed to show 
up for detention, was suspended, May 
told the board. 

Told of his suspension, the student us­
ed abusive and threatening language, 
refused to leave the school grounds, and 
had to be led off the campus by police, 
the principal alleged. That was why he 
sought his expulsion, he said.

Under aggressive cross-examination 
by Attorney Gary Johnson, representing 
Potter, May acknowledged he had sign­
ed a juvenile petition allowing district 
court authorities to hold the student for 
48 hours in the juvenile detention center. 
He had had many problems with the boy 
and had called police "on numerous oc­
casions" to have him removed from the 
school grounds, the principal explained. 

To a charge that Potter offered a valid 
reason for missing detention-he was in 
juvenile court-May said the student 
had given no "satisfactory" excuse for 
his absence. 

To the student's claim that he was 
denied a hearing before being suspend­
ed, May replied that, when he tried to 
~xplain to Potter the reasons for his 
suspension, tbe student threatened him 
and "began yelling profanities." 

Further questioning of May by 
Johnson, and occasional demonstratinns 
by Potter's supporters, drew protests 
from the principal and other school 
officials. 

"I've taken more abuse that I have to 
take," protested May. 

"We've got a show-off here," com­
mented Dr. Mary Hall, a board 
member, in reference to the defense at­
torney. "I've had enough of this." 

And Asst. Superintendent Ron Hager 
said, "I wouldn't subject a principal to 
this." 

Board Attorney Woodrow Burchett, 
who conducted the hearing, ordered 
Johnson to stop grilling the principal 
and, shortly afterwards, the defense at­
torney stalked from the room. 

"My conscience was shocked by what 
went on here tonight," JohnSon told Pot­
ter and his supporters after the group 
left the hearing. "You can't expect any 
relief unless you can get this into a court­
room." 

"If you're sincere about stopping this 
kind of travesty," he said, "you will 
form a corporation, raise funds, and hire 
a lawyer." 

"We can do that," asserted Karen 
Marcum, a regular observer at school 
board meetings. "The Beta Club c~n 
raise some money," a student sug­
gested. "We'll call it the Help Tony Pot­
ter Fund," exclaimed another: 

But, whatever support the student 
may have, May believes he has the 
backing of most parents and teachers, 
the principal said later in an interview. 

A "very strict disciplinarian" by his 
own aam1ssion, May makes no apology 
for it. "It is my job to see that instruc­
tion is at a maximum-and to deal with 
anything that is disruptive, threatening, 
abusive or defiant." 

"Everyone is entitled to due pro­
cess"-Potter enjoyed all procedural 
safeguards, the principal insists-"but 
I have a·responsibility to the teachers 
and other students as well." 

"When I came here two years ago, the 
place was ·about as bad as it could get, 
discipline-wise. I think we've made 
tremendous progress in cleaning up the 
school," he said. "I put students back in 
their classrooms, stopped disruptions, 
increased instruction time. Teachers 
and students feel safer. The building is 
more attractive." 

May is no stranger to controversy. 
When he was named to replace Bobby 
Wells as principal here in June, 1981, a 
news release noted his 19 years' ex­
perience in education, including stints as 
principal of Carrollton High School and 
superintendent of Carroll county 
schools. 

But it was as superintendent in 
neighboring Trimble county that he 
came to statewide attention. With 
widespread teacher support, but in the 
teeth of strong opposition from county 
leaders and some prominent land­
owners, May pressed for a taX hike to ·

finance construction of a badly needed 
grade school. When voters rejected the 
tax, the superintendent resigned. "I did 
the best I could,' ' he says simply. 

Within a year of his appointment here, 
May was again the focus of diverse and 
firmly-held views, opinions that were 
sharpened by his decision to send three 
students home from a class trip to 
Florida for alleged drug abuse. 

For some of his critics, May's short­
comings have to do less with principle 
than with personality. "Inflexible" was 
the judgment of one, near the end of his 
first year here. "This is not a military 
establishment," Liz Burchett remind­
ed the principal in an open letter to the 
Times. "Unfair or over-punishments 
bring on rebellion and hard feelings." 

And an assistant coach once charac­
terized May as "cool and aloof." 

But this kind of criticism, May argues, 
comes mostly from those-sometimes 
wealthy or powerful parents-who want 
him to make an exception in the case of 
a particular student. He makes no ex­
ceptions, May claims, "and, if that's in­
terpreted as coldness and aloofness, so 
be it." 

Even counting the three expelled last 
week, only five students have been 
thrown out of school since he became 
principal-hardly evidence of a reign of 
terror-May points out. 

And his tough line with rule-breakers 
clearly has its defenders. When dissen­
til)g voices were first raised here, 24 
teachers wrote The Times to praise May 
for "helping to make Prestonsburg High 
School a school where all students can 
rec~ive the best possible education." 
Justified or not, the claim would have 
been inconceivable a year earlier. 

And, a week later, about 500 persons 
signed a full-page advertisement extoll­
ing the principal for various ac­
complishments, including improved stu­
dent discipline. 

In response to those who cite the civil 
rights of students like Tony Potter, who 
have felt the sting of his wrath, May pro­
pounds a civil rights argument of his 
own. " I want people to know when they 
walk through the doors, the purpose 
they come for is to learn. They have a 
right to do that. They have a right to do 
it without being disrupted, abused, or 
threatened. And teachers have that 
right, too."

In a world ravaged by nuclear war, 
the remains of earth would offer only 
flaming infernos, frigid darkness and 
ultraviolet radiation. 

As scientists assess the environmen­
tal effects of nuclear war, they paint a 
picture of the ultimate ecological 
disaster-a dark, bar:ren1\lorld in which 
the temperature plunges 36 degrees, ac­
cording to International Wildlife, the 
bimonthly publication of the National 
Wildlife Federation. 

"A realistic look at the earth after a 
nuclear attack leaves one guessing that 
a quick merciful roasting in a personal 
fireball might be a better way," says 
George Woodwell, director of the 
Ecosystems Center at the Marine 
Biology Laboratory in Woods Hole, 
Massachusetts. 

In October, when scientists gather in 
Washington at the Conference on the 
Long-Term Biological Consequences of 
Nuclear War, this is the post-nuclear 
world they'll see, according to Interna­
tional Wildlife:

Firestorms triggered by a nuclear ex­
change would last for weeks, sending as 
much as 200 million tons of extremely 
fine, light-absorbing particles of soot 
and ash into the atmosphere. Burning oil 
and gas wells and refineries would add 
to the pall, compounded by millions of 
tons of dust hurled into the atmosphere 
by nuclear groundbursts. 

The result would be "two or three 
months of virtual darkness," according 
to John Birks, an atmospheric chemist 
from the University of Colorado. 

With the sun's warming rays blocked, 
temperatures would plunge by as much 
as 36 degrees Fahrenheit. If the months 
of frigid gloom spanned the growing 
season, photosynthesis would come to a 
halt, and vegetation in much of the nor­
thern hemisphere would perish. 

Life in the oceans would be 
devastated. Phytoplankton, minute 
aquatic plants which multiply through 
photosynthesis, would stop reproducing. 
Soon the zooplankton, tiny aquatic 
animals, would devour most of the ex­
isting phytoplankton. And once their 
food supply was gone, much of the 
zooplankton would die. Since 
zooplankton sustain larger marine 
organisms, the entire complex aquatic 
food chain would soon be decimated. 

As the suspended soot, ash and dust 
settled, sunlight would again start 
reaching the earth's surface. But, says 
International Wildlife, the resulting 
chemical smog and high levels of ozone 
would create air pollution that would 
burn human eyes, choke survivors and 
damage vegetation. 

Croplands which weren't incinerated 
by post-attack wildfires would be con­
taminated by radioactive fallout. 
Moreover, the cornerstones of modern 
agriculture-intensive mechanization, 
massive use of fertilizer and herbicides, 
and complex transportation-would 
have been destroyed, leaving little hope 
of a quick recovery for farming. 

Surviving forest lands would also be 
devastated by intense fallout, and those 
destroyed by nuclear blasts would pro­
bably never recover. Given potentially 
massive losses of nutrients, destruction 
of seed sources and ravages of erosion, 
some of those former forests might re­
main impoverished ecosystems of only 
grass, ground cover and moss. 

Many wildlife populations would be 
decimated in the aftermath of an atomic 
conflict. Infernos raging over hundreds 
of thousands of square miles would take 
a staggering toll, with the destruction 
miltiplied by radioactivity in the im 
mediate fallout zone of a nuclear 
explosion. 

Runoff from blasted landscapes would 
choke rivers and lakes with toxic con­
taminants, destroying aquatic habitat 
and poisoning aquatic life.

When Children Must 
Stay At Home Alone 

"I'll beat up whoever tries to break in­
to my house," said Johnny when asked 
why he kept a shoe in one hand as he 
watched television every afternoon. 

Johnny is a sixth grader whose Mom 
and Dad both work outside the home. 
When Johnny gets home from school 
each day, there is nobody there to greet 
him, so he takes the key that is tied 
)round his neck and opens the front 
lioor·. 
• Johnny is one of two million "latchkey 
~hildren" who come home to an empty 
house. 
• There has been a dramatic increase 
in recent years in the number of single 
parent homes and two paycheck 
Jamilies. And the prediction is that these 
munbers will grow, with two out of every 
lhree mothers expected to work outside 
the home by the end of this decade. 

Here are some pointers from Growing 
Up, the newsletter for parents of school 
age children, to keep "latchkey 
children" as safe and secure as possible. 

Some parents have been successful in 
persuading local school officials to offer 
after-class programs such as crafts, 
sports, or hobbies for children whose 
parents aren't home after school. These 
programs are generally staffed by 
teacher aides and others. Parents pro­
vide the financial support. 

For children who spend the afternoon 
hours at home alone, it is wise for 
parents to make a routine telephone call 
each day to make sure all is well. 

Children should be given a specific set 
of tasks to perform rather than be left 
to their own devices. Depending on their 
age, children can be responsible for star­
ting dinner, doing a load of laundry or 
vacuuming a room. 

Strangers who call on the telephone 
should not be told that there is not an 
adult in the house. 

The door of the house should never be 
opened to a stranger. 

A family pet in the house can help pm­
vide companionship for the child. 

Once parents retiirn home, they 
should take a few uninterrupted 
moments to interact with their child. 

These recommendations will alleviate 
some of the problems of latchkey 
children- and provide some peace of 
mind to parents who are concerned 
about their children's welfare.

65 staples, counting both chest and leg.

Many of the guests commented, as they toured the facility, on the improv­
ed appearance of the hospital, as well as the new services and equipment recently acquired.

Kentuckians Recall · 
Vietnam Era On KET 

Milton Metz hosts a television special 
on the Vietnam War that offers a 
distinctly Kentucky viewpoint, 
Wednesday, Oct. 5 at 7:30 p.m. on 
KET. 

The 90-minute program entitled, 
"Vietnam : A Kentucky Perspective," 
features commentary from Ken­
tuckians who have had war or 
Vietnam-related experiences. They in­
clude: Major Allan Broussard, Louis­
ville, a recruiter for the U.S. Marine 
Corps who was actively involved in the 
evacuation of Saigon; John Carroll, 
editor of the Lexington Herald-Leader 
and former Vietnam correspondent for 
the Baltimore Sun; Pat Duffey, a 
Louisville attorney who served in Viet­
nam; and Charles Bracelen Flood, 
Richmond, who lived and worked in 
Vietnam and later wrote a book, "War 
of the Innocent," about Vietnam. 

Other guests in the discussion on the 
impact of the war on Kentucky and 
Kentuckians will be : Dr. George Herr­
ing, a University of Kentucky history 
professor and author of the book, 
"America's Longest War"; Jim Lun­
dgard, head of the Vietnam Veterans 
Leadership Program of Kentucky; 
Richard Pfeiffer, a Vietnam veteran 
and part-time instructor at the Univer­
sity of Louisville who teaches a course 
on the Vietnam War ; and Dr. Danielle 
Turner, chief of Psychiatry at Louis­
ville's VA Hospital, who works with 
veterans suffering from "delayed 
stress syndrome." 

The KET special also considers

Late-night TV viewers who 
don't mind belly laughs at 1 
a.m. are probably devout fol­
lowers of "Second City TV." 
Originally a Chicago-based 
satirical troupe, the company 
moved to Canada when the 
show was picked up by NBC. 

As the story goes, the Cana­
dian version of the show ran 
two minutes longer than the 
American version, and Canadi­
an rules stipulated that the 
content in some way be direct­
ed toward Canadian subject 
matter. Thus was born Bob 
and Doug McKenzie, two beer­
guzzling, donut-eating brothers 
with a penchant for back 
bacon. 

If you haven't seen the 
show, the skits performed by 
Dave Thomas and Rick 
Moranis are rather difficult to 
describe. There are no outright 
one-liners, In fact, punchlines 
are virtually non-existent. The 
performances are what make 
the skits work, and they are 
also what makes the film of 
their misadventures work. 

"Strange Brew" starts out 

much like the TV skit, except 
they poke fun at the movies 
instead of the tube. As the 
MGM lion roars at the movie's 
opening, the camera dollies to 
the right and there's Bob (or is 
it Doug) McKenzie cranking 
the tail of the lion as though it 
were connected to a Model T 
Ford. 

When the actual movie 
proceeds, the tale has the 
brothers involved in a threat to 
gain mind control over people 
by putting a secret (ngredient 
in beer. Max Von Sydow is the 
villian supreme, a nice comedic 
respite from all those lngmar 
Bergman films. 

"Strange Brew" is a strange 
mixture of skits and comedy in 
the spirit of "SCTV" with a lit­
tle "Get Smart" thrown in for 
good measure. As such, it 
doesn't exactly break new 
ground in cinema comedy 
history. But Thomas and 
Moranis are so engaging, and 
the comedy so homespun 
corny, that it's a movie you like 
almost in spite of itself.

'Dead or alive? 
This question is being asked by many 

homeowners as they survey what's left 
of their once green and luxurious lawns. 

If you've been patiently waiting for the 
answer, you may soon have it. A turf 
specialist at the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture says the condition 
of a lawn should be evident a couple of 
weeks following a good rain. 

"It will take rainfall and cool nights 
before young, green shoots at the base 

-of the grass stems begin to develop," 
said Dr. A.J. Powell. 

If you're not sure whether your grass 
will make a comeback, Powell says you 
can dig up sections of grass with a knife 
and look at the base of stems to see if 
there are any young, green shoots. If 
they're there, you're in luck. 

"I think most of the grass is going to 
come back,'' said the Extension 
specialist. 

However, if your situation doesn't look 
too promising, renovation may be in 
order. Powell says many homeowners 
will get by seeding fescue or other more 
drought-resistant grasses into a Ken­
tucky bluegrass lawn that has been ver­
ticut two times, provided the bluegrass 
thatch is no more than one-half inch 
thick. 

The specialist discourages simply 
broadcasting seed on the soil surface 
because the surface is very hard this 
year and seeds must have good soil con­
tact for seed to germinate and survive. 

Even verticut (dethatching) machines 
have a hard time breaking through some 
soils, and weeds or dead grass also 
make raking difficult. 

A vertical mower or dethatching 
machine, which often can be rented 
from local equipment-rental agencies, 
will loosen dead grass and weeds and 
leave shallow grooves or slits in the soil 
surface. Seeds falling into these slits 
have a better chance of germinating and 
living, says UK Extension horticulturist 
Dr. Mary Witt. 

"For best results, it may be necessary 
to traverse the area several times in dif­
ferent directions," said Whitt. The ver­
ticut should be set as low as possible this 
sumei', she added. 

Witt said she has received many ques­
.tions concerning starting a fescue lawn 
after the summer drought has proven so 
hard on Kentucky bluegrass lawns. 

She suggests that homeowners with 
perennial weed problems should do 
some chemical spraying before 
renovating. "Perennial weeds like ber­
mudagrass, nimblewill and quackgrass 
should be killed completely before you 
reseed," said Witt. 

She explained that fescue will not 
compete sufficiently to eliminate these 
weeds. 

Glyphosate-containing materials, 
such as Roundup or Kleenup, should be 
used to kill perennial weeds prior to 
seeding, according to Witt. "This may 
mean you need to water your weeds to 
get them started regrowing before you 
apply the glyphosate," she said. 

Lawns plagued by summer annual 
weeds, such as spurge, purslane, foxtail, 
crabgrass and others which are going to 
seed should be kept mowed so the weeds 
don't have a chance to go to seed. But, 
otherwise, the Extension specialist says 
not to worry about killing them 
chemically since they are near the end 
of their lifespan anyway. 

Once perennial weeds are taken care 
of and the seedbed is prepared with a 
verticut, fescue seed should be spread 
evenly over the area at the rate of six 
pounds per 1,000 square feet. 

' 'Rake the seed lightly into the seedb­
ed, or, better still, traverse the area once 
again with the dethatching machine," 
suggests Witt. If you follow seeding with 
the dethatcher, she added, leave the 
organic matter on the lawn surface to 
act as a mulch instead or raking as you 
did in preparing the area.

Chances of success are good when 
seeding before Oct. 1 with fescue, said 
Witt. "Fescue germinates fast, so you 
should get vigorous seedlings establish­
ed before frost comes this year," she 
added. 

Newly-seeded areas should be 
watered immediately after seeding and 
watering should continue every day (or 
twice a day when it's very hot) as long 
as necessary to obtain satisfactory ger­
mination and growth. 

If fescue is being seeded into a Ken­
tucky bluegrass lawn, Witt recommends 
keeping the bluegrass mowed closely so 
existing grass will give less competition 
for new seedlings. 

Once a good stand of fescue is 
established, Witt suggests a light ap­
plication of fertilizer. In most parts of 
Kentucky, three pounds of 34-0-o- per 
1,000 square feet is ideal, according to 
the specialist. 

However, if your lawn runs low in 
phosphorous and potassium, Witt sug­
gests using 10 pounds of 1o-1o-10 or 1Q-5-5 
per 1,000 square feet of lawn.

This question and answer column is 
provided as a public service by the 
McDowell Cancer Network. Questions 
are answered by appropriate specialists 
associated with the Network and 
represents some of the inquiries made 
by callers who use our Hopeline. 

The Cancer Hopeline is a toll free con­
sultative telephone service available to 
any Kentuckian who has a cancer­
related problem. Qualified counselors 
take calls Monday-Friday from 9-5 and 
return recorded messages the next 
working day. They do not diagnose 
cancer, recommend treatment for in­
dividual case~. nor dispense money. 
Counselors do provide consultations 
with specialists as well as support and 
understanding. Because of its designa­
tion by the National Cancer Institute as 
Kentucky's Cancer Information Service, 
the Hopeline has rapid access to the 
latest cancer information. All matters 
are treated confidentially. Call the 
Cancer Hopeline toll free at 
1-800-4-CANCER, or write us at 915 South 
Limestone Street, Lexington, Kentucky 
40536. 

Q. I have breast cancer, and I really 
feel the need to talk to someone else who 
has had a mastectomy. Can you help 
me? 

A. Members of Reach to Recovery, a 
nationwide group of post-mastectomy 
patients sponsored by the American 
Cancer Society, are available to talk 
with patients. At the request of the pa­
tient, and with her physican's approval, 
Reach to Recovery volunteers will visit 
women in the hospital before and/or 
after surgery or visit them in their 
homes. Ask your doctor about it and/or 
call your county American Cancer 
Society for the telephone number of 
Reach to Recovery in your area. 

RTR is based on the concept that 
women who have been through a 
mastectomy are among the persons best 
able to offer help to those who are fac­
ing this type of surgery. 

The visit of the trained RTR volunteer 
is usually very helpful during the very 
difficult period before and after surgery. 
It allows the patient to share her con­
cerns openly with someone who has been 
through the same experience. In addi­
tion to listening, the volunteer brings 
with her a manual of information, exer­
cise instructions for arm and shoulder 
muscles, and a temporary breast form 
and bra. She demonstrates the exercises 
that will assist recovery from surgery 
and offers continuing moral support. 

Q. My sister, with whom I was very 
close, died from cancer a month ago at 
age 38. We miss her greatly, but 
every\Jne seems able to carry on but me. 
I can't seem to focus on anything, I 
forget things, and I'm easily upset. Is 
this unusual, and can you help me? 

A. First, if we did not love, we would 
not find it necessary to grieve for a loss. 
You loved your sister, so you are griev­
ing that you are now deprived of a rela­
tionship with her. A part of normal grief 
is some amount of guilt for the unfinish­
ed aspects of the relationship; i.e., not 
having spent more time, not having 
openly expressed love, being absent at 
the time of death, etc. But no one can 
ever do it all. Balance your grief by 
recognizing this, and concentrate on the 
positive: no one else had your particular 
relationship with your sister, nor could 
that relationship have been better realiz­
ed by anyone else. 

Second, do not measure your grief by 
anyone else's. Since each of us is dif­
ferent, loss affects us differently. 

Your symptoms of forgetfulness and 
frequently feeling upset are perfectly 
normal when one has sustained a signifi· 
cant loss. At this time, your mind frees 
itself of trivia (those things forgotten) 
because it must concentrate on the 
grieving process. To delay the concen­
tration by expecting too much of your­
self too soon will only cause greater pro­
blems later. Give yourself time to 
remember, to grieve, and ultimately to 
heal. 

Sometimes this is hard to do, for well­
meaning family and friends urge us to 
move onward, or they ignore our loss by 
refusing to discuss the subject or even 
mention the name of the lost loved one. 
At such times, remember that grief is 
a noble emotion, perhaps the noblest of 
all. It acknowledges love that is lost and 
demonstrates the value of the relation­
ship with the person mourned. So it is not 
just a temporary "phase", but rather a 
means of working through a loss to a 
new understanding of oneself and 
others. 

As one gropes toward new meaning in 
life, it is important not to hurry. As grief 
strips away the unnecessary and shows 
us what is really important, creative in­
sights into life can result. Of course, pro-

' longing grief is not healthy, but pro­
longation can occur simply because 
grief is not acknowledged. Therefore, 
grieve, for grieving is the last emotion 
we can feel for a loved one. But do not 
hold on to grief too long and thus avoid 
breaking the last tie. Ultimately, that 
last tie must be broken. If you are unable 
to resolve matters, you may want to 
seek professional counseling such as a 
hospital chaplain, social worker, or 
psychologist. 

Friends and family can learn from 
those who grieve, even as they support 
them, by acknowleding the griever's 
feelings, not by giving advice.

Two Weeks' Extra Pay 
Seen for About 6300 

An estimated 6,300 unemployed Ken­
tuckians are eligible to re_ceive two ad­
ditional weeks in federatlinemployment 
compensation !>9cauSe of an amendment 
to the Fe<jeral Supplemental Compensa­
tion <FSC) Act. 

Social Insurance Commissione r John 
Cubine says the change in legislation im­
pacts only those benefit recipients who 
qualified for FSC between April 3 and 
June 5, 1983 and whose total benefit 
eligibility was reduced earlier this sum­
mer when Kentucky 's insured 
unemployment rate dropped below the 
federal benefit cutoff point. Originally 
Kentuckians who qualified for FSC 
benefits could receive up to a maximum 
16 additional weeks in benefits, Previous 
federal reductions cut that maximum 
number of weeks to 10 for eligible Ken­
tuckians and the new legislation simp­
ly returns two weeks to the maximum 
benefit numbers. 

Claimants who are entitled to fur ther 
FSC benefits will be notified by the Divi­
sion of Unemployment Insurance. That 
notification will be distributed within the 
week and individuals will be eligible to 
claim the additional benefits 
immediately.

Health Spas

Each year the Consumer Protection 
Division of the Attorney General's Office 
receives hundreds of complaints involv­
ing health spas. In 1982, the Kentucky 
General Assembly passed the Health 
Spa. Bill. This bill was proposed by the 
Consumer Protection Division to help 
protect you, the consumer. 

Under Kentucky law, health spa is 
broadly defined. The term includes, but 
is not limited to, establishments refer­
red to by such terms as spa, reducing 
salon, exercise club, exercise gym, 
health studio, health club, weight control 
center, or other similiar terms. A health 
spa is a profit-making establishment 
that provides as a primary purpose, ser­
vices or facilities claiming to improve 
the user's physical condition or ap­
pearance through weight control, exer­
cise, dieting or a combination of these. 

All health spas conducting business or 
intending to conduct business in the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky must 
register with the Consumer Protection 
Division prior to the sale of any 
membership. Included in this registra­
tion shall be information such as the 
name-address of the spa; names­
addresses of the officers, directors and 
stockholders ; names-addresses of 
employees and their qualifications; type 
of facilities available; size of spa in 
square feet; whether or not a shower 
area is provided; types/costs of 
membership plans to be offered; and 
litigation initiated against the spa within 
the previous three years. This informa­
tion must be available at the spa for 
public inspection upon request. 

This will hopefully help to guard 
against the spa making misrepresenta­
tions concerning the operation of the spa 
and services available. 

Every health spa in Kentucky is re­
quired to post a $50,000 surety bond with 
the Consumer Protection Division. This 
bond is held for the benefit of any 
member who suffers a loss of money 
paid on a contract enter¢ into after July 
15, 1982, due to the failure of the spa to 
open or the closing of the spa. 

(Spas with a membership fee of less 
than $100 annually, and/or a member­
ship enrollment of less than 100 people 
are exempt from bonding, as are spas 
in operation before April I, 1982.) 

Any health spa in the Commonwealth 
except those open and in operation on or 
before April I, 1982, that sells member­
ships on a prepayment basis must 
deposit the money in a special account 
called an escrow account. It must re­
main in this account until the spa has 
been open for 30 days. At the end of this 
3o-day period, prepayment funds can be 
withdrawn and used at the depositor's 
discretion. 

Read the contract carefully and 
understand what it says before signing. 
Every spa contract must state the 
following: 

"Notice to buyer: Do not sign this con­
tract until you have read all of it. Also, 
do not sign this contract if it contains any 
blank spaces." 

The cost, payment schedule, length of 
membership and method of cancellation 
should be included in the contract, and 
should be written as explained by the 
salesperson. 

If you sign a membership agreement, 
you are entitled to a three-day cooling 
off period. That is, you have the right to 
cancel the contract within three business 
days and receive a full refund of any 
money paid to the spa. You must notify 
the health spa in writing, and it must be 
postmarked by midnight of the third 
business day following the date of 
purchase. 

The Health Spa Bill requires that in­
formation concerning this cooling off 
period appear on all contracts. 

You must receive a fully completed 
copy of your contract at the time of pur­
chase. The contract must state the en­
tire agreement between the buyer and 
seller, must be in writing and must be 
signed by you, the member. 

Spa contracts are legally binding 
agreements. This means that after three 
days, if you have not exercised your 
right to cancel, you will be expected to 
honor the contract if the contract does 
not contain further cancellation provi­
sions. Therefore, it is important for you 
to know and understand what you are 
signing. Never sign a contract hastily. 

Each spa is required to show the pro­
spective member a comprehensive list 
of all membership plans and the price 
of each. They may not sell a member­
ship plan not included in this list. 

Any offer of health spa services or ~he 
use of spa facilities at a reduced pr1ce 
or without charge is a special offer. 
Beware if you are told about a "one-day 
special". Do not be pressured into join­
ing the spa. Think before making a buy­
ing decision and remember, more often 
than not, the special is extended from 
day to day. 

Remember: 
•visit several health spas. Compare 

costs between facilities. 
•Visit the spa at the time you will 

usually go. Is it crowded? Is it clean? 
Are employees available to members? 

•Talk to other members to see if they 
are satisfied with the spa. 
· •Beware of high-pressure sales tac­
tics. Take time to think before signing. 

•understand the contract before sign­
ing. Never sign if thee are blank spaces. 

•Make sure you receive a copy of the 
contract and receive receipts for all 
payments made. 

•Ask to see a copy of the spa's 
registration statement. 

•Be aware of your three-day right of 
cancellation. 

If you should have a consumer com­
plaint against a health spa, first contact 
the manager. If the complaint is not 
resolved, contact the spa's head­
quarters. If you still have a complaint, 
write: Office of the Attorney General, 
Consumer Protection Division, 209 St. 
Clair Street, Frankfort, Kentucky 40601, 
or caU the toll-free consumer hotline at 
1-800-432-9257.

When J ohnny Elliothorpe came back 
home to Pine Bluff, Ar kansas, from 
Vietnam in 1970, he brought some 
statistics tha t were special.

Johnny got on the phone to Don. They 
had things in common.

The two spoke the same language, and 
Johnny stopped by to meet with Don and 
the VVLP volunteers working with him. 
The result was that Grigg, who had 
previously been in contact with Link 
Fuller the area recruiter for NCH Cor­
porati~n, introduced him to Johnny.

NATURE TRAILS 
The Migration of the Canad a Goose

The migration south of the Canada 

geese is close at hand. In early October, 
if you watch the sky, you'll see them fly­
ing high overhead in their V for mation. 
It is a thrilling sight! It tugs at one's 
heart and fills it with a nameless long­
ing. Seeing them flyi_pg south to escape 
Canada's cold often fills one with the 
desire to fly south with the wild geese. 

The wisdom of the wild geese leads 
them to form the wedge-shaped V. This 

· shape cleaves the air and makes less 
resistance. At the head of the V flies the 
leader, usually an old gander who is an 
experienced navigator. He is the one 

· who utters the strange and plaintive cry. 
· Its purpose is to keep the younger mem­

bers of the flock in good spir its. They 
were reared in Canada's marshes this 
past summer, so this is their firs t flight 
south. 

What does the leader say as he passes 
over? 

Oldtimers told me he is saying, "Fare­
well," and they make bits of verse like, 

"Farewell, farewell, to the land of 
snow. 

Farewell, farewell, as on we go, 
To the southland far away, 
Where there will be no snowy day." 
How do the wild geese keep on their 

south course? They fly all day by the ter­
rain below, rivers and mountains, a nd 
at night they are guided by the stars. 
The only time they lose their way is 
when a dense fog covers the land below. 
A man once heard loud excited gabbling 
in his backyard one foggy morning . 
When he ran out, his yard was full of ex­
cited wild geese, forced down by the fog. 

·Sometimes one or more of the flock get 
lost from the others . The most pitiful 
thing I ever saw was a lost wild goose. 
She flew up and down the river for a 
week or so calling loudly for the others. 

A man once caught a wild goose, clip­
ped its wings and put it with his tame 
geese. But it was never satisfied . There 
was the wildness in its blood. By the time 
the next migration rolled around, it had 
grown new feathers. It watched the sky, 
and when it saw a flock passing over , it 
gave a joyous cry and rose to join its 
fellows. 

The Canada goose is a maginficient 
bir d, much larger than tame geese. Its 
head and neck are black. Its body is 
bluish gray Its black "silk s tocking 
neck" is topped with white. The wild 
geese rear their young on the lakes and 
marshes of Canada. When the cold 
Canada air begins to blow a nd the first 
snowflakes come sailing down, the wild 
geese pack up and leave Canada. They 
migrate to F lorida or the Gulf Coast to 
spend the winte r.

Health-Wise 
DANGER: GLASS DOORS 

Allan R. Magie, Ph.D., M.P.H. 

Glass doors cause more than 200,000 
injuries a year in North America. Most 
of these accidents occur in homes, and 
children under 15 are the most likely 
victims. 

Ordinary glass-annealed glass­
breaks into large fragments when it's 
broken. These pieces become weapons, 
cutting and piercing people as they fly 
through the air. 

Fortunately, annealed glass is not the 
only one used in home construction. 
Three types of safety glass can minimize 
the dangers of glass door accidents and 
reduce resulting injuries. 

The most commonly used safety glass 
is tempered glass. On impact, tempered 
glass breaks into small fragments with 
dull edges, leaving no jagged points to 
pierce the skin. 

Laminated glass, used in automobile 
windshields, is made of two sheets of or­
dinary glass with a layer of thin plastic 
between them. In an accident, the 
plastic tends to hold the small fragments 
of glass together, keeping them from fly­
ing into the victims of the accident. 

Another type of safety glass has a wire 
mesh laminated between two pieces of 
glass. This has the same effect as the 
plastic used in automobile windshields. 

If you're building a home, check with 
your local glass dealer for information 
on safety glass available. If you're buy­
ing a home, check the glass doors and 
know the kind of glass used. If you 
already own your own home-or even if 
you're renting- you may want to make 
some changes if an accident hazard is 
present, especially in patio and shower 

·doors. 
Safety experts also suggest the use of 

decals on glass doors or stationary glass 
panels. Some type of marking will 
reduce the chances of someone trying to 
walk through the glass. 

As with many safety measures, the 
use of safety glass may cost more. But 
the added protection might keep some­
one from joining the ranks of glass-door 
victims.

Boating Safety Funds 
Marked for Kentucky 

Secretary of Transportation Elizabeth 
Dole has announced the issuance of the 
first matching grants in a $12.5 million 
program of assistance to the states for 
recreational boating safety. 

The funds are for use by the states in 
their boating safety education and law 
enforcement programs. 

Kentucky will receive $213,914. 
To date, funds have been obligated to 

44 states and four other jurisdictions by 
the U.S. Coast Guard, which administers 
the program. 

This year marks the resumption of 
federal funding of the grant program 
which was initiaed in 1971. No federal 
funds were appropriated during the 
period from 1980 to 1982. 

Federal funds are made available 
under a formula which takes into ac­
count the amount of state funds devoted 
to each state's recreational boating safe­
ty program and the number of boats 
numbered by each state.

solid limit of chunky bass to outdistance 
the competition when the Mountain Divi­
sion of the Red Man Tournament Trail 
fished Dale Hollow Lake in a night event 
Sept. 10.

The Floyd schools' transportation 
department will be streamlined, follow­
ing recommendations by state school 
authorities, the Board of Education 
decided here last Wednesday. 

As many as four of the eight workers 
at the bus garage will be laid off and 
"more skilled" personnel will be hired; 
management of the parts department 
will be tightened, and five or six fuel 
storage tanks will be installed to Jessen 
dependence on retail fuel distributors, 
it was decided. 

Recommendations of the state Educa­
tion Department's transportation divi­
sion came after an inspection of school 
buses urged by a citizens' group here. 

Also in the wake of a state inspec­
tion- in this case by the state fire mar­
shal's office-Wheelwright High School 
is being rewired at an estimated cost of 
$50,000. The board declared the situation 
an emergency, a move which allows it 
to bypass the bidding process in hiring 
a contractor for the job. 

The board authorized Superintendent 
E.P. Grigsby, Jr. to transfer or dismiss 
as many as four teachers on account of 
a decline in pupil enrollment. Some 9844 
students are enrolled, about 120 fewer 
than last year. Teaching positions are 
funded by the state on a ratio of one 
teacher for every 'l:7 students in average 
daily attendance. 

As a result of a change in board policy, 
the grade school basketball season, 
trimmed last year to 14 regular season 
games, will pick up an extra two games. 
School officials said the change is for the 
benefit of grade-school footballers , who 
are caught in the overlap of football and 
basketball seasons. 

Three, instead of two, invitational 
tournaments will now be permitted; and 
sectional runners-l}p, as well as winners, 
will go to the county finals.

Fire Season Official, Oct. 1 
Kentucky's fall forest season will of­

ficially begin on October 1, Natural 
Resources Deputy Secretary Kenneth C. 
Imes this week reminded citizens. 

"The Division of Forestry will be in­
creasing its law-enforcement activities 
during this season, October 1 to 
December 15, in an effort to cut down on 
the number of forest fires in Kentucky," 
lmes said. 

Imes said that during the fall fire 
season in 1982, 232 citations were issued 
for illegal burning. During the past 
spring fire season, 482 citations were 
issued, he said. 

"During the forest fire season, it is 
unlawful for any person to set fire to or 
get another person to set fire to any 
flammable material within 150 feet of 
any woodland or brushland except bet­
ween 4:30p.m. and midnight," Imes ex­
plained. "Anyone planning to do any out­
door burning after 4:30p.m. should also 
check to see if any local ordinances 
might prohibit this." 

Kentucky forestry officials fear that 
the extended period of below-normal 
rainfall could cause a serious forest fire 
problem this fall. 

Hamm explained that larger tree 
limbs and logs have also dried out more 
than normal. "On several fires, we have 
had the fires to burn under our control 
lines. This happens when old stumps and 
roots catch fire and burn underground. 
Fires like this are very difficult to put 
out because they may smolder undetect­
ed for several days before coming to the 
surface," Hamm said. 

"We are asking everyone to use ex­
treme caution when traveling through 
Kentucky's fields and forests," Hamm 
said. "If everyone will do their part in 
preventing fires, we can escape the 
tragic losses we had in 1980 when con­
ditions were similiar."
