.P'burg Utilities Get 
High Program Rating 

When the Prestonsburg Water System 
was listed, several weeks ago, with other 
systems as in non-compliance with Ken­
tucky Division of Water regulations, the 
Prestonsburg Utilities Commission and 
Bill H. Howard, utilities superintendent, 
were chagrined, to put it mildly. 

Division of Water officials said the 
Prestonsburg plant had not submitted 
the required 10 water samples per 
month for laboratory tests. Howard in­
sisted that the eight samples sent were 
all that had been requested. 

It was no major violation, if there was 
one. all agreed, but the publicity had its 
damaging effect, it was argued locally. 

But all arguments are now moot. The 
Division of Water has officially notified 
the Utilities Commission that only eight 
water samples are now required. 

Even better news comes from the 
Kentucky Certified Cities Program for 
which John McCauley is coordinator 
here. In the section on City Utilities, 
Prestonsburg ranked among the top in 
the state, McCauley wrote Howard. 

In this section of the state the overall 
certified rating of utilities is 75 percent 

for sanitary sewage disposal and 95 per­
cent for water treatment. 

"I was very pleased will)_ these results, 
and would like to commend-you for the 
fine job you are doing," McCimley 
wrote. 

The Certified Cities Program is 
designed to supply an accurate evalua­
tion of. the strengths and weaknesses of 
participating cities in varied services 
and facilities. 

Returning to the subject of compli­
ance with water testing requirements, 
Howard said the state's handling of 
water tests opens the door to cheating 
"The state at one time had the health 
department take the water samples and 
forward them to the lab for testing. Now, 
this is all left to personnel at the water 
plants, and they could, if they were in­
clined to do so, get their samples any­
where-not necessarily from their own 
water supply-and send the samples for 
testing," he said. "I don't say that 
anybody would cheat on water samples 
in this way, but they easily could. I think 
it all should be returned to the health 
departments." 

•Floyd Getting Late Start 
In Kentucky War on Drugs 

Kentucky is gearing up for a war on 
drugs, but Floyd county is not in the 
forefront of the battle. In fact, the 
relatively few who are ready for the 
fight fear most residents of the county 

• 
aren't aware that there's a war going on. 

Kentucky's War on Drugs, Inc. was 
created last March by Governor John Y. 
Brown, Jr. , and is led by Ex-Gov. Julian 
Carroll. They have named Dr. William 
Berdine, Ur.:versity of Kentucky special 
education professor, to head the 
statewide fight. 

Fifteen regional task forces have been 
formed and these have some 200 town 
meetings scheduled. These town 
meetings are a feature of the program

that remains to be developed in this 
county. In fact, said one report, no town 
meeting have yet been organized in the 
five-county Big Sandy;,-Area Develop­
ment District.

on Nov. 9, will present guidelines for the 
forming of task forces for educating and 
motivating people to take action against 
drug and alcohol abuse. It will also 
blueprint how communities can form 
parent groups and use existing al1iances 
to take specific action. 

As the effort to engage the interest of 
the public and to organize for the educa­
tional war on drugs was being stepped 
up locally, these facts· were cited as com­
pelling reasons for immediate acfion: 

- The single leading cause of death 
among 15-24-year-olds is drunk driving. 

-Roughly two-thirds of all Americans 
try an illicit drug before they finish high 
school. 

-One in 16 high school seniors smokes 
mariJuana daily. 

-Over one-third have illicitly used 
drugs other than marijuana. 

-Thirty-four per cent of high school 
seniors regularly abuse drugs. 

-About one in 16 drinks alcohol dai­
ly; 41 per cent regularly abuse alcohol, 
with most of them starting chemical 
use between the ages of 11 and 14.

Hamilton, Floyd Native, 
Killed in Beirut Blast 

Lance Cpl. Virgil Hamilton, former­
ly of Floyd county, died in the October 
.23 terrorist bombing of the U.S. Marine 
Corps compound in Bierut, Lebanon. 

Hamilton, born at McDowell and. 
presently listed as a resident of Dayton, 
Ohio, was scheduled to leave Bierut Oc­
tober 31, only eight days after the bom­
bing took place. According to Floyd 
county relatives, he had returned three 
days early to the Marine station from a 
five-day pass. 

Edna Horn, Lancer, his grandmother, 
told The Times this week that Mrs. 
Freda Sue Webster, Hamilton's mother, 
had called the Tuesday after the bomb­
ing and had expressed the feeling that 
her son was not hurt. Shortly thereafter, 
the news came of his death. 

James McKinny, of Craynor, kinsman 
of Hamilton, said Hamilton had ad­
mired the Marines early in high school. 
He said Hamilton wanted to be a part of 
the Marine Corps. McKinny said 
Hamilton had often expressed the view 
that the United States would be better 
off fighting the enemy over there as op­
posed to fighting on our own soil. "He 
felt that way, even though he was only 
a big kid of 18," McKinny said. 

Hamilton,20, had telephoned his wife, 
Gloria Brown Hamilton, Dayton, the 
weekend before the Bierut incidence. 

Surviving him are his wife of 14 
months, Mrs. Gloria Brown Hamilton, 

also formerly of Floyd county; his 
parents,· Roscoe Hamilton, of Dayton, 
and Mrs. Freda Sue Webster, Sun City, 
Ariz.; one brother, Robert, and one 
sister, Mona, both of Sun City Ariz.

College Marks 20th Anniversary 
The accomplishments of the past 20 

years were reviewed, accolades were 
exchanged, and a collective expression 
of confidence in the future was ex­
pressed as Prestonsburg Community 
College began a year-long celebration 
of its founding with an anniversary lun­
cheon, Saturday at the Carriage 
House. Paintsville. 

The event. which featured present 
and former state officials, community 

· college system leaders, alumni and in­
terested citizens in general, was one of 
a number of similar observances 
which will be held throughout the state 
during the remainder of this year and 
during 1984 to mark the 20 years of ex­
istence of the two-year college system. 

The community college system was 

formed February 1, 1964 by the Univer­
sity of Kentucky Board of Trustees 
with seven institutions, including 
Prestonsburg, and since that time has 
grown to include 12 community col­
leges and one technical institute with a 
total enrollment of more than 22,000 
students. 

Following the luncheon, Dr. Henry 
A. Campbell, director of Prestonsburg 
Community College, who presided at 
the occasion, introduced Charles T. 
Wethington, Jr., chancellor of the com­
munity college system, who told the 
gathering that the system had succeed­
ed in all respects in its original aim of 
"bringing higher education close to 
home." Wethington cited P.C.C.'s 28 
percent enrollment increase (a record 

increase at the college) as typical of a 
recent upswing in enrollment 
throughout the system. 

Dale Parnell, president of the 
American Association of Community & 
Junior Colleges presented com­
memorative cups to Wethington and 
former Governor Bert T. Combs, and 
honored Congressman Carl D. Perkins 
with the Harry S. Truman Award for 
his role in furthering education. 
Parnell said Perkins "has done as 
much for education as any single per­
son I know." 

Congressman Perkins, who. along 
with Bert Combs. is widely regarded as 
the two "moving forces" behind the 
founding of the U.K.-allied community

Traffic Change 
Reaction Varied 

The 1960's ballad about a fellow destin­
ed to ride forever on the Boston subway 
might have provided a theme for Pres­
tonsburg motorists as they struggled to 
find a way out of town this week. 

Source of the confusion was a traffic 
change ordered by the city council 
Saturday, which reversed the flow of 
traffic on part of Arnold Avenue. 

The change, which was requested by 
downtown merchants concerned that 
there were more ways to get out of town 
than to get in, apparently pleases them. 

But it left some motorists vowing that, 
if they ever found their way out, they 
would never be back. 

The change affects Arnold A venue 
between Court Street and the Bert 
Combs bridge. Where traffic there 
formerly ran north-that is, out of 
town-it now flows the other way. 
Motorists coming in that way can get to 
the heart of the downtown business 
district without having to negotiate the 
two sets of traffic lights on Lake Drive. 

Getting out aghin is the problem. If 
you drive to the end of Court Street and 
take a right, you could "ride forever," 
as the old song had it. The trick is to take 
a left at the end of Court but, even then, 
a lengthy detour-up First Avenue, 
down Graham Street, and back on South 
Lake Drive-is in store. 

Two intersections that were hazar­
dous enough to begin with have become 
worse as a result of the change, police 
officers report. Traffic now converges 
on Court and Arnold from three direc­
tions, with predictable confusion. And 
joining South Lake Drive from Graham 
Street, always a challenge at peak traf­
fic, is now even more perilous 

Hansel Cooley, vice-president ot the 
Prestonsburg Business Association and 
an advocate of the change, said "it IS 

working real well for us ," although he 
acknowledged some motorists were 
"frustrated." 

Introducing the change on a day when 
a merchants' promotion drew an 
estimated 3500 additional vehicles into 
town didn't help matters , Cooley noted 
But he remained confident that any pro­
blems with the new traffic pattern could 
yet be worked out, ''We're just trying to 
be a friendly town," he explained.

sacrificial efforts, and for a long time if 
necessary? 

The State Board of Education in 
Frankfort has approved new standards, 
too good to be true, IF implemented. The 
chief point is perhaps the best, namely, 
pupils must acquire certain basic skills 
for promotion and graduation, a princi­
ple abandoned years ago in countless 
schools. To become accredited or tore­
main so, schools must meet these re­
quirements. If enforced, these requisites 
will go far toward victory. 

When the late John Dewey of Colum­
bia University introduced progressive 
education in the early twenties or just 
before, the chances are that many knew 
the new philosophy would not work, but 
few said so. One summer term at Col­
umbia became a hallmark for teachers, 
who accepted the innovative ~heories 
without question. Among the ideas was 
the insistence that truth was evolu­
tionary, authoritarian systems, learning 
by rote etc passe. Consequently, more 
socialization, less learning and 
discipline followed gradually, until to­
day in many schools across our land fail­
ing pupils "rule the roost," so to speak. 

- Vandalism and drugs are so prevalent 
guards are necessary in some. Many 
teachers long to retire; others do so ear­
ly. Who blames them'? 

Learning is impossible in a classroom 
without order and control. In schools 
almost anywhere one finds some 
teachers who still believe in free associa­
tion, students going and coming at will, 
in and out of the room, doing what they 
like, when and how they wish, more or 
less. Scores in such rooms are general­
ly low, perhaps an entire class falling 
beneath the same grade in surrounding 
systems. One hears or reads of 
schools- urban or rural- in some states 
where when standardized tests are 
given, a superior may instruct teachers 
not to include scores of the poorest 
students in reporting! A good example 
of cheating. Time proves the fallacy and 
danger of such ideals . Truth is an un­
changeable as God himself. This em­
phasizes the fact that the moral collapse 
of the U.S. is a potent element in the 
educational crisis. Across the land un­
told numbers of diplomas and degrees 
have been given students whose records 
are pathetic. 

·Something is radically wrong. 
Numerous employers recognize that ap­
plications from applicants who were 
average students ~how the decline that 
demands swift action in the whole coun­
try , for the sake of national security if 
for no other reason ! All of us should 
wake up and help in every possible way.

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college system. said the greatest 
satisfaction to be derived from having 
a hand in the community college suc­
cess story is the thought that "so many 
young men and women would never 
have received this level of education 
had it not been for the community col­
lege network." 

Perkins spoke of the considerable 
cutbacks in funds to education in 1981 
and of his continuing efforts to secure 
increased funding . Since funds are so 
limited. he said. "we're going to have 
to divide some money up between com­
munity colleges and vocational 
schools," but, he added, "they're not 
always in agreement. " Perkins said he 
felt confident that "we'll have a better 
chance to finance the <community col­
lege> system as well as vocational 
education more than we have in the 
past few years." 

Representative Greg Stumbo, who 
introduced the session's final speaker, 
former Governor Combs, spoke briefly 
of the 1984 Assembly, of what he term­
ed "definite budget problems," and of 
the possibilities for funding . 

Combs, who was referred more than 
once during the luncheon as "The 
Father of the Community College 
System, " called the meeting "a 
nostalgic occasion for me," and listed 
the founding of the system as one of the 
two accomplishments during his years 
as governor that he was most proud of · 
<the other being the building of the 
Mountain Parkway.) 

" In the early '60's we were aware of 
something of a movement toward two­
year colleges across the nation, and we 
didn't want Kentucky to be left 
behind," he explained. He especially 
stressed the importance of the relation­
ship of the state's community colleges 
to the University of Kentucky saying, 
"we felt there must be a central 

· university because of its superior 
research and other facilities," and he 
pointed to Kentucky as the only state 
besides " maybe Alaska and Hawaii," 
to have colleges attached to a " flagship 
university." 

Combs cited the work of Dr. Camp­
bell and stressed the importance of the 

· role of college trustees, pointing par­
: ticularly to Bob May. of Prestonsburg.

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Districts were selected on the basis of 
low academic achievement levels com­
bined with low economic factors. 

"Children are often more sensitive 
than we think about the adult world," 
Barber observed. " They understand 
unemployment and poverty and they 
can become discouraged. That discour­
agement affects learning." 

The School Effectiveness Project is 
based on the premise that a positive at­
mosphere in the school helps learning. 
In Phase I of the project, department 
teams analyze the participating school 
district in depth. The teams review cur­
riculum, time actually spent on the task 
of learning, the ways a school district 
rewards academic achievement, and 
the atmosphere for learning set by the 
leadership of the district. As part of their 
study, the teams conduct extensive in­
terviews with teachers, parents, school 
administrators, local board members, 
and students. During Phase I, which can 
take from three to six weeks, depart­
ment and district officials work together 
to develop an improvement plan for the 
schools that is " tailor-made" to the 
district. 

During Phase II, which can last for a 
year or longer, the department provides 
technical assistance and up to $20,000 to 
help each district implement its plan 
objective. 

"We have been proud of the progress 
displayed in the districts that began the 
project earlier this year," Barber said. 
"Although the measurable results will 
not show up until achievement tests are 
given next spring, we can see already 
significant progress in the classrooms of 
those districts . The teachers and the 
school administrators worked hard to 
develop plans to improve their schools 
and they are working even harder to 
carry them out. They are pleased with 
results so far and so are we."

The 
series, created when the trend toward 
restoration and conversion of old struc­
tures was at its peak, will begin Sunday, 
November 20, at 5:00p.m.

~ 
OVER 19 YEARS, Emmel and Ollie Wallen have been foster 
parents to 118 youngsters. Social workers hope their example 
will prompt others to join the state-supported foster program. 
Emmel Wallen has a notebook with 

the name of every child she and her hus­
band Ollie have taken into their Water 
Gap home. The number-not counting 
their own four children-currently 
stands at 118. 

The Wallens are foster parents­
selected, trained and supported by the 
state Department of Social Services to 
take care of children whose parents, for 
whatever reason, are unable to do the 
job. 

For 19 years, their trim cottage near 
the head of Bull Creek's long right fork 
has been home to four or five foster 
children at a time, usually for four or 
five years at a stretch-although on oc­
casion there have been as many as 13 
children in the house at one time and one 
youngster Jived with them 13 years. 

They have been called to area 
hospitals to pick up infants only days 
old-and they have seen some of their 
charges Jearn to drive, earn their first 
paycheck, grow into adults. 

What makes people want to be foster 
parents? Ollie and Emmel Wallen have 
no finespun theories; only the obvious 
" You have to like to work with chil: 
dren." 

The state provides financial support 
as well as training and backup services 
for foster parents, although it's no way 
to make a fast dollar. The Wallens raise 
hogs-three are fattening now in an­
ticipation of winter-and their large 
vegetable garden yielded around 50 
bushels of potatoes this year. "Without 
that, we'd go in the hole," Mrs. Wallen 
explains. 

Boarding rates have improved, 
however, backup services are better and 
training is more readily available, em­
phasized Steve Fox, the Department of 
Social Services' director of field 
services. 

"Maybe we haven't talked enough 
about our program, the improvements 
we 've made, the enjoyment foster 
families get from it," said Fox, who is 
hoping that a drive to get the word out 
to Kentucky communities will en­
courage more people to sign on as foster 
parents. 

The need is there. Floyd county has 
only three foster families, said Harriet­
ta Ranier, supervisor of the foster care 
program here. And, because their Jives 
and values tend to center on the home, 
foster parents are not apt to seek the 
limelight, she theorizes. 

"Most people in the community don't 
hear about our program unless 
something goes wrong," Mrs. Ranier 
noted last week. "They are probably 
unaware of all the things that go right.'' 

The durable foster family headed by 
Ollie and Emmel Wallen is an example 
of things going right. More such families 
could be used here and across the state, 
say social workers. "Kentucky's foster 
care program has established a good 
track record," said Fox recently, ''but 
we need more runners."

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whom must now make a long loop to get 
to a gas station barely a block away, 
seemed willing to give the new system 
a chance. "It doesn't bother me," said 
Mrs. Victoria Spradlin. And Preacher 
Jonas Miller said he was willing to go 
along with anything the city council 
decides. ' 

But Mabel Poe, who cleans house for 
an Arnold Avenue client, called the 
change "awful unhandy." And Emma 
Lou Shepherd, who works at the county 
library, described it as "the biggest 
mess I've ever seen in my life." 

Mrs. Winifred "Peachie" Collins, 
another library employee, said she has 
heard "a lot of complaints" about the 
change. "It.'s going to make a Jot of peo­
ple mad," she figured. 

That is the last thing storekeepers 
want to see. "We really need to bring the 
people in here," said Cooley, "but we 
want them to be happy when they get 
here." 

Reconciling those two objectives may 
not prove easy. One thing that could 
help, said Mayor Harold Cooley, is to 
make Arnold Avenue one-way all the 
way to Graham Street, a modification he 
intends to propose at next Monday's ci­
ty council meeting. Others have sug­
gested making it a two-way street, but 
that would eliminate parking there. 

While the planners are working on im­
proving the plan, city police officers 
have been busy writing tickets for 
motorists still operating under the old 
arrangement. 

Between compromise and enforce­
ment, city and business leaders are hop­
ing they will yet hit on a workable plan. 
"The trouble is, we're dealing with a 
town laid out in horse-and-buggy days," 
Hansel Cooley summed up. "There are 
no easy solutions."

To be ap­
proved as a foster family, applicants 
must be evaluated and trained-a pro­
cess that is not as arduous as it might 
sound, says Mrs. Ranier. ''The people 
we want to talk to," she explained, "are 
people who want to enrich their family 
Jives." 

Floyd Jury Finds 
Greer Not Guilty · 
Of Arson Charges 

Despite police claims he had earlier 
confessed to the crimes, a 26-year-old 
Floyd man was acquitted yesterday 
(Tuesday) of two counts of arson stem­
ming from the burning of two buildings 
at Printer, June 26 last year. 

Leroy Greer was one of five men in­
dicted for arson in connection with the 
burning of a grocery store owned by 
Elzie Adkins and a nearby Church of 
Christ on Spurlock Fork of Left Beaver 
Creek. 

Also charged in the case were Ronnie 
Elliott, Jonathan Elliott, James "Bim­
bo" Collins and Steve Yates-none of 
whose cases has yet come to trial-and 
a juvenile. 

A confession made by the defendant 
in the presence of state police last April 
figured prominently in the case. Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley had earlier rejected 
a defense motion to suppress the state­
ment. 

State Police Arson Investigator James 
Barry McKenzie testified Greer confess­
ed to setting both fires . Greer told him 
he had been drinking, had quarrelled 
with is wife, and torched the buildings 
"because he was upset with himself," 
McKenzie said. 

In cross-examining the police officer, 
Public Defender Ned Pillersdorf sug­
gested McKenzie had pressured Greer 
into making the confession by promis­
ing him immunity, giving him to believe 
that police already had a weight of 
evidence against him, and shouting at 
him. "You were all over the boy," 
Pillersdorf charged. 

The defense attorney also made a 
point of apparent discrepancies between 
the confession elicited from his client 
and the results of McKenzie's own 
investigation.

Tax On Unmined Land 
Top Solons Priority 

Passage of a fair tax on unmined 
mineral property and the abolition of the 
broad form deed have been set as the 
1984 legislative priorities for the Ken­
tucky Fair Tax Coalition. 

KFTC members approved the priori­
ties at the annual meeting held October 
15 in Hazard. 

The unmined minerals tax proposal 
calls for the levying of property taxes on 
unmined minerals at the same rate and 
by the same methods as all other proper­
ty. This would protect the small land 
owner and farmer says KFTC. . 

Currently, unmined mineral property 
owners are virtually given exemption 
from payment of property taxes. 

An unmined minerals tax bill has been 
filed in the Kentucky General Assembly. 

The group will be advocating a change 
in the interpretation allowed the so­
called "broad form " deed. Such deeds 
were used around the turn of the century 
to sever mineral rights from surface 
ownership. But, in recent years, they 
have been used by mining companies to 
strip mine land without the surface 
owner's permiSSIOn.

One wouldn't be able to find drinks 
such the "Brine Brew", the "Clover 
Fork Cooler" or the "Thirst Quencher" 
on the menu of any restaurant in town, 
but last Ttursday those drinks and 
several others with equally suspicious 
titles could be found at "The Last 
Resort" on the steps of the Capitol Plaza 
Tower in Frankfort. 

Residents from several Kentucky 
communities brought their problems 
with water quality to the state capitol to 
illustrate their frustrations with govern­
ment inaction in protecting their drink­
ing water. They came with jars of water 
from their homes and streams, set up an 
old fashioned-type lemonade stand call­
ed The Last Resort in front of the 
building that houses the Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet off tees, and tried to interest 
passers-by in trying a sample of the 
"Rough and Tough Rumbler" or the 
"Ligon Lopsider." 

"Coal mining, oil and gas drilling, and 
other land uses and disturbances have 
caused serious pollution of our creeks 
and rivers and have caused hundreds of 
water wells to go dry or become con­
taminated," said Hazel King of Harlan 
county. "The problems have resulted 
primarily from careless and oftentimes 
illegal practices, yet the state has con­
tinually refused to adequately enforce 
existing laws and regulations in order to 
stop this pollution and protect our public 
water supplies." 

There were no takers for the water 
which ranged from clear with rusty 
specks floating in it to a coal black col­
or. Demonstrators emphasized that the 
water was much more than just muddy 
or dirty and that it contained concentra­
tions of heavy metals, salts, and runoff 
from toxic substances. 

from Clear Creek which runs near her 
home at Ligon. The menu description for 
the "Ligon Lopsider" was: "wicked 
wastewater from a cool coal crusher." 

"We're experiencing black water .. .it's 
running out of our faucets, through our 
creek," Mrs. Newsome explained, sup­
ported by the black samples of the 
Lopsider. 
. "There are laws, but they are not en­

forced," she added. "I've called hun­
dreds of times, but I'm ignored." 

Other Floyd County samples included 
the "David Delight" and the "Rough 
and Tough Rumbler," also from the 
David area. Both were from runoff at 
mine operations, with the Delight said 
to "work like magic ... turns everything 
it touches to brown."

The State Health Planning Council 
will hold a special meeting next Thurs­
day and Friday, next week, to review 
proposals and hear presentations from 
approximately 50 hospitals seeking 
status as level II facilities in the state's 
new, three-tier acute care system. 

Area hospitals seeking this status are 
Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
Prestonsburg ; Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital, Martin; Methodist Hospital, 
Pikeville; Paul B. Hall Regional 
Medical Center, Paintsville; Williamson 
Appalachian Regional Hospital, South 
Williamson, Ky. 

The 1983-86 State Health Plan requires 
a regional approach that categorizes 
hospitals as area hospitals (level I ), 
medical service centers OeveliD or ter­
tiary care centers (level III). Cabinet for 
Human Resources health planners say 
the designations will be the first step 
toward regionalization, which is to be 
the basis for local health planning, im­
plementing cost containment policies 
and setting priorities for future acute 
care capital expenditures. A limit of $166 
million has been set on such expen­
ditures for 1984. 

Under the plan, the most basic and 
frequently needed diagnostic procedures 
and treatments are to be available in 
area hospitals. Level II medical service 
centers will provide diagnostic, treat­
ment and rehabilitative services for 
more complicated illnesses and injuries. 
Two or more hospitals in the same ser­
vice area may coordinate services to be 
a single level II center. 

The highly specialized, high-technolo­
gy services will be provided by hospitals 
in Louisville and Lexington tertiary 
centers. 

The State Health Planning Council is 
assigned the task of determining ap-

propriate designations for existing 
hospitals in the state. Last month the 
council sent to hospital administrators 
letters detailing the determinations pro­
cess. Those interested in obtaining 
medical service center status for their 
facilities were asked to complete a ques­
tionnaire to help the council determine 
which hospitals can best serve as level 
II centers in the three-tier plan. 

Dr. George Kent, director of the 
state's Division of Health Planning, said 
one objective set forth in the State 
Health Plan is to have the lowest 
number of medical service centers that 
will place level II care within 90 minutes 
travel time of 90 percent of the state's 
population. He said the council has 
received at least 54 completed question­
naires and requests for level II 
designation.

(Versailles Rd.), Frankfort.

What would you say if you found a 
farm the ages of whose two occupants 
total 153 years? 

Would you be amazed if a brother­
sister combination, ages 81 and 72, work 
a farm teeming with a lush garden, an 
abundant cornfield and farm animals 
such as chickens, hcgs, and cattle? 

In an age when dependency is more 
the rule than the exception, Alex Wed­
dington, age 72, and sister, Gracie 
Hewitt, 81, stand out as truly exceptional 
people. 

These are well-spoken, strong people 
who take pride in their work. They are 
kmdly folk who will do for neighbor in 
need. 

Their farm at Banner is the home 
place where Alex has farmed since the 
age of 12 and the home Gracie has 
known for most of the years of her life. 

Time does not stand still for these har­
dy people. There is a chore to be per­
formed, a crop to be tended to or an 
animal needing feed. 

Asked why they are still farming 
\~hen, perhaps, they would not need to 
farm, Alex answered that too many peo­
ple give up because they get food 
stamps. The vorking people pay for 
these stamps, Alex contended. 
Somebody must be producing, he said. 

The hills were emblazoned with a fire 
of many autumn colors. The brother and 
sister took time to enjoy the sun. Alex 
had just arrived from the corn field and 
Gracie was taking time out from her 
chores to talk a spell. 

"You know," Alex said, "there's plen­
ty to keep people busy. People could cut 
bushes off our roadsides. That would 
make them safer. You could see around 
them, then. There's lots to do." · 

Gracie talked about their mare, nam­
ed "Pet". She said their old mare was 
so tame a three-year-old would be safe 
on her back. She pointed out that mean 
people produce mean animals. 

Alex interjected that the animals are 
smarter than people. They know, he 
said, looking off into the distance. "You 
take the chickens when the weather 
starts to get bad. 

"I've seen the chickens gather under 
Alex's feet when the weather turns bad. 
They trust Alex," his sister said. 

"Another funny thing. There's a 
female red fox around here with four 
babies. That fox doesn't like red 
chickens. She'll just take the white ones.

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KEA Asks Pay Raise 
For State's Teachers 

The Kentucky Education 
Association- representing 29,000 
teachers in the state-has released a 
comprehensive proposal for educational 
reform that includes raising average 
teacher's pay by $2,000 a year until at 
least the national average is reached. 

The document says, however, that pay 
alone will not accomplish educational 
excellence. It calls for improvements in 
many areas including: 

- testing students each year to 
measure basic skill competencies 
established under state guidelines; 

-limiting the size of classes at various 
grade levels; 

- requiring school districts to 
establish policies for improving 
discipline and reducing class 
interruptions ; 

-earmarking sufficient funds to im­
prove the books, laboratory equipment 
and supplies needed to teach children 
properly; 

-providing testing and an internship 
year for new teachers and effective 
evaluation of experienced teachers. 

The report also calls for improving the 
physical conditions in schools and the in­
service and graduate training of 
teachers as well as studying the school 
curriculum, the length of the school day 
and school year, and merit pay. 

The report restates KEA's desire to be 
open-mined about merit and other forms 
of incentive pay for teahers, but says 
that teachers will be more receptive to 
such ideas after all teachers are paid on 
a par with other professionals. 

The proposal called "Mandate for 
Educational Excellence: KEA's Call to 

'1\:ction" is intended to put teachers in a 
position of leaQ.ership in the educational 
reform movement that-Will be a primary 
focus of the 1984 Kentucky C&eneral 
Assembly_ 

KEA President Jon Henrikson, of Let­
cher county, and Executive Director 
Larry Diebold, of Frankfort, have pledg­
ed to work with all other groups in­
terested in improving Kentucky's 
schools. 

The report notes that real educational 
reform will take time and tax increases 
to provide the needed money. 

"Money is not the only answer to 
educational excellence, but we do not 
believe that educational excellence can 
be accomplished without it," Henrikson 
said. 

He predicts that the public is ready to 
face the challenge of underwriting 
educational reform. "We think the 
climate has changed in terms of the im­
portance of education- in the nation, in 
this state, and in the school districts_" 

KEA is also calling for 1000 special 
state scholarships to entice bright high 
school graduates into the teaching 
profession. 

The report suggests making it harder 
for 16-year-olds to drop out of school. It 
would require any student wishing to 
drop out to receive counselling and, if 
that failed to obtain a "permit" to drop 
out. 

On salary, KEA is asking that 
teachers be paid at least on a par with 
teachers in the seven surrounding states 
and ultimately on a par with the national 
average. Last year's average salary for 
Kentucky teachers was $18,384. The 
average for the seven surrounding 
states was $19,091 and the national 
average was $20,603.

Fungus Involved 
In AIDS Disease 

Acquired immune deficiency syn­
drome may be caused by a plant fungus 
that mimics a drug used to lower im­
munity in organ-transplant patients, a 
report l>y federal scientists says. 

"We are working around the clock on 
it," said Dr. Thomas Folks, one of the 
researchers. "We are very excited about 
it." 

But the report by the research group 
emphasized that the results were "ex­
tremely preliminary.'' 

The fungus, which has never been 
known to cause disease in human, has 
been found in the blood of victims of 
AIDS. It produces a substance that is 
chemically similar to cyclosporin, a new 
drug used to temporarily lower natural 
resistance in transplant patients.

SLUDGE PIT YAWNS in front of the old Ligon schoolhouse from which four families were evicted 
last week. Various reasons were given for the evictions, a coal company claiming the area is 
needed for construction of a new pond, health officials noting the old school wa~ the site of a 
recent outbreak of hepatitis, and some alleging the company is getting back at its critics. 

Hardin County Clerk David Logsdon 
said about 250 pages of signatures were 
turned into his office yesterday calling 
for the vote. 

Ligon School Occupants 
Receive Eviction Notices 

All but one of the families living in the 
old Ligon schoolhouse had moved out 
Friday as the result of a sudden eviction 
notice that some link to recent com­
plaints by citizens about the operation 
of a Clear Creek tipple. 

Of the four families-including 19 
children, by one count-who have been 
Jiving in the rundown building, only 
Sonia Perez and her three youngsters 
were left last week. 

Noting that members of at least two 
of the families recently signed a petition 
circulated in the Ligon area accusing the 
Left Beaver Coal Company of polluting 
their drinking water, some saw. in the 
evictions a form of retaliation by the 
coal firm. 

Since 1971, Left Beaver Coal has leas­
ed the former school to Hubert and Oma 
Pennington, who converted it into apart­
ments for rent. The building lacks indoor 
plumbing and has fallen into disrepair. 
It fronts on an open sludge pit fed by 
waste from the neighboring tipple. Gar­
bage has accumulated nearby. 

Company officials denied they were 
motivated by a desire to retaliate, 
although they acknowledged a link bet­
ween the evictions and the earlier pro­
test. 'Government inspectors who 
descended on Ligon in response to 
citizen complaints are forcing the com­
pany to "clean up" the old schoolhouse 
area, one explained. 

Whatever the firm's motives in forc­
Jng the tenants out, the schoolhouse and 
, its surroundings are not fit for human 
habitation, some health workers argue. 
Several cases of infectious hepatitis 
were diagnosed among schoolhouse 
residents about a month ago, a nurse at 
the Mud Creek Clinic reported, and 
Floyd Health Department Ad­
ministrator Earl Compton confirmed 
there have been 11 recent cases in the 
Ligon area. 

In the meantime, the woman who has 
headed efforts to block renewal of Left 
Beaver Coal's federal waste discharge 
permit was in Frankfort Thursday for 
a sidewalk demonstration aimed at 
dramatizing east Kentucky's water 
woes. 

At a mock refres~ment stand set up 
on the steps of the Capitol Plaza Tower, 
which houses the offices of the state 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet, Helen Newsome 
joined members of the Kentucky Fair 
Tax Coalition in offering passers-by a 
variety of "drinks brought to you 
courtesy of industry and state neglect." 

Bottles of murky water were labeled 
with comic names and descriptions­
one called "Ligon Lopsider" wa!> 
described as "wicked wastewater from 

a cool coal crusher"-and an accompa­
nying flyer charged the state with refus­
ing to take the measures needed to in­
sure clean drinking water. 

Mrs. Newsome recently raised ques­
tions about the stability of a slag heap 
created by Left Beaver Coal at the head 
of Clear Creek and charged that runoff 
from the dump is contaminating area 
wells. A petition she circulatM, seeking 
assistance from federal and state en­
vironmental agencies, gathered 167 
signatures. 

The federal Environmental Protection 
Agency <EPA) has held up what promis­
ed to be a routine renewal of Left Beaver 
Coal's national pollutant discharge 
elimination system <NPDESJ permit, 
pending an investigation of the 
complaints. 

Last week's schoolhouse evictions 
represent a company attempt to in­
timidate those who signed the petition, 
Mrs. Newsome believes. Moreover, 
some who signed the complaint have 
been told by company officials they may 
no longer gather stray coal from the tip­
ple, as many have been accustomed to 
do for years, she said. 

Bobby Joe Flanery, one of those who 
was told to vacate the schoolhouse by 
November 1, shares Newsome's view. 
His landlady told him, hiS wife and their 
nine children they would have to leave, 
he said, "because I signed a petition ask­
ing the coal company to provide clean 
water and stop pumping water in the 
creek bed as well as cleaning up the gob 
hole by the school." 

Repeated attempts to elicit a public 
statement from company officials were 
unavailing and one official reportedly 
called off a meeting with activists 
scheduled for last Wednesday. 

But the reason given by one official for 
the evictions, The Times learned, is that 
the schoolhouse needs to be razed and 
a new pond constructed on the site, in ac­
cordance with instructions from federal 
and state inspectors. 

Even before last month's hepatitis 
outbreak, health workers were concern-­
ed about conditions at the schoolhouse. 
In the summer months, children frolick­
ed in the. nearby sludge pond, reckuned 
by observers to be very hazardous and 
likely contaminated by sewage as well 
as coal waste. 

Apart from the schoolhouse evictions, 
Left Beaver Coal is denying coal to some 
Ligon residents because they signed the 
complaint circulated by Mrs. Newsome, 
Kenneth Gayheart, of lower Ligon, 
charged last week. When he went to the 
tipple to get a customary pickup load of 
spilled coal, foreman Glenn Turner told 

him he couldn't get any for that reason, 
Gayheart said. 

Another tipple employee, Eugene Gib­
son, gave her son, Bee Bob, the same 
message, said Florence Newsome, of 
Clear Creek. 

Turner declined comment on the 
charges. 

Whether or not intimidation has any­
thing to do with it, some Ligon residents 
now ;1ppear more wary of criticizing the 
coal t'irm and some of those who signed 
the petition say they did not understand 
it might be used to block the operating 
permit of a tipple that employs 21 men 
from that community. 

Howard Wilhite said last week he sign­
ed the document because he understood 
it as a request to be hooked onto the Mud 
Creek water system. Kenneth Gayheart 
and his brother-in-law Dean Tackett in­
sist they signed only because they were 
told the coal firm planned to construct 
a silt dam at the head of Clear Creek. 

But there will be no turning back for 
Helen Newsome, who sued recently 
under the Freedom of Information Act 
to get reports of EPA inspections car­
ried out on Clear Creek in September. 
While her involvement has drawn alleg­
ed telephone threats, "they're not going 
to make me hush," she vowed last week. 

Nor will there be any retreat for Sonia 
Perez, who signed no petition but said 
last week she would be moving out of the 
schoolhouse just as soon as she could 
find another place. 

"We'll survive," she said simply. 
"We're poor, but we're survivors." 

Kudzu, Weed or Plant 
Whose Time Has Come 
, Kudzu is that rapidly growing, leafy 
vine you see covering the ground and 
trees beside the highways in eastern and 
southern Kentucky. 

That is kudzu at its worst-an out-of­
control, unwelcome weed. But there is 
a good side to kuduz, says Dr. Deborah 
Hill, Extension forestry specialist in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

"Kudzu has a variety of potentially 
valuable uses," said Hill. "It can be 
made into a very high quality paper, it 
is a high-protein forage crop, it is a 
nitrogen fixing legume and, because it 
produces very few seeds, the foliage 
makes good mulch or compost." 

Another potential use for kudzu is to 
burn it with coal in power plants. "Kud­
zu has about SO percent of the heat value 
that coal has, which isn't bad, and it has 
a very low sulfur content," Hill said. 

"And, of course, it is very renewable 
because of its rapid growth," she said.

· For the past two weeks, both myself and 
my family have been surprised and disillusioned by 
a series of ads placed in this paper by Claude Swiney 
and Donald Puckett, whereby they made strong per­
sonal attacks upon my integrity and character.

PSC Studies Move 
To Dismiss Bell's 
Rate Increase Bid 

The Kentucky Public Service Com­
mission has taken a motion under ad­
visement that called for dismissal of 
South Central Bell's $163.2 million rate 
increase request. 

The regulatory commission also is 
considering a compromise proposal of­
fered by the company that would delay 
action on some $67 million of the propos­
ed increase. 

Intervenors in the case, including the 
state Department of Finance and Ben­
jamin J. Lookofsky, a Mayfield at­
torney, have asked for dismissal conten­
ding they don't have enough time to 
study and prepare responses to addi­
tional data Bell officials have filed. 

Company officials contend they have 
complied with PSC rules for filing new 
information while having to contend 
with lack of precise data on what their 
revenue picture will be after divestiture 
takes effect in January. 

However, PSC commission and staff 
members expressed concern that the 
company has not responded to requests 
for data. 

"We knew we were going to be facing 
a moving target, but the target has been 
jumping all over the place," said Laura 
Murrell, commission chairman. 

Lively Wilson, attorney for South Cen­
tral Bell, proposed that the commission 
consider $96 million of the proposed in­
crease and grant that portion of the rate 
increase to be effective in January. The 
company would in turn waive its rights 
to put the entire increase into effect­
without commission action.

From Carl D. Perkins· 
ON OCTOBER 21,1983, A REPRESENTATIVE FROM THE KENTUCKY DEPARTMENT OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT DESCRIB­
ED THE PERFORMANCE OF JOHN M. STUMBO AS "OUTSTANDING", AND PUBLICLY ACKNOWLEDGED THAT THE 
PERFORMANCE OF THE FISCAL COURT, UNQER JOHN'S DIRECTION HAD SO IMPROVED THAT HE HAD BEEN 
AUTHORIZED TO INFORM THE COURT AND FLOYD COUNTY THAT HEREAFTER KENTUCKY DEPARTMENT OF LOCAL 
GOVERNMENT SAW NO NEED TO OVERSEE THE ACTIONS OF THE COUNTY JUDGE/EXECUTIVE'S OFFICE. 

This is a remarkable accomplishment for John M. Stumbo, your present County Judge/Executive, who 
has only been in your service for twenty-one weeks. It is even more extraordinary when you consider that 
his first budget is $1.2 million dollars less than the previous year and that he took office at a time when Floyd 
County appeared hopelessly in debt. With coal severance tax monies all but vanished, most observers ex­
pected the County's financial deficits to be with no end in sight. But, as of September 30, 1983, Floyd County 
Is totally h1 the black,· with every known creditor paid In full. 

This turn-around is the direct result of John Stumbo's approach to County government. John Stumbo has 
and is willing to make the hard decisions, to say no when the money isn't there, and with the money he has 
to look for every possible savings for the public. Where some people look at public funds as an opportunity 
for their friends, John Stumbo has looked for the potential of public services. His acts bear witness to his 
approach. 

I. Since John Stumbo took office, the County payroll has been reduced by $286,000.00 a year In salary positions alone. This 
does not Include savings on the Road Department by more effective use of County Employees. 

II. When John Stumbo took office It was costing $96.00 per day per child to run the Floyd County Juvenile Detention Center. With 
no reduction In services, that figure has been cut to $49.00 per day per child. 

1111. That every known bill has been paid and Floyd County Is In the black. John Stumbo accomplished this by a simple technique: 
spend no more money than you have, and pay who you owe. This balancing of the budget was further aided by a tight-fisted 
attitude toward County money. For example: since 1980 Floyd County has owed the State Auditor's office $21,000.00. Instead 
of attempting to avoid the payment, John Stumbo got down to business and negotiated with the State Auditor's office and per-.., 
suaded them to eliminate $11,000.00 from that bill anCI accept $10,000.00 as full payment. The $11,000.00 saved Is now 
available for use for public services. 

IV. John Stumbo has halted any purchases of County supplies or equipment unless those purchases have been done In accordance 
with law, and with prior approval of the County Judge's office. A more prudent approach has been used In the purchasing of 
County supplies Including tires and janitorial supplies. In regard to tires, the County Is now participating In the State purchasing 
system which allows the Counties to buy tires below retail value. For example, the County Is no~ paying $103.00 LESS per 
grader tire than the current retail price. 

V. In regard to janitorial supplies, the County Judge/Executive has required those desiring to sell supplies to the County to submit 
written statements showing prices for all their assorted products. A file has been complied with six separate janitorial supply 
dealers and when any Item Is needed, all six sheets are referred to, and the order Is placed with the dealer with the lowest 
price. No preference Is given due to politics. Savings on janitorial supplies are currently running at approximately 137%. 

VI. In an effort to re-establish the creditability of your county government, the County Judge/Executive's office Is now requiring 
the minutes from previous fiscal court meetings to be available within a week or the next regular meeting, with copies furnlsh.ed 
to each member of the Fiscal Court for complete review of the County records. Such a procedure should prevent any dlscrepan­
c~es between the records and the actions of the Fiscal Court and eliminate reasonable questions as to what your Fiscal Court 
Is doing with your money.

·~ On Drunken Driving Penalties 
By a 13~0 vote the interim joint 

Judiciary-Criminal committee last week 
approved a compromise legislative pro­
posal to provide stiffer penalties for 
drunk drivers. 

The proposed measure was a blend of 
the committee's views with those of the 
Governor's Task Force on Drunk 
Driving. 

Rep. Aubrey Williams, D-Louisville, 
committee chairman, cast the 13th vote. 
As committee chairman during the 1982 
session of the General Assembly, 
Williams killed a drunken driving 
version. 

Five hours of additional testimony and 
debate about details preceded the roll 
call vote on the 47-page bill. 

The package is likely to go through 
more arguments and hearings during 
the actual session. Even before that, it 
will have proposed amendments. Two 
members said they intend to seek cer­
tain changes. 

Essentially, the proposal raises the 
fines and penalties for convicted 
drunken drivers, although it omits any 
mandatory jail term for first offen­
ders-a controversial provision in the 
unsuccessful1982 measure. 

The package provides for suspension 
of a license for 30 days upon the first con­
viction, with penalties becoming harsher 
for additional offenses. 

It would leave a judge the option of im~ 
posing a fine of either $200, double the 
current minimum, or a 2- to 3o-day term 
or equivalent in community service. 

The additional expenses foreseen by 
sponsors would be financed by a new 
$150 fee the convicted motorist would 
have to pay to finish a driver education 
or alcohol treatment program. 

The committee rejected attempts to 
delete two other important provisions.

driver could result in a murder charge 
was voted down. 

So was a motion that would have 
shelved a provision that a driver's 
license could be suspended or revoked 
before trial in aggravated cir­
cumstances, such as when an accident 
with injury occurs. 

Rep. Raymond Overstreet, R-Liberty, 
who unsuccessfully offered several 
changes, commented: 

"We are obediently following the 
special interests of this bill like a beagle 
hound follows a rabbit-our nose to the 
ground, barking madly at the excite­
ment of the chase and smell of victory, 
but using tunnel vision in our pursuit." 

The only victory Ov.erstreet gained 
was a change in a bond provision for out­
of-state motorists that would allow sure­
ty rather than cash only. He passed dur­
ing the vote. 

The compromise version makes no 
mention of a restrictive or occupational 
license, which the legislative committee 
favored in hardship cases and which 
was adamantly opposed by the task 
force. 

Legislators also yielded on a provision 
for a mandatory jail sentence on the first 
offense if an accident caused by a 
drunken driver results in injury. 

On the other hand, the task force 
agreed to make certain proposed man­
datory sections dependent on a judge's 
option. 

Two Jefferson county law officials 
testified that while the overall bill is wor­
thwhile, there could be problems on ad­
ministering the new law, funding it and 
trying to find enough jail space for 
offenders. 

Rick Schulten, of the Jefferson coun­
ty prosecutor's office, also foresaw legal 
trouble with the pretrial license revoca­
tion provision, saying it might run afoul 
of the constitution which provides for 
due process. 

Carl Victor, the traffic court pro· 
secutor, predicted "the cost is going to 
be exorbitant" in handling offenders 
from arrest through rehabilitation. 

However Deputy Corrections 
Secretary Rick Crawford said Ken­
tucky's jails in general are not 
overcrowded-that the problem exists 
only in heavily-populated areas. 

The committee's routinely approved 
prefiling of a measure requiring the 
Justice Cabinet to implement an educa­
tional program on drug and alcohol 
abuse, to be administered to anyone ap­
plying for a driver's license in Kentucky.

Mr. and Mrs. Clyde Conley, of War­
saw, Ind., were here last week for a visit 
with relatives. 

Not too long ago, farmers who were 
plagued by too many tractor 
breakdowns or who simply felt the time 
was "right" for a trade-in could move 
rather quickly to replace their 
machinery. 

Interest rates were low then, and farm 
income had not started its decline. 
Higher production was encouraged and 
a fairly large capacity buildup took 
place during 1973-79. 

But the farm machinery picture has 
faded in recent years. Sales of new farm 
equipment have dropped steadily each 
year since 1979. Farmers now concen­
trate on maximizing profits with 
minimal capital outlay. 

Some analysts speculate that the 
worst is over and that farm machinery 
sales are due to pick up again, according 
to Dr. Donald W. Reid, agricultural 
economist at the University of Ken­
tucky. The upswing might come late this 
year and continue into 1984 and 1985, he 
said. 

"Such a sales recovery would be due 
to the same factors which caused the 
sales downslide, except the factors will 
be operating_in a positive manner," said 
Reid. 

He explained that farm income may 
be increasing and farm equipment 
capacity will be increasing as older 
machines are replaced and other 
machines are purchased in order to gear 
up for expanded production. 

"This raises some important ques­
tions for individual farmers," Reid said. 
Topping the list are: Is now the right 
time to buy'? and, What factors deter­
mine the most profitable time to replace 
older machines and/or acquire more 
machines and equipment'? 

Says Reid, "Obviously, we can't 
precisely answer the first question. 
However, there are certain fairly clear, 
logical principles which will help 
farmers answer the second question and 
thus point the way toward their own 
answer to the first question." 

He noted that when farmers are 
aware of all factors involved, they can 
do a fairly good job of making the right 
decision. 

Recent research on the economics of 
farm tractors at UK showed that five 
key variables interact to determine the 
most profitable tractor replacement 
age. 

These are : 
- Resale value of the old tractor as a 

fraction of the prospective new tractor's 
cost. 

- The yearly (time) pattern of the old 
tractor's repair costs. 

- Lost net revenues due to tractor 
breakdowns- downtime opportunity 
costs. 

- Costs of financing a new tr~ctor 
<cost of equity or debt m~l}.eyr. 

- Effects of a new tractor purchase on 
the farm firiJl's future income tax 
payments. 

"Depending on these variables and 
the number of hours of annual usage, the 
most profitable replacement age for to­
day's tractors varies from three to 14 
years," reports Reid. 

Reid and researcher Dr. Garnett L. 
Bradford used tractors in the research 
because of the availability of data as 
compared to other pieces of equipment. 
They used a simulated tractor replace­
ment and expansion tractor purchase

situation to help demonstrate the impor­
tance of the five variables. 

They found that downtime is probably 
the most important factor affecting 
replacement decisions for a farm 
tractor. 

He noted, for example, that a tractor 
breakdown in January on a farm with 
several "substitute" tractors obviously 
may cost little when compared to a 
breakdown at planting time on a farm 
with no substitutes. 

To ensure against large losses in net 
income due to inopportunely timed 
breakdowns, many farmers elect to 
have considerable excess tractor 
capacity, according to Reid. "This is 
understandable," he said, "because tim­
ing is more important in today's 
agricultural economy than at any time 
in the past." 

However, he advises taking care not 
to have more excess capacity than it is 
worth in terms of avoiding downtime 
costs. 

Not surprisingly, the decision to 
replace a machine can be affected con­
siderably by current interest rates and 
by the individual's income tax situation. 

Reid and Bradford say an increase in 
the real interest rate- the difference 
between the interest rate and the infla­
tion rate- causes an increase in the best 
replacement age for a tractor. 

"This is true even if no borrowing is 
necessary to purchase the machine," 
notes Reid. The added funds required for 
the new investment can be invested in 
an alternative that will yield higher 
rates of return than the returns due to 
replacing a machine at an age that was 
optimal for a lower interest rate, accor­
ding to the economist. 

Tax effects also can play a major role 
in replacement decisions. 

"Generally," said Reid. "However," 
he adds, "the tax effect usually is less 
than one may think." Since it seldom 
changes an optimal decision by·fuore 
than two or three years, Rejd said the 
real concern should be to maximize 
after-tax income, not minimize taxes. 

"No one can save as much on taxes as 
they spend," Reid noted. 

The researchers compared two possi­
ble time patterns for resale values of a 
typical 55 HP diesel tractor, operating 
800 hours per year and purchased for 
$14,600 at a 12 percent interest rate. 

Under one pattern, eight years was 
the typical replacement ages ranging 
from one to four years earlier than for 
the first pattern. 

The difference in replacement ages 
between the patterns occurs because of 
the percentage of value lost in the initial 
year and how fast the resale value 
declines after the initial year, two fac­
tors which Reid said farmers should 
consider in making a replacement 
decision. 

Reid and Bradford also compared two 
possible time patterns for tractor 
maintenance and repair costs. 

The first shows annual repairs to be 
increasingly at a fairly slow rate. The 
second pattern shows annual repairs to 
be increasing much faster- increasing 
at an increasing rate . 

"When the second pattern prevails­
and only each farmer will know which 
pattern most clearly depicts his tractor 
repair situation, the optimal replace­
ment age will be reduced approximate­
ly one to two years," Reid said. 

If large increases in repair costs can 
be anticipated, Reid said the expected 
cost may be large enough to justify 
replacement. However, he adds that a 
farm tractor that is well maintained

Although a circuit judge last week rul­
ed that the firing of Dan Branham as 
superintendent of Martin county schools 
was illegal, it's not likely that Branham 
would return to the post if it were offered 
him. Since his departure from that coun­
ty he has been employed as superinten­
dent of the Beechwood independent 
school district in northern Kentucky and 
apparently is satisfied there. 

Circuit Judge James A. Knight, of 
Paintsville, overturned Branham's 
dismissal from the Martin county post, 
holding that the school board acted ar­
bitrarily and with political bias. 

Judge A. Knight in a seven-page deci­
sion filed last Wednesday, ruled that 11 
charges brought by the board members 
against Branham did not constitute suf­
ficient cause to fire him, and even so, the 
board had failed to prove the validity of 
those charges. 

Knight concluded that Branham's 
right to a fair hearing before an impar­
tial panel had not been served by a 
three-day hearing before the board in

June, because board members con­
stituted a tribunal of "unquestionable 
hostility." 

In supporting that finding, Knight 
cited unrebutted testimony that board 
member Dewey Ward told a local 
newspaper before the hearing that he in­
tended to vote to fire Brenham even if 
the evidence exonerated the superinten­
dent of the charges. 

That "alone was sufficient to deprive' 
Branham of his rights to a fair hearing, 
Knight ruled. 

Board attorney J .K. Wells, of Paints­
ville, called Knight's decision a 
" mistake," and said the four board 
members who voted to dismiss 
Branham have already decided to ap­
peal it. 

Branham, 42, was fired twice by the 
board, the first time on May 20 in a 
three-minute meeting. Knight, at 
Branham's request, voided that action, 
and ordered the board to give Branham 
a hearing. 

After three days of testimony in the 
Sheldon Clark High School gym, the 
board again voted 4-1 to dismiss 
Branham, despite the fact that more 
than a year remained on his conlract. 

The board then named Sheldon Har­
din, director of pupil personnel, as ac­
ting superintendent. ,... 

Branham said Knight's decision was 
a "bittersweet" pne for him, becaue it 
vindicated him but still did not change 
the political situation in the Martin coun­
ty school system. 

"That's the regret of it for me," he 
said. 

In his battle against the board, 
Branham had continually charged that 
his firing was politically motivated, and 
Knight referred to that in his ruling. 

Knight agreed, writing in his opinion: 
"Often it seems that state legislatures 
and courts have tended to look upon the 
infestation of the education system with 
politics as if that phenomenon were as 
fixed and immutable as the law of 
gravity." 

Knight added that the taxpayers and 
the school children are cheated "each 
and every time a decision is made by 
those in charge of a school system, not 
upon the basis of what will best advance 
the goals of the local education process , 
but rather upon the basis of what is 
politically expedient." 

Branham said he hoped the decision 
would bring that point home to school of­
ficials across Kentucky. 

" For many years, especially in 
eastern Kentucky, there has been a 
tendency for school board members to' 
lose sight of the reasons they were 
elected, to safeguard and promote in 
some small way reinforce the need to 
put education first," he said.

State Arson Investigation 
Co-op Venture This Year 

The state Divisions of Forestry and 
Water Patrol wi!l again this year be 
cooperating in the investigation of forest 
arson, Water Patrol Director Larry Hat­
field has announced. 

"Our cooperative effort in forest fire 
investigation began last fall and was 
very successful," said Forestry Direc­
tor Donald A. Hamm. 

·"All of the Water Patrol officers have 
police training. That training has prov­
ed very beneficial in investigations of 
forest fire causes, particularly in those 
cases when the fire has been deliberate­
ly set," Hamm said. "We feel that 
prompt investigation of a forest fire 
helps prevent other fires in the same 
area." 

So far this fall, 134 illegal-burning cita­
tions have been issued, Hamm said. 

Since July, Kentucky has had 284 
reported forest fires, burning more than 
2,600 acres, he said. "The large number 
of fires so early in the year was caused 
by the long, dry spell we had this sum­
mer," Hamm said. 

Forestry officials said that division 
employees working with Water Patrol 
officers last year received valuable in­
vestigative experience which was put to 
"good use" during the spring forest-fire 
season. 

Regulat Water Patrol duties will take 
priority over forest-fire investigations, 
but "we feel that our cooperative effort 
is beneficial to both divisions and to the 
public," said Water Patrol Director 
Larry Hatfield.

Mulch Fall Leaves 
Lawn Expert Advises 

With all the energy many people put 
into raking tree leaves in the fall, 
shouldn't they receive some benefit 
beyond a neater landscape and some 
good exercise? Why increase the load 
for the trash collector and the sale of 
shiny plastic trash bags when the trees 
and c,ther plants can benefit from recyc­
ling leaves? 

Tree leaves can be reused in the land­
scape either directly as mulch or in­
directly by mixing them into the com­
post pile for future garden enrichment. 
Any tree leaves can be used although 
their rate of decomposition will vary due 
to leaf size and cellular makeup. Large 
leaves should be shredded to speed 
decomposition or prevent matting and 
watershed if used as a mulch. 

Tree leaf mulch can be applied once 
the ground gets cold this month to pro­
.vide winter protection and moisture 
retention for landscape and fruit trees, 
shrubs, ground covers, roses, peren­
nials, hardy herbs, spring bulbs and 
asparagus. At the same time many of 
these plants will benefit from fall fer­
tilization. About the only plants we don't 
mulch are lawn grasses which can be 
damaged if leaves are left covering 
them for extended periods of time. 

Tree leaves can be used in combina­
tion with other plant and home and yard 
waste such as grass clippings, pesky 
woods, pest-free tomato plants and 
cucumber vines, spent marigolds and 
petunias and peelings from last night's 
french fried potatoes to build compost 
piles. Even shredded black and white 
newspaper can be used. 

sionally be turned over to place heated, 
decomposed center material to the out­
side and to aerate the pile. Perforated 
pipe can also be placed vertically in the 
center of the pile to increase aeration. 

Many people build enclosures to hold 
their compost, ranging from chicken 
wire cages and cinderblock bins to 
series of wooden boxes that hold various 
stages of decomposed materials. There 
are several types of composting con­
tainers on the market ranging from bar­
rels with hinged doors to felted plastic 
bags said to produce rich, mellow com­
post in less than two weeks. 

Open piles of compost should have a 
volume of nine or more cubic feet (ob­
tained with a pile three by three by three 
feet) in order to get adequate heat 
buildup and retention. Some cities have 
leaf collection areas where leaf mold 
compost is prepared in large piles for 
future reclamation by citizens. Consider 
starting such a project in your town to 
help both with leaf collection and 
removal and with garden soil 
improvement. 

Not only is compost good for garden 
soils due to improved texture, moisture 
retention, drainage and nutrient 
availability, but it also can be mixed 
with peatmoss and perlite or vermiculite 
to produce a good house plant potting 
mixture. Compost is ready when you no 
longer see specific leaves and plant 
parts but have a material with a soil-like 
consistency.

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The breakdown of compost materials 
is not an instantaneous process. Soil 
microorganisms feeding on the 
materials and releasing heat initiate the 
decomposition. In order to introduce 
these microorganisms, layers of plant 
material should be covered with an inch 
or more of soil in alternating fashion. An 
alternative method is to introduce the 
microorganisms via a commercial com­
post activator mixture of bacteria and 
fungi available at garden centers and 
nurseries. 

Beware when driving at night this fall, 
not only due to late-night joggers, but 
also due to people raiding street-side 
bagged-leaf piles! ----------------------

The microorganisms should be given 
some initial nourishment in the form of 
fresh grass clippings or a nitrogen fer­
tilizer (ammonium sulfate or nitrate). 
Most must have air and moistue to sup­
port their biological functions. 

When rain falls to keep the pile moist, 
it should be watered. For uniform 
decomposition, the pile should occa-

Other cultures relied on the putative 
powers of metal; in ancient Rome, 
soldiers dipped their iron swords in their 
morning drinks.

Surgery, however, remained a drastic 
measure, undertaken only when pain 
became unbearable. Without 
anesthesia, surgeons wft.e-iimited to 
amputations, .§U~f~eexcisions and a 
few minor corrective procedures. 

"The marks of a great surgeon," 
Knight says, "were not patience and 
delicacy, but speed and strength." In the 
iate 18th-century, a British surgeon set 
a record for an amputation at the thigh: 
35 seconds. In his haste, however, he 
also inadvertently removed the patient's 
left testicle. 

Around 1800, chemists in both Europe 
and America had begun to study various 
gases. In 1799, Humphrey Davy, an 
English chemist, noted the exhilarating 
and humorous effects of inhaling small 
doses of nitrous oxide; larger doses in­
duced sleep. Sulfuric ether had similar 
effects. It wasn't long before university

students began holding "ether frolics," 
while "laughing gas" demonstrations 
and lectures amused the public. 

By the 1840s, a number of American 
ysicians had begun experimenting 

ith the potential uses of ether and 
nitrous oxide in surgery. A Georgia 
physician and two New England dentists 
vied for the title "inventor of 
anesthesia," according to Dr. Audrey B. 
Davis, curator of medical sciences at the 
National Museum of American History. 

Though a clear case of priority was 
never really established, she says, one 
of the dentists, William Morton, is 
credited with successfully 

emonstrating-and popularizing-the 
e of nitrous oxide in surgery. 
"The discovery of anesthesia," Davis 

says, "was the first major American 
contribution to medicine and one of the 
most significant medical happenings of 
all times, ranking right up there with the 
discovery that germs cause disease and 
the discovery of antibiotics." 

The use of anesthesia spread "like 
lightening" across western cultures, 
Davis reports. "It totally revolutioniz­

the practice of surgery and dentistry. 
efore anesthesia , dentists were large­

ly limited to tooth extractions because 
the pain of restorations was too great for 
patients to bear." 

Once anesthesia eliminated pain, 
Warner points out, "Doctors no longer 
had to race through operations. They 
gained new knowledge of physiology and 
anatomy and discovered surgical 
remedies for appendicitis and other

also came into wide use. Patent 
medicine promoters claimed that their 
largely alcoholic elixirs cured all kinds 
of ills, from the pain caused by the 
"stress of modern civiliation" to "sick 
headaches." Electricity made a come­
back, and a whole new range of pain­
relief remedies were offered to an eager 
public: ear vibrators, eyeball 
massagers, therapeutic waters and ex-

cise machines to pummel, prod and 
ake out aches and pains. · 
Meanwhile, physicians and others 

developed safer machines for delivering 
ether, nitrous oxide and, later, safer in­
halation anesthesias. Regional, or local, 
anesthesias were developed and refin­
ed, eliminating the often dangerous need 
for putting a patient to sleep when only 
a minor problem procedure was 
required. 

Pharmaceutical companies began to 
market morphine and cocaine for injec-

n in the 1880s and '90s. Stovaine, a syn­
thetic substitute for cocaine, was syn­
thesized in 1904 but was quickly replac­
ed by Novocaine in 1905. Pain-killers 
became the mainstay of the modern 
pharmaceutical industry, beginning 
with the synthesis of acetylsalicylic 
acid, also known as aspirin, patented by 
the Bayer Co. of Germany in 1900. 

"From the mid-19th century on, pain 
became big business in America," 

arner notes. Today, Americans spend 
omething between $1 billion and $1.5 

billion on over-the-counter pain 
remedies, such as aspirin and non­
aspirin substitutes. Another half-billion 
is spent on prescription pain killers, in­
cluding the newest drugs now being 
evaluated in the pain pharmacopoeia­
the so-called nonsteroidal anti­
inflammatory drugs, or NSAIDs. 

Surgical anesthesia now is a far cry 
from the "ether dome" operations of the 

..J.850s. Modern anesthesiologists, 
. aduate physicians concerned with all 

areas of pain control, rely on anesthesia 
machines, with their life-sustaining 
functions and monitoring devices, to 
deliver a balance of pain killers, 
sedatives and muscle relaxants. Today, 
some 26 million operations, most 
unimagined by early surgeons, are per­
formed annually in America. 

A relatively new, multidisciplinary 
approach to pain relief is embodied in 

Aain clinics, now numbering 800 in this 
~ountry and still proliferating. At a pain 

clinic, each patient's case is evaluated, 
and a tailormade program is designed 
that may include individual and group 
psychotherapy, exercise, diet, massage, 
biofeedback (which teaches people how 
to control certain body functions), elec­
trical stimulation techniques, hypnosis , 
surgery and/or the use of a variety of 
non-narcotic drugs. 

Are Americans preoccupied with 
A >in? "Perhaps," the Smithsonian's 
l>avis comments. "In the early days of 

our country, people accepted pain as 
part of the normal course of living. To­
day, we are very conscious of health and 
physical fitness and maybe pain control 
goes along with this heightened con­
sciousness. But there are still cultures 
that accept pain without having it call­
ed to their attention by advertising and 
health campaigns- or without com-

tjaining as much as we do.' ' -

We wish we could grant health to all 
our disabled veterans, but that is above 
our power. But we can let our kind 
thoughts dwell on these brave men. 
What happens to the dream world of 
those men and women who returned 
home with mangled bodies, debilitating 
illnesses and fractured minds? These 
disabilities have caused their bright pic­
tures to grow dull. Sometimes their am­
bition oozes out and discouragement set­
tles in. Vitality drops and their life is in 
s,hadows. Some veterans daily live with 
discouragements, disappointments and 
even despair. 

Our Nation has proclaimed Nov. 11 as 
Veteran's day.

Here's what's happened so far 
Since March, a large crew of men 

from the Big Sandy area have been hard at 
work on the. $10 million addition at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center. 
"Good weather and good workers have us 
right on schedule.'' says Sonny Goble , 
HRMC Construction Engineer. "We're 
looking at Thanksgiving of '84 for com­
pletion of the expansion though parts of it , 
like the new Emergency Room, could be 
ready as eariy as next summer. 

Major changes early in the project in­
cluded the opening of a new parking lot on 
the west side of the building to ac-

commodate employees and construction 
vehicles. Also during March, the 
Emergency Room entrance was moved to 
a temporary locaticn at the front of the 
hospital. 

Blasting and excavation were the 
main jobs in the first two months of con­
struction as shovels and bulldozers began 
gulping up the dirt for the new basement 
behind the hospital. 

During May, 300 foundation pilings 
which support the addition were drilled 
between 19 and 50 feet down to the solid 
rock base. From June through September ,

basement and first level floors went down 
and walls went up on the 68,000 square 
foot addition. 

Right now 35% of the expansion is 
done at the community owned, not for 
profit Medical Center. Concrete is being 
poured for the second floor. Block is being 
laid around the west end of the new 
second floor by local masonry contractors 
and electricians are running conduit 
(p~pes to pull elect ric wire through) for 
outlets and lighting. Plans call for the ex­

pansion to be "under roof" and "inside 
four walls " in approximately 45 days so 
work can continue through the winter.

* CANCER HOPELINE * 
Q. I may have cancer. The doctor said 

I needed cytology tests. What are they, 
and what do they have to do with 
cancer? 

A. Cytology is the branch of medicine 
that deals with the structure and func­
tion of cells. When cytology is mention­
ed in relation to a diagnosis of cancer, 
it may also be called exfoliative 
cytology, which is the examination of 
cells that have been normally shed or 
scraped from living tissue. These cells, 
which are too small to be seen by the 
naked eye, are then carefully examin­
ed under the microscope. 

There are several cytologic tests: the 
Pap tests for cervical cancer; aspiration 
(suction of cells through a thin tube) of 
the vaginal secretions or endometrium 
Oining of the uterus); sputum tests for 
lung cancer; urine-sediment tests to 
detect urinary tract cancer, especially 
cancer of the bladder; scrapings from 
the mouth to detect oral cancer; cell 
samples from the esophagus, stomach, 
pancreas, or duodenum; aspiration of 
fluid through a fine needle from areas 
such as the breasts, spinal cord, thyroid, 
or prostate; and bone marrow tests. 

A small amount of fluid taken from the 
organ by one of the above-mentioned 
techniques is spread on a glass slide. 
The fluid is stained with special dyes and 
examined under a microscope. General­
ly, when cancer cells are present in this 
fluid, they are easily recognized by this 
method because there are definite struc­
tural differences between cancerous and 
nol'mal cells that are visible under the 
microscope. 

The smear technique, first used in the 
test developed by Dr. George 
Papanicolaou many years ago, is useful 
even for less accessible organs such as 
the stomach and pancreas now that 
researchers are using the new fiberop­
tic instruments to visualize the lining of 
internal organs. A srrtear test, however, 
is only used to detect abnormal cells. 
Most physicians do not depend on it 
alone to provide a final diagnosis of 
cancer. The smear provides a view of in­
dividual scattered cells, sometimes 
clusters of them. Thus, it can give strong 
evidence of the prsence of cancer, but 
a biopsy of the tissue in question is still 
essential for a fina! diagnosis.

Home Buying Increases 
After 2-Month Slump 

Existing single-family home sales ac­
tivity rose 1.1 percent from August to 
September after two consecutive 

•
months of decline, the National Associa­
tion of Realtors reported today. 

The seasonally adjusted annual home 
resale rate was 2.74 million units in 
September, compared with August's 
rate of 2.71 million units. The September 
rate was 43.5 percent higher than in the 
same month last year. 

''It is encouraging that many people 
are able to satisfy their housing needs 
despite continuing high mortgage in­
terest rates," said Dr. Jack Carlson, the 
association's chief economist and ex­
ecutive vice president. 

"However," he cautioned, "with 
average interest rates on fixed-rate 
mortgage loans apparently riveted in 
the 13-14 percent range for the rest of 
this year and next, a great many would­
be homehuyers will remain locked out 
of the market." 

The economist noted that although the 
annual rate of existing-home sales is 
runnning well ahead of last year's, it still 
is 34 percent below the peak rate of 4.15 
million units reached in November 1978 
and 6.8 percent below the 2.94 million 
rate three months ago.

When you see 
the meat, it will probably be fatty, 
moldy, and wasteful. The salesperson 
will then offer to sell some other meat 
priced much higher than the price that 
originally caught your eye. This is the 
"switch." Invariably, it will cost 
substantially more than if yol,! had 
bought it from an ethical dealer. ,_ 

Be aware of the use of the word' 
"free." Do not be influenced by the free 
bonus of extra meat ; these so-called 
gifts are never free. The cost of the free 
item will be hidden in the price of what 
you purchase. Nothing is really free if 
it is advertised as part of the deal. 

Advertisements may contain mislea­
ding words and phrases that are used to 
identify cuts and grades of meat. For ex­
ample, most consumers are fooled by 
the words "beef half" and "beef order." 
Check around and compare costs. Do not 
buy a "deal" unless you know the dealer 
and are provided with a complete inven­
tory breakdown before you buy.

Focus on Five Areas Babe Ruth Softball 
Enters First Season 

There are two types of wildlife law 
violators-those who set out deliberately 
to break the law and those who, through 
oversight or a lack of knowledge, find 
themselves on the receiving end of a 
citation to appear in court. 

Otherwise honest deer hunters make 
one of five common mistakes, according 
to Steve Yontz, director of Jaw enforce­
ment for the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. So pay particular at­
tention to these five points and you'll 
very likely avoid a citation from a con­
servation officer: 

1. Make sure you have permission to 
hunt on the land where you're actually 
hunting. Property boundaries are 
sometimes vague and it's easy to 
wander onto land where you shouldn't 
be. AJso reme~ber that the law requires 
you to obtain written permission from 
the landowner before you hunt with a ri­
fle of .240 caliber or larger. 

2. Don't forget your orange. Deer hun­
ting regulations stipulate that all gun 
hunters must wear a hat, cap, jacket, 
vest or coveralls of hunter orange col­
or. The entire garment must be hunter 
orange and while it is necessary to wear 
only one of the items listed above to be 
legai, the more orange you have on the 
better your chances of being seen by 
other hunters. Deer are color blind, so 
you won't stand out to a white tail. 

3. Remember to carry both your hun­
ting license and your deer permit with 
you-and don't get so excited when you 
finally do bag a buck that you forget to 
tag it. The law requires that the tag por­
tion of the permit be attached to the deer 
before the carcass is moved. Also 
remember that you have to take the deer 
to the nearest open check station or have 
it checked by a conservation officer by 
9 a.m. on the day after it is taken. 

4. Confine your hunting to deer only. 
There's a general closed season from 
Nov. 1 until the third Thursday in 
November, when· small game seasons 
open. During this time, hunting for those 
species which otherwise have a year-

round season is prohibited. So even if 
deer hunting is slow and a groundhog 
presents a tempting target, don't 
shoot-not only will you be in violation 
of the law, you'll probably scare away 
that 12-point buck that was just about to 
walk in front of your stand. 

5. Watch the shooting hours. Deer 
hunting is permitted only during 
"daylight hours," which the law defines 
as the period from one-half hour before 
sunset until one-half hour after sunset. 
Check a local newspaper for the specific 
sunrise and sunset times in the area 
where you'll be hl!nting. These official 
times are the ones the conservation of­
ficer goes by, so you should too. 

There's a d~r hunting guide attach­
ed to each deer permit. A quick look 
through this guide may reveal several 
other points of law that you weren't 
aware of, so take a few minutes to look 
it over before opening day.

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Antitrust Case End 
To Benefit Schools 

Attorney General Steven L. Beshear 
announced last week that his office will 
distribute $34,724.08 among the school 
districts in Kentucky to be used for the 
purchase of art materials such as 
crayons, watercolors, tempera paint 
and chalk. 

Floyd County will receive $339.38. 
The monies resulted from the settle­

ment -{)f an antitrust case the Federal 
Trade Commission had brought against 
four manufacturers of art materials­
Binney & Smith, Inc., Milton Bradley 
Co., American Art Clay Co., Inc. and 
The Joseph Dixon Crucible Co. The four 
were charged with fixing the price of art 
materials in violation of the federal an- 1 

titrust laws. Pursuant to an agreement 
with the FTC, the attorney general 
developed a plan for the distribution of 
monies is that each of Kentucky's 181 
school districts will receive a $100 
minimum, plus a proportionate share of 
the remaining settlement money based 
upon the number of students in the 
school districts. 

"We believe this method assures each 
district that it will receive a reasonable 
degree of assistance in its purchases of 
art supplies in light of the _limited funds 
available for distribution," said 
Beshear. 

In a separate but related action, Ken­
tucky, along' with several other states, 
has filed a separate suit against the 
same manufacturers in federal district 
court in Cleveland, Ohio. In the suit 
which is still pending, Kentucky seeks 
to recover on behalf of the Com­
monwealth damages resulting from 
overcharges attributable to the fixing of 
prices on art materials.

"Our teachers need more preparation 
in mathematics and science,'' Barber 
said. "The additional year in college 
would allow them to take more courses 
in those subjects, such as 12 hours of 
science for elementary and middle 
school teachers." 

With that amount of education and 
preparation, plus four years of teaching 
experience, the new teacher would 
deserve an annual salary of $20,000 at 
the beginning of the fifth year of 
teaching, when he or she becomes 
tenured for the first time, Barber said. 

"These teachers will start where cur­
rent teachers now start with Rank II," 
Barber said. "That should be a 
minimum. And providing that minimum 
should be a high priority for the 
commonwealth." 

"We have heard a great deal in recent 
months about unqualified teachers," 
Barber observed. "It has been my ex­
perience that we are blessed with so 
many capable dedicated teachers that 
all the criticism is undeserved.
