Panel To Sound 
Public on Taxes, 
New Legislation 

He will soon name a special task force 
to study ways of raising more money for 
Floyd schools, Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. announced at a meeting of 
the Board of Education last Wednesday. 

The panel will be asked to sample 
public opinion and to come up with 
recommendations for raising tax 
revenues as well as proposing new 
legislation for the 19M G-" eral 
Assembly session. 

Grigsby noted that federal and state 
education funds have been cut back in 
recent years and that pressure is being 
brought to bear on counties like Floyd 
to contribute more in local monies to 
support the schools. 

On 1981-'82, the percentage of the 
Floyd school budget raised locally was 
only 5.1, compared to a statewide 
average of 21.9. At the same time, the 
amount spent per pupil in Floyd county 
was $1252, compared to a state average 
of $1574.) 

Members of the proposed task force 
have not been named, but Grigsby singl­
ed out a presentation by East Point 
farmer Bill Arms as an example of the 
kind of input he is seeking. 

During an earlier hearing on a four 
percent hike in the school tax, Arms 
argued for a higher state tax on unmin­
ed minerals as a source of revenue for 
education. He is a member of the Ken­
tucky Fair Tax Coalition, a citizens 
group which has lobbied for such a tax 
in recent years. 

A school student cannot fairly be 
punished twice for the one infrat!tion of 
school rules, an attorney for one of two 
Wheelwrigi1t High School seniors argued 
before the board. 

At jssue were the cases of Ryan Hall, 
of Topmost, and Hassell Hall, of Hi Hat, 
both of whom were accused by Principal 
Ervin Pack of bringing beer onto cam­
pus during school hours. The boys were 
recently suspended for five days and 
then, because they returned to school 
within the five-day period, suspended 
again. Pack then asked the board to ex­
pel them. 

Citing a 1975 Kentucky Court of Ap­
peals case involving a student in the 
Caverna Independent school district, an 
attorney for Ryan Hall argued that, 
since he had already been punished for 
the infraction, he <;ould not be disciplin­
ed further. A regulation in the student 
handbook adopted by the board this 
summer also protects students from 
double jeopardy. 

The board ordered the two students 
reinstated. They had asked that the 

· hearing on their cases be open to the 
public. 

Three Betsy Layne High School 
students were expelled on a recommen­
dation of Principal Russell Frazier. 
The students, two boys a nd a girl, were 
accused of smoking marijuana at 
school. Their cases were heard in clos­
ed session. 

The board heard a request by Clark 
PTA President Susy Poe for assistance 
in buying school furnishings , adopted a 
revised accreditation plan to be con­
sidered by the state board of education 
at its November meeting, and decided 
to readvertise for bids on installing fuel 
pumps and tanks, since only one bid was 
received. 

Earlier, board members were invited 
to pray silently for John "Dog"

Auxier Area Has 
Water Problem; 
Meet Scheduled 

Yet another Floyd community will 
tackle the problem of water when 
residents of the Ford Gap-Robson's 
Branch area, near Auxier, meet this 
week. 

One issue to be resolved is whether the 
Auxier Water Company will relinquish 
its franchise there as a part of an effort 
to s~cure federal funding for a public 
wat~r system. . 

Rogf)t Recktenwald, a water 
speci<Uist with the Big Sandy Area 
Development District, said the Ford 
Gap-Hobson's Branch area could be 
served by running a main from Little 
Paint. The extension would not require 
installation of any new pump stations or 
holding tanks, he said. 

Such an extension would further e 
pand the growing Prestonsburg sys•err 
which would supply water to the new 
customers through its affiliate, the 
Abbott-Little Paint Water District. 

Government funding for such a pro­
ject might be available if the publicly­
owned Abbott-Little Paint system was 
the applicant, but not as long as the Aux­
ier Water Company retains its fran­
chise, Rep. Gregory Stumbo wrote in a 
recent letter to area residents. As a 
privately-owned business, the water 
company cannot be a recipient of 
government grant funds.

Annexation Attempt 
Delayed Stx Months 

Homeowners from West Prestonsburg 
didn't appreciate being labeled "in­
dustrial." Some Riverside Drive 
residents were scarcely less happy 
about being designated "commercial." 
And an Arnold A venue couple continued 
their long skirmish with the city over 
their being absorbed into the "downtown 
business district." 

Prestonsburg's newly-organized Plan­
ning and Zoning Commission acted 
quickly to head off complaints from a 
large West Prestonsburg group which 
turned out for a public hearing Thurs­
day on the city's proposed new zoning 
map, comprehensive plan and subdivi­
sion regulations. , 

The commission would recommend to · 
the city council that the area from Mid­
dle Creek to Main Street be zoned 
residential and the rest commercial, 
Chairman Bill Francis assured West 
Prestonsburg residents. Planners had 
originally recommended that the area 
be zoned for industry, a proposal that 
property owners said made it impossi­
ble to obtain loans for home 
improvements. 

Beverly Hackworth objected to the 
planners' proposal to change from 
residential to commercial several blocks 
on Riverside Drive east of Burchett 
Street. On the other hand, J .S. Greer 
wanted a commercial section in Lancer, 
where he has a meat business, to remain 
that way. The section is designated 
residential on the new map. 1 

The planning commission indicated 
this week it would recommend a com­
mercial designation for the tract in 
Lancer and it proposed a compromise 
for the disputed section on Riverside 
Drive. 

The compromise plan would zone that 
section commercial but would put a 
restriction on the type of business that 
could be operated there. A grocery store 
would be permissible, for example, but 
a junk yard or used car lot would not. 

Garland and Wonnell Godsey, who 
earlier took the city to court over its plan 
to zone as commercial three residential 
properties on Arnold Avenue, registered 

their opposition to any change in that 
street's residential status, from the Bert 
Combs bridge to Graham Street. Plan­
ners have included most of that section 
in an expanded downtown business 
district. 

If the city council follows the commis­
sion's recommendations, changes in 
zoning regulations will enable 
homeowners to replace existing homes 
in commercial zones. Under the present

In an order signed by Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley October 28, attorneys for 
both sides agreed to postpone the 
referendum at least until next May 
because it appeared the city had not fil­
ed the necessary papers in time. 

Ralph H. Stevens- representing Gary 
Branham and Dallas Sammons, Auxier 
Road residents identified as plaintiffs in 
a class action suit "on behalf of 
themselves and all others similarly 
situated"- said he had checked with 
then-County Clerk Thomas Lafferty, Jr. 
and various deputy clerks up until 
September 14 and that they told him the 
necessary papers had never been filed. 

Prestonsburg City Manager David 
Evans flatly denies that. The city's or­
dinance annexing the Auxier road and 
a petition signed

1
by 375 residents to have 

the matter put to a vote were filed with 
the clerk in June, he said. "Either they 
lost it or they purposely did away with 
it," Evans charged. 

Similar petitions were also filed on 
behalf of residents on Katy Friend and 
at Lancer and ballots were prepared 
which included, for voters in all three 
sections, the question, "Are you in favor 
of being annexed to the city of Prestons­
burg?" 

When, less than two weeks before the 
election, they realized the question was 
on the baiiot, Auxier · ·Rd. residents 
moved to have It taken off, their at­
torney insisting that the ordinance and 
petition were not on file in the clerk's of­
fice at least 60 days prior to the election, 
as required by law. 

Moreover, while the documents subse­
quently turned up in the clerk's office, 
they bore no date to indicate when they 
were filed, Stevens said. 

That meant the city's plans to annex 
the area were blocked first by the 
residents' petition to put the question on 
the ballot and subsequently by their peti­
tion to take it off.

Congratulations? 
Now for the impossible task of measuring up to voters' ex­

pectations born of candidates' promises! 
The next governor of Kentucky-male or female-faces a 

man-size job which is made the more formidable because of 
the state's straitened financial circumstances. It may be a no­
win situation for the governor; higher taxes to provide the 
wherewithal to meet state needs-that way lies a political 
Waterloo; trimming away the administrative fat and reduc­
ing services will be equally unpopular. 

But they asked for the job. 
Education, or the lack thereof, is perhaps the state's No. 1 

concern at this time. If teachers are to be paid higher salaries, 
as has been suggested and apparently approved by the major 
candidates for governor, the money must be raised by higher 
taxes or saved at the cost of other programs. 

But for the need to attract new talent to the teaching pro­
fession, we would have serious doubts about the advisability 
of spending more at this time on salaries to improve the quality 
of education. No teacher worth his or her salt bases his or her 
dedication and effort on salary, but it is true that comparative­
ly low pay for teachers fails to attract to the classroom many 
who have much to contribute but who shun it because of higher 
salaries paid in other professions or occupations. 

Add to this problem others faced by the new governor: 
highways, law-enforcement, the need for new and practical 
legislation to replace the legalistic hodgepodge that favors the 
criminal, utilities, the environment. And that is a mere samp­
ling of the difficulties to be faced. 

Congratulations, Governor? (Note the question mark.)

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the city has followed correct procedures 
in its efforts to annex the Auxier road. 
"It's enough to make you lose faith in the 
system," he said. 

In an affidavit filed in support of the 
Auxier road residents' move to have the 
annexation question struck from Tues­
day's ballot, Deputy Clerk Evelyn Go· 
ble stated she had checked with County 
Clerk Lafferty or inspected the clerk's 
file on several occasions between April 
and September this year and reported 
to Stevens that nothing pertaining to the 
Auxier road annexation had been filed. 

When she inspected the file again on 
October 25, just two weeks before the 
election, the annexation papers were 
there but they bore no date indicating 
when they had been filed, she said. 

An Auxier road resident herself and a 
reputed opponent of annexation, the 
deputy clerk was among the signers of 
the petition to have the question put to 
a vote. 

When he agreed to a postponement of 
the referendum, he was not aware the 
city had filed the annexation papers on 
time, said City Attorney Paul Burchett. 
The issue surfaced suddenly and he had 
no opportunity to consult with Evans or 
Mayor Harold Cooley, he said. 

Fred Bingham, a leader in the fight to 
block annexation, acknowledged this 
week that the seating of a new city coun­
cil in January offers the possibility that 
the proposal might yet be dropped. H.e 
said he might also lobby next year's 
General Assembly for changes in the 
state law that, as it now stands, heavily 
favors cities in annexation issues. 

While 50 percent of the voters or pro­
perty owners can have a proposed an­
nexation put to the vote, it takes 75 per­
cent of the voters to kill the measure. 
"Under the present law, a town like 
Martin could annex the whole county if 
it wanted to," Bingham lamented.

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rules, should a house in a business zone 
be destroyed by fire, for example, it can­
not be built back. 

In another move designed to placate 
homeowners in areas now designated 
for commercial use, the commissioners 
will recommend that building permit ap­
plications for such areas be cleared with 
them. The proposal is intended to 
safeguard the quality of residential 
neighborhoods from intrusion by 
noisome or unsightly commercial 
development. 

While much of the opposition to the ci­
ty 's new zoning proposal appears to 
have dissipated as a result of changes 
or compromises recommended by the 
planning commission, a conflict remains 
between city and business leaders, who 
say the inner business district must be 
given room to grow, and urban 
homeowners who foresee a deterioration 
in some of the city's oldest and finest 
residential neighborhoods. 

"We have a good planning and zoning 
law now," said Paul C. Combs, who 
criticized the proposed changes as ar­
bitrary. Residents in areas newly zon­
ed commercial will end up paying 
higher taxes than those in residential 
areas, he said. "You can't discriminate, 
you can't act arbitrarily, but that's what 
you're doing," he told the planning 
panel. "There couldn't be anything more 
wrong." 

Fears of higher taxes are unfounded, 
said City Manager David Evans, who 
noted that state law sets a four percent 
cap on tax increases. An advocate of ex­
panding the downtown business district, 
Evans said homeowners' fears of 
deteriorating neighborhoods are 
exaggerated.

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"It is unfortunate that the law is that 
way," added Stumbo, whosaidhewould 
work to change it in the 1984 General 
Assembly.

Suit Contends 
1954 Gas Rate 
Pact Yet Valid 

A Pyramid homeowner sued last week 
to hold a gas company to a 30-year-old 
agreement, which would guarantee him 
natural gas at a bargain rate. 

In a suit which names the Cities Ser­
vice Company as defendant, Arnold 
Hicks claims the company is still bound 
by a 1954 agreement between Henry C. 
Hale and the Columbian Fuel Corpora­
tion, according to which Hale gave the 
firm right-of-way across his property. 

In return, the firm agreed to furnish 
gas to Hale, his heirs and assigns, for a 
price not to exceed 35 cents per 100 cubic 
feet. 

Hicks is now owner of the Hale tract 
and Cities Service is successor to Colum­
bian Fuel. But the company is trying to 
renege on its predecessor's agreement, 
the homeowner claims . 

In April, 1981, the company advised 
him he had tapped onto a gas line 
belonging to Clifford Hicks and that he 
would have to tap onto the company's 
main line, Hicks said. The gas company 
then began charging him for gas at a 
rate of $2.75 per 1000 cubic feet and 
subsequently cut off his gas service 
altogether. 

Hicks is asking for restoration of his 
gas service at the 35-cent rate. 

(Claims made in lawsuits present on­
ly one side of the issue in dispute.) 

Hueysville Man 
Named in Blaze 

A Hueysville man has been charged in 
connection with the burning of a railroad 
trestle during a protracted coal miners' 
strike in 1981. 

Johnny B. Pack, 47, was arrested last 
Wednesday by FBI agents and state 
police and charged with violations of a 
federal train wreck statute. 

Special FBI Agent James H. Yelv­
ington alleged in the federal complaint 
that Pack destroyed the trestle and a 
section of track on May 17, 1981, caus­
ing $100,000 in damages. 

A strike by UMWA miners was near-

• 

ly two months old when a 76-foot trestle 
near Wayland burned to the ground. In­
vestigators said it had apparently been 
torched deliberately with the help of old • 
tires and a flammable liquid. 

The trestle was on a section of track 
owned by the Chessie System. A few 
days. before the blaze, however, L. and 
N. trains began using it to haul coal from 
the Hazard coalfield to Martin. 

Pack appeared before U.S. District 
Judge G. Wix Unthank and a $10,000 
bond was set. No trial date has yet been 
assigned for the case. The charge car­
ries a maximum sentence of 20 years in 
prison and/ or a $10,000 fine.

Census Decline Hits Hospital 
A statewide decline in hospital oc· 

cupancy levels during the last three 
months has led to a variety of cost­
cutting measures, according to an Oc· 
tober survey conducted by the Kentucky 
Hospital Association (KHA). Other in­
dustry sources report this trend is 
developing across the nation. 

Employee layoffs, 20%; reduced 
hours, 44%; voluntary time off without 
pay, 60%; hiring deferrals, 60% . 

Hospitals expect a drop in census dur­
ing the summer months and staff accor­
dingly, but occupancy traditionally 
begins to pick up in the Fall. Not so in 
1983. The census levels began to decline 
in Kentucky in February, 1982. 
Observers of the hospital industry at­
tribute this to a combination of factors:

The KHA survey indicates occupancy 
levels of urban hospitals in Kentucky 
(those 'in Standard Metropolitan 
Statistical Areas- SMSA's) are down an 
average of 15.2 percent, compared with 
September of 1982. Rural hospitals (non· 
SMSA) experienced an average 4.5 per· · 
cent drop in census. This combines for 
an average 8.7 percent decline in 
hospital occupancy rates statewide, 

1. Historically, hospitals feel the im· 
pact of recession 18 months to two years 
after the rest of the economy begins to 
improve. This is due, in part, to the fact 
that many laid-off workers don't always 
immediately lose their health insurance 
benefits.

For the first time, hospital employees 
are becoming concerned about the 
security of their jobs. Unlike other 
businesses, hospitals are staffed accor· 
ding to the number of patients using the 
facility; thus, when the number of pa­
tients declines so does the number of 
employees needed to care for patients. 
Because hospitals are major employers, 
a drop in the number of patients they 
serve may have a significant 'impact on 
unemployment in Kentucky. 

On a statewide basis, hospitals have 
reported the following actions in 
response to the census decline: 
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2. The KHA survey shows not every 
hospital in the Commonwealth is af· 
fected. Lower occupancy levels tend to 
be a sporadic occurrence regionally with 
the Louisville and Lexington areas ex­
periencing the largest decrease. In rural 
areas, some hospital rates are up, while 
hospitals down the street may have low 
rates. 

3. Occupancy levels in the university 
hospitals which traditionally care for the 
largest number of indigents have not 
declined. 

4. Physician's offices are also ex­
periencing a decline in the number of pa· 
tients.

For a change, it appears that when the 

Floyd circuit court grand jury session 
convenes next Monday it may not have 
a murder case to investigate. Two 
months ago, when the September ses­
sion began, there were six. 

The work done at the September ses­
sion, plus a special grand jury's handl­
ing of the death of Glenda Sharon Mar­
shall in which four have been indicted, 
accounts for the comparatively lighter 
job ahead for the next grand jury. 

The trial docket for murder cases re­
mains heavy. It would be heavier yet, 
had not a change of venue from the 
Floyd circuit court been granted for the 
hearing of charges against the four nam­
ed in the Marshall case. Judge C.R. 
Luker, of London, Ky., has been 
designated as special judge for the trial, 
but the place of the hearing remains to 
be determined. The Fayette circuit 
court at Lexington apparently has been 

most favored by both sides in the case, 
but the final decision has not yet been 
made. Judge Luker was recently quoted 
as saying that he will suggest at next 
month's pre-trial conference that the 
trial be held at London. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen said this week that a grand jury 
which will convene next Monday will not 
be involved in the Kentucky State Police 
investigation of official financial records 
in this county. That is expected to be the 
work of a special grand jury. 

The State Police investigation ap­
parently has not been· completed, and 
Allen said he does not know its present 
status. 

Next week's session will be the last for 
the present grand jury, which is roun­
ding out its full year of service. A new 
grand jury will be seated for the 
January session.

Vehicle Titling Job Eases 
As Procedure in 2nd Month 

The new vehicle titling procedures are 
srhoothing out, now that the system has 
been in operation for nearly two months. 

According to state Vehicle Regulation 
Commissioner Tim Helson, most of the 
computer "glitcht>s···have been remov­
ed and it is now simply a learning pro· 
cess. "The new process required person­
nel in county clerks' offices to learn titl­
ing procedures. As with any innovation, 
there is a learning curve that peaks 
shortly after it is instituted and gradual­
ly levels off,'' Helson said. 

The changes in the title law are 
designed as a consumer protection ef­
fort, Helson said. "Basically, it allows 
a stolen vehicle to be detected prior to 
titling in the buyer's name," he said. 

One of the main features of the pro­
cess is the centralized issuance of titles 
from Frankfort. Title applications are 
forwarded to the motor vehicle licens­
ing division of the Transportation 
Cabinet. There, the vehicle's serial 
number is matched against a stolen 
vehicle list provided by the National 
Crime Information Commission and the 
paperwork accompanying the title ap­
plication is scrutinized by fraudulent 
document experts working for the 
division. 

Currently, 17 full-time document ex­
aminers check for forgeries on all re­
quests for title documents. If no

The security features, which vary 
from state to state, include the water­
mark, a translucent mark in the paper; 
the intaglio steel print, also known as 
"the feel of steel, "a border printed on 
the title; the black light feature, a mark 
or design that shows up on the title when 
placed under a black light; the texture 
of the paper; and the document's color.

pact due to the broad population 
coverage by both the national public 
broadcasting system <PBSl and KET's 
statewide reach." 

"The Chemical People" employs two 
one-hour broadcasts through PBS which 
confront$ school-age drug abuse to be 
aired on the nights of November 2 and 
9. KET plans to bolster these programs 
with two programs of its own. On 
November 3, it will air "The Quiet 
Place," an original screenplay on 
adolescent drug abuse, and a statewide 
wrap up on the local activities on 
November 12. For Berdine, "The 
Chemical People is a unique media 
outreach concept designed to combine 
the impact of television with the power 
of community action." 

The Kentucky War on Drugs is respon­
sible for the establishment of 15 regional 
task forces through the assistance of the 
state's area development district of­
fices. These task forces, in turn, are 
responsible for the development of ap­
proximately two hundred town meetings 
planned throughout the commonwealth. 
(Several thousand similar gatherings 
are expected across the nation.) Each 
town meeting will facilitate the viewing 
and discussion of "The Chemical Peo­
ple" broadcasts. Eventually, these com­
munity task forces will become the local 
centers of a statewide coalition concern­
ed about drugs and alcohol abuse 
prevention. 

"A major function of KWOD," states 
Berdine, "will be the establishment of 
a statewide information resources 
system (SIRS) to serve as a free infor­
mation clearing house for the state." 
The system will incorporate a micro­
computer storage and retrieval system 
of efficient operation. There currently is 
no such information service available to 
Kentuckians on either a regional or 
statewide basis. 

The components of "SIPS" will in­
clude a 24 hours information line with a 
toll-free 800 number. A directory of ser­
vices to specify all alchol and drug ser­
vices within the state. And a speaker's 
bureau. "The Information Line," em­
phasizes Dr. Berdine, ''is not a 'Crisis 
Line' or 'Hot Line' but will direct such 
calls to the appropriate available ser­
vice. Additionally, educational cur­
ricula, media and other resources will 
be identified for validation and distribu­
tion throughout the commonwealth." 

A statewide volunteer speaker's 
bureau is currently being organized 
through the assistance of the Kentucky 
Office of Volunteer Services. Volunteers 
from around the state will be trained to 
deliver accurate, up-to-date information 
on drug and alcohol abuse. The 
speaker's bureau will operate a system 
of two person teams-on adult and one 
school age youth. Eventually, each of 
the state's 120 counties will have a 
speaker's team which will be opera­
tional by January, 1984. 

The KWOD has finalized affiliation 
agreements with Region 48C Lion's 
Clubs, the Kentucky Pharmacists' 
Association, and the Kentucky Beer 
Wholesalers' Association. The Kentucky 
Pharmacists' corporate affiliate, 
McNeil Pharmaceutical Corporation 
will provide a speakers training pro­
gram titled Pharmacists Against Drug 
Abuse and the training for its use. The 
Kentucky Beer Wholesalers' Association 
will provide a school based curriculum 
titled Preventing Alcohol Abuse. It is 
planned to implement this curriculum in 
6 to 8 elementary and junior high schools 
during the 1983/84 school year. 

"Key to a strong program is a strong 
staff," concludes Berdine. In August, 
Elizabeth Rose, i'ormerly of the Blue 
Grass Association for Retarded Citizens, 
was hired as directors of training. She 
was once a staff member of the Wash­
ington Area council on Alcholism and 
Drug Abuse, <Washington, D.C.l, Robin 
Morride, a specialist on the interrela­
tionship of alcohol/drug problems and 
the criminal justice system serves as 
special consultant. 

On loan from state government is Mrs. 
Norma Johnson, executive director of 
Kentucky Office of Volunteers with 
more than sixteen years of professional 
experience. Mrs. Johnson is currently 
developing the speaker's bureau for the 
Kentucky War on Drugs. Charles Wall­
ner, most recently director of communi­
ty relations and marketing for chapter 
ridge Hospital, serves as director of 
public information. His specialty is com­
munity relations in the area of 
alcoholism prevention. 

Berdine, an associate professor in the 
Department of Special Education at the 
University of Kentucky with a reputa­
tion as a "No Nonsense" educator 
perceives: "The talent which these in­
dividuals bring to the Kentucky War on 
Drugs makes it one of the strongest pro­
fessional organizations in preventive 
health education in the state."

Army Vet to Walk 525 
Miles to Protest Denial 
Of Disability Rights 

If you can walk to Detroit from Pike 
county, you must be in superb physical 
condition? Right? · 

Wrong. A Vietnam veteran is walking 
those 525 hard miles to prove a point, 
that is, the U.S. government is denying 
an Eastern Kentucky native of his 
disability benefits. 

The strong individual is Charles 
Tackett, a Vietnam veteran, whose 
lanky 6-foot-5, 200 pound frame will eat 
up the miles more quickly than the 
average man. The Virgie resident of 
Pike county is walking up U.S. 23 to the 
Veterans Administration headquarters 
in Detroit. 

Sheriff Bill Deskins has worried about 
Tackett's 525 mile jaunt. He has been 
afraid that more than one will take 
Tackett as a trouble maker. To head off 
such difficulties, Deskins wrote a letter 
introducing Tackett as a man of good 
character with no criminal record and 
a Vietnam veteran. 

"Mr. Tackett is on a March for Viet­
nam War veterans," Deskins wrote in 
his letter. 

The irony of Tackett's quest has not 
escaped the notice of the Disabled 
American Veterans chapter, Tackett 
said. 

"They said, what was I trying to do, 
makes a joke out of the organization." 
Tackett said, lighting a cigarette. "They 
said I was defeating my purpose; that 
if I could walk 500 miles, I was all right." 

But, the Vietnam veteran is taking 
quite a chance. He has suffered a heart 
attack. "I've had a heart attack and in 
a couple of instances, I've had nervous 
breakdowns," he said. 

He has scant attire for a physical 
endeavor of this type. But, as his journey 
~gan, passerbyers who recognized him 
have made modest contributions in 
recognition of his solo walk. 

Tackett expects the trip to take about 
25 days- through Allen, Prestonsburg, 
Paintsville, Louisa, Ashland, Columbus, 
Ohio and on.

Nancy Hall, R.t..;., outpatient surgical coordinator, shares in the fun with 
Shannon White and his mother, Connie, of Salyersville. They enjoy the gifts 
given to all pediatric patients by the women's auxiliary in the new one-day­
surgery service area at Highlands Regional. 

In a cheerfully decorated room, five-year-old Shannon White, of Salyersville, 
rocks ir, his mother's a~ms before his surgery begins. His hernia operation 
goes well and he !s quickly reunited with his family. A few hours later, they 
all return home . 

Shannon's experience with the new one-day-surgery service at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center is typical of nearly 200 patients per month who benefit 
from this service. " My son received very good care here," said his mom, Con­
nie White. "I'm really glad Shannon doesn't have to spend the night in the 
hospital " 

The Highlands Regional one-day-suq~ery service has many advantages for 
patients. Lower cost is an important plus, according to Nancy Hall, R.N., out­
patient surgical coordinator. Many less serious surgeries can be performed 
safely as a one-day procedure for a savings of up to 50%. Some insurance com­
panies will now only pay on an outpatient surgery basis for specific cases, 
she noted. 

In addition to cost reduction, there are other good reasons for choosing one 
day surgery. Patients can stay with their famijlies in comfortable surroun­
dmgs before surgery and after a brief stay in the recovery room, they are 
brought back to the one-day-surgery service area. Patients remain here with 
loved ones until they are "street worthy." That means they rest, eat, drink 
and watch TV under the constant supervision of a registered nurse until they 
are ready to return home. 

Follow up care after the patients leaves the hospital is an important part 
of the program. The nurse from one-day-surgery calls every patient the day 
after their operation to check their condition and answer questions. 

"We just try to make our patients' hospital experience as pleasant as possi­
ble," said Mrs. Hall. "We encourage patients to ask their physicians if need­
ed surgery can be done safely on an outpatient basis."

Voice Commanded Computers 
Are Now Being Researched 

According to recent surveys, the 
homes of year 2000 will routinely have 
computers. Homes will be regulated by 
computers . Robots will perform 
repetitive household chores, freeing both 
husband and wife for more interesting 
activities. One of the most important ad­
vances will be the perfection of verbal 
programming. This will be implemented 
on the perfection of the fifth generation 
of computers.

Kentucky's local unemployment pic­
ture continued to parallel the state 
jobless scene in September as 92 coun­
ties reported lower jobless rates than in 
August, and more than half of the state's 
120 counties now have an unemployment 
rate below 10.0 percent. 

The county-by-county report, releas­
ed Monday by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources, included 24 counties with 
higher jobless rates in September, while 
rates in four counties were unchanged. 
Rates ranged from a low of 3.4 percent 
in Woodford county to a statewide high 
of 27.9 percent in Letcher. Carroll, 
Fayette and Scott counties had jobless 
rates below 5.0 percent. 

In the five-county Big Sandy Area 
Development District Floyd county's 
18.6 percent was highest; Martin coun­
ty's 10 percent the lowest. 

State labor market analyst Ed 
Blackwell said, ''In August we had lower 
rates in 95 counties, so the improveme:1t 
in September in 92 counties indicates a 
continued broad-based economic 
recovery throughout the Com­
monwealth. And the number of counties 
with figures below 10.0 percent has risen 
from 42 in July to 62 in September. As 
a state, Kentucky should finally drop 
below the 10.0 percent unemployment 
rate when we tabulate the October 
figures in a couple of weeks." 

The local employment improvement 
in September reflected a statewide drop 
in the rate from 10.6 percent in August 
to 10.0 percent. Nationally the jobless 
rate for September was 8.8 percent as 
opposed to 9.2 percent in August. Ken­
tucky's total employment for the month 
rose by 13,300. "State and local educa­
tion employment led the way with an in­
crease of 19,600 as schools were back in 
session. Manufacturing employment in­
creased by 1,600 over August, and 
bituminous coal mining added another 
600 jobs. These improvements offset 
employment declines of 1,700 in trade, 
900 in services and 400 in Kentucky's 
construction industries during 
September," said Blackwell.

UK Basket Coach 
Faces Crucial Year

in satisfying these stellar players' needs 
for playing time. On the back line, the

The front court has several Mr. Ken­
tucky and Mr. Indiana players . This is 
the year Joe Hall will prove whether or 
not he has the coaching "glue" to stick 
together one of the most talented teams 

, ever assembled. 

With Kentucky's small game and 
furbearer seasons set to open Nov. 17 
(the traditional third Thursday of 
November), now is a good time to 
review some of the hunting rules and 
regulations you may have forgotten 
since last year. 

If you use a pump or auto-loading 
shotgun, check its magazine before you 
set out opening day-especially if you 
used the gun during the deer season. The 
law requires that shotguns used to hunt 
all game except deer be plugged to hold 
no more than three shells total (one in 
the chamber and two in the magazine). 

So check to make sure that the "plug" 
which limits the capacity of the 
magazine is in place. Hunting with an 
·unplugged gun is a common violation 
and in many cases an unintentional 
one-the hunter' t6ok the plug out during 
deer season and forgot to· replace it, or 
he loaned the gun to a buddy, who 
removed the plug for him. 

If you haven't already bought your 
1983 hunting license, don't forget to pro­
cure this important little piece of paper 
before you hunt. The only people who 
don't need licenses are landowners or 
tenants, their spouses and their depen­
dent children when they are hunting on 
land which they own or rent. Tenants 
must actually live upon the land, and 
both tenants and landowners must be 
Kentucky residents. 

Kentucky residents who are 65 years 
of age or older don't need a license, but 
they should get a free card from their 
county court clerk which attests to their 
age and residency status. Servicemen on 
furlough of more than three days don't 
need a license to hunt in the county of 
their legal residence before joining the 
service. but they must carry proper 

identification and papers showing their 
leave status. 

While youngsters under 16 may fish 
without a license, they must have a 
junior hunting license before hunting. 
Anyone who is exempt from licensing re­
quirements is not required t_9 purchas 
a deer or turkey tag._ Free Beer tags are 
available from conservation officers or 
county court clerks and these should be 
obtained before hunting, since they con­
tain a carcass tag for the deer, a check 
station stub and a taxidermy tag. 

Remember the daily and possession 
limits for the game you're hunting. 
Possession limits apply to transporting 
game after two or more days of hunting. 
These limits are : Squirrel, six and 1 
quail, eight and 16, rabbits, four an 
eight and grouse, four and eight. There 
were no limits on furbearers (mink, 
muskrat, beaver, opossum, red fox, 
weasel, skunk and raccoon) except a 
daily limit of one per hunter or three per 
party of three or more hunters on 
raccoon. 

Hand or mouth operated cells may be 
used on unprotected species, furbearers, 
upland game birds, small game, water­
fowl and turkey. Amplified or record 
calls may be used only to take gray fo , 
groundhog, coyote, crow or other un­
protected species. No calls of any kind 
may be used after one-half hour after 
sunset. "Rattling" antlers to attract 
deer is permitted. 

Finally, remember that all hawks, 
owls, eagles and other birds of prey are 
protected by both state and federal laws 
and may not be taken at any time.

Conservation News 
Woodland covers 80 percent of Floyd 

county. These forests are an importan~ 
source of timber, wildlife habitat, clean 
water, and a good setting 'for recrea­
tional activities. This unique resource 
has its special problems and oppor­
tunities for Floyd county's woodland 
owners. Many find it difficult to invest 
time and money in the proper manage­
ment and care of their woodlands for a 
variety of reasons including long t~rm : 
investment, lack of labor, lack of 
capital, lack of markets, etc. The end 
result is that woodland receives less at­
tention than it deserves. 

The Floyd County Conservation 
District would like to work with local 
woodland owners in planning for the 
management of their timber stands. The 
county Soil Conservationist, Clark 
Allison, can show land owners how to in­
crease yields for young tree stands by 
at least 25 percent over unmanaged 
stands. Clark recommends manage­
ment of woodlands with thinnings on im­
mature stands to harvest trees that 
would otherwise die and rot. 

Thinning concentrates tree growth on 
fewer but better quality and more desir­
able species. This means trees can be 
grown to larger diameters in less time, 
thus producing a higher quality product 
in a shorter period of time. The younger 
a hardwood stand when thinning is 
begun, the greater the yield increase for 
a given period. When thinnings begin at 
age 10, the yield increase in cubic feet 
and cordwood volume can be more than 
50 percent greater than when thinning 
began at age 6Q. 

Woodland owners that have 10 acres 
or more in a timber stand that needs 
thinning can qualify for cost sharing 
through ASCS. Floyd County woodland 
owners are invited to call the local Con­
servation District Office at 886-3128 or 
ASCS at 886-2802.

Do Fish Drink Water? 
This fish may look thirsty, but do fish 

really drink water? It depends on where 
they live. Freshwater fish don't have to 
drink-more than enough water soaks in 
through their gills and skin. They have 
no control over how much water comes 
in, so they must get rid of the extra 
water by urinating often. 

Saltwater fish have just the opposite 
problem- too much water soaks out of 
their bodies and into the salty ocean 
around them. They must drink large 
amounts of water to keep from shrivel­
ing up. The salt that comes in with the 
water they drink goes out with their 
droppings or ,is forced out through 
special cells in their gills. They almost 
never have to urinate.

Tax Policy Seminar 
To Attract Experts 
From Around Nation 

Property tax limitation, taxation of 
unmined minerals, severance and in­
come taxes will be discussed during the 
Kentucky Tax Policy Conference 
scheduled at the University of Kentucky, 
Nov. 18-19. 

The conference will meet Nov. 18 in 
tne Recital Hall of the UK Center for the 
Arts on Rose Street and on Nov. 19 at the 
Second Presbyterian Church, 460 E. 
Main Street. It is designed to bring 
together political economists, govern­
ment experts, citizen activists and other 
concerned citizens to examine and 
discuss tax policy. 

Each of the areas of tax policy will 
feature a main speaker and two 
discussants from Kentucky or the Ap­
palachian region. The speakers include 
Tom Power, chairman of the Universi­
ty of Montana economics department; 
Bill Schweke, director of the Corporation 
for Enterprise Development, 
Washington, D.C.; Steven D. Gold, 
research analyst of the National Con­
ference of State Legislatures; and Dean 
C. Tipps, executive director of Citizens 
for Tax Justice. 

Keynote addresses on "The Politics of 
State Taxation and Economic Develop­
ment" will be given at 8 p.m. Nov. 18 in 
the Recital Hall by Dr. Sandra Kanter, 
economist and dean at the Uhiversity of 
Massachusetts at Boston and member 
of the Multi-State Tax Commission, and

All the 8th and 9th grade students in 
Floyd county, and thorughout Kentucky, 
will soon be receiving through their 
school's counseling office a brochure 
from the Kentucky Council on Higher 
Education that explains the new Ken­
tucky Pre-College Curriculum now 
available at Kentucky's high schools. 

The Pre-College Curriculum will be a 
minimum requirement for admission 
for students who want to enter one of 
Kentucky's public universities beginn­
ing in the fall of 1987. To make sure that 
every student who will be affected by 
this new requirement understands it, the 
Council on Higher Education is pro­
viding copies of a brochure on "Ken­
tucky's Pre-College Curriculum," and 
has mailed them to over 1,000 middle 
school and high school counseling offices 
for distribution. 

The Pre-College Curriculum brochure 
explains to the students and their 
parents the value of the Curriculum as 
'a preparation for success in college after 
high schoo nd tells why the Council on 
Higher Educa ecided to adopt such 
a course of study as a tftiill.!num require­
ment for admission to Kent~ublic 
universities. (The requirement doe~ not 
apply to students applying for admission 
to Kentucky's public community 
colleges.) 

A special feature of the brochure is a 
planning schedule card for the entire 
four years of high school, which the 
students can fill out in cooperation with 
their counselors. The schedule gives the 
students an overview of the 11 courses 
that are required as well as the main 
areas from which they are encouraged 
to select 9 elective units. 

Kentucky's Pre-College Curriculum 
brochure also includes a message from 
Harry M. Snyder, executive director of 
the Kentucky Council on Higher Educa­
tion, addressed to students, counselors, 
and parents. Snyder stresses the essen­
tial importance of the Pre-College Cur­
riculum in Kentucky's commitment to 
upgrade its educational program for all 
its citizens and prepare its college-bound 
students for success in their higher 
education career, at whatever college or 
university they choose. 

The Pre-College Curriculum brochure 
was developed as a standard program 
planning document for counselors 
statewide, according to Snyder. "The 
guidance counselors play a major role 
in helping eighth and ninth graders 
shape their plans for the future," he 
said. "The counseling these students 
receive now can have a significant im­
pact upon the quality of their prepara­
tion for a productive future." 

Snyder also noted that the Pre-College 
Curriculum is the minimum entrance 
requirement to the public universities, 
and some of the universities may re­
quire an even stronger academic 
preparation.

Area Children Benefit 
From Dyslexia Program 
At Settlement School 

For 13 weeks this fall 57 children from 
Knott, Floyd, Letcher and Perry coun­
ties are spending one evening a week 
after school, receiving extra tutoring in 
reading. All of these children have been 
diagnosed as being dyslexic-that is, 
normal children with an average or 
superior intelligence and yet they are 
reading below their grade level. In the 
public schools they are given the same 
instruction as every other chilod and 
often excel in certain areas but when it 
comes to reading they fall far behind. 

When these children are given 
specialized, one-on-one tutoring their 
reading skills can be brought up to grade 
level and often above. This is what the 
Hindman Settlement School tutorial pr<r 
gram offers. Over the last three years, 
more than 150 children have benefited 
from participation in this program that 
originated in Hindman. Now, there are 
also programs in Jenkins and Hazard. 
One student began in the program 
reading almost two years below her 
grade level. After three years of par­
ticipation in the program, including two 
summer schools, she has gained six 
years in reading ability and is now 
reading almost a year above her grade 
level. 

At the end of this month, screenings 
that test a child for dyslexia will be held 
in Hindman. This is the first step in 
enrolling a new child in one of the 
programs.

The 
spring program will begin in mid­
February 1984. A child must be screen­
ed before enrolling.

they will prepare properly for the 
specific university they want to attend. 

"The hope for a new day for higher 
education in Kel1'f:'ucky," Snyder said, 
"lies in la~;ge measure with the success 
of curriculum-strengthening programs 
such as the Pre-College Curriculum. 
And the success of this program is in the 
hands of the middle school and high 
school counselors. We must all do 
everything possible to help them 
prepare our young Kentuckians to make 
the right choices." 

The Pre-College Curriculum was 
developed under the auspices of the 
Council on Higher Educaton, which has 
the responsibility under Kentucky law 
for establishing the minimum admission 
requirements for Kentucky's public in­
stitutions of higher education, which in­
clude eight universities and 13 communi­
ty colleges. Representatives of higher 
education, secondary education, and the 
general public took part in its formula­
tion, as well as in its review in a series 
of regional forums held throughout Ken­
tucky before it was established in its 
final form by the Council earlier this 
year, according to Snyder. The Pre­
College Curriculum has been commend­
ed by the Council of Independent Ken­
tucky Colleges and Universities, the 
Kentucky Association of School Ad­
ministrators, and numerous other 
groups. 

The Pre-College Curriculum will be 
required for students applying to Ken­
tucky's public universities beginning in 
the fall of 1987. It requires 20 units of 
academic courses in the four years of 
high school, and includes 4 units of 
English; 3 units of mathematics, to in­
Cl\lde algebra I or algebra II, geometry 
and an additional course; 2 units of 
science, to include biology I or 
chemistry I or physics I, and an addi­
tional course; and 2 units of social 
studies, to include world civilization and 
U.S. history. It also recommends that 
elective courses be selected from the 
arts, foreign language, computer 
literacy, and additional courses in 
science and mathematics.

The development of commumty 
awareness in regard to the problems of 
substance abuse and possible solutions 
is a major goal of the Kentucky War on 
Drugs. One of the initial community 
education efforts of the Kentucky War 
on Drugs is a joint project with the Ken­
tucky Educational Television network 
<KETl and WQED, entjtled, "The 
Chemical People". The Kentucky War 
on Drugs and KET will be cosponsoring 
the Kentucky programming of this na- · 
tiona! PBS event. 

The Chemical People is a unique 
outreach project designed to combine 
the impact of television with the power 
of community action. In an effort to con­
front the problem of school-age drug 
abuse in communities across the nation, 
two one-hour PBS network broadcasts 
will be presented on November 2 and 9, 
1983. In conJunctiOn with the first broad 
cast, concerned citizens and parents will 
gather with their neighbors in town 
meetings to watch the program, discuss 
their community's problems with 
substance abuse, and discuss possible 
solutions.

A most distinctive aspect of The 
Chemical People is that it seeks to com­
bat a national problem but at the local 
level. Without question, each communi­
ty can best identify its substance abuse 
problems and the potential resources 
available to fight back. When parents 
and other key elements of a communi­
ty organize into special task forces, they 
can effectively deal with a problem. The 
entire Chemical People project is bas­
ed upon this premise, in recognition of 
the fact that such a widespread crisis 
calls for action on the grassroots level. 
A major motivation for each of us is the 
negative impact of chemicals on our 
young people. This has been 
demonstrated not only in Western Penn­
sylvania, but also in 3,000 other com­
munities across the nation. 

The Chemical People invites everyone 
to become involved, therefore, the pro­
ject will advocate no single school of 
thought regarding drugs and will en­
dorse no one group's philosophies. 
Everyone devoted to dealing with the 
drug and alcohol abuse problem that 
confronts our young people is welcome. 

Already thirty national divergent ser­
vice and proff!Ssional organizations have 
voiced support for The Chemical People, 
clearly demonstrating that this is a 
rallying point welcomed by and ap­
plicable for all.

State Human Resources Report Says

The Cabinet for Human Resources is 

one of five agencies selected by the U.S. 
Consumer Product Safety Commission 
to conduct a national campaign to clear 
unsafe toys from retail shelves. 

The Cabinet's Radiation and Product 
Safety Branch will inspect selected 
stores during November to find toys that 
do not comply with federal safety stan­
dards. The objective, says Dr. David T. 
Allen, commissioner of the cabinet's 
Department for Health Services, is to 
get those toys off the market before they 
can cause harm to children. 

"It is especially tragic when a toy 
bought to amuse a child causes serious 
injury instead," said Allen. "Each year, 
hospital emergency rooms across the 
nation report more than 130,000 toy­
related injuries requiring medical atten­
tion. In Kentucky, almost 1,200 emergen­
cy room visits were linked to toy-related 
accidents in 1982. This national cam­
paign sets out to reduce those 
statistics." 

Inspectors will survey approximate­
ly 140 stores in as many as 80 Kentucky 
counties. Branch manager Edsel 
Moore, formerly of Floyd county, said 
the stores were chosen to provide a 
cross-section of the toys available to the 
public. 

"We will be checking discount stores, 
toy specialty shops, department stores, 
hardware and drug stores," said Moore. 
"We have chosen outlets that will give 
us an accurate sampling of the toys most 
people will see when they do their 
Christmas shopping." 

Particular attention will be given to 
high-volume stores and retail outlets 
that sell imported toys. Moore said most 
of the toys found to be out of compliance 
with federal safety standards have been 

Another Quality Book 
By John Ed Pearce, 
Concensus of Critics 

Another book by a Kentucky 
newspaperman will appear on the 
shelves of state bookstores next month. 
John Ed Pearce, magazine writer and 
columnist for the Louisville Courier­
Journal, is the author of "Seasons," a 
collection of his columns that appeared 
over the past five years in the Courier­
Journal Sunday magazine. 

"I've thought for a long time that the 
columns should be put into a book,'' says 
Magazine Editor James S. Pope, Jr. 
"Response to the column has been im­
pressive. We always receive requests 
for copies of the column, especially the 
nostalgic and humorous ones, and I 
think the book will be well received by 
Kentucky readers. It's the most popular 
ea ture we have ever had in the 

magazine, and one of the most popular 
in the entire paper." 

Pearce, joined The Courier-Journal in 
1946, and was a reporter, editorial writer 
and feature writer before beginning a 
regular magazine column. 

"Actually, I've been writing these 
things, bits of commentary, for a dozen 
years," he says. "Sort of as fillers. But 
they always got a little mail, a little 
reader response, so four or five years 
ago we decided to make it a regular 
thing." 

"I think we were all a little surprised 
at the reader response," he adds. "It 
was very strange for me, after all these 
years, suddenly to start getting stacks 
of mail and requests for copies, and to 
be stopped on the street by people who 
recognized me because of my picture 
that runs alongside the column. It was 
pleasant, but it was sort of unsettling, 
too." 

Pearce says that he selected the col­
umns for inclusion in the book on the 
basis of reader,response.

imports, although a number of domestic 
toys have been recalled as well. 

"We will be field testing and 
evaluating features that cause the ma­
jority of toy-related injuries," said 
Moore. "We will check toys for sharp 
edges and points, protruding wires, 
small parts that can be swallowed or 
lodge in a child's throat, and painted sur­
faces with more than the allowable limit 
of lead." 

The survey also will include checks of 
rattles and pacifiers and spot checks on 
cribs, playpens, strollers, gym sets and 
other items designed for babies and 
children. 

In addition to checking new products, 
inspectors will be watching for previous­
ly recalled toys that have been put back 
on the shelves without necessary 
modifications. 

When a toy fails the standard testing 
at a store, inspectors can order im­
mediate quarantine of that toy. When 
necessary, more complete testing is 
done at the Department for Health Ser­
vices in Frankfort.

By this time next year, 
spinal cord injuries-· broken necks and 
.backs-will have accounted for an addi­
tional 10,000 cases of paralysis. Most of 
these cases will occur, as they do t:very 
year, among young people between the 
ages of 15 and 24. Young men will be 
hardest hit. On the average, they'll te 
just 19 when they sustain their disabling 
injuries.

Automobile accidents on our highways 
account for almost half of all spinal cord 
injuries. Dives into shallow water, falls 
(particularly from heights) and assaults 
with guns and knives add to the toll. 
Spinal cord injuries have become a very • 
serious problem among young people. 
Compounding the tragedy is the fact that 
in many cases a measure of caution and 
common sense could have prevented the 
injury. 

Accidents will happen, yes, but a great 
many paralyzing injuries can be 
prevented. The grim reality of alcohol­
related traffic accidents should be a 
primary concern of every parent, every 
citizen in the community. Seat belts and 
infant seats are available routinely. We 
should use them and insist that our 
children use them. A recognized driver's 
education program should be a must for 
teenagers. 

We should insist, too, that family 
members who ride motorcycles and 
bicycles wear helmets, to protect 
against injuries to the head and neck. 
Diving accidents can be avoided by 
heeding the simple warning, "Know the 
depth before you dive." 

If, despite all precautions, your 
teenager or someone else does suffer a 
possible spinal cord injury, make sure 
that he or she receives proper medical 
care immediately. For starters, don't 
move the victim-not even a little bit­
until a spinal cord injury has been rul­
ed out by a medical professional. What 
begins as a fracture can become a 
paralyzing injury if the person is mov­
ed or is permitted to move. Transport of 
a suspected spinal cord injury to the 
hospital must be made by experts, after 
proper immobilizing procedures have 
been taken. Lifting, or straightening 
legs, or even putting a pillow under so­
meone's head could prove to be 
disastrous. 

If the injury does cause paralysis­
loss of sensation of muscle control, or 
both-there should be no delay in 
transporting the injured person to a 
regional trauma center or to a hospital 
with a trauma unit. Spinal cord injury 
is a demanding, often confusing and 
very complicated problem, one that, we 
now know, requires the combined skills 
of a multi-disciplinary team, headed by 
a physician who specializes in spinal 
cord injury. There are regional trauma 
centers, or spinal cord injury centers, 
across the country. Do you know the 
location of the center nearest you? If not, 
it's a good idea to find out where it is, 
in case you or someone you know does 
sustain a spinal cord injury. 

Extraordinary progress in the treat­
ment of new spinal cord injuries offers 
promise, today, that the paralyzing pro­
cess can be stopped or reversed. For ex­
isting paralysis, experiments using elec­
trical stimulation of muscles, computer­
controlled muscle activity, nerve trans­
plants into the spinal cord and bridges 
over the injury all offer hope-lots of it. 

The best way to deal with spinal cord 
injury, however, is to prevent it. Each 
of us has a responsibility, to ourselves 
and to others, to observe all safety 
measures, to avoid all hazards and to in­
struct our children to be every bit as 
cautious. Above all, we must make sure 
that young people grasp the fundamen­
tal truth that the cost of driving-or 
diving-carelessly can be very high. 
Spinal cord injury happens in a mo­
ment; paralysis may be forever. There 
simply is no substitute for preventing a 
spinal cord injury before it can occur.

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~ummer Drought Leaves 
Kentucky Farmer in $ Fix 

This summer's drought, which cost 
the nation's agricultural industry $7 
btllion, has left many Kentucky farmers 
in a credit squeeze. 

But some farmers may have a wind­
fall profit after all their crops are sold, 
.according to Dr. James Martin, 
associate professor of agriculture at 
Morehead State University. 

"It's going to be a mix~d bag for the 
year," Dr. Martin says. "Those farmers 
who chose to participate in the PIK 
(payment-in-kind) program will do well, 
while those who didn't have the oppor­
tunity or didn't want to get in PIK will 
suffer a loss.' ' 

PIK, a U.S. Department of 
Agriculture program, allows farmers to 
set aside a portion of their cropland and, 
in return, receive surpl1,1S grain from the 
USDA. Kentucky farmers receive corn, 
which they can sell at current market 
prices. 

"Crop yields are down because of the 
drought and, consequently, corn prices 
have gone up considerably," explains 
Dr. Martin, adding that "this explains 
the unexpected profit." 

In addition to those who grew corn but 
did not participate in PIK, farmers who 
raised soybeans-not included in PIK­
and beef cattle are being hit hard at 
marketing time. 

"The pastures have dried up, and hay 
prices have risen to $130 a ton," Dr. Mar­
tin says. ''Those who cannot afford to 
feed their cattle through the winter are 
selling at extremely low prices." 

But those who can winter the cattle 
and sell in the spring, when prices will 
again rise because of a shortage, will get 
a windfall profit. 

"Farmers who are heavily in debt will 
be hurt the worst by this drought," says 
Dr. Martin. "But they may not feel the 
crunch until next year, because lending 
agencies will usually carry farmers for 
a year. The real crunch will come if next 
year is bad, too." 

This year's tobacco crop is in critical 
condition, according to Dr. Martin. 
, "Small family farms that depend on 
tobacco for an income are hurt pretty 
bad," comments Dr. Martin. "But most 
of these farms are small, self-sufficiency 
operations without a lot of equipment 
and debt, so they won't be forced out of 
business." 

In addition, a lot of Kentucky's 
farmers have off-farm jobs, and "as 
long as their job holds up, they will do 
pretty good," Dr. Martin says. 

To cope with this year's drought and 
the resulting low yields, Dr. Martin ad­
vises farmers with significant debts to 
reorganize these debts and strengthen 
their ability to repay the loans. 

"This can be done by refinancing for 
a longer time with smaller payments 
that you can afford to pay," explains Dr. 
Martin. "Or you could put more debt 
against your property, and instead of 
owning 50 percent equity, go to 40 per­
cent equity." 

Small farmers can replace a crop 
which has been doing poorly-tobacco, 
for instance-with another crop such as 
peppers, Dr. Martin comments. Another 
alternative is to sell firewood or timber. 

"Land that is not being used should be 
put into trees," advises Dr. Martin. "If 
you have piece of land that won't grow 
anything but pines, plant pines. "When 
the next drought comes, they may be big 
enough to sell as Christmas trees. The 
main thing is to not rely on just one 
crop." 

Although small farms are worth quite 
a bit of money, farmers may have to find 
off-farm employment or diversify to 
make ends meet, says Dr. Martin.

*EPILEPSY IS NOT A DISEASE 
AND IS NOT CONTAGIOUS. It is a 
disorder of the brain caused by a tem­
porary generation of excess elec­
trochemical energy inside brain cells. 

*There is no single cause of epilepsy. 
Epilepsy can be caused by a number of 
events, such as birth trauma or severe 
head injury, or can arise without being 
triggered by any event. 

"More than two million Americans 
have epilepsy, with about 100,000 new 
cases developing each year, mostly 
among the children. 

*Children can have non-convulsive 
epilepsy tha t can include frequent 
episodes of inattention when they seem 
out of touch, episodes in which eyelids 
flutter, the child is unresponsive and has 
a tendency to drop things or stare 
blankly. 

*Epilepsy is an episodic disability. For 
most people with the disorder, seizures 
are brief and infrequent. Between 
seizures, most people with epilepsy are 
perfectly normal and healthy. 

*There are different kinds of epilepsy, 
ranging from convulsive seizures to 
brief periods where the person loses con­
~dousness and appears to daydream. 

*For the vast majority of people with 
epilepsy, medication can control their 
seizures. 

*Because most people with epilepsy 
can control their seizures with medica­
tion, it is people's reaction to epilepsy­
not epilepsy itself- which causes the 
disability. 

To render help to an epilepsy victim, 
a person can do the following : 

*Stay calm and do not try to restrain 
movements of the victim. 

*Move sharp objects out of the way. 
Try to move the person only if there is 
dangerous object nearby that cannot 
itself be moved. 

*Turn the person gently. on the side 
and place a soft, fla t object, such as a 
folded jacket, under the head. 

*Do not splash water or otherwise try 
to revive t he person. Let the seizure run 
its course. 

*Artificia l respiration is not 
necessary, except in the unlikely event 
that breathing does not start again when 
the seizure ends. A brief suspension of 
breathing is normal during a seizure.

tacid, magnesium hydroxide is long-lasting but slow to 
take effect.

Through increased federal funding, a 
$2 million Jobs Bill Grant and a 
streamlined administrative system, the 
Cabinet for Human Resources now pro­
vides nutritious foods to 10,000 more peo­
ple each month than it served a year 
ago. 

The cabinet's Special Supplemental 
Food Program for Women, Infants and 
Children <WICJ now sw-ves 60,000 eligi­
ble Kentuckians monthly. WIC, found­
ed by the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, supplies certain foods high 
in protein, iron and vitamins A and C to 
low-income pregnant women, new 
mothers, infants and children to age 5. 

Included in the 10,000 new clients, says 
Human Resources Secretary, Buddy 
Adams, are 3,000 who were on a waiting 
list this time last year. That list, he said, 
was the result of limited funds and an in­
efficient voucher and vendor reimburse­
ment system. 

"A 2 million allocation through the 
federal government's Jobs Bill gave our 
WIC program a big boost," said Adams. 
"In addition to that, USDA increased 
Kentucky's WIC budget from $22 million 
to $24 million. The new money plus a 
new automated voucher system allow­
ed us not only to extend service to the 
3,000 on the waiting list, but to serve an 
additional 7,000 women and young 
children who cannot afford the kinds of 
foods they need to avoid health 
problems." 

The new system provides participants 
a two-month supply of vouchers at one 
time. The vouchers are like checks and 
are redeemed at grocery stores for the 
specified foods. Grocers then deposit the 
vouchers directly into their bank ac­
counts for prompt reimbursement. 

Under the old system, reimbursement 
to grocers took up to 60 days. The new 
system, first tested in Kentucky last Oc­
tober in 18 counties, became effective 
state wide this month after the gradual 
phase-in of all counties. Adams said it 
is more efficient and may encourage 
more grocers to accept the WIC 
vouchers in their stoves. 

WIC foods (milk, eggs, cheese, juices 
high in Vitamin C, cereals high in iron, 
dried beans and peas, plus iron-fortified 
formula, cereals and juices for infants) 
are available to low income women, in­
fants and children who have health pro­
blems that can be improved through bet­
ter nutrition. Each applicant receives a 
basic health assessment so that a physi­
cian, nutritionist or nurse can make that 
determination. Eligible households are 
given vouchers to buy the specified 
foods. 

WIC programs representatives list 
three primary goals: to improve the out­
come of high-risk pregnancies; to 
decrease the incid,ence of anemia and 
poor development; and to improve the 
dietary habits of households receiving 
WIC benefits. Nutrition counseling can 
be as important as the food, says pro­
gram director Peggy Kidd. "This pro­
gram is aimed at prevention," said 
Kidd. "Through proper nutrition WIC 
prevents the kinds of problems that are 
costly or difficult to treat in the future.'' 

As are all federally-funded benefits, 
WIC services are offered on an equal­
opportunity basis, said Kidd. She advis­
ed people interested in applying for WIC 
benefits to contact their local or district 
health departments.

Housing Bond Issue 
To Be Discussed Friday 

Plans for a $20 million bond issue to 
provide lower cost home loans will be 
discussed Friday by directors of the 
Kentucky Housing Corp. 

The mortgages provided by the tax­
exempt bonds would carry interest rates 
of roughly 10 percent, estimated Robert 
Adams, an officer of the housing-finance 
agency. 

Interest rates could be brought lower 
by a decline in market rates or by an in­
vestment of KHC capital in the issue to 
cover some of its costs and repayments. 

If KHC's board approves the bond 
sale, the securities could be issued by 
mid-December and mortgage funds 
would be made available about the same 
time. 

The agency will meet at 10 a .m. at the 
Galt House.
