Not since last December, when 16 
cases were recorded, have the figures 
been so high.

Strict sanitary measures are in force 
in restroom and kitchen areas, school 
water supplies have been tested, and 
students in all grades have been in­

FFA Gives Go-Ahead 
To Big Sandy Airport 

Federal Aviation Administration of­
ficials gave the project the green light 
last Friday and construction of the Big 
Sandy Regional Airport could begin as 
early as next week. 

l''ears were expressed early last week 
that a question over coal rights could 
stall the project, but that issue was 
resolved on Wednesday, said Allan 
"Bud" Perry, chairman of the regional 
airport board 

The $4 million airport, to be built on 
a worked-out stripmine in Martin coun­
ty, could be operational by 1985, Perry 
said. Plans call for a 5000-foot runway, 
parallel taxiway, lights and navigational 
aids. The airport will be able to handle 
transport-sized aircraft. 

Site of the planned airport is a 150-acre 
tract off KY 3, near the intersection of 
!<'loyd. Johnson and Martin county lines. 

It was donated by Pocahontas­
Kentucky, a subsidiary of Norfolk and 
Southern Railroad. 

Island Creek Coal Co., a subsidiary of 
Occidental Petroleum, holds the lease 
for mineral rights to the property, 
however, and there was some question 
early last week whether Enoxy, a joint 
venture between Occidental and the 
Italian government, would agree to the 
project. 

The question prompted a front-page 
story in The Martin Countian, in which 
Editor Homer F . Marcum charged that 
the airport project had been "grounded 
by oil barons in Italy " Martin County 
Judge-Executive John Callaham was 
"furious" at the alleged reluctance of

Kennedy will be following a 
path trod by another brother, Robert, 
who visited Perry, Knott and Letcher 
counties in 1968. 

Organizers of the tour said Kennedy 
is scheduled to be met by Congressman 
Carl D. Perkins and Gov.

Brown, Jr. in Jenkins, where he will in­
spect that town's water system, around 
10 a.m. The party will then travel by the 
governor's helicopter to the Leonard 
Hall Bottom at the mouth of Little Mud, 
with arrival there expected around 11 
a.m. After visiting several needy 
families in the Mud Creek and Little 
Mud areas, the senator is scheduled to 
tour the Mud Creek Clinic at Grethel 
around 12:30. 

In the afternoon, he will conduct a 
three-hour forum at the Fleming-Neon 
Senior Citizens' Center.

Is Report Made 
To State Board 
In Frankfort 

Compared with the same period last 
year, the Floyd school district has spent 
only half as much this year on janitorial 
supplies and gasoline. Improvements 
made at McDowell High School are call­
ed "phenomenal." And a shakeup in the 
school transportation department should 
mean safe buses at less cost. 

Those were among the findings con­
tained in a generally positive report on 
Floyd schools prepared by a Kentucky 
Department of Education official and 
presented last week to the state Board 
of Education. 

There appears to be tighter control 
over textbooks, fewer non-educational 
activities are encroaching on class time, 
and class sizes have been brought within 
legal limits, investigators say. 

The report was commissioned by the 
state board, which adopted the recom­
mendations of a special investigative 
team in September and asked the team 
to monitor Floyd school officials' pro­
gress in implementing them. 

The investigative unit was originally 
sent here as a result of charges made by 
the Floyd County Citizens' Education 
Council in June. The council called for 
the dismissal of the Floyd Board of 
Education and of Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. 

Of the complaints listed by Lhe coun­
cil, maintenance problems persist at 
some schools and one school opened this 
year with a major textbook shortage, ac-

Unmined Minerals Tax 
Views Are Heard Here 

Kentucky should impose a tax on un­
mined minerals to fund local services, 
especially the schools, members of a 
government advisory commission were 
told repeatedly at a forum here yester­
day (Tuesday>. 

But a coal company representative 
said the industry could not afford 
another tax. And the advisory panel 
chairman suggested revising the ex­
isting coal severance tax rather than 

enacting a new levy. 
The Kentucky Unmined Minerals Tax 

Advisory Commission, appointed by 
Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. in the fall to 
study the question of taxing unmined 
deposits of coal, limestone and other 
minerals, held hearings at Prestonsburg 
Community College and later at 
Madisonville. 

If coal were taxed at the same rate as 
other property, the out-of-state land 
companies that own most of it would be 
forced to contribute to the support of 
schools here, said Bill Arms, of East 
Point, who was recently appointed by 
Floyd Schools Superintendent E .P. 
Grigsby, Jr. to serve on a committee 
studying ways of. raising school revenue.

By taking away their right to tax coal 
in the ground, the state legislature has 
taken from mountain people the right to 
improve their plight and to prepare for 
the day when the coal is gone, added 
Inez newspaper publisher Homer 
Marcum. 

Everett Akers, of Martin, a former 
state legislator, blasted coal companies 
which, he said, "take out all the money 
and leave us with bug dust, bad water 
and potholes." Benita Riley, an attorney 
with District 30, UMW A, expressed 
union support for an unmined minerals 
tax. And Grady Stumbo, Knott county 
physician and former Htiman Resources 
secretary, called the case in favor of 
such a levy "overwhelming." 

"When someone pays the same tax on 
a pickup as others with millions in 
mineral wealth, then you have an inequi­
ty," said Stumbo. While the general 
public is ready to redress that inequity, 
he feared that power brokers would still 
have enough clout to kill an unmined 
minerals tax bill in the legislature, 
Stumbo said. 

Revenue from an unmined minerals 
tax should not be used to fund current 
government operations but should be us­
ed to build up public services like water, 
sewage and health care and to create 
new jobs, Stumbo said. "We should be 
using coal to build a future," he said. 

Many of Tuesday's speakers address­
ed claims that a tax on unmined coal 
would be unworkable because of the dif­
ficulty in assessing its value. Coal tran­
sactions already are based on estimates 
of the seam's worth, said Marcum. And 
John Rosenberg, head of a legal services 
agency here, pointed out that coal com· 
panies submitted detailed records of 
their holdings in the years before the 
legislature all but eliminated the tax on 
unmined coal. 

Between making and losing money on 
coal there is a "very thin line," said Tom 
Owen, a Martiki Coal Co. represen­
tati\·e. Enactment of an unmined

MSU Prexy, 
Coach Resign 

Statmg that the time had come "to 
move to another chapter" in the institu­
tion's history, Morehead State Univer­
sity President Morris L. Norfleet an­
nounced here Saturday that he would not 
seek another term beyond June 30, 1984. 

The MSU Board of Regents im­
mediately appointed Norfleet to a new 
position of "chancellor of corporate rela­
tions" effective at the end of his 
presidency. 

Norfleet said of his decision to give up 
the office after nearly seven years as 
MSU's eighth president: 

''After many months of soul sear­
ching, I have reached the decision that 
I do not wish to have my contract ex­
tended ... This action is prompted total­
ly by me in consultation with my 
family." 

Board Chairman Jerry Howell, Sr., 
said the search for a new president 
would begin as soon as possible and 
would be national in scope. 

In a prepared statement, the Regents 
said of Norfleet: 

''The Board is deeply appr~iative of 
President Norfleet's courage and 
selflessness in reaching this decision. He 
had made substantial contributions to 
the University. The Board is unanimous 
in its commendation of President 
Norfleet for his dedication and service 
to the University." 

Norfleet said he had agreed to stay on 
the job until his successor is selected. 
The detailed job description for his new 
post will be developed by the Board's 
Executive Committee. 

Norfleet assumed the MSU presiden­
cy on Jan. 1, 1977. He earlier served as 
the University's acting president and 
vice president for research and develop­
ment. He joined MSU's administrative 
staff in 1962. 

In other action, the Regents accepted 
the resignation of Head Football Coach 
Steve Loney effective at the end of the 
season. Board Chairman Howell later 
commented that no further action would 
be taken by the University concerning 
financial irregularities in the football 
budget during Loney's tenure.

In general, 
however, investigators found signs of 
considerable progress over the past two 
months. 

Because of tighter management, the 
cost of janitorial supplies, which was 
running at $43,851 this time last year, 
has been held to $22,311, according to the 
report. Gasoline, on which the school 
district had already spent $34,513 last 
November, has cost $17,961 so far this 
year. And bus parts, on which $65,704 
was spent for the comparable period in 
1982-'83, have cost $44,961 this year. 

Further savings on gasoline are an­
ticipated after central storage tanks are 
installed ; with new maintenance pro­
grams now in effect, the school district 
should be able to operate with 
mechanically sound buses for the rest of 
this year, and transportation costs here 
should be reduced by $290,000 this year, 
the report said. 

Any savings will apparently oe need­
ed. In order to upgrade the bus fleet and 
reduce overloading, 12 new buses and 12 
good, used buses should be purchased 
for next year, said Ken Goldsmith, 
author of the report. 

Proper management of custodial staff 
at McDowell by Principal Gary Frazier 
' 'has truly brought about the most mark­
ed improvement," Goldsmith wrote. 
"For an old facility, the classrooms and 
corridors are extremely clean and well 
kept." 

The McDowell campus has been pav­
ed, a drainage system is planned, land­
scaping is under way, restrooms have 
been renovated, the cafeteria has been 
painted and the area sprayed for ver­
min. "The improvements made at this 
facility could be classified as 
phenomenal," Goldsmith observed. In­
dividual citizens and firms have con­
tributed to the landscaping project, he 
noted. 

Wheelwright High School is under a 
90-day order from the state fire marshal 
to rewire its electrical system and install 
new fire alarms and a fire extingushing 
system, the education official notes. In 
addition, all commodes must be replac­
ed and water pressure will need to be in­
creased, he said. 

Of nine deficiencies listed by the state 
fire marshal at Allen Elementary, only 
one has been remedied-an emergency 
lighting system was corrected­
according to the report. Restroom 
repairs are only partially complete and 
cleanliness "could be greatly improv­
ed," it says. 

Many of the grade school's problems 
will be resolved only by construction of 
a major addition and renovation of the 
existing plant, a remedy beyond the 
Floyd board's control at this time, the 
report acknowledges. 

While some school administrators and 
teachers are said to be tolerant of text­
book shortages, the state investigators 
generally found "a more positive at­
titude about the effort to impro~e the 
textbook program." 

A shortage of 400 books at Osborne 
Elementary was attributed to a decision 
by the principal and staff there to 
change the way books are distributed. 
As a result of the change, which the 
Floyd board adopted countywide last 
month, books are now assigned accor­
ding to grade rather than reading 
ability. 

Inspections of six grade and two high 
schools turned up no evidence of early 
dismissals; all were found to be pro­
viding six hours of instruction daily; and 
activities of questionable educational 
value-magic shows, juggling acts and 
the like- have been cancelled on instruc­
tions from the superintendent, the in­
spectors reported. 

The adoption by the board of a 
uniform code of student conduct "ap­
pears to be a step in the right direction,'' 
but students, parents and teachers need 
to be given copies and the code must be 
administered consistently, Goldsmith 
said. School officials here have agreed 
to distribute the code "when funds 
become available. " 

As of November 7, no class contained 
more than 35 students; many teachers 
are still teaching out of field, however. 
The board might adopt a stricter policy 
on the sale of junk food in the schools, 
the state report noted, but at least the 
pop and candy machines are not being 
operated until after lunch, it said. 

Goldsmith appears to accept Supt. 
Grigsby's explanation of why a special 
meeting of the Floyd board was held Oc­
tober 17 on short notice and with little 
advertisement. The meeting, called to 
alter the school tax rate, needed to be 
scheduled without delay for the benefit 
of county tax officials, Grigsby said. 

Under state law, notice of special 
meetings must be given to news media 
24 hours beforehand. The Times receiv­
ed no notice of the October 17 meeting. 
In general, however, the state in­
vestigators found Floyd school officials 
in compliance with open meetings and 
open records laws. 

After considering Goldsmith's report 
in executive session, the state board 
voted Tuesday to continue to monitor 
Floyd schools and asked for another 
report by its February 14 f!leeting.

After testing school and community 
water systems in the area, Gene Blair, 
an inspector with the state Division of 
Water Quality, reportedly issued a "boil­
ed water" notice for Weeksbury 
residents Friday. The level of chlorine 
in the Weeksbury system was said to be 
too low to ensure that bacteria were 
destroyed. 

Infectious hepatitis is thought to be 
caused by a hardy virus and is usually 
spread from person to person by close 
contact. It can also be spread through 
water, milk, or food that becomes con­
taminated by infected human wastes. 
Since the virus is not airborne, it cannot 
be transmitted among persons merely 
by their sharing the same room. 

Early symptoms appear from 10 to 50 
days-but most commonly from 30 to 35 
days-and resemble flu symptoms. In 
addition to fever , muscle pains, 
weakness, loss of appetite and nausea, 
jaundice-a yellowing of the skin and 
eyes-may also appear. 

The disease is usually mild, especial­
ly among infants and young children. 

No vaccine offers long-term immuni­
ty to hepatitis, although gamma 
globulin, which gives temporary protec­
tion, is frequently prescribed for those 
in close contact with a patient. Spread 
of the disease can be retarded if patients 
and people in contact with them main­
tain high standards of cleanliness, 
Compton pointed out. 

To check the spread of the disease, 
health officials say, eating utensils 
should be washed thoroughly in hot 
water. Bathrooms should be regularly 
cleaned and sterifized, and children 
should be instructed in washing their 
hands with soap and water after using 
the bathroom. 

Towels and toothbrushes should not be 
shared among members of the same 
household; disposable tissues should be 
used; and children should be warned 
against putting foreign objects, like pen­
cils and bobby pins, in their mouths. 

Students at the Melvin and Osborne 
schools have been warned against shar­
ing food, bottles of pop, or musical in­
struments; disposable paper cups are 
being used for drinking; and a chlorine 
solution is being used to sterilize kitchen 
and restroom areas there, it was said. 

Health officials also advise people on 
private wells to have their water 
periodically tested or treated. 

Health Department Administrator 
Compton said this week that in­
vestigators have so far been unable to 
pinpoint the source of the current out­
break here but that most cases have 
resulted from social contacts with 
members of "one or two families." 

"We are trying to educate people to 
take more precautions," he said.

Livestock Sales Show 
Has Latin Visitors 

Not too far from the crowds attending 
the livestock shows and sales of the an-
ual North American lnternational 

Livestock Exposition (NAILE), there is 
a spot where expo activities are being 
discussed in several different languages. 

It's the International Room, aptly 
named because it's become a center of 
operations for many of the foreign 
visitors to the NAILE. 

"The North American is the best and 
largest all-breed livestock show in the 
world, and it's held in the finest indoor 

. ivestock facility in America," said state 
Agriculture Commissioner Alben W. 
Barkley II. "Opening the International 
Room to foreign visitors and making our 
services available to them is a natural 
way to promote Kentucky agriculture.'' 

Visitors stop by the room for a varie­
ty of reasons-to get information on 
Kentucky's livestock and crops, 
assistance with travel or help 
translating a business transaction. 

"Our staff is ready to help in any 
way," Barkley said. "We've helped ar-
ange travel schedules, given tours of 

tobacco and horse farms, and given 
directions on how to get around in 
downtown Louisville. Sometimes these 
visitor:s just want to talk with someone 
in their own language.'' 

Many of the international buyers and 
exhibitors come from English-speaking 
countries-England, Canada and 
Australia-so there is no language pro­
blem. But the department provides a 
ranslator for visitors who do not speak 

English. 
This year, the department's interna­

tional trade specialist, who speaks four 
languages, worked with buyers and ex­
hibitors from Brazil, Argentina and 
Costa Rica. In the past, French, Italian 
and Japanese visitors have used the 
department's translation services. 

The NAILE was created and initiated 
during 1974 under the leadership of the 
state Department of Agriculture.

The first Thanksgiving more than two 
centuries ago was actually a week-long 
harvest celebration with singing and 
dancing and not much religious activi­
ty, says Dr. Jay Anderson of Western 
Kentucky University's department of 
modern languages and intercultural 
studies. 

Anderson, who's extensively studied 
the subject of Thanksgiving for about 15 
years, says he finds the true story of 
Thanksgiving more interesting than the 
stereotypes many people have of the 
occasion. 

"Many think of the Pilgrims as a 
solemn group of people dressed in 
black," he says. "They were actually 
medieval Englishmen dressed in very 
brightly colored clothes. 

"The first Thanksgiving was more 
like a week-long picnic with singing, 
dancing, drinking, and sports playing,'' 
says WKU's expert who completed his 
doctoral dissertation on Pilgrim food at 
the University of Pennsylvania. 

He specializes at \VKU in t~ching folk 
art and technology and other historic 
preservation courses. 

"Thanksgiving was basically a 
gathering of people from different 
cultures and backgrounds celebrating 
that they were going to make it through 
the winter," Anderson added. "They 
later added the tradition of going to 
church and saying thanks." 

Because of his vast knowledge of 
Thanksgiving, Anderson has been inter­
viewed by Voice of America, a 
government-owned radio station that, 
with the exception of the United States, 
is transmitted all over the world.

More than 100 million people will hear 
Anderson's Thanksgiving Day broad­
cast, which was taped at WKYU-FM, 
Western's public radio service, in mid­
November. It will be translated into 
other languages. 

Anderson says VOA, which broadcasts 
U.S. new, music and features, likes to 
talk about culture in America, and since 
only the United States has a Thanksgiv­
ing celebration, "many people world­
wide wonder why Americans make such 
a big deal out of it." 

The Pilgrims who celebrated the first 
Thanksgiving numbered about 50, 
Anderson says, and were so elated about 
that first harvest because "had they not 
had a good harvest they all would have 
starved." 

That first Thanksgiving was probably 
held in October, he adds, and the 
Pilgrims were joined by about 100 
Indians. 

"It was by a miracle that they made 
friends with the Indians," Anderson 
says. It seems there were two Indians 
who had been kidnapped and taken to 
England where they learned to speak 
English. 

"They just happened to stumble into 
the Pilgrims' camp, said hello, and it 
was from them that the Pilgrims learn­
ed Indian agriculture," Anderson says. 

And instead of turkey, the main menu 
of Americans today, the Pilgrims most 
likely ate goose and duck at the first 
Thanksgiving, Anderson says. "The 
guns they had couldn't kill turkeys," he 
adds. They may have also had venison 
'brought by the Indians. 

Considering their big crop that 
harvest was corn, it is safe to assume 
corn was included in the meal-"lots of 
it!" he exclaimed. 

"They had corn mush and corn bread 
and-with the beans they got from the 
Indians-succotash.'' 

There was also a barley harvest that 
autumn so the feast was probably wash­
ed down with beer or ale, Anderson says, 
and pumpkin stewed with vinegar was 
dessert. 

Anderson says he is delighted to have 
been asked by VOA to be interviewed. 
''When you put in a lot of research like 
this you are naturally delighted when 
someone asks you to talk about it," he 
says. "And I have spent years resear­
ching it (Thanksgiving> as a folklorist 
trying to understand the Pilgrims and 
what they went through that first 
Thanksgiving."

Choosing Right Toy 
Is Not Child's Play 

When should you buy toys for 
children'? · 

When they need them! 
Don't save toys only for "occasions" 

like Christmas or birthdays, or as 
"rewards" for being good. Children need 
toys as much as they need food and love, 
according to Growing Child, the monthly 
child development newsletter. 
Timetables don't apply. 

If you spread toy purchases out, the 
child will be able to give each new toy 
undivided attention. Signs a child may 
be ready for something new to play with 
are when he masters a new skill, looks 
for a new challenge, or acquires a new 
interest 

Whether you buy or make toys, these 
are the main things to look for. 

*A toy should be appropriate for the 
child's interests and abilities-not so 
easy as to be boring, not so hard as to 
be frustrating. 

• A toy must be safe. No small parts to 
break off, no sharp corners or points, no 
toxic paint, no potential danger even if 
it is played with exactly as the manufac­
turer intended. A toy should not require 
a parent's constant supervision. 

*A good toy requires a child's active 
participation and effort. The child must 
do something with the toy (and not just 
press a button) to get real satisfaction 
from play. The more the toy does (under 
power of battery or motor) the less there. 
is for the child to do. 

The guideline here is simple: the child 
should play, the toy should not. The 
more different things a child can do with 
a toy, the more fun he will have and the 
more he will learn. 

Before you give a new toy to your 
child, read the instructions on the 
package. It is usually best simply to give 
the child the toy and let him. figure out 
what to do with it. When he has ex­
hausted his possibilities, you might then 
want to show him something else that he 
hadn't thought of. But at his level, not 
yours. 

Or you might rather wait until another 
day when he could perhaps make a new 
discovery for himself. If a toy seems too 

·difficult for your child, it would be bet-
ter to save it until he is older than for you 
to do too many demonstrations with it

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Small Ga1ne Hunt 
Opens at Dewey; 
First Since 1976 

For the past week, it has been small 
arne season on the Dewey Lake 

wildlife management area time for 
hunting rabbits, squirrels and the like. 
But some of the week's shots were aim­
ed at the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, 
which leases the area to the state 
Department of Fish and Wildlife. 

Some would-be hunters have found the 
way blocked by locked gates. Some say 
they are confused about which areas are 
open to hunting and which are not. Some 
speak of a conspiracy to create a private 

unting reserve for the benefit of a few 
families, their friends, or members of 
the Corps 

Officially, the small game season 
opened Tuesday, last week, and runs 
through Dec. 5. It is the first such season 
on the lake area since 1976. 

One way to get to the hunting preserve 
is by boat; or hunters can walk in from 
the German Bridge area. But anyone 
planning to drive in is likely to find the 

eway barred. 
An accesE road near Dewey Dam, for 

example, is closed to all but Corps per 
sonnel, hunters say. Another gate blocks 
the road leading beyond the cottages 
above May Lodge. The Copperas Creek 
road is barred. Long Branch, likewise. 

Floyd County Game Warden Dalton 
Conley, who is responsible for supervis­
ing the hunt, says there is no way he can 
do that, since he is locked out as effec­
tively as are many of the hunters. 

Corps of Engineers' Park Ranger 
John Nichol doesn't deny that access can 
be difficult unless hunters are prepared 
to cross the lake. But then, hunting is not 
meant to be Dewey Lake's primary 
recreational activity. 

The Corps is not responsible for all the 
gates; and, where there are gates, there 
is a reason for them, Nichol insists. 

The road by the dam, for example, is 
not a public road; nor is that area open 
for hunting, the park ranger pointed out 
this week. The gate there was erected 
and is maintained by gas companies for 
the protection of their wells; and, since 
the area is directly across the lake from 
the Girl Scout camp, it is not suitable for 
hunting in any event. 

The area beyond the holiday cabins is 
leased to the state parks system and is 
not open for hunting; hunting in the Cop­
peras Creek area is likewise restricted 
because of its proximity to the German 
Bridge campground and the Boy· Scout 
camp; neither the controlled road there 
nor another on Long Branch are public 
roads but are for the use of private pro­
perty owners, Nichol explained. 

Suggestions that a private game 
preserve is being maintained are "total­
ly false,'' especially in respect to Corps 
personnel, few of whom are hunters, the 
ranger said. 

If there was any favoritism, he went 
on, it might have been expected to show 
up in the recent drawing for a special 
two-day deer season which opens at the 
lake Dec. 10. 

Of 3000, including a number of Corps 
personnel, who applied to hunt, 250 were 
chosen by lot. Everyone whose name 
was drawn has been notified. No Corps 
member is among them, Nichol noted.

Pay Now or Move Later 
Is Barber's Challenge 

The education of children-you either 
pay now or much more later-was the 
challenge outgoing Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Raymond Barber left 
with educators Thursday in Lexington, 
as he was honored by superintendents 
and members of the Eastern Kentucky 
Educational Development Corporation 
<EKEDC) of Ashland, Ky. 

According to Barber, the price of 
educating a child today in the Kentucky 
schools is $2,250, while the cost of sup­
porting an illegitimate child and mother 
on welfare is $10,500 and $11,500 for sup­
port of someone in a correctional 
institution. 

"We, as educators, have been able to 
accomplish many things for the children 
of Kentucky,'' Barber said of his past 
four years of service, "but we need to 
look to the future and continue to im­
prove upon this trend." 

Barber was honored by the 35-mem­
ber educational consortium of EKEDC, 
for his service in education, which 
educators said "has enriched and touch­
ed the lives of many, and whose dedica­
tion to the cause has been exemplary". 

He was presented with a plaque in his 
honor by EKEDC Board Chairman 
Harold Holbrook, Superintendent of 
Carter County Schools, who called 
Barber "a special person." 

"While times have been hard and look-

ed hopeless, we all realize what a good 
job Raymond Barber has done," 
Holbrook said. 

"He served us well and stood up for 
the school children of Kentucky, getting 
and doing everything he could for us and 
them," Holbrook said, adding that other 
state governmental departments took 
far more cuts than education-all due to 
Barber's leadership. 

Six hundred and fifty physically han­
dicapped young people from Jefferson 
County participated in the Easter Seal 
Society's Recreation Program for the 
disabled in 1983.

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'T e Day After' Leaves 
Anxiety Hangover Here 

Standing on a street corner in Pres­
tonsburg the day after "The Day 
After"-ABC's $7 million movie about a 
nuclear attack on the U.S.-one thing at 
least became clear. A lot of people here 
watched the movie, as did an estimated 
100 million nationwide, over half the 
country's adult population. 

The numbers who viewed it, as well as 
those who consciously chose not to, ap­
pear to mark the emergence of nuclear 
anxiety as a prominent, permanent 
feature of the nation's mental landscape. 

Lloyd Blackburn, of Little Paint, was 
one of those who chose not to watch it. 
"We've got enough bad stuff to think 
about already without adding to it," he 
said. Glenda Stumbo, of Grethel, bow­
ed out, too. " I figured it would be scary," 
she said, adding, ''We know the world is 
going to end and there's nothing we can 
do to stop it." 

A Pike county woman said she would 
like to watch the movie when she feels 
stronger but is caught up with " a lot of 
personal struggles'' right now. Opal 
Butler, of Drift, who believes Armaged­
don will come as a nuclear holocaust, 
chose nevertheless not to see it depicted 
on the TV screen. "I'm a Christian and 
I believe the Lord will come before it 
happens," she explained. 

Charles Brown, of Langley, worries 
that "if you think too much about 
<nuclear war), you'll go crazy." He 
made himself watch the program 
anyway and came away even more fear­
ful that a nuclear catastrophe is in store 
for us. 

Despite a widespread belief that "The 
Day After" would generate support for 
anti-nuclear causes, many of those inter­
viewed here felt more strongly after the 
movie that a large nuclear arsenal is 
this nation's best deterrent against 
nuclear war. And, while everybody 
wanted to see mutual reduction in 
nuclear warheads, it was hard to find 
anyone here who favors any unilateral 
move by the United States toward 
disarmament. 

Millis Hamilton, of Beaver, thought 
Secretary of State George P. Schultz, 
who was interviewed after the program, 
made a persuasive case for the Reagan 
administration's strong defense policy. 
John Maynard, who lives at Emma, was 
emphatic on the point. "Russia would 
not hesitate one minute to bomb us if 
they thought they could get away with 
it," he said. And Bert Johnson, of 
Wheelwright, was of the same opinion. 
"No one is going to send off those 
missiles as long as they know they'll get 
their country destroyed," he said. 

But the fear that some wild-eyed 
demagogue heading one of the smaller 
nuclear powers might "push the button" 
weighed on many minds. And even the 
cooler logic of deterrence provided lit­
tle reassurance to many in the face of 
the TV program's awesome scenes of 
destruction. 

"I felt like I was the girl who was just 
about to get married," said Lolita 
Baldridge, of Martin, in reference to a 
character portrayed in the movie. "I lost 
a night's sleep.'' Nor did Janet Stumbo, 
an assistant county attorney here, sleep 
well Sunday night. "I went outside once 
just to make sure it was still all out 
there," she said. 

"I found myself torn between staying o 

in bed with the covers over my head and 
trying to decide what I could do about 
it. The movie was terribly depressing," 
she said. 

But 16-year-old Robbie Williams, a 
junior at Prestonsburg High School, call- ' 
ed it "a great movie" because it 
disseminated information about nuclear 
war and opened up discussion on the 
topic. And Lester Bates, who lives at 
Weeksbury, agreed. "It brings out a lot 
of stuff we should have been talking 
about a long time ago,'' he said. "Our on­
ly hope is if both (the U.S. and U.S.S.R.) 
sit down and realize that, regardless of 
who gets the first strike, there ain't 
nobody going to win."

Human Resources Secretary Buddy 
Adams today announced the signing of 
a final agreement with the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture for the startup of the 
nation's first completely computerized 
food stamp program. The Kentucky 
Automated Certification and Issuance 
System CKACIS) will begin operations 
on Dec. 1 for the portion of the program 
using a statewide computer linkup to 
check client eligibility. The second half 
of the KACIS program won't be im­
plemented until next October because of 
the lengthy time taken by USDA to ap­
prove the package. The second segment 
of KACIS involves placement of elec­
tronic devices in stores and markets 
dealing with food stamp clients for the 
purpose of on-the-spot verification of 
ownership of the stamps.

Set Dec. 5 at MSU

forward in the way governments deal 
with the problem of getting food stamps 
to those who deserve the benefits and 
keeping the stamps out of the hands of 
criminals who want to defraud the 
system." The computer network is 
designed to reduce paperwork and to 
allow instant determination of an in­
dividual 's eligibility for food stamps. 
Use of a magnetic I.D. card in these­
cond half of the KACIS program will 
make it more difficult for thieves to use 
stolen food stamps. And the verification 
and daily examination of payments 
available with the statewide computer 
system will allow the Department for 
Social Insurance to reduce ad­
ministrative costs, errors and 
overpayments. 
· "This program will save the tax­
payers an estimated $38 million in each 
year of its full operatio.!!.:_ However, 
because of the delays we experienced in 
attaining USDA approval to proceed 
with the project, there will be a reduc­
tion in total savings during the first year 
of nearly $9 million," Adams said. 
"Commissioner Cubine and his staff and 
the team from the project contractor, 
E.D.S. Corporation, are to be praised not 
only for developing the idea but also for 
their patience in dealing with the 
bureaucrats in Washington and 
Atlanta." 

Commissioner Cubine said, "We have 
successfully completed the first test of 
the computer network in our offices and 
feel we will be ready to go on Dec. 1. 
Staff from E.D.S. have been in each of 
our local offices, training our KACIS 
staff for the smoothest possible im­
plementation of the program. In fact, 
most Kentuckians receiving food stamps 
probably won't notice anything new un­
til we get the final part of KACIS on line 
next falL I do believe that recipients will 
spend less time in our local offices dur­
ing their regular eligibility reviews 
because of the time savings built into the 
automated approach on forms and 
records keeping."

State Funds Program 
To Combat Illiteracy 

James Still Tells 
His Life, Home 

Writing, says Kentucky author James 
Still, is a way of celebrating life. Still 
talks about his writing, his life and his 
home in the third program of KET's 
series, " At Home in Kentucky," airing 
Wednesday, November 30, at 7:30p.m.

The state Cabinet for Human 
Resources will spend $563,000 for pro­
grams to combat adult illiteracy and 
reduce the high-school dropout rate, 
Secretary Buddy Adams announced to­
day. "These funds will be used by the 
state Department of Education with the 
ultimate goal of reducing unemploy­
ment in Kentucky," he said. 

Adams, who made the announcement 
at an afternoon news conference. said 
one grant of $413,000 will be used to ex­
pand the Department of Education's 
Adult Basic Education program. "Local 
school districts, institutions and agen­
cies may apply for funding of local adult 
reading advancement programs," he 
said. 

"The second grant of $150,000 will fund 
dropout prevention programs in 14 Ken­
tucky school districts selected by a joint 
Education-Human Resources review 
committee. The Department of Educa­
tion and the school districts will provide 
matching funds for development of the 
new programs," Adams said. 

An estimated 1,500 people are ex­
pected to be served by these programs, 
he said. 

The grants are part of Human 
Resources' allocation under the federal 
Job Training Partnership Act. " These 
funds will help the Department of 
Education bring existing programs to a 
larger number of Kentuckians," Adams 
said. "At the same time it will be in the 
spirit of JTPA because it will link 
federal and state monies and programs 
with one of the most basic needs of 
business and industry-a well educated 
workforce." 

Manpower Services Commissioner 
Robert E. Spillman, whose department 
administers JTPA funds, explained that 
some of the state's allocation must be us­
ed for coordination with education pro­
grams. "The State Job Training Coor­
dinating Council, which is the Gover­
nor's advisory group for JTPA, recom­
mended we develop new and innovative 
opportunities to met the needs of the 
hard-to-serve by emphasizing programs 
for high school dropout prevention and 
adult literacy." 

Citing 1980 census figures, which show 
653,784 Kentuckians 25 years of age and 
older had completed no more than eight 
years of school, Spillman said the state 
ranks last in the number of adults who 
have completed high school. "In con­
sidering Kentucky's economic develop­
ment, unemployment and training ef­
forts, the council felt compelled to pro­
vide for the necessary academic instruc­
tion to permit JTPA participants to suc­
cessfully complete the training pro­
grams and compete for jobs." 

He added, "As business and industry 
loqk at expansion or relocation, our 
educated workforce is of prime impor­
tance. It is imperative that the state 
place a high priority on programs that 
provide education to meet those 
demands." 

The Department of Education, its 
Bureau of Vocational Education, the 
state's Community College System and

"Some of the objectives of this 
program are to reduce the dropout rate 
by one percent over the previous year's 
rate, decrease the absentee rate by 20 
percent over the previous year's rate, 
and improve grades for the target group 
comparee to the academic performance 
during the previous year ."

INTERVIEW 

John Mellencamp left his 
boyhood home of Seymour, 
Ind., to becoone a rock 'n' roll 
star Along the way, he found 
himself renamed John Cougar, 
made a few albums he's proud 
of and a few he's not, and 
established a reputation as a 
rebel and an outlaw. 

Today. Cougar is back to 
using the name Mellencamp, 
living once more 1n Indiana, 
and making records he likes. 
While not exactly mellow. he 
~.as outgrown his "brat" repu­
tation . Thing is, John Cougar 
was never comfortable in the 
role of a star. 

"I don't accept compliments 
easily," says Cougar. "And 
every time you play a live 
show. people come backstage 
and tell you how good they 
thought the show was - even 
1f I thought it was horrible." 

Since he is not exc1ted 
about go1ng on the road, he 
will indulge h1mself and only 
play a short tour this year (last 
year he did 170 dates) . Keep­
ing the.thrill alive, "your heart 
beating fast," as he puts it, is 
what life's all about to Cougar. 
That's what he meant by "hold 
onto 16 as long as you can" in 
the No. 1 single "Jack and 
Diane."

He thinks he's captured that 
rock 'n' roll exc1tement in "Uh­
Huh," an album that was 
recorded in a 16-day marathon 
at a farmhouse studio. And it's 
what he looks for in other 
people's music. 

" I'm always looking for 
someone who's doing a little 
bit more than I do," he says. 
" Just because I'm 32. I don't 
want to get Jaded." 

As "Uh-Huh" and the single 
"Crumblin' Down" climb the 
charts, Cougar 1s staying 
young in Indiana, scooting 
around his seven acres on his 
beloved dirt-bikes. As he says 
in "The Authority Song" on 
the new LP. "Growing up' 
leads to growing old and then 
to dying/ And dying to me 
don't sound like all that much 
fun."

HEART LIKE A WHEEL (20th Century-Fox - PG) * * * Starring Bonnie Bedelia, Beau Bridoes

"Heart Like a Wheel" was 
actually completed and 
released this spring, but the 
studio didn't seem to know 
what to do with the film. Here's 
the (mostly) true story of Shir­
ley Muldowney, a female not 
only working within the former­
ly men-only world of auto drag 
racing, but sitting on top of it. 
She is the only person - male 
or female - ever to win the 
world championship of hot-rod 
racing award three times. 

Miss Muldowney's tale is 
special, certainly, but it isn't a 
story that begs to be told, nor 
does it have the sensationalist 
aspects that Hollywood loves 
to exploit. So here's what 
some might call a feminist film, 
the story of a woman proving 
she can be just as good as a 
man, but also one that centers 
around the world of hot rods 
and cool custom cars. 

The studio originally ~ulled 
the film from release. But it 
was shown recently at the New 
York Film Festival, and the 
reaction was encouraging 
enough so that the film is being 
re-released in several "select-

ed" theaters. 
Shirley Muldowney had to 

face a lot of flack before she 
could get on the track. Most 
men told her "it's too danger­
ous for a woman" or simply 
"get back in the kitchen." Her 
persistence finally got her into 
some of the competitions, but 
it was her talent that allowed 
her to stay. 

Bonnie Bedelia plays Miss 
Muldowney, and the film rests 
largely on her performance. 
She plays a working-class 
woman with the right amount 
of angst. and a racing champi­
on who realizes the cost it took 
to get there. Even though the 
story itself lacks the high-ten­
sion drama and crowd-pleas­
ing finalt~ of a "Norma Rae," 
her performance is no less 
admirable. 

"Heart Like a Wheel," 
directed by Jonathan Kaplan, 
hasn't the universal appeal of 
astronaut heroes. but Miss 
Muldowney shows she has as 
much of "The Right Stuff" as 
other occupants of fast-mov- · 
ing vehicles.

"Acting is a skill you can 
use just about anywhere,'' 
admits 25-year-old Chris­
tian LeBlanc who plays bad 
boy Kirk McColl on "As the 
World Turns." "Just like 
this during an interview!" 
he adds with a self-effacing 
giggle. 

"I was pre-med in 
college, but I did a lot of 
acting in school plays at 
Tulane University (in New 
Orleans, where he was 
raised) .

Smoke Detector 
Is Life-Saver 

Qver 6,000 people die and more than 
300,0oo are injured each year in home 
fires. Most people die from smoke and 
toxic gases rather than the fire itself. 

Results from a national survey show 
that 63 percent of all households in the 
United States have at least one smoke 
detector. This represents an almost 
three-fold increase in a five-year period. 

"Protect yourself and your family by 
purchasing, installing and maintaining 
one or more smoke alarms in your 
home," warns Attorney General Steve 
Beshear. 

A smoke detector is a type of fire 
alarm that buzzes when it detects 
smoke. It can discover smoke and sound 
its alarm before you even see or smell 
smoke. 

There are presently two types of 
smoke detectors on the market: the 
photo-electric smoke detector and the 
ionization chamber smoke detector. 
Either type can provide adequate home 
fire protection. 

Because the primary job of a smoke 
detector is to awaken sleeping persons 
and warn them of urgent danger, the 
most important requirement is to put the 
detector as close to the bedrooms as 
possible. If installing more than one 
detector, and one has been placed near 
the sleeping area, it is a good idea to 
locate one on each level of the house. On 
the first floor, the detector should be 
placed on the ceiling at the base of the 
stairwell. The basement ceiling, near 
the stairs to the rest of the house, is 
another good location. 

Read the instructions that come with 
your detector. Most will recommend in­
stalling the detector on the ceiling or on 
the wall, six to twelve inches below the 
ceiling. Locate the smoke detector away 
from air supply and air return outlets. 

After you have decided which kind and 
how many, you will find a wide selection 
of smoke detectors at a hardware, 
building supply or discount store. Prices 
will range from $10 to $50. In choosing, 
look for a mark or statement indicating 
the unit has been tested and certified by 
a recognized testing organization. 

Read the instructions regarding in­
stallation and maintenance. 

Dirt, extreme temperature changes, 
and cooking exhaust smoke can cause a 
false alarm or a malfunction. Keep the 
grillwork of the detector clean by 
dusting or vacuuming regularly. Check 
and replace batteries periodically. The 
detector should be tested at least every 
30 days by blowing smoke into the unit. 

"Take the time to plan and practice 
what to do if the smoke detector goes off 
in your home. Have a planned escape 
route and an alternate path. Choose a 
meeting place outside the home to be 
sure everyone is safe," advises General 
Beshear.

School teachers from through­
out the Dorton High faculty praised the 
kids for being "brilliant, active students 
and leaders in their classes." 

The tragedy has led to another 
cancellation of a basketball game by 
Dorton, that being the scheduled match­
up with Millard Saturday night, 
November 19. 

According to a spokesman for the Pike 
County Coroner's office, excessive speed 
was a contributing factor in the mishap. 
Kentucky State Police say the investiga­
tion is continuing into the accident, and 
no charges have been filed.

Drought Increases 
Forest Fire Risk 

Autumn is a beautiful time of year in 
the forests of Kentucky. The leaves on 
the trees are turning red, orange and 
yellow and the mountainsides are 
covered with a cascade of colors. But 
fall is also a dangerous and life threaten­
ing time for the state's forest land. 

Usually the start of October through 
the middle of December is declared a 
fire hazard season by the Department 
for Natural Resources and Environmen­
tal Protection, Kentucky Division of 
Forestry. · 

"This year there has been an earlier 
fire season," said Doug McLaren, 
University of Kentucky Extension 
forestry specia-list, who is head­
quartered in the Robinson Substation at 
Quicksand. "The increase in fires this 
year is largely attributed to the long dry 
summer and now the dry fall season." 

"The usual fire season is during Oc­
tober and November, but this year, fires 
were occuring all summer,"he said. 
"There is a spring fire season too, from 
March to the end of April, and that is 
when most of the damage to the trees 
occurs." 

Because of the drying leaves on the 
forest floors, Kentucky's woodlands 
become very susceptible to fire. Wildfire 
moves rapidly through the branches and 
dry leaves and as it burns it kills the 
young trees and other brush in its path. 

There have been 285 forest fires in 
Kentucky since July 1, said Gene 
Reynolds, State Division of Forestry. 
"They are mostly occurring in Western 
Kentucky, which is unusual because our 
biggest problem is normally Eastern 
Kentucky fires," he said. "The number 
of fires is up from previous years 
because the state, especially the 
Western portion, was hit bad with the 
summer drought." 

During 1982, there were 2,291 forest 
fires in Kentucky that burned a total of 
37,456 acres of land, Reynolds said. 
Within the last 30 years, Kentucky has 
had a 54 percent increase in the number 
of wildfires and a 64 percent increase in 
the number of acres burned. Reynolds 
attributes this to the "population in­
crease and because more people are 
moving closer to the woods, if not in 
tliem." 

Wildifres are started by nature 
(lightning) and by people. In Kentucky, 
99 percent of the fires are started by peo­
ple, either intentionally or by accident. 
"Most fires are purposely set for no 
reason at all," McLaren said. "These 
are the fires that usually end up caus­
ing the largest amount of damage. " 

People-caused fires are a result of 
either a lack of knowledge of fire 
hazards, maliciousness or carelessness, 
and a failure to take proper precautions. 
Accidental fires can result from smok­
ing, campfires and machinery, as well 
as from debris burning. 

"The biggest forest fires are usually 
a result of fires built adjacent to the 
forest to get rid of refuse on a field, that 
eventually get out of control and move 
into the forest," McLaren said. 

. Fires destroy the ground cover and 
tlie wat~r holding capacity of the forest 
floor, cause- erosion and flooding of 
streams, and kill wildlife and young 
trees. Fire can destroy trees up to 20 
years old, which sets back regeneration 
by that amount of time. - . 

A tree's bark is its protection against 
physical damage, disease and insects as 
well as heat. Fire can easily kill thin­
barked trees and damage thick-barked 
trees and these have long term adverse 
effects on the forest. Even if no damage 
is evident to someone looking at a tree 
after a fire, the inside may be rotting 
away. It is common to find trees with 
holes close to the ground which resulted 
from some previous fire . Even if the 
trees look all right from the outside, the 
wood inside the tree is permanently 
damaged. 

Not only do fires damage the scenic 
beauty of the forest land, but they also 
put a dent in Kentucky's economy. For 
each acre burned, McLaren said, more 
than $2,000 worth of timber and 
manufactured forest products are lost. 
The average yearly loss to Kentucky's 
economy exceeds $160 million. So while 
the leaves, twigs and brush will grow 
back in a year or two, the injury and 
decay of the trees are long term effects 
on the valuable timber. 

If you find it necessary to burn, do so 
only when winds are calm, after 5:30 
p.m. and on level ground with the area 
above the fire and 10 feet around it 
cleared. Always have tools such as a 
water hose and shovels ready to subdue 
the fire if it gets out of control. Watch 
for spot fires and be sure the fire is at­
tended to at all times. Feed the fire slow­
ly and do not leave it until the last spark 
is dead.

If educa­
tion sold thousands of tickets, as does big 
time college football , the story of 
American's decline in quality education

PLOW GARDEN NOW FOR 
HEAD START NEXT SPRING 

Home gardeners may have thought 
their work was over for the year, but 
there's always more they can do. The 
last few weeks of fall are a good time to 
get a jump on preparing and planning 
gardens for next spring. 

The top priority for fall garden work? 
Plowing. That's the advice of Dr. 
Winston Dunwell, Extension hor­
ticulture specialist in the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. He is 
headquartered at the UK Research and 
Education Center in Princeton. 

"Fall is the best time to plow," 
bunwell said, "because the mositure 
level is better now. Each spring, it's too 
wet. The soil contains excess water from 
the winter, and then it starts raining. 

"Then gardeners get desperate and 
plow when it's too wet-and that 
destroys the soil structure," he added. 

Instead, plow your garden now and 
leave it rough. In the spring, you'll have 
only to do a little disking or roto-tilling 
and the soil is ready. 

Fall also is a good time to add com­
post or manure. "If you put on compost 
in the spring, it may interfere with the 
nutrient balance and with the crops," 
exp1ained Dunwell. "But if you plow it 
in now, bacteria can break it down and

give you an improved soil." 
While you're out there working in your 

garden one last time before winter, you 
may as well take a few soil samples to 
send in for testing, before the spring 
rush. The soil laboratories at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky in Lexington and at the 
Princeton research center are usually 
swamped in the spring. Analysis of 
samples taken now will be adequate for 
the spring, Dunwell noted, since your 
soil won't change that much over the 
winter. <For more information on tak­
ing soil samples and submitting them for 
testing, see your county Extension agent 
for agriculture.)

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To get a real head start on next year's 
gardening, plant a few crops in the fall 
to overwinter. Greens can be planted in­
to December, and spinach overwinters 
fairly well, especially in western Ken­
tucky, said Dunwell. "You'll have a lit­
tle green cover now, then you'll get a 
bumper crop of spinach next spring. The 
plants will be very large very quickly 
and you'll get longer production-a 
much better plant than if you plant them

AAA Report Says 
Gas Prices Decline 

The average price per gallon for 
gasoline along Kentucky's major 
highways and interstates dropped one 
cent at full-service stations and two 
cents at self-service pumps over the past 
month, according to AAA's November 
Fuel Gauge Report. 

The average price at full-service sta­
tions now is $1.28 for regular; $1.34 for 
no-lead; and $1.41 for premium no-lead. 
The average cost for diesel is $1.24. Self­
service prices range from nine to 13 
cents lower and are $1.15 for regular ; 
$1.23 for no-lead; and $1.32 for premium 
no-lead. 

AAA also reports that 47 percent of the 
stations surveyed will be open on 
Thanksgiving Day. Even though 
gasoline will be available during the 
coming Holiday, AAA spokesman Bob 
Owen says motorists planning a long trip 
should take certain precautions. 

"The three major problems often en­
countered by motorists on long trips 
are: running out of gas; flat tires; and 
engine overheating," Owen said. "All 
can be easily solved by advance 
planning." 

"To avoid running out of gas, especial­
ly on Thanksgiving Day when some sta­
tions will be closed, drivers should look 
for a station when their fuel tank 
registers half-full. 

"Check the tire pressure before leav­
ing and periodically during the trip. 
Under-inflated tires increase rolling. 
resistance and cut down considerably on 
gasoline mileage; over-inflated tires 
cause unnecessary wear and improper 
tire balance," Owen said. 

"Low water and anti-freeze levels 
cause many cars to overheat and stall 
on the highways. Motorists should check 
coolant levels before leaving for the 
Holiday. Also inspect the engine oil, 
transmission oil and power steering 
fluid, as well as check all hoses and con­
nections for leaks."

MSU Ag Research 
Seeks New Land Use 

Morehead State University's moun­
taintop agricultural research venture 
has passed the $1 million mark in in­
vestments by its two corporate partners. 

Former Kentucky Gov. Edward T. 
(Ned) Breathitt, Jr., vice president of 
Norfolk Southern Corp., announced 
recently that its subsidiary, Pocahontas 
Kentucky Corp., the newest partner in 
the Martin county project, has provid­
ed $582,723.07 as an equal share. 

He said the same amount had been 
supplied by Martiki Coal Corp., a sub­
sidiary of MAPCO, Inc., for the initial 
cost of the project to determine if it is 
economically feasible to use reclaimed 
mountaintop surface mined land for 
agricultural purposes. Martiki mines 
coal on land leased from Pocahontas. 

MSU is providing managerial and 
research expertise for the project which 
eventually will involve a 4,000-acre 
plateau in the Martiki-Morehead State 
Mountaintop Agricultural Complex. 

Announcement of the total investment 
to date of $1,165,446.14 was made during 
the recent "New Lands for the Future" 
conference sponsored by MSU to explore 
the economic development of levelland 
created by the mountaintop or plateau 
mining Il!ethod in Eastern Kentucky. 

"These figures demonstrate that we 
are serious about this project and are 
prepared to invest additional funds as 
necessary," Breathitt told the 
conference. 

David Drake, deputy secretary of the 
Kentucky Energy Cabinet, said of the 
MSU project during the conference: 

"The lack of levelland above the flood 
plain has been a major impediment to 
the development of industry in Eastern 
Kentucky. But with projects like the one 
in Martin County, there will be land 
available in the future-level land 
s ui table for development."

Jr. High Mathletes 
May Vie This Fall 

Beginning this fall, students in Ken­
tucky will be able to participate in 
MATHCOUNTS, the new nationwide 
math program for 7th and 8th grade 
students. The program in Kentucky is 
being sponsored by the Kentucky Socie­
ty of Professional Engineers, with 
cooperation of the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education, the Kentucky School 
Board Association and the Kentucky 
Teachers of Mathematics Council. 
Business and industries in Kentucky 
may also serve as sponsors. 

MATHCOUNTS is both a coaching 
program and a series of competitions at 
regional, state and national levels. 
Beginning in November, students will 
take a screening exam to alert teachers 
to their math strengths and weaknesses. 
Teachers then will begin coaching 
students for the upcoming oral and writ­
ten competitions. Those who make the 
school math team will compete against 
other school "mathletes" in February. 

There are approximately 945 schools 
in Kentucky with 7th and 8th grades. The 
National Society of Professional 
Engineers expects that as many as 7.4 
million 7th and 8th grade students 
throughout the U.S. can enter the pro­
gram and be coached in such ac­
celerated math topics as linearalgebra, 
statistics, probability and polynomials. 

In Kentucky, regional competition will 
be conducted by the engineering Socie­
ty's 13local chapters.

anyone corrected-to 'penitentiaries'-} 
never saw anyone penitent," he said. 

"We don't have 'poor' anymore; we 
have 'the underprivileged,' " he said. 

In his two-hour lecture, Liddy spoke 
about his involvement with Watergate 
and said he did it to further the cause of 
a party he agreed with. 

On a question about the U.S. invasion 
of Grenada, Liddy said the Soviets 
realize now they're not dealing with Jim­
my Carter. 

How the U.S. will look in the year 2000, 
Liddy said, depends on the "leadership 
and perception of the American people 
on where we think we are." 

The only thing he said he agreed with 
Jimmy Carter about was in the former 
president's belief that Americans are 
different. 

In 1977 Carter commuted Liddy's 
20-year prison sentence to eight years, 
and he was released after serving 52Lz 
months in prison.

Kentucky's unemployment rate rose 
one-tenth of a percent from September 
to October and that's good news, accor­
ding to state labor market analyst Ed 
Blackwell. It's good news because the 
higher unemployment rate was caused 
almost exclusiv'ely by major increases 
in the number of Kentuckians working 
and the number of people actively sear­
ching for employment. 

Figures released today by the Cabinet 
for Human Resources placed the Oc­
tober preliminary unemployment rate 
at 10.2 percent, up from a revised 
September rate of 10.1 percent. The na­
tional nonseasonally adjusted jobless 
rate for October was 8.4 percent, falling 
from 8.8 percent in September. 

Blackwell explained that while the 
state jobless rate rose slightly and mov­
ed away from rather than below the 10.0 
percent mark, all the reasons for the 
movement are signs of continued im­
provement in Kentucky's economy. 
"The steady upturn in the overall 
economy has led employers to begin hir­
ing people again, creating several new 
jobs as well as opening up former posi­
tions that were closed during the height 
of the recession. In October there were 
16,000 more people working in the state. 
That brought our total employment up 
to 1,503,500, and it's the first time since 
November of last year that our 
statewide employment had topped the 
1.5 million level," he said. 

Blackwell said another positive sign 
is the increase in the number of people 
looking for work. "We had noticed many 
more discouraged workers dropping out 
of the labor force this year, becoming 
frustrated with their inability to find 
employment and just deciding to stop 
looking. That started to turn around in 
September and October as more jobs 
opened up and more people flocked to 
apply for those jobs. From September 
to October we experienced an increase 
in the labor force of 20,600, including the 
16,000 who found employment," said 
Blackwell. 

Because the increase in people look­
ing for work was more than the increase 
in people finding employment, Ken­
tucky's jobless rate rose for October. 

Employment gains from September to 
October included 2,100 in trade, 1,300 in 
services, 800 in education and 400 each 
in the manufacturing and construction 
areas. "There has been a noticeable in­
crease in job openings in stores and 
xestaurants, especially in fast food 
buS'~~~· and manufacturing jobs in

During October employffi'ent . .rose 
from 1,487,500 to 1,503,500. The 
unemployment number also increased, 
from 166,600 to 171,200. In October 1982 
the unemployment rate was 10.4 per­
cent, with a total employment of 
1,529,700 and total unemployment of 
177,700 people. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force rose 
from the September estimate of 1,654,100 
to 1,674,700 in October and was below the 
1,707,400 figure for October 1982. The 
civilian labor force includes only non­
military persons currently employed 
and those unemployed individuals who 
are actively seeking employment. 

Blackwell noted that the unusual fac­
tors affecting the October labor market 
have probably knocked Kentucky out of 
a chance to drop below the 10.0 percent 
unemployment rate for this year or even . 
before next spring. "As winter arrives 
in Kentucky, there are fewer jobs in the 
major employment areas of agriculture 
and construction. I don't see any signs 
of major unemployment increases or 
any negative turnaround for the state's 
economy. However, traditional employ­
ment patterns for Kentucky in 
November, December and January 
would indicate that we'll be looking to 
spring of next year before the rate will 
hit single digits," he said.
