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Insurauce Bids 
Effect Savings 
By Floyd Board 

Following a recommendation of state 
education officials, the Floyd Board of 
Education this year advertised for bids 
on insurance for the school bus fleet. The 
move resulted in substantial savings 
over previous years. At the same time, 
the level of coverage was brought up to 
the minimum recommended by the 
state. 

The Walter P. Walters insurance 
agency, of Pikeville, submitted the 
lowest of four bids opened at last week's 
regular board meeting, offering to in­
sure the Floyd district's 89 buses and 
other vehicles for an annual premium of 
$26,775. The school system paid about 
$35,000 last year for much less coverage, 
said board treasurer Ray Brackett. 

Rather than advertise for bids, a prac­
tice not required by law, Floyd has 
customarily negotiated directly with 
local agencies for insurance coverage. 
But, after a survey showed a wide 
disparity in the premiums paid by dif· 
ferent school districts, state Department 
of Education officials urged local boards 
to advertise for bids this year. 

According to the state survey, the 
average yearly premium paid last year 
by school districts which got at least two 
bids was $160 per vehicle, with an

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Board Adopts Plan 
For Public Relations 

· Between parents who called for their 
ouster and retirees who rebuffed their 
effort to pass a utilities tax, the com­
munity was sometimes tough on the 
Board of Education last year. Perhaps 
it is understandable, therefore, that a 
"community relations" program 
adopted by the board last wP.ek is 
somewhat guarded in tone. 

However, while the parents' charges 
brought to this school district close :md 
continuing attention by the state-two 
staff members of the state Department 
of Education monitored last week's 
meeting as they have done for the past 
six months-the process whiCh yielded 
the community relations document was 
one of the board's own choosing. 

It began with a state-designed "self­
study" -in which the Floyd board chose 
to participate in 1982-involving a com­
plex battery of questions intended to 
measure the school district acco:;ding to 
14 standards. 

Community relations was one of the 
standards The state posed a number of 
questions designed to gauge how heal'lliy 
is the school district's relation with the 

• community and, in June, 1983, reported 
to the local board on its findings. 

The report was gentle enough. It said 
that community relations were in fair­
ly good shape. But then, it said also that 
the school bus fleet was in good shape­
just weeks before another team of in­
vestigators found the school transporta­
tion department a shambles and half the 
bus fleet unfit to carry children. 

· Critics faulted the self-study for not in­
viting direct public input, a charge not 
wanting in irony since-especially under 
the rubric of community relations-the 
document quizzed local school officials 
on precisely that point. · 

It called the schools the "mutual 
responsibility" of the board and citizens. 
It pressed local administrators to say 
how they went about getting citizens in­
volved in planning curriculum, design­
ing the budget, and evaluating the entire 
school program. 

It said the school district as a whole 
and individual schools should set up 
community relations committees. 

As part of the accreditation process, 
the Floyd board was invited to submit 
a new program of community relations 
-a program that Asst. Supt., Ron Hager 
introduced and the board adopted Tues­
day, without discussion. 

According to the program they 
adopted, board members are eager to 
find out what people think of the schools 
and what they would like to see happen­
ing in the schools. They want people to 
feel "direct responsibility" for the quali­
ty of education. They want advice. 

In sheer detail, the kind of citizen par­
ticipation that gets most attention is .the 
use of school facilities by civic orgaruza­
tions, church groups and the like. That 
runs to five pages-over a quarter of the 
19-page document. .

Hospital, Workers 
Agree on Contract 
For Next 3 Years 

Fears of a strike by hospital workers 
were stilled over the weekend when 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
reached a contract agreement with 
members of District 1199, National 
Union of Hospital and Health Care 
Employees. 

Union members ratified the three­
year contract Saturday, hours before 
their existing contract was due to expire, 
by a vote of 163 to 23. The pact provides 
a five percent pay raise each year of the 
contract and longevity bonuses. 

The 250-member union includes licens­
ed practical nurses, technical, service 
and maintenance employees. In 1981, 
they agreed on a contract only after a 
bitter, 105-day strike.

If employers want a good deal-a 
chance to cut their job training costs­
they should take a close look at a pro­
gram authorized by Congress last year 
and just getting under way in this coun­
ty, an official in the employment office 
here said last week. 

Under the program, which is design­
ed to help put veterans to work, the 
federal government will pay half the 
starting wage for training veterans of 
the Korean and Vietnam wars, said 
Claude Ratliff, veterans' employment 
representative. 

An unemployed father of two, with 
skills nobody seemed to be needing any 
more, Ron Bowling needed no convinc· 
ing of the worth of the program. A medic 
with the y.s. Navy, he was 10 years in 
the service, including 13 months in Viet­
nam. After his discharge, he worked 
seven years as a pulmonary technician 
with a medical supplies firm. In 
January, he was laid off . 

Perry Summers, operator of East 
Equipment Co., had a different problem. 
In just four years on Katy Friend, the 
business was doing well and could use 
a new hand-but could hardly afford to 

pay a competitive salary to someone 
without experience. He found an answer 
in the Emergency Veterans' Job Train­
ing Program which, simply put, pays 
employers to hire and train veterans. 

As Ratliff explained it, the program . 
will pay employers half the starting 
salary-fOr up to 13 months-if they hire 
and train a Korean or Vietnam vet. The 
paper work has been cut to a minimum, 
Ratliff said, and he will handle most of 
it himself. Approval takes about two 
weeks. 

The program begn working here last 
month, when Ron Bowling began work­
ing for East Equipment. Mter six 
months "sitting at home watching TV,'' 
the 37-year-old former medical techni- ' 
cian was clearly elated to be working 
again and eager to learn the ins and outs 
of machinery parts. 

Summers, too, was pleased with the 
deal. " It enables us to hire someone who 
needs experience and wants to work," 
he said, "and it gets our job done."

District Engineer 
UrgllS Haysi Dam 
At Hearing Here 

Even as Congress is caught up in 
heated debate over the merits of 
building a dam on the Licking River, the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is cur­
rently defending its record of dam­
building in the Big Sandy basin, and a 
Corps representative argued here this 
week for construction of the long-stalled 
Haysi reservoir in nearby Virginia. 

The Big Sandy would have risen six 
feet and three inches higher in Prestons­
burg this May, were it not for the Corps­
built Fishtrap and J .W. Flannagan 
dams upstream, Col. John Devens, 
district engineer in the Corps' Hunting­
ton District, told a handful of citizens at 
a meeting in the Prestonsburg High 
School cafeteria Saturday. Construction 
of the Haysi dam could have reduced the 
flood level here by another 19 inches , he 
said. 

The meeting was one in a series being 
conducted by the Corps as part of a 
flood-control s tudy authorized by Con­
gress in 1981. As well as the Haysi reser­
voir, the feasibility of building more 
flood wall~sites in Prestonsburg and 
behind the Weddington Plaza shopping 
mall near Pikeville are among those be­
ing considered-and changing the river 
channel is also under study. 

Corps engineers estimated damage 
along the Big Sandy a t $90 million as a 
result of the May flooding, including $32 
million in Floyd county. An impound­
ment a t Haysi might have saved $28 
million in damage, Devens said.

Tough, New Drunk Driver Law 
In Effect for the Week-End 

E.P. "Pete" Grigsby, Jr., was sworn in last Wednesday as superintendent 
of Floyd schools, his third term in that office. Judge-Executive John M. Stum­
bo, a former school board chairman, administered the oath. Grigsby said he 
hoped to "continue to make the Floyd school district one of the best in 
Kentucky." 

Although life will be tougher for drunk 
drivers come Friday, when a new state 
law takes effect, the penalty for first of­
fenders is not quite as severe as a story 
in last week's Times suggested. 

Although an early version of Senate 
Bill 20-and a summary of the bill pro­
vided last week by District Judge Harold 
Stumbo-included a mandatory two-day 
jail term on first conviction, that provi­
sion was dropped from the bill's final 
version. 

First offenders will find, nevertheless, 
that the new law has teeth. It carries an 
automatic license suspension of 30 days 
and raises the minimum fine from $100 
to $200 for the first offense. Add to that 
a $130 "service fee" -to cover man­
datory treatment for alcohol and 
substance abuse-and $37.50 in court 
costs, for a minimum total of $387.50. 

Judges can also sentence first of­
fenders to 48-hour to 30·day jail terms. 
At least 48 hours will be mandatory if a 

person other than the driver suffered in­
jury as a result of the offense. 

The law also provides that a .person 
who scores .15 or more on a breath test 
remain in jail at least four hours after 
arrest before he or she can post bond. 
Under state law, a score of .10 or more 
is sufficient for conviction. 

For a second offense, a driver will be 
fined between $350 and $500 and sentenc· 
ed to jail for seven days to six months. 
with 10 days to six months of communi­
ty service work. The driver's license 
could be suspended for 12 months. 

Fines for a third drunken driving con­
viction range from a minimum $300 to 
$1000. Jail time is 30 days to 12 months, 
and 30 days of it cannot be suspended. 

A driver convicted of a third offense 
gives up his or her license for at least 
two years, pays the $150 education fee 
and may be ordered to perform com· 
munity service work on a project lasting 
from 10 days to 12 months.

Latest statistics show the Assemblies of God continued 
its rapid growth rate in 1983, increasing its worldwide 
constituency to more than 12.5 million and adding near­
ly 1,500 new churches and outstations around the ~qrt_(i.. 

Growth was greatest overseas in the. worrcrs ·largest 
Pentecostal denomination with increases in all foreign 
ministries. Foreign members and adherents climbed to 
10,559,391 from 10,250,571 in 1982, and 1,261 mis­
sionaries now serve in 113 countries in the previously 
recorded year. Foreign churches and outstations grew 
to 99,574 in 1983, from 98,318 in 1982. An additional15 
foreign Bible schools were opened. 

In the United States, members and adherents numbered 
1,992,754 in 10,386 churches in 1983 up from 1,879,182 
persons in 10,173 churches in 1982. 
The total number of ministers here and abroad also in­
creased during 1983. Nationwide t he Assemblies of God 
reported 24,959 ordained and licensed ministers, an in­
crease of 830.

A lot of work and a not-inconsiderable amount of money will 

go into the cleanup of the Dewey. Lake shoreline next month. 
This involves more than beautification work in a given part 

of Floyd county. It recommends itself to any individual w_ho 
has a sense of pride in the natural beauty that we have, a des1re 
to present our best front to visitors from other areas of Ken­
tucky and other sections of the country, and a hope that we 
all can and will do better in the future than we have in the past 
in this matter of respecting the environment. 

Mter the cleanup job is done for 1984, this question remains: 
What is to be done to make unnecessary a cleanup next year 
and the next and every succeeding year? 

The lake itself, which lies almost entirely in Floyd county, 
could be patrolled so closely that littering by boaters, campers, 
picnickers and others could be h~ld t? a minimu~. But ~here 
are many miles of Johns Creek, m Pike county, mto which a 
sizeable population has for generations been dumping its 
refuse. Add to this coal mining and allied businesses, and the 
stream which farther down becomes Ji)ewey Lake is a recep-­
tacle for almost every type of man-made waste. So it is that 
with every spring flood the lake is jammed with debris of every 
~pe. . 

"Education" is the answer most ofterl heard to the queshon. 
And it may be the right one. 

But (to ask another question) how to educate? 
Children can be taught an actual abhorrence for this crime 

against the environment. They can be educated, en masse, at 
school and elsewhere the principles of cleanliness, communi­
ty pride, love of beauty and also to shun those slovenly prac­
tices which clutter and pollute. 

Adults can be educated, too, but not in the same way. The 
individual who has been ridding home or business of unwanted 
things by tossing them into the creek, year after year, is not 
an apt student. As in the case of the proverbial dog, it's hard

Public opinion can help, but strict enforcement of tough laws

Fund-raising during school hours-a 
practice decried by a citizens' group last 
year-will not be required of students 
and, where it is done voluntarily, will be 
supervised by the school principaL 

Representatives of the news media 
are encouraged to attend board 
meetings, except when the board is in 
closed session. The plan extends no in­
vitation to teachers or parents. Nor does 
it address the criticism of those who 
charge that closed sessions are some­
times used to discuss sensitive issues of 
school policy such as where to make 
staffing cuts. 

Those parent organizations are en­
couraged "which support the school pro­
grams"-an assurance which may be 
small comfort to parents who accuse 
school administrators of discouraging or 
even sabotaging parent groups which 
prove too independent. 

Nor does the board promise to set up 
any of the community relations commit­
tees envisaged by the self-study.

Where last year's state report found 
it useful to remind Floyd school prin­
cipals that they should "actually 
schedule parent-teacher conferences 
some time during each school year," the 
board's community relations plan 
leaves it up to the individual parent. 
Parents are encouraged to visit the 
schools but should make arrangements 
in advance, the board counsels. 

Some $22,524 is budgeted to finance 
the board's community relations effort, 
the bulk of it-$18,685-in salary and ex­
penses for public relations director 
Jennifer Martin .. 

In reaching out to the community, 
they seek an "active partnership" with 
citizens, board members say in a 
preamble to the plan.

Under the new contract, coverage for 
bodily injury is raised from $200,000 to 
$250,000 per person; property damage is 
insured up to $100,000 per accident, up 
from $50,000. 

A $73,000 contract for school furniture 
was let to two firms, Southern School Co. 
and the Haddon Co., to replace desks 
and other items destroyed by the May 
flood. Former food service director 
Blanche Dingus and her successor, 
James F. Francis, were authorized to 
negotiate with two other companies for 
the replacement of flood-damaged kit­
chen equipment. 

High-school principals will be asked to 
review a plan proposed by guidance 
counselors for ranking students' 
academic performance. The question of 
ranking became an issue at 
Wheelwright High School recently, 
where one of two seniors who were nam­
ed valedictorians claimed that she alone 
deserved the honor. If the plan is ap­
proved, all Floyd students beginning 
with the incoming freshman class will 
be ranked by the same system, a system 
adopted by Prestonsburg High School in 
1962 and by Betsy Layne High School 
last year. 

Rob Schissler, representing the Floyd 
task force of the Kentucky War on 
Drugs, urged the board to take advan­
tage of a day-long workshop sponsored 
by that organization for school ad­
ministrators and teachers the week 
before school resumes. Supt. E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. said he would discuss the 
proposal at the task force's July 16 
meeting. 

Remedial reading teacher Elmer 
Miller was transferred from Allen to 
McDowell and Pat Branson from Aux­
ier to Allen. No replacement was nam­
ed for Mrs. Branson at Auxier. 

Glenda Howard was named teacher at 
Betsy Layne Elementary and Gwen 
Hammonds moved from Betsy Layne to 
Prestonsburg Elementary. Wanda 
Whicker was appointed to Wayland, 
Connie Stumbo to McDowell and Wan­
da Johnson to Betsy Layne as LBD 
teachers.

Groups wishing to participate will be 
invited to fill out an application to be 
published July 18 in Floyd and Pike 
county newspapers. Representatives 
from the organizations will draw for a 
section of the foreshore on July 28. 
Plastic bags and colored markers will 
be provided and groups will have until 
August 11 to take care of their area. 

According to an estimate prepared by 
Gene Ball, of the county extension ser­
vice, a week-long clean-up by hired and 
volunteer crews would cost $18,602-of 
which $5600 would go to the voluntary 
organizations. Ball's proposal also calls 
for a videotape to be made of the clean­
up for environmental education in the 
schools. 

The August clean-up is part of a two­
year program, for which the legislature 
appropriated $120,000. 

After the initial removal of trash, 
clean-up organizers will need to address 
the problem at its source in the head­
waters of John's Creek, Curci said. "It's 
nob only important to clean this lake but 
to get people to stop throwing things in 
the streams. If we don't, this will be a 
year-by-year situation. It's going to take 
a monumental effort," he said. 

Tuesday's meeting at May Lodge 
named state Rep. Greg Stumbo as chair­
man of the clean-up campaign. Stumbo 
was responsible for having the program 
funded. Prestonsburg attorney John 
Earl Hunt was named to coordinate the 
efforts of the civic groups participating 
in the project. 

Hunt said he hopes the project will not 
only clean up the lake but also heighten 
public awareness about environmental 
problems.

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The proposal to build •a $189 million 
dam on the Licking River at Falmouth 
passed in the U.S. House of Represen­
tatives recently only after bitter debate 
but no significant opposition has been 
raised to the Haysi project, said Don 
Herndon, chief of the Corps' planning 
division. Cost-benefit studies of the pro­
ject, which was first authorized in 1938, 
have found it only ''marginally feasible" 
in the past but under a 1981 Act, which 
exempted some projects from tradi­
tional cost-benefit criteria, the dam 
stands a better chance of being funded, 
Herndon said. A cost estimate is not yet 
available, he said. 

While Devens stressed the benefits of 
a Haysi impoundment to mainstream 
communities from Harold to Auxier, he 
acknowledged that a new dam on the 
headwaters of the Levisa Fork would 
have no direct bearing on Beaver Creek 
towns which were among those hardest 
hit in May. 

" It's time something was done for 
Martin and the two Beaver Creeks," 
said Hubert Halbert, of Maytown, who 
represented U.S. Senator Walter "Dee" 
Huddleston at the meeting. "It seems 
like every time we talk to the Corps we 
get put off, but more people and in­
dustries were affected on Right Beaver 
and Left Beaver than anywhere on the 
Big Sandy." 

Orris Little, of Mousie, said streams 
at the head of the Beaver Creeks need 
to be cleaned out and garbage and strip­
mining laws should be enforced to en­
sure the streams are not soon filled up 
again. 

But Devens said main streams have 
priority under the law. "We will study 
the tributaries, but that's down the 
road," he said. " They don't have a high 
enough priority right now." 

In any event, added Herndon, channel­
ing and snagging streams requires the 
cooperation of local authorities-who 
must secure right-of-way for such pro­
jects and maintain them once they are 
completed-and such cooperation is 
often Jacking. 

Both Herndon and Congressman Carl 
D. Perkins noted pointedly that funds for 
rechanneling a section of Beaver Creek 
at Martin have been authorized since 
1964 but successive county administra­
tions have been unable or unwilling to 
secure the necessary easements from 
creekfront landowners. 

Enforcement of solid waste disposal 
laws is a local responsibility, Devens 
pointed out, and he noted that controll­
ing the runoff from stripmines is a 
delicate problem. "We know that strip­
mining is part of the cause (of stream 
siltation), but it is also the life of this 
community," he said. "We have to find 
some middle ground. It's not an easy 
line to walk." 

Congressman Perkins affirmed the 
need to build the Haysi dam, urged the 
Corps to work on a plan to clean the 
tributaries as well, and called for more 
cooperation from local authorities. "It 
hurts you when you come into a town 
like Martin and see them under water,'' 
he said. 

Some Hamilton 
Equipment Sold 

Surface property, coal tracts and min­
ing equipment belonging to Sterling 
Hamilton were sold at a courthouse auc­
tion Thursday to satisfy a $610,000 debt 
to the Bank Josephine. 

The Teaberry coal operator is serving 
terms of five years, 18 months and 30 
months in a federal penitentiary on 
charges of dealing in stolen explosives, 
threatening a trial witness and transpor­
ting a stolen truck. 

Among those bidding on 14 pieces of 
mining machinery was Sterling Tackett, 
whose truck and roof-bolting machine 
Hamilton was accused of spiriting to 
Virginia in July, 1982. Tackett picked up 
an endloader at the auction for $3000. 

Ben Whitt bought a bulldozer for $7000 
and George Hereford, owner of a 
Madison, Indiana equipment firm, was 
the successful bidder on an auger 
($5000). Two pieces reverted to the Bank 
Josephine, bank representative Tom 
Stewart bidding $2000 for a drill and $500 
for a wheel loader. 

Of the remaining nine pieces of equip­
ment, which drew no bids, many were 
said to be no longer in existence. A drill 
and conveyor advertised for sale were 
said to be "under a hillside in Virginia."

Q. A friend of ours just found out he 
has lung cancer. It had already spread 
so far when they found it that they can't 
operate and take it out. This man has 
had regular check-ups over the years. 
Why didn' t the doctors find it sooner? 
Wouldn 't it have showed up on his chest 
x-rays? 

A. Early detection of lung cancer by 
x-rays is very difficult. Even the most 
modern x-ray equipment can find only 
about 25% of lung cancers while they are 
still small enough to remove surgically. 
Very small tumors do not show up on X· 

rays. 
The National Cancer Institute is sup­

porting a large research project to try 
to find ways to catch lung cancers ear­
ly. Volunteers who are heavy smokers, 
and therefore at high risk for develop­
ing this kind of cancer, are checked 
periodically. They receive chest x-rays 
and a sputum test. The sputum test 
checks for any normal cells in the 
sputum (the material a person brings up 
from their lungs when they cough). 

The research has shown that some 
lung cancer can be found at an earlier 
stage using this screening method. It has 
not yet shown, however, whether routine 
screening of people who are not at high 
risk or who do not have symptoms of 
lung cancer is effective. Unfortunately 
many lung cancers are difficult to cure 
even in the earliest stages. These facts 
explain why so many health authorities 
are trying to reduce or eliminate 
cigarette smoking.

When a young teenager and 
his mom (don't ask what hap­
pened to Dad) leave the 
cluttered streets Of Newark, 
N.J., for the sunny skies of 
Southern California, their new 
home doesn't quite turn out to 
~ the promised land. Espe­
Cially after the kid is beat up by 
the blond beach bullies from 
school when he makes the 
fatal mistake of falling for the 
head bully's former girlfriend. 

And these are no ordinary 
bullies. These macho adoles­
cents are karate champions -
products of a school run by a 
former Green Beret who 
believes in killing first and ask­
ing questions later. Give this 
guy the wrong change at the 
supermarket and look out for 
your relatives. 

The kid meets the local 
handyman, a native of 
Okinawa, and one could not 
find a better father figure. He's 
peaceful, kind, spouts the wis­
dom of the ages and knows 
karate like American kids 
know baseball. 

The stage is set for an ado­
lescent "Rocky," a chance for 
the little guy to triumph over 
evil, using might for right, and 
to defend a woman's honor. 

There's nothing wrong with 
that, provided you are young 
enough not to recognize the 
cliches, the one-dimensional 
characters or an outcome that 
is as predictable as it is pleas­
ant. 

Ali the motives. morals and 
messages here are eminently 
worthwhile and perhaps not 
seen enough in modern 
movies. As the substitute 
father, Pat Morita is just great, 
provtng he can do more than a 
regular spot on "Happy 
Days." His character, the mov­
ie discloses, is a Medal-of­
Honor winner in World War 11 
:Whose wife died in a Japanese 
Internment camp. This addition 
is very moving, but it will go 
right over the heads of most of 
the audience for whom the film 
is intended. 

In fact. some kids might be 
turned off because they're 
expecting a young Bruce Lee 
film. This movie is hardly that, 
but for its message and some 
fine performances, "Karate 
Kid" deserves to be seen. It 
might have made a better aft­
erschooi special for television 
rather than a feature film.

"Under the previous federal rules, any 
individual who chose not to vaccinate his 
animals against brucellosis was not 
penalized," said Kentucky Agriculture 
Commissioner David E. Boswell. "The 
impact of the new rules means that un­
vaccinated cattle in a Class B state, 
which is Kentucky's designation, cannot 
be moved off the farm or sold. They 
must remain on the farm or be taken 
directly to slaughter." 

The revised rules also require all 
dairy and beef heifers born after Jan. 1, 
1984, to have the brucellosis vaccination 
before they can be moved into or out of 
Class C areas. Class C states, which 
have the highest incidence of brucel­
losis, are mainly the Southeastern states 
where Kentucky farmers sell both dairy 
and beef cattle. 

"While the new rules may not be 
popular with those Kentucky farmers 

•
who have avoided vaccinating their 
animals, there should be no reason for 
not complying," the commissioner said. 
"The Kentucky Department of Agricul­
ture will provide vaccinations for all 
animals at no charge to the farmer ." 

Federal funds for brucellosis vaccina­
tion were taken away this year from all 
programs for the disease, but the 1984 
Kentucky General Assembly provided 
$450,000 a year for the next two years to 

•
fund the free vaccination program.

Parents confronted with an adoles­

cent using drugs usually have frur 
alternatives: (1) They can deny the 
problem and do nothing about it: (2) 
They can attempt to solve the problem 
themselves; (3) They can confront the 
adolescent and give the choice of seek­
ing pr<iessional help or finding another 
place to live; or (4) They can seek pro­
fessional help. 

The first two options, in most cases, 
result in both the parents and the 
adolescent becoming more miserable 
and the adolescent's drug dependency 
continuing. The third course is difficult 
legally if the adolescent is under 18 and 
seldom results in solving the adoles­
cent's drug problem. It can provide the 
parents some emotional relief, if they 
accept the reality that they no longer 
control the lifestyle their child chooses 
to pursue. The fourth option, seeking 
professional help, is usually the best 

• 
alternative. 

But herein lies the difficult dilemma 
facing most parents. As they attempt 
to seek professional help they are 
buried in an avalanche of conflicting 
infonnation as to the most appropriate 
course of action to follow. 

Psychiatric consultation too often 
suggests temporarily hospitalizing the 
adolescent, followed by long-term 
treatment of a presumed underlying 
mental disorder. Use of anti-psychotic 
or antidepressant medication is not un­
common. Little attention is paid to the 
personality dynamics resulting from 
prolonged drug usage, often resulting 
in a premature diagnosis of an underly­
ing mental disorder. 

Consultation with a psychologist or 
mental health professional too often 
results in advice that underplays the 
~portance of drug usage. It is sug­
gested that the problem can be effec-

• tively dealt with on ao out-patient 
basis, resulting in the professional 
becoming a child advocate in a family 
therapy setting. Meanwhile, the 
adolescent continues his drug usage. 

• 

• 

Another alternative available in 
some communities is to hospit,alize the 
adolescent in a short-term treat~ent 
program for chemical dependency.. 
This can prove to be an excellent 
choice if the hospital personnel running 
the program are well trained in the 
diagnosis and treatment of adolescent 
chemical dependency. Unfortunately, 
these short-term programs are often 
loosely structured, subject to hospital 
policy constraints that contradict ef­
fective treatment, and provide little if 
any planned programs for effective 
follow-up treatment. Often times the 
adolescent will continue to get high 
while in the hospital or will resume his 
drug usage soon after being released 
from the hospital. 

The AA or NA <Alcoholics 
Anonymous and Narcotics 
Anonymous) are two other resources 
available in many communities. The

DENTAL X-RAYS 
Q. Are there different forms of X-ray used on teeth? 

A. Dentists use two major types of X-rays to help diagnose 
the condition of patients' mouths. One is the panoramic 
or total X-ray, which captures the jaws and all the teeth 
in one exposure as an X-ray tube revolves around the 
patient. 

The other X-ray method, preferred for diagnosing 
periodontal diseases, is called a periapical X-ray. This 
involves a series of pictures taken with small squares of 
film set into plastic holding devices. These are pressed 
against the individual teeth and held there as the patient 
bites the surface of the plastic holder. Mounted together, 
these individual X-rays give a clear, detailed picture of 
each tooth and its surrounding bone.

Ky. River Receives 
Hybrid Rockfish 

There's a new fish in the sea, or rather 
in the Kentucky River. Due to a surplus, 
over 100,000 hybrid rockfish were stock­
ed in the Kentucky River, June 28. 

An exceptionally good spawning year 
created the excess. The Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources raises the 
hybrid at the Minor Clark Hatchery at 
Morehead and normally produces 
enough to stock Lake Herrington and 
Barren Lake. Since there have been 
shortages in the past, the department 
expects this to be a one-time stocking for 
the river. 

Next week's stocking sites along the 
river include pool 14 near Beattyville, 
pool nine at Boonesboro State Park, pool 
seven near Dix Dam and pool five at 
Frankfort. 

A cross between the rockfish and the 
white bass, hybrid rockfish have been 
growing in popularity since they were 
first stocked in 1979. The hybrid is a lit­
tle smaller, but more adaptable than the 
rockfish or striped bass, a saltwater 
species which has been IOJ:o_cked exten­
sively in fresh water. 

Because of a biological phenomenon 
known as "hybrid vigor" these fish grow 
rapidly and have a good survival rate in 
the wild. They also respond well to 
fishermen. · 

"They are real trophy fish," said Ted 
Crowell, assistant director of the 
fisheries division for the department. 
"They grow fast, get big and fight 
good." 

Although the hybrid is sterile and 
usually lives only three to five years, in 
a little over a year it grows to 15 inches. 
Many will reach weights of eight to 12 
pounds. The state record is 12 pounds, 
10 ounces and the current world's record 
is over 20 pounds. The fish also helps 
control over-abundant shad populations. 

Identification is the only problem 
associated with the fish. Similarities bet­
ween the white bass and the hybrid con­
fuse many fishermen. Identification is 
important because there is a 15-inch and 
five-fish limit on the hybrid rockfish. 
However, thre is no size limit on white 
bass and 60 may be taken a day. 

Size may be one of the best ways. to 
identify the hybrid, because most white 
bass don't grow as large as 15 inches. 

Their teeth also help distinguish them. 
The rockfish and hybrids have two 
separate patches of teeth on their 
tongues, but the white bass has just one 
patch. 

On the outside, the rockfish's colonng 
on the back is a purplish-blue, while the 
white bass has a bleached-out color on 
the back. The body lines of thE' white 
bass are fainter, too. The hybrid's are 
dark and extend to the tail The body of 
the white bass IS deeper and the back 
more arched than the streamlined 
hybrid 

Crowell said the Kentucky River was 
chosen as the stocking site because of 
the obvious improvement in the water 
quality. "It's an effort to get more peo· 
ple fishing in the river," he said

Boating Safety Tips 
For Smooth Sailing

It's time for sticking not only your b1g 

toe, but your big boat in the water. Since 
almost 60 percent of all anglers prefer 
boat fishing, according to the depart­
ment's angler attitude survey, there 
should ·be plenty of bOating activity. 
There are some powerful fishing boats 
our there, too; many equipped with 200 
horsepower motors for a combination of 
waterskiing and fishing. 

With an increasing number of people 
spending time in the water, safety is im­
portant. Before your trip to the lake take 
a look at the water safety rules. 

There were 19 boating-related 
fatalities last year, according to Joseph 
Kelly, director of the Kentucky Division 
of Water Patrol. Only one death occur­
red from a two-boat collision, but in 
every case the victims were not wear­
ing life preservers, or personal flotation 
devices, as they are now called. Some 
of the accidents were alcohol-related. 

The Kentucky Division of Water 
Patrol has 30 sworn officers to police the 
waters in the state. But they are great­
ly outnumbered by the 115,000 registered 
boats which ply the waterways. 

Kelly said the division is making 
every effort to educate the public in 
boating safety during the off season. 
During late November, divis~on 
members visit high schools and boatirtg 
clubs to instruct a course on safety. 
Many insurance companies offer a 10 
percent discount upon completion of the 
course. 

But in the meantime, there are safe­
ty precautions you can take to assure 
you have an accident-free sum~er. 

Start by stocking your boat with the 
proper equipment. Make sure ~ou h~ve 
a valid registration and a regiStration 

proper lights. Include a fire ex­
tinguisher, signaling devices, like a 
whistle, life jackets for everyone, plus 
a throwable flotation device, and know 
where all the equipment is located. 

"It is surprising the number of people 
who have the equipment on board, but 
don't know where it is," Kelly said. 
"Often it is piled under the cooler or 
something." 

When it comes to passengers, don't 
overload your boat. Also don't let 
passengers ride in dangerous positions. 
It is illegal to ride in the high rise or 
" bass seat" when traveling greater than 
idling speed. Also, remember to keep the 
speed at idle when near a dock. 

Always obey the rules of the road. In 
crossing, the boat on the right has the 
right of way. Although you may pass on 
either side, always yield to the boat you 
are passing. 

Following these rules should keep you 
afloat. Now get the family, load up the 
tackle and skis, fuel up the tanks, and 
dive in.

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ORDINANCE NO. 5-84 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY 

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PRES­
TONSBURG ESTABLISHING A PARK­
ING ORDINANCE AND SUCH RULES 
AS MIGHT APPLY. 

WHEREAS: The City of Prestonsburg 
desires to enforce their parking regula­
tions in a more orderly manner, and; 

WHEREAS: The Kentucky State 
Legislature has passed an act relating 
to parking enforcement in cities of the 
first four classes, and; 

WHEREAS: The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg wishes to establish 
and maintain a Parking Ordinance as 
allowed by law, NOW, THEREFORE 
BE IT ORDAINED BY the City Council 
of the City of Prestonsburg as follows: 

Section 1: 
Definitions 
1. "Local Government" means the Ci­

ty of Prestonsburg. 
2. "Hearing Board" means a body 

established by this ordinance and em­
powered to conduct hearings pursuant 
to this ordinance and also means any 
hearing officer or officers appointed by 
the board. Any action of such hearing of· 
ficer shall be deemed to be the action of 
the Board. 

3. "Parking Ordinance" means an or­
dinance regulating parking, standing, or 
stopping upon the public streets or ways 
within the local government. 

Section 2: 
The City of Prestonsburg does hereby 

enact a parking ordinance and does 
hereby impose penalties shall be deem­
ed civil penalties. The City of Prestons­
burg does hereby elect to enforce this 
Parking Ordinance. 

Section 3: 
1. If any motor vehicle is found park­

ed, standing or stopped in violation of 
this parking ordinance, the vehicle may 
be cited for the appropriate parking 
violation. The citing officer shall note 
the vehicle's registration number and 
any other information concerning the 
vehicle which will identify it and, if the 
driver is not present, shall conspicious­
ly affix to the vehicle a notice of the 
parking violation. 

2. The form of the notice of the park­
ing violation shall be a colored ticket 
that shall contain the following 
information: 

a. A statement that the notice 
represents a determination that a park· 
ing violation has been committed by the 
owner of the vehicle and that the deter­
mination shall be final unless contested 
as provided for in this act. 

b. A statement that a parking violation 
may result in impoundment of the vehi­
cle for which the owner may be liable for 
a fine and towing, handling and storage 
charges or fees. 

c. A statement of the specific parking 
violation for which the citation was 
issued. 

d. A statement of the monetary penal· 
ty established for the parking violation. 

e. A statement of the options. 
Section 4: 
1. Any person who receives notice of 

a parking violation shall respond to such 
· notice as provided in this section within 

seven (7) days of the date of the notice, 
by either paying the fine set forth in the 
notice or requesting a hearing pursuant 
to this ordinance. 

2. If the owner of a vehicle cited for a 
parking violation has not responded t~ 
the notice within seven (7) days, the Ct· 
ty of Prestonsburg shall send a second 
notice by certified mail to the last known 
address of the registered owner of the 
vehicle as listed on the certificate of ti· 
tle. Such notice shall state that if the 
owner of the vehicle does not respond to 
the notice by either paying the fine or by 
requesting in writing a hearing before 
the hearing board, within seven (7) days 
of the receipt of the notice, the owner 
shall be deemed to have waived his right 
to a hearing and the determination that 
a violation was committed shall be con­
sidered final. Any person who fails tore­
quest a hearing or pay the fine within the 
seven (7) days shall be deemed to have 
refused to pay the fine levied by the 
citation. 

3. The registered owner of a vehicle at 
the time the violation occurred shall be 
liable for all fines, fees and penalties 
which he has refused to pay. 

Section 5: 
1. Any person cited for a parking viola· 

tion under Section 3 of this ordinance 
may contest the determination that a 
violation occurred by requesting in 
writing a hearing before the hearing 
board. Such hearing shall be held no 
later than fourteen (14) days from the 
date of receipt of the request, unless 
prior to the hearing the person re­
questing such hearing requests an exten· 
sion of time not to exceed fourteen (14) 
days. No less than seven (7) days prior 
to the date set for the hearing, the board 
shall notify the registered owner of the 
vehicle of the date, time and place of the 
hearing. Any person requesting a hear· 
ing who fails to appear at the time and . 
place set for the hearing shall be deem­
ed to have refused to pay the fine levied 
by the citation. . . 

2. At the hearing, after cons1derat10n 
of the evidence, the board shall deter­
mine whether a violation was commit­
ted. Where it has not been established 
that the violation was committed, an 
order dismissing the citation shall be 
entered. Where it has been established 
that a violation was committed, the 
board shall uphold the citation and order 
the owner to pay the citation within 
seven (7) days. A copy of such order 
sha ll be furnished the owner. Any per· , 
son ordered to pay the fine who fails to 
do so within seven (7) days shall be 
deemed to have refused to pay the fine 
levied by the citation. 

3. The board may consider the park­
ing citation and any other written report 
made under oath by the officer who 
issued the citation in lieu of the officers 
personal appearance at the hearing. 

4. An appeal from the hearing board's 
determination may be made to the 
district court of Floyd County within 

seven (7) days of the board's determina· 
tion. The appeal shall be initiated by the 
filing of a complaint and a copy of the 
board's order in the same manner as 
any civil action under the rules of civil 
procedure. The action shall be tried de 
novo and the burden shall be upon the 
City of Prestonsburg to establish that a 
violation has occurred. If the court finds 
that a violation has occurred, the owner 
shall be ordered to pay to the local 
government all fines, fees and penalties 
occurring as of the date of the judgment. 
If the court finds that a violation did not 
occur, the local government shall be 
ordered to oismiss the citation and the 
plaintiff shall be authorized to recover 
his cost. 

5. The judgment of the district court 
may be appealed to the circuit court in 
accordance with the rules of civil 
procedure. 

Section 6: 
1. The City of Prestonsburg may im­

pound a motor vehicle stopped or stan­
ding upon a street or public way within 
its jurisdiction in violation of an or­
dinance or statute prohibiting parking, 
stopping or standing in the location man­
ner or at the time the vehicle is cited or 
for any other lawful reason. 

2. In addition to-the fines levied for the 
parking or traffic offense, the owner of 
the motor vehicle will be required to pay 
all reasonable towing, handling and 
storage charges upon such impounded 
vehicle. 

3. The City of Prestonsburg may con­
dition the release of an impounded vehi­
cle upon the payment of the towing, 
handling and storage charges imposed 
thereon unless the owner or other per­
son entitled to possession challenges the 
validity of the impoundment pursuant to 
Section 6 ( 4). A vehicle may be releas­
ed to the owner or other person entitled 
to possession only upon proof of owner­
ship or right to possession. The City of 
Prestonsburg may require a $500.00 
security bond or other assurances of in­
demnification from a person who is not 
the registered owner of the vehicle prior 
to releasing the vehicle to such person. 

4. The owner of a motor vehicle which 
has been impounded pursuant to this 
section or other person entitled to 
possession, may challenge the validity of 
such impoundment and request in 
writing a hearing before the hearing 
board. The hearing shall be conducted 
within ten (10) business days of the date 
of the request, unless the owner or other 
person entitled to possession waives the 
limitation or the City of Prestonsburg 
shows good cause for such delay. The 
local government shall retain possession 
of the vehicle pending the hearing, 
unless the owner or other person claim· 
ing right of possession posts a bond in an 
amount equal to the fines and fees ac­
crued as of the date of the hearing re­
quest or seventy-five dollars ($75.00) 
whichever is less. If the owner or per· 
son claiming possession of the vehicle is 
unable to pay the amount of the bond, 
the hearing shall be held within seventy­
two (72) hours of the date the request for 
hearing is received, unless such person 
requests or agrees to a continuance. 

5. a . No less than five (5) days prior 
to the date set for the hearing, the City 
of Prestonsburg shall notify the person 
requesting the hearing of the date, time 
and place of the hearing. In the case of 
a hearing required to be held within 
seventy-two (72) hours of the date of the 
request as provided in subsection ( 4) of 
this section, the person requesting the 
hearing shall be informed at the time of 
his request, or as soon thereafter as is 
practicable, of the date and time of the 
hearing. 

b. Any person who refuses or, except 
for good cause, fails to appear at the 
time and place set for the hearing shall 
be deemed to have conceded on his and 
the owners behalf the validity of the 
impoundment. 

c . At the hearing, after consideration 
of the evidence, the board shall deter­
mine whether the impoundment was 
valid and reasonable. Where it has not 
been established that the impoundment 
was justified, an order releasing the 
vehicle shall be entered. All fines and 
fees paid on amounts posted as bond 
because of the impoundment of the 
vehicle shall be returned where it has 
been established that the impoundment 
was justified, the board shall uphold the 
impoundment was justified. The board 
shall uphold the impoundment and con­
dition the release of the vehicle upon 
payment of all fines and fees accruing 
thereto. If bond has been posted as 
security for release of the vehicle, said 
bond shall be forfeited to the local 
government. Any fines or fees in excess 
of the amount of the bond posted shall 
be ordered to be paid by the owner of the 
vehicle to the City of Prestonsburg. The 
board shall furnish the owner or person 
appearing on the owner's behalf with a 
copy of its order. 

d. The board may consider a parking 
citation and any other written report 
made under oath by the issuing officer 
in lieu of the officer's personal ap­
pearance at the hearing. 

e. An appeal from the hearing board's 
determination may be made to the 
district court of Floyd County within 
seven (7) days of the board's determina­
tion. The appeal shall be initiated by the 
filing of a complaint and a copy of the 
board's order in the same manner as 
any civil action. The action shall be tried 
de novo and the burden shall be on the 
City of Prestonsburg to establish that 
impoundment was justified. If the court 
finds that the impoundment was 
justified, the owner shall be ordered to 
pay all fees and fines accruing as of the 
.date of judgement. If the court finds that 
the impoundment was not justified, the 
City of Prestonsburg shall be ordered to 
release the vehicle, if applicable, and to 
return all fines and fees paid as a result 
of the impoundment and the plaintiff 
shall be authorized to recover his costs. 

f. The judgment of the district court

may be appealed to the circuit court in 
accordance with the rules of civil 
procedure. 

Section 7: 
1. If within ten 00) business days of 

impoundment a motor vehicle impound· 
ed by a local government has not been 
claimed, or a hearing has not been re­
quested pursuant to Section 6 of this act, 
notice shall be mailed by certified mail 
to the registered owner, if known, and 
lienholders of record, if any, affording 
such parties the right within ten (10) 
days from the date of notice to claim the 
vehicle or request a hearing pursuant to 
Section 6 of this act. The notice shall 
state that, if no hearing is requested, the 
vehicle shall be deemed abandoned 
unless the charges thereon are paid 
within ninety (90) days of receipt of 
notice. 

2. After ninety (90) days from the date 
of notice required by subsection (1) ~f 
this section, an impounded motor vehi­
cle shall be deemed abandoned and the 
vehilce shall escheat to the City of Pres· 
tons burg. 

3. If the vehicle is judged suitable for 
use, the local government may obtain. a 
certificate of registration and ownership 
from the Floyd County Court Clerk pur­
suant to KRS 186.020 and either use the 
vehicle for governmental purposes or 
sell the vehicle at public auction to the 
highest bidder. If the vehicle is ~ot 
suitable for use, it may be sold for 1ts 
scrap or junk value. 
Section 8: 

1. The City of Prestonsburg shall 
possess a lien or a motor vehicle im­
pounded pursuant to Section 6 for .an 
fines penalties, and towing, handling 
and ~torage charges and fees imposed 
thereon. Such lien shall be superior to 
and have priority over all other liens 
thereon. 

2. Nothing in this ordinance shall 
otherwise affect the rights or obligations 
between the owner of the motor vehicle 
and those persons who claim a security 
interest therein . 

Section 9: 
1. The hearing board shall consist of 

one (1) individual whose duty it will be 
to conduct hearing pursuit to this or­
dinance. This individual shall act as the 
hearing officer in all cases. 

2. One individual shall be appointed as 
deputy hearing officer whose job it will 
be to act as hearing officer in the 
absence of the chief hearing officer. 

3. The hearing officer shall be com­
pensated at a rate of $50.00 per month 
and the deputy hearing officer shall be 
compensated $50.00 per month for con­
ducting these hearings. 

4. The hearing officer and deputy 
hearing officer shall be appointed by a 
majority vote of the Prestonsburg City 
Council. 

5. The hearing officer and deputy 
hearing officer shall be appointed for a 
one (1) year period starting from the 
date of first appointment. They will be 
allowed to serve more than one term. 
The City Council of the City of Prestons­
burg may remove either person at their 
pleasure with due cause. 

Section 10: 
1. There is hereby created the position 

of traffic enforcement officer whose du­
ty it will be to enforce this traffic con­
trol ordinance and issue citations asap­
propriate as well as other duty deemed 
necessary by the City Administrator. 

2. The traffic enforcement officer shall 
be hired by the City in the manner 
prescribed by the city's personnel policy 
the same as other city employees. 

Section 11: 
1. The charges for the parking and 

traffic violations are as follows: 
Overtime Parking $1.00 
Double Parking 5.00 
No Parking ZOne/Unloading ZOne 5.00 
Blocking Alley 10.00 
Blocking Driveway 10.00 
Parked on Sidewalk 10.00 
Parked at Fireplug 5.00 
Improper Parking 5.00 
Other 5.00 
A penalty of 100% shall be added to the 

above costs if the tickets is not paid 
within six (6) days of its issuance. 

2. Only those violations mentioned in 
this ordinance shall be enforced by the 
traffic control officer and the hearing 
officer. 

3. The City of Prestonsburg reserves 
the right to place wheel locks on the 
motor vehicle after non-payment of 
tickets in lieu of impoundment of vehi· 
cle. The owner of the vehicle shall pay 
all fines, fees or other costs before the 
wheel lock will be removed. 

4. The traffic control officer will be 
responsible for collecting and keeping 
record of all parking and traffic viola­
tions mentioned in this ordinance. 

Section 12: 
1. All ordinances or parts of ordinance 

in conflict herewith are hereby express­
ly repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

Section 13: 
1. This ordinance shall take full force 

and effect upon adoption and publication 
according to law.

There will be a pap clinic at the Floyd 
County Health Department in Prestons­
burg Monday, July 16, from 8:30 until 
11:30 and from 1 until2. This clinic is a 
free service of the health department 
and is open to women of all ages, but 
those women age 45 and over are 
especially urged to take advantage of 
this free service since this is the high­
risk age for the disease. 

Kentucky law requires all children 
entering school to be adequately im­
munized against the childhood diseases 
of measles rubella, polio, diptheria, 
tetanus, ;nd pertussis (whooping 
cough) . Those entering school in ~en­
tucky for the first time are also reqwr~ 
to show proof of having had a T.B. skin 
test. These immunizations and tests are 
available at the Floyd County Health 
Department every Monday, Wednesday, 
and Friday. There is no charge. On 
Wednesday, July 18, these immun~za­
tions and tests will be given only unblll 
a.m. due to a special clinic being held 
that afternoon.

"Some people seem to be under the 
impression they can bypass SBA and 
apply directly to the Individual and 
Family Grants Program," she said. 
"The correct procedure is to apply first 
for an SBA disaster loan. If we make a 
determination that an applicant lacks 
the ability to repay a loan, he will then 
be referred to the grants program.'' 

The deadline for making application 
for SBA disaster loans, and most other 
programs available to victims of the 
May floods, storms and tornadoes, is 
July 16.

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Plan Bus Driver Training 

Wll§lJal If the Kentucky State Board of Educa­
tion approves, Kentucky's school bus 
drivers will soon begin taking TRIPS. 

TRIPS is an acronym for Trans porta 
tion Requires Individuals Performing 
Safely. It's the slogan for a new program 
for training school bus drivers. 

The board will be asked to approve the 
proposed program this week. 

Beginning July 10, the Kentucky 
Department of Education will train one 
representative from each school district 
as an instructor. Those instructors will 
then be responsible for training new 
drivers and providing annual in-service 
training for experienced drivers. 

" This is a new concept for us," said 
Glenn M. Sims, training officer for the 
department. "Most other states have a 
similar curriculum, and that put the 
pressure on us." 

Sims said that in the past the depart­
ment had sent trainers to various sec­
tions of the state to work with drivers. 

Under the new plan, the state will 
train and certify about 175 instructors, 
who will then be responsible for train­
ing the drivers in their areas. 

Sims said the department was " very 
excited about the potential of this 
program." 

"We've had only two staff members 
to conduct training for 3,500 to 4,000 bus 
drivers statewide," he said. "This will 
give us uniform statewide bus driver · 
training." · 

The program was made possible by a 
$64,000 grant from the National Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration and 

$22,000 in matching funds from the Ken­
tucky State Police. 

The instructor training courses will be 
held at Eastern Kentucky University. 
Each session will last three days and in· 
volve about 20 participants. 

Training sessions will be held every 
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday for 
10 weeks beginning July 10.

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Big Sandy ADD Gets 
Additional Funding 

The Kentucky Department for Social 
Insurance has announced allocation of 
an additional $50,000 for the continua­
tion of surplus commodity distribution 
in four area development districts and 
Jefferson county. 

Commissioner Jack Waddell said the 
additional funds were approved after 
the five agencies spent all money set 
aside for the commodity distribution 
under their contracts with the state. 
"We hope the additional funding will 
get these agencies through the end of 
the current fiscal year which ends in 
October. At least this should open the 
door to additional distribution between 
now and then," he said. 

Funding will be allocated to the 
Louisville-Jefferson County Communi­
ty Action Agency ($19,170), the Big 
Sandy Area Development District 
{$9,870), the Buffalo Trace Area 
Development District <$3,720), the 
Gateway Area Development District' 
($5,770) and the Kentucky River Area 
Development District C$11,470). 

The $50,000 in grants come from the 
federal allocation to Kentucky for the 
storage of the commodities and ad­
ministration of the distribution pro­
gram. A total of $650,000 has been pro­
vided to agencies in each of Kentucky's 
15 area development districts for 
distribution of surplus commodities 
such as cheese, non-fat dry milk and 
rice.

Former Mining Town 
To Have Homecoming 

Former residents of Van Lear will 
gather Saturday, August 4 at 4 p.m. at 
the Johnson Central High School gym­
nasium for a homecoming celebration. 

This year's reunion, the third in the 
town's history, may draw as many as a 
thousand people according to Russell 
Rucker, president of the recently­
organized Van Lear Historical Society. 
"We planned for about 200 in 1981 and 
almost 300 showed up," Rucker said. 
"The following year, we expected 500 
and 800 attended that affair. This year 
we could set a new record." 

Constructed during the 1909-1914 
period by Consolidation Coal Company_ 
to provide housing and services to sup­
port miners' families and coal produc­
tion from five deep mines, Van Lear 
had a population of around 5000 at its 
peak in the 1920's. When the remaining 
thin coal seams became unprofitable to 
mine, the town property was sold off in 
the early 1950's. Although there is no 
industry there, many homeowners con­
tinue to live at Van Lear while working 
in neighboring communities. 

Since the first reunion in 1981, a non­
profit historical society has been form­
ed in an effort to preserve the town's 
heritage. Last year, Citizens National 
Bank of Paintsville donated the old 
Van Lear office building to the 
historical group. This is being 
renovated and will one day house a 
model of the town. The Chessie System 
has donated an old C. & 0. caboose and 
this has been renovated and placed on 
rails across from the old high school 
building. It will house pictures and 
other memorabilia and a videotape 
documentary which may be viewed by 
the public. Tax-deductible donations 
support the work of the historical 
group.

• Farmers are ask,ed to report the 
sizes and intended uses of their crops to 
determine whether they are eligible to 
receive the different benefits under the 
programs offered by the USDA's 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conser· 
vation Service. The reports are 
necessary to determine program com· 
pliance and to document crop acreages 
for future programs. 

Before farmers can receive price 
• support loans, deficiency payments 

and other program benefits. they are 
required to report crops and acreages 
planted, the uses to be made of these 
crops, and cropland acres to be 
devoted to the acreage conservation 
reserve When farmers report to the 
county ASCS office, they can review 
aerial photos of their farm and pinpoint 
the fields in which the crops are grown .

The state Public Service Commission 
has approved a plan to help low-income 
Columbia Gas customers pay winter 
heating bills. 

In its order dated June 28, the Com­
mission authorized Columbia Gas to 
purchase low-(!ost natural gas at market 
prices from Citizens Energy Corp., a 
non-profit Boston-based firm headed by 
Joseph P. Kennedy II, son of the late 
Sen. Robert F. Kennedy. 

Under the agreement, Citizens 
Energy will purchase natural gas below 
market price from various shippers. 
Columbia Gas will buy the low-cost gas 
from Citizens Energy at prices charged 
Columbia Gas by its supplier, Columbia 
Transmission. The difference will be 
placed in an emergency assistanace 
fund to help Columbia's residential 
customers who do not qualify for or have 
exhausted other assistance sources. 

The emergency assistance fund will 
be administered by Winter Care, a Lex­
ington service agency. Based on current 
gas prices, Commission staff estimate 
about $45,000 will be available for the 
fund to assist between 330 and 350 Col­
umbia customers. A maximum pay­
ment of $150 will be made to each 
household, according to the plan. 

Administrative costs for both Citizens 
Energy and Winter Care will be 
deducted from the emergency 
assistance fund, up to 10 percent of the 
fund's total for each organization. 

The program, which will be effective 
through next July, should not affect the 
rates or service quality of Columbia Gas 
customers, said Public Service Commis­
sion Chairman Richard D. Heman, Jr. 
"Columbia stated in the May 25th hear­
ing that it will not incur any additional 
administraive costs from the program,'' 
Heman said. 

According to Heman, the plan will not 
only assist Columbia customers who 
need financial assistance, it will also 
help reduce the company's uncollectible 
expense from unpaid customer bills. 

The plan will also provide a potential 
market for locally-produced natural gas. 
"The 1984 General Assembly approved 
a bill mandating the. Commission to en­
courage use of loca1ly-produced natural 
gas, and Columbia Gas indicated in 
testimony that it would use locally­
produced gas and gas in shut-in wells for 
this program when possible," Heman 
said.
