Some Residents 
Here Complain 
Of Mine Dust 

Residents living near a deep mine 
opening on the Ball Alley curve near 
here were told they should file a 
grievance with the state Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet, after they complained to 
the Prestonsburg city council Monday 
about dust and coal dust stirred up by 
the mining operation. 

E.H. Smith, one of five residents who 
appeared before the council, 
acknowledged that he spoke in favor of 
the mine's opening when the city coun­
cil tried to block it several years ago. 
But dust and coal dust were sometimes 
so thick this summer, they were unable 
either to open their windows or operate 
air conditioners, the residents said. 

The mine was recently purchased 
from Bush & Burchett, Inc., by J.W. Clif­
ton and J.D. McDonald, doing business 
as Uptown Mining Co., and the operation 
was expanded. 

Mayor Harold Cooley said city of­
ficials have little control over the opera­
tion. City Manager David Evans said 
state environmental officials were oblig­
ed to investigate the situation within 
three days of receiving a complaint.

If Strike A voided, 
$tockpiling May 
Slow Mine Work 

In either event-a coal strike or an 
agreement such as may have been 
reached-the economy of Eastern Ken­
tucky may suffer at least a temporary 
setback. 

If the tentative agreement reached 
last week between the United Mine 
Workers and the Bituminous Coal 
Operators Association is approved by 
the rank and file of the union member­
ship, a slowdown of coal production is 
regarded as inevitable because of the 
heavy stockpiling of coal by industry 
during recent months in anticipation of 
a strike. 

If the union members reject the agree­
ment, the contract will expire next Mon­
day, and the workers could go ori strike. 
That would cut into the economy, too, 
although striking miners would continue 
to draw from the union's strike fund, 
which is reported to be above $44 
million. 

The new contract offered the union is 
for 40 months and calls for a pay raise 

of $1.40 an hour. By the time the contract 
expires in 1987 a top-scale miner would 
be making $15.57 an hour, or $124.56 a 
day. The pact also provides protection 
of miners' jobs when companies 
sublease mines to non-union firms . 

Meanwhile, the possibility that Island 
Creek Coal Co. will be the target for a 
selective strike passed Monday when the 
company and the union reached an in­
terim agreement. Island Creek, the na­
tion's 12th largest producer, left the 
Bituminous Coal Operators Association 
last year, but terms of its agreement 
provide that it will comply with the con­
tract offered by BCOA member-firms. 
Island Creek has operations on Left 
Beaver Creek in this county and also 
operates in Pike county, western Ken­
tucky, Virginia and West Virginia. 

National Mines, another possible 
strike target, had not reached a wage 
agreement as of Monday night but is ex­
pected to do so. It operates two mines in

Apple of Papaw's Eye 

Magistrates for whom next May's 
primary already appears too close for 
comfort gingerly took up the task of set­
ting a county tax rate at last week's 
meeting of the fiscal court. 

Following a recommendation of the 
state Local Finance office, the court 
adopted the middle of three possible tax 
rates, one designed to yield a four per­
cent increase over 1983-'84 revenues. If 
it were all collected, it would bring 
$459,842 into the county treasury. 

Because of inflation, the rate 
calculated to raise the additional 
revenue is the same as last year's-16 
cents per $100 assessed valuation on real 
property , 19.7 cents on personal 
property. 

The highest rate permitted under 
state law would theoretically yield 
$477,086, but would be subject to voter 
referendum. The lowest rate the court 
might have adopted would bring in 
$442,598. The four-percent rate adopted 
required a public hearing- it was 
scheduled to coincide with Friday's 
fiscal court meeting- but is not subject 
to voter recall. 

The sheriff and county clerk will be 
expected in future to pay their staffs ac­
cording to the pay scales fixed by the 
fiscal court, the magistrates resolved, 
noting that their wishes appear to have 
been "largely ignored" in the past. 

The fiscal court last month forgave 
former clerk Thomas Lafferty, Jr. the 
$18,424 he allegedly paid his staff last 
year in excess of the approved pay scale. 
The magistrates said they will no longer 

3 Grand Juries 
To Hear Charge 
On Stumbo Loan 

Commonwealth's Attorney Thomas J. 
Smith, of Madison county, who was ap­
pointed special prosecutor in the case of 
alleged election finance regulations by 
Dr. Grady Stumbo and some of his sup­
porters during his candidacy for gover­
nor last year, said last week he will pre­
sent evidence to the grand juries of three 
counties- Franklin, Floyd and Knott. 

Floyd Commonwealth's Attorney 
James R. Allen said this week that 
Smith conferred with him last week and 
that Nov. 20 was set as a possible date 
for the Floyd county grand jury hearing. 

But Allen said he was unable to 
understand why the case will be 
presented to more than one grand jury. 

Smith was quoted as saying evidence 
will be presented the Franklin grand 
jury in October. No date has been set for 
the Knott county hearing, it was said. 

Smith said the allegations to be 
presented include those reviewed in July 
by the Kentucky Registry of Election 
Finance. The registry at that time voted, 
3 to 1, that there was probable cause to 
believe that Dr. Stumbo, B.F. Reed and 
Howard Norrell violated state election 
laws when Reed and Norrell loaned 
$300,000 to Stumbo, late in last year's 
primary campaign. The registry also 
claimed that Midwest Holding Corp, of 
Frankfort, improperly supplied air 
transportation to the Stumbo campaign 
without cost. 

Denying any wrongdoing, Stumbo and 
his supporters have sued the registry.

Designed for mounting in standard 
mine scoop buckets, the duster 
measures 65 inches by 43 inches by 19 in­
ches and can be operated by a single 
miner . Its totally hydraulic power 
system connects directly to the scoop, 
and it has a bulk capaCity of 1,000 pounds 
of rock dust. 

Donald G. Hall, Prestonsburg Job 
Corps Center graduate, didn't win the 
annual Job Corps Hall of Fame award, 
but he wound up only a step away from 
it-second place among the more than 
125,000 graduates of the Corps is the 
United States who were eligible to com­
plete for the honor. 

Job Corps supervisory personnel here 
were as elated as young Hall when word 
came that he was ranked No. 2 in the na­
tion. Quality, not quantity, was what 
counted in his case, one pointed out, 
citing the fact that Hall represented the 
smallest of the country's Job Corps 
center.

Discipline Marks Reading Class 

At Monday School, a newly-formed class for dyslexic 
children, Jeff Bingham, 7, of Auxier, sounds out his letters 
under the guidance of his tutor, Mrs. Madonna Moore, of 
Garrett. 

It sounds at first like a corner of 
bedlam- two dozen youngsters, each 
following a tutor's instruction, shouting 
letters and numbers, tracing them with 
their fingers on foot-square masonite 
boards, and then banging the boards 
with the palm of their hands, as if to 
pound the lesson in. 

But, on second take, the scene is one 
of discipline and order rare in a class of 
grade school children. They move to and 
from their places only on a supervisor's 
cue. Aged from 3 to 13, they are address­
ed formally- Mr. Smith, Miss Jones. 
Work begins promptly. It is not inter­
rupted by the flash of a camera. 

This is Monday School. It is Floyd 
county's first class for children with 
dyslexia, a learning disorder that makes 
reading a frustrating battle even for 
bright students who suffer from it. It 
could be the county's hardest-working 
class. 

Nor is it only the students who are 
working. Tutoring is done one-on-one by 
parents of children enrolled in the class. 
For the three-and-a-half hours each 
week the students pound out their let­
ters, their parents themselves take a 
weekly hour of instruction. 

Organizers say the discipline gets

While prototype models were being

companies "from U.S. Steel down to the 
smallest of operators in Kentucky and 
West Virginia, " Meade said. 

Distributorships have been set up in 
five other states, and Speedco has had 
inquiries from Czechoslovakia, the 
Soviet Union, England, Canada and 
several South American countries. 

''The price is so low, they can't afford 
not to buy it as much as it saves them 
in money and time," says Meade.

homemaker-home health a ide is her ti­
tle. "It's great. I love it," she said, . 
searching for words that. could ade­
quately convey her enthusrasm. "They 
love me!" 

But, deeper even than the rewards of 
caring for people for whom care means 
a lot, is another satisfaction. "It's a job," 
Mrs. Jude says simply. "I can support 
my kids. I can say, 'Hey, I did 1t!" 

She did it with the help {)f a state­
sponsored program designed to get peo­
ple off the welfare rolls and, at the same 
time, help the elderly and disabled live 
on their own. The Preventacare pro­
gram, as it is called, is in the process of 
recruiting its second class of trainees 
here . 

Operated by the Big Sandy Area 
Development District under contract 
with the state Department for Human 
Resources, the program offers seven 
weeks of training to recipients of Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children 
<AFDC> . Trainees are taught to provide 
a range of services likely to make the 
difference between whether an old or 
disabled person can live at home or 
would have to enter a nursing home. 

Kentucky is one of seven states 
demonstrating Preventacare. which 
was designed initially to cut spiralling 
Medicaid costs, said Margaret Pelfrey. 
coordinator of the program here. AFDC 
recipients, who routinely qualify for a 
medical card as well, get jobs; their 
clients get by without institutional care; 
Medicaid costs are cut two ways. · 

Unlike earlier ''workfare'' programs. 
which sought to compel welfare reci­
pients to work off their grants, Preven­
tacare is wholly voluntary. Participants 
are eligible {or an allowance to cover 
daycarc and transportation costs while 
they are in training. They are 
guaranteed a job for 12 months after 
they gradu te during which time thev 
retain their medical card, though n~t 
their monthly benefits payment. And 
their employers are strongly urged to 
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Ex-Teacher Sues 
To Get Job Back. 

A laid-off teacher of handicapped 
children has sued the Floyd Board of 
Education to get her job back. 

Mary Pamela Precht, who has taught 
for the past four ye;trs at the Dwale 
school for multi-handicapped children, 
claims that Board Chairman Dr. J.D. 
Adams and Superintendent E.P. Grigs­
by, Jr. violated a board order of the 
previous day when they sent her a let­
ter on April 5, informing her she might 
not be rehired for the 1984- '85 school 
year. 

Under state law, teachers must be of­
fered their jobs in the coming school 
year unless the board notifies them by 
April 30 of the current year that they 
might not be rehired. In its April 5 
meeting, the Floyd board authorized the 
superintendent to issue its customary 
warning to the county's non-tenured 
teachers that they might not be rehired, 
but exempted from the order all 
teachers of math, science and excep­
tional children. 

Although apparently in one of the ex­
empt categories, Precht was among the 
teachers notified in an April5letter that 
referred to the board's order of the 
previous night. She was not hired this 
year. 

In the suit filed in Floyd Circuit Court 
last week by attorney John W. Mann, the 
teacher asks to be hired again and to 
recover her lost salary, attorney's fees 
and court costs. 

In another action filed here last week, 
the family of a dead Johnson county 
woman seeks unspecified damages 
against the doctor who was treating her 
when she died. 

Minnie Sue Wells, administrator of the 
estate of Catherine Wells Collins, names 
Dr. Charles Hieronymus and Highlands 
Regional Medical Center as defendants, 
claiming the doctor failed to diagnose 
Mrs. Collins' illness in August last year 
and that the doctor's and the hospi­
tal's "negligence" caused her death. 

In yet another suit naming a Prestons­
burg doctor, Lois Akers seeks $201,500 
in damages against obstetrician­
gynecologist Dr. Kamar Ikramuddin, 
claiming the doctor botched a dilatation 
and curettage performed on her last 
April. 

(Claims made in filing suits in court 
give only one side of the issues in .

A Martin insurance firm has agreed 
to return $500,000 to coal companies for 
overcharges on workers' compensation 
premiums and has paid a $23,000 fine, 
the largest ever levied by the state 
Department of Insurance, for violations 
turned up by a department 
investigation. 

B & M Insurance Agency, said to be 
one of the largest writers of workers' 
compensation policies in eastern Ken­
tucky, acknowledged in an agreed order 
with the department that it violated 
state law and regulations, Gov. Martha 
Layne Collins said in an appearance 
before a legislative subcommittee 
Thursday. 

B & M is named for the Branham and 
Martin families who own it, according 
to Stephen B. Cox, the insurance depart­
ment's assistant general counsel and 
primary investigator in the area. While 
Jack Branham and Julius Martin retain 
an interest in the company, the day-to­
day operations are managed by their 
sons, Bob Branham and Clint Martin, 
the investigator said. 

The Branhams and Martins also 
operate a conventional insurance agen­
cy, Big Sandy Insurance, in Martin, but 
their troubles with the law involve a cor­
poration which existed only to write 
policies for contract miners assembled 
in artificial groups, Cox said. B & M col­
lected from the mine firms, along with 
their workers' compensation premiums, 
a substantial per-ton fee for services 
which investigators implied were 
fictitious. 

Sale of Trucks 
Is Not Mystery, 
States Official 

Members of the Floyd fiscal court ap­
peared anxious Friday to protect the 
identity of the person who sold two dump 
trucks to the county in 1982. A state of­
ficial even said the person was dead. But 
a spokesman for the seller, who is alive 
and well, said this week there is nothing 
secret about the deal. 

Questions about the county's purchase 
of the two-ton trucks surfaced anew 
followi~g a Sept. 5 letter to the fiscal 
court from AI Howell, a supervisor in the 
state Finance Cabinet's county and 
municipal accounting division. He said 
that, while the county agreed to buy the 
trucks under a lease purchase plan, no 
payments were made because the seller 
died. Howell recommended the county 
pay the seller's estate for the trucks with 
12 monthly payments of $2000. 

Members of the fiscal court agreed 
that they have had good use out of the 
trucks for nearly two years and that the 
seller or the estate should be paid. But 
the agreed-on price was $19,500, not 
$24,000, they said. And none appeared to 
know who the seller was. 

A resolution drawn up by County At­
torney Arnold Turner, Jr. referred to a 
verbal agreement entered into "under 
the preceding county administration"­
Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. was 
in office at the time- and said the trucks 
should be paid for, although it noted that 
the county cannot lawfully buy trucks 
without advertising for bids. However, 
the resolution did not specify who should 
be paid for the trucks. 

Pressed on the matter, Turner said he 
did not know who was owed the money. 
Magistrate Gerald DeRossett said he 
didn't know either. Magistrate Lowell 
Samons acknowledged he had gone to 
Lexington to take delivery of the trucks 
but was otherwise hazy about the trans­
action. Magistrate Kenneth Roberts in­
sisted he and his colleagues were well 
aware of the truck purchase when it was 
made but Roberts declined to name the 
vendor. 

The trucks, in constant use in the 
county for two years, have apparently 
never been licensed and may not be 
covered by insurance. The question of 
who, if anyone, has valid title to the 
vehicles has yet to be determined, said 
the county attorney, who was instructed 
to draw up a contract to buy them. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley said this 
week he does not know why anyone 
would be trying to hush up the deal. His 
daughter, Judelle Conley, bought the 
trucks with his help, has title to them, 
and agreed to sell them to the county two 
years ago under a lease-purchase ar­
rangement, the judge said. She has 
never been paid for the trucks. 

Miss Conley was a partner with 
Johnny Barnett in a Lexington firm, 
Barnett Paving Co., which folded about 
that time, following Barnett's death. 

Insurance Agent Told 
To Give An Accounting 

Allen insurance agent Ronald D. 
Snodgrass must give an account of all 
policies he sold in the name of the 
General Accident , Fire and Life 
Assurance Corp. and the Pennsylvania 
General Insurance Co., according to an 
order of Circuit Judge Hollie Conley. 

The insurance agent was also ordered 
to hand over to the companies all 
premium payments, believed to total 
more than $50,000, collected in their 
name. 

Attorneys for the two firms said the 
Snodgrass Insurance Agency, once one 
of the leading insurance companies in 
this area, had failed to live up to its con­
tract with them. The contract was ter­
minated last month. 

Snodgrass was not present at a hear­
ing last Friday on the plaintiffs' motion 
for an order requiring the agent to set­
tle accounts with them. 

Insurance Commissioner Gil McCar­
ty said one of B & M's main violations 
was mixing premium payments with 
other fees, a practice arising from the 
fact that the premiums were collected 
from coal operatqrs by about 21 "safe­
ty groups," which were also supposed to 
provide advice about mine safety. 

The way it worked, the groups, 
described by Cox as "shell companies," 
collected about $1.25 per ton from the 
coal operators as the coal was delivered 
to the tipple. The group kept about 34 
cents as a service fee, passing the rest 
on as premium payment to B & M. The 
premiums were then passed on to the 
underwriter, less a five percent commis-. 
sion retained by B & M. 

McCarty declined to name the insur­
ing company, saying the firm is still 
under investigation. B & M sells in­
surance for a company affiliated with 

· the Pennsylvania-based Old Republic 
Insurance Co., a firm which agreed to 
pay $400,000 after an insurance depart­
ment probe in 1981 and which depart­
ment officials confirm is still under 
investigation. 

Although the services provided by the 
"safety groups" were said to be of ques­
tionable value, the fee for them would 
have been legal if mine operators had 
agreed to pay it separately from the in­
surance premium, McCarty said. B & M 
agreed to insure miners directly in 
future rather than through the mine 
safety groups. 

Investigators said about 90 operators 
overpaid $2 million to B & M over an 
18-month period, but none of them filed 
any complaints against the agency. 
Moreover, some observers believe that, 
although the refunds B & M has agreed 
to make are payable to the coal opera­
tors who paid the added fees, few if any 
operators will claim the money. 

The reason for this, one source said, 
is that operators got a good deal under 
the plan. Even with the added fee, the 
operator paid up to one-third less in 
premiums than he would have by insur­
ing through a conventional agency, the 
source said. Moreover, because 
premiums were assessed on a tonnage 
basis rather than on payroll, the usual 
method of fixing workers' compensation 
premiums, the operator was not re­
quired to pay anything when the mine 
was not working. 

By giving favored status to selected 
agencies with strong coal-industry con­
nections, the underwriter could tap a 
prolific source of insurance business, the 
coal operator could get coverage at low 
rates, and the insurance agency could 
skim off handsome fees, the Times' in-
fQrmant said.

Task Force Studies 
Academic Competition 

Education reform in Kentucky has 
caused school leaders and teachers to 
seek alternate ways of promoting 
academic achievement. This has includ­
ed academic competition. Over the last 
18 months numerous Kentucky schools 
have formed teams to compete within 
the school and between schools within 
the school system. Academic leagues 
and associations are being formed in 
various parts of the state to provide op­
portunities for ~earns to compete outside 
of their own school systems. 

How much educational value is there 
in students competing on the basis of 
academic skills? Should academic com­
petition be incorporated into Kentucky's 
public schools? If there is value, how 
should the competition be structured 
and managed and how should students 
be rewarded for their successes? Seek­
ing answers to these and other impor­
tant questions raised about academic 
competition will be the responsibility of 
a special Task Force formed by the Ken­

·tucky Association of School Ad­
ministrators (KASA). 

The Kentucky Task Force on 
Academic Competition is chaired by 
Marilyn Hohmann, president-elect of 
KASA and assistant principal of Fair­
dale Vocational Education Center in the 
Jefferson county schools.

Thursday, Sept. '1:7 in the 
Prestonsburg Municipal Building, for 
persons interested in setting up a crime 
watch for city businesses.

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twice what was budgeted for the whole 
year for coroner's expenses, the court 
was told. While $3600 was set aside in the 
annual budget for that purpose, $7379 
has been paid in the first quarter-most 
of it to ambulance companies hired to 
transport bodies to Louisville for 
autopsy. 

Another shortfall brought to the 
court's attention is in money allowed by 
federal disaster officials for the repair 
of three bridges damaged in the May 
flood. The Polley and Trent Company, 
of Bardstown, has agreed to repair a 
bridge on Harry Hall Branch of Jack's 
Creek for $19,996, the Baptist Bottom 
bridge at Garrettt for $23,399, and a 
bridge at Price for $23,716. The amounts 
allowed by the Federal Emergency 
Management Administration for repair 
of the three bridges are, respectively, 
$9960, $9326 and $8514. 

County roads were on the minds of 
most citizens with business to bring 
before the court. In response to com­
plaints of potholes by residents of Prater 
Fork of Brush Creek, Magistrate Ken­
neth Roberts, said Edford Owens, told 
them they "could cry the holes full of 
tears." 

Don Laferty, of Branham's Creek, 
asked the court to rescind its July 12 
decision to extend the county road there. 
Laferty said the extension, across 
Foster Mitchell's property to the Pearl 
Martin homeplace, was sought by a Pike 
county coal firm seeking to circumvent 
a state requirement that it seek waivers 
from nearby residents. 

Judge Stumbo, noting that members 
of the Mitchell and Martin families 
wrote letters in support of the road 
change, said the court "usually goes 
along with the landowners" on such 
requests. 

The legality of the fiscal court's 1977 
decision to abandon a road adjacent to 
property owned at McDowell by Ralph 
Newsome was challenged by Bill 
Hamilton, who said the road provides 
the only feasible access to a lot he owns 
in the same subdivision. County At­
torney Arnold Turner, Jr. said the road 
was never properly relinquished by the 
county. The magistrates agreed to ac­
cept a new petition by the Newsomes to 
close the road and instructed the coun­
ty road foreman to assess the request 
and make a recommendation to the 
court. ' 

Preston Collins was told his request to 
have the Osborne Branch road blacktop­
ped would have to wait on the results of 
a "federal investigation" of the county's 
solid waste agency, which has its offices 
and landfill there. The agency has been 
the subject of a recent probe by Ken­
tucky state police. 

A contract for water line extensions in 
various parts of the county was award­
ed to Mid-States Meter and Supply Co. 
of Lexington. the low bidder, for $70,500. 
Blanche Burchett Cox, who asked that 
a water line be run for three-quarters of 
a mile to the head of Knotley Hollow, 
was told that section was not included 
in the present contract. 

At the request of Terry Triplett, the 
fiscal court agreed to establish a fire 
district to serve Garrett, West Garrett, 
Rock Fork, Hueysville, Hippo, Goose 
Creek and parts of Estill. The county's 
13 volunteer fire departments were each 
awarded $1000 out of county funds. 

With a· wish that it might never have 
to meet, Judge Stumbo announced the 
creation of an appeals board under the 
county's new floodplain ordinance. The 
court approved his nominees to the 
panel : James "Demp" Allen, Robert 
McAninch, and Eugene Blackburn. 

From a Prison Cell 
Every time one turns on a TV or radio, 

or picks up a newspaper, the story is the 
.same: "Crime Rising; Politician Ad­
vocates Capital Punishment; Politician 
Found Guilty of Accepting Bribes," etc. 
Crime is on everyone's agenda these 
days. Whatcanbedone? Howcancrime 
be deterred? Longer sentences, capital 
punishment, whip the culprits­
Society's cries are loud and clear! 

Now, an opinion from a n individual in­
carcerated. Specifically, I wonder how 
many of these guys would be here if they 
had been corrected and properly punish­
ed by their parents. Including yours tru­
ly. Many of the guys here don't even 
know what the word "Parent" means. 
Had they been disciplined, many might 
now be productive citizens. But even 
correcting a child properly is almost il­
legal in present day society. Moreover, 
the real problem doesn't start and end 
with simple parental rearing. 

After all, and it saddens me to assert 
the following, but the present moral code 
of America is to "Take, push, steal, grab 
and run like hell. '' That's the American 
way ... 

During the past two decades we 
witnessed a President committing 
serious crimes while in office; a Vice 
President resigning due to tax evasion. 
Neither man served one single day in 
jail. The governor of Maryland, Marvin 
Mandel, also caught with his hand in the 
cookie jar. More recently, Earl Butz 
pleading guilty to tax evasion. And how 
about the Abscam mess, where all the 
high, elected officials screamed, "foul 
play, we were forced to take the 
$50,000 ... " A majority of the above 
"already millionaires" went on to write 
novels depicting their crimes-adding 
millions more onto their fortunes 
already reaped from their once-held of­
fices. One need only judge the sales of 
their books to realize that society ap­
parently approved of their crimes in 
public office. So, in essence, crime most 
certainly does pay and if you don't 
believe yours truly, ask the likes of 
Charles Manson, with such novels and 
movies as "Heller Skelter." 

The saying of the Lord's Prayer is il­
legal in our school classrooms. Our 
courts rule that our children can request 
and receive contraceptives from a clinic 
or physician without the parent' 
knowledge, much less their permission. 
Marriage is almost obsolete with 
divorce easy and now a common-day 
practice. Abortions are a dime a dozen 
and as near as the corner grocery store. 
Our courts order that the corner 
bookstore cannot be closed, even though 
the books depict young children par­
ticipating in sexual acts. Our courts. say 
the owner also has constitutional rights. 
I ask, "What about the children's 
rights? "

worked hard much of their lives, or else 
given an arm or leg so that we may en­
joy our freedom, receive too small a 
retirement and disability pension to pro­
perly survive. Many lie or sit in either 
a nursing home or veterans hospital, 
forgotten about. For those less-fortunate 
finding themselves ill and hospitalized, 
their future is even more gloomy. After 
all, physicians and hospitals now deter­
mine life and death, who should an 
should not live, and regularly pull th 
plugs of their patient's' life-sustaining 
machines. 

Our local theaters continue to display 
violent flicks daily to our young ... On the 
old tube, we find murder, shooting, 
nudies, sex and violence at its utmost. 
Cartoons even depict violence as the 
main theme. After all, it's important 
that our children be programmed at an 
early age. Yes, sir, the American way. 

Our President and the Pope gunn 
down in public, and still no one sees a 
need for gun control or ,aestrictions of 
any kind ... I ask, "Why should anyone 
be puzzled concerning our present crime 
epidemic or the prison population explo­
sion we now face'?" All through life, we 
have the tendency to look-up to our 
parents as examples; a school teacher, 
a judge or minister, someone that sets 
an example and influences our future 
lifestyle, enhancing our moral values. 
It's difficult finding anyone to look up to 
as an example nowdays. 

I wonder what it will take to return 
sight to society's now-blind eyes ... Before 
seeking ways to deter crime, to lessen 
our over-crowded prisons, society must 
clean up its own act first. Our destiny is 
before us if we don't change our course 
immediately, if not already too late. I 
pray not.

UK To Conduct Inventory 
Of Kentucky Newspapers 

The University of Kentucky Libraries 
have been awarded $142,136 by the Na­
tional Endowment for the Humanities to 
make a three-year comprehensive in­
ventory of Kentucky's newspaper copies 
which are maintained on a permanent 
basis. 

Information gained from the study 
will be placed on an on-line computer 
data base in Columbus, Ohio, a national 
computer network. 

Frank Levstik, project coordinator, 
said he will visit 300 newspaper 
depositories around the state, including 
public, college and university libraries, 
historical societies and newspaper 
publishers. 

The purpose is not to acquire the 
newspaper copies for UK but to locate 
and identify where they are held, 
Levstik said. 

There is no up to date bibliographic 
guide to Kentucky newspapers, Livstik 
said, and such a guide will be of great 
help to researchers, he added. 

UK previously had a $10,000 planning 
grant fron NEH to get the program 

.started. 
The present grant also will help to 

identify newspaper holdings in immi­
nent danger of destruction and the next 
grant from NEH is expected to fund the 
placement of such newspapers on 
microfilm. 

Levstik will spend the first year of the 
grant researching UK's newspaper 
holdings. He will research holdings in 
Louisville beginning in the fall of 1985 
especially at the Filson Club, a major 
holder of Kentucky newspapers, and will 
visit the remainder of the state beginn­
ing in the spring of 1986. 

The project is a part of NEH's United 
States Newspaper Program which was 
organized by the Organization of 
American Historians in the 1970s when 
Dr. Thomas D. Clark, UK professor 
emeritus of history, was executive 
secretary of the organization. 

Kentucky is one of five states receiv­
ing this grant. The others are Indiana, 
West Virginia, Iowa and Hawaii.

The areas of eastern Kentucky, West 
Virginia and the western section of 
Virginia have historically been one of 
the leading regions in the United States 
involving stolen explosives, federal 
agents say. 

"Stealing explosives is a federal crime 
and a serious threat to every American 
citizen," says Stephen E. Higgins, ATF 
director, Washington, D.C. "Violators 
can be fined $10,000 and sent to prison 
for 10 years or both." Anyone responsi­
ble for the death of a person because of 
the illegal use of explosives can receive 
a prison term up to life imprisonment. 

For the past three years, Kentucky 
has been ranked No. 1 by ATF among 
the 50 states with the number of ex­
plosives thefts-25 incidents in 1981 20 
in 1982 and T1 in 1983. Virginia was ra'nk- · 
ed fifth among the states in 1983 for ex­
plosives thefts and West Virginia was 
ranked lOth. As for bombing incidents 
investigated by ATF, Kentucky was 
ranked fourth among the states in 1982 
with 31 bombings, and eighth in 1983 with 
21. 

ATF was heavily involved in a major 
explosives investigation in Floyd coun­
ty during 1983. A federal grand jury in­
dicted 20 individuals on various counts

The illegal use of explosives has 
become a serious national problem . 
During the first nine months of fiscal 
year 1983, there were 203 incidents of 
reported thefts of explosives to ATF. 
These thefts accounted for more than 19 
tons of explosives missing and entering 
the illegal market. During this same 
period there were 511 bombings or at­
tempted bombing incidents reported to 
ATF accounting for 28 deaths, 87 injuries 
and $4.5 million in property damages 
associated with these crimes. 

As a result, ATF has established the 
detection, identification and investiga­
tion of explosives incidents as the 
Bureau's highest priority. 

ATF's response to thefts of explosives 
and the subsequent recoveries of the 
stolen explosives often prevent bomb­
ings. The utilization of computerized in­
telligence information to identify trends 
has become an important technological 
tool to enforcement in the war on crime. 

As part of the Bureau's commitment 
to assist state and local law enforcement 
agencies, ATF started an advanced 
training program on explosives techni­
ques in 1982. To date, 226 state and local 
law enforcement officers have been 
trained by ATF at the Federal Law En­
forcement Training Center in Glynco, 
Georgia.

One firm with a buoyant faith in the future of the coal industry here is Baker Mine Service, a company based in 
Bridgeville, Pa., which opened its reorganized Floyd county plant on Saturday and predicted boom times ahead. 

The new plant, a mile south of Martin on KY 80, combines the operations of two Baker affiliates, Eimco-Elkhorn and 
Reedrill. The plant specializes in mining equipment repair but company officials boast they can handle repairs for any 
kind of machinery. 

Says Morris Mullins, Baker Mine Service's area sales manager, "If you can repair mining equipment, the rest is pie." 
Federal regulations make performance standards higher for mining equipment than for any other machinery, he 
explained. 

Mullins said the company hopes to employ a workforce of 58-36 production workers, 12 sales agents and 10 support 
staff-over the next six months. 

General Manager Gary Castle, shown in the picture pointing out the features of a metal saw to potential customers, 
says the firm expects 1985 to be a good year for Kentucky coal. 

Good times for coal mean good times for mining equipment firms-as it is, "We can't keep drills long enough to display 
them," Castle said-and a promise of more skilled jobs for this area.

Frankfort, Ky., Sept. 20-The recent 

cool front has kept fishing light at Ken­
tucky's 16 major lakes, with poor to fair 
catches reported.

Relics of Dark Ages 
Is Topic of EKU Don 

Museum collections of tarnished 
armor. 

Crumbling ruins in rural Britain and 
France. 

Folk tales and stories about King Ar­
thur and his knights. 

To many people, the Middle Ages 
mean just that-a few shards of 
historical value to Europeans and of no 
value to Americans. 

But to Dr. Michael H. Bright, pro­
fessor of English at Eastern Kentucky 
University, the medieval period takes on 
concrete reality-in Richmond and in 
communities across the United States. 

"Up on the corner, at Lancaster 
Avenue and Main ... the Presbyterian 
Church is Gothic," Bright said. The 
Gothic style, featuring high vaulted ceil-
ings, pointed arches and buttressed 
walls, flowered during the medieval 
period, and enjoyed a revival in the 

' mid-1800s. 
Old houses with turrets also show their 

kinship with the Middle Ages, Bright 
said. 

''Where would a turret come from but 
, a castle?" he said. 

Bright will deliver a lecture on the sur­
vival of this facet of medieval culture at 
the lOth annual Conference of the 
Southeastern Medieval Association on 
Saturday Oct. 6 at EKU. His topic? 
"Modern Medievalism: Medieval In­
fluences and Victorian Architecture." 

"Isn't it strange," Bright said in are­
cent interview, "that in the 19th century, 
an age of tremendous progress and 
movement toward the modern world, 
that architects would look back for in­
spiration to a style that had its high point 
500 years in the past?" 

Strange or not, these Victorian 
builders created Gothic masterpieces 
such as the Houses of Parliament and 
the Towers Bridge in London. "Many 
people think the Houses of Parliament 
actually date from the Middle Ages, 
when in fact they were built in the 1850s 
and 1860s," he said. 

In America there were few public 
buildings built in Gothic style, he said. 
"That may be because, as a republic, 
America looked more to Greece and 
Rome for inspiration." 

The Gothic revival "never really 
l caught on here as much as it did in 

England. You do see it in churches. 
After all, the highest expression of 
Gothic architecture was the cathedral." 
The Gothic church in Richmond dates 
from recent times, Bright said. "It's not 
a 19th century structure," he said. "I 
think it was built in the early years of 
this century." 

The Victorian revival of interest in the 
medieval world came as a marked 
chang~ in the way people had thought 
about that age, he said. 

In the late 1700s, the great English 
scholar and wit Dr. Samuel Johnson,' 
remarked, "I know nothing of those ages 
that knew nothing." 

"They thought of the Dark Ages as 
'dark' in two senses," Bright said: 
"Dark in that little was known during 
those years, and dark in the sense that 
little was known about them." He said 
this situation changed about 1800. 
"Historians began to investigate the 
medieval world, and the more they in­
vestigateq, the more they discovered 
that the people of those times weren't 
complete dolts. 

"They made some rather fine ad­
vancements," Bright said. The splendor 
of Gothic architecture for one thing. 
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Bright's talk will be at noon, Oct. 6 in 
Conference Rooms C and D of the 
Perkins Building, EKU.

Kentucky bow hunters who remember 

all the regulations from last year 
shouldn't have any trouble when this 
year's archery deer season opens Oct. 
1. But for the rest of us, a quick trip 
through a current copy of the rules 
should be a part of our pre-season ritual. 

About the only thing that has chang­
ed is the placing of certain counties in 
one of seven deer hunting zones. Bow 
hunters need to check whether they are 
hunting in a zone five or six county, 
because in these zones archers are 
limited to bucks only during the entire 
archery season. Zone Seven, which is 
comprised of Letcher, Knott, Knm:, 
Magoffin, Perry and Floyd (except for 
the Dewey Lake Wildlife Area) is clos­
ed to all deer hunting. 

A copy of the 1984 Deer Hunting Guide 
1s attached to each deer permit. This 
guide also contains a list of check sta­
tions and their hours of operation. 
Remember that all deer, whether taken 
by gun or archery, must be checked at 
the nearest open check station or by a 
conservation officer by 9 a.m. the follow­
ing day. 

Because of an editing error in this 
year's deer guide, Zone Four and Five 
counties are listed as those open to 
bucks-only archery hunting. The correct 
zones are five and six- just remember 
that any county with a gun season 
shorter than 10 days is also a bucks-only 
archery county and you'll be ok. 

Hunters will be allowed to take two 
deer by archery in 1984, or one by gun 
and one by bow. A separate permit is re­
quired for each deer. Permits cost $11.50 
for residents and non-residents, but out­
of-staters must purchase an annual non-. 
resident license. A three-day small 
game license is not valid for deer 
hunting. 

Hunters may use any draw weight 
bow, as long as it doesn't have a device 
or attachment that will hold the arrow 
at full draw without aid from the archer. 
Arrows must have barbless broadhead 
points at least 7/8 inch wide. Chemical­
ly treated arrows or attachments con­
taining chemicals may not be used. 

The archery season in all open zones 
will run from Oct. 1 through Nov. 1, then 
re-open Nov. 14 and continue through 
Dec. 31. Crossbows may be used only 
during the Nov. 17-26 portion of the bow

season. Crossbows must have a 
minimum pull weight of 100 pounds, and 
bolts (that's what crossbow ar rows are 
called) must have a minimum weight of 
380 grains and be fitted with barbless 
broadhead points at least 7/8 inch wide, 
with no chemica l treatments or 
chemical attachments. 

The hunting hours for bow and gun 
deer hunting are from one-half hour 
before sunrise until one half hour after 
sunset. It is illegal to take deer from a 
boat or any land vehicle or while the 
deer is swimming. It is also illegal to use 
dogs or other domestic animals to hunt 
deer. 

And one final reminder: If the woods · 
are dry on opening day, be extremely 
careful with matches or campfires. 
Unless we get a lot of rain, the threat of 
forest fires increases progressively as 
the leaves begin to fall. By the first of 
November, the woods could be tinder­
boxes, just waiting for a careless act to 
ignite them-so watch what you're 
doing.

Keeping Hedges Trimmed­
When, How and With What 

This past summer provided good 
growing conditions for our woody land­
scape plants, with hedge shrubs being no 
exception. If your hedges are 
overgrown, this is a good time to give 
them a "fall hair-cut" -to bring them 
back to desired size, to improve their ap­
pearance, even to prevent them from be­
ing a landscape hazard. 

Many people use the rule of thum.b 
that pruning and shearing can be done 
"whenever the shears are sharp". The 
only caution in the fall is to remember 
that if spring blooming shrubs are prun­
ed, their spring flowering will be reduc­
ed. Shrubs such as forsythia, 
honeysuckles, lilacs, spireas, and vibur­
nums will bloom next spring from buds 
developed this past summer. But many 
of these plants, especially forsythia, 
may have developed new growth that 
needs to be cut back. 

In addition to the flowering shrubs, 
many evergreen shrubs used for hedges 
may also need attention. Arborvitae. 
junipers and yews, that may have 
uneven growth due to their random 
branching habits, are prime candidates. 

Should you prune or should you shear? 
Is there a difference? There is indeed a 
difference, a very noticeable difference, 
that encompasses personal preference 
and time, and necessitates different 
types of equipment. 

For those with limited time or pa­
tience, or who prefer or are simply us­
ed to all growth being cut off flat at the 
same height, the more formal look, 
shearing is your choice. And you have 
the option of hand and powered shears. 

Hand shears will generally shear · 
larger diameter branches and allow 
more selective shearing, but if your 
hedges run more than fifty feet long, you 
can probably justify the cost of either 
gasoline or electric hedge trimmers. Be 
sure to select one with sufficient power 
for the job, and an adequate blade 
length. A 16-inch blade is standard for 
home use. 

If hand shears are selected, instead of 
buying the conventional straight edged 
shears, buy shears with wavy or ser-

rated blades. The waves or serrations 
help to catch heavier branches that tend 
to slip ahead of the blades as they close. 
Stainless steel blades are more expen­
sive, but some consider them better, 
than forged steel blades, which are more 
durable than carbon steel blades. 

The handles of shears may be wood or 
metal-that choice is again personal 
preference and cost. But to reduce arm 
fatigue, be sure to buy shears with small 
rubber cushions between the blades. The 
cushions act as shock absorbers when 
the blades close, sparing your arms. 
Fatigue is also lessened if shorter blades 
( 6 to 8 inches vs. 10 to 12 inches) are us­
ed, if the cutting edges press together 
throughout the entire blade length, if a 
manual tension adjuster is present, and 
if the shears are a comfortable weight 
for the shearer. 

For those with time, or who find prun­
ing to be a good personal therapy, or 
who like informal or natural plant 
forms, hand pruning is necessary. 
Where shearing leaves flat hedge sur­
faces, hand pruning permits selective 
removal of erratic growth. Selected 
branches are removed within the plant's 
crown so that cuts are not visible. 

For small branches, select hand 
pruners. For large branches, loppers, or 
hand pruners on long handles, will be 
needed. With either, there is a choice of 
blades-bypass or scissor, or anvil. With 
anvil blades the cutting blade meets a 
soft metal or hard plastic anvil in the 
center. With bypass or scissor blades, 
the upper cutting blade passes by the 
narrow hooked lower blade. Of the two, 
the bypass pruners generally give the 
cleaner, smoother cut. 

Timely Tip: Keep blades of all hand 
shears, pruners and loopers clean and 
oiled. Soil and other particles will dull, 
blades; therefore, sharpen them when 
appropriate.

Q. My son is planning to go to a tann­
ing parlor regularly once summer is 
over so that he can have a tan all year. 
But I'm worried about his skin. Doesn't 
this cause cancer? 

A. A tanning salon most often is made 
up of small booths lined with sunlamps 
that give off ultraviolet (UV) radiation 
of two types A and B. UV-B rays, which 
come mostly from the sun, can cause 
skin cancer. UV-A rays have been more 
often linked with early aging of the skin. 
These rays go deeper into the skin and 
can damage the skin fiber. This damage 
can result in sagging. While many of to­
day's salons use lamps which give off 
mostly UV-A rays, exposure to UV-B 
rays can still occur. This exposure might 
increase a person's risk of skin cancer 
and early aging of the skin. 

Being exposed to the rays given off by 
tanning booths can pose other health 
hazards. Ultraviolet rays can burn or in­
jure the eyes. Certain prescription drugs 

, can increase a person's sensitivity to 
UV-rays. The Food a nd Drug Ad­
ministration <FDA) suggests that peo­
ple should not use sun tanning booths if: 
they burn easily and don't tan (if they 
don't tan in the sun, they most likely 
won't tan in a booth) or if they get fre­
quent cold sores (ultraviolet rays may 
make them worse). 

If after thinking about the risks your 
son decides to use a tanning booth, he 
should follow this advice from the FDA. 

-Begin tanning for brief periods of 
time. 

-Don't change the timer. Staying 
longer than you should can seriously 
harm you. 

-Use protective eye goggles. Normal 
sunglasses or just closing the eyes isn't 
enough. 

- Make sure the booth has shields and 
handrails to keep from touching or fall­
ing into lamps. 

- Make sure an employee is nearby to 
. help in an emergency. 

-If taking any prescription drugs, 
check with a doctor or pharmacist about 
their effect on UV light.

"The People vs. Dan White"-once a

Prenatal Tests 
Can Alleviate 
Parents' Fears

For most expectant parents, the 

knowledge that a baby is on the way is 
very happy news. For mothers-to-be 
who are in their mid-thirties or older, 
however, that happiness is often tinged 
with doubts as to whether the age fac­
tor will harm the baby. Will something 
go wrong and result in a birth defect? 

In past years, parents just had to wait 
and see. Now, with technology such as 
ultrasound, and procedures such as am­
niocentesis, early answers to those ques­
tions are available. 

The fact is that medical genetics has 
become an important part of modern 
health care. Prenatal diagnosis can 
detect a number of birth defects in­
cluding Down's Syndrome, some neural 
tube defects and many metabolic 
disorders. 

Contrary to general belief, when a 
physician suggests ultrasound or am­
niocentesis, it is not always because a 
problem is suspected. "Most of our pa­
tients are referred simply because of 
age," states Shellye Wittman, Univer­
sity of Kentucky Chandler Medical 
Center <UKMCJ genetics counselor. 
"Since women in their 30's have only a 
one percent chance of a genetic problem 
occurring, most of our results are hap­
py ones." 

Headed by Dr. Bryan Hall, director of 
the amniocentesis genetics counseling 
program and chief of the division of 
genetics and dysmorphology at UKMC, 
the program has served more than 80 
patients in the past year. 

Prior to the actual test, the parents 
meet with Wittman to discuss the com­
ing procedure and to provide a three­
generation family health history for 
their file. On procedure day, the parents 
are again joined by Wittman and HalL 
"We like to be there to reassure the 
parents and answer any last minute 
questions," explains Wittman. 

Once in the ultrasound suite, parents 
meet one of three ultrasound techni­
cians: Vicki Creech, Lyn Marlin, or Bet­
ty McKenna. The mother is asked to lie 
on an examining table and a small ultra­
sound unit is moved over the abdomen. 
Soo? a blurry, moving image appears on 
the screen ... the baby is making an 
appearance. 

The location of the baby is marked on 
the abdomen and the physician steps 
forward to insert the amniocentesis nee­
dle. Most amniocentesis procedures at 
UK are performed by either Dr. John 
Green or Dr. Kathryn Dillon. The actual 
insertion of the needle is quick and near­
ly painless. Approximately one ounce of 
amniotic fluid is drawn into a syringe 
and taken immediately to the 
cytogenetics labor a tory. 

"The best time to take a sample is be­
tween the 15th and 17th week, notes Lin­
da Smith, laboratory supervisor. 
"Before that, there may not be enough 
cells in the fluid to culture; after that, 
the fluid may contain too much protein." 
Three cultures are grown from each 
sample to provide a cross-<:heck on 
results. Results are reported within four 
weeks. 

Meanwhile, back in the ultrasound 
unit, the parents-to-be are receiving one 
final look at their baby to ensure that all 
is well following the procedure. The 
monitor confirms that the baby's heart 
is still beating regularly. 

"Well, look at that!" exclaims techni­
cian Creech. "Your baby is going to suck 
her thumb." Amazed parents watch as 
a tiny hand appears and moves resolute­
ly toward the round image of a little 
head. Suddenly, any remaining prenatal 
fears and doubts seem to disappear.

Sport of the People 
Hush ... we're attending a pioneer 

funeral around 1790 in Kentucky. 
The "departed" is laid out at the home 

of a relative. A minister or lay preacher 
has been summoned. The mourners are 
gathered in their best clothes and have 
stepped out on the front porch of the 
cabin to watch ... 

A horse race. 
"By our standards, there seems to be 

something incongruous with funerals 
and horse racing." writes Dr. Peggy 
Stanaland of Eastern Kentucky 
University. 

"But then the frontier Kentuckian did 
not aspire to lead a life of congruity and 
convention.'' 

Stanaland, a professor of physical 
education at EKU, has done con­
siderable research into early Kentucky 
racing. She recently completed a paper, 
"Horse Racing Before Race Tracks: An 
Encounter With Early Kentucky 
Folksport.'' 

Funerals provided one of the few 
times that the scattered settlers came 
together, ~t:mal;=md says. Court days, 
military musters and ~gr-kultural fairs 
also provided the slim excuse'"'K-en­
tuckians needed to race. 

Often a chance meeting on the road 
would be enough to spark a contest. 

"Whenever you had two men, two 
horses and a little bit of liquor, you had 
the makings of a horse race,'' Stanaland 
says. 

As with any folksport, horse racing in 
those days was informal and spon­
taneous. Few records were kept, and the 
research on her project has not been 
easy. 

"There are some diary entries. and 
travelers through Kentucky occasional­
ly mentioned races in letters or journals. 

"And very early in Kentucky history 
you begin to see laws and ordinances 
about horses and horse races-in fact 
you see these before you find much men­
tion of education or schools,'' Stanaland 
says. 

The common form of racing in those 
days, she says, was the two-horse 
quarter race, so called because it was 
often roughly a quarter of a mile long. 

"In settlements the only flat, 
straightway path was generally down 
the main part of town. So the practice 
of a quarter race down Main Street 
became a popular pastime in almost 
every Kentucky settlement that has any 
recollection or recording of horse rac­
ing,'' she says. 

Eventually ordinances began to ap­
pear prohibiting such racing as 
dangerous. 

"This banning, of course, merely mov­
ed the races to the edge of town and led 
to the development of bonafide tracks." 

But as with fox hunting and other 
rural Kentucky folks ports, the growth of 
professional breeders and established 
tracks marked the decline of the sport 
among people. 

"What started as a folk sport even­
tually became a highly organized, tight­
ly controlled, multi-million dollar 
business, too rich for the provincial Ken­
lt.wki<;lEs' blood ... ," Stanaland says. 

"The ' two{10rse race and the fox 
hunter of yesteryear __ have virtually 
disappeared, but their legacy has add­
ed to the reputation of Kentucky as a 
horse state where horse racing is, in-. 
deed, a 'sport of the people,' not just the 
'sport of kings.'"

bal section, compared with 475last year, 
and 518 on the math section, compared 
with 513 in 1983. 

The national average SAT scores for 
1984 graduates rose one point on the ver­
bal section, to 426, and three points on 
the math section, to 471. Nationally, 
scores began to show a slight increase 
in 1982 after declining steadily for nearly 
two decades. 

Mrs. McDonald noted that Kentucky 
students have consistently scored higher 
than the national average. A review of 
the test scores since 1972 shows that the 
scores of Kentucky students have fluc­
tuated slightly but have not experienc­
ed the same decline evidenced national­
ly, she said. 

The number of college-bound seniors 
in Kentucky who took the SAT test this 
year rose by 202, to a total of 3,308. Of 
that number, 52 percent were men and 
48 percent were women. Nationally, 52 
percent of the test-takers were women 
and 48 percent were men. Scores are on 
a scale of 200 to 800. 

For Kentucky students, men con­
tinued to score higher than women on 
both portions of the test, but women 
made larger gains over 1983 scores than 
did the men. Women gained 10 points on 
the verbal section, to 479, and seven 
points on the math section, to 492. Men 
gained five points on the verbal section, 
to 484, and four points on the math sec­
tion, to 542. 

Nationally, women contributed more 
to the increase in the math average this 
year, and men contributed more to the 
increase in the average score on the ver· 
bal section, the College Board said. 

The board cautioned in announcing 
the test results that they were not 
representative of all high school seniors 
but only of the college-bound seniorS who 
took the test. Nearly 1 million seniors 
took the SAT in 1983-84, the report said. 

The College Board was expected to 
send SAT scores to local high schools 
this week.

Of Will, Failure 

A circuit court jury decided Monday 
that a dying Abbott Creek woman knew 
what she was doing when she authoriz­
ed the transfer of funds from her bank 
account to one she shared with the 
daughter who took care of her in her last 
illness. 

Josephine H. Spradlin, another 
daughter of Lucy Whitaker Hackworth 
and administrator of her estate, had 
challenged the July, 1981 transfer of 
funds to Geneva J . Watkins, saying their 
mother was at that time dying of cancer, 
not competent to make decisions about 
her financial affairs, and unduly in­
fluenced by Mrs. Watkins. 

Mrs. Spradlin, the third of 10 children 
of Henry and Lucy Hackworth, lives in 
Ada, Ohio. She said her mother's estate 
was defrauded or otherwise damaged by 
the transfer to Mrs. Watkins of $30,132 
in money market funds held in a United 
Federal Savings and Loan account, and 
of about $5000 in Social Security and 
black lung benefits. She asked for the 
money to be returned to the estate and 
for $20,000 in punitive damages as wen. 

But Mrs. Watkins, the ninth child and 
youngest daughter, testified that she 
took care of her mother for several 
months prior to her death in December, 
1981, that her brothers and sisters were 
of little help, and that their mother was 
mentany alert when she shifted her 
money around in the summer before she 
died. Mrs. Watkins lives at East Point.

In Florida at 79 

Town Hall, who for H~ years was 
superintendent of Floyd county schools 
died last Wednesday in Sarasota, Fla.: 
at the age of 79. Mr. Hall , who had been 
in failing health, died of an apparent 
stroke, it was said. 

He was superintendent of schools from 
1936 to 1944 when he resigned to volun­
teer for Navy service during World War 
II. His wife, Hollie B. Osborne Hall was 
named superintendent during his ~riod 
of service, and upon his return home in 
1946 he again was appointed superinten­
dent by the Floyd County Board of 
Education. 

Two innovations marked his admini­
stration: the school bus transportation 
system was initiated in the county, and 
the traditional sub-district trustee 
system, which had created enmity and 
actual violence in communities of the 
county, was abolished. 

After retirement as superintendent of 
schools, Hall became a real estate 
developer at Allen and during that time 
the nucleus of the town of New Allen was 
established. In Sarasota, where he had 
resided about 30 years , he built and 
operated a motel, later building a shop­
ping center on his property. 

There he was a member of the South­
side Baptist Church, which he for years 
served as a deacon. At the church 
children knew Mr. Han as "the candy 
man" because he provided candy treats 
to children attending Sunday School. 

He was the last of the family of Green­
bury and Frances Hamilton Hall, and 
was born at McDowell Nov. 10, 1904. He 
was a graduate of the Caney Creek Com­
munity Center, received the A.B. degree 
from Tusculum College, Greenville, 
Tenn., and his law degree from the 
University of Kentucky.

Possibilities Unlimited, 
Inc. is implementing a proven effective, 
cost efficient program for chemically 
dependent teenagers <ages 12-17) and 
young adults (ages 18-25) . Currently, 
sixty families from the Bluegrass are 
receiving treatment.

It involves the whole family. 

Parents learn effective methods for 
helping their children develop responsi­
ble attitudes and values. They learn how 
to improve their communication with 
their children and develop a more 
cohesive family unit.

Security 

Key To Protection 
A person's Social Security number is 

the key to his or her lifetime protection 
under Social Security. 

All earnings that a person has over his 
or her working lifetime are recorded 
under that number. If an incorrect 
number is used, that person may not get 
proper credit for all earnings. 

People should always take their Social 
Security card with them when they get 
a nev:~ job and make sure that their 
employer copies the number just as it is 
shown on the card. 

People should keep a record of their 
nuinber in a safe place. Then, if the 
original card is lost, a new card with the 
same number can be obtained easier 
than if the number were not known. 

Also, a person applying for a replace­
ment Social Security card will have to 
provide documentary evidence of iden­
tity, Kelly said. A person born outside 
the U.S. needs evidence of current U.S. 
citienship or legal alien status. If a per­
son ever becomes aware that he or she 
has more than one Social Security 
number, the individual should contact 
any Social Security office right away. 
The people there will help get the situa­
tion cleared up so that the numbers are 
cross-referred and the person gets full 
credit for all earnings. 

"It is against the law for a person to 
use someone else's number. It is also 
against the law to give false information 
when getting a number. Penalties in­
clude a fine or jail sentence or both", 
Kelly said. 

It is a good idea for a person to check 
his or her Social Security record 
periodically to make sure that earnings 
are being correctly reported. This is 
especially true if a person changes jobs 
often.
