175.610 the •rransporta­
tion Cabinet has the responsibility, when 
the bonds and interest are paid off in full. 
of making an engineering determination 
as to the precise condition and state of 
repair of those ( toll) road;; at the time 
the bonds are patd.

To Lay Off 160 
HStrikeLasts 

Unless an agreement with ~triking 
union miners is reached. National Mines 
Corp. will lay off half of iL<> 160 salaried 
employees on f<'eb. 1, company officials 
said last week. 

Among the mines whose personnel 
would be affected are the company's 
four deep mines in the Stinson complex 
on Caney Creek, Knott county, two in 
Wesl Virginia and lwo in Pennsylvania. 
All these mines have been temporarily 
closed as a result of the strike which 
began last C>clober 1 when National 
Mines and Ute A.T. Massey Coal Co. fail­
ed to sign" the contract between the 
United Mine Workers and the Bitumin­
ous Coal Operators Association. 

If the layoffs occur, brunt of the 
economic effect would be felt by Knott 
and Floyd counties from which the com­
pany draws most of its workers.

No Favorites, Judge 
Says of Convictions 
If you paid more for your drunk driv­

ing conviction than the next person, 1t 
does not mean the court is playing 
favorites, District Judge Harold Stum­
bo wants it understood. 

The judge was commenting last week 
on complaints he has received from 
some of those convicted of drunk driv­
ing and sentenced to pay a Cine and fees 
amounting to more than $-100, even for 
a first conviction. while others are re­
quired to pay less than $150 for the same 
offense. 

The most common reason for the 
disparity, Judge Stumbo points out, is 
that some of those now making court ap­
pearances were arrested prior to July 
13, when a tougher drunk driving Jaw 
came inlo effect. 

Whether a person is being tried for the 
first , second or third offense over a five­
year period will also make a difference 
in the s~ntence meted out , And if there 
are other charges involved. like 
resisting nrrest, dnving without n 
license or having no insurance, that will 
make a difference. too. 

As far as mmimum sentences are con­
cerned, the new law leaves the tnal 
Judge no discretion, sa1d Stumho, who 
told his district court audience Frida~· 
that he " felt like a robot" when trying 
drunk·drhing cases . 

Under the law enacted by the 198-1 
General As::.embly. convictton on a first 
offense hnng.-, a $200 finE', which may be 
suspended if the JX'rson agrees to do two 
days of "community servlce"-typical­
ly, cleaning up U1!: courthouse or help· 
ing out at 11 loeal fire department. 

In any event, a $1&0 service fee is 
lev1ed, to_gether with $47.50 In court 
costs, and $10 whtch goes mto the crime 
victims' compensation fund . 

That means the court btll for a first of· 
fense under Lhe new law IS a mmunum 
$4W 50, or S207 50 plus two dnys' lubor 
And that's JUSt the start or it 

abuse, the new law carries a minimum 
30-day SUSJX'nsion even with the training 
course Enrollment in the course cost:. 
$50 and there is also a S30 relicensing fee. 

The driver who chooses not to go to 
school does not gel his or her license 
back for six months. 

fo'or a second offense, as the judge fre· 
quently points out to those making their 
first court appearance, he has no option 
but to jail them for seven days, take 
away their license for a year, and fine

Asbestos Forums­
An Invitation 

Asbestos, a building and msulation 
matenal wideh· used for vcars for tts 
heat-resistant qualittes, has been found 
to cause cancer and other SP.\'ere ill· 
nesses in humans who breathe or 
swallow its fibers . Recent informatiOn 
gathered by the En\'ironmental Protec· 
lion Agency indicates that asbe.'>tos 1s 
much more pervasive in buildings than 
was previous}) realized. 

In addition to the very real threat lo 
children and education employees 
because of asbestos in our schools, a re· 
cent study by the EPA has indicated that 
as many as 700,000 buildmgs, including 
federal buildings and commercial off1ce 
buildings and apartment houses, could 
contain friable asbestos, that which has 
crumbled or turned to powder and which 
is most easily inhaled or ingested. The 
study also cites the possibility of 100.000 
to 200.000 private homes contaming the 
easilv crumbled and dangerous asbestos 
which is found primarily In heating duct 
systems. 

While these studies c1te national 
stat1stics and give an overview of the 
problems throughout the country, there 
is much that "e do not kno\\ abc>utthe 
problem in Kentucky. We know that 
because of environmental protection re­
quirements. many of the public schools 
1n the Commonwealth ha\'e ix'cn m· 
spected for the presence of asbestos, and 
in many cases. the as~stos has be«.>n 
removed. However. there are many 
questions that remain unanswered at 
this time. For example, have all public 
schools been inspected and where has it 
been found? Has all of it been removed'l 
Is there a danger of asbestos m pri\·ate 
buildings and pri\'ale homes as national 
studies indicate? 

Because of these and oth(>r questions, 
the Go\'ernor's Consumer Adv1sory 
Council and I, as Attorney General, in· 
vite you to attend one of the four pubhc 
forums on the subject or asbestos dur· 
ang lhe month of January . These forums 
will take place on January 8 m Frank·

Thl' Bert T. Combs Mountam Park· 
way wus rimmcl.'d by bonds sold by the 
Kentucky Turnpike Authority For the 
post 20 plus yt•ar!i. we here in East Ken· 
tul·ky ha\'l' patd tolls every lime we 
travl'lt>d lh1s road to pay the construe· 
tum costs. The Parkway is one of our 
most unportant roads and we paid the 
tolls w1llingly to cover the construction 
costs. 

ln Jnnuary, 1985. the bonds sold :o, on­
struct the road from Winchester to 
Campton will be pard: in Jul~. 1985. the 
bonds sold to construct the Parkway ex· 
tension from C::~mpton to Prestonsburg 
will be paid KRS 175 610 states that 
after construction bonds are paid, the 
roads shall be conveyt.>d by the <Tum· 
p1kcl authority to the Commonwealth 
nnd shall become part of the highway 
svstem and shaiJ thereafter be maintain· 
cd by the bureau free of tolls. lt would 
appc.•.ar that the tolls on lhe Parkway 
\\ollld be rl.'moved when the construe· 
lion bonds arc retired in January and 
July 

I lowever, there is a move in Frankfort 
hy som(' legislators, legislators who do 
not have toll roads in their districts, to 
have the Authority keep the tolls on the 
Parkway to pay for maintenance of lhe 
road While the Turnpike Authority and 
the Govt•rnor have not publicly stated a 
position on this issue, I believe we here 
in East Kentucky shouJd make these 
agencies and public offiCials aware of 
our pos1tion and our concern. 

We here m East Kentucky pay the 
same gasoline tax as every other Ken­
tuckian. If this is enough to maintain the 
roads m the West. North, South and Cen· 
tral portions of tht..> state, then it is 
enough to pay for the maintenance of the 
Parkway In add1t1on, our area pours 
m111ions of dollars of severance tax into 
the state treusury each month. certain· 
ly enough to maintain the Parkway. ll 
just isn't fair to ask us to pay an addi· 
tmnal tux, in the form of tolls. for one of 
our most Important roadways. 

Tolls were put on the Parkway to pay 
the construction costs. We understood 
this and willingly paid them. When the 
construction costs are paid, the tolls 
should I.X' removed. If the gasoline tax 
isn't g<>nerating enough revenue to pay 
for the maintenance of the roads. that's 
another issue to be d1scussed by the 
General Assembly.

Named in Suit 
For $1 Million 

A P;~intsville firm wh1ch had been 
awarded the garbage disposal st>rvice 
for the county but lost its exclusive 
right~ when a new solid waste ordinance 
was adopted hal' filed a Sl million SUIL 

in US. district court against the Johnson 
l'Ountv fiscal court. Individuals named 
m the- suit are Judge-Executive Frank 
Johnson and Commissioners Robin 
Cooper. Fred W. McKenz1e and John 
Holbrook 

Northwest Services Corp .. claims lhe 
county's solid waste ordinance, passed 
Sept. 26. 1983. called for the mandatory 
use of the county's franchised garbage 
disposal service by all county res1dents . 

Northwest b1d on the collection ser­
VICes and. according to the suit. that bid 
was accepted by a unanimous vote of the 
fiscal court last May 7. 

On the basis or that resolution, the 
plaintiff conlt>nds investment of S50,000 
cash. $200,000 credit and an additional 
$50.000 in cash and labor was made to 
handle the collecfion services for the 
county. 

The suit contends Northwest was 
gtven an exclusivity agreement by the 
county, making it the county's only of 
ficial collection service 

But when lhe county ran into opposi­
tion from residents conceming the man­
datory nature of the ordinance, another 
ordinance was passed on Sepl. 11. The 
new ordinance replaced the Solid Waste 
Commission with an agency known as 
the Johnson County Cleanup Commis­
sion. Garbage collection was no longer 
mandatory under the new ordinance. 
but the commission was authorized "to 
prov1de service to Johnson counhans 
who request it." 

In addition to the fiscal court, Castle 
Enterprises, lnc., a Thealka firm. is also 
named, 

Castle Enterprises also runs a gar­
bage collection service in Johnson coun­
ty. and bid for the franchise rights as 
well. 

However, according to the plaintiff, 
despite the exclustvity nature of the or­
dinance, the county continued to allow 
Castle Enterprises lo run a collecUon 
service 

The suit oonlends Northwest was 
"deprived of valuable properly Without 
due process and without just compensa 
tion in violation'' of the plaintiff's 14th 
and 15th admendment rights. 

Caslle Enterprises had previously fil­
ed suit in August against the fiscal court 
in Johnson Ctrcuil Court to block im­
plementation of the mandatory trash 
program. 

In October, Northwest filed circuit 
court action to force reinstatement of the 
mandatory calleclton ordinance.

Glaucoma is the second leading cause 
of blindness in the United State:;. This 
disease usually strikes persons age 40 
and over; it generally has no noticeable 
symptoms, but it can lead to blindness 
The disease can be treated with medic~1 
tion if it is detected and treatment 
begun. 

Persons over age 4() are especially 
urged to be screened regularly for 
glaucoma. The Floyd County Health 
Department is having a glaucoma 
screening clinic on Monday, January 21. 
This clinic is a free service of the health 
department and is open to persons of nil 
ages, but those persons age 40 and over 
are ~pecially urged to take advantage 
of th1s Cree service since this 1S the high 
risk age for the disease. 

A nurse from the health department 
will be in Wayland. Monday, January 14, 
at the Methodist Church in Wayland 
from 10 until2. She wiU offer T.B. sk111 
tests, urinalyses, anemia screening, 
blood pressures, and immunizations. 
This clinic is a free service of the health 
department and is open to the public.

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Scientists Explore 'Lost Worlds'. 
in Venezuela By THOMAS IIARNEY

"Why shouldn't somethin' new and wonderful lie 
in such a country?'' 

Professor George Challenger (explorer in Sir Arthur Conan Doyle's novel, The Lost World). 

In southern Venezuela's Guayana 
Highlands. in the center of a vast. un­
broken primeval rain forest as remote and 
inaccessible as any place in the world. are 
a series of great mesas with toivering. im­
passable walls. These are the fAbled ''Lost 
Worlds," the inspiration for Sir Arthur 
Conan Doyle's famous science-fiction 
novel about an explorer who climbed to the 
top of a high South American mesa and 
found living dinosaurs and other ''missing 
links" survi\'ing from the Jurassic period, 
150 million years or so ago. 

Doyle's adventure tale, later made into 
a popular Hollywood movie, was just a 
fantasy. Yet the high Venezuelan mesas­
called •·tepuis" (pronounced ta-poo­
ees)-are real. Only partially explored. 
they remain a scientific enigma. 

Present-day Lost Worlds explorers 
Jerry Louton and Oliver Flint from the 
Smithsonian and Alfred Gardner from the 
FWS baked in the equatorial sun, slapping 
at seething clouds of insects as they waited 
for the helicopter. " We prayed we 
wouldn' t have to spend the nighl.'' en­
tomologist Louton reca1Js. 

The helicopter took them over a seem­
ingly limitless expanse of forest, virtuaJy 
devoid of human habitation. After 90 
miles, the clouds cleared. and Cerro de Ia 
Neblina emerged a vast, gray, 
250-square-mile, mountainous formation 
rising to a 7,500 foot high plateau. The 
tepui has several peaks; the tallest at 
10,000 feet- is the highest mountain in 
South America outside the Andes. 

The pleateau is also slashed through its 
center by a huge canyon, giving the tepui 
a horseshoe shape. Thousands of feet deep 
and about 25 miJes long, with many tribu­
tary ravines, the canyon rivals even the 
U.S. Grand Canyon in its rugged relief. 

NebJina and the other tepuis are the 
eroded remains of a great sandstone table­
top formation that once covered millions 

tain at a base camp, consisting of two 
sleeping sheds and a laboratory/storage 
shed. From this camp, collecting forays 
can be made on the mountain slopes on 
trails cut by Indians and scientists and by 
canoe along the small river and its tribu­
taries that now out of the canyon. Helicop­
ters take the scientists up the canyon and 
to the flat-topped summit in minutes. 

But those who camp on the plateau top 
find the conditions trying. Dr. Vicki Funk, 
a Smithsonian botanist who flew to the 
plateau for a planned three-day stay in 
February 1984 with McDiarmid, Dr. 
Mercedes Foster of the FWS and three 
other scientists, remembers stepping off 
the helicopter into an alien landscape-a 
wet, spongy mass of mosses, pitcher 
plants. ferns, ground-growing orchids and 
bromeliads and chest-high trees resemb­
ling artichokes, with Jong exposed stems 
and leaves bunched at the tips. She 
believes that "more than 90 percent of the 
plant species of the Neblina summit occur 
newhere else on Earth." 

Bizarre species of nora and fauna ex­
isting nowhere else in the world have 
evol\·ed on the tepuis' high ·•island in the 
sky'' plateaus and peaks. On one such 
tepui, Cerro de Ia Neblina. giant pitcher 
plants and other insectivorous plants 
abound, spectacular orchids grow on the 
ground instead of on trees. flightless 
grasshoppers and giant earthworms make 
an occasional appearance, tiny black frogs 
and lizards move through the dense mats 
of vegetation and birds sing from the 
moss-covered branches of dwarf trees. 
Scientists believe that some of the species 
on the tepui are descended from ancient 
lineages, dating back to Jurassic times. 

_of square miles of the Guayana Highlands. 

Nearly constant rain and heavy mist 
hampered collecting. "Even with a down 
jacket and rain gear, it was impossible to 
keep warm," Funk says. "There was 
ankle-deep water everywhere. Our tents 
sank into the mud, and the floors of the 
tents sprang leaks. One morning I woke up 
floating in my wet sleeping bag on an air 
rna ttress." 

The highest, largest, most isolated and 
least known of the tepuis is The Mountain 
of the 1\lists-Ccrro de la Neb!ina. This 
tepui is, in essence, a living laboratory 
where scietHists from Venezuela, the 
United States and other nations are for the 
first time studying in detail the unique 
species that have evolved in isolation on 
a cool, temperate island surrounded by a 
sea of hot, tropical forest. In the United 
States, the expeditions are supported by 
the Smithson inn Institution, the American 
Museum of Natural History and the Na­
tional Science Foundation. 

The first U.S. team to visit Neblina, ar­
riving in January 1984 for a three-month 
stay, induded biologists from the Smithso­
nian 's National Museum of Natural 
History, the Department of Interior's U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service, the New York 
and Missouri Botanical Gardens and the 
American Museum of Natural History. Dr. 
Roy W. McDiarmid. an .I"WS zoologist and 
a veteran of oU1er tcpui expeditions, coor­
dinated team logistics. 

The scientists flew from Caracas to 
Puerto Ayacucho. the capital of 
Amazonas. where all roads into the in­
terior end. The expedition's leader, Dr. 
Charles Brewer of Venezuela's Foundation 
for the Development of Physical, Mathe­
matical and Natural Sciences. had arrang­
ed for aircraft to pick them up and carry 
them south to San Carlos, a smaJl village 
on the northern reaches of the Rio Negro. 
A six-hour boat ride brought the scientists 
from San Carlos to a pick-up point where 
they were met by a helicopter.

Geologically, the I lighlands are part of the 
Guayana Shield, one of South America's 
oldest exposed landmasses and some of 
the continent's oldest continuously 
habitable land. 

The tepUls vary in size and shape and in 
the diversity of their flora and fauna. Some 
have flat summits, others are eroded. 
NebJina is partially forested and has a 
great variety of biological habitats, but 
some tepuis are JitUe more than bare rock. 
Other tepuis have spectacular waterfalls. 
Angel Waterfall on Auyan tepui in south­
eastern Venezeula drops 3,212 feet-the 
highest waterfall in the world. 

Most Europeans in the 19th and early 
20th centuries had only the haziest notion 
that Cerro Neblina existed. It was only of­
ficially "discovered" and explored in 1953 
by an expedition from the New York 
Botanical Garden led by Dr. Bassett 
Maguire and Dr. John Wurdack, now a 
Smithsonian Institution botanist. 

"We saw Neblina from the Rio Pacimoni 
at a distance of about 50 miles," Wurdack 
recalls, "but it took us a month, traveling 
in motor-powered dugout canoes, to get 
there. The rivers and streams meandered 
in so many directions that we were often 
lost, and we were also slowed by logs clog­
ging the streams. 

" When we finally reached the base of the 
tepui, our Indian guides climbed the moun­
tain slopes and cut a path for us, hut it still 
took 10 days or more before we could find 
a break in the mountain's steep escarp­
ment and make our way onto the plateau. 
We stayed at he top for a month collecting 
plants. The guides brought food up to us. 
It rained almost all the time.'' 

Today's tepui expeditions are somewhat 
less arduous, thanks lo airplanes and 
helicopters. Scientists participating in the 
1984-1985 Neblina expeditions, for exam­
ple, stay on the lower slopes of the moun-
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A more serious problem developed when 
engine trouble and bad weather prevented 
the helicopter from taking Funk and the 
others back to the base camp after the 
scheduled three days. The scientists were 
stranded for an additional seven days. 
Mter their food supplies ran out, they im­
provised by cutting down palm trees and 
making one pot of soup a day using edible 
hearts of palm and a few sparrow-sized 
birds. 

Despite such wretched weather. risks 
and delays, the scientists accomplished 
several months of field work at Neblina in 
1984 and are continuing to work there for 
an indefinite period in 1985. Their goal is 
to amass the most complete information 
on Neblina 's highlands. slopes and sur­
rounding lowland forests, as well as on its 
geologic history and meteorological 
phenomena that affect the area. 

"Collecting on the Guayana Highlands 
was something I had dreamed of doing for 
years, but couldn't without a helicopter," 
says Smithsonian entomologist Dr. Donald 
Davis, who discovered a totally new fauna 
of tiny moths on Neblina 's high plateau 
with colleague Dr. Tim McCabe of the New 
York State Museum. 

··Ideally,'' Davis says, ''we should push 
on and systematically explore the other 
isolated tepuis in the region. This would 
make it possible to compare the origin, 
dispersal patterns and rates of evolu­
tionary change of the flora and fauna on 
tepuis. Then, unlike Arthur Conan Doyle, 
we can form a much sounder hypothesis 
about the lost Worlds' puzzles."

Water Well Drillers

Tax Refunds Help Wildlife 
R.> JOHN Wll.SO:" 

If you're like most folks who are en· 
htled to a tux refund, you hurry up and 
get your returns filed as soon as possi· 
ble. then just sit back and wait for the 
check to arrive. 

But in your haste to get that refund. 
don't overlook line 21A of your Ken lucky 
tax form. This is the line that asks if vou 
want to donate a portion of your refund 
to wildlife. 

After several years. some patterns 
are begiMing to emerge. 'rhe total con­
tributions, which are dividl.'<i equally 
between the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources and the Nature 
Preserves Commissaon, have averaged 
around $80,000 annually, with just over 
one percent of those chgible to con­
tribute actually doing so. 

Of the 12 states wh1ch have had 
similar programs long enough to make 
a comparison, Kentucky ranks dead last 
in the percentage or contributors. 
However, our average contribution, at 
$7.20 last year. is very ncar the top. 

So it looks like those who do care about

non-game wildlife care enough to give 
generously, while the remaming Ken· 
tuckians either don't know about the pr~ 
gram or don't care. 

But it looks like everyone should care 
enough aboulthe feUow creatures who 
share Kentucky with us humans to give 
at least $1,00. Since there are between 
800,000 and 900,000 citizens who get a tax 
refund each year. these single dollars 
wouJd soon add up to a quite sizable 
sum. 

The money from 1hese tax refund con· 
tribulions is used lo conduct scientific 
research or management programs 
which benefit non·game wildlife and to 
ac!tuire cnt1cal pieces or \\ ildlife 
habitat. 

Currently, these funds are financing 
an osprey restoration project. Ospreys, 
large birds of prey which feed exclustve­
Jy on fish, were wiped out in Kentucky 
by pesticide poisoning-the last reported 
nesting was in 1949 at Kentucky Lake. 

To restore breeding populations of 
these birds, it is necessary to take young 
birds from the wlld, put them in ar­
tificial nest boxes and feed them fish for 
several week!'; until they are abie to Oy 
and feed themselves. 'rhe birds then 
mtgrate to South America, but around 
three years later. when they make Lhe 
journey back norlh to breed. they 
1·emember where they were raised and 
return to the same spot to proclut.-c their 
own families. 

Sax birds were transported from 
Florida to Kentucky during the first 
year of the project. with an additional 
20. from Maryland, released last year. 
After a few more years, we should be 
seeing results from lh1s first use of tax 
refund contnbutaons to restore a once­
native species to Kentucky. 

Tax contributions are also being used 
to finance the implemc.ntahon of the 
Ftsh and Wildlife Information System 
(FWIS) in Kentucky. FWlS IS a com· 
puter based service which wJIJ collect, 
organize and disseminate tnfoi'Triation 
on around 1,000 different ~pecscs or 
wildlife including the rare, threatened 
or endangered areas in the .stat~ 

Once the system is in place. biologists 
will ha,·e in•;tant access to facts whicb 
tt now sometlme.s takes months to find. 
This readily nvailable information will 
aid greaUy in assessing U1e cnvironmen· 
tal tmpact of alterations of thO land· 
scape. either by governmental or 
private concerns, and could allow 
biologists to rt.>commend ~teps to save a 
species which otherwise m1ghl disap­
pear because of hab1tat dl'Struclion. 

These are ju~t a couple of facet!' or 
Kentucky's non-game program It's con­
tmued exbtence and expansion d~pcnds 
upon you. So 1f you are gettmg a refund 
thiS year, please don't overlook \\lldlife. 
You won't miss the dollar or two that 
you give. but that smaU amount, if 
everybody gives. will addllp to a whole 
lot of help for wildlif~

ments indil'ate settling or other move· 
ment of the dam, and relief wells relieve 
water pressure and allow measurement 
of seepage through the dam. These types 
of monitoring devices are routinely in­
stalled in new dams and are being in­
stalled in older dams throughout the 
Huntington District. AIJ earthen and 
rock fill dams settle 'slightly and also 
permit a small amount of seepage.

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One Who Served Is Remembered Exchange Vows, Dec. 28 Hearing Slated Jan. 20th 
On Roof Support System Vote for 

By WALTER FRASl 'RE 
The Floyd County War Memorial pla­

que al Archer Park in Prestonsburg lists 
those servicemen of World War II from 
Floyd county who made the supreme 
sacrifice in service to their country. The 
names are familiar, almost all being 
native lo the county, but among those 
listed is one, that of Warren G. Koontz, 
which has an unfamiliar ring. 

Koontz is an uncommon name in 
Floyd county.ln fact, Warren G. Koontz 
was from the state of Arkansas. but l)e 
volunteered for military service and was 
inducted to serve from a Floyd county 
Local Selective Ser vice Board. 

I met Warren, roomed with him and 
worked with him in Bridgeport. Conn. in 
1942. Both of us were products of a Youth 
'framing Program instituted by the 
federal government as a part of the war 
effort in the 1940's. I went to Connecticut 
from Prestonsburg, and Warren went 
there from the Little Rock. Ark. area. 

As I recall, Warren had lost a brother 
or a close relative during the Japanese 
sneak attack on Pearl Harbor on Dec. 
7. 1941. He desperately wanted to serve 
in the military but because of a heart ail­
ment was rejected by examining doctors 
in both Arkansas and Connecticut. He 
had volunteered for the Army, the Air 
Force. Marines, Navy and the Coast 
Guard, but each time was rejected by 
the examining doctors. 

U.S. involvement became more and 
more critical during 1942, and, knowing 
that I would soon be drafted, I decided 
to quit my job in Bridgport, return to my 
home at McDowell and volunteer for the 
U.S. Army. And, knowing Warren's feel­
ings about the war. the obstacles he had 
encountered, the frustrations he ex­
perienced. I wanted to assist oim in any 
way that I could. 

We decided that trying to enlist from 
Floyd county would be worth a try for 
Warren-even if we had to buy him in! 
t l recalled having heard my father 
speak of young men buying into the Ar· 
my during World War 1 days and even 
later, and had also heard that young 
men with only one eye, one leg, one arm 
and other severe impairments were 
drafted in those days from Kentucky.> 

Warren and I quit our jobs on Dec. 22, 
1942. He went to his home in Charleston, 
Ark., lo be with his family during the 
holidays. He arrived at my home in 
McDowell around the 5th of January, 
1943. 

We went to the Local Board in Pres­
tonsburg, a couple of days later and 
volunteered for the Army. Local Board 
officials informed Warren it would be 
necessary for them to have his release 
from his Local Board back in Arkansas 
before he could be inducted from this 
county. As I recall, Mr. Bev SturgiiJ 
assisted Warren with this matter. We 
were examined in Huntington, W.Va., 
the second or third week in January. 
1943 and both passed all exams with Cly­
mg colors. 

I don't recall having ever seen a more 
joyous, elated. appreciative individual 
than Warren was upon passing the ex­
ams. But Warren still had not been 
released from h1s draft board in Arkan­
sas. I was scheduled to report for induc­
tion the last week in January but had to 
take a de)~;~y in hopes that Warren would 
receive his papers in the next few days 
so that we might enter the Army 
together . 

We checked with the McDowell postof­
fice each day. I had to report on Feb. 4, 
even with the delay. The train made only 
one trip up Beaver Creek each day. and 
watched and waited. Finally, on Feb. 3, 
his notice to report came in the morn­
ing mail, and we left that afternoon for 
Prestonsburg. 

Kentucky Unemployment 
Rate Remains Below 9% 
For 4th Straight Month 

For the fourth consecutive month the 
state's unemployment rate was below 
9.0 percent, according to Cabinet for 
Human Resources figures released on 
Dec. 21. 

The preliminary rate for November 
was 8.9 percent, the same as in October, 
but down from November 1983, when it 
was 9 4 percent. Nationally the com­
parable rates were 6.9 percent in 
November, 7.0 percent in October and 
8.1 percent in November 1983. 

An estimated 1,577.700 Kentuckians 
were working in November, down from 
1,589,000 in October. but 42,100 higher 
than the November 1983 figure of 
1,535,600. 

The number of unemployed Ken­
tuckians was 153,300 m November, down 
from 155,800 in October and lower than 
the November 1983 report of 158.600. 

State labor market analyst Ed Black­
well attributed the decrease in employ­
ment to a seasonal decline in 
agricultural jobs, which dropped by 
15,100. "This loss was offset by a gain of 
5,400 jobs in trade," he said. "Employ· 
ment doubled in businesses primarily 

· engaged in buying and marketing farm 
products, such as tobacco.'' Department 
stores and restaurants also reported 
employment gains. 

There were 1,900 fewer jobs in manu­
facturing electrical machinery. but 
gains in other categories kept total 
manufacturing job losses to 1.100. "Ser­
vices jobs declined by 1,300.'' Blackwell 
sa1d, "mostly because employment was 
down in hotels, because the vacation 
season is over, and in hospitals." He 
noted that there are 6.900 more people 
employed 1n services jobs than in 
November 1983, despite the loss last 
month 

The civilian labor force esllmale for 
November was 1,731,000, compared to 
1.744,800 in October and 1,694.200 in 
November 1983 Th1s figure includes 
non·militaty persons who are working 
and unemplQyed people who actively are 
seeking jobs 

Along with 50 other inductees, we got 
a room in the old Aux1er Hotel F lovd 
count~ was "wet" Ill those days, too. a~d 
because of so much rowdiness, noise 
a nd possibly drunkenness most of us 
were expelled from the hotel in the wee 
hours of the morning (The onl~· friend 
whom I remember not being kicked out 
was Bluford Smith, of Hi Hal. He was, 
and still is. a good boy .l. We walked to 
the Ptestonsbw·g train depot and caught 
t.he train to Fort Thomas, that morning. 

Warren and I stayed together three 
days at Fort Thomas We never saw 
each other agam, although our mothers 
kept in contact with each other and 
would, in turn. Inform each of us about 
the other and our whereabouts. 

I was mvolved m campatgns in North 
Africa. Sicily and France. I do not recall 
Warren's ca.mpaigns but learned he was 
kiUed on D-Day, J une 6, 1944 in the in­
vasion of France. 

Warren G. Koontz was a great and 
dear friend. a determined, dedicated 
young man. and a great American.

The KHSAA recommendations would 
cut the number of regular-season foot­
ball games, mcluding pre-season bowl 
games, from 11 to 10. For schools play­
ing football , the number of regular· 
season basketball games would be cut 
from the present 24 to 20. Schools that 
do not play fotJtball would be allowed to 
play 24 regula1·~eason basketball games 
mstead of the prc:-;cnt 30. 

Under the proposed rule changes, 
organized football practice in pads could 
not bc~in bcfon•Aug. I , Players would 
be rcqu1rcd to have five days of practice 
without pads hdorc that time to become 
acclimated to heal conditions. No 
organized basketball prachcc would be 
permitted tw.fore Oct. 15 

The KHSAA board also proposed a 
rule change that would g1ve the commis­
Sioner and board authonty to suspend a 
coach, player or member school for 
\' iolattons of sportsmanship. This would 
permit the association to penalize the 
responsible ind1\'ldual instead of the 
whole school program, Mills said. 

The two boards also discussed the 
issue of "rcd·shtrtlng," or holding back 
students to give them more years of 
athletic play or allo\\ them to gam 
maturity before playing. 

James Hatcliffe, chairman of the

Reye's Syndrome Danger 
Looms in Flu Season 

During this season of sore throats and 
fever, parents need to be alert to the 
symptoms of Reye's syndrome, a poten­
tially deadly condition that strikes 
school-age children. 

It most commonly follows a bout with 
flu or chickenpox, said Dr. Donna Volk, 
a University of Louisville pediatrician 
who specializes in gastric disorders. 

After about four days of illness, a child 
may begin uncontrollable vomiting, 
become listless, and then agitated and 
combative. Within 48 hours, the child 
can reach the final stage-a deep coma. 

According to Volk, the parent should 
call a doctor or take the child to an 
emergency room as soon as the violent 
vomiting begins. Because the condition 
worsens quickly, people shouldn't wait 
for other symptoms to appear. 

"We don't have a cure for it because 
we don't know what causes it," said 
Yolk, adding that the condition usually 
can be overcome with early recognition 
and prompt medical treatment. 

Some studies have associated Reye's 
syndrome with the use of salicylate, a 
substance found in aspirin. Although 
there is no proof that aspirin causes 
Reye's syndrome, Volk advises parents 
to use caution when giving aspirin to 
their children for no or chicken pox.

Regional Medical Center for their ex­
cellent care, to those who sent flowers 
and food. to the Carter Funeral Home 
and the entire Carter family for their 
helpfulness. and to the people at the 
Korner Drug Store, the Piggly-Wiggly 
Grocery Store. the Dairy Queen, and 
Whitten's Taxi, as well as all the people 
in Prestonsburg and surrounding com­
munities who extended to Abe their 
friendliness and understanding through­
out his life. 

The loans, totaling $95,429,120, were 
made under programs to assist families 
who are without safe, decent and 
sanitary housing and who need credit 
but cannot obtain it from private 
lender's. 

Seaton said lhat during the 12 months 
ending Sept. 30, FmHA provided 1949 
single family home loans totaling 
$55,966,530, and 46 rental housing loans 
totaling $39.462,590, which provided for 
1242 housing units. 

National preliminary figures show 
FmHA provided some 63,000 loans total­
ing $2.8 billion in all rural housing 
assistance. 

FmHA is a credit agency of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture. It provides 
loan assistance to farmers and other 
rural residents who need credit but can­
not get it elsewhere. All loans are to be 
repaid in full, plus interest.

This system employs the National Bureau of Stan­
dards' Data Encryption standard, or D.E.S.-which is the 
highest level of non-classified encryption approved by 
the U.S. Government. D.E.S. has been in use for a number 
of years and has thus far resisted all attempts at com­
promise. Even if someone were able to duplicate the elec­
tronics in the de-scrambler, which is highly unlikely, the 
box would be useless without the mathematical algorithm 
or code employed by H.B.O. at a particular moment. Iden­
tification of the code. would require an economically 
unfeasable and vastly time consuming search thru 72 
quadrillion combinations. 

Showtime, movie channel and M.T.V., are expected 
to begin scrambling their transmission during the lrd 
quarter of 1985. Disney plans scrambling beginning the 
4th quarter of 1985. E.S.P.N. and Nashville are also plan­
ning the scrambling of their transmission during early 
1986. 

Ted Turner, Playboy and other users of satellite 
transporters have also expressed strong interest in 
similar security systems for their transmissions.
