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Board Drops Personnel, 
' Cuts Costs by $490,000 
Dozen Positions 
Are Eliminated 
In Special Meet 

Parents of Clark Elementary 
students. who protested earlier this 
year when their trusted physical 
education teacher was stretched to 
cover Wayland Elementary as well, now 
have even more to complain about. 
Bridget Clay was one of four physical 
education teachers laid off last week in 
a lengthy closed-door session of the 
Floyd Board of Education. 

Grade schoolers who never seen an art 
teacher will now see fewer music 
teachers, too. 

A program designed to prepare 
seventh and ejghth graders for career 
choices-and offered in four county 
schools for the past five years- will be 
dropped. 

Five teachers who spent their sum­
mers trying to persuade likely dropouts 
to stay in school will now be expected to 
restrict their counseling to regular 
school hours. 

The school district's public relations 
officer was cut from the payroll. A 
visiting teacher position will not be fill­
ed. ~ummer laborers will not be hired. 
No school will have an assistant 
principal. 

In all, a dozen so-called ASIS or sup­
port positions were eliminated. Next 
month will be time for the board to cut 
basic teacher positions. 

The problem that prompted the cuts 
is one which school administrators call 
"overstaffing," but the term has less to 
do with the number of teachers needed 
than with the number the district can 
afford.

Grand Jury Indicts 2 
On Murder Charges 

Two murder indictments were return­
ed by the Floyd Circuit Court grand jury 
last week, including one stemming from 
the stabbing of a man on Arkansas 
Creek 10 mont a~t>-

Gary Hallts accused of stabbing Den­
nis Wayne Conn with a steak knife on Ju­
ly 18, 1984. Conn, 23, who was married 
to Hall's niece, died two months later in 
a Lexington hospital. The case was 
presented last year to a grand jury, 
which declined to issue an indictment. 
Attorney Ned Pillersdorf, who was hired 
by Conn's parents to argue the case a se­
cond time, said new evidence was 
presented to the grand jury. 

Otto W. Honaker, of Tram, was in­
dicted in the April22 shooting death at 
his home of Teresa Lynn Smith, his 
fiancee's sister. He was also named on 
a charge of first degree assault for 
allegedly shooting Eddie Prater, his 
fiancee's ex-husband, in the arm last 
November. 

Dismissed was a charge accusing 
Benjamin Castro, of Pikeville, of raping 
a woman at Auxier last month. 

Indicted on a charge of first-degree 
assault was Dale Christian Conn, 35, of 
Tram, who is accused of hitting his wife 
on the head and cutting her neck with a 
machete on Jan. 26. His wife, Bonnie 
Blair Conn, 34, of West Prestonsburg, 
subsequently filed for divorce. The cou­
ple was married last August but 
separated in January this year, about 
two weeks before the alleged assault. 

Also indicted on assault charges were 
Eric McNeece, accused of beating Steve 
Price with his fists on March 9, and Len­
ny Newsome, said to have knocked 
Michael Shane ,Mullins against a

Wheelwright Coming Back, 
ADD Representative Says 

Water Systems' Renovation, 
Expansion in County Near 

To ask Rob Nicholas about the future 
of Wheelwright is to trigger a spiel 
heavy on optimism and rich in images 
of growth and development. 

A technical adviser with the Big San­
dy Area Development District, Nicholas 
was once public relations man for a beer 
company. Now, as head of Wheelwright 
Housing, Inc., he promotes Wheelwright 
with the same frothy pitch. 

As Wheelwright grows, it will yet 
figure out a way to use the vacant • 'com­
munity building" and theater that stand 
as hulking relics of an earlier era, its 
" model mining town" days. 

The sewage system has been repaired. 
As public water systems go, Mud 

Creek's is a youngster, barely a dozen 
years of age. But for at least half of its 
short lifespan it has been as cranky and 
feeble as a grizzled old veteran. 

For the better part of a year, the 117 
customers who live on the seven-or-so 
miles between Morg Branch and 
Tinkers Fork have been rationed to four 
hours' service a day. 

A pump and four water tanks, design­
ed to insure that water service could be 
kept up during the time it took to repair 
a break in the main. have never been 
properly maintained and haven't work­
ed right for years. 

Even from the days it was laid in the 
early 1970S- with ample federal funds 
but little careful supervision­
construction of the Mud Creek system 
was a shoddy job and has been a chronic 
headache ever since, according to of­
ficials of the Water Resources 
Assistance Corporation <WRAC>, which 
now provides management and main­
tenance services to the water district. 

But relief is in sight, said Rob 
Nicholas, a technical adviser with 
WRAC, who met Monday with county 
and water district officials to plow 
through some of the legal work that 
must be done before reconstruction of 
the system can begin. 

Funds totalling $520,000 were recent­
ly committed to the project. They in­
clude a state Community Development 
Block Grant of $248,000 and a $196,600 
Kentucky Housing Corporation grant. In 
adition, the local water district will put 
up $75,000 in the form of a loan from the 
Bank Josephine. 

At 14 percent of the total cost, $75,000 
represents a modest local investment, 
said WRAC officials, who note that 
federal funding agencies frequently re­
quire a local match of at least 25 
percent. 

While the renovated system will be ex­
panded to take in 213 additional low­
income families on Mud Creek, the 
available funds will not permit the ex-

A volunteer group is 
patching the town's swimming pool. A 
developer is tearing down a string of 
abandoned houses on a Branham Hollow 
hillside m order to replace them with 
new housing for the elderl) . 

The water system was working well un· 
til an English firm salvaging the huge 
gob pile on the 79 Hill apparently let 
sodium-rich chemicals contaminate the 
reservoir. In any case, a grant applica­
tion is in to replace the system and even 
extend it to Hi Hat and Ligon. 

The 1979 deal by which $3 million in 
public funds was put up to buy 
Wheelwright from the Florida firm 
which then owned it and sell it back to 
the people was " the best thing that's 
ever happened" to the town, Nicholas 
said last week. What is more, it is a suc­
cess story that others can still be part 
of, he adds, with many good homes and 
lots available, at very affordable prices, 
in a pleasant, growing community ... 

There are other voices in 
Wheelwright. Those who complam of 
poor quality rehab work on the homes 
they bought. Those who think the pater 
nalism of Inland Steel, Island Creek and 
Mountain Investments has permanent-

ple to take responsibility for their own 
property. Those who see the current 
feud between the city council and its 
utilities commission as a threat to every 
progressive project. Some who think the 
purchase of Wheelwright was a costly 
waste of taxpayers' money. 

Nicholas, who has only been on the job 
since February, marshals what facts he 
has. Of the 79 single-family homes oc­
cupied by renters when the Kentucky 
Housing Corporation bought them from 
Mountain Investments, 42 have been 
repaired and sold, including 23 to peo­
ple who were formerly living in them as 
tenants. Furthermore, virtually all of 
the 42 buyers are still living there. 

Another 40 houses have been remodel­
ed and are being rented. Perhaps 30 
more are not worth repairing but the 
sites are available for anyone who wants 
to tear them down and build anew. A 
number of vacant sites that are too 
small, by current standards, to build a 
home on, are being offered for sale to ad­
joining property owners. 

That still leaves idle a lot of the 
property-listed as 90 single-family 
homes, 120 vacant lots, and 20 vacant 
commercial structures when KHC took 
it over-that orators predicted in 1979 
would soon be humming with new life. 
Official phrasemakers, including then­
Gov. Julian Carroll, reached easily for 
images of "rebirth," "a new dawn," and 
"a dream come true." The late Con­
gressman Carl D. Perkins praised KHC 
for "the vision that will revive 
Wheelwright as one of the finest com­
munities in the United Sates." 

If the vision is still largely unrealized, 
Nicholas insists there have been positive 
achievements. Forty-two families, in­
cluding many of very limited means, 
have been able to own their own homes . 
Others are renting attractive, two­
bedroom homes for $175 a month. And, 
for anyone wanting to buy or build at 
bargain rates, the opportunities in 
Wheelwright are many. 

For Myra Thornsberry-who was able 
to buy the house she once rented from 
Wheelwright's former owners and who 
works as a clerk for Mountain Housing, 
Inc., the agency that now administers 
the housing stock purchased by KHC­
the past six years have meant palpable 
change. "I can tell a difference, in looks 
more than anything,'' she said last 
week. In 1979, "Main Street was all 
boarded up. It was a depressing kind of 
place. Now it's cleaner." 

But, for people who lived for 50 years 
in a company-<>wned town, perhaps a 
less tangible change is the more signifi­
cant. As Mrs. Thornsberry says of the 
federally-financed purchase of the city, 
"It gave us an opportunity to run our 
own life."

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tension of the system to Ligon, said Hol­
ly Leach, administrator of the project. 

One prospect held out earlier to Clear 
Creek residents, who have blamed a 
neighboring coal-washing plant for 
polluting their wells, was that grant 
funds for renovating the Mud Creek 
system might include extending the 
system the short distance necessary to 
serve the Ligon area. But that did not 
prove feasible. Ligon's best bet now, ac­
cording to Ms. Leach, is to hope for an 
extension of the Wheelwright system in­
to that area . 

Wheelwright's water plans are in two 
phases. The first, to be funded by a 
Farmers Home Administration grant­
loan package amounting to $616,000, 
may soon see the city's water lines 
replaced. The city's water source, deep 
in abandoned mine workings, was until 
recently so pure that renovation of the 
water plant appeared unnecessary. 
However, the recent contamination of 
the water supply-apparently by an in­
dustrial chemical used by a coal­
reclaiming operation on the surface­
may mean that the water p~nt will ~ve 
to be pressed into full serv1ce agam. 

In an ambitious second phase, $2.7 
million is being sought to add 35 miles 
of water line to the Wheelwright system. 
Plans call for extension of water lines to 
Weeksbury, Jack's Creek, Clear Creek 
and Hi Hat. The Wheelwright system 
could then tie in to the Mud Creek 
system at Ligon, the Beaver-Elkhorn 
system at Hi Hat. 
A~ Martin, a contract was scheduled 

to be awarded Tuesday for reconstruc­
tion of the system there. The project in­
cludes replacing all water lines and 
renovating the water treatment plant. 

On Prater Creek, yet another Floyd 
community which is hoping to see water 
system construction this year, wa.ter 
commissioners met Monday to s1gn 
more of the contracts and agreements 
that make up much of the heavy paper­
work that must be done before a 
backhoe ever breaks the surface of the 
earth. On a Farmers Home list of 75 
preparatory tasks, the Prater Creek 
Water District has now checked off 50, 
Ms. Leach said.

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For many administrators, including 
Floyd Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr., 
its roots go back to the 30-year-old for­
mula, called the Minimum Foundation 
Program, according to which the state 
dispenses education funds to local school 
districts. While teachers must be hired 
according to the number of students 
enrolled, and a certain range of courses 
must be offered to meet accreditation 
standards, local districts are funded on 
the basis, not of students enrolled, but 
of students in actual daily attendance. 

Enter the million-dollar gap. That is 
the difference, Floyd administrators 
say, between actual school jobs and the 
number the state will pay for. It is a dif­
ference the local district must pick up. 
It is a difference they say we cannot af­
ford and, in three hours of artful juggl­
ing last Wednesday night, the board 
figured to cut jobs and so cut local costs 
by $490,000. 

The details: 
-The elimination of practical arts 

programs at Betsy Layne, McDowell, 
Prestonsburg and Osborne grade 
schools will free six teachers. Five, who 
are tenured, will have to be absorbed 
elsewhere in the system. Emma Cecil, 
who teaches at Betsy Layne, will be let 
go at the end of the current school year.

-When Denzil Halbert and Mildred 
Kendrick retire as visiting teachers at 
the end of this school year, only one of 
them will be replaced <Savings : 
$27,000). About $12,000 more will be sav­
ed as retiring central office personnel 
are replaced by persons with less 
seniority. The retirees include Assistant 
Superintendent Ray Brackett, super­
visers Blanche Dingus and Gordon 
Moore, and Philip Dingus, director of 
pupil personnel. 

-Further savings, put at $110,000, will 
be realized by eliminating the district's 
four assistant principal positions. Two 
of the assistant principals-Frank 
Stewart, at Prestonsburg Elementary, 
and Forrest Curry at Betsy Layne High 
School-are retiring; the other two­
Jack Stanford, Prestonsburg High 
School , and Gwen Harmon, Allen 
Central-will be reassigned. At 
McDowell, where the assistant principal 
(currently Franklin Pack) has tradi­
tionally run the elementary school, he or 
she will from now on be officially 
designated as grade school principal. 

In addition, three administrators of 
the Chapter I (remedial reading) 
program-Hiram Couch, Brent Allen, 
and Roberta Davidson-will be 
reassigned to meet government staffing 
guidelines. The transfers will mean a 
saving of $90,000 for the federal govern­
ment, which funds the program. 

The board found itself caught between 
a declining average daily attendance 
<ADA) and the need to increase staff in 
some areas to meet state law or ac­
creditation requirements. 

This year's funding is based on an 
ADA of 92.1 percent last year. An an­
ticipated drop of one percent in this 
year's ADA would mean that several 
fewer teaching positions will be funded 
by the state here next year. 

At the same time, state law now re­
quires that all children attend 
kindergarten-where ADA is tradi­
tionally low- before enrolling in the first 
grade and , to meet accreditation stan­
dards, Floyd must hire four guidance 
counselors for seventh and eighth 
graders and another librarian. 

While state legislators and 
bureaucrats have recently stressed the 
need for local communities to help 
themselves more- especially in school 
districts like Floyd 's, where a relative­
ly small proportion of the school budget 
is raised through local taxes-Grigsby 
argued last week that those who decide 
how many teachers must be hired and 
what programs must be offered should 
also be responsible for making available 
the necessary funds. "What I say to 
them is, 'If you say these are frills , cut 
them out, but if you say you want these 
teachers, fund them,' ' ' the superinten­
dent said.

own vehicle. District Judge Harold 
Stumbo handed down a 30-day jail term 
and ordered Russell to pay a $500 fine 
and $47.50 in cou:·t costs. 

Lee was arrested by Prestonsbur 
police officer Gerald Clarke, who 
reported that the defendant had a 
reading of .23 percent on the 
breathalyser, more than twice the score 
at which a person is presumed drunk 
under state law. But Clarke was not in . 
court Monday and sheriff's deputy 
Junior Lawson said the police officer 
told him he " did not want to prosecute 
this boy.'' The charge was dismissed, 
with a proviso that it could be 
redocketed if the arresting officer ch 
to press it. 

Prestonsburg police officer Mike 
Meade said Crace had a BA reading of

arrested. Crace was in court but the of­
ficer was not. The charge was 
dismissed. 

Or contrast the cases of Rick Hall and 
Cret Caudill, both of Prestonsburg, with 
those of Danny R. Newsome and E 
ward Hall, both of Melvin, all of them 
scheduled to appear Monday on charges 
of public intoxication. 

Caudill and Rick Hall, both convicted 
on the evidence presented by Trooper 
Sizemore, each drew 10 days of public 
service and fines and fees amounting to 
$107.50. Newsome and Edward Hall, 
both arrested by sheriff's deputies 
Harold Johnson and Denvil Hunt, were 
dismissed " for lack of prosecution." 

Not that the arresting officer' 
evidence always results in conviction, 
least of all on the original charges. When 
Tpr. Sizemore arrested David Jones, 20, 
of Langley, in February last year, he 
said he chased Jones from Maytown to 
Martin at speeds of up to 100 m.p.h. He 
booked him on charges of doing 85 and 
of attempting to elude a police officer. 
The attempting-to-elude charge was 
dropped Monday and Jones pleaded 
guilty to an amended charge of doing 75. 
He was ordered to pay $112.50 in fine an 
costs. 

And then there was the case of Carl 
Trent Hicks, of Prestonsburg, schedul­
ed to appear Monday on charges of 
reckless driving, terroristic threatening, 
driving on a suspended license, and at­
tempting to elude Prestonsburg police 
officer Meade in January. The case 
never came to open court, Meade and 
his father settling it with Judge Stumbo 
in the judge's chambers. On a reduced 
charge of disorderly conduct, Hicks wa 
put on 30 days' probation and fined $100, 
with an additional $57.50 in costs.

The Kentucky Oil & Gas Association 
<KOGAl filed suit in Johnson Circuit 
Court last Thursday and obtained a 
restraining order against enforcement 
of several state water pollution regula­
tions which threaten to end crude oil 
production in eastern and south-central 
Kentucky. It was the second such legal 
action to be taken in Johnson county 
within a month_ 

KOGA, on behalf of its members, 
decided to challenge the validity of the 
regulations after the Kentucky Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet <KNREPCl ruled that 
seasonally dry drainage ways, intermit­
tent streams, and oil producers' private 
water supply impoundments must meet 
a 600 milligram per liter instream 
chloride standard. The Association suit 
did not take issue with the more 
stringent chloride standard which pro­
tects public drinking water supplies, but 
contends that the 600 mg. standard re­
quires protection of waters which would 
not currently support aquatic life in 
natural conditions. 

The suit further alleges the standard 
has no sound scientific basis, and claims 
the regulation was adopted without in­
depth consideration of the costs or 
benefits that would result.

Last week, KOGA appeared before an 
interim committee of the Kentucky 
General Assembly to submit testimony 
on a related matter in support of legisla­
tion that would compel state agencies to 
balance the costs and benefits of propos­
ed environmental regulations.

The KOGA 
suit contends that KNREPC has failed 
to properly implement this regulation, 
thus preventing oil producers from com­
plying. It asserts that the KNREPC has 
taken no action on water discharge per­
mit applications submitted by pro­
ducers, and claims the Cabinet has fail­
ed to issue guidelines necessary for pro­
ducers to comply. The restraining order 
prohibits the Cabinet from further en­
forcement of 401 KAR 5:090.

This was done in part by participating with the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky in what is known as State Purchasing Contracts. What this means is that the Commonwealth of Ken­
tucky annually puts out bids for blacktop, tires, gravel, and other road building materials and supplies and enters into a con­
tract with the lowest and best bidder. Through Judge Stumbo's efforts, Royd County purchased blacktop, tires, and other 
materials through and by virtue of State Purchasing Contracts. The end result is that in 1984 in blacktop alone, he saved 
the county $91,000.00. Furthermore, he saved the county $108.00 per grader tire through this inovative and progressive program. 

Judge Stumbo reformed the Royd County Solid Waste Program by moving it to the Courthouse Annex, where he could 
review monthly its finances. The end result being, the solid waste program is operating in the black with a balanced budget, 
for the first time. 

Judge Stumbo, during the last two years has helped Floyd County receive from the Fanner's Home Administration by loan 
or grant $6,392,220.00; from Community Development Block Grant for water and sewerage, $651,000.00; from Appalachian 
Regional Commission (for the Mud Creek Clinic), $320,000.00; for water line extensions, $560,000.00; from the Kentucky 
Housing Corporation, $197,000.00; from HUDD, $2,868,000.00; and for the housing project at lvel, $2,500,000.00.

The fire is going out, 

A definite strategy, which includes 
the possibility of a city bond issue, for 
acquisition of adequate funding for 
construction of a bridge to the GobiE'­
Roberts Addition. was presented at 
Monday night's meeting of the­
Prestonsburg Citv Council. and Coun­
cilman Paul Hunt Thompson called thf" 
plan the city's "best shot" for seeing 
the project begun. 

Although the bulk of the ap~rox­
imately $1.2 million undertaking would 
come from a Federal Highway 
Replacement Program 110-20 matching 
grant. the ability of the city to raise the 
$245,000 required for the 20 percent 
match has been uncertain. 

Now. however. as a result of 
meetings between Thompson and 
Department of Highways officials as 
well as the work of other council 
members and City Manager David 
Evans. it appears likely that the fun­
dmg requirement will be met . 

According to the plan. which was ex­
plamed by Thompson. the money will 
come from a variety of sources: $60.000 
from a state allowance for city-owned 
property at Cliff which will be needed 
for planned construction of a new 
bridge there: $50.000 from private con­
tributions : $20.000 thro.ugh the 
Municipal Road Aid Fund: $30.000 
through the Local Government 
Economic Assistance Program. and 
$10.000 in credit for paving work 
previously done by the city. Thompson 
said possibilities for additional funds 
existed through the County Rural Road 
Aid Program and the Prestonsburg 
Housing Authority. As much as $75,000 
in area development funds will be ap­
plied for as well. it was said, through 
the Big Sandy Area Development 
District. 

If area development funds are not 
available. Thompson said. "the City 
should be prepared to pass a bond or­
dinance for the remaining amount of 
funds needed for construction of th~ 
bridge." The bond ordinance could be 
as high as $75,000 although City 
Manager David Evans stressed that if 
alternate funding sources came 
through. that amount might be reduced 
considerably. 

Thompson pointed out that the city 
had paid off a $265.000 street and 
sidewalk bond ordinance issued in 1964 
and has successfully paid off a $193.000 
urban renewal bond issue from 1978. as 
well. 

Thompson emphasized that "with all 
the federal cutbacks we're faced with 
we'd better do it now or face losing it." 

Thompson's motion to issue a bond 
ordinance. if needed. was approved by 
council. 

A new bridge for Gable-Roberts 
would be located at the site of the old 
swinging bridge which crosses the Big 
Sandy from old U.S. 23. it was said. 

Councilman Bobby Watson proposed 
the consolidation of the city's street. 
sanitation. parks and recreation 
departments into a central publics 
work department with a department 
manager to serve as purchasing agent 
for the city. Maintenance and general 
supplies for operation of the various 
functions of the city could be bought in 
quantity at a reduced price. according 
to Watson. who said it would enable all 
operations to be carried out more 
economically and efficiently. 

Watson. who has expressed interest 
m working as head of such a centraliz­
ed city department. stated that 
"anyone opposed rto the idea> would 
be so only because of personal or 
political interests. not in the interest of 
the city." 

Four council members supported 
Watson's idea. four voted against his 
proi>osal to establish a new City public

The Fiscal Court, which is made up of four magistrates and the County Judge/Executive voted and the 
motion carried at the February 1984 Fiscal Court meeting to tum over the 1979 thru 1982 delinquent 
personal property taxes to a collection agency for coUection. They did this in hopes to generate more revenue 
for Floyd County and at this same time the collection agency would receive 33% of whatever they collected. 

These delinquent taxes were at that time on record in the County Clerk's office. If anyone wanted to 
pay their delinquent taxes before the court stepped in they would pay to the County Clerk's office ... but ... the 
County Clerk never did send out delinquent tax notices. That is not one of the Clerk's responsibilities. 
LET ME EXPLAIN HOW THE TAXING PROCESS WORKED (before 1984) 
(1) The tax bills were prepared; (2) The prepared tax bills were given to the sheriff and the sheriff sent 
out the tax notices; (3) If after June of the following year those taxes were not paid, they were considered 
delinquent and turned over to the County Clerk (4) It was then the responsibility of the County Attorney 
to collect the delinquent taxes. However, Floyd County never did pursue the collection of delinquent taxes. 
If they were paid, that was great, but if not, nothing was done. (SIIn February of 1984 the Fiscal Court 
saw the monies were needed in Floyd County and thought that by turning over the delinquent personal 
property taxes to a collection agency that this would be one way of getting that much needed revenue. 
(6) The Fiscal Court gave this to the collection agency in February 1984 and it took the collection agency 
until December 1984 to get everything finalized and delinquent notices were then sent out. 
AT NO TIME- DID I, CARLA R. BOYD, FLOYD COUNTY CLERK HAVE ANY SAY IN THE MATTER OF TURNING 
THE DELINQUENT TAXES OVER TO THIS COLLECTION AGENCY. MY JOB WITH THE FISCAL COURT IS ONLY 
TO RECORD THE MINUTES OF THE FISCAL COURT MEETING. 

• • WHY WERE 1984 PERSQNAL PBOPEm TAXES COLL£CTED ON TRUCKS, CARS, MOTOR­
CYCliS. TRAILERS AND CAMPERS BY THE COUNTY CliRK WHEN THE VEHICLES WERE 
LICENSED? 

Your state legislators were the ones who passed the law stating that effective January 1, 1984 when 
you licensed your vehicle (whether it be a car, truck, trailer, camper or motorcycle) you would at that time 
pay your personal property taxes on said vehicle to the County Clerk instead of to the sheriff as it had 
been done in the past years. 

The Department of Revenue are the ones who put the taxable value on these vehicles ... NOT THE CLERK!!! 
This law is statewide. No matter where you go in the state of Kentucky or who the clerk is, you still 

must pay your personal property taxes when you license your vehicles.

Poore told the Letcher residents that 
between $2 million and $3 million would 
be set aside to repair the crumbling and 
sliding pavement. No specific dollar 
amount for the repairs will be set until 
the start of the state's new fiscal year 
later this summer. 

In addition, Poore promised support 
for a study to find a new route to connect 
the corridor between Whitesburg and 
Harlan county, now served by Highway 
119. 

U.S. Highway 119 is a main route 
across Letcher county. The mountain­
side construction of the roadway makes

Planting Ahead of Schedule 
Recent showers throughout the Com­

monwealth have improved the soil 
moisture levels in most parts of Ken­
tucky, according to crop weather 
reports. 

Soil moisture across the state is now 
rated as only 25 percent short as com­
pared to the previous week's 61 percent 
short. 

Adequate moisture levels are reported 
in 52 percent of the state, with 23 percent 
rated surplus. 

The eastern third of the state con­
tinues to be the driest, and the western 
portion has mostly surplus soil moisture. 

" Planting of all crops is well ahead of 
schedule, and all crops are growing 
well," said Agriculture Commissioner 
David E. Boswell. 

Fifty-one percent of the intended corn 
acreage has been planted, as compared 
with 15 percent last year and an average 
of 33 percent. In the last decade, only 
1976 exceeds this year in corn planting 
progress. 

"Rain last week slowed planting in the 
western third of the state, but approx­
imately one-half of the planted corn has 
emerged. Some early planted fields are 
already six inches high," Boswell said. 

Tobacco plants are in mostly good 
condition and growing well. A few 
growers in Barren County have been set­
ting plants, but most transplanting is 
still one to two weeks away. 

Blue mold is not a problem in the 
tobacco beds at this time.

CANCER 
Answer line 

American Cancer Society 

Question: "Lately I've been hearing that cancer can be 
caused by the kind of work one does. Is this a new 
discovery?" 

ANSWERiine: No. The first treatise on the nature of 
diseases thought to be associated with the workplace was 
published in 1700, and by 1775 the first report of cancer be­
ing caused by a specific work environment was reported. 
Sir Percival Pott noted that chimney sweeps whose work 
kept them in contact with soot were prone to cancer of the 
scrotum. It is interesting to observe that this occupational 
cancer could have been prevented through personal hygiene 
and careful washing of work clothes. Today research is try-. 
ing to define both potential cancer hazards in the workplace 
and ways to either prevent worker exposure or to determine 
safe levels of exposure. A number of occupational hazards 
relating to cancer have been found, especially in chemicals 
and processing industries. 

Request: "Can drinking coffee and cola drinks lead to 
breast disease?" 

ANSWERiine: Coffee, tea, cola drinks and chocolate con­
tain substances called methylxanthines. Recent ex­
periments suggest that elimination of these substances from 
the diet of women with benign· or non-cancerous breast 
lumps (a condition called fibrocystic disease) seems to 
result in a gradual disappearance of these lumps. However, 
the answers aren't all in. This evidence is only preliminary. 
What's needed now is additional research and the develop­
ment of better tests for the measurement of methylxanthine 
in the body. 

Question: "Is thyroid cancer treatable?" 
ANSWERline: Cancer of the thyroid is a highly treatable 

disease with excellent five-year survival rates for localiz­
ed disease-99 percent for men and 97 percent for women. 
Fortunately, almost half of all thyroid cancer cases are 
discovered and treated in the localized stage. The five-year 
survival rate for more advanced cases is 85%. Treatment 
ususally includes surgery and/or radiation therapy. 

Request: "Could you explain how programs of cancer 
control are funded in this country?" 

ANSWERiine: Cancer is a major national concern and 
programs of cancer control receive widespread financial 
support. The Federal Government is a major source of 
financing through the National Cancer Institute and its 
other agencies. Voluntary organizations such as the 
American Cancer Society are another important source of 
funding. Foundations, institutions, industry and state and 
local governments also provide substantial funds. Last year 
this pooling of resources provided more than $1.4 billion to 
find ways to prevent, detect, treat and understand the com­
plexities of cancer. The objectives are to save more lives 
from this disease, to prevent the occurence of cancer 
whenever possible, and to bring back to normal health those 
who are stricken with the disease. 

Question: "Are any cancer drugs made from plants?" 
ANSWERline: Plant screening programs to find anti­

cancer properties have been going on for many years. 
Thousands of plants have been tested and botanists have 
conducted worldwide searches for specimens of plants, 
shrubs and trees. The search has been worthwhile. For ex­
ample, two major cancer drugs, vinblastine and vincristine, 
are made from extracts of the Madagascar periwinkle, a 
white and rose-flowered Asian plant. 

Maytansine, found in an East Mrican shurb, is another 
anti-cancer drug which is now under study. While the search 
for and testing of botanical products is a major research 
effort, it is also important to learn how to synthesize ac­
tive plant matter. In some inc;tances tons of a plant may 
be needed to extract a tiny amount of material for use in 
treatment. 

Comment: "I've been told that radiation therapy causes 
bad side effects. Is this true?" 
A~SWERline: Safe doses of radiation therapy can cause 

skin reactions, nausea, vomiting, a feeling of tiredness­
all of which disappear with rest and good nutrition. When 
these temporary side effects are balanced against the pro­
tential for controlling or curing a form of cancer, the benefit 
to the patient is obvious because unchecked cancer costs 
lives.

The Kentucky Easter Seal Society will 
begin its first summer session for the 
handicapped on May 26 at Camp Kysoc, 
near Carrollton. The opening session at 
Kysoc will be for the multiple handicap­
ped. Residential camping for the disabl­
ed will begin June 16, at Camp Green 
Shores, the Society's other camp which 
is located on Rough River near 
McDaniels. For more than 35 years, the 
Easter Seal Society has been providing 
summer residential camping oppor­
tunities for handicapped children and 
young people all over the state. 

Each camp is specially designed to ac­
commodate individuals with limited 
mobility. Camper cabins are wheelchair 
accessible and nature trails are level 
and smooth-surfaced for ease in am­
bulation. Camp staff is composed of per­
sons with special training in physical 
and occupational therapy, special 
education, and related health fields. 
Available activities include boating, 
fishing, swimming, nature studies, 
horse-back riding and other camp 
crafts. 

Campers come from all parts of Ken­
tucky. For children who cannot afford 
the camping fee, the Society's camper­
ship fund helps defray expenses. The 
Easter Seal Society also participates in 
the federally funded Food Service Pro­
gram for Children. The program 
operates under guidelines similar to 
those of public school food service 
programs. 

State To Resurface

awarded contracts to resurface four 
miles of KY 122, the Wheelwright-Hi Hat 
road, from KY 306 at Wheelwright to KY 
979 at Hi Hat, and two miles of KY 404, 
the David road from 1.1 miles east of the 
Magoffin county line to KY 850.

You curse them. vou swat them. vou 
burn citronella candles and spray foul 
smelling chemicals in an attempt to 
keep them away from you because you 
know you'll itch ii they bite. Now here's 
o~e more reason to despise the pesky 
mosqutto-he may give your dog canine 
heartworm disease 

Restricted to dogs. the disease was 
first identified in the Gulf Coast states 
and has slowly spread into all the con· 
tiguous United States as well as into 
Canada 

Heart worms are parasites, technical­
ly known as Dirofilaria Immitis. which 
live in a dog's bloodstream and heart 
and lungs They have been known to 
reach a length of 14 inches and the 

, diameter of a common pencil. which 
gives some indication of the degree of 
damage they can do the organs in which 
they grow as well as some idea of the 
degree to which they can restrict blood 
flow. 

Spread by Mosquitos 
The disease is spread from infected 

animals to non-infected animals by the 
common mosquito. The immature 
heartworm microfilaria-is usually 
present in the bloodstream of an infected 
animal. If an infected animal is bitten 
by a mosquito, the insect retains some 
of the microfilaria, which after about 
two weeks in the mosquito's body 
develops into an infective larvae. 

When the mosquito then bites a non· 
infected animal, it leaves the larvae in 
the dog's bloodstream, where the larvae 
migrate to the heart. 

Here they mature into a mature 
(adult) size of from six to 14 inches in 
length m a time span of about four to six 
months. The adult heartworm then pro­
duces more microfilaria which enter the 
bloodstream to begin another life cycle. 

Treatmt>nt 
If discovered in the earl:,. stages, treat­

ment can be effective. If left untreated, 
the animal may experience a slow and 
painful death. 

First symptoms are usually rapid tir· 
ing during exercise. sometimes 
resulting in complete collapse. cough· 
ing. difficulty in breathing and an abnor· 
mal accumulation of fluid in the ab­
dominal cavity. Sometimes skin lesions 
are apparent, but not always.

Since the last audit report Joyce 
Johnson has replaced Lowell Parker as 
business manager for the Wheelwright 
Utilities Commission. Mr. Parker 
resigned to take another position with 
the City of Wheelwright. The City is con­
tinuing to provide natural gas to approx­
:mately 383 customers in Wheelwright 
and vicinity . The number of customers 
has not changed significantly since the 
last report. And, while the City continues 
to purchase a certain amount of natural 
gas from Kentucky-West Virginia Gas 
the two City owned and operated gas 
wells provide an increasing portion of 
their needs, even though one of the wells 
does not appear to be producing at 
capacity Some additional work on the 
well may increase that capacity. The 
two gas wells provided 78 percent of the 
gas metered and sold by the City in 1984. 
The City sold 48,669 Mcf of gas with 
a4,743 l\lcf being produced by the two 
well!.i and 13,926 Mcf being purchased 
from Kentucky-West Virginia Gas. 

The customers retail gas rates have 
been reduced slightly since the last 
report and as of November 1984 theIst 
Mcf was $6.61 and all over 1 Mcf was 
$5.81 per Mcf. Under these rates a 
customer would pay $58.90 for 10 Mcf of 
gas which is very reasonable within the 
east and central areas of Kentucky. The 
City has made a budget plan available 
to the customers and several customers 
have apparently taken advantage of the 
plan. The budget plan will reduce the 
low-income customers large monthly 
bills during the winter months to a level 
more commensurate with their ability 
to pay. And, the City is continuing to ar­
range payment plans for other 
customers who have fallen behind with 
their payments. 

Through the April 1985 payment the 
City has paid the Department of Local 
Government $61,255.01 interest and 
$16,522.63 principal for a total of 
$77,777 64 The City's loan escrow ac­
count is $17,201.70 and it has been pro­
perly administered in terms of the loan 
conditions. On two separate occasions 
the Account Review Board approved the 
use of certain funds from the escrow ac­
count for restoration of the two gas 
wells. The utility Commission's 
operating account for all the utility func­
tions is approximately 23,000. The Com­
mission owes Kentucky-West Virginia 
Gas $29,185.13 for gas purchased through 
the March 1985 billing. The March bill 
was $14,000 and it is probably not con­
sidered to be delinquent. By the end of 
the summer the Kentucky-West Virginia 
Gas bill will be paid. 

It should be pointed out that the Com­
mission has used operating funds during 
the past year to make considerable im­
provements to the water and sewer 
systems. And, according to local of­
ficials these systems are fully opera­
tional and meet standards established 
by state and federal agencies. The Com­
mission has Mr. James Bartley on a 
$19.00 per hour contract with a 
guaranteed 40 hours work per week. 
This includes the operator and equip­
ment. The Commission has begun to 
purchase the necessary pipe and fittings 
for making repairs as needed. They 
have the capability to make their own 
repairs. Apparently, the Office of 
Pipeline Safety is satisfied with the 
oper~tion of the gas system. The minor 
deficiencies identified by the federal in­
spector have been corrected.

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Many of us look forward to the har­
bingers of spring those delightful an­
nouncements that better weather is a­
coming as the green shoots peep above 
the snow and the buds break forth with 
varieated colors. 

Mother nature, however, did not 
bother to include those little signs that 
say "Danger-Don't Eat." 

And there are some 700 species of 
plants. many of them readily found in 
the home and garden, which can cause 
gastroententis if eaten. Some of them, 
if eaten m sufficient quantities, can 
cause death 

Beyond that, there are weeds and 
grains which grow in abundance in Ken­
tucky, which can cause skin and ear in­
fections if animals are exposed to them. 

The Poisonous Plants 
Some of the more familiar plants 

which are toxic if eaten include 
philodendron. caladium, dieffenbachia, 
English ivy, clematis. daffodil, iris, 
hyacinth, elephant's ear. azaleas, pep­
per plants and poinsettas 

Different parts of the plant are toxic. 
Sometimes. the leaves are poisonous 
Other limes, the bulb. Still other times, 
it may be the flower or stem. 

Pets, especially young pets, are often 
tempted to taste the young, tender 
plants and may eat enough to cause 
severe stomach problems. Young pets 
also may be tempted to chew on almost 
anything, including the poisonous plants, 
when they are teething. 

Plants should be placed in the house 
in inaccessible places and gardens 
should be treated with dog and cat 
repellant to minimize the chance of 
exposure. 

Large Animals, Too 
Another common malady during the 

summer months are problems in 
animals caused by awns from plants 
such as foxtails. 

Awns-are the slender bristles on the 
ends of some weed seeds and grains and 
they easily stick to the animal, much as 
they stick to your socks and clothing. 
Foxtail type grasses are abundant in 
many parts of Kentucky. 

Foxtail grass seeds are similar in 
structure to a fishhook or barbed har­
poon. Once they penetrate the skin, they 
tend to dig deeper and deeper into the 
tissues. They carry dirt and other 
material into the wound, which may 
then become infected. 

Foxtails can easily get into the ears of 
smaller animals and cause considerable 
discomfort. Large animals, such as 
horses. frequently have foxtails lodge 
under the tongue or in the eyes and lips, 
caused by feeding on forage con­
taminated with foxtails. 

Awns have been known to cause 
abscesses in the feet, nostrils, ears, 
eyes. mouth and external genitals of 
pets and domestic animals. It is rare, 
but foxtails have been known to 
penetrate into the lungs, where they 
cause severe pnuemonia. 

If your dog shakes his head violently, 
scratches its ears or throat and shows 
indications of genuine discomfort, 
suspect foxtails. The ear will be tender 
to the touch and may exude a discharge 
or have a foul odor. The more.the pet 
shakes his head, the further the foxtail 
penetrates. 

First Aid 
Mineral or baby oil in theear, perhaps 

mixed with powdered aspirin, may 
relieve the pain but will not remove the 
foxtail. The awn can penetrate deeply 
enough to puncture the eardrum. It is 
best to have it removed. 

Allowing pets to roam at will in­
creases their chance of poisoning or 
picking up plant awns. If they must 
roam, some precautions will minimize 
the chances. 

Long haired dogs should be clipped, 
especially around the eyes, ears and 
feet. If your pet returns home with burrs 
or foxtails in its fur, remove them before 
they become attached to the skin. Do not 
allo\1. horses to consume hay con­
taminated w1th foxtails. 

Either your florist or your 
veterinarian can advise you of which 
plants are most likely to cause trouble 
for your particular pet. 

They can also provide sprays or 
powders which keep most pets away 
from plants, however some mdividual 
pets may not respond to the repellants.

State grant award notifications have 
been mailed to more than 16.500 Ken­
tucky college students for use during 
the coming academic year. according 
to Paul P. Borden. executive director 
of the Kentucky Higher Education 
Assistance' Authority. Total grant 
funds amounting to $9,000,600 have 
been awarded in amounts up to $400 for 
students attending private proprietary 
and state-supported institutions and up 
to $1400 to students choosing 
Kentucky's private colleges. Grant 
awards are based on need and date of 
applications for the limited funds . 

While no additional state grant funds 
will be available for the year. 
Guaranteed Student Loan IGSL l ap­
plications are being accepted as usual. 
The GSL Program enables eligible 
, tudents who attend eligible institu­
tions to borrow annually up to $2500 as 
undergraduate students and $5000 as 
graduate students. Loans may be ob­
tained from lending institutions 
located throughout the Com­
monwealth . 

Loans are also available from the 
Kentucky Higher Education Student 
Loan Corporation for graduate 
students. independent undergraduates. 
and parents of dependent graduates. 

In addition. students may still 
establish eligibility for the Federal 
Government Pell I Basic) Grant Pro­
gram . Students planning to attend 
some Kentucky colleges may find aid 
available through the colleges.

The) 
shimmer with iridescent colors that 
come. not from the pigments of the 
birds" feathers. but from li~:ht strikinn 
the feathers· prism-like su~faces. "" 

Want "hummers·· in your backyard'! 
Let your garden break out in a riot of 
color. Hummingbirds are suckers (so 
to speak) for tubular red, orange and 
pink flowers. Therefore, any yard 
flaunting a perpetual gaudy bloom will 
probably collect hummingbirds on their 
migrations in both spring (late March 
to mid-May depending on your dis­
tance from their wintering habitats in 
Mexico and the Caribbean) and fall. 
And if you have the right habitat for 
nesting, you may have hummingbirds 
with you the whole se?son. · 

While North American humming­
birds feed on quantities of small insect~ 
(ants, thrips, and insect larvae) found 
on, or near flowers, their main diet 
consists of flower nectar. And while 
you can coax hummingbirds to your 
yard with sugarwater feeders aud/ or 
dense foliage for nesting. the flowers 
are probably your best lures. 

Many kinds of hummingbird-attract-

ing annual and perennial !lowers. avail· 
able as seeds and young plants. can he 
purchased at garden centers and 
through mailorda nurseries. Some 
suggest ions: scarlet salvia f perhaps 
on: rall the most availahle. effective. 
culti\"<Hed humminghird plant): scar· 
let or pink petunia: scarlet nicotiana 
- or flowering tohacco (which has the 
added attraction of drawing night-and­
day flying hummingbird moths as well 
as hummingbirds!: and scarlet morn­
ing-glory. 

Hummingbirds especially like wild­
flowers. Buy them only from reputa­
ble nurseries or from your local or 
state plant societies-places that are 
careful to make native perennial wild­
flowers available without depleting nat­
ural wildflower supplies. In the East, 
look for: cardinal flower Lobelia car­
dina/is and trumpet creeper Campsis 
radicans or its hybrids. In the western 
U.S., red flowering currant, Pacific­
Northwest columbine Aquilegia for­
mosa. scarlet paintbrushes Castillija 
or scarlet penstemons are highly at· 
tractive. 

In the eastern U.S .. look for the 
ruby-throated hummingbird , the only 
hummer commonly found east of the 
Mississippi. In the Rockies, look for 
black-chinned, calliope and broad­
tailed hummingbirds . The rufous. 
Allen·s and Anna·s hummers are pre­
dominantly Pacific slope breeders. The 
hummingbird capital of the U.S. is 
southeastern Arizona. where 13 kinds 
of hummingbirds might be seen beat­
ing their way from flower to bright 
flower, all clay.

EKAAC Schedule 
Sparks Conflict 
Between Schools 

By ANTHONY CLARK 
Trouble is already brewing in what 

began four months ago as an un­
precedented attempt to improve educa­
tion here- and two Floyd high schools 
have been caught up in the tempest. 

On Jan. 30, principals representing six 
high schools in three counties came 
together at Prestonsburg High to sign an 
agreement they hoped would bring new 
cohesion to their scattered schools. The 
organization they fonned would focus 
both on academics and athletics, pro­
viding competition and selecting a 
regional champion each year on the 
basis of excellence in both fields. 

Within weeks of its inception, 
however, the East Kentucky Athletics 
and Academics Conference <EKAAC) 
found itself stung by conflict. What prin­
cipals Robert May (Prestonsburg High), 
Russell Frazier <Betsy Layne), Robert 
O'Bryan (Johnson Central), Tom 
Swartz (Pikeville), and John Haney 
(Sheldon Clark) had seen as a new 
chance for cooperation soon showed 
signs of falling apart. 

Johnson Central was the first to pull 
out, citing instructions from the Johnson 
County Board of Education, which said 
the new organization conflicted with 
board policy. 

Then, on April24, Frazier acted to pull 
Betsy Layne from the conference, after 
learning that the school would not be 
eligible to play football against Pres­
tonsburg. 

EKAAC Commissioner Layne Tackett 
agreed that the exclusion of BLHS from 
Prestonsburg's football schedule con­
flicted with the new organization's by­
laws. But Prestonsburg football coach 
Chuke Williams, who made the decision 
to drop Betsy Layne from the schedule, 
defended his decision. The Prestonsburg 
team "needs competition that equals or 
exceeds its ability," he said. "Betsy 
Layne is an A Class school; Prestons­
burg's team is AA." 

Despite the controversy, Commis­
sioner Tackett remained optimistic 
about EKAAC's future, noting that the 
scheduling conflict made more schools 
aware of the organization.

Question: "Is there a safe 
number of cigarettes one can 
smoke?" 
ANSWERiine: Individuals 
who smoke more than five 
cigarettes a day show a higher 
death rate than nonsmokers_ 
The death rate increases with 
the number of cigarettes 
smoked. 

Question: "Where in the 
body do most cancers begin?" 
ANSWERiine: Most cancers 
originate on the surface of an 
organ, such as the skin, the 
surface of the uterine cervix 
(the opening of the uterus), 
the lining of the mouth, 
stomach, intestines, bladder 
or bronchial tube in the lung 
or the lining of a duct in the 
breast or prostate gland. 
These kinds of cancer typi­
cally remain on the surface of 
the organs mentioned until 
the cancerous cells begin to 
penetrate beyond the surface 
and invade underlying tissues. 
Ultimately, if left untreated, 
the cancer cells are carried by 
the blood stream or lymph 
system elsewhere in the body. 

Question: "What are the 
major risk factors for breast 
cancer?" 
ANSWERiine: Risk factors 
include: the presence of a 
lump in the breast or a condi­
tion such as nipple discharge; 
a family history of close rela­
tives - mother, sisters, or 
aunts-whohave had breast 
cancer. Women over 35, and 
especially those over 50, are 

Kentucky Farmers 
To Be Surveyed 

The Kentucky Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service announced today 
that Kentucky farmers will be asked to 
participate in a nation-wide survey 
during late May and early June_ Infor­
mation obtained in the survey will be 
used to develop estimates of 1985 crop 
acreages and mid-year livestock 
numbers All individual information is 
confidential and used only in develop­
ing official national and stat€' 
estimates. Dave Williamson. state 
statistician. noted that concerns about 
cost of production and returns from 
farming are weighing heavily on 
farmer's plans this year. These uncer­
tainties highlight the need for acreage 
and livestock information producers 
can rely on. Farmer cooperation on the 
survey, he adds. is the key to develop­
ing accurate estimates. 

Representatives from Williamson 's 
staff will intervil:'w a cross section of 
farmers. and questionnaires will bP 
mailed to others_ to gather data for the 
estimates National and some statP 
estimates will be published by USDA's 
Crop Reporting Board. A report on 19R.'l 
acreages will be available on July 10 
Estimates of hog and pig numbers will 
be released on June 21. and cattl€' 
numbers on July 22. .

at increased risk of develop­
ing breast cancer. Also, a 
woman who has never had a 
child, or has had a child after 
the age of 30 is at higher risk. 
A woman who has had breast 
cancer in one breast may de­
velop cancer in her other 
breast. 
Please note that we are dis­
cussing "risk" factors only; 
we are not speaking of 'cer­
tainties. A woman in any of 
these "risk" categories must 
not assume that she will ac­
tually develop breast cancer. 
Rather, her understanding of 
the possibility of being 
slightly more at risk than 
other women should prompt 
her to do monthly breast 
self-examination and to see a 
physician if she notices any­
thing unusual about her 
breasts_ To a physician, these 
risk factors signal the fact 
that as part of good medical 
care, a woman should be 
watched carefully for possible 
breast cancer and may require 
special tests such as breast 
x-rays. Even the most obvious 
risk factor - the presence of 
a lump or swelling in the 
breast - does not necessarily 
indicate that breast cancer is 
present. Indeed most breast 
lumps are benign, which 
means that they are harmless. 
However, it is necessary to 
have a diagnosis because of 
the possibility of cancer_ 
The concept of risk factors 
enables both women and phy­
sicians to know who out of 
the general population should 
be especially alert to possible 
cancer. Since breast cancer 
detected in an early stage is 
most responsive to effective 
treatment the concept of risk 
factors can help save lives.
