A squabble over boundaries threaten­
ed last week to derail a drive by Allen­
area residents to establish a taxing 
district in support of their ailing fire 
department.

Chief Roy Compton drew the perimeter 
of the proposed fire protection district 
at a radius of about five miles from the 
firehouse-the distance insurance com­
panies have agreed to recognize as the 
limit of Allen's firefighting capacity.·

tion over an area stretching to the limits 
of Betsy Layne's fire district in the

south, Martin's m the west, and Pres­
tonsburg's at Lancer-would encompass 
an area since claimed by the newly-
formed and energetic Cow Creek volun­
teer fire department. 

The Cow Creek firefighters, smartly 
turned out in their blue uniforms, show­
ed up at a meeting in the Allen firehouse 
Thursday night to protest the plan.

Branham's Creek Mine Site 
Reclamation To Cost $747,000 

• A landslide on Branham's Creek 1s 
among six east Kentucky reclamation 
projects for which federal funds have 
been committed, it was announced this 
week. 

U.S. Sen Wendell Ford said $1.7 
million would be spent on the projects, 
which include abandoned mine sites in 
Johnson, Martin, Perry, Magoffin, 
Whitley and Letcher counties as well as 

• l''loyd. 
For the Branham's Creek project, 

designated as "Hall's landslide," 
$747,000 has been set aside to reclaim 35 
acres of unstable slopes. It is by far the 

largest of the six projects scheduled in 
the seven-county area. 

Plans call for removing the unstable 
material and using it to fill hollows at the 
base of the slopes, restoring a clogged 
stream channel, and revegetating the 
area. The safety of four families is 
reportedly being threatened by the 
landslide. 

Funds for the reclamation projects 
were awarded to Kentucky through the 
federal Office of Surface Mining under 
provisions of the 1977 Surface Mining 
Act and are used to repair damage done 
by mining operations before the land­
mark Act was passed. 

Barren Strip Mine Site 
Converted to Farmland 

Before today's children have grown 
old, the Appalachian hills could be a 
cratered wasteland, providing a home 
only for the toughest and the pluckiest. 
Or they could be bountiful with pastures, 
supporting plump livestock and busy 
communities. 

The difference between the nightmare 
and the dream, it was argued atop a 
Martin county mountain last week, 
depends to no small extent on the out­
come of a massive undertaking there to 
transform a working stripmine into pro­
ductive farmland. 

Begun three years ago as a joint ven­
ture of the Martiki Coal Corporation and 
Morehead State University, the 15-year 
scheme has had from the start its skep­
tics as well as its boosters. But on this 
flawless spring day, as three tour buses 
disgorged guests in sight of a gently 
sloping pasture-waist high where it 
was still unharvested, studded with 
round bales where the mower had 
been-the boosters clearly felt they had 
the better of the argument. 

Even as a mammoth dragline ripped 
up chunks of rock on a distant plateau 
and a procession of giant trucks carried 
the overburden away, 130 tons at a time, 
a herd of sleek Angus cattle grazed on 
pasture newly-coaxed from the rocky 

surface the mining operation has long 
since left behind. 

In a series of steel and concrete 
sheds- identified as farrowing, gesta­
tion, nursery and finishing units-240 
sows are systematically turning out 5000 
market hogs a year. No common pigs, 
these, gulping down slops and wallow­
ing in mud, but disciplined producers in 
a virtually germ-free environment, their 
daily regimen scientifically designed 
and computer printouts keeping track 
of each sow's breeding record. 

The swine operation also yields 16 tons 
of manure a day-a circular boom spray 
could be seen spreading it on a nearby 
field- a critically-important by·product 
for an operation that rests essentially on 
the ability to produce soil on the barren 
plateaus left behind by the mining 
method aptly called mountaintop 
removal. 

A "high rise" laying house with 
80,000 hens in tiered pens on the upper 
story, the lower level a collecting area 
for their rich droppings is set to begm 
operation in two weeks, producing eggs 
for market and 11 tons of fertilizer a day. 

Between them the swine and poultry 
operations will produce $250,000 worth 
of fertilizer a year- the key to restor· 
ing the topsoil on these -1000 exploited 

acres and reclaiming them, project 
managers say, a t a rate of 200 acres a 
year. 

Those for whom the mining industry 
in general. and Martiki in particular, 
have been anything but models of 
respect for the environment or concern 
for the wider community, skepticism 
about the current project-its long-term 
viability, its replicability over wide 
areas, its penchant for turning public 
funds into private profits- will die hard. 
And, in the otherwise inspirational 
speeches that followed a catered lunch 
under a yellow marquee, a note of defen­
siveness could be heard. 

Mike Duncan. chairman of the MSU 
Board of Regents, hailed the project as 
one in which "no taxpayers ' money" 
was invested. It was the result, he said, 
of the "largesse and foresightedness of 
a railroad company, a land company 
and a coal company." . 

If no one was putting a dollar figure 
on Morehead's contribution- the state 
university is responsible for running the 
whole operation-former Gov. Edward 
T. "Ned" Breathitt later told a group of 
reporters that Martiki Coal and 
Pocahontas Development Corp., the 
other partners in the scheme, were each

An explanation is due from Attorney 
General David Armstrong, Floyd Coun­
ty Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. said 
yesterday (Tuesday) , as to why allega­
tions of forgery against County Clerk 
Carla Boyd were never presented to the 
grand jury that indicted 16 people, in­
cluding five county officials, last 
December. 

The fact that the 18-month state police 
investigation that led to the indictments 
also resulted in 174 allegations of forgery 
against Mrs. Boyd was revealed Tues­
day in a news story by Lexington 
Herald-Leader reporter Lee Mueller. 

According to the story, case records 
indicate that between 1980 and 1982, 
when Boyd was deputy clerk under her 
uncle, the late C. Ollie Robinson, she 
allegedly conspired with him to defraud 
the state and county of funds by typing 
fictitious receipts for truck registration 
payments. The state Transportation 
Cabinet last month asserted a $319,000 
claim against Robinson's estate for 
registration fees it never received from 
the Floyd clerk's office. 

Investigators said Boyd admitted typ­
ing the false receipts, sometimes at a 
rate of seven or eight a day, explaining 
that ''it was her duty to do as she was 
instructed.' ' The clerk's office was clos­
ed here Tuesday-" due to a death in an 
employee's family," according to a sign 
on the door. 

County Attorney Turner, whose re­
quest in March, 1983 led to the state 
police probe of Floyd county finances, 
said he was "surprised, number one, 
that there is some substance, possibly,

Two Teaberry coal operators wound 
up in Floyd Circuit Court last week as 
Scotty Hamilton accused Sterling 
Tackett of stealing hisamining scoop. 

Hamilton said the $42,000 scoop was on 
property owned by his father, Sterling 
Hamilton, in December, 1983, when 
Tackett stole it for use in his own mine. 
He is asking for return of the scoop or 
payment of $42,000 and for $24,000 in ren­
tal fees for the time Tackett has alleged­
ly had the use of it. 

In another case filed last week in cir­
cuit court, a Hueysville couple is seek­
ing unspecified damages from the 
operators of a coal tipple which, they 
say, has lessened the value of their 
home. 

Talmadge and May Allen claim in 
their suit that the coal processing plant 
owned and operated by Invest Coal Co. 
and Beaver Elkhorn Fuels, Inc. is a 
source of coal dust, unreasonable noise 
and vibrations.

A Floyd Circuit Court jury was unable 
to reach a verdict yesterday <Tuesday ) 
in the trial of Martin Shepherd on a 
charge of wanton endangerment. 

After the jury deliberated unsuc­
cessfully for four hours, with nine jurors 
said to be in favor of acquittal and three 
for conviction at that time, Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley declared a mistrial shortly 
after 8 p.m , 

Prosecutors had argued that Shep­
herd, 38, fired a shotgun into the home 
of Rady and Bonnie Davis on KY 850 
near David, as the couple and their son 
were sitting on their front porch, around 
9:15 p.m . last August 26. 

Shepherd claimed that he had spent 
that evening drinking and playing cards 
with friends. 

Shepherd operated a stripmine on the 
nearby property of his father, Dewey 
Shepherd, when a dispute over royalties 
arose with the coal owner, Knott District 
Judge Graham Martin, and mining 
equipment was ordered removed from 
the site. The equipment was stored tem­
porarily on the parking lot of Rady 
Davis' beer store, a circumstance that 
prosecutors suggested had provoked the 
younger Shepherd to shoot at Davis' 
home.

MSU President Herb Reinhard 
lamenting that "people learn only about 
the negative aspects of surface mining," 
added that "we need recognition of what 
is being created, not just what is being 
destroyed." 

The MSU-Martiki experiment would 
demonstrate that plateau mining can be 
"a godsend to the people of these moun­
tains," Reinhard said. 

Charlotte Baldwin, secretary of the 
state Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet, added 
details to the dream. Where com­
munities nestled in east Kentucky 
hollows have periodically been ravaged 
by floods, she said, the achievements of 
the Mountaintop Agriculture Complex 
suggest that, in the future, towns will be 
built on the plateaus left by coal com­
panies and the hollows will be us d as 
water reservoirs . 

" We're attempting to build a model 
for the whole Appalachian community ... 
for small and large sites ... for land­
owners with areas that have already 
been reclaimed," said Dr. Charles M. 
Derrickson, dean of MSU's School of 
Agriculture and a principal architect of 
the Morehead-Martiki project. MSU 
President Reinhard said 160 similar 
plateaus were being created by moun­
taintop removal operations in Kentucky 
and a Floyd stripmine inspector said 
there could be as many as 10 sites in this 
county which theoretically have poten­
tial for development. 

The MSU-Martiki partnership is not 
unique-Martin County Coal Co. has 
teamed up with the University of Ken­
tucky on a beef cattle project-but it is 
rare. Only the tuture will tell whether 
the Mountaintop Agriculture Complex 
on Wolf Creek turns out to be a model 
for the nation or a flash in the pan. 

But some facts appeared indisputable 
last Thursday. Three years into the 
15-year project, 150 acres of forbidding 
sandstone are covered with fescue, or­
chard grass, timothy , alfalfa, and 
clover. Fifty head of beef cattle are 
grazing on it. The buildings to house the 
swine and poultry operations are in 
place, as are a 73,000-gallon water 
storage tank and an irrigation system. 

Small garden plots yield tomatoes, 
cabbage and broccoli. In research plots, 
the adaptability of various strains of 
grasses and clovers is tested . Plans call 
for the raising of sheep, fruit, green­
house flowers, commercial forests, and 
wildlife. 

Frank Brown is public relations man 
for Norfolk Southern-parent firm of 
Pocahontas Development Corporation, 
Martiki's landlord. He said he could 
understand that some might question 
the sincerity of the corporations' profes­
sions of concern for the environment and 
for the future of the community. 

But "in this instance (the skepticism) 
is really not valid," he said. " We could 
say, 'We're a transportation company ; 
we don't care.what happens when the 
coal is gone.' But we're going to stick it 
out and see what can be done here." 

Moreover, while Morehead Universi­
ty's involvement represents a "big 
public investment," Brown said, "the 
public is potentially the greatest 
beneficiary. " 

" If this works, the whole economic 
base could be turned around," he said.

Thompson Gets Term 
In Bill Collector Case

evidence to the grand jury, Turner said. 

"This was one of the hardest investi­
gations they ever worked in eastern 
Kentucky. They felt they had hundreds 
of counts, involving many other in­
dividuals <than those actually indicted), 
that could have resulted in indict­
ments," said Turner, who added that he 
did not know if Boyd was one of those to 
whom the investigators were referring.

We traveled on to London and picked 
up my granddaughter and on the way 
back home at the same toll station w 
asked why there was no restroom. We 
were told by the attendant that all the 
stations had received a letter from 
Frankfort advising them to close the 
restrooms to the public and lock the 
front door of the buildings. We traveled 
on to the next toll station and asked the 
same question and were given the same 
answer. 
. Now, I should like to pose some ques­
tion~ to our Governor, our Department 
of H1ghways, and to our Department of 
Parks. 

No. 1: How do you expect people to 
travel the Daniel Boone Parkway and 
other such parkways in our state where 
restroom facilities if not open at the toll 
stations must be found some place off 
the highway and sometimes at quite a 
distance? 

No. 2: Are the restrooms on all the 
other toll roads in the state closed to the 
public, or are just we in Eastern Ken­
tucky inconvenienced and discriminated 
against?

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Unemployment Overpayments 
To Draw Continued Reminders' 

:\lore than 22.800 Kentuckians who 
owe money to the state's Unemployment 
Insurance Trust Fund can expect to 
receive monthly bills until they have 
paid their debt, thanks to a $50,000 grant 
from the U S. Department of Labor to 
the Cabinet for Human Resources. 

"Currently more than $9.2 million is 
at stake," said UI director Mae Girkey. 
"The grant\\ ill enable us to streamline 
our efforts to recover these over­
payments. We will use a computer to 
store the names of recipients who have 
been overpaid and how much they owe. 
They will receive monthly billings until 
the balance is paid. We expect this to be 
much more efficient than having staff 
manuall~ update records and send out 
bills " 

Each statement will contain a dif­
ferent message. "In the past, when 
claimants had been overpaid, we sent 
letters notifying them that if they didn't 
repay the funds we would file liens 
against their property," Girkey said. 
"Later, if they hadn't at least begun to 
repay the fund, we notified them that we 
are fih ng a suit to recover the money. 
Under the new system, these messages 
will be printed at the bottom of the 
monthly bills " 

Most of the overpayments are not the 
result of fraud, Girkey said. "Art appli­
cant begins receiving benefits as soon as 

'eligibility is determined. However, if an 
employer appeals our determination 
that a claimant is eligible and that ap­
peal is upheld, we stop paying benefits 
and request the claimant to repay the 
money," she said. 

Sometimes overpayments are made 
because a claimant didn't understand 
the eligibility rules or reported the 
wrong date he or she returned to work, 
Girkey said. In the latter case the divi­
sion catches the error when comparing 
claimants' records with employers'

payroll records. The average overpay 
ment IS $206. 

Last December the UI division 
notified 22,733 people that their state in­
come tax refunds would be intercepted 
to collect overpayments. The result: 
people voluntarily repaid $366,505, and 
$559,496 was recovered through income 
tax refunds. However, almost $8 million 
remamed outstanding 

"Some people have made partial 
payments, then let the payments lapse," 
Girkey said. "They, too. will receive a 
bill from us." 

Smce 1981 the UI division has borrow­
ed $332 million to help pay benefits. 
"We've finally repaid those loans," 
Girkey said. "To help maintain the 
solvency of the UI Trust Fund, we need 
to collect the outstanding overpayments. 
This will help us keep employers' UI tax 
rates as low as possible." 

Optometrists Announce 
Kentucky Vision Care 

The American Optometric Association 
announced its Kentucky "VISION" 
Project June 16 at press conferences in 
both Louisville and Lexington. The Ken­
tucky "VISION" Project is designed to 
provide free, full scope vision care for 
the workmg poor of the state. 

Kentucky's optometrists will give a 
full day of their time in July to examine 
and treat, without charge, those patients 
referred to them by the screening agen­
cy. As part of the optometrists' ongoing 
effort, they are also donating one ex­
amination per month for the remainder 
of the year. 

Through their state-wide network of 
units, the Salvation Army will act as the 
screening agency for the project. There 
is a growing segment of society who are 
not eligible for Medicare or other 
assistance programs, but cannot afford 
much-needed eye care. These are in­
dividuals who work, are able to pay their 
rent and buy their food, but nothing else. 
Screening committees are being set up 
in all Kentucky counties and guidelines 
for eligibility are being drawn up. Once 
qualified patients have been screened, 
they will be assigned to a doctor in their 
area. By contacting the Salvation Army 
locally, or calling toll-free 
1-800-635-EYES, persons with vision 
problems can begin the processing 
procedure.

A fawn and 1ts new mama have

In fact, a steady stream of curious and 
interested visitors has visited Dr. 
Holbrook's kennel ever since his dog. a 
Rottweiler named "B.A.," with puppies 
of her own, adopted the fawn a few days 
ago 

Morgan County Conservation Officer 
Rexford Childers recently confiscated 

• 
the young deer after it had been illegal­
ly taken from the wild- which is against 
the law. 

Childers said that when he confiscated 
the fawn it showed signs of severe 
digestive problems due to an inadequate 
diet and would have died shortly. 

Childers turned to Dr_ Holbrook for 
help. Holbrook and his wife, Agnes, who 
is helping care for the fawn, devised a 
special milk supplement that is similar 
to the mother's milk the fawn was used 
to before its capture, and began bottle 
feeding the youngster. 

The special feeding formula and 
bottle-feeding worked and the fawn 
began to thrive. Even so, something im­
portant was lacking- a mother to love 
and care for the new fawn. 

B.A., a healthy mama with eight 
bouncing puppies and an excess of milk, 
solved that problem. Not only has she 
taken over nursing chores, she enjoys 
licking and cleaning the fawn as though 
it was one of her own puppies. She ac­
tually seems to favor the fawn when her 
natural offspring get a little too greedy 
and try to crowd their adopted sibling 
away from the dinner table, so to speak.

Noting the constant stream of visitors 
and their obvious concern over the fawn, 
Conservation Officer Childers expresses 
the hope that the publicity surrounding 
the fawn 's plight and rescue will serve 
to prevent similar incidents in the 
future. 

"Without the constant care of concern­
ed and knowledgeable people, the fawn 
would have died; in the wild, it would 
have starved to death or fallen prey to 
some predator," Childers said. 

He explained that it is common for a 
doe to "place her young away from her 
while she feeds" and return to it later 
But, he said, if the doe returns and 
detects human scent on her fawn, she 
will abandon it. 

"That is why it is illegal to catch or 
handle or disturb a baby deer in any 
way," Childers said. " People who come 
upon a baby deer and attempt to catch 
it or pet it because they believe it has 
been abandoned, in all likihood are 
themselves signing its death warrant," 
he said 

"Should you discover a fawn alone, do 
not disturb it in any way," urges 
Childers. "To do so is illegal. If you 
suspect the doe has been killed or will 
notreturn, contactyourlocalconserva­
tion officer. "

Fireworks Safe 
Only on Display 
Not in Hand 

Parades, picnics and fireworks 
displays are all July Fourth traditions 

• enjoyed by most Americans. Another, 
often overlooked tradition, comes in the 
aftermath of the holiday-those news 
stories about people blinded or maimed 
by fireworks. 

The Kentucky Society to Prevent 
Blindness reports that in 1984, frreworks­
related injuries rose 19 percent over the 
previous year. An estimated 9,857 peo­
ple required hospital emergency room 
treatment last year, 1,255 of them for 
eye injuries. 

"Fireworks are not toys," cautions 
Elinor Zollinger, Executive Director of 
the Kentucky Society. "Without doubt, 
we need to keep fireworks out of the 
hands of young people." 

In a recent study conducted by Arkan­
sas ophthalmologists, bottle rockets 
were found to be responsible for nearly 
three-fourths of all fireworks-related in­
juries resulting in permanent vision loss. 

"Small, but lethal, a bottle rocket is 
a single firecracker attached to a stick 
and shot from a stationary object. 
Usually the suggested object is a pipe 
but many people use soft-drink bottles,'' 
says Zollinger. "These bottles can 
explode." 

Flying glass can strike the face and 
eyes of bystanders. often causing 
severe, painful or blinding injuries. 

Among the other commonly available 
fireworks involved in injuries are 
firecrackers, M-80's, Roman candles 
and snakes. Even sparklers are unsafe. 
A blinding burn can result if the sparkler 
makes contact with the eye. 

We recommend that people enjoy 
fireworks the one safe and sane way this 
July Fourth," Zollinger adds. "That is, 
view them at a licensed public display, 
not on a street corner or in the back­
yard."

We 
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Forgotten U.S. Soldiers 
Portrait~ beautY! 
witb a spect

(In The Lexington Herald-Leader l 
In his poem "The Waste Land," T.S. 

Eliot seemed quite certain that April 
was the cruelest month. 

Former Army artilleryman Nebraster 
V. Bowman could never be that comfor­
tably specific about the year he spent in 
Korea. As far as he was concerned, 1952 
was not even divided into months . It was 
simply a hellish whole, one long, loveless 
flirtation with death. 

For him, the months blurred together, 
and 1952 became a continuing long­
distance dialogue between his cannon 
and theirs, a montage of major battles, 
a succession of severe seasons filled with 
ice, fire and fear. 

He remembers not so much the dates 
and the places as the sweating and the 
shivering. Remembering places him 
behind his 105mm howitzer, endlessly 
aiming at a distant, unseen enemy and 
ducking that foe's equally anonymous 
retribution. 

''We were lucky,'' he says now. ''Our 
battery only lost five men." 

Bowman has an indelible memory of 
his return from the Korean War. He 
remembers stepping off the train in his 
native Trenton, N.J., proud of his 
uniform and the battle stars that adorn­
ed it. He remembers hurrying from the 
station platform, full of the feeling that 
his country had asked and he had 
responded with his best. He remembers 
hailing a taxi. 

"When I got in the cab, I mentioned 
to the driver that I had just gotten back 
from Korea. He said, 'So what? Where 
do you want to go?' " 

The veterans of World War II return­
ed as heroes. They sailed home to blar­
ing bands and ticker-tape tumults, to a 
nation eager to hug and kiss. Less than 
a decade later, the Nebraster V. 
Bowmans came back from an equal hell 
to a nation that said, "So what?"-and 
then let them promptly pass out of its 
thoughts. 

And so now, with the belated recogni­
tion and honor being bestowed on the 
people who later fought in Vietnam, it 
is the soldiers who served in Korea who 
loom as the truly forgotten American 
veterans of modern times. 

There is little to remind the American 
public that between 1950 and 1953 the na­
tion fought a bitter war in which 54,246 
U.S. soldiers were killed and an addi­
tional 103,248 were wounded. 

There is no national monument to the 
people who served in Korea, and little 
has been written about their war . World 
War II and Vietnam engendered scores 
of histories, memoirs and novels. The 
Korean War did not. 

"There is virtually no literature of the 
Korean War," said Samuel Hynes, a 
Princeton University English professor 
who served as a Marine pilot in World 
War II and as a squadron operations of­
ficer during the Korean War. "We are 
just about disappearing in the literature 
of Vietnam- it's up to our necks- but 
there is practically nothing about 
Korea." 

While it may be a pretty bleary public 
memory, the bloody Korean experience 
is not lost on the men and women who 
served there. And neither are the indif­
ference and subsequent na tiona! 
amnesia that colored their return. , 

"I felt bitter when I got back," said 
Bowman, 54, a guard at the Philadelphia 
Museum of Art. "But the hurt was even 
stronger than the bitterness. I felt we 
had gone over there and done the best 
we could. I felt we were entitled to the 
same kind of reception the soldiers got 
after World War II." 

The bitterness and the hurt have heal­
ed over the years. Today, ex­
artilleryman Bowman simply feels 
forgotten. 

Why, one might ask, were the war and 
its veterans so forgettable?

Why was the American public so in­
different at the time? 

The answer is manifold. Its mosaic 
pieces can be obtained from those who 
have studied the war- and those who 
fought it. 

Louis T. Iglehart, 61. a Washington­
based documentary writer-director who 
flew Marine fighters in both World War 
II and Korea, sees the national indif­
ferences to the war and its returning 
veterans partly in terms of spiritual 
fatigue. In his view, Amenca was still 
so emotionally exhausted by its total 
commitment to winning World War II 
that it couldn't have marshaled a lot of 
enthusiasm for this conflict even if it 
wanted to. 

''I think we were tired," Iglehart said. 
"We had just gone through a big, big 
war and this, by comparison, was a very 
small piece of business. I think 
everybody was just buzzed out. They 
had given us all they could during World 
War II, and there was just nothing left." 

Another aspect of the war that bred 
apathy and forgetfulness was its limited 
scale and objectives. 

Lives were indeed being lost. The U.S 
death toll for the three-year involvement 
in Korea (54,246) was almost as high as 
the one for the decade in Southeast Asia 
(58,022). And lives were being disrupted, 
too. 

Because so many of the people who 
fought in Korea were reactivated World 
War II veterans, the interruption of 
careers was considerable. Hynes, for ex­
ample, had just landed his first college 
teaching job when he was called up. 

George Roy Hill, who would one day 
direct Butch Cassidy and the Sundance 
Kid, The Sting and many other films, 
was pursuing his earlier ambition to be 
an actor. 

"I was desperately unhappy because 
I thought I was on my way to an acting 
career," Hill, a former Marine flier, 
said. "I remember I was riding the bus 
down Madison A venue {en route to an 
acting interview) and opening my mail 
when I came upon this thing that said I 

wa~ to take a physical exam and be 
brought back in. 

"I remember being so staggered I 
didn't get off the bus until the end of the 
line. I wound up in some awful place at 
the bottom of Manhattan and missed my 
interview 

"I tried everything short of assaulting 
the doctor to get out of it. I even con­
sidered making a pass at him, but decid­
ed it wouldn't help." 

Ironically, his re-activation had a very 
beneficial result : He started writing 
television plays in his off-duty hours, and 
that successful endeavor led to his cur­
rent vocation as a director. 

Like so many who served during the 
Korean War, Hill was just happy to get 
out and get on with his life. If his coun­
trymen were indifferent and forgetful, 
well, so be it. At least they didn' t revile 
him. 

"Unlike the Vietnam veteran, these 
men, in the main, came home well ac­
cepted," said Raymond Davis , a 
70cyear-old retired Marine general who 
won the Medal of Honor in Korea. "They 
were not called baby-killers by Jane 
Fonda. "

Summertime Is Catfish Time 
By ART LANDER, Jr. 

Summertime is catfish time. As hot 
weather approaches, many fishermen 
begin their search for "whisker fish" in 
ponds, creeks, and rivers, as well as 
manmade impoundments. 

Of the three species of catfish most 
often caught by Kentucky anglers-the 
flathead channel and blue catfish-the 
channel catfish is by far the most wide­
ly distributed. Some of our best catfish 
"holes" are tailwater areas, although 
channel catfish are abundant in many of 
the small, state-owned lakes managed 
by the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. 

Catfish are found in all of the state's 
major impoundments, especially Ken­
tucky Lake, Lake Barkley, Dewey Lake, 
Barren River Lake, Green River Lake,; 
and Rough River Lake. But during the 
spawn in June the tailwater area below 
Kentucky Dam is in a class by itself, 
supporting unbelievable numbers of cat­
fish and quite a few reallunkers. Fish 
in the 20-pound class are common, and 
blue catfish predominate the creel. 

The fish congregate there because of 
the availability of forage fish-threadfin 
and gizzard shad, skipjack herring and 
minnows. During the generation of elec­
tricity, many of these forage fishes are 
sucked through the intakes, and chopped 
up by the turbines. This constant ''chum­
ming" keeps the catfish scavenging in 
the "boils." Thus, cut bait, preferably 
gizzard shad viscera and gills, is often 
very effective. Except for periods of ex­
tremely cold weather in winter and 
bright sunlight in summer, shad can be 
easily taken with a long handled dip net 
as they school around rip-rap or bridge 
abutments. Castnets, minnow traps and 
seines are also effective, but be sure to 
check the regulations or consult with 
your conservation officer before gather­
ing live bait. 

Many anglers belive that you've got to 
use a big glob of bait to catch big cat­
fish. That's not the case. In fact, the big 
finicky catfish often prefer only the 
choicest morsels-shad gills and 
viscera. To cut out the gills and viscera: 
1) peel back and break the gill pia tes, 2) 
turn the fish on its back and make a 
quarter inch cut behind the gills, 3) grab 
both gills between the thumb and foref­
inger and pull, and 4) disembowel the 
shad by cutting with a knife from its ven 
through its body cavity. The bloody red 
meat of the gills, and the smelly viscera 
are irresistible to big catfish.

The state record blue catfish weighed 
100 pounds and was taken from the Ten­
nessee River below Kentucky Dam on 
August 21, 1970, by J.E. Copeland of Ben­
ton. The state record flathead catfish 
was also a monster, tipping the scales 
at 97 pounds. It was caught by Esker 
Carroll on June 6, 1956 from the Green 
River. The state record channel catfish 
weighed 22 pounds, five ounces, and was 
caught by Wallace Carter of 
Lawrenceburg on October 6, 1978 from 
a farm pond. 

Maybe this summer will be your sum­
mer to tussle with a monster catfish.

"When I was young." says 
Hume Cronyn, who plays an 
aging and eccentric millionaire. 
"my father caught me smoking 
a c1gar. He locked me in the 
closet for three days with 1ust a 
box of cigars and a book of 
matches. and I learned to hate 
c1gars. Well. I'm go1ng to teach 
you the same lesson with my 
money. I want you to spend so 
much money you're going to 
get sick of spending money." 

This is the premise of 
"Brewster's Millions." Richard 
Pryor has a chance to inherit a 
$300 million fortune. The only 
catch is that he must spend 
$30 million in 30 days. Can he 
do it? More important: Will it · 
be any fun to wz.~ch him try? 

The answer is somet1mes. 
The tale has been madP. 
before. most notably. perhaps 
1n a 1945 Allan Dwan film 
(starnng Denn1s O'Keefe) of 
the same name. (Back then 
though. he only had to spend 
$1 m1ll1on to get the inherit­
ance.) There also is a marked 
similarity between Pryor in 
"Brewster's Mill1ons" and 
Eddie Murphy 1n "Trading 
Places.'· The similarity is no 
accident. since both films were 
penned by the writing duo of 

Herschel We1ngrod and Timo­
thy Harris. 

Pryor tries to make the most 
out of everyone's wish-fulfill­
ment fantasy. He walks into 
the Plaza Hotel and books the 
top two floors for a month. He 
gathers a crowd on a street 
corner. invites them all out to 
lunch. and happily treats 
everyone to wine at $400 a 
bottle. 

What he'd really like most. 
however. is to prove that he 
can play major-league base· 
ball. R1ght now. he's the star 
pitcher for a Hackensack,' N.J .. 
minor-league team in a stadi­
um carved out o,f <;~ railroad 
yard. (They have to call 
"t1me" when a train rumbles 
through the outf1eld.) 

But that 1dea is lost some­
where between an obligatory 
romance w1th a lovely young 
accountant and the wisecrack­
ing antics of Pryor's catcher­
friend John Candy. 

What Pryor needs most here 
is a good straight man (or 
woman) . With no one to serve 
as the foil. Pryor loses h1s cut­
ting edge. and "Brewster's 
Millions" turns into a fervent 
but unfulfilled comedy.

In Doctor Doolittle's Garden.

The bones department was perhaps the 
largest Personally. I don't think that 
any student of comparative anatomy 
would have found it scientifically very 
helpful For the bones were mostly 
beef. mutton and ham bones_" 

The idea of a dog museum just 
naturally makes one smile. But today. 
there really is a dog museum. And. 
"it's the only one of its kind in the 
world." according to its director.

Beef Cattle Referendum 
Is Called For July 12 

The Kentucky Beef Cattle Association 
will hold a referendum Friday, July 12, 
9 a.m. to 3 p.m., to vote on a 15-cent per 
head assessment increase to strengthen 
consumer education efforts and market 
development. 

If the assessment passes, it will bring 
the total assessment to 25 cents a head. 

The referendum will be held in al1120 
counties, with polling taking place at the 
local ASCS office in each county. 

Producers will be permitted to vote 
only in their counties of residence. 

If a producer has cattle in a county 
other than the one in which he lives, he 
will still vote in his county of residence. 

A corporate producer will vote in the 
county in which the corporation's prin­
cipal place of business is located. 

Eligible voters from outside the Com­
monwealth will be permitted to vote in 
the county in which the farm is located. 

If the referendum passes, everyone 
licensed to operate a livestock market 
in Kentucky, as well as operators of 
meat packing or slaughter establish­
ments and order buyers, will be required 
to deduct the additional assessment 
from the purchase price to the seller. 

If passed, the assessment will be 
deducted beginning on Sept. 1, 1985.

The show's curator. Ruth Silverman. 
former associate curator of the Inter­
national Center of Photography. editor 
of The Dog Observed c Alfred A. Knopf. 
N.Y .. 1984> and owner of two "shaggy 
mutts" named Jessie and Noodle. ad­
mits that initially she had trepidations 
about an exhibition of dog pictures in 
the sophisticated New York art world. 
''At first. I showed the photographs 
rather secretly because I thought peo­
ple would laugh at the idea. but happily 
everybody loved it.·· 

The ancient symbiotic relationship of 
human and dog is. in fact. no laughing 
matter. In the old world and the new. 
the dog. widely thought to have been 
the first domesticated animal. has 
been an integral part of human history. 
Remains of a domesticated dog dating 
back 14.000 years have been found n 
Iraq alongside human artifacts. and 
excavations have revealed that human 
and dog shared Jaguar Cave in Idaho 
more than 10,000 years ago. The dog 
has willingly followed mankind-"dog­
ged its steps"- over much of the 
Earth. Humans. in their turn. have 
molded the dog. through breeding. to 
ever-changing needs_ 

In the murky beginning of their rela­
tionship. man and dog hunted together 
in order to survive. For at least 4.000 
years. dogs have been used for herding 
and protection. Arctic dogs have pro­
vided humans with transportation. 
food and clothing. Large St. Ber­
nards - without kegs of bran­
dy-rescued travelers lost in snowy 
Swiss Alps . Small terriers killed 
plague-carrying rats in the cities- ear­
ning their name of old, "earthe 
dogges." In October 1957. Laika 
became the first space dog. circling the 
Earth in Sputnik I. 

Armed combatants. messengers . 
mine detectors and mascots. dogs have 
served in wars since ancient times. In 
war or peace. over the centuries. the 
dog has taken its place in science and 
art. in commerce and politics. in spor­
ting activities and in the human heart. 

The dog inspired prehistoric man to 
depict its form on the walls and ceil­
ings of his caves 10.000 to 25.000 years 
ago, and from that day to this. its im­
age has appeared on ancient tombs. in 
churches. on coins. stamps. coats-of­
arms. pottery and tapestries. in pain· 
tings, sculpture. bas-reliefs. il ­
luminated manuscripts and 
photographs. 

Withal. a dog called Man Ray was 
unique. The blue-gray Weimaraner 
was artist William Wegman's constant 
companion and art partner for 12 
years_ Wearing zany costumes and 
disguises. Man Ray, named for the 
avant-garde artist. was the subject of 
hundreds of Wegman's video works. 
drawings and photographs. Together. 
they made people laugh at the world's 
pomposity. A canine stand-up come­
dian. Ray was transformed into a 
dinosaur. a pot roast. Louis XIV and 
Brooke Sheilds in designer jeans. But 
covered with flour or wrapped in tinsel. 
he maintained his basic dog dignity. In 
January 1982. seeing that the dog was 
in failing health. Wegman made some 
serious portraits of Ray. who died of 
cancer two months later. What he had 
admired most about Ray. Wegman 

said recently. was "his deadpan face 
He looked as if he wouldn't laugh at his 
own jokes. Yet he never lost his nobili­
ty." 
· The bond between dog and master 

has been a theme of Western literature 
since Homer told in The Odyssey of the 
faithful Argus who alone recognized 
his long-absent master Ulysses. In the 
children's classic. Lassie Come-Home. 
it is the English ··come-home" dog who 
endures a torturous 1.000-mile odyssey 
to return to her young master_ 

Another English canine has become 
perhaps the most famous dog in 
America. Nipper. the little black-and­
white fox terrier who sits listening to 
"his master's voice" emerging from 
the horn of an old -fashioned 
phonograph. has been the RCA Cor­
poration's trademark for more than :>0

years. The real Nipper would be a hun­
dred years old. Born in England in 
1884, he belonged to artist Francis Bar­
raud, who. inspired by the dog's ap­
parent curiosity about the voices com­
ing from the "talking machine." 
painted "His Master's Voice." 

Dogs have even. on occasion. done 
the talking for thier masters. President 
Harding never had too much to say 
about world affairs. but his Airdale, 
Laddie Boy, had his own special chair 
at cabinet meetings . Franklin 
Roosevelt's Scottish terrier, Fala. was 
a furry foil who played straight dog in 
the president's verbal sparrings with 
his Republican opponents According 
to FDR. Fala resented Republican at­
tacks on his canine integrity. 

Along with politics. the showing of 
dogs is one of America's most popular 
amateur sports. The first dog show was 
held in England in 1859 at Newcastle­
on-Tyne. Today, there are nearly 10,000. 
dog shows, obedience trials and field 
trials held yearly in the United States 
under the rules of the American Kennel 
Club, which has registered almost 30 
million pure-bred dogs in its 100-year­
old history. Competition is fierce. At a

show, cars sport bumper stickers like 
this one: SUPPORT YOUR LOCAL 
BLOODHOUND, GET LOST! 

The pampered pet dog has been 
around since ancient times. Egyptians 
mourned their dead dogs and mum­
mified their bodies. Greek and Roman 
greyhounds were covered with golden 
cloth for bad-weather outings. Chinese 
emperors gave high rank to pet Pek­
ingese. In Tudor En~land. small 
spaniels were not only lap dogs but 
were carried around in ladies' bosoms. 
But there was not a greater dog lover 
than Queen Victoria, who kept all man­
ner of dogs and influenced the public to 
do the same. By the end of World War 
I. the pet dog had become a fixture of 
American family life. There would be 
no Dick and Jane without Spot. 

Now. in spite of the fact that almost 
40 percent of American households 
have dogs. some may subscribe to the 
philosophy, ascribed to W.C. Fields. 
that anyone who hates children and 
dogs can't be all bad. These cur­
mudgeons clearly don't realize how 
much dogs do for us every day, and. if 
we're smart enough, will do for us in 
the future . 

Wall paintings from 100 B.C. depict a 
dog guiding a blind person. Today. 
there are hearing-ear dogs who 
awaken deaf people each morning and 
dogs who carry crutches and turn out 
lights for the disabled. Because a dog's 
sense of smell is thousands of times 
stronger than a human's, dogs help 
dairy farmers single out cows in 
season, police officers uncover nar­
cotics, the Agriculture Department 
find forbidden fruit and gourmets dig 
up truffles. Dogs have found gas leaks 
in underground pipelines and gypsy 
moth egg masses in forests . 

Talli guards the Statue of Liberty. 
The golden retriever is an explosives 
detection dog. " Although her main job 
sometimes seems to be public rela­
tions," says her handler. U.S Park 
Service ranger Jay Lippert. " She just 
loves the kids." 

The mysterious bond between 
human and dog endures in spite of a 
still-ambiguous relationship. There are 
40,000 practicing veterinarians in 
America, treating dogs in clinical 
specialities such as cardiology. der­
matology. pedia tries , oncology . 
neurology, surgery and psychiatry. 
Yet we put 4.4 million unwanted dogs to 
death every year. 

Considering that Canis familiaris, 
"faithful dog," has helped us, inspired 
us, played and suffered with us since 
before the dawn of civilization, it would 
seem that Professor Quelch had a pret­
ty good idea in that Dog Museum of his. 
The wonder is that it took people so 
long to realize it. The dog speaks our 
language. By its actions, much louder 
than words, it says, " If you want 
just whistle."

Tuning into Fish, Wildlife ...

Radio-location telemetry studies 
enable biologists to extend their obser­
vational powers when studying the 
movement and behavior of fish and 
wildlife. 

The technique, which was first utiliz­
ed on wildlife in the early 1960's, is par­
ticularly effective when studying 
animals which hve in remote areas, are 
extremely secretive and difficult to ap­
proach or are nocturnal in their habits. 
Radio-location telemetry is also well 
suited when studying an animal that is 
generally harassed by conventional 
means of observation such as up close 
inspection or viewing through field 
glasses. 

In a fisheries management applica­
tion, radio-location telemetry projects 
are appropriate when studying 
anadromous or highly mobile fish such 
as the landlocked "striper," or rockfish 
as he's known in Kentucky. Biologists of 
the Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources, Division of 
Fisheries, are investigating the 
feasibility of a radio-location telemetry 
project that would involve tracking 
rockfish in Lake Cumberland. One pro­
ject goal would be to investigate the 
possibility of any natural reproduction, 
and to track the fish as they disperse 
throughout the lake after the spawning 
season ends. 

While a majority of the "stripers" ap­
pear to be congregating in the Indian 
and Beaver Creek embayments, biolo­
gists could track the seasonal 
movements of rockfish from shallow 
water in winter when the fish are feeding 
heavily on shad, to summer's stressful 
heat when rockfish go deep to seek out 
cool water which is rich in dissolved 
oxygen. 

Through the use of battery-powered 
transmitters, which may be attached 
either by a collar or surgically im­
planted just below the skin or in the body 
cavity, biologists are able to follow the 
animal's movement by monitoring 
"beeps" with a portable, directional 
receiver. Usually, the animal's exact 
location is plotted through triangulation, 
by taking several directional readings 
along a straight line. These readings are 
usually taken from access roads, high 
points such as hills or fire towers, or they 
may be taken from an airplane, if the 
animal has a big home range and may 
travel for miles in search of food, a mate 
or suitable cover. 

Radio-location telemetry studies are 
often costly and complex but the data 
they provide may be critical in helping 
wildlife biologists pinpoint the daily or 
seasonal movements of animals, their 
habitat preferences, mortality factors, 
dispersal (which animals go and why), 
reproductive potential, and behavioral 
characteristics such as mating rituals. 

In the past decade, several radio­
location telemetry studies have been 
done by Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources wildlife 
biologists. The animals involved were 
wild turkey at Mill Creek Wildlife 
Management Area in Jackson county, 
raccoons stocked in several counties in

Safety and Inspection Service. "The 
hotline's home economists can help con­
sumers with questions ranging from 
how long to keep meat and poultry in the 
refrigerator to how to pack a safe pic­
nic lunch. 

"Changing the hotline to a nationwide 
toll-free number allows us to reach just 
about anyone who needs our help," said 
Houston. 

Consumers dialing the new 
number-(800) 535-4555-can get food 
safety tips for meat and poultry pro­
ducts and report problems experienced 
with such products. The toll-free hotline 
will operate from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. EDT. 

the eastern Kentucky mountains, otters 
in the Land Between the Lakes, and 
more recently, whitetailed deer in Knott • 
county. A radio-location telemetry study 
done in the early 1970's assessed the sur­
vivability of stocked raccoons, whereas 
the study now being done on deer releas­
ed in Knott county is geared towards ' 
providing biologists with a better 
understanding of mortality factors and 
habitat preference in that county's herd. 

With technology improving almost 
daily, the transmitters used in these 
studies have become smaller and more 
reliable through the years. They emit a 
different "beep" when the animal or fish 
is stationary than when it's on the move. 
The transmitters are tailored to the size 
of the animal they're attached to and 
may be powered by solar cells or long­
lasting nickel cadmium or lithium 
chloride batteries. They can be fittea on 
animals ranging in size from elephants 
to hummingbirds, and their signals may 
be picked up on a receiver from up to a 
mile away, depending on the terrain. 

While the transmitters aren't a burden 
to the animals they are placed on, 
biologists admit that objects may make 
the animal more susceptible to preda­
tion or hunting pressure. Not many 
hunters will pass up a shot at a goose 
with an orange collar around its neck.
