Audit Uncovers 
$10,000 Shortage 
In School Funds 

A former principal at Wheelwright 
H1gh School has been ordered by the 
Floyd Board of Education to make good 
more than $10,000 missing from school 
activity funds this year, and evidence 
relatmg to the case w1ll be turned over 
to the Commonwe::jJtiJ..'s attorney ior 
possible criminal prosecution. ,. 

After meeting in executive session last 
Wednesday, the board announced that 
it held Ervin B. Pack responsible for 
$10,782 raised through various school ac­
tivities durmg the year and now unac­
counted for. The former principal was 
relieved of all administrative duties in 
March and has not been rehired for the 
commg school year, board attorney 
David Barber noted. 

All school activity funds-even Wheel­
wright's-ended this year in the black, 
and auditors had praise for the manner 
in which the books were kept in some of 
the audited schools, Brackett noted. 

Pack, 50, was hired as principal at 
Wheelwtight in July, .1983-after n~y 
teaching career, most recently as prin­
cipal and athletic director at Lynch 
(Harlan county) elementary and high 
schools. He was asked to step down as 
principal of the 280-student school in 
.March after bomb threats had been 
received at the school and a delegation 
of teachers told Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. that discipline had broken 
down and the school needed new leader­
ship. 

Pack was reassigned to Melvin and 
Osborne grade schools and was replac­
ed as principal by Wilbur "Shorty" 
Jamerson for the remainder of the 
school year. On Jamerson's retirement 
at the end of the year, Lonnie Slone was 
named principal. 

Gas Shut-Off 
For Toler Cr. 
Hearing Topic 

There were ~o flaring tempers or 
angry words, but residents of Toler 
Creek, faced with a gas shut-off, made 
1t clear at a public meeting held last 
Wednesday at the Harold Elementary 
School they were unhappy with the gas 
company's proposal.

14 Floyd Cases 
Shifted to Pike 
For July Trials 

While the Commonwealth argued last 
Thursday that neither the prosecution 
nor the defendants could get a fair shake 
if 16 Floyd countians-including five 
present or former county officials-were 
tried before a Floyd jury, prosecutors 
were clearly delighted when Special 
Judge Will T. Scott agreed to shift the 
trials to Pike Circuit Cow-t. 

"We were pushing for it," said David 
Lewis, of the state attorney-general's of­
fice. And another prosecution source 
said he was "surprised and pleased' ' at 
the venue change, adding, "Every little 

. bit helps." 
Meanwhile, an attorney for one of the 

defendants and Commonwealth's At­
torney James R. Allen added their 
voices last week to those of critics here 
who have charged that prosecution of 
the 16, which followed an 18-month state 
police investigation into county financial 
practices in 1982, appears politically 
motivated and unfairly selective. 

Such criticism peaked here two weeks 
ago, following the revelation that 
evidence of alleged forgery on the part 
of County Clerk Carla Boyd had not been 
presented to the grand jury that indicted 
the 16 last December. 

"Politics is politics, but there's got to 
be a limit," said Greg Stumbo, who 
represents District 4 Magistrate Lowell 
Samons, one of those indicted. "You 
don't go playing with criminal indict­
ments, with people's rights. You've got 
to draw the line somewhere." 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen both strongly denied that he has 
had anything to do with the investigation 
and asserted that. if he had, he "would 
have done things differently." 

"From the beginning I made a point 
of staying out of it," the com­
monwealth's attorney said. "I haven't 
bad access to any of the information <the 
prosecutors) have. There has been no 
consultation whatever between them 
·and me. I had no influence n the indict­
ments in any way, shape or form." 

"Il I had to do it over, I would not have 
stepped down," said Allen, who dis­
qualified himseU when the investigation 
was first announced. " I wish I hadn't, 
because of the way it has been handled. 
If there is any way I can get it back, I'll 
be glad to handle it. And I'll guarantee 
that if there is anything there to be pro­
secuted, it will be prosecuted.'' 

Assistant Attorney-General Lewis 
called "absurd" charges that the in­
vestigation or indictments were

Board Thinks It's Ready, 
Spillman Not So Certain 

The city of Martin will finally get its 
new water lines, it seems, but will not 
have enough money to rebuild its aged 
water treatment plant. 

That much seemed clear Thursday, 
when a second round of bids was open­
ed for the project, for which $1.4 million 
in government grant and loan funds has 
been committed. 

A dramatic move by the state Board 
of Education yesterday <Tuesday> 
brought Floyd schools a step nearer to 
a state takeover. According to reports 
reaching here last night, the state panel, 
in its monthly meeting in Frankfort, 
gave Floyd Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. and the Floyd Board of 
Education until August 15 to show why 
they should not be removed from office 
and to show "by the Floyd school 
district should not be declared 
academically bankrupt. 

Under a recent state law, which has 
yet to be te ted in practice, a school 
district may be taken over by the state 
if it fails to m et minimum standards. 

Board of Education officials here 
sounded confident last week that Floyd 
schools would pass muster by the June 
30 deadhne set by state Schools 
Superintendent Alice McDonald, 
although a state official who monitored 
a special meeting of the board on 
Wednesday later expressed doubts 
about the school district's readiness. 

The state Board of Education, which 
met yesterday <Tuesday) in Frankfort, 
was scheduled to receive evidence from 
Floyd officials that they have remedied 
deficiencies uncovered by recent state 
inspections here, including audits of 
lunchroom and activity funds at nine 
schools last sprmg. 

Assistant Superintendent Ray 
Brackett told the local board that all 

problems "have been corrected or are 
in process of being corrected"-an 
assertion that state monitor Robert 
Spillman found less than reassuring All 
activity and lunchroom accounts are in 
the black, purchasing and accounting 
for the troubled lunchroom funds will be 
centralized in the new school year; a 
wide range of purchases is now being Jet 
for bids; all payments for board 
employees and others are being handled 
through the schools' central office; the 
policy on gasoline purchases has been 
tightened, and principals have been in­
structed to keep a stricter accounting of 
vendmg machine sales, Brackett ex­
plained later. 

The auditing of lunchroom and activi­
ty accounts exceeds state requirements. 
with audits done annually in all high and 
elementary schools, the board treasurer 
noted. <State law requires that grade 
schools be audited only every two 
years>. 

Spillman, an associate superintendent 
for local services in the state Depart­
ment of Education, was initially dissatis­
fied with Brackett's assurance that 
some deficiencies were "m process" of 
being remedied. "The state board did 
not say they were to be in process of be­
ing corrected but were to be corrected. 
There's a great deal of difference bet­
ween the two," Spillman said after 
Wednesday's meeting. "We told them a 
year ago that these things were to be 
corrected." 

Brackett said later that Spillman had 
misunderstood him. The only deficien­
cies still in process of being corrected in­
volved funds missing from Wheelwright 
High School activities accounts <see 
separate story), with which the board

around, the low bid for replacing the 
water lines was $121,000 higher. 

"We took a gamble and we lost,·' said 
Holly Leach, water specialist with the 
Big Sandy Area Development District 
and a key adviser on the Martin project. 

Bids on a water storage tank and a line 
linking the Martin system with Pres­
tonsburg's came in close to what 
engineers Haworth, Meyer and Boleyn 
had estimated. Low bidder on the water 
tank was Cumberland Harverstore. of 
Lexington, who offered to install it for 
$90,250. C V & C Construction. of Wor­
thington, said they could lay the connec­
ting line for $179,752. 

On the reconstruction of the water 
treatment plant, however. the 
engineers' estimate-$292,20Q-proved 
well wide of the mark. In the first round 
of bidding, Kinder Construction, of 
Morehead, offered the low bid of 
$585,000, more than twice the engineers' 
projection. 

Southern Construction Company shav­
ed $30,000 off that price in the second 
round, tendering a bid of $535,000. At the 
same time, however, Kinder Construc­
tion's low bid on replacing the city's rus­
ty water lines jumped from $810,945 in 
the first round to $931,305 in the second. 

As a result, it appears likely that the 
Martin water plant will be shut down 
and the city will buy treated water from 
Prestonsburg Utilities, which has the 
capacity and the will to supply it, Leach 
said. 

Bids cannot be formally awarded un­
til state approval is given. Assuming 
that approv I is forthcoming by August. 
constructi n the new water system 
could in early as September. 
Leach said. The project is expected to 
take about 18 months to complete, 
depending on the severity of the winter,

Chemically dependent people are 

black, white, and brown. They are rich, 
poor, and middle-class They are men, 
women and adolescents who suffer from 
the nightmare of addiction in your com­
munity and others. In 1982, the East 
Kentucky Health System Agency 
estimated that 15,000 individuals in the 
Big Sandy area (i.e., Floyd, Pike, 
Johnson, Magoffin, Martin counties) 
were in need of alcohol and drug abuse 
treatment. Fortunately, that treatment 
was available. 

Twenty years ago, concerned Big San­
dy residents and professionals struggl­
ed with an escalating substance-abuse 
problem and diminished resources. In­
patient hospitalization units were oc­
cupied, out-patient clinicians overwork­
ed, county jails overcrowded. Other ser­
vices were usually too far away to be 
feasible . In answer to the critical need 
for extended services and alternatives 
to the "drunk-tank," a detoxification 
center was established in Floyd county. Jim C. Curnutte has been named

Curnutte has been with Columbia, 
since 1980, having served as a 
utilityman, meter reader and in 
customer service at Lancer. 

The Layne House opened its doors to 
the troubled in 1975. It was named in 
honor of Frank Hopkins Layne, a 
recovered alcoholic who spent thirty­
four years helping others stay sober. A 
non-medical detoxification unit, the 
facility offered primarily sobering-up 
and referral services. For the substance 
abuser, it was a comfortable haven 
where sobriety could be regained with 
support and modicum of dignity. Clients 
were allowed to remain in the unit for 
as long as five days. During that time 
they were interviewed, cared for, and 
referred to appropriate help agencies.

Over the years, Layne House services 
and programs have been expanded. 
What began as a sobering-up station is 
now a therapeutic community for those 
with chemical dependency problems. In 
addition to the detoxification unit, clients 
may choose to participate in a 30-day 
residential treatment program which in­
cludes individual and group therapy and 
educational services. Residents attend 
three Alcoholics Anonymous or Nar­
cotics Anonymous meetings per week. 
Their families are encouraged to take 
part in the programs and to attend local 
Al-Anon meetings. 

Within this therapeutic community, 
alcoholism and related chemical 
dependencies are considered pro­
gressive, chronic and, if not arrested, 
fatal illnesses which leave no part of the 
individual unaffected. Layne House 
workers try to involve the participants 
physically, emotionally, intellectually 
and socially. But as alcohol/drug 
counselor Teresa Cox pointed out, these 
people must ultimately save 
themselves. "We only provide the tools. 
Clients have to accept the responsibili­
ty for recovery" . 

The Layne House is open 24 hours a 
day, seven days a week. Services are 
available to men and women in Floyd, 
Pike, Magoffin, Johnson, and Martin 
counties. The staff is comprised of ex­
perienced drug and alcohol counselors. 
At least one staff member is on duty at 
all times. 

The building itself is located behind 
and operated by the Floyd County Moun­
tain Comprehensive Care Center. Plans 
to utilize an adjacent building are under­
way. According to Drug and Alcohol

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an amicable solution to the problem. 
Wednesday's meeting was not designed 
to produce an immediate ruling, 
however. Rather, the meeting was 
designed to allow residents who could 
not attend a May 17 formal hearing in 
Frankfort to express their concerns in 
the matter. 

In remarks at the outset, Stumbo told 
the group of his concern for their plight, 
but cautioned that whatever happened 
would "have to be decided by Jaw." 

People were allowed five minutes 
each to give testimony on why the gas 
should stay on, and nine chose to do so, 
though few took their full time. All said 
basically the same thing-they had 
relied on the utility for decades and 
needed the gas. 

The 26 families affected by the con­
troversy have been served by CITGO 
since 1948. In exchange for easements 
across their land, they have been pay­
ing only 35 cents per thousand cubic feet 
of natural gas. Other subscribers now 
pay $3.05. 

It is CITGO's position that the well 
which services the families is almost 
dry, while the residents contend that it 
can still produce, or other wells could 
take its place. 

Perhaps the most eloquent speaker for 
the residents was Don Riley. Riley, who 
appeared at the formal hearing in 
Frankfort, claimed the only reason the 
shut-off was proposed was to rid the 
company of subscribers paying the 
reduced rate. Said Riley, "They've got 
seven wells in that area. I don't think 
anybody with common sense could say 
they don't have pressure." 

And Floyd County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo, who also spoke at the 
meeting, agreed. "I've been at the 
homes where the gas lines are located. 
The well is on top of a hill, but lines come 
by the homes. I don't see why, if they 
plugged the well, they couldn't serve the 
people from other wells," said the judge­
executive. 

CITGO has offered the families up to 
$700 each to convert to propane gas, 
though just a few years ago it required 
many of them to spend twice that much 
upgrading their lines in order to keep 
their natural gas supply. 

David Rubenstein, of the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund, who is 
representing three of the residents, said 
he felt the meeting had served its pur­
pose, to get the message of the people 
before the PSC. 

What happens next is up to the PSC. 
Laura Murrell, a PSC member present 
at the meeting, said she hoped to get •he 
matter resolved soon-certainly, she 
said, before cold weather hits.

Spillman bristled also at the board's 
ready assumption at Wednesday's 
meeting that it would be given more 
time to submit a plan for evaluating the 
superintendent. "I don't know if they'll 
be given an extension or not," the state 
official said after the meeting. "What 
does it mean to set a deadline if people 
just assume an extension will be 
granted? The point is, people must be 
accountable. ' ' 

"That's all well and good," Brackett 
said later in response to Spillman's 
criticism, "but there is also an annual 
financial report to be prepared, a text­
book report, a quarterly report, all by 
the magical June 30 deadline. It gets a 
bit overwhelming after a while." 

' ' I don't see that another month is go­
ing to make much difference if (by get­
ting an extension) you're going to do a 
better job, if it means it will give board 
members more opportunity to read the 
(evaluation) proposal," Brackett said. 

The board treasurer noted that the 
school district is still awaiting a proper­
ty tax rate that state authorities are sup­

On two matters that a citizen sought 
to raise at a June 19 meeting of the Floyd 
board, Spillman took strong exception to 
an assertion by an attorney for the 
board, who said that the board and 
Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. had 
been cleared by the attorney-general of 
any wrongdoing.

Road Budget 
To Benefit 
Toler Road 

Governor Martha Layne Collins an­
nounced last week that the state has 
budgeted $380,800 for maintenance and 
traffic improvements in the approved 
1985-1986 Rural Secondary Program for 
Floyd county. 

"In order for roads to be in good con­
dition, it is essential that we keep them 
maintained, " said Governor CoUins.

Governor Collins said the state wi 
also repave 1 mile of KY 1426, the Toler 
Creek road; grade, drain and place a 
gravel surface on .9 mile of Road 5377, 
the Rice Branch Road <Prater Creek), 
and 1 mile of Road 5138, the Mink 
Branch road. 

State Transportation Secretary C. 
Leslie Dawson said the program IS 

estimated to cost $469,159. Dawson noted 
that the Mink Branch road project wiJA. 
be done by state forces and worked int<"'" 
the schedule as soon as time permits. 
The Toler Creek and Rice Branch roads • 
are expected to be let to contract and 
will be advertised for bids as soon as 
possible. 

Governor Collins explained that the 
criteria used to budget each county for 
the Rural Secondary Program includes 
land area, rural road mileage and 
population.

Camp Shawnee, the wilderness refuge 
used by area Boy Scout troops since 
1951, is getting a face lift from its new 
administrator, the Christian Ap­
palachian Project (CAP). 

The camp, which had fallen into a 
state of disrepair since the Scouts stop­
ped using it regularly several years ago, 
has seen in recent months the construc­
tion of three new buildings and a 
r.avilion, and the renovation of the old 
dining hall. CAP has also installed a 
sewage and water system, things the 
camp had always lacked. Previously, all 
water had to be hauled from the lake at 
German bridge, or from· a man-made 
pond on camp grounds. 

CAP acquired Shawnee officially in 
March of this year after the Bluegrass 
Council, which coordinates Scouting 
activities in 50 central and eastern Ken­
tucky counties, decided against spen­
ding what was then estimated as $50,000 
or more for the needed improvements. 
CAP has already spent about $100,000 
and projects another $60,()()()-$70,000 over 
the next year on such projects as a 
swimming pool and a two-story dor­
mitory. CAP leases the property from 
the Army Corps of Engineers for $1 per 
year, the same rate charged the Boy 
Scouts. As a stipulation of the lease, the 
camp must be made available to the Boy 
Scouts. 

Kirsten Almo, a Minnesota native and 
CAP volunteer, is camp director. Accor­
ding to her, Shawnee, which is schedul­
ed to open July 8, will have four one­
week sessions this summer. The first 
two weeks will be for boys; the second 
two, for girls. There will be accommoda­
tions for 75 youngsters in each session. 
About 60 are expected for the first week. 

The camp was still in the midst of con­
struction last Friday, but Almo said she 
was confident that everything would be 
in order by the time campers arrived. 

In addition to Almo, several other out­
of-state volunteers will be working at 
Shawnee. Assistant director Tom List is 
a New York City native, as is waterfront 
supervisor Ann Marie O'Malley, while 
nurse Susie Smith hails from California. 
Other volunteers come from Illinois, 
New Jersey, and California. Eight local 
residents have been hired. Almo an­
ticipates a staff of 22-24 members. 

There will be several "levels" of cam­
ping available. In addition to regular 
dormitory-style sleeping quarters, there 
are tent platiorms for the older children, 
as well as the potential for overnight 
camping in the primitive area around 
the camp. 

Activities for the children, who will 
range in age from 7 to 14, include canoe­
ing, swimming, pioneering skills, Bible 
school, crafts, drama, nature activities,

The spotted bass has found a home in 
Kentucky. On February 27, 1956 Ken· 
tucky's General Assembly passed 
Senate Resolution No. 70 <joint resolu­
tions have the power of I awl, establish­
ing the spotted bass as Kentucky's of­
ficial gamefish. 

When the legislation was signed into 
law by Governor Albert B. "Happy" 
Chandler, the spotted bass was tagged 
with the common name Kentucky bass, 
which has apparently been accepted 
throughout much of the fish's geogra­
phic range. 

Named for Kentucky because of its 
abundance in the Ohio River, and the 
major rivers to the south, this topnotch 
gamefish is found in streams of the Gulf 
Coast from Texas to the Florida panhan­
dle northward between the Appalachian 
div,ide and eastern Kansas to central Il­
linois, and the upper Ohio River Valley 
to southern Pennsylvania. Throughout 
the Great Lakes states, many anglers 
refer to this fish as simply a "spot." 

A member of family Centrarchidae, 
the Kentucky bass, Micropterus punctu­
alatus, has two major physical charac­
teristics whieh separate it from the 
largemouth; a small patch of teeth on 
the tongue, and longitudinal rows of 
"dark spots" which form definite stripes 
on its pale belly. The Kentucky bass ~Jso 
has bright red eyes, and an ohve, 
diamond-studded back. 

This spring, as part of a new manage­
ment plan at Cave Run Lake, the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish & Wildlife 
Resources removed the minimum size 
limit for Kentucky bass at this heavily 
fished eastern Kentucky impoundment. 
Likewise, a 15-inch minimum size limit 
was established on largemouth and 
smallmouth bass to protect them from 
over harvesting, while allowing anglers 
to utilize the large numbers of slower 
growing Kentucky bass, which rarely 
reach 12 inches in length. 

Adults are commonly 8 to 15 inches in 
length, and 8 ounces to 2 pounds in 
weight. After reaching about 2-3/4 

pounds, spotted bass develop a very 
broad girth which tapers to a sleek, 
powerful forked tail. 

The state record Kentucky bass was 
caught from a farm pond where it is 
thought to have been trapped by 
receding flood waters. Weighing 7 
pounds, 10 ounces, the state record Ken­
tucky bass was caught by A.E. Sellers 
of Louisville on June 13, 1970 in Nelson 
county. The world record (all-tackle) 
spotted bass weighed 8 pounds, 15 
ounces, and was caught from Lewis 
Smith Lake in Alabama in 1978. 

In terms of physical cha;11cteristics 
and habitat preferences, the Kentucky 
bass is somewhat of a cross between the 
largemouth and smallmouth. Ichthyolo­
gists have taken spotted bass from every 
major river in Kentucky except the Lit­
tle Sandy, although it wasn't until19.27 
that the species was formally recogmz­
ed by fishery scientists. Kentucky bass 
have adapted well to the many large im­
poundments across the state, and seem 
to be able to reproduce just as well in 
lakes, as in rivers. Kentucky bass are 
abundant in small creeks too and most 
often taken by stream fishermen. 

In Jakes, Kentucky bass often school 
up and are taken in "jumps." They're 
seldom loners. Catch one and chances 
are there's another close by. Kentucky 
bass love crayfish, and will feed on them 
whenever they can. Minnows, though, 
are their main food source. They also 
will take salamanders and night· 
crawlers. 

Lake structure types which most often 
hold Kentucky bass are underwater 
humps, flats or ridges next to the old 
river channel, steep bluffs, stair­
stepped, long points, and rock shelves.

Shad-colored crankbaits. four-inch 
plastic worms, jigs and gru~s are t~p 
Jure choices, although to consistently fill 
the strmger, the key is fishing with live 
bait. Wiggly, Jive critters are without a 
doubt the ticket for big "hawg" spotted 
bass. 

A perculiarity of the spotted bass is its 
propensity for deep water. They con­
sistently locate at depths deeper than 
other species of bass, often as deep as 
60 feet or more if adequate dissolved ox­
ygen in present. Underwater springs, 
and current often times create water 
sufficiently oxygenated to support them 
at these extreme depths. Big spotted 
bass are rarely caught at depths above 
15 feet. 

Capt. Larry Adams, of the Prestons­
burg Fire Department, taught the Na­
tional Fire Academy Course of Arson 
and Fire Investigation at the annual 
Kentucky State Fire School a t Lex­
ington, June 3·5, and in doing so became 
the first Prestonsburg firefighter ever 
to teach at the state fire school. He 
presently works as fire inspector and ar­
son investigator with the fire depart­
ment here and also is employed, part­
time, with Region 11 Vocational Educa­
tion and teaches area fire departments 
and rescue squads firefighting and 
rescue techniques. Adams, who has 
been employed by the City of Prestons­
burg since 1979, has taught in several 
regional fire schools at London, Hazard 
and Paintsville.

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Burchett Hired 
Park Supervisor 

The Prestonsburg City Council met in 
special session last Friday to approve 
Tony Burchett. of Prestonsburg, as the 
new administrator for Archer Park. 

A controversy had arisen at the coun· 
cil's June 24 meeting over the proposed 
hiring of Burchett at a salary of $15,500 
a year Councilmen Bill Ray Collms. 
William 0. Goebel, III and Paul Hunt 
Thompson were not willing to support 
the hiring of Burchett at that salary, and 
there was some dispute over whose job 
it was to hire an administrator, the coun­
cil's or the park commission's. A joint 
meeting of the council and park commis­
sion was called for last Wednesday to 
iron out their differences, and it was 
decided that council would approve the 
commission's nominee, but at the salary 
of $14,500. Council met again on Friday 
to confirm Burchett's hiring. 

Burchett, who began work Monday, is 
filling a vacancy of about six weeks, left 
when former administrator David Here­
ford resigned in late May. Burchett 
holds a B.S. degree in physical educa­
tion from Eastern Kentucky University 
His duties. according to City Manager 
David Evans, include overseeing 
management of the park, including the 
swimming pool, tennis court, skating 
rink, etc. Burchett will also be in charge 
of physical maintenance and any special 
situations which might occur. He is free 
to start new recreation programs as 
well, Evans said.

Judge Denies 
$98,263 Verdict 
Against Bank 

' What a circuit court jury did in 
February, Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
undid in June, when he threw out aver­
dict awarding $98,263 to a Grayson coal 
operator. 

Unless the judge is himself overruled 
by a higher court-the coal operator last 
Friday filed notice of an appeal-Larry 
Prichard will get nothing of the money 
he said the Bank Josephine owed him 
for coal he delivered in August, 1975 to 
the Lady Washington Mining Company 
in Louisa. 

Lady Washington, which subsequent­
ly dedared bankruptcy. was already 
hea\·ily in debt to the Bank Josephine 
when some of the operators delivering 
coal to the company were paid with cold 
checks. One of them was Prichard, who 
was left holding a dud check for $9094. 

Prichard said he approached the Pres­
tonsburg bank, which was closely super­
VISing Lady Washington's financial af­
fairs, to tell them he would deliver no 
more coal to the ailing company unless 
the bank guaranteed he would be paid 
for it. 

On the strength of an oral guarantee 
from Evelyn "Susie" Wells, a Bank 
Josephine vice-president, he shipped 
another 5552 tons of coal to Lady 
Washington, Prichard said. When the 
firm folded, however, the bank refused 
to pay for the coal. 

After hearing evidence for a day and 
deliberating for 20 minutes, the jury 
found for the operator. 

Bank attorney William G. Francis 
then filed motions asking Judge Conley 
to set the jury verdict aside and to set 
a new trial. Reiterating arguments 
made in the original trial, Francis said 
the bank had no written or oral contract 
with Prichard. In any event, he said, Dr. 
Paul T. Brizendine, owner of Lady 
Washington, had since come across a 
handwritten contract between Lady 
Washington and Prichard which would 
supersede any contract between 
Prichard and the bank. 

In an affidavit, Brizendine said he 
found the handwritten contract, a week 
after the February trial, at the bottom 
of a credenza drawer in his Louisa of­
fice Prior to that time he had forgotten 
that he had the document, he said. 

Ashland attorney Gordon J. Dill, 
representing Prichard, argued that 
what he termed Brizendine's "cove­
nient" discovery of the contract made 
no substantial difference to the case. 
Since the physician testified during the 
trial that he did not know of any subse­
quent contract with Prichard, he could 
not now claim that the later contract 
was intended to supersede Prichard's 
oral arrangement with the bank, Dill 
argued. 

The bank knew what it was doing in 
encouraging Prichard to keep supplying 
Lady Washington with coal, Dill said, 
since keeping Lady Washington afloat 
offered a chance that the coal company 
would be able to pay off some of its in­
debtedness to the bank. 

On June 10, however, Judge Conley 
sustained the Bank Josephine's motion 
to have the jury verdict set aside, say­
ing he was persuaded by the bank's 
argument that Mrs. Wells had no 
authority to offer the kind of guarantee 
that Prichard claimed and that the coal 
< perator should have known it. 

With the judgment now rendered in 
favor of the Bank Josephine, the bank's 
motion for a new trial had become moot, 
the judge ruled. 

Prestonsburg Woman

An executive order signed Monday by 
Gov. Martha Layne Collins named Mrs. 
Rose Collins, of Prestonsburg, a 
member of the state Oil and Gas Conser­
vation Commission. 

Mrs. Collins, widow of Scott Collins, 
Prestonsburg attorney, succeeds James 
F. Robinson, of Ashland, whose term on 
the commission had expired. Her term 
will expire June 21, 1989. 

The commission is, among other 
things, empowered to enforce rules and 
regulations to prevent oil and gas 
disasters at production sites.

Kentucky is facing the opportunity to 
set a new course for education. The 
future of our state, the quality of life, and 
the availability of jobs for our people de­
pend on all of us meeting this vital 
challenge.

The State Road Needs 
The COURIER-JOURNAL recently 

asked how much additional is needed for 
the Road Fund. The Transportation 
Cabinet, last week, made a detailed 
presentation showing a $165 million 
minimal need just to maintain the 
"status quo" on the 25,000-mile state 
system. 

The Cabinet's analysis shows that 
there isn't enough revenue to match 
federal funds and provide essential ser­
vices. And this doesn't begin to address 
local road needs (45,000 miles). 

Only six states have a lower motor 
fuels user fee than Kentucky's 10 cents 
per gallon. A per gallon user fee of 15 
cents would be less than the present 
taxes on gasoline and diesel in Indiana 
and Illinois 09-20.5 cents), and about the 
same as Tennessee, Virginia, and West 
Virginia, when all f~es on motor fuels 
are considered. ' 

Presently, 31 cents of every state 
Road Fund dollar goes for debt service. 
Severance tax diversion compounds the 
debt problem. A 5 cents per gallon in­
crease will generate an additional $95 
million annually. After statutory 
revenue sharing, some $52 million will 
be left for the state's primary 
highways- about what is currently be­
ing diverted ($47 million annually). 

For the 12-year period ending in 1984, 
Road Fund revenues were up by 53 per­
cent, but highway maintenance costs na­
tionally were up by 155% <FHW A Main­
tenance Index). The Road Fund simply 
cannot provide essential services in 
maintenance, resurfacing, reconstruc­
tion, and safety.

Bailey Opposes Plan 
To Split College System 

There has been some discussion at 
meetings of the Council on Higher Edu­
cation about taking the Jefferson Coun­
ty Community College out of the Univer­
sity of Kentucky system and placing it 
in the University of Louisville system. 
Why should those of us in East Kentucky 
be concerned about this possibility? 

Most East Kentuckians know of the ef­
forts of our legislators to get needed 
library /learning resource buildings for 
Hazard and Prestonsburg Community 
College. Since the state's capital con­
struction fund does not have sufficient 
money to pay for these needed additions, 
most school buildings are paid for with 
bond funds . 

The amount of bonds that can be sold 
is directly linked to the registration fees 
paid by students in a particular college 
system. Since the Jefferson Communi­
ty College accounts for approximately 
25% of the total UK Community College 
enrollment, if this college were remov­
ed from the system the amount of bonds 
that could be sold would likewise be 
reduced by 25%. As anyone can see, this 
would reduce our chances of getting 
needed facilities for our young people 
here in East Kentucky by 25%. 

That's why I, as state senator 
representing Floyd, Knott, Perry and 
Martin county am opposed to taking the 
Jefferson County Community College 
out of the UK Community College 
system. We have a difficult time of it 
getting the facilities we need for our peo­
ple here in East Kentucky. Reducing our 
chances of getting the facilities we need 
by 25% will make it even more difficult.

He said 
volunteers could do the cleanup work if 
the lessees do not object, and that Corps 
personnel, including himself, would give 
of their spare time to mowing and clean­
ing up the area if equipment is made 
available.

Foster Home Drive 
Termed a Success 

A year-long recruitment campaign for 
new foster parents has been a success, 
officials of the Kentucky Department for 
Social Services have announced. 

The campaign, opened June 22, last 
year, resulted in more than 400 new 
foster homes being approved for par­
ticipation in Kentucky's foster care pro­
gram, according to Social Services Com­
missioner Anna Grace Day. "We set out 
with a goal of 300 new homes in the first 
year and a total of 500 additional foster 
homes by the end of the current biennial 
budget period in June, 1986," she said. 
"I'm extremely pleased because the 
results mean more than a successful 
recruitment effort. They confirm that 
public confidence in our foster care pro­
gram did not bottom out in the face of 
negative publicity." 

In 1984 there were a series of inves­
tigations of alleged abuse in a few foster 
homes and a full-scale review of Ken­
tucky's system of child protective ser­
vices including foster care. "If anything 
I believe the revelations of the past 12 
months have strengthened our foster 
care program," Day said. "There is now 
strong public support for this depart­
ment's needs to reduce caseloads and in­
crease training. There is more attention 
being given on the community level to 
foster care as a local concern rather 
than simply a state government pro­
blem. And foster parents themselves are 
beginning to take a more active role in 
their own associations, in our training 
programs and in talkin within their own 
community about the needs of the state­
wide foster care system." 

As of June 1 there were 1,681 approv­
ed foster homes contracting with the 
Department for Social Services. Those 
homes provided 'services to an estimated 
3,035 children or roughly 200 more than 
were involved in foster care one year 
ago. 

Day said the recruitment efforts by 
the department must continue because 
the program loses a number of foster 
homes each year. "Last year alone, 158 
foster families withdrew from the pro­
gram and this department was forced to 
close more than 100 others due to issues 
such as age or illness •of the foster 
parent, lack of proper care or other 
family problems," she said. "However, 
for the first time in several years we 
were able to screen and approve more 
new homes than we lost. The citizens of 
Kentucky should be very proud of that 
fact."

Unusual Geraniums ·with Scented Leaves 
Very few annual flower beds, window 

boxes or indoor container gardens have 
existed without at least one geranium at 
some time. Native to South Af-rica, the 
common geraniums, with their large 
flower heads in reds, pinks, orange tones 
and whites, are among our easiest in 
door/outdoor flowering plants to grow 

The common geranium has some in­
teresting relatives, two being the fancy 
leaf geraniums with varicolored leaves 
of yellows, scarlets and bronze, and the 
ivy geraniums with leathery leaves 
shaped similar to English ivy. Still 
another is the scented geraniums whose 
leaves are used both for their fragrance 
and for flavoring. 

Scented geraniums are as easy to 
grow as common geraniums, both 
preferring a sunny location with well­
drained soil. The scented geraniums do 
flower and can have very striking single 
and multicolored flowers. The number 
of flowers per flowerhead is often 
limited, however, and therefore their 
floral display is not their major feature. 

Gently rub the leaves of scented 
geraniums and the oils in their leaf cells 
may leave your fingers smelling like ap­
ples, lemons, peppermint or strawbeery. 
In fact, there are several hundred dif­
ferent scents, with major groups such as 
citrus scents (lemon, lime, orange), 
mint scents <peppermint, spearmint, ap­
plemint), fruit scents (apple, straw­
berry, coconut, grape), spicy scents 
<ginger, nutmeg), and even tree scents 
<pine, eucalyptus). And, of course, the 
queen ·of the scented geraniums, with 
many variations, is the rose geranium. 

Due to the scent in their leaves, these 
geraniums are used in sachets, tussie­
mussie nosegays and potpourri, and are 
often floated in finger bowls. Due to their 
flavors, they are used in baked goods 
(Try putting a few lemon or rose scented 
geranium leaves in the bottom of a cake 
pan and pouring a package cake mix 
batter over them; the cake will take on 
a gourmet flavor), jellies (try rose in ap­
ple jelly), under baked fruit Crose under 
baked apples or pears), or for beverages 
such as iced tea, lemonade and fruit 
punches (rose, citrus and peppermint). 

Scented geraniums are available 
locally at many garden centers, or from 
growers specializing in herbs. There are 
also many good mail order sources for 
them. If you want to collect them, mail 
order will be the way to get the largest 
selection because you can buy from 
scented geranium specialists. 

If you know someone with scented 

geraniums, perhaps you can get some 
cuttings. Cuttings root better if they are 
taken in late summer when new stem 
growth has matured. Cut the stem just 
below a node (the place where a leaf is 
attached) . Remove all flower buds and 
all but the top few leaves, and let the cut 
stem end air dry for six to eight hours 
to begin to seal it off. Cuttings should 
root readily in moist perlite or ver­
miculite. Be sure there is at least two in­
ches of rooting medium below the cut 
stem end for adequate space for root for­
mation. New plants should be kept in­
doors in a sunny window for the winter, 
and can go outdoors after all possibility 
of frost is gone.

However, the United Cancer Council 
warns, great-grandmother was much 
l~ss. lik:ly to develop dangerous and 
dtsf1gurmg skin cancer than are the 
bathing beauties of 1985. 

The United Cancer Council is a not­
for-profit organization founded in 1963. 
With offices in Indianapolis, Indiana and 
Washington, D.C., the United Cancer 
Council and its member agencies have 
long believed that public education was 
vital to reducing the incidence of cancer 
in the United States. 

"Beauty may be skin deep," asserts 
UCC Executive Director Michael 
Hyman, ''but skin won't be beautiful for 
too many summers if abused by over­
doses of sunshine. Sunshine is a great 
thing, but its ultra violet rays can be 
dangerous. We just want people to know 
they should be careful and treat it with 
respect." 

The most common form of cancer 
close to 400,000 new cases of skin cance; 
are reported each year in the U.S. alone. 
Fortunately 95% of the cases are curable 
if treated early enough. People who are 
fair-skinned are more susceptible, but 
it can affect anyone, even blacks. Those 
with red or blonde hair and blue eyes are 
particularly at risk for their skin lacks 
sun-protective pigmentation. 

Sun exposure is cumulative in its 
destructive effect. Most cancers develop 
in the patient's fifth decade, although the 
situation may be severe by the age of 20. 

Skin cancer is particularly prevalent 
among people exposed to large amounts 
of intense sunlight over long periods of 
time such as farmers, fishermen, 
gardeners , swimmers, sailors and 
skiers. Culture patterns also affect 
prevalence of skin cancer. In the United 
States where drivers sit on the left, skin 
cancer most frequently appears on the 
left side of the face. Similarly, people liv­
ing in the south are more prone to skin 
cancer than people living in less ' 'sun­
shiney" climes. 

Despite its frequency, skin cancer is 
easily diagnosed and treated. While 
usually not fatal, it can produce exten­
sive deformity and scarring if not at­
tended properly. 

Basal cell variety begins as a small 
fleshy nodule, most frequently on sun­
vposed parts of the face and hands. It 
progresses slowly, reaching one inch in 
diameter only after several months. In 
about one year, the lesion ulcerates and 
begins to bleed, shedding the crust. This 
process is repeated until treated. Treat­
ment is performed under local anes­
thesia by a specialist. Lacking treat­
ment, basal cell cancer can spread to 
surrounding normal skin and cause 
serious trouble. 

. Squamous cell cancer usually appears 
, on preexistent, precancerous lesions on 

any area of the skin or mucous mem­
brane. The lips, mouth and genitalia are 
likely sites. Treatment is essential as the 
lesions will increase in size and will 
spread if unattended. White thickened 
patches on the lips and mouth and hor­
ny growths in sun-exposed areas of the 
skin may be premalignant forerunners 
of squamous cell cancer. The lesions are 
benign as long as the individual is not ex­
posed to sunlight. 

""1 "We are not trying to return to the 
• ways of yesteryear," maintains UCC's 

Hyman. " Hoop skirts and parasols are 
long gone. We are, however, trying to 
alert the public to the potential dangers 
they unwittingly expose themselves to. 
They may be trading a day of sun­
bathing now for years of skin cancer 
later. And I personally don't believe that 
is a good deal by any standard! 

" We would tell concerned citizens to 
' " . enjoy the summer. Stay active. But pro­

tect yourselves. 90% of all skin cancers 
develop an uncovered parts of the body. 

" Be aware of what you are doing. 
Cover up. Wear appropriate clothing 
and apply the proper sunscreens. Then 
you can enjoy outdoor activities in the 
sunshine-your whole life long. As great­
grandmother would say, 'An ounce of 
prevention is worth a pound of cure.

Scaling is a past director and member 
of the Little Wichita Soil and Water Con­
servation District. He is also a past 
director of the Texas Association of Soil 
and Water Conservation Districts and a 
member of numerous cattlemen's 
organizations. 

A 1961 graduate of Texas Tech Univer­
sity with a B.S. degree in animal 
husbandry, Scaling served in the U.S. 
Army Reserves from 1961 to 1967.

As Fields Dry, Farmers at Work 
· Drier weather gave farmers across 
the Commonwealth an average of 4.5 
days for fieldwork during the week of 
June 17. 

"In some areas, bottomlands were too 
wet for work and standing water from 
the previous week's rainstorms had 
caused some crop damage," said 
Agriculture Commission David E. 
Boswell. "However, where conditions 
permitted, farmers planted soybeans 
and sorghum, harvested hay and small 
grains, set tobacco, applied fertilizer 
and cultivated." 

As of June 21, soil moisture across 
Kentucky was rated 80 percent ade­
quate, 19 percent surplus and 1 percent 
short. Just a week before, 55 percent of 
the land was rated surplus. 

The state's corn crop is making good 
progress despite reports of yellowing 
due to wet field conditions and damage 
from rootworms and cornborers. State­
wide, the corn condition was rated 28 
percent excellent, 59 percent good, 12 
percent fair and 1 percent poor. 

The crop has reached an average 
height of 23 inches compared to 18 inches 
at this time last year and 24 inches on 
the average. Corn in most advanced 
fields has reached a height of 55 inches 
to more than six feet. 

About 10 percent of the acreage is 
tasselling. This tasselling figure com­
pares to less than 1 percent at this time 
last year and the average of 2 percent. 

toxicity, temporary phosphate deficien­
cy, anthracnose, other disease and in­
sects. Blue mold has been confirmed by 
only 4 percent of the reporters for the 
reporting service. 

Wheat harvest is now 29 percent com­
plete, ahead of last year's 15 percent. 
Yields are variable, however, harvest is 
expected to advance rapidly as fields 
dry out. 

Grain sorghum planting is progress­
ing slowly. Planting of this crop is now 
78 percent complete. 

When vveather permits, hay harvest is 
active. Much of the first cutting is of low 
quality after being rained on or cut over­
ripe because of wet fields. The recent 
rain should benefit future cuttings. 

Pastures are in good to excellent 
condition.

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Governor To Convene 
_Special Session, July 8 

Governor Martha Layne Colins will 
call a special sesston of the General 
Assembly to advance her plan to im­
prove education m Kentucky. 

The session will convene July 8. The 
official call, including topics for con­
sideration. will be issued by the gover­
nor this week. 

"Kentucky cannot wait any longer for 
us to act," the Governor told members 
of the Interim Joint Committee on Edu­
cation as the legislators concluded a 
three-day conference on education in 
Louisville. 

"Our task is clear," she said. "We 
have seen that Kentuckians want to im­
prove their schools." 

In urging the legislators to adopt her 
proposed Education Improvement Pro­
gram, Governor Collins said, "Let it be 
said that a tradition of mediocrity was 
shattered at this special legislative 
session." 

"Let it be said that a new tradition of 
excellence was begun ... a tradition that 
serves the aspirations of hard-working 
Kentuckians who demand the best in 
their schools and will accept nothing 
less." 

The plan Governor Collins has propos­
ed includes increased support for 
teachers' pay and professional develop­
ment, a reduction in elementary school 
class size, a writing program, more 
tnoney for the state's poorer school 
districts and more training and manage­
ment assistance for school administra­
tion. 

Overall, the plan calls for an addi­
tional $287.7 million to be spent over the 
next two-year period. The extra funds 
would be generated by an increase in 
corporate fees and taxes. 

The plan that Governor Collins has 
presented to the legislators was 

. developed over the past months through 
the efforts of many groups and in­
dividuals, including her own Council on 
Education Reform, the Prichard Com-

Lockport was stocked June 19 and 
Camp Nelson, Frankfort and Heidleberg 
in the Beattyville-Booneville area on 
June 25. 

Rockfish hybrids, which resemble 
white bass but can grow to weigh 20 
pounds or more, were stocked in the 
Kentucky River for the first time last 
spring. So far, these fish seem to be sur­
viving and growing well, according to 
Pfeiffer, who says that the fish stocked 
last year should reach the 15-inch 
minimum size limit late this summer. 

Two lakes in Kentucky- Herrington 
and Barren-also received stockings of 
hybrid rockfish in June, with 50,000 plac­
ed in Herrington and 200,000 in Barren. 
The fish are approximately n z inches 
long when stocked.

Lush tropical rain forests, stark polar 
icelands and mysterious underwater 
worlds comprise a few of the exotic ter­
rains explored when the series "Living 
Wild" encores on KET beginning Sun­
day, July 21, at 7 p.m.

Dog License Deadline 
Has Already Arrived 

July 1 was an important date for 
"man's best friend." 

That was when dogs across Kentucky, 
ages six months and older, must be 
licensed for another year. 

"The licensing fee of $1.50 is quite 
reasonable," said Agriculture Commis­
sioner David E . Boswell. "Half of the fee 
remains in the county of purchase and 
the other 75 cents is placed in a fund to 
cover losses to livestock and poultry 
which have been damaged by stray 
dogs. " 

In 1954, the General Assembly passed 
the Kentucky Dog Law. It provides for 
each county fiscal court to employ a dog 
warden, for each county to create a dog 
pound and for each county to sell dog 
licenses. 

The Legislature placed the dog licen­
sing program under the administration 
of the Agriculture Department's Divi­
sion of Livestock Sanitation. 

The license tag must be worn by the 
dog at all times. Any dog without a tag 
can be picked up and impounded by the 
local dog warden. 

The law also provides that anyone who 
does not license his or her dog can be fin­
ed between $5 and $100 or imprisoned for 
five to 60 days or receive both a fine and 
imprisonment. 

· "The dog Jaw traditionally has not 
been popular with many people," Com- • 
missioner Boswell said. "However, I 
think those farmers who have been 
reimbursed for livestock and poultry 
losses because of stray dogs will tell you 
they're glad it's on the books."

Clean Water Is Topic 
Of Conservation Essay 

Clean Water In My Community will be 
the subject of the 1985 Conservation 
Essay Contest and the 1985 Jim Claypool 
Conservation Poster Contest sponsored 
by The Courier-Journal, The Louisville 
Times, the Floyd County Conservation 
District and the Floyd County Board of 
Education. 

The annual competitions, open to all 
Floyd County elementary an<j high 
school students, may be the largest 
conservation-oriented contests for 
school children in the United States. In 
Kentucky over 39,000 essays and almost

The essay contest is in its 42nd year.

Awards of $175 in 
U.S. Savings Bonds will be awarde~o 
three state winners by the two Louis · e 
daily newspapers. Winners in 121 on­
servation Districts will receive plaques. 
In the essay contest, students in grades 
seven through twelve are asked to write 
essays of no more than 1,000 words. The 
top award winners- 121 district winners 
and three state winners-will receive 
$6,850 in savings bonds from the 
Louisville newspapers. 

The goal this year is to have 100 per­
cent participation by Floyd county 
students in the essay and poster con­
tests. Toward this aim the Floyd coun­
ty Conservation District is furnishing 
prizes in addition to the ones given by 
The Courier-Journal and The Louisville 
Times. First, second and third place 
school winners of both the essay and 
poster contests will receive $20, $15, and 
$10, respectively. Also an awards ban­
quet will be given in honor of all the 
school winners sometime in the spring 
of 1986.

Appalachia has progressed since the 
days of the War on Poverty, but it is still 
behind in its ability to provide a decent 
life for most of the inhabitants. 

An improved transportation system 
has increased commercial and cultural 
interecourse between Central and 
Eastern Kentucky; the loss of popula­
tion through emigration has been 
halted: people are returning home to the 
mountains, and delivery of health care 
has been greatly improved. 

But the economy is still dependent on 
coal, subsistence farming, and public 
services; a good education is spotty at 
best; housing is becoming a major pro­
blem; Appalachians are beginning to 
Jose their cultural identity; and the most 
energetic and brightest people are con­
tinuing to take their talents elsewhere 
for successful careers. 

A new technolog-ical era is fast ap-
proaching America, bringing new 
challenges and new problems. Where is 
Appalachia now? Is it in a position to 
take part in tomorrow? Will it be left fur­
ther behind" 

These were the themes and questions 
that were addressed during the "Ap­
palachia: A Vision for Action" Con­
ference that was held at Berea College, 
June 6-7. 

"Appalachia has the potential' in 
human pride. spirit, and determination 
to overcome many of the hard 
challenges it now faces, and certainly 
will face in more demanding ways in the 
21st century," said historian Dr. Thomas 
D. Clark while addressing about 200 
leaders in business, government, educa­
tion, health care, religion, development, 
communications, and social work. He 
warned, however, that "you can't do it 
in the 21st century by clinging to the 18th 
century." 

Eastern Kentucky is a vital part of the 
commonwealth. If, Clark supposed, the 
Cumberland Plateau region were to be 
severed from Kentucky, the common­
wealth would Jose its richest source of 
coal, its abundant timber resource, and 
its plentiful water supply as well as 
some of its most scenic parts. 

Lexington would "be flat tomorrow," 
Clark said, if all the Appalachian 
highlanders were removed. And the 
universities and colleges would suffer 
greatly without Appalachian students. 

But these natural and human 
resources have never been used to sus­
tain a highly developed economy in 
Eastern Kentucky. Since the 1870s, 
Clark said, the region has experienced 
sharply fluctuating economic cycles in 
the coal, timber, and oil and gas 
industries. 

The small farm that once provided 

One solution to this problem is to train 
and cultivate new, young leadership and 
mobilize it to solve problems in local 
communities. Rogers advocated the 
establishment of a leadership training 
program similar to one being conducted 
by a Northern Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce. 

Rogers no longer believes that 
"smoke stack" or textile industries are 
the solution to diversifying Eastern Ken­
tucky's economy. He pointed to timber 
products, retirement communities and 
tourism as areas for developing job 
opportunities. 

Lt. Gov. Steven Beshear said educa­
tion and new industries not dependent on 
the coal industry were key factors in 
Eastern Kentucky's recovery. 

Like Clark, Beshear said test scores 
show Eastern Kentucky schools are "not 
doing all we need to do to prepare our 
children for what's coming." The "brain 
drain" needs to be halted and entre­
preneurship encouraged to diversify 
the economy. Ut equal importance is the 
need for long range planning and goal 
setting. 

Coal is the key to Eastern Kentucky's 
recovery, said William B. Sturgill, an 
Eastern Kentucky native who now lives 
in Central Kentucky. By electrifying, li­
quifying and gasifying coal, it can 
develop new markets and provide a 
stable. dependable economic base. 

He also called for educational reform 
involving community colleges and voca­
tional schools with an emphasis on train­
ing for jobs in a high tech society. 

For Mike Vallez, vice president of 
operations for Golden Oak Mining Com­
pany in Letcher County, mountain top 
removal mining promises to create new 
opportunities for development now and 
in the future. 

Citing experiments in strip mine 
reclamation at Martiki Coal Company 
in Martin County, which he helped to 
develop, Vallez said the strip mining in­
dustry is "creating land that will be the 
backbone of future areas of job location" 
in Eastern Kentucky. 

Dr. John Stephenson, president of 
Berea College, said that education "is a 
very serious problem" in Eastern Ken­
tucky. It is more serious than in any 
other part of Southern Appalachia. A 
study three or four years ago of educa­
tional systems in Tennessee, West 
Virginia, and Kentucky found Kentucky 
"much worse in almost all of the dozen 
or so indicators of performance and 
school characteristics," he said. 

:. ... ~ sustenance for most of the population is 
rapidly disappearing from the scene. 
The result will eventually be a land 
populated with rural non-farm people 
who will need to learn new skills every 
decade if it is employed industrially, 
Clark said. 

Gordon Ebersole, Bowie, Md., an 
engineer and former staff member of 
the U.S. Department of the Interior, 
worked in Eastern Kentucky during the 
1960s. He described efforts by the Con­
gress for Appalachian Development to 
begin public power projects in the moun­
tains. He said that he believes there con­
tinues to be a future for more towns in 
the mountains. He said "this places a heavy burden 

of modernization on all Kentuckians, 
and especially upon those in Appala­
chia." 

Outlining the themes of the Con­
ference, Clark told his audience at 
Boone Tavern that if Eastern Ken­
tuckians and Appalachians are to suc­
ceed in meeting the challenges during 
the next 20 years, they have to provide 
a high grade of ~ducation, clean up the 
countryside and towns, provide oppor­
tunities for the brightest young people 
to be productive at home, reform 
politics, improve forest management 
and create a staple market for wood pro­
ducts, reclaim the water resources from 
the despoilers, and instill an obligation 
of being stewards of the land. 

U.S. Representative Harold Rogers 
said the lack of jobs is a bigger problem 
than poor education. Even if education 
in Eastern Kentucky improves signifi­
cantly, graduates will continue to leave 
home for the metropolitan areas. 

Tom Gish, editor of The Mountain 
Eagle, Whitesburg, said that mountain 
people do not have a common source of 
information, such as a regional news­
paper or regional television, about thei,r 
region. Satellite television and the ar­
rival of chain stores and fast food 
establishments are promoting the rapid 
changes in mountain culture, but the 
changes are diverting Appalachians' at­
tentions from local and regional con­
cerns. Gish advocated a single television 
network for a!J of Eastern Kentucky. 

AI Smith, publisher of The Sentinel­
Echo, London, Ky. and former federal 
co-chairman of the Appalachian 
Regional Commission, said education 
and communications are natural com­
panions because they are vital factors 
in breaking the barriers separating 
people.

Some Well Drillers 
May Be Penalized 

Remedy Worse Than the Disease 
Although the July 1, deadline is almost 

at hand, a number of water well drillers 
have not applied for certification under 
a law passed by the 1984 General 
Assembly, reports Kentucky's Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion Cabinet. 

The law, House Bill263, was enacted 
to stop groundwater pollution from im­
properly drilled water wells. It requires 
those who commercially drill, alter or 
repair water wells to be certified by the 

1 Cabinet's Division of Water. Those who 
drill without a certificate after June 30 
can be fined up to $1,000 for each 
violation. 

After July 1, 1985, all new water well 
drillers must have worked for two years 
under a certified water well driller and 
must pass an examination given by the 
Division of Water.

June and July mark the height of the 
Japanese beetle season in Kentucky, 
and many homeowners stand helpless­
ly by as these voracious insects destroy 
a wide variety of plants and shrubs. 

Ironically, those who stand idly by 
may be doing less harm to their plants 
than those who buy certain products in 
an effort to combat the insects . 
Research in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture has shown that 
beetle traps, frequently recommended 
by manufacturers as effective in the 
control of Japanese beetles, actually 
result in more damage to nearby plants 
than does the use of no control methods 
at all. 

Carter Gordon, a graduate researcher 
at UK, tested the Japanese beetle traps 
according to manufacturers recommen­
dations and found that they did more 
harm than good in residential situations. 

"The traps are sold to homeowners to 
control the beetles. Frequently it is im­
plied that the traps will control damage 
to ornamental plants," Gordon said. 

Gordon tested that implication by ar­
ranging traps around potted grape 
plants in several arrays, differing accor­
ding to recommendations by different 
manufacturers. 

"All the placements in residential set­
tings resulted in more damage to the 
plant than not having one,'' Gordon said. 

It appears that the traps, baited with 
a floral scent and a chemical signal the 
female beetles use to attract males, at­
tract more beetles from neighboring 
areas than they catch. The result is that 
even though the traps do catch some 
beetles, there are more beetles feeding 
in the area than would be there in the 
absence of the traps. 

Japanese beetles entered the U.S. in 
1916 and since that time have spread 
from coast to coast, with notable infesta­
tions occuring in Kentucky, Tennessee, 
Illinois, Michigan, Iowa, Missouri and 
California. 

The adult form of the insect feeds on 
nearly 300 species of plants. Many orn- · 
amentals common to Kentucky are on 
the insect's menu. Roses seem to be an 
especial favorite. A notable exception to 
the beetle's appetite is the dogwood. 

Later this summer the adult beetles 
will lay their eggs. Those eggs will hatch 
as grubs next spring, and in that stage

will pose a threat to the roots of grasses 
and ornamentals. Often the damage 
caused by the grubs will go unnoticed 
until it has reached irreversible levels. 

Home gardeners can effectively com­
bat Japanese beetles by infecting the 
grubs with a disease-causing bacterium. 
The bacterium, commonly called milky 
disease, is Bacillus popilliae, and should 
be available at local nurseries . 

Birds and toads are natural predators 
of the adult Japanese beetles, and 
moles, shrews and skunks eat large 
numbers of the grubs. 

As for the Japanese beetle traps, Gor­
don said, "don't use them, at least not 
in the vicinity of any plants you care 
anything about." 

For assistance in identifying Japanese 
beetles or in the use of milky disease to 
combat them, call or stop by the county 
Extension office. 

MIGRATING BIRDS NO LONGER 
FLY SOUTH FOR WINTER 

You aren't the only one who may 
change travel plans. According to Na­
tional Wildlife magazine, an estimated 
eight million ducks, geese and swans 
that once flew south for the winter now 
stay in the Midwest during their winter 
migration. The reason: wetlands 
drainage along the lower Mississippi 
River has reduced wintering habitat.

Cockroach Invasion 
Is Only Temporary 

Kentuckians horrified or even mildly 
displeased by what appears to be an in­
vastion of large cockroaches need only 
manage to endure the pests for a few 
weeks. They will disappear of their own 
accord. 

People who live in or near wooded 
areas may be finding very large 
cockroaches in their homes or being at­
tracted to outdoor lights. Rudy 
Scheibner said a woodpile that has been 
allowed to degenerate also may be a 
source of the roaches in urban areas . 

Scheibner, Extension entomologist in 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, said the roaches normally 
live in hollow trees or under loose bark. 
Woodpiles that have gotten a little 
"trashy" may provide hollow spots and 
loose bark suitable to the pests. 

Chris Christensen, also a UK en­
tomologist, explained that these roaches 
finish development in the spring and the 
males begin flying around looking for 
females. When flying at night they are 
likely to be attracted to developed areas 
by the lights. As a result, they will 
sometimes show up in homes. The in­
sects cannot survive in a house, 
however, so there is no need to take 
drastic measures to control them. 

Homes that feature wood shingles 
may host some of the insects in the roof, 
but they cause no damage, so again 
there is no need for control. 

For those who simply cannot tolerate 
the thought of even an unseen cockroach 
in their home or on their roof, 
Christensen suggests the use of long 
residual pesticides such as diazinon, 
cholorpyrifos, propoxur or bendiocarb.

After farmers report their planted, 
conservation reserve, and other pro­
gram acres, ASCS will randomly check 
farms to verify that the acreage reports 
are accurate. 

Before program participants can 
receive benefits of the price support and 
deficiency payments program, the en­
tire farm must be certified correctly. 

Reports may be reported any time 
between 8 a .m. and 4:30p.m., Monday 
thru Friday. Farmers who have not 
reported are urged to do so as soon as 
possible.

Of Electricity Theft 
Cited by Power Firm 

When people steal electricity, they are 
doing two things, both bad-they are en­
dangering themselves, and they are 
committing a crime. 

Despite these results, a number of per­
sons in Eastern Kentucky have made 
what Kentucky Power Company calls 
"unauthorized use of electricity" in re­
cent months. Fortunately, no one has 
been killed or seriously injured, but a 
number have been prosecuted in court. 

The danger in attempting to steal elec­
tricity comes from tampering with elec­
trical connections and touching "hot", 
or energized, parts. "Electricity does a 
lot of good things for us, but it must be 
treated with respect and with 
knowledge," W.W. Zoellers, manager of 
the Pikeville Division of Kentucky 
Power, said. "People unfamiliar with it 
are taking real gambles when they fool 
with it. 

"As for the court cases, it is against 
the law in Kentucky to steal electricity, 
just as it is against the law to steal a car 
or anything else," he added. That law 
describes an electricity thief as anyone 
who receives electric service by alter­
ing or bypassing a meter, or changing 
its reading, or reconnecting service 
after a company like Kentucky Power 
has disconnected it. 

"Punishment can be pretty severe," 
Zoellers added, amounting to a jail 
sentence of up to 12 months or a fine of 
up to $500, or both, if the value of the 
stolen electricity was less than $100. If 
it was worth more than that, punishmen 
could be prison term of one to five years. 

"We actively pursue any cases of 
suspected, unauthorized use of electrici­
ty, and we have a number of ways of 
discovering illegal uses of energy. When 
energy is stolen, it eventually becomes 
an added cost for our paying 
customers," Zoellers said. "In fact, it 
would be to the advantage of all 
customers if they would let us know of 
any cases of suspected energy theft." 
Such calls are treated confidentially.

State Getting Help 
On Pollutant Study 

Kentucky is one of only five states in 
the nation to receive funds from the 
federal Environmental Protection Agen­
cy to consolidate information relating to 
three major natural resources-air, 
land and water. 

The funds-approximately $200,000 
-will be used to set up the Kentucky En­
vironmental Protection and Priority 
Assessment System to furnish daily in­
formation to permit reviewers and in­
spectors and give periodic analytical 
reports to state officials. 

According to Charlotte Baldwin, 
Secretary of Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet, the 
system will give her cabinet a better 
overall way of looking at environmental 
pollutants. 

"We need to look at the total environ-
ment. So many pollutants are removed 
from one resource but show up in 
another," Baldwin said. · 

"For example, something toxic gets 
in the water and is removed but can 
show up in the sludge. It makes no sense 
to only look at the effort on one resource 
at a time," Baldwin said. "We can bet­
ter plan and set priorities if we can look 
at the overall problem." 

The system's first phase-furnishing 
day-to-day information to permit 
reviewers and inspectors-is expected 
to be in place in June 1986.

WHAT SHOULD NOT BE SAID ·· 
TO A CHILD ASKING ABOUT DEATH? 

Any kind of fantasy or fairy tale about death will eventually have to be corrected 
or repudiated. let's explore some common fantasies: 

"She went on a long journey." This can be interpreted by the child to mean 
the person has abandoned him without saying goodbye. It can further foster the 
false hope that the person will return some day. 

"God took him to heaven." If God took the deceased to heaven because He loved 
him, the child mi&ht conclude that God will take him too! This reaction can be fear­
ful for a child to accept and more that he should have to at his early years. 

"She is just sleeping." This can quickly cause a child to fear bedtime, believing 
that he will not wake up when he should. 

Many more expressions could be included. The wisest course is to answer ques­
tions about death without such cliches or expressions that will have to be chang­
ed or un-learned. Even if an adult cannot provide the correct answer immediately, 
the search for an answer together can often help you and the child come to pips 
with the "truth of death."

. PRIZZI'S HONOR (A-20th Century-Fox) Starring Jack Nichol­
son, Kathleen Turner. Robert Loggia. * * *

The film season is only half 
over, but "Prizzi's Honor" has 
to be the offbeat movie of the 
year. To describe what it is like 
would take more room than we 
have here. so perhaps it's bet­
ter to start off with what it's 
not. 

Although the film is set in the 
world of organized crime in 
New York City about 10 years. 
ago, it really isn' t a gangster 
film. Although it begins with a 
gangland wedding. it isn' t a 
spoof of Francis Coppola 's 
" Godfather" films. Although 
Jack Nicholson and Kathleen 
Turner have a rather bizarre 
love affair. it isn't a love story. 
And although some of the 
action is very violent, many of 
the scenes are hilariously 
funny. 

Nicholson. io one of his fin­
est performances ever, plays a 
Brooklyn hit-man for the mob 
~ k1nd of a cross between a 
young Vito Corleone and a 
Damon Runyon character. At 
the wedding of the Dan's 
granddaughter, he spots a 
lovely young lady (Kathleen 
Turner) who is also a hit­
woman. From here, relation­
ship_s intertwine. identities are 

mistaken, and the whole thing 
could easily play as a frothy 
French farce, were it not for 
the rather gruesome murders. 

Veteran director John Hus­
ton has never been afraid to 
take chances with his films. 
and this may be his biggest 
gamble yet. For instance, the 
profession (paid assassin) of 
the two lead characters is 
hardly likely to win our sympa­
thy. But Huston's light-but­
never-silly touch, and Nichol­
son 's superb performance 
actually make us sympathize 
with the gangland murderer. 

Part of that is due to Kath­
leen Turner's equally fine per­
formance as the shapely half 
of the murder-for-hire pair. The 
audience is never quite sure 
about her character. and part 
of the appeal of the film is 
watching how our sympathies 
switch back and forth between 
Nicholson and Miss Turner. as 
the two sink deeper and deep­
er into foul play. 

And what an ending! It may 
leave you bewildered, grossed­
out. motionless or emotionless. 
but then again, that's what you 
expect from an offbeat movie.

Energy Research Laboratory near Lex­
ington. The lab is owned by the Energy 
Cabinet. 

Art Gallaher Jr., chancellor of UK's 
Lexington campus, said yesterday that 
UK "received no indication from anyone 
that the projects were behind" and noted 
that a UK administrator had met mon­
thly" with an Energy Cabinet official to 
discuss research progress. 

The UK administrator, Dr. Lyle 
Sendlein, who has been director of the 
minerals-research institute for nearly 
three years, "does not believe the pro­
jects were behind" schedule, Gallaher 
said. 

"The fact you would get off on your 
basic time frame, that's in the nature of 
basic research," Gallaher said. 

Evans has complained repeatedly that 
UK did not conduct enough applied 
research that would be of use to the coal 
industry, and instead tried turn the state 
lab into a "campus-oriented, academic 
research activity." 

Responding to Evans' claim that UK 
stifled valuable research with bureau­
cratic red tape, Gallaher said: "Well, 
the state's bureaucracy is a way of ad­
ministering complex organizations, and 
those people were university 
employees." 

Gallaher said UK officials would re­
spond in detail to Evans' charges when 
they appear before the Energy Commit­
tee at its next meeting.
