For 5 Counties 

A meeting scheduled Aug. 19 at May 
Lodge, Jenny Wiley State Park, may 
mean the end of the annual barrage of 
requests for financial support from in­
dividuals and businesses each year. 

The meeting will be an organizational 
session for the United Way for the Big 
Sandy, which will make it possible for 
contributors to many worthy causes to 
make a one-time contribution each year 
to United Way, with service groups and 
agencies sharing in the funds thus 
accumulated. 

The Aug. 19 meeting will be held at 7 
p.m. and at that time a board of direc­
tors will be chosen-five from each 
county of Big Sandy ADD <Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and Pike>. 

Greg Hamlin, of Big Sandy ADD, said 
it is important that each of the five coun­
ties be well-represented at the meeting. 
After the board of directors is named, 
the directors will be divided into the 
various committees to activate and con­
duct the United Way program, which is 
described as "using our money to help 
our people." 

Supporters of the United Way plan 
point out that many liberal donors to 
worthwhile causes tire as individual 
fund drives continue during each year, 
and eventually neglect some. "They 
become saddle-sore," one contributor 
said, "and that's when they stop giving, 
or neglect to give again and again."

Groups Discuss 
Plans To Meet 
Major Disaster 

Floyd county tire departments and 
rescue squads are attempting to coor­
dinate their services to better cope in the 
event of a major disaster. 

In a meeting held last Friday at the 
Floyd County Library, members of 19 
emergency organizations from around 
the county gathered to discuss allowing 
the Disaster and Emergency Services 
department (DES), an agency of the 
Kentucky Department of Military Af­
fairs, to aid them in constructing a more 
effficient method of dealing with both 
each other and victims, in the event of 
an earthquake or other such calamity. 

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom 
Blackburn said DES would not be tell­
ing any of the various departments how 
to do their job, but would rather help in 
coordinating their efforts. He gave as an 
example that if one fire department was 
in need of certain supplies, another 
county fire department would be asked 
to help out under the system, though no 
law would require it to do so. Said 
Blackburn, "If they come to Prestons­
burg and tell me they're going to take 
over my department, they're going to 
have a fight right there on the fire 
department floor." 

Blackburn said the meeting was call­
ed because he and other county fire and 
rescue personnel realized that in the 
case of a countywide disaster, they 
would be unable to respond effectively. 
He said one of the things which had caus­
ed them to examine their potential effec­
tiveness was a study done by the federal 
government which indicated the possi­
bility of a severe earthquake in the state 
within the next few years. A major fault­
line, the New Madrid fault, nms beneath 
a portion of Western Kentucky. 

Things local emergency person~el 
need to consider, said Blackburn, m­
clude reliable sources of food, medical 
supplies and gasoline, as well as !he 
possibility of being cut off from outs1de 
help for days or weeks. "Where will food 
come from, or water and gas? Who'll 
guard it? Who'll ration it? It's going to 
come down to the fire departments, 
police and rescue squads to be in charge. 
Looting will be the first problem,'' said 
Blackburn. 

One proposal Blackburn made wa~ to 
equip each county emergency orgamza­
tion with second radios for all vehicles 
and headquarters, so they could remain 
in contact with each other while still 
responding to calls from victims. Also, 
a mobile command post, an 18x20 foot 
trailer with its own power supply, 
already possessed by the Prestonsburg 
Fire Department, would be made ava~l­
able to any of the fire departments m 
need of it. All of these items would be 
supplied by the Prestonsburg depart­
ment, paid for with grants and state 
allotment money, said Blackburn

If Enrollment 
Gains Recorded 

Along with another 51 of the state's 180 
public school systems, Floyd schools will 
reopen next week after the summer 
break. However, the year begms here 
under a pall of uncertainty about the 
future of the school district and its top 
administrators. 

Classes were originally scheduled to 
begin here tomorrow <Thursday) but 
several factors-the need to give 
teachers more preparation time, 
building repairs, hot weather, and public 
opposition to the early start-were cited 
by Superintendent E.P. Grigsby, Jr. as 
reasons to postpone the opening until 
Monday. 

Grigsby said yesterday <Tuesday) 
that he expects all schools to open on 
time. But if registration runs much 
higher than last year's opening-day 
figure of around 9400-a relatively low 
enrollment-shortages of staff and 
space could be expected. he said. 

Crowding is likely to be acute in 
kindergarten classrooms, where enroll­
ment is €xpected to swell as the result 
of a new state law. Under the law, 
children entering first grade in the 
1986-'87 school term will have to have 
completed a public, Head Start or 
private kindergarten program. 
"Kindergarten could be terribly over­
crowded," said Grigsby. "Where we're 
going to put these children, I don't 
know. "

Slower Speeds City To Beef Up Night Patrols 
On Span Asked As Burglary Increase Noted 

In an interview last week with a 
reporter for the Louisville Courier­
Journal, Bell denied allegations of 
wrongdoing and poor management and 
attributed complaints to jealousy and "a 
little bit of politics." 

In an effort to reduce what he sees as 
an inordinate number of traffic ac­
cidents, Police Chief Stan Fletcher says 
he is waging a campaign to reduce the 
speed limit on the Bert Combs bridge on 
U.S. 23 here. 

According to Fletcher, more than 80% 
of all traffic accidents which occur in 
Prestonsburg happen within a one­
mile radius of the bridge, with the ma­
jority being rear-end collisions on the 
bridge or at the intersection of Arnold 
Avenue and US 23 at the bridge's east 
end. He believes this is due largely to the 
55-mph speed limit in effect until past 
the bridge for drivers coming toward 
town, which does not give them enough 
time to slow down for the 35 mph posted 
just before the traffic light at North Lake 
Drive. Fletcher proposes moving the 
35-mph speed limit past the bridge and 
back to the city limits. He said most ac­
cidents involved out-of-town drivers un­
familiar with Prestonsburg. 

Also in an effort to alleviate traffic 
problems there, Fletcher hopes to install 
police officers at that intersection dur­
ing peak hours to direct traffic, manual­
ly. He said the intersection was ineffi­
cient in handling the traffic flow, with 
vehicles often lined up from the intersec­
tion past the bridge, and that officers 
could better judge which lanes should be 
moving. To protect the officers, Fletcher 
wants the authority to have a flashing 
yellow light while they are directing 
traffic.

In the wake of a recent rash of 
burglaries, Prestonsburg Police Chief 
Stan Fletcher says his department is 
beefing up its nighttime patrols. 

According to Fletcher, city police in­
vestigated six burglaries during July, a 
traditionally heavy time for such crimes 
in the city, due to what he described as 
an influx of transients, plus carelessness 
on the part of citizens. 

The burglaries und~r investigation in­
clude a July 1 break-in of the caboose­
business office at Archer Park, from 
which nothing was taken ; the July 11 
break-in of a photography studio owned 
by Paula Goble, from which $100 and a 
radio were taken: the July 15 break-in 
of the mobile home of George Masone in 
the Porter Addition, in which a code-a­
phone answering machine. a portable 
telex machine, one television. a clock­
radio, and several vases and antiques 
were taken ; the July 25 and 31 break·ins 
of Big Sandy Health Care Center offices: 
and the July 27 burglary of the home of 
Lisa Tussey, from which $800-$900 worth 
of merchandise was taken. Police 
recovered all of Miss Tussey's belong­
ings, except for a pocket calculator. 

Fletcher also said his officers had con­
fiscated six marijuana plants last week 
at the home of Bud Calhoun. of Goble 
Roberts, based upon information receiv­
ed from an unnamed source. Calhoun 
was issued a citation in the misde­
meanor offence 

With the heavy criminal activity 
rec~ntly in the area, Fletcher said any 
person walking along city backstreets

after midnight would be subject to iden­
tification by police officers. "We pretty 
much know Pf'Ople who belong on cer­
tain streets," said Detective Sgt. Mike 
Ormerod. "and if someone isn't recog­
nized by an officer at that late hour,

"There's jobs here, and we basically 
have not hired for political reasons,"

LONG-FAMILIAR to Mountain Parkway travelers, toll plazas 
like this will soon be a dim memory. While few will mourn the 
passing of the tax-collected last Wednesday for the last 
time-the home stretch may sometimes seem longer and 
lonelier without the periodic glow of the plaza lights and the 
human faces within. 

But Colleen Risner, fired on May 13 
within weeks of receiving a "most 
favorable" evaluation from her im­
mediate supervisor, claims in her suit 
that many of the 11 employees fired or 
laid off around that time "were 
suspected of being critical of MCCC 
management and of cooperating with in­
vestigative authorities." 

Prestonsburg attorney ~ed 

Pillersdorf, who represents Risner and 
six other former employees of the men­
tal health agency, roundly denied Bell's 
claim that the disgruntled workers were 
motivated by politics. The rash of layoffs 
and firings that shook the agency in May 
was directly related to the mismanage­
ment and improprieties alleged in the 
report of the Human Resources Cabinet, 
the attorney said. MCCC administrators 
"wanted to get out people they thought 
were spilling the beans and to deter 
others from talking" to state in­
vestigators, he charged. 

Meanwhile, at least three of the fired 
or demoted workers have been rein­
stated after their grievances were heard 
before a personnel committee of the 
MCCC board of directors; two more 
workers are awaiting a decision on rein­
statement. Janie Hall. a registered 
nurse specializing in spouse and child 
abuse cases and one of MCCC's most 
outspoken critics, has been returned to 
her old job in the agency's PrestonsbUI;;

BEARS IN THE MOUNTAINS 
Reports of black bears in EasterJl 

Kentucky have increased greatly in the 
past couple of years. Recent sightings of 
bears have come from Magoffin, Let­
cher, Martin and Perry counties, accor­
ding to Doug Hensley, Seventh Wildlife 
District representative on the Fish and 
Wildlife Commission. 

Bears roam widely, and the ones 
sighted in Kentucky have probably 
wandered into the state from Virginia or 
West Virginia, states with established 
bear populations. 

Although they can be extremely 
dangerous if molested, black bears 
generally pose no threat to humans if 
they are left alone. Bears are protected 
in Kentucky and may not be legally 
taken or molested.

RABIES 
Though there seems to be a downward 

trend in incidence of rabies reported in 
Kentucky, residents of this state­
especially residents of Eastern 
Kentucky-should be aware that the 
epizootic of rabies in raccoons that has 
occurred in the mid-Atlantic states has 
now spread into Virginia and West 
Virginia. 

Only 53 confirmed cases of animal 
rabies were reported during 1984, accor­
ding to Dr. Michael J . McDonald, Ken­
tucky State Veterinarian, who said 
skunks are the chief reservoir for rabies 
in Kentucky. Of the 53 positive cases, 2'i 
were confirmed in skunks, nine in dogs, 
seven in rats, six in foxes, three in 
horses, one opossum, one cat and one 
cow. 

While the decline is statistically 
significant, Dr. McDonald noted, the 
reasons for it are unclear at present. 

Distribution of the positive cases 
seems to be at random throughout the 
state. No county should be considered 
free of the possibility of rabies, though 
obviously there is no threat of epidemic 
proportions either. 

Most cases in Kentucky are seen in 
early spring through the summer 
months. 

Animal bites are the most likely 
method of human exposure. The most 
dangerous animal bites to humans are 
those from wild animals, especially 
skunks, foxes, raccoons and bats. 

Several defense against rabies have 
been proven effective, the single most 
effective being immunization of dogs 
and cats. The vaccines have been pro­
ven effective and are moderate in cost. 

Another important preventive 
measure is control of stray animals . 
Strays seen in neighborhods should be 
avoided and reported immediately to the 
proper local authorities. 

Extreme caution should be used if the 
animal exhibits signs of aberrant or 
unusual behavior or a disorder of the 
central nervous system- excessive 
salivation, circling, lack of coordination 
or disorientation. 

Contact with obviously ill animals 
should be avoided, especially wild 
animals which appear to be injured or 
sick. Many people have a tendency to 
want to help animals in distress, and 
they should balance their compassion 
with common sense. 

Remember that incubation time for 
rabies in wild animals can vary con­
siderably. Generally the incubation 
period ranges from 15 to 30 days, but it 
may be even longer in some instances. 

Though illegal, some persons still cap­
ture and keep wild animals as pets. They 
should remember that even young wild 
animals may have been exposed to 
rabies, so the animals should be confin­
ed for a prolonged observation period. 

Animal bites should be reported to 
local health departments unless the vic­
tim is absolutely sure the biting animal 
has been vaccinated against rabies. 

First aid for victims of animal bites 
includes immediately cleansing the 
wound with plenty of soap and water, 
then thoroughly flushing the wound with 
water while at the same time squeezing 
surrounding tissues to force the bite to 
bleed. The wound should be flushed to itr 
complete depth. 

Even if rabies is not suspected, seek 
medical advice immediately and at· 
tempt to locate the animal. The bite 
could easily result in tetanus infection 
and almost certainly will result in severe 
bacterial infection. If the animal must 
be killed it should be killed in such a 
manner as to avoid damaging the brain, 
which is needed to confirm or disprove 
rabies in the animal. 

Any licensed Kentucky veterinarian is 
competent to give advice on rabies con· 
trol and to inoculate your animals 
against the disease.

THE OLD EDISON 
I may have mentioned, some years 

back, my experiences with the old 
Edison phonograph that made our house 
out in the country a center of attraction 
for several weeks. 

It was the first ·•talking machine" in 
the community, and it drew just about 
everybody around to listen and marvel 
how a small wax cylinder could produce 
sound-a love song, a hymn, Sousa's 
band, an Uncle Jush monologue, the 
like. 

This phonograph wasn't the kind you 
plugged in; you wound it up. There was 
a huge horn (remember the dog and the 
horn and his master's voice?) and a set 
of interlocking rods to support it. That 
was where I came in ; as chief engineer 
in charge of operations it fell my lot to 
put these rods together, hook up the horn 
and ease one of those fragile wax 
cylinders into the machine. This was 
repeated every time a visitor came to 
hear this marvel of modern ingenuity, 
for the horn-supporting contraption 
wasn't to be left assembled when not in 
use. The job soon palled on me and I 
may have been, on occasion, less than 
a cheerful mine host after repeating the 
boring procedure half a dozen or so 
times 

During one of my not infrequent stints 
of wool-gathering recently, I fell to 
thinking of the old Edison, and I recall­
ed one who found a special interest in it. 
He was a man who had served time for 
killing a man, and had not been home 
long. I dutifully set about entertaining 
him, and, running through our slim col­
lection of records, I found and set the 
phonograph to playing "Almost 
Persuaded." 

The man sat the record out, then as it 
ended said, "They played that song at 
almost every chapel meeting we had. 
It's the prettiest song in the world." 

As I started to remove the record, he 
inquired, "Could you play it again?" 

I wish now that I had studied the 
man's face while he listened to the 
hymn. It would be a nice touch to write 
of the emotion that gripped him, to be 
able to say, perhaps, that there was a 
tear. But I was a small boy, and his reac­
tion to the hymn did not interest me. Nor 
did the hymn itself, at the time. I was 
more interested in the man's hands. 
Somebody had told me that he had 
another man's blood on them. But what 
I saw was clean. 

I cannot tell you anything of the 
thoughts that ran through this man's 
mind as he listened to the melody or the 
words, " 'Almost persuaded' now to 
believe ... some more convenient day ... 
0, wanderer. come ... harvest is past.. . 
'illinost persuaded' ... 'Almost' but lost." 

But I can tell you that when the record 
ran down that second time and silence 
pervaded the room again; the man 
stirred in his chair and softly , almost 
apologetically, asked, "Would you play 
it again?"

The Floyd board 
meets tonight <Wednesday> at 7 p.m. 

The school year begins here with five 
new principals heading county schools. 
After an Ohio principal turned the job 
down, Dempil Irene Goble, of I vel, was 
named principal at Clark Elementary, 
replacing John K. Pitts, who has joined 
the district's central administrative 
staff. Mrs. Goble was formerly business 
teacher at Betsy Layne High School. 

Gwen Harmon succeeds John Case as 
principal at Wayland Elementary; she 
was formerly assistant principal at 
Allen Central. Lonnie Slone, longtime 
Melvin grade school teacher, becomes 
principal at Wheelwright High School.

While most of the state's schools will 
not start back until the week of Aug. 19 
and some not until Aug. 26, five districts, 
including Johnson county, opened this 
week and 52 will begin next week. 
Especially in the mountains, many 
districts are opening earlier than usual 
on account of the number of days lost 
last year-Floyd students were out 15 
days in January and 12 in February­
on account of snow and icy roads. 

Under a new policy of the state 
Department of Education, no "calami­
ty days" -days on which school does no 
have to be made up-will be granted un­
til the first 20 missed days have been 
made up. Last year school districts had 
to make up only 15 days before being 
eligible for calamity days. Even with the 
postponement of school opening here, 
Floyd still has 20 snow days built into its 
calendar as state officials recommend, 
Grigsby said. 

To enter grade one, a child must have 
turned six on or before October 1, for 
kindergarten, they must be five by the 
same date. Kindergarten students will 
register next Monday and Tuesday and 
will have full day sessions, some for two 
days a week, some for three.

Extension Cords Said Cause 
Of Major Home Blazes Here 

If you're cited for improper use of an 
electrical extension cord, it is only 
because abusing extension cords is a 
major cause of household fires, Pres­
tonsburg Fire Inspector Larry Adams 
wants you to understand. 

Extension cord violations are the most 
frequently cited in his inspections of ci­
ty dwellings and businesses, said 
Adams, who was recently reinstated as 
fire inspector. <Because of a staff shor­
tage, Adams had been assigned to 
routine firefighting duties and the city 
was without a regular fire inspector for 
more than a year) . 

"I'm continually citing extension 
cords during inspections around the ci­
ty," the fire inspector said this week, 
"and I want people to know why they're 
cited." 

outlet for the regular cord to reach, is 
illegal. 

Under state fire regulations, extension 
cords are acceptable only as a tem­
porary expedient-to run a movie pro­
jector or small appliance, for example, 
or to light the Christmas tree- and for 
a short duration. 

According to a study conducted by the 
U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commis­
sion, improper use of electrical exten­
sion cords is responsible for 20 fires each 
day in homes across the country. That 
adds up to 7400 fires a year, causing 80 
deaths, 360 injuries and property 
damage totalling $74 million. 

Anyone with questions about exten­
sion cords or the fire code is invited to 
call Adams at the city Code Enforce­
ment office (886-2335) or the Prestons­
burg Fire Department (886-1010). Of household fires originating in the 

electrical system, one fifth involve ex­
tension cords, he said. Fires can start 
when the cords are overloaded or frayed 
or improperly modified. And the 
householder can have a problem long 
before a fuse blows.

The reason, Adams explained, is that 

the most common extension cord-one 
that resembles the cord on a lamp-is 
the 18-gauge. Even assuming that it is 
not doubled up or covered by a carpet 
or rug, this type cord has a maximum 
rating of 10 amps. Most homes have cir­
cuits rated at 20 amps. That means that, 
if it is overloaded, an extension cord can 
melt down, short, and start a fire-and 
never trip a breaker or blow a fuse rated 
at 20 amps.

Her short-liv~ resol~tion to stop, because of failing eyesight and poor health, 
ts d?Cumented m the ftrst stanza of a poem she wrote this spring as a hospital 
pabent: 

"I didn't intend to write anymore 
But that intention was before 
I had this visit or this stay 
At a hospital called Our Lady of the Way ... " ·:I couldn't sleep," says Rose. "So I searched in my purse for a paper to 

wnte on. I wrote that poem on the back of a grocery list." 
The nurses complimented in the poem's third and fourth verses managed 

to get t~at parti7ular poetic piece typed. But hundreds of Rose's poems are 
h~ndwrttten on hned paper and kept in a brightly decorated gift box crowned 
wtth a huge bow. 

"I wrote my first poem in the fifties," says Rose. "I remember the date 
wa_s February 20, but I can't remember the year ... l wrote on paper bags when 
I ftrst started. It was hard times then." 

Faith, ~amily, nature, the "good old days" and the pain of separation are 
reoccurrmg themes of Rose's verses. Some of the poems are reminiscences· 
others ar~ poignant personal responses to kindnesses or disappointments.' 

Rose thmks her writing skills originated with the story-telling skills of her 
mother and developed through her own efforts to change song lyrics during 
her childhood. 

. "I al~ays volunteer~d to ro_ck and sing to my baby brother Lum during 
dtshes, says Rose. Wtth a twmkle she confesses, "Of course I quit soon as 
they were over." 
~hym~ng t~k a backseat during Rose's child-rearing years. She and Noah 

ratsed stx chtldren-four boys and two girls-and it wasn't until they were 
all grown and gone that she started putting her thoughts into verse and her 
verse on to paper. 

Many of Rose's poems are written to, about or for her family members. 
During her writing years, Rose's family has expanded to include 22 grand­
children, 16 great-grandchildren, and three great-great-grandchildren. 

Rose's children are much more enthusiastic about her writing than their 
father was. ~n Noah Junior not only built her writing and lap desks, but has 
taken to wntmg some poems of his own. The others treasurer their collec­
tions which Rose compiles in spiral notebooks for them. 

"Writing is just about my whole life," says Rose. "It helps me a whole lot." 
In one of her poems, Rose says of aging that there is ''more to do than shed­

ding salty tears."

"Certified teachers are "well­
prepared academically and profes­
sionally," countered Angene H. Wilson, 
associate professor at U.K.'s College of 
Education, in her July 23 Lexington 
Herald-Leader letter to the editor. 

"Since few college professors use 
teaching methods other . than lecture, 
methodology courses model and offer 
opportunities to practice not only lecture 
but also a variety of other techniques " 
said Wilson. '

About Nutrition ... 

Debunking Some Popular Myths 
Old beliefs die hard, especially when 

it comes to eating. 
Over the years, many people have ac­

cumulated myths about food and eating 
habits from their families, from what 
they read or from their own experiences. 
Here are some popular myths and the 
facts about each: 

1. MYTH: It is impossible to lose 
weight if you travel or eat out 
frequently. 

FACT: Meal options approved by the 
American Heart Association can be 
found in some restaurants, hotels and 
even airplanes. To reduce portion size, 
choose appetizers as the main course, 
order a la carte or share food with a 
companion. Order dressings and sauces 
on the side. Look for terms on the menu 
that signify low-fat preparation, such as 
steamed, poached and broiled. Avoid 
foods that are buttery, buttered, fried, 
creamed, "in its own gravy" or in 
hollandaise or cream sauce. Ask for low­
fat and non-fat dairy products and 
margarine instead of butter. Trim visi­
ble fat from meat and remove skin from 
poultry. 

2. MYTH: Overweight individuals eat 
more because they are hungrier. 

FACT: People who are overweight 
begin with the same appetite as those 
who are not overweight. Overeating 
may come from a genetic hormone 
disorder, but most overweight in­
dividuals eat out of habit or 
psychological need. 

3. MYTH: Carbohydrates should be 
avoided, especially if you are trying to 
lose weight, because they are high in 
calories. 

FACT: Not all foods high in carbo­
hydrates are high in calories. Complex 
carbohydrates, found in vegetables, 
beans, cereals and some fruits, contain

Simple carbohydrates found in refined 
sugars contain primarily calories, no 
nutrients. 

4. MYTH: Nondairy creamers are 
better for your health than cream. 

FACT: Although the American Heart 
Association recommends using low-fat 
and non-fat foods rather than whole 
dairy products, beware of most imita­
tion da1ry products, including nondairy 
creamer. Many of these contain coconut 
oil, a highly saturated fat, as a substitute 
for butterfat. 

5. MYTH: All vegetable oils and 
shortening are high in polyunsaturates. 

FACT: Not all vegetables oils are un­
saturated. Certain vegetable oils, such 
as palm and coconut oil are high in 
saturated fats. You will find these 
primarily in commercially baked goods, 
cookies and candies. 

6. MYTH: Children can eat what they 
want because they are unaffected by the 
dangers of atherosclerosis. 

FACT: Dietary changes begun in 
childhood and maintained for a lifetime 
may reduce the risk of heart disease, 
since atherosclerosis Ca buildup of 
cholesterol and other fats in the 
arteries) often begins in youth and pro­
gress through young adulthood. It also 
seems that minimal or "early" athero­
sclerosis, expected in younger patients, 
may be more likely to regress than ad­
vanced disease would. AHA recom­
mends a prudent modification of diet in 
healthy children over the age of two 
years through adolescence and into their 
adult life.

• The "zappers"-Certain plants use 
sunlight to "zap" their insect enemies. 
The sunlight these plants take in helps 
make special chemicals in their leaves. 
When an insect comes along and takes 
a bite, the chemicals burn it. 

• The "tricksters"-Trees can make 
more bad-tas · g chemicals in some of 
their leaves than in others. This tricks 
the insects into crawling around looking 
for leaves that have a better taste. As 
they crawl, they are more likely to be 
seen by hungry birds. 

• The "talkers"-Willow trees, and 
perhaps some others, can warn trees of 
their own kind that insects are on the at­
tack. When insects start nibbling on one 
tree, it gives off a scent that may be 
picked up by others nearby. The scent 
tells the other trees to quickly make 
chemicals in their leaves that insects 
don't like. 

Scientists hope to someday put what 
they are learning to good use. If we can 
find natural ways to protect our crops 
from pests, we won't have to use as 
many poisonous, polluting chemicals.

BAHK BALANCE 
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Young Musician Credits Others Community Colleges' Chancellor 

AN ACCOMPLISHED PIANIST, David Banner Leslie, III, 
finds his greatest enjoyment at the piano, both in playing and 
teaching others. 

It's no secret that the Appalachian 
foothills have produced many talented 
and artistic people. Some, like Jesse 
Stuart and Loretta Lynn, are famous for 
their gifts. Most are not. These special 
people are known mainly to family and 
friends, and maybe a few others, but 
largely go unsung. One such person is 
Prestonsburg's native son, David Ban­
ner Leslie, III, a talented pianist and 
teacher. 

Born here 26 years ago, Leslie would 
scoff at being mentioned in such il­
lustrious company, but he nonetheless 
possesses impressive musical abilities 
which he regularly shares both with 
members of the First United Methodist 
Church of Prestonsburg, where he has 
played for a good part of the last decade, 
and those he teaches at his Arnold 
Avenue studio. 

Leslie, or "David Banner," as he is 
known to most, began piano lessons at 
the age of 8, when his mother, the late 
Beatrice Leslie, enrolled him for instruc­
tion under Mrs. Edith James, with 
whom he studied for about five years. 
He credits Mrs. James with instilling in 
him a love of music. "Miss Edith was 
my first teacher. The best thing she did 
for me was to make me practice a song 
till I had it down completely. She'd never 
let me play a harder song than I was 
ready for. That let me really get into 
each song and appreciate it for itself," 
he said. 

Other teachers followed. John Grant 
Wheatley taught Leslie what he terms 
his "modest sense of showmanship," 
and Don Fernandez taught him scales. 
Patricia Flannery showed Leslie " how 
to attack music and achieve it. Maybe 
by that time I was just ready to do it, I 
don't know," he said. He was a high 
school freshman when he began with 
Mrs. Flannery, and remained with her 
the four years until graduation. 

During those high school years, two 
other teachers had a strong influence on 
him as well. " I didn' t study under them 
in the same sense I studied under Pat 
and some of the others," he said, " but 
two of the best teachers I ever had were 
Kathryn Frazier and Carlos Haywood. 
I'd even say they're my best friends ." 

He credits Haywood with teaching. 
him to accompany choral groups, and 
Frazier with always pushing him to 
strive for excellence. 

"Those ladies have always been a 
great influence on me," he said . 
"They've helped me to grow both as a 
musician and as a person." 

Leslie said Mrs. Frazier was a par­
ticularly strong influence after his 
parents died. 

" My father died in 1972, while I was 
in eighth grade, and my mother died 
about 11 months later, during my 
freshman year of high school. Miss 
Kathryn helped me through a lot of 
rough times during that period. In a lot 
of ways she took the place of my 
parents. But I wouldn't want to forget 
about my aunts and uncles who took me 
in back in those days. I really don't think 
I could have made it without my fami­
ly," he said. 

But life has not all been hard for 
Leslie, and most of his good times have 
centered around his music. 

" I love teaching piano," he said. " I 
hope to continue teaching for the rest of 
my life." Leslie began teaching piano 
while still in high school, though he gave 
it up for a few years while in college. 
While attending the University of 
Louisville he came under the tutelage of 
the person whom, he says, shaped the 
way he teaches today. 

" Evelyn Aldridge was the best 
teacher I had in college," he said. "She 
taught me the basics of music. She put 
her whole heart and soul into the music 
she played. She taught me how to teach, 
to feel the music, to feel deep, not to feel 
on the surface." 

Leslie likes to reminisce, and one of 
his favorite stories involves his early 
days at the piano. 

"I was in about fourth grade, and 
every day when I came home from 
school I would sit down at the piano to 
practice. My dad would have a roll of 
dimes, and every time I made it through 
a song, he would lay a dime on the piano. 
My mother, who was also a musician, 
would be in the kitchen and every time 
I hit a wrong note she'd say something 
about it. I'd tell my dad not to give me 
the dime until I got through the song 
with no mistakes, but still sometimes I'd 
end up with as much as $10 in a day. An­
way, the punchline is I'd give the money 
to my mother for safekeeping, and she'd 
use it for spending-money. But I guess 
they spoiled me ; I got just about 
everything I wanted," he said. 

Now that Leslie is an established 
piano teacher here, he's beginning to 
sound like some of the teachers of his 
past whom he admires. 

" My students are very important to 
me," he said. "I want what's best for 
them ; I want them to reach their highest 
potential, and I'll push them to get 
there."

QUESTION: Recently, a family 
member was disagnosed with cancer 
and is now being treated at a local 
cancer center. I keep hearing the term 
"clinical trial" mentioned and have 
been wondering what it means. Can you 
explain a clinical trial to me? 

ANSWER: In cancer research, a 
clinical trial is a study done with cancer 
patients to test new methods to prevent, 
detect, control or cure cancer. 

Before use with patients, who offer to 
take part, the method to be tested has 
been developed and studied in lab and 
animal research. This research helps 
point out the new techniques most like­
ly to be a success. And, as much as they 
can, these studies have shown how to use 
the method safely and effectively. But 
no amount of this early research can 
predict just how a new treatment will 
work with patients. Whether or not the 
new treatment has an effect in patients 
cannot be known until the study is over. 

Each clinical trial is designed to 
answer certain research questions. 

So, studies enroll patients with certain 
types of cancer who also meet other con­
ditions. A study can only give reliable 
answers if all the patients in it a re 
enough alike so that results can be com­
pared. To enter a study, a patient should 
be referred by his or her own doctor or 
by one linked with a hospital, clinical or 
other medical group. Well-run clinical 
trials are led by qualified doctors at 
universities, cancer centers, local 
hospitals, the National Cancer Institute 
and elsewhere. 

Clinical trials are important because 
they offer the chance of helping those 
who take part in them. Also, they may 
provide information that will lead to im­
proved care for many other patients as 
well. Many of today's standard treat­
ments are those that were proven to 
work in clinical trials of the past. The 
goal is to find new and better ways to 
treat cancer patients.

Exploring seems to be the 
theme for this summer's mov­
ies. "The Goonies" explored 
old caves to find pirate's trea­
sure. "Back to the Future" ex­
plored the realm of time trav­
eL And "Rambo" explored 
(and destroyed) most of 
Southeast Asia. 

So who are these intrepid 
"Explorers"? They're three 
kids who boldly go where no 
kid has gone before. That's 
right, three kids - barely 
teens if that - build a ma­
chine and head for outer 
space. Does it sound a bit 
implausible? 

It is, but it is to the film's 
credit that we buy as much of 
it as we do. It seems some 
aliens are beaming messages 
to these childen during their 
dreams. One of the three, a 
computer whiz-kid, hooks up 
one of the dreamed circuit di­
agrams to his Apple comput­
er, and a little bubble, which is 
capable of defying gravity and 
moving through brick walls, 
appears. 

Pretty soon, the kids man­
age to make the bubble large 
enough so they can fit inside. 
They then use some junkyard 
parts to assemble a rude vehi-

cle for their travels about the 
sky. (Remember when kids 
used to get baby-carriage 
wheels and make a go cart?) 

When the kids plug in a 
newly dreamed circuit, zap -
off they go into hyper-space 
and a visit with the aliens 
sending the messages. 

What starts out as a kids-in­
space mystery soon turns into 
a vaudevillian series of one­
liners. The film has the feel 
and the depth of a short story 
and might be a fine addition to 
a collection of sci-fi tales, but 
as a feature film it takes far 
too long to get anywhere, and 
the kicker ending turns out to 
be just plain silly. 

Joe Dante of " Gremlins" 
fame directs, and the pacing 
is far too slow. When the boys 
finally reach the alien space­
ship, they explore it for what 
seems like hours. There's not 
much suspense over the ap­
pearance of the aliens since 
they have already appeared in 
the video based on the film, 
and the few special effects are 
noteworthy but not dazzling. 

If aliens are your thing, head 
for a reissue of "E.T."

Phil Collins doesn't think 
much of video directors

Biting the hand 
Phil Collins, the man 

who proved that you can 
be bald and have a hit vid­
eo, is now satirizing vid­
eos. That's mighty strange 
from somebody who owes 
his popularity to the medi­
um he's parodying. 

His sharpest jabs in 
"Don't Lose My Number" 
are reserved for video di­
rectors who try to pitch 
ideas to him. We see po­
tential directors pitch vari­
ous movie spoofs, as well 
as blatant copies of popu­
lar videos, such as the Po­
lice's "Every Breath You 
Take" and the Cars' "You 
Might Think." 

Collins is not the first to 
portray the video director 
as a pretentious fool. Ste­
vie Nicks and Steve Perry 
have done a fine job be­
fore him. 

The difference is that 
neither of them owe their 
success to the work of vid­
eo ·directors. 

Only human 
Billy Joel's latest clip, 

"You're Only Human," 
cost a mere quarter of a 
million dollars and por­
trays Billy not only as a 
star, but as an angel who 
keeps a heartsick youth 
from jumping off a bridge. 

This clip clearly demon­
strates that spending a lot 
of money doesn't neces­
sarily ensure a winner. Bil­
ly, who has been very vid­
eogenic in the past, trys 
too hard here. His panto­
mining is too forced for the

needs. 

Good beginning

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Legislative Report ... 

A Review of Special Session 
By GREGORY D. STUMBO 

House !\lajority Floor Leader 
When the special legislative session 

adjourned recently, it was not the end 
but a begmning -the beginning of a new 
era of reform and hope for a bright 
future. 

As members of the General Assembly 
met in Frankfort for the special 
session-the first since 1979-the ball 
began to roll to improve several critical 
issues festering in the state. And in 
retrospect of the sesswn, I am satisfied 
that those areas in most critical need 
were addressed. 

Kentucky's chtldren now, and those 
yet to be born, will be the ones who will 
benefit from the fruits of what was ac­
complished dui-ing the 1985 Special 
Session. 

Legtslative beginnings that won ap­
proval from lawmakers include action 
taken that directed businesses to pay for 
$218 mtllion of the $305 9 million educa­
tion package that was passed-mostly 
through increased license fees. Those 
fees will triple from 70 ~ents per $1,000 
capital invested to $2.10 per $1,000. 

Immediate movement will be seen in 
areas such as kindergarten transporta­
tion for pupils to leave school at noon 
whtch may find some school districts 
juggling their bus schedules. 

Also taking a running leap off the 
finish line of the session will be a com­
mission created to take a hard look at 
the state's current vocational/technical 
education needs-plus a $52.2 million 
pilot "career ladder" program which 
links a teacher's pay to performance. 
The concept is due to be tested in five to 
ten volunteer school districts over the 
biennium. A report on the pilot must be 
presented to the General Assembly by 
September 1, 1988. 

Long term effects of the Special Ses­
sion will perhaps not be felt until the 
1986-88 biennium when most of the 
education revenue-$299.5 million-is 
earmarked to kick in several new 
programs. 

One-fourth of the new money will be 
spent on raising salaries. Each Ken­
tucky teacher will receive ,5 percent 
across-the-board raises in both years of 
the biennium which will cost $36.3 
million. In addition, every teacher hav­
ing at least 10 years of experience will 
receive longevity pay increases starting 
in 1986-87. Then next year the amount for 
longevity will increase and become a 
part of the state salary schedule. 

And because a strong sentiment was 
alive in the Legislature to reward ex­
cellent performance, a $9 million merit 
pay program was approved. It will give 
every teacher, counselor and librarian 
receiving a statisfactory evaluation a 
$300 bonus. 

A provision that many educators call 
the most important reform measure of 
all provides for a marked reduction in 
the classroom size in elementary 
grades. 

In the school year 1986-87 in grades 
one through three, the average daily at­
tendance requirement for pupils will be 
cut by two-from 25 per class to 23. 
Classes in those grades will be cut by an 
additional student the next year. Also in 
1987-88, one student will be cut from 
classes in grades four through six. 

In addition to the new ADA require­
ments, caps on class size for grades one 
through six were set at three more than 
the average daily attendance figure 
upon which funding of the unit is ap­
propriated in the biennial budget. 

Overall, class-size reduction will cost 
about $49 million which will be spent on 
hiring new teachers. 

As a result of the education reform 
legislation, at least 42 local school 

boards will have to raise their property 
taxes to a minimum of 25 cents per $100 
of assessed value to receive additional 
state aid under the "power equalization" 
program. Utility taxes and other taxes 
imposed by school districts will count 
toward the effort. 

Funds for the power equalization pro­
gram that boosts programs in poorer 
districts will increase by $67.8 million 
over the biennium. But the new money 
is earmarked specific'!IIY for improving 
teacher salaries and reducing class size. 

Districts also will have to meet the 
minimum 25-cent rate to participate in 
a school construction program which 
will cost the state $13.1 million. The pro­
gram will assess local construction 
needs and provide $ll5 million statewide 
for deb~ •ervice. 

Also included in the new education 
reform law are provisions to: 

*Improve teacher in-service pro­
grams and evaluations; each school 
district will be required to appoint an in­
service education director who will be 
trained under state supervision; 

"Establish teacher institutes to allow 
teachers additional programs of study; 

*Add additional scholarships to at­
tract bright students into the teaching 
field; 

*Provide teaching aides to free up 
teachers from non-teaching chores and 
allow a duty-free ltmch period for them; 

*Provide a testing and internship for 
school principals; 

*Provide a dropout prevention pro­
gram; and 

*Create a management assistance 
program to aid local school districts in 
managing their resources. 

We also gave the green light to legisla­
tion that would lift the three percent cap 
on salaries patd to university personnel. 

Although the education reform issue 
perhaps overshadowed other critical 
issues that were addressed during the 
special session, legislators did indeed in­
itiate reform measures in several other 
areas needing immediate attention. 

A resolution passed by the House and 
Senate authorized the Governor to pro­
ceed with plans for a new state prison. 

Also $8.3 million was earmarked by 
legislators to aid abused and neglected 
children. And another piece of legisla­
tion received approval that would re­
quire foster care review boards to be set 
up in every judicial district. 

No really good foundation was ever 
built in a day. And neither will the suc­
cess of these programs we have initiated 
in two weeks be obvious immediately. 
But the bricks have been laid and if the 
legislation needs additional attention, 
we have the 1986 General Assembly to 
take a second look. 

I feel I cannot give a true picture of 
activities that went on during the special 
session without mentioning the defeated 
gas tax proposal. It was an important 
bill and without it Kentucky road repair 
has suffered a major blow. Without it, 
the state's roads a~;e in peril of falling 
so deeply into their own potholes that we 
will never afford the necessary :epair. 

To add to the dark ptedictions, unfor­
tunately, I should include a word about 
the recent federal gasoline tax increase 
at the pumps. To date the state of Ken­
tucky receives no revenue as a result of 
that tax because we simply do not have 
the revenue to make the required match 
that is attached to the allocations of the 
funds. It is a tragedy that our state is 
facing such financial difficulty. 

I supported the 5-cent a gallon tax pro­
posal, and I would do so again because 
the future of our network of highways is 
on the line. Eastern Kentuckians depend 
heavily on our roads to reach vitally 
needed services such as educational 
centers and medical facilities.

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State Approves HRMC 
Home Health Agency 

The state has approved an application 
from Highlands Regional Medical 
Center to establish a home health agen­
cy to serve Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, 
Martin and Pike counties, state officials 
have announced. 

The Medical Center presented its case 
to the Kentucky Health Facilities and 
Health Services Certificate of Need and 
Licensure Board in a July 11 hearing, 
and the board approved the proposal at 
its July 17 meeting. 

"We"'re pleased that the CON Board 
approved our application and we are 
looking forward to working with the ex· 
isting providers in this area to make the 
best possible home health care 
available," said Associate Ad· 
ministrator Russell W. Briggs.' 

Because of current conditions in the 
health care industry, including em­
phasis on earlier discharge and cost con­
tainment, home health care is a rising 
star in the field. With a home health pro­
gram, the Medical Center will be able 
to provide continuity of care to its pa­
tients while allowing the program to 
have the back-up support of the 
hospital's highly trained technical staff 
.as well as its comprehensive medical in­
formation and communications system, 
Briggs said. 

HRMC officials added that any new 
hiring resulting from opening the agen­
cy will involve local people. "We are 
reviewing our manpower needs for this 
exciting new program," Briggs said. 
"Some of the new duties will be handl­
ed by existing staff who already live in 
area counties. Where we need to hire 
new people, those people will be hired 
locally so that, for example, Magoffin 
countians will be serving Magoffrn coun­
tians, and so on throughout the five­
county area." 

There are currently five other agen­
cies holding certificates to perform 
home health care in counties or parts of 
counties involved. However, HRMC of­
ficials noted, no one has been authoriz· 

, ed to serve such a large geographical 
area. Briggs stressed that they are hop­
ing to establish better working relation­
ships with agencies, in the best interest 
of patient care.

Returning Vacationers 
May Face Tiny Muggers 

Despite careful precautions to lock the 
house, notify the neighbors and have the 
police make regular checks, many 
returning Kentucky vacationers get 
mugged as they enter their homes. 

The muggers, out for blood, not 
money, are fleas that have developed 
from eggs and lain in wait during the 
homeowner's absence. The vibrations 
sent through the house as people once 
again begin walking around in it signal 
the fleas to leave their tiny cocoons and 
attack. 

"You can get eaten up within a cou­
ple hours of returning from a vacation. 
These little critters have developed in 
your absence and are waiting for a blood 
meal," said Chris Christensen, Exten­
sion entomologist in the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

Cat fleas, the most common flea on 
cats and dogs, lay their eggs on a fami­
ly pet, but the eggs are not attached and 
they fall off and lodge in carpets, 
crevices, pet bedding or on the ground 
outside. A larva hatches from the egg, 
goes through a series of changes and 
then spins a cocoon in which it develops 
into an adult. The newly-formed adult 
fleas will remain in their cocoons until 
they receive an indication that a meal 
is present. 

During the normal routine in a home 
the fleas will emerge from their cocoons 
on a continuous basis, and will seek their 
preferred host, the family pet. But when 
the house has been empty for a week or 
two there will be more adult fleas 
awaiting a meal than usual, and they 
will feed on the first warm-blooded thing 
that comes along. 

Christensen said there are several 
products approved for use by home­
owners that will control fleas. A good 
treatment of the home with one of them 
before leaving on vacation, and im­
mediately upon return can help to avoid 
getting mugged. 

"There is no magic spray that will 
take care of uie problem entirely. These 
sprays will knock off the top of the flea 
population present at that moment, but 
reliable flea control requires a house­
hold sanitation program carried out on 
a consistent basis. I strongly recom­
mend the methods described in the 
publication ENT-38 available from the 
County Extension Office,'' Christensen 
said.

Floyd Unemployment Tops 
In District During· June 

Jobless rates in 93 Kentucky counties 
rose between May and June as students 
flooded the labor force in search of sum­
mer jobs. Rates were lower in 23 coun­
ties and remained the same in four, ac­
cording to figures released by the 
Cabinet for Human Resources. 

Forty-nine counties reported 
unemployment rates of 10 percent or 
higher, compared to 43 in May and 50 in 
June, 1984. 

Rates were lower in 72 counties than 
in June 1984, higher in 45, and the same 
in three. 

In the Big Sandy district the jobless 
rate rose from a revised 10.3 percent in 
May to a preliminary 11.4 percent in 
June. Martin county's 6.4 percent rate 
was the district's lowest and only single­
digit rate. Floyd county's 13.5 percent 
rate was the district's highest. 

"In trade jobs, most of 
the increases were in supermarkets and 
restaurants," Blackwell said. " And in 
services, most of the job growth was in 
hotels and motels and in amusement and 
recreation areas, such as parks and golf 
courses.

After leaving the 
Naval hospital in Bethesda, Me., a year 
later, he completed course work at the 
University of Kentucky and headed west 
to work for the Bureau of Reclamation 
in Arizona's Glen Canyon project. 

In Arizona he met his wife, Donna, 
who ''was old Nebraska girl," and that 
may be one reason for his decision to 
spend his retirement years in the Corn­
husker state. Besides, he says, "you can 
step out on my front porch and smell the 
cleanest air in the country."

Hospitals Push 
Birth Education 

An overwhelming percentage of the 
babies born in the T,Jnited States today 
are healthy babies, well prepared for a 
good start on a healthy, happy life. The 
chances of having a healthy baby today 
are better than ever, yet this important 
event cannot be left to luck! Couples are 
planning their families as well as taking 
precautions and employing practices 
during pregnancy that help assure a 
healthy baby. What happens before the 
baby arries can be just as important as 
the care he or she receives later. 

Appalachian Regional Hospitals, a 
not-for-profit health system serving por­
tions of Kentucky, West Virginia, and 
Virginia, is embarking on a large-scale 
effort to assure that every expectant 
mother in the area has a better chance 
of having a healthy baby. With assis­
tance from the Cincinnati Chapter of the 
American Red Cross, staff from ARH 
facilities are receiving additional profes­
sional training in how best to prepare ex­
pectant parents for the big event. To in­
itiate the program, Jean Ellsworth 
of the American Red Cross led a two-day 
instructional session at the Harlan Ap­
palachian Regional Hospital on July 30 
and 31. Participants, all nurses from 
ARH facilities, received American Red 
Cross certification in Childbirth 
Preparedness. The nurses involved in 
this program are expected to be 
especially effective teachers of 
childbirth preparation since all are ex­
perienced in obstetrical or newborn ser­
vices in their respective hospitals and 
most of them also have young children 
of their own. According to Sister Kathy 
Bilskie, Assistant to the President of Ap­
palachian Regional Hospitals, "This is 
a combination of qualifications that we 
feel would be very hard to beat and af­
fords an excellent means of pursuing the 
major goal of improved maternal and 
infant health as set by the Trustees of 
this Corporation." 

Following the initial training session, 
eight ARH hospitals will offer the 
childbirth preparation series. The im­
portance of proper prenatal care for 
every expectant mother cannot be over­
emphasized. Some expectant mothers, 
though, will receive special attention. 
First time mothers to be, as well as 
those in their teens and those in their 
thirties, will especially benefit. Fathers 
also learn how to play a supportive role 
in assuring a healthy child. In very in­
formal sessions, expectant parents will 
learn about the need for prenatal care, 
healthy practices to follow during the 
pregnancy, as well as detrimental prac­
tices to avoid. Films, discussions, 
demonstrations, and skills development, 
such as breathing techniques during 
delivery, will provide both informative 
and enjoyable sessions. Couples will 
learn what choices they may have in 
preparation for the birth and will see 
first-hand what to expect when they ar­
rive at the hospital. For expected nor­
mal deliveries, fathers are encouraged 
to provide support and be a part of the 
delivery team. Newer anesthetics allow 
the mother to be awake and more aware 
of the entire process. 

In order to best assure a healthy baby, 
expectant parents and young people in 
the childbearing years must have per­
tinent, scientifically based, clear infor­
mation explaining what can be done to 
assure their babies have a healthy, hap­
py start in life. Such information is now 
available at ARH facilities for every ex­
pectant mother in the area.

Drilling for Oil, Gas 
In County Last Year 
Rose Sharply from '83 

More than $6 million.was invested in 
exploration for oil and gas in Floyd coun­
ty last year, according to a study releas­
ed earlier this week by the Kentucky In­
dependent Petroleum Producers Asso­
ciation. 

The KIPPA study reported that the 
estimated $6,141,204 spent in Floyd coun­
ty in 1984 was nearly 17 times as much 
as the $366,931 outlay for 1983. The 
number of wells drilled jumped from on­
ly three in 1983 to 34 in 1984, the study 
said.
