• academically deficient under the terms 
of ~enate Bill 202. Under the 1984 law, 
which has yet to be tested in practice, 
the state could take control of a school 
district which does not meet minimum 
academic standards. 

On Tuesday Robert Spillman, an 
associate supermtendent in the state 
Department of Education and a 
vigorous critic of Floyd school ad-
ministrators, is scheduled to address a

Burke Files Suit 
Oaiming Patent 
Rights Violated 

A Prestonsburg man claims in a suit 
filed recently in U.S. District Court that 
a Betsy Layne machinery firm is illegal­
ly marketing his invention. 

Billy T. Burke, of Cliffside, argues in 
the suit that Summit Machinery, Inc.­
R.E. Sommers is named as its agent­
has "constructed, used and/or sold" a 
machine Burke invented for washing 
coal and for which he was granted a pa­
tent in October, 1983. 

Summit had access to his trade 
secrets while it was licensed to sell his 
machine, known as the Burke Energy 
Separator, in this area: now the firm is 
using the information for its own advan­
tage, drawing customers away from 
him, plaintiff claims. 

He asks the court to enjoin Summit 
from further infringing on his patent 
rights; for at least $200,000 for the 
''theft'' of his trade secrets, and $500,000 
in punitive damages. 

In a suit filed two weeks earlier Burke 
claimed that two other firms, Power­
screen of America, Inc. with offices in 
Louisville, and Powerscreen of Eastern 
Kentucky, based in Mt. Sterling, have 
also violated his patent rights.

Director Kathryn Frazier says she 
hopes this will be the best year ever. 

"We've got many acts who perform­
ed at the early festivals, and a lot from 
the very first one, to come back this 
year,'' she said. "And the arts and crafts 
display should be about twice as big as 
last year," she added. More than 40 
groups or individuals presenting 
everything from folk toys to herbal 
remedies are expected. 

The festival, founded in 1966 by Mrs. 
Edith James, is designed to present a 
broad spectrum of mountain culture, 
and this year a new art will be 
showcased-break dancing. Mrs.

The structural floor system of the 
ground floor of the old high school 
building, now used as part of the grade 
school, had been ordered replaced, while 
beams were to be installed to shore up 
a sagging second;story. An older 
building, used until this term, has 
deteriorated past the point of repair. To 
help accommodate the extra students 
now in the old high school, additional 
classrooms were constructed in that 
building's auditorium. 

Principal Ralph O'Quinn seemed 
pleased things were finally returning to 
normal at Garrett, but appeared to have 
his hands full with his duties, declining 
comment on the situation at the school 

The kindergartens at Auxier and 
Wayland, he said, were close to the 
minimum attendance requirement and 
teachers would probably be hired for 
those schools, but children at Prater and 
Drift might have to be bused to other 
schools. Grigsby said the school board 
should know this week what attendance 
figures will be around the county, as 
those statistics traditionally peak and 
stabilize after Labor Day. 

The superintendent said a major pro­
blem faced by the county was a shortage 
of qualified kindergarten and elemen­
tary teache~, predicting the scarcity 
would continue throughout the term. He 
said this problem was being felt 
statewide, and was "just one of those 
things."

Runway Paving Near at New Airport 
The second major phase of construc­

tion on the new Big Sandy Regional Air­
port is well under way and it is "at least 
a possibility" that the facility could be 
in use late this year. 

The airport. in planning and develop­
ment for nine years, has a 100-foot-wide 
ruaway stretching nearly a mile in 
length, and a parallel taxiway the full 
length of the runway. It will be lighted, 
and also will have directional approach 
equipment. 

The site is in Martin county at that 
county's juncture with Floyd and 
Johnson counties, adjacent to KY 3, and 
roughly equidistant from Paintsville, 
Prestonsburg and Inez. The Kentucky 
Department of Transportation already 
has begun design on reconstruction of 
KY 3, to provide four-lane access to the 
airport from US 23, between Paintsville 
and Prestonsburg, and eventually 
through to Inez 

Airport board chairman Bud Perry, of 
Paintsville, said Adams Construction, of 
Pikeville, has the $1.4 million paving and 
lighting contract. The company has 
already placed the base stone that 
precedes paving on the site. and has 
paved the taxiway and ramp. 

Final work has been done on the 
grading and seeding. under the first­
phase construction contract held by 
E .H. Hughes Co. That also was a $1.4 
million project. Additional funds have 
been expended to relocate power 
transmission lines and a natural ga~ spr 
vice line. and reconstrud a coal-haul 
road around the airport propert. '. 

The terminal area will be developed 
separately. A tentative design has been 
approved which will provide space for 
approximately 50 hangars, from multi­
aircraft corpor11te units to individual 
small aircraft "T" hangars. Also in the 
tentative terminal design is an office and 
hangar for airport operations, a fueling 
area, and a parking area for vehicles. 

A joint development of Johnson, Mar­
tin, Magoffin and Floyd counties in 
Eastern Kentucky, the regional airport 
is funded primarily through the Federal 
Aviation Administration, the Kentucky 
Department of Transportation and the 
four participating counties. Basic con­
struction is costing approximately $5 
milhon, and the terminal/hangar area 
is projected to cost another $1 million. 

About 150 acres of reclaimed strip 
mine property was donated for the pro­
ject by Pocahontas Development 
Company. 

Perry said the airport board has got­
ten "good reaction" to a survey of poten­
tial users, and already has committ 
ments for several corporate hangars in 
addition to facilities for smaller aircraft. 

"A committee of the board, including 
experienced pilots, is concentratmg on 
operational plans," Perry said. "That 
will be a major factor in our final deci­
sions concerning the terminal area." 

Because the FAA does not participate 
in funding development off the main lan­
ding area. other sources of funds have 
to be found for part of the cost of ter­
minal development, he said. 

"The state has been exceptiOnally 

cooperative, and we anticipate their fun­
ding help as we move into the terminal 
area, but it still will be difficult to 
finance," Perry said. "We expect it may 
have to be done in stages unless we are 
successful in locating other grant 
sources." 

That is the "biggest potential delay­
ing factor we see at this point," he said. 
Operations will be postponed until at 
least minimal facilities are available for 
aircraft operations. 

While the new airport will be capable 
of handling large aircraft, there appears 
little likelihood of either commercial or 
commuter service in the immediate 
future. Deregulation of airlines has 
eliminated commercial service from 
many areas, and the elimination of sub­
sidies has limited expansion of com­
muter lines. 

"While we are hopeful that situation 
will change as time passes, \\e are 
realistically anticipating that the new 
airport will primarily serve corporate 
aircraft, possibly offer charter service 
and provide several other ad\'antages 
that will develop more job in our area 
of Eastern Kentucky." 

"It has taken u · a long time to get this 
far, and we still have much to do before 
the new regional airport is all we want 
it to be," Perry said, "but moving into 
the paving phase this month provides 
the light at the end of the tunnel." 

The airport board is also optimistic 
about potential "off-a1rport" develop­
ment The s1te is surrounded by an

When women "got the vote" in 1920, 
some people predicted-and feared-the 
end of femininity and the family and the 
beginning of unneeded SOCial reform and 
elections determined by an unpredic­
table but solid bloc of women's votes. 

The predictions did not come true. In 
fact, the elections following passage of 
the suffrage amendment were an­
ticlimactic compared to the years of in­
tense effort to win the vote. In the 1924 
election, only one-third of the women 
eligible to vote cast their ballots. As late 
as 1960, the voter turnout rate for women 
was still 11 percentage points behind the 
rate for men. Moreover. it appeared that 
the way women voted was in­
distinguishable from the way men voted. 

Today, 65 years after women began 
voting (the 19th Amendment to the Con­
stitution became law on Aug. 26, 19201, 
political historians talk matter-of-factly 
about gender gaps, women's issues, the 
feminist vote and the impact of a female 
vice presidential candidate on an elec­
tion. In 1980, for the first time in history, 
the proportion of women who reported 
voting (59.4 percent) was higher than 
that of men (59.1 percent>. 

When the 1980 and 1984 election 
returns were examined, pollsters took 
note of the long-awaited difference in 
men's and women's votes in presiden­
tial, state and local races and labeled 
that difference the "gender gap." 

The term may be new, but the 
phenomenon has been developing for 
some time, says Marjorie Lansing, co­
author of Women and Politics: The Visi­
ble Majority. Within the past decade or 
so, Lansing says, the women's move­
ment has been accompanied by the 
•·growth of an invisible majority <form­
ed by women) in the electorate which 
has coalesced at limes to influence 
public policy." 

Ethel Klein, a political scientist at Col­
umbia University and author of Gender 
Politics, says that "even when men and 
women vote for the same candidate, a 
women's vote exists so long as women 
vote for that candidate for different 
reasons." If, for example, women vote 
for a Democrat because of the party's 
position on social services or defense 
spending while men vote for the same 
candidate because of unemployment 
and labor issues, Klein contends, there 
is "a women's vote irrespective of the 
fact that both men and women voted for 
the Democrat." 

In several 1984 state elections the 
gender gap was more pronounced than 
in the landslide presidential election, ac­
cording to data compiled by the Center 
for the American Woman and Politics at 
Rutgers University. Women's participa­
tion, in fact, determined the outcome of 
races in Illinois, Michigan, Massachu­
setts and Iowa. <Since ballots are 
anonymous, information on how men 
and women vote comes from exit poll in­
terviews and opinion surveys conducted 
by major national news organizations.> 

The journey to the gender gap was 
long and difficult. Officially, it began 
with an 1848 Seneca Falls <N.Y.) con­
vention which resolved "that it is the du­
ty of the women of this country to secure 
for themselves their sacred right to the 
elective franchise." But women's in­
terest and involvement in elections goes 
back to the first presidential campaigns, 
when women worked behind the scenes, 
organizing political meetings and lun­
cheons, making campaign items and at­
tending rallies. 

Many mementoes of these early cam­
paigns, as well as treasured suffrage ar­
tifacts, are collected, studied and ex­
hibited in the Smithsonian's National 
Museum of American History in Wash­
ington, D.C. 

Some 19th-century election objects 
were made by women and others were 
aimed at women, but all had a distinct 
"home" appeal-sewing boxes, ceramic 
tableware, quilts and pendants. The 
thinking at the time was that "women 
would influence the votes of their 
husbands and sons even though the 
women themselves could not go to the 
polls," Edith Mayo, political history 
curator at the museum, says. "Ironical­
ly, political activities and party affilia­
tions were considered family affairs.:· 

After the first 15 presidential elec­
tions, some women were ready to pro­
gress from influencing male voters to 
voting themselves. Thus began the 
decades-long suffrage movement in 
America. A tour of the museum's "We 
the People" exhibition gives a glimpse 
of that struggle: the table on which the 
Seneca Falls "Declaration of Senti­
ments" was written; the desk used by 
suffragist Susan B. Anthony who 
devoted 54 years to the cause; picketers; 
banners; parade posters and sashes, 
fans c "Keep Cool and Raise a Breeze for 
Suffrage" land a Washington, D.C., jail 
key to the cells where suffragist 
demonstrators were imprisoned in 1917. 

Organized efforts to secure the vote 
for women began in 1867 with a state 
referendum in Kansas. It failed. But in 
1869, Wyoming became the first state to 
enfranchise women and two national 
suffrage associations were formed, later 
merging under President Susan B. An­
thony to become the National American 
Woman's Suffrage Association. 

Universal suffrage, many women 
hoped, would become a reality thro~gh 
victory state by state. And so, accordmg 
to records kept by suffrage leader Car­
rie Chapman Catt, there were 47 cam­
paigns to convince state cons~itution~l 
conventions to write suffrage mto their 
constitutions, ?:17 campaigns to adopt 
suffrage in state party platforms and 480 
effQrts to ask state legislatures to sub­
mit suffrage amendments to their 
voters. By 1913, nine states, all west of

the Mississippi, had enfranchised 
women. 

Contronted in 1916 with seemingly 
endless stalemate and questionable vote 
recounts in some states, historian 
Eleanor Flexner explains in her book, 
Century of Struggle, "the eyes of more 
and more suffragists began turning to 
Washington, where in the nation's 
capital, a new suffrage venture was 
under way." 

That year, 5,000 NAWSA members 
lobbied the Republican Com~ention to 
get suffrage on the platform. Mean­
while, suffragists continued to "work 
on" Congress, although interest in the 
federal suffrage amendment was at an 
all-time low, Flexner says. 

The opposition that confronted suf­
fragists on both state and national fronts' 
was formidable: political parties that 
could not be sure of winning if women 
were enfranchised, big-city political 
machines suspicious of women's desires 
to "clean up" politics, brewers and li­
quor lobbies concerned that women 
voters would support prohibition, 
wealthy "antis" <as suffrage opponents 
were called) who argued that voting 
would place a burden on women whose 
place was in the home, an'd Southern 
politicians who did not want newly­
enfranchised women calling attention to 
their racially discriminatory voting 
policies. And there was the psychologi­
cal barrier Mayo adds, of a society 
"based on women in private rather than 
public roles." 

Despite the obstacles, the movement 
steadily gained ground. NA WSA launch­
ed an aggressive new strategy <Mrs. 
Catt's "Winning Plan"), the role of 
women changed as millions entered the 
work force during World War I and, 
gradually, both men and women came 
to believe in the equity of a democracy 
which allowed all citizens to vote. 

In addition, suffrage activities were 

becoming more visible to the public. 
Newspapers of the day were saturated 
with suffrage stories. Parades, conven­
tions, auto pilgrimages and pickets 
were organized by both factions of the 
movement-the mainstream NAWSA 
and the National Woman's Party, an ac­
tivist group headed by Alice Paul, a 
social worker and suffragist who had 
been trained in the militant British 
women's movement. 

In 1917, the first suffrage pickets, 
organized by the Woman's Party, stood 
silently outside the White House gates 
with banners asking Woodrow Wilson, 
"Mr. President, What Will You Do For 
Woman Suffrage?" It was the first time 
any group had picketed the White 
House, and crowd reactions ranged 
from curiosity to sympathy. However, 
as the nation entered World War I and 
as the suffragists' signs grew bolder and 
were perceived as unpatriotic, onlookers 
became violent. Although the women 
were not the perpetrators of this 
violence, they were the ones who were 
arrested-and jailed. By year's end, 97 
women were serving terms of up to six 
months. The charge: obstructing side­
walk traffic. 

By 1918, 11 states, including New York 
which was crucial to the movement's 
success, had granted "full suffrage" (as 
opposed to presidential suffrage). In 
May 1919, Congress passed the suffrage 
amendment and it was then ratified by 
the states. In August 1920, the amend­
ment became law, 26 million American 
women became voters and the NA WSA 
was renamed the League of Women 
Voters. 

Thus ended a 72-year effort and began 
a new women's battle, as Carrie Chap­
man Catt put it, for entry through the 
" locked door" of political parties. "If 
you really want your vote to count,'' Catt 
told suffragists in 1920, "make your way 
there."

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Was Vote Fraud Confined 
Only to Martin County? 
S~nce the Martin county grand jury has indicted some twenty 

residents of the county on election fraud charges of one kind 
or another and a further probe into the primary election held 
~here last Ma~ is promised, one may, quite naturally, wonder 
if other counties don't need the same kind of scrutiny. 

Surely M~rtin is not the only county where votes were for 
sale and were bought, or where voters received "help" illegal­
ly, or where the vulnerable absentee voting law was abused. 
Th~ keen interest which opposing factions in Floyd county 

have m controlling the composition of the list of precinct elec­
tion officers somehow hints that those officers must have a 
val~e to the group that sponsors them that transcends the plain 
busmess of conducting a fair and impartial election. 

It is important that honest votes not be offset by illegal votes. 
Perhaps every circuit court would render a real service by em­
panelling a special grand jury after each election to take a 
close look into what happened. 

And the problems encountered with the absentee ballot 
should be a concern of the next General Assembly. The law 
should be amended to require advance publication of the name 
and address of each person applying for an absentee ballot, 
with the reason for applying. That would lighten the work of 
any grand jury called to investigate election fraud, and it 
would put an end to the mass absenteeism of voters.

The morning newspaper has an arti­
cle about the trouble they're having 
down South with the· iniquitous kudzu 
vine. The article says this pestiferous 
gift of Japan to the U.S. has spread even 
as far north as Kentucky (to which we 
reply, show us a part of Kentucky where 
it hasn't been for years ). 

Kudzu, like that other scourage, multi­
flora rose, was at one time promoted by 
state and federal agriculture people, 
and, now that we've got both, nobody 
seems to know what to do about the 
situation.

At on'e time kudzu, a farm publication 
reported, provided feed for hogs, down 
South. That was great till the owner 
decided to round up his hogs. They were 
so deep in the stuff, he couldn't find 
them.

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as well as innate mental ability. 
The article, "Floyd County Report on 

KEST (Kentucky Essential Skills 
Test), " in the August issue of the 
newsletter actually reports on the 
results not of the KEST but of the Com­
prehensive Test of Basic Skills ( CTBS), 
which was administered to grades 3, 5, 
7 and 10 in all Floyd schools last April. 

The report noted that students here 
scored lower than the state average on 
the tests-Floyd ranked 174th out of 
Kentucky's 180 school districts-but 
went on to say that the students did bet­
ter than expected in view of their abili­
ty, as measured on yet another test, 
known as the Test of Cognitive Skills 
(TCS). 

The TCS is described in the article as 
"a potential learning index ... an in­
dicator of student ability and a predic­
tor of academic success. " Taking into 
account their TCS rating, Floyd students 
"scored beyond their ability level" on 
the CTBS, the report says. "Students in 
Floyd county should have scored much 
lower than they did with consideration 
of their measured ability," the report 
continued. 

That's the kind of interpretation that 
infuriates the mother quoted earlier. 
" It's an insult to our heritage, an insult 
to our children's heritage," she said this 
week. 

Another parent, who said she feared 
retaliation by school administrators if 
her name were used, agreed. "Native 
ability, that's all you ever hear," she 
said. " It throws the blame back not on­
ly on our children but on our parents. 
People in Floyd county are not that 
dumb." 

" I wouldn't go so far as to say Floyd 
students are dumb," said Jervis. "What 
I would say is that they are not as ex­
posed as are some other children to an 
atmosphere which is conducive to 
learning. " 

While tests like the TCS are supposed 
to be free of any cultural bias, "it is hard 
to take the culture out of a test," Jervis 
said. That means, he explained, that in 
an area where relatively few parents 
read to their children, where there are 
few books in the home, and where 
children are not familiar with libraries 
and museums, they are more apt to do 
poorly on tests designed to measure 
their likelihood of succeeding in school. 

The school system cannot evade 
responsibility for the thin cultural air 
that Floyd youngsters are forced to 

· breathe, argued one parent, who noted 
that the school where her two children 
ar~ enrolled lacks a library. 

Overcrowded and ill-equipped 
classrooms are also the responsibility of 
school officials, she said, adding, 
''Teachers don't get any help. With what 
the board of education is providing 
teachers, it's surprising the children are 
doing as well as they are."

DON'T REWARD TEACHERS: PAY THEM 

By Shirley Baechtold 
The passage of House Bill 6 while 

clearly a victory for education ln Ken­
tucky • was hardly ar rousing triumph 
for teachers. Disturbingly evident is a 
continuing reluctance to pay Kentucky 
teach_ers fair salaries, the kinds of 
salanes that ~~uld restore our prestige, 
buoy our spmts and convince those 
"brightest and best" graduates that 
teaching is a desirable profession. 

The hard core of opposition to the 
longevity raises and the insistence, by 
some, that future pay raises be tied to 
something called "teacher perfor­
mance" are simply indications that 
many Kentuckians are still unwilling to 
accept teachers as professionals who 
c~n be trus~ed to perform competently, 
wtth or Without punitive checklists 
career ladders and promises of merit 
pay. 

Strangely lacking in the rhetoric sur­
~oundi_ng the "teacher accountability" 
tssue ts testimony from th~ teachers 
themselves. Many teachers- indeed 
perhaps most of us- believe that such 
reward systems are divisive and de­
meaning. Moreover, our journals report 
that reward systems, in states where 
they have been tried, have not worked. 

If _I could speak for the teaching pro­
fess tOn, I would say, to the legislators 
to the administrators, and to those wh~ 
are de~iding the future of Kentucky's 
educatwn: We are professionals. Don't 
reward us for doing our jobs-pay us. 

Decide what our jobs are worth ac­
cording to today's standards. Pay ~sin 
terms of how close you can come to 
those standards-not in terms of how lit­
tle we will settle for. Many of us look at 
the statistics-the average salaries or 
median salaries- and wonder how we 
became the forgotten minority, the 
group whose salaries lie far below the 
mean. These low salaries can be 
equated with low morale, but not with 
low effort. Our commitment to teaching 
transcends salary issues, and most of us 
are giving our best because our commit­
ment demands it, not because our 
evaluators demand it. Pay us for doing 
our jobs Pay us in good faith. 

And in good faith, we will continue to 
do our best. If we don't, get rid of us. As 
in other professions, we have our share 
of mediocrity and, y_es, a small percen­
tage of teachers who are ineffective or 
even incompetent. If we are clearly in­
competent, fire us; we too deplore in­
competence in our profession. If we lack 
basic skills, don't hire us, even if we are 
related to the chairman of the school 
board. 

If you think we are ineffective, tell 
us- not by innuendo or oblique action­
but straight out. Perhaps we can show 
you a teaching situation that makes ef­
fective teaching impossible. If you know 
ways we can become more effective 
teachers, show us. If we still do not im­
prove, replace us. Get us out of harm's 
way and hire the brightest and best 
young graduates. Pay them for doing 
the job. 

Like other professionals, we become 
more effective when we practice what 
we are trained to do. We become better 
teachers through teaching, not by tak­
ing classes that tell us how to teach. Pro­
vide us with summer employment or 
grants through which we can practice 
our craft. 

Also, like other professionals, we con­
sider it important to keep up with the 
literature in our fields, and we con­
tribute time, talent and money to our 
professional activities . Encourage us in 
these activities, but don't reward us. 
Professional growth is necessary in our 
jobs. Pay us for doing our jobs. 

We oppose merit pay systems, but not 
because we fear that we do not 
"measure up" as effective teachers. We 
oppose them because they denigrate our 
profession and because they cloud the 
salary issue. We are wary of being 
evaluated by adminis trators whose 
academic priorities may be very dif­
ferent from our own. We are wary of the 
evaluative criteria : Can teaching effec­
tiveness be measured fairly and ac­
curately? How do you document 
warmth, energy and creativity? We are 
wary of the political implications of 
reward systems: Will winning coaches 
move up the career ladder faster than 
losing coaches? Will teachers in com­
petitive fields such as science, math and 
business be more likely to be rewarded 
tha n teachers who can be more easily 
replaced? 

Finally, we are wary of the apprehen­
sion, the dissension, and the bitterness 
merit pay decisions can create. We don't 
want to compete with our colleagues, 
who are a lso overworked and underpaid, 
for a share of merit dollars. Even more 
divisive are merit raises based on a 
percentage of one's salary, for this 
system puts a greater value on the 
meritorious service of high-salaried per­
sonnel and further alienates and 
discourages beginning teachers and the 
aforementioned "forgotten minority." 

Monetary rewards will not make us 
work harder or teach better. Effective 
teaching brings its own rewards, and 
none of them come in a paycheck. 
Higher salaries will help us teach bet­
ter either, but they will help us live be t­
ter . Higher salaries will raise our spirits 
and restore some of our professional 
pride and prestige. And perhaps higher 
salaries will enable us to say in good con­
science, to our children and to our 
brightest and best students, "I wish you 
would consider becoming a teacher."

Ex-Principal Says 
Rights Infringed 

For the past several months represen­
tatives of the Floyd County Board of 
Education have given blanket state­
~ents to the Floyd County Times. Dur­
mg this time no one has asked for the 
facts. The people of Floyd County 
deserve to know the truth and the 
suspect manner in the way the school 
board functions. 

The Floyd County Board of Education 
employs a bookkeeper in each high 
school to handle all money write 
receipts, keep ledgers up to dat~ accor­
ding to law, and make bank deposits. At 
the end of each month the bookkeeper 
prepares the monthly financial report 
for the school. My bookkeeper at 
Wheelwright Higb School gave me the 
report each month and I checked it for 
accuracy. All reports that I signed were 
correct and have been proven accurate 
by two audits. A copy of the financial 
report is sent to Mr. Ray Brackett each 
month. ~e never, in my tenure, called 
and satd there was an error or 
something needed to be corrected. 

On January 30, 1985 the state auditors 
came to Wheelwright High School for an 
audit. They told me bur bookkeeping 
records were being kept according to 
Kentucky School Regulations and 
everything was in good order. 

On March 7 we had a pre-planned 
bomb threat at Wheelwright High 
School. It was so well planned that it 
lasted two days after I was transferred 
to another school. I did not resign as 
principal of Wheelwright High School, 
but was transferred to a teaching posi­
tion out of my field of certification 
<which is against state law). 

Later a politically motivated audit 
was conducted on the same books. 
Remember, the books were in good 
order in January and very little school 
was held in February due to the 
weather. I was not informed of the audit. 
No one contacted me for a response, and 
I have not been allowed to see the books. 
I received a form letter which had been 
sent to several school employees in May 
requesting I attend the June school 
board meeting. The letter did not in­
dicate any charges and only that the ac­
counts were in the red. 

At the June 19 board meeting my at­
torney and I met with the board in ex­
ecutive session, for a hearing. That was 
the first time I was completely inform­
ed of the board's purpose for the hear­
ing. The hearing was then re-scheduled 
on June 26. My attorney advised me to 
offer a financial settlement since I was 
responsible for the action of other 
employees. I made an offer which in­
cluded total payment for school pictures 
lost in the mail. We left the meeting with 
no acceptance of the offer and waited for 
a response which never came. 

The ledgers of our school, the monthly 
financial statement, and the bank 
balance has been proven to be correct 
by two audits. The letter of the law has 
been satisfied by everything being 
recorded on the ledger that agreed with 
the bank balance to the penny. The spirit 
of the law does not imply a person is 
responsible for entries never recorded 
in the ledgers. 

The Board of Education could have 
accepted my offer, but chose to try my 
case in the newspapers, by letting their 
representative make incorr~ct, inac­
curate, and false statements to the 
press. All my rights were violated, and 
false statements to the press. All my 
rights were violated, after the executive 
session, by remarks printed in the Floyd 
County Times that has damaged my 
personal and professional reputation. 
The board, also, took on the role of the 
court and decided if other employees 
were guilty or innocent. In our free coun­
try a person is innocent until proven 
guilty in a court of law. 

I have a continuing contract of 
employment with the Floyd County 
Board of Education. Each day I am not 
placed in a position is a violation of state 
law. If the board does not honor my con­
tinuing contract, other teachers may 
receive the same treatment in the 
future. No teacher will be safe from 
politically motivated hirings, firings , 
transfers and placement.

When Morris Isaac, Martin coal 
operator and chairman of the Floyd 
Democratic Executive Committee 
presented for committee approval hi~ 
list of 192 nominees for the polling-booth 
posts, there were those who said he was 
trying to "set up the precincts" to 
facilitate a victory next May for state 
Rep. Jim Rose, whose district embraces 
11 precincts in this county. 

(For some members of a Democratic 
faction led by Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo, thwarting Isaac was part of a 
larger strategy for containing the in­
fluence here of state Sen. Benny Ray 
Bailey, of whom both Isaac and Rose are 
reputed to be political allies.) 

(Isaac, formerly deputy judge­
executive, was fired by Stumbo in June, 
after he allegedly came out in support 
of Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen-also said to be an ally of 
Bailey-in the last days of Allen's unsuc­
cessful race against Stumbo in the May 
primary.) 

Delores F. Dingus, executive commit­
tee vice-<:hairman and county finance of­
ficer, proposed an alternate Jist of 
nominees, one that Isaac characterized 
as " John M. and Shag's list"-a 
reference to the judge-executive and to 
school board member Ray "Shag" 
Campbell. 

"John and Shag run the school board; 
now they want to run the committee " 
said Isaac, who described his o~n 
nominees as having "grassroots" 
support. 

By the time the issue was voted on- 11 
committee members voted for the alter­
nate list, while Isaac was joined only by 
Gary Lovely- it was a foregone conclu­
sion. An earlier vote, on a successor to 
replace Oliver Williamson on the 
committee- Williamson died last Oc­
tober in an auto accident-had already 
indicated which way the wind was 
blowing. 

In that vote, 10 voted for John M. 
Stumbo to take Williamson's place 
while three- Isaac, Lovely and Ernest 
G. Burchett- voted for Pauline William­
son, the dead man's widow, as his 
successor. 

Precinct officers- two Democrats and 
two Republicans in each of the county's 
48 precincts- are selected by the coun­
ty board of elections. The county clerk 
and sheriff are automatically members 
of the board, which also includes a 
Republican and a Democratic represen­
tative. Under party rules, the party's 
representative on the elections board is 
supposed to select precinct officers from 
the list furnished by the party's exe­
cutive committee. 

Heightening interest this year in the 
selection of precinct officers is not only

Tourism Dept. To Give 
Fall Foliage Information 

For the first time, travelers to Ken­
tucky this fall will be able to get up-to­
date information on the state's beautiful 
fall foliage. Tourism Secretary Wendell 
Combs said last week. 

Through a cabinet program called 
"ColorFALL Kentucky," a visitor will 
be able to call a toll-free phone number, 
1-800-225-8747, to obtain a region-by­
region summary of foliage conditions. 
The information will be updated week­
ly. The program starts Sept. 24, unless 
leaf conditions dictate an earlier or 
later start. · 

Combs said Color FALL Kentucky will 
be similar to established fall foliage pro­
grams in other states. "The fall-foliage 
season is very important to the tourism 
economies of New Hampshire, Vermont, 
and other states," Combs said. "We 
believe there is excellent potential for 
growth for fall-foliage sightseeing in 
Kentucky.'' 

ColorFALL Kentucky is a cooperative 
effort of the Office of the Secretary, the 
Department of Travel Development, 
and the Department of Parks. Under the 
program, state park naturalists at eight 
reporting stations throughout the state 
will report to the Department of Parks 
central office the progress of leaf color 
changes. The information will be 
depicted on a map and also reported in 
an accom{lanying news release. The 
weekly map and release will be sent to 
TV weathercasters at 25 stations in Ken­
tucky and surrounding states. More than 
300 newspapers and radio stations in the 
region also will receive the map and 
release.

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THE HELLBENDER 
Across the watery depths it crawls, its 

slimy, two-foot-long body crowned by a 
large, flat head with small, beady eyes 
and a wide mouth. Its greenish-brown 
skin hangs loosely along its sides in large 

. folds. What is this thing? A miniatur~ 
Loch Ness monster? Some creature that 
crawled the earth millions of years ago? 

'.No, this b1zarre, grotesque animal, 
·which looks more like a bad dream than 
' a living creature, is the fifth largest 
-:salamander in the world and Jives right 
·here in Kentucky. It is Cryptobranchus 
alleghaniensis, or the Hellbender. 

The Hellbender Jives under rocks in 
deep, swift streams and lakes. They are 
;found all over Kentucky , except west of 
·the lower Cumberland River, and are 
'most common in the upper reaches of 
the Cumberland, Kentucky and Licking 
river systems. They eat crayfish, 
stream insects, and almost any other 
animal living in the water that they can 
catch. The females, which are lager 
than the males, lay twisted strands of 
pale, yellowish eggs in late summer and 
early fall. A male will guard the eggs 
from several females for two or three 
months until they hatch into inch-long 
larvae. 

Many Kentucky fishermen are 
familiar with the Hellbender. In fact, 
they will cut their line and Jose their 
tackle rather than touch it's slimy body, 
for it's reputed to be poisonous. Actual­
ly, the Hellbender is not poisonous and, 
although it lookes mean, is not par­
ticularly vicious. But be careful, 
because it does have teeth, and it will 
bite if provoked. You can tell a 
Hellbender from a Mudpuppy, another 
large aquatic salamander, because a 
Mudpuppy is smaller and has bushy gills 
on each side of its head. 

Hellbenders are often eaten by catfish 
and occasionally injured by fishermen. 
Their greatest enemy, though, is in­
creasing development. Siltation, water 
po'nution, and thermal pollution may be 
eliminating them from some regions. 

The Kentucky Nature Preserves Com­
mission is concerned about the 
Hellbender and other endangered 
species. Why should we care about the 
welfare of such an ugly creature? As a 
living fossil, this primitive salamander 
has taught us about the biological 
history of our continent. The closest liv­
ing relative of this species lives in Asia, 
supporting the idea that the Asian and 
American continents were once joined. 
The Hellbender has a place in the nature 
of things-just as much as a beautiful 
butterfly or a soaring bird. 

Junk Food To Go? 
Removing all junk food from Floyd

Most drugs sold in pharmacies in the 
United States are safe and work as in­
tended. Just the same, it's best to exer 
cise great care when taking any medica­
tion: don't take more than the recom­
mended dosages and watch out for 
undesirable side effects, the September 
Reader's Digest advises. 

That advice should be especially heed­
ed when taking such commonly 
available over-the-counter medications 
like aspirin and cold remedies, or fre­
quently prescribed drugs like birth con­
trol pills and tranquilizers. 

Specifically, The Digest offers these 
consumer tips on 10 commonly used 
drug types: 

-Aspirin. Never take more than two 
5-grain tablets every four hours for a 
maximum of 10 days-three for fever .' 
Before taking another drug or undergo­
ing surgery, tell your doctor if you've 
been taking aspirin. 

Some 'potential side effects : stomach 
pain and nausea. Ringing in the ears is 
also possible, but that's generally the 
sign of a high dose and goes away when 
you stop taking the drug. 

-Acetaminophen. Although this 
aspirin substitute is generally free of 
side effects, a large overdose can lead 
to serious, even fatal liver damage. The 
recommended dosage is the same as for 
aspirin. 

-Antacids. It's best to take them one 
hour after meals and not with other 
medicines. Excessive use can lead to 
constipation or diarrhea. 

-Cold Medications. No drugs can 
cure a cold; they can, however, relieve 
symptoms. Thus if your doctor 
prescribes cold medication, ask why. If 
it's an antibiotic-which will not cure the 
cold-it may be a waste of money. 

-Allergy Drugs. Like cold medica­
tions, generally they only relieve symp­
toms. Antihistamines should not be 
taken by people with glaucoma, or by 
men with enlarged prostates, and not 
combined with alcohol. Besides 
drowsiness, they can cause dry mouth, 
nose and throat. 

-t?-ntibiotics. Because these prescrip­
tion drugs work over time, it's important 
to keep taking them even after your 
symptoms disappear. Also, read the 
label to find out if they should be taken 
only on an empty stomach. Watch out 
for allergies, and be careful of overuse, 
which may lead to the development of 
resistant strains of micro-organisms. 

- Birth Control Pills. "The Pill" is the 
most widely studied drug in history. 
Mter two decades, scientists have learn­
ed that: 

The risk of heart disease and stroke 
increases in women over age 35 who 
smoke while on the pill. 

It's not recommended for women with 
high blood pressure, diabetes, liver 
disease or a family history of heart 
disease, regardless of age. 

Hormonal fluctuations in pill users 
can alleviate symptoms of depression in 
some women and worsen them in others. 

There's no firm evidence that the pill 
causes cancer. 

Newer-formula pills-containing 
lower doses of estrogen and progeste­
rone-are less likely to cause weight 
change, breast tenderness, abdominal 
cramps or skin discoloration, but more 
likely to cause menstrual irregularities. 

- Diet Aids. The Food and Drug Ad­
ministration (FDA) is still weighing 
evidence before deciding if 
phenylpropanolamine (PPA) contained 
in diet aids is completely safe. <The FDA 
finds PPA safe and effective for short­
time use.) Two Washington, D.C. con-

Overuse of drugs like 
Valium can lead to tolerance, making 
you need more of the drug. And sudden 
withdrawal can lead to unpleasant 
symptoms.

State Education Department, 
Supt. McDonald Under Fire 

Supt. of Schools E.P. Grigsby, Jr. and 
the Floyd County Board of Education, 
who have been hard-pressed by the state 
Department of Education to forestall a 
possible state takeover of the Floyd 
school system, were not displeased to 
learn last week that the state depart­
ment and State Supt. Alice McDonald 
are themselves under fire. 

- The state Department of Education 
has incorrectly spent $186,876 in federal 
child nutrition funds, according to a 
federal audit of the state Division of 
Food Services. 

-And Commonwealth's Attorney 
Morris Burton, of the Franklin Circuit 
Court, announced that he will in­
vestigate allegations that a state-owned 
print shop did personal work for Supt. 
McDonald. 

The nutrition audit, conducted by the 
Food and Nutrition Service of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, also lists 
many problems in the slflte's manage­
ment of child-nutritiort programs. 

Many of the problems were traced in 
the 36-page report to personnel practices 
in the division, including the hiring of un­
qualified employees and disjointed 
management. 

A story in the Frankfort State Journal 
recently quoted two unidentified Depart­
ment of Education employees as saying 
they had seen the printing work done at 
the agency's shop in Frankfort. 

The allegations concern a brochure 
describing rental opportunities at a 
Florida condominium owned by 
McDonald and her husband, Glenn, and 
invitations to his birthday party in May. 

Speaking through her spokeswoman, 
Barbara McDaniel, Supt. McDonald 
called the charges " absolutely false. "

Rourke, John Lone, Ariane. * * 
By J.T. YURKO 

Five years and $44 million 
ago, Michael Cimino present­
ed "Heaven's Gate." Holly­
wood had seen plenty of other 
big-budget and over-budget 
disasters, but none of them 
approached the critical and 
popular denunciation of that 
film. 

But for all its faults, "Heav­
en's Gate" was never inept. 
The movie as a whole may 
have been a total flop, but Ci­
mino directed every scene 
with a visceral urgency. And 
even Cimino's earlier (and 
highly acclaimed) "The Deer 
Hunter" lacked viewpoint. 
"Deer Hunter" certainly 
struck a common nerve, but in 
retrospect, individual scenes 
were considerably more pow­
erful than the overall film. 

Cimino's latest effort, "Year 
of the Dragon," demonstrates 
that he is still able to wring ev­
ery ounce of emotion out of a 
scene. But step back for a 
moment and the overview is 
cloudy and ambiguous. 

The movie features Mickey 
Rourke as a cop who rushes in 
where others fear to tread. 
Sent into Chinatown to stop 
gang violence, he . uncovers 
the kind of organized crime 
that makes "The Godfather" 
gang look like a couple of pet­
ty iarcenists. 

The Chinese immigrant 
population is treated very dif­
ferently from the way in which 
Cimino treated the Eastern 
Europeans in " Heaven 's 
Gate" or the Polish/Siovak 
steelworkers in "Deer Hunt­
er." In fact, the Chinese are 
portrayed with an overt rac­
ism that can only partially be 
dismissed because of the 
criminal occupations of the 
characters. 

Like "The Deer Hunter," 
the main protagonists are 
compulsive neurotics. Rourke 
wants to crush the crime ring 
with a fervor that goes far be­
yond anything he owes in re­
turn for his paycheck, and 
John Lone as the self-ap­
pointed Godfather of China­
town has a lust for power that 
can only be described as 
aberant. 

Cimino doesn 't pull any 
punches with stylistics. Vio­
lence and tension are his play­
things, and he manipulates 
them - and us - with 
sledgehammer results. 

"Year of the Dragon" only 
demonstrates that Cimino is 
now capable of presenting a 
film on budget. It features no 
great stylistic or thematic 
breakthroughs.

been using any chemicals, except for a 
little Menzate 200 to kinda control the 
bugs. It's just all compost, regular barn­
yard manure." 

Martin has two other gardens which 
says aren't doing as well as this one. In 
both he's using chemical fertilizer. 

In addition to the compost, Martin is 
using a couple of other gardening techni­
ques, isolating the different crops and in­
sulating them with black plastic cover. 

·'The logs I put around the beds keep 
the different vegetables isolated. I can 
grow more of each in less space, and 
have fewer weeds," he said.

The plastic, he said, holds heat, allow­
ing him to work a little earlier in the 
year. Later in the year, when the soil 
begins to dry out, it helps retain mois­
ture. 

One of the few problems Martin is 
having with his organic garden is shared 
by his other gardens as well. The 
tomatoes, it seems, are coming in a lit­
tle rough this year. Several vines have 
produced mutated clusters growing as 
one tomato, where there should have 
been two, or in some cases three or four. 
Martin attributes this to the weather, 
with swings in temperature and mois­
ture being the suspected culprits. 

Martin said that every year he plants 
more than his family could possibly use, 
and he gives much of the excess to 
friends and relatives . 

"I do it more as a h~bby," he said. " I 
give some to my mother, some to my 
father-in-law and mother-in-law." 

And, he said, he never sells his 
produce. 

"When you sell it, people don't think 
it's as good, but when you give it away, 
they really like it, " he said.

Jeep CJ7 from the Ed Walters lot. The 
incident occurred Saturday when two 
juveniles reportedly removed the jeep 
from the dealership and went joyriding. 
Fletcher said officers recovered the jeep 
at Corn Fork, and his department was 
pressing charges against the suspects. 

A spokesman for the Floyd county 
Sheriff's Department said things were 
equally quiet across the county. Depu­
ty Paul Auxier said this year was "the 
quietest Labor Day in a long time," in­
dicating that the department in­
vestigated about the same number of 
complaints as on a normal weekend, 
with "just a few public intoxication" ar­
rests being made. 

At Kentucky State Police Post 9 in 
Pikeville, Trooper Homer Coleman said 
things were pretty calm throughout the 
Post's five-county area. 

"There was nothing serious, thank 
God," said Coleman, who said troopers 
had issued 348 traffic citations and made 
25 DUI arrests in the five counties. 
Statistics for Floyd county alone were 
unavailable. Coleman said a normal 
weekend would see about half as many 
DUis, but in general "it was a normal 
weekend for us." 

"I think we've done an exceptionally 
good job for the people this week," he 
said. "Any time you can get 25 people 
who are intoxicated off the road and 
slow down 348 speeders, you make 
things a lot safer." 

Parents Can Help 
Their Youngsters Learn 

Can parents help their youngsters 
with their schoolwork? The answer is a 
resounding "Yes!" from America's top 
teachers. In a report prepared for the 
September Reader's Digest, some of the 
nation's "Teachers of the Year" share 
their tips on how parents can be part of 
the educational process. 

-Show interest. If you ask, "What did 
you do in school today?" and your child 
responds, "Nothing," make your ques­
tions more specific. If she continues to 
be the uncommunicative clam, at least 
she knows you care about school. 

-Be positive. Children learn best 
when they feel good about themselves, 
so try to recognize even the smallest im­
provements. Never use humiliation or 
ridicule. 

-Children learn best from someone 
they respect. If you have differences 
with the teacher, take them up with the 
teacher directly. Do not criticize the 
teacher to the youngster. 

-Teach your child to wash the dishes, 
or care for the family pet, or make his 
own bed. Teachers say they can spot 
students who have chores: they do bet­
ter at schoolwork. 

-Don't worry too much if your 
youngster is reading "trash." It's the 
reading habit that's critical. Introduce 
good literature in paperbacks- it's less 
intimidating that way. 
-If there's a point in the homework 

that the child doesn't understand, don't 
jump in with a long explanation. A bet­
ter way is to ask her what she does 
understand. This should show you where 
the problem lies. 

-Teen-agers are struggling to 
become independent. They may act as 
if they don't want you to be involved, but 
do it anyway. Always find ways to say, 
" I'm interested. I care."

Rural Development Specialist 
Duff Retires After 34 Years 

Dr. Mike Duff, community develop­
ment specialist in the University of Ken­
tucky's College of Agriculture, has 
retired after 34 years of service to Ken­
tuckians at the local, regional, state, na­
tional and international levels.

Duff became a full professor in 1969 
and was moved up to become assistant 
director for development programs.

Victim-Rights Groups Gain Ground Wai-Mart To Open 
A Maryland mother whose daughter 

was raped and murdered in 1982 has 
made the courtroom consideration of 
victims· rights and the prosecution of 
assailants more likely across the 
country. 

Stephanie Roper was shot to death in 
a suburban Maryland community; her 
assailants were picked up hours after 
the discovery of her body. As the 
September Reader's Digest reports, her 
parents understood immediately the im­
portance of a water-tight conviction. 
"Don't do anything to violate their 
rights," her father told the arresting 
detectives. "We want them brought to 
justice." 

The courtroom held surprises for the 
Ropers. While one defendant's former 
teacher and his prison minister were 
permitted to speak on his behalf, the 
judge ruled that Stephanie's character 
and her parents' grief were legally ir­
relevant. Further, the jury was permit­
ted to find "mitigating" factors in deter­
mining sentence, including considera­
tion of the guilty man's consumption of 
drugs and alcohol and the despair his ex­
ecution would cause his family. The 
sentences both men received were light. 

Roberta Roper convened the 
Stephanie Roper Committee to draw up 
a list of needed legislative reforms. They 
included the need to eliminate voluntary 
intoxication as a mitigating cir­
cumstance, to force courts to consider 
"victim-impact statements" and to 
make life sentence without parole an 
alternative for a convicted murderer. 

She traveled the state, drumming up 
signatures and support bef01:e she con­
fronted the Maryland General 
Assembly. And when she did testify 
before a joint General Assembly hear­
ing, she brought with her 24 boxes of sup­
porting petitions signed by more than 
90,000 Marylanders. By the time the 
General Assembly adjourned that ses­
sion, three Roper bills had passed and 
were subsequently signed into law. 

"Now Roberta turned the attention of 
her growing, 7000-member organization 
toward the courtroom," the Digest ar­
ticle continues. "To make sure the 
courts were following the new laws and 
to provide support for victims' families, 

Roper Committee members wearing 'I 
am a Victim' buttons began attending 
murder trials." 

The Roper Committee-now one of the 
largest victim-rights groups in the 
United States-continues to make an im­
pact. Three additional laws it original­
ly drafted became Maryland state law 
as of July 1, 1985. Victims of violent 
crime or their families can now request 
notification of parole hearings and deci­
sions and can file updated impact 
statements. Judges need no longer se­
quester victims of violent critne after 
they testify and may prohibit the release 
of a victim's or witness's address and 
telephone nl.IIllber during a criminal 
triaL

C. TEACHERS 
<Fourth in a Series) 

1. TEACHERS HAVE THE RIGHT TO: 
a. Expect the support and respect of students, parents, co-workers, 

and administrators. 
b. Work in an educational environment with a minimum of 

disruptions. 
c. Expect all assignments, including homework and make-up work, 

to be completed and turned in as assigned. 
d. Remove any student, from class, whose behavior significantly 

disrupts a positive learning environment, for no more than one 
class period during which time the student will be placed under 
the supervision of the principal. 

e. Safety from physical harm and freedom from verbal or writ­
ten abuse. 

f. Take action, necessary in emergencies, to protect their own per­
son or property, as well as the persons or property of those in 
their care. 

g. Provide input to aid in the formulation of policies that relate 
to their relationships with students and school personnel. 

h. Provide input to committees designed with the responsiblity of 
drafting policies affecting classroom teachers. 

2. TEACHERS HAVE THE RESPONSIBILITY TO: 
a . Present subject matter and experiences to students appropriate 

to their course or grade level and to inform students and parents 
or guardians of achievement and/or problems. 

b. Aid in planning a flexible curriculum which meets the needs of 
all students and which maintains high standards of academic 
achievement. 

c. Evaluate students' assignments and return them as soon as 
possible. · 

d. Reward exemplary student work and/or classroom behavior. 
e. Maintain necessary records of student progress and attendance 

as accurately as possible. 
f. Recommend for retention in a class any student who fails to 

meet the basic standards for such class. 
g. Maintain an atmosphere conducive to learning and good 

behavior and to exhibit an attitude of respect for students. 
h. Support and respect co-workers, administrators, and parents. 
i. Assist in the administration of such discipline as is necessary, 

and in a fair manner, to maintain order throughout the school. 
j. Care for the equipment and physical facilities of the school. 
k. Exhibit exemplary behavior in action and speech. 
l. Exhibit neatness and cleanliness of personal dress and hygiene. 
mFollow and enforce rules and regulations of the Board of Educa-

tion and individual school administration. 
D. PRINCIPALS/DESIGNATED ADMINISTRATOR 

1. PRINCIPALS/DESIGNATED ADMINISTRATORS HAVE THE 
RIGHT TO: 

a. The support of students, parents, and teachers in carrying out 
the educational programs and policies established by the school 
system. 

b. Provide input fqr the establishment of procedures and regula­
tions that relate to the school. 

c. Safety from physical harm and written or verbal abuse. 
d. Take necessary action in emergencies to protect his/her own 

person or property of those in his/her care. 
e. Suspend and/ or recommend the expulsion of any student whose 

conducr disrupts the educational process. 
f. Administer the school environment to provide the proper 

learning atmosphere. 
2. PRINCIPALS/DESIGNATED ADMINISTRATORS HAVE THE 

RESPONSIBILITIES TO: 
a. Implement, monitor, maintain, and evaluate all aspects of the 

educational program to improve learning and comply with the 
poficies, regulations, and procedures, or laws of the district, 
state and nation. 

b. Help to create and maintain an atmosphere which fosters the 
respect and consideration of the rights of all students, teachers, 
and parents. 

c. Administer discipline fairly and equally, following the guidelines 
set forth herein, but in doing so use his/her own best judgement. 

d. Exhibit exemplary behavior in action, dress, and speech. 
e. Communicate with students and parents the overall school 

objectives and programs and to discuss with parents their child's 
achievement and/or problems. 

f . Direct the school staff in developing, implementing, monitor­
ing and maintaining a program which communicates this CODE 
OF CONDUCT to the school community.
