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$10 Million State Help 
Seen H Tax Rate Upped 
$9 Million Seen 
For New Building 
If Rate at 25c 

There is state money to be spent on 
Floyd schools, provided local taxpayers 
pick up their share of the cost, a state 
Department of Education official told a 
Prestonsburg audience last week. 

Robert E. Spillman, associate 
superintendent for local services, told a 
meeting organized by the Floyd County 
Education Forum that, as a result of 
legislation enacted by the General 
Assembly in this summer's special ses­
sion, "we got as much money as we need 
for the next two years." 

In addition to an estimated $9 million 
in construction funds, the Floyd school 
district could get an additional $1 million 
a year from the power equalization 
fund-under a program designed to 
lessen the differences between poor and 
wealthy counties-he said. 

To qualify for the money, however, 
Floyd must raise its school tax to at least 
25 cents per $100 assessed valuation by 
next year-an increase of nearly 40 per­
cent over the 1984-'85 tax rate. 

<The Floyd Board of Education last 
September set the tax rate at 17.9 cents, 
the lowest of three possible rates. The 
so-called "compensating" rate, it was 
calculated to bring in about the same 
amount of tax revenue as in the previous 
year. Under House Bill44, which limits 
to four percent the annual growth in 
taxes which may be exacted without 
voter approval, the board could have set 
the rate at 18.6 cents or-,-subject to voter 
approval-as high as 27.9 cents.) 

<Board Chairman Dr. J.D. Adams 
urged passage of one of the higher rates 
but was outvoted. Three of his col­
leagu s on the board were up for re­
election and one of them-Dr. Mary 
Hall-was involved in a close race. 
Adams will himself face the voters again 
next year, as will Ray "Shag" 
Campbell.) 

In response to a question at last Tues­
day's meeting here, Spillman said the 
25-cent tax could be raised in the form 
of a property, utilities, occupational or 
special tax, or any combination of levies. 
Up to 25 cents, the tax is exempted from 
the recall provisions of House Bill44, he 
said. 

Asked last week what tax rate he 
would recommend the board adopt this 
fall, Acting Superintendent Ray 
Brackett replied. "The highest we can 
go." The school district will make the 
local tax effort required by the state, 
possibly by a combination of taxes, he 
said, adding, "We need funds to do the 
things that people want us to do." But, 
if a special tax is levied, "people will 
know exactly what they are getting for 
their money," he said. 

Assuming local taxes are raised to an

Nursing Home 
Alarm Voiced 
At Meet Here 

Area nursing home directors, alarm­
ed at recent medicaid cuts, held a lun­
cheon meeting last Friday at May Lodge 
to make their feelings known to state 
lawmakers. 

Out of the 10 legislators invited to at­
tend, only two, Senator Benny Ray 
Bailey, <D. Hindman) and Represen­
tative Clayton Little <D. Pike County), 
were in attendance. However organizers 
said the others had all indicated some 
degree of concern for their plight. 

The nursing home officials were angry 
that recent cuts, which reduce from $45 
to $33 per day the Medicaid payments 
made to their facilities for covered pa­
tients, were made on only four days 
notice. The cuts were designed, the state 
said, to affect only the provider <the 
nursing homes) and not the patient. The 
administrators argued, however, that 
"what affects the provider, affects the 
patient. " 

The new rate reflects the decision 
made by the Kentucky Medical Assis­
tance Program to pay only intermediate 
care reimbursements for skilled nursing 
patients who after Sept. 1 no longer meet 
the medical requirements for the skill­
ed nursing level of care and are awaiting 
placement in an intermediate care bed. 
However, those patients with the same 
classification in effect since before Sept. 
1 would still bring skilled nursing rates 
from the government until Jan. 31, 1986. 

Those who operate the nursing homes 
say the lower rates will mean lower 
quality service to patients, staff layoffs, 
and fewer patients being admitted from 
hospitals .

When a group of McDowell residents 
appeared last month before the Floyd 
fiscal court seeking help with their 
firehouse they made it clear that, 
although they would welcome some 
assistance, if necessary they would go 
it alone.

Johns Creek Fish Kill Poses 
Possible Dewey Lake Threat 

The corporate owners of a Pike coun­
ty coal mine from which a fish-killing 
chemical spill occurred last Friday on 
Johns Creek has been cited by the state 
Division of Water, posing the threat of 
a fine of as much as $10,000 to the firm 
if convicted. 

The spill involved two polymers used 
at the Scott's Branch mine of Pickands­
Mather & Co., of Cleveland, in coal pro­
cessing. After a supplier had reported­
ly placed the chemicals in the wrong 
tanks, the tanks were emptied into set­
tling ponds which overflowed into Johns 
Creek. 

some five miles upstream from the up­
permost limits of Dewey Lake. 

"In the scheme of things, this isn't the 
worst (spill) we've had," Burger said. 
"There are no water intakes involved 
and no water users affected, and to my 
knowledge there's no health hazard." 

The owners of the Scott's Branch mine 
notified state officials of the spill. Ralph 
Berge, of the Pickands-Mather public 
relations department, emphasized that 
the spill was accidental and that it in­
volved non-toxic chemicals. 

Pickens-Mather joined state and coun­
ty environmental and game and fish per­
sonnel in the investigation of the 
incident.

bookkeeping controls, and a reduction in 
the number of teachers teaching out of 
field. 

Housekeeping and maintenance are 
"much better this year than they have 
been in the past," bidding practices have 
improved and, while some are still 
teaching classes outside their main area 
of training, state officials recognize that 

Historic Logs Preserved 
Contrary to the caption under a photo 

in last week's Times, when the old Johns 
home on Front Street was razed recently 
by the Prestonsburg Fire Department, 
the 200-year-old logs in it were not 
destroyed.

Although a spokesman for the coal 
company said the chemical was not tox­
ic and Bill Burger, environmental 
response coordinator for the state 
Department for Environmental Protec­
tion, said the fish-kill resulted when the 
polymers depleted the oxygen in the 
stream, others were not so certain of this 
assessment. 

Ted Crowell, assistant director of

Wildlife Resources, said a test was made 
Monday that left him wondering. "We 
cut it (the chemical) 100 times (reduc­
ed it to 1% of full strength), then put 
minnows in the container with the 
weakened chemical, and in an hour 
every one of them was dead," he said.

All Frankfort offictals were Jacking in 
details as field personnel- biologists, en­
forcement officers and others- were at 
the scene of the spill and could not be 
contacted. Jerry Hurst, of the Division 
of Water, said approximately 4000 
gallons of the polymer spilled into the 
stream, but he thought the chemical 
would dilute before it reached Dewey 
Lake, some 12 miles farther 
downstream and that fish in the im­
poundment were not threatened. 

Crowell, however, was of the opinion 
that the chemical could affect lake fish. 
He based this fear on his understanding 
that the chemical does not mix readily 
with water. 

The fish-kill, Crowell said he was told, 
is "extensive." · 

One man who was at the scene told of 
fish "running in droves," apparently 
trying to escape this chemical.

By Monday, the story was spreading 
afar that the source of the contamina­
tion of Prestonsburg's water supply was 
a human corpse. Another explanation 
traced the problem to tetracycline used 
to clear up an oil spill last week in 
Whitesburg. There were those who 
heard the water was polluted with mer­
cury, others who feared herpes and, in­
evitably, a report circulating by Tues­
day had a county high school shut down 
by an outbreak of AIDS. Such were the 
rumors unleashed in the wake of a boil 
'Water advisory issued Friday afternoon 
by the state Division of Water. 

There has been no evidence of con­
tamination by a dead body. Aides 
maybe, but no AIDS, are known to have 
turned up in the schools. Water samples 
have yielded no evidence of mercury. 
herpes virus, or tetracycline. And 
Whitesburg, for that matter, lies in a dif­
ferent watershed. 

What two of four water samples did 
show under laboratory analysis- the 
samples were taken Aug. 26, and Sept. 
3, 4 and 5- was "confluent growth with 
a green sheen." That is the appearance, 
say state officials, of the bacteria known 
scientifically as E coli. 

E coli, which showed up in samples 
taken from I vel and downtown Prestons­
burg, are a type of bacteria indicating 
the presence of human or animal wastes 
in the water supply. The con tam ina tion 
can cause gastrointestinal illnesses, 
such as diarrhea, and more serious in­
fections, such as typhoid. 

For all that, Prestonsburg Utilities 
Superintendent Bill H. Howard was 
visibly upset this week at what he 
regarded as hasty action by state water 
officials, action that he felt had unduly 
alarmed the city's water users and un­
fairly blackened the reputation of its 
water system. 

Water systems contiguous with the 
city system- the Auxier, Allen and San­
dy Valley systems, all of which buy their 
water from Prestonsburg- showed no 
evidence of contamination, Howard 
pointed out. and samples taken from the 
Prestonsburg water supply over the 
weekend ··were as clear as a bell" upon 
laboratory analysis, he said. 

Moreover, the textbooks say coliform 
bacteria cannot Jive in water that con­
tains as much as .2 parts per million of 
chlorine. the superintendent argued The 
concentration of chlorine never falls 

below 1.5 parts per million even at the 
extremities of the city system, he noted. 

John Smither, director of the Division 
of Water's drinking water branch, 
acknowledged this week that it was 
"unusual" that E coli should be found in 
the Prestonsburg system and not in the 
adjoining systems and that the bacteria 
should surv1ve in highly chlorinated 
water. But "we would rather err on the 
side of safety," he said. justifying his 
decision to order the posting of a boil 
water notice at 4:30p.m. Friday. "It's 
something we've got to clean up pretty 
fast,·· he said. 

A microbiologist and a sanitary 
engineer were dispatched here from 
Frankfort on Monday afternoon in an at­
tempt to assess the pollution, which 
Smither said likely came from a private 
well connected, illegally, to the public 
water system 

"If anyone has a well hooked up to the 
system, the best thing he could do would 
be to come forward" and notify authori­
ties, the state official said. 

After meeting with the state scientists 
Monday night, however, Floyd Health 
Department Director Earl Compton

in payment by the state could force 
hospitals to offset the payment reduc­
tions with various measures including 
reduced care to the indigent, the 
possibility of higher charges to the 
privately insured, or further reductions 
in operating costs.

"Kentucky hospitals do not want to 
sacrifice quality care and services to 
their patients beca use of these reduc­
tions, " said WilliamS. Conn, Jr., presi­
dent of the Hospital Association ( KHA l. 
"However, some actions may have to be 
taken by hospitals that they would 
prefer not to take."

The severity of the impact of the cuts 

will depend on many factors including 
the amount of Medicaid patients that are 
cared for in a hospital. The impact for 
some hospitals in Kentucky could be 
even greater. 

Some hospitals have hospital-based 
skilled nursing facilities which are also 
directly affected by the Medicaid reduc­
tions. "The payment reductions to nur­
sing homes have served to further 
restrict hospitals' ability to find long 
term care placement for Medicaid pa­
tients, " said Conn. 

Conn said that some hospitals could be 
pushed beyond their financial limits by 
the State because of the payment reduc­
tions. "When the state reduces payment 
to hospitals as it has done in the 
Medicaid program, some hospitals may 
have no alternative than to make up the 
financial Joss."

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During the news conferences it was 
announced that Kentucky Medicaid has 
taken numerous actions since 1981 to 
reduce payments to hospitals for 
medical services which it is expected or 
required by Jaw to continue providing to 
Medicaid recipients. "Kentucky hospi­
tals have faced continued financial 
pressure due to continued payment 
reductions" , Conn said. " Reduced pay­
ment has taken place in governmental 
programs, increased demand for dis­
counts from Blue Cross, commercial 
carriers, preferred provider organiza­
tions, and self-funded groups, in addition 
to an increased demand for services by 
the medically indigent." 

Some specific hospital actions an­
nounced by the KHA that could possibly 
result due to the Medicaid reductions 
may include :

tucky hospitals for indigent care in 1984 
could be reduced by $13.8 million in 
direct payment cuts. This would leave 
$50.2 million for the provision of indigent 
care, representing a 22 percent reduc­
tion in this care from 1984 levels. 

2. The shifting of this unpaid cost in the 
form of higher charges to privately in­
sured hospitalized patients. This in­
crease could produce an additional 
charge of $7.30 per day and an additional 
$49 per case, representing a 2.5 percent 
inrease on a private patient's total bill. 

3. Futher reductions in operating costs 
through additional reductions in staff­
ing, services, and accessibility. 

In announcing potential hospital 
measures that may result due to the 
reductions, Conn said that the KHA 
board of trustees has requested through 
a resolution to Governor Collins that ap­
propriate funding be found to support a 
Medicaid program that provides essen­
tial health services as well as adequate 
payments to health care providers 
which would not force hospitals to take 
actions that they would prefer not to 
take. 

"In addition to our communications 
with the Governor and AI Austin, we are 
urging all state legislators to realize the 
impact of these reductions to the public 
and to appropriate adequate funding 
during the upcoming General Assem­
bly," said Conn. "Kentucky hospitals 
want to work with government in a part­
nership approach to seek solutions to 
this problem."

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We Welcome This Change 
The Times salutes those people who cared enough to make 

the effort to get on the November ballot the question of adopt­
ing a commission form of fiscal government for this county. 

The change is due. 
We are convinced that at least three benefits will result from 

the change to three commissioners in lieu of the present four 
magistrates. . 

1. The commissioners, although each would be nommated 
in the primary election from the three specified divisions of 
the county, will be elected by countywide vote, not by the vote 
from the relatively few precincts which now choose the 
magistrates. No longer will a district serve a magistrate as 
his own little bailiwick. With this election dependent not only 
on a few precincts but on all the precincts of the county, the 
commissioner cannot devote his time and efforts to fortifying 
his own little fiefdom but will have to consider the entire coun-
ty, its needs, all its people. . . . . 

2. Magistrates' salaries have rtsen m recent years till thetr 
sum total imposes a heavy financial burden on the county and 
its taxpayers. If commissioners are elected, there will be on­
ly three. Even if individual salaries are not reduced-although 
they should be-, there will be one less mouth to feed at the 
public trough. In a four-year term, even at the present pay of 
magistrates, the commissioners' pay would save more than 
$80,000. 

3. Dependent for election on all the voters of the county, the 
commissioners, it is to be assumed, would be persons whose 
reputation in the areas of integrity, citizenship, interest in 
public affairs and devotion to duty would be above the 
ordinary. . 

Finally, we point to a neighboring county, Johnson, Vih1ch 
has tried both forms of fiscal court-first, the magistrates, 
then commissioners. Johnson county's voters adopted the com­
mission form several years ago, then returned to the 
magistrates-but only for one term. As soon as they were given 
another chance at making a choice, they opted for the 
commissioners-and never since have returned to the 
magistrates. 

The commissioners will not solve our every fiscal il!. They 
will not be perfect. But we believe they should be given a 
chance. The change should be made.

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and its reputation for arson-is business 
they would rather do without. 

When Ballard Clark appealed to the 
fiscal court for help at its Aug. 16 
meeting, he was told that $2000 had 
already been budgeted for each of the 
county's 13 existing volunteer fire 
departments and that McDowell could 
expect to be added to the list next year. 

"But they're starting to build now," 
Left Beaver Magistrate Ed Caudill 
argued on behalf of his constituents. 
"They need help now." 

In the meantime, $31,000 has reported­
ly been collected on Left Beaver Creek 
and a building is on order, to be placed 
on a tract on Bill Hall Branch donated 
by coal operator Carson Akers. The Left 
Beaver Rescue Squad has offered to 
garage its second fire truck there. 

Some area residents have figured that 
a financial commitment to the fledgling 
fire department will be more than made 
up by their savings on insurance 
premiums. For many, the new fire 
department represents their only hope 
of getting coverage at any price. 

The fire department will cover an 
area from Frasure's Creek in the south 
to the major part of Drift downstream. 
Some homeowners in Drift and 
McDowell will have the added advan-

. tage of a fire hydrant within 1000 feet of 
their homes. 

The advantages are real, said Blaine 
Hall, an agent for Allstate Insurance, 
which is one of the biggest carriers on 
Left Beaver. For one thing, he said, 
Allstate no longer writes insurance for 
homes that are further than five miles 
from a firehouse. Moreover, while 
homeowners without a fire hydrant 
nearby will pay $380 a year to insure a 
$50,000 brick home, those with a hydrant 
will pay only $202 for the same coverage. 

Insurance premiums are on the rise in 
any case. Some homeowners ' policies 
saw an increase in premiums of between 
15 and 24 percent in July; some auto 
policies jumped 10 percent on Monday. 
The liability insurance needed by 
businesses, manufacturers and 
municipalities has seen increases 
recently ranging from 50 to 100 percent. 

Consumer advocates have argued that 
insurers are using lean times to boost 
rates higher than necessary. But, for 
many rural homeowners, Hall said, 
public and private support for volunteer 
fire departments is their only hope of 
seeing their policies renewed. 

Huey Darby, of the Darby and Allen 
Insurance Agency, agreed, "I would en­
courage people to support these little fire 
departments,·' he said. "The main focus 
should not be on cheaper rates- it won't 
make it any cheaper unless they have a 
lot of hydrants. The main focus should 
be on getting <coverage> at all."

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said he felt the source of contamination 
was more likely the raw water taken in­
to the system from the Big Sandy River. 
Nationwide-especially in the late sum­
mer, when stream levels are low and 
water temperatures high-biological 
organisms tend to multiply rapidly and 
some strains are proving resistant to 
chlorine, he said. 

Water samples taken here on Monday 
and Tuesday were being sent to Frank­
fort for analysis Tuesday afternoon. 
Regardless of the test results, all schools 
would reopen today (Wednesday), said 
Acting Superintendent Ray Brackett, 
with precautions being taken until the 
boiled water advisory is lifted. Such an 
advisory is not normally lifted until 
samples have showed up clear for thn:e 
consecutive days, a Division of Water of­
ficial said. 

While E coli was not detected here un­
til late last month, unidentified 
organisms first turned up in April and­
with the exception of a clear reading in 
June-recurred over the following four 
months, said Smither, of the Division of 
Water. 

While Prestonsburg's is "a pretty 
good system" and "well operated," and 
while boil water notices are not uncom­
mon for smaller systems, a coliform 
reading was "a little unusual" in a 
system of Prestonsburg's size, the state 
official said. 

Howard, obviously shaken by the 
system's first boiled water notice in 
memory, insisted that the system is be­
ing run right. "We've done everything 
in accord with state rules and regula­
tions," he said, including daily tests of 
the water's chlorine content, hardness 
and alkalinity, and sampling every two 
weeks for bacterial levels. 

"If the state health department or 
water pollution people find a problem 
they should send trained specialists in 
here and help us find out what the pro­
blem is" before issuing a public ad­
visory, the superintendent said, adding 
that, apart from a directive in April to 
flush the system, "we haven't had a 
telephone call from them." 

Nor is the superintendent prepared to 
assume that the coliform that grew out 
in the water samples originated in the 
system rather than in the laboratory or 
en route to the laboratory-since most 
of the clean samples were tested by a 
Pikeville chemist while the only con­
taminated samples were tested at 
Morehead State University. "There 
are plenty of ways samples can become 
contaminated" during handling, he said. 

Whatever the real danger,-Health 
Director Compton said he has seen no 
evidence of increased gastrointestinal 
disorders in recent months-, the boil 
water notice has set many area 
residents on edge as well as disrupting 
a dozen schools. For Howard, who takes 
singular pride in the city's water 
system, it all amounts to overkill. 

"If the (water system) superintendent 
was not doing what he was instructed, 
they shouldn't punish the whole com­
munity," he said Monday, his voice 
breaking with emotion. "They ought to 
take him to jail." 

State officials agree that Kentucky's 
public water supplies are generally safe, 
and certainly safer than the private 
wells on which many Floyd countians 
must still rely for their drinking water. 
Ninety-five of the state's 400 public 
systems, or 25 percent, last year 
reported bacterial levels higher than the 
state allows, but most of the problems 
were quickly cleared up, Smither said. 
By contrast, about three quarters of the 
wells in eastern Kentucky are reported­
ly contaminated with bacteria, including 
those held responsible for an outbreak 
of hepatitis on Left Beaver Creek in 1983.

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The administrators made no bones 
about nursing homes being in business 
to make money. Said Jim Judy, exe­
cutive director of the Kentucky Associa­
tion of Health Care Facilities, sponsor 
of the meeting, "The perception among 
a lot of people is there's a lot of fat in 
nursing homes. The truth is, we've mov­
ed from social to medical services. Pro­
fit isn't a dirty word in Kentucky, and 
I hope it never is." 

Beattyville nursing home director 
Fred Austin echoed Judy's sentiments, 
saying "I'd like them to tell me where 
the fat is for us to cut out." 

Gwendolyn C. Click, the association's 
eastern district director and regional 
vice president for Tri-Medical Profes­
sional Managers, Inc., of Irvine, said the 
lower rate would be enough to provide 
the basic necessities of life for patients, 
but little else. 

"When you're on the outside, $33 a day 
looks pretty good. But it's all relative to 
what you can do with $33. The crisis 
didn't start over quality of care," she 
said, "that's the same. Quality of care 
is quality of life." 

Click equated long term patients with 
children. "For $33 a day I can feed a pa­
tient, give them a clean sheet, leave a 
light on and give them a drink of water. 
For all practical purposes, that's all they 
need to live. If you gave that to a three­
year-old child, what's the quality of life? 
It's the same with the elderly." 

Little agreed with Click's assesment, 
but went further, saying a three-year-old 
would have a better chance of thriving 
under such circumstances than an elder­
ly nursing home patient. 

Bailey told the group they were "talk­
ing to the wrong group of legislators." 
He said they should address their 
grievances to the Congress in Washing­
ton, which could change the eligibility 
requirements for Medicaid. 

The administrators agreed that too 
many people were eligible for the funds, 
thus making payments for each indivi­
dual less. 

Bailey said the bottom line was a lack 
of funds within the government. 

"You're not gonna find too many peo­
ple against taking care of the elderly," 
he said. "Unfortunately, my concern 
doesn't take care of them, my tax 
dollars do. I'd be willing to put a tax in­
crease to the voters, but they won't vote 
for it." 

Charlotte Slone, administrator of 
Riverview Manor nursing home here, 
said the cuts would keep her facility 
from admitting some patients. 

• 'Not only as an administrator, but as 
an RN, I can't admit a patient I can't 
take care of, that's the regulation. 
Hospitals get $75 a day; we get $45 to 
feed, clothe and house heavy skill pa­
tients. We're expected to furnish all the 
services for $45. It's a shame our elder­
ly have worked all their lives and now 
state government hasn't made arrange­
ments for their care." 

Slone went on to say she was going to 
have to "close down some beds," and lay 
off four employees. "Hospitals call quite 
frequently and say, 'Please take this 
patient,' '' she said, "but I can't. Every 
day I take that patient I lose $20. The 
state doesn't realize there aren't other 
beds if they get better." 

Judy said he realized the fault didn't 
lie with Bailey and Little, or with the 
other invited lawmakers. "We're not 
blaming these legislators," he said. 
"But it's time to approach the legisla­
ture with something offensive, not defen­
sive," he said, referring to the January 
meeting of the General Assembly, at 
which time the next biennial budget will 
be decided upon.

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acceptable level, this county should 
receive an increase of $600,000 in power 
equalization funds next year and a 
million a year thereafter, Spillman said. 
This county's allocation from the fund 
was $859,000 last year; the additional 
funds would go toward increasing 
teachers' pay and reducing class size. 

"That will speak firmly to the Floyd 
county school system because there is 
a problem of overcrowded classes 
<herel," said Spillman. The teacher­
pupil ratio-which averaged one teacher 
for every 21.3 students here last year 
and was as high as 1:27.5 at Harold 
grade school-is scheduled to drop to 
1:20 within four years, he said. 

Smaller classes in the lower grades 
would do much more to improve the stu­
dent dropout rate than would a dropout 
prevention program aimed at 
13-to-15-year-olds, the state official 
argued. · 

"The biggest social and economic pro­
blem in Kentucky is our dropout rate. 
We're losing about 40 percent of our first 
graders, who are never getting through 
high school," Spillman said. "The place 
to start is not when the child is 13 or 14 
and has already got a failure syndrome 
but in the first and second grade-so, 
when they get to be 14, they never think 
of failing or dropping out." 

The new funds will furnish five per­
cent annual raises for teachers over the 
next two years "Teachers will be 
receiving a reasonable wage," said 
Spillman, who added, "It will mean you 
can demand more of teachers, expect 
more accountability." 

In addition, between $8 and $10 million 
will be available statewide to provide m­
centive grants, Spillman said. A school 
district, school or even an individual 
teacher could apply for a grant in order 
"to implement an innovative idea," he 
said.

Elderly Woman 
Wins Acquittal 

" If I wanted to shoot him I could have 
busted every button off his shirt.'' So 
said Edna Sammons, of Allen, in defen­
ding herself against a wanton endanger­
ment charge yesterday <Tuesday). 

The elderly woman was on trial in 
district court here, charged with firing 
a gun to scare off a bill collector for the 
power company. A jury took little time 
in acquitting her of the charge. 

Jacob Jarvis, of Banner, a service 
worker with Big Sandy RECC, said he 
tried to collect payment for an overdue 
bill from Mrs. Sammons on June 27. 
When she declined to settle and he went 
to cut off the power, he heard a gun fire 
from the porch where the woman was 
standing, Jarvis said. 

The power company worker testified 
that Mrs. Sammons ordered him to "get 
out of here" and added, "You ain'tgon­
na cut nothing off." He withdrew without 
disconnecting the power, he said. 

Mrs. Sammons said she tried to 
dissuade Jarvis from shutting off the 
power because her disabled husband, 
Bennie, needed it to run a breathing 
machine. But she denied firing a gun 
and said the shot Jarvis heard must 
have come from "boys firing at 
muskrats" in a cornfield behind her 
home on old KY 80. 

Nor did the defendant deny being 
behind on her electric bills. Since her 
husband's Social Security was cut off, 
the couple has been living on the $325 she 
draws, said Mrs. Sammons. "It's not 
much to pay bills with," she said, adding 
that she pays what she can on the elec­
tric account each month. 

Her attorney, Cassie Allen, suggested 
that Jarvis had "over-reacted" to a gun­
shot over which Mrs. Sammons had no 
control. And even the prosecutor, Assis­
tant County Attorney Dan Rowland, 
indicated to the jury that, while he 
thought a conviction was in order, jirrors 
need not feel constrafned to impose a 
heavy sentence on the defendant. 

Conviction on a charge of wanton en­
dangerment carries a penalty of up to 
one year in jail, a $500 fine, or both.

Love of money is the root of all evil. 
I Timothy 6:10. Materialism character­
izes this century more than others. 
News media daily report crimes com­
mitted because someone loves mammon 
more than Christ.

more money in its suit, which was filed 
in Franklin Circuit Court, and it also is 
asking the court to define the commis­
sion's duties. Gov. Martha Layne Collins 
is a major defendant in the suit. 

The General Assembly appropriated 
$79,300 for the commission this year, 
most of it for salaries. Turner said he is 
seeking more to ensure that railroads in 
Kentucky are safe. 

Turner said the commission is entitled 
to an amount similar to that given to the 
division in the Transportation Cabinet 
that oversees rail activities. He also said 
the commission should administer the 
$500,000 the federal government gives 
Kentucky for oversight of some railroad 
activities. 

"This commission has really been run 
over roughshod by every department in 
state government," he said after the 
commission's meeting. 

The matter has been complicated by 
a dispute over whether the commission 
has the power to employ its own 
attorney 

The commission has regulatory 
·authority over railroads and common 
carriers that use Kentucky waterways, 
but there are very few of those left. The 
federal Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion regulates virtually all railroads. 

The commission's executive secretary 
is paid about $29,000 annually, including 
fringe benefits. Commission salaries are 
set by Jaw at $3,600 annually for the 
chairman and $3,000 a yeaT for the other 
two members. The members are elected 
to four-year terms. 

Other members are R. Henry 
Spalding, of Louisville, and William 
Bailey, of Murray. 

Assault, Threat 
Draw $1000 Fine 

Conviction on charges of terroristic 
threatening and assault resulted in two 
$500 fines for Kenny Johnson in Floyd 
District Court yesterday (Tuesday). 

Kevin Meade, of Weeksbury, claimed 
that Johnson waved a cocked gun in his 
face, punched him and kicked him on 
July 22, in Weeksbury. 

Cross-examined by Jerry Patton, at­
torney for the defendant, Meade 
acknowledged he voluntarily rode in 
Johnson's truck even though he believ­
ed Johnson was "looking for trouble." 

But prosecutor Dan Rowland argued 
that Meade had done nothing to warrant 
Johnson's pointing a gun at Meade's 
face from a distance of five feet. 

The jury could also have sentenced 
Johnson to up to a year in jail on each 
count.

It's a puny little tree, only 18 inches 
tall and growing in a one-gallon plastic 
pot. You found it in the back corner of 
a nursery where the owner had started 
tree seeds himself. It only costs a few 
dollars, so how could you fail? 

You could fail by letting the small tree 
or the small container or the small price 
tag blind you to the actual size the tree 
might reach. If you decide the little tree 
need only be placed ten feet out from the 
corner of yow- house, you might be okay 
if the tree is a purple leaf plum or a 
smoke tree, but forget it if it's a Colorado 
blue spruce or a pin oak or, heaven for­
bid, a silver or water maple (if people 
are going to keep planting them, the lat· 
ter), some of us are going to keep ''cut­
ting" them down!) 

You need to be cautious when locating 
landscape trees, not only because of the 
problem of aesthetics when the trees 
grow large and run into the house or 
other trees or the neighbor's yard, but 
for several other reasons. 

First, why waste money, either up 
front by buying more trees than the 
mature landscape will need, or in the 
end when everything collides and 
something has to go <natw-ally the tree, 
not the house). This is especially true if 
you're buying a large caliper tree which 
can cost a couple hundred dollars. 

Second, many hazards can develop 
due to lack of knowledge about tree size. 
Tree limbs can grow into utility lines, or 
overhang houses (especially dangerous 
with soft-wooded trees <the silver 
maples). Trees can block windows and 
entries, utility meters and the view of 
motorists. 

If the trees create litter-big flower 
petals, messy fruit, large leaves that 
form slick layers- the litter can be 
hazardous on walks or driveways. And 
don't forget the "unseen" portion-the 
roots. Tree roots can spread far beyond 
the crown or "drip line," getting into 
waterlines, drains and storm sewers. 
They buckle pavement and cross under 
streets. And they get chopped apart by 
construction and then what holds the 
tree up against a storm-perhaps 
nothing more than a prayer. 

How do you start in determining tree 
size? First, ask the person from whom 
you're buying the tree what the typical 
mature height and spread in this area 
will be. If this person isn't sure, consult 
one of the many good books that deals 
with landscape plants, or call your coun­
ty agricultural Extension agent. And as

a good double check, locate some of the 
same trees growing in your area and 
evaluate their size and space require 
ments. 

Many times you can find out a tree's 
matw-e height and guestimate its spread 
from that by knowing the shape of its 
crown. If a tree grows to 50 feet and has 
a round crown, its spread will probably 
be 40 to 50 feet. If it has an oval crown, 
its spread may be 30 to 40 feet. And if its 
crown chape is very narrow, upright, or 
"fastigiate," it may have a spread of no 
more than 20 feet. <Keep in mind that 
growing conditions, the care you give 
the tree, and its natw-al growth rate will 
influence how quickly mature height 
might be reached.) 

When positioning a tree near a struc­
ture, use half the mature spread as a 
guideline. If you don't want it to ever 
touch your house, add a few feet. If you 
want it to ultimately hang over a patio 
for shade, subtract a few feet. If you 
want trees to overlap to form a clump 
or screen, subtract a few feet. 

Most people err on the short side, so 
when in doubt, add a few feet to the spac­
ing. Far better to have space to add an 
addditional plant than to have to start 
pulling out expensive landscape plants. 

Timely Tip: A tip from the July issue 
of Organic Gardening to try with your 
fall cabbage to keep them worm-free. As 
soon as the heads start to form, stretch 
a stocking or the foot section from pan­
ty hose over the head. It supposedly will 
expand as the head grows and permit 
adequate sun penetration and air cir­
culation, but will keep the pests out.

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After 12 Years He Gets Chance 
In Body-Building Competition 

It's been close to 12 years, but this 
Saturday a dream will become reality 
for local body-builder Randy Burruss. 

He and at least four others from this 
area will go to the Whitesburg Elemen­
tary School auditorium to compete for • 
the title of Mr. Mountain Heritage, in a 
body-building contest held in conjunc­
tion with Letcher county's Mountain 
Heritage Festival. 

Burruss, who last year taught a 
weight-lifting class at Prestonsburg 
Community College, said he had been in­
terested in competing for years but 
never thought he'd be able to, living in 
this part of the state. He said he was ex­
cited when he heard about the Whites­
burg contest. 

Grouse Restoration 
Now In Second Phase 

Grouse are now being trapped in six 
eastern Kentucky counties and 
transported to release sites at two 
wildlife management areas in Western 
Kentucky as part of the second phase of 
an experimental restoration project. 

Randy Hedges, Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources Third 
District Wildlife Biologist, said that this 
year's goal is to trap a total of 150 grouse 
from Rowan, Clay, Knott, Jackson, Bath 
and Breathitt counties for release in 
TVA's Land Between the Lakes National 
Recreation Area in Trigg and Lyon 
counties, and Higginson-Henry Wildlife 
Management Area (WMA> in Union 
county. The trappings began in August 
and will continue through November. 

Large scale destruction of habitat 
from deforestation at the turn of the cen­
tury caused the grouse to disappear 
from much of its historic range across 
the state. Through the years these wily 
game birds have been naturally extena­
ing their range into the Bluegrass 
region from the Cumberland plateau, 
where viable populations exist. 

"It's something I always wanted to do, 
and I hope to make the most of this op­
portunity. Hopefully, this will be a 
springboard to other contests," he said. 

Having begun weight training on his 
own in 1972, just prior to his sophomore 
year at Prestonsburg High School, Bur­
russ said he was so enthused with his 
new interest that he joined the Blackcat 
football team just to be able to use their 
weight room. 

"The only way I could use the weights 
at the high school any time I wanted was 
to play football," he said, "so I went out 
for the team. I guess I was about 15, and 
I'd just seen my first body-building 
magazine. I couldn't believe how 
muscular those guys were. I started lif­
ting and continued off and on until 
today." 

Bw:russ will compete in the middle­
weight division at Whitesburg, which 
runs between 155 and 175 pounds. The 
other divisions are lightweight, 154 and 
under; light heavyweight, 176-198; and 
199 and above, heavyweight. 

Other local weight lifters going to the 
Whitesburg competition include Jeff 
Hilton and Jerry Pelphrey, both of Pres­
tonsburg; Rob Shepherd, of David; and 
Rick Newsome, of Virgie. Hilton and 
Newsome will compete as middle­
weights, while Shepherd will be in the 
lightweight category and Pelphrey, 
heavyweight. 

According to Burruss, a typical body 
building contest is judged in three 
categories : pre-judging, compulsory 
and freestyle posing. 

Though it appears no local women are 
planning to compete at Whitesburg, Bur­
russ said women's body-building is 
growing much faster than men's . He 
cited weight control, body shaping and 
general fitness as being the big draw for 
women into the male-dominated weight 
rooms.

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Paintsville Runner 
Off for Scotland 

Rick Roberts, of Paintsville, is 
scheduled to leave today (Wednesday) 
for Glasgow, Scotland to compete in 
what he says is the world's largest 
marathon. 

According to Roberts, who claims to 
be the only Kentuckian entered in the 
race, more than 23,000 runners have 
signed up for the gruelling, 26-mile, 
contest. 

Considered a top American runner, 
Roberts has averaged under two hours, 
fifty minutes in his previous eight 
marathons. His 222 total races also in­
clude one 30-mile run. Roberts said he 
has won trophies in previous races, in­
cluding many times placing in the top 50. 
Twice he was 35th. -

Roberts, a paralegal by profession, 
said the temperature in Scotland should 
be in the 50's or 60's, and rainy, perfect 
weather for a marathon. 

"The cooler weather helps keep you 
from overheating," said Roberts, though 
he admitted nothing kept him, 
somewhere around the 2o-mile mark, 
from "hitting the wall," a term used by 
marathoners to describe the exhaustion 
they experience late in the race when the 
brain tells the body to move but the body 
rebels. At that point, said roberts, 
willpower plays a big role in finishing 
the race. 

Roberts said he began distance­
running as a walk-on on the Eastern 
Kentucky University track team in 1978. 
After graduation, he began regularly 
enteritig races, and has competed in a 
number of prestigous runs, including the 
Boston Marathon in 1982. 

Though he feels running is "dropping 
off" in popularity, as the fad appeal 
fades and the uncommitted novices drop 
off, Roberts says he's as dedicated as 
ever, and has no plans to slow down. 

He is sponsored by the Kiwanas Club 
and Francis Denimland in Prestons­
burg; and F.S. Vanhoose lumber, 
Barker Mobile Homes, John Grey Pon­
tiac and optomitrist Mike Minix in 
Paintsville. Another sponsor, 1940's 
track star at Rice University, Calvin 
Bell, lives in San Antonio, Texas.

The Coming ColorFall 
By JIM CARROLL 

New Englanders are justifiably 
proud of their beautiful fall foliage, but 
Kentucky often boasts fall colors as 
vivid and intense as an artist's palette. 

Scientists don't yet know all the in­
fluences that affect a fall foliage season, 
so predicting several weeks in advance 
when leaves will change in a given area 
is strictly guesswork. 

What can be done, however, is report­
ing leaf changes as they are occurring, 
so that the potential si~tseer can pro­
mptly make plans for a trip to see the 
foliage. 

The Tourism Cabinet has launched 
such a fall foliage information system 
called "ColorFALL Kentucky." Using 
reports phoned in by state park 
naturalists, the cabinet each week will 
produce a map and news release ex­
plaining general foliage conditions 
throughout the state. The map will be 
given to operators of the state travel in­
formation line so they can answer ques­
tions about the fall season. The Office of 
the Secretary and wo other cabinet 
agencies, the Department of Travel 
Development and the Department of 
Parks, are jointly undertaking the pro­
gram. The toll-free number, the Ken­
tucky Color Connection, is 1-800-225-8747. 

Why leaves change in the fall is a 
question just about all of us have 
wondered about at one time or another. 
An Indian legend attributes fall colors 
to the slaying by celestial hunters of the 
Great Bear in the sky. Red hues were 
caused by the Great Bear's dripping 
blood, while the yellows and oranges 
resulted from the splattering of the 
hunters' kettle as they cooked the unfor­
tunate bear. 

In fact, our brilliant fall colors are the 
result of complex chemical changes only 
partly understood by scientists. To 
understand the basics of the process, 
you need to know a little about the grow­
ing cycle of deciduous trees. 

During the winter, a deciduous tree is 
dormant. Then it begins producing 
leaves, which play a major role in 
nourishing the growing tree. Inside the 
leaf, a green chemical called chlorophyll 
combines the energy of sunlight with 
carbon dioxide and water to make 
sugars and carbohydrates-the 
nutrients essential for the tree's growth. 
This is the process of photosynthesis. 
Through spring and summer, the tree 
replenishes its supply of chlorophyll. It 
is this abundant chemical that makes a 
leaf green. _ 

As fall approaches, this food­
manufacturing process slows down in 
preparation for winter. It's as if the tree 
knows the winter sun won't be able to 
provide enough energy for photosyn­
thesis. As the days get shorter, the 
chlorophyll starts breaking down, the 
green color fades, and the leaf's other 
pigments become visible. The type of 
pigment depends on the species. 

In some trees, a pigment called a 
carotenoid predominates. This yellow 
and orange pigment gives color to a 
wide variety of living things, from car­
rots to egg yolks to corn. In trees, it is 
most common in hardwood species like 
hickories, ashes, birches, and 
sycamores.

Carotenoids are present in the leaf 
throughout the growing season, but 
another type is produced only during the 
fall. These red and purple pigments, an­
thocyanins, develop in late summer as 
a result of a chemical process occurring 
in the leaf. The pigment is seen i.t 
maples, sweetgums, dogwoods, and 
other species. Still other trees have some 
of, both types of pigments, and the 
results are fiery reds, bronzes, and deep 
oranges. 

Kentucky is blessed with a variety of 
species that display brilliant fall leaves. 
Maples, which turn a vivid red, are 
found throughout Kentucky. So, too are 
hickories, with their bright yellow 
leaves. Other trees noted for their strik­
ing colors are sassafrases, black gums, 
sumacs, and tulip trees. 

Many factors determine the intensity 
and timing of an area's fall foliage. It 
can be said that a bright, cool autumn 
with chilly nights is most conducive to 
bright colors, all other factors being 
()Qual And it is also known that the 
genetic makeup of a species largely 
determines the timing of the leaf 
change. 

While most people have a favorite part 
of the state for fall foliage trips, many 
tend to visit the mountains of Eastern 
Kentucky or largE) outdoor woodland 
areas such as Land Between the Lakes 
in Western Kentucky. In the fall, these 
areas often display breathtaking foliage 
contrasted against the deep-blue skies. 
<October is a dry month, so such sunny 
days are common>. 

Indeed, just about any area of Ken­
tucky can offer beautiful fall scenery. 
That's the best point about this special 
time of year; fall foliage is literally as 
big as all outdoors.

Governor Martha Layne Collins, chief 
executive of the nation's largest coal­
producing state, last week asked the 
Southern State Energy Board to make 
itself an advocate for the development 
of clean coal-burning technologies for 
generating electricity. 

"No energy policy can succeed if it is 
not consistent with our need for cleaner 
air," she told the board Monday after­
noon after Southern governors elected 
her to chair the group. "And we can pro­
duce clean coal burning technologies.''

She noted that last week Kentucky 
broke ground for the first large-scale 
utility application of a technology that 
could meet the most stringent en­
vironmental requirements. 

"What we're doing at this plant could 
open up tremendous new possibilities for 
using more coal,'' she said. smile Fluidized bed com!:)ustion techniques 
will be used at the Tennessee Valley 
Authority Shawnee Plant near Paducah, 
the governor said. These techniques will 
remove more than 90 percent of the 
sulfur dioxide from burning coal, she ex­
plained, and the boilers will emit 20 to 
40 percent fewer nitrogen oxides than 
conventional combustion techniques.

B. DISCIPLINARY REFERRAL PROCEDURES: 

If in-class discipline does not succeed in correcting misbehavior, or if 
the behavior requires assistance, the student will be referred to a 
counselor-peer review group, or administrator. 

When a student is referred, these steps will be followed: 
1. The referring person will fill out a referral form, keeping a copy and 

sending the original and other copies to the appropriate administrator. 
2. The student will be referred to the school office to talk to an 

administrator. 
3. The administrator will read the referral form to the student and allow 

him/her to respond. 
4. The administrator will decide what action will be taken; inform the 

student of the action; and record it on the form. The student will sign 
and receive a copy of the form. 

5. The administrator will process the referral form. Additional copies 
will be distributed as indicated on the form. 

6. The appropriate counselor will review and initial the office copy prior 
to filing. 

7. The administrator may require that the student take the form home 
to be signed by his/her parent/guardian. The signed form will be 
returned to the administrator. 

8. Discipline records shall be maintained by the assigned administrator 
and made accessible upon request to teachers, principal, counselors, 
and the student and/or parents of the student in compliance with the 
Family Privacy Act of 1975. Such information shall not become a part· 
of the student's permanent record. 

C. COUNSELOR'S ROLE IN DISCIPLINE: 
A guidance counselor will be notified in all secondary school referrals. 

After repeated referrals, or if a problem seems to stem from causes 
more ·serious than simple misbehavior, the counselor will hold in­
dividual, group, and/or peer review sessions with the student. Students 
may also be referred to the counselors by teachers, parents, and/ or other 
administrators for assistance. The counselor may contact outside 
resources to assist with this process. 
D. ADMINISTRATOR'S IN-SCHOOL DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS: 

When an administrator receives a referral on a student whose 
misbehavior has continued in spite of the teacher's efforts to correct 
it, or whose misbehavior interferes with the learning environment, then 
the administrator is responsible, when appropriate, for utilizing the 
following measures to maintain discipline: 

___ Temporary or extended loss of school privileges (participa­
tion in any school activity, co- or extra-curricular) . 
___ Change the student's schedule (with parent notification). 
___ Temporarily separate the student from other students. 
___ Recommend a transfer to another school and/or program. 
___ Assign the student to after school detention. 
___ In-school suspension. 
___ Establish in-school counseling or evaluation. 
___ Conference with the parents/guardian, teachers, counselors, 

or other staff members. 
___ Administer corporal punishment (according to approved 

guidelines set forth in this code) when other in-school 
measures have proven ineffective. 

_ _ _ Deny the student access to school bus transportation (for 
bus misconduct) . 

___ Provide a constructive assignment. 
_ _ _ Probation. 
Disciplinary problems referred to the school administrator are 

usually handled by in-school measures short of suspension and/or 
recommendation for expulsion.

Parts of Floyd county may be having 
water problems now, but if songwriter 
Michael Johnathon has his way things 
might start looking up for conservation 
of the wet stuff all across the state. 

Johnathon, in connection with the 
Kentucky Cabinet for Natural 
Resources and the Troubadour concert 
series, which uses music to impress 
upon school children the need for en­
vironmental conservation, has written 
a song, "Water of Life," which he hopes 
will "make Kentuckians aware of the 
beauty of nature, and the need to protect 
our water." The song was recorded 
recently in Louisville, using as per­
formers children from around the Com­
monwealth, and will be officially releas­
ed next Wednesday by Governor Martha 
Layne Collins as part of the Kentucky 
Environmental Conference in 
Frankfort. 

The former Knott county resident says 
~he song focuses on the positive, prais­
mg the beauty of nature and the necessi­
ty of water for life, rather than bemoan­
ing the horrors of acid rain and other 
pollutants. He says he hopes the song 
will be successful throughout Kentucky, 
taking the message to the people. 

"People have to really think about 
what's happening," he said, "and Ken­
tucky is the first state in history to do it 
with music. We want "Water of Life" to 
be a massive hit across the state." 

Not only will the song, which will be 
sold for 95¢ in public schools across the 
state, be sending out the cry for sane use 
of water, but a 30-minute special chor­
nicling its recording will be aired next 
month on KET, and a video of the song 
will be shown on affilliates of the major 
television networks around Kentucky. 

Twenty cents from every record sold 
will be donated to the state Board of 
Education, said Johnathon. And, the five 
schools which sell the most copies will 
receive free Troubadour concerts. 

Johnathon stressed that no tax money 
went into the recording of "Water of 
Life," or any of the Troubadour ac­
tivities. Rather, three corporate spon­
sors picked up the $15,000 recording tab. 
Johnathon listed the Ale-8 One Bottling 
Co., of Winchester, Winchester Farms 
Dairy, and McDonald's Restaurants of 
Kentucky as being responsible for the 
financial end of the recording, while also 
giving special thanks to Eastern Ken­
tucky Beverage of Pikeville for its con­
tinued, two-year scholarship of the 
Troubadour concerts. 

Once "Water of Life" has been laun­
ched in Kentucky, Johnathon says the 
song will be recorded in modified ver­
sions in other states, beginning with 
West Virginia and Connecticut.

Michael J. Fox's 'vacation' 
was almost like a visit home

When is a vacation hardly a vacation? As cast mem­
bers of "Family Ties" can heartily attest, when you're 
making a TV movie about a vacation! ·This summer, the 
entire cast went to London for five weeks and filmed 
" Family Ties Vacation," which will air on NBC Monday 
Sept. 23. 

The cast worked a mere six days a week, so they 
weren't completely chained to the cameras. Justine Ba­
teman (Mallory Keaton) and Tina Yothers (Jennifer) used 
their meager time off to go shopping. Meredith Baxter­
Birney (mama Elyse) spent her off-hours with four of 
her five children and her husband, actor David (who 
was filming a PBS special), at a specially rented windmill 
house in the nearby countryside. 

But it was Michael J. Fox (Alex) who had the greatest 
desire to see to see the countryside. "My father's father 
was from Lancashire, England, and my mother's mother 
was from Belfast. And I'm from Canada, so being in Lon­
don was almost like being back home. The weather is 
exactly like Vancouver (his hometown) and the attitude 
of the people is very similar." 

He spent whatever free time he had at a little bar near 
his hotel, getting to know the locals. "There is a little pub 
called the 'Maple Leaf' in Covent Garden.

However, hard as he tried, Michael could never devel­
op a taste for the English pastime, cricket. "The crew on 
the show (which was British) showed me the basics, and 1 
watched it on television, yet I never took to it. I'll take 
hockey over cricket any day, though one of my favorite 
souvenirs from the trip is a cricket bat autographed and 
given to me by the crew." 

His most meaningful time was when his parents came 
to London for a visit. "We had a great time. But then 
again, the only free time I had to see them was during the 
evenings."

Traditionally, summer has 
been the time for frivolous 
films and escapist entertain­
ment, but what ever hap­
pened to escapism for adults? 
Movie theaters this past sum­
mer have resembled day-care 
centers for teens and pre­
teens. Attendance has been 
off, and it's the adults who 
aren't going. 

"Compromising Positions" 
is the end-of-summer potboil­
er many of those potential 
movie-goers have been wait­
ing for. A murder mystery is a 
tried-and-true light summer 
adult diversion, and this one is 
frivolous enough not to be 
taxing , but substantial 
enough not to be insulting. 

A periodontist is found 
murdered on Long Island, but 
he's no ordinary dead dentist. 
It seems he's been having af­
fairs with a number of house­
wives in the area, and he's 
something of a shutterbug as 
well . He has pictures of many 
of those housewives in - you 
guessed it - compromising 
positions. Complicating the 
situation are connections with 
organized crime and a por­
nography ring 

Susan Sarandon plays a 
patient who has not submitted 
to the good dentist's chair-

side manner. Her neighbor, 
however. is a prime suspect 
since she was the last patient 
to see the dentist alive. Miss 
Sarandon, a former journalist 
who retired so she could de­
vote full time to her husband 
and family. finds that her in­
vestigative instincts have be­
come aroused when every­
thing happens so close to 
home. 

Her busy sleuthing raises 
the wrath of both her husband 
(Edward Herrmann, in a rare 
non-Franklin D. Roosevelt 
performance) and the homi­
cide detective, nicely played 
by Raul Julia. Herrmann turns 
into male chauvenist pig when 
his wife wants to get involved 
with the investigation, and Ju­
lia develops more than a pro­
fessional interest in Miss 
Sarandon. 

Frank Perry (famous for the 
"no wire hangers" scene in 
" Mommie Dearest") directs 
here with a much lighter 
touch , and keeps the action 
moving along nicely. Miss 
Sarandon and crew play it 
without airiness or slapstick , 
and all the housewives of 
Long Island - and other 
places as well - will cheer 
their efforts.
