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Rate Cut Benefits 
Gas Customers Here 

Knott Countian 
Oaims Woman's 
Death, Accident 

City's Utilities 
Starts Search 
For Cheap Gas 

At the approach of cold weather and 
increased use of natural gas for heating 
purposes, customers of the Prestons­
burg Utilities Commission received good 
news this week. 

First, Bill Harvey Howard, utilities 
superintendent, announced that a 
66-cent per 1000 cubic feet reduction 
went into effect Sept. 1 on gas. This 
resulted from a reduction in that amount 
to the city from its supplier, Kentucky 
West Virginia Gas Company. 

Next was the announcement that the 
city's commission is looking for cheaper 
gas elsewhere and that it entertains 
hope of finding it. 

In the past, Howard said, when 
cheaper gas was found the owners of 
transmission lines were not required to 
convey the fuel from its source to Pres­
tonsburg. Now, federal law requires 
transmission line owners to convey the 
gas at a reasonable charge if their lines 

• 
are not already full to capacity. 

The new gas rates are: 
In the corporate limits of Prestons­

burg, $5.44 minimum for the first 1000 
cubic feet and $5.01 per 1000 for all gas 
above that minimum. 

To customers outside the city limits 
the rates are $7.14 minimum for the first 
1000 cubic feqt and $5.51 per MCF for all 
over 1000 cubic feet. 

"We passed on to our customers ex-
actly what Kentucky West Virginia gave 

• 
us in rate reduction," Howard said. 

Meanwhile, the city water system is 
operating at normal after a brief boil-
water notice was in effect.

The first person to do prison time as

Hugh Fugate, of Price, was sentenc­
ed in Pike Circuit Court last Friday to 
three one-year sentences following his 
pleading guilty in July to three counts 
of theft by deception. The sentences are

A week earlier, Third District 

Magistrate Ed Caudill, at whose trial 
Fugate testified for the prosecution, was 
given a year's sentence as a result of his 
conviction on a forged check charge.

Supreme Court 
Ruling Dashes 
Miner's Hopes 

Her hopes that the state Workers' 
Compensation Board might be forced to 
give a better accounting of its decisions 
were dashed last week when the state 
Supreme Court handed down a decision 
on the case of a Floyd county miner, 
Prestonsburg attorney Janet Stumbo 
Pillersdorf said this week. 

Elva McKinney, 50, of Grethel, had his 
black lung claim turned down in 1980 by 
the compensation board, whose deci­
sions the attorney characterized as in· 
consistent. "We send in two claims that 
are substantially the same, only to have 
one gr&nted and the other denied," she 
said. 

• Moreover, the board chooses which 
evidence-including which physicians' 
reports-it will be swayed by, without 
feeling any need to justify its selection, 
she said. 

While Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Con­
ley backed the compensation board's 
decision in McKinney's case, the fact 
that, in denying the Grethel miner's 
claim, the board neglected to consider 
the evidence submitted by two physi-
cians was the basis of a successful ap· 
peal, a 1984 Court of Appeals decision 
remanding the compensation board to 
"consider all the evidence "

A Knott county woman was shot and 
killed Saturday afternoon near Langley, 
reportedly following an argument with 
a former boyfriend. 

According to Coroner Roger Nelson,

Freddie The Talking Hydrant 
To Take Message to Schools 

A rolling, cajoling fire hydrant 
named Freddie will accompany City 
Fire Inspector Larry Adams and others 
to county schools, beginning next Tues­
day, to help promote National Fire Safe­
ty Week in the area. 

The fire hydrant, a talking robot 
manipulated from a distance by an 
operator with a control box and 
microphone, will appear on stage with 
Adams and tell children of the impor­
tance of smoke detectors and other 
areas of fire prevention. 

"I know that the children might have 
a tendency to let their minds wander 
with us just standing there lecturing 
them," he said, "but Freddie should 
keep them interested." Adams added 
that Freddie has a siren and flashing 
light on top to keep the attention of even 
the most restless child. 

But Freddie isn't the only device 
Adams plans to use to reach the 
children. He said he will also be handing 
out pamphlets "on everything from 
wood and coal burning stoves to arson 
prevention,'' as well as showing movies 
stressing the importance of smoke 
detectors and fire drills in the home. 

Freddie's message won't end after 
Fire Safety Week, said Adams. He plans 
to continue taking the robot "wherever 
we can in the name of the Prestonsburg 
Fire Department.'' And another new 
program, Operation Child Resuce, will 
become a permanent service of the fire 
department as well, he said. 

In OperatiOn Child Rescue, a program 
Adams developed for the city, the fire 
dept. will keep on file the number of 
children in each household in their 
response area. Reflective stickers will 
be issued to homeowners who will affix 
them to children's bedroom windows. In 
the event of a fire, firefighters will go 
first to those rooms to search for the 
children.

MCC Interim Director 
Cancels Some Firings 

Top appointments announced this 
week by the interim director of Moun­
tain Comprehensive Care Center include 
the rehiring of a staff member fired 
under the administration of former 
director David E. Bell, Jr. 

RichardT. Stai, interim director, an· 
nounced that Michael Ferguson, of 
Keaton, in Johnson county, has been 
named director of the agency's 
substance abuse program, a position he 
held for six years before bemg fired on 
June 5 

State investigators said later they 
could not see the point in Bell's appoin­
ting an allegedly unqualified person to 
replace Ferguson as head of the drug 
abuse program. 

While Ferguson Was rehired this 
week, he was not reinstated, an action 
that would have restored his lost pay and 
benefits but that would also have 
reflected on the agency's board of direc­
tors, which ratified the original decision 
to fire him. 

The two roles played in the Bell ad­
ministration by Chuck Hicks, whom in­
vestigators questioned about his use of 
MCCC credit cards while he was the 
mental health agency's personnel direc-

tor and purchasing agent, have been 
split up in the latest reorganization. Bon­
nie Faulkner, of Auxier, a 12-year 
veteran of the agency, has been named 
personnel director and candidates are 
reportedly being interviewed for pur­
chasing director. Hicks is on a leave of 
absence 

Chalmer Howard, of Auxier, who has 
been with Mountain Comprehensive 
Care smce 1970, for most of that t1me as 
climcal superv1sor of the greenhouse 
sheltered woncshop, ha been appointed 
director of the mental retarda· 
tion/developmental disabilities 
program. 

Also rehired this week was Lois 
Baldridge, fired in May after 16 years 
with the agency. David Amburgey, 
another of those squeezed out in a spate 
of firings and layoffs under Bell, has 
been reinstated. 

Among other developments following 
this summer's probe by state Human 
Resources Cabinet officials, a Franklin 
Circuit Court grand jury has reported­
ly issued a subpoena for financial 
records of the mental health agency for 
the period of Bell's tenure as director. 

Left Beaver Coal Wins Round 
As Court Orders Road Cleared 

The long-simmering dispute between 
Left Beaver Coal Company's Ligon tip­
ple and some of its neighbors is bubbl­
ing again. The company last week won 
a restraining order against two persons 
who were accused of blocking a haul 
road to the site. Residents say they will 
try again this week to quash the tipple's 
operating permit. 

District Judge Harold Stumbo last 
Wednesday ordered Danny Blankenship 
and Frank Phillips not to block the road 
used by trucks hauling coal to and from 
the Clear Creek processing plant. The 
restraining order had been sought by of­
ficials of Turner-Elkhorn Mining Com­
pany, Left Beaver Coal's parent firm. 

Company officials said a lease signed 
15 years ago by property owners and the 
Imperial Elkhorn Coal Co. gives them 
a right to use the haul road, which pro­
vides their only access to the plant. 
Heirs of some of the signatories claim 
the agreement is invalid, however. 

Named as defendants in Left Beaver 
Coal's petition were Frank Phil~ips, who 
now lives in Lancaster, Ohio, and Dan­
ny Blankenship, .of Clear Creek, who are 
among the heirs to the property owned 
in 1970 by Will Slone. The petition said 
the two men blocked the road on Sept. 
20. 

The timing of the protest was not ar· 
bitrary. It came within two days of the 
15th anniversary of the signing of the 
15-year haul road lease. An attorney for 
some of the protesters said last week the 
lease is no longer valid, if it ever was. 

Under terms of the agreement, the 
coal company paid $1000 down to the 
Slone family for the use of the road for 
15 years, with another $1000 to be paid 
when the signatures of all family 
members were affixed to the agree­
ment. The company further agreed that 
"should we need to extend our use of the 
surface for more than 15 years ... we will

Dawson Confirms 
Route for US 23 

The state Transportation Cabinet an­
nounced Tuesday that the route location 
for the 15-mile, four-lane US 23 between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville has been 
approved. 

The location follows the route outlined 
in last week's Times-connecting with 
the existing four-lane 23 and the Moun­
tain Parkway at or near the Katy Friend 
intersection here and following, general· 
ly. the present KY 1428 (old 23) down Lit­
tie Paint Creek and terminating at the 
Johnson county end in the vicimty of U1e 
old Pride motel, near Paintsville. 

Transportation Secretary C. Leslie 
Dawson commented· 

"Now that the route location has been 

approved, final design and right-of-way 
estimates wtll begin. The project will 
provide a safe, four-lane roadway that 
will improve access for the movement 
of the area's major industry--coal." 

Secretary Dawson expressed his 
gratitude to State Senator David 
Lemaster and Representative Greg 
Stumbo "for their efforts to see this pro­
ject through." 

Stumbo also confirmed the Cabinet's 
official achon, late Tuesday afternoon. 

Design of the highway will be financ­
ed by Resource Recovery bond monies 
and is expected to require two years for 
completion. Four firms have been 
selected for the work.

Forest Fire 
Season Begins 

By STEPHEN R. BRACKETT,

October 1, began the first day of the 
fall fire season in Kentucky. During this 
period through December 15, it is illegal 
to set fire to any flammable material 
within 150 feet of woodland or flam­
mable material leading to woodland ex­
cept between 4:30p.m. and midnight. 
Persons burning between 4:30p.m. and 
midnight shall exercise all reasonable 
care and precaution to prevent the 
escape of fire to woodland by carefully 
clearing around and piling material to 
be burned. All fires must be closely 
guarded to prevent the escape of fire un­
til dead out. No burning should be done 
on windy and dry days. 

During last spring's fire season, the 
Eastern District took action on 381 
woodland fires which burned 8,831 acres. 
The estimated economic loss due to 
forest fires in the Eastern District was 
over $171tz million dollars. The district 
includes Floyd, Pike, Magoffin, Martin, 
Johnson, and Lawrence counties.

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pay $400 for each year." 
Will Slone, who Jived until March 3, 

1973, never did sign the lease, noted 
Jerry Patton, a lawyer for some of the 
heirs. Whether the then-elderly man was 
capable of managing his affairs in 
September, 1970, when the lease agree­
ment was signed, is a matter of dispute. 
In any event. Patton said, two of Slone's 
heirs also failed to sign the document. 

Allegations by tipple foreman Glenn 
Turner that Ranny and Judy 
Blankenship-brother and sister-in-law 
to Danny Blankenship-had again block­
ed the road last Thursday drew a warn­
ing from Judge Stumbo that he would 
consider anyone trying to close the road 
to be in contempt of court. The road was 
reported open this week. 

Attorney Patton said he will move to 
have last week's restraining order 
dissolved in circuit court. For its part, 
the coal company is expected to seek to 
have the temporary injunction made 
permanent. 

In the meantime, opponents of the tip­
ple have requested a hearing before the 
state Natural Resour ces and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet on the 
operating permit which was issued to 
Left Beaver Coal over their objections 
last spring.

Sentiment and nostalgia are insufficient 
justification for its existence, and it does 
not have a bonafide mission. May I fur­
ther suggest that the entire campus be 
converted into a much-needed multi­
prison complex. It would be an excellent 
location where our government can 
oversee its operation.

P'burg Woman Wins 
$7,000 for Damages 

Nine of 12 jurors - the minimum 
necessary to render a verdict in civil 
trials-agreed :\londay that a Prestons­
burg woman should be paid $7000 as the 
result of a collision between the car she 
was dri\'ing a nd a Prestonsburg police 
cruiser . 

The head-on collision occurred on 
June 29last year, during heavy rain, on 
U.S. 23 a few miles north of here. Myr­
tle Hinkle, 42, said she was travelling 
toward Prestonsburg when the police 
car, which was driven by city police of­
ficer Lewis Caudill , crossed the median 
strip and collided with her. The accident 
occurred on a curve just south of High­
lands Regional Medical Center. 

Attorneys for the city and its police of­
ficer raised questions about the extent 
of Mrs . Hinkle's injuries and, in pre-trial 
motions , claimed that the plaintiff ap­
peared unwilling to disclose the com­
plete medical record. 

In a deposition read in court, Pikeville 
neurologist Michael J . Pa ssidomo said 
he diagnosed in Mrs. Hinkle a cerebral 
concussion and resultant depression. 
But defense a ttorneys noted that various 
tests ordered by the physician proved 
negative and that his diagnosis was bas­
ed on the \'ictim 's own account of the ac­
cident and her symptoms. 

The F loyd Circuit Court jury which 
heard the evidence awarded Mrs. Hinkle 
$3000 to cover her medical bills and $4000 
to compensate for her pain and suffer­
ing. 

A companion suit filed by a passenger 
in Mrs. Hinkle's car was settled out of 
court for an undisclosed sum. James H. 
Taylor, 49, of Johnson county ,had sought 
$20,000 for medical expenses, $213,000 for 
pain and suffer ing, a nd $213,000 for loss 
of earning ability. ·

Much emphasis is placed on bir th con­

trol in today's society, to the point where 
it is said in the United States that the 
rate of grow~h is at least stable. 

We are, however, still struggling\\.it.ti 
the population explosion among 
animals-packs of wild dogs still roam 
Kentucky's farmlands, wild domestic 
cats are sometimes seen, and thousands 
of unwanted kittens and puppies are 
born each year in Kentucky either to the 
packs of wild animals or to domestic 
animals with irresponsible owners. 

Many of these unwanted a nd unplann­
ed for animals v.ill die of starvation or 
neglect, others in accidents. They all will 
become problems. 

Hence. the almost umversal appea l to 
neuter or spay your pet. · 

Of course. this obviously doesn' t ap­
ply to those who breed purebred species. 
but then they don't often c reate a 
problem. 

F or others, there may be a misconcep­
tion regarding the general health of 
ammals which have been spayed or 
neutered. 

Assuming you value your pet for its 
companionship and have no plans to 
breed it, you will probably incr ease the 
length of its lifespan by neutering. 

Statistics indicate tha t well cared-for 
cats live an average of 10 to 14 years of 
age, some much longer. These same 
statistics indicate tha t a ltered cats­
especially males-live longer than their 
unaltered counterparts 

There are some reasons for this. 
In females, spaying eliminates the 

possibility of an infected uterus, whtch 
is a serious maladv in older a nimals. It 
also r educes the· risk of mammary 
cancer and generally tends to improve 
the health of both cats and dogs. 

Castration of a ma le dog or cat has 
other advantages. One is tha t ag­
gressiveness is greatly reduced, the 
animal will be constderably less inclin­
ed to fight with other animals. The pet 
doesn't wander as much. and is usually 
more friendlv and a better companion. 

The myth. that neutered animals 
necessarily gain weight is just that- a 
myth 

Vetennary research mdicates that an 
altered pet docs not ca t more food than 
beforl'. TherP is, howPver, a tendency 
for thP animal to be less active and less 
mterestcd in (•xercise. For this reason, 
a ltered ani ma ls sometimes gain 
weight-but the gain can be counter­
acted b> exercise and supervision to 
assure the ammal is getting the proper 
amount of food and a balanced diet. 

There 1s no definite time to alter an 
ammal Your \·etermarian is your best 
advisor on this. The operations are hig!l­
ly developed nov. anrl qUite safe, with lit­
tle risk 

Remember. however, that a ltering 
your pel does not gi\'e the owner reason 
to become careless in supervisionof the 
animal It onlv makes the a nima l less 
amorous and h.ence less likely to wander 
off for purpo ·c of the heart. Care still 
must b£' taken aga inst automobiles and 
other common hazards

A Message From Acting Superintendent, Ray Brackett 

Dear Parents, 

We are asking for your assistance in an extremely important project. Many of 
our young people who are eligible to attend school are not c:urrently enrolled In either 
public: or a private school. Others attend so infrequently th.t our attendance rate 
is among the lowest in the state. 

As Superintendent, I fHI a tremendous personal responsibility to help provide 
the best educ:ational opportunity possible for our children. Teachers share this con· 
cern and sense of responsibility, but tltey simply c:annot teac:h children if they are 
not in sc:hool. 

We urge you as parents and concerned citizens, to sunoey your neighborilood; 
help us loc:ate and inform parents and c:hildren of the following: Children who will 
be five by Oc:tober 1 are eligible to enroll in Kinderprten, and in fac:t, must have 
completed Klnderprten before they c:an be admitted to first grade in 1986-87. This 
regulation holds true even if they meet the six year old age requiremeDt at that time. 

All sc:hooJ.aga children are required by law to attend school. Any parent who 
fails to meet the responsibility of keeping his c:hlld in regular attendance is, in essence, 
c:ontributlng to the delinquency of a minor. 

If a c:hild is physically or mentally handic:apped, our Special Educ:ation progr1m 
is c:ommitted to finding the most appropriate learning environment for that child. 

It is a fact that when children are not enrolled, or are c:onsistently absent, our 
school syste111 loses money th.t could be put to good use in meeting our financ:ial 
needs; however, this loss is minor c:ompared to the loss of potential of our young 
people who fail to get an educ:ation. They are the big losers, and will continue to 
be th.t, unless we c:an make the difference. 

You c:an help to make that difference by contac:ting the Attendance Offic:e 1t 
the Floyd County Board of Educ:ation-886-2354, if you know a c:hild who should 
be in sc:hool, but is not attending.

Tabbed for Major Benefits 

Tourism Secretary Wendell Combs 
announced last week tha.t the Depart­
ment of Parks has realized $2.8 million 
in additional funds , and that. as a result, 
Jenny Wiley State Park will be one of 
five to get major improvements. 

Most of additional funds, $2.2 million, 
are generated from converting the park 
system to direct deposit.

Phone Bills Thinner, 
Bell Spokesman Says 

South Central Bell customers will find 
their bills a little thinner and easier to 
read beginning later this month. 

"Customers who have complained 
that there were too many pages in the 
bill should like the changes," said Art 
Willett, manager for Bell. He said the 
bill format was redesigned with the help 
of groups of consumers. 

The new bill will be reduced by an 
average of two pages for each residen­
tial customer and one page for each 
business customer, according to Willett. 

The format of the new bill has four 
major parts-a payment page, a sum­
mary of all charges, a page or group of 
pages listing South Central Bell charges, 
and a page or group of pages listing 
charges by long-distance companies for 
whom SCB bills customers. 

South Central Bell early in 1985 
eliminated the "computer card" from 
its bills-a move that not only simplified 
the bills but also resulted in lower 
postage costs. In July, SCB stopped bill­
ing customers who rent telephones and 
other equipment from AT&T, thus 
eliminating another element from the 
bills. 

The slimmed-down bills will begin go­
ing out to Kentucky customers in mid­

Title V of the act provided grants to 

employ public health nurses, doctors, 
nutritionists, social workers and dentists 
to help insure the health and wellbeing 
of children and mothers. In Kentucky, 
the Department for Health Services ad­
ministers the federal grant. 

"Maternal and child health programs 
have made an impact on Kentuckians," 
said Patricia Nicol, M.D., Division of 
Maternal and Child Health director. 
"For example, the infant mortality rate 
was 27.8 in 1960 and 11.6 in 1984." 

The infant mortality rate is the 
number of infants who die per 1,000 live 
births. 

"We have also made improvements in 
the percentage of babies with low birth­
weight, the greatest single hazard for 
newborns," said Nicol. "In Kentucky, 
the percentage of low birth-weight 
babies was 9 percent in 1970. It had drop­
ped to 7 percent by 1984. We are now sav­
ing babies that weigh less than one-and­
a-half pounds." 

A significant contribution to the im­
proved health status of Kentucky 
mothers and children has been the in­
creased number and scope of preventive 
health services now provided. 

"Less than 10 years ago, prenatal care 
offered by many local health depart­
ments consisted of little more than a 
pregnancy test and blood pressure 
checks," said Nicol. "Now we have com­
prehensive prenatal/maternity care in 
104 of 120 counties and we have well­
child programs in ll8 counties. 

Today's typical health department 
also offers immunizations, pediatrics, 
infant safety seats, and services for 
children with developmental disablities, 
for crippled children and for families 
who have lost a baby to sudden infant 
death syndrome. 

While accomplishments have been 
made, much work is yet to be done. "Im­
proving the health status of women and 
children is a high priority," according 
to a proclamation signed by Gov. Mar­
tha Layne Collins recognizing Sept. 
29-0ct. 5 as Maternal and Child Health 
Week in Kentucky. 

"As we enter the second 50 years of 
maternal and child health programs, we 
still need to improve our efforts against 
infant mortality and low birth-weight 
babies," said Nicol of the program's 
future efforts. "Kentucky is trying to 
achieve the federal objective of a 9.0 in­
fant mortality rate by 1990. We still have 
a long way to go to meet that objective."

How To File A Consumer Complaint 
Consumers lose thousands of dollars 

every day simply because they do not 
take time to write a letter of complaint 
when a product or service is not satisfac­
tory. Perhaps we are embarrassed 
because we feel we are somehow at 
fault, or we think it is simply not worth­
while to complain, or we do not want to 
be considered petty. One study found 
that only about one-third of all the peo­
ple with complaints about goods or ser­
vices take their complaint to the seller 
or manufacturer. 

The Consumer Protection Division of 
the Attorney General's Office has the 
statutory authority to mediate consumer 
complaints. This office will handle both 
individual and group complaints. 

If you as a consumer experience a 
dispute in the marketplace, here are 
some tips for handling your complaint: 

It is important that you notify and give 
the business an opportunity to resolve 
your complaint prior to intervention by 
the Consumer Protection Division. Most 
consumer complaints result from 
misunderstandings and confusion be­
tween consumers and the business. 
Thus, bringing your complaint to the 
business' attention often leads to a 
resolution. • 

If you are not satisfied with the 
business' response to your complaint, 
you can file a complaint with the At­
torney General's Office by calling our 
toll-free Consumer Hotline at 
1-800-432-9257. 

A consumer complaint should be con­
cise and honest. It should include 
specific information that will not leave 
the person who receives it guessing 
about what the writer is trying to say. 
A letter of complaint does not have to be 
long; it only needs to state the problem 
clearly and should contain the following 
information: 

Your name and address; the name 
and address of the business your com­
plaint is against; a brief explanation tell­
ing about your complaint, including 
when the transaction occurred, how you 
tried to resolve it and any other perti­
nent information. If you have documents 
that substantiate your claim, include 
copies. 

The Consumer Protection Division 
will act as a mediator between the con­
sumer and the business. Approximate-

Like many big animals, bison like to 
scratch their hides on tree trunks or 
rocks.

ly 85-90 percent of our consumer com­
plaints are resolved through mediation. 

The Consumer Protection Division is 
prohibited from acting as a private at­
torney on an isolated complaint. If your 
complaint demands immediate legal ac­
tion, you should consider private legal 
action in Small Claims Court (no at­
torney necessary) if your claim is under 
$1.000 or seek the assistance of a private 
attorney, the Kentucky Bar Association 
will refer you to an attorney. You may 
call the Bar Association at 1-800-372-2999. 

Because of the great demand for con­
sumer protection assistance by Ken­
tuckians, all complaints and requests for 
information and assistance should be 
submitted in writing. This will allow the 
Division of Consumer Protection to pro­
vide you with prompt and more effective 
service.

Jobs Agency Claims 
Record Placements 

Gov. Martha Layne Collins recently 
announced that the Kentucky Depart­
ment for Employment Services set an 
all-time state record for job placements 
durmg the 1984-85 fiscal year. 

The department helped 76,743 Ken­
tuckians find jobs between July 1, 1984 
and June 30, 1985. The previous record 
placement year recorded by the state 
was 1978 when a total of 72,863 Ken­
tuckians found work through DES 
placement. 

" This is a splendid achievement," Col­
!lllS said, "especially in light of the hard­
ships facing job hunters everywhere 
today." 

The figures represent 262 placements 
for each staff member working in job 
placement, the governor said. ·"This, 
too, is a record." 

In addition to reporting record-setting 
placements, for the second year in a row 
the department led the U.S. Department 
of Labor's southeastern region in job 
placement growth. Other states in the 
region are Alabama, Florida, Georgia, 
Mississippi, North Carolina, South 
Carolina and Tennessee. 

Collins cited Kentucky's growing 
economy as a ma)or reason for the in­
creased placements. "We have more 
employers looking for workers and tak­
ing advantage of the department's ser­
vices," she said. "We also have more 
workers making job applications 
through our of ices." 

Cabinet for Human Resources 
Secretary AI Austin praised the Depart­
ment for Employment Services for the 
figures which amounted to a 24 percent 
increase in the total job placements 
made in 1984. "In fact the 1985 record 
total exceeded by a third the goal for 
placements set out by the department 
before the year began," Austin said. 

Employment Services Commissioner 
James Daniels said, "The only other 
yea rs the department made more than 
70,000 placements were 1977, 1978 and 
197 J. These were peak years largely 
because of public service employment 
JObs cr eated under the Comprehensive 
E mployment and Training Act. In other 
years during the past decade place­
m ents have ranged between 50,000 and 
60,000. " 

Daniels attributed part of the current 
placement growth to the department's 
intensified efforts to recruit full-service 
employers. ' 'Currently about 1,300 Ken­
tucky employers rely exclusively on us 
to recruit, screen and test job ap­
plicants ." he said.

Kentucky Seniors' 
SAT Scores Improve 

The scores of college-bound Kentucky 
students remained at the same level as 
last year on one widely used national 
test and showed significant gains on 
another, Superintendent of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald announced 
last week. 

The composite score of 1985 graduates 
who took the American College Test in 
Kentucky stood at 17.9, the same as the 
year before, a report from the American 
College Testing Program shows. 
Naturally, the average composite score 
was 18.6 out of a possible 36 points. 
· On the 1985 Scholastic Aptitude Test, 
the scores of Kentucky high school 
seniors averaged 491 on the verbal sec­
tion and 529 on the math section. Those 
scores represent increases of 12 points 
on the verbal section, from 479last year, 
and 11 points on the math section, from 
518 last year. 

McDonald noted that the scores of 
graduating seniors taking the SAT not 
only improved over past years but re­
mained well above the national levels of 
431 on the verbal section and 475 on the 
math section. The national scores reflect 
increases of five points on the verbal 
section and four points on the ~ath sec­
tion over 1984 scores. 

"Traditionally, more Kentucky 
students take the ACT assessment 
because that is the test required for ad­
mission to the state's public univer­
sities," McDonald said. 

"We need to remember that each year 
a different group of students takes this 
test. Last year's graduating seniors 
reversed a downward trend that began 
in 1970, and we are happy to see that this 
year's class maintained that same 
level.'' 

The SAT as administered by the Col­
lege Board. Figures from the two testing 
companies show that 22,844 Kentucky 
students took the ACf and that 3,454 took 
the SAT in 1985. A total of 39,983 seniors 
were enrolled in Kentucky high schools 
in 1984-85. 

The national composite score of 18.6 
on the ACT represented an increase of 
0.1 over 1984. Nationally, scores dropped 
slightly in math, were unchanged in 
English and increased slightly in social 
studies and natural sciences. 
Scor~ of Kentucky students were un­

changed in English, at 18.0, and natural 
sciences, at 20.4; dropped 0.2 in math, 
to 15.7 ; and increased 0.2 in social 
studies, to 16.9. The national figures 
were English, 18.1; natural sciences, 
21.2; math, 17.2; and social studies, 17.4. 

Black students in Kentucky had a 
composite score of 12.8 on the ACT, 
outscoring those tested nationwide by 
0.3. The national composite for black 
students tested was 12.5. The relatively 
high standing of Kentucky's black 
students is "very encouraging," 
McDonald said. 

More women than men took the 
ACf-55 percent to 45 percent. The com­
posite scores were 18.6 for men and 17.2 
for women, with women's scores higher 
in English but lower than those of men 
in the other three areas. 

In a survey portion of the ACT, 61 per­
cent of Kentucky students rated their 
high schools as either excellent or good, 
and 62 percent expressed satisfaction 
with their schools' guidance services. 

"We are pleased by the positive opi­
nions Kentucky students expressed 
about their high school experience," 
McDonald said. 

Kentucky students who take the SAT 
are usually those planning to enter 
private or out-of-state colleges. Of the 
graduating Kentucky seniors who took 
the SAT, 52 percent were men and 48 
percent were women. 

Among Kentucky students, men 
scored higher on the math section- 548 
compared with 509 for women- but the 
scores of men and women were the 
same, 491, on the verbal section. SAT 
scores are on a scale of 200 to 800. 

SAT scores began to rise gradually 
throughout the nation in 1982 after 
declining steadily for more than two 
decades. Kentucky students have con­
sistently scored higher than the national 
averages, McDonald said.

One 
of its firs t plans was to build the Statue 
as a lighthouse with the light coming 
from the crown. A lookout standmg on 
the balcony surrounding the torch would 
provide m;vigation~l aid . 

The framework for the Statue of 
Ltbertv \\'as created by Gusta\'e Eiffel 
who later designed the new famous Eif­
fel Tower in Paris. 

Richard Mor­
ri:-; llunt . dt•signed the pedestal for Bar­
tholdi ·s statue That base is 89 feel high.

Stress State 
Water Watch

Topics relating to the importance of 

clean wl:}ter fish and wildlife resources, 
tourism. oublic health, agriculture and 
industry were discussed during the lOth 
Annual Governor's Conference on the 
Environment, September 25-27. 

Conference participants received -a 
poster by naturalist/photographer 
James Archambeault, and a packet of 
information concerning water use and 
management issues. The sessions were 
divided into panel discussions, ad­
dresses and workshops on topics in­
cluding the effects of water quality on 
wildlife, river basin management, 
human health issues and drinking water, 
acid rain, coal production and water 
management, flood control, and the role 
of agriculture in water management. 

Governor Martha Layne Collins pro­
claimed September 22-29 Natural 
Resources Week, urging all Kentuckians 
to take part in the protection and wise 
management of the commonwealth's 
natural resources. One program that's 
ideal for group or community involve­
ment on a local level is Water Watch, a 
year-long statewide program of educa­
tion, water quality assessment, restora­
tion and recreation which began in 
April. 

The Water Watch Program goals are 
to encourage the formation of public in-1 

terest groups that will: 
1. Adopt a river basin or watershed. 
2. Promote the adopted water 

resource by documenting its unique 
ecology and history. 

3. Improve water resources 
throughout Kentucky with direction and 
guidance from local and state 
government. 

Through active participation in 
designated Water Watch public interest 
groups, persons concerned about Ken­
tucky's lakes, rivers, streams ana 
wetlands can gam hands-on experience 
in water management. For example, 
educational programs presented by the 
Division of Water can provide Water 
Watch groups with information about 
activities in their adopted watersheds or 
basins that could adversely affect the 
community's water resources. 

Other Water Watch group activities 
include water quality assessment walks 
along the adopted watershed or basin to 
record observations involving plant and 
wildlife communities, withdrawals of 
water, chemical spills, fish kills, algal 
blooms, litter and erosion problems. Ad­
ditionally, Water Watchgroups can spon­
sor local restoration and recreation pro­
jects such as stream or riverbank 
cleanups, habitat improvement efforts, 
seasonal field trips, fishing tournaments 
or canoe and rafting trips to build public 
appreciation of the state's water 
resources.

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The Curtain of Dpubt About 
Kentucky's Voting Equipment 

Is Named Manager 
Shoes Secrets, Here

For many years now the voters and 

even the politicians have had and do 
have many suspicions about the 
mechanical equipment. It was suspected 
before the use of the mechanical 
monsters, the election was won or lost 
at the counting room, not at the polls. 
Now, perhaps, many believe the election 
is won or lost by the mechanical devia­
tions of the machine. The mechanical 
machine was designed somewhat like 
the old Linotype machine. No one, other 
than the person who used it day by day, 
really understood how it worked. It just 
worked. It simply meant if you hit an 
" A" you always got an "A". So soon 
everyone realized that if a word was 
misspelled and an " 0 " appeared, 
everyone knew it was human error, not 
mechanical. Here are some of the ques­
tions that still arise: ( 1) you can tell how 
someone votes; (2) you can fix the 
machine so when you vote for Joe, John 
can receive the vote; (3 ) the people set­
ting the machine can set it to produce 
any results they want. These seem to be 
the most common suspicions. Let's at­
tempt to supply answers to these 
questions. 

We sincerely believe that after some 
30 years of servicing and standing 
responsible for many of the machine 
results, we are qualified to answer these 
concerns. The only way you can tell how 
someone voted is if everyone voted the 
same way. If in a General Election on­
ly two people voted, and they voted dif­
ferently, you definitely cannot tell how 
and who voted for what without asking 
the voters. Remember, all candidates 
and questions have their own counters. 
When you vote for any candidate, just 
the candidate's counter increases. The 
public counter on the front only shows 
how many people come in the machine. 
It is not connected to any candidate's 
counter. 

The machine also has a protective 
counter on the side which is never reset. 
It also keeps up with how many people 
enter the machine, not how they vote, 
because it is not connected to any can­
didate's counter either. 

Now, by signing your name, some peo­
ple believe that at that time the Election 
Officers can tell how you vote. Remem­
ber, your signature, by law, only iden­
tifies you as legal voter and the Party 
you represent. There is no way you can 
connect your signature to the can­
didate's counter when you vote. Now 
when I vote for Joe, can I make John the 
recipient of that vote? Somewhere, 
somehow this myth was born. 

Many of the custodians use rubber 
bands to direct them to the area of the 
machines where they a re working. By 
leaving these rubber bands on the 
machines, it was and is believed this is 
an attempt to fix and redirect the voter 's 
vote. The machine is built like an ar­
chery range : ( 1) on the front you have 
a candidate's name ; (2 ) behind the 
name is a removable metal plate in­
serted with the name in front of the 
counter, and when the machine is ac­
tivated, the metal strip may not be 
removed without locking the machine 
against any further voting; ( 3 ) behind 
the metal plate is a three digital 
counter- all zeros are showing in the

morning when the Election Officers 
open the machine-they and they alone 
activate the machine to allow the voting 
to start; ( 4) the candidate's lever is like 
an arrow- it goes completely through 
the machine, through the name, through 
the metal insert, through the counters, 
and out the back. It can mechanically 
turn only one space when the candi­
date's lever is activated. Attempting to 
mechanically change this would result 
in jamming both candidates' levers. If 
you vote for Joe, only Joe can receive 
credit, with or without rubber bands. 

Setting the machine is like the 
Linotype. It will work only if you set it 
correctly. If the machine is not set and 
serviced correctly, it will only fail to ' 
work, but it cannot be set to change the 
voter's direction. It can only damaged 
so as not to record the results. Even this 
attempt should have been discovered by 
the Election Officers and the County 
Board of Elections upon their inspection 
of the machine. 

In conclusion, the mechanical 
machine has changed for the better the 
elections of our state. They have been 
designed by humans with the fullest 
degree of integrity and accuracy­
designed with protection against all 
these attempts to corrupt. We would in­
vite you or anyone with doubts to come 
to our plant and we will be glad to go 
over and over the machine until you or 
anyone has a comfortable feeling of 
relief.

UNIFORM CODE OF 
STUDENT CONDUCT 

c Eighth in a Series) 
F SUSPENSION PROCEDURES: 

A principal or head teacher may suspend a student for offenses as 
outlined in Section IX of this code. 

1. Short-term suspensions shall be for a period of 1-5 days. A short­
term suspension notice must be sent to the student's parent/guardian 
and a copy mailed to the Superintendent of Schools. 

2. Long-term suspensions shall be for a period of 6-20 days. 
Suspensions of over ten 00) days shall require consultation and approval 
of the Superintendent. Written notice shall be mailed to the student's 
parent/guardian and a copy mailed to the Superintendent. 

3. A student placed on suspension is prohibited from entering the 
school or school grounds (except for a pre-arranged conference with 
an administrator), attending any day or night functions of the Floyd 
County Public Schools, or riding a school bus during the term of the 
suspension. Violations of the conditions of suspension shall cause fur­
ther disciplinary action to be taken. At all stages of the suspension pro­
cess, students shall be guaranteed informal due process rights as outlin­
ed in this code. 

4. No make-up work is permitted by students for classwork missed 
during the suspension period. 

5. A suspension shall be for a definite number of days, and shall not 
be extended without the prior written approval of the parent/guardian, 
except in the case of pre-expulsion suspensions. 

6. Parent/guardian of student suspended must have a conference 
with the principal prior to the student being admitted back to classes. 

7. Students may not be penalized twice for one offense (double 
jeopardy). 
G. INFORMAL HEARING PROCEDURES: 

An informal hearing is required and will be conducted by the prin­
cipal/designee before a student is suspended for 1-5 days. The process 
will include the following steps: 
1. The student shall be informed of the charges for the proposed 

suspension and provided an explanation of the evidence support­
ing the charges. 

2. The student will be provided a reasonable opportunity to present 
his/her case . 

3. The principal/designee shall report the decision to suspend, by 
telephone if possible and by mail, to the student's parents/guardians 
within one (1) school day of the informal hearing. 
In cases involving clear and present danger to the safety of persons 

or property, a student may be suspended before an informal hearing 
is held. In these cases, an informal hearing shall be held as soon as possi­
ble, but no later than three (3) school days after the suspension. 
H. FORMAL HEARING PROCEDURES: 

A formal hearing is required when a student is suspended for 
6-20 days. The parent/guardian shall be notified immediately by 
telephone if possible and mail. The hearing shall be held within three 
(3) school days of notification of the suspension. The parent/guardian 
may waive the formal hearing. 
1. Written charges shall be given to the parent/ guardian with a copy 

to the student, specifying the offense and disclosing the information 
the school officials have collected to document the charges. 

2. The student will be informed of the date, time, and location of the 
hearing in order to prepare a defense and to meet the charges made 
against him/her. 

3. A full and impartial hearing shall be provided the student including 
the right to counsel, the right to face his/her accusers, and the right 
to call witnesses and to cross-examine witnesses on both sides. 

4. The Superintendent/designee shall appoint impartial hearing of­
ficia!(s). 

5. The hearing officia!(s ) will announce the decision at the end of the 
hearing and will provide the student and his/ her parent/guardian a 
written copy of the decision. 

6. A written transcript of the proceedings shall be provided, if requested. 
7. Any person appearing at the hearing either as a witness or as an in­

terested party, has the right to representation by counsel, if desired, 
at his/her expense.

Report 

Lake levels continued to drop slowly 
although surface water temperature 
rose slightly at a few lakes because of 
the dry. hot weather during the past 
week. 

Scattered catches of bass, bluegill, 
crappie and white bass were reported at 
several lakes during the Sept. 21-22 ' 
period covered by this report. The lake­
by-lake rundown, as reported by conser­
vation officers and creel clerks at each 
lake, is as follows: 

KENTUCKY: Moderate fishing ac­
tivity was reported by Creel Clerk Don 
Fortenberry with extremely clear water 
conditions making fish wary. Crappie 
were being taken over dropoffs, ledges 
and brush piles lG-12 feet deep. Bass 
were being caught on plastic worms, 
spinnerbaits and crankbaits fished over 
rocky points in 6·10 feet of water. Very 
clear, falling slowly, 3.7 feet below sum­
mer pool and 75 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Light to moderate fishing 
activity was reported by Creel Clerk 
Norman Brantley. Crappie were being 
taken on minnows and jigs fished over 
stump beds and dropoffs in 5-15 feet of 
water. Bass were being caught on 
plastic worms and crankbaits. White 
bass were being taken on plunker and fly 
combinations in scattered jumps. Clear, 
falling slowly, three feet below summer 
pool and 77 degrees. 

BARREN: Light fishing activity was 
reported by Officer Donald Depp. A few 
crappie were being caught over channel 
drops in 10-15 feet of water. Bass were 
being taken on topwater lures, with the 
best fishing early in the morning, by 
casting over flats of flooded grass. 
Bluegill were being taken on crickets 
and worms off steep rock bluffs. Clear, 
falling slowly, three feet below summer 
pool and 74 degrees. 

NOLIN· Moderate fishing activity 
was reported by Officer Sammie Ren­
fro. Bass were being caught on deep run­
ning crank baits and plastic worms fish­
ed over rocky points . Crappie were be­
ing taken on minnows fished over flood­
ed timber in 10-12 feet of water. Clear, 
one foot below summer pool and 79 
degrees . 

TAYLORSVILLE : Moderate fishing 
activity was reported by Creel Clerk 
John Morgan. Bass were being caught 
on plastic worms and jigs in 1G-15 feet 
of water along treelines. Bluegill were 
being taken on crickets in 4-6 feet of 
water around shoreline brush and fish 
attractors. Clear to murky, stable at 
summer pool, and 75 degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Light fishing activi­
ty was reported by Creel Clerk Bill 
Pinkston Bluegill were being taken in 
20 feet of water on crickets and worms 
off steep rock walls and around stickups. 
Bass were being caught on plastic 
worms fished over medium deep banks. 
Clear, stable, 10 feet below summer pool 
and 75 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND : Light fishing activi­
ty was reported by Officer Randy 
Wilson. Bass were being taken by troll­
ing medium and deep running crank­
baits, casting plastic worms and spin­
nerbaits off points, and stillfishing with 
live crayfish. Bluegill were being caught 
in 15-20 feet of water off rock walls on 
crickets in the mid-section of lake. A few 
walleye were being taken by vertical jig­
ging spoons off rip-rap along the dam. 
In the tailwaters, trout were being taken 
on corn, cheese and salmon eggs. Clear, 
falling slowly, 20 feet below summer 
pool and 76 degrees. 

DALE HOLLOW : Moderate fishing 
activity was reported by Officer Marvin 
Edwards. Bass were being caught at 
night on plastic worms fished over weed 
beds and deep banks. A few crappie 
were being taken drift fishing minnows 
in 15 feet of water. Clear, falling, two 
feet below summer pool and 74 degrees. 

LAUREL: Light fishing activity was 
reported by Officer Ken Mobley. Rain­
bow trout were being taken at night in 
15-20 feet of water on worms and corn off 
steep rock walls. Bass were being taken 
on spinnerbaits off points in 8-10 feet of 
water. Clear, stable, seven feet below 
summer pool and 80 degrees. 

CAVE RUN : Heavy fishing activity 
was reported by Creel Clerk Tim Sloan. 
Muskie were being taken in shallow, 
timbered coves on crankbaits and jerk 
baits. Bass were being caught on surface 
lures and plastic worms. Murky, falling, 
one foot below summer pool and 75 
degrees. 

BUCKHORN : Officer Billy Joe 
Napier reported light fishing activity 
with bass being taken on surface lures 
and jig and rind combinations off weed 
beds. Bluegill were being caught on 
worms and crappie on minnows fished 
over stumps and brush. Clear, falling, 
one foot below summer pool and 83 
degrees . 

GRAYSON: Light to moderate fishing 
activity was reported by Officer Kenny 
Skaggs. Bass were being taken on 
crankbaits and spinnerbaits fished 
across mud banks. Crappie were being 
caught in 6-8 feet of water around brush 
and tree tops on minnows. Clear, falling 
slowly, one foot below summer pool and 
72 degrees. 

DEWEY: Light fishing activity was 
reported by officer Dalton Conley Bass 
were being caught early and late on 
plastic worms: catfish at night on liver 
and nightcrawlers. Clear, falling slow­
ly, t 2 foot below summer pool and 78 
degrees. 

FISHTRAP: Light fishing activity 
was reported by Officer Jim McCown. 
Bluegill were being caught on worms in 
4-6 feet of water. Bass were being taken 
on plastic worms off points at night, and 
on surface lures early and late. Clear, 
falling slowly, three feet below summer 
pool and 77 degrees.

Garnis Martin: Football's Pete Rose 
Garnis Martin, formerly of this coun­

ty, may be to high school football at 
Bardstown, Ky. what Pete Rose is to 
professional baseball in Cincinnati, 
Ohio. 

The parallels in their careers are im­
pressive, although Martin is a coach and 
Rose owes his fame to his achievements 
as a player. Like Rose, Martin is a fierce 
competitor; he lives the sport; he enjoys 
coaching as much as when he began 34 
years ago -and this week was only five 
victories away from becoming the win-

ningest football coach in Kentucky 
history. 

And he already is perhaps the most­
publicized. Kentucky newspapers this 
year have trailed his every move, and 
his phenomenal career has been re­
counted in detail by the daily press. 

Starting with the year 1951 when he 
coached at Wayland High School and 
won one game while losing seven, 
Martm-coached teams have won 244 
games while losing only 95. He went to 
Bardstown in 1952 and has been there 
ever since. 

Cats Find Middlesboro 
Easier Than Expected 

The Prestonsburg Blackcats chalked 
up another win over a highly regarded 
foe Friday night as they vanquished the 
visiting Middlesboro Yellowjackets, 
42-21. 

Making the victory a little sweeter, 
perhaps, was the revenge of last year's 
only Blackcat loss, a 19-13, three­
overtime struggle at Middlesboro. 

Except for a 95-yard touchdown run on 
a kick-off return midway through the 
first quarter, all of the Yellow Jackets' 
points came in the second half against 
Prestonsburg's substitutes. Coach 
"Chuke" Williams later said his team 
could probably average 70 points a game 
if he played his starters more, but said 
he would rather have his "total team 
playing as much football as we possibly 
can." 

The game opened with Middlesboro 
winning the toss and electing to receive. 
They were able to march the ball to 
Prestonsburg's 39 in nine plays, but the 
Blackcat defense hung tough, forcing a 
turnover on downs. 

Middlesboro punted, with Pete Green 
picking up the ball at th.e 10 and moving 
to the 12. Goble passed to Keith Slone on 
the first play from scrimmage, with 
Slone then scrambling to the 15. 

The Cats drew first blood on the next 
play, as B.D. Nunnery ran 85 yards for 
the touchdown. It was 7: 15 of the first 
quarter. 

Brent Hackworth's boot was good, 
making the score 7-0. Nunnery's 
touchdown made five straight games in 
which the Cats had scored on their initial 
possession. 

A Wendell Burke recovery of a Mid­
dlesboro fumble on the Yellowjackets' 
next possession had Prestonsburg tak­
ing over on the Middlesboro 31. Goble hit 
Pete Green with a pass at around the 
eight-yard line, and Green dashed into 
the end zone at 6:09. Hackworth made 
the extra point for a score of 14-0. 

But Middlesboro was not ready to roll 
over and play dead. Denny Turner 
received Greg Shepherd's kick-off at the 
five-yard line, and raced 95 yards for the 
score. Travis Powers made the extra 
point, upping the tally at 5:54 to 14-7. 

The next scoring drive came with 
Shag Branham making a 44 yard run 
from scrimmage, breaking away from 
the Yeliowjackets' Shawn Russell 
around the eight-yard line, and running 
into the left side of the end zone. 
Hackworth made the kick, sending the 
score to 21·7, capping a five-play, 
64-yard drive. 

In the second quarter, Nunnery end­
ed a 62-yard, nine-play drive with a 
seven-yard scoring run. Hackworth 
made the extra point, for a 28-7 Pres­
tonsburg lead. 

The last points of the half came at 

2:54, as Nunnery ran four yards, punc­
tuating a six play, 71-yard drive. With 
Hackworth's kick, the scor2 stood at 35-7 
at the intermission. 

The Cats had scored on their first five 
possessions. Time running out after a 
Nunnery interception at the 19 with six 
seconds left was all that prevented the 
Cats from scoring on every possession 
of the half. Nunnery did manage to get 
11 yards on the possession, however, giv­
ing him 201 yards for the half, the first 
time a Prestonsburg back has gained as 
many as 200 yards for an entire game 
this season. Nunnery finished the game 
with 204 yards. 

Prestonsburg was to score only once 
more, but that was plenty. 

On a kick-off return to begin the se­
cond half, Pete Green caught the ball at 
the 24-yard line, tearing 76 yards 
downfield for the six points . Hack­
worth's kick was good, bringing the 
score to 42-7. 

With the Blackcats dominating, Coach 
Williams substituted freely, the re­
mainder of the evening. Middlesboro 
still could not make a serious threat, 
hOwever, managing just two more 
touchdowns. The first of these came at 
3:27 of the third quarter, on an eight­
play, 86-yard drive ending in a four-yard 
scoring run by Turner. Powers threw to 
Russell for the two-point conversion, 
making the score 42-15. 

The last TD came at 2:09 of the fourth 
quarter as Grigsby found Powers on a 
45-yard pass, capping a two play, 
52-yard drive. Powers ran for the con­
version, fixing the final score at 42-23. 

The game was relatively injury free, 
with Ronnie Slone being the only Black­
cat on the injured list. Slone turned his 
ankle, but is expected to recover with a 
couple of days' rest. 

Coach Williams said the game had "a 
story book ending. It was just super.'' He 
added that he was glad a lot of the 
younger players saw action, even though 
Middlesboro was able to capitalize on 
their inexperience for the late scores. 

Getting experience for the subs 
becomes ever more important as the 
season slips away, as the Cats are los­
ing all 11 starters next year. 

Turning to next week's contest against 
4-A George Rogers Clark High School, 
Winchester, Williams described the 
GRCHS team as "very fundamentally 
sound." He cited size as one of their 
strengths, as they start two 240-pounders 
on the line, along with another big 
lineman tipping the scales at 275. 

Williams said his team would be 
"here, ready to go and hoping for the 
best," but declined to predict the out­
come. ''As far as predicting a win. we 
don't do that," he said. "We respect 
everybody and fear nobody." 

The following, excerpted from a full­
page Courier-Journal feature by Bob 
White, tells more of the former Floyd 
countian's story, including his acknow­
ledgement of what two other Floyd 
educators meant to him, earlier in his 
career: 

... Martin had coached Wayland High 
School's footbal team to a 1-7 record, 
after having launched his coaching 
career with a two-year stint at Prestons­
burg (where he) served as head basket­
ball and baseball coach, and as an assis­
tant in football. 

"The job at Wayland paid $3,000 a 
year, and I was getting $2,220 at Pres­
tonsburg,'' Martin said, showing his 
famous grin. 

He has won every imaginable award 
or championship in football: three state 
championships-Class A in 1967 and 1970 
and the AA crown in 1981- nine regional 
and 11 district titles. 

His 1969 team was runner-up in the 
state Class A playoffs, and m 1977 he was 
chosen statewide Coach of the Year in 
The Courier-Journal's annual poll. 

Five times Martin's teams have 
finished regular-season play undefeated, 
so until he breaks Ty Holland's record 
there aren't many more fields for him 
to conquer. 

ln his chase for the record, Martin has 
received a note of congratulations from 
his old high school basketball coach, Bob 
Harlow, who now lives in Kansas City, 
Mo. 

"Don't laugh," Martin said. "My old 
coach is still living. He came up to see 
us play North Hardin four years ago. He 
was visiting his sister-in-law in 
Louisville. I recognized him right 
away." 

Walter Price, Martin's old high school 
football coach <at Wheelwright>, is dead 
but not forgotten . 

"Give him credit for getting me to go 
back to college after World War II," 
Martin said. "I always wanted to coach, 
and I watched practice every day 
That's why I went back to school, to get 
my certificate to teach and coach." 

Martin went to Tulane University, a 
long way from Eastern Kentucky. 

After graduation, Martin returned to 
Floyd County to coach at Prestonsburg 
two years and at Wayland one year. 

"Doc Ferrell was the coach at Pres­
tonsburg and I learned a lot of football 
from him," Martin said. "He played at 
the university <Kentucky) under coach 
(Paul "Bear") Bryant." 

In 1952, Martin decided to go west. 
Until10 or so years ago, Garnis Mar­

tin coached basketball and track as well 
as football. He a lso served as athletic 
director, a position he still holds. He 
teaches four driver's education classes 
and last year, when Talbott needed a 
civics teacher, he turned to Martin. 

Martin coached two Bardstown teams 
to berths in the Boys' State Basketball 
Tournament 0969 and 1971), and guid­
ed the Tigers into the regional tourney 
18 times before giving up that job six 
years a~o. He won state Class A track 
titles in 1970 and 1971 before relin­
quishing that post. 

When Martin won his 200th game a 
few years ago, grateful Bardstown fans 
gave him a new station wagon .. Wonder 
what they have in mind for him when he 
caps the 249-win record set by Ty 
Holland in 43 years at MurrB:y?

Is Aired Weekly 

The Kentucky Afield radio program is 
now being aired weekly over 125 stations 
throughout the state. 

The 5-minute program, produced by 
Bruce Smith, a radio and TV specialist 
on the Division of Public Relations staff 
of the Kentucky Dept. of Fish & Wildlife 
Resources, is "designed to appeal to 
sportsmen, and other outdoor en­
thusiasts who share an interest in 
related cultural, geographic and historic 
topics unique to Kentucky." 

Smith said that the program's wide 
distribution is made possible because of 
an arrangement with the Kentucky Net­
work, which feeds the program to over 
80 stations statewide. "We're excited 
abdut working with the Kentucky Net­
work," Smith explained, adding that 
"it's a satellite distribution network pro­
viding news, feature and sports pro­
gramming through regional correspon­
dents." 

Recent Kentucky Afield programs 
have dealt with news and features of in­
terest to fishermen and hunters-a 
grouse trapping and relocation project 
that's continuing this fall, the bows and 
whys of fish attractors, and the depart­
ment's acquisition plans for more than 
3,500 acres of bottomland in Ballard 
county including Swan Lake, a 700-acre 
natural cypress pond first visited by 
John James Audubon in 1810. 

The programming includes an inter­
view format with guests such as Ken­
tucky Dept. of Fish & Wildlife Resources 
Commissioner Don McCormick, 
Barkley Lake creel clerk Norman 
Brantley, and Kentucky author, 
storyteller and outdoorsman Jim Wayne 
Miller, of Bowling Green. 

The Kentucky Afield radio program is 
distributed free; 45 of the stations 
receive the program on cassette tape, 
although Smith said that a reel-to-reel 
master is supplied to the Kentucky Net­
work since they have to feed the pro· 
gram to their affiliates and better quali­
ty is achieved on the larger format. 
Each Kentucky Afield program includes 
a 3D-second public service announce­
ment (fSA>. 

Smith, who has a background in multi­
media production, joined the staff of the 
department's Division of Public Rela· 
lions in October '84 to re-vamp the pro· 
gram format, re-establish a working 
relationship with radio stations across 
Kentucky and look for better distribution 
channels since the program has been off 
the air for the last two years.

Love, sex and marriage in 
the '80s are the topics of "Key 
Exchange," a late-summer re­
lease that looks like it is being 
thrown away by the studio. 
Perhaps the intent of 20th 
Century-Fox is to gather an 
audience before the big fall 
releases overwhelm smaller 
movies. but this film's wit and 
intelligence should attract an 
ample number of filmgoers 
without scheduling tricks. 

Ben Masters and Brooke 
Adams are perfect for each 
other. Everyone else in the 
film knows it. Even the man 
selling popcorn and the wom­
an collecting tickets know it. 
The only problem is that they 
don't know it. He's a success­
ful writer of detective novels; 
she's moving up in the TV 
business. They're a Yuppie 
couple trying to maintain an 
"open" relationship. 

Their open relationship is 
more of a permission slip for 
him to fool around than for 
her, since she seems to be 
more mature and certain 
about their future. When she 
finally gets him to make some 
sort of commitment, it comes 
in the form of a simple ex-

change of apartment keys, 
which is no doubt the modern 
equivalent of getting 
"pinned." But it's a key mo­
ment in the relationship, and 
thus the title's double 
meaning. 

Brooke Adams virtually du­
plicates the performance she 
gave in "Almost You" with 
Griffin Dunne earlier this year. 
She is sexy, sharp and solidly 
in control. Ben Masters, who 
has the looks of a Marlboro 
Man, plays the swinging single 
with the right amount of sav­
vy, charm, fear and bravado. 
It adds up to a well-rounded 
character. 

Fine performances are 
turned in by the rest of the 
cast as well, and veterans 
Tony Roberts and Danny 
Aiello rate special mention. 
The dialogue is crisp and wit­
ty, and scenes are tied togeth­
er so nothing seems 
extraneous. 

By the time the final credits 
roll, the inevitable has oc­
curred, but like a well-planned 
trip, getting there is half the 
fun.

If America wants to improve its 
schools, it must start by upgrading the 
image and quality of teachers, accord­
ing to the National PTA. The .October 
issue of the National PTA's magazine, 
PTA Today, addresses "excellence in 
education" and offers suggestions for 
improving America's schools. 

"We need the combined will to 
restructure schools to meet improved 
standards and to recognize teaching as 
a vital profession that must draw the 
brightest and best candidates to its 
ranks," says Ann Kahn, National PTA 
president. 

Linda Darling-Hammond, director of 
the education and human resources pro­
gram for the Rand Corporation, agrees 
that teachers must be valued. In PTA 
Today, Darling-Hammond says, "If we 
devalue the act of teaching, we devalue 
the act of learning as well. If we're 
serious about improving the quality of 
public education, we will need to ex­
plicitly and consciously value teachers. 
It will not be quick and easy, but is 
imperative." 

Various groups have put forth pro­
posals to attract and keep good teachers. 
Some suggestions noted in PTA Today 
are : 

- Establish professionally com­
petitive salaries for teachers; 

- Hire clerical staff and aides for 
nonteaching tasks; 

- Create opportunities for profes­
sional growth by providing local staff 
development programs; 

- Create opportunities for profes­
sional advancement of talented teachers 
without requiring them to leave the 
classroom; 

- Involve teachers in decisions about 
textbooks, course content and methods, 
scheduling and program design and stu­
dent placement and assessment. 

To increase the quality of those enter­
ing colleges of education and the quali­
ty of current eachers, the following 
recommendations have been made: 

- Establish a minimum score on the 
SAT and American College Test for the 
admission of students to a teacher 
education program; 

- Improve teacher education by mak­
ing it more intellectually rigorous and 
requiring internships supervised by 
senior teacher s before tenure is 
granted ; 

- Establish a national certification

plan based on such things as classroom 
teaching experience, performance on 
tests and scholarly contributions to the 
teacher's field ; 

- Conduct more rigorous evaluation of 
current teachers every few years and in­
corporate input by teachers recognized 
as competent in the particular teaching 
area. 

Another article in PTA Today cites a 
recent Department of Education poll of 
1,200 adults on how they view school 
reform in secondary schools. The public 
indicated that they favor better teaching 
and are ready to support measures to at­
tract and retain good teachers. 

Of those surveyed, 84 percent support 
state and national teacher exams, 74 
percent would raise teacher's salaries 
to an average of $25,000 a year; 67 per­
cent agree with offering merit pay to 
outstanding teachers and 81 percent sup­
port having teachers spend one month 
each summer doing things to improve 
their teaching. 

In addition, more than two-thirds of 
those queried said they would be willing 
to pay an extra $200 a year in taxes to 
finance education reforms such as bet­
ter pay for teachers, extra teacher ttain­
ing and smaller classrooms.

Permitting activities for August 
authorized the disturbance of 18,034.65 
new acres and resulted in the collection 
of $579,000.00 in fees.
