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PRESTONSBURG, 

Council Decides 
To Ask TV Bids 

Opening the city up to a potential 
lawsuit, Prestonsburg city council voted 
Monday night to allow new television 
cable companies to submit bids for the 
franchise here. 

The culmination of long-standing 
dissatisfaction with Cablentertainment, 
the cable company which has served the 
city since 1976, when it was granted a 
15-year franchise, the vote came after 
City Attorney Larry Brown told the 
council that there was an avenue by 
which they could accept new bids, 
based on a federal law handed down last 
December. 

The law, which says in part that ex­
clusive cable franchises are illegal, 
could set the city up for a suit by other 
cable companies. on the grounds that by 
giving the sole franchise rights to 
Cablentertainment the city had denied 
them legal opportunity to place bids 
before now. On the other hand, Cablen­
tertainment might seek a restraining 
order against the taking of new bids, su-

ing the city for breach of contract, said 
Brown. 

City Manager David Evans ·pointed 
out that at the time the franchise was let, 
it was within the city's rights to enter in­
to the present agreement. 

Councilman Bill Ray Collins, who has 
led opposition to Cablentertainment 
for more than a year, said one cable 
subscriber had told him she had made 
19 calls to the cable company within a 
45-day period, without once having ser­
vice representatives come to her 
residence while she was there. Collins 
said, "I think at every turn this cable 
company ~!as slapped the people of Pres­
tonsburg in the fac~ with a 'go-to-hell' 
attitude, and I for one am sick of it." 

In other action, the Council had a first 
reading of a proposed speed limit or­
dinance for emergency vehicles. The or­
dinance, which complies with state 
regulations allowing emergency 
vehicles to travel no faster than 15 miles

• • Private Wells 
In 21 Counties 
Said Polluted 

A new report may give some perspec­
tive to Prestonsburg's recent concern 
about the purity of its water supply. 
While public water supplies in 
southeastern Kentucky are not without 
problems, bacterial contamination is 
widespread among the area's private 
wells, the report said. 

According to a study released this 
week by the Mountain Association for 
Community Economic Development, a 
Berea-based group, 68 percent of the 
private wells in a 21-county area, in­
cluding Floyd county, are contaminated. 

• The number of people dependent on the 
contaminated water supplies represents 
40 percent of the area population. 

There is little data available that 
might show a direct link between poor 
water quality and health problems in the 
area, the report says. But it noted that 
the incidence of hepatitis in the area is 
more than twice the national average 
and suggested that widespread water 
contamination is at least partly to 
blame. 

• The study concluded that the failure 
of the state Division of Water to accept 
responsibility for testing and protecting 
prtvate water supplies has contributed 
to the problem. But Division ofWaterof­
ficials contend that the law charges 
them with responsibility for regulating 
only surface water, such as streams, 
and public water supplies. 

The number of people served by con­
taminated water supplies is reported to 
be decreasing as more and more people 

• in rural areas get city water. But among 
those who are not connected to public 
water systems, the incidence of water 
contamination is said to be on the rise.

"The worst thing that could happen to 
Floyd county," said First District 
Magistrate Gerald DeRossett of a pro­
posal to replace the county's four · 
magistrates with three commissioners. 

The proposal, which Floyd citizens 
will have a chance to vote on in the 
November election, would sever the 
close bond between the citizens of a 
district and their representative on the 
fiscal court, DeRossett argued recently. 

Jackie Owens, a candidate for 
magistrate in Distri.ct 2, has also come 
out against the proposal, arguing 
against a "costly" rezoning and warn­
ing voters that their interests could fall 
by the wayside under a commission 
form of government. "Which third 
would you be in?" he asked in a recent 
advertisement. "The third getting the 
goods or the third ba<:k in the woods?" 

Proponents of the commission 
system-which would see a fiscal court 
made up of the judge-executive and 
three representatives , all elected 
countywide-do not generally disagree 
that it would weaken the bond between 
the magistrate and citizens in his 
district. But that would be a good thing, 
they contend. 

Progressive government is hampered, 
they say, when magistrates, answerable 
only to the voters in their own districts, 
are given no reason to consider the 
welfare of the county as a whole. 

That was a point made last week by 
James A. Knight, circuit judge in 
Johnson county, which switched 11 years 
ago to a commission form of govern­
ment. "When they know they're going to 
have to run countywide, they feel more 
responsible for the whole county," he 
said. "It's more efficient." 

State Local Finance Officer Robert L. 
Purdom agreed. While state law sets the 
number of commissioners at three, 
there may be anywhere from three to 
eight magistrates on a fis~al court, he 
noted. The smaller number "seems to 
work better," he said. "It brings the 
fiscal court closer together in its overall 
operation." 

Whatever its drawbacks, the tradi­
tional fiscal court system dies hard. Un­
til a constitutional amendment stripped 
them of their judicial functions in 1978, 
county judges and magistrates wielded 
considerable clout in their own baili­
wicks.

trials. He married people. He was some­
one you went to to get things done," 
recalled Allan "Bud" Perry, editor of 
the Paintsville Herald, last week.

The same face-to-face relationship 
that binds the magistr-ate to his small 
constituency, it is argued, makes it 
harder for him to consider the good of 
the whole county. 

The tension is illustrated in the run­
ning of the county roads department. Of­
ficials of the state Local Finance office 
regularly lecture Floyd magistrates on 
their responsibilities.

Harvard Beckons 
But Wells Says 
No Change Now 

While older politicians are busy set­
ting their sights on offices to seek at the 
next statewide election, state Secretary 
of Labor John C. Wells is trying to decide 
if his future lies in the political arena or 
in a return to academia, his first love. 

In an interview last week with a 
Frankfort newspaperman, Wells, who is 
a native of Floyd county, acknowledg­
ed that he had had discussions with Hale 
Champion, executive dean of Harvard 
University's John F. Kennedy School of 
Government, about "the possibility of 
my joining the Kennedy School as a 
Fellow." The post, which is by invitation 
only, would involve teaching one course, 
lecturing in others and doing research. 

Speculation to the contrary, Wells said 
last week that he did not plan to leave 
state government for the Harvard post. 
The initial discussions focused .on the 
current school term or the next, which 
will begin in January, but Wells said he 
told Champion that he was committed 
to remaining in his state post during that 
time. 

Meanwhile, he is pondering matters 
"on down the road. " 

A brilliant student, the former Floyd 
countian earned M.A. and Ph. D. 
degrees at Rutgers. He received his A.B. 
from the University of Kentucky. His 
first state position was that of co{llmis­
sioner of the Bureau for Manpower Ser­
vices during the administration of 
Governor Brown. Then, although he was 
a leader in the campaign of Dr. Grady 
Stumbo for the Democratic nomination 
for governor, he was appointed Depart­
ment of Labor chief by Governor Collins. 
~ells said his talks with Harvard of­

ficials began in June "and more intense­
ly" during a more recent visit there 
when he took part in a round-table 
discussion of the future of the U.S. labor 
movement. His invitation to the round­
table. it was said, resulted from Ken­
tucky's grassroots approach to labor· 
management relations . Eight local 
labor-management committees have 
been established during the Collins 
admmistration.

The State Lottery Illusion 
When the Kentucky Legislature convenes next year one of 

the major items of legislation that it will consider is this mat­
ter of a state lottery. 

Although opposition to this move for public gambling admit­
tedly has its difficulities, we are among those who oppose it. 
The fact that the horse racing industry (or sport) has for 
generations had its state-sanctioned gambling via the 
parimutuel system makes the track a bit sticky for us who op­
pose the lottery. And many, including several legislators, have 
succumbed to the claim that revenues from the lottery would 
result in such a tax windfall that state and school financial 
problems would be solved and that the ordinary taxpayer 
would find his taxes greatly reduced. 

The fact is, however, lottery revenues are a mere fraction 
of the tax income states need. The record shows that taxes 
from state lotteries never amount to more than four percent 
of the revenues that are needed. Public gambling as a revenue­
raiser is, in short, a rather dry joke. 

Another pro-lottery argument is that a state-operated lot­
tery would eliminate the illegal "bookie joints" and "horse 
parlors" which surreptitiously operate, tax-free. This also is 

· a fiction. The illegal operations will continue for two very good 
reasons: 1. The bookie withholds no taxes on winnings while 
the lottery would; 2. paying no taxes, the bookie pays better 
odds. 

Termed a method of "voluntary" taxation, the lottery fails 
to live up to its name. For example, if my neighbor buys a lot­

. tery ticket, he "voluntarily" contributes taxes to bear the cost 
of state government. If I at the same time "voluntarily" refuse 
to invest, I do not pay my share and get a free ride. 

Actually, the lottery penalizes those least able to pay. The 
dream of the riches that have escaped them now glows, and 
the poor take a chance. And, even if everybody bought a ticket, 
the assessment from the poor would be heavier, for the sim­
ple reason that the poverty-level buyer of a lottery ticket would 
be investing a greater part of his means than those who have 
plenty to spend. 

The lottery is not a plain matter of simply offering to the 
public the dream of a quick and easy road to riches. Historical­
ly, lotteries don't work that way. Instead, government goes 
to the media- mainly, television-to paint a rosy picture of in­
stant riches. It actually urges everybody to get in on the 
gambling act: behold this man, a poor sharecropper yester­
day, today a millionaire. All this hokum, despite the fact that 
the state government <which "cares about you") knows your 
chances of winning the huge jackpot is little better than your 
chances of being struck by lightning. Thus government urges 
its people to make an investment that it knows is not in the 
people's interest. 

State-promoted public gambling may have its attractions, 
but most of them are illusions. We don't buy it. 
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per hour above posted speed limits, was 
endorsed by Fire Chief Tom Blackburn 
and Pollee Chief Stan Fletcher. 

One point of concern voiced by some 
firefighters, however, was the manner 
offenders would be accused and punish­
ed. Blackburn averred he would not 
punish his men on the basis only of com­
plaints from citizens. Fire inspector 
Larry Adams agreed with Blackburn's 
position, saying, "It seems unfair unless 
I get the same benefit of the doubt" as 
other citizens. Both men agreed the 
firefighters, police officers and am­
bulance drivers who were clocked at ex­
cessive speeds through accepted means, 
such as radar, should be disciplined, 
however. Blackburn said that such 
discipline would come from the of­
fender's superiors within his depart­
ment.

The improvements should eliminate 
the problem of vehicles backing up on 
the Mountain Parkway, Stwnbo said.

Unless each 
magistrate takes care of his own section, 
"some parts of the county will get 
everything and other parts will get 
nothing," said Magistrate DeRossett. 

A commission system would favor ur­
ban areas, DeRossett predicted. "Where 
there's a heavy population, that's where 
they'll do the work." 

Under the magistrate system, county 
road workers and equipment are typi- • 
cally divided up, as far as possible, the 
magistrates then scrambling for the 
workers and materials they have to 
share. The thing that persuaded Johnson 
countians that they would do better with 
commissioners was the sight of "so 
much fighting <among magistrates) for 
a little bit of territory," said Perry. 
Johnson county's brief fling with the 
magistrate system in 1970 will be its last 
dalliance, Perry predicted. "One term 
of magistrates was enough," he said. 
"That's all it took when people saw the 
bickering going on." 

For Bill Foley, the retired restaura­
teur who organized the petition to get the 
commission question put on the ballot 
here, the issue that might persuade 
Floyd countians to give the commis­
sioner system a try is the magistrates' 
bloated salaries. Foley was distributing 
copies this week of a fiscal court deci­
sion setting the 1985 salary for Floyd 
magistrates at $22,104 a year. A $300 
monthly expense check brings that 
figure up to $25,704. "These people are 
robbing the county," Foley said this 
week. 

Nothing in the law requires that com­
missioners be paid less than 
magistrates, Foley concedes. But, at the 
least, there would be one fewer official 
to pay and the change in systems might 
provide an opportunity to scale the 
salaries down, he argues. 

Under a commission system, can· 
dictates for commissioner would first 
stand for election in their district in the 
May primary. In November, those suc­
cessful in the primary would stand for 
election countywide. 

In a county as lopsidedly Democratic 
as Floyd, where a victory in the primary 
usually means a victory in the general 
election, the effect of a commissioner 
system is likely to be much muted. Even 
so, proponents argue, it is worth a try. 
"I think you get better qualified people, 
the larger the number of people in the 
(voting) unit," said Judge Knight. 

Editor Perry agreed. "A district can 
put in a really sorry candidate,'' he said, 
" but it's harder for someone totally in­
competent to get elected countywide."

Dear Mr. ~villis: 

I have learned recently that the Commission has 
authorized a preliminary investigation into the conduct 
of District Judge Harold Stumbo of the 31st Judicial 
District, Prestonsburg. If I am correctly advised, 
the matter under study is the Judge's record of dismissals 
and reduction of 1citations in his court. 

At the outset, let me acknowledge that this is not 
a matter . iri · which. a ·Member .,.of . Congress has .any official 
standing. But as a citizen of Eastern Kentucky who has 
long been familiar with Floyd County and its people , I 
would like to submit this letter for the record and for 
the consideration of the Commission in this matter. 

I have known Harold Stumbo all of his life . I knew 
his father; I knew his grandfather; and I know his son 
who presently serves in the Gene~al Assembly of Kentucky . 
My close acquaintance with this family is of more than 
fifty years duration. During all of that time, I have 
never known· of any action or suspicion of action that 
would compromise the integrity that is their heritage and 
their pride. And I am confident that a fair and thorough 
investigation will prove any suggestion of misconduct on 
the part of Judge Stumbo to be without foundation . 

.While I have not been a judge, I have been a County 
attorney and a Commonwealth's attorney, and I know well" the 
strong passions and emotions that are aroused in the 
administration of justice. I doubt any plaintiff is ever 
really satisfied when a defendant is released by a judge, 
and the fact that the Commonwealth itself is a plaintiff 
does not alter that basic human reaction. 

More than forty years ago I was severely criticized 
by the local press of that very area because, as Common­
wealth's attorney, I successfully moved the then-circuit 
court for dismissal of dozens of fe lony cases, many of 
which had beeri on the docket for more than a decade . I .took 
that step because it was my judgment after investigation 
that those cases could not be s uccessfully prosecuted --
for want of witnesses, for want of provable facts, for 
want of substan ce, and for any of a dozen other l egitimate 
reasons. 

That action of mine back in the late 1930s subsequently 
was viewed by the community as a proper one. It was my 
belief then, and I cling to it now, that if a prosecutor 
has a we~k or questionable case, h e can better spend his 
time and t h e Commonwealth's money in concentrating on the 
strong cases. 

I believe Judge Stumbo to be an upright and honorable 
mar1, a belief backed up by his 18- year record of p ublic 
service among his people. · He is a decent man and a com­
passionate one.· ·And if he is accused of dispen sing justice 
tempered with mercy, he is following the precepts of a 
highe~ authority than those frequently cited in the 
judicial process. 

If t h ere is any further information I can add about 
the high c haracter of the Judge and his forebears in 
Eastern 'Kentucky, I will certainly b e pleased to s upply it. 
I know that a fair investigation of thi s matter will result 
in his vindication.

Governor Martha Layne Collins last 
week announced plans for a major in­
itiative in the marketing of vegetable 
crops in Kentucky. 

She said she has asked Agriculture 
Commissioner David Boswell and Com­
merce Secretary Carroll Knicely to 
work with the State Board of Agriculture 
to develop a program to serve the in­
terest of present and future growers 
seeking new supplemental income 
through the production and marketing 
of produce. 

She said the state's universities are 
being asked to make technical and sup­
port personnel available to assist in the 
implementation of this new thrust 
toward making vegetables a greater in­
come source for Kentucky agriculture. 

''This past summer has convinced me 
of the widespread interest among Ken­
tucky 's farmers in commercial 
vegetable production," Governor Collins 
said. The governor, saying the limiting 
factor to greater production is the lack 
of grading, packaging and marketing 
capabilities, said, " I believe state 
government has a responsibility to res­
pond by taking a stronger initiative in 
seeing that a marketing system is 
available to those farmers wanting to 
capitalize on the opportunity commer­
cial vegetable production offers for new 
cash income." 

Governor Collins did not discuss 
specific details of the proposed program, 
but did say that it probably will be built 
around regional cooperatives. Kentucky 
is the leading producer of bell peppers 
for processing, with Cumberland Farm 
Products at Monticello being the 
marketing center for production concen­
trated in the Lake Cumberland area . 
The cooperative is also highly successful 
in tomato production and marketing as 
well as fresh process market cabbage 
sales. Cumberland Farm Products has 
been in operation since 1969, and after 
some difficult years in the beginning, 
has grown to be a highly successful 
operation. 

Two new cooperatives, Kentucky 
Agricultural Marketing Association, 
Lexington, and Kentucky Mountl:iin 
Farms Co-op, in Lee county, were 
started this year. In addition to private 
financing, the Lexington co-op received 
a $33,000 grant from the City of Lex­
ington and Kentucky Mountain Farms 
star ted with a $66,000 loan provided 
through the Commerce Cabinet. 
Cumberland Farm Products at Mon­
ticello was founded with a federal loan 
of nearly $200,000 and later received 
some $400,000 in federal grants. 

Kentucky fruit and vegetable sales 
are estimated at about $35 million an­
nually, with about half of this coming 
from vegetable sales. A study by the 
University of Kentucky has shown that 
Kentucky farmers could increase fresh 
vegetable sales by as much as $35 
million a year by taking advantage of 
markets in 11 major cities within one 
day's drive. of Kentucky. 

Governor Collins said she expects the 
program, which is to be developed in 
consultation with agricultural extension 
personnel, marketing specialists, and 
farmergrower representatives, to be

Ginseng Prices 
Drop This if ear 

The 1985 ginseng prices are a little off 
1984 prices, but it's still too early in the 
season to tell how prices will finish, ac­
cording to reports from the Kentucky 
Department of Agriculture. 

"Ginseng diggers are receiving only 
about $125 per pound of dried ginseng 
this year, as compared to about $140-$145 
per pound last year," according to 
Agriculture Commissioner David E. 
Boswell. 

The Commissioner said this year's 
harvest is forecast at approximately 
23,000 pounds, about the same as last 
year's. 

" We estimate the harvest by talking 
to dealers who handle large amounts of 
ginseng. They keep a close track on the 
trade, " Boswell said. 

The county-by-county harvest last' 
year ranged from as little as 1.8 pounds 
in Woodford county to 3,000 pounds in 
Pike county, according to Department 
of Agriculture records. 

"It's easy to see why ginseng is ex­
tremely important in some areas," 
Boswell said. "Ginseng contributed 
$375,000 to Pike county's economy, and 
that's just to the digger. Dealer transac­
tions would make it even more." 

Dealers make approximately $5 to $10 
a pound for exporting the ginseng they 
buy from diggers, trading it through 
brokers or selling it in domestic markets 
in Asian communities. 

"Ginseng digging may seem like easy 
work, but it takes many pounds of green 
ginseng to make a pound of dried root,'' 
Boswell said. 

' 'Sometimes diggers use 230..300 plants 
to make up a pound of dried root, but it 
would be better for the future of ginseng 
if diggers went after only the bigger 
roots," Boswell said. 

"There is a concern that by digging so 
many small roots, some people may be 
digging themselves out of business. 
They may not be leaving enough small 
plants to ensure reproduction," Boswell 
continued. 

It was partially a concern over the 
possible extinction of ginseng which 
caused the federal government to re­
quire states to regulate its harvest and 
export. 

As the result of a 1982 state law, 
ginseng dealers must be registered with 
the Agriculture Department and must 
keep records of the ginseng they buy and 
sell. Ginseng must be certified by the 
department before it enters the foreign 
trade market. 

Ginseng can be harvested in Kentucky 
from Aug. 15 to Nov. 30. The roots can 
be bought and sold from Aug. 15 through 
next March.

Sudden Infant Dea lh Syndrome 
( SIDS l , the sudden and unexpected 
death of apparently health babies, is the 
major cause of infant deaths, between 
the ages of one month and one year. In 
the United States SIDS is responsible for 
approximately 7,000 infant deaths each 
year. During Fiscal Year 1984-85 there 
were 92 SIDS deaths in Kentucky. SIDS 
can produce intense and traumatic reac­
tions among surviving family members. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
has a counseliqg program for those 
families who have had a SIDS death. 
Through this program, trained' health 
professionals help the family through 
their grief. For more information about 
this program call the health department 
at 606-886-2788. 

There will be a Pap clinic at the health 
department Friday, O~tober 18, from 
8:30-11:30, and from 1-2. This free clinic 
is open to women of all ages, but those 
45 and over are especially urged to take 
advantage of this service since this is the 
high risk age. 

Nurses will be at the Health Depart­
ment branch office at Beaver every 
Monday, Wednesday and Friday. They 
will offer T.B. skin tests, urinalyses, 
blood pressures, anemia screening, 
WIC, and immunizations. These ser­
vices are free and the public is welcome. 

Nuclear Weapons Topic 
In KET "War" Series 

Public television's much discussed 
series " War : A Commentary By 
Gwynne Dyer" continues in November 
with "Notes on Nuclear War." This sixth 
episode in the series airs Tuesday, 
November 5, at 9:00p.m. on KET. 

The arms race is profiled from the 
World War II dropping of the first 
atomic bomb through the Cuban missile 
crisis of the early 1960s to today's 
nuclear stalemate. In the western world, 
Dyer examines the network of 
businesses which gain million dollar pro­
fits from preparing for war . A similar 
situation exists in the Soviet Union also. 
However, monetary profits are replac­
ed with the chance for promotion within 
the Communist Party and career 
advancement. 

Dyer contends no rational person 
wants a nuclear war; yet everyone con­
spires to make one possible through 
voting and tax increases or actively par­
ticipating in nuclear war preparations. 

With the hanging possibility of nuclear 
war growing more realistic each day, 
Dyer notes that neither the Soviet Union 
nor the United States had designed a 
plan to protect civilians. However, there 
are elaborate plans to protect govern­
ment leaders, generals, and senior 
bureaucrats. 

Two physicians, one from the United 
States and the other from tt_le Sovret 
Union, describe in horrifying detail the 
medical consequences of nuclear war 
and the inability of the medical profes­
sion to handle the disaster.

Kentucky Historical Society ar­
chaeologists have finally hit "pay dirt" 
ln their investigation of the historic 
Public Square in Frankfort. After more 
than two months of digging and sifting 
through fourteen feet of fill dirt on the 
old Capitol grounds, archaeologist Ron 
Deiss and his crew finally reached the 
privy level in one compartment of the 
limestone foundation they have been 
researching since last year. Deiss and 
KHS curator Elizabeth Perkins believe 
the large stone underground structure 
was the first state jail, built in 1796 but 
later abandoned and eventually con­
verted to a privy in the 1840s. The jail, 
with two-foot-thick limestone block 
walls, was the second structure built on 
the public square and may be one of the 
only surviving examples of an under­
ground jail house in the United States. 

Among the hundreds of artifacts 
recovered from its use as a privy are 
dozens of patent medicine, bitters, and 
"Jamaica Ginger" (a mixture of ginger, 
herbs, and French brandy) bottles, as 
well as ceramic spittoon pieces and 
drinking cups. A rare Rockingham­
glazed coffee mug was pulled out in 
perfect condition. Two silver dollars 
dated 1880 and 1882 were also found in 
the privy, obviously lost by some unfor­
tunate visitor to the outside facility. 

I 

The artifact that caused the greatest 
excitement, however, was a U.S. Model 
1836 flintlock pistol which had been con­
verted to percussion. Pistols of this type 
saw extensive service during the Mex­
ican War. A few, especially those altered 
to percussion in the 1850s. were issued 
during the opening months of the Civil 
War. The archaeologists can only 
speculate as to how the pistol came to 
rest in the public square privy. 

Nor can they explain what hundreds 
of small bits of metal were doing there. 
These matchstick-sized objects baffled 
excavators until a local printer cleaned 
a few off and pointed out that they were 
actually nineteenth-century printer's 
type. Privy buildings were notorious in 
the last century for being good places to 
dispose of unwanted items. Obviously, 
the owners of the type, pistol, and bot 
ties never dreamed that these objects 
would later be dug up by historians 
curious about life one hundred years ago 
at Kentucky's state capital. 

The archaeological excavations on the 
Frankfort Public Square are sponsored 
by the Kentucky Historical Society and 
the Kentucky Heritage Council. Visitors 
to the Old State Capitol can see the ex­
cavations as well as an exhibit and slide 
show about last year's dig. A new exhibit 
about this year's finds is planned. After 

the field work concludes, the ar­
chaeologists will spend the next several 
months washing, cataloguing, and 
analyzing the artifacts recovered. The 
Historical Society will issue a report on 
the two-year project next spring.

Floyd Oil and Gas Payroll 
State's Largest Last Year 

Although its production of oil and gas 
_is less than that of some other Kentucky 
counties, Floyd led all other counties of 
the state last year in payroll totals 
resulting from the industry,1 according 
to data supplied by the Kentucky In­
dependent Petroleum Producers 
Association. 

The county's payroll for last year was 
$14,227,404-more than $300,000 above 
that of second-ranked Henderson 
county. 

Location of area offices of major pro­
ducers, Kentucky West Virginia Gas and 
Columbia Gas, in Floyd county, plus 
transmission stations at Dwale and War­
co and a major installation of Kentucky 
Hydrocarbon at Maytown, are con­
sidered among the factors contributing 
to the county's payroll leadership. 

Oil and gas exploration and recovery 
last year generated nearly 7,000 jobs and 
more than $100 million in payrolls for 
Kentucky, according to a study 
developed by the Kentucky Independent 
Petroleum Producers Association 
<KIPPAJ . 

The KIPPA study, based on employ­
ment and payroll data submitted to the 

• state's Cabinet for Human Resources for 
unemployment insurance purposes, 
showed total employment of 6,834 per­
sons and aggregate payrolls of 
$107,337,155. 

Employment consisted of 3,597 pro­
duction personnel, 1,929 persons pro­
viding transportation, goods and ser­
vices to the industry and 1,308 
employees engaged in indirect whole­
sale and ·retail trade developed by the oil 
and gas industry.

Doctor Shortage Exists 
In 34 Kentucky Counties 

Trying to attract physicians into Ken­
tucky's rural areas creates headaches 
for smaller communities Too few physi­
cians have located in rural areas 
because rural practices sometimes 
mean having infrequent contact with 
hospitals and other doctors, being on­
call constantly, and struggling to get the 
practice started. 

But rural communities have a great 
need for physicians. In Kentucky, 34 
rural counties and parts of 13 other coun­
ties qualify for federal designation as 
Health Manpower Shortage Areas. 

"We have a maldistribution of physi­
cians in this state," said Doug Bishop, 
director of the Kentucky Physician 
Placement Service in the Department 
for Health Services. "Forty-seven 
percent of all Kentucky primary care 
physicians are located in the large ur­
ban areas of Fayette and Jefferson 
counties, which have only 24 percent of 
the state's population." 

In the past three years, at least 125 
physicians were placed in rural com­
munities by the Kentucky Physician 
Placement Service. These physicians 
have discovered that Kentucky's rural 
areas offer opportunities for profes­
sional growth and satisfied lives. The 
placement service, which charges no 
fees, matches physicians with rural 
communities that need physicians. 

Communities recruiting physicians 
through the service complete a com­
munity description. The placement ser­
vice provides these descriptions to doc­
tors who have registered with the ser­
vice. When physicians spot an in­
teresting community, they are referred 
by the service to a contact person in that 
community. 

Even though NHSC physicians are 
free to leave after fulfilling their one-to 
four-year obligation, about 60 percent re­
main in Kentucky, according to a study 
conducted by Bishop's office. 

According to several physicians, one 
incentive to practice in a small town is 
the opportunity for personal involve­
ment with patients. Dr. Ann Colbert, 
who moved to Carter County's Olive Hill 
about nine weeks ago, agrees. 

"Living in a small town has many ad-

vantages," said Colbert, a Michigan 
native. "There are more practice oppor­
tunities in a small town. You are able to 
take care of the whole family, and that's 
nice.'' 

Although the service has been suc­
cessful, the recruiting efforts continue, 
said Bishop. The service has on file 125 
Kentucky communities that are 
recruiting doctors and more than 200 
physicians seeking practice locations, he 
said.

Floyd County clerk subject of 17 4 forgery allegations

PRESTONSBURG - Seven 
months ago, the state attorney gener­
al's office presented evidence to a 
Floyd County grand jury that resulted 
in indictments against 16 people, in· 
cludmg three magistrates, a fonner 
county clerk and a trial commission-
er. 

But Attorney General David Arm· 
strong's office did not show the grand 
jury 17~ aUegations of forgery pre­
pared by Kentucky State Police inves­
tigators against Floyd County Clerk 
Carla Robinson Boyd. 

Ctio.: records obtained wxier the 
state Open Records Law and re­
VIewed by the Herald-Leader last 
week said that between 1980 and 1982, 
Boyd, as a deputy clerk, allegedly 
conspired with her uncle, County 
Clerk C. Ollie Robinson, to defraud 
the state and county of funds by 
typing fictitiws receipts for heavy­
truck registration payments. 

The files mentioned no total 
amount of money m1ssing. but Robin· 
son, who died m office in 'february 
1983, left a deficit of about $500,000. 
During a hearing for creditors con­
ducted last month by Floyd County 
Master Commissioner Marshall Da· 
vidson, the state Transportation Cabi· 
net filed a claim for $319,1XXl for motor 
vehicle registration fees it failed to 
receive from Robinson's office. 

The state police documents said 
Boyd admitted typing the false regis­
tration receipts for her uncle, some­
times at a rate of seven or eight a day, 
for a period of two years. 

"She would not admit to any 
monetary gain by the effort," the 
investigation report said. "Her only 
excuse for this action was that it was 
her duty to do as she was Wlructed." 

Boyd told a reporter: "I'd say the 
reason they didn't prosecute me was 
that I was just following the boss's 
orders. 

"That's what you do, don't you?" 
she asked a reporter. "Because if you 
don't, you won't be there very long." 

Boyd said she never asked if what 
she was doing was illegal. "I didn't 
ask any questions," she said. 

Dave Lewis, manager of the spe­
cial prosecutions branch of the attor· 
ney general's office, presented the 
results of an IS.month state police 
investigation into financial practices 
by Floyd County officials to the grand 
jury. But he bluntly said, "No com­
ment" when asked recently why he 
withheld two file boxes full of evi­
dence against Boyd. 

Assistant Attorney General Bar­
bara Whaley, who helped Lewis prose­
cute the case, also declined to com­
ment. 

Numerous attempts in recent 
weeks to obtain comment from Ann· 
strong, both in Frankfort and by tele­
phone, were not successful. 

Phillip Damron, a Prestonsburg 
lawyer who represents several of the 
defendants mdicted last December. 
said he was not surprised that the 
material was not submitted to the 
grand jury. 

"I have maintained since the date 
of original indictments that the spe­
cial prosecutors bad targeted specific 
individuals for prosecution while wiJ1. 
fully omittin& others," be said, "and 
the primary purpc11e of the original 
indictmelltl was to influence the May 
elections." 

lD an interview last week, Boyd 
said she spoke with Annstrong by 
telephone last week about another 
matter, but said she did not know him 
personally and had no political ties to 
his office. 

In a typical case file, James and 
Gary Mitchell of Beaver registered 
their truck in Robinson's office on 
April!, 1.,, aDd paid a fee of $110.11. 
Nine months later, Boyd typed and 
siped a fictitious license receipt iDdi­
catiq that the Mitchells bacl regis­
tered their vehicle for $48.40, the 
report said. 

In another case, Natialal Mines 
Corp. of Wayland paid a $475 registra· 
tiOD fee on March JJ, 1!81, and Boyd 
typed and signed a fictitious license 
receipt for the state on July 1, 1980, 
showing the company had registered 
the vehicle for $356.50, records 
showed. 

The difference between the 
amount . of money reported in the 
actual and fictitious licenses a~ 
to range between SIOO and $150 in 
many of the 17~ cases. 

Boya, about ~. said she did not 
know why Robinson ordered her to

'lbe first-degree forgery allega· 
tions agailut Boyd had been discussed 
with the attorney general's office as 
of Feb. 2 this year, according to a 
document filed by state police detec· 
tive John Bauerle, "but no decision 
has been made as to when presenta· 
tion will be made" to the grand jury. 

The case was listed as closed, 
however, on March 18, "due to a lack 
of prosecution," according to a docu· 
ment filed by special investigator 
James Henderson. 

Boyd pointed out that on March 15 
this year she turned over $7~.1XXl in 
excess fees to the county. 

"If I was going to steal that 
money two years ago, I wouldn't have 
turned over $7~.1XXl for doing my job 
this year, would I?" she asked. 

In a synopsis of the investigation, 
Bauerle wrote that Boyd typed the 

fictitious truck registration receipts, 
knowing that they were illegal and 
that they would result in the state 
government's receiving much smaller 
fees.

4-Year Plan To Solve 
Black Lung Backlog 

Secretary of Labor William E. Brock 
has announced his recommendations 
for eliminating a major backlog of 
black lung benefit claims within four 
years and asked Congress to support 
implementation of his plan . beginning 
in fiscal year 1986 

The recommendations. based on fin 
dings of a senior Labor Department 
task force that Brock established last 
July. call for productivity im ­
provements in Department operations 
and for increasing program resources 
by $17.7 million so that 141 new posi­
tions can be added. 

''This four-year plan reflects our 
determination to end the intolerable 
delays that have held up black lung 
benefits- in some cases. for years. 
These delays have caused particular 
hardship to many elderly individuals." 
Brock said. 

Noting that the large black lung case 
backlog became one of his first 
priorities when he took office. Brock 
said the General Accounting Office had 
predicted the department would take 
35 years to catch up with it. "I was 
determined that this would not 
happen ." he said. 

The Office of Management and 
Budget has approved the four-year im­
provement effort in concept and has 
specifically approved first-year fun­
ding of $4.5 million to finance 82 added 
positions. " I have asked the Congress 
to include this funding in the Labor 
Department's fiscal year of 1986 ap­
propriations bill ." the Labor Secretary 
said. 

According to the Secretary. more 
than 21 .000 cases are currently 
awaiting hearings by administrative 
law judges. with 5.000 being added 
each year following initial determina­
tions by the department's Division of 
Coal Mine Workers' Compensation. 
The bulk of these cases resulted from 
amendments liberalizing eligibility 
criteria for black lung benefits in 1978 
and requiring old claims to be review­
ed under the new criteria. Current 
resource and productivity levels per­
mit only 5.400 of these cases to be 
resolved . 

The program adopted by the 
Secretary is designed to eliminate the 
backlog at all levels within four years. 
Administrative law judges will dispose 
of 8,500 cases a year under the plan. in 
contrast to the existing 5,400. The size 
of the Benefits Review Board, set by 
law. will need to be increased next year 
to avoid a backlog at that level. 

In announcing his decision to in­
terested members of the Congress, the 
Secretary noted the department in­
tends to continue its "humane and 
reasonable policy" of waiving repay­
ment of previously paid benefits subse­
quently found to have been inap­
propriately paid, where the claimant 
was not at fault and where insisting on 
repayment would "create a hardship 
or be against equity and good cons­
cience. " Last year. approximately $1.5 
million in inappropriately paid benefits 
were waived based on these criteria . 

The Secretary also expressed serious 
concern about action by the Senate 
Finance Committee that would halt 
borrowing from the Treasury by the 
Black Lung Trust Fund as of October 1. 
1987. "We certainly agree that the 
Trust Fund should cease borrowing 
from the Treasury," noted the Secre­
tary. "but the proper way to ensure 
that this will happen is to increase the 
assessment on coal production that is 
supposed to finance the Trust Fund. By 
contrast. the result of the Senate 
Finance Committee action will be to 
either cut off benefit payments to 
deserving claimants under the pro­
gram. or to require the taxpayer, 
rather than the coal industry. to pay 
the bill ." The Secretary indicated that 
he is engaged in intensive efforts to ad­
vise members of the Congress about 
the potential consequences of the 
Finance Committee action. and to seek 
to have it reversed.

Governor Says Acid Rain Regs 
Could Cost State 60,000 Jobs 

Governor Martha Layne Collins warn­
ed this past week that acid rain pro­
ceedings in the federal courts could "add 
$500 million to $700 million dollars a year 
to Kentuckians' utility bills" and 
eliminate 60,000 existing jobs in the 
state. 

To prevent that, Governor Collins said 
Kentucky would intervene in the 
proceedings. 

She pointed out that Kentucky has 
done far more than New York and other 
northeastern states to curb the problem 
of acid rain. "Not a single northeastern 
state, not a single province of Canada 
can match what Kentucky has already 
accomplished," she said. "In fact, we 
have more scrubbers on our utilities 
than all of Canada plus New York and 
New England-by a wide margin." 

"New York and other northeastern 
states-through the federal courts-are 
trying to force us and six other states to 
do more than our share," Governor Col­
lins said. "Failing in the Congress, ig­
noring scientific evidence, they have 
turned to the courts. What's more, it's 
all being done under the guise of help­
ing Canada." 

"The ruling unfairly puts the blame on 
Kentucky and other Midwestern states. 
It assumes highly unlikely benefits for 
Canada and puts them before the certain 
hardships on the people of Kentucky," 
the governor added. 

"I have acknowledged that acid rain 
IS an environmental problem and that 
emissions of sulfur dioxide and coal 
burning utilities contribute to the pro­
blem. But we're being asked to pay 
billions of dollars without anyone being 
able to tell us with any certainty what 
the results will be," the governor said. 
"I will not stand by and let that occur 
without a fight." 

Collins pointed out that Kentucky 
utilities have already installed $800 

million worth of scrubbers on their 
smokestacks. Scrubbers reduce the 
amount of sulfur dioxides going into the 
air. Sulfur dioxides are released when 
coal is burned, and they contribute to 
acid rain. 

In addition to these efforts, she said, 
the Commonwealth is investing $10 
million in a large scale utility near 
Paducah to show that a promising new 
technology-atmospheric fluidized bed 
combustion-can burn coal cleanly .

A garden task my kids and I look 
forward to is our annual fall insect 
hunt. To most people. I guess, fall 
means an end to insects. Yes and no. 
They rna~ not be crawling or flying 
around, but many. both friend and 
foe. are right there-in our yards, out 
in the meadows. fields and woods- in 
masses of eggs or huddled up for the 
winter. 

late March through mid-June. Their 
unsightly, squirming silk tents festoon 
wild black cherry and related trees. 
However, even defoliated trees can 
recover swiftly, and certain birds (no­
tably the cuckoo) prey on the cater­
pillars. You might tolerate them; but, 
if not, look for very small, shiny egg 
clumps, resembling varnished styro­
foam. Break the clump up or knock it 
to the ground. You can also break up 
tents in the spring or spray them with 
BT. Don't burn them; you 'II only dam­
age the tree or shrub. 

Now is the time to realize the impor­
tance of keepmg a first-aid kit in your 
car for emergencies. The students of 
Mountain Christian Academy are sell 
ing first-aid kits designed especially for 
travel needs.

What my kids and I look for- and 
you can too-are mostly insect egg 
masses. The eggs of problem insects 
we destroy; the beneficial insects we 
try to protect. 

Arm yourself with some good in­
sect illustrations so that you 'II recog­
nize one insect or egg mass from 
another. Such guides are often availa­
ble, sometimes on one specific insect 
or another, from your state forestry 
department or the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture. You can also consult 
such books as The Golden Guide to 
the Insects or The Book on Garden 
Insect Pests. Here's what you might 
find : 

INSECT PESTS 
• Gypsy moths, which have invaded 

about two-thirds of the U.S., hatch in 
spring and devour leaves. Look now 
along tree trunks, under picnic tables 
and in woodpiles for gypsy moth eggs 
(usually a dirty brown mass Il/2 to 2 
inches long and not quite as wide). 
Remove and destroy. 

• Bag worm caterpillars can defoli­
ate and kill many kinds of evergreens 
and deciduous trees and shrubs in the 
spring-especially your junipers and 
arborvitae. Cut their egg bags, con­
structed of plant debris and silk, off 
branches with scissors and throw the 
bags away. You can also spray the cat­
erpillars themselves in the spring. Use 
only BT (available under various trade 
names); it's a bacterial moth-and­
butterfly caterplllar insecticide that's 
harmless _to other forms of wildlife­
and to you. 

• Eastern tent caterpillars are highly 
visible in many eastern states from 

BENEFICIAL INSECTS 
• Mantises (often called "praying 

mantises") are. voracious insect-pest 
eaters in the spring. You might find 
their patterned egg masses (longer than 
they are wide and looking like dirty­
not shiny-styrofoam) attached to the 
stems of shrubs (which can be left 
alone) or to annual wildflower stems 
(which you can bring home to your 
garden). 

• Lady bird beetles (often called 
"ladybugs") are avid aphid eaters in 
the spring, and if you're in luck you'll 
find them overwintering right in your 
yard, hibernating in wood piles or rock 
piles. Wherever you find them, gently 
return their covering-and even add 
some leaf mulch to give them extra 
protection until spring.

Vance Sentenced 
In Mine Scam 

A West Virginia man was sentenced 
to a five-year prison term last Thursday, 
following his conviction on a charge of 
defrauding two Floyd coal operators 
who bought a continuous miner from 
him in 1983. 

Robert Vance, 43, of Verdunville, W. 
Va., entered guilty pleas in U.S. District 
Court in Pikeville before Judge G. Wix 
Unthank. He faced charges of perjury 
and of inducing persons to travel in in­
terstate commerce for the purpose of 
defrauding them. 

Victims of the scam were Mike Vance 
and Sterling "Porky" Tackett, operators 
of the Triway Coal Company, on Spew­
ing Camp. Assistant U.S. Attorney 
Thomas L. Self, who prosecuted the 
case, said the two men travelled to 
Logan, W.Va. in December 1983 to take 
delivery of the mining machine, for 
which they paid Robert Vance $25,000. 
Robert and Mike Vance are unrelated. 

The purchasers never received a bill 
of sale for the machine and subsequently 
learned that it did not belong to Robert 
Vance in the first place, Self said. 

The perjury charge stemmed from 
Vance's testimony before a federal 
grand jury in December, 1984, when he 
lied about his deal with the two Floyd 
operators. 

Judge Unthank sentenced Vance to 
five years on each charge with the 
sentences to run concurrently. He also 
ordered the defendant to pay back the 
$25,000 he had received for the con­
tinuous miner. 

The case was investigated by special 
agents of the Federal Bureau of In­
vestigation in Pikeville.

Student Says He Was 
Stabbed by Salesman 

A resident of the Regency Park apart­
ment complex near Auxier was stabb­
ed in the hand and abdomen Sunday, Oc­
tober 6, by an assailant who, he says, 
claimed to be a magazine salesman. 

William Robert Reid, 32-year-old pre­
nursing student at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College, was taken by a neighbor 
to the emergency room af Highlands 
Regional Medical Center, but trans­
ferred at his own request to Veterans 
Administration hospital in Lexington 
without being admitted at Highlands. He 
was admitted to the VA hospital, and 
discharged the following Thursday. 

Reid said a man came to his door at 
about 5:30p.m. that Sunday, claiming 
to be a college student from California, 
and selling magazines in the area. The 
man reportedly said he needed to make 
only a few more sales to be eligible for 
prizes from his employer. Reid said he 
told the man he wasn't interested, was 
unemployed and unable to afford the 
magazines. The man, said Reid, then 
told him he was thirsty, and asked if he 
could have something to drink. 

Reid said he let the man into the apart­
ment and went into the kitchen to pour 
a glass of tea. The man followed him into 
the kitchen, where he saw several 
dollars, which Reid's parents, who had 
been there shortly before, had left for 
him on a table. Reid said the man accus­
ed him of lying about not having any 
money, produced a knife and stabbed 
him in the hand as Reid tried to grab the 
man's wrist. He said the man then 
stabbed him in the abdomen, making a 
puncture wound one and a half inches 
deep. The assailant was reported to have 
taken the money from the table and fled. 

Reid said be managed to pull himself 
outside and yell for help. An upstairs 
neighbor beard his cries and took him 
to the hospital. 

Reid described the attacker as a white 
male, around Z1 years of age. He said 
the man was about 5-10, wore a red flan­
nel shirt, gray corduroy pants and a 
gray windbreaker.

Lafferty said, however, that he didn't 
go to Reid's apartment because Reid 
was not there, and it was against policy 
to go into someone's home without their 
being present. Lafferty said he did speak 
with some of Reid's neighbors, none of 
whom had seen anyone fitting the man's 
description. 

Reid also said that Lafferty had told 
him he didn't believe his account of the 
stabbing. He added that he felt the 
trooper should have investigated his 
apartment, an way. • 

Lafferty admitted he had expressed 
doubt about the magazine salesman go­
ing door-to-door on a Sunday but said he 
is continuing the investigation. 

"The boy was stabbed, there's no 
doubt about that," said Lafferty.

When producer Bernard 

Schwartz was shooting "Coal 
Miner's Daughter," the script 
called for Loretta Lynn to 
meet Patsy Cline. Schwartz 
became intrigued with the · 
story of the enormously gifted 
Miss Cline, a singer who con­
tinues to this day - 22 years 
after her untimely death in an 
airplane crash - to sell 
70,000 albums a year. He set 
out to learn as much as he 
could about her and to see if 
he could gather enough mate-

. rial to do a film of her life. He 
ended up with an 800-page 
journaL 

"Sweet Dreams," starring 
Jessica Lange as Patsy Cline, 
Ed Harris as her second hus­
band Charlie Dick and Ann 
Wedgeworth as her mother, is 
the resulting movie. 

The story is built on Miss 
Cline's stormy relationship 
with her second husband. 
Various vignettes of Miss 
Cline's life and times are won­
derfully presented. The dia­
logue is crisp, the staging is 
clever, and superb perfor­
mances are given all around, 
but they fail to flow together 
into a unified, compelling 
portrait. 

Comparisons with "Coal 
Miner's Daughter" are inev-

itable. Both are about women 
country-western singers who 
rise to the top of their profes­
sion, but must contend with 
the sensibilities of their good 
ol' boy husbands who begin 
to feel useless and react by 
taking a few extra drinks, tak­
ing a few women on the side, 
and occasionally allowing 
their resentment to boil. over. 

U~like "Coal Miner's 
Daughter," however, "Sweet 
Dreams'' forsakes the musical 
story for the story of the 
stormy marriage. Only one or 
two scenes deal with Patsy 
Cline's rise to the top, her love 
of music, or the pressures of 

. being a top performer. The 
rest is an on-again, off-again 
love story. 

There's very little wrong 
with its individual scenes. 
Miss Lange, Harris and espe­
cially Miss Wedgeworth deliv­
er marvelous performances, 
and Getchell's script contains 
many powerful scenes. 

And there's plenty of music. 
Patsy Cline's own vocals were 
re-mixed with new accompa­
niments, but even these can­
not tie together a film that 
turns out to be less than the 
sum of its parts.

Cats Claw Bulldogs 
To Keep Slate Clean 

After surviving a close one against 
Clark County's Cardinals, the Prestons­
burg Blackcats looked their awesome 
selves again last week in defeating 
district rival Lawrence County, 46-14. 

Though the Cats were in command 
throughout the contest, leading at the 
start of the fourth quarter 46-o, the vic­
tory may prove costly. Several Pres­
tonsburg players, including John Goble, 
Donnie Ray, Jim Murphy, B.O. Nunnery 
and Pete Green, suffered minor injuries. 
And Prestonsburg is not noted for its 
depth. 

The Cats kept their year-long string of 
first possession scores going, as Nun­
nery ran 17 yards for the opening 
touchdown at 9:11 of the first quarter, 
capping a five-play, 66-yard drive. Brent 
Hackworth's kick was wide, leaving the 
score at 6-o. 

Greg Shepherd kicked off for Pres­
tonsburg, and the ball was spotted on the 
Bulldog 15. On the first play from scrim­
mage, Shag Branham sacked Bulldog 
Quarterback Dotson at the 13-yard line 
for a loss of two yards. Jerry Hammond 
was able to make it only to the 17 on the 
next play, setting up third down and 
eight. An incomplete Bulldog pass made 
it fourth and long, setting the scene for 
a Lawrence County punt. 

Prestonsburg took possession at the 
Lawrence 47. Beginning the eat's second 
scoring drive of the evening, Goble 
handed off to Nunnery who was stopped 
at the line ot scrimmage. Undaunted, 
however, Nunnery raced to the 30 on the 
next attempt. Slone had the next carry, 
making it to the 26 for a gain of four. 
Pete Green took a screen pass and was 
stopped with the gain of a yard, putting 
the Cats at third down and five. Pres­
tonsburg's second touchdown came on 
the following play as Goble hit Pete 
Green near the end zone, with Green 
dashing in for the score at 5:20. 
Hackworth's extra point try was good, 
lofting the score to 13-o. 

Again Shepherd kicked off, with the 

Bulldogs returning to the 30. Chris 
Snodgrass stopped Hammonds at the 31 
for second down and nine, and John Go­
ble made the tackle at the line of scrim­
mage on the ensuing play A Dotson pass 
to Lemaster, who made it to the 42, 
brought the Dogs their first earned first 
down of the game. 

Unfortunately for the Bulldogs, the 
Blackcat defense held tight, allowing on­
ly nine more yards and fencing the turn­
over after the Dogs went for the first 
down on fourth and one. 

The Cats took over at mid-field. Goble 
handed the ball off to Nunnery, who 
gained six. Again Nunnery carried, but 
was stopped a yard shy of the first down. 
Goble carried on the next play, making 
it to the 38 and the first down. As the 
quarter ended, Goble handed off to Nun­
nery for a gain of one. 

After the Cats were assessed a five­
yard penalty, Goble carried to the 40. A 
15-yard face mask call against the Dogs 
brought the ball to the 25, putting the 
Cats in position for their third touchdown 
in three possessions. 

Goble again found Green, who had to 
twist around several Lawrence 
defenders on his dash to the end zone. It 
was 11:13 of the second quarter, and 
Prestonsburg called time before the ex­
tra point attempt. Upon regrouping, the 
Blackcats lined up for a two point con­
version attempt, but a five-yard delay 
of game call induced them to go for the 
single point kick instead. Hackworth's 
kick was off the mark, the score remain­
ing 19-0. 

Lemaster returned Shepherd's kick to 
the 18 as Lawrence County regained 
possession. The Dogs were able to gain 
only five yards on one play, though, as 
Doston fumbled the snap on the second 
play from scrimmage with Snodgrass 
recovering for Prestonsburg. 

It was the e at's fourth possession, and 
their fourth scoring drive. Goble hand­
ed off to Burke, who scrambled for an 
eight-yard gain, setting up second down 
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and two at the 15. Nunnery went in for 
the score after a Goble hand off. With 
Hackworth's extra point kick, the score 
at 9:17 stood at 26-0. 

Once again, Shepherd kicked-off, but 
in six, the Bulldogs made it only to the 
37, finding themselves at fourth and 
eleven. The Bulldogs punted, with the 
ball rolling out of bounds around the 23. 

Prestonsburg's string of scoring 
possessions was about to end, though, as 
two incomplete passes, an illegal pro­
cedure penalty and a sack of Goble 
brought them to fourth down and 14. 

Prestonsburg punted, with the Dogs 
taking over at the Blackcat 36. Things 
swung back Prestonsburg's way, 
though, as Mike Lyons recovered a Dot­
son fumble at the 41. 

The Blackcats made it to the 26 in 
three plays before Nunnery fumbled on 
the fourth play from scrimmage, with 
Kent McCoy recovering for Lawrence 
County. 

But the Bulldogs couldn't hang onto 
the ball long, either, as Pete Green in­
tercepted a Doston pass at the 43, run­
ning it back to the 35. Again the Cats 
were to score, this time with Green tak­
ing a long pass from Goble at the four, 
running in for the six points and capping 
a 36-yard drive. Hackworth missed the 
extra point try, leaving the score at 1:59 
of the half at 32-0. 

Neither team scored again until Nun­
nery ran 65 yards on a punt return at 
10: 11 of the third stanza, on the eat's 
first possession of the second half. 
Hackworth missed the extra point, and 
the score stood at 38-0. 

Prestonsburg's last touchdown of the 
evening came on a one-yard run by 
Burke at 1:27 of the quarter, capping a 
nine play, 53 yard drive. The Cats went 
for the two point conversion, with Green 
taking a three-yard pass in the end zone, 
upping the tally to 46-0. 

Prestonsburg's hope of a shut-out was 
dashed, however, as the Bulldogs scored 
twice in the fourth quarter. The Dogs 
capped a 77:yard, 11-play drive with a 
one yard scoring run at 8:05. A suc­
cessful two-point conversion brought the 
score to 46-8. 

With 4:09 left in the game, Lemaster 
scored on a 32-yard run. With a failed 
two-point try, the final score was 46-14. 

Prestonsburg's next outing will be its 
homecoming Friday evening, with Har­
rison County supplying the opposition. 
The game will be Prestonsburg's last 
home stand of the year.
