for rebuilding the flood-ravaged school. 

The hearing is scheduled for 6 p.m. 
Friday, April 4, in Prestonsburg, and 
will be chaired by Dr. Dan Branham, 
who was briefly in charge of Mar tin 
county schools and is now deputy state 
schools superintendent. 

Brackett said he will speak a t the 
hearing for the board majority which 
voted last month to ask for state ap­
proval of a plan to bring construction of 
a new Garrett school up from ninth posi­
tion w the top of the building agenda.

Insurance Available 
To Endangered Homes 

Plan To Replace 
Old· Bridge At 
Goble-Roberts 

Fiscal Court 
Votes To Join 
State Program 

If you have built your· home or 
business over abandoned mine working$ 
and fear the ground may later subside, 
insurance will now be available as the 
result of a Floyd Fiscal Court decision 
last Thursday. 

The court opted to participate in a pro­
gram being administered by the state 
Department of Insurance, which is us­
ing a $3 million federal grant to set up 
a fund to insure properties that could not 
receive coverage under conventional 
policies. 

Fifty-six coal counties are eligible to 
benefit from the fund but individual 
homeowners could not have participated 
unless the county agreed as a whole to 
join the program. According to informa­
tion sent to the court by Thomas D. Laf­
ferty, Jr., former F loyd county clerk 
and now principal assistant to Insurance 
Commissioner Gil McCarty, problems of 
coal mine subsidence have become 
more severe in recent years. The pro­
blem occurs when pillars of coal left to 
support the roof of a mine erode and col­
lapse, or else sink into clay mine floors 
softened by water over a long period of 
time. 

Every insurance company operating 
in the county will offer subsidence in­
surance under the plan, which is ex­
pected to be in effect by J uly. Home­
owners will pay up to $22 annually for

The process of getting started on 
replacing the old swinging bridge con­
necting the Gable-Roberts addition with 
KY 1428 took one step forward- and a 
half-step back-this week. 

According to City Administrator 
David Evans, the last step remaining 
before negotiations could begin on buy­
ing the property needed for the new 
bridge was an appraisal of that proper­
ty.

W'wright Officials 
In Bitter Dispute 

When a "reform" slate he backed won 
all but one of the seats on Wheelwright 
city council last year, Don Daniels, then 
board chairman of the city's utilities 
system, thought his troubles with the 
council were over. 

In fact, the worst was yet to come. 
Daniels, his three colleagues on the 
utilities commission, and his staff, in­
cluding field superintendent Jackie 
Bentley, quit earlier this month rather 
than work under a proposed city or­
dinance they found intolerable. 

The ordinance, which has had two 
readings but has yet to be advertised as 
required by Jaw, would strengthen coun­
cil control over the relatively indepen­
dent commission , reducing its 
members' terms in office from six years 
to one year and h ving them serve at the 
pleasure of the counciL 

For council tnembers Glen Thorns­
berry, Dennis Holorook and Dennis Har­
ris, the change is necessary if the city is 
to demand accountability of the utilities 
commisswn, which they accuse of loose 
financial practices and arrogance. 
Thornsberry, 29, who had Daniels as a 
high school football coach and who en 
joyed his support at the polls last 
November, concede-s he has not lived up 
to h1s mentor's expectations. But "as a 
coach he taught us to do the right thing, 
and we want to do the right thing for the 
city," he said. 

The rignt thing, according to Thorns­
berry, is for the council to "see where 
the money's going, to put it back into the 

system, back into the town, so we can be 
proud of it again." 

Thornsberry spoke bitterly last week 
of being turned down last December 
when he asked for a breakdown of $4000 
listed under miscelianeous in the utili­
ty system's monthly financial state­
ment. "They told me to contact their a t­
torney," the councilman said, adding 
"We're supposed to have this infor­
matio. We shouldn't have to go through 
their lawyer." 

The council majority also questioned 
payments to Bartley, the system's 
superintendent, who they said was be­
ing paid at an hourly rate of $19, and ask­
ed for a breakdown of $2500 in expen­
ditures listed as "casual labor." An 
audit of the utility system's books has 
been commissioned by the city and was 
scheduled to begin Friday, Thornsberry 
said. 

Daniels, who is principal at Allen Cen­
tral High School, said Friday tha t the 
utilities system published an a udit an­
nually in the three years he headed the 
board and he defended his fiscal 
management of the system as "outstan­
dmg.' · When he took on the job at the re­
quest of former Mayor Elmer Ferguson, 
Daniels said, the city's water system 
was plagued with outages, gas wells 
were untended, raw sewage ran down 
Main Street, security at the water and 
sewage treatment plants was non­
existent, and the whole system was deep 
in debt.

By 4-1 Vote; 
Asks Unity 
Of Purpose 

Well before the formal vote was taken 
Thursday, insiders knew enough to have 
a cake inscribed "Congratulations, 
Ray', and to mix the punch for a victory 
party in the Board of Education's cen- ' 
tral office building. For most, however, 
the 4-1 vote for Ray Brackett at the 
board's special meeting in the Prestons­
burg High School cafeteria was the first 
evidence they had that, after months of 
intense and sometimes bitter lobbying 
by supporters, it was the acting 
superintendent and not former Supt. 
E.P. Grigsby, Jr. who had the votes it 
would take to step in as permanent 
superintendent of Floyd schools. 

The vote came after a brief descrip­
tion by board vice-chairman James A. 
Duff of the rural Ohio school district a 
board delegation visited on 
Wednesday-a summary of the district 
that made no mention of its superinten­
dent, Bil1 M. Stephan, who was propos­
ed by a University of Kentucky consul­
tant as a good choice for superintendent 
here-and a 20-minute executive session 
that excluded all but the five board 
members and state monitor Pete Royse. 

On a call for nominations by Chair­
man Dr. James D. Adams when the 
board returned to open session, Duff pro­
posed Brackett, spelling out the terms 
of his contract: to begin immediately 
and run through the end of June, 1988, 
when Grigsby's term would have ex­
pired, and to pay $48,000 annually. In ad­
dition, Brackett would retain his $2400-a­
year job as board secretary. 

Although the nomination required no 
second, board member Fred Newsome 
endorsed Brackett, who also got the sup­
port of the chairman and of Ray "Shag" 
Campbell, a longtime friend and 
poll tical ally of Grisby. Only Dr. Mary 
Hall, who objected bitterly to the state 
intervention last year that brought 
Grigsby down, stood by the former 
superintendent to the end. "I am opPQS­
ed," she said emphatically, when the 
vote for Brackett was taken. At the close 
of the meeting, she and Grigsby quick­
ly left together, although Grigsby 
returned later to offer his congratula­
tions to his successor. 

After a brief acceptance speech- he 
promised a longer statement of goals at 
the April board meeting- Brackett

"I've got a big investment in equip­
ment," he said. "I stood to lose a lot 
more if this went to court." But, ''I'm not 
going to make any money," he added. 

Caudill said the cable company of­
fered to let him stay in 800 homes, but 
such a proposal was not financta lly 
feasible.

UK Board Confirms 
New Tuition Rates 

Undergraduate students at the 
University of Kentucky will pay tuition 
and fees of $666 a semester beginning 
this fall. 

The Executive Committee of the UK 
Board of Trustees today (March 4) con­
firmed the raise in tuition rates set by 
the Kentucky Council on Higher Educa­
tion. Student fees rise $3.75 to $38.75 and 
the $25 health fee remains the same­
both are included in the per-semester 
tutition of $666. 

From the student fee, $4.75 is for Stu­
dent Government Association use in pro­
viding the association's services to the 
campus 

Tuition and fees for undergraduate 
students at UK for the current school 
year are $614 per semester. 

By state law, the Council on Higher 
Education sets tuition for the state 
universities. The new tuition rates are 
designed to bring UK's fees closer to its 
benchmark institutions-schools outside 
the state similar to UK in size and scope. 

Tuition and fees for undergraduate 
students from outside the state were 
raised from $1,759 per semester this 
year to $1,906 per semester effective 
next fall. 

Semester fees for resident graduate 
students will be $726 compared to $672 
for the current school year. Non-resident 
graduate students will pay $2,086. Non­
residents this year paid $1,931. 

Increased tuition rates were also con­
fi rmed for law, medical, dental and 
pharmacy students. 

Students at the Lexington Communi­
ty College, one of UK's 13 community 
colleges, will pay the same per-semester 
fees as students on the Lexington 
campus. 

Tuition and fees charged to students 
at UK's other community colleges will 
be $270· up from the current rate of 
$260. Non-resident students at the com­
munity colleges wtll pay $810 per 
semester up from the current year's 
$780.

Police Officers 
Complete Training 

Captains Bill Potter, William Camp­
bell and Woodrow Lafferty, of the Pres­
tonsburg Police Department recently 
completed 40 hours of law enforcement 
training at the Kentucky Law Enforce­
ment Training Center, located on the 
campus of Eastern Kentucky Universi­
ty in Richmond. 

The 40 hour course included instruc­
tion in dealing with family violence and 
domest1c confrontations. Also, a review 
of legislation enacted by the 1986 
legislature relating to criminal justice 
as well as recent state and federal court 
decisions was provided. 

According to Police Chief Stan Flet­
cher, five P restonsburg Officers have 
completed 40 hours of training this year. 
Sgt. Gerald Clark and Patrolman Jeff 
Stumbo were recently certified in the 
use of police radar. In order to be 
recognized as a professional law en­
forcement agency by the Kentucky 
Justice Cabinet, all Prestonsburg Police 
Officers must complete a 400 hour basic 
police course and maintain at least 40 
hours of continous training each year.

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"Shag" Campbell, and Dr. Mary Hall 
endorsed the proposal; Fred Newsome 
and board chairman Dr. J.D. Adams, 
who has a special interest in keeping 
construction of a Prestonsburg middle 
school at the head of the agenda, oppos­
ed the change. 

Last Tuesday's board meeting, held at 
Wheelwright High School as part of a 
policy of shifting board meetings around 
the district, drew a warning for prin­
cipals from Asst. Supt. Ron Hager about 
counting recreational excursions as 
school activities, a practice that earned 
criticism from state education 
authorities two years ago. 

Hager explained that only those 
students who are on field trips which are 
part of a planned instructional program 
may be counted as present. Students at­
tending a state basketball tournament 
as spectators or away on class trips of 
a recreational nature must be listed as 
absentees, he said. 

Any rise in the absentee rate could 
result in staffing cuts next year, the 
assistant superintendent noted, since 
funds for staffing are allocated on a 
basis of average daily attendance. 
Hager also said board policy needs to be 
more specific in its definition of what 
constitutes an educational excursion. 

A committee of school administrators 
will conduct the required annual review 
of the school discipline code, Supt. 
Brackett told the board, whose chair­
man, Dr. J .D. Adams, insisted that the 
board be given an opportunity to review 
the proposed code. Brackett explained 
later that the present code's provisions 
for suspending students has led to ine­
quities which the board is anxious to 
avoid. 

Brackett also said he expects to name 
E.P. Grigsby, Jr. as the usual hearing 
officer to arbitrate disputes arising from 
disciplinary actions. "This is not 
something the superintendent should 
have to do," said Brackett. "We need to 
have someone who is completely 
familiar with the code. " 

Approved by the board was a commit­
tee of principals and teachers which will 
make recommendations concerning 
school reports and grading, in accor­
dance with the district's three-year 
master educational improvement plan. 
Taken under advisement was a proposal 
of the Floyd County Education Forum 
that a committee be authorized to plan 
two parent-teacher conferences each 
year. 

Asst. Supt. Hager reported that 669 
parents showed up for a district-wide 
"open day" at the schools at the end of 
February. The attendance by parents 
represented a "significant increase" 
over last year's, when only 183 parents 
turned out, he said. 

The board voted to apply for a $10,000 
state grant to establish a kindergarten 
at Osborne Elementary School next year 
for handicapped children. The grant 
would allow 15 kindergarten teachers to 
be trained in identifying handicaps in 
young children.

Adams Construction Co., at Allen, 
picketed last month by Shortwood Road 
residents, who complained that com­
pany trucks were tearing up their road, 
has responded by denying to residents 
the use of a company-owned bridge over 
the Big Sandy River.

On a motion of Magistrate Jackie 
Owens, the county reduced from 18 tons 
to 10 tons the weight limit on that sec­
tion of Shortwood Road running from 
Allen to the Adams turnoff. Judge­
Executive John M. Stumbo, an Adams 
employee for many years, said he could 
speak to company officials about 
reopening their bridge to the public.

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"Normally, the state would take care of 
it, but with four property owners, I guess 
they felt it would be quicker for us to 
handle it."

Spending Reductions 
Under Gramm-Rudman 

Secretary of Agriculture John Block 
has announced the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture soon will begin spending 
reductions in its commodity programs 
to comply with President Reagan's Feb. 
1 sequester order issued under the 
Balanced Budget and Emergency 
Deficit Control Act of 1985 <the Gramm­
Rudman-Hollings Act>. 

Block said the order calls for a USDA 
spending reduction of $1 .3 billion for 
fiscall986, equal to a 4.3 percent reduc­
tion in those USDA outlays subject to 
provisions of the Act. The reductions. 
scheduled to begin March 1, will be 
allocated equally on a pro-rated basis 
among these programs. 

USDA programs exempted from 
spending reductions include the Food 
Stamp, the Child Nutrition. and the 
Women, Infants and Children Special 
Supplemental Food Programs. 

Block said $823 million in reductions 
will be made in 1986 Commodity Credit 
Corporation programs. No reductions 
will be made in price support loans. pur­
chase agreements and regular defici('n­
cy payments made for 1985 crops.

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Moreover, the city and its utilities 
commission were under federal orders 
to clean up the system and faced a 
$1000-a-day penalty if they failed to do 
so, Daniels said. 

Since then, the utilities chairman said, 
the water system has been renovated 
with the help of a $695,000 grant, the 
sewage treatment plant has been made 
operational, new gas wells have been 
drilled, federal and state inspectors 
have been placated, the system is 
solvent-and utility bills were cut last 
year by 10 percent. " Yet they say we're 
wasting money," Daniels said in­
credulously. "They sure have a poor 
argument.'' 

The root of the city council's current 
feud with the commission is not accoun­
ting but politics, said Daniels, who in­
sisted he only took the job after he got 
a guarantee that the council would not 
play politics with the utilities system and 
that he backed Thornsberry and Harris 
last year "on the understanding they 
would leave the utilities system alone. " 

The system's financial records have 
been open to the council, whose 
members have ordinarily shown no in­
terest in inspecting them, said Daniels. 
When Thornsberry's request to see the 
records was turned down in December, 
Thornsberry was not yet sworn in as a 
council member and the utilities staff 
was busy preparing the month's billings, 
Daniels said. 

Field Superintendent Bartley's salary 
actually worked out at around $12.34 an 
hour, a bargain when you consider that 
he is fully certified and furnished his 
own truck and tools, Daniels said. 

The kind of control demanded by the 
city's new ordinance would involve 
enClless bookkeeping, would make com­
rnissionet's.~ vulnerable to political 
pressures-; .lMa would threaten the con­
tinuitf needed for long-range planning, 
Daniels said. Speaking of the proposed 
one-year term of office, he said, "What 
can you do in a year? Why, it takes 
longer than that to get a grant." 

One reason the council wants to take 
control of the commission, its former 
chairman said, is to siphon money from 
the system in order to finance other ci­
ty projects. "They wanted us to pay for 
the renovation of city hall," even as they 
refused to pay city hall's utility bills and 
even now are withholding payment of 
utility bills for the city library, he said. 

Another reason is that some persons 
would like to mine within the city limits, 
said Daniels, who noted that the utilities 
commission opposed an application by 
former councilman Joe Stewart for a 
permit to begin an auger operation in the 
city. 

Thornsberry, an unemployed cutting 
machine operator, strenuously denied 
charges that his conflict with the com­
mission had anything to do with a desire 
to mine coal in the city. "I have no in­
tention of doing that. It ain't going to 
happen. I'm not for mining in the city 
limits of Wheelwright any more than 
you'd be for mining in downtown Pres­
tonsburg," he said. 

Both sides traded charges of sabotage 
last week as problems cropped up in the 
town's water and sewage systems, and 
the city's two police officers were accus­
ed by each side of turning a blind eye to 
criminal activity sparked by the dispute. 
Soon after the utilities commissioners 
and staff resigned, Thornsberry said, a 
six-inch water main on Golf Course 
Hollow was ruptured, apparently with a 
concrete block, and another line was 
broken at Bypro; a $2500 pump was 
found missing from the mine from which 
the city draws its water; raw sewage 
was deliberately discharged from the 
sewage treatment plant ; a tire was 
punctured on councilman Dennis Harris' 
car ; and city police officers Danny 
Bates and Jim Perry were allegedly 
tolerating the mischief. 

Asked whether he knew who was 
responsible for vandalizing the system, 
Thornsberry replied, " I'm not naming 
individuals, but we ain't dumb." 

For his part, Daniels said there was 
nothing suspicious about the two line 
ruptures; that the mine pump, while 
broken, is not missing; that Thornsberry 
and Harris were themselves found 
hiding in the vicinity of the sewage treat­
ment plant when sewage was discharg­
ed into the nearby creek; and that the 
two city police officers had harassed 
former superintendent Bartley, telling 
him he was not welcome in town. 

Both sides in the dispute claim public 
support. A recent demonstration by 
citizens who protested the council's 
squeeze on the utilities commission was 
orchestrated by the commission, said 
Thornsberry. "Ninety percent of the 
people know what's going on," said the 
councilman, who added that he is coun­
ting on public cooperation "to catch the 
rats in the creek who are busting our 
lines and stealing our pumps." 

But Daniels, who said he had nothing 
to do with the public protest, predicted 
that Wheelwright citizens will reject a 
"power hungry" council. For his own 
part, he said, " I'm through until those 
three (Thornsberry, Holbrook and Har­
ris) are removed and we get a council 
in there that 's willing to work with the 
utilities commission and they work on 
city problems, of which they've got 
plenty .''

An example of such unique program­
ming is the musical show KCTV is 
presently running on Monday nights. 
What makes the show special is that it's 
live music being played by a live band. 

"People call in and ask the band to 
play something, and we try to play it, " 
he said. "We've been doing it to get peo­
ple used to watching Monday nights. It's 
live music, call-in request-probably a 
TV first." Caudill said he might consider 
continuing that format for his Monday 
night show. 

Though he said he couldn't speak for 
Tel-Com, Caudill predicted Channel 5 
would change under the new ownership. 
"It probably will never be done the 
same,' ' he said, adding, '' I think a lot of 
people enjoyed it. Rarely ever did we get 
negative comments. " 

He said he saw KCTV as a type of 
trailblazer in local television. "I think it 
was a TV experiment," he said. " I don't 
know of anywhere in the country that ap­
proached it like we did. Other stations 
did it, but they tried to be like real TV. 
We took a totally different angle. We 
were laid-back; people didn' t expect 
much. It was a totally different ap­
proach to TV." 

Tel-Com owner Paul Gearheart 
declined comment on the proposed 
takeover.

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received the congratulations of 
wellwishers, including some members 
of a Garrett group who had actively 
campaigned for Grigsby in recent 
months and whose spokesman was open­
ly critical of Brackett as recently as the 
board meeting at Wheelwright High 
School two days earlier. 

Rodney Moore acknowledged later 
that his group, which felt Brackett had 
failed to support their bid to have con­
struction of a new school at Garrett 
moved to the top of the district's building 
priorities, was disappointed in the choice 
but added that the new superintendent 
will have his support. "I'm hoping the 
whole county will support him. We're all 
hoping for that, " said Moore. "Division 
is not good for us." 

The same sentiment was expressed by 
Joyce Everly, leader of a citizens' group 
whose highly-publicized call for the 
resignation of Grigsby and the entire 
board in the summer of 1983 lead to an 
extensive state probe of the Floyd school 
district and, ultimately, to Grigsby's 
resignation last August. Everly gave 
guarded endorsement to the board's 
choice of Brackett and said she hopes for 
a new unity in the district. 

" The whole focus has been on the 
superintendent, and that was a large 
part of the problem, but we need to 
remember that the board approved 
everything (Grigsby) recommended," 
Mrs. Everly warned, adding, "We'll see 
in six months if this (choice of Brackett) 
was a good decision." 

In contrast to the "atmosphere of 
fear" that she said prevailed under the 
former administration, Brackett has 
shown "more openness" and "people 
feel free to express their opinion," said 
Mrs. Everly, who predicted an increas­
ed willingness on the part of the com­
munity to support the schools financial­
ly. "All they have to do is show they' re 
fiscally responsible and people will be 
willing to pay," she said. 

For McDowell Principal Gary 
Frazier, better relations with state 
education authorities have been one of 
the chief benefits of Brackett's brief 
tenure. In contrast to last year, when " I 
was audited so often I kept my financial 
records sitting in a box on my desk, this 
year has been most refreshing," Frazier 
said, adding, " It's nice not to be con­
stantly under the gun." 

For his part, Brackett took time on his 
first full day as superintendent to meet 
Friday with central office staff. "Set 
yourselves a goal; don't be satisfied to 
keep doing things the way you've always 
done them," he said he told them. 
Brackett said he has a "high level of ex­
pectation" of those who work for him, 
and added, " I expect people to expect a 
lot of me. " 

The new superintendent, who did not 
hide his chagrin at being omitted from 
the list of five candidates recommend­
ed by UK consultant Dr. Charles Faber, 
said he felt confident of wide support in 
the county, especially since a random 
telephone poll of 400 persons contacted 
by some of his backers "during the cam­
paign" indicated that he was the over­
whelming choice for superintendent in 
all five educational divisions. 

In an interview Friday, Brackett 
spoke of "putting the past behind us." 
For the time being at least, that appears 
to be a widespread aspiration. "I just 
hope and pray everybody is going to 
start working together," is the way Mrs. 
Everly put it. "The fighting's gone on 
long enough."

Kindergarten Rule 
Is Now Statewide 

When the doors to local public schools 
open this fall for the 1986-87 school year, 
all the children entering the first grade 
in Kentucky will be kindergarten 
graduates. 

The prerequisite of kindergarten for 
entry into the first grade was ordered by 
the 1984 General Assembly. 

To comply with that law, Senate Bill 
26, Kentucky's educational system has 
made the changes necessary to offer 
high-quality kindergarten programs in 
every local school district, Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction Alice 
McDonald said. 
· She noted that a 17-member advisory 
council, the Kindergarten Advisory 
Committee, had advised the Depart­
ment of Education on implementation of 
the statewide kindergarten program. 

The committee was headed by Dr. 
Ann Bardwell, vice chairwoman of the 
State Board of Education, and included 
teachers, administrators, educational 
consultants and parent representatives. 

All of Kentucky's 180 local school 
districts now have operating 
kindergarten programs, McDonald said 

A kindergarten status report submit­
ted to the State Board of Education says 
82 operate half-day kindergarten pro­
grams, 71 operate alternate-day pro­
grams, 22 offer a combination of these 
two programs, and five provide daily, 
full-day kindergarten programs. 

Information compiled by the Depart­
ment of Education shows that 49,962 
children, or 83.8 percent of those eligi­
ble for kindergarten, were enrolled in 
public kindergartens in the fall of 1985. 
An additional9,588 children, or 16.1 per­
cent, were in private institutions, the 
report says. 

"As we work to improve Kentucky's 
educational system, the role that a good 
kindergarten program can play is 
becoming more and more apparent," 
McDonald satd. 

"As the kindergarten graduates of the 
1985-86 school year pass through the 
system, we will begin to see the dif­
ference that this kind of beginning can 
make in their ability to grasp concepts 
more quickly and reach higher levels of 
academic achievement.

Will These Creatures Survive? 
The Endangered Species Act, enacted 

in 1973, was a landmark bill when pass­
ed, providing the first real protection for 
America's plant and animal species. But 
13 years after its enactment, how well 
are endangered and threatened species 
doing? 

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service of­
ficially lists 392 species as "endangered" 
or "threatened" in the United States. 
Here's a look at just 10 of those species: 

CALIFORNIA CONDOR: An esti­
mated 26 survive, 21 in captivity and five 
in a Southern California canyon. Conser­
vationists are fighting the federal 
government's plan to capture the wild 
condors and breed them in captivity, 
fearing the plan would open the condor's 
mountainous preserve to development 
and erase the bird's last slim hope of 
surviving in the wild. 

DUSKY SEASIDE SPARROW: Just 
two males are known to be living, both 
in a Flonda breeding facility Ex­
periments conducted to "back-cross" 
breed the males with females from a 
closely related sub-species have shown 
some success. A male and a female bird, 
progeny of the second back-cross 
breeding, are considered 88 percent pure 
dusky seaside sparrow. Breeding will 
continue this year.

KAUAI 0 '0: Only a single adult male 
has been observed since 1981, but more 
may exist on the Hawaiian island of 
Kauai. 

PUERTO RICAN PARROT: An esti­
mated 20 of the birds survive in the wild, 
living in a remote highland forest on the 
island. 

WYOMING TOAD: A 1984 survey 
found approximately 30 males in a mile­
square area of Albany County, Wyo. 

PERDIDO KEY BEACH MOUSE: A 
single population of about 26lives on an 
island off the Alabama-Florida border. 

RED WOLF: Some 60 survive in cap­
tivity in U.S. zoos, but none is known to 
exist in the wild. 

BLACK FOOTED FERRET: An esti­
mated 128 are living in the wild in one 
site in Meteetse, Wyo. Additionally, six 
are in capitivity, brought in from the 
wild by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Ser­
vice and the Wyoming Game and Fish 
Department. But the population in the 
wild apparently has been decreasing, 
having been hit hard by a bout of 
distemper last year. 

GRIZZLY BEAR: Denizens of north­
west Montana and Yellowstone National 
Park, an estimated 600-1,000 live in the 
wild in the lower 48 states. Listed as 
"threatened'' by the federal govern­
ment, these massive animals are 
dwindling as they confront habitat loss 
and man's encroachment on their ter­
ritory . Grizzlys need lots of room to 
roam; some have been known to travel 
as much as 670 miles a year in search 
of food. 

FLORIDA PANTHER: Only about 30 
survive in the Big Cypress Swamp area 
of southern Florida. The animals live in 
danger of accidents with automobiles 
traveling the highway that crosses their 
habitat.

ALIMONY AND CHILD SUPPORT 
Proper planning is necessary to insure the best tax treatment 

for divorce payments from one spouse to another. 
Normally, alimony is deductible on the income tax return of 

the payor and is taxable as income to the recipient. Structure your 
agreement to provide the most advantageous tax treatment to 
both parties. 

Some basic rules for alimony treatment: 
1. Payments must be made in cash, either directly to the reel· 

pient or to some third party on behalf of the recipient. 
2.Payments must be required under a written decree of 

divorce, separation, etc. 
3. The payments must terminate upon the death of the 

recipient. 
4. There are special requirements on the duration of the 

payments based on the amount of money and the fluctuations in 
the payment amount from year to year. 

The new regulations contain a very serious tax trap in 
reference to "terminating payment in the event of death." The 
divorce instrument must specify that there is no money, substitute 
payment, or property settlement due upon the death of the reci· 
pient. To the extent such continued payments after death are re· 
qui red, there will be no deduction allowed for the money paid dur· 
ing the lifetime of the recipient. This provision is effective for 
agreements written after 1984. 

Agreements written prior to 1985 had to specifically state that 
a portion of the payment was for child support; otherwise, the 
entire amount was deemed to be alimony. This was true even 
though the amount of payment might fluctuate with contingen· 
cies concerning the children such as completing school, getting 
married, or reaching a certain age. For agreements entered in· 
to after 1984, any adjustment in the payments due to a change 
in the child's status will cause the payments to be treated as child 
support.

Burning Limit Marks 
Spring Fire Season 

The leading cause of accidental 
wildfires in Kentucky is unsafe debris 
burning, fire accidentally escaping 
while burning garbage, a trash pile, a 
patch of weeds. or preparing a garden 
spot. To prevent such fires, March 1 
through May 15 is designated by Ken­
tucky law as spring "Fire Hazard 
Season," times of increased and 
sometimes extreme fire danger in the 
woods. These are periods of gusty winds, 
intense sunshine, and little shade in the 
woods; therefore, the woods dry ex­
tremely fast and retain little moisture. 
During Kentucky's spring fire season, 
everyone is prohibited from burning 
within 150 feet of the woods or anything 
capable of spreading fire, except bet­
ween the hours of 4:30p.m. and mid­
night. Even after 4:30 p.m., no fire 
should be set unless the winds are calm 
and there is adequate moisture in the air 
to make fires easy to control. 

It is also illegal in Kentucky to start 
any kind of fire in another's woods 
without that landowner's consent. It is 
illegal to start any kind of fire on any 
timberland without both notifying adja­
cent landowners and taking reasonable 
precautions to prevent the fire's escape 
to adjoining lands. It is also illegal to 
start any kind of fire on or even near 
one's timberland (or an employer's 
land) without taking all reasonable 
precautions to prevent its spread to the 

land of another. Fire must be tended un­
til extinguished. 

By law anyone burning before 4: 30 
p.m. during designated fire seasons or 
anyone letting a fire escape into the 
woods at anytime is subject to a fine. 
Also they are liable for damages 
resulting from a fire and any cost of sup­
pressing it. Deliberately setting a fire or 
trying to set fire to woodlands in Ken­
tucky is a felony and can be punished by 
a fine, jail sentence, or both. 

The Division of Forestry depends on 
the support and assistance of each 
citizen to help reduce the number of 
forest fires. If you see a forest fire, 
report it immediately by calling the 
Division of Forestry at 886-8562 or by 
calling Rick Bevins at 874-2926.

Gov. Martha Layne Collins recently 
announced a special job training project 
for unemployed coal miners in Eastern 
and Western Kentucky.

Task Force To Study 
Ways To Gain Funds 

Prestonsburg has a new task force 
designed to study the effect of federal 
Revenue Sharing cuts here and find 
ways to make up for the loss of approx­
imately $112.000 which the city now 
receives annually. 

Mayor Ann Latta announced the task 
force's formation at last week's city 
council meeting. The group will look at 
the city's financial situation for at least 
the next 18 months, with the possibility 
of continuing on if necessary. 

Latta said the two major sources of 
revenue the task force will look to are 
a hotel-motel tax and annexation. The 
hotel-motel tax would be earmarked by 
law for parks and recreation, 
necessitating, said the mayor, the for­
mation of a new board to oversee those 
funds. Such a tax in Paintsville nets that 
community about $30,000 per year, she 
said. Annexation of the Auxier Road 
area north of the city would bring in 
about $92,000 per year after certain first 
year expenditures, including the con­
struction of a fire sub-station there. 

Another proposed annexation, that of 
the "outer loop" area along U.S. 23 from 
the city limits at Prestonsburg Village, 
down to and including the Lancer­
Watergap Road, is also expected to be 
potentialy lucrative to the city, though 
compilation of figures on such a move 
have not been completed. Latta said that 
section was projected to be a growth 
area. 

She said the Holiday Inn now under 
construction along U.S. 23 there will pro­
bably petition to come into the city after 
construction is completed, regardless of 
annexation proceedings. 

If enough additional revenue cannot 
be found to make up for the revenue 
sharing cuts, said Latta, the city might 
be faced with reducing or eliminating 
some services. Services that could be in 
danger include out-of-town fire subscrip­
tions and garbage pick-up. 

Fire subscription rates now amount to 
only $2 per month. Latta said the city 
will have to look at the possibility of 
either raising that fee or possibly doing 
away with the s~rvice altogether. The 
question of ending the fire subscription 
program has been quietly discussed 
around city hall for several months. 

In regard to garbage pick-up, Latta 
said the city wouldn't consider stopping 
the service, though pick-ups might be 
made less often in the future. One 
measure the city has already done to 
lower cost in this area is stopping the 
free pick-up of materials discarded by 
commercial contractors. 

Though the city's financial road looks 
somewhat rocky, Latta said there were 
some avenues the city would not take 
even for fiscal security. She said she 
would not consider employee layoffs or 
raising the occupational tax. She said 
she hoped also the city would not have

to consider ending donations made to the 
senior citizens center at Archer Park or 
the animal shelter at West Prestons­
burg. 

One task force member has a special 
interest. she said, in seeing that no 
layoffs occur. Thomas Tackett. the city 
council's representative on the planning 
group, has said repeatedly that he would 
oppose any layoff of city employees 
unless it was absolutely necessary. 

The city is operating on what Latta 
says is a fairly small staff as it is, par­
ticularly in the police and fire 
departments. 

"We have just enough firemen right 
now to maintain our class 4 rating for 
fire insurance purposes," she said, "and 
just enough police officers to cover the 
shifts." 

With 65 city employees, Latta said the 
ratio of city workers to citizens is about 
one employee for every 61 citizens. 

Latta said she tried to find a balanc­
ed cross-section of knowledgeable 
representatives to serve on the task 
force. In addition to Tackett, she has 
named Burl Wells Spurlock, H.D. Fitz­
patrick, Jr. and Dixon Nunnery, 
representing the First Commonwealth 
Bank, the Bank Josephine and United 
Federal Savings and Loan, respective­
ly; C.J. McNally, chairman of the City 
Utilities Commission; businessmen 
Estill Lee Carter and Boyd Thompson; 
Bill Bottoms, CPA; and Mrs. Becky 
Short, a homemaker, to the group. 

City Administrator David Evans arid 
Steve Allen, of Allen, England and 
Hensley, the city's auditing firm, will 
serve as ex-officio and staff members, 
providing information to the task force. 

Latta said there is a movement in 
Washington to extend the Revenue Shar­
ing Pr-ogram, though such action is by 
no means certain. A letter she received 
from a group calling itself tne Revenue 
Sharing Advisory Service of Washington 
indicated 159 members of the U.S. House 
of Representati-Ves now support an 
extension. · · 

But even if an exlension is granted, 
Latta said she has heardng.r~port of any 
move to make revenue sharing 
permanent. 

"The cut-off has been proposed for a 
long time," she said, "but everybody 
thought they were joking. Nobody thinks 
they're joking now." 

Latta was recently appointed to a 
regional revenue sharing task force by 
the Big Sandy Area Development 
District. She said she will try to co­
ordinate the two.

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P-burg Police 
Selected For 
Survey Study 

A project designed to keep statistics 
on the state's criminal justice system 
has tagged the Prestonsburg Police 
Department as one of only 14 agencies 
set to participate in its survey. 

The survey is being conducted jointly 
by the University of Louisville's 
Statistical Analysis Center and Ken­
tucky Attorney General David Arm­
strong. as part of Armstrong's much 
publicized campaign for victims' rights. 

According to Police Chief Stan Flet­
cher, the participating agencies will 
follow an offender from arrest through 
prosecution, trying to locate weak points 
in the system. 

"It'll be examining the judicial 
system," said Fletcher, "showing how 
cases are taken through the process. 
They're concerned more with the con­
viction and prosecution of the cases. 
They want to know if the judicial 
system is working, if there's a problem 
area they can correct." 

Fletcher said the other 13 statistic­
gathering centers would include both 
police departments and County and 
Commonwealth Attorneys. Though he 
hasn't yet heard where the others will 
be-only 4 have been selected so far­
the police chief said Prestonsburg might 
be the only such program in the eastern 
part of the state. 

Records kept will help law enforce­
ment agencies throughout the state, but 
Fletcher said there will be positive ef­
fects felt close to home, as welL 

"This will help us down the road," said 
Fletcher. "If we have a case we're hav­
ing a problem with, we can go back and 
locate the problem area, look at the 
judicial system and the courts. Then we 
can go to the attorney general's office 
and say that we've got a problem." 

Fletcher said that participation in the 
program might also lead to state grants 
for his department. 

"There will be some grants becoming 
available later on this year for statistical 
analysis, things like that, for depart­
ments participating in this. I don't know 
what all of them are yet, but at least 
we're one step closer," he said. 

The Prestonsburg police department 
was asked to participate, said Fletcher, 
because it was already keeping statistics 
in many of the areas to be studied. Keep­
ing such statistics has been a priority for 
his department for some time, he added. 

"We're being recognized as doing the 
best we can," he said. "What we're try­
ing to do is bring a big-time agency to 
Prestonsburg. We want to show we can 
provide the same types of service a ci­
ty like Louisville can." 

Fletcher said one function of the study 
will be to "get everyone centralized and 
working together, instead of law en­
forcement agencies just doing their jobs 
and forgetting about the case. It's the 
same with the attorneys and the court 
system.'' 

A similar study completed last year 
by U of Land the Attorney General's of­
fice charted child abuse and neglect, 
profiled persistent felony offenders in 
the state's prisons, examined the after­
math of criminal victimization, compil­
ed a data inventory of Kentucky's 
criminal justice agencies, and detailed 
the needs and uses of such statistics. 

Fletcher said that at present, only he 
and Detective Sgt. Mike Ormerod were 
participating in the local survey, but as 
time passes, the entire force will be con­
tributing. He said that since the depart­
ment was already geared toward com­
piling statistics, it would not be very 
time-consuming to participate. 

"Once we get started, it probably 
won't take more than 10 hours a week," 
he said. 

Some Taxpayers Overlook 
Credit For Elderly 

The Internal Revenue Service has said 
many taxpayers entitled to the special 
credit for the elderly may not be claim­
ing it. 

A survey last month of early returns 
received at one IRS service center show­
ed that many people entitled to the 
credit failed to claim it by completing 
and attaching Schedule R to the Form 
1040 they filed. 

The credit is av:;tilable to some low­
income taxpayers over age 65 and cer­
tain disabled people under 65 who 
retired with taxable disability 
payments. Taxpayers over 65 need not 
be disabled to claim the credit, IRS 
pointed out. However, the credit is 
generally not available to taxpayers 
with income high enough that social 
security benefits are includible in 
income. 

The IRS suggested that taxpayers who 
believe they may qualify for the credit 
should check the instructions for 
Schedule R or contact an IRS office for 
taxpayer assistance. IRS will complete 
the Schedule R for taxpayers if they 
follow the instructions included in the 
Form 1040 package.

Medicare Open Enrollment 
People who failed to sign up for the 

medical insurance part of Medicare 
when they were first eligible, or who 
dropped out, may enroll now through 
March 31 at any Social Security office. 
Coverage begins July 1. 

Medicare hospital and medical in­
surance is available to almost everyone 
at age 65, to disabled people under 65 
who have been entitled to Social Security 
disability benefits for at least 24 months. 
and to most people with permanent 
kidney failure. Nine out of 10 eligible 
people are enrolled. 

Medicare's medical insurance sup­
plements Medicare hospital insurance 
which is funded by part of the Social 
Security taxes paid by employers, 
employees, and self-employed people. 
Medical insurance helps pay doctor's 
bills and other medical expenses not 
covered by hospital insurance. It is fund­
ed by individual monthly premiums paid 
by those who enroll and by Federal 
general revenues. The basic premium is 
$15.50 a month for 1986. In general, the 
basic monthly premium is increased by 
10 percent for each year a person could 
have had medical insurance but did not. 

It should be noted that people do not 
have to retire to get Medicare coverage. 
On approaching 65, people who want the 
coverage but wish to continue working 
may sign up at any Social Security of­
fice and have their coverage begin with 
the month they reach 65.

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Tornado Danger 
And What To Do 

Tornado activity in Kentucky has 
caused a number of deaths and injuries 
over the years. The relative uncertain­
ty about long-term prediction of tor­
nadoes makes adequate warning dif­
ficult. Kentuckians, however, should 
always remember than March, April, 
and May are the months noted for 
severe storms, particularly tornadoes. 

"It's important to be aware of the 
signs of tornado-producing weather," 
says Floyd County Disaster and 
Emergency Service Coordinator, Paul 
Chaffins. "Although they can occur at 
any time of day or night, tornadoes are 
most frequent between 3 p.m. and 7 
p.m.," Mr. Chaffins says. 

The tornado is frequently, though not 
always preceded by southerly winds, 
darkened skies, rain, hail, lightning, and 
thunder. During thunderstorms, watch 
for clouds that seem to be rotating from 
a central point and descending toward 
the ground. Sometimes obscured by rain 
or darkness, the only sign of their ap­
proach may be the roar tornadoes pro­
duce, which is similar to that of a freight 
train or low-flying jet. 

Tornadoes vary greatly in size, inten­
sity, and appearance. Velocity of the air 
can range from less than 100 mph to 
more than 300 mph. But regardless of 
the wind speed, any tornado has the 
potential to injure or kill. 

Because tornadoes may appear with 
little notice, it's important to review 
what you know about taking cover if a 
watch or warning is issued: 

*A tornado watch is issued by the Na­
tional Weather Service when conditions 
are favorable for the development of 
tornadoes. 

*When a watch is issued, be alert for 
signs of threatening weather particular­
ly from the southwest and decide where 
you would go if a severe storm 
developed. 

*Clear the area of any objects that 
might be blown away. If at home, clear 
the lawn of outdoor furniture and trash 
cans, and any other items that might 
become deadly weapons. 

*Listen to radio, television, or NOAA 
Weather Radio for further information. 

*A tornado warning means that a fun· 
nel has actually been sighted. Take ac­
tion immediately. 

*In homes and small buildings, the 
basement or the interior part of the 
lowest level is the safest place to go. 
Closets, bathrooms, or interior hails pr<>­
vide the best protection. Cover your 
head with hands and arms. 

*Stay away from windows, doors, and 
outside walls. 

*In schools, factories, or other public 
facilities; go to pre-designated shelters. 

• A void auditoriums and gymnasiums 
or other structures with free-span roofs. 

*In mobile homes, seek shelter in 
another structure if possible. Should you 
be in any type recreational vehicle, 
move to a place of safety in another 
structure. 

*If outdoors, a ditch or other low-lying 
area is best. Lie flat in the ditch, ravine, 
or culvert and cover your head with your 
hands and arms. 

*If the tornado is approaching you 
while seeking a place of shelter, move 
out of the direct path of the tornado to 
your immediate right or left. Do not try 
to outrun a tornado. 

Mining Injury Rates 
Decrease During 1985 

WASHINGTON-Accidental injury 
rates for all types of mining in the 
United States decreased last year, com­
pared to the rates for 1984, according to 
the U.S. Department of Labor's Mine 
Safety and Health Administration 
(MSHA). 

David A. zegeer, assistant secretary 
of labor for mine safety and health, 
reported that rates which measure the 
number of hours worked in both the coal 
and metal and nonmetal (non-coal) in­
dustries declined from 1984 to 1985. 

MSHA earlier had reported that both 
the coal mining and the metal and 
nonmetal fatality totals for last year 
were the lowest annual number of 
deaths ever reported in each industry. 

"The downward trend in both the 
number of deaths and the injury rates 
is an achievement of which everyone in 
the American mining community can be 
proud," said Zegeer. "This indicates 
that a great many people have been 
down in the trenches, working every day 
to make mining safer." 

Zegeer added, "in spite of the en­
couraging numbers last year, tragic and 
avoidable accidents still are occurring, 
and we at MSHA are urging everyone in 
the industry to re-double his or her ef­
forts to bring injury rates down even 
further." 

Preliminary data compiled by MSHA 
show that the rate of fatal injuries in coal 
mining in 1985 was .04 per 200,000 
employee-hours, down from .07 in 1984. 
Sixty seven coal miners died in work­
related accidents in 1985, compared to 
126 fatalities during 1984. 

The rate for nonfatal injuries in coal 
mining in 1985 was 6.17, a decline from 
6.81 in 1984 The rate for all types of in­
juries in coal mining dropped from 6.87 
in 1984 to 6.21 last year. 

Coal miners worked a total of 351.9 
million employee-hours in 1985, a 
decrease from 376.6 million employee­
hours reported in 1984. Average employ 
ment also dropped from 208,160 coal 
miners in 1984 to 195,298 in 1985. Coal 
production decreased from 883.8 million 
tons in 1984 to 854.4 million tons in 1985.

In EaSfrKentllcky

Quality trout fishing in Eastern Ken­

tucky would seem as remote as catching 
a musky in Dewey Lake 20 years ago. As 
we well know, a musky lake Dewey was 
not, but these two generalizations are 
not so far-fetched when considering the 
present as opposed to the past. Dewey 
gave up the state record' tiger musky 
and I am sure my fishing partner, Phil 
Paige, has the fresh-water-stream 
record for brown trout in Kentucky. 

This fish: without a doubt, was-stock­
ed by the most enthusiastic efforts of the 
Huntington Chapter of Trout Unlimited 
about five years ago. So quality trout 
fishing m Eastern Kentucky is as real . 
as musky fishing in Dewey Lake. .i 

Our State Department of Fish· ana 
Wildlife ..-~l.so·· perceive this 11,~1Js- a 
reality as is evidenced by therr- concen 
trated efforts in studying and evaluating 
streams throughout Kentucky Their 
prime objective is to find streams that 
display very minimal amounts of pollu­
tion , a favorable maximum 
temperature in the summer months, and 
a sustained oxygen supply as well as 
favorable food chains. There are other 
technical characteristics that the 
fisheries biologist look for also. but are 
too sophisticated for us lay-fishermen to 
understand. • 

This energetic mterest in trout by our 
Fish & Wildlife people didn't just hap­
pen out of the blue. Believe it or not, the 
fishermen throughout Kentucky are 
chiefly responsible for this sudden in­
terest in quality trout fishing. A survey 
done in 1982, using the Kentucky Happy 
Hunting Ground Magazine to sample our 
fishing public. revealed some interesting 
attitudes throughout our Common­
wealth , particularly :1 Eastern 
Kentucky. 

· '14% of the respondents purchased a 
trout stamp in 1982, with the eastern 
region <28% > more than doubling the 
sales of ea.:h of the other 2 regions < Cen­
tral & Western> . The majority <62% >of 
trout anglers did not favor publicizing 
trout stocking dates. 73% of the trout 
anglers favored an increase in the trout 
stamp cost, if necessary, to maintain the 
trout hatchery in Kentucky. 74% of these 
anglers favored the development of 
trout populations in remote areas."

Copies of Prior Tax 
Returns Available 

Taxpayers who have not retained 
copies of prior year tax returns can 
either request photocopies of previous­
ly filed returns or transcripts of tax ac­
count mformation, according to the In· 
ternal Revenue Service. Either request 
can be made on Form 4506, "Request for 
Copy of Tax Form or Tax Account Infor­
mation" . 

The charge for photocopies of prior 
year returns is $4.25 per return. Alter­
natively, transcripts of tax account in 
formation will be provided for $2.25 per 
tax year. The tax account information 
includes type of return filed, marital 
status, tax shown on return. adjusted 
gross income, taxable income, self· 
employment tax and number of exemp­
tions . 

Full payment must accompany all 
orders. Taxpayers should allow at least 
45 days for delivery when requesting 
photocopies of prior year returns, and at 
least 30 days when requesting tax ac­
count information. Allow at least 10 
weeks' processing time after the original 
return is filed before requesting a copy 
or other information. 

To order Form 4506. taxpayers can 
write the IRS at P 0 Box 6900, Florence, 
Ky. 41042 or call the IRS toll-free at 
1·800·424-1040.

ding the nest to all public access. 

The eagles have constructed a nest, 
consisting of a platform of sticks approx­
imately four to five feet in diameter, in 
a tree 60-70 feet off the ground. The birds 
are currently engaging in what biolo­
gists call "housekeeping duties ," ac­
tivites which normally precede egg 
laying 

The entire Ballard wildlife area is a 
waterfowl refuge and is normally clos­
ed to the public until March 15. This has 
allowed the eagles to work unmolested 
up to now. To make sure the birds re­
mam undisturbed, a large area surroun­
ding the nest in the central portion of the 
8,000-acre management area in Ballard 
County will remain closed to the public . 
The closed area will be clearly marked 
with signs , wildlife officials say. 

"Nest building, egg laying and incuba­
tion are all critical periods. This makes 
it necessary to eliminate all human ac­
tivities near the nest," according to John 
MacGregor, the wildlife biologist in 
charge of Kentucky's nongame wildlife 
program. "It's important that the public 
recognize the significance of this event 
and cooperate by staying away from the 

nesting area until the eagles are fledg­
ed, probably sometime in July. 

A portion of Turner Landing Road will 
be closed, but access to the Turner 
Landing boat ramp will still be available 
by a short detour, fish and wildlife of­
ficials say. Popular fishing or camping 
spots on the wildlife area will not be af­
fected by the closure. 

The Ballard Wildlife Management 
Area is owned and operated by the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources and is an important winter­
ing ground for bald eagles from the up­
per midwest. As many as 120 eagles 
spend at least part of the winter there 
but until now none have remained to 
nest. 

The last known eagle nest in Kentucky 
was built in 1949 at Swan Pond, which is 
about eight miles south of the current 
nest site. Bald eagles, like many other 
birds of prey, were seriously affected by 
pesticide poisoning in the environment, 
but stricter controls in recent years are 
helping populations recover. 

An endangered species, the bald eagle 
is protected from harrassment or harm 
by state and federal laws.

Latest Talking Heads clip 
is good, but falls short 
By Barton Weiss 

The latest Talking 
Heads video, "The Lady 
Don't Mind," was directed 
by avant-garde filmmaker 
Jim Jarmuch (" Stranger 
Than Paradise"). 

It's a New Yorkish black­
and-white clip with select­
ed additions of color to 
draw our attention to spe­
cific objects within the 
frame that have symbolic 
meanings. Jarmuch's 
shots linger on screen a bit 
longer than the shots in 
most videos, but not un­
comfortably so. 

It's a nice clip, but Talk­
ing Heads clips have al­
ways been ground-break­
ers, so when one of theirs 
is merely good, we tend to 
be a bit disappointed. 

The gloss is off 
Remember that great A­

Ha video ("Take on Me"), 
where a comic-book char­
acter came to life? That 
clip made A-Ha a house­
hold name, and pioneered 
the use of pencil-drawn 
animation with realistic 
movement. That method is 
called rotoscoping, and it 
was so successful that it 
has since become a video 
cliche. 

In the group's new vid­
eo, " Train of Thought," an 
otherwise poetic vision be­
comes boring. 

"Crossover" woes 
Most of us got our first 

glance at Ruben Blades in 
a three-shot with John 
Oates and Lou Reed in the 
" Sun City" video. But he's 
been a big name in Salsa 
music for years. 

He has starred in and 
written the music for a film 
called "Crossover 

Dreams, " which chroni­
cles the attempted cross­
over of a Salsa performer 
into the mainstream musi­
cal world . He also has re­
leased a video, "Good for 
Baby," which is a confus­
ing mishmash of images 
from the film. It would be 
nice to say that Blades' vo­
cal performance saves the 
clip, but it doesn't . 

With videos like this, it's 
going to take a long time 
to crossover. 

A real message 
Aside from we-are-the­

charitable clips, there have 
been very few videos with 
messages. Coil tries to re­
verse that trend . 

The band has taken the 
Soft Cell classic "Tainted 
Love," slowed it down, 
and made a video that 
shows the agony of AIDS 
- to both the vict1m and 
his lover. 

This is one of the hard­
est hitting and most de­
pressing clips ever All 
proceeds from the project 
are going to AIDS re­
search. But will MTV have 
the guts to run it? 

Home-video front 
Speaking of social com­

mentary, a home-video 
collection of peace-orient­
ed clips has been released 
under the title of "Green­
peace Non-Toxic Video 
Hits." Included are Peter 
Gabriel's "Shock the Mon­
key," Tears for Fears 
"Mad World," Madness's 
"On the Wings of a Dove," 
Thomas Dolby's "Dissi­
dents," George Harrison's 
"Save the World" and 16 
others. It's an hour of good 
video for less than $30.

Responding to the continuing rise in 
reports of contaminated food and drug 
products in the state, Gov. Martha 
Layne Collins today authorized the Ky. 
State Police and the Cabinet for Human 
Resources to pool all available resources 
to investigate cases of tampering and/or 
false reporting of consumable products 
sold in Kentucky. 

State Police Commissioner Morgan 
Elkins and Human Resources Secretary 
AI Austin sa1d in a joint statement that 
the two agencies would cooperate fully 
in both manpower for investigation and 
laboratory analysis on any case in which 
a food or drug has been accidentally or 
willfully altered. 

"I can't emphasize too fully that this 
action must not dissuade any citizen 
from reporting to the proper authorities 
any food drug, or other product about 
which they have reason to believe there 
is some danger to another consumer," 
said Collins. "At the same time, the state 
police and state health officials must 
take all steps necessary to make certain 
that their investigations are truly cases 
of potential danger and not instances of 
false reporting." 

Elkins said that each report will con­
tinue to be investigated thoroughly with 
all means at the disposal of the state 
police. 

"We will investigate each report," he 
said. "However, with the additional 
manhours and costs involved, we will be 
alert to the possibility that someone may 
deliberately be placing items in food 
containers or simply making a false 
report for public attention." 

According to Cabinet for Human 
Resources Records, more than two 
dozen reports of contaminated food 
and/or drug items have been made to 
police or public health officials since 
February 20. 

Austin said a check the U.S. Food and 
drug administration in Nashville, Tenn. , 
indicated a very high number of alleged­
ly contaminated food or drug items be­
ing reported in Kentucky specifically the 
Louisville Metro area. 

"Obviously the news reports of a 
potential danger have helped to heighten 
public awareness and have made the 
consumer more careful,'' said Austin. 
"From our conversations with the FDA 
and other officials we also know of 
similar situations which may have 
resulted the false reports and deliberate 
tampering of consumable items. We are, 
therefore urging the public to be 
cautious. 

Austin and Elkins urged anyone pur­
chasing a food or drug product and 
suspecting that either the container or 
the contents have been tampered with 
to retain both the container and the pro­
duct and immediately contact local en­
forcement authorities or the local health 
department. 

Making a false report of a crime to 
authorities is a class A misdemeanor, 
while conviction or tampering with food 
or drug products is a class D Felony in 
Kentucky and could also involve Federal 
Charges. 

Cervical cancer is the most curable of 
all cancers, yet this type of cancer kills 
approximately 11,000 women each year. 
These deaths could possibly have been 
a voided if those 11,000 women had had 
Pap tests to detect the cancer in its 
earliest stages. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
is having a Pap clinic on Thursday 
March 27 from 8:30 untilll: 30 and from 
1:00 until2:00. This clinic is a free ser· 
vice of the Health Department and is 
open to women of all ages. however 
those women age 45 and over are 
especially urged to take advantage of 
this free service since this is the high 
risk age for cervical cancer. No appoint­
ment is needed for this clinic. 

National Poison 
Prevention Week 

Highlands Regional Medical Center is 
observing National Poison Prevention 
Week by giving away one-dose bottles of 
Ipecac syrup and information about 
poison prevention and treatment. 

Ipecac syrup is reccommended to in­
duce vomiting in many types of poison­
ing. Free bottles of Ipecac can be obtain­
ed by visiting the HRMC Pharmacy bet­
ween 9 a.m. and 5 p.m. during this week 
<March 17-21) . There will be a one bot­
tle per family limit. If the supply runs 
low, rain checks will be issued. 

HRMC Pharmacist, Steve Albert, cau­
tions, "If a child has swallowed a 
poisonous substance the first step is to 
call a poison control center or your fami­
ly physician for treatment advice. Do­
ing this quickly can alleviate potential 
tragedy, as the first few minutes are the 
most important." 

Highlands Regional is one of 400 
Poison Control Centers in the United 
States. Together with the Kentucky 
Poison Control Center at Norton Kosair 
Hospital, HRMC helps protect the 
citizens of Eastern Kentucky. The 
telephone of Highlands' Poison Control 
Center is 886-8511 or 789-6548, ext.

''2 plus 2' ' Residential Scholarship, and 
the Pikeville College Residential 
Scholarship.

Math/English score; and must plan to 
live in a campus dormitory. 

Although these scholarships are for 
different "types" of students, they do 
share similar characteristics. The 
award in both cases is up to $1850 per 
year. This amount includes up to $1,000 
in tuition assistance and up to $850 in 
ro~m costs. 

Both scholarships are renewable, the 
''2 plus 2'' for two years and the Pikeville 
College Residential for four years, pro­
vided at least a 3.0 grade point average 
is maintained and general college 
scholarship requirements are met. 

Also, both scholarships have financial 
aid filing requirements as part of the ap-~ 
plication process. Specifically, any stu­
dent interested in consideration for 
either the ''2 plus 2'' or the Pikeville Col­
lege Residential must file the Kentucky 
Financial Aid Form <KFAF) prior to the 
April1 priority filing date. Out-of-state 
students may file either the KF AF or 
their particular state's equivalent form. 
In addition, to apply for the scholar­
ships, the Pikeville College Application 
for Financial Assistance must be receiv­
ed in the financial aid office no later than

For the most part, eastern Kentucky 

sportsmen will not see many changes in 
the hunting and fishing sports for 1986. 

That's right, squirrel season is still set 
to open on the third Saturday in August. 
For the life of me, I cannot understand 
why we would want to kill lactating 
fl>ma le squirrels and leave young 
squirrels to starve in the nest. 
. A survey was taken by our conserva­
tion officers during the 1985 squirrel 
season and we found that 75%of the lac­
tating females taken were taken during 
the first two weeks of squirrel season. 
A motion made to open squirrel season 
on Labor Day weekend was defeated, so 
nothing changes. 

On another controversial issue the 
Fish and Wildlife Commission agreed to 
table, until a later date, possible changes 
in the coon hunting regulations. It has 
been the wish of many coon hunters, 
especially in eastern Kentucky, that the 
Department consider a coon stocking 
program. Also, along with this stocking 
program, many coon hunters would like 
to see parts of the coon dog training 
season closed, so that not only coons but 
other species of wildlife could prosper 
and be undisturbed during their period 
of gestation. I believe this closure of the 
coon dog trainmg season during the 
months of wildlife gestation would be a 
very important step to mcreasing our 
wildlife populations in eastern Ken­
tucky. If this closure happens, the coon 
hunters would deserve a big thank you 
from all sportsmen for their sacrifice. 
This will provide not only a better oppor­
tunity for the coon hunters, but also for 
all other hunters.

I firmly believe that this would bring 
our sportsmen closer together, and 
would enhance the opportunity of our 
sportsmen to overcome all the anti­
hunting groups that exist today. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
is in the process of expanding all areas 
within each division; by hiring new peo­
ple and establishing new programs for 
the enhancement of our fish and wildlife 
resources. All of these changes and im­
provements cost money. 

Because the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife is self-supporting and depends 
on hunting and fishing license receipts 
for the bulk of its financing, the Commis­
sion voted to slightly increase the resi­
dent hunting and fishing licenses and 
tags for 1987. Also, the Commission 
voted to have a substantial increase in 
our non-resident license. I believe this 
was a necessary step to take, in order 
to continue the progress we're making 
in addressing all the needs of our Ken­
tucky sportsmen. 

Believe me, a lot of needed programs 
are becoming a reality; and I truly 
believe that not only eastern Kentucky, 
but the entire Commonwealth will see 
positive results toward the enhancement 
of all hunting and fishing sports in the 
future. 

I would like to take this opportunity to 
thank the Fish and Wildlife Commission, 
on behalf of the sportsmen of the 
Seventh District, for their continuing 
support of the deer stocking program in 
eastern Kentucky. Starting this year 
1200 deer will be stocked in Knox, Perry 
and Letcher counties. Clay county has 
already been completed, with 500 deer 
being stocked in only one year. 

We owe a lot of thanks to Charlie 
Wilkens and all the boys at Ballard 
County Wildlife Management Area for 
their tremendous effort and hard work 
in trapping the deer. We also owe our 
deepest gratitude to Buck Walker, who 
has trucked a lot of miles transporting 
the deer. Also, thanks are in order to 
J{)hn Phillips, our deer biologist, Gary 
McLain, and his dart team, who spent 
a lot of cold nights in areas across the 
state obtaining deer for eastern 
Kentucky. 

As you can see, a lot of people are 
working extremely hard to see that our 
eastern Kentucky sportsmen can enjoy 
deer hunting a little closer to home. 

While we are on the subject of deer 
hunting, the 1986 season should be a very 
productive one. In only 10 years our 
hunting season has gone from 3,500 .to 
over 30,000 deer taken. In the Seventh 
District we have gone from 140 deer 
taken in 1976 to 687 deer taken last year. 

I believe we will continue to see our 
deer herds increase, as long as we con­
tinue to trap over-populated areas for 
deer, control poaching, provide habitat, 
and last, but certainly not least, win con­
trol over wild and stray dog problems. 

Deer hunters, remember, be sure to 
check the deer hunting regulations, 
because several changes were made, 
and several counties are closed due to 
the stocking program. With the excep­
tion of the West Kentucky W.M.A., all 
other management area deer hunts will 
be held on December 6th and 7th by 
draw only. 

The statewide deer gun season will 
begin on Nov. 8th and will be regulated 
according to the zones. A special muzzle­
loading season will be on December 6th 
and 7th in the 10-day gun season 
counties. 

The Red Bird W.M.A. and Dewey 
Lake W.M.A. will enjoy the entire month 
of October for bow hunting, bucks only. 

Other changes on Red Bird and 
Dewey Lake W.M.A. include a Septem­
ber squirrel season, shot guns only, and 
small game season beginning on 
December 8th and running through 
December 31st. · 

It is my belief that we should provide 
every opportunity possible for our sport­
smen on our management areas, when 
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we can do so without hurting the 
resource. 

The Seventh District received a com­
plete turkey stocking in Martin county 
and a partial stocking m Magoffin coun­
ty this year. Magoffin county will be 
completed when the rest of the turkeys 
become available. There are several 
other areas in the Seventh, including the 
Fish Trap W.M.A., that will receive 
turkeys in the future. By the way, turkey 
season will begin April 16th in the open 
counties. Be sure to check the regula­
tions . 

Well, so much for hunting; it's spring 
and I would imagine a lot of our sports­
men are getting fishing fever. 

Our fisheries division is always look­
ing for opportunities to enhance the 
fishing in our beautiful eastern Ken­
tucky lakes. For instance, this spring 
we'll be stocking tread-fin shad on 
Buckhorn Lake. We feel it is necessary 
to provide these kinds of shad so 
muskies can feed on them instead of the 
bass, and bass can feed on the shad to 
increase their size. A possible fertiliza­
tion program may be in order for the 
future. · 

Our trout stocking program will begin 
in April, and I know a lot of eastern Ken­
tuckians are looking forward to that, 
especially the kids. 

For the most part, our eastern Ken­
tucky lakes are something to be proud 
of, and we need to really protect and pro­
mote our lakes for our future 
generations. 

Sportsmen, in closing, I would like to 
tell you that. I really believe in the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife. I think 
that our future looks brightfor hunting 
and fishing in the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky. However, all sportsmen, no 
matter what his sport, must be 
dedicated to the preservation of our Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. We must sup­
port the League of Kentucky Sportsmen, 
our own Fish and Game Clubs, our Con­
servation Education Programs, but 
most of all, we must be willing to 
sacrifice a little, so that we and our 
future generations can enjoy fishin' and 
huntin' in Kentucky.

Grass Carp To Find 
Home In Kentucky 

Grass carp < Ctenopharyngodon 
idella l, highly valued as a biological con­
trol for water weeds because they are an 
alternative to periodic applications of 
toxic herbicides, may soon be legally im­
ported, possessed and propagated in 
Kentucky 

The Kentucky Fish and Wildlife Com­
mission voted during its December 13, 
1985, quarterly meeting to establish a 
permit process allowing landowners to 
import genetically altered, sterile, 
"triploid" grass carp into Kentucky and 
place them in ponds and small lakes for 
aquatic vegetation control. The fertile 
"diploid'' grass carp may be possessed 
for propagation only by certified licens­
ed fish propagators. 

The permit process will be ad­
ministered under the Division of 
Fisheries' technical guidance program. 
Upon the recommendation of a district 
fishery biologist, landowners will be able 
to purchase sterile " triploid" fish for use 
in their ponds provided that approved 
spillway control devices are erected if 
needed so that the fish can't escape.

Landowners will be provided with a 
list of certified suppliers of adult fish, 
which sell for about $7-10 each and 
should be stocked at a rate of about 12 
per acre. Under the strict guidelines of 
the program, only certified licensed fish 
propagators who operate approved hat­
chery facilities will be able to purchase 
and possess the fertile "diploid" grass 
carp. . 

A native of the far east, mainly China, 
Russia, and Japan, the grass carp can 
grow to a weight of a hundred pounds 
and can live to be over 15 years old, 
although after five years of age their 
growth rate and effectiveness at con­
trolling aquatic vegetation slows con­
siderably. Grass carp grow rapidly and 
eat mainly rooted vegetation, trimming 
back the tender shoots. 

Study results have shown that grass 
carp have definite food preferences. 
They are effective at controlling 
spiny leaf naiad, musk grass, curly leaf 
pond weed and hydrilla. Grass carp 
must be stocked at the proper rate to 
totally eliminate the nuisance vegeta­
tion, otherwise effective control of the 
vegetation will not be achieved. 

The exotic fish species was first in­
troduced into the U.S. in 1963 by the U.S. 
Fish & Wildlife Service when it was 
stocked in a lake near Stuttgart, Arkan­
sas. Today, grass carp can be found in 
most states between the Appalachians 
and Rocky Mountains. Rivers are the 
grass carp's preferred habitat although 
they seem to adapt well to standing 
bodies of water. 

The new program is designed to check 
the spead of fertile fish in the wild by 
maintaining control over introductions 
of the exotic fish and to reduce the use 
of harmful chemical herbicides by utiliz­
ing grass carp as a biological control of 
nuisance aquatic vegetation in ponds 
and small lakes.

Paintsville Lake Down 
For Oil Well Sealing 

The Army Corps of Engineers has 
temporarily lowered Paintsville Lake in 
Eastern Kentucky to permit access to 
one of two old wells that will be plugged 
within the next few days. 

The lake was lowered five feet to allow 
special well-plugging equipment to 
reach an abandoned oil well, located on 
old Mine Fork Road near the mouth of 
Big Mine Fork. 

The Corps' Huntington District office 
awarded a $16,111 contract to Skip Can­
trell of Staffordsville for the permanent 
sealing of both wells. Work was to begin 
Mar. 12 and be completed within two 
weeks, weather permitting. 

The top of the oil well casting, a few 
inches above the normal level of the 
lake, was covered years ago when Mine 
Fork Road was paved. It was not 
discovered during the Corps' earlier pro­
gram throughout the lake area in which 
94 oil or gas wells were plugged. 

It was found in 1985 when the lake was 
slightly higher than normal and a small 
amount of oil was observed seeping. 
Since then, a metal drum surrounding 
the casing has prevented oil from 
reaching the lake. 

The second well, a non-producing gas 
well, is on high ground away from the 
lake near the former site of the Relief 
Post Office in Morgan County. 

The oil well casing will be emptied, 
and both wells will be pumped full of ce­
ment, according to Kentucky 
requirements.

said Ordinance was amended in certain 
·1f its provisions; and, 

WHEREAS, the city of Wheelwright 
.rn>w desires to amend both of said Or­
dinances as to certain specific 
provisions; 

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the 
mthority vested in the legislative body 
of the city of Wheelwright, Kentucky, in 
KRS 83A.060, BE IT ORDAINED BY 
THE CITY OF WHEELWRIGHT, KEN­
TUCKY, AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1, paragraph 1, is hereby 
mended to read as follows: 
There is hereby created a "City Utili­

tY Commission" (hereinafter referred to 
as the Commission). Said Commission 
Shall consist of five (5) persons, no one 
of whom is related within the second 
degree to the Mayor or to any member 
of the City Commission of the City of 
Wheelwright. 

Section 2, paragraph 2, shall be 
amended to read as follows: 

·The members of the Commission shall 
be appointed by the membeJ;S of the Ci­
ty Commission, and shall serve at the 
{)Ieasure of the City Commission. Any 
member or members of the Utility Com­
nission may be removed at any time at 
91e sole discretion of the members of the 
City Commission, by a majority vote of 
the City Commission authorizing such 
removal. Unless a member of the Com­
mission is removed by a majority vote 
~f the City Commission, the term of a 
Cbmmissioner shall be for one (1) year 
from the date he or she is appointed to 
the Commission. 

Within 30 days preceding the expira­
tu>n of any Commissioner's term, the 
€'ommission may prepare a Jist of per­
!!Ons proposed to fill the subsequent 
vacancy, and these names shall be sub­
~itted to the City Commission at a 
r~gular or specially called meeting. 
'llte City Commission may, but is not 
~bmpelled to, choose an appointee from 
Nie list proposed by the Commission by 
majority vote. However, the City Com­
mission shall not be limited to those per­
~bns proposed by the Commission, and 
niay appoint, at their discretion, any 
person or persons qualified under the 
~rms of this Ordinance to sit as a Com­
missioner on the City Utilities Commis­
~lon. 

Section, 3, paragraph 1, is amended to 
~ead as follows: 
: All Commissioners shall qualify as 
~uch by accepting their appointment, 
~nd by executing a bond with a surety 
to be approved by the City Commission 
tn the penal sum of not less than 
~.000.00, said bond to be conditioned 
upon their faithful performance of their 
(luties. 

Section 3, paragraph 2, is hereby 
(leleted from the Ordinance. 

Section 4, paragraph 1 and 2, shall re­
plain unchanged and shall read as 
follows: 

All Commissioners shall continue in 
office until their successors have been 
~ppointed and qualified. Any Commis­
!ioner shall be eligible for reappoint­
ment upon the expiration of his term. 

Any Commissioner failing to attend 
~bree (3) consecutive meetings without 
eause acceptable to and approved by the 
Commission shall be automatically 
removed from office and the vacancy 
shall be filed by the City Commission as 
t1ereinabove set forth. 

Section 3, paragraph 3, is hereby 
aeleted. 
. Section 4, paragraph 4, shall remain 
unchanged, and shall read as follows: 

If any Commissioner shall become a 
candidate for or be elected or appointed 
to any public office of the City or shall 
tnove his place of residence from the 
Service area of the Wheelwright Utility 
Systems, the Commissioner shall auto­
matically vacate his or her membership 
from the Commission, with a successor 
to then be appointed by the City Com­
mission in conformity with this Ordin­
~nce. 

Section 4, paragraph 5, is deleted from 
the Ordinance. 

Section 5, paragraphs 1, 2, and 3, shall 
temain unchanged, and shall read as 
follows: 

A majority of the Commissioners shall 
j:Jonstitute a quorum at any meeting. 
: At the first meeting of the Commis­
~ion, and annually thereafter, it shall 
prganize by designating one of its 
tnembers as Chairman and another 
member as Secretary. The Chairman 
!lhall preside at all meetings when pre­
!*lnt, and shall call special meetings on 
tJis own motion or when requested to do 
170 by two (2) other Utility Commis­
l>ioners. The Secretary shall keep a 
tecord of the proceedings which shall be 
j:lvailable for inspection by any in­
erested person. 

, Said Commission shall adopt rules and 
~y-laws for the time and place of its 
meetings and the conduct thereof. 
.: Section 6 of the Ordinance is hereby 
)!mended to read as follows : 
. The Commission shall have the full, 
l!Qmplete, and exclusive control of the 
acquisition and/or development, as well 
its the management and operation, of 
Uie subject Utility Systems, and shall 
employ, fix the compensation of, and 
have the power to discharge all 
employees of said Utility System in­
cluding but not limited to any and a ll 
consultants. No public office holder shall 

l.Je eligible for employment by the Com 
mission in any capacity. 

No employee of the Utility Commis 
sion, nor any person contracting for any 
services or materials with the Utility 
Commission, shall be related by blood 
or marriage to any member of the Utili­
ty Commission, nor to the Mayor or any 
member of the City Commission, unless 
the City Commission, by majority vote, 
waives this provision. 

Upon the acquisition and/or develop­
ment of the Utility Systems involved 
herein, the Commission shall have the 
full and complete control of the financial 
activities of the Utility Systems, subject 
to the provisions hereafter noted, and 
shall be responsible and under a duty to 
keep accurate records of disbursements 
and receipts involving said systems. No 
expense may be incurred or any 
disbursement made on account of any 
Utility System without the prior written 
approval of the Commission. 

All purchases of services or materials, 
shall be governed by the Model Procure­
ment Code, said code being found in 
KRS Chapter 45A. It shall be the duty 
and responsibility of all Commission 
members to familiarize himself or 
herself with the provisions of the Model 
Procurement Code. No purchase of ser­
vices or materials made contrary to the 
provisions of the Model Procurement 
Code shall be binding upon the Utilities 
Commission, and the Utilities Commis­
sion shall not pay any person or entity 
for services or materials provided in 
violation of the Model Procurement 
Code. 

Upon acquisition and/or development 
of the subject utility Systems, the Com­
mission shall have the full and complete 
control over the maintenance, opera­
tions, and extension of the systems, and 
shall provide sufficient reserves funds 
to insure that the systems are kept in 
good working order, and to provide 
against emergencies which may arise. 

So long as any bonds issued on behalf 
of the Utilities Commission, or loan or 
any other indebtedness incurred to ac­
quire and/or development the Utility 
Systems remains outstanding, the Com­
mission shall take all necessary action 
to insure strict compliance with each 
and every term, condition, and covenant 
of the Ordinance under which said 
bonds, loans, or other indebtedness was 
authorized, issued, sold or secured. 

The Commission shall see that ade­
quate and proper schedules of rate for 
services are at all times in effect. Said 
rates shall be so fixed as to provide 
funds adequate to make all payments 
provided for in any Revenue Bond Or­
dinance and others as appropriate to 
operate said system, to properly main­
tain them, to make all necessary and 
proper replacements, and to provide an 
adequate fund for depreciation. 

The Commission shall institute a pro­
per procedure to insure the regular and 
prompt payment of the rates as provid­
ed for. The Commission shall see that all 
accounts due the Utility Systems are col­
lected promptly, and shall promptly 
discontinue service whenever any such 
account remains unpaid. 

The Commission shall accept nothing 
in payment of consumers' account ex­
cept cash or check. 

The Commission shall report to the 
City Commissioners once each month, 
said report to be in the hands of the Ci­
ty Commission no later than the 5th of 
each month. Said report shall include,' 
but not be limited to, a full accounting 
of all expenditures and receipts of the 
utility Commission's funds, shall con­
tain a copy of the minutes of any 
meetings held of the utilities Commis­
sion, and shall contain a general journal 
breakdown of receipts and expenditures 
for the preceding month. 

Section 7 is hereby amended to read 
as follows : 

The offices of the City Utilities Com­
mission shall be in the same building as 
the offices of the City Commissioner's. 

The person or persons selected by the 
City Commission to serve as the City At­
torney shall also serve as the general 
counsel for the Utilities Commission. 

Section 8. A Section 8 of the Ordinance 
shall be added as follows, said Section 
8 formerly being Section 7 of the 
Ordinance. 

This ordinance is enacted to insure 
and protect the citizens of the city of 
Wheelwright to be serviced by the public 
Utilities Systems, and any holder of 
revenue loans, or other indentures, of 
the city of Wheelwright and the terms 
and conditions of same are for the 
benefit of said citizens and debtors alike, 
and may not be altered, amended, nor 
changed unless copies of such proposed 
changes shall be published at least once 
a week for four ( 4) successive weeks 
prior to the introduction thereof at any 
meeting of the Board of Trustees of the 
city of Wheelwright. 

The hereinabove Ordinance of the ci­
ty of Wheelwright was duly approved 
and passed on the 8th day of March, 
1986.

WHEREAS: The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg is desirous of 
establishing a rate schedule for am­
bulance services doing business in the 
city limits of Prestonsburg, where the 
ambulance is directed to be sent to a 
scene by the Prestonsburg Police and 
Fire Department; and, 

WHEREAS: The City wants to make 
a rate uniform for all persons when the 
City has called for an ambulance, in the 
City limits, NOW THEREFORE BE IT 
ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL 
OF THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG 
AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: That the City of Pres­
tonsburg adopt the following Ambulance 
Service Agreement: 
AMBULANCE SERVICE 

AGREEMENT 
THIS AMBULANCE SERVICE 

AGREEMENT, made and entered into 
this day of 198 , by and between the 
CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KEN­
TUCKY, a municipal corporation, 
hereinafter referred to as party of the 
first part, and , an ambu­
lance service duly licensed and authoriz­
ed to do business in the Commonwealth 
of Kentucky pursuant to the relevant 
Kentucky Revised Statutes, hereinafter 
referred to as party of the second part. 

WITNESSETH: 
WHEREAS, the party of the first part 

desires to fulfill its obligations regarding 
the public health, safety and welfare of 
the citizens of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
by providing reputable ambulance ser­
vices to its residents; and 

WHEREAS, the party of the second 
part desires to provide said services as 
hereinafter specified ; and 

WHEREAS, KRS 65.710 authorizes the 
party of the first part to contract with 
private persons, partnerships, or cor­
porations for providing ambulance ser­
vices to its citizens; 

NOW, THEREFORE, that for and in 
consideration of the mutual covenants 
and agreements hereinafter set out, and 
in further consideration of the employ­
ment of the party of the second part, the 
party of the second part agrees to pro­
vide ambulance services to the party of 
the first part consistent with the re­
quirements of KRS 65.710, subject to the 
following terms and conditions: 

1. The terms of this Ambulance Ser­
vice Agreement are not exclusive, as 
any person, partnership or corporation 
desiring to provide ambulance services 
within the City of Prestonsburg, Ken­
tucky, shall be required to execute a 
written agreement for the provision of 
said services, subject to the approval of 
a majority of the City Council of Pres­
tonsburg, Kentucky. 

2. The term of this Agreement shall 
not exceed one ( 1) year from the date of 
execution, and may be renewed annual­
ly in the sole discretion of the party of 
the first part. 

3. The party of the second part agrees 
that at least one 0) person on each am­
bulance run shall possess a currently 
valid emergency medical technician 
certificate, a copy of which shall be pro­
vided to the party of the first part. 

4. The party of the second part further 
agrees that at least two (2) trained per­
sons, one (1) driver and one (1) atten­
dant, shall be carried on each am­
bulance dispatched for each ambulance 
call which is covered under the terms 
and conditions of this Service 
Agreement. 

5. The party of the second part 
covenants that all vehicles used by them 
in the provision of ambulance services 
shall comply with vehicle and equip­
ment regulations issued by the Kentucky 
Department for Human Resources. 

6. The party of the first part shall 
place the name of the party of the second 
part on a rotation roster which shall be 
maintained by the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department Dispatcher. The dispat­
cher, when responding to requests for 
ambulance services, shall call, in turn, 
each service as listed in alphabetical 

order The party of the first part agrees 
to make available for inspection the 
aforestated roster in the office of the 
Prestonsburg Fire Department 
Dispatcher. 

7. It is further mutually agreed by and 
between the parties that the citizens of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky have the right 
to request a specific ambulance service, 
and in such event, the dispatcher shall 
call the service requested, regardless of 
its position on the aforementioned rota­
tion roster. 

8. The party of the second part agrees 
to indemnify and save harmless the par-

. ty of the first part for any and all 
damage claims for injury to persons or 
property during the term of this Agree­
ment, or any extension thereof. 

9. The party of the first part shall 
establish a reasonable rate schedule to 
be charged by the party of the second 
part, consistent with services rendered. 
The rate schedule shall be the same as 
approved by the State Department of 
Human Resources for ambulance ser­
vices as filed. Each ambulance service 
shall furnish a copy of the approved rate 
schedule to the City, to be in effect dur­
ing the term of the contract period, sub­
ject to revision on an annual basis. 

10. The party of the first part and the 
party of the second part agree to the 
fairness of this Ambulance Service 
Agreement, and that the same is not 
unconscionable.

A<;TREEMENT SYSTEM FOR 
WRECKER SERVICES DOING 
BUSINESS WITHIN THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG AND ESTABLISH­
ING SET RATES FOR WRECKER 
SERVICES. 

WHEREAS: The City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg is desirous of 
establishing a rate schedule for wrecker 
services doing business in the city limits 
of Prestonsburg, where the vehicles 
have been directed to be towed by the 
Prestonsburg Police or Fire Depart­
ment. 

WHEREAS: The City wants to make 
a rate uniform for all persons where the 
City has called for the use of a wrecker 
service in the City limit, NOW, 
THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY 
THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1: That the City of Pres­
tonsburg adopt the following Wrecker 
Service Agreement: 
WRECKER SERVICE AGREEMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT, made and 
entered into this day of 198 , by and 
between the CITY OF PRESTONS­
BURG, INC., hereinafter referred to as 
party of the first part, and a wrecker 
service, authorized to do business in the 
city of Prestonsburg, Floyd County, 
Kentucky, hereinafter referred to as 
party of the second part. 

WITNESSETH: 
WHEREAS, the party of the first part 

desires to offer efficient wrecker/tow-in 
service at reasonable rates to those 
whose vehicles have been directed to be 
towed by the Prestonsburg Police or 
Fire Department for whatever reason ; 
and; 

WHEREAS, the party of the second 
part does hereby desire to provide the 
aforestated services to the party of the 
first part, and does hereby agree and 
obligate itself to perform the requested 
wrecker services at the direction of the 
Prestonsburg Police or Fire Depart­
ment; 

NOW, THEREFORE, that for and in 
consideration of the mutual covenants 
and agreements hereinafter set out, and 
subject to the conditions herein, the par­
ties mutually agree as follows: 

1. That each wrecker service which 
has signed a similar agreement with the 
party of the first part will be placed on 
a "rotation roster", listed in alpha­
betical order. The foregoing roster will 
be maintained in the office of the dispat­
cher of the Prestonsburg Fire Depart­
ment, whose job it will be to dispatch the 
appropriate wrecker service. 

2. The Prestonsburg dispatcher will 
call each wrecker service, in turn, from 
the roster until the list is completed, at 
which time the dispatcher will begin the 
list anew with the first service so listed. 
The roster shall show the date, time and 
reason for contacting the respective 
wrecker service, and the name of the 
service which was called. The roster 
shall also include when a contracting 
wrecker service was called and was 

unable to respond. The party of the first 
part shall furnish a copy of the roster 
monthly, on or before the 15th day of the 
succeeding month, to each service which 
has signed this Agreement. 

3. The party of the second part agrees 
that it will provide wrecker service on 
a 24 hour basis, and that it will respond 
promptly to any and every call by the 
dispatcher, unless extenuating cir­
cumstances prevail, which will be 
reported by the dispatcher and record­
ed on the roster. The dispatcher shall 
then make a call to the next contracting 
wrecker service listed on the roster. All 
vehicles will be towed to the wrecker 
service place of business. 

4. The party of the second part further 
agrees that the fees for towing and 
storage (if required) will at no time ex­
ceed the following limits: 

(a) For towing in passenger vehicles 
and trucks upto one ton: $25.00; 

(b) For storage: $3.00 per day per 
vehicle. 

5. The parties further mutually agree 
and understand that the owner of a vehi­
cle to be towed has the right to specify 
a towing service of his or her choice, and 
that the dispatcher shall contact that 
service and record it on the roster as a 
time for use of said service. 

6. The party of the second part agrees 
to indemnify and save harmless the par­
ty of the first part for any and all 
damage claims arising from the use of 
the sttbject wrecker service for any in­
juries to property or persons. The par­
ty of the second part agrees to carry in­
surance sufficient to protect the party of 
the first part from all claims for 
damages or injuries as hereinabove 
stated. The foregoing insurance shall 
also cover the vehicle being towed or 
stored, and shall insure the contents 
thereof. 

7. It is mutually agreed and under­
stood that this Agreement may be 
cancelled or terminated by the party of 
the second part, upon giving thirty (30) 
days advance written notice to the 
Clerk, City of Prestonsburg, Municipal 
Building, Prestonsburg, Kentucky. This 
Agreement may also be terminated by 
the party of the first part by giving thirty 
(30) days advance written notice of its 
intent to so terminate. Failure to com­
ply with any of the provisions set out in 
this Agreement shall constitute a cause 
for cancellation by the party of the first 
part, and said failure shall be identified 
in any written notice of intent to cancel. 

8. As a valuable consideration to the 
execution of this Agreement, the party 
of the first part agrees to limit the use 
of wrecker services to those businesses 
located within five (5) highway miles of 
the Municipal Building located on North 
Lake Drive, Prestonsburg, Floyd Coun­
ty, Kentucky.

Social Security 

Whenever a family mcmtwr dies. one 
of the survivors should inquire to sec if 
Social Security benefits may be payable 
on that person's record. Jim Kelly, 
district director for the Big Sandy area. 
said recentlv. 

It is important to apply promptly 
because, in some cases, benefits cannot 
be paid for months before the month of 
application. This pertains to widows and 
widowers who wish to start benefits 
before they reach 65. 

If the worker has enough credit for 
work covered by Social Security, 
benefits can be paid to: 

-Unmarried children under 18; 18-19 
if full-time secondary students; over 18 
if disabled before 22. 

A mother or father caring for a child 
under 16 or disabled. 

-A widow or widower 60 or older. 
-A disabled widow or widower 50-60. 
-A dependent parent 62 or older. 
A surviving divorced spouse can also 

receive benefits as an aged or disabled 
survivor if the marriage lasted 10 years 
or more. This time limit does not apply 
to a divorced spouse caring or an eligi­
ble child under 16 or who is disabled. 

In addition, there is a $255lump-sum 
death payment that can be made to an 
eligible widow or widower, or if none, to 
an entitled surviving child. Funeral 
homes in the Big Sandy Area do an ex­
cellent job of promptly notifying Social 
Security when someone dies . This is a 
valuable service to the public because 
this helps us get their claims processed 
faster, Kelly said. 

When applying you must have certain 
proofs available including the worker's 
Social Security card or a record of the 
number, proof of age for applicants, 
proof of marriage for widows and 
widowers, children's birth certificates; 
proof of the worker's death: Forms W-2 
for the previous 2 years or self­
employment tax returns; and proof of 
military service if applicable.

Endangered Species Act­
What Ha.s It Accomplished? 

The meals we eat, the clothing we 
wear, and the medicines we take were 
probably derived from wild species. 
Although humans have always benefited 
from the diversity of plants and animals 
surrounding us, we haven't always pro­
tected them. 

In 1973, the federal government gave 
formal protection to America's pia nt 
and animal diversity with enactment of 
the Endangered Species Act, one of the 
earliest and most influential pieces of 
environmental legislation. 

Although only 392 species are listed by 
the federal government as "en­
dangered" or "threatened" in the 
United States-out of more than 4,000 
that conservationists believe are truly 
in danger of extinction-the act has 
clearly made the nation aware of the 
dangers man poses to wildlife. 

"There are species around today that 
would not have survived if the En­
dangered Species Act had not forced 
federal agencies to consider the impacts 
of allowing development to proceed,'' 
noted Lynn Greenwalt, National Wildlife 
Federation vice president for resources 
conservation. 

"The law has made 'endangered 
species' a household word," Greenwalt 
observed. 

Indeed, the act has made individuals 
and institutions change their operations 
to give creatures a degree of real pro­
tection they might not otherwise have 
had. Managers of public forests in the 
Southeast, for example, now provide for 
the habitat needs of endangered red­
cockaded woodpeckers by preserving 
stands of "old-growth" pines. 

Special refuges have been establish­
ed for a number of endangered 
creatures. One of the most recent-the 
11,000-acre Ash Meadows Refuge on the 
Nevada-California border-harbors no 
fewer than 26 species of animals and 
plants found nowhere else on Earth. 

The Endangered Species Act clearly 
is making a difference in the populations 
of wildlife that were once teetering on 
the brink of extinction. 

Less than 15 years ago, the eastern 
peregrine falcon, a victim of the ravages 
of DDT, had been completely wiped out 
in its United States range. Today, an 
estimated 135 birds are flying the skies 
from Virginia to Maine. That number in­
cludes 40 adult breeding pairs. 

The return of the peregrine is one of 
the nation's most successful efforts to 
restore an imperiled species. But it 
could not have taken place without the 
funding and protection afforded by the 
Endangered species Act . In the past 
decade, more than 1,500 young 
peregrines have been bred in captivity 
and released in the wild. 

As a result, the number of peregrines 
is slowly growing. In Wyoming and Mon­
tana, young peregrines were reared in 
the wild in 1984 for the first time in 
years. Along the Atlantic Coast between 
New Jersey and Virginia , an estimated 
21 pairs are now established. And within 
the next few years, scientists hope to 
have 50-60 producing pairs throughout 
the East. 

The peregrine falcon 's is not the only 
success story. The endangered Kirt­
land's warbler was well on its way to ex­
tinction only a few years ago. 

The rare bird, with its bright yellow 
breast and blue-gray back, nests only in 
the northern portion of Michigan's 
Lower Peninsula-and only in young 
stands of jack pines . 

In the past, such trees grew in the 
wake of forest fires. But with improved 
fire control programs, the uniformly­
sized pine stands dwindled-and so did 
the warblers. State officials began to 
remedy the situation through controll­
ed burns in the birds' habitat. 

But in the 1960s, the Kirtland's nesting 

grounds were invaded by hordes of 
cowbirds, which deposited their eggs in 
warbler nests. The warblers' productivi­
ty plunged, and the annual count of sing­
ing males dropped from about 500 to less 
than 200 within one decade. 

In recent years, biologists-operating 
largely with federal funds-have traped 
more than 40,000 cowbirds and virtual­
ly ended their menace. Although the 
Kirtland's population has not yet begun 
to rise, the species has a fighting chance 
for recovery. 

Perhaps more than anything, the En­
dangered Species Act has put the nation 
on record as fighting for species that 
were once considered "terminal." 

"It's quite clear that if you lose the 
California condor or another species, 
that is not in itself going to bring about 
a collapse of our environmental 
systems,' conceded Stanford Universi­
ty biologist Paul Enrlich. "But these 
species are symbols. If you start letting 
the symbols go, then you're essentially 
tossing in the sponge on saving the 
planet for our children."

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Donations Made 
To HRMC Breast 
Cancer Center 

The Homemakers Clubs of Johnson 
county have a head start on other 
women's groups in donating to the 
Breast Cancer Screening and Diagnostic 
Center at Highlands Regional Medical 
Center, according to Carol Blevins, 
Public Information Officer at HRMC. 

In their February meeting, the King 
Addition Homemakers challenged all 
the other Homemaker Clubs in Johnson 
County to donate one dollar per member 
to the Breast Cancer Center. Mrs. Mary 
Richmond made the challenge. Mrs. 
Wanda Price, President of the River 
Day Homemakers, reported that her 
club had already met the challenge by 
donating 100% before the challenge was 
issued. 

"Mrs. Richmond's challenge was pro­
mpted by a statistic we presented at our 
very first meeting for club presidents,'' 
said Blevins. Based on some demo­
graphic data, we determined that there 
are approximately 100,000 women in the 
area the Breast Cancer Center will 
serve. If each of these women would 
donate one dollar, we would have more 
than the $92,000 needed to found the 
Center." 

Pat Willis, Marketing Representative 
at HRMC, feels the problem is in reach­
ing these women. "We've tried to con­
tact all the women's organizations in 
Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Magoffin, Pike, 
Knott, and Morgan counties. We sent let­
ters to nearly 100 club presidents in these 
counties and we have been invited to 
speak before several, but we would like 
to see more widespread support. This 
isn't just a Johnson county or a Floyd 
county project, it's a woman's project." 

"There are some facts about breast 
cancer than women cannot afford to ig­
nore,'' said Willis, who is also a 
Registered Nurse. "Until this year it 
was the number one killer of women 
now, because of the number of women 
who smoke, lung cancer is number one 
with breast cancer second. Even though 
it's no longer the most frequent cause of 
death among women, one of every 11 
women will get breast cancer in her 
lifetime. A regular program of breast­
self-exam combined with regular mam­
mograms <x-rays of the breast) after 
age 40 is the only way to effectively com­
bat this disease." 

The Breast Cancer Center at High­
lands will provide the latest in mam­
mbgraphy, education about breast 
cancer and emotional support for the 
breast cancer patient. It will be the on­
ly one of its kind in this area. 

"We don't think any woman should 
have to leave the support of her family 
if she is diagnosed with breast cancer,' ' 
said Blevins. "Being with family, 
friends, and experienced professionals, 
who are also your neighbors, should 
make the experience a little easier."

Changes In Your 
Income Under SSI

For the Big Sandy Area 
Supplemental Security Income (SSD 

payments are based in part on financial 
need; therefore, any person getting SSI 
whose income changes should notify 
Social Security without delay, Jim Kel­
ly, District Director for the Big Sandy 
Area, said recently. 

A married person should also report 
any change in the income of his or her 
spouse, Kelly said. In addition, if a child 
under 18 gets SSI and lives with his or 
her parents, changes in the parents' in­
come must be reported. 

Persons who receive Social Security 
benefits as well as SSI payments do not 
have to report a Social Security benefit 
increase; any necessary adjustment in 
the SSI payment as the result of such an 
increase will be made automatically. 
However, any change in a spouse's 
Social Security checks should be 
reported, Kelly said. 

Questions about SSI payments should 
be directed to the Big Sandy Social 
Security office, located on U.S. 23 be­
tween Prestonsburg and Paintsville. 
The telephone number is listed in your 
local telephone directory under U.S. 
Government.

Deceased May Need 
To File Taxes, Too 

A taxpayer's death does not necessari­
ly mean that a federal income tax return 
is no longer required in his or her name, 
according to the Internal Revenue 
Service. 

If the taxpayer died before filing a 1985 
tax return, his or her spouse or personal 
representative must file and sign a 
return for the decedent if a return is re­
quired. A personal representative can be 
an executor, administrator or anyone 
with legal responsibility to take care of 
the decedent's affairs. If a return is not 
required, but the taxpayer had tax 
withheld, a return should be filed to ob­
tain a refund. 

If the surviving spouse did not 
remarry before December 31, 1985, a 
joint return can be filed. Also, joint 
returns for 1985 and 1986 can be filed if 
the taxpayer died in 1986 before filing a 
1985 return.
