Special Educ. 

In the current push to improve the 
quality of Floyd schools. parents of 
handicapped students gave notice last 
week that their children will not be left 
out. 

None of those who met to discuss the 
problem at a meeting in the county 
library Thursday imagined that a solu­
tion would come easily . Although it 
was declared a federal law 10 years 
ago that no child may be denied a tax· 
supported education, parents of young­
sters with physical. intellectual or 
emotional problems have often found a 
frustrating gap between what is legally 
required and what is actually 
available. · 

Ogie Slone. who took over thts year 
as director of special education prog­
rams for Floyd schools. made no at­
tempt to gloss over the difficulties 
"PL 94-142 is only 10 years old and 
we're about 10 years behind the rest of 
the country ... she told the meeting of 
parents and professionals 

Rowland voiced no opposition to the 
deal but District Judge Harold Stumbo 
refused to condone it . calling it "im­
proper." Through his attorney. Gibson 
then offered to plead guilty to the 
single drunkenness charge and to pay a 
$10 fine, with no further mention being 
made of his withdrawing his lawsuit.

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Numerous Delays 
Keep Drug Cases 
From Court Trial 

Three drug cases stemming from a 
state police undercover operation 
three-and-a-half years ago are still 
unresolved following numerous post­
ponements, according to district court 
records here. 

Still pending are charges against 
Mack H. Lewis. of Betsy Layne. accus­
ed of trafficking in Valium; Carlon 
Harris, of Auxier. accused of traf­
ficking in marijuana. and Tim Spur­
lock. of Prestonsburg. charged with 
trafficking in amphetamines. All three 
have been free on unsecured bonds 
since their arrest in December. 1982. 

The cases of Harris and Spurlock 
have each been continued. or post­
poned, 11 times-the last time on April 
15 this year. Generally. no reason is 
listed for the continuances. although 
Harris is recorded as being absent on 
five scheduled trial dates. 

The Lewis case has been set and con­
tinued five times, according to the 
court record. On one occasion. defense 
attorney Ned Pillersdorf sought the 
postponement because he was already 
scheduled to represent a client in Knott 
county: on another occasion. because 
he was scheduled to appear in Letcher 
county. 

The defense attorney has filed a mo­
tion to have the case against Lewis dis­
missed. arguing that the Floyd Circuit 
Court grand jury did not indict him on 
the felony of which he was accused -he 
was said to have sold 46 Valiums to 
Det. Leroy Buckner on Dec. 8. 
1982- and that there is no court order 
remanding the case to district court. 

The original felony charge against 
Spurlock. who is accused of selling 20 
amphetamine capsules to the under­
cover agent on October 2. 1982. was 
remanded to district court as a mis­
demeanor after the state police lab-

GENUINE TAX REFORM 
(It's Not Law Yet) 

Just when tax reform appeared to be dying at the hands of special 
interest groups, Bob Packwood, Chairman of the Senate Finance 
Committee, took swift, bold moves to bring forth a genuine tax 
reform proposal. The bill trades off most deductions and credits 
for sharply reduced tax rates. 

Inc luded in this latest reform proposal are these provisions : 
• Two tax rates, 15% and 27%. would replace the current 14 rates 

ranging from 11 % to SO% . 
• The current top corporate tax rate of 46% would be reduced 

to 33%. 
• Capital gafns would be taxed as ordinary income. 
• Both the personal exemption and the standard deduction would 

increase. The personal exemption in 1987 would be $1,900, in­
creasing in 1988 to $2,000 The standard deduction for joint filers 
would increase to $5,000. 

• Contributions to IRA plans would not be deductible for in 
dividuals who have some other pension plan. The tax deferral 
on earnings in IRAs would continue, however. 

• The "paper losses" generated from tax she lters would be 
e liminated . 

• The 10% investment tax credit for business equipment would 
be eliminated, but depreciation for equipment would be made 
more generous. 

• ltemiz.ed deductions that would be retained include mortgage 
interest payments on homes. charitable contributions. state and 
local income taxes, rea l estate and persona l properl y taxes . 
The deduction for sales tax paid wou ld be eliminated 

• Interest deductions on non -mortgage items would be limited 
to interest income. 

• A stiff 20% minimum tax for individuals and corporations would 
be established. Tax exempt bond income would not be affected. 

There is wide s upport for the Senate proposa l, but keep in mind 
that it's not law yet Don't make important financial decisions 
Without first check ing the status of tax reform.

Gerald Clark. and Patrolman Jeff 
Stumbo- the three arresting of­
ficers-as well as Police Chief Stan 
Fletcher and the city. All were jointly 
sued for an additional $100.000 in 
punitive damages. 

The arresting officers were accused 
of using excessive force m taking Gib­
son into custody: Fletcher and the city 
were included as defendants because. 
the suit alleged. the officers were poor­
ly trained and supervised. 

In the event of an adverse judgment. 
the city and its police officers had no 
insurance to cover the loss. 

Gibson was arrested with Garv 
Michael Wright near Lancer around 
I :30 a.m .. Wright on charges of drunk 
driving and wanton endangerment 
Wright. who acknowledged his compa­
nion was "kicking and screaming" 
while he was being arrested. said Gib­
son was beaten repeatedly about the 
head with flashlights even after he was 
handcuffed. 

Gibson was later admitted to High­
lands Regional Medical Center suffer­
ing from multiple sca lp lacerations 
and a back injury. He was hospitalized 
for eight days. according to hospital 
records . 

Pohce Chtef Fletcher admitted the 
officers used fl ashlights to subdue Gib­
son but sa id he was satisfied they used 
no more force than was necessarv

Homeowners Given 
Hope of Coverage 
They Can Afford 

Retirees and widows, among those 
who have had the hardest time paying 
for homeowner's insurance smce rates 
rose sharply a few years ago, should be 
getting a break soon as a result of recent 
legislative action. 

The General Assembly voted to ex­
pand the kind of coverage available 
under the Kentucky fair plan-the state­
mandated pool for providing coverage 
in marginal areas where underwriters 
would otherwise be unwilling to offer 
il-and an insurance policy has now 
been designed to take advantage of the 
change in the law, Prestonsburg in­
surance agent Blaine Hall said this 
week. 

Whereas the fair plan has traditionally 
provided only basic fire coverage, the 
new policy will offer liability and con­
tents coverage like a regular 
homeowner's policy, said Hall, a 
member of the task force appointed to 
come up with a plan to implement the 
new law. 

The change will mean everyone will 
be able to afford homeowner's insurance 
and all agents will be able to write it, he 
said. 

While the new policies arc expected to 
become available in July, prem'ium 
rates have yet to be worked out. 
Moreover, underwriting guidelines will 
probably restrict those for whom the 
policies are available, Hall said. "We'll 
be looking at the stability of people and 
checking on the condition of the 
premises," he explained. 

While the incidence of arson here has 
given eastern Kentucky a bad reputation 
among underwriters, it is not wholly 
deserved. said Hall, who noted that 108 
fires were set in Lexington last year, in­
cluding 72 by juveniles, and that 155 
were set there in 1984. "We have a few 
houses burn and it's a disgrace. They 
have 155 and we hear nothing about it," 
he said. "I don't think we're being 
treated equally."

INTRODUCING 

Some of the good things going 

More than 346,000 low-income Ken­
tuckians in 1986 will receive medical 
care that is covered by the state's 
Medicaid program. Many more Ken­
tuckians could be eligible if they knew 
how and where to apply for help and 
what factors are used to determine 
Medicaid eligibility. 

The Kentucky Department for 
Medicaid Services provides people who 
qualify with a medical assistance iden­
tification card, which some doctors, den­
tists and hospitals use as payment for 
medical bills. The card also helps pay 
for many medicines and for some costs 
in long-term facilities. 

"We try to make certain that all Ken­
tuckians eligible for Medicaid coverage 
receive the needed medical care with as 
little red tape as possible," explained 
Hughes Walker, Medicaid Services 
Commissioner. "However, we are re­
quired by the federal government to 
gather certain information about the 
client's living situation, income and 
resources. It's important for the appli­
cant to be able to provide accurate and 
detailed information." 

People may apply for medical 
assistance at the Kentucky Department 
for Social Insurance office in the coun­
ty where they live. The Department for 
Medicaid Services contracts with the 
Department for Social Insurance to pro­
cess medical assistance applications 
and determine eligibility statewide. 

What records are needed? The client 
must provide a Social Security card for 
each person to be covered by Medicaid. 
The Social Insurance caseworker will 
assist in the application for a Social 
Security card for a client who doesn't 
have one. A birth certificate may be 
needed for each dependent child. 

The client needs to provide income 
records, such as current paycheck stubs 
or, if a person is self-employed, the 
latest federal income tax return. "You 
don't have to be unemployed to qualify 
for Medicaid," Walker said. "A family 
of four with an income of $325 a month 
could be eligible." 

An applicant also needs to provide 
records of other financial resources, 
such as checking and savings account 
statements, certificates of deposit, 
stocks, bonds, life and health insurance 
policies, prepaid burial contracts and 
award letters for unearned income, such 
as Social Security or Veterans Ad­
ministration benefits. The client also 
may be asked to provide additional 
documents. 

Some people are eligible for Medicaid 
because they are receiving certain other 
benefits. "For example, parents and 
children receiving Aid to Families with 
Dependent Children (AFDC) benefits 
automatically are issued a monthly 
medical card without having to make a 
separate application," Walker said. 
"Medical assistance continues as long 
as they receive AFDC. And people 
whose AFDC benefits are discontinued 
due to earnings may retain medical 
assistance under specific conditions for 
four additional months." 

People 65 years of age or older and 
blind or disabled citizens receiving Sup­
plemental Security Income benefits also 
are automatically eligible.

Others who may qualify for the pro­
gram include patients in long-term 
care facil ities, children in foster care 
homes, and people under age 21 who arc 
in p~ychiatnc hospitals . 

And people facing high medical bills 
also should apply . "When a family ex­
ceeds the income standard for Medicaid 
eligibility, we look at the household 
medical expenses for a three-month 
period," Walker said. "When a client in­
curs medical expenses that use up the 
excess income, we can provide Medicaid 
from the day the excess was exhausted 
through the end of the three-month 
period." 

Walker stressed the critical impor­
tance for Medicaid clients and ap­
plicants to provide honest responses to 
eligibility questions . "Our number one 
concern is the medical care of the in­
dividual. However, we will not ignore a 
situation of possible fraud. That's unfair 
to the other Medicaid client::;, the 
medically indigent who don't qualify and 
to the taxpayers who foot the bill."

Physical Therapy Week 
Designated June 1-7 

This marks the fifth year for celebra­
tion of National Physical Therapy Week. 
Over 150,000 people per day receive help 
in overcoming pain and physical 
disability from one of the nation's 40,000 
practitioners of physical therapy. Accor­
ding to Gary Knight, director of physical 
therapy at Highlands Regional Medical 
Center, his department performs over 
25,000 treatments per year. 

Modern physical therapy was estab­
lished during World War I with the in­
auguration of the Division of Special 
Hospitals and Physical Reconstruction 
by the Surgeon General's Office. The 
component parts of physical therapy 
had developed through the ages, but it 
wasn't until then that the skills were 
united to meet the demands of rehabili­
tatmg the wounded. 

The field was initially dominated by 
women. In fact, The American Physical 
Therapy Association began as an 
organization of women who had worked 
in <~rmy hospitals or veterans hospitals. 
By the 1930's, men were admitted into 
the profession. The number of physical 
therapists grew significantly durmg the 
1940's and 1950's to meet the needs for 
therapy generated by World War II and 
the polio epidemic. 

Today's physical therapist offers two 
basic kinds of care; <1 1 treatment, in 
which something is done to the patient 
to relieve pain, to increase joint mobili­
ty, to heal open wounds and burns, or to 
stimulate muscles to contract and <2> 
training, in which the patient learns to 
improve strength, endurance, skill, 
balance and the performance of ac­
tivities required in daily living. Physical 
therapy can help a patient rebuild self­
confidence and the desire to return to a 
normal, actt ve life.

Kentuckians who travel international­
ly should check with a physician about 
precautionary immunizations before 
leaving the United States, according to 
Kentucky's chief epidemiologist. 

"Travelers in developed nations are 
probably at no more risk than in the 
United Stales, but certain immuniza­
tions are recommended as a precau­
tion," said Ward Hinds, M.D., of the 
state Department for Health Services. 

Immunizations sometimes suggested 
for international travelers, particular­
ly those visiting areas where sanitation 
is poor, include those for yellow fever, 
typhoid, polio and hepatitis A, said 
Hinds. 

"Yellow fever vaccinations, for exam­
ple, are recommended for travel to 
countries which require a certificate of 
immunization against yellow fever 
before entry is permitted," he said. 
"This vaccine is also suggested for trips 
to areas where yellow fever exists, such 
as parts of Africa and South America.'' 

Measles immunizations are general­
ly recommended for travelers born after 
1956 who have no evidence of immuni­
ty. Hinds recommends rubella im­
munization particularly for women of 
childbearing age. Adults should have 
tetanus-diphtheria booster shots every 
10 years. 

In Africa, Asia, Central and South 
America, the Middle East and the Far 
East, living conditions and sanitation 
vary greatly, so the risk of acquiring a 
disease varies. Travelers visiting 
primarily tourist areas on itineraries 
that do not include travel or visits in 
rural areas have less risk of exposure to 
food or water of questionable quality, 
Hinds said. 

Depending on the countries visited, 
type of travel, personal lifestyle and 
length of stay, other immunizations are 
recommended, including rabies, plague, 
Japanese encephalitis, hepatitis Band 
meningococcal polysaccharide 
vaccines. 

"One of the most common health 
threats is malaria, which can be avoid-

Kentucky 
Fishing 
Report 

(June 2l-Fishing activity fell to the 
moderate level across Kentucky, with 
summertime angling conditions begin­
ning to prevail as temperatures rose into 
the high 70s and low 80s. The lake-by­
lake rundown, as reported by creel 
clerks and conservation officers at each 
lake : • 

WEST: Watch for white bass in the 
jumps and black bass along shoreline 
cover. Flippin ' in the buck brush at 
Barkley has produced some good 
catches of Iargemouths. Catfish are 
spawning off rocky banks and rip-rap. 

KENTUCKY: Clear to murky, rising 
slowly, almost at summer pool and 79 
degrees 

BARKLEY: Clear, stable, at summer 
pool, 74 degrees . 

WEST CENTRAL: Largemouth bass 
and bluegill were the top two fish, with 
a few crappie reported from Rough 
R1ver Lake. Plastic worms and crank­
baits were producing bass, while bluegill 
were being taken on worms fished off 
the steeper banks and points. 

BARREN: Clear to murky, rising, two 
feet below summer pool, 83 degrees. 

NOLIN : Clear, stable at one foot 
above summer pool and 78 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Clear to murky, ris­
ing, 2-1 2 feet below summer pool, 79 
degrees. 

CENTRAL: Bass were being taken on 
plastic worms or deep running crank­
baits, except at Lake Cumberland, 
where surface lures fished around the 
willow bushes were the best bet. White 
bass were reported in the jumps at Her­
rington, where catfish and freshwater 
drum were also being taken on cut bait. 
Some good strings of walleye came from 
Lake Cumberland by casting crankbaits 
or nightcrawler rigs off points 15-20 feet 
deep. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Murky, stable, one 
foot above summer pool, 77 degrees. 

HERRINGTON : Clear, stable, 10 feet 
below summer pool, 76 degrees. 

GREEN RIVER: Clear, rising slow­
ly, 3 feet below summer pool, 73 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND: Clear, rising, 12 feet 
below summer pool, 70 degrees . 

DALE HOLLOW : Clear, stable, one 
foot below summer pool and 79 degrees. 

E AST: Bluegill activity was reported 
at all lakes ,n this region, with most of 
the fish still in fairly shallow water and 
biting crickets a nd worms. Some good 
rainpow trout were being taken from 
Laurel off rocky points about 25-30 feet 
deep. Crappie and bass activity were 
generally light. 

LAUREL : Clear, stable, 3-1 z feet 
below summer pool, 74 degrees. 

CAVE RUN: No report available. 
PAINTSVILLE : Clear, stable, three 

feet below summer pool, 78 degrees. 
BUCKHORN : Clear to murky to mud­

dy, rising slowly, 5 feet below summer 
pool and 74 degrees . 

GRAYSON: No report available. 
DEWEY: Clear to murky, stable at 

summer pool and 76 degrees.

DES Mock Disaster 
To Be Held Monday 

Floyd county emergency agencies are 
bracing for a disaster next Monday. But 
don't be alarmed- it's only a test. 

According to Bill Callihan, III, Area 
9 Coordinator for the Kentucky Disaster 
and Emergency Service, the "disaster" 
has been in the planning stages since 
January. Floyd is the only county in 
Callihan's 10-county area to have a live 
test. The others will have " table top" 
tests, checking out responses to 
emergency situations in theory. Next 
year, a different county will have a live 
test, with Floyd being among the group 
tested theoretically. 

Monday's exercise, the nature of 
which is top-secret, will involve area 
hospitals, fire and police departments, 
along with any civilians wishing to take 
part. Callihan said the DES will be glad 
to use anyone interested in being a 
''victim.' ' 

Mock disasters are held each year as 
mandated by federal law. County 
hospitals must test their emergency 
operations plans yearly in order to keep 
their license of accreditation from the 

Joint Commission of Hospitals. 
During the test, a number of emergen­

cy vehicles should be in evidence around 
the county. Callihan said that police and 
fire departments have been alerted, and 
plans call for token groups involved, 
with the remainder of the forces on call 
in case of an actual emergency. 

Floyd county has not experienced a 
live DES test in more than a decade. 

In other action, the Floyd county­
Prestonsburg DES will be holding a 
countywide roadblock June 14, in an ef­
fort to raise funds to buy a radio for the 
fire department here, and to unify fire 
department and rescue squad communi­
cations throughout the county. Paul 
Chaffins, city building code inspector 
and DES officer, said the ability to com­
municate with units over the county can 
be of vital importance during a time of 
emergency.

Runaway Children 
Meets June 12 

The Kentucky Alliance on Exploited 
and Missing Children announces the for­
mation of its Task Force on Runaway 
and Homeless Youth 

The Alliance has been a visible and in­
fluentiul force in Kentucky since 1ts 
beginning m 19H3. The organization has 
had tremendous impact m u wide 
number of areas involving missmg and 
exploited children issues . These include 
legislative efforts and promotion of 
public education and concern 

At its annual meeting on December 17, 
l9H5, the Alliance membership decided 
to direct 1ls focus on the problems of 
runaway and homeless youth in Ken­
tucky. Runaway youth have in many 
ways become the "step-child" of the 
"missing child" problem. This IS despite 
the fact that runaway and homeless 
children account for approximately 90-95 
percent of all missing children reports. 
Federal estimates suggest that from 1.2 
million to 1.5 million children are 
runaways each year. In point of fact, 
however, these are only estimates. Poor 
reporting techniques have resulted in lit­
tle actual knowledge about the numbers 
of runaway and homeless youth. Even 
less .s known about the root causes of 
homelessness among youth or the possi­
ble solutions. 

The alliance membership believes 
that the problem of runaway and 
homeless youth needs considerable at­
tention and comprehensive study. To 
that end, they have developed a 
statewide task force to study the pro­
blem, and to plan and develop possible 
solutions. The members of the task force 
include a wide variety of backgrounds, 
professional disciplines and geographic 
areas. 

The first meeting for the task force 
has been scheduled tor June 12 at th~ 
Capitol Plaza in Frankfort. The meeting 
will open at noon, with lunch being serv­
ed The meetings will begin at 1:00 p.m.

Auto Parts Plants 
To Locate in State 

Gov. Martha Layne Collins this week 
announced that two more automotive 
parts plants will be locating in Kentucky 
and indicated a third such plant that will 
soon begin production. 

"We're making Kentucky into 
America's new automotive center." 
Gov. Collins said in Bardstown while an­
nouncing that Woodbridge Inoac and In­
oue M.T.P . would build plants there. 
"These two facilities are further 
evidence that we have Kentucky on the 
move, and I want to continue working 
closely with local officials everywhere 
to bring jobs to communities around the 
state." 

In Harrodsburg, the Governor joined 
Hitachi officials in dedicating a plant 
that will manufacture electronic 
automotive components. "We're seeing 
the dividends of our improvements in 
education," she said. ''I'm especially 
happy today for the 200 men and women 
who will work here and those who will 
work in the second plant." 

Last fall with its first plant already 
under construction, Hitachi announced 
that it would build a second facility in 
Harrodsburg. The second operation, 
which will manufacture alternators and 
starter motors, will employ another 250 
people and will double Hitachi's original 
$3.5 million investment in the 
community. 

Woodbridge Inoac, Inc., will begin 
manufacturing automotive instrument 
panels in the first half of 1988. The plant 
will be a joint venture between the 
Woodbridge Group of Rexdale, Ontario, 
and Inoue M.T.P . Co., Inc·_ of Nagoya , 
Japan. 

Robert Calder, president of Wood­
bridge Inoac and Soichi Inoue, president 
of Inoue M.T.P., joined the Governor in 
making the announcement at My Old 
Kentucky Home State Park. 

In addition to the joint venture, Inoue 
M.T.P. Co. will build an adjacent, 
wholly-owned plant called Inoac U.S.A., 
Inc. It is expected to begin production 
during the first half of 1988 and will 
manufacture seat automotive extenor 
parts. 

The Woodbridge Inoac plant will in­
itially employ 43 people, with plans to in­
crease to 119 employees within two 
years. The investment will be $7.5 
million. 

Inoac U.S.A. will have an initial 
employment of Zl, with plans to increase 
to 91 employees within two years. It also 
represents an investment of $7.5 million. 

Woodbridge Inoac will supply parts to· 
Ford Motor Co. of Louisville, Diamond 
Star Motors of Illinois, and the Toyota 
plant now under construction in 
Georgetown. Inoac U.S.A. will supply 
Diamond Star and Toyota.

The test results for colifonn bacteria (nonnally found in the intestinal tract 
of humans and other warm-blooded animals) indicate that some contamination 
occurred. Coliform bacteria is not considered hannful, however, its presence 
is a reliable indicator that harmful bacteria may have been present in the water 
at that time. 

The Weeksbury Water Supply was fonnally notified of this violation and 
the regulatory requirement to inform their consumers of this violation. As of 
May 12, 1986, the Division of Water has not received verification of the Public 
Notification. Therefore, the Division of Water is acting on behalf of the water 
supply in issuing this statement in accordance with the Kentucky Public and 
Semipublic Water Supplies Regulations (401 KAR 6:015). 

Other violations accumulated since July 1985 are: 

February 1986-Failed to submit an adequate number of check water 
samples for bacteriological analysis.

mong the recommendations by a 
view panel appointed by Gov. lartha 
yne Collins m March following the in 

~ictment of seYeral department 
fmployees on felony theft charge 
, The panel, consisting of Tourism 
J5ecretary G. Wendell Combs. Fmance 
~ecretary Gordon C Duke. Thomas C 
-Greenwell, state personnel commis­

•ler and William H. Hintze of the 
,overnor's Off1ce for Policy and 
1anagcment, was asked by the gover­
or to review the department's manage­
w.ll practices and procedures. 

"mbs said the report generally calls 
r additional checks and balances in the 
t"'partment's operations. "The review 
anel did not investigate the alleged 
•rongdoings of any persons named in 
ne mdictment. That is a matter for the 
ud1cial system. We were asked to seek 
avs to improve the management of the 
epartment of Parks, and that is what 

he panel did," he said 
Gov. Collms said she had reviewed the 
~>commendations and discussed them 

•S.,.ith Parks Commissioner June Hudson 
:• The commissioner and I concur with 

he panel's recomm@ndations. I have 
igned an executive order containing the 
roposals and Commissioner Hudson 

- 1ll begin implementing the changes im-
. ediately," Collins said 

In what was called "possibly the most 
tmportant" of the nine recommenda­
tions of the report presented to the 
governor. the panel said that the agen­
cv should be realigned to accentuate 
the parks system and to elevate the role 
and input of the park superintendents. 

"Without the parks. there is no reason 
for the Parks Department. I feel this 
fact needs to be re~stablished. \\'e found 
the person supposedly running each 
park (the park superintendent l does not 
have enough authority or control over 
the day-to-day operations of the park for 
which he is responsible," Combs said. 

The other recommendations of the 
parks review panel include : 

The park superintendent should have 
primary responsibility and authority for 
all programs and administrati\·e actions 
associated with each park. 

The report said that the 
superintendents often "have a minimal 
role in .. many operations in the 
parks ... " and that "approval from the 
superintendent's office should be re­
ouired for all purchasing requests, 
~aintenance and construction projects, 
and financial and accounting concerns." 

:rhe orgamza Jon, staffing pattern, 
purchasing, and planning of mainten­
ance and construction projects should be 
substantially changed. 

t\ccordmg to the report, the rl1vi. ion 
within the Parks Department re ponsi­
ble for park construction and mainten­
ance proJeCt does not ha\'e a defined 
manager or director The "autonomy 
en;o~ ed by the dl\'lsion and its reg1onal 
offices has greatly contributed to the 
deficiencies .. of maintenance and con­
struction actiYities ." 

The panel recommended that a person 
be appointed to direct the construction 
and maintenance responsibilities of the 
department. Also. the functions of the 
existing regional offices should be divid· 
ed between parks officials in the central 
office and project officers who could 
more closel~ monitor eonstruction and 
maintenance projects. 

Competitive bids and service 
mamtenance contracts should be used 
wherever possible to reduce the amount 
of construction and maintenance work 
by force account. 

The committee found that the use of 
the competitive bid proce-;s, as well a:; 
maintenance contracts "should be 
significantl~ expanded." and recom­
mended "all projects and major product 
reYisions" be reviewed in advance by 
main parks officials in Frankfort, ' 'in­
cluding the commissioner." 

Equipment and vehicle acquisition. in· 
ventory. and use should be more llght­
lv controlled 
· The panel said that while inventones 

do exist. "there are only limited pro­
cedures" to guarantee accuracy. 

The number of individuals empowered 
to make purchases should be curtailed. 

Although the panel found ·'significant 
improvement" in the agency's procure­
ment procedures during the Collins' ad­
ministration, it recommended stricter 
control of purchasing authority by parks 
employees and officials. 

An internal audit staff function should 
be created which would report directly 
to the Commissioner of Parks. 

The report sa1d there are periodic 
audits performed withm the Parks 
Department. but "there should be inter­
nal audits of all activities of the depart­
ment on a regular basis." 

Emergency purchases and emergen­
cv construction and maintenance pro­
j~cts should be thoroughly documented 
and evaluated according to written. 
established criteria. Emergency con­
struction and maintenance projects 
should be closely monitored while in pro­
gress and should be reviewed by an in­
ternal audit staff upon completion. 

Each of these recommendations 
:should be implemented as soon as pgssi­
ble and a status report of their im­
plementation shall be provided to the 
governor on a periodic basis. 

Circuit Judge Stephen N. Frazier , of 
the Johnson Circuit Court, has been 
named chief regional judge for the 7th 
Region, according to an announcement 
last week by Chief Justice Rober t 
Stephens, of the Kentucky Supreme 
Court. 

Judge Frazier, whose jurisdiction also 
includes Lawrence and Martin counties, 
"ill serve a two-year term in the post 
and becomes the first circuit judge from 
the 24th Judicial Circuit to hold the 
supervisory position for the 22-county 
region. 

Frazier, a circuit judge in Paintsville 
for just over two years, termed the ap­
pointment "quite an honor" and explain­
ed that duties of the post are varied. The 
position entails supervisory work for aJl 
judicial circuits in Kentucky's Mountain 
District, including the assignment of 
special judges, monitoring case loads, 
equalization of case loads and trying 
cases "from time to time" in other 
jurisdictions. 

Frazier succeeds Letcher Circuit 
Judge Byrd Hogg in the position. His 
term begins effective June 1, 1986.

Wood roaches, also known as Penn­
sylvania cockroaches, are mating this 
time of year and will be attracted, at 
night, to lighted houses. Pennsylvania 
cockroaches are the only type of 
cockroach attracted to light. The others 
shun light. 

"That is one of the keys to recogniz­
ing wood roaches. They are the ones buz­
zing around the light you flip on in the 
kitchen at midnight while all the others 
scurry off behind the refrigerator or 
under the stove,'' said Chris 
Christensen, Extension entomologist in 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

Wood roaches are usually found under 
loose bark or inside hollow trees and in 
woodpiles. As mating season progresses 
their attraction to lights may result in 
their being accidentally introduced in­
to the home. 

"There's nothing to worry about. 
They'll be dead by the middle of July

whether they find their way out of the 
home or not, and regardless of whether 
anybody sprays them with anything," 
Christensen said. 

The important thing is to determine 
whether the insects are actually wood 
roaches or German or some other type 
of roach. German roaches, one of the 
common types of household roaches in 
Kentucky, are smaller and lighter col­
ored than wood roaches. Male wood 
roaches are about two inches long, dark 
chocolate brown and have wings which 
they use quite effectively. The females 
are the same dark color, about half the 
size, and have no wings. 

German roaches are light brown to 
tan, one-half to five-eighths inch long, 
and have two parallel black streaks on 
the pronotum, the back of what would 
pass for the creature's head. 

Christensen said there's no point in 
taking any extraordinary measures to 
remove wood roaches from the home or 
the woodpile. 

"They will not establish themselves in 
the home. They do not like houses and 
would much prefer to be outside. If a 
male and female encounter each other 
in a house they are not likely to mate, 
and if they do the female is not likely to 
lay her eggs in the house, and if she does 
they are not likely to hatch. There's just 
no point in spraying a bunch of 
chemicals around to correct something 
that simply isn't a problem," 
Christensen said. 

There's also no point in spraying the 
woodpile. Christensen said any roaches 
that might be carried into the house on 
firewood would be too slugish during the 
cold weather usually associated with 
fires in the fireplace to get out from 
under the bark before they are consum­
ed in the flames. 

Signs On Poles 
Endanger Lives 

Nailing signs to utility poles may seem 
like a good way to promote a garage or 
yard sale, but the nail that holds up the 
sign could endanger a utility repair 
worker who has to climb the pole, accor­
ding to South Central Bell manager Art 
Willett. 

"A lot of people don't realize that the 
signs and nails can make pole climbing 
more difficult, resulting in more danger 
of falls," he said. 

A nail can prevent the gaff used by the 
pole climber from entering the pole, or 
it may cause the gaff to give way, said 
Willett. It also may damage the point of 
the gaff and cause problems later. 

Even the signs can pose a danger. 
Cardboard signs may get in the 
climber's way, and metal signs could 
pose a risk of injury in the case of a slip.

Aid to Juveniles 
Is State Service 

On any ciay. more than one thousand 
children are in the court·ordered 
custody of Kentucky's Cabinet for 
Human Resources. Some of these youths 
are only temporarily in state-operated 
programs. Some will never return to 
the1r natural homes where. for many. 
their troubles began. 
. In Kentucky. juvenile custody means 
juvenile treatment. It's a system that 
continues to undergo review and revi­
sion. Building a better system of juvenile 
treatment is the responsibility of the 
Division of Children's Residential Ser­
vices of the Kentucky Department for 
Social Services. 

·'These are children with problems of 
truancy and running away from home. 
They are also children who have com­
mitted offenses up to and including 
capitol crimes." said Social Services 
Commissioner Anna Grace Day. "They 
are children with behaviorial problems 
caused by abuse, neglect or mental 
disability. They are children in serious 
need of help before they become adults." 

To address the varied needs for help, 
the department operates a system of 42 
programs designed for different degrees 
of counseling and care, according to Bill 
Verbeten, director of the Children's 
Residential Services division. 

"We try very hard to identify and then 
meet the specific needs of each child. 
The kids wouldn't be helped if all we did 
was convemently fit them into the 
system of available treatment," 
Verbeten said. 

The juvenile treatment programs fall 
into four main areas: day treatment, 
groups home, residential and clinical 
programs. 

Thirteen-day treatment programs 
help an estimated 500 troubled youths 
continue their education while remain­
ing in their home communities. Day 
treatment programs are either operated 
by the department directly or con­
tracted through local school systems. 
The treatment concept includes heavy 
family counseling since most of the 
children involved return home each day. 

Fifteen group homes provide a family­
like treatment atmosphere for approx· 
imately 110 children who, for example, 
attend local public schools and par­
ticipate in other community functions. 
Group homes are considered more 
"structured" than day treatment pro­
grams m that greater expectations are 
placed on these children as to how they 
should behave. 

Nine residential treatment facilities 
provide the most sophisticated level of 
counseling and care for juveniles who 
have demonstrated that they need to be 
removed from the community and have 
yet to show an ability to stay out of trou­
ble. There are 346 slots for chilJren in 
those facilities, which are the most 
secure and highly structured programs 
in the system. 

The five clinical programs are home 
to more than 180 emotionally disturbed 
and mentally ill children ordered into 
state custody. Two of those programs 
work specifically with emotionally 
troubled children between ages six and 
twelve on a five-day-a-week basis in 
treatment that is heavily family­
oriented. 

Even with the ability to help more 
than 1,100 children in the various pro­
grams, Verbeten said waiting lists for 
placement are the rule rather than the 
exception. 

Some relief was provided by Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins and the 1986 
General Assembly. The new departmen­
tal budget includes funds for five addi­
tional group homes, a new boys residen­
tial facility, an emergency child 
psychiatric evaluation unit and a pro· 
gram to help 36 older, responsible 
juveniles to become better prepared for 
living on their own, once state custody 
ends at age 18. 

However, according to Day, addi­
tional treatment slots in established pro­
grams 1sn't the final answer to improv­
ing Kentucky's juvenile treatment 
system. "We have to get mvolved early 
with children in trouble, " she said. "We 
are beginning to work with a child with 
behavioral programs in the family and 
in the home community Then we have 
a much better chance of having a 
positive fmpact on that child and 
possibly avOiding a case of a much more 
hardened juvenile in trouble a few years 
down the road."

The 14-member special task force, ap­
pointed by Governor Collins, convened 
briefly in her office May 20 before its 
first meeting. The General Assembly 
called for the task force in a resolution 
that noted workers' compensation in­
surance costs are increasing rapidly;

Workers' compensation allows week­
ly benefits for people with work-related 
disabilities. Payments are funded by 
employers throughout the state who 
must pay for workers' compensation 
insurance

Kentucky Farmers 
In Nat'l Survey 

Kentucky farmers soon will be asked 
to participate in a nationwide survey to 
develop estimates of 1986 crop acreages 
and mid-year livestock numbers . 

"During late May and early June, 
representatives of the Kentucky 
Agricultual Statistics Service will be 
personally interviewing a cross-section 
of farmers to gather information for the 
estimates," said Agriculture Commis­
sioner Dav1d E . Boswell. "Some 
farmers will receive their question­
naires through the mail 

"'We are asking for full cooperation 
from farmers in providing this informa­
tion to the survey," the Commissioner 
added. 

All individual information is confiden­
tial and will be used only in developing 
official national and state crop and 
livestock estimates. 

According to Dave Williamson. state 
statistician, the survey seeks to provide 
unbiased acreage and livestock informa­
tion to help farmers during a time of pro­
duction and market uncertainties The 
mid-year reports can prove helpful to 
farmers' plans for this year. 

National and state estimates will be 
published by the U.S. Department of 
Agr iculture's Agricultural Statistics 
Board. The report on 1986 crop acreages 
will be available on July 11. The report 
will also include estimates of yield and

Responding to numerous inquiries, 
Jim Kelly, district director for the Big 
Sandy Area, said recently that a firm 
operating in the east Kentucky area 
solicits people through direct mail. This 
firm is attempting to sell a service which 
is provided at no charge by every Social 
Security Office. 

The company obtains a list of local 
birth records and then mails new 
parents an offer to get a Social Security 
number for their child for a $10 fee. This 
organization is not a government agen­
cy and has nothing to do with the Social 
Security Administration. 

The direct mail advertisement also in­
dicates that new legislation may require 
that children be listed by Social Securi­
ty number on the parents' tax return 
There is no legislation, Kelly said. In ad­
dition, Social Security does not provide 
counties with information about which 
children have Social Security numbers. 
The public should take a closer look at 
mail that solicits any money and gives 
the impression it may be associated with 
a government agency.
