Burst Pipe 
Spills Oil 
Into River 

A pipe rupture last Thursday at the 
Dannemiller Oil company's collectiOn 
station near I vel saw the spill of between 
80 and 100 barrels of crude oil into Mare 
Creek and the Big Sandy River Each 
barrel contains 42 gallons. 

According to local Disaster and 
Emergency Services Coordinator Paul 
Chaffins, the operator there had open­
ed a valve on a storage tank Wednesday 
night, contributing to the mishap, which 
occurred in the early morning hours of 
Thursday. 

Chaffins said the problem was worsen­
ed because the facility was not dyked. 
A portable dyke-known as a boom­
was borrowed late in the day from the 
Ashland Oil facility at Falcon, Johnson 
county. 

The forces of nature both helped and 
hurt clean-up crews' efforts to contain 
the spill. According to Gene Blair, of the 
state Division of Water's Hazard office, 
a heavy rain Thursday afternoon made 
clean-up efforts difficult, but also helped 
to dissipate the oil. Chaffins added that 
the rain served to raise the water level 
of the Big Sandy, keeping the oil above 
the plane where it could enter into local 
water supplies. 

Under the plan approved by a ma­
jority of the court but over Owens' o~ 
jection, a five-member committee will 
oversee the shelter operation. No one 
was named at the fiscal court meeting 
to undertake the day-to-day operation 
of the fa cility but. by the same after­
noon. the Dewey Da m Dog and Cat 
Protection Society. some of whose 
members have been voluntarily 
operating the shelter in recent weeks, 
was given the nod.

was frozen almost a.: soon as it was 
allocated. By now, John Y. Brown, Jr. 
was in the governor's office, bent on 
running Kentucky like a business. 
Sound business practices did not in­
clude giving chunks of money to dusty 
hamlets lacking even the rudiments of 
local government. 

An old Inland Steel coal camp, Lower 
Burton is a loop of 32 cottages bisected 
by an abandoned railroad track and 
huddled in the shadow of the hill that 
climbs up out of Bevinsville. It has 
been an easy town to miss. And its 
long-unkempt appearance had appar­
ently persuaded passers-by on KY 122 
that it was as good a place as any to 
dump an unwanted appliance or off­
load a bag of trash . Just push it over 
the hill . 

Not any more. 
Lower Burton now boasts a freshly ­

painted sign that proclaims it " a 
community with pride." It's not hard 
to see why. Early F riday afternoon, 
half a dozen young men were toiling in 
the hot sun with Weedeaters and wheel­
barrows, hauling debris from a once­
overgrown hillside that is now as trim 

Front Street Store 
To Close Doors Soon 

After 44 year s of business here, the 
Thomas Hereford store will soon be clos­
ing forever. 

Just when the end will come for the 
Front Street landmark, manager David 
Hereford is not sure. It depends on when 
all the merchandise is sold. A going-out­
of-business sale was begun last Wednes­
day, with prices marked down from 10 
to 50 percent. 

Hereford, with wife Peggy, owns the 
two " Peggy's Fashions'' stores here. He 
says the decision to close the old store 
was based in large part on a desir e to 
concentrate on the other businesses, 
which he described as "thriving." 

The Front Street store first opened its 
doors in 1942, after Thomas Hereford. 
David's father, returned from a stint in 
the navy during World War II . Prior to 
its opening, the building had been used 
as part of the adjacent Richmond's 
store owned by his mother's family, 
David Hereford said. 

In the early part of the century, the 
site Thomas Hereford's now occupies 
was used for selling everything from 
groceries and feed to caskets; while next 
door, the other half of Richmond's sold 
clothing, as it did until clos ing several 
years ago. 

"In those days. you went to one store 
and bought everything," said Hereford. 
While times and shopping habits chang­
ed the Thomas Hereford store did its 
~t to provide what the customer 
wanted, he added. 

To that end, the store has tried to re­
main on the cutting edge of current 
tren~. . 

"We sold televisions when they hrst 

came out. We had seven brands, and still 
couldn't keep them on the floor ," he 
said. In those days, a 17-inch black-and­
white set sold for the same price a 
25-inch model brings today. 

Another product which proved univer­
sally popular caused a bit of an UP,roar 
when first stocked a t the store. "We us­
ed to sell toys ," sa id Hereford, "and the 
first Christmas when Barbie dolls came 
out, we only had six." With over a hun­
dred buvers for those six dolls, Hereford 
said there were a lot of disappointed 
customers. 

other popular items have included 
records, hula hoops and, more recently, 
karate uniforms and video movies. "We 
s till have people come here from up 
north. who say they have to come to 
Tommy Hereford's to get some hillbilly 
records " said Hereford, although the 
store ha~ not sold recor~ for about eight 
years. 

He said his family has tried to main­
tain a "country store'' atmosphere, and 
credits that with providing some of the 
more rewarding moments he's had m 
the business. "When you sell a young 
boy a shotgun and he comes back a week 
later and tells you he got his first squir· 
rei , you kind of feel part of it," he said . 

Plans have not been set on what to do 
with the building once the store closes, 
though Hereford said there was the 
possibility of moving the downtown 
Peggy's Fashions there to take advan­
tage of the larger space. 

Even if that happens. of course, the 
old store will be gone. What will 
Hereford miss most? "Just being here," 
he said.

Funded by a $39,035 grant from the 
Kentucky Higher Education Assistance 
Authority. the program differs from the 
traditional campus Wtlrk study oppor­
tunity by placing the student m a "real 
world" job related to his major. 

Businesses participating in the pro­
gram will receive reimbursement of 
$1.50 per hour on the student's wage and 
the employer sets the wage rate, Rhodes 
said. 

"The lion's share of the funds are ear­
marked for private. profit-making 
businesses, while some may be used m 
the private. nonprofit sector," Rhodes 
said. 

"We plan to implement the program 
this fall and are looking for employers 
with whom we can place our students. 
The student-employer link-up 
possibilities are virtually limitless," 
Rhodes said. " In fact. in this region 
there should be a wE>alth of opportunities 
for students in biological and en­
vironmental sciences as well as in 
natural resources." he added. · 

Full-time students may work as many 
as 20 hours per week, while part-time 
students may work 30 hours per week 
under the program Student participants 
must have al least a C average, have 
been enrolled full-time at MSU the 
previous semester and be able to 
demonstrate financial need.

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Don~t Talk to Strangers 
For some time now, women who list their names on 

classified ads have been subjected to obscene phone calls. This 
has been a frustrating experience for both the advertiser and 
for us. There is little one can do to an anonymous pervert. 

Now, there are indications that the same sick mind is behind 
an even more malignant series of calls. Calls, for the most 
part, it seems, to older persons who have had as g~ests 
members of their family. The visits are reported in The T1mes, 
and shortly thereafter, a call is received that a daughter or 
granddaughter has been raped by three men, beaten to a state 
of coma with brain damage, killed in a terrible auto accident. 
The stories vary, but all are cruel, senseless, and the product 
of a sick mind. Would the caller be gratified if he-it is a man, 
if the word applies in this case-caused someone to suffer a 
heart attack'? 

Perhaps the best way to avoid this senseless malice is to 
follow the advice we often give our children-"Don't talk to 
strangers." 

Oh, Doctor! 
After reading a report of the Tort Policy Working Group on 

the Causes, Extent and Policy Implications of the Current 
Crisis in Insurance Availability and Affordability-and that's 
just the title-there are one or two points that occur to me. 

According to the report, between 1974 and 1985 there has 
been a 758% increase in the number of product liability 
lawsuits filed in federal district court; the number of medical 
malpractice lawsuits per 100 physicians doubled between 1979 
and 1983, and tripled during that period for obstetri­
cians/gynecologists. 

Now, there is no doubt that excessive amounts have been 
awarded in some damage suits with much of it going for legal 
fees and litigation expenses. This, however, is one of the things 
that often stops the "little" fellow, who has no up-front money, 
from ever filing suit, no matter how valid his case. 

Do you know that medical records must be paid for in ad­
vance before some hospitals will begin to make copies? At 
$1.00 per sheet (the going rate in Lexington), this can run from 
$600 to $1,000. This alone could stop a lot of people dead in their 
tracks. Then, lawyers tell you that a malpractice suit can cost 
anywhere from $10,000 to $25,000. Sure, these same lawyers 
take a hefty slice of whatever the court awards if you win the 
case, but what if you don't? There is no assurance that you're 
going to win and, if the case is lost, how many people can af­
ford to owe these amounts? 

Sorry, but I don't believe that just anyone who has a petty 
complaint sues and, as a matter of course, is awarded 
astronomical amounts of money. 

Perhaps the reason for the increase in product liability 
lawsuits is that the public is fed up with being ripped off by 
planned obsolescence, shoddy workmanship, and inflated 
prices. 

Perhaps the reason malpractice suits have doubled and, in 
some areas, tripled, is also that the public is fed up with un­
caring, shoddy workmanship at inflated prices. Perhaps the 
public has also realized that doctors are, after all, not godlike 
creatures who are beyond challenge, whose judgment is not 
to be questioned, but that they are human, fallible, and accoun­
table just like the rest of mankind. 

No, I do not believe that the general populace is out to "get" 
either those in business or those in the medical profession. 

Maybe both should take a good, long, hard look at 
themselves and their colleagues and clean up their acts . 

A responsible businessman should be respected. A good doc­
tor or nurse is beyond price and should be honored- and many 
are honored. 

A bad doctor should not be in the medical profession.

By vote of Prestonsburg City Council, 
the Dewey Dam Dog and Cat Protection 
Association was given a one-year con­
tract Monday night to oversee the 
animal shelter on the old Middle Creek 
road. 

The DDD&CPS had previously been 
awarded a contract by Floyd Fiscal 
Court, on condition that the city of Pres­
tonsburg enter into a like agreement. 
The city, in addition to leasing the 
animal shelter to the DDD&CPS for $1 
per year (the same rate charged the 
previous overseer, the East Kentucky 
Wildlife Federation), will provide them 
with $200 per month to help defray 
operational costs. 

DDD&CPS President Ned Pillersdorf 
told the council prior to its vote that the 
combined funds his organization was 
receiving from the city and the fiscal 
court made for a very tight budget. In 
all, the shelter will receive $12,400 a year 
from those sources. He pomted out that 
if the shelter employs one full-time 
worker at minimum wage, it will cost 
$8,400 annually. With other expenses, 
such as utilities and food, he said the 
money will soon be spent. 

Pillersdorf told the council the 
DDD&CPS will hold a fund drive to try 
and make up the difference. "If we don't 
raise the funds, we'll be back next year 
to ask three times this amount," he said. 

Pillersdorf listed as a priority the 
shoring up of the shelter's sagging 
reputation. He said he was quoted in a 
story in the Lexington Herald-Leader 
several months ago as calling the shelter 
merely "a building with a gas 
chamber." Things will be different now, 
he said, and he wants the public aware 
of the changes. 

"The Lexington television stations 
have called me continuously through 
this," he said. Plans call for television 
crews to film the shelter's grand re­
opening. 

The DDD&CPS has not yet decided 
upon an amount to charge for adopting 
animals, he said. While Pillersdorf said 
he was lobbying for $10 or $12 per pet, 
he indicated some in the organization 
want to adopt the animals out at cost, 
which would be about $8. 

"I suspect after the first couple of 
months I'll get my way," after the 
others see the need for additional 
revenues, he said. 

To bring an animal to the shelter will 
cost individuals $3. This service will be 
provided free to the city of Prestons­
burg. 

Pillersdorf said he hoped the 
DDD&CPS could provide an animal 
pick-up service for Prestonsburg to 
bring in strays. "If we have anything left 
over, I'd love to do that," he said. 

The motion to award the one-year con­
tract passed, but not without some con­
troversy. Councilman Bill Callihan 
argued that, before the city authorized 
funds for the shelter, it should grant an 
across-the-board raise of 3.5 percent for 
city employees. 

In the course of a heated discussion of 
the pay-raise proposal, to which the 
council returned later, Callihan explain­
ed his motion was not meant to include 
his own salary as city traffic control of­
ficer. Feeling rebuffed at one point, he 
threatened to resign his seat on council, 
claiming "they won't let me do 
anything." After gathering his papers 
and briefly walking away, however, he 
returned to his seat for the rest of the 
meeting. 

Among city employees most in­
terested in a pay hike are Fire Chief 
Tom Blackburn and Police Chief Stan 
Fletcher. Both are paid straight monthly 
salaries and have subordinates who, 
paid by the hour, stand to gross higher 
annual wages when overtime pay is 
added. 

The city administrator was to be in­
structed to outline a raise schedule for 

council members to study before the 
next meeting. 

In other business, the council heard 
from Briarwood resident Ron Hooker, 
who requested the speed limit from the 
Ball Alley Curve area along KY 1428 
through Lancer be lowered to 35 mph. 
Police Chief Fletcher said he had made 
a similar request about a year ago to 
state authorities, but had been turned 
down. A compromise proposal of 45 mph 
was reached, and Fletcher was directed 
to contact state highway officials with 
the city's request. 

The council set a property tax rate of 
25 cents per $100 evaluation, the same 
rate charged last year. 

Resolutions were made honoring the 
Junior Woman's Club for its help in pro­
viding flowers during the city's 
beautification project, and to the 
Kiwanis Club, for providing a flag pole 
and flags for the municipal parking lot.

DUI Cases Spawn 
Varied Defenses 

The state trooper who pulled Greg 
Mullins over for speeding had no right 
to subject him to the field sobriety tests 
that led to a drunk driving charge, 
defense attorney Jerry Patton told a 
Floyd District Court jury this week. 
"This man's rights were violated." he 
said 

The jury thought otherwise. 
however. convicting Mullins, setting a 
48-hour jail sentence. and ordering him 
to pay $4<Y7 in fine and court costs. 

Patton based his defense on the ad­
mission by Trooper Scott Hazlette that 
the only reason he stopped Mullins at 
Eastern in the early hours of March 16 
was that the 22-year~ld Hippo man 
was speeding. Mullins, driving a new 
car. said he had drunk only two beers 
at the Paradise Lounge that night and 
was not intoxicated. 

Hazlette adm1tted under cross­
examination that Mullins was neither 
driving erratically nor staggering 
when he got out of his car. But the 
defendant failed three sobriety tests 
and recorded a .12 on the Brea thalyser. 
the officer noted. 

Ralph DeBoard's attorney. Don Go­
ble, sought to show that Trooper Haz­
lette picked up the wrong man when he 
arrested his client at Harold last April, 
noting that DeBoard was not behind 
the wheel of the car when the police of­
fer pulled up behind it. Hazlette con­
ceded he briefly lost sight of the car he 
was pursuing but convinced the jury he 
had apprehended the right man. 
DeBoard, 40, of Ivel, received a 48-hour 
sentence and will have to pay $4<Y7 in 
fine and costs. 

Bench warrants were issued for Billy 
J. Scott, 36. of Hueysvillle, Ricky Dean 
Slone. 26. of Hi Hat. and Collis Han­
cock, 49, of Sturgis, all of whom failed 
to appear in court, were convicted of 
drunk driving in their absence, and 
received So-day jail terms. Slone and 
Hancock were fined $757: Scott, who 
has two previous DUI convictions 
under the new law. will pay $1200. 

Evelyn E. Keathley, 33. of Allen. con­
victed of a second DUI offense. receiv­
ed a 14-day sentence. with $557 in fine 
and costs. For the 14-day period. she 
was ordered to report daily to the court 
for public service and to be closely con­
fined at night in her own home. She 
faces a third DUI charge on July 17. 

Marion Kilburn. 25. of Martin. 
sentenced to 30 days and ordered to 
pay $711 for drunk driving, will be 
released daily for work, according to a 
court order. Danny Ray Bradley, 27, of 
Wayland, convicted in a jury trial of a 
third offense. sentenced to seven days. 
and ordered to pay $170, will serve his 
jail term on weekends. Also convicted 
of DUI was Anthony T Isaac. 34, of 
Martin, who pleaded guilty to a first of· 
fense and was ordered to pay $357. 

In one of the rare DUI cases to be 
thrown out by a jury this week. 
Richard A. King, 29, of Morrison, 
Tenn., was acquitted after testifying 
that Prestonsburg police officer Mike 
Meade had expressed annoyance that 
the Breathalyser-{)n which King 
recorded a .11-was apparently mal­
functioning. He was convicted of 
speeding, however. and ordered to pay 
$127. 

Convicted in her absence of a charge 
of theft by deception was Ruth Lawson. 
of Harold, who was said to have passed 
three cold checks totalling $63 at the 
Piggly Wiggly supermarket. She was 
sentenced to two days and ordered to 
pay rn and to make restitution. A 
bench warrant was issued for her.

This yt>ar, the Kentucky Guild of Ar 
tisl$ and Craftsmen celebrates IL" 25th 
anniversary. And while the art train. so 
prominent in 1ts early history. no longer 
travels the rails, the guild continues to 
move steadily toward the 21st 
Century-stronger, more vital than , 
ever. 

Mike Imes, president of the 
600·mcmber guild. noted that from its in· 
ception in 1961 the group has dedicated 
itself to educating craftsmen and 
developing viable markets for their 
work. 

"The guild's workshops, exhibitions, 
conferences, fairs and galleries have m· 
troduced thousands of people to high 
quality crafts," he said. "It has surviv­
ed and thrived because its membership 
has stayed vital and aware of the guild's 
importance to artists and craftsmen as 
well as to the state of the arts and crafts 
in Kentucky." 

The idea for a guild really began with 
prominent Louisnlle enamelist and 
painter Virgima Minish in the late 1950s. 
She envisioned a crafts industry as a 
way to help create jobs in economically 
depressed Eastern Kentucky. a region 
rich with traditional culture and manv 
hands eager to work • 

She enlisted support for her idea. and 
by 1960 the project was well on its way 
to fruition. She received an initial 
private grant through Barry Bingham, 
Sr .. and the promise of tv. o baggage cars 
from the L & N Railroad for use as a 
mobile art gallery and workshop Mrs. 
:\1inish gained additional support from 
Gov. Bert Combs' administration. which 
was looking for ways to create new jobs 
and bolster the economv 

Soon, the "Guild Tiain." with its 
gallery and its workshops, as well as the 
Kentucky Guild of Artists and Craft­
smen. became a reality. The train.l\lrs 
Minish's idea of a museum to inspire 
and educate Kentuckians about the 
visual arts, traveled the rails to all parts' 
of the state until 1967. 

The guild's membership includes in­
dividual artists and craftsmen, and gwld 
centers, which offer opportunities for the 
sale of crafts. 

Chartered as a non-profit educational 
organization, the guild has helped 
prepare artists and craftsmen to better 
cope with what is an unpredictable 
marketplace and to educate the public 
about quality and processes in arts and 
crafts. The guild also helped to provide 
income for artists and craftsmen by 
marketing their work. and in this, its' 
shops and fairs have proved most 
successful. 

Two prominent Louisville visual arts 
institutions, the Kentucky Art and Craft 
Foundation and the Water Tower Art 
Association. are supporting the guild in 
its anniversary celebration by hosting a 
variety of events. Other Kentucky arts 
organizations-the Department of the 
Arts and its Arts Council. the Dei­
Velopment Foundation-are joimng to 
help produce festivities. 

An exhibition began July 8 at the Ken­
tucky Art and Craft Foundation Gallery 
in Louisville.

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Summer Poisoning Hazards STAHLEY STEEMEl\® With summer's long days it is not sur­
prising that many of summer's poison­
ing hazards involve outdoor activities. 
Li~ted below is information concerning 
some of the more common of these 
hazards. 
PETROLEUM PRODUCTS 

Petroleum products include such 
things as gasoline, paint thinner, fur­
niture polishes, kerosene, and mineral 
or motor oils. Closely related are pro· 
ducts derived from trees like turpentine 
and pine oil. As these products are com­
monly found in most homes, they are 
Often swallowed by curious children. 
~etroleum products often cause their 
damage by getting into the lungs caus­
ing prolonged coughing and difficulty in 
lircathing. They may also make a child 
vomit or sleepy or lethargic. 

Because these products are potential­
Ir very dangerous they should always be 
kept out of reach of children. If your 
Ohild does ingest one of these materials 
contact your doctor or Pmson Center. 
They will recommend the proper treat­
ment which is dependent upon the par­
t;cular product involved. Do not induce 
vomiting unless instructed to do so by a 
physician or Poison Center as this may 
only increase the risk of serious prob­
tems. 
:\1USHROOMS 

Mushrooms <or toadstools> are a 
fascinating object for most young 
~hildren. Unfortunately, many common 
species are capable of causing symp­
toms or even death if eaten. There are 
many myths about mushrooms, such as: 
''if an animal eats a mushroom it is 
Safe" or "if it doesn't turn a silver spoon 
black when boiled it's safe" or 
"mushrooms growing in clusters are 
safe." All of these myths and many 
(Jthers are false. It takes an expert to 
identify mushrooms and tell if they are 
safe. Even then, some species may be 
poisonous at some times or locations and 
not at others. All wild mushroom inges­
tions by children should be considered 
potentially dangerous. Contact your 
local Poison Center for advice and, if 
possible, be prepared to show them a 
specimen of the mushroom <roots and 
all> for identification. Specimens for 
identification should be placed in a 
paper bag-not plastic. Remember, 
never pick and eat wild mushrooms 
unless you are an expert at their 
identification. 
BITES 

Bites of all types are a common sum­
mer problem. They can be annoying, 
painful and sometimes even fatal. The 
f.ollowing types of bites deserve im­
mediate medical attention: 1) bites from 
poisonous snakes 2) bites from stinging 
insects in patients with a known serious 
allergy to these insect bit~ 3) bites from 
poisonous insects <certain spiders and 
scorpions) in very young children or 
adults with serious medical problems 4> 
any bite that produces major symptoms 
such as difficulty breathing or pronounc­
ed local swelling. Other types of bites 
you can usually care for yourself, 
perhaps with the help of your physician 
or Poison Center. 

Most bites from stinging insects in­
cluding bees, wasps, ants, and most 
spiders can be treated by the application 
of cold compresses <not ice applied 
directly to the skin l. The application of 
a paste made from meat tenderizer, if 
done soon after a bite, is sometimes 
helpful. 

Many methods have been advocated 
for the removal of ticks, which are a 
common summer problem. One good 
method is the application of a drop of 
gasoline or nail polish remover with the 
removal of the tick with tweezers a few 
minutes later. This method should be us­
ed with care on the face.

Remote State Streams 
Get Trout Stockings 

About 6.500 four- to stx·inch trout were 
recently backpacked over rugged ter 
rain in plastic, water-filled contamcrs to 
several remote Kentucky streams in a 
proJect to establish a self-sustaining wild 
trout fishery in the state. 

Approximately 35 Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources· personal and 
several other citizen volunteers waded 
mountain streams in north central Ken­
tucky, (the exact streams and areas not 
publicized to protect the distribution of 
the trout> and chose spots in each 
stream most suitable for the fish to 
survive. 
~early l.800 brook trout were stock­

ed in four streams, at a rate of approx­
imately 100 per mile. in the second and 
final stocking of a program to establish 
around 50 miles of "wild" brook trout 
steams in the state. 

Some 4,150 brown trout were also 
released as the first effort in a two-year 
program to develop around 100 miles of 
a wild brown trout water. The same 11 
streams ar.e targeted to he stocked with 
brown trout next year as phase two of 
the project continues. 

Jim Axon, assistant dtrector of the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Fisheries Laboratory and Dingell­
Johnson coordinator. said this project 
differs from a "put and take" stocking. 

lfnlike some stockings where anglers 
can harvest fish immediately after be­
ing released. these fish were released to 
remain in waters long enough to 
reproduce naturally, establishing a com­
pletely wild population in about five 
years. 

The last stocking will provide two­
year classes of fish for reproduction and 
a better chance for the "wild" fishery 
to evolve. 

"These fish are the key for the wild 
trout to develop," said Axon, adding 
releasing browns and brooks in very 
remote areas is essential to allow the 
fish to remain long enough to spawn. 

Biologists who have studied the 
habitats suitable for these types of fish 
found Kentucky streams more fertile 

and conduc1ve to producing bigger fish 
than normal in other Appalachian-area 
streams. 

Axon mentwned the productivity of 
Kentucky waters as on~ reason the e 
fish will reach larger sizes than the 
eight- or nine-inches commonly found m 
streams of North Carolina and other· 
states in this region. 

Brown trout, the larger of the two 
spec1es, will reach the three- to fiv£• 
pound range, wh1le brook trout ran 
stretch somewhere in the 15- to 20-inch 
category after about four years. 

One historically interesting piece of to­
formation discovered through research 
of these two fishes in brook trout are 
seldom found below elevations of 2.000 
feet, unlike brown trout. 

In the stocking effort, care was taken 
to see the fish were placed in areas 
where they traditionally have survtved 
best. with respect to habitat. water 
temperature and elevahons 

Axon sa1d brooks "can't compete Wtth 
other fish'' found at lower elevations, 
and tend to remam closer to headwaters 
of streams. Browns. on the other hand, 
are more adaptable and will expand tn· 
to larger bodies of water. 

The overall stocking program of trout 
in Kentucky waters is part of the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources' goal to continually upgrad 
fisheries in Kentuck), wh1le providmg 
a diversity of fish for anglers to "hook­
up" w1th.

Ethiopia Relief Effort 

When drought and famine struck 
Ethiopia, the nations of the world 
responded with an outpouring of millions 
of dollars in aid in the form of food 
shipments, medical supplies and 
emergency feeding camps. 

''Faces In A Famine." an hour-long 
special atring Thursday, July 31, at 9:00 
p.m. on KET, looks at the relief efforts 
in personal terms, focusing not only on 
the victims of the famine, but on the 
motivations of the assemblage of people 
drawn to the disaster site, including 
nurses, television producers and 
.. disaster groupies.'· 

In the spring of 1985, at the height of 
the crisis. noted author Robert Lieber· 
man and a film crew traveled to Shoa 
provmce, one of 12 of Ethiopia's 14 pro­
vmces stricken with drought. Some of 
the provinces had not seen rain in near­
ly three years. Among the people 
Lieberman interviewed were western 
nurses in American, Irish and Danish 
emergency feeding camps-all attemp· 
ting to give personal care to the hun­
dreds, sometimes thousands, of people 
surging into the camps to seek shelter 
and assistance. 

Others interviewed in the program in­
clude: a producer for ABC News; of­
ficers with the 47th Squadron, RAF, 
responsible for dropping sacks of grain 
into the stricken areas; the Rev. Colin 
Battell, a resident of Ethiopia for the 
past nine years and rector of the 
Anglican Church in Addis Ababa; and 
Joe and Mike, described by some as 
"disaster groupies" whose major pur­
pose seems only to watch

Videotape Testimony 
Okayed For Children 

The Kentucky Supreme Court today 
ruled that the testimony of child victims 
of sexual abuse may be videotaped for 
presentation in court, rather than re· 
quiring the child to take the stand dur· 
ing trial. 

Attorney General David L. Arm· 
strong, who argued the case before the 
Court on April 23, said that he is elated 
with the Court's decision. "I am very 
pleased that the Supreme Court found 
our Constitution permits this method of 
allowing child victims of sex crimes to 
testify truthfully without intimidation by 
the defendant," he said. "This decision 
will make the process of bringing the 
defendant to justice less traumatic for 
the child and will also encourage victims 
and the parents of victims to report and 
pursue these crimes.'' 

The Court's decision came as a result 
of a case in Fayette county in w~ich 
Leslie Willis was charged with two 
counts of sexual abuse of a four-year-old 
child. During the circuit court hearing, 
the prosecutor, Fayette Assistant Com­
monwealth's Attorney Mike Malone, 
found that the child was unable to testify 
in the presence of the defendant. He then 
requested that the Fayette Circuit Court 
order the child's testimony be 
videotaped for presentation during trial 
under a 1984 Kentucky statute designed 
to spare young victims of sexual abuse 
the trauma of testifying in open court. 
Instead, the lower court held that this 
procedure would violate the defendant's 
right to confrontation under the Ken­
tucky and the United States Constitution. 
Attorney General Armstrong appealed 
the Fayette Circuit order and the state 
Supreme Court granted direct review. 

"I felt from the beginning that this 
case had major significance, not only in 
Kentucky but throughout the country,''

Armstrong said. "A number of states 
are considering similar legislation and 
have been waiting, with great interest, 
for our Court's decision." 

Armstrong added that he believes the 
decision indicates a recognition by the 
Court of the special needs of child vic­
tims. "We are slowly coming to the 
realization that child victims must be 
treated differently in our criminal 
justice system, just as we treat juvenile 
offenders differently," he said.

Collins Draws 
35-Year Total 
On Five Counts 

Edward Collins. 33, was sentenced 
last week to a total of 35 years in prison 
after he pleaded guilty to five separate 
crimes, three of which occurred after 
he was lodged in the Floyd county jail. 

Originally booked last July 21 on a 
charge of receiving stolen property, 
Collins was charged the same day with 
forgery after he signed a false name on 
the cards bearing his fingerprints. 

On October 24 and 25, a l~year-old 
jail inmate said, Collins and William 
Burchett forced him into acts of 
sodomy in the jail cell . 

The following day. jail officials said. 
Collins set fire to the jail. 

As part of a plea bargain worked out 
between the Commonwealth and 
defense attorney Robert Greene. the 
arson charge was amended from first 
to second degree and a 12-year 
sentence was imposed. 

The two sodomy counts each drew 
H)-year terms. <The charges against 
Burchett were dismissed in exchange 
for his testimony against Collins). 

The forgery and two charges of 
receiving stolen property all drew one­
year sentences, but all sentences were 
ordered by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
to be served concurrently. 

Collins was originally picked up by 
state police in Garrett, together with 
James Ray Conley The two were 
charged with receiving stolen property 
after it was ascertained that the 1976 
Chevrolet pickup in which they were 
riding was reported stolen in Indiana . 
Conley pleaded guilty to the charge in 
January and received a one-year, pro­
bated sentence. 

In another plea bargain, Freddie A. 
Prater. of Royalton, pleaded guilty to a 
reduced misdemeanor count of receiv­
ing stolen property and was sentenced 
to six months in the county _jail. He was 
accused last February of having pro­
perty stolen from Janice Prater and 
Doris Pennington.

McDonald Speaks 
At Rotary Meet 

She would have no trouble with 
children singing patriotic songs, but the 
ban on prayer in public schools is "the 
law of the land.'' 

Thus spoke state Supt. of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald last Thursday 
at a meeting of the Prestonsburg Rotary 
Club at the Holiday Inn here. Mrs. 
McDonald had speaking engagements 
that day both with the Rotarians and at 
Jenny Wiley State Park's May Lodge. 

At the Holiday Inn meeting, Mrs. 
McDonald delivered a brief speech and 
then answered questions from the 
Rotarians. The speech was upbeat, poin­
ting out how far education has advanc­
ed in Kentucky during her 
administration. 

Among the achievements she claim­
ed were that, since 1983, Kentucky has 
has done a better job than any other 
state in drop-out prevention. She said 
things will continue to improve if civic 
and educational groups work together 
for that end. 

" We need you." she said. " I am offer­
ing you all the leadership in Kentucky 
that you can possibly stand. But we 
won't go anywhere without support.'' 

"I knew children are as bright here, 
teachers are just as good," she added. 
" I know that some day we will lead the 
nation in education." 

She cautioned that, as Kentucky's 
economy has traditionally been tied both 
to coal and agriculture, it was important 
to emphasize the value of an education 
to young people. ''Coal is up and down,' ' 
she said, "and l believe that we must 
teach our children there is a definite 
relationship between education and 
jobs." 

She added that, in order to keep 
eastern Kentuckians from moving to 
other areas, a stable job market is a 
must. "People need work. We need in­
dustry and businesses where they can 
work and raise their families.' ' 

Questions from the audience-dealing 
mostly with school prayer, reciting the 
pledge of allegiance and singing 
patriotic songs in the classroom- were 
easily fielded by the education 
secretary, who seemed to agree with the 
general sentiment among the group that 
it would not be a bad thing to include 
patriotic observances in school. While 
not expressing a preference on the 
school prayer issue, Mrs. McDonald did 
note that the U.S. Supreme Court had 
declared it unconstitutional. 

Less easily handled was a reporter's 
question about her recent letter seeking 
to enlist local school superintendents in 
fundraising for her campaign for 
lieutenant-governor. When asked how 
that might affect her campaign, Mrs. 
McDonald said she had addressed that 
question publicly before, and declined to 
comment further. 

As to the campaign for lieutenant 
governJr, Mrs. McDonald said she has 
not yet decided whether she will be a 
candidate. "If I do decide to do this. it 
will be because somewhere inside me I 
believe I have something to make a con­
tribution to education," she said.

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But For Work-Study Program, 
College Would Be Impossible 

To Wed August 16 

Tom Rodgers, Morehead State 
University senior, doesn't beheve that 
lack of money i · a valid reason for not 
going to college. 

"Anybody. if they really want to, can 
go to college. It just takes a little effort," 
said Rodgers. one of hundreds of 
Morehead State students working their 
way through school. 

Morehead State has committed $1.2 
million in federal and institutional 
funds-over and beyond scholarships 
and financial aid for 1986-87-to help 
undergraduate students earn their 
degrees. according to Dr. Gary Grace, 
MSU vice president for student 
development. 

"Those dollars are earmarked for the 
federally-funded college work-study pro­
gram and for the university's own 
workshop program," Dr. Grace said. 

"The work-study program offers 
students a package of benefits," the vice 
president said. "They not only gain help 
with paying for their education. but they 
get on-the-job experience making the 
more marketable upon graduation. 

··rn fact, research shows that students 
who have campus employment tend to 
stay in school, rather than dropping out. 
Their work unit becomes a home base, 
sort of a family unit," Dr. Grace said. 
''They de\'elop more self-discipline 
which is reflected in better grades." 

When Tom Rodgers graduated from 
Nicholas County High School in 1983, he 
wanted to go to college, but also knew 
his parents could not afford to send him. 
With the help or his high school 
counselor, he discovered it was possible 
to get that college degree-if he was will­
ing to put forth a little extra effort. 

"Sometimes you have to give a little 
to get something extra in return," said 
Rodgers, who has worked in various 
campus jobs from shelving books in the 
library to answering phones since he 
enrolled as a freshman. 

The son of Mr. and Mrs. Lee Rodgers 
of Cynthiana and the youngest of four 
chlJdren, he has maintained over a 3.0 
grade point average, while being active­
ly involved in campus life. 

In fact, his campus activities are 
somewhat overwhelming. He is an 
Eagle Guide, a Student Alumni Am· 
bassador, a member of Blue Key 
academic honor society, member and 
former officer of Sigma Nu fraternity, 
secretary of the Inter-Fraternity coun­
cil, and president of Alpha Epsilon Rho 
broadcasting honorary. He also is active 
in Program Council and has been involv­
ed in the Miss MSU Pageant and 1986 
Founders Day planning. 

With a combination of academic 
scholarships, financial aid programs 
such as the Pell Grant and the $67 he 
earns every two weeks on a 10 hour per 
week workship, Rodgers has financed

his education at MSU. For two summers 
he worked under the JT Program 
assisting a soil conservationist and last 
year he was a day camp counselor. This 
summer he is working full-time as a 
<tO-hour workship in the Office of Student 
Development, doing routine office work, 
taking student ID pictures, giving cam­
pus tours and answering student 
questions.

One of three schools Rodgers looked 

at, Morehead State "had more of a per­
sonal touch and seemed to really care 
about me as a person. I felt that folks 
here wanted to help me," he said. 

Rodgers unabashedly admits that he 
could not have come to MSU or any 
other institution. without the various 
financial aid programs. 

"But I'll be paying some of this back 
to the University. I know I'll be able to 
earn a minimum of $15,000 when I 
graduate and I want to help someone 
else," said Rodgers, a radio/television 
major. 

MSU funds nearly 1,000 student 
workships each year, according to EUen 
Carscaddon. associate director of finan­
cial aid. The jobs range from clerical 
help in administrative offices to work­
ing at the farm and from serving as 
residence hall advisers to assisting 
faculty in labs or grading papers. 

While eigibility for much of the 
workship funding is based on federal 
criteria, MSU also has institutionally­
funded workships which are not. "Many 
times a department needs specialized 
skills not available in the federal pool of 
workship students. Also some students 
may appear on the surface not to need 
assistance and yet they actually do,'' 
said Carscaddon. 

Tom Rodgers has some advice for 
those recent-and not so recent-high 
school graduates who think a college is 
beyond their means: 

"Don't be afraid to explore all the 
possibilities. All it takes is a little effort 
and persistence."

Figures released by MSU Registrar 
Gene Ranvier show 1,869 students tak­
ing classes during Summer I as com­
pared with 1985's figure of 1,827, an in· 
crease of 2.3 percent.

QUESTION: My doctor thinks my 
cancer may have spread to the bone so 
he's ordered a bone scan. How is a bone 
scan done? Does a bone scan show dif­
ferent things than a normal x-ray? 

ANSWER: A bone scan 1s done by in­
jecting a small amount of liquid, which 
contains a weak radio-active substance 
<isotopel, into the vein. This substance 
is then carried through the bloodstream 
and taken up by the body. An imaging 
device moves over the area to be scann­
ed. The results are displayed on x-ray 
film, paper, or on a screen Cancerous 
areas in the bone usually pick up more 
of the substance than normal bone 
tissue. These areas will show up as ''hot 
spots' on a bone scan. 

In some cases, bone scans can detect 
cancerous areas earlier than x-rays. 
They can also show whether the bone 
tumors have become larger or smaller. 
But, certain other abnormal conditions, 
such as bone injury, arthritis and infec­
tion, may also show up as hot spots on 
bone scans. For this reason, a doctor 
carefully considers both the results of a 
bone scan and ottlf.r information about 
a patient in determining whether cancer 
is present in the bone.
