Schools' Performance IRS May Move 
Falls Short of Goals Offices Here 

As Floyd students rece1ve the year's 
first report cards this week. the school 
administration has issued a report on 
its own performance for the 1985-86 
school year. The grades are not en· 
couraging. 

Under a state law that took effect 
last year. school districts must report 
annually on how they are doing in 
several key areas-mcluding perform­
ance on standardized tests, average 
daily attendance. and the dropout rate 
The choo. admmiStratwn must abo 
devise a plan to remedy any pro­
blems-called the master educational 
improvement plan- and report on ho\\­
effective they were in meeting their ob­
jectives. 

Under a plan adopted by the Floyd 
Board of Education last November and 
later approved by the Kentucky 
Department of Education. Floyd 
administrators set six goals for the 
district- an academic objective for 
each of grades three. five seven and 10: 
a better attendance record : a reduced 
dropout rate 

Score a B perhaps for the grade 
seven goal. which was to lift the scores 
of those students up to the national 
norm <50) in reading. spelling. 
language. and reference skills. Spell 
ing stayed way down I 40.1 l. but the 
goal was exceeded in reading f 53.3). 
language (52.1), and reference skills 
<54.8) 

A s1milar effort on behalf of grade 
five rates a D Those students squeak· 
ed by with a 51 in reading, but language 
<46.9 l and reference sk1lls t47.1• fa1led 
to reach the mark and spelling ( 37.4) 
lagged badly 

For the rest. it was failing grades. 
Grade three. supposed to come up to 
the national norm in reading spelling 
and math. didn't quite make it many of 
the three areas Neither did grade 10. 
which was shooting for an average per­
formance in reading. spelling. 
reference skills and math 

The attendance rate. which the 
administration hoped to raise by two 
percentage points. edged up by little

Prestonsburg will be the site ot a new 
Internal Revenue Service of­
fice-replacing IRS offices in Pikeville 
and Paintsville-according to a plan 
recommended by the General Services 
Administration and approved recently 
by the IRS's Louisville office.

Two Miners Injured 

Entrapment Claim Wins 
Mullins Reduced Charge 

Two miners were injured in a 
Branham's Creek mine Thursday morn­
ing, when a large rock fell from the 
mine roof they were attempting to 
secure. 

Roy Hall. 33. of Galveston. and Jack 
Caudill, 32, of Ashcamp. were working 
a roof-bolting machine about 4150 feet 
inside the M&MB Coal Company's No.2 
mine when the rock- 12 feet long. 14 
feet wide and up to five inches 
thick fell on them without warning. 

A man who said he was entrapped by 
police and whose drug conviction here 
two years ago was overturned by an 
appeals court pleaded guilty in Floyd 
Circuit Court last week to a reduced 
charge. 

Randall Mullins. 34. of Kite. received 
a five-year pnson sentence in June. 
1964 after a jury convicted him of sell 
ing phencyclidine IPCPI to tate Det 
Leroy Buckner. an undercover agent. 
in November and December of 1982 
Under an agreement with the 
Commonwealth's attorney. he entered 
a guilty plea to a lesser charge 
Wednesday and was sentenced by Cir­
cuit Judge Hollie Conley to a one-year 
term- time he has already served m 
the state reformatory- with six months 
probation to follow. 

Mulhns. who was snared by state 
police in a widely-publicized "sting" 
operation here. was arrested after 
drug sales he made to Buckner at the 
Tram home of CUrt Gardiner. who fac 
ed drug charges himself and was work· 
ing with police as an informant. 

At his trial Mullins said he made the 
sales onlv to do a favor for Gardmer. 
who had· introduced Buckner as his 
"cousin Lee.'' just here from Lex· 
i ngton Gardiner told him he could not 
deal d1rectly with his cousin because 
he owed him money and his cousin 
would simply charge the drug pur­
chase agamst the outstanding debt. 
Mullins sa1d. He received a $20 bag of 
marijuana for acting as go-ht>tween. hf' 
sa1d. 

Mullms' attornev c !aimed his client 
was entrapped a~d asked the trial 
judge to instruct the jury to acquit him 
if they believed as much. Judge Conley 
declined to issue the Instruction. 
however . arguing that. if Mullins was 
entrapped. it was not by police but only 
by a police informant 

In either event. the jury should have 
received an instruction on entrapment. 
the state Court of. Appeals held o 
evidence was presented to show that 
Mullins had a history of drug traffick· 
ing: nor was there evidence that hP 
would have made the sales to Buckner 

1f Gardiner had not asked him to. the 
appellate judges noted 

According to state law. an accused 
person will be held not guilty if he or 
she was ''induced or encouraged to 
engage in conduct by a public servant 
or person acting in cooperation with a 
public servant at a time when the 
person would not otherwise he disposed 
to engage in such conduct." 

As a general rule. the appellatf' 
judges said in considering the present 
case. "the criminality of an act 
depends on whether the criminal intent 
originated in the mind of the entrapp­
ing person or in the mind of the accus-
d .. e . 

Hall suffered a broken back and in­
ternal injuries. Caudill a broken rib 
and bruises. They might easily have 
been killed. Caudill said later. except 
that the bolting machine absorbed 
much of the impact of the falling rock. 

Traditionally the main cause of 
fatalities m the mines. roof falls have 
been blamed for onlv three of Ken­
tucky's 12 mining deaths this year.

For his part, Schools Transportation 
Director Ed Patton took "complete 
responsibility" for the turmoil among 
his dnvers. attributing it to an error of 
judgment on his part. 

From atop a picmc table at an Allen 
park pavilion. bus driver Neil Clev­
inger told a crowd of about 130 persons 
who gathered for a 6 p.m meeting 
Wednesday that the Floyd Board of 
Education, meeting in special session 
an hour earlier. had decided to abide 
by the contract bus drivers signed on 
the first day of school. The nine-year 
veteran told his colleagues the contract 
was binding and urged them to report 
for work as usual on Thursday 

A week before. the drivers were in­
censed when transportation depart­
ment administrators. after learning 
the drivers were accidentally overpaid 
for the whole of last year. asked them 
to sign revised contracts which cut 
their monthly payeck by about $10. 

Most vowed they would not drive last

have judged offensive. 

It's her way of marking a week 
designated by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Libraries and Archives and a 
half-dozen booksellf"rs'. librarians'. 
authors' and publishers' groups as 

Banned Books Week . It follows hard on 
the heels of the controversial decision 
by the Graves county Board of Educa­
tion to proscribe a Faulkner novel for 
high school students- a decision since 
rescinded- but. more significantly in 
Mrs. Traum's view. it also coincides 
with the 199th anniversarv of the rat­
ification of the U.S Constitution. The 
week's theme : Celebrating the 
Freedom to Read 

Among the titles on display : 
The Rabbits" WeddinR. written and 

illustrated in 1958 by Garth Williams 
and banned. according to the librarian. 
"in all states south of the Mason-Dixon 
line ''The story, told in enchanting pic­
tures. is of the love between two rab­
bits One IS white. however. the other 
black too bold a challenge to some 
southern sensibilities at the time 1t was 
written.

Fiscal Court 
May Declare 
Burning Ban 

With the fall fire season beginning of· 
ficially next week. state foresters per· 
suaded Floyd Fiscal Court last week to 
introduce a law enabling them to en· 
force if necessary a complete ban on 
outdoor burnmg 

The new county ordinance. which 
received its first reading Friday. re· 
quires the county judge-executive to 
declare a state of extraordinary fire 
hazard here if requested to do so by the 
Division of Forestry. The General 
Assembly authorized counties and 
cities to enact such legislation by vir· 
tue of a bill approved last January 

According to the proposed or­
dinance. any person lighting or main­
taining a fire at any time during a 
period declared hazardous will be sub­
ject to a fine of at least $50. At other 
times the existing Jaw. which prohibits 
the lighting of fires before 4:30 p.m. 
during fire season. will remain ap­
plicable. 

Magistrate Jackie Owens urged his 
colleagues to postpone a decision on 
the bill. argumg that. "if you cut out 
burning, you'll end up with the garbage 
in the creek." But District Forester 
Stephen R. Brackett said stronger 
local authority was needed to curb the 
incidence of costlv forest fires. which is 
higher in Floyd than in any other coun­
ty in the state except Perry. 

With only the spring fire season 
behind us. 7254 acres have burned in 
147 fires in Floyd county this year. for 
an estimated $14 5 million Joss in 
timber and related industries. accor­
ding to a Division of Forestry report . 
That is a greater loss-in acres and 
dollars than in the three previous 
years combined 

Although the governor is able to 
declare an emergency and ban all open

Fall is now officially with us, and the hillside across from 

our office, which sustains us throughout the seasons, is begin­
ning to show a flash of color here and there.

Add to the list Dee Brown's Burv Mv 
Heart at Wounded Knee. removed 
from classrooms in 1974 by a Wisconsin 
school administrator who thought it 
"slanted." Dickens' Oliver Twist. sub­
ject of a court challenge by Jewish 
parents in Brooklyn in 1949. Ernest 
Hemingway's Farewell to Arms. 
challenged at various times as "a sex 
novel" by school districts in Boston.

But censorship not only imposes one 
parent's judgment on other parents.

the librarian/bookseller said . 
"Parents have a responsibility to read 
with their children." she said. 

"Whoever writes has a point of view. 
In that sense. every book is a slanted 
version." Mrs. Traum said. But the 
way to overcome the limitations of an 
author's perspective. she insists. is not 
to ban the book but to read more wide­
ly 

"Reading frees us from a particular 
VIew." she said. noting as an after­
thought. "Sometimes we don't hke to

Attrition was worst last year in the 
11th grade-with 10.3 percent of juniors 
quitting school. At 4.3. the overall 
dropout rate is still a distinct improve­
ment {)II what it was in 1964. when 11.5 
percent of sophomores and 12.1 percent 
of the junior year quit. for an overall 
dropout rate of 6.2 percent that year. 

McDowell students turned in the best 
attendance record. with 94.3 percent of 
its elementary grades and 91 9 percent 
of the high school students in class on 
an average day. At Betsy Layne High 
School. by contrast. the figure was 87.3 
percent. 

More teachers showed up for classes 
in 1985-86 -99 percent on an average 
day. compared to 96.~ percent the year 
before. 

While the percentage of high school 
graduates going on to college rose 
across the state last year. the number 
shrank here-with 37 percent of Floyd 
students college-bound. compared to 44 
percent the year before and 45.3 per­
cent statewide. 

Unchanged from the previous year is 
the percentage of school revenues rais­
ed locally Cfrom taxes and invest­
ments l. While school districts across 
Kentucky raise. on average. 23.8 per­
cent of their schools' general fund from 
local sources. the figure was still only 
six percent here. 

Floyd had seven percent of its 
students enrolled in special education 
classes, compared to a state average of 
12 percent. 

The families of 56.3 percent of Floyd 
students are listed as econom1callv 
deprived, compared to a 1985 stat~ 
average of 34.6. 

Overcrowding was worst at Allen 
Elementary. where 34 percent of 
students were in classes that were 
larger than state regulations permit. 
Oversize classes were also reported at 
10 other grade schools. Two schools 
that reported severe overcrowding the 
year before. however. were in much 
better shape last year: Only 6.2 per 
cent were reported in oversize classes 
at Martin. while none were reported at 
Harold. 

The number of teachers assigned to 
classes outside their field of special 
training also dropped some. Where 25 
teachers in 1984-85 taught 41 classes out 
of field. 22 high school teachers last 
year taught 30 such classes. Of that 
figure. six Prestonsburg High School 
teachers were assigned to 14 classes 
out of field . 
State~de. $579 in local monev is 

spent on each child in school: in Flovd. 
$133. Across Kentucky. eacl) child. in 
school is backed by $115.140 in assessed 
property value: in this county. $63.008. 

Among elementary schools. Clark 
retained 21.2 percent of its first 
graders last vear: retention rate!' were 
highest through the eight primary 
grades at Allen.

Pertinent Question 
The results of the Kentucky Essential 

Skills Test for 1986 have recently been 
made public and once again the Lex­
ington Herald-Leader Co. has publfshed 
a district-by-district skills test ranking. 
The test results have revealed no startl­
ing new information concerning Ken­
tucky public education. On the average, 
students of most eastern Kentucky 
school districts are not as well prepared 
in the basic skills as elsewhere in the 
state. As for the rankings, I would ad­
vise that they be taken lightly consider­
ing that only students' scores in grades 
3, 5, 7 and 10 were used and also in many 
cases for the lower districts the 
averages were very close. However, I do 
feel that certain issues should be ad­
dressed by school officials at both the 
state and local levels in relation to 
education in eastern Kentucky. 

First, what studies, if any, are being 
conducted by either the state depart­
ment of education or the local school 
boards to answer the question why? Why 
is public education in the eastern part 
of the state somewhat inferior? Is it due 
to overcrowding, understaffing, too high 
student to teacher ratio, inadequate 
physical facilities, lack of special sup­
port programs, lack of sufficient fun­
ding'? Is the problem related to faculty 
qualifications'? Why'? 

Second, what are the school systems 
in eastern Kentucky going to do in terms 
of change? What is being done different­
ly this year in hopes of improving the 
overall program? What is going to be 
implemented next year that represents 
a different approach and the year after 
next and so forth. The people of eastern 
Kentucky cannot expect to see any 
positive changes in basic skills outcomes 
if the school systems continue to operate 
in the same manner in which they have 
been operating. There must be change 
at all levels within the systems, and if 
a system is incapable of change, the peo­
ple whom it serves will continue to be ex­
posed to a lesser quality of education. 
Furthermore, before any system can 
change every individual from the lowest 
level support person through the local 
superintendent (including the local 
board members) must be open to and 
positively responsive to the implemen­
tatiOn of new ideas and new means.

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It's Turtle Trot Time!

It seems as if the first two weeks in Oc­
tober creeps up quicker than these lit­
tle guys can creep out of the woods-but, 
lo and behold! They're coming! 

The Turtle Trot Committee has had to 
move faster than a creep, however, to 
call on businesses and groups and sign 
up familie.s and individuals for the ever 
popular races during the Apple and Jen­
ny Wiley festivals. 

The trots, started in 1983, are the 
highlights of the two fall festivals, with 
the number of entries tripling every 
year. 

This year sees many changes at the 
trots. The old method of starting the 
turtles in individual gates has been 
abolished. The new way will be 20 ter­
ripms turned loose behind the main star­
ting gate for each heat. The track is still 
20 feet long with green fringe (the turtles 
think this is grass, evidently) at the end 
The number of heats run is determined 
by the amount of entries. 

The trots will be classified into dif­
ferent races of stakes. All businesses or 
groups will be in heats (to date) No. 1 
through No. 9. This is called the 'Derby.' 
The winners of each heat will receive 
blue ribbons and return to run in the 
'Sweepstakes' at the end of the trots. 

Special heat No 10 will be the 
'Challenge Cup Stakes' race. This heat 
will run strictly financial institutions 
and/or their branches (banks, loan com­
panies, etc.). Usually the banks or bran­
ches challenge each other for fun. The 
winner received a trophy and also goes 
into the final 'Sweepstakes'. 

Special heat No. 11 will take in all 
schools. Classrooms will group together 
to challenge other classes <one terrapin 
to each classroom). The winners will 
receive ribbons and go on to the big one. 

Heat No. 12 will be the 'Sawbones 
Classic' (enough said) and 'includes the 
group for doctors, dentists, op­
tometrists, chiropractors, veterinarians, 
etc., and their staffs. The winner will 
receive a trophy and enter the 
Sweepstakes'. 

Heats No. 13 through heats No.?? will 
mclude all the family and individual en­
tries. This race is called a 'Claiming' 
race or event. There are many entries 
for this spot. There will be entry blanks 
available at some local stores and in the 
newspapers . Entries may register 
before race time, also. These winners of 
the heats will run in the 'Sweepstakes' 
along with the other winners. 

' The main event will be run in the same 
fashion as the other races. There will be 
three winners, however. First place will 
receive $100 and a trophy; second, $50 
and a trophy; and third, $25 and a 
trophy. All final entries receive a blue 
ribbon and badge. 

As an added attraction to the trots this 
year there will be two $50 savings bonds 
given for the best turtle trot 'shoeboxes'. 
First National Bank of Paintsville will 
donate for the Apple Festival and Big 
Sandy Valley Stables of Van Lear for the 
Jenny Wiley Festival. Folks, nearly 
always bring their 'critters' in a 
shoebox, but they aren't allowed to 
decorate their turtles (the Kentucky 
Wildhfe Department is our friend) . So­
the best decorated box wins! Anything 
goes (within reason>...use velvet, but­
tons , bows, flowers, shells, etc. There 
will be a $2 entry fee per box. Anyone 
may enter, and they do not have to have 
a turtle racing. This is a good contest for 
all ages and groups. 

The terrapins for the 'derby' 
<businesses and some groups), the 
'challenge cup' (banks), and the 
'Sawbones Classic' (doctors ) will be held 
in the paddock <holdmg pen) until race 
time, then raced, and returned (some 
enthused members like to keep charge 
of their ponies, however, and thats fine.) 
There's nothing lower than a turtle thief, 
and that's the truth! l 

The whole 'Shebang' is a super-fine 
time for everybody. There will be food, 
dnnk, candy, music and plenty of tur­
tle souveniers on the grounds of Our 
Lady of the Mountain School during the 
Apple Festival, October 3, and at the 
parking lot, downtown Prestonsburg, 
October 11 at the Jenny Wiley Festival. 

The races are designed for all ages to 
be able to enjoy saving a terrapin from 
certain death on the highway (or any 
other way turtles meet their doom) and 
thrill to him racing for them. 
Remember! A word of caution about 
capturing turtles from the highway! All 
turtles seem to have a knack of crawl­
ing out of the woods onto the road in the 
middle of a curve. So, watch it! 

The entry fees were designed for 
everyone and to be fair. Business entry 
fees are $25 per trot. (Apple or Jenny 
Wiley $50 for both), and they may deduct 
for a donation or advertising (the 
businesses will be listed in the papers). 
The group entry at $10 per trot, plus tur­
tle, $5 or both trots, $25. The groups 
challenge each other for fun (and pro­
fit, perhaps!) The family fee (one tur­
tle, two or more people) at $5 and the 
single entry at $3 (one turtle) is very 
reasonable for a clean, really neat affair 
once a year.

in family practice because I thought it 
would be very challenging and I knew 
I would get to see all kinds of problems."

On the opening day of Prestonsburg 
Community College in August, 1984, Dr. 
Harry A. Campbell, Jr., had a goal and 
a dream. The goal and the dream were 
to initiate and operate an institution of 
higher education in Eastern Kentucky 
that would be of superior academic 
quality and allow students to pursue 
their educational dreams at home. The 
Johnson Building was ready to go that 
August day, but Dr. Campbell and his 
staff spent the entire night before 
classes began in putting together the fur­
mture in order for students to have a 
place to sit. Three hundred twenty-two 
students showed up that first day. 

The college began with a strong 
Associate Degree Transfer Program, a 
program in Ci vi! Engineering 
Technology and a Secretarial Program. 
The original plan was for PCC to serve 
several thousand students and with this 
goal the Pike and Martin Student Center 
Buildings were added in 1969 providing 
a total of 60,000 square feet of classroom, 
office, library and special purpose 
space. 

A study was commissioned by the 
Council for Higher Education that 
threatened to dampen Dr. Campbell's 
dream. Ohio State University completed 
a study which stated that PCC would on­
ly serve and grow to 400 students. In 1970 
the Nursing Program was added and the 
Ohio State study proved false for PCC 
continued to grow. As roads improved 
in the area, students continued to pour 
in. 

Enrollment in August, 1986 is showing 
the value and the tenacity of Dr. Camp­
bell's dream as over 1500 students have 
arrived pushing space requirements to 
the hilt. There has been a 12 to 15% stu­
dent increase every year since 1977. 
When people are determined- things 
happen. 

In January 1987, ground will be broken 
for a 28,000-square-foot library building 
at PCC. This will solve some problems, 
but the need for more classroom space 
will continue as PCC explores programs

A Dental Techni­
cian Program is proposed to open in 
1988. One part of Dr. Campbell's dream 
is already in place as he looks proudly 
at the number of professional people in 
the Big Sandy Region who got their start 
at PCC. PCC serves the community in 
many ways. Not only has it provided 
academic leadership for the area, its 
payroll and financial aid programs 
deposit over 3 million dollars every year 
which with the rollover effect means 15 
million dollars to the economy of our 
area. PCC is indeed a goal accomplish­
ed and dream come true for Dr. Camp­
bell and area students. 

Dr. Campbell attributes success to the 
determination of the student body, the 
support of the entire Big Sandy com­
munity and the outstanding quality of 
the PCC faculty_ All faculty members 
are encouraged to pursue advanced 
degrees and additional course work in 
their specialty areas. Sixty-five percent 
have more than a year beyond the MA 
or MS including eight who have a 
Doctorate. 

Truck Driver Cleared 
In Damages Suit Here 

A Circuit Court jury Monday cleared 
a Prestonsburg trucker of respons­
ibility in a 1982 Mountain Parkway ac­
cident in which his rig was involved. 

Hie K. Risner. of Salyersville. took 
the truck driver. Donald Hatfield, to 
court after Hatfield's truck plowed into 
the back of his car. demolishing it. Also 
named as defendant was a Magoffin 
county man, Jerry Adams. 

Risner said Adams, in the first of 
three vehicles traveling east on KY 
114, began to turn left onto the State 
Road For)c but unexpectedly turned 
back onto the parkway. Risner. travel­
ing behind Adams. pulled to the right to 
avoid a collision and Hatfield, travel­
ing behind Risner. did likewise but 
struck Hatfield's car. 

Salyersville attorney Ferrell Adkins 
said Risner. a 57-year-old truck 
operator. was permanently disabled by 
the accident. His suit called for com­
pensation of $1.2 million in lost earning 
power and $500,000 for pain and suffer­
ing. In court. however. a University of 
Kentucky economist hired by the plain­
tiff put his lost earnings at about 
$200.000. 

A 10-person majority on the jury 
awarded Risner $5000 for his pain. 
$5710 for his medical bills, and $3500 for 
his car. but nothing for lost earnings. 

The panel also found that Adams. not 
Hatfield, was totally responsible for 
the accident- and for paying the 
damages.

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Right Brain Damage Could Figure 
In Children's Behavior Problems 

Undetected damage to the right side 
of the brain, which controls emotional 
perception and expression, may be one 
of the factors in a child's serious 

ehavior disorders or apparent 
disregard for others' feelings. If so, 
parents and teachers may need to 
develop new ways of communicating 
with such youngsters to ensure that they 
understand the emotional message that 
accompany words, says pediatric 
neurologist Kytja K.S. Voeller, M.D. 

Disturbances of the brain's normal 
growth during gestation or childhood 
may give rise to a form of learning 
disability that prevents a child from 
recognizing, understanding or respon­
ding to others' emotions. As a result, he 
or she may act in socially unacceptable 
ways. Dr. Voeller, associate professor 
of neurology and pediatrics at the 
Medical College of Ohio, writes in the 
August issue of the American Journal of 
Psychiatry. 

Dr. Voeller came to this conclusion 
after a preliminary study of 15 school­
aged boys and girls who had behavior 
and learning problems. As young 
children, the subjects apparently suf­
fered injuries to the right side of the 
brain. Seven either were born 
prematurely, had traumatic delivery, 
neonatal seizures, oxygen deprivation, 
or multiple problems during gestation. 
Four suffered injuries as infants or

children, including oxygen deprivation, 
skull fractures, and stroke. 

During Dr. Voeller's study, 
neurological tests and computed axial 
tomography CCAT) scans indicated 10 of 
the young people suffered fro'm 
measurable brain abnormalities. 

"I'm not saying everyone who has 
these behavioral problems has right 
hemisphere deficits, but it could be one 
of the factors," Dr. Voeller said. 

Labeled 'behavior problems' by 
parents and teachers, these youngsters 
often disrupted the classroom, got into 
fights with peers, and became involved 
in illegal activities without regard to 
their consequences. 

"Other children avoided them and 
considered them 'weird,' "Dr. Voeller 
writes. " ... They could not maintain 
friendships ... The children were also on 
a different 'wavelength' than their 
peers ... They often could not grasp the 
nuances of social situations. For exam­
ple, one of the children had no fear of 
strangers and could not tell when an 
adult was furious with him." 

Dr. Veoller's research focused on any 
potential relationship between brain in­
jury and the children's behavior by look­
ing at their ability to recognize emo­
tions, put them into context and respond 
accordingly. She asked the subjects to 
listen to vocal sounds that were altered 
so that the words were unintelligible but 
the tone of voice was preserved. She also 
asked them to recognize pictures of 
facial expressions such as anger or 
sadness . 

Twelve of the children failed the 
auditory affective recognition tes·t, 
developed by John Tallman, Ph.D., of 
Toledo, Ohio, and eight failed the facial 
affective recognition test developed by 
John Hanson, Ph.D., of New Ulm, Minn. 
The finding suggests that injury to the 
right side of the patients' brains 
hindered their ability to recognize, 
understand or respond appropriately to 
the emotions, Dr. Voeller said. 

"It appears that right hemisphere

dysfunction has a profound impact on a 
child's capacity to develop the ability to 
behave in an (emotionally) appropriate 
fashion and to perceive the emotional 
states of other human begins," Dr. 
Voeller writes. 

Serious behavioral and emotional pro­
blems can occur because communica­
tion rarely relies only on the exact 
meaning of words spoken, Dr. Voeller 
explained. Sarcasm, irony, impatience 
and other feelings rely more heavily on 
the facial expression and tone of voice 
than the exact words used. If a child 
can't recognize, make sense of, or res­
pond appropriately to nonverbal expres­
sions, he or she will react only to exact 
word definitions. 

For example, an angry teacher or 
parent may say to a child, "Well, 
that's just great!" to express exaspera­
tion and frustration. If the brain abnor­
mality prevents the child from 
understanding the nonverbal cues of 
anger, he or she may interpret the 
phrase literally and continue the very 
behavior that has angered the adult. 
That, in turn, will be interpreted as 
belligerence, stubbornness, or stupidity. 

Dr. Voeller emphasized her findings 
were preliminary and would require 
much more research. 

"This simply scratches the surface as 
far as research into ..yhy these children 
have these problems," Dr. Voeller said. 
"We may need to find a more effective 
way of helping these children. I don't 
know if it's possible to teach these 
children to be more sensitive to others' 
emotional expressions. It's possible they 
may respond to more concrete com­
munication, such as telling them 'I am 
angry.' But they may not understand the 
concept of anger. Much more research 
in this area needs to be done."

nexpected Big Plays Lift 
rojans Above Allen Central 

Although the Wheelwright Trojans 
aren' t ranked among the state's best 
teams this version of Trojan football is 
rapidlj developing a reputation as this 
area 's most unusual :md interesting 
squad. 

1 hree weeks ago Wheelwright took 
part in a contest with Pikeville which 
produced a grand total of 14 fumbles and 
last week the Trojans gained more yard­
age and first downs than did their op­
ponents but were shutout by the Hazard 
Bulldogs. 

Circumstances surrounding Wheel­
wright's contest with Allen Central 
didn't loose anything in interest but 
nothing else can be expected when the 
Trojans are scheduled to play 

Respective players and fans were 
forced to sit and stare into the darkness 
of Brackett Field after a power failure 
of sorts, denying available lighting. 

For what seemed like an eternity, 
local personnel exhausted most of their 
efforts to correct the darkened situation 
but finally power prevailed. 

When the lights came on both Allen 
Central and Wheelwright fans cheered 
but minutes later Rebel cheers turned 
to moans as Trojan kickoff return man 
Doug Little lit up the large crowd with 
a 76 yard return for touchdown. 

Little, after receiving the kick, started 
for the left sideline and seeing only Allen 
Central tacklers reversed his direction. 
Finding some key blocks along the way 
across the field Little broke free down 
the sideline in route to the end zone and 
an early Wheelwright lead 

Allen Central, watching the kickoff 
bounce through their end zone, set up an 
initial offensive series on their 20 yard 
line hut on the third play from scrim 
mage the pigskin was jarred loose and 
Wheelwright claimed possession on the 
Rebels' 33. 

Wheelwright, however, drove them­
selves out of excellent field position with 
a dead ball unsportsmanlike conduct 
penality. The yardage marked off pro­
ved to be too much for Wheelwright's 
regular offensive unit to make up so out 
came the punting team. 

Timmy Little dropped back in punt 
formation but instead of kicking the foot­
ball ay,ay to Allen Central 'Little con­
nected with Steve Little on a 24 yard 
completion to retain possession for 
Wheelwright on the Rebel 16. 

Following two Doug Little runs Tony 
Hutton sprinted 10 yards for another 
first quarter Trojan touchdown. The 
sconng dash came with 8:03 showing on 
the c:lock, giving Wheelwright a quick 
12·0 lead. 

It didn't take long for Allen Central 
lightning to strike, in the form of senior 
tailback Greg Ison. 

After Mike Cutting returned on the 
Wheelwright kickoff from the Allen Cen­
tral 10 to the 38 and an offside Oag on 
Wheel wright, Jeff Hughes gained four 
tough rushing yards. From that point on 
the field !son broke loose with a 47 yard 
sprmt, moving the football to the Trojan 
SIX vard line. 

The Trojans. on the next play, once 
again jumped the snap, giving the 
Hebels an additional three yards which 
was nil Robbie Click needed to get his 
Allen Central team on the score board. 
Click crossed the goal line on the next 
play to give ·the Rebels their first and 
last score of the evening with 6:23 re· 
maining in the first quarter. 

The two offsides calls during this dnve 
were only a small portion of the nine 
Wheelwright was penalized for but the 
Trojan defense made up for their eager­
ness, denying Allen Central any further 
scoring. 

Wheelwright, before the first half end· 

ed, regained their 12 point lead when 
Coach Roger Johnson installed his 'give 
the ball to Tony and throw a block' of· 
fensive set. 

After receiving an Allen Central se­
cond quarter punt Hutton ran three con­
secutive plays which was capped off by 
a 71 yard dash to paydirt. Hutton bounc­
ed through the line of scrimmage un­
touched and the rest was a lost Allen 
Central chase effort. 

Hutton ran for 115 yards in the first 
half and had another called back on a 
clipping penality but the shifty, hard 
running back ended the contest with his 
second consecutive 100 yard rushing 
performance. 

The senior running back, along with 
backfield mate Doug Little accounted 
for all three Wheelwright touchdowns 
while providing solid defensive play as 
the Trojans shut out Allen Central over 
the second half. 

A big part of that defensive effort 
came from lineman Timmy Little, as 
much on the strength of his kicking leg 

as his defensive play. 
The Wheelwright punter averaged 37 

yards a kick on three attempts while 
having one punt downed on the six and 
another on the one yard line, one of the 
key factors why Allen Central failed to 
score in the final quarter. 

Coach Johnson will need this kind of 
effort from Little and the remainder of 
his crew this Friday when the Trojans 
put their 2-2 record on the line against 
Prestonsburg. The Blackcats are strug­
gling at Q-4 but they are capable of bet­
ter things. 

In the meantime Donnie Daniels and 
the Allen Central Rebels will take this 
week off in an attempt, as Daniels put 
it, to re-group. 

The Rebels, now 0-4, will return to ac­
tion next week when they travel to Inez 
to take on a much improved Sheldon 
Clark Cardinal team. Sheldon Clark 
boasts a 3-1 record with their only loss 
coming at home to Knott County Cen­
tral, a team Allen Central is all too 
familiar with.

Former Prestonsburg High School 
gridiron star Pete Greene has been turn­
ing some football heads in Barbourville 
with his ability to find an open defensive 
seam and catch the pigskin after getting 
open. 

Greene, who had been expected to see 
action in the defensive backfield, 
because Union College's first string tight 
end Saturday and responded with two 
touchdown receptions. 

Greene's two scoring catches, one of 
13 yards and another covering 66 yards, 
represented the only Bulldog scoring as 
Union fell to Wingate of North Carolina 
16-14. 

The ex-Blackcat star finished the 
afternoon with three receptions cover­
ing 94 yards and Bulldog head coach 
John Ross couldn't be happier. 

"Pete just had a super game for us 
Saturday," Ross said. "He is doing a 
super job. Pete had three catches and 94 
yards but he should have had 30 catches 
and 294 yards. He was wide open under­
neath the coverage but our quarterbacks 
just couldn't find him." 

With the loss to Wingate, Union Col­
lege falls to l-2 on the season but Coach 
Ross thinks better things are ahead for 
his young Bulldogs. 

"The kids are doing very very well 
and coming along strong," Coach Ross 
said. "We're looking for a strong finish 
with these kids.

The classic and sometimes contraver­
sial 'man against machine' has raged a 
long running battle in every day socie­
ty and now this has made its way into 
the world of sports. 

In an attempt to cdrrect human error 
the use of instant replay has finally been 
adopted by the NFL. Instant replay had 
recently been discussed to clarify ques­
tionable calls but this season is the first 
that the replay system has actually been 
used. 

Man has developed complicated 
machines to supposedly improve and aid 
human efforts but in the case of the ins­
tant replay and the NFL, not all has 
been what professional football peple 
had hoped for. 

Not only does the replay concept put 
machine above man but it takes away 
from the game not only by lengthening 
the contest but replacing a human ele­
ment with a mechanical one. 

In the past many football officials 
have missed calls and called some 
which were not exactly the correct ones 
but already this season the instant 
replay, or more correctly, the replay of­
ficial has missed calls that should have 
been clarified. 

The main objective of the replay con­
cept is to provide on field officials with 
an outlet to clarify questionable calls 
concerning change of possession, line of 
scrimmage, and in-out of bounds calls. 

An NFL official is positioned in the 
replay booth while having the authori­
ty to overrule on field officials if there 
is unquestionable visual evidence to 
prove the initial call incorrect. 

The newly adopted replay system will 
be used this season with a reviewing ses­
sion to follow. With football minds 
gathered together the NFL will make a 
decision as to where instant replay 
becomes a permanent fixture in profes­
sional football. 

If fans had a chance to vote now most 
would run the instant replay theory out 
of the United States, probably let the 
CFL have it. 

Denver and Cincinnati supporters 
would lead the opposition's force after 
week two of the NFL season. Last Mon­
day night the Broncos completed an op­
tion pass which the officials called il­
legal but an ABC replay proved other­
wise. 

However, the official replay man 
didn't see the correct angle because the 
play stood as initially ruled on the field . 

In the Bengals case the officials rul­
ed a Buffalo Bill was down before fumb­
ling but this time NBC replays proved 
the officials wrong. Once again the

for maning video monitors will have to 
improve on their work. 

Although officials can't always make 
the correct call the video replay is sup­
posed to handle what field officials fail 
to do and in order to make this additional 
concept work this very thing will have 
to be accomplished. 

In the Denver and Cincinnati situation 
the same results would have been the 
end result even without the availability 
of video proof but if the correct angles 
aren't ouicklv viewed and needed 
chan~es made tqen eventually the ins­
tant replay will give one team a key 
break that could be the difference in a 
game. 

If this proves to be the case where will 
the National Football League be? In th 
same position they were in last year bu 
now football could be played by men 
with men officiating. 

A total of three calls have been revers­
ed by the upstairs replay official while 
just as many could and should have been 
but weren't. 

Using instant replay created some 
great discussions by football fans and 
personnel but to actually carry this thing 
out could very well hurt the NFL as 
much as it helps. 

Watching a football game withou 
mistakes would be like watching a com­
puterized car race, not much exdtement 
surrounding such a mistake. 

The instant replay could have a place 
in football but only if, at no time, does 
it take away from the excitement of 
what is taking place on the field. Televi­
sion has already made a 60 minute game 
into a three hour affair and now video 
is threatening to add to that. 

Many questions are yet to b 
answered concerning the instant replay 
and many will crop up as this situation 
continues to unfold. 

One of video replays' big supporters, 
Tex Schram, thinks the NFL has 
pioneered a new tradition in professional 
sports but Tex, don't bet the Cowboys on 
it. 

Just think of having to look at all close 
plays in basehaiL Was he safe or did the 
tag nab him? How many tape machines 
would Billy Martin destroy? It would b 
funny though, to watch Earl Weaver 
and a machine go at it. 

The mechanical official hasn't stopped 
John McEnroe from arguing nor has it 
stopped tennis judges from overruling 
what was designed to perfect sports 
officiating.

Replays proved different­
ly but once again the replay officials 

idn't make any effort to correct the 
call, something they were initially 
designed to do.

Cleveland, leaving the Bengals alone 
atop the AFC Central. 

And how about the Atlanta Falcons?

Dove Season Opens 
With Less Harvest 

Dove season opened in Kentucky with 
a decrease in harvest from the 1985 
season, according to information col­
lected from regional law enforcement 
supervisors in an informal phone 
survey. 

During the first five days of the 
season, (the period covered by the 1986 
survey) conservation officers checked 
4,411 hunters in 91 of Kentucky's 120 
counties, who bagged a total of 15,111 
doves . Compared to 1985 survey results, 
(which covered a two day period) 5,248 
hunters checked harvested 21,963 doves. 

The overall statewide hunter success 
ratio averaged 3.43, down from 4.18 in 
1985. The central and southern regions 
had the highest success rates, with the 
fourth district checking in a 4.86 doves 
per hunter, and the ninth district 
registering an average of 4.60 doves per 
hunter, respectively. A total of 362limits 
of 12 doves were taken statewide. 

Although data for 1986 reflects a 
decline in harvest, a pre-season survey 
conducted at various wildlife manage­
ment areas indicated dove populations 
should be up in the western and central 
parts of the state. The pre-season survey 
was accurate in predicting a decrease 
in the number of birds in the northern 
and eastern portions of the state. 

Hunters in these two regions, especial­
ly the northernmost district, harvested 
an average of 1.9 birds per hunter, com­
pared to 4.5 doves in 1985. The eighth 
district, located in the northeastern por­
tion of the state declined slightly from 

4.4 doves per hunter last year to 4.1 
doves per hunter this year The first and 
second districts in Western Kentucky 
also experienced a decline in harvest 
from an average of 5.3 doves per hunter 
in 1985 to 3.5 doves per hunter in 1986. 
Western and central portions of the state 
were expected to have fair to good con­
centrations of doves this year . 

Comparing population and harvest 
data is difficult due to the large amount 
of variables involved. Weather patterns, 
along with the availability of food and 
farming practices. all impact the den­
sity of doves in any given region. As 
most dove hunters are aware, doves 
may concentrate for a period of time in 
some areas where food is available then 
disperse or move somewhere else all at 
once. One possible reason for the lower 
hunter success ratio for 1986, even with 
higher population levels in some regions, 
is that doves may be more scattered 
than concentrated in specific areas. 

The first part of the split season for 
doves ends October 31, with shooting 
hours from 11 a .m. until sunset. These­
cond part of the season runs from 
November 29-December 7, during which 
shooting hours will be extended from 
sunrise to sunset, due to the short 
number of daylight hours. The limit for 
doves is 12 per day per hunter, with a 
possession limit of 24 for transportation. 
Possession limits, for any game species, 
does not allow a double bag limit in the 
field . 

Bow Hunters A-Quiver 
Outdoors With Andy 

By A.G. SPENCER 

Their wives have noticed them 
mumbling strange incantations to 
themselves. Their mothers have worried 
over how they just pick at their food at 
Sunday's dinner. Their co-workers have 
noticed them staring glassy-eyed out the 
window. They are bow hunters, and 
their release frorp the agony of waiting 
for the season to roll around is Oct. 1, on­
ly one week from today. 

Without a doubt, bow hunters are the 
most fanatical group of sportsmen go­
ing. Most of them will regale you 
endlessly with tales of shots made and 
shots missed, how to tell a buck's track 
from a doe's, what are the best cover 
scents and techniques- ! even had one 
compare archery with Zen Buddhism! 

Not thinking of deer hunting in near­
ly so esoteric terms, I spoke recently 
with area bow hunting expert Mike Horn 
of B&B Pawn and Gun Shop in Paint­
sville. He has bagged more deer than a 
lot of hunters see in an entire season. 

Bow hunting adds a special 
challenge-it's my favorite way of chas­
ing whitetails, says Horn. The problem 
is that most people think all they have 
to do is buy a bow and a few arrows and 
they're ready to go. It takes constant 
practice before you're ready to hit the 
deer woods. Many beginners and some 
who should know better just don't realize 
that some of their marksmanship prob­
lems may be the result of using im­
properly tuned equipment. Bow limbs 
may be out of alignment, arrow nocking 
points on the bow string may be position­
ed incorrectly, or the length of pull on 
either the bow or the arrows you are us­
ing may not even be right for you. 

Assuming that you have done your 
part, this year's bow season shoUld be 

· unusually good. The buck-to-doe ratio 
may be the most evenly balanced that 
its ever been, according to Art Boebiger, 
senior information officer for the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. Last season's deer harvest 
by archers was 4,051, which was about 
nine percent of the 43,509 total taken by 
both gun and bow for '85. 

State deer specialist John Phillips 
estimates the statewide deer population 
at about 206,500. Of these, the expected 
archery take for '86 is predicted to be 
close to 5,000. Compare that figure to on­
ly 421 deer bagged in 1978 and you can 
see how much progress has been made, 
both in terms of state game manage­
ment and in the manner in which the 
popularity of bow hunting has soared. 

The 1986 deer season dates are as 
follows · 

Archery- Oct. 1-Dec. 31, bow hunters 
in zones 1-4 may take a deer of either 
sex; Zones 5-6 bucks only ; 

Gun- Opens Nov. 8 and continues for 

three, five or 10 consecutive days , 
depending upon the county's zone status. 

Duck and goose hunting on the 
8,373-acre wildlife management area in 
Ballard county begins Dec. 18. Duck 
season is slated to run through Jan. 18. 
Goose season will continue until Jan. 31 , 
or until the harvest quota of 9,500 
Canada geese is reached, whichever 
comes first. 

Waterfowl hunters must obtain a stan­
dardized application form from the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. The mailing address is: No. 
1 Game Farm Rd., Frankfort, Kentucky 
40601. For additional information you 
may phone (502) 564-4336. 

If you are like most of us squirrel hun­
ting aficionados, you're still trying to put 
together the makings for squirrel gravy. 
Instead of looking for bushytails, look for 
scalybarks. Wh~n you find hickories that 
have mast on them, and a lot of them 
don't because of this spring's late freeze, 
you'll most likely find your quarry as 
well. 

By the way, be sure to take advantage 
of the September squirrel season at 
Dewey Lake, too. Some of the region's 
best squirrel hunting can be had in that 
area- be sure to take advantage of it 
and get out early. 

September 27 has been declared Na­
tional Hunting and Fishing Day by a pro­
clamation signed by President Reagan. 
This nationwide observance has been 
held on the last Saturday of September 
annually since 1972. The purpose of this 
day is to provide recognition for the con­
tributions this nation's sportsmen and 
women have made to wildlife 
conservation.

22-Fishing activity for the September 
20-21 weekend was reported light 
statewide. Angler success was termed 
spotty, as an overall lull in the early fall 
season continues. The lake-by-lake run­
down, as reported by conservation of­
ficers or creel clerks at each lake: 

KENTUCKY: Bluegill were active on 
crickets and jigs off rocky points 3-4 feet 
deep; crappie were hitting minnows and 
jigs secondary drop-offs 10..15 feet deep; 
clear to murky, falling, P2 feet below 
summer pool and 77 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Crappie were hitting 
minnows and jigs over submerged cover 
5-15 feet deep; black bass were hitting 
plastic worms and crank baits off slop­
ing gravel points about six feet deep; 
clear, falling, three feet below summer 
pool and 78 degrees. 

BARREN: Crappie were hitting min­
nows and small jigs along stump rows 
10-15 feet deep; black bass were hitting 
crank baits off rocky points 6-12 feet 
deep; clear, falling, 6-1' 2 feet below sum­
mer pool and 77 degrees. 

NOLIN: Black bass were hitting spin­
ners and crank baits off rocky points and 
along stump rows 2-8 feet deep; crappie 
were taking minnows over submerged 
cover 8-10 feet deep; some walleye were 
taking deep running crank baits; clear 
to murky, falling, nine feet below sum­
mer pool and 78 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie were taking 
minnows still fished over submerged 
cover 6-12 feet deep; black bass were hit­
ting crank baits and plastic worms off 
rocky points, rocky banks and stump 
rows 6-12 feet deep; clear, stable at one 
foot below summer pool and 78 degrees. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Black bass were 
taking crank baits and plastic worms off 
steep banks and deep points and banks 
in 10-20 feet of water; bluegill were 
biting worms or crickets near stick-ups 
3-6 feet deep; clear to murky, stable at 
l-112 feet below summer pool and 76 
degrees. 

HERRINGTON : Bluegill were hitting 
crickets off banks 8-10 feet deep ; black 
bass were hitting plastic worms at night 
off points 8-15 feet deep; due to the water 
level, some ramps are no longer suitable 
for launching; clear, falling, 19 feet 
below summer pool and 76 degrees. 

GREEN RIVER: Crappie were hit­
ting minnows around stump rows and 
submerged cover 5-10 feet deep; white 
bass were hitting small spoons in the 
jumps; catfish were taking night­
crawlers over deep channels; clear, ris-

ing slowly, one-half foot below summer 
pool and 79 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND: Black bass were hit­
ting crawfish over deep rocky bluffs and 
off points in 10-15 feet of water; striped 
bass <rockfish) were hitting jigs over 
submerged creek and river channels

HRMC Tour Explains 
Emergency Services 

What is a medical emergency? The 
emergency room staff at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center defines 
medical emergencies as major 
emergencies and minor emergencies 

"We realize Uiat when someone you 
love is in pain and needs help it's always 
an emergency," explains Oma Elkins, 
head nurse in the emergency room, "but 
some emergencies are more serious 
than others." 

A minor emergency is an illness or in­
jury not likely to cause death or lasting 
harm, but treatment should not wait for 
a regular doctors visit. Call your doctor 
first. If he or she isn't available call the 
emergency room. 

A major emergency is an illness or in­
jury for which a delay in treatment may 
cause death or a permanent impairment 
of health. When a major emergency hap­
pens you should apply first aid if possi­
ble and call for help. 

It's important to be prepared for an 
emergency before it happens. You 
should know the number of the hospital 
emergency room, the best way to get 
there, and the number of your local 
emergency services personnel (am­
bulance, rescue squad, police, and/or 
fire department). You should have a 
first aid kit and first aid information 
easily available. 

When you get to the emergency room 
you need to have the patient's insurance 
information, medical history, the name 
of the family doctor, and what current 
medications he or she is taking. The 
hospital has to have consent from the pa­
tient or the next of kin in order to pro­
vide treatment. Treatment for major 
emergencies will never be delayed by 
red tape. Major emergencies will 
always be treated before minor ones. 

Oma Elkins explains, "When you 
come to an emergency room sometimes 
you have to wait. Normally we take pa­
tients on a "first-come, first-served" 
basis, unless a person has a life­
threatening injury or illness. The 
seriously ill person is always treated 
first, because then it's a matter of life 
or death." 

Usually people in the waiting area 
don't realize that a major emergency 
has been brought in. They don't see the 
ambulance and are not aware of the ac­
tivity going on behind the ER door. 

"We want to make people more aware 
of what goes on in an emergency room,' ' 
said Carol Blevins, public information 
officer at HRMC. "So we decided to do 
an open house to celebrate Emergency 
Medical Services Week. During the open 
house we will have tours of the emergen­
cy room, CPR demonstrations and we 
will offer to teach the Heimlich 
Maneuver to anyone interested. We will 
also be giving away free first aid infor­
mation and will give free first aid kits 
to the first 25 people attending." 

The ER Open House will be on Thurs­
day, September 25 from 4:00 p.m.-6:00 
p.m. The tours will begin at the 
Emergency Room entrance of the 
hospital.

Children's Services Focus 
Of New Mental Health Plan 

An estimated 50,000 Kentucky 
children need help in facing serious emo­
tional problems-problems which may 
demand the attention and services of 
more than one social agency. 

To improve the coordination and 
delivery of those services, the Kentucky 
Department for Mental Health and Men­
tal Retardation Services has proposed 
a plan for children's mental health 
needs. The plan is now being prepared 
for public review and comment. 

Commissioner Dennis Boyd said, "In 
recent years, there has been a substan­
tial increase in the knowledge of the 
needs of and the most effective services 
for children with emotional problems. 
However, much of this information has 
not been widely disseminated among 
those who fund, plan, administer and 
implement these services." 

Assisting in developing the plan were 
representatives from community men­
tal health centers, the Department for 
Social Services, the Department of 
Education and the National Institute of 
Mental Health. 

The proposals will be presented for 
public review and comment during a 
conference scheduled for Oct. 2-3 at the 
Capital Plaza Hotel in Frankfort. 

The conference, entitled "Serving the 
Child with Emotional Problems," will 
provide leaders of Kentucky's major 
child-serving agencies and institutions

with presentations by national experts 
on the most effective and efficient ser­
vices for children with emotional 
problems. 

"The greatest need is the lack of ac­
cessible community-based services for 
children," said Margaret Frederick, 
manager of the Children's Services 
Branch in the Division of Mental Health. 

"Children with emotional problems 
often require services from many dif­
ferent systems or agencies such as 
schools, social services, community 
mental health centers, juvenile courts 
and hospitals," Frederick said. 

"The lack of collaboration among 
such agencies often results in 
fragmented treatment for these 
children," she said. "By encouraging 
coordination of these services, we can 
bridge a major gap in treatment avail­
able to children." 

Several treatment areas are targeted 
for improvement in the proposed plan. 

"We need to develop more community 
-based treatment programs," Frederick 
said. "Intensive in-home crisis interven­
tion teams, family treatment homes, 
day treatment programs and therapeu­
tic pre-school and day care centers play 
an important role in the treatment of 
children with serious emotional prob­
lems. We're also proposing additional 
funds be allocated to train more com­
prehensive care center staff to work 
with children and their families. 

"By providing more of these services 
up front, we keep the child out of the 
hospital and stabilize family life," she 
added. 

Input for the plan came from people 
who have firsthand knowledge of the 
problems children with emotional prob­
lems face, according to Boyd. 

"This plan is not just based on the 
department's conception of what ser­
vices are needed," said Boyd. "We con­
sulted with leaders of major agencies 
and institutions which serve children, 
mental health workers, social workers, 
special education teachers and parents 
of emotionally disturbed children. 

"We had a good cross-section of the 
community and used all the research 
that was available," he added. "We 
made an extra effort to get everyone's 
input before drafting the plan."

This fall , Hollywood has 
gone to the theater in search 
of new material for the screen. 
"Children of a Lesser God," 
"Crimes of the Heart" and 
'"night, Mother" are the three 
most notable titles. 

Transplanting a stage play 
to film has never been an easy 
task, but if "night, Mother" is 
any indication, movie-goers 
are in for a fascinating fall . 

The creative forces respon­
sible for the play are again at 
work . Marsha Norman's grip­
ping play has been altered 
only slightly for the screen. 
The premise is simple, but the 
implications are as complex 
as human nature. A mother 
and daughter live together af­
ter the death of the father and 
the divorce of the daughter. 
One night, the mother returns 
home to a stark announce­
ment by the ·daughter: This 
evening she is going to kill 
herself. 

The daughter is played by 
Sissy Spacek. She rarely 
leaves the house and her uni­
verse is arranged in the most 
careful detail. Every clock is 
set to the exact second, and 
every utensil in the kitchen is 
in its exact "Spot. 

The mother is piayed by 
Anne Bancroft. She's a chron­
ic denier and refuses to face 
the problems around her, 
whether it be her daughter's 
and (perhaps) her husband's 
epilepsy, her failed marriage 
and even the daughter's sui­
cide notice. When it becomes 
all too · apparent that the 
threat is real. the play focuses 
on the mother-daughter rela­
tionship, exploring the roots 
and causes of the daughter's 
horrifying decision. 

'"night, Mother" is a near 
brilliant piece of writing -
chilling in its realization. dis­
turbing in its implications and 
controversial in its conclu­
sion . Director Tom Moore, 
who also directed the stage 
play, has been wise to keep 
the cinematic staging sparse, 
realistic and unobtrusive. 

The film's commercia( out­
look is questionable given its 
depressing theme, but those 
who do see this film will never 
forget it. And come awards 
time, look for Spacek and 
Bancroft to gather their fair 
share. Two finer perfor­
mances will be hard to find .

Showcase State's Fall Colors 

"The mists rise above the yellowing 
hills and the frost quilt disappears on the 
clean blue autumn air. It is an air that 
makes one breathe deeply. It makes one 
draw breaths of wind deeply into the 
lungs to feel the clean air, the pure air, 
the autumn-scented air." -Jesse Stuart 
in "Trees of Heaven." 

That same "autumn-scented air" and 
the intense visual delights that make 
poets of most of all of us are, no doubt, 
ready to descend upon the Kentucky 
countryside. Fall is upon us. 

Fortunately for fall sightseers, finding 
out where the fall leaves are at their 
peak color is as simple as calling the toll­
free Kentucky Color Connection, 
1-800-225-8747. This is the phone line 
callers can use to obtain the latest 
foliage information gathered by the 
Tourism Cabinet from 40 observers 
around the state. 

While it still is anyone's guess where 
the most vivid colors will appear in the 
state, reports from previous years and 
educated guesses by inveterate leaf 
watchers point to six particularly out­
standing "Routes to Scenic Beauty." 
These are the Cave Run Lake; the High 
Country from Corbin to Cumberland 
Gap; the Lake Cumberland area; 
Berea; the Knob Country near Bard­
stown; and Land Between the Lakes. 

Here is a closer look at the six routes 
to scenic beauty, offering outstanding 
scenic and recreational opportunities for 
discovering Kentucky :

CAVE RUN LAKE-From the More 
head exit of 1-64 to the city, U.S. 60 con­
nects with KY 801 and KY 519 for a 
30-mile loop along Cave Run Lake. The 
lake is well-known for its muskie fishing 
and its Grand Aimual Regatta, a sail­
boat competition, Oct. 12-13. Overlook­
ing the lake are dramatic palisades and 
heavily forested hills. Along the route 
you'll see the Minor E. Clark Fish Hat­
chery where "fingerlings" are produc­
ed to stock Kentucky lakes and streams, 
past the Shallow Flats observation 
areas, a sanctuary for Canada geese;

At 127's intersection with KY 
90, the motorist can take 90 on around 
the lake, then KY 1275 to little-known 
Mill Springs Park with its romantic 
overshot wheel grist mill where one can 
buy a sack of cornmeal after seeing it 
ground. 

Since no commercial facilities are 
found within Land Between the Lakes, 
a delightful excursion can be had, tak­
ing KY 80 west to Aurora, home of the 
Aurora Country Festival Oct. 17-19, 
featuring sorghum and cider-making 
and arts and crafts. In the opposite 
direction, KY 80 leads east to Cadiz, 
home of the Trigg County Country Ham 

Prominent attractions within Land 
Between the Lakes include the Home­
place-1850, a historic farm depicting 
early 18005 life "between the rivers" 
long before the lakes were formed; the 
Woodlands Nature Center with its eagle 
displays and audiovisual programs; 
Empire Farm, a demonstration self­
sufficient farm featuring sheep shear­
ing, weaving, beekeeping and garden­
ing; a herd of American bison visible 
from The Trace; and the Great Western 
Furnace, remnant of a once flourishing 
iron industry. Personnel at information 
centers provide information on the best 
fall foliage displays in the area.

Continuing on Route 90, the traveler 
takes the causeway to General Burnside 
State Park, Kentucky 's "vacation 
island," with marina, camping and pic­
nic facilities. U.S. Zl leads north to 
Somerset, largest city in the region, 
which hosts the Lake Cumberland Ex­
po '86, a trade show with music and 
crafts held indoors at a tobacco ware­
house, Oct. 3-5. U.S. 27 reconnects with 
the Cumberland Parkway. 

BEREA- From the Berea Exit of I -75 
a half-hour south of Lexington, U.S. 25 
becomes Chestnut Street into downtown 
Berea, which takes its name from its 
famous college founded in 1855 as a 
nonsectarian, interracial institution 
founded upon principles of Christian 
brotherhood. After a tour of the tree­
covered campus and Boone Tavern 
Hotel, known for its spoonbread and 
regional cuisine, one embarks on a 
scenic tour of the Berea College Forest, 
east along KY 21E. The route passes an­
cient Indian Fort Mountain, the East 
and West Pinnacles and Indian Fort 
Theatre, site of the Kentucky Guild of 
Artists and Craftsmen's famous fall fair, 
Oct. 10-12. At their fall peak, tuliptrees, 
hickories and oaks enclose the amphi­
theatre in a backdrop of color. 

KNOB COUNTRY- Coming off Inter­
state 65 at the Clermont exit a half-hour 
south of Louisville, the visitor is im­
mediately within central Kentucky's 
Knobs, a chain of low-lying hills encircl­
ing Bluegrass Country. KY 245 takes the 
traveler through picturesque knoblands, 
past farms and homes 17 miles to the 
northern edge of Bardstown. Not far 
from I-65 Berheim Forest, 10,000 
acres of private forest embracing the 
Knobs. Resplendent in the fall, Bern­
heim sports a pageant of color from 
kingly sugar maples ranging from red 
to orange to yellow, to the Kentucky cof­
feetree turning yellow, to more exotic 
smoketrees with their oranges and scar­
lets, to Japanese larches, one of few con­
iferous trees offering fall color, turning 
yellow. With its "plant study areas," 
trails, nature center and lakes graced by 
Mallard ducks and Canada geese, Bern­
heim is a true picture of sylvan beauty. 

Not far from Bernheim is Jim Beam's 
American Outpost, the world's largest 
bourbon distillery, tucked in a valley 
between the Knobs, featuring a museum 
of whiskey decanters and a crafts shop. 
En route to Bardstown is Rooster Run 
General Store, known for its Rooster 
Run caps popular with outdoorsmen. 

KY 245 intersects U.S. 31E a mile 
north of downtown Bardstown where one 
turns right for the sights and sounds of 
historic Bardstown, and left for the 
serene beauty of Nazareth just two miles 
north. Nazareth is home to the Sisters 
of Charity, a convent of Catholic nuns 
that formerly operated a college at the 
site and now maintains a retirement 
center, community school and retreat. 
The campus is presided over by stately 
maples radiant to the fall. Prominent is 
the St. Vincent de Paul Church, a 
French Gothic-style cathedral dating to 
1854, with beautiful stained-glass 
windows. 

Points of interest in Bardstown in­
clude My Old Kentucky Home, where 
great maples and walnuts grace the 
grounds of this world-famous Georgian 
mansion; Old Talbott Tavern, the first 
tavern west of the Alleghenies; the Getz 
Museum of Whiskey History ; St. 
Joseph's Cathedral; and Bardstown's 
newest attraction, Old Bardstown 
Village, with reconstructed craft shops, 
millrace and Civil War museum. 

LAND BETWEEN THE LAKES­
This 170,000-acre demonstration outdoor 
recreation and conservation area is 
reached at its northern end via the 
Grand Rivers exit of I-24. The Trace, 
taking its name from a frontier buffalo 
trace that coursed between the Cumber­
land and Tennessee Rivers. runs the en-

NWF, KRC File Suit 
On Strip Mine Abuse 

Alleging that the state of Kentucky 
has failed to prevent strip mining abuses 
by enforcing the Federal surface min­
ing law, the National Wildlife Federation 
!NWF> and the Kentucky Resources 
Council filed suit Monday, September 15, 
against the Natural Resources Cabinet 
and the Department of Surface Mining 
Reclamation of Kentucky. 

According to NWF executive vice 
president Jay D. Hair, "Since the state 
took charge of the surface mining 
regulatory program in Kentucky, it has 
failed to stop abuse in the coal fields, 
despite repeated notification of ongoing 
problems by the Office of Surface 
Mining." 

Almost 40 percent of the strip mining 
m the U.S. that is regulated under the 
Surface Mining Control and Reclama­
tion Act occurs in Kentucky. Since the 
Federal strip mining program went in­
to effect, however, thousands of Ken­
tucky mines have been left unreclaim­
ed by mine operators. 

State officials estimate that more than 
2,500 mine sites that should have been 
reclaimed under the Federal statute 
have been left abandoned. Thousands of 
other mining operations, including those 
claiming to be coal exploration activities 
or operations on two acres or less, have 
also gone unreclaimed. At most of these 
sites, the suit alleges, the state has fail­
ed to take appropriate enforcement ac-

hon or assess penalties for violations. 
In addition, the suit alleges that the 

state has permitted mine operators who 
willfully disregard the law's en· 
vironmental protection standards to 
continue mining. According to Mary 
Mayhew, a spokesperson for the Ken­
tucky Resources Council, "Unless a 
diligent effort is made by the state to 
curb abuses of the mining law identified 
in the lawsuit, and to use the available 
enforcement tools to prevent those who 
have abused the law and land from ob­
taining new permits until they correct 
past damage, the cycle of abuse will con­
tinue to be repeated." 

The National Wildlife Federation, 
celebrating its 50th anniversary this 
year, is the nation's largest conservation 
organization with 4.5 million members 
and supporters in 51 affiliate organiza­
tions nationwide.

Announcmg her plan at a meeting of 
the state's Council on Social Servtces, 
Commissioner Anna Grace Day said the 
series of immediate and long-term 
mea::;ures will benefit both the children 
and the employees within the program. 

"We didn't find a need for total reform 
ot the juvemle treatment system as oc­
curred in 1983," Day said. "Instead we 
found the need to improve upon the pro­
gress that has been made, concentrating 
on areas that fall belo~ standards. 

··certam of these proposals will fill 
gaps we have identified in the program 
of clinical and rehabilitative serviCes for 
troubled youth. However. some 1ssues 
raised during the rev1ew require a f1rm 
reinforcement of existing policies on 
care and treatment of children placed in 
state custody " 

The Soctal Services commissioner told 
the panel that 256 children were inter­
viewed in the facilities. A total of 266 
employees of the Division of Children's 
Residentiai Services parttcipated 
through a written survey 

"Thts is an extremely valuable ex­
perience, but I want to stress that cor­
rective action ts a continuing process.'' 
she said. "The first priority must be to 
improve on identified weaknesses in 
counseling and treating these children. 
As we accomplish that task, we'll bet­
ter be able to strengthen the manage­
ment of indi\cidual programs and the 
overall system of restdential care "

Spectftc problems cited at some facili­
ties included: excessive use of staff 
overtime, use of profanity by staff, in­
consistencies in reporting of allegations 
of rcstdent abuse and filing of service 
complamts, limited contact between 
children and their community social 
worker and a lack of resources to meet 
growing needs of emotionally disturbed 
and mentally retarded children. 

Day announced 12 steps being taken 
to correct general problems that had the 
potential of affecting all the programs. 
Highlights include: contracting by Jan. 
1, 1987 for the services of a qualified 
mental health professional to supervise 
all treatment in the programs; contrac­
ting by Jan. 1, 1987 for an external 
moinitoring agency to review how the 
department investigates and resolves 
complaints or abuse reports: implemen­
ting by Jan. 1, 1987 a procedure for 
criminal background checks on aJI new 
departmental employees who have 
direct contact with clients, children and 
adults: contracting by the end of the cur­
rent fiscal year for additional psychi­
atric, psychological and counseling ser­
vices to strengthen treatmen. on a 
program-by-program basis; and pro­
viding additional departmental and ex­
ternal training for direct care staff at 
each facility . 

The Department for Social Services 
also has contracted with Cornell Univer­
sity of Ithaca, New York to train Cabinet 
for Human Resources investigators in 
cases of child abuse and neglect. Those 
investigators are used to follow up on 
complaints of mistreatment of children 
within the 14 residential facilities. That 

- training is scheduled to begin this year. 
At the same time, a national child 

welfare consulting firm, Banerjee 
Assoctates of Skillman, New Jersey, has 
been employed to conduct a manage­
ment review of Children's Treatment 
Services in Louisville. the department's 
only child psychiatric hospital, as well 
as other issues . 

"We don't have total solutions yet," 
Day said. "We can and will eliminate the 
problems which have been identified. 
Then we can continue to build on the 
significantly positive work being done 
for these troubled children." 

Fill Method Important 
To Reclamation Hopes 

Researchers at the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture have been 
successful in restoring surface-mined 
farmland to its original productivity. 

Richard Barnhisel, one of the prin­
cipal researchers, has just returned 
from Hamburg, Germany where he 
reported results of the six-year-old pro­
ject to the International Society for Soil 
Science He also presented a paper on 
the subject at the Energy Minerals Con­
ference at the Hyatt Regency in Lex­
ington this month. 

Barnhisel stressed that the success in 
reclaiming the Western Kentucky coal 
lands for agricultural use resulted from 
proper surface-mining methods and 
post-reclamation management tech­
niques. Some of these techniques in­
cludes sub-soiling and ripping, growing 
deep-rooted crops such as alfalfa. 

Lime was applied to the acidic subsoil. 
Other plant nutrients such as phos­
phorous, nitrogen and potassium were 
applied at optimum rates to surface soil. 

"It became apparent early in our 
research that the restoration of the soil's 
bulk density to its previous level was our 
greatest challenge," Barnhisel said. "It 
is well documented that high bulk den­
sities will reduce crop yields ." 

Such conditions will likely to occur 
when earth-moving equipment using 
scraper pans are used to reconstruct the 
soil after coal mining. In the UK experi­
ment, both pan scrapers and end load 
dump trucks were used to replace the 
soil in order to find a method to limit the 
excessive soil compaction that frequent­
ly occurs when scrapers are used alone. 

In early experiments, researchers 
noted success with some crops on the 
reclaimed land, but they observed that 
corn frequently did not attain target 
level yields. So they began to use a 
tractor-drawn "soil ripper" operated at 
a depth of 24 inches to break the land 
which increases air space and reduces 
subsoil dens ity. 

"Loosening the soil by ripping and 
subsoiling produced significant yield in­
creases," Barnhisel said. "The greatest 
increases were for corn and soybeans.'' 

Barnhisel said that UK's College of 
Agriculture will continue to look at 
research on this project for at least two 
more years as they search for the bes t 
possible varieties of corn, soybeans a nd 
grain sorghum to recommend for op­
timum results.

Not a parking place in sight, you"re in 
a hurry, and it looks like it might rain. 
Wait. There's an empty spot right in 
front of the supermarket. You pull into 
it, run into the store, take care of your 
business, and you're back m your car as 
the first raindrops hit your windshield. 

You look into your rearview mirror as 
you get ready to back out of your park 
ing spot, and you notice someone star­
ting the trek from the far corner of the 
parking lot in a wheelchair.

And, sure enough, 
there"s a sign with one of those little 
wheelchair symbols right in front of the 
parking place you used. 

Embarrassed, you pull out quickly 
and drive away. Imagining the person 
in the wheelchair struggling back across 
that lot in the rain with a bag or two of 
groceries, you feel like the biggest heel 
in the world. 

You make up your mind you'll never 
use a "handicapped-only" parking place 
again in your life. After that humbling 
experience, you probably won't.. .unless, 
someday, you need handicapped park­
ing yourself.

Most people who don't need handicap­
ped parking places but occasionally 
use them anyway-have never had an 
experience like this. Perhaps they don't 
even understand why handicapped peo­
ple require special places to park their 
cars. There are even a few odd souls in 
this world who resent what they see as 
a "special privilege" for disabled 
people. 

A handicapped parking place isn't a 
special privilege, though, for a disabled 
person. It's not even a convenience. It's 
a necessity 
Before I explain why that's so, let me 
stress that the Disabled American 
Veterans is not asking for sympathy. 
Handicapped people don't want or need 
any pity. But they do want a little 
understanding about things like han­
dicapped parking zones. 

So, why are signs with that little 
wheelchair figure-the international ac­
cess symbol- used to reserve the best 
spots in many parking lots? 

First of all, people whose disabilities 
make it tough for them to get around­
who have "mobility impairments"­
need to park close to where they want 
to go. It may be a pain in the neck for 
an able-bodied person to walk a much 
longer distance with a loaded shopping 
bag in each hand. 

But think about someone carrying a 
heavy load over that same distance on 
artificial legs. That can cause serious 
pain, perhaps even bleeding. And a per­
son wearing prosthetic legs is more 
susceptible to falling than an able-bodied 
person. 

Second, people with wheelchairs, 
walkers, leg braces or artificial limbs 
need ramped curbs near their parking 
places so they can get to the sidewalk. 
Just as very few able-bodied people have 
the physical prowess of a football 
superstar, very few handicapped people 
are like the wheelchair athletes you've 
seen on television or read about in 
magazines. 

They don't "pop wheelies" with their 
chairs, pole vault with their crutches, or 
skip over obstacles with their canes. 

Third, you can't squeeze your car in 
right next to another car in a tight park­
ing spot if you have to jiggle a 
wheelchair out of the backseat and set 
it up on the ground before leaving your 
car. You need room alongside your 
automobile to get all that done. People 
with crutches, walkers and similar 
devices need that room too. 

That's why handicapped parking 
places are set up with extra space on 
either side of the automobile. When so­
meone parks too close to a wheelchair­
bound person's car, the person in the 
wheelchair could be stuck until the other 
driver returns. The same holds true for 
these who use walkers, crutches, pro­
sthetic legs, and other mobility aids. 

Fourth, thE>re are safety considera­
tions. People with mobility impairments 
cannot move as quickly as able-bodied 
people. They can't just jump out of the 
paths of negligent parking lot drivers . 
Nor can they avoid other hazards as 
easily as able-bodied pedestrians. 

Finally, mobility-impaired people are 
stuck with their autmobiles as their on­
ly form of transportation, and they have 
to get around just like everyone else. 
They have to go to the store. They need 
entertainment, social life, and 
everything else that all of us need. 

They don't want to be prisoners in 
their own homes any more than you 
would want to be. But they can't just get 
up and walk any place they want to go. 
Further, nearly all bus and subway 
systems, regardless of the law, are not 
set up to accommodate people who can't 
walk up steps. 

Handicapped people need their cars, 
and they need specially adapted park­
ing places when they get where they're 
going. 

I come from the Los Angeles area, 
where parking can be a trying ex­
perience for anyone. Competition for an 
open parking spot where I live can be as 
grueling as the challenge for a world­
class sporting title. But I've seen non­
disabled people using parking spots 
reserved for the handicapped in other 
towns and cities all over the United 
States. 

That's why the Disabled American 
Veterans (DA V l is remounting of its 
Handicapped Parking Awareness Cam-

Whatever their reason for leaving 
school-poor grades, unexpected 
pregnancy, the lure of a minimum wage 
job-dropouts are trapped easily at the 
bottom of the economic ladder, 
vulnerable to a host of social problems 
from alcoholism to crime. 

''Project Second Chance: Dropouts in 
America" shows the dropout some 
positive options by tracing the stories of 
several individuals ranging in age from 
late teens to early 50s who have taken 
advantage of several GED programs 
around the nation.

When Bob and Pam Meyer first got 
bitten by the solar energy bug over a 
decade ago, they decided that they just 
had to have a solar home. Besides con­
tributing to the energy conservation ef­
fort, such a design would keep their 

eating and cooling bills down. Despite 
he fact that energy conservation doesn't 

seem to be the big issue it once was, the 
benefits accruing from such practices 
are still there. 

The Meyers' home utilizes what is 
referred to as a passive solar design. 
That is, instead of using solar panels to 
store the sun's heat, the house is com­
prised of large windows, carefully plac­
ed rooms and a series of duct-work in 

rder to derive peak efficiency. 
The house is hardly a traditional rec­

tangular structure. It has peaked and 
slanted ceilings which, in combination 
with the large window panes, lends a 
sense of spaciousness and airiness to the 
home. One definitely does not feel clos­
ed in by the walls there. Conversely, 
some of the rooms, such as the 
downstairs living room, are surprising­
ly cosy, what with the pine wall panels, 
the woodstove, and the sunken area that 

...the room is placed in. Indeed, much of 
Wne lower rear portion of the house is 

below ground, therein making use of the 
earth's natural insulating ability. Accor­
ding to Meyer, the only drawback to this 
is that it creates a great deal of addi­
tional humidity, which though desirable 
in the winter, is a source of constant 
discomfort in the summer when the air 
conditioner is off. 

During more moderate weather, 
however, the many windows can be 
pened to provide excellent ventilation.

Part of this natural cross-ventilation is 
the result of the home's placement, 
which takes proper advantage of the 
natural breezes that seem to be con­
stantly blowing there as well as the posi­
tion of the sun throughout the day.

Although the house has about 1750 
square feet of floor space, the overall 
impression is that there is a great deal 
more room than that because of the open 
nature of the structure. The potential is 
also present to significantly increase the 
living space by building on a number of 
''lofts,' ' as has already been done in the 
eldest daughter's bedroom. 

The curious blend of modern artwork 
with traditional furniture and fixtures 
really seems to work here. Certainly, the 
Meyer home is one example of art and 
efficiency meeting to provide comfort­
able living quarters .
