Gillespie said that work 
enhances a person's self-worth, and with 
the emphasis on teaching new skills, it 
allows each to ·'function to as near their 
potenllal as possible while they work in 
the community." 

To broaden their plant selection and 
insure quality production, the program 
has worked over the years with the local 

Cooperative Extension Service of the 
Vni\ersity of Kentucky As a result. 
Gillespie said they arc now growing 
more perennials than ever before. pinks. 
pomsettias, and bulb plants. They have 
also made popular vegetable plants like 
broccoli and cauliflower that haven't 
been traditionally gro\\-n in eastern 
Kentucky. 

Besides selling plants and flowers and 
providing positive work for its clients 
the program-with its wealth or 
expertise-also functions as a communi· 
!Y advisory. Gillespie said their purpose 
1s also to serve as consultants to 
farmers, florists, businessmen in the 
greenhouse industry. as well a to hun· 
dreds of backyard gardeners. 

Sixty percent of their business is retail 
trade and forty percent is wholesale, 
selling to businesses in the area. Jim 
Hughes of L&M Greenhouse in Paints­
ville is a customer and big supporter of 
the program. "I buy all my stuff here. 
I enjoy their plants and their people,"

The cicadas are coming! The cicadas 
are coming! 

There is, however, no need for a call 
to arms 

Perhaps you, too, call them 17-year 
locusts . Makes no difference, by 
v. ha lever name they will plague 76 of the 
state's 120 counties during .:'11ay and June 
when their voice will be as loud as it is 
unwelcome in the land. 

The song of the cicada at its height of 
ra py shrillness can interfere with out­
door gatherings, bring conversation to 
a halt, and drive all but the hardiest in­
doors to eek the comparative peace of 
TV. squabbling offspring, even a snap­
ping dog or hi ing cat. But this is the 
love call of the male, part of the r1tual 
which guarantees that around 2004, 
another generation of cicadas/locusts 
will make its appointed round, 

In any case, there is no need for panic 
or rna hystena. County Agent Gene 
Ball says young or newly-planted trees 
are, as a rule. these subject to any 
evere damage, and there are some sim· 

pie preventive measures to be taken. 
~mall trees can be covered with netting, 
and larger ones may benefit from a 
wrapping of burlap around the base. 
Either method will prevent the cicadas' 
a cent. If you lack a supply of potato or 
onion sacks, burlap is available in rolls 
at farm ·upply stores. This may be a bit 
expensive, especially in view of the fact 
that most trees will survive the periodic 
onslaught without any help.

Police Chief Elmo Allen was out of 
town and did not attend the meetmg. Yet 
Fire Chief Thomas Blackburn was there 
and defended the police. He conceded 
that there may be some overzealous of· 
ficers patrolling, but he said it was the 
only law enforcement agency working 
in the county "The police shouldn't be 
criticized for pulling over drunks." 
Blackburn said. "Prestonsburg Pollee 
have th worst name, because it does its 
job"

April Weather Hits Again­
Now It's Brief Windstorm

As if unseasonal snow and high water 
were not enough. April had yet another 
surprise in store for Flovd countians 
Monday night. when a ·short. sharp 
storm passed ov!!r the cmmty. catter­
ing blossom and branch and, in a few 
places. plunging households in 
darkness. 

Little property damage was reported 
as a result of the torm. which had 
been heraldl'd by a National Weather 
Service warning and was first felt here 
around 9:45p.m. Mostly lightning and 
bluster. it produced relatively little 
rainfall outside of Pre tonsburg. 

Falling tree limb brough dov.n 
po~er !me on Pra r Cr k 'lrtly 
after 10 p m . however. leaving 
residents th re without electricity for 
nearly 13 hours. Service was restored 
around 11 a m Tuesday, according to 
Leon Huffman. Kentuck\' Power Com­
pany administrative a sistant. 

Several bus drivers carrying 
tudents to Prater Elementary School 

had already begun their morning runs 
Tuesday. when word came that the 
school would be closed for the day on 
account of the outage, said Jess Mor-

ton. service manager at the county 
school bus garage. 

Kentucky Power lost three utility 

poles in the storm. said Huffman. who 
explained that heavier power lines now 
being used on account of their greater 
carrying capacity can be a liability in a 
storm. Where the older, thinner lines 
easily snapped under the weight of a 
toppled tree. the new lines do not break 
easily: instead. the crossarms are hke­
ly to be stripped from the poles and the 
poles themselves may splinter. he said. 

Power was out for a time in Melvin 
but was restored within hours. Huff­
man said. The Big Sandy RECC also

A porch. blown off a house on Arkan­
sas Creek. broke a utility pole: an ap· 
pie tree uprooted on a Cow Creek pro­
perty brought down a service WJre:

Two School Literary Magazines,

given a little motivation. 

"lt feels great," admitted a shy Ran­

The lcDowell High School freshman's 
drawing wa · cho en for the magazine's 
cover and 1t marks the fir ·t time his art 
has been published. he said 

"I didn't know I could do it,'' said Deb­
bie Howell, McDowell ophomore whose 
artwork also is featured in '":\fountain 
:\lagic." She has been drawmg for only 
about two years, she sa1d. 

"[ never expected 1t," added her 
mother.

The 1dea of giving students a forum for 
the1r work has proven to be so popular 
that Allen Central H1gh School plans to

, Parents near despair at their teen­
agers' numbing vanities and chronic 
shortsightedness will do well to read 
Mountain Magic-the literary 
magazine put out. now for a second 
year. by Floyd high school students. If 

• this collection of stories. essays. and 
poems demonstrates anything. it is 

• that nothing moves students to press 
against their mental boundaries like 
the challenge of creative writing. 

Already, the young journal is grow· 
ing up. The self-conscious pieces that 
occasionally intruded in the first edi­
tion, the dreamy and tortured pro· 
testations of love won and lost. have 

• been left where thev belong. in the 
: privacy of diary or ·letter. The self­
, consciOusness that marks many of th1s 
• year's writers is of a quite different 
, kind. 

The qua.lity that distinguishes the 
best of them is perspective. It is the 
awareness that comes with the 

• ability-no mean accomplishment for 
young writers-to "step back'' psycho· 
logically. to look at their own lives and 
feelings "from a distance," to see them 

• in context. 
Where does this collection's fas­

cination with dying grandparents come 
from. if not from the need to explore 
this dawning awareness of one's life. 
not just as childhood's unreflective 
succession of present moments. but as 
a journey with beginning and end. a 
generation within the long parade of 
generations. a history within history? 

Two stories. R. B. Davis's "Helping 
Granpa" and Tony a Burke's 
"Remember the Leaves," and two 
poems. Serena Thornsbury's "Season 
of the Setting Sun" and Julie Pullium's 
"My Grandfather." all reflect on an 
old person's dying: all display a vision 
of life ac; a whole. a finished piece. It's 
a perspective to gladden the heart of an 
educator or anyone. for that matter. 
who likes to watch kids grow up. And 
it 's a reminder of the importance to 
education of encouraging students to 
write 

Another s1gn of this growing cons­
ciousness of the self-in-eontext are the 
essays that tackle social pro­
blems-Penny Triplett's on "Emo­
tional Child Abuse." even the playful 
"Points of View on Shampoo." by 
Leigh Patton and Cathy Horn-and 
especially those that try to come to 
grips with what it means to have been 
rai in eastern Kentucky 

nan introductory essay. David Spig­
gle. one of the magazine editors. ex­
presses a hope that the authors will 
have confidence in their abilities " so 
they won't have to worry about what 
other people think about them." That is 
a worry that several of the writers 
tackle head-on-Tonya Burke in her 
"Portrait of an Appalachian Woman." 
Sheree Scott's "Illiteracy in 
Kentucky." and Marjorie Burke's 
"The Appalachian Student's Dis­
advantages." which the judges award­
ed first prize. 

Burke is determined both to make 
her way in the wider world and to hang 
on to the small-community values she 
has inherited. The fact that the two 
goals will likely prove less compatible 

than she thinks takes away nothing 
from the Wheelwright High School 
junior 's wi ll ingness to sta ke out the ter­
ritory. 

My own favorite in this anthology is 
Andrt-a Stephens's "Season of tht> 
Vampire." a competently written and 
surprisingly subtle reflection on tht> 
discipline it takes to be a vampire. The 
Prestonsburg High School junior's tale 
of Gregory St. Xavier. a centuries-old 
blood-drinker corrupted--or tragically 
ennobled-by human feeling. is im­
aginative and insightful. The judges 
placed it second. in a ranking that ap­
parently did not distinguish between 
fiction and non·fiction. 

It may be coincidental- though I 
doubt it-that Stephens is the only 
short-story writer here to refer to her 
characters by last name. Other student 
authors might usefully adopt the prac­
tice: it will give them some cr itical 
distance on their stories. Unless the 
closeness of author and character is 
germane to the story. tales peopled 
with Beths. Toms. Sallys and Mares 
tend to run toward cuteness and sen­
timentality. The wnter is meant to be 
an observer. not a pal. 

Why is it that peoplt> who would 
never attempt an essay or short story 
will think nothing of dashing off a 
poem? Would-be practitioners should 
be cautioned: poetry is the most exac­
ting of literary forms. 

This is not to disparage the poets re· 
presented in this year's Mountain 
Magic: none of the poems included 
here has been "dashed off" and some 
of them-including Serena Thorns­
bury's "This Empty Space." Elizabeth 
Gibson's "The Graduation." Michael 
Rosenberg's "Release." and Brian 
Spears's "Goodbye Mother"-have 
merit. Rather. it is to urge students to 
study the work of established poets in 
order to get a feel for the economy. the 
discipline. that the craft requires. 

The judges liked Michael Scroggins's 
uncluttered farm scenes. awarding 
him first and third prizes in the art 
category. Some may find Steven Par­
son's intent bluegrass quintet. the se­
cond prizewinner. more interesting. It 
1s hard to tell how much of the impact 
of the original is lost when a painting or 
drawing is translated to the printed. 
black-anrl-white page. It is an achieve­
ment !hut the artwork included here 
holds up as well as it does. 

For reasons that are not obvious to 
this reviewer. this year's Mountain 
Magic is subtitled " Poems. Prose. and 
Plows." The project was sponsored by 
the Floyd County Education Forum's 
school-eommunity partnership com­
mittee. It ought to prove a morale 
booster for Freddie Goble. the com­
mittee chairman. who is recovering 
from a recent heart attack . 

No fewer than 14 student editors are 
listed among the credits. a statistic I 
find vaguely unsettling. Does this 
reflect a concern. I wonder. to keep the 
selection process participatory and 
democratic? If so. it is a policy that 
could be usefully reconsidered. 
Democracy is a worthy system for 
deciding issues ranging from war to 
welfare: it is arguably much less 
suitable for educating taste in art and 
literature.

I • r. Livingston, Native of Tram, 
~Finds PCC Students 'Different'

Back in the 1930's. when Inez Liv­

: ingston was a 14-year-old freshman ma­
; juring in home economics at the Univer­
: sity of Kentucky, she had not the 
: slightest idea that one day she would be 

counseling psychologist with a "Dr ... 
• in front of her name. 

But, ironically, it was her subsequent 
job as a home economics teacher that 

• led her into the field of psychology. And 
today, as a professor of psychology at 
Eastern Illinois University, she finds 
herself working with four colleagues, on-

• ly one of whom began his career in that 
• field . The other three majored as 
' undergraduates in physical education, 

electrical engineering, and art 
The lesson she draws from that ex­

perience, and tries to communicate to 
her students, is that no education is tru­
ly irrelevant. "You don't know what 
you're going to need," she tells them, 
'sb how do you know what's relevant? ·· 

Livingston, who was born in 1918 in 
· her family's two-story log cabin at Tram 

and who began her education four years 
later in the one-room schoolhouse of 
nearby Dark Hollow, has returned to 
Floyd county for a few months this 
spring to teach at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College and to become reac­
quainted with students here. She is on 
sabbatical leave from her Illinois job to 
rework that university's curriculum of 
introductory psychology based on the 
needs of today's students, and that task 
involves getting to know some of the 
students who typically end up at EIU. 

College students here seem to have 
two traits that set them apart from the 
average undergraduate, she reported in 
a recent interview. 

"Number one, they want to learn," 
Livingston said. "That's different." 
Students here tend to be "avid learners" 
who don't ask the usual undergraduate's 
question, "What is the least I have to do 
to get by in this course?" Instead, she 
said, they ask, "What can I do to under­
stand this better?" 

"I'm amazed at that," she said. 
Secondly, she believes, the personal 

interests of students here are more 
family-centered. The students are more 
involved in church or community affairs 
and care little about the beer blasts or 
cocaine parties popular on many cam­
puses. "I don't hear much about that 
here," Livingston said. "I don't believe 
these students are into drugs." 

Livingston's own life story provides 
strong evidence hat women, as well as 
men, can combine marriage and 

' children with a successful career, as 
long as the woman is motivated and her 
spouse also is willing to devote some 
time to children as well as to his own 
career. She was married at 19 to Carl 
Blair Livingston, a railroad engineer,

and after their daughter was born, he 
took a leading role in caring for the 
child. He not only helped to cook meals 
and clean the house, but also insisted on 
washing the baby's diapers himself. 

Later on, Carl Livingston also picked 
out all of his daughter's clothes, and did 
so with such flair that she was voted 
"best dressed" student at her high 
school. 

" In fact, I think he was more mother­
ly than I was," Livingston chuckled. "I 
was the disciplinarian, the business­
woman, that part of it. " 

The contemporary debate over 
whether women who want to have 
"everything" are asking too much of 
themselves never occurred to this 
mother and career woman. "I never 
thought about it. It was just my life," 
Livingston said. "It never dawned on me 
that we had a problem." 

Her own career has evolved gradual­
ly, over many years. Livingston said she 
majored in home economics at UK at the 
suggestion of a friend, and after gradua­
tion she began teaching at a Harlan 
county high schooL Under the federal 
law that supported high school home 
economics classes, she was expected to 
spend part of her teaching time counsel­
ing her students. Because the only other 
counselor was a man, all the girls with 
discipline problems began to be referred 
to her. 

·'I ended up, before the year was over, 
being a school counselor,'' she 
explained. 

After teaching there for about a dozen 
years, she wanted a change and once 
again returned to school. This time she 
majored in guidance and counseling, 
receiving a master's degree from Ohio 
State University. But even with that 
degree in hand, her next job was back 
in the home economics field at Union 
College, in Barbourville, where she re­
established the home economics depart­
ment that had been dismantled during 
the 1940's. 

her current job in 1968. When asked 
about her retirement plans, now that she 
is nearing 70, she joked that she may 
begin studying law. 

No one knows her is likely to be sur­
prised if she does just tha t. When she 
was a child, Livingston said, her parents 
never suggested that she "try" to do 
things. Instead, they simply told her to 
go ahead and do it. As a result, "I never 
question doing something," she said last 
week.

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Pack Awarded 
Quick Acquittal 
On Drug Charge 
By Ron Marstin 

A Prestonsburg Job Corps stafler ac­
cused of selling marijuana to three 
students there was acquitted in !''loyd 
District Court Monday in a case th<.' 
defense attorney described as "about 
the weakest I've ever seen go befon> a 
jury in my life.·· 

Public Defender Bob Greene said the 
case against Dwayne Stanley Pack. 28. 
of Martin. was essentially flawed 
because no chemical analvsis had been 
done to show that the substance Pack 
allegedly sold to Michael Hickman last 
December was marijuana "It's like a 
murder case where you can't pro\'e 
anybody is dead." he told the jury. 

Hickman. 18. a Job Corps student 
from Louisville. sa1d he was an ex­
perienced marijuana user and that the 
substance he bought from Pack af­
fected him the same as marijuana he 
had smoked previously. Pressed by 
Greene as to whether he knew that the 
substance he smoked fitted the defim· 
t'on of 'marijuana given in the Ken­
tucky ReVised Statutes. a somewhat 
bewildered student said." All I know. it 
makes you high ." 

Pack. who had been suspended as a 
Job Corps recreation assistant pendmg 
hiS trial. denied selling Hickman mari­
juana He theorized that the student 
named h1m in order to cover up the 
real supplier of the drug. which he said 
was a "big problem" at the Job Corps 
facility. 

Any student who truthfully identified 
lt supplier would risk being beaten with 
lead pipes by fellow students in the ear­
ly morning hours. in what are known at 
the facility as '' blanket parties." Pack 
said. "They would hurt him It has hap­
pened," he said 

County Attorney David Barber con· 
ceded he had none of the substance 
Hickman allegedly bought from Pack · 
the student said he had smoked some of 
it and sold the rest to another student. 
In any event. Barber said. an ex­
perienced user of mariJuana IS entitled 
under Kentucky law to identify the 
drug- a position challenged by the 
defense attorney but upheld by District 
Judge Harold Stumbo 

Both attorneys insisted the welfare 
of society depended on the jury \'erdict. 
Barber contending that drugs could be 
eradicated "from the Job Corps and 
the schools . . only by prosecuting 
those who are supplying it." He asked 
for the maximum sentence to bt> lt>,·ied 
on Pack 

Greene. on the other hand. warned of 
loss of freedom if persons could he 

convictei'i of drug trafficking 1n the 
absence of a tested sample of the alleg 
ed drug . "We don't know if 11 was 
horseweeds. rabbit tobacco. or man 
juana. We have no corpus delicti. We 
just have a swearing match." he said 

The jury took only about 10 minutes 
to acquit Pack Two other charges 
were dismissed earlier because the 
students to whom Pack was said to 
have sold marijuana have since left the 
Job Corps Center and were unavailable 
to testify. 

Before Monday 's trial. the pro­
secutor offered to recommend a five­
day sentence and $100 fine in return for 
Pack's guilty plea . Pack turned the of­
fer down. If convicted. he could have 
received up to a year's sentence and a 
$500 fine.

DUI Arrest Nets 
Man on FBI List

It looked like an ordinary drunk driv­
ing charge when . tate trooper Greg 
Roberts arrested Kenneth Ludwig. 25. of 
Stanville. Aprill4 Yet when the officer 
ran a computer check 1t was discovered 
that the man was wanted by the FBI. 

Ludwig was dnvmg south.on U.S. 23 
at 11 :15 p.m. without insurance or his 
lights on. Roberts also determined from 
the smell of alcohol and a field sobriety 
test that the driver was drunk. Ludwig 
was then taken to the county jail, and as 
a standard procedure when someone is 
arrested. h1s name was entered into the 
National Crime Information Center 
<;'I;CICI computer. 

According to a spokesman for the 
FBI's Pikeville office. their office 
received a warrant on Ludwig in June 
1986, charging him w1th unlawful flight 
to avoid prosecution and warning that 
the suspect should be considered 
dangerous . Yet at the time of the arrest. 
"he came w1thout any resistance,' ' 
Roberts said . 

Ludw1g wlll remain lodged in the 
Floyd County Jail until his extradition 
to Johet. Illinois, where he will face an 
armed robbery charge. 

In another extradition case, Jimmy 
Wayne Farmer, Sl, of Wheelwright, wa 
arrested Apnt 15 b) state trooper 
Wendell Scott on KY 1428 in Martin. 

Farmer was wanted on a fugitive 
from justice war rant received by the 
Floyd county sheriff's office March 20, 
1987.

Springtime 1s sting time in Kentucky. 
Insects kill nine times more Americans 
than do snakes, according to the Na­
llonal Center for Health Statistics. 

As the weather warms people begin to 
spend more time outdoors. Meanwhile, 
the population of potentially harmful in­
sects is growing. It is almost inevitable 
that. sooner or later, man and bug will 
come face to face, or stinger to neck. 

Many of the flying, stinging insects. 
ch as wasps. yellow jackets, hornets 

and bumble bees are attracted to sweet 
smells. Perfume or after shave will at­
tract these insects, and attempts to swat 
one away or crush it against the skin 
may frighten it into stinging. 

To make matters worse, yellow 
jackets are synanthropic- that means 
they like to share houses with people. 
Thus. people may come into contact 
with a yellow jacket without having to 
leave their own yard. 

''The danger from bee, wasp, yellow 
jacket and hornet stings is that people 
think they are not allergic to them. ' · said 
Rudy Scheibner, Extension entomolo-
'st in the University of Kentucky Col­

I ge of Agriculture . 
.. Just because you didn't have a reac­

tion the last time you got stung doesn't 
mean you won't have a reaction this 
time. If you think that way you may be 
wrong, dead wrong." 

Potentially fatal reactions to insect 
stings are most common in individuals 
who were stung occasionally as 
children, with no ill effects, and then, 
after 20 or 30 years without being stung, 
receive several stings within a year or 
two. 

Persons with a history of asthma, hay 
fever or allergies should notify a physi­
cian in the event of an insect sting. The 

ysician can warn of symptoms to 
watch for, and be prepared to treat a 
reaction should one occur. An allergic 
reaction to an insect sting does not 
always occur immediately after the 
sting. 

Dangerous insects do not an come 
from the air. "Many crawly bugs can 
provide a nasty bite or sting, too," 
Scheibner said. 

Wheel bugs and assassin bugs can in­
flict a very painful sting. The wheel bug 
is grayish brown and looks sort of like 
a shortened praying mantid with half a 
cogged wheel on its back. It has a pier­
cmg mouth part about the diameter of 

, straight pin which it uses to inject a 
uid into insects it attacks. The fluid 

dissolves the insect from the inside out. 
When injected into humans, the fluid 
causes severe pain, and if not promptly 
treated can result in the loss of a finger . 
Assassin bugs lack the distinctive wheel 
of their cousins. 

Brown recluse spiders, named for 
their shy habits, hide in woodpiles and 
under brush. They too, inject a cytophy­
tic fluid into their prey. 

The hairs on some fuzzy caterpillars 
inflict a painful sting. And of c.ourse, 
there are always the ants. 

People who made the disconcerting 
iscovery that an entire colony of ants 
eems to have crawled up their leg are 

not mistaken in the perception that as 
they crush one ant, all the rest begin 
biting. 

Early Development, 
Conference Topic 

It is estimated that one of every four 
children under six years of age in Ken­
tucky is poor.

"If all our 
children got the right start in life with 
a secure family, adequate health care, 
quality day care and good educational 
programs, we could drastically reduce 
the need for welfare assistance, 
remedial education, intensive medical 
treatment and even corrections 
programs." 

The purpose of the Conference on Ear­
ly Childhood is to examine critical needs 
of Kentucky children and what is being 

one to meet those needs. Gov. Bill Clin· 
ton. of Arkansas, chairman of the Na­
tional Governor's Association, has been 
invited to speak about NGA initiatives 
in Early Childhood Education and 
Development. 

His wife , Hilary, chair of the 
Children's Defense Fund board of direc­
tors, has also been invited to participate 
in the conference. 

Dr. Larr~ Schweinhart, High/Scope 
Research Foundation and Margaret 
Cline, University of Massachusetts in­
structor/researcher on Early Childhood 

evelopment, are among the experts 
addressing the conference. 

Schweinhart will speak about early 
childhood education in Kentucky and 
other states. and Cline will discuss pro­
grams providing before and after school 
care. 

The final session of the conference will 
be devoted to assisting community 
groups apply for twenty-five $1,000 
federal planning grants to be awarded 
for before and after school care services .

They were convicted 
of setting up a scheme to funnel 
$851.000 in commissions from state in· 
surance contracts to loyal Democratic 
insurance agents.

Gray and McNally denied that Seton 
was set up to conceal the insurance 
scheme from the public or to dodge 
taxes. as the government alleged. 
Their attorneys argued there was no 
victim in the case- because the in­
surance commissions would have been 
paid in any event- and therefore no 
crime had been committed. 

At trial and in arguments before the 
Sixth Circuit Court of Appeals. the 
Justice Department argued that the 
two men could be convicted of cheating 
Kentucky citizens out of their right to 
honest government. In arguments 
before the Supreme Court last week. 
Deputy Solicitor General Donald B. 
Ayer also argued that they could be 
convicted of obtaining money under 
false pretenses. 

Hunt has already served a prison 
term for his part in the conspiracy 
Gray and McNally face sentences of up 
to five years and a $10.000 fine for con· 
spiracy. and five years and $1.000 for 
mail fraud. if their convictions are 
again upheld 

A decision in the case is expected 
before the court adjourns in July

Robbers Persistent 
Tho' Haul Is Small

Two Prestonsburg offices were robb· 
ed and ransacked April 18 when 
burglars entered through windows in the 
back of the building. The take was $112 
in petty cash and portable typewriter. 

Big Sandy Health Care, Inc. on U.S. 
23 north and the adjacent office of op­
tometrist William G. Sargent. were 
entered during the night, file cabinets 
were emptied, and office equipment­
two calculators and a personal copier­
were moved _ 

The time of the entry is not known, but 
according to Prestonsburg Police 
Sergeant Sue Blackburn, who is conduc­
ting the investigation, the front of the 
building was checked during the night 
but not the rear, because there is no 
back driveway. Yet from mud tracks in­
to the office and shoe prints outside, it 
was determined that the two burglars 
approached on foot and came off the hill 
behind the building. 

The cash was in the health care office 
because a salesman had won a basket­
ball pool. but hadn't stopped yet to pick 
it up. The rest of the money came from 
postage stamp receipts and the office 
snack box. The typewriter was taken 
from the optometrist's office. 

"Whether we will be able to break the 
case or not, I don't know, but I've got a 
couple of suspects,·· Blackburn said. The 
police sergeant said that this is the se­
cond time in the last year that the 
building has been burglarized, and she 
has recommended that because of the 
position of the windows that they be 
bricked up or have bars instaUed_ 

Blackburn will contmue her investiga­
tion by questioning suspects and check­
ing with local pawnshops to see if the 
typewriter turns up. 

In another case, Prestonsburg Police 
have charged Delbert L. Snodgrass, 28. 
of lvel, with first degree wanton en· 
dangerment following an automobile ac­
cident April 8. According to officer Dar­
rel J. Conley, Snodgrass was operating 
a coal truck and made no attempt to stop 
for the red light at the intersection of 
U.S. 23 and KY 114. As a result, the coal 
truck hit a Honda automobile driven by 
Stanley Wells. of West Liberty_ 

Conley reported that the accident was 
witnessed by three people. Wells was 
first taken to Highlands Medical Center 
with lacerations and head injury ; and 
later transferred to the University of 
Kentucky Medical Center in Lexington. 
He was discharged from the hospital 
April13.

In obtaining the rights ESPN had to 
beat out cable channels such as HBO 
and Turner Broadcasting System. 

ESPN plans to air their eight regular 
season games on Sunday night, marking 
the first time professional football has 
been on cable.

teacher once told me, "Son, you have to 
blow your own horn, because no one else 
will.

No, you won't find any all-Americans 
among the bunch, and probably none 
will ever get a major college scholarship 
offer, but as a whole, this county is ex­
ploding with athletic ability. 

It isn't because of their ability, though, 
that they won't achieve honors and of· 
fers. Area colleges have been living with 
a blindfold on their recruiting eyes. 

For some odd reason, Morehead State, 
Pikeville, and some others are making 
a point of leaving this area in an effort 
to bring in athletic talent. If they could 
see, their recruiters would save gas, fan 
support would increase, and their level 
of ability may increase to par with other 
state's talent. 

MSU is possibly the worst of the 
group. Under Wayne Martin, an eastern, 
Kentucky boy himself, they tried to build . 
their basketball program by bringing in 
players from New Jersey. 

Even during the two years the Eagles 
won the Ohio Valley Conference, 
recruiters concentrated in that area 
Earl Harrison, a Jersey man, did he! 
MSU, but the strength of those teams 
rested on the shoulders of Jeff Tipton , 
and Jeff Fultz, both area players. 

Since then MSU hasn't landed players 
from this area who could have helped 
their athletic programs, players from . 
Floyd county. David Hall was a definite 
starter in two sports for them. They let 
the ex-Trojan slip away without show­
ing much interest. 

This year MSU didn't and still refuses 
to give any consideration to Floyd coun­
ty. Players such as Prestonsburg's 
David Martin, and McDowell's Brian 
Hall have enough talent to play in the 
OVC, and are more talented than som • 
players the Eagles have on their current 
roster.

Palmer was still available.

Williams may no longer be capable of 
performing as he has in the past.

Several last minute decisions created 
an exciting and interesting stir during 
Tuesday's 52nd , 'FL draft 

The Tampa Bay Buccaneers had 
already spent their first round share 
buying, and merely made their choice 
official, taking Vinny Testa verde as the 
first player chosen in the draft. 

The former Miami quarterback, and 
Heisman Trophy winner had already 
signed a six-year, 8 2 million dollar deal 
with Tampa Bay W1th Testaverde go­
ing to the NFL it marks the first time 
since 1982 that a Heisman winner has 
opted for the league. · 

Many football experts feel the 6'4", 
225-pound Testaverde could be the 
player who might put Tampa Ba} back 
in playoff contention. Don Shula says 
Testa verde has all the talent required to 
become a great ~FL quarterback. but 
it may take time. 

The last . quarterback drafted first 
overall was John Elway in 1983. The 
world of professional football knows 
what Elway accomplished this past 
season, but most experts say the Bron· 
co passer was much further advanced 
coming out of college. 

Testa verde was the top-rated prospect 
in this year's draft, but the player who 
was considered the best athlete was 
taken second by Indianapolis. 

While all eyes were watching for the 
Colts to make a deal they handed their 
draft choice to Pete Rozelle who read of 
the name Cornelius Bennett. a line· 
backer from Alabama. 

One of the strengths of Indianapolis. 
1f they have one. is in their linebacking 
core. but the 6'2" 235-pound Bennett was 
just too good for the Colts to pass up. 

Ray Perkins, who coached Bennett at 
Alabama and is now with Tampa Bay. 
said at this point in his career Bennett 
is a better linebacker than Lawrence 
Taylor of the Giants 

With the two p1cks completed. ex­
pected bargaming became a reality. 
Buffalo. ownmg the th1rd pick. traded 
their position to Houston's eighth choice. 
and their second pick in the second 
round. 

The Oilers, needing a running game. 
opted for Miami fullback Alonzo 
Highsmith. Rated as the best true 
fullback to come out of college in the 
past several years. Highsmith is not only 
a strong runner, but also a talented 
blocker and good receiver coming out of 
the backfield. 

Green Bay may have wanted to make 
the same deal that Houston did, but still 
the Packers added some punch in the1r 
ncar non-extstant backfield. Choosing 
fourth. they selected Auburn fullback 
Brent Fullwood. 

The speedy running back played se· 
cond fiddle to Bo Jackson while at 
Auburn. but during his college career 
built an average per carry of eight 
yards. 

As the draft continued, so did the 
traders, but Cleveland may be looking 
for a different broker. San Diego had the 
fifth spot in the draft, but they gave that, 
along with their second round position, 
to Cleveland for the Browns first two­
round positions. and linebacker Chip 
Banks. 

Banks was unhappy playing in Cleve 
land, so San Diego received one of the 
top inside linebackers in the league.

The Cardinals have developed a 
reputation for their unsuccessful draft 
choices. and most people feel they did 
the same this time around by taking Kel­
ly Stouffer. a quarterback who wasn't 
expected to go until late in the first 
round. 

Following this pick. most analysts 
have St. Louis shipping Neil Lomax out 
to Los Angeles .

Lomax. 

After teams went for offensive talent 
in four of the first six picks. the draft 
switched to the defensive side of the 
football. 

The proceeding six picks were all 
defensive selections. Detroit kicked the 
defender surge off by taking the Pac Ten 
defensive player of the year, lineman 
Reggie Rogers from Washington. 

Buffalo, choosing eighth after trading 
with Houston, still selected the player 
they initially wanted. Coach Marv Levey 
said the Bills needed some help for Jim 
Kelly, and the best way to help their 
quarterback was to draft some defen-
sive talent. _ 

They did just that by taking Penn 
State All-American linebacker Shane 
Conlon. The 6'2" 227-pound Conlon led 
Penn State to a national championship 
by intercepting two Vinny Testaverde 
passes in the Fiesta Bowl back in 
January. 

Buddy Ryan, Philadelphia's head 
coach, loves to play defense, and it was 
no surprise when the Eagles selected 
Miami defensive tackle Jerome Brown, 
a 292-pounder who runs the 40 in Jess 
than five seconds. 

Pittsburg is another team that plays 
football with a defensive flair, and they 
got one of the most exciting defenders 
in recent memory. Rod Woodson played 
in the defensive backfield at Purdue, but 
with his 4.4 speed, he also runs back 
kicks, and played on the offensive side 
of the ball. 

Picking 12th. New Orleans added 
BYU's 6'6" 288-pound Shawn Knight to 
their defensive line. The Dallas Cowboys 

• followed that choice up by picking Dan­
ny Noonan, a 6'3" 285-pound defensive 
lineman from Nebraska in hopes that he 
can follow in the footsteps of aging John 
Dutton, Ed Jones, and Randy White. 
Nonan can play any of the defensive line 
positions which made him attractive to 
the Cowboys. 

As impact players and possible im­
mediate starters disappeared, teams 
began lookmg to fill a need. The Atlan­
ta Falcons felt the need for a quarter­
back so the selected Chris Miller from 
Oregon, the second highest rated 
quarterback in the draft. 

Next Miami traded their 14th position 
to Minnesota's 16th pick, and their fifth 
round choice. The Vikings then selected 
Penn State halfback D.J. Dozier. 

After the LA Raiders made John Clay, 
6'4" 310, the first offensive lineman 
chosen Miami tried to help their weak 
defense. The Dolphins grabbed up defen­
sive lineman John Bosa from Boston 
College Bosa, although he is 6'4", 267, 
can play at an inside linebacking 
position.

Reds Watch '87 

Frankfort, Ky., April27-Fishing ac­
tivity for the April 25-26 weekend was 
reported moderate to heavy across the 
state. Some lakes reported largemouth 
bass beginning to nest. while bluegill and 
crappie were being taken in good 
numbers in shallow water. The Jake-by­
Jake rundown, as reported by conserva­
tion officers or creel clerks at each lake: 

KENTUCKY: Creel clerk Buddy Boyd 
reports that crappie were hitting mm­
nows and tube jigs around buck brush 
and submerged cover 3-5 feet deep; 
bluegill were taking crickets and red· 
worms off shallow banks in 1·3 feet of 
water; clear, falling slowly, one-half foot 
above summer pool and 69 degrees. 

BARKLEY.: Creel clerk Norman 
Brantley reports that crappie were tak­
ing minnows around buck brush and 
over drop-offs in 5-15 feet of water; black 
bass were hitting crank baits, jigs and 
plastic worms off rip-rapped banks and 
gravel points in 3·10 feet of water ; 
anglers should be aware of debris in the 
water; clear, stable at sumrfler pool and 
64 degrees. 

BARREN: Conservation Officer 
Ralph Shipley reports that crappie were 
hitting small jigs and minnows over 
brush piles 6-10 feel deep; black bass 
were taking crank baits and top water 
lures a long rocky banks 3-6 feet deep ; 
crappie were active on minnows and 
hybrid rockfish were taking shiners in 
the tailwaters; clear, rising, one foot 

"They should always be charged up 
fully after a fishing trip," Wharton sug­
gests. ··u your boat is going to sit there 
for a week, two weeks, three weeks, you 
should always charge your batteries up 
and keep them fully charged while 
they're sitting.

Fuel contaminated with water or dirt 
can foul or even ruin an outboard motor 
and leave you stranded on the water . 
One of the newest filters on the market 
is from OMC Parts & Accessories. It 
features a spin-on cartridge, much like 
an automobile oil filter, with a treated 
paper element able to catch particles as 
small as 25 microns and separate water 
from fuel, according to OMC.

off Astra starter Bob Knepper. 

Houston, struggling against a healthy 
Mario Solo, dented the plate for the first 
time in the home half of the fifth when 
second baseman Bill Doran touched up 
Soto with a two-run homer. The Astros 
once again roughed the Cincinnati 
starter up in the seventh, scoring a 
single run. and chasing Soto from the 
game. 

Pete Rose's bullpen has performed 
superbly all year, and again Ron Robin· 
son came in to silence an opposing 
lumber uprising. For an inning and one 
third, Robinson held Houston at bay, 
then Cincinnati hitters moved in for the 
kill in the top of the ninth. 

Once again it was Dave Parker to the 
Reds' rescue. With two on and Cincin­
nati leading, 5-3, the big rightfielder 
launched a Charlie Kerfield pitch into 
the rightfield bleachers to break open a 
two-run contest. 

Cincinnati proceeded to plate three 
more runs in their final at bat, giving the 
bullpen more room to breathe. The of­
fensive output could have been saved. 
John Franco had been summoned from 
the pen. 

Thus far this season, the little left­
bander has faced 22 batters, 21 of whom 
have been retired. The only hitter to 
reach off Franco this year did so on a 
Buddy Bell error. While performing this 
feat. he has recorded three saves to go 
with one victory. 

Mario Solo. who received no decision 
for h1s six innings of one-run work 
against San Diego, finally got a victory 
Sunday. Not since early last season has 
the Reds ace been rewarded with a win, 
but on this day Cincinnati acknowledg­
ed his job well done by scoring 11 runs 
in back of their starter. 

Houston starter Bob Knepper, usual­
ly a tough customer for Cincinnati hit­
ters, was tagged with the loss as the 
Reds completed the sweep, the first time 
a Cincinnati team has done that in 
Houston since 1974. 

The two previous games weren't ex­
actly as easy as the last one was, but 
when a team has things going their way, 
they somehow find a way to win the 
tough ones, even if it takes some luck. 

Friday night Cincinnati was facing 
possibly the toughest righthander in the 
National League in Mike Scott. Coming 
into the series opener, Scott had won his 
last five decisions against the Reds, and 
boasted an 11-4 overall career mark 
against the team he was about to face. 

Kat Daniels don't understand that 
Mike Scott is supposed to be tough 
against his team. The Reds' leftfielder 
led the game off by taking Scott 
downtown with his seventh homerun of 
the year. marking the ninth consecutive 
game Cincinnati has hit at least one 

homerun. 
Cincinnati went up 2-0 in the third in­

ning when Bo Diaz collected his 15th RBI 
of the season. With the bases loaded and 
two out, Diaz received a walk from Scott · 
to score Stillwell. 

With a two-run cushion, and Bill 
Gullickson on the mound, Cincinnati was 
in a comfortable position and stayed that 
way until the eighth inning. 

Either Gullickson tired, the Astros 
figured his out, or a little of both. 
Houston bats came alive, and before 
they were quietened, the contest was 
tied. 

The game stayed that way through the 
ninth, and lOth, but in the second extra 
inning Ron Oester hit his first roundtrip­
per, a two-run shot, to put Cincinnati 
back on top by two. 

Ron Robinson was Rose's selection to 
stop Houston in the bottom of the 11th, 
and other Ulan a Kevin Bass solo 
homerun, the big righthander did just 
that. 

Rob Murphy, who worked the ninth 
and lOth innings, picked up his third win 
of the year, and Robinson was credited 
with his third save. 

Charlie Kerfield, not exactly doing his 
best work against Cincinna ti, suffered 
the Joss as Houston was denied an oppor­
tunity to tie a record for most con­
secutive wins at home to start a season. 
Houston outfielder Billy Hatcher also 
went hitless to end his 16-game-hit 
streak. 

Saturday night promised to be another 
low scoring affair, with Nolan Ryan 
battling Cincinnati's Ted Power. Neither 
pitcher gave up a run. Ryan struck out 
11 Reds' batters in his seven scoreless 
innings while Power surrendered only 
two Alan Ashby singles in seven and one 
third innings of work. 

The bullpen on both sides proved to be 
just as effective until the top of the lOth. 
With one out and the bases loaded, 
Tracy Jones flied out to plate Leo Gar­
cia, but the big blow came next when 
Kurt Stillwell singled in two runs. 

John Franco was credited with the 
win, and Frank Williams was awarded 
a save for his final inning of work. 

Cincinnati also got some help Satur­
day when the Atlanta Braves, the Reds 
current opponent, turned back San 
Francisco. With the Giants loss, Cincin­
nati moved into firs t place, one game in 
front of San F rancisco. 

With their three victories over the 
Astros, the Big Red Machine put three 
games between themselves and 
Houston.

SOMETHING HOT IN COTTON 

By DON COMIS 
Imagine a sock or glove that generates heat when it's cold, warming your 

fingers like a little stove. Or draperies that warm up when cold drafts hit them. 
Experimental cotton fabrics with built-in thermostats already have been 

developed at a U.S. Department of Agriculture lab in New Orleans. Tyrone 
Vigo, a chemist with the Agricultural Research Service's Southern Research 
Lab, has named his creation "Polytherm." 

Key to the invention is a group of inexpensive chemicals called polyethylene 
glycols, long used by motorists for antifreeze. Vigo found a way to attach an­
tifreeze molecules to most types of fibers, including wool, cotton, cotton blends, 
fiberglas, and acrylics. The process is similar to that used to make perma­
nent press fabrics . 

Recently, Vigo and his colleagues made up some demonstration cotton tee 
shirts out of Polytherm, and they really work! When air temperatures reach 
about 75°F, the treated fabric counteracts the increase in the mercury by ab­
sorbing body heat, providing a cooling effect. 

Conversely, when the temperature dips below 40'F, the same fabric liberates 
heat to the body. 

Vigo says the lee shirts do this through the reversible melting and harden­
ing of the antifreeze crystals.

When the chemist first came up with his invention, it had a serious short­
coming. It wouldn't stand up under washing or prolonged exposure to rain. 
But now Vigo has made his treatment more durable, and his experimental 
fabrics will retain their thermal properties for up to 10 home launderings. They 
also resist shrinkage.

Each spring. as warmer weather per­
mil more outdoor activity. thousands 
of Kentuckians resume efforts toward 
tmproving their physical health But a 
strong and stable mental attitude can be 
just as vital to one's overall health as a 
fit and trim healthy body. 

"Proper mental health plays an essen­
tial role m complete wellness" is the 
message Kentucky's Department for 
Mental Health and Mental Retardation 
Services wants to get across during the 
May observance of National Mental 
Health Month 

"Wellness is more than just a buzz­
word of the 80S-it's the way we care for 
ourselves," said department commis­
sioner Dennis Boyd. "The overall pic­
ture of wellness includes a sound mind 
as well as a sound body. We've learned 
that it's easier to keep that healthy body 
if you have a healthy mind." 

Boyd said that. just as a person's 
physical strengths are affected by 
stress , one's psychological well-being 

· feels the pressure, too. 
"Difficulties in different areas of 

life-such as family, job and finances­
play an important role in creating 
stress. now recognized as a major health 
problem in today's hectic world," he 
said. 

"Stress often plays a big part in deter­
mining how we cope with the daily 
demands of living," Boyd said. "A per· 
son under stress sometimes will act 
hastily when making a decision simply 
to get the issue out of the way. Others 
may feel overwhelmed and become im­
mobilized, not knowing what action to 
take. These responses can occur in peo­
ple suffering from exhaustion, depres­
sion, alcoholism. drug dependency or 
other situations affecting a person's 
health." 

The key to coping with the stresses on 
mental health , according to Boyd and 
others, is prevention. 

"Learning how to meet the issue head­
on is an important step in handling 
whatever may be disrupting our lives at 
the moment," he said. 

"For example, people deal with anger 
in different ways. Some might go play 
a vigorous game of basketball or work 
out, others go fishing, play checkers or 
chess or talk to a friend about what is 
bothering them.

disastrous ·consPquences .. 

If professiOnal discussions wtlh a 
counselor are des1red, Boyd pomts to 
Kentucky's network of community men­
tal health centers where experienced 
counselors arc available to help a person 
deal with whatever is facing them. 

"Many of life's experiences take a toll 
on us, .. Boyd said. "Good family rela­
tionships, close friends and a supportive 
community environment are an impor­
tant part of being able to cope. 

"But sometimes the trouble is too 
severe or family and good friends may 
be too mvolved m the situation to be ob­
jective. Then, just as you would seek 
help from a physician for a physical ail­
ment. consideration should be given to 
treatment by a trained counselor who 
can help strengthen your mental 
health ."

Justice System: and Aug. 29. Western 
Kentucky University. Bowling Green­
Using Media for Advocacy. The Owens­
boro, Frankfort and Highland Heights 
conferences are scheduled to run from 
10 a.m. to 3 p.m. Hours for the remain­
ing three conferences have not been 
confirmed. 

·'These forums are designed to in­
crease public awareness of the range of 
mental bealth issues." said Commis­
sioner David Boyd, of the state Depart­
ment for Mental Health and Mental 
Retardation Services. "Each conference 
will feature guest speakers who will lead 
discussions on how these issues affect 
the mentally ill, their families, the com­
munity at large and professionals who

Consumers generally SIX'Jld far less 
time choosing a home remodeler than 
they spend choosing a college or uni'ver­
sity for their children. Yet a typical 
home remodeling project can cost as 
much as full undergraduate tuition at an 
average university. 

For most of us. a house represents a 
major investment. Hy fixing it up or ad­
ding extra space. we can remain in a 
house that is truly our home. In fact. 
moderate interest rates and popular. 
tax-deductible home equity loans will 
lead Americans to spend about $60 
billion on professionally-done home im­
provements this year. But in the home 
remodeling industry. as in any other. 
there are some pitfalls that we must 
work to avoid. 

Many of us simply don't know how to 
go about choosing a home remodeling 
contractor. We don't know what infor­
mation should be included in a contract. 
We're not sure which permits we might 
need, how to finance our project. or how 
to resolve any complaints we might 
have. And we don't know how to protect 
ourselves from scam operations and 
unscrupulous business people. Con­
sumer complants about home im­
provements rank second in volume on­
ly to complaints about automobiles .. ac­
cording to a study commissioned by my 
office. If we fail to educate ourselves, we 
risk becoming victims, signing contracts 
we don't understand or paying good 
money for shoddy workmanship. 

A project of the U.S. Office of Con­
sumer Affairs and other contributors, in­
cludng the Council of Better Business 
Bureaus and the National Association of 
Consumer Agency Administrators. can 
help. lt's a new brochure that includes 
answers to many home remodeling pro­
ject questions and offers helpful tips to 
review when you're considering a home 
remodeling project. Some examples: 

When selecting a contractor, ask for 
local references. Call them to learn if 
they were satisfied. Go out and look at 
finished examples of the contractor's 
work. And call your local Better 
Business Bureau to see if they've receiv­
ed any complaints about the contractor. 

Never sign a blank contract. Be sure 
to include start-up and completion dates 
in the contract. 

If a warranty is offered. get it in 

--

\\rit ing and be sure to spC'ctfy whether 
11 ·s a full or limited warranty. 

As a general rule. a building permit 
is required wherw' tor structural work is 
invoh·ed. or when the basic living area 
of your home is to be changed. The con­
tractor should obtain these permits, but 
ht• sure to specify this responsibility in 
the contract. 

Some warning signs of potential prob­
lems: You are asked to pay the total 
amount in advance. or pay in cash an­
I:- You can't venfy the name. address. 
and telephone number of the contractor 
The salesperson tried to "high pressure" 
you into signing a contract b:- using 
scare tactics. intimtdation. or threats. 
'a ou feel threatened to sign a completion 
certificate before the job is properly 
finished. If arl\' of these situations occur. 
find another ~ontraetor.

Employees should check the Federal 
income tax withheld from their pay after 
filing a 1987 Form W-4 or W-4A, 
"Employee's Withholding Allowance 
Certificate", to determine if the right 
amount of tax will be withheld for the 
rest of the year. says the Internal 
Revenue Service. 

Employees who dtd not file their new 
withholding form until May. for exam­
ple. may have had too much or too little 
tax withheld for the first five months of 
the year. 

To help employees check their with 
holding, IRS has developed the free 
Publication 919, "Is My Withholding 
Correct?" It has worksheets that will 
help employees estimate both their 1987 
tax and their total1987 withholding and 
compare the lwo amounts. The publica-

The Tax Reform Act of 19Bii requires 
all employees to file a 1987 Form W-4 or 
W-4A with their employers by October 
1. 1987. But the IRS has urged they file 
one as early as possible in 1987 to make 
sure the right amount of tax is being 
withheld for the year. 

Federal tax withholding should be 
checked, according to the IRS. right 
after each employee receives a pay slip 
for a full pay period that shows tax 
withheld as a result of the HJ87 Form W -4 
or W-4A filed. 

Employees who find too little tax 
withheld should file another 1987 B'orm 
W-4 or W-4A with their employer to help 
them avoid owing a significant amount 
of tax at the end of 1987, plus a penalty. 
However, IRS will not tmpose the penal­
ty for 1987 on any employee who had too 
little tax withheld from his or her wages 
and who, in good faith, completed and 
filed a Form W-4 or W-4A with his or her 
employer by June 1, 1987 

Generally, the new law requires with­
holding to equal90 percent of what is ow­
ed for 1987 or 100 percent of lhhat was 
owed for 1986. 

If too much tax is being withheld. 
employees may reduce the amount of 
tax refund by filing another Form W-4 
or W-4A with their employer.

An ex hi btl of Fred Cc.~rter's .work will 
open at the Appalshop Gallery April 27 
through May 13. and an openiflg recep 
tion in Fred Carter·s honor will be held 
at 7 p.m .. Frtday, May 1. 

Although he is a self-taught artist from 
the mountains of southwest Virginia, 
Fred Carter does not fit the stereotypical 
image of an Appalachian folk artist. His 
work is not quaint, romantic.· or 
primitive, nor does it present an idealiz­
ed image of mountain life_ 

Instead, much of his work bristles 
with anger, frustrati.on and a strong 
social consciousness about world prob­
lems. Starvation and environmental 
destruction of the mountains are two of 
the problems which command Fred 
Carter's attention. If some of his work 
is difficult for some people to look at, it 
pleases him. He wants people to look at 
unpleasant images and to think of their 
meaning. A wooden bust of a miner 
speaks of the impact of black lung: a 
dark painting tells ol the destruction of 
strip mining. 

In addition to being a cry of outrage, 
Fred Carter's work also speaks about 
the enduring spirit of the mountains. He 
has a strong empathy for classical 
-myths and for local stories. His 
understanding of how they speak to the 
Appalachian experience is reflected in 
his art. The artist's own struggle to 
transcendend the toils and sorrows of 
life's experiences is a fine example of 
the enduring spirit of the mountains. 

Born in 1911 in Scott county in the 
mountains of Southwest Virginia, Fred 
Carter moved to Clintwood in nearby 
Dickinson county as a young man. He 
settled there and became a successful 
businessman, builder. landscape ar­
chitect and nurseryman. At age 50, he 
began to paint and sculpt in wood. Also 
an avid collector of Appalachian ar­
tifacts, he opened the Cumberland 
museum in Clintwood in 1969, where he 
exhibited his own art and used his .col­
lections to interpret Appalachian culture 
and history. He owned and operated this 
museum for 14 years until it closed from 
insufficient community support. Today, 
he continues to work as an artist. con­
centrating on large wooden sculpture.

Farmers Warned Of 
Weed Killer Scams 

Every year at about this time, fly-by­
night pesticides operators scour the 
Commonwealth in an effort to take ad­
vantage of people's pesticides problems. 

"We always have a problem in the 
spring with unscrupulous companies 
faking evidence of termites to get peo­
ple to hire them, and there are usually 
other schemes as well,'' said Agriculture 
Commissioner David E. Boswell. 

"The big scam this year." the Com­
missioner continued. "1s w1th telephone 
sales of weed killer. Last year the Bowl­
ing Green/Warren county area was the 
target. This year, the northeastern part 
of the state is the target." 

There are reports from Lewis county 
that a telephone salesman is offering a 
weed killer which will kill weeds for six 
years, but will not harm crops. "As 
usual, when something sounds too good 
to be true, it probably is. Anyone who is 
offered this kind of chemical must be 
very leary of such ficticious state­
ments, .. said Commissioner Boswell. 
"Actually, most products sold by 
telephone hardly ever do what they 
claim. Chances are good the product is 
watered down and inferior." 

Boswell said potential customers 
should always check a salesperson's cre­
dientials, such as name, company name, 
addresses and telephone number. 
Customers should also check on whether 
the business is an established one or 
somebody just passing through the area. 

"People should have a way to reach 
busmesses if they have a problem with 
a product," Boswell said. 

If anyone has questions about a pro­
duct or the honesty of a company. he 
should contact his county agent or the 
Department of Agriculture. Division of 
Pesticides, 1003 Twilight Trail, Building 
A-3.

Previously, only 
those veterans receiving benefits under 
VA 's vocational rehabilitation or the 
Vietnam Era GI Bill were eligible. 

Q - My mother, a veteran of the arm­
ed forces. was buried in a private 
cemetery and her headstone was fur­
nished, at no cost, by the Veterans Ad­
ministration. I visited her grave recent­
ly and noticed that the stone was crack­
ed . Will the VA fix the headstone? 

A.-The VA will replace a previously 
furnished government headstone at 
government expense if it is cracked, 
broken, destroyed or otherwise made il­
legible. Requests for replacement of a 
headstone should be made in writing by 
a family member or other responsible 
person. The request should state the con­
dition of the headstone and be sent to: 
Director, Monument Service ( 42 l . 
Veterans Administration, Washington, 
D.C. 20420. 

Q.-1 am an honorably discharged 
World War ll veteran. I plan to retire 
shortly and I would like to buy a new 
home. I know that I was entitled to a VA­
guaranteed home loan when I got out of 
the service, but I believe the time limit 
on this benefit has expired. Is this 
correct? 

A. - All the time limits for use of the 
VA loan guaranty benefit have been 
eliminated. Eligible veterans of World 
War II and later periods may use this 
benefit at any time during their lifetime. 

Q.-I receive VA compensation and 
would like to know when I will receive 
my W-2 form to file with my federal in­
come tax returns? 

A.-VA compensation benefits are not 
taxable. W-2 forms are only sent to 
record taxable income. 

Q.-Can a widow who is an alien and 
receiving Dependency and Indemnity 
Compensation from the VA be paid this 
benefit if she returns to her native 
country? 

A - Yes. Provided she does not 
relocate in a territory of or under con­
trol of an enemy of the United States or 
its allies. 

Q.- 1 started the semester at the full­
time rate and dropped a course in the 
last month of the semester because it 
was too hard. The Veterans Administra­
tion has now informed me that I am on­
ly due 3/ 4 time benefits from the begin­
ning of the semester. This caused me to 
be overpaid. Why did they do thts to me?

A.-The VA will only pay benefits on 
credits which will be used in computing 
requirements for graduation . When you 
dropped the class. e1ther you did not sub­
mil your reasons for withdrawal. or the 
VA determined your reasons were not 
beyond your control Your benefits were 
then adjusted to the 3/4 rate retroactive 
to the beginning of the semester This 
adjustment created an O\erpayment 
between the 3/ 4 time rate and the full · 
time rate you were paid.
