They include a $575,825 
claim by the Tag Coal Company. 

By virtue of court decisions handed 
down last fall . the property owned by 
developers John W. Waits. of Crest­
wood, and Robert M. Greer, Jr., of Ar­
monk, N.Y. will be offered for sale at 11 
a .m. Saturday, June 13, by Special 
Commissioner James A. Combs.

Teamsters Say

A Teamsters Union official filed suit 
in Floyd Circuit Court last week in an 
effort to force the Floyd Board of 
Education to deduct union dues from 
the paychecks of those employees who 
ask them to. 

Jerry T. Vincent, secretary­
treasurer of the 4000-member Teams­
ters Local 783 in Louisville, said the 
union asked Superintendent Ray 
Brackett in March and April to start 
deducting $11 a month in membership 
dues for the 275 board employees-bus 
drivers, custodians, cooks, and 
clerks-who signed authorization 
cards. The board has refused the union 
request. he said. 

The union official cited a state law 
directing local boards of education to 

·New Tax Revenue Breathes Life 
Into Failing Allen Fire Dept.

With tax revenues giving the once-
embattled fire company a new lease on 
life. trustees of the Allen Volunteer 
Fire Department will make a new bid 
to draw Bull Creek into its coverage 
area . 

The 26-year-old Allen station is one of 
four rural fire departments-the 
others are in Garrett, Maytown and 
Wayland-which began collecting 
taxes this year as a result of decisions 
by Floyd Fiscal Court in 1985 to declare 
those sections fire protection districts. 

The decision has meant that Allen 
Fire Departi!lPnt fnrrerl) rln;><>l'Jd"'nt 
largely on voluntary contributions. 
which amounted in 1984 to $7,800-has 
collected nearly $21,000 this year in 
property taxes levied at a rate of a 
dollar per $1,000 of assessed value. 

In addition, the department receives 
state support of $2,000 and, along with 
the county's other 15 rural fire depart­
ments, a fiscal court contribution of 
$2,000 annually. 

The new revenue has enabled Allen 
firefighters to purchase a used fire 
truck for $25,000 and to buy their 
concrete-block firehouse for $30,000. 
said Fire Chief Roy Compton. 

When. in the fall of 1985. the depart­
ment sought fiscal court recognition of

Creek residents resulted in the sunder­
ing of that section from the proposed 
coverage area. But Allen fire officials 
believe that new developments make 
more persuasive their argument that 
Bull Creek householders would be well 
served by sheltering under the Allen 
umbrella. 

For one thing, a February survey of 
the district's firefighting capability by 
the Insurance Services Organization 
CISOl, an agency employed by under­
writers to rate fire districts for in­
surance purposes, has resulted in the 
elevation of the Allen area from a Class 
9 designation to Class 6 for all residents 
within 1,000 feet of an approved 
hydrant. 

The dramatically-improved rating 
comes at a time when construction of a 
water system on Prater Creek, which 
falls within the Allen fire district 
borders, offers many residents there 
the chance of having fire hydrants 
nearby. and when Floyd Fiscal Court 
has budgeted $500,000 to install 
hydrants in all rural areas served by 
public water systems.

Literacy Push Here Takes 
Spring, Summer Vacation 
By Louise Houghton 

In nearly half of the school districts in 
Kentucky, adult literacy classes won't 
end this year with the close of the 
regular school session. Instead, those 56 
districts will offer adult classes into the 
summer months, funded by special ex­
tension grants from the state Depart­
ment of Education. 

But Floyd county, where one out of 
every eight adults cannot read beyond 
the fourth-grade level, isn't one of them. 
Here, where nearly half of the adult 
population did not finish the eighth 
grade, the school district's adult classes 
ended in January and won't start up 
again until August. 

Cosetta Newsome, supervisor of adult 
education for this county, says she 
received no notice of the summer exten­
sion grants. According to state education 
officials, the extension program was an­
nounced in late March at the depart­
ment's spring conference, held in 
Louisville. Newsome attended the con­
ference, but apparently missed theses­
sion in which the program was 
announced. 

However, when state officials found 
out this week that Floyd county had been 
left out, they called Newsome to offer ex­
tra money to hold the classes this sum­
mer. Newsome turned them down, said 
an incredulous Anita Nelam, spokes­
person for the education department. 

According to Newsome, whose sister 
is one of the teachers in the adult educa­
tion program, summer classes are not 
feasible here. Teachers like to have 
their summers off, she said, and some 
of them need that time to take classes

themselves to keep their certification 
current. 

The same reason-the teachers' 
preference--explains why adult classes 
here shut down in January, according to 
Newsome. Floyd county's adult educa­
tion program, which is only a minor part 
of her responsibilities, was given ap­
proval last summer for 600 teaching 
hours during the 1986-87 school year. 
That was divided equally among five 
teachers, for 120 hours each. 

Since the teachers here traditionally 
have held classes two nights a week for 
three hours each evening, all the avail­
able hours were used up in about 20 
weeks after the beginning of the school 
year. That has been the case for at least 
the last several years, according to 
Newsome. She said she has considered 
making the classes available all year 
long, but believes the teachers would not 
cooperate. 

"You can hardly get them to do that,'' 
she said. "I don't believe they would do 
it. For more hours, more pay, natural­
ly they would." 

The situation may be better next year, 
she hopes, if her request for a total of 850 
teaching hours is approved. That works 
out to 170 hours for each of the five 
teachers, which will mean that each

Primary Election Results 

Few Backed By Floyd Voters 
Will Carry Democrat Banner

Although he ran a distant fourth 
statewide, Dr. Grady Stumbo was the 
clear choice of Floyd voters for gover­
nor in last week's primary election. He 
won all 48 precmcts here, capturing 76 
percent of the county vote. 

Only on Prater Creek did Wallace 
Wilkinson, the Lexington businessman 
who upset former governor John Y. 
Brown, Jr. to win the state Democratic 
nomination, come close. to beating 
Stumbo. Voters at the Dana polls gave 
Wilkinson 186 to Stumbo's 197 votes. 

Wilkinson also made a respectable 
showing in Betsy Layne, while Lt.-Gov. 
Steven L. Beshear ran strongly on 
Toler Creek. 

The Floyd tally in the governor's 
race : Stumbo 10,094, Wilkinson 1,801, 
Beshear 1,206, and Julian Carroll 151. 

Similarly, in the contest for lieute­
nant governor, it was the east Ken­
tucky candidate who took the lion's 
share here: Pike Judge-Executive 
Paul Patton who ran third behind 
Midway horsebreeder B.rereton Jones 
and Attorney General Dave Armstrong 
statewide-was the clear victor in this 
county, polling 8,135 votes to Arm­
strong 's 1,642 and Jones's 1.075. 

For attorney general. Floyd 
Democrats chose Todd Hollenbach, 
3,207, over Raymond Kirk, 2,980, and 
Fred Cowan. 2,163. On the state level, 
however, Cowan. a four-term state rep­
resentative from Louisville. opened a 
wide lead, capturing more than 50 per­
cent of the votes. Hollenbach, who is 
Jefferson county commonwealth's at­
torney. received about 40 percent and 
Kirk. a Lexington lawyer. 10 percent. 

State Rep. Roger Noe. of Harlan. 
with 2, 702 votes. was the leader here 
for state superintendent of public in­
struction, in a close race with former 
state Superintendent Raymond 
Barber. 2,589, and Rowan county 
superintendent John Brock. 2.356. 

According to Kentucky Water 
Patrolman Dean Ratliff, Blair was 
operating his boat in a dangerous man­
ner and, when he was pulled over, had 
a strong odor of alcohol on his breath. 
The criminal complaint also states that 
Blair assaulted the patrolman by strik­
ing him with his fist, resisted arrest, 
cursed the officer loudly, and escaped by 
operating his boat in a very reckless 
manner.

Joint Effort 
Meant To Lure 
Investors Here

"Unless we have something special to 
offer," said Morgan county Judge­
Executive Sid Stewart, "we're just not 
going to get' • industrial development in 
this area. Businesses simply have no 
reason to locate further east than Win­
chester, he believes. 

So three area development districts­
Big Sandy, Gateway and Kentucky 
River-are in the process of putting 
together " something special"-a 
package of incentives that they hope will 
convince businesses that their future lies 
in eastern Kentucky. 

"I look at it as just buying ourselves 
som ;ntw," '3-tPw:o>rt sn·~ 

The keystone in the package, e:Ypected 
to become a reality by July, will be free 
land supplied with water, gas and elec­
tricity. Specialized training for prospec­
tive employees will be another element, 
provided through the Eastern Kentucky 
Concentrated Employment Program 
(EKCEP). Other possibilities, not firmly 
nailed down yet, are to offer businesses 
an exemption from paying certain taxes 
~nd to give them an actual "cash incen­
tive" to set up shop here, according to 
Stewart. 

Members of the Big Sandy Area 
Development District, which includes 
Floyd and four other nearby counties, 
voted in February to join the other two 
ADDs in buying a too-acre industrial site 
near the Mountain Parkway in Wolfe 
county, for $105,000. That deal now is 
" r ight on the verge" of being complete, 
Stewart said, with the only holdup being 
the funding schedule of the Big Sandy 
ADD. Although the other two ADDs 
already have chipped in their one-third 
shares of $35,000 each, the Big Sandy 
ADD follows a different schedule and its 
contribution cannot be approved until 
July 1, according to director Roger 
Recktenwald. 

The site is farmland right now, accor­
ding to Stewart, and includes only about 
20 acres of flat land. But running 
beneath the topsoil is a 41-inch seam of 
coal, and he said that local businessmen 
have estimated that the coal could pay 
for the cost of acquiring the land. In the 
process of clearing and mining the area, 
he anticipates the creation of a "split­
level" site that will at least double the 
amount of level surface.

Parents Should Act Now to Secure 
Birth Records of Kindergarteners 

"Begin early, " is the advice being 
given by school officials here to parents 
needing to apply to Frankfort for birth 
records of children starting school next 
fall 

Floyd school nurse Jennifer Martin is 
coordinating the effort here to see that 
all youngsters beginning kindergarten in 
August come to school with the 
necessary records in hand- TB and shot 
records, physical exam, and birth 
certificate. 

The birth certificate is the record 
Martin is worried about. "They have to 
have it the day they come to school­
and there is a backlog of applications in 
Frankfort," she said. 

For parents who must write to the 
Kentucky Office of Vital Statistics for a 
copy of a child's birth record, two· to 

four-week delays may be experienced 
because of new federal regulations, of­
ficials said. Omar Greeman, registrar 
at the office, said an Internal Revenue 
Service regulation and a new law deal­
ing with the problem of illegal alien 
workers are going to increase the de­
mand for birth certificate copies. The 
IRS now requires dependents four and 
over to have Social Security numbers for 
them; birth certificates are needed to 
obtain them. 

For Marlin, the implication is clear: 
parents of children turning five before 
October 1 and so eligible for kinder­
garten should not delay in applying for 
their birth record. Applications are 
available from Floyd Health Depart­
ment registrar Peggy Gibson . 

Truck-Driving Course 
Appeals To Many 

Bob Bierman thinks the best way to 
see the world is through the windshield 
of a truck. 

"Some people say truck driving is the 
last frontier. I think being a profes­
sional truck driver is a wcnderful way 
to earn a living," Bierman said. 

After serving nine years as principal 
of Bowling Green State Vocational­
Technical School, Bierman, 49, will be 
moving from his office in June to 
become principal of the new Transpor­
tation Occupations Center in Bowling 
Green. The center will be operated by 
the Department of Education's Office of 
Vocational Education. 

The Bowling Green school has been 
rolling 12 new students a week in its 
trucking class. The opening of the 
Transportation Occupations Center in 
June will increase the number of in­
structors from 13 to 19 and provide space 
for up to 24 students at a time in the 
three-week program. 

The state vocational-technical schools 
system has one other truck driving pro­
gram, at Mayo State Vocational­
Technical School in Paintsville. 

The students entering the truck­
driving program are from all over the 
country and varied backgrounds. 

"We've had dislocated oil workers, X­
ray technicians, welders, husband-and­
wife teams, and even retired people who 
want to travel and see the country," 
Bierman said. 

Although Bierman has spent most of 
his professional career as a teacher and 
principal, he has indulged his interest in 
trucks by driving part-time nearly all his 
life. 

"I used to drive a truck for extra 
money during summer breaks. And I 
still do a lot of driving at night for my 
father-in-law, who owns a trucking 
firm," he said. 

All those years on the road made Bier­
man aware of the need for truck drivers 
with professional training. He was 
delighted three years ago when the 
truck-driving program was started at 
Bowling Green State Vocational­
Technical School. 

"We began in a small way, but the pro­
gram really grew. Hy March 1986, we 
had graduated 526 students," he said. 

During the first few days of the three­
week course, students learn rules and 
regulations, practice reading road maps 
and fill out road logs and other paper 
work. 

"The first thing we teach them is how 
to back the vehicle up in a straight line. 
That's one of the hardest things to do 
with a truck," Bierman said. 

Next the students are taken out on the 
road and shown the proper gear-shifting 
procedures to get the most horsepower 
and fuel efficiency. 

"After the students are comfortable 
on lightly traveled roads we move them 
out onto l-{)5 for some real highway driv­
ing. Then we take them downtown and 
teach them how to drive in the city," 
Bierman said. 

Students who pass a road test the third 
week are employed by the J.B. Hunt 
Truck Co., which has a contract with the 
school. "They work as second-test 
drivers for eight weeks. Atthe end of 
that period they're road-tested again 
and g1ven their first truck," Bierman 
said. 

There is always a high demand for 
new drivers in the trucking industry. 

"Although the job requires a person to 
be away from home for long periods of 
time, it's perfect for a single person 
without family responsibilities," Bier­
man said. "It's a good way to travel and 
see the country at someone else's 
expense."

Career Built On Skills Honed 
In School Basketball Program

David Ace Harrington spent only two 
and a half years in Prestonsburg, yet the 
Prestonsburg High graduate considers 
this is home and the place that has most 
influenced him to become the successful 
businessman he is today. 

Born in Memphis, Tenn., Harrington 
was a basketball player on Fred Setser's 
team at Treadwell Junior High in Mem­
phis when the team won the city cham­
pionshp two years in a row. Then, when 
Setser became Prestonsburg's coach the 
following year, he invited Harrington to 
play for Prestonsburg. Setser had a good 
crop of sophomores that year-1972-73 
-and, in an effort to build a winning 
tradition, he brought Harrington here 
and arranged for him to live with the 
C.J. McNally family on Trimble Branch. 
"My mother wasn't too big on the idea," 
Harrington said, "but we convinced her 
once she came to Prestonsburg and met 
the McNallys." 

Being on his own made Harrington 
more independent and made him 
mature more quickly. He calls it a 
positive experience, having lived in a 
small town like Prestonsburg, where 
family values and the importance of 
education was stressed by parents and 
teachers like A. G. Crider. 

"I feel very fortunate to have moved 
away from home at an early age and to 
have played for Coach Setser," Harr­
ington said. "And, just as importantly, 
to have lived with people like C.J. and 
Deana McNally. Mr. McNally is a very 
successful businessman, and I saw him 
accomplish things and that impressed 
me." 

Setser succeeded in building up the 
basketball program and, in Harrington's 
senior year, the Blackcats were district 
champs and finished with a 28-3 record. 
"We kicked tail our senior year," Har­
rington said. "We have the best record 
of any team ever at Prestonsburg." 

Harrington never became the profes­
sional basketball player he once dream­
ed of being, but he left Prestonsburg 
with a winning attitude and the belief in­
stilled in him by his parents, Coach 
Setser, and the McNallys, that he could 
be successful if he worked hard. 

With only mediocre grades at 
Prestonsburg High, he made the dean's 
list every semester at Aquinas Junior 
College in Nashville. Then he transfer­
red to Vanderbilt University, where he

graduated with a double major in 
business and economics. It was while at 
Vanderbilt that he got his first taste for 
being an entrepreneur. He started 
several small businesses with other 
students, like selling snow tires to 
students at wholesale prices; he sold piz­
zas and frisbees with Vanderbilt printed 
on them; he also operated an airport 
taxi service. And with what he earned 
on these enterprises he paid his way 
through school. 

After graduating in 1!179, Harrington 
started Mid-Tenn Associates, Inc., a 
business that sold Homelite products. In 
1981, the business expanded into equip­
ment rentals and added a division Mid­
Tenn Equipment and Supply, that even­
tually became Nashville's largest Ryder 
truck dealer. Then in 1983 Harrington 
started MTA Distributors, serving as the

Teachers Urged To Enter 
Constitutional Contest 

A professor of government at Eastern 
Kentucky University will coordinate a 
state-wide competition this fall on the 
bicentennial of the U.S. Constitution. 

Dr. Paul Blanchard will be the contact 
person for Kentucky high school 
teachers-especially those who teach 
social studies-who wish to participate 
in the program. 

"Recent news stories have highlighted • 
several activities sponsored by the Com­
mission on the Bicentennial of the Con­
stitution, chaired by former Chief 
Justice Warren Burger," Blanchard 
said. "A major activity of the Bicenten­
nial Commission is the National 
Bicentennial Competition on the Con­
struction, or NBCC. This is a classroom­
oriented activity in which many Ken­
tucky high school teachers can par­
ticipate," he said. 

Teachers of U.S. history, civics, 
government, and political science are 
particularly urged to consider becoming 
involved in this program, Blanchard 
said. 

The program will be available during 
the fall 1987 semester. 

The National Bicentennial Competi­
tion provides high school students with 
a six-week instructional program 
designed to foster an understanding of 
the fundamental principles of our con­
stitutional republic and the history of its 
development. 

Following this instruction, entire 
classes will be invited to compete as 
teams in district, state and national 
competitions. Participation in this por­
tion of the program is not mandatory. 

Students in classes not wishing to com­
pete will receive an award certificate 
signed by their U.S. Representative or 
another public official upon completion 
of the course of study. 

Ten teachers in each congressional • 
district will be provide:! with complete 
sets of instructional materials for the 
six-week course of study free of charge. 
Other teachers will be able to participate 
at a nominal cost. In addition, training 
and technical assistance wi!! be provid-
ed to participating teachers at no cost 
to their school districts.

Nine-year-old Dave McCoy led the 

way past his mother's new corn seedl­
ings, barely showing above the brown 
dirt, past rows of newly-planted 
tomatoes, white with Sevin dust, and 
just-sprouted halfrunner beans and 
mustard greens. "Here's the 
cucumbers," he said, poking with the tip 
of one crutch at a mound of earth where 
pairs of new leaves were beginning.to 
sprout. 

He leaned over carefully. favoring the 
injured knee that has kept him out of 
school recently, and plucked up a tiny 
weed with pointed leaves. "That's a 
morning glory," he declared with the 
assurance of an experienced gardener. 

Young McCoy, a third-grader at Mar­
tin Elementary School, is heir to an 
eastern Kentucky tradition of growing 
food for the family table, although it's 
a pursuit many people here have given 
up now that fresh vegetables are 

•available at every supermarket and 
greengrocer's. Those people don't know 
what they are missing, believes his 
father, Gene McCoy, who relishes the

But for the McCoy family, vegetable 

gardening is more than just a matter of 
tradition or preference. With three 
children at home and Gene McCoy 
unable to work due to heart problems, 
it's a necessity. By canning or freezing 
much of what they grow, the family 
manages to make the garden last all 
year long. 

For the last four years, the McCoys 
have participated in the "small farm" 
program, operated by the Christian Ap­
palachian Project, which distributes 
seeds and fertilizer to low-income rural 
families every spring. The program is 
helping about 325 families in Floyd, 
Knott and Magoffin counties put in 
gardens this spring, according to coor­
dinator Donna Yellen. 

Along with onion sets, seedling pep­
pers and tomatoes, seeds for 
watermelon, cucumbers, beans, cab­
bage, corn and other vegetables, and 
fifty-pound bags of potatoes and fer­
tilizer, the paticipants also are given 
some flower seeds, Yellen said, because 
the spirit needs food as much as the body 
does. "Sometimes those flowers are just 
as important as those taters," she 
explained. 

Each of the families is visited at least 
twice during the growing season so that 
CAP employees can bring them extra 
seeds, seedlings, pesticide, or, in the fall, 
canning supplies and freezer bags. The 
employees also are supposed to provide 
gardening advice during their visits, but 
Yellen, a New Yorker, said things 
haven't worked out that way. 

"It's totally the opposite," she said. "I 
know nothing, compared to the people 
here." Most of the participants are very 
knowledgeable farmers who have been 
working in family gardens since they 
were younger than Dave McCoy, she has 
found. 

One of the highlights of the program, 
she added, has been the friendliness of 
the participants and their eagerness to 
share the fruits of their labor. She rare­
ly visits a home where she is not offered 
a cup of coffee or a cold soda pop, and 
when she leaves, it's with her hands full 
of onions, early peas, a sack of potatoes 
or a poke of greens. 

"I feel like I get a hundred times more 
than what I give out," she said. 

In addition, the gardeners often help 
each other, even without meeting face­
to-face. It's not unusual, Yellen said, 
that when she visits a family to bring 
them young tomato plants, she comes 
away with a batch of sweet potato slips 
they have sprouted. These, in turn, will 
be passed around to the other gardeners. 

Since the participants must be willing 
to work in order to benefit from the pro­
grams, she said, the gardening effort is 
not a hand-out. "It's not something that 
you get for nothing," she emphasized. 
Instead, the approach tries to make 
fa.milies self-sufficient and lets them 
take pride in what they produce. 

A further aim of the program is to help 
"build relationships" between CAP and 
the people it seeks to serve, according 
to Yellen. Those who get involved with 
CAP through the small farm program 
often go on to enter other programs as

well, such as literacy training or health 
care. The McCoy children will attend 
CAP's summer camp near Dewey Lake 
this year, she said. 

Most of the small farm participants 
grow their gardens right at home, but 
the McCoys' rented home at Frogtown 
on Left Beaver has little room fc;>r a 
garden and the soil is poor. So, instead, 
they are cultivating a large plot at the 
community garden near the river in 
Martin, another CAP project. Created 
out of unused and flood-prone land own­
ed by the Chessie railroad system, the 
community garden space is available 
for use by anyone in the area, rich or 
poor, who wants to garden and lacks a 
place to do it, Yellen said. 

Most of the available gardening room 
is already claimed for this season, 
however. 

The McCoys and one or two other 
gardeners were there, planting 
tomatoes and discussing their beans, on 
a hot morning in late May when Yellen 
came by for a visit. While his mother 
Pam McCoy wielded a hoe, Dave McCoy 
pulled weeds by hand and his brother 
Luke, 5, tried to learn the difference be­
tween a cucumber and a morning glory. 
His father, just out of the hospital after 
his most recent bout with heart prob­
lems, directed operations. 

As Yellen headed back to her truck, 
Gene McCoy thanked her for helping to 
get him to the hospital earlier, and said 
he regretted not having any fresh 
vegetables to send with her. 

"You come back later on in the sum­
mer," he called cheerily, "when things 
are ripe!"

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group that homeowners insured under

Hall called the Class 6 rating "as­
tounding" and Allen, who said no other 
rural fire department in the county en­
joys as good a rating, recalled that the 
rapid improvement in the Allen 
district's fire services had "seemed 
like an impossible task." 

Joining the Allen district's coverage 
area will now be more attractive to 
Bull Creek residents , Allen officials 
said, not only on account of the improv­
ed ISO rating but also because the sub­
scription fee for fire protection offered 
by the Prestonsburg Fire Depart­
ment-which was only $25 annually 
when Bull Creek residents first re­
jected Allen's advances-has since 
been raised substantially. Rural sub­
scribers to the city fire protection plan 
now pay from $100 to $150 annually, 
depending on their distance from the 
city. 

"The best thing that could happen to 
us was when Prestonsburg raised its 
fee ," said attorney Eric Hall, one of the 
Allen Fire Department's seven 
trustees. "This time we've got some­
thing to sell." 

A petition to amend the Allen fire 
district boundaries to include Bull 
Creek will likely be presented to Floyd 
Fiscal Court at its July 17 meeting, 
Allen fire officials said. 

Such a move could be blocked only if 
it were opposed by 51 percent of pro­
perty owners in the area to be annexed, 
Hall told Monday's meeting. About 
eight Bull Creek residents at the 
meeting indicated they would have no 
objection to being made part of the 
Allen fire district. 

The district currently includes New 
and Old Allen, Beaver Creek as far 
south as the Martin city limit, Arkan­
sas Creek to the mouth of Pickle Bean 
hollow, Dwale, Prater Creek as far as 
the Prater grade school, and the Big 
Sandy valley from the edge of the Bull 
Ci'eek watershed to the Kentucky 
Machinery plant at Ivel. 

Two years ago, Allen Fire Depart­
ment appeared moribund, housed in a 
leaky building on which the lease had 
expired, reduced to seven dispirited 
firefighters, and owning only a 
decrepit, 1962-vintage fire truck. 

The department, which now lists 15 
firefighters, has launched a recruiting 
and fundraising drive and plans to 
establish a women's auxiliary. 

In the future, fire officials plan to see 
hydrants installed at Allen, to offer 
classes in cardiopulmonary resus­
citation, to improve fire-call response, 
and to seek an even better ISO rating, 
Compton said. 

In 1985, "we were fighting to get back 
on our feet. People took a chance on 
us," the fire chief said, "and we came 
through for them."

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teacher will spend an extra six to eight 
weeks holding classes. 

Her requests have not usually been 
granted, Newsome said.

But for now, they will have to wait.

State Forestry Division 
Reports On Tree Sales 

Over 12 million tree seedlings in 20 
varieties were sold by the Kentucky 
Division of Forestry nurseries from 
spring through fall 1986, up 2 million 
from 1985 and nearly 4 million from 1983. 

The division's two nurseries annual­
ly raise the seedlings for sale to Ken­
tucky landowners in an effort to return 
idle and eroding land to forests. With the 
exception of white pine and Scotch pine, 
which are two years old when shipped, 
all other seedlings are one year old. 

A breakdown of the tree seedling sales 
records show that 5.5 million were sold 
for mined land reclamation purposes, 
either for the reclamation of current 
operations or the restoration of sites 
under the abandoned mine land pro­
gram. The planting of trees on these 
sites not only helps stabilize the soil, but 
also can provide a future source of 
revenue from harvested trees. 

Individual private landowners pur­
chased nearly 3.3 million seedlings, 
many of which will be used to plant old 
fields that are no longer usable or need­
ed for farming operations. Many of these 
landowners received assistance from 
division foresters in selecting the right 
species for their sites. 

The forestry industry purchased over 
2.2 million seedlings either to reforest 
some of their own lands or to give to 
private landowners under various com­
pany programs. 

Approximately 346,000 seedlings were 
sold to various federal agencies such as 
the Daniel Boone National Forest. Sales 
to order states and individuals outside 
Kentucky accounted for 949,000 
seedlings. 

Enterprise Zones 
Authorized By Law 

Current state law allows for the 
establishment of 10 "enterprise 
zones" in Kentucky, and nine 
already have been designated, ac­
cording to Commerce Cabinet of- 1-
ficials. More zones could be I~ 
authorized, but this would require 
action by the state General 
Assembly. 

The existing zones are in Ashland, 
Covington, Louisville, Lexington, 
Owensboro, Paducah, Campbell 
county, Knox county and Fulton­
Hickman counties. 

The designation is granted by the 
state Enterprise Zone Authority 
based primarily on need, particular-
ly high unemployment in an area. 
Also taken into consideration is the 
amount of local effort that a com­
munity is willing to provide, such as 1~ road construction or the extension ll"' 
of utilities. 

In order to qualify for tax incen­
tives within an enterprise zone, a 
new business must agree to hire at 
least 25 percent of its work force 
from among the residents of the 
zone, long-term unemployed people 
or those receiving public assistance. 
For an existing business to qualify 
for the incentives, it must create a 
20 percent increase in either its total 
work force or its capital investment. 
Both new and existing businesses 
must have at least 50 percent of 
their employees perform substan­
tially all of their services within the ~; 
enterprise zone.

For Developmentally Disabled ... 

Projects Receive. State Funds 
Eleven special projects, including one 

in this county, designed to benefit more 
than 1,500 developmentally disabled 
Kentuckians, have been awarded 
200,000 in grants by the Developmental 

Disabilities Planning Council in the state 
Department for Mental Health and Men­
tal Retardation Services. 

The programs, to be funded for the 
fiscal year beginning July 1, include ear­
ly intervention and training programs, 
child care services and projects to assist 
families and siblings of developmental­
ly disabled people. 

Developmental disabilities are severe 
mental and/or physical handicaps which 
begin at an early age and usually con­
tinue indefinitely. 

"We're very happy with the proposals 
that were approved," said department 
Commissioner Dennis Boyd. "The three 
statewide programs will reach a max­
imum number of people with a 
minimum amount of funding. 

"Some of the single- and multi-county 
projects represent first-time funding in 
those sections of Kentucky." Only a 
grant to a Bullitt county speech and 
hearing program is a renewal. Boyd 
said the 11 selections from 52 applica­
tions submitted are the most grants 

awarded in the four-year history of the 
program. 

Council chairman Ed LeMaster of 
London said he and other members of 
the project review committee were 
pleased with the large number of worth­
while proposals submitted. The commit­
tee was comprised of Council members 
and staff, along with staff from the 
department's Division of Mental 
Retardation. 

"The committee made a strong effort 
to target underserved areas, to fund no 
more than one project per agency, to 
balance direct with indirect statewide 
services and to avoid concentrating 
grants in just a few areas," said 
LeMaster. 

Mountain Comprehensive Care Center 
here will receive one of the 
grants-$29,315 to support a program for 
disabled children and their parents in 
Floyd and Magoffin counties.

An "alarming" number of Kentucky 
physicians have either dropped or 
sharply curtailed their obstetrics prac­
tice in recent years, according to a 
survey by the Kentucky Medical Asso· 
ciation. 

Half of those who gave up obstetrics 
have done so in the last three years, with 
the trend line moving upward each year. 
The number rose from nine in 1980 to 26 
in 1986. 

The survey of 330 physicians specializ· 
ing in both family practice and 
OB/GYN, who had practiced obstetrics 
within the past eight years, revealed 
that 36% had quit obstetrics by 1986 and 
another 19% had reduced their practice. 

The decline was greatest among fami­
ly practitioners, where three out of five 
had left obstetrics by 1986 and another 
one out of five had cut back. 

An analysis of the survey by Gordon 
Scott Bonham, Ph.D., of the University 
of Louisville's Urban Studies Center, 
said that liability insurance problems 
were reported by 70% of the physicians 
as the reason for quitting obstetrics. 

Bonham's report predicted that the 
decline in obstetrics practice isn't over, 
and that a fortune shortage of physicians 
who care for pregnant women is prob­
able. 

"One out of eight physicians 02%) 
practicing obstetrics in 1986 said they 
might discontinue this part of their prac­
tice in the near future," he wrote. "This 
was especially true of those who had 
already reduced their obstetrics prac­
tice, where over half (57%) said they 
had definite plans to end their practice 
in the immediate future and one-eighth 
04%) said they were considering such 
a measure."

QUESTION: I am a fairly thin woman 

but all of my life I have had very large 
breasts. Do I have a greater risk of get­
ting breast cancer'? Do heavy women 
with large breasts have a greater risk? 

ANSWER: Scientists do not yet know 
the exact cause of breast cancer. But 
researchers trying to understand how 
breast cancer develops have studied a 
variety of risk factors. 

Some studies have looked at the rela· 
tionship of weight and the risk of 
developing breast cancer. Many of these 
studies have shown that there is a higher 
rate of breast cancer among heavier 
women. In particular, the number of 
women who develop breast cancer after 
menopause appears to be greater in 
women who are overweight. The in­
creased rate of breast cancer in heavier 
women is probably not due to the size of 
their breasts, but factors which relate to 
their weight. There is also some 
evidence that obesity and diets high in 
fat may increase a woman's risk of 
developing breast cancer. 

To date, no one factor or combination 
of factors has been found that can be 
used to predict the risk of breast cancer 
in an individual. So all women, 
regardless of the size of their breasts or 
their weight, should practice breast self· 
exam <BSE) and see their doctors 
regularly for a breast exam. Regular 
check-ups are particularly important for 
women with large breasts, because a 
very small lump may be harder to 
detect in these women. Women should 
also ask their doctors abo~t. having 
regular breast x-rays <mammograms). 
Regular breast x-rays are very impor­
tant for older women and other women 
at higher risk for breast cancer, since 
it can detect cancer even before a lump 
can be felt.

surance is a major expense for physi­
cians, with the amount of coverage car­
ried directly related to current 
obstetrical practices. Most physicians 
carry at least $1 million in coverage, 
with some reporting coverage up to $10 
million. Coverage at $3 million or more 
was carried by 30% of physicians cur· 
rently practicing obstetrics, compared 

· to only 13% of those who had quit 
obstetrics by 1986. 

No family practitioners reported 
premiums as high as $20,000 per year. 
However, 51% of obstetricians/ 
gynecologists, reported paying $20,000 or 
more annually. 

"Obstetrics is increasingly being 
limited to obstetrical gynecologists, who 
are paying much higher amounts for the 
same liability coverage as family prac­
titioners," Bonham concluded. 

Bonham said the shortage may 
become especially acute in the 
midwestern part of the state, where on­
ly 18% of physicians, who had once prac­
ticed obstetrics, plan to continue. 

"Midwest Kentucky has relied heavi­
ly on family practitioners in the past, but 
with family practitioners leaving 
obstetrics, only one in five physicians in 
that region will practice obstetrics in a 
few years," he observed. 

The· sharpest decline in obstetrics 
practice has occurred in the north­
eastern part of the state, where 42% of 
those surveyed said they had eliminated 
their practices. Close behind was the 
midwest section of Kentucky, where 
39% reported they had left obstetrics. 

<The northeast region includes the 42 
Kentucky counties that make up the 
Bluegrass, Gateway, Fivco and Buffalo 
Trace area development districts. The 
midwest region includes the 39 counties 
that are in the Barren River, Lake 
Cumberland and Lincoln Trail area 
development districts.) 

The survey showed that 30% of Ken­
tucky physicians who practiced 
obstetrics during the past eight years 
have been sued, Bonham said, but only 
6% had actually gone to trial. 

"Among all Kentucky physicians who 
were sued, about one-fourth of the 
lawsuits resulted in a settlement to the 
patient, one-third resulted in acquittal 
of the physicians or dismissal of the 
case, a few were dropped by the plain­
tiff, and the remainder were unresolv­
ed," Bonham wrote. 

During 1986, the Kentucky Medical 
Association had 648 members who listed 
family practice as their specialty and 
295 who specialized in obstetrics/ 
gynecology.

FELINE LEUKEMIA

While there is still much to be learn­

ed about feline leukemia, a growing 
body of knowledge seems to indicate 
that the spread of this often fatal disease 
can be effectively controlled. 

Actually a viral disease complex, it is 
caused by a DNA-containing virus found 
throughout the world, called feline 
leukemia virus. The virus is present in 
the infected eat's salivary secretions, as 
well as in respiratory secretions, feces 
and urine. It is spread through groom­
ing habits such as licking, by sneezing 
and biting and by shared litter boxes and 
feeding facilities . 

Pregnant cats can transfer the virus 
in the womb or in the colustrum, though 
infestation occurs primarily through in­
gestion. Usually, prolonged contact is 
necessary. Indications are that exposure 
does not necessarily mean infection, nor 
does infection necessarily mean infec­
tion for life. 

Initial symptoms are usually varying 
degrees of fever, malaise, loss of ap­
petite, lymph node enlargement and a 
decrease in both white and red blood 
cells as well as platelets. Defense 
mechanisms and the immune system 
are weakened, and death frequently oc­
curs from pneumonia, intestinal or blood 
infections, pyothorax (accumulated pus 
in the chest). About 95 per cent of cats 
will survive the initial phase. About five 
per cent of these will become ca,rriers 
and/or die in the second phase. ' 

When animals relapse, they are af­
flicted with bone marrow suppression, 
cancers, eye lesions , neurological 
disorders and reproductive failures. In 
addition, infected cats may be plagued 
with a host of other infections-including 
bladder and respiratory infections, slow 
healing abcesses, arthritis, others­
brought about by lowered immunity. 

There is no evidence that the disease 
can be transmitted to or affect humans, 
but infected cats should be isolated from 
other cats to limit spread of the disease. 

Within the past few months, a vaccine 
effective again&t feline leukemia has 
been introduced and should be available 
from any licensed veterinarian in Ken­
tucky. Information about this vaccine 
will not be found in any of the standard 
reference works because it is too new. 
Therefore, questions about the proper 
age for vaccination, side-effects and 
other information an informed owner 
might want to know must be asked of 
your veterinarian. 

Meanwhile, if your favorite pet is 
already infected all is not hopeless. Sup­
portive treatments are often effective 
for long periods of time, and limiting the 
amount of stress on the animal and pro­
viding a wholesome diet and plenty of at­
tention frequently keep the animal (and 
the owner) sufficiently ahead of serious . 
infections.

An excellent harvest is now underway 
and strawberries are reported to be 
plentiful in all locations of the state, said 
University of Kentucky Extension hor­
ticulturist Winston Dunwell. 

Another way to freeze strawberries is 
to measure one quart of berries and 
combine them with 1/2 cup sugar that 
has been mixed with 1/2 teaspoon ascor­
bic acid. Sprinkle the sugar mixture 
over berries and turn berries gently until 
the sugar dissolves and juice is formed. 
Then package them in freezer con­
tainers and freeze. Burrier said the ber­
ries can be crushed or sliced before the 
sugar mixture is added.

"Hot, dry weather, however, has 
made this year's picking season much 
shorter than the usual four to six weeks. 
We expect that the season may be as 
short as two weeks. Those who plan to 
pick berries from the many pick-your­
own berry farms need to do so as soon 
as possible," Dunwell said. 

Because this year's bumper crop will 
have to be picked within such a short 
season, homeowners may find that they 
have too many to eat all of them fresh 
and may want to freeze them for later 
use. They may also want to buy berries 
for freezing. 

"Strawberries are easy to freeze for 
later use," said University of Kentucky 
Extension home economist Sue Burrier. 

Ripe strawberries are high in 
vitamins C and A and without sugar are 
truly a low-calorie delight at only 55 
Calories per cup, she said. 

Pick only fully ripened, bright red ber­
ries . They should be plump and have a 
natural shine and bright green, fresh 
looking caps. Eat them fresh within two 
days, she said.

To freeze berries, Burrier said wash 
the berries in cold water first. Then 
drain and remove caps. Sprinkle the 
whole berries lightly with sugar and 
spread them out in one layer on a tray,

Once the berries are frozen, 
put them in a package and return to the 
freezer.

The number of Kentucky students stu­
dying foreign languages has increased 
steadily, from 35,884 in the 1983-84 school 
year to 55,996 this year, the Kentucky 
Department of Education reports. 

The most widely taught foreign 
languages in Kentucky are Spanish, 
French, Latin and German. Russian and 
Japanese have been added to some · 
school's curriculum. Next year, Ather­
ton High School in Jefferson county will 
offer Chinese. 

.. Some school systems offer Spanish, 
French, and German to elementary 
students, whom research shows are at 
a prime age for learning a second 
language. 

"The increased emphasis on foreign 
languages is due partly to a growing 
awareness of our need to compete in a 
global economy and to improve world 
relations," Superintendent of Public In­
struction Alice McDonald said. 
"Americans will not be able to get jobs 
in foreign trade without learning the 
language." 

More students are studying foreign 
languages to prepare for college, also. 
The Commonwealth Diploma, which is 
awarded to Kentucky high school 
graduates who take advanced courses, 
requires advanced foreign language 
study. The International Baccalaureate 
Programs in Covington and Ashland 
also require more, and more intensive, 
foreign language courses, beginning in 
elementary school. 

"It's obvious from the thousands of 
Kentucky students who participated in 
foreign language festivals this year that 
interest in other countries and cultures 
is growing markedly,'' McDonald said. 

Teacher certification requirements 
now include an option for those plann­
ing to teach in elementary schools to in­
clude foreign languages in their 
preparation, and this will likely increase 
foreign language offerings in the state's 
colleges and universities. 

The arrival of Japanese businesses to 
Kentucky also heightens the interest in, 
and need for, an understanding and ap­
preciation of the Japanese language and 
culture. Several Kentucky schools and 
colleges are believed to be taking steps 
to meet this need. 

On the other hand, the University of 
Kentucky began offering language and 
cultural enrichment classes last 
September on Saturday mornings for 50

Bell Inspires Method 
Of Analyzing Fabrics 

At the Smithsonian Museum of 
American History in Washington, D.C., 
the flag that inspired the national an­
them is on display only three minutes in 
every hour, when a curtain rises and 
falls to the melody of the "Star Spangled 
Banner." 

The flag used to hang in plain sight all 
day, but the deterioration of the fabric 
Jed museum experts to protect it from 
light except for brief appearances. 

Museum directors everywhere are 
concerned about similar deterioration in, 
fabrics far older than the Fort McHenry' 
flag . Until now, they had to depend on 
visual inspection to determine condition. 
The only way they could analyze fabrics 
called for vaporizing, burning or 
chemically altering the cloth. In short, 
you had to destroy part of the f::.~bric you 
wanted to preserve. 

H*llp has come from an unlikely 
source-the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture. J . Michael Gould, a chemist with 
USDA's Agricultural Research Service 
in Peoria, Illinois, worked out a new way 
to analyze cellulose in straw and other 
crop residues. 

Gould bombards crop fibers with 
rapid pulses of intense infrared light that 
cause the fibers to emit a steady, almost 
musical, tone that tells a lot about the 
structure of the fibers. ("No," said 
Gould wearily, "they don't play 'Turkey 
in the Straw.' ") 

A professor of textile science at 
Virginia Polytechnic Institute read 
about Gould's method and wondered if 
it would help her find out how much air 
and sunlight degraded textiles. 

"The technique sounded most promis­
ing for cotton," she said, "which is 90 
percent cellulose." 

She asked Gould to analyze cotton 
fragments from an Indian breech cloth 
and other items found at archeological 
sites in Arizona . Sure enough, the two 
scientists were able to identify changes 
in the Indian artifacts resulting from 
centuries of oxidation. 

Once museum curators know for sure 
that a particular fabric is deteriorating, 
she pointed out, they can take steps to 
slow down the damage by lowering the 
oxygen level in the display case or 
reducing exposure to sunlight, as is done 
at the Smithsonian. 

It's a fresh approach to an old idea, 
says Gould, who credits Alexander 
Graham Bell with describing the tech­
nique in a long-forgotten paper 107 years 
ago. <Agricultural Research Service, 
U.S. Department of Agriculture)

Disabled Could Be Referred 
To Rehabilitation Services

When a person applies for Social 
Security disability benefits, information 
about his or her impairment may be sent 
to the State's vocational rehabilitation 
agency because a claim for Social 
Security is also a claim for rehabilita­
tion services, Jim Kelly, Social Securi­
ty District Director for the Big Sandy 
Area, said recently. 

The applicant for Social Security 
disability benefits then may be con­
tacted about services that may help the 
person regain the ability to work. If a 
person receiving Social Security 
Disability or Supplemental Security In­
come fails to cooperate with the Voca­
tional Rehabilitation Counselors or 
refuses services his or her check will be 
stopped. If rehabilitation services are 
accepted, the rehabilitation agency will 
provide a program designed to enabltl 
the individual to return to work. 

In addition, Kelly said, benefits may 
be continued during the time rehabilita­
tion services are being received even 

though the person has recovered 
medically before the rehabilitation pro­
gram is completed. 

Participating in a Vocational 
Rehabilitation Program will not effect 
a DISABLED person's Social Security 
benefits.

The constitutional convention which 

met 200 years ago this month to establish 
a new form of government did so 
because the existing system had failed. 
The government under the Articles of 
Confederation was weak and disorganiz­
ed. It had only one branch, the Congress, 
which over the period 1781-1787 had 
shown its incompetence. Thus the 
delegates gathered in Philadelphia were 
convinced that the new government 
must not be centered on Congress as was 
the old. 

John Jay, who as Secretary for 
Foreign Affairs was particularly 
frustrated by the short-comings of the 
Confederation, wrote to George 
Washington in January, 1787: "Would 
giving any further degree of authority 
to Congress do the business? I think 
not." Congress contained "so many 
wills, and those wills moved by such a 
variety of contradictory motives and in­
ducements" that their actions were 
always "feebly done." Jay was convinc­
ed of the need for increased Federal 
authority, but it must be placed in new 
branches independent of the Congress. 
A separation of powers. The convention 
must "divide the sovereignty into its 
proper departments. Let Congress legis­
late-let others execute-let others 
judge." 

The principle of separation of powers 
is usually discussed in terms of checks 
and balances, a framework that stresses 
an overlapping of authority between 
branches and the ability of each to in­
terfere with the actions of the others. 
However, in 1787 the framers were more 
interested in the freedom and power of 
the new executive and judiciary 
branches they felt were needed to pro­
vide effective government. 

James Madison's well-known state­
ment in Federalist Paper number 51 (a 
paper devoted to the separation of 
powers) reflects these priorities : "In 
framing a. government which to be ad­
ministered by men over men, the great 
difficulty lies in this: you must first 
enable the government to control the 
governed and in the next place, oblige 
it control itself." The concept of chf\cks 
and balances refers to the second objec­
tive; the independence of the President 
and the courts to the first. 

Madison goes on the speak of the need 
to "guard against dangerous en­
croachments" by the Congress into the 
affairs of the other branches, particular­
ly the Presidency. Congress is to be 
divided into two separate houses with 
different modes of election and be "as 
little connected" as possible in order to 
weaken it whereas the Executive 
"should be fortified." 

The idea of a separation of powers was 
not new. Aristotle, Montesquieu, and 
Blackstone had all written about it, and 
their works were quite familiar to the 
framers; but the contribution of John 
Adams should not be overlooked. Adams 
was not at the Philadelphia convention, 
as he was ambassador to England, but 
he had written on the subject for twen­
ty years. His 1776 tract Thoughts on 
Government argued that an all-powerful 
legislature would grow ambitious and 
avaricious. It was structurally unsuited 
to perform executive or judicial duties, 
thus these duties must be taken from it. 
The executive should have an absolute 
veto over the legislature and have ex­
clusive control of appointmen~ in the 
administration. How the executive was 
elected was secondary to the assurance 
that the executive could maintain his in­
dependence from the legislature. 

Looking back at events in 1808, even 
with the Presidency in the hands of his 
political opponents, Adams maintained 
his views and urged the public to support 
their Presidents "in their independence, 
and turn a deaf ear to all false charges 
against them ... But if you suffer them to 
be overawed and shackled in the exer­
cise of their constitutional power ... you 
will soon repent of it in bitter anguish." 

Adams influenced several state con­
stitutions and in 1779 wrote the 
Massachusetts constitution. He drew 
sharp lines between the legislative, exe­
cutive and judicial branches, 
strengthening the last two at the expense 
of the first. Article XXX of the Declara-

tion of Rights states Adam's views: "In 
the government of the Commonwealth, 
the legislative department shall never 
exercise the executive and judicial 
powers." Corresponding restrictions 
were imposed on the other branches. 

Today, the principle of the separation 
of powers is under attack. The en­
croachments and ambitions of Congress 
feared by Jay, Madison, Adams, and 
most of the other framers are in clear 
view. Congress in its budgetary 
micromanagement of programs, its dic­
tation of military strategy and its at­
tempts to write and interpret treaties 
<particularly in arms control negotia­
tions), is seeking executive power, while 
in its many investigations, inquisitional 
hearings, contempt citations, and 
special prosecutors it is seeking both 
judicial and executive powers. At every 
turn, Congress seeks to intimidate of­
ficials in other branches into accepting 
rather than confronting its bid to control 
all aspects of government policy. 

But history shows that a Congress­
centered system cannot provide effec­
tive government. It can disrupt or 
paralyze, but it cannot lead. This was 
well known in 1787 and motivated a com­
plete change in the structure of govern­
ment. At what cost will this lesson be 
relearned today?

The invention caught on quickly in 
Michigan, where both sweet and sour 
cherries are big business. Today, 98 per­
cent of the state's cherry crop is 
harvested with shakers. 

The trouble is that too much shaking 
is cutting the productive life of 
Michigan's orchards from 30 years to 
less than 20. 

"You might say that the operation was 
a success, but the patient died," says 
Galen K. Brown, a U.S. Department of 
Agriculture engineer. 

Brown, who works in East Lansing, 
Michigan, for the Agricultural Research 
Service, reports that both young and old 
trees are being shaken too long and too 
violently . 

"Trunk shakers designed for full­
grown trees are being used on young 
trees that are easy to damage," Brown 
says. Tests have shown that more than 
two-thirds of young trees suffer trunk 
damage after the first three years of 
mechanical harvesting. 

Brown also finds that growers fre­
quently shake trees of all ages too many 
times. The ARS engineer thinks the 
repeated shaking is hard on trees and 
recommends instead one continuous 
10-second shake, or until cherries fall 
off. 

Brown and his colleagues also are pro­
tecting the bark with better padding 
over the clamps that grab the tree. 

"Some commercial clamp pads ap­
plied more than five times the pressure 
that bark can stand without damage," 
he reports. 

When the bark is cracked or broken, 
diseases and insects can find their way 
into the tree. One prolific pest, the 
American plum borer, can dig into a

* Cancer 
Hopeline 

QUESTION: Lately it seems like a lot 
of people I know have gotten cancer or 
have known someone who has cancer. I 
know that scientists and doctors insist 
that cancer is not contagious, but I 
still wonder if it is. What is a contagious 
disease? Didn't researchers learn that 
viruses cause cancer? Doesn't that 
mean that is contagious? Have any vac­
cines been developed against these 
viruses? 

ANSWER: A contagious disease is one 
which is passed from a person who has 
the disease to others with whom he or 
she comes into contact. Some contagious 
diseases are passed in casual contact, 
such as. chicken pox (caused by a virus) 
and ~trep throat (caused by a bacteria) . 
Other congatious diseases are passed 
only through intimate contact, such as 
genital herpes (a virus) and gonorrhea 
(a bacteria) , 

Cancer is not contagious. It cannot be 
spread from person to person by sneez­
ing, coughing, kissing or in any other 
way. If cancer were contagious we 
would expect to see cancer epidemics, 
much the way we have epidemics of the 
flu or chicken pox. Also, doctors, nurses 
and others caring for cancer patients 
would have increased rates of cancer, 
and this is not the case. 

The association of certain viruses to 
the development of cancer has caused 
some renewed concern that cancer may 
be spread from person to person. 

Some studies have shown that certain 
viruses can increase the risk of cancer 
in a .wide spectrum of animal species. 
This does not mean that cancer is con­
tagious. Stated simply, the answer is 
that viral infections that increase the 
risk of some cancers may be contagious, 
but that cancer itself is not. 

Although some viruses are associated 
with human cancer, other co-factors ac­
ting with the virus are probably needed 
for cancer to develop. The needed "co­
factor" may be another virus, a hor­
mone, or an environmental factor. Co­
factors are thought to be needed because 
only a small percent of persons who 
have these viruses ever develop cancer. 

It is possible that vaccines will be 
developed against viruses linked to 
human cancers. There is now a vaccine 
against hepatitis B virus that may 
reduce the risk of liver cancer. Another 
approach to preventing cancers related 
to viruses may be by reducing exposure 
to possible co-factors as they are 
identified.

reduce overissuance of benefits due to 
either human error or criminal fraud. 

KAMES computers will store infor­
mation when the client first applies, up­
date that data as either eligibility 
guidelines or client income changes and 
make eligibility and benefit determina­
tions based upon the federally-set stan­
dards and by cross-checking other 
sources of information. 

KAMES was developed by EDS 
Federal Corporation of Dallas, Texas. 
The Cabinet for Human Resources and 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture each 
will pay half of the approximately $20 
million cost, covering development of 
the system, purchase of the computer 
software and local office equipment and 
staff training in all 120 counties. 

The state and federal governments 
also will split the estimated $5.3 million 
dollar first-year operational cost of 
KAMES. Most of that amount will be 
paid to the state Department of Informa­
tion Systems to maintain the KAMES 
program hardware as part of the state 
computer system. 

Robinson said savings directly at­
tributable to KAMES-reduced over­
issuance of food stamps, printing, 
postage and equipment costs and more 
efficient use of personnel- are being 
estimated at approximately $5.7 million 
by the end of the first full year the 
system is in operation. 

"This isn't a money-making ven­
ture, but the savings should at least 
equal the annual cost of operating the 
system," he said. 

"KAMES isn't just newer, bigger and 
better. It's the opening of a process of 
providing more effective service more 
efficiently to the Kentuckians who need 
the most from their government with the 
least red tape or human error."

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Violence, Victims Focus 
'Of Death Penalty Seminar 

Families of murder victims and public 
defenders-groups that sometimes find 
themselves in adversarial roles-came 
together recently to exchange views and 
share perspectives on capital punish­
ment. 

One of the main themes was agree­
ment on the need for alternative 
sentences that would keep dangerous 
killers off the streets without executing 
them. 

"I want to feel safe again," said 
Sharon Tewksbury of Cincinnati, whose 
husband was stabbed to death in a 1983 
convenience store robbery. ''My fear is 
that my husband's killer will be free to 
kill again, and I believe he will kill 
again. That is the only reason I cling to 
the death penalty."

Tewksbury, a board member of an 
organization called Parents of Murdered 
Children, was one of seven victims' ad­
vocates, with differing views on the 
death penalty, who addressed the au­
dience of more than 150 publicly paid at­
torneys who represent indigent people 
accused of crimes. 

The attorneys' from 12 states, were in 
Louisville for a seminar sponsored by 
the Kentucky Department of Public Ad­
vocacy on how to defend accused 
murderers who may be or are sentenc­
ed to death. 

"Homicide victims' families are often 
ignored, misunderstood and mistreated 
by prosecutors and defense lawyers 
alike," said Kevin McNally, Death 
Penalty Coordinator for the Department 
of Public Advocacy. "Our hope is that 
this discussion will help public defenders 
who represent capital clients better 
understand the families of victims." 

"While it's easier for a lawyer to do 
his or her job by shutting out this pain 
and anguish, such an approach adds to 
the suffering of the survivors." 

The lawyers "had more compassion 
for us than I ever expected of a defense 
attorney," said Martha Tonnies, whose 
son was killed in 1977, and who is one of 
the co-leaders of the Greater Cincinnati 
Chapter of Parents of Murdered 
Children. 

Joe Byrne, whose wife was raped and 
killed in 1985, told the group, "The only 
way I would support giving up the death 
penalty would be if the killer got life in 
prison, meaning no parole, he would die 
in prison." 

The death penalty, said South 
Carolina attorney David Bruck, "is the 
one sentence where, if you make a 
mistake, you can't fix it." 

Bruck, who represents 13 death row 
inmates, spoke on the subject of how 
violence, even when sanctioned by 
government, victimizes society as a 
whole. 

"We won't leave here tonight with the 
answer to the problem of violence iri our 
society," said Atlanta attorney Millard 
Farmer, senior counsel with Team 
Defense Project, Inc. "But we will have 
gone a long way toward understanding 
the problem better by seeing each 
others' points of view." 

One survivor, Susan, who requested to 
be otherwise anonymous, commented, 
"by sharing my grief with (the) au­
dience and by their willingness for a few 
brief moments to join me in my sorrow, 
I was able to heal a little. Afterwards I 
felt cleansed and good inside. I can't tell 
you how wonderful that is or how much 
it meant to me." 

"We have to do everything we can to 
make sure people who commit a violent 
crime never do so again," said Bruck_ 
"But shaving people's heads and ex­
ecuting them is no part of the answer. 
Indeed, it's part of the problem."

Betsy Layne High School senior Bud 

Newsome, by' a poll of all basketball, 
baseball, and football coaches, was 
recently named as Floyd county's high 
school athlete of the year. 

Newsome, in his final year as a Bob· 
cat, excelled in all three major sports 

• while also participating in the regional 
•· golf tournament played last Tuesday. 

This, along with his performances on 
the field and court, was the reason most 
often given by coaches who selected 
Newsome for this year's honor. 

The 5'11" 165 pound Bud Newsome 
served Betsy Layne football as a start­
ing quarterback, throwing for almost 
one thousand yards, and starting as a 
defensive back. 

"He has some natural ability, but 
most of his ability comes from his quick 
mind," Bobcat football coach Jack Hall 
said. "Bud is intelligent, and he is easy 
to coach." 

While leading Betsy Layne to their 
first ever winning season, Newsome not 

, only directed the offense, he also serv­
ed as a major blocker for Bobcat backs 
who ran from the famous Jack Hall 
single T offensive set. 

"Bud was one of our main blockers " 
• Hall said. "That isn't an easy thing to 

ask of a person his size, but Bud is a 
tough kid. His blocking is what impress­
ed me the most." 

As Betsy Layne's football season 

came to an end, Bud Newsome said 
goodbye to his Bobcat gridiron career 
and hung up his football cleats for the 
final time. 

From the grass of Mile High Field, to 
the floor of the D. W. Howard fieldhouse, 
Newsome continued his athletic success 
for Bobcat sports fans. 

During the 1985-86 season Newsome's 
basketball action was limited to reserve 
duty, but with the arrival of new coach, 
Craynor Slone, Bud Newsome also ar­
rived on the Betsy Layne basketball 
scene. 

"He was a person that was a leader for 
us on the floor, and a leader for us off 
the floor," Slone said. "He br.oke the 
press for us and gave us a good point 
guard." 

In the 1986-87 season, Newsome ac­
counted for 23 points per game, scoring 
11 himself while averaging six assists a 
contest. 

"Scoring wasn't where Bud helped us 
the most," Slone said. "He handled the 
ball most of the time, and he played real 
good defense. "Without Bud it would 
have been real hard for us to win." 

Newsome didn't receive as much at­
tention for his basketball skills as he did 
from his football ability. Possessing a 
strong arm, quick feet, and an unwilling 
Ness to go down, Newsome impressed 
several football people. . 

Union College head football coach 

Hall Named As McDowell's 
First Governor's Scholar 

McDowell High School basketball 
fans, and their opponents' fans are 
familiar with the name Lenny Hall 
because of impressive performances on 
the hardwood. 

The 6'3" Daredevil junior scored over 
15 points per game last season, to go 
with 10 rebounds and close to three 
blocked shots every basketball outing. 

In his last three games of the 1986-87 
season, Hall averaged over 20 points a 
contest, and is rated as the premier pro­
spect in the 58th district for next year. 

Some opposing coaches have pro­
jected him as possibly being the 15th 
region's best player in '87-'88, and a sure 
shot for at least small college basketball. 

Hall's basketball ability has impress­
ed just about everyone who has seen him 
perform, but there is another side to 
Lenny Hall that might be even more im­
pressive than his roundball results. 

On the basketball court is where most 
people have became acquainted with the 
McDowell teenager, but in the 
classroom is where he does his best 
work. 

Through five semesters at McDowell 
High School, Lenny Hall has maintain­
ed a 3.8 grade point average while tak­
ing courses such as trigonometry and 
physics, along with other advanced 
areas of study. 

"Sometimes you can find a young per­
son who is athletically inclined, and 
sometimes you can find a young person 
who is academically inclined, but it's 
rare when they are both a good student 
and a good athlete,'' McDowell principal 
Gary Frazier said. "Lenny has excell­
ed at both, and neither appears to be 
suffering." 

Last year, as a sophomore, Hall was 
a starter on the Daredevil baseball 
team. This season he elected not to play, 
devoting his spring to academics. 

"He said he was a little tired," his 
father, George Hall, said. "He's on the 
academic team too, and they met when 
most of the games were going on. He 
told me that he knew he would never be 
a professional baseball player, so he 
decided to be on the academic team." 

Recently, Lenny Hall was selected to 
the Governor's Scholar program, 
becoming the first McDowell student to 
receive this honor. 

In selecting Governor's Scholar reci­
pients, grade point average and 
American College Test scores are two 
areas highly considered. Hall's 3.8 GPA 

is impressive indeed, but the 26 he 
scored on the ACT might even over­
shadow the previous feat. 

By being named to the Governor's 
Scholar program Hall will receive in­
struction in college level courses for a 
five-week period starting June 21 at Cen­
tre College. 

During his nearly 11 years of school 
Lenny Hall has never made below a 
grade of B, and this isn't expected to 
change when final academic evaluation 
comes out for this spring semester. 

"In the past he wasn't that serious 
about it," George Hall said. "But this 
year he's more serious about his grades, 
and he's worked hard. I don't want to 
sound like I'm bragging, but I'm proud 
of Lenny." 

According to McDowell academic ad­
visor Bob Hall, Lenny Hall has express­
ed his desire to major in either accoun­
ting or pre-law, but is not certain where 
he will continue his higher education. 

Hall 's good grades and athletic abili­
ty shouldn't surprise anyone. His 
brother, Brad Hall, a 1986 McDowell 
graduate, maintained almost a 4.0 grade 
point average at McDowell, while 

leading the Daredevil basketball team 
in scoring and rebounding. 

Brad Hall, after making Berea Col­
lege's junior varsity basketball team, 
transferred to Morehead State where, 
this past spring semester, he made the 
Dean's List. 

"I don't know where they got it from," 
George Hall said about his boys. "They 
must get it from their mother's side. 
When I was young it took two armed 
guards just to get me on the bus to go 
to school." 

Lenny Hall has never had to be forc­
ed into what he has accomplished. Some 
of it came naturally, and some as a 
result of hard work. 

Former Daredevil basketball coach 
Ricky Hall has often remarked positive­
ly on Hall's all-out hustle on the basket­
ball court. Hall's first starting oppor­
tunity came when he was a sophomore, 
thanks to his defensive ability . Since 
then Lenny Hall has worked himself in­
to a solid offensive player. 

"Lenny is just a well-rounded kid," 
Gary Frazier said. "He is a good stu­
dent, a good athlete, and an all-round 
good kid." 

"He's a pleasure to be around, and he 
certainly has a bright future."

"He was 
the difference in us having a successful 
season, rather than us having just a 
mediocre season, but that goes back all 
through his high school career," Betsy 
Layne baseball coach Junior Newsome 
commented. 

Newsome finished his final baseball 
year at Betsy layne as the team's top hit-

ter and pitcher. In 92 plate appearances 
he collected a total of 44 hits for an im­
pressive .478 batting average. 
Newsome's 44 hits led the Bobcats as 
did his 30 runs scored, and his 21 st~len 
bases. In 92 plate appearances Bud 
Newsome struck out a grand total of 
three times. 

The University of Kentucky, 
Morehead State University, and just 
about every small college in the area has 
shown interest in his baseball ability, 
partly for his bat, and partly for his suc­
cess on the mound.

Between the two schools, they provid­
ed 11 players, most of whom are ex­
pected to see considerable action during 
the upcoming season. 

Bobcat starters of this past year, 
Dwight Jarrell, Kevin Spurlock, and 
Brad Hall could be everyday players 
with Randall Spurlock being a regular 
in the starting pitching rotation. 

Jarrell, Kevin Spurlock, and Hall all 
hit over .300 on the season.

Scott Tackett may be the most gutsy 
player in the county, regardless of the 
sport. His hustle and desire to play have 
won him playing time in the past and 
should again. John Crisp, only a 
sophomore, hasn't seen much game ex­
perience but will this summer. 

Nathan Shelton, Kelly Nickles, and 
Darrin Conn represented Allen Central 
Sunday, and will during the rapidly ap­
proaching season. Shelton, the Rebels 
top pitcher, will be one of th'e regular 
starting pitchers, and may see action 
either at first base or in right field. 

Nickles was the Rebels top out fielder, 
and one of the top center fielders in the 
region. Along with Jarrell, and whoever 
else may be out there with them, these 
two can provide a strong defensive 
showing. 

Darrin Conn started at first for Allen 
Central, behind the plate, and in right 
field. Possessing a strong bat and a good 

arm, Conn may give to this squad what 
he gave to Donnie Daniels, versatility. 

Mountain Christian Academy, a 
school without baseball, gave Tony 
Kidd, an impressive player, to Floyd 
county's squad. 

Although Kidd doesn't have the 
advantage of playing high school 
baseball, his talents are obvious and 
most are already polished. Kidd has a 
strong arm, and may see some action on 
the mound. 

This is the group of young men who 
have decided to represent their home 
county this summer, while improving 
their baseball skills. Several players 
have received good coaching in the past, 
but some haven't played since last sum­
mer, if then. 

Floyd County's Senior Babe Ruth 
squad has some definite talent, but more 
importantly, it will give 19 young people 
the opportunity to play baseball this 
summer. If they come away having 
learned something they didn' t already 
know then it served its purpose. If the 
players look back after the season and 
say they had fun then it served its pur­
pose as well. 

The Senior Babe Ruth season will 
begin Wednesday June 10 with a double 
header against Knott county. Game 
time is 5:30 at the Knott County high 
school field .

This Friday 
night Dwight Gooden will be back in a 
major league uniform, making his first 
start of the year for the Mets. Gooden 
knew his career wasn't over, because it 
ain't over till it 's over.

Bassin' With the Pros ... 

Pre-Summer Fishing Tips 
Seasonal change is readily apparent 

to us as the geese head back north, the 
lilacs start to bloom, and the 
streetsweepers replace snowplows on 
the public thoroughfares. But few 
fishermen are able to read the seasonal 
changes beneath the waters on their 
favorite fishing hole. 

The time I heard about a fish's calen­
dar I thought someone sold Ole a real 
tale! The concept of definite seasonal 
cycles for fish was cemented in 1973 by 
AI and Ron Linder (who publish the 
most authoritative magazine I know on 
the subject, the In-Fisherman) and Bill 
Binkleman- so it really hasn't been 
around a long time, but the Linders have 
developed such a scientific base for this 
calendar that ignorance of these cycles 
put the uninformed fisherman at a 
definite disadvantage. 

The two most important elements to 
remember about any cycle are : (1) 
water temperature and, (2) the develop­
ing food chain and weed growth. No mat­
ter what time of year you're on the 
water, ask yourself questions about the 
water temperature, weed growth and 
the food chain and you can pretty well 
determine where the bass will and will 
not be. The Linders established the 
following cycles: Pre-spawn, spawn, 
post-spawn, pre-summer, summer 
peak, summer, post-summer, fall turn­
over, cold water, and frozen water. 

One of the most challenging periods of 
the year is pre-summer. It's the transi­
tion period from post-spawn to summer 
where the bass are ~stablishing what 
will be their summer pattern. Just what 
do we mean when we say bass are 
establishing their patterns? 

"Basically, there are three types of 
bass," answers Linda England, Johnson 
Outboards "Pro Staff member. "You've 
got your fish that stay in shallow 
water- a certain percentage of bass are 
going to stay in shallow water year 
'round. A certain percentage are going 
to 'move out to deep structure after 
they're done spawning, and they're go­
ing to live their life on that structure. 
Another small percentage of them are 
what we call 'roamers', they just move 
constantly. 

"Once the majority of bass move out 
of the shallow water spawning beds and 
recover from the spawn, then they go to 
whatever their normal lifestyle is. As the 
water temperature rises, their 
metabolism increases, and they get 
more and more active. That's what I 
consider the pre-summer leading into 
the summer situation." 

England prefers to use spinnerbaits, 
crankbaits and a jig and frog during this 
cycle. Her tactics differ somewhat on 
the four types of fishing situations : 
natura! lakes, rivers, creeks and man­
made impoundments. 

"In that natural lake I'm going to con­
centrate on the visible cover that's 
around that lake," England stresses. "I 
feel that the bass relates to cover and/or 
structure. And in natural lakes a lot of 
time you don't have structure as we 
think of it- as it's been defined by most 
bass fishermen. You're not going to have 
pre·channel edges, the old roadbeds, the 
river channel drop-offs- the things that 
we consider structure. So I'm going 
more for cover on natural lakes, and 
look for any natural points. I'm going to 
concentrate on any natural structure 
that would be present but a lways with 
an eye towards the cover." 

For river fishing, Linda England sug­
gests looking in "the areas where the 
bass can get back out of the current but 
yet still be in a striking position, where 
they can feed easily. The downstream 
side of any cuts, cuts leading back into 
shallow backwater areas are always 

good when bass are in a resting mood. 
They'll be on the upstream side or right 
up on that break when they're more 
active. 

"I'm going to look for any type of cut 
or creek that goes off that river and may 
be a gathering place for bass. Again, I'm 
going to look for cover and I'm going to 
fish the upstream side (to establish my 
pattern) and if they're in an active mood 
they'll usually be upstream of any 
cover ; if they're inactive, they'll usual­
ly be downstream in that eddy area." 

On a creek, England would fish it just 
like a river. "Basically, I'll be fishing the 
same types of things. I'll go to a lighter 
line and smaller lures and a much more 
quiet approach," she states. 

It's on man-made impoundments that 
England really starts talking about 
structure. 

"I'd be looking more toward the 
shallow structure for the active bass­
all visible structure, all visible cover on 
this structure, i.e., stumps along the 
edge of a creek channel. I'd fish them 
fast with a fast moving bait than can 
cover a lot of water, such as a crank bait 
or spinnerbait. I think during that pre­
summer stage, structure fish are not 
really gathered up; they'll be more 
suspended, more scattered. And in the 
pre-summer, I'm going to concen.trate 
more on shallow water structure and 
cover."

According to Bonny Laflin, South­
western Fishery District biologist, more 
muskie were collected during an elec­
trofishing session earlier this spring 
than in previous years . Laflin also said 
a majority of these fish were in the 
28-32-inch range. 

Green River is also looking good for 
largemouth and smallmouth.

Reds Watch '87 

Pitching Puts Cincinnati On Top 
Defense Fails To Keep Them There 

The Cincinnati Reds went into their 
game against the Pittsburgh Pirates 
Saturday night with an opportunity to 
put some space between them and San 
Francisco. 

The Giants, National League West 
leader two days before, had already lost 
their fifth game in a row, falling to Mon­
treal Saturday afternoon. 

Cincinnati, the night before, had 
defeated the Pirates 13-6, banging out a 
total of 18 hits to move into a first plac­
ed tie with the Giants. 

Starting pitching has been the only ap­
parent weakness in the Reds' armor, but 
Bill Gullickson hasn't been one of those 
weak starters. 

In his previous two starts Gullickson 
had come through with victories, both of 
which broke four-game Cincinnati los­
ing streaks. This time the Reds' ace 
went to work with his team riding the 
crest of a modest two-game winning 
streak. 

Gullickson made it three victories in 
a row. 

Mter surrendering an unearned run in 
the second, the big righthander proced­
ed to shut Pittsburgh out until the eighth 
inning. 

Then the Pirates choked a run out of 
the stingy Gullickson, but by that .time 
Cincinnati led the game 6-1, thanks to an 
Eric Davis grandslam. 

In the third inning Cincinnati loaded 
the bases, and with one out Davis 
cleared them with his 19th home run of 
the season, a new National League 
record for the first two months of any 
year. The grandslam was Davis' third 
in May, also a record for the most bases 
loaded long balls in any single month. 

The Reds added two runs in the fourth 
inning, one on a Gullickson RBI single, 
to send their starting pitcher on his way 
to a seventh victory on the season. 

Gullickson, 7-2, worked eight innings, 
giving up two runs, as Cincinnati con­
tinued to roll, downing Pittsburgh 6-2, 
while also moving one full game up on 
San Francisco in the NL West. 

Ted Power, struggling lately, con­
tinued the Cincinnati pitching staff's ef­
forts to gain respect instead of ridicule. 
Sunday afternoon Power pitched eight 
innings himself, giving up seven Pitts­
burgh hits, and only two runs to claim

his fourth victory of the season, 5-2 over 
the Pirates. 

The Reds broke open a 2-2 contest in 
the sixth inning when Dave Parker 
silenced the boo birds in Three Rivers 
Stadium by leading the inning off with 
his 12th homerun of the year. 

Cincinnati went on to score two more 
runs in that sixth inning, and then rode 
the arms of Power and John Franco to 
a 5-2 victory plus a three-game sweep of 
Pittsburgh. 

Franco pitched the ninth inning, giv­
ing up one hit while striking out two to 
earn his ninth save of the year, and keep 
the Reds one game up on San Francisco. 

One week earlier Pittsburgh had 
taken three straight games from the 
Reds in Cincinnati, but, with close to 40 
hits and 24 runs in three games, Cincin­
nati reversed the situation on the road. 

The Pirate series was one of the best 
Cincinnati has had offensively, coming 
within one hit of their single-game 
season high of base hits, but only 10 runs 
given up didn't hurt their chances of a 
sweep. 

Following their quick six-game road 
trip the Reds returned to Riverfront 
Stadium Monday night, opening a 
13-game home stand with St. Louis, 
before taking on L.A. , San Francisco, 
and Atlanta later. 

Cincinnati needed a win against St. 
Louis to ensure their top divisional 
standing, but Jerry Reuss fS~iled to 
change his early-season habit of giving 
up runs early. 

In the second inning St. Louis, 17-6 on 
the road, jumped all over the Reds lef­
ty for four runs, three coming on Tony 
Pena's first homerun of the season. 

Reuss, trying to reg~in the effec­
tiveness that made him one of baseball's 
top pitchers several years ago, struggl­
ed with his control as Cincinnati fell 
behind 4-0 early. 

The Reds, thanks to an RBI triple and 

a two run homerun off the bat of Nick 
Esasky rallied to take a 5-4 lead in the 
fourth inning when Ron Oester, after a 
double, scored on a St. Louis-turned dou­
ble play. 

The Cardinals tied the game in the 
seventh, scoring one run off Reuss, but 
in the bottom of the same frame Tracy 
Jones gave Reuss an opportunity to pick 
up his first win of the season. 

Jones, hitting for Reuss, drilled a 
towering homerun in the bottom of the 
seventh inning. The homerun was Jones' 
sixth of the season to go with 17 RBis in 
limited action, but more importantly it 
gave the Reds a one-run advantage. 

Ron Robinson, Cincinnati reliever, 
retired the Cardinals in order in the 
eighth, and with two out in the ninth, in­
duced Curt Ford to ground to Barry 
Larkin, but, with Tommy Herr on third, 
Larkin misplayed what appeared to be 
a routine out, allowing Herr to score the 
tying run. 

Gone were any hopes Reuss had of 
gaining the win, a victory he desperately 
needed. In his last 14 starts Reuss is 0-9, 
including three losses this season. 

But Larkin's error hurt more than just 
Jerry Reuss. 

The St. Louis Cardinals scored two 
runs in the top of the tenth inning, pull 
ing out an 8-6 victory and building their 
Eastern Division lead to three games 
over Chicago. 

Robinson, in relief of Reuss, suffered 
the loss while Cardinal reliever Todd 
Worrell picked up the victory, his first 
of the year. 

With the loss, combined with San 
Francisco's win over Philadelphia, the 
Reds fall back into a tie with the Giants. 

Cincinnati, after closing out their 
three-game series with St. Louis tonight, 
will welcome the Los Angeles Dodgers 
this weekend, before taking on San 
Francisco Monday and Tuesday of next 
week.

competing for these research funds if 
they would but apply," Knicely said, 
"and we hope through this meeting to 
encourage them to do so." 

Accordmg to Knicely, there are 11 
federal agencies which must allocate a 
portion of their research and develop­
ment funds to small businesses. Any 
business with up to 500 employees and 
having research and development 
capabilities, is eligible to participate in 
the program, Knicely said. 

D. M. Stein, Executive Director of the 
Commerce Cabinet's Office of Business 
and Technology, said the SBIR program 
allows small firms to underwite develop­
ment of the next generation of products 
and to pursue innovative research ideas 
that may have too high a risk for most 
lending institutions be too expensive for 
the firm to finance on its own or be too 
early for venture capital firms. Phase 
I of the program prov1des up to $50,000 
to demonstrate the scientific and 
technical merit of a research project. 
Once feasibility has been established, 
Phase II can provide up to $500,000 for 
further development, Stein said. The 
monies have been used to open the doors 
of about 10-15% of the firms receiving 
awards. 

The June 15 meeting is being spon­
sored by the Office of Business and 
Technology and the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education. Guest speaker will 
be Ann Eskesen, president of the In­
novation Development Institute and 
managing editor of a national newslet­
ter devoted to SBIR activities. Eskesen 
was involved in the passage and subse­
quent implementation of the SBIR 
enabling legislation. 

Stein said the morning session, begin­
ning at 8:30a.m., directed mainly at 
small business owners and individuals 
with R & D capabilities, will provide 
detailed information on the SBIR pro­
gram, and how to be successfully com­
petitive on designing projects and 
developing proposals for SBIR funding. 

The afternoon session, designed for 
economic development specialists, and 
others who support small business ex­
ports, will look at the SBIR program as 
a resource to expand, recruit, and retain 
businesses in Kentucky. She said this 
session should be of particular interest 
and help to lawyers, accountants and 
others who know of companies that 
could be competitive for these monies. 

A registration fee will be charged for 
each meeting.

"We are pleased to see the arts gain­

ing such strong momentum all around 
the state," said Gov. Martha Layne Col­
lins. "The arts are vitally important to 
the quality of life for Kentuckians and 
to economic progress here in the 
Commonwealth.' ' 

In this recent round of grants, a total 
of $309,035 in state and federal funds was 
approved by the council for distribution 
after July 1 to arts groups throughout 
the state. Council Director Roger Paige 
noted that a total of over $2,200,000 will 
go to artists and arts groups during the 
fiscal year 1987-88. This money includes 
the Kentucky Arts Council's share. from 
the National Endowment for the Arts as 
well as new funds recently allocated by 
the Kentucky Legislature. 

The Arts Council, a 16-member citizen 
board appointed by the governor, 
receives grant applications and 
disburses funds. Margaret Trevathan of 
Murray, chairperson of the council, said, 
"We have so many good applications for 
art projects. There is a great deal of in­
terest in the arts all across the state. Un­
fortunately, we can fund only a small 
percentage of the applications." She 
noted that the council depends on the 
recomendations of evaluation panels 
made up of arts professionals to help 
determine which applications take 
highest priority. 

Arts Commissioner Crit Luallen ex­
plained that the primary goal of the 
department is to encourage interest in 
and expand audiences for the arts, help 
create new programs and support Ken­
tucky's artists. The department does 
this through marketing and loan pro­
grams for artists as well as the grand 
program.

~ PUBLIC AUCTION ~ Vitamin D deficiency among the 
elderly, especially those who live in col­
der climates, may be an unrecognized 
epidemic.

It is definitely related, says one nutri· 

tionist, to the fact that about 200,000 
Americans suffer from hip fractures 
each year, costing them $2 billion for 
medical treatment. Most of the sufferers 
are elderly. 

"One reason for all this breakage is 
that older people are not getting enough 
vitamin D from their diets or from ex­
posure to summer sunlight," says 
Michael F . Holick, of the Human Nutri­
tion Research Center on Aging, at Tufts 
University. The center is funded by 
USDA's Agricultural Research Service. 

"What's more," says Dr. Holick, 
"people begin losing bone mass in their 
thirties, leading to a weakened, sponge­
like bone structure in later years. The 
condition is called osteoporosis." 

Although the process speeds up in 
women after menopause, says the nutri· 
tionist, "all people have it sooner or 
later. And when you have a vitamin D 
deficiency on top of osteoporosis, you 
can sharply increase the risk of break· 
ing bones." 

In a recent study of 142 patients with 
fractured hips at a Boston hospital, 
Holick and his associates found that up 
to 40 percent had little or none of the cir· 
culating form of vitamin D in their 
blood. Other studies in this country and 
in Great Britain reveal similar 
percentages. 

More milk is one answer. 
"The major cause of age-related 

vitamin D deficiency is a decrease in 
milk consumption," says Holick. 

He points out that few foods contain 
vitamin D; the best food source is milk. 
It takes four 8-ounce glasses of milk a 
day, however, to provide the vitamin D 
we need. 

"People who can't tolerate milk or 
who simply won't drink that much 
should take a vitamin D supplement or 
spend more time in the summer sun," 
according to Holick. 

The right time for exposure can range 
from 5 or 10 minutes a day around mid· 
day for light-skinned people to con· 
siderably longer than that for people 
with darker skin. 

Holick says there are sunny days in 
the winter, too. but points out that 
manufacture of the sunshine vitamin in 
the skin stops completely during the 
winter in latitudes as far north as 
Boston. One form of the vitamin, in fact, 
is actually broken down and made inac· 
live by winter sunlight.
