Hueysville Tipple Given 
State's Conditional Nod

Despite opposition of Hueysville 
residents to the reopening of a tipple in 
their midst, state officials have given 
their conditional approval to the C.C. 
Craft heirs to resume operation of their 
dormant processing plant. 

The State Department for Surface 
Mining, Reclamation and Enforcement 
has ruled that the permit application of 
Glen Craft, of Springfield, is technical­
ly correct, despite a history of violations 
and community opposition. 

Ronda! Hayes, Church of Christ 
minister who assists with the new 
church at Hueysville, says that "One 
group of citizens must abide by the law, 
but another group can do as they 
please." His wife, Irene Hayes, active 
in the fight against the tipple, believes 
that it is just another example of the 
state's calousness toward a community 
when big money is involved. 

The tipple, which is situated in the 
middle of the small community, has 
caused many problems in the past. 
Among those are excessive coal dust 
which at times has shrouded the town in 
a black fog, traffic congestion caused by 
coal trucks lining up to unload, and noise 
which at times is unbearable according 
to Talmadge Allen, whose home is 
nearby.

Harry Bergland, who assists his wife 
in the operation of the Harold Vending 
Company, reported the gum ball 
machine missing to Sheriff's Deputy 
George Hale. 

Janitors at the courthouse told Berg­
land that Friday before last, a well 
dressed man who appeared to be in his 
early 50's, entered the building· and 
removed the gumball money after 
unlocking it with a key. The stranger 
then proceeded to leave with the change 
in a box and the machine under hts arm. 

The culprit, who was well-dressed, left 
in an old yellow BMW with a black 

fender that he had parked in the space 
for handicapped in front of the court­
house. 

The janitors saw no reason for suspi­
cion because of the man's air of authori­
ty, and the crime was not discovered un­
til last Thursday when Bergland came 
to pick up the money, which he esti­
mated at $20.00. 

Bergland says that all he wants is his 
machine back, which costs $600. He said 
it's like taking candy from a baby, 
because the money is for the Cancer 
Society and other charities. 

Bergland can't understand why any­
one would steal a red, white and blue 
gumball machine, "It just doesn't make 
sense,'' he says. 

Deputy George Hale says that he is go­
ing to stick to the trail until the bub­
blegum bandit is brought to justice. 

that it will put them out of business. 
Speaking of the special sess10n of the 
legislature, Representative Stumbo said 
it was the roughest session he has yet at­
tended, adding that the majority of 
legislators are hostile to the coal in­
dustry. Under the present bill as many 
as 300 independent operators would have 
to shut down, he said, while the big 
operators such as MapCo and Peabody 
would feel hardly any effect. The mall 
operator is being unfairly taxed he said, 
because small business t~:~ ders ar nd 
the state are convinced tha' we are 
villains who have not paid our fair share. 

Actually, he said, the coal industry 
which brings in revenue of $500,000 a day 
is by far Kentucky's largest industry 
and should be treated with respect. 

Representative Clayton Little, of Pike 
county, says that the operators need to 
"tell us what we need to do" and says 
that solidarity and cooperation is need­
ed among small operators. Rep. Stum­
bo told the gathering that if there was 
to be a "glimmer of hope, we need the 
support of the small coal operators." 

Explaining the workings of the new 
bill, Stumbo said that workers who could 
show functional impairment could con­
tinue to work and receive 425 weeks of 
benefits. He says that the bill actually 
pays people to continue working. 

He plans to present an alternative to 
House Billl in the January session of the 
legislature, by proposing that the coal in­
dustry pay a straight maximum ceiling 
rate of 40¢ per ton of coal mined. He says 
that thts proposal would not only take

NAR Reports Resales 
Continue To Rise 

The national sales rate of previously­
owned homes rose marginally from 
August to September, with residential 
real estate activity apparently 
unhampered by the rise in mortgage in­
terest rates during that month, accor­
ding to analysts for the National 
Association of Realtors. 

The association's monthly resale 
report showed that the seasonally ad­
justed annual sales rate of existing 
single-family homes was 3.45 million 
units in September, rising 1.2 percent 
from the rate of 3.41 million units record­
ed in August. The report includes resales 
of detached homes and town houses. 

" It looks as though we are seeing buy­
ing activity similar to that of late spring, 
only on a smaller scale. When interest 
rates start heading up, the procastina­
tors tend to make their purchases," said 
NAR President William M. Moore. 

According to mortgage market 
surveys from the Federal Home Loan 
Mortgage Corp., the average commit­
ment rate for fixed-rate, 30-year mort­
gages was 10.63 percent during the first 
week in September. By the end of the 
month, that rate had risen to 11.18 
percent. 

"The slight increase in the resale rate 
last month shows a market seemingly 
unaffected by the rise in rates . We ex­
pect that in October, sales of existing 
homes will be down, as the effect of 
September's htgher rates is felt," Dr. 
John A. Tuccillo, NAR's chief 
economist. said. A slack-off of buying by 
people either priced out of the market 
or by those postponing purchases often 
shows up as a slightly delayed reaction 
to higher mortgage rates. 

However, he said the recent drop in 
stock market prices likely will have the 
immediate effect of causing some stock 
investors to switch to bond market in­
vestments, resulting in a temporary 
lowering of interest rates . "The current 
fall in interest rates, which has resulted 
from the stock market plunge, should 
provide a stimulus for home sales and 
housing starts during the fourth quarter 
of the year," Tuccillo said. The U.S. 
Department of Commerce reported last 
week that housing starts rose 4.4 percent 
from August to September to an annual 
pace of 1.67 million units.

Checked By Contractor

JERRY'S RESTAURANT Government satety experts are cau­
tioning homeowners to have home cen­
tral heating systems inspected this fall, 
even though the heat has already been 
turned on. 

According to the U.S. Consumer Pro­
duct Safety Commission, consumers 
should rely on a qualified heating con­
tractor to check the system. Regardless 
of the age of your system, electrical and 
mechanical components, including 
valves, thermostat controls and 
automatic safety switches, should be in­
spected. Special attention should be paid 
to heavy soot buildup in the furnace or 
its venting system. 

While venting systems are not always 
examined during routine servicing, con­
sumers should ask the contractor to in­
spect the flue and chimney. Blockages 
can be caused by mortar and other 
materials loosening from chimney 
walls, bird nests or other debris. 
Chimneys and flues should be clear at 
all times so exhaust gases, including 
carbon monoxide <COl, are properly 
vented outside the home. Flue and flue 
connections should be checked for a 
tight, secure fitting, and for signs of rust 
or corrosion which could allow exhaust 
gases to spill into the house. 

CPSC said carbon monoxide exposure 
in the home is of special concern. Con­
sumers exposed to harmful levels of CO 
often show symptoms similar to having 
flu-like illnesses, including dizziness, 
fatigue, headaches, irregular breathing 
and nausea. Exposure to continued high 
levels of carbon monoxide could be fatal. 
CPSC estimates that some 200 deaths oc­
ctlr each year from carbon monoxide 
associated with gas heating equipment. 

Homeowners who have recently con­
verted their heating system from oil to 
gas also were cautioned by CPSC to 
have the chimney inspected. After con­
verting to gas, soot and debris which 
may have accumulated over the years 
on chimney walls may loosen and fall; 
if enough falls, it could block the exhaust 
and cause a buildup of dangerous levels 
of exhaust fumes in the house. If the 
heating contractor finds soot in the flue, 
a chimney sweep should be called to 
clean the chimney and flue, each fall un­
til no more soot is detected. 

If you plan on converting from oil to 
gas heat, have the chimney inspected 
when the new furnace is installed, and 
annually thereafter.

The rupture of a high pressure gas line 
at the head of Arkansas Creek last Tues­
day afternoon is said to have resulted 
from a fault in installation when the line 
was laid 56 years ago. 

Although the line had been used since 
1931, the coupling holding two sections 
of pipe together was not connected tight­
ly to one section. It is thought that the 
weight of soil on the pipeline had held it 
together. No leak had been detected 
near than a half-mile from the point of 
Tuesday's explosion. 

Coupling is no longer used today in 
pipeline construction. Instead, sections 
of pipe are welded together.

Artists, Students Meet at Workshop 

Russell May discussed his approach to art with studrnts at a recrnt wo•·kshop 
and illustrated points of technique in landscape painting, for whi<-h the local 
artist is wellknown. 

Approximately 200 Floyd county students participated in the student art 
workshop held October 13 at Jenny Wiley State Park. Sponsored by the Floyd 
County Education Forum's School Community Partnership committee and 
the Floyd County School system, this was the second of three workshops, all 
examples of what can be done when schools and communities work together 
for education.

The next workshop will be on writing for seventh and eighth grade students 
scheduled November 23. 

What Good Is A Dead Tree? 
Plenty For Forest Wildlife 

Woodlot owners should not c)ean all 
the dead and decaying trees from their 
woodlands, according to a University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture 
forestry specialist. 

Often owners decide to give their 
forested land a "winter manicure" by 
removing the dead and dying trees for 
firewood, said Fred Servello. The 
cleanup not only improves the looks of 
the surroundings, it also can eliminate 
potential sources of tree diseases or 
insects. 

However, too much of a good thing can 
damage the ecology. 

"More than 100 species of wildlife in 
the southeast use dead trees or decay­
ing logs as nesting sites, foraging areas 
or protective cover," Servello said. 
"Birds like the downy woodpecker, 
pileated woodpecker, common flicker 
and bluebird all require dead trees for 
nesting.' ' 

In fact, Servello said more than 50 
species of American birds nest in 
cavities of dead or deteriorating trees 
which foresters refer to as "snags." 

"We have learned from research that 
removing all the snags from a forested 
area will reduce populations of cavity­
nesting birds by 50 percent,'' he said. 
"Those birds play a big part in maintain­
ing the environmental balance and may 
play a big role in long-term suppression 
of insect outbreaks." 

For example, the brown creeper 
methodically circles tree trunks from 
the bottom up seeking insects. Wood­
peckers look for insects and larvae 
beneath the bark . Barn owls, squirrels 
and raccoons-not to say the occasional 
black bear- rest in these snags and feed 
on the grub worms and larva there. 
After falling over, the dead log becomes 
home for a whole host of wildlife, in­
cluding 32 different amphibians such as 
salamanders. 

Ron Hunt, an infielder who played 
with various National League teams 
holds the record for getting hit by pitch­
ed balls. 

"So while removing dead trees and 
logs may seem like a harmless winter 
chore," Servello said, "it will have a 
substantial impact on the lives of many 
forest animals. Biologists recommend 
leaving at least two snag trees per acre 
in forested areas for nesting birds." 

"For some wild animals. the only 
value of a live tree is that somedav it will 
be dead" ·

IN RESPONSE TO LAST WEEK'S STATEMENT 
IN THE FLOYD COUNTY TIMES BY DISTRICT 
NO. 2 MAGISTRATE: 

The Flood Plain Ordinance that Mr. Owens referred to in his article in last week's paper 
was the revision of the present flood ordinance which was adopted on September 5, 1984. The 
National Flood Insurance Program requires, as a condition of continued eligibility for participa­
tion, that the ordinance be revised in a&cordance with updated laws and regulations of the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency. Floyd County Attorney David A. Barber reviewed the revision 
and advised the Court that if Floyd County did not amend its regulations to comply with the 
NFIP then Floyd County would be suspended from the program. If this revision had not been 
passed, home owners could not buy flood insurance on their homes, the Federal Government 
would not give assistance to Floyd County in the future should another flood occur. 

Mr. Owens also stated that he voted against a 4% tax increase. There was no tax increase. 
The Floyd County Times, in last week's paper, admitted an error was made in reporting this 
to the public. Gene Stinchcomb, State Local Finance Officer, sent Floyd County the permissible 
Ad Valorem Tax Revenue for 1987-1988 stating that, "I hereby certify the following local Ad 

·Valorem tax rates and revenue for Floyd County." We accepted the lowest rate but had the 
option to raise it 4%, whjch we djd not do.

Cooking a turkey for the first time can 
be threatemng to a holiday host or 
hostess. Deciding whether to buy a fresh 
or frozen one, self-basted or prestuffed 
one or a 10-pound or 24-pound bird can 
bring on a case of jitters. But with a few 
guidelines, turkey can be easy to 
prepare. 

Sue Burrier, foods and nutrition 
specialist with the University of Ken­
tucky Cooperative Extension Service, 
explained what consumers need to look 
for when buying a turkey. 

First of all, make sure it has been in· 
spected and labeled with a USDA 
sticker. Check for a grade mark, too. 
Look for a Grade A turkey, which in­
dicates the bird is meaty and is free 
from pinfeathers, brmses' and cuts and 
tears on the breast and legs. 

All turkeys are young, usually four to 
six months of age. Sex designation of hen 
or tom is optional on the label , and is an 
indication of size rather than the 
tenderness of a turkey. 

When you go to the store to buy one, 
you'll have to decide whether to buy 
fresh or frozen. Burrier said there is no 
significant difference in quality between 
the two but if you don't want a large 
turkey taking up space in your refrige­
rator for four or five days while it thaws, 
you may want to order a fresh bird 
ahead of time and pick it up one to two 
days before you'll be cooking it. 

Because so many customers buy con­
veruence foods, many grocery stores sell 
prestuffed fresh or frozen birds. 

" If a prestuffed turkey is frozen, keep 
it in the freezer until you are ready to 
cook it," stressed Burrier. "Do not thaw 
the bird because bacteria could develop 
in the stuffing while the turkey thaws." 

Fresh, raw turkey can pose even more 
problems than frozen ones because both 
raw turkey and stuffing ingredients are 
highly perishable. Burrier said the 
USDA does not recommend the pur· 
chase of whole, stuffed fresh poultry. 

If you're looking for convenience, con­
sider stuffed and ready-to-cook items 
like boneless turkey breasts or chicken 
breasts as quick alternatives. Careful­
ly follow the "best if used by" dating and 
directions on preparation to ensure food 
safety and quality. 

Precooked turkeys also are available 
but they should be served immediately 
after heating or they may develop an 
"off" or "warmed-over" flavor when 
reheated.

it because room temperatures fall 
within the danger zone of 60 and 125 
degrees F. Those temperatures promote 
active growth of bacteria. Cooking does 
not destroy all bacteria and some food 
poisoning organisms produce toxins that 
withstand heat. 

The safest way to thaw a turkey is in 
the refrigerator. Place the turkey in its 
original wrap on a tray or in a pan to 
catch moisture that accumulates as it 
thaws. For an 8- to 12-pound turkey, 
thaw 1 to 2 days . For a 12· to 16-pound 
turkey, thaw 2 to 3 days. For one that is 
16 to 20 pounds, thaw 3 to 4 days: For one 
that is 20 to 24 pounds, thaw 4 to 5 days. 

If it's the day before you plan to serve 
your turkey and you just remembered 
that it's still sitting in the freezer, don't 
panic. Check the wrapping to make sure 
there are no rips and simply place the 
bird in its unopened bag m the sink or 
in a large container and cover it with 
cold water. If the wrapping is torn, place 
the turkey in another plastic bag, close 
securely, and then place in water. You 
will need to change the water about 
every 30 minutes. 

When thawing a turkey in water, allow 
4 to 6 hours for one that is 8 to 12 pounds. 
For one that is 12 to 16 pounds, allow 6 
to 9 hours. For one that is 16 to 20 pounds 
allow 9 to 11 hours and for one that is 20 
to 24 pounds, allow 11 to 12 hours. 

A turkey can be thawed in a 
microwave oven but since microwave 
ovens vary in what they accommodate, 
check the manufacturer's instructions 
for the size turkey that will fit in your 
oven, the minutes per pound and the 
power level to use for thawing. 

Burrier recommended using either 
the refrigerator or the water thawing 
method instead of the microwave. In the 
microwave, the turkey may cook in 
spots. 

Once your turkey has thawed, it re­
quires little preparation before cooking. 
Remove the neck and the giblets from 
the body cavity. Wash the inside and out­
side of the turkey and the giblets in cold 
water and drain well. To prevent the 
spread of bacteria, wash your hands, 
utensils and sink after they have come 
in contact with the raw turkey. 

Once the turkey is thawed it can be 
cooked by roasting in the oven, 
microwaving, or it can be placed on a 
rotisserie or grilled.

Kentucky Open Records 
Open Meetings Laws 

By Attorney General 
David L. Armstrong 

One of the fundamental rights of 
Americans is the right to know about the 
workings of their government. Our na­
tion was founded on the principle that 
government is the servant of the people. 
In Kentucky, the "right to know" of our 
citizens is protected through the Open 
Meetings Law. This assures your access 
to many public meetings of public agen­
cies. The laws are designed to protect all 
Kentuckians, including members of the 
press, writers, scholars and represen­
tatives of other groups. 

The Open Meetings Law was enacted 
by the General Assembly during the 1974 
session and became law June 21, 1984. 
The law defines "meeting" as all gather­
ings of all kinds by public agencies, 
regardless of location, whether the 
meeting is a regular or special one. As 
a general rule, the law refers to all 
meetings where a quorum of the public 
body is present and public business is 
discussed. 

Specifically, the law requires that the 
minutes of each meeting be recorded 
promptly and made available for public 
inspection no later than immediately 
following the next public meeting. Clos­
ed or executive sessions are exempt 
from this provision. 

The Ia w also specifies that all meeting 
schedules of public agencies be 
established by ordinance, resolution, 
etc. and made available to the public. 
These meetings should be held at 
specific times and places convenient to 
the public. 

You are not required to identify 
yourself at an open meeting. In addition, 
all agencies are required to permit new 
coverage of such meetings. 

In cases where it is determined that 
the public agency did not substantially 
comply with the law, any formal action 
taken (including rules, resolutions, 
regulations and ordinances) will be 
voidable by a court of competent 
jurisdiction. 

There are 11 basic exceptions to this 
law including discussions of proposed or 
pending litigation against or on behalf 
of the public agency; discussions which 
might lead to the appointment, 
discipline or dismissal of an individual 
employee, member or s tudent ; 
meetings between public agencies and 
industrial prospects 

The Open Meeting Law was designed 
for the benefit of all citizens. It is vital 
that Kentuckians get involved in our 
system

BARKLEY: Creel Clerk Norman 
Brantley reports that white bass were 
hitting slab spoons and jigs along sand 
bars and trees 10feetdeep; catfish were 
taking cut bait, chicken livers and min­
nows over old river banks 25-35 feet 
deep; clear, stable at four feet below 
summer pool and 60 degrees. 

BARREN RIVER: Creel Clerk Ralph 
Shipley reports that black bass were hit­
ting cr-ankbaits and spinner baits around 
heavy cover in the backs of coves 3-10 
feet deep; crappie were hitting minnows 
over creek channel stump rows and 
brush piles 10-15 feet deep; clear, fall­
ing, seven feet below summer pool and 
63 degrees. 

NOLIN: Conservation Officer James 
Shipp reports that crappie were hitting 
minnows over submerged cover about 
6-8 feet deep; black bass were hitting 
crankbaits off shallow points in 6-12 feet 
of water; clear, rising, one-half feet 
below summer pool and 63 degrees .

TAYLORSVILLE: Creel Clerk Bruce 
Raine reports that black bass were tak­
ing spinnerbaits along secondary tree 
lines and over stick ups 1-3 feet deep; 
bluegill were hitting worms and 
crickets over stick ups 6-8 feet deep ; 
clear to murky, stable at four feet below 
summer pool and 61 degrees. 

HERRINGTON : Chimney Rock 
Marina Owner Don Strong reports that 
bluegill were hitting crickets and red 
worms off steep banks 12-15 feet deep; 
black bass were active on spinners and 
grubs over shallow woody cover 3-6 feet 
deep; low water level is preventing 
launching at some ramps; clear, falling, 
26 feet below summer pool and 63 
degrees. 

GREEN RIVER: Creel Clerk John 
Williams reports that crappie were tak­
ing minnows over submerged cover in 
4-8 feet of water ; black bass were hitting 
spinnerbaits over stick ups 1-6 feet 
deep; clear, stable at one foot below 
summer pool and 58 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND : Conservation Of­
ficer Mike Bowman reports that striped 
bass were hitting jigs off rocky points 
and along creek channels 20-40feet deep; 
black bass were hitting buzzbaits and 
spinnerbaits along stump rows and off 
rocky points 1-5 feet deep ; clear, falling, 
29 feet below summer pool and 67 
degrees.

Hale Decries 
Lack of Funds, 
Cut Services

Sheriff Henry C. Hale attributes lack 
of funds as t!1e cause of a layoff of per­
sonnel and deputies. 

Hale says that he no longer has the 
money to operate his office properly and 
sees no hope of relief until January or 
February. The reason for the lack of 
funds stems from extra expenses incur­
red by his office for the maintenance of 
vehicles, and also, for the first time his 
office must pay more than $12,000 into 
the Social Security Fund, according t~ 
Hale, who says that money alloted to 
them by the settlement of taxes and ex­
cess fees is not nearly enough to offset 
expenses. In the past, he says he has 
been forced to borrow money from the 
state in order to continue operation. 

The Sheriff's Department will rely on 
a skeleton staff until the first of the year 
with two deputies remaining on the 
payroll to answer calls and respond to 
emergencies. Many calls, Hale says, 
will have to be handled by the state 
police, but warrants will continue to be 
served and one deputy will remain in the 
office to answer calls. 

Sheriff Hale, who expects no redress 
from the fiscal court, added "How do 
they expect me to enforce the law?"

They were cliches I have heard all my 
life "Beauty is in the eye of the 
beholder" and "Beauty is only skin 
deep". But these cliches did not hide the 
lopsided look of my face, the droop 
above my right eye. While I was adept 
at hiding the problem from others, I 
knew that it was there. 

Earlier this year, as I faced my last 
year at Paintsville High, I began think­
ing about the future, toward a career in 
modeling or business. But my self im­
age and my confidence in my own abili­
ty to plan for the future was undermin­
ed every time I looked in the mirror. 
That's why it was so important to me to 
find out if I could be helped with plastic 
surgery. 

It was July when I read that a plastic 
surgeon had just joined the staff at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center in 
Prestonsburg, just 12 miles away. My 
mother made an appointment with the 
surgeon to see what could be done to cor­
rect my eye. 

The day I met Dr. Bradford C. 
Roberg, the excitement almost out­
weighed my anxiety. By taking the time 
to explain what he would do and what I 
could expect I left his office looking for­
ward to the surgery instead of dreading 
it. 

He told me that like most plastic 
surgery patients, I'd be treated as a so­
called outpatient-coming in on the day 
of my surgery and going home again the 
same day. He told me exactly how an in­
cision would be made across the top of 
my forehead just inside my hairline and 
how my whole forehead above my right 
eye would be lifted. A small tuck of ex­
cess skin would be removed and the in­
cision then clipped back together. The 
wound would not show too much and the 
final scar would be almost invisible-a 
fact that later proved true. But he also 
told me that in some rare cases there 
can be complications and that results 
can be less than ideal. He tells that to all 
his patients so that they understand the 
risks . And he knew the risks were also 
unsettling. So, even though Dr. Roberg 
had spent a lot of time with me during 
the appointment, he had me come back 
in two weeks to make sure I still wanted 
to have the surgery. While I was in his 
office at Highlands Medical Offices, they 
were able to schedule my surgery and 
pre-register me for a Friday when I had 
a day off from school. 

By pre-registering, the paperwork 
was out of the way and I was able to go 
directly to the Outpatient Surgery 
Department the morning of the surgery. 
I spent a half hour there changing 
clothes, talking to the doctor and then 
had an IV )intravenous line) inserted 
and was given the pre-op medication I 
had requested. I was taken to surgery 
about 7:30a.m., and I found out that the 
nurses behind the masks were just as 
friendly as those in the pre-op depart­
ment. They not only made sure I was 
comfortable, but talked to me until I fell 
asleep. 

The next thing I knew I was in the 
recovery room and my nurse was tell­
ing me the surgery was over. When I 
complained of being cold and thirsty she 
wrapped me in blankets and made sure 
I had all the 7-UP I wanted. I can 
remember Dr. Roberg coming into the

Has Repaid $6,000 

Attorney General David L. Armstrong 
has announced that $6,000 in restitution 
was paid by Silver Sheild Publishing Co.

"Con­
sumers bought the advertising under the 
false pretense that the proceeds would 
benefit organizations such as the state 
and local police, local firefighters, a 
'police reserve association, mine safe-· 
ty association and other charitable pur­
poses," he said. The list of publications 
included Silver Sheild, Kentucky 
Firefighter and various calenders. 

The lawsuit seeking the refunds was 
filed in 1983 and an agreed permanent 
injunction was entered in August of 1986.

To Be In Louisville 

A quiet downbeat and "Blue Flame" 
floats into Whitney Hall, Kentucky 
Center for the Arts in Louisville, Nov. 
16, followed by Duke Ellington's "It 
Don't Mean A Thing If It Ain't Got That 
Swing" and everybody's favorite"Wood· 
choppers Ball.'· Except for the fact that 
Woody himself is not at the helm, the 
band is intact, led by Frank Tiberi, sax 
player and 19-year veteran of the Her· 
man organization, and featuring "Mr. 
Clarinet" Buddy DeFranco as Woody's 
stand-in. 

Woodrow Charles Herman died last 
Thursday, and due to the unscrupulous 
ethics of his manager over the years, at 
the age of 74 has lain bedridden and $1.6 
million in debt to the IRS. This un­
payable tax debt was the reason 
Woody's home of 40 years was sold by 
the IRS, forcing him to pay rent to re­
main there. The news of the ailing musi· 
cians' plight brought floods of support, 
from law firms donating their services, 
Los Angeles radio stations sponsoring 
fund-raising drives and most prominent­
ly, the National Association of Jazz 
Educators "We Care Woody" cam­
paign.

of Woody's Kids" T-shirts; 5J and of 
course, booking the Young Thundering 
Herd for concerts. "The outpouring of 
support has been so gratifying," reports 
Tom Cassidy, of the Thomas Cassidy 
Agency in Chicago, Woody's agent and 
long-time friend, "and benefit concerts 
and tributes are going on somewhere in 
the country almost every night. The 
money being raised from these benefit 
shows is going directly to Woody to help 
defray his staggering medical expenses, 
and after he's gone, the money will go 
to a fund being set up in his name to help 
future ailing musicians and to provide 
scholarships for young student musi­
cians. Woody wouldn't have it any other 
way!"

Lists of his recordings cover four 
pages, and he has made both concert 
and recording appearances with such 
stars as Billie Holliday, Nat Cole, 
Charlie Parker, Dizzy Gillespie, Stan 
Getz, Nelson Riddle, Billy Eckstine and 
appeared on the Steve Allen Show, The 
Mike Douglas Show, The Merv Griffin

Seasons Changed, Grade School Handbook Adopted 
' If you don't like things as they are, 

then change them 
That is the attitude the Floyd County 

School Board. and Pete Grigsby, Jr., 
took recently when they decided to 
revamp the county athletic program. 

With difficulties arising due to grade 
school sports running concurrently with 
high school sports, the board decided to 
make needed adjustments. 

With Gngsby and local school officials 
working together, a new program pro­
posal was drawn up, and the school 
board adopted it before school began 
this fall. 

Although the changes were obvious. 
one stands alone as the more drastic, 
and possibly the most effective. 

"The biggest change is that basket­
ball, which is going on right now, starts 
right after school and football has been 
moved to the spring," Grigsby said. 
"This way it is a much better program, 
or at least we think it is." 

The grade school final tournament 
will be held during the third week of 
December now. In the past it was held 
in March, a time when high school 

basketball was reaching it's peak 
"The congestion, the use of the gyms 

and the buses. it just caused a mess," 
Grigsby said. "You had grade school 
sports running at the same time as high 
school sports. Parents, if they had a 
child in high school and grade school, 
were out four or five nights a week.'' 

The basketball season on the grade 
school level began on September 15, and 
will come to an end just before 
Christmas with the final county cham­
pionship tournament. 

The football season will be held next 
spring. Prestonsburg Grade School, by 
virtue of special permission from the 
school board, played football this fall. 

In addition to changing the seasons, 
the board also adopted a grade school 
handbook that will serve as an official 
guideline for the athletic program. 

"My job is to re-shape high school and 
grade school sports, and when the board 
told me to do this, I jumped on it," 
Grigsby said. "I'd always wanted to do 
something like this. It is the first time 
we've ever had a handbook for ·grade 

' school sports." 

The Handbook, adopted August, 1987, 
is a complete guideline to athletic 
po!Jcies governing grade school 
athletics. It covers areas of interest 
from general objectives of the athletic 
program to scheduling, and on through 
safety procedures for athletes. 

According to the handbook, the 
athletic program of the Floyd County 
Public Schools is considered an integral 
part of the educational curriculum. 
Athletics serve as a method of develop­
ment of the individual. We believe the 
student should be developed physically 
as well as mentally. Participants should 
learn and develop good sportsmanship 
characteristics and to learn to play by 
the rules and respect authority. 

The handbook will serve as an authori­
ty to the grade schools, in a similar 
fashion that the coaches serve as an 
authority to the players. 

The handbook has current rule 
changes along with all guidelines that 
every grade school's athletic teams 
must follow. 

It also explains the duties of the coach, 
their requirements to become coaches,

Prestonsburg Dumps M.C. Nap.ier 
To Finish With Winning Season 

The M.C. Napier Navajos came to 
town Friday night with only a 2-6 record. 
Not exactly impressive, but Chuke 
Williams knew they were better than 
their record might have indicated. 

"They look real good on film," the 
Blackcat head football coach said Fri­
day. "They've got a big fullback that 
goes about 220 pounds, and they've got 
a little kid back there that can fly." 

Although Prestonsburg had no chance 
at post season action, Williams' was 
quick to point out the importance hang­
ing in the balance of Friday's game. 

With a win, the Blackcats could have 
finished with a 6-4 winning season. With 
a loss, the Blackcats could have finish­
ed with an average season record of 5-5. 
, Through two quarters the game took 
on exactly the appearance Williams had 
talked about earlier Friday. 

At the half, Prestonsburg held a slim 
five-point lead. M.C. Napier had prov­
ed their capabilities on the football field, 
but the Blackcats were up, and on their 
way to a winning season finish. 

Then came the second half, and what 
a second half it was for Prestonsburg. 

The Blackcat defense forced two turn­
overs, and the offense converted those 
to nine points. 

And that was only in the third quarter. 
Prestonsburg, on the strength of a 

Brent Hackworth field goal, and a 
Johnny Ray Harris touchdown run, 
bolted out to a 21-7 lead after three 
periods, and cruised to a 28·13 victory. 

M.C. Napier ran only five plays in the 
third quarter, and two of those were 
fumbles that wound up as turnovers. 

"We pretty much dominated the 
game," Chuke Williams, Blackcat coach 
said. "They scored that one touchdown 
and went up 7-6, but after that we had 
things our way." 

After Johnny Ray Harris opened 
Prestonsburg scoring with a one-yard 
first quarter touchdown run, M.C. 
Napier took a short-lived lead when 
quarterback Robbie Dixon hooked up 
with George Harold for a touchdown 
pass. 

The Navajos kicked the extra point to 
take the one-point advantage, but the 
Blackcats didn't stay down for long. 

Just before halftime, Prestonsburg 
mounted a 13-play drive that covered 66 
yards, and took the lead when quarter­
back Tim Trusty dived in from one-yard 
out, giving the Blackcats a 12·7 halftime 
advantage. 

Then Prestonsburg really heated up. 
After recovering an M.C. Napier fum· 

ble deep in Navajo territory, the 
Blackcats received a Brent Hackworth 
field goal. 

On their next possession, M.C. Napier 
turned the football over again, this time 
on their 44 where Jimmy Joe Crace 
pounced on the loose pigskin. 

From that spot on the field, the 
Blackcats marched to the five-yard line 
on 10 plays then scored the touchdown 
on a Harris five-yard scoring run. 

Prestonsburg took advantage of those 
mistakes, building a 21-7lead with only 
21 seconds remaining in the third 
quarter, and put the game out of reach 
soon after as Brent Hackworth, replac­
ing injured quarterback Tim Trusty, 
scored a touchdown on a two-yard run. 

M.C. Napier added a late score on a 
long run, but the damage had already 
been done, and the Blackcats had earn­
ed their sixth win of the season, plus a 
winning season. 

"It's always good to win," Williams 
said. "When you win that last one, it 
makes the winter a lot better, and gives 
the kids something to look forward to 
next season. When you lose that last 
game it stays with you until next y~ar. 
It was a nice win for us, and I think it 
will carry over to next season in a 
positive way.'' 

Especially the way Prestonsburg won, 
by dominating. 

"I don't have any official numbers, 
but we probably kept the football three­
fourths of the time," Williams pointed 
out. ''Timmy had a sore shoulder so we 
didn't throw much. We just kept the foot­
ball on the ground and ground it out." 

Prestonsburg had another opportuni­
ty to score, but Williams said instead of 
running up the score they opted to run 
the clock out. 

After getting the football deep in their

Hunting Safely During Deer Season 
There is nothing more important in 

' hunting than being a safe, conscientious 
hunter. particularly during the deer 
season. 

The"J>Opularity of deer hunting has in 
creased rapidly in recent years, follow­
ing the unprecedented growth of the 
state's deer population. There will be 
well over 100,000 deer hunters in the 
woods during the Nov. 14-23 deer gun 
season. These numbers, plus the excite­
ment of the hunt, make an awareness of 
safety rules among all hunters a 
necessity. 

Actually, hunting is among our safest 
sports, but last year there were more ac­
cidents than usual in Kentucky. Twenty­
seven hunting related accidents were

The 1987 gun season for deer will open 
November 14 in zones 1-7 and close in all 
zones, November 23. The season limit is 
two deer per hunter. 

reported, seven of which were fatal Big 
game hunters were involved in only 10 
of these accidents, and e1ght of the 27 
total were non-firearm related. Ac­
cidents include any mishap while hunt­
ing, such as self-inflicted wounds from 
mishandling firearms, mistaking 
hunters for game and falling from tree 
stands . 

Over the past seven years, there have 
been approximately 15 reported hunting 
related accidents per year. Only nine ac­
cidents have been reported so far in 1987, 
none of which have been fatal. This 
record indicates that Kentuckians are 
safety conscious, but an annual 
reminder of the rules of safe gun handl­
ing never hurts. 

Although the law requires deer 
hunters to wear a hunter orange gar­
ment (vest, coat, coverall , hat or cap) 
during the gun season, exercising com­
mon sense and good judgement when 
handling a firearm is something only the 
hunter can control. He alone must make 
sure his equipment is in good condition, 
his gun is loaded properly and is fired 
only after the target has been un­
mistakeably identified and the back­
ground is clear.

There have 
been several changes in the gun season 
this year and hunters should be sure to 
read closely the 1987 Deer Hunting 
Guide whch is attached to the deer 
permit. 

The excitement of coming face to face 
with a big buck is enough to cause 
anyone to forget to be safe, yet it is no 
excuse for taking an unsafe shot and 
possibly putting a human life in danger. 
Almost all hunting accidents that occur 
during deer season could be avoided by 
following some simple rules. 

Always remove the cartridge from the 
chamber when climbing into a tree 
stand and use a rope tied to the stock of 
the unloaded gun to pull it up into the 
stand. Keep your gun on safety until you 
have positively identified your target 
and are ready to shoot. When climbing 
down from a stand, unload your gun first 
and lower it to the ground with the rope 
tied to the barrel to prevent dirt from 
becoming lodged in the barrel.

There are several possible ways to 
harvest two deer with a gun besides 
hunting only in zones 1-3 or on other 
special areas. Hunters may harvest one 
deer in a zone 1-3 county or special area 
and harvest a second deer from another 
open county. The reverse of that is also 
legal. One deer can be harvested in a 
zone 4-9 county and a second taken by 
gun in a zone 1-3 county or special area. 
(Special areas are listed in the 1987 Deer 
Hunting Guide which accompanies the 
deer permit. > 

In Zone 1 counties, hunters can 
harvest bucks or does all 10 days of the 
season. In Zone 2, either sex can be 
taken during the first six days of the 
season, and in Zone 3 there are three 
days of either sex hunting at the begin­
ning of the season. 

In zone 4-9 counties, hunters may 
harvest two deer, but only one can be 
taken by gun. Hunters must purchase a 
second deer permit prior to hunting for 
a second deer. 

The Kentucky deer population is 
estimated at over 295,000, and the 
harvest estimate for the 1987 season 
across the commonwealth is 60,000 deer. 
Over 53,404 animals were killed in 1986. 

Some counties, primarily in the 
western and northcentral parts of the 
state, have reported a significant 
amount of crop depredation due to large 
deer herds . Crop damage, deer popula­
tions and the number of hunters are the 
primary determining factors in struc­
turing zones. Allowing two deer to be 
harvested by gun is aimed at reducing 
and controlling the deer herd in the more 
highly populated areas . 

Another major change for the upcom­
ing season is that legal cartridges for 
rifles and handguns have been standar­
dized by case length. This standardiza­
tion was adopted to insure that all 
hunters are using a cartridge with 
enough power to effectively kill a deer. 
It also simplifies answering the question 
of whether or not a particular cartridge 
is legal, since all a hunter has to do is 
measure the cartridge case, minus the 
bullet. 

Rifles must be .240 caliber or larger 
and cartridges must have a minimum 
case length of 1-11/ 16 inches. Handgun 
cartridges must be .357 caliber or larger 
with a minimum case length of 1-1/4 in­
ches. Handgun barrel lengths must be 
3.90 inches or longer. Legal handgun 
cartridges can be fired from rifles. 

A magazine capacity limit of eight 
rounds applies when using semi­
automatic rifles, pump action rifles and 
shotguns. 

The most common type of hunting ac­
cident is a self-inflicted wound caused by 
mishandling firearms. However, there 
seems to be an increase in accidents due 
to one hunter mistaking another hunter 
for game, according to Marion Matting­
ly, assistant director for the division of 
conservation education for the depart­
ment. 

" Crunching leaves and crackling 
branches from behind trees and bushes 
do not constitute a deer and do not war.­
rant a spray of gunfire. At best this prac­
tice will prevent a chance at harvesting 
a deer. At worst, it could cause the death 
of a fellow hunter," said Mattingly. 

Although some Southerners believe 
that a fall "turnover" of a lake is only 
something that happens up North, all 
thermoclined lakes do "turn over." It 
just doesn't happen all at once and it 
may be so gradual it's unnoticed. 

What fall turnover is all about is a 
shut-off period for fish activity on a par­
ticular lake. Cold surface water "set­
tles" downward while deep warmer 
waters rise. Basically, this phenomene­
non reoxygenates the water. "This turn­
over homogenizes lakes that have ther­
moclined in summer," states Bass: A 
Handbook of Strategies. And we all 
know what homogenize means, like in 
milk! 

"In a shallow water lakefall turnover 
can cause problems," states Guido Hib-

don, Johnson Pro Staff member based 
in Missouri. "It's happening right now 
(mid-September) in the upper end of the 
lake in the shallows. And when that haP­
pens, you have a week of bad fishing 
unless you're on the lower end of the lake 
where the water is deeper (30-40 feet) 
and you're fishing for deeper bass." 

Hibdon points out one tactic that may 
be applicable to reservoirs and im­
poundments with feeding rivers. 

"I was just with some people and we 
were talking about fishing ahead of the 
turnover," Hibdon noted while em­
phasizing that the turnover slowly 
spreads through the body of water. 
''When it hits a dam or the end of a lake, 
which is far as it can go, you can go back 
and start fishing up-river where the tur­
nover is completed. Then you can catch 
bass again." 

According to Hibdon, you have to fish 
a given body of water a lot to be able to 
detect the tell-tale signs of the turnover. 
It's a slow process but you can detect it 
by the foamy substance or other matter 
that comes loose from the bottom. This 
can be seen by a knowledgeable eye and 
detected with a sensitive nose. 

It should be also noted that not all 
lakes with a thermocline turnover at t)J.e 
same exact time. Knowledge of several 
lakes in your area can mean the dif­
ference between an uninterrupted week 
of fishing and four of five days of 
frustration.

Mrs. Teresa Maynard was installed as 
Noble Grand of Miriam Rebekah Lodge 
No. 31 at the meeting held October 20 at 
the I.O.O.F. Hall.

"I try to 
visit each patient daily ... I value work­
ing with people, especially the sick and 
dying .. . I try to be a support and com­
fort to them." 

Support and comfort take many 
forms. Young says she tries to be with 
patients "for whatever they need." 
Sometimes she just listens as patients 
confide psychological, spiritual, or emo­
tional needs. Frequently she prays with 
patients. 

Young hands out pamphlets with 
Biblical verses and arranges the use of 
a tape recorder for patients interested 
in listening to taped Biblical passages. 

Young's "support" doesn't necessari-

ly end with a patient's discharge from 
the hospital. Some patients receive 
follow-up phone calls from her after they 
return to their homes. 

Although patient visiting is the priori­
ty and requires the majority of Young's 
day, her role embraces many other 
duties. 

Young frequently offers the same 
"support and comfort" to patients' 
families, especially when the patient is 
critically injured or dying. She assists 
hospital employees by complementing 
the care they give with her services. She 
plans, leads and coordinates religious 
services in the hospital; leads morning 
and evening prayers; and responds to 
the spiritual needs and concerns of 
hospital staff. As a member of the Ethics 
Committee, she helps develop and im­
plement hospital policies and pro­
cedures consistent with Catholic Chris­
tian morality. Through her participation 
in the Discharge Planning Committee, 
Young works with other health care pro­
fessionals to arrange for continuity of 
care when patients leave the hospital. 
She also supervises volunteer chaplains. 

Young's hours are, by job description,

Literacy Programs Required 
For Some Who Get Food Stamps 

Able-bodied food stamp recipients in 
the Lexington, Louisville and Newport 
areas must now choose between pursu­
ing a high school equivalency diploma 
( GED>, attending adult literacy classes 
or entering a job search program if they 
wish to continue to receive the coupons. 

Under federal mandate, Kentucky's 
Department for Social Insurance and 
other state food stamp agencies are im­
plementing the policies to directly link 
food stamp recipients with programs 
that can enhance their employability. 

Social Insurance Commissioner Mike 
Robinson said the requirements of the 
Food Stamp Employment and Training 
Program apply only to recipients who 
are required to register for and active­
ly seek employment. Participants must 
either attend education courses for a 
minimum of four months or be involv­
ed in an independent job search effort 
coordinated by the department.

"Earlier this year we began applying 
the job search requirement to eligible 
clients in Campbell, Daviess, Fayette, 
Jefferson and Kenton counties," he said. 
"The GED/Literacy option started in 
July in Daviess and Kenton counties and 
now it's available in Fayette, Jefferson 
and Campbell counties as we'll." 

The five counties were chosen because 
they are home to more than one-four-th' 
<approximately 111,000) of Kentucky's 
population receiving food stamps. An 
estimated 24,000 recipients in those 
counties must meet the new guidelines. 

"Almost half of Kentucky's adults 
over 25 don't have a high school diploma 
or aGED. and one of every seven Ken­
tuckians is illiterate," Robinson said. 
"We believe those figures may be even 
higher among food stamp recipients. 
Both illiteracy and lack of a high school 
education are impediments to 
employment." 

"Each participant who chooses the job 
search option must make at least 24 job 
contacts within an eight-week period," 
he said. 

Robinson noted that the average per­
son who enrolls in the GED courses pro­
gresses about one grade level for every 
75 hours spent in the classroom. 

"Each participant must attend class 
a minimum of six to nine hours per week 
in pursuit of aGED or 12 hours a month 
in an adult literacy course," he said. "If, 
after four months, there is a need to con­
tinue studying for a GED, the person 
may voluntarily remain in the 
program" 

Food stamp recipients in both the job 
search or education components receive 
$25 per month if expenses are incurred 
while searching for work or attending 
classes. Anyone voluntarily sbfying in 
the program after completing the intitial 
requirements will be eligible to continue 
receiving the stipend. 

"In today's world, a high school 
education is almost essential when look­
ing for employment," said Robinson. 
"This program will not only give food 
stamp recipients a much-needed educa­
tional boost, but also will assist them in 
finding a job-helping them help them­
selves."

Hospital bills are difficult to unders­
tand despite the itemized billings provid­
ed by today's cnmputers. 

That's because no bil1 can contain the 
numerous details included in health care 
charges. Neither can this article. 

But let's make some sense of your bill 
by making cents of each dol1ar you're 
charged for hospital services. 

Today's bil1s are usually divided into 
seven categories: room and board, 
laboratory, medical and surgical sup­
plies, pharmacy, radiology, emergency 
room and respiratory therapy. Surgery 
patients may have additional categories 
for anesthesia and operating room. 
Obstetrical patients may have delivery 
room and nursery charges. 

The average patient stay is about four 
and a half days. The average charge for 
that stay is approximately $2500. Of 
course, length of stay and charges can 
vary greatly according to the person's 
medical condition. But most health care 
dollars are spent pretty much the same 
way. 

Of each dollar spent, 36 cents pays for 
room and board. Quite a price for meals 
and sheets? Yes, it is. But in a hospital, 
meals and sheets aren't all you get. 
Room and board revenues also pay 
utilities, fund employees' salaries and 
benefits, purchase and maintain equip­
ment and furniture, and finance con­
struction costs.

The next biggest part of each dollar, 
Zl cents, is spent on laboratory tests. 
These charges do not cover the salaries 
of the laboratory personnel who work in 
the lab. They simply pay for the tests 
themselves. 

Medical and surgical supplies eat up 
fifteen cents of your health care dollar. 
This may seem expensive, but dispos­
able supplies, important for infection 
control, are not cheap. This category in­
cludes things like diapers, bed pads, IV 
tubes, sitz baths, batteries for equip­
ment, suction bottles, enemas, soap, ice 
bags, catheters, face masks and gloves. 

Ten cents of your health care dollar 
are spent on pharmaceuticals, medi­
cines which you may take in pill, cap­
sule, liquid and intravenous (IV) fluid 
forms. 

The average patient spends six cents 
of their health care dollar on x-rays and 
two cents on respiratory therapy. The 
emergency room fee, which includes a 
charge for the attending physician's ser­
vices, usually only claims about four 
cents of each dollar a patient spends on 
hospital services. 

Bill categories are often more in­
clusive than they seem. For instance, a 
mother who delivered naturally in a 
birthing room and who had her baby 
"room-in" with her is often upset by 
charges for delivery room and nursery 
fees. What she doesn't understand is the 
costs of the birthing bed are comparable 
to those of the delivery room because the 
same staff, supplies and equipment are 
required. Likewise, a baby kept in the 
room with the mother will still need the 
same supplies, nursing checkups and 
baths as the child in the nursery. 

Computerized billings can help us 
understand what we pay for hospital ser­
vices only when we understand what 
their categories include. The descrip­
tions given in this article may not fit 
every hospital's bill, but they are a clue 
to the numerous services and supplies 
which are oftentimes unseen parts of the 
health care we receive. 

If you have questions about your 
hospital bill, contact the financial ser­
vices department of the hospital and ask 
for an explanation before you assume 
you've been billed incorrectly. Many 
times the explanations are quite simple 
and helpful. 

Workers in the financial services 
department can also explain why your 
insurance didn't pay what the movie 
star who sold it to you promised. That 
advice can help you purchase coverage 
for your next hospitalization which will 
pay more or all of your next health care 
bill. 

If there is a mistake in your bill, the 
financial services worker is in a position 
to correct it. 

The sense of your hospital bill lies in 
the services and supplies too numerous 
to itemize. Detailing them would make 
your bill longer and higher.

"Only Kentuckians can save Ken­
tucky; no one else will care enough," 
Patty Wallace told members of the Ken­
tucky Fair Tax Coalition who gathered 
in Hazard earlier this month for the 
group's annual membership meeting. 

KFTC members adopted a platform of 
goals at the meeting stating the issues 
they care about and plan to address in 
1988 in order to save their land and 
natural resources from destruction and 
improve life in Kentucky. 

Protecting the rights of surface 
owners, promoting the reduction and 
recycling of hazardous wastes, remov­
ing the property tax exemption enjoyed 
by owners of unmined coal and suppor­
ting reforms in the legislative process so 
that decisions are made publicly and 
democratically were among the 
highlights of the platform adopted by the 
membership. 

In a statement of purpose accompany­
ing the list of goals, KFTC members 
said that the organization is interested 
in promoting citizen involvement in local 
community groups as a mea'ns to in­
crease public participation in the deci­
sions made by public officials. The 
organization also encourages proper and 
prudent of land, minerals, water, and 
other natural resources. 

KFTC's goals are set each year by its 
members. The 1988 platform was 
developed after meetings in more than 
a dozen counties to hear the ideas and 
concerns of local KFTC members. 

In addition to adopting their platform, 
KFTC members heard several guest 
speakers during the annual membership 
meeting. 

Dave Maggard, of Leslie county, 
shared some of his 10 years of research 
in land and mineral deed fraud in 
eastern Kentucky, including examples 
of deeds being recorded by county clerks 
before they were in office, "Xs" show­
ing up on deeds in place of the signature 
of people who were known to be able to 
write and deeds being written to com­
panies which never existed. 

He related a story about deed books 
from one county courthouse supposed­
ly being sent to Louisville for new bin­
ding. "They never got new covers put on 
them, but they got new pages put in 
them." 

" I could tell you stories on and on" 
said Maggard, estimating that as much 
as 90 percent of the minerals severed 
from the land in eastern Kentucky were 
taken by "pure fraud arid nothing else." 

A summary of KFTC's Legislative 
Democracy Project was given by John 
Burgess of Floyd county. KFTC 
members have researched. legislative 
rules and procedures in other states to 
{iu_d ways to make the Kentucky General 
Assembly more democratic. Burgess 
asked for support of these changes in 
order that justice and democracy can 

Demand For Coal 
Expected To Rise 

Energy experts are predicting the 
probability of a rapid rise in the national 
demand for coal. 

The increased demand will be brought 
about by economic growth in the North­
east and Mid-Atlantic regions of the 
country, as well as a decline in the 
nuclear power industry, according to 
energy analysts who met in Pittsburgh, 
recently. 

"The coal industry provides probably 
the most indigenous, plentiful supply of 
energy," said Robert Bigelow, vice­
president of the New England Electric 
System, in an Associated Press story 
about the Pittsburgh conference. 

"The future of the nu~lear industry is 
pretty uncertain," Bigelow added. "All 
we need is another Chernobyl." 

To prepare for the increased demand, 
clear air technologies must be im­
plemented for the safer burning of coal 
and large power plants must be built 
closer to areas in which the coal is min­
ed to allow for the shipping of electrici­
ty rather· than the shipping of coal to 
areas of increased need, according to 
George White, a researcher at the 
University of Pittsburgh. 

Several utility officials sai<l that their 
companies were buying electricity 
generated by hydroelectric power·plants 
in Canada. This power is · cheaper for 
utilities near the Canadian border, and 
much less damaging to the environment 
to produce.

QUESTION: My roommate is talking 
about quitting smoking again. She has 
quit a couple of times before but always 
went back to it again after a month or 
two. I love her dearly but I hate the 
smell of smoke in our apartment. How 
can I urge her to quit and help her stay 
off for good? 

ANSWER: It's great that you want to 
help your friend quit smoking. The sup­
port and concern of friends and family 
can provide a vital boost in a successful 
attempt to quit smoking. 

Although you can't make your friend 
stop smoking, you can provide the 
understanding and caring that will 
enhance her confidence in her ability to 
quit. Remind her of all the advantages 
of being a nonsmoker-better health, 
fresher smelling hair and clothes, more 
money to spend. Assure her that her 
past attempts to quit were good practice 
and most people don't quit for good on 
their first, second, or even third try, but 
if they keep trying, they will succeed. 
Tell her you believe she can make it this 
time. 

Since no two people are the same, 
what may be helpful to one person may 
be annoying to another. Ask your friend 
what you can do to help. Be alert to her 
moods and feelings. She may prefer to 
be alone at one time and need more time 
with you at another. Be prepared for ups 
and downs over the next few months and 
try to be patient if she is irritable. Most 
of the withdrawal effects pass within two 
to four weeks after quitting. 

The following is a list of "Do's and 
Don'ts" to help a person trying to quit 
smoking: 

*Don't criticize, nag or preach. 
*Don't bring up past failures. 
*Do understand that quitting smoking 

is difficult. 
*Do tell her how glad you are lhat she 

is quitting. 
*Do offer praise and rewards. 
*Do tell her that you believe she will 

succeed. 
*Do let her know she can call the 

Cancer Information Service at 
1-800-4-CANCER for support or a refer­
ral to a stop smoking program.

Bisset, 43, hasn't ap­
peared in a feature film 
since "Under the Volcano" 
in 1984. Lately she has 
worked in television, ap­
pearing in the TV movies 
"Anna Karenina" (1985) 
and "Choices" (1986). 

At first she was intimi­
dated by the demands of a 
six-hour miniseries. 

"I was quite appalled at 
first," she says. "It's like 
doing three scripts at 
once. One has to calm 
one's brain or one's liable 
to panic." 

Executive producer Da­
vid Wolper, who produced 
the m1msenes "Roots" 
( 1977) and "The Thorn 
Birds" (1983), favors 
sprawling, excessive pro­
jects. "Napoleon and .Jose­
phine" was filmed in 
France, England and 
Mor()(:co. 

"We filmed the second 
half first, so I never felt 
that I was ready," Bisset 
says. "I was always afraid 
that if they changed the 
schedule I wouldn't be 
prepared. Hut by the time 
I got in front of the <'am era 
I was, even if I ciidn't feel 
that way."

John Loprieno wishes 
Cord would get tough

The old adage that suc­
cess is a matter of being 
in the right place at the 
right time certainly ap­
plies to John Loprieno, 
who portrays Cord Rob­

Loprieno's first day­
time role came to him in 
1985, just six months af­
ter he graduated from the 
University of Minnesota 
with a master's degree in 
acting. 

"I was very lucky," he 
says. "I was living in Chi­
cago when I auditioned 
for and got the role of 
Danny Walton on ·search 
for Tomorrow.· " 

He left the show just a 
few months before it was 
canceled in 198fi , but got 
another break later that 
year when he auditioned 
for "One Life to Live " 

"I came in to audition 
for the role of Richard 
Abbott," he remembers. 
"They were looking for a 
blond, blue-eyed guy, so I 
knew I couldn't do the 
role But I met with the 
casting director (Mary .Jo 

.Slater) anyway, and she 

told me that the writers 
had told her earlier that 
morning to be on the look­
out for an actor who 
could play part Mexican. 
She thought of me." 

Since Cord is Lo­
prieno's first "nice guy" 
role, he's taking a lot of 
ribbing from his college 
acting colleagues. 

"My friends are getting 
a kick out of the fact that 
I'm playing this super­
good guy, because I've al­
ways played the villain," 
he says. "In college I was 
always the child molester 
or the criminal." 

Cord's personality was 
suggested early on by his 
discovery that Clint Bu­
chanan (Clint Ritchie) 
was his father, and by 
the resulting tension be­
tween him and his ex­
wife, Tina Roberts (An­
drea Evans). 

"I like playing Cord," 
he says. "The writers 
have done a wonderful 
job in giving me interest­
ing things to do with him.

Pikeville College will keep its 99 stops 
tying the hilltop campus to downtown 
Pikeville, but problems of accessibility 
will be solved with the installation of 
elevators in Record Memorial Building, 
a parking structure spanning two 
streets, and a series of ramps, bridges 
and walkways, according to a compre­
hensive campus development plan to be 
presented to its trustees this week. 

Over 300 students, alumni and friends 
of Pikeville College saw architectural 
drawings of the master plan at the an­
nual Founders' Day Convocation last 
Thursday. President William H. Owens 
called the plan "an attainable dream" 
for the future of the College. Illustrating 
his comments with slides showing the 
present campus buildings and diagrams 
prepared by Chrisman, Miller, Wood­
ford and Associates, Lexington, Presi­
dent Owens reviewed each project for an 
attentive audience. 

The highest priority would be given to 
providing adequate space for expanded 
library holdings and study space for a 
large number of commuting students, 
Owens said. For this purpose the college 
hopes to acquire the abandoned hospital 
property adjacent to the campus, raze 
the oldest part of the building and 
renovate the newest wing to house a 
modern Learning Resource Center. The 
College has a six-month option to buy the 
property from the Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital. 

Renovation projects for existing 
buildings on campus would answer the 
need for more efficient use of space for 
academic programs, administrative of­
fices, student activities and public pro­
grams. The most extensive remodeling 
would be the interior of Derriana Hall, 
closed for the past five years. The 

• facade of this historic building would be 
preserved while the interior would be 
completely rebuilt to house dining 
facilities and a student center. 

The Administration Building would 
undergo minor changes for more effi­
cient use of space, with some rooms on 
the second floor now used for ad­
ministrative offices being restored to 
classrooms. 

The Record Memorial Building would 
house all of the College's fine arts 
departments with the floor below 
auditorium level providing space for set 
construction and dressing rooms for 
public performances. 

The Founders' Day audience was 
especially receptive to that part of the 
plan addressing the need for improved 
accessbility and more adequate parking 
space. 

A three-level structure between 
Wickham Memorial Hall and Page Hall 
would provide parking spaces for 210 
vehicles and bridge the streets which 
now isolate Page Hall from the rest of 
the main campus. 

Finally, the master plan provides 
landscaped greenspace at the main en­
trance, on the side of the campus facing 
Elm Street and in the open space gain­
ed from the demolition of the old section 

~ of the hospital. 
Joanthan Hiers, chairman of the Col­

lege's Board of Trustees, commented 
briefly on Board plans for a three-year 
capital funds campaign to increase the 
endowment, provide funds for current 
operations, and fund the first phase of 
the capital improvement project. The 
final year of the campaign will coincide 
with the college's centennial year in 
1989-90.
