' A ne\\ tndustrial park mn~ soon be a reality, according to Prestonsburg busmessman. James Arthur Hughes. who 

has options on pT'Op(!rty that will entad the changlllg of the course of Middle Creek. 
Hughes, corporate bead of Hughes and Associates, says that his firm has options to buy the large le\'el tract of land. 

ongmally belonging to Sally Stevens wblch borders Middle Creek near Glyn Vtew Ploza 
Work on the stte could begin as early as March 1, according to Hughes, wilh an esttmntcd cost of approximately $1~ 

million. The cost or the half million·ton ftll alone is projected at $2.5. Plans fot the new site consist of a hght industrial 
park with a variety of small businesses. 

In order lo begm construct ton work, the site will have to be filled 10 feet higher crcatwg 12 usable acres of land. The 
creek, whtch presently takes a wide U curve. will be straightened to allow water to flow fastPr. The new channel will 
run nearly parallel wilh the present railrooad tracks. 

Hughes IS now awaiting conclusion of the deal with the landowners and issunnt~e of field permits by the state. 
The propt,>sed tndustnal park will provide 300 additional jobs, according to Hugh<'s. 
The developer said he Y.elcomes the park and other centers' bemg annexed into the city of Prestonsburg because of

Agencies Work Together 
To Help Area Homeless 
6y Megan E. Corcoran 

There are said to be 600 individuals 
who are homeless in the area. One ex­
ample <Jf how the system works in help­
ing the homeless of Floyd county is the 
case of Shirley Berger, 29, of Price. 
homeless for five months, she is a 
divorced burn-out victim and has two 
children ages s1x and 12. 

''We stayed in our car on and off for 
a long time. We stayed with relatives. 
but they just didn't have the room. My 
<!hildren were cold and scared," Berger 
said, "Faye helped us get our first 
month's rent together, and C.A.P 
helped us with our electric bill. l'rn go· 
tng to pay back my loan by working at 
the Wheelwright Youth Center. They 
really helped us through a hard time." 

Help is being provided through the 
cooperation of several different associa­
tions in Floyd county. Although Lhere 
are no long-term projects in the area, 
emergency needs are being met. 

Two years ago, the Ministerial 
Association was founded through money 
from lhe ·'Hands Across America" pr()­
ject. Every year since, Lhe Ministerial 
Association has applied for a $36,000 
grant from the Federal Emergency 
Management Association, <FEMA>, for 
aid for the homeless. 

In cooperation with the Ministerial 
Association, an organization called 
Christian Cooperative Ministries was 
founded to help answer the needs of the 
homeless in the area Through this 
organization and several churches in 
Floyd county, aid is administered by 
pastors and workers 

Rev. Steve Hopkins, of the Firsl Bap­
llst Church, and Rev. Tim Jessen, of the 
First Presbyterian Church, here, are 
both a part of the Ministerial Associa­
tion who work with Faye Ruffing, direc­
tor of the Christian Cooperative 
MinistTies. 

Ruffing sa1d thatFEMA money is pr()-

vided for the people who need h.elp with 
rent, utilities and sometimes groceries. 
Emergency prescriptions are filled and 
those in need of further medical atten­
tion are sent lo a doctol' with FEMA 
covering the cost 

Expenditures for March 1987 through 
Sept. 1987 were $33,000, and $20,000 of 
that money was spent on the six dif· 
ferent food pantries across the county. 
Doreen Martin. director of the food pan­
try located in Drift, works through the 
Presbyterian Church and an organiza­
tion called Christian Service Ministries. 
Martin says that people ask for help due 
to many different reasons. 

"There are burn-out victims. people 
lose their jobs, or a husband dies and the 
widow is left with children to feed. There 
is a transition period here of at least 
three months until social security comes 
through. She has no job and has never 
worked before in her life These are the 
needs we are meeting," Martin said. 

Rev. Jessen said the homeless prob· 
lem here is not like that found in big 
cities. "The people here are temporari­
ly homeless and need emergency help 
due to eviction, burn-out, or they simp­
ly don't have a decent place to Jive. The 
problem here is housing " 

When a person has no place to stay, 
the Ministerial Association wjJJ set them 
up in a motel temporarily and in the 
meantime help them search for a place 
of their own, and a job if needed. 

The Christian Appalachian Project 
receives referrals from the Ministerial 
Associaf.ion and Chr-istian Cooperative 
Ministries. Through C.A.P., clothing is 
provided or a loan to pay a utility bill 

"When a person receives a loan, they 
repay C. A.P. by working 10 one of our 
programs or paying the loan back a lit­
tle each month This is not charily; we 
just are trying lo help people get back 
on their feet, •' Donna Yellen, director of 
C.A P 's Emergency Assistance Pro­
gram, ::;aid.

John F. Kennedy said, Mamas want their sons to grow up to be President, 
but they don't want tbem to become politicians_ 

A. Lincoln, ''If ever a free people-if this government itself is utterly 
demolished, it wm come from this incessant human wriggle and struggle for 
office, which is but a way to live without work..' 

Since the beginning of our nation, we have sought a rnethod of preventing 
fraud in high places in our government. Of major concern has been the elec­
toral process. Two hundred years ago at the Constitutional Convention, Alex­
ander Hamilton was dubious of Democracy. He wrote, "Give the vote to the 
people who have no property, and they will sell them to the rich who will be 
able to buy them." 

For more than a century Party Candidates were selected by a convention 
in ''smoke filled rooms." Men were rewarded for their contribution to govern­
ment and patty loyalty Presumably. to improve the system, eliminate the 
appearance of fraud, and maybe elect A. B. Chandler governor, we went to 
U1e Primary El~tion system. I have no way of knowing if this maneuver im­
proved the quality of·our eJected officials. For almost two decades, the win­
ning candidate has been the one that raised and spent the most money. I am 
not sure this was an improvement. 

A voter fraud panel has been appointed to put an end to voter fraud. They 
came up with· 

1 Purge registration rolls annually. 
2. Remove dead people from lists. 
3 Require voters to produce identification 
4. Eliminate widespread distribution of voter lists. 
We need to look down the other end of the gun barreU. In our generation, 

there is no limit to the amount of money that can be raised or spent. the can· 
didates own or contributions. Nobody contributes to a candidate in the interest 
of good government but they will contribute in the interest of special favors. ~ 
The Metropolitan Media has a field day keeping a record of the amount rats· 
ed by each candidate. They think it i.s great. A rich candidate puts in millions 
o£ his own money and after he is elected people rush in with their cQntribu­
tions and pay it back. They may have spent more than $50 ror each vote they 
got. 

Friday's Courier-Journal carried the news story that Lacy Smith will an­
nounce his candidacy for Congress from First District. The news focused not 
on qualifications or programs or what be can do for his countrv, but that he 
could spend·~ million dollars and his opponent had only,,. .. miliion. Who will 
put it up, and how will they get it back? 

The late great Senator Dick Maloney had been president of the Kentucky 
Senate for 8 years. He gave up his Senate seat and ran for the House. When 
asked, why, he has been quoted as saying, "My Senate seat takes in several 
of the old 'silk stocking' areas of Lexington. The people live in good homes 
and are 'old money•. By contrast. my House seat includes Irish Town. and 
the rest is mostly black. It costs me about $5 a vote and 1 like the savings. 
l can finance my campa1gn for the House out of my own money, and that leaves 
my hands free after the election. A senate rose requires financing from out­
side sources~and obligates me to the satchel men." Senator Maloney was 
describing a comhtion that seems to raise no eyebrows 

Now, take a poor, uneducated man Jiving in a remote area, down on his luck, 
out of work, $5 in his pocket and nothing in the bank and three hungry 
children-probably will never see a St'n;ltor or a Governor and expects no 
special favot's. Somebody offers him $50 for his vote. He takes it and ends up 
in jail . I don't know which is worse, 

It is a rare thing for t11e outcome of an election to be changed by voter fraud 
This only reaches a very small portion of the electorates. 

This does not mean that the system is bad, hut that it is working. Dou 't throw 
the baby out with the bath water 

Winston Churchill said Democracy is the worst system of government in 
the world except all the others. Ours 1S the simplest, oldest and most copied 
form of government on the face of the earth, and probably the least corrupt 
government of all. 

We m<ly squabble in our politics and a1r out soiled civic li11etl, but we do 
so that government of the people. by the people and for the people shall not 
per•sh from the earth.

Winter tra ve1 ca11 be hazardous and of· 
f•cials of the state Dh·ision of Disaster 
and Emergency Sen•ices urgu Ken 
tuckians to think twtce hefore laking a 
long lrip during the coldE!:Sl part of the 
winter. 

If )'ou must travel when roads are a£· 
fe<:ted by snow and ice, tht'n conside•· 
public transportation. if it is available. 
lt would be much safe than llSing your 
own vehicle 

lf you must llse your aulomobtle for 
a trip of any distance, here arc some im· 
portant precautions to consider 

Make sure your car is in excellent 
repair, properly serviced and equipped 
with all-wealher or snow tires. Snow 
chams should be considered tf your ti~ 
are not designed for snow conditions 
Check your owner's manual ror proper 
tlre tnflation. 

Make sure someone else knows wllere 
you are going, your approximate 
schedule and your eshmated ume oi ar· 
rival. An agreement to contact the per· 
son by telephone when you do arrive at 
your destination could be an added 
consideration 

Take another responsible adull with 
you. if possible Two head.o; can be bel· 
ler than one in an emergency. 

Travel in daylight hours. and keep to 
the main highways if you can. Keep the 
car radio turned on for weather· informa­
tion and road advisones. 

Start with a full lank. and once under· 
way, keep your gasoline tank at or nt-ar 
the half-full mark or betler. ll you gel 
stranded, it will allow for vital in·car 
heat 

Drive sensibly. using all possible cau­
tion if the road surfaces are affected by 
snow and ice. It's better to take your 
lime. and drive at speeds approprinte lo 
road and weather conditions. 

Have a 'storm kit" in the trunk of 
your vehicle in winter weather. lnclude 
a contatner of sand. shovel. \\.indshield 
scraper. tow challl or rope, flares and a 
flashlight with extra ballerie.s kept 
separate from the flashlight. 

It's also good to have heavy gloves or 
mittens, overshoes. extra woolen s<><:ks 
and headgear such as a ski mask to 
cover vour head and face.

Small Business Gears 
Up For Legis. Session 

KentUCky's smaiJ·Vus'iness OWJI('rs are 
optimistic about the upcommg lcgisla· 
tivc session, acc~rding to a spokesman 
for lbe Kentucky chapter of the Nataonal 
Federation of Independent Business. 

Small-business owners are gearing up 
to push for passage of a bad-ch~k bill 
and liability insurance and tort refonns. 
In addition, NFW/Kentucky members 
will be watching closely tax ISSUes­
including the possibility of a state Jottery 
and federal tax conformities 

'Fostering a strong business climate 
also is a top priority this sessioon," said 
Ed Bowman, director of governmental 
relations for NFIB/Kentucky . Accor· 
ding to Bowman, smaJI business is not 
optimistic about the state's business 
climate and believes legislation is 
necessary to bolster it 

According to a survey done earlier 
this year, 44 percent of those business 
owners polled perceive the stale's 
business climate as fair, and Z7 perc~nt 
gave it a poor rating. 

"I don't believe their sentiments have 
changed regarding the state's economic 
climate," Bowman said. "Consequent­
ly, we'll be paying close attention to any 
legislation that rrright aUect the state's 
business climate." be added. 

The survey also found thal small· 
business owners-by 52 percent-want 
the state to offer financial inducements 
and tax incentives to promote industrial 
growth and expansion. 

"Liability insurance is still a big prob 
!em for small businesses." Bowman 
added. The cost and availability of 
liability insurance were cited as 
primary problems on the survey. 

Bowman is tabulating this year's 
survey results. NFIB/Kentucky 
members were polled on mandated 
parental leave, sales tax on services, the 
state's busiuess climate and several 
other issues.

Hogs Must Be Proved 
Free of Pseudorabies 

Kentucky swine producers have begun 
testing thear herds tor pseudorabies in 
preparation of meeting health re. 
quiretnenls in the Commonwealth after 
Jan 1. 

Markets in Kentuclsy w1U lhen require 
~w me producers lo l>lll.w. proof that their 
feeder p1gs originate from herds that are 
being mon1lorcd for lhe tughly eon­
laglOUS, traru;missible virus before the 
animals can be sold. Pseudorabies can 
cause death an young pigs and reproduc­
ttve problems and abortions in older 
swme. 

"Whale many other stales require 
herd:; to be momtored for the disease, 
Kentucky lS the only state offering com­
plete herd testing at no cost to its 
farmers," satd Agriculture Commis­
sioner David E Boswell .. State and 
federal monies are being used to pay the 
testing costs when a farmer agrees to 
test his breeding swine for pseudorabies 
and brucellosJs. So, farmers should not 
hcsttate to contact lheir veterinarians 
and sel up testing." 

Io'armers in Kentucky cao also meet 
I he new heallh requirements by testing 
only a percentage of his breeding herd 
for pseudorabies. However, lhe farmer 
must pay the cost of testing under this 
opt ton 

Producers whose herds test negative 
fot the disease will be gtven a pseudor­
abtes survetllance card verif)'ing the 
herd as pseudorabies free . 

"The new regulations are a positive 
rnove for the swine industry in Ken· 
lucky," said Boswell. "Many of the 
markets Lo which Kentucky swme are 
eKplored-espectally in Indiana, Hlmois 
and Tennessee- have these same 
marketing regulations. These new Ken­
tucky regulations will keep our swine 
producers competiltve in all therr ma­
jor markets and offer long-term 
econom•c benefits when the disease is 
totally eradicated from the Common­
wealth's herds " 

Approximately 110 percent of the 
feeder pigs produced in Kentucky an: 
explored to other states: 20 percent re­
matn In Kentucky to be fed out. 

Walh other changes recently made, ex­
ISting Kentucky swine regulations now 
pt·ovide the followmg: 

-S~~o ine entering Kentucky for feeding 
and/or breeding purposes from other 
stales must have an entry permtl. 

-Swine conung mto Kentucky must 
h;..ve a negative 30-day lcsl for 
pseudorabies and brucellosis or 
originate from a herd verifted free of the 
diseases. 

-Breeding swine coming mto Ken· 
lucky must be quarantined for 30 days 
em the farm and re<:eive a post move­
ment rt-te~>l 30 days to 60 days after ar­
•·iving at the farm . 

- All breeding swine sold at stock· 
yards wh1ch arc going back to a farm 
must have had a negative test for 
pseudorabies and brucellosts withm 30 
duys of arrivmg allht stockyard . 

'Haght now, Kentucky is not bothered 
by a h1gh incidence rate for t>seudor· 
abies," Commissioner Boswell said 
" However, we mur:t keep close 
surv"tllance or the dtsease to keep 
markets open to Kentuclry animals 
~ ceder p1g producers need to get m 
IOuch with their veterinarians and get 
testing of lhe1r herds underway."

A BLOOMING SUCCESS: 
Wildflowers may become a common 
sight along many of this country's 
highways, thanks to a law recently pass· 
ed by Congress. The Federal Highway 
Administration now requires that a por· 
tion of the money spent on landscaping 
along certain roads be used to plant 
native wildflowers. Accordlng to Na· 
tional Wildlife magazine, wildflowers 
reduce the need for mowing and water· 
lng and also seem to deter people from 
littering. 

Geologic Survey Marks 
150th Year of Service 

ln 1838. William Mather travelled 
Kentucky. creating the first comprehen· 
sive record of lhe commonwealth's 
mineral wealth. Thal marked the begin· 
ning of tile Kentucky Geological Survey, 
which this year observes its I50th 
anniversary. 

The sesquicentennial celebration is 
highlighted by completion of the new $14 
million Mining and Mineral Resources 
Building on the UK campus, which wilJ 
be occupied by KGS and other mineral­
related UK departments beginning in 
January 

A serie!i of seminars exploring r ajor 
areas of geological research, and an 
open bouse and dinner on June 16. will 
also be part of the celebration, 

The Kentucky Geological Survey 
traces its roots to 1838, when Mather was 
appointed by Gov. James Clark as the 
state geologjst of Kentucky. Mather's 
report, published the next year, outlin­
ed Kentucky's two major coal fields and 
discussed the state's other mineral 
resources. He also pointed out the im­
portance of Kentucky's waterways as 
avenues of transportation for mineral 
commodities. 

The coal fields described by Mather 
today account for much of the activity 
of the KGS. But the geologists, car­
tographers, chemists and other KGS 
personnel are also concerned with 
mineral resources such as natural gas, 
oil, limestone and water. They are in· 
volved with earthquake preparedness, 
waste disposal, water management, 
mine subsidence and a range of other 
important issues. 

The KGS has collected data on an 
estimated 200,000 oil and gas wells drill­
ed in Kentucky and maintains a well 
sample and core library that is one of the 
largest in tbe nation. This information 
is made available to the oil and gas in­
dustry to promote efficient, successful 
drilling. 

Kentucky is considered the best map­
ped state in the nation, with complete 
coverage of both topographic and 
geologic maps-a fact appreciated by 
industry and outdoorsmen alike.

Key Dropouts, 
Kindergarten 
Supenntend~nt of Puhlic Instruction 

John Arock presented a budget calling 
for full statt• funding for all day 
kmdergarten progt·ams. expans10n ~f 
dropout-prevention cftorts, and addt 
tiona! aid to local school districts to tne 
Slate Board of Education. last Wednes­
day, 

i'he budget includes sufftc1ent money 
Cor 5 percent annual mcreas~s ~or 
teachers and other local school dtstnct 
personnel. Brock sa1d maintaimng c~m­
petilive salaril's 1S the highest prumty. 

The S85.9 million kindergarten pro· 
posal is tho largest new program in 
Brock's plan for financin~ local pubhc 
schools and vocational education pro· 
grams for the next two years. 

His proposal also includes $4 mill10n 
for new loitiatl\:es or expansion of 
dropout-prevention programs and $8 
million for alternative classrooms m 
high schools. 

Additional atd propc->sed for local 
schools included $13 .2 million for 
transportation and $900,000 for the pro· 
gram for gifted and talented students. 

• 'This budget retains the educational 
reforms of 1985 and 1986 and moves us 
forward in critical areas of need, ' ' Brock 
said. 

·•we must increase the number of 
young people who are grad~ating from 
high school. My budget dtrectly ad­
dresses thatneed. We must also address 
the needs for early-childhood education, 
and the expansion of kindergarten from 
a half dav to a full day is the first step 
in that direction." 

Brock's budget, a revisiOn of a budget 
prepared earlier by former Superinten 
dent Alice McDonald, was sent to lhe 
governor and legislature for their 
review. 

" I am realistic enough to know that 
the General Assembly cannot fund .all 
the programs l have proposed dunng 
this biennium." Brock said. "But I feel 
that my respomibilil) as superintendent 
is to set forth the needs of education.' ' 

Brock restored $6 million for match· 
ing grants to local school districts for~­
nov alive school-business partnership 
programs and deleted a $12 ~ill ion pro­
posal for extending a remedtal program 
for children in the first and second 
grades to the third grade. 

Other Brock initiatives mcluded 
$50,000 over t\VIl years for consultants to 
the Stale Board of Education and 
$181,000 for additional review of te~t­
books before their adopt10n for use m 
classrooms. 

Brock retained key elements of educa­
tional reform. including further reduc­
tions in class size and a continuation of 
the power equalization program at the 
13-cenllevel. Power equalization funnels 
aid to the state's poorest districts and is 
designed to correct mequities in state 
funding to local schools. 

Also retained in Brock's budget was 
funding for five new advanced tech· 
noJogy programs as part of the mod~r· 
nization of adult vocational education 
progra~. His proposal continues the 
program at Bowling Green and adds 
programs at Lowsv\lle, Northern Ken­
tucky. Ashland , Somerset and 
Paintsville. 

Other proposals retained by Brock in­
clude expansion of textbook purchases, 
extended adult education and literacy 
programs, more teachers for handi­
capped children, stale funds for 
counselors in elementary schools, a new 
arts in education program and expand­
ed services for vocational rehabilitation. 

On an annual basis, Brock's budget 
proposal calls for a 15 percent increase 
m spending for schools for the 1988-89 
fiscal year and a 7 percent increase the 
following year. 

State education spending increased 10 
percent in 1986·87 An increase of near­
ly 13 percent was budgE>tt'd for the cur­
rent school year.

Teenager Temper Tantrums 
Can Exasperate Parents

to the kitchen, grabs a snack and, as 
usual, commandeers the phone to chat­
ter with friends. Normally her father 
tolerates Melissa's territoriality over the 
telephone, but lhis particular afternoon 
he motioned to her to hang up so he could 
call a client. 

Though Melissa's father thought his 
request reasonable, Melissa reacted 
with the indignation of a queen stripped 
of her crown. 

"Everybody gets to use the phone 
around here except me," she bellowed 
as she slammed down the receiver and 
stomped off to her room. 

It was a tantrum that left Melissa's 
frustrated father-like other parents 
who've been on the receiving end of an 
adolescent's outrage-wondering if he 
was raising a teenager or a toddler. 

Though a teenager's anger may seem 
to erupt from nowhere, there usually 
is an explanation. One of the main 
causes are the physical changes that oc­
cur dudng puberty, a time when the 
release of powerful hormones resuJts in 
see-sawing emotions and confusion over 
sexuality. Teenagers also are frequent­
ly caught in the bind of struggling to 
assert their independence while still 
financially and emotionally dependent 
on their parents. Other adolescents are 
angry that parents, teachers and other 
aduJts in their Jives don't seem to take 
their needs and concerns seriously. 

In the case of teenagers who are 
physically violent or who express their 
rage in excessively abusive outbursts, 
the cause may be severe depression or 
drug and alcohol abuse. 

Though teenage temper tantrums can 
be exasperating, automatically 
threatening to put an adolescent on 
restriction isn't your onJy alternative. 
Instead, try the following: 

Accept an occasional bout of moodi­
ness-as long as it doesn't disrupt the en­
tire household-as a normal part of 
adolescence. 

Don't always assume that a teenager 
who is stomping angrily around the 
house is upset with you. By taking an 
adolescent's moodiness personally. you 
may act to quickly in dispensing 
discipline or getting into a heated argu­
ment. Instead, remember that teen­
agers frequently aren't sure what 
they're angry about and, .from time to 
time, simply need to vent their frustt·a­
tions-as long as they don't hurt anyone 
in the process. 

While you can look the other way dur­
ing an occasional bout of moodiness, you 
should acknowledge when a teenager is 
obviously upset about something. But in­
stead of asking "What's wrong?" (to 
which you might get a surly 
"nothing!"), make a non-threatening of­
fer such as "I'm willing to listen" or "I 
care and rm here if you need me." 

Take time to recall the frustrations 
you used to feel as a teenager and you'll 
probably emphathize more with what 
your adolescent is going through. You 
might even share your recollections with 
your child. 

Avoid arguing with your adolescent 
about insignificant issues. Sometimes a 
teenager is waiting for you to say 
something is white simply so he or she 
can counter that it's black. 

When you disagree over a legitimate 
issue, aim for a mutually beneficial goal. 
For instance, instead of playing one­
upsmanship with your son or daughter 
over who needs the car most that even­
ing, recognize that the real issue is that 
you both need transportation. If your 
teenager wants to go to a friend's house 
and you have to go to a m~ting, offer 
to drop him or her off on your way. 

When a teenager is in the midst of an 
angry tirade, try throwing him or her off 
guard by doing something unexpected 

like challenging him or her to scream 
even louder. While the volume may in­
crease for a minute or two, you'll prob­
ably succeed in breaking his or her con· 
centration so you can have a more ra­
tional discussion.

Try not to impose punishment during 
lhe heat of an argument. Instead, Jet 
everyone take llme out to cool off and 
talk about any necessary disciplinary 
actions later.

When 
they occur you should seek professional 
help since such reactions might be the 
sign of serious problems such as severe 
depresssion or drug and alcohol abuse.

January Striper Fishing 
At Lake Cumberland 

Allhough the days are cold in January, 
fishing for str1pct·s at Lake Cumberland 
L"i hotter lhan any other time o( the year 

Beginning m December, stnped bass 
action picks up from the warm weather 
lull and by January many big fish are 
being caught consistently 

Lake Cumberland is known nation· 
wide for its exceUent striped bass f1stung 
during the winter. Striped bass (alSo 
called ··strtpers" or ''rockhsh' ' ) 
weighing 40..50 pounds are taken each 
year, along with several hundred 

• maller fish 
Striped bass are stocked in Lake 

Cumberland annually, since thiS species 
does not reproduce naturally in the lake. 
Lake Cumberland has both the cold­
water habitat and the open water need­
ed to support a striped bass fishery. 

Because early stocking efforts in the 
1970's were hJghly successful, fishery 
biologist Benjamin T. Kinman estunates 
that there Is a :iiZeable percentage of 
large stripers present in Lake Cumber­
land 

•·we had se.,.eral strong :rear classes 
from stockmg efforts a few years ago, 
which has now provided anglers a 
trophy striped bass rtshery, '' said 
Kmman. 

• "With continual subsequent stockings, 
we should be able to maintain plenty of 
fish for fishermen to catch, including a 
good number of fish in the 2tl-40 pound 
range," addoo the biologtst. 

Both casting and trolling are effective 
methods for c.ntdting stripers. Live bait 
such as shad. a strtper's favorite mea!. 
works well when trolling crt."'k channels 
and off points . 

If you prefer casting. tie on a while 
doll fly jig with a white tw1stcr tail Al 
times, a large, shad·imilahng surface 
lure wrU draw strikes as well. Shad­
colored. white or silver are three good 
lure colors for rockfish, since stripers 
feed heavily on gizzard and threadfin 
shad . 

Striped bass, which are actually a 
landlocked marine spectes, are very 
mobtle and are sometimes difficult to 
locate. Dunng the colder months, 
however. most fish are found m the 
creeks flowmg mto Lake Ctunberland. 

Reaver Otter. WoJf, Indian and Lily 
creeks, located tn the lower half of the 
lake yielci !>ome superb rockftsh during 
January. Overcast conditions nre the 
b<>st, since Cumberland is usually a 
clear Jake and rockfish prefer lnw light. 

Over 50 rockfish were suhmittt.>d last 
year for troph)' fish awards from the 
Department of Ftsh and Wildlife 
Resources. The:->e hsh had to be a 
minimum llf 36 inches to quahfy for an 
award. A large majority of these trophy 
hsb were caughl in January and 
D(•cember 

If yuu're interested in winter striper 
fishing , Lake Cumberland provides one 
of the best opportunities in the nation 
Ci>ntraUy located m RusselL Pulaski and 
Clinton counlles, the 50,000 acre lake is 
the site for a beauliful state park and is 
set-vt-d by 12 major docks for angler 
convenience. 

There is a Hve fish daily and posses­
Ston limit and l5·inch minimum size 
!Jmtt on striped bass. The slate record 
striped bass, caught from Lake Cumber­
land m 1985 by Roger Foster of Somel'­
set, Wf::igbed 58 pounds. four ounces.

It a child bemg helped by 
one organization rs found to need 
assistance from another. it IS a sim­
ple matter to make contact with that 
group. It may be located in the same 
building-Kosair Chanties Centre.

Does Your Child Have 
A Reading Problem? 

Due to numerous requests from 
parents of children having reading prob­
lems, tw~ additional screening dates 
have been opened up. The screenings 
are sponsored by the East Kentucky 
Tutorial Program. The screenings are 
for children and adults who show 
characteristics of a learning problem. 
These are normal, and often bright, 
children who have trouble with reading, 
spelling, writing and language arts. 
These children often have low or un­
satisfactory report card grades in 
reading. They may have trouble with 
phonics, sounds, and are in remedial 
reading, special reading and other 
reading programs. There are presently 
programs held in seven different coun­
ties including Floyd, Knott, Perry. Let­
cher, Pike, Madison, and Pulaski 
counties. 

The East Kentucky Tutorial Program 
is a primarily nonprofit parent sup­
ported program. It Is coordinated 
through the Hindman Settlement School. 
This semester approximately 250 
students, including their parents are 
enrolled in programs io seven different 
counties. The classes involve parental 
involvement using highly researched 
reading and comprehension materials. 
The parents are trained to assist as 
tutors in the program and are given sup­
port in their child's learning programs. 
Materials are available to take a poor 
reader from introducing him or her to 

basic reading patterns to highly advanc­
ed high school and college level con­
cepts. A special Saturday math tutorial 
is also offered as well as a summer pro­
gram for those students who qualify.

It is not important for teachers to 

know that a student bas acquired im­
mune deficiency syndrome, health of­
ficials sav. 

By protecting themselves only against 
people they know to be infected, school 
employees may create a false sense of 
security, explained Judi Phillips, who 
tracks Kentucky AIDS cases for the 
state Cabinet for Human Resources. 

"The thing we ha\•e to remember is 
that the majority of people who are in­
fected don't know they're infected," she 
said. 

Health experts suspect that one in 
every 10,000 people tests positive for 
human immtmodeficiency virus, or HIV. 
antibodies. said Gene Fitzhugh, health 
and physical education consultant for 
the Kentucky Department of Education 

Testing positive does not mean so­
meone will have ''full-blown AIDS. •· but 
people who have the antibodies are in­
fectious whether or not they show symp­
toms. Phillips said. That's the danger of 
ffe disease. 

Studies show that of people who have 
been HIV-infected for seven years, 36 
percent have developed AIDS. The 
federal Centers for Disease Control 
estimate that 1.5 million Americans are 
HIV -infected. 

Nationwide, Kentucky is seen as a 
low-risk state in terms of AIDS prob­
lems. Only 10.2 percent of lhe nation's 
AIDS cases can be found here, Phillips 
said. 

Only 34 AIDS patients in Kentucky are 
still alive from the 107 cases reported.

Stringent testmg of donated blood is 
eliminating infections once caused by 
transfusions, Fitzhugh said. Most other 
children with AIDS acquired it prenatal­
ly, and symptoms would have appeared 
well before they entered school, the 
Department of Education's position 
paper explains. 

There are three steps to setting up 
AIDS policies for schools and 
businesses, said Tom Stoddard, director 
of the Lambda Legal Defense and 
Education Fund Inc. His organization 
promotes and defends the civil rights of 
people with AIDS. 

A professor of law at New York 
University, Stoddard has become ana· 
tional authority on AIDS. He recently 
spoke to the national Cotmcil of State 
Education Attorneys in Lexington. 

First, develop a communicable 
disease policy, he recommended. <Other 
communicable diseases. receive less 
publicity than AIDS but also are often 
fatal and incurable, he noted.> Second, 
train all employees tn sanitation pro­
cedures for dealing with body fluids. 
And third, educate people about AIDS 
and communicable diseases. 

Georgia law authorizes testing 
teachers and students for AIDS, Stod­
dard said. He sees that as a waste of 
money and builder of anxiety because 
testing the general population creates so 
many false positives. One test was 
designed to err on the positive side to 
protect the blood supply, and the other 
is subject to varying interpretations, he 
said. 

"The tests are reasonably accurate 
dealing with high-risk groups but not 
with low-risk groups," he said. 

Last summer the Kansas Board of 
Education ordered human sexuality 
education that includes AIDS education 
at all grade levels. 

The policy has earned "nothing but 
praise," said Dan Biles, attorney for the 
board. "AIDS is assisting us in im­
plementing sex education," he said. 

Maryland also required sex education 
without opt"out provisions, under 
emergency implementation orders. 

In Oklahoma. AIDS-prevention educa­
tion is mandatory for schools to offer, 
but students may choose not to attend. 
Discussion limited to the disease and its 
prevention, without reference to sex 
education, is optional for the fifth and 
sixth grades but mandatory for higher 
levels. 

New York, a high-risk state, requires 
students in public and private schools to 
attend sessions about the disease and its 
transmission, but they may choose not 
to attend tbe prevention section if their 
parents so request in writing. Courts 
upheld the requirement, saying the state 
had a compelling interest in preventing 
the spread of the disease. 

The AIDS policy recommended to 
school districts by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education includes setting up a 
committee including the infected child's 
parents, three physicians and, with the 
consent of the child's parents, the school 
superintendent. 

That committee will determine 
whether the child is physically able to 
attend school without posing risks to 
others. The child's status will be review­
ed every semester. 

Osborne, assistant superintendent for 
special pupiJ services. The situahon will 
be reviewed every semester or when the 
medical condition of the child changes, 
he sa1d. 

Some parents protested this policy, 
·•wanting 100 percent assurance" that 
AIDS could not be transmitted through 
saliva, tears or sneezmg, he said. 

"All we can say is there is no 
evtdence" that the infection can be 
transmitted jn those way.s, Osborne said 

The difference between AIDS and 
other communicable diseases is fear, he 
said. Information about the clisease 
keeps changing, he added, "but we know 
that no one has ever recovered from it." 

· 'Thi$ is something any school distnct 
may face," Osborne said. "They would 
be well advised to have a policy in place 
so they don't have to make a decision in 
the midst of an emotional situation." 

Fayette county has supplied vinyl 
gloves for school employees and held 
seminars on sanitation precautions The 
district has also shown the Red Cross 
film "Beyond Fears " 

The district's policy for employees 
with AIDS includes empowering the 
superintendent to require employees 
suspected of carrying the virus to be 
tested by the health department. 

The health department would then ad· 
vise the superintendent whether the car­
rier could continue employment. If the 
health department determined that the 
person posed a risk, the superintendent 
could place the carrier on sick leave or 
make other arrangements, Osborne 
said. 

Jefferson county devised a compre­
hensive policy dealing with students and 
staff members who have or are asymp­
tomatic carriers of any communicable 
or infectious medical condition. It in­
cludes not revealing the identity of in· 
fected individuals and requiring t.bose 
infected to provide information direct­
ly to the superintendent. 

Decisions will then be made on in­
dividual cases. Infected individuals will 
not automatica1ly be excluded, although 
they may be if determined to endanger 
others. Decisions are subject to change. 

If an infected student is not permitted 
to attend school, the district will make 
"every reasonable effort to provide said 
student with an adequa'te alternative 
education." 

Further, the policy notes that routine 
screening is not warranted. The public 
health department and the district are 
working together to inform students, the 
staff and parents about communicable 
and infectious diseases. 

Unlike the otber policies, Jefferson 
county's policy devotes a page to the 
rights of infected individuals, limiting 
knowledge of their condition. 

The Hopkins county school board 
recently approved a policy barring 
students or staff members diagnosed as 
having AIDS from school while a com­
mittee is formed to determine what 
steps to take. 

Other parts of the policy just adopted 
by the local board follow the state and 
Jefferson county policies. However, the 
policy does not address classroom in­
struction about AIDS. 

Stoddard, the national specialist from 
New York, said that test cases now in 
the courts might find that schools would 
be required to teach students with com­
municable diseases under laws requir­
ing education for those with disabilities 
or handicaps.

ing fat from the pan drippmgs that serve 
as the gravy base, or by making broth· 
based gravy with a minimum of fatty in· 
gredients. The following recipes 
demonstrate both approaches. 

CHICKEN OR TURKEY GRAVY 
FROM PAN DRIPPINGS 

The secret to lower fat pan gravies is 
simply to remove as much of the fat as 
possible. When your chicken or turkey 
is done roasting, remove the bird from 
the pan and then drain the pan juices in­
to a jar or cup. Let I he fat rise to the top 
and then remove it by carefully spoon­
ing it off, by using a bulb-type baster, or 
by simply chilling the pan juices, and 
then temoving the hardened fat. 

Meanwhile, add a little hot water to 
the roasting pan and scrape up the tas­
ty scraps. Add them to the pan juices. 

To make the gravy, use 2 tablespoons 
of flour, stirred into 1/4 cup of water, for 
each cup of pan juices. Place the fat­
skimmed pan juices in a sauce pan, 
reheat, and then stir in the flour water I 
mixture. Simmer until thick and season 
to taste with salt, pepper and herbs. For 
a darker gravy, add a little soy sauce or 
bottl~ brown gravy base. 

BROWN GRAVY FROM BROTH 
1 tbsp. margarine 
1 tbsp. flour 
2 tbsp. diced carrot 
2 tbsp. diced celery 
2 tbsp diced onion 
1 cup beef broth (fat-skimmed) 
2 tbsp. tomato puree 
1 bay leaf 
1/2 clov(\ garlic 
Dash pepper 
Dash thyme leaves 
In a small saucepan, melt the marga­

rine over medium heat; add flour and 
cook for 3 minutes, stirring constantly. 
Add the carrot, celery and onion and 
continue to cook and stir for about 5 
minutes, or until the vegetables are 
lightly browned. Remove from the heat 
and stir in broth. 

Add the remaining ingredients, return 
the pan to the heat and, stirring con­
stantly, bring the mixture to a boil. 
Reduce heat and let simmer, stirring oc­
casionally, for 4 to 5 minutes. 

Let the mixture cooJ slightly, remove 
the bay leaf and process the gravy in a 
blender until smooth. This makes 4 serv­
ings, about 3 tablespoons each.
