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State Representatives Hear
Floyd Citizens’ Concerns

A mieeting, held Saturday morning at
the Floyd county courthouse, gave area
taxpayers a chance to air their concerns
and grievances before their represen-
tatives in the state legislature.

Senator Benny Ray Bailey and
Representative Greg Stumbo were
available in the district courtroom lo
solicit public input on issues currently
before the legislature, -

Eduecation was high on the lisl of con-
cerns expressed at the meeting and H.
. “Buddy’ Fitzpatrick told the
legislators that, dollarwise, eastern Ken-
tucky is not faring well in education. He
cited as an example the critical need for
classrooms at Prestonsburg Communi-
ty College. Robert Allen, academic dean
at the college concurred with Fitz-
palrick’s appraisal of the urgent need
for classroom space and added that he
hopes the institution will not be
neglected as in the past by the current
legislative session. Senator Bailey
agreed with the assessment of the situa-
tion and stressed his belief that the col-

siege is vital to the area. Bailey also
agreed that a new classroom building is

needed in addition to the new building
presently under construction.

Both Senator Bailey and Represen-
tative Stumbo strongly disagreed with
Governor Wallace Wilkinson's new
budgel proposals. Bailey said thal he
feels thal the new budgel will not pass
as il is; but he believes that the
legislature can work out a compromise
with the Governor. House Majority
leader Stumbo said he disagrees
specifically with three culs proposed in
the budget, which include; taking money
from the teachers retirement fund, cut-
ting state employee benefits and taking
funds from the Fish and Wildlife Depart-
ment. Zella Wells, Floyd resident who
teaches at Johnson Central, told the of-
ficials that if the overmatch is not kept
in the teachers retirement fund, there
will not be money lo pay retirements
down the line. The overmatch is nol fat,
but is necessary, she said.

Stumbo agreed with Wells and pointed
out that he was nol in agreement with
transferring funds from any of the three
programs, "It works right now, and I see
no reason o change it,” he said. Stum-
bo added that 75% of tax dollars is spent
on education, and he feels that this ex-

penditure is vital. He said that the first
thing an industry asks before locating in
an area is, do we have a trained work
force?

Stumbo also said that the proposed
budget has not been received well in
either house of the legislature, adding
that the budget calls for considerable
belt-tightening except in the Governor's
office. He emphasized that the
legislature is going to put the proposal
under such serutiny that programs pro-
mised will not be done away with by the
Governor.

Other concerns expressed at the
meeting included water problems caus-
ed by mining, better senior citizen pro-
grams, and the construction of a new
section of U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg
and Paintsville,

Senator Bailey pointed out that under
the current law no money'is available
for water table damage after 1977. To
remedy this situation, he said he will
propose before the legislature that all
water-related troubles be accepted as
mining related, and this will allow the
state to qualify under federal guidelines.

Representative Stumbo pointed oul

Bill Promises Workers’ Comp
Break To Small Operators

A bill which could give ¢oal operators
an oplion of paying into the workers’
compensation fund on the hasis of a fee
assessed per ton of coal mined, was fil-
ed January 21 in the General Assembly
by House Majority Leader Greg Stum-
bo and is seen by many as:a significant
step in giving the small operator a
break

As of this fall, legislators approved a
plan to base assessments for the
workers' compensation Special Fund on
insurance premiums for all employers
and another assessment just on the coal
industry, itself. The Special Fund pays
benefits to workers with occupational
disease, primarily miners with black
lung, as well as others whose health pro-
blems cannol be directly related to a
specific company. The coal industry is
responsible for 78 percent of the'claims
but has been paying only aboul 33 per-
cenl of the costs.

Stumbo’s bill which only changes the
method of funding and does not affect
the benefits formula for black-lung vie-
tims, would give coal operators the op-
tion of paying the assessments on in-
surance premiums or a flat fee of 50
cents per ton of coal mined by under-
ground methods and 30 eents a lon for
surface mine operators. Referring tothe
small operator, Stumbe.

Citation Dismissal Causes
Unexpected Political Stir

County Attorney David Barber last
week expressed criticism of press tac-
tics after a Lexington Herald-Leader
reporter obtained information relating
to the reduction of a speeding tickel
from messages on his receptionist's
desk,

Barber claims that Herald-Leader
reporter Lee Mueller asked him if he
could use the telephone and, while niak-
ing the call, took the opportunity to go
through his private messages.

The message in question concerned
the reduction of a speeding lickel issued
Dana C. Batten, 21, of Pikeville, for
fraveling 69 m.p.h. in a 55 m.p.h. Zone,
Reques! for the amended cilation was
made by her father, Appellate Judge
Dan Jack Combs, who is seeking elec-
tion to the state supreme court.

Judge Combs, of Betsy Layne, said
lasl week he left a message last Monday
for Barber. Later that day, Barber
recommended dismissal of the citation
with a warning, but, he said, he had-not
réceived Combs’ message.

Floyd District Judge Harold Stumbe
followed Barber's recommendation and
dismissed the citation.

Barber said dismissals of speagl_%
tickets under 70 m.pth. for first offende;
is not unusual and that the praclice has
become a tradition that he does not
necessarily agree with, “It's either go
along with it or someone else will oecupy
this chair in the next election,” he
commented.

Mueller’s arficle in the January 29
issue of the Herald-Leader issue em-
phasized that Floyd eounty, with 55 per-
cent of all misdemeanor {raffic citations
issed in 1986 dismissed, had the third

lowest conviction rate of all Kentucky
counties. Statewide, the article pointed
out, an average of 23 percent of traffic
tickets were dismissed. Barber pointed
out, however, that Mueller, in citing the
county’s high dismissal rate, apparent-
ly failed to notice that Floyd has one of
the highest conviction rates for DUI's in
the state.

Mueller's article pointed out that the
citation issued Mrs, Batten was riof a
first offense as she had received another
in Clark county seven months ago.
Barber claimed, however, that there
were mitigating circumstances in the
case.

It was no political favor, Barber said,

pointing out that he had opposed Combs
in the past. “It's not unusual for me to
help someone on a first offense, no mat-
ter who it is,”" he said.

Prestonsburg  atlorney  Ned
Pillersdorf, a Combs supporter, said the
ticket dismissal was unusual only
because the ticket wound up on publie
record.

“I have no problem with a father, who
happens o be ax appellate judge, put-
ting in a good word for his daughter,"
Pillersdorf commented.

Barber said the felephone message
which gave rise to the news story was
written by a secretary who no longer
works for him.

CSX Vows Cleanup
Of Problem Spots

Floyd County Judge-Executive John
M. Stumbo and County Attorney David
Barber met with a Chessie-Seaboard-
Railway (CSX) representative, Thurs-
day, to trytoiron out problems with the
railroad connected with an abandoned
railroad bridge and with crossings
blocked by ftrains for unreasonable
periods of time.

Lacy Goodman, with the CSX claims
department, told the two officials that
his corporation would voluntarily com-
ply with the communities wishes since
a number of local people are involved in
the CSX railway operations,

One of the problems discussed dealt
with an abandoned railroad bridge at
Glo Hollow near Wayland. The bridge,
which has been abandoned for more
than 20 years, acts as a dam to trap gar-
bage and other debris, including dead
animals. During Lhe flood season, the
jam of debris against the bridge pilings
hinders the flow of Beaver Creek and
results in excess back water.

Gapdman said that his company has
studied the problem and plans to begin
cleanup work Monday. He explained
that it will be necessary to construct 200
feet of track so a crane ‘can be brought

Blasting Of Boulder
Causes Evacuations

A sandstone boulder of some 220 tons
which was “‘shifted" through the use of
explosives Friday to a more secure
perch along a cliff face at the Prestons-
burg Village Shopping Center was said
to be the last of several such megaliths
which have posed the greatest threat to
buildings, employees, and shoppers
there.

Approximately 200 shoppers as well as
employees were evacuated about mid-

«day as Wal-Mart, Winn Dixie and

McDonald's closed during the blasting.
The businesses reopened around 2:30
p.m.

James Arthur Hughes, president of
Hughes & Associates, owners of Pres-
tonsburg Village, said he ordered the
evaucation after he and contractors
hired to stabilize the dangerous high\w]}
which has long posed a safety threat
the shopping complex noticed that roc§
supporting the huge boulder had move
“The rock could have fallen straight
down and nol hit anything," Hughes
commented, **but it could have boune-
ed and hit the stores.”

As is common in rock strata through-
out the coalfield section, the dense sand-
stone boulder rested on a weaker and far
less stable layer of shale and coal. “We
saw sume evidence of some rock flaking
off the highwall in front of it, and we
didn’t want to take any chances,”

Hughes said. (A similar situation con-
tinues to plague the U.S. 23 roadway bet-
ween Prestonsburg and the Johnsen
county line where unterraced roadcuits
create rockslides regularly.)

The construction crew dug behind the
boulder, blasted three times and
employed a machine used for ex-
cavating rock Lo reposition it securely on
a more stable ledge, Hughes reported.
The work was said lo have accnmplish—
ed its objectives and no injuries or
damage to businesses were reported.

The highwall which surrounds the
shopping center at the junctionof KY 114
and U.S. 23 here has created headaches

almost from the outset of construction,

and work was halted in November, 1986,
when Prestonsburg building inspectors
became alarmed by the potential for
rockslides in the area of the cliffs. The

~mosl recent damage al Prestonsburg

Village came less than a month ago
when, on January 10, a 10-ton rock
,detached from the highwall and one sec-
tion of the boulder crashed into a storage
area of Wal-Mart. No injuries resulted
fr incident and only about $300 in

, $1.6 million job lo stablize the cliff
'Whegun in mber and is about six
weeks from completion, according Lo
Hughes.

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Attracting Physicians To Rural Areas
May Become An Even Bigger Headache

Cooperation between Frankfort and
local government has proven its worth
in attracting industry to Kentucky. Now
state and local leaders are learning that
this same cooperation is becoming in-
creasingly critical in another area—
finding doctors for small communities.

Federal cutbacks in financial incen-
lives and fierce competition nationwide
have made the job of recruiting physi-
cians tougher than ever before

The Kentucky Department for Health
Services has placed 185 primary care
physicians since 1982. However, during
the 1986-87 fiscal vear, the department
was successtul in matching only 21 doe-
tors with areas of the state thal are
medically needy—the lowest placement
total in the five-year efforl

“*Kentucky has plenty of physicians,
but they're not always where they are
most needed,"” said Human Resources
Secrelary Harry J, Cowherd, M:D.
““More than 20 counties in Kentucky are
in need of doctors while others have too
many."

Far example. Fayette County has one
doctor for every 436 people in the coun-
ty. By eomparison Metcalfe County has
ane doctor for every 9,828 people. The
more isolaled counties, i.e. from
hospitals/medical centers, of Owsley
and Menifee have ratios of more than
5,000 people per doctor, A county with
one physician to every 3,000 or more pe-
ple is considered to be medically needy.

“Every year the problem becomes
even more pressing—how to help small
communities compete with large cities,
large hospital chains and major medical
centers and persuade doctors Lo set up
practice ina rural area,”’ Cowherd said.

The department’s Kentucky Physi-
cian Placement Service (KPPS)
registers physicians who want to prac-
tice in a rural area as well as com-
munities needing more doctors and al-
tempts to make matches.

In the past KPPS also placed physi-
cians with federal scholarships, which
required them to practice in a medical-
ly needy area for three to four years in
return for education expenses. However,
that program has virtually ended and
the number of scholarship doctors
available to rural Kentucky has
plummeted

“It's always been hard to overcome
incentives and advantages that bigger
cities can offer," said Bob Hurst, KPPS
director, "'bul with the scholarship doc-
tors. we had physicians who were
obligated to practice in underserved
areas

“To make up for this loss, we're ag-
gressively recruting physicians to
register with us,'” he said. "“We're also
talking with communities to make them
realize that they have fo sell themselves
and make it worth a doctor's while to
settle there."

Hurst said thal physicians who prac-
Lice in urban areas can expect their in-
comes to be far greater than those of

The Labor Department’s Mine Safe-
ty and Health Administration (MSHA)
was created in 1978 when a 1977 act
fransferred the Federal mine-safety
program from the Department of the In-
terior to the Department of Labor.
MSHA is headed by an assistant secre
lary of labor, who administers a broad
regulatory program to reduce injuries
and illnesses in mining

rural practitioners. Other advantages
are access lo sophisticated medical
equipment and group practices, which
allow for rotaling on-call duties,

“We show local people what large
hospitals and urban practices offer, and
they realize that they can’t simply say
"our lown has nice parks.” 7 said Hurst.
“More and more communities are offer
ing doctors guaranteed incomes for Lhe
firsl year. Many offer free office space
or paid office staff for a year."

Other incentives can include reloca-
lion expenses, payvment of insurance

premiums, and low-interest loans to buy
equipment; he said. ¢

“Our staff encourages communities to
be creative and flexible when preparing
an incentive package,” Hurst said, ““In-
centives don’t allvays mean money.
Communities can offer help in finding
employment for the physician’s Spouse
or in finding day care for the children or
a home for the family.

“Recruiting a physician is like any
other kind of recruitment—you just have

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A better life
is out there,
but at a price

Kentucky is in trouble. Bad trou-
ble. lts economy is shaky, and it lags
behind other states in economic
development. lts unemployment

nks among the highest in the nation,
Its local governments are in deep
financial trouble, Its political and tax
structures are out of date.

Worst of all, Kentuckians don't
seem to care enough about the con-
dition of their state to do anything
about it.

These were among the main con-
clusions of a report released this
week by the Shakertown Roundta-
ble; a nonprofit group of business,
industrial and educational leaders
from across the state devoted to
gaproving life in Kentucky. The
report is based on a six months’

Shakertown
Roundtable

study of the state, its people,
government, economy and educa-
tion, and of its prospects for the
future.

Theworst problem Kentucky faces,
says the report, is the fact that its
educational system is failing badly

educate and train the children on
whom the future welfare of the state
mus! depend. Overall, Kentucky
ranks 47th among the 50 states in
the critical task of educating its
young people. It leads the nation in
the number of adulis over 25 who
are functionally illiterate, and in the
proportion of children who drop out
of school before finishing high school.

In 23 counties, more than 25 per
cent of ninth-graders were reading
below grade level, In three out of
four counties the high school drop-
aput rate in 1985 was 25 per cent or
higher. Only about half of Kentucky
children graduate from high school,
the lowest rate in the nation. Only
half of its high school graduates go
on to college, and only about a third
of those finish,

Some of this simply reflects the
fact that Kentucky 15 a poor state
Only 17 of the state's 120 counties
spent more than 52,000 per pupil in
1985. In 18 of 1ts counties, more
than half of the children live in pov-
erty. In 63 counties, more than 30
per cent come from poverty homes

Nin one county 66 per cent of the
children live in poverty, in another
county more than half. Currently, 29
per cent of all Kentucky school
children are from poor families

Low wages no answer

Just as state schools are not edu-
cating children adequately to pre-
pare them for jobs in the modemn
world, neither 1s Kentucky's econ-
omy prepared to employ them in
sufficient numbers to reduce the
unemployment that stifles state pro-
gress, Many of its economic main-
_stays - coal, tobacco, bourbon whis-
key - face an uncertain future.
¢ The state’s traditional policy of
competing on the basis of low wages
will no longer work because the
state, like the nation, is now involved
in a global, rather than a national
economy, and cannot compete on
the basis of low wages with such
countries as Korea.

To complicate matters, Kentucky's
population 1s getting older. The
number of people over 65, who earn
less and thus pay less in taxes, is

growing rapidly. The number of

children is declining, which means
that tomorrow’s work force will be
smaller, but will be called upon to
support a growing number of pon-
working older people. Furthermore,
43 per cent of the work force are
women, who make only 65 per cent
as much on the average as men,
while the proportion of men in the
work force is dropping.

Kentucky counties, especially the
smaller rural counties, are in the
increasing financial trouble. As tax
revenues declined with a declining
economy, they have been forced 1o
cut back on public services such as
ambulance service, modern jail fa-
cilities; medical care for poor child-
ren, care for elderly citizens, sanita
tion, and parks and recreation
programs.

The poverty and problems are not
uniform, Like the South as a whole,
many Kentucky cities enjoy relative
prosperity while the state’s rural
areas struggle with poverty, an ¢co-
nomic pattern common to Third
World countries, In this pattern, rural
residents are leaving the country for
the cities, but this offers little oppor-
tunity for improvement, since in the
cities they oo often find that they do
not have the education needed to
hold available jobs,

Voters discouraged
But whether rural or urban, rich or
* poor, Kentucky cities and counties
are handicapped by a constitution
that hampers their efforts to move
into the technical age, and a political
system that invites incompetence

and corruption, keeping good peo-
ple from seeking office. It also pro-
duces among the voting public &
feeling of suspicion and apathy, a
feeling that nothing can and will be
done to improve conditions.

This attitude, more than any sin-
gle economic factor, says the
Roundtable report, is the greatest
roadblock to progress. Kentuckians
have been told for a generation that
they should modernize their Consti-
tution, consolidate their counties and
overhaul their tax system. They
simply refuse to do it.

Every study of the past 20 years
has warned that state public schools
are poor and will get worse withoul
drastic changes in their organiza-
tion, and a massive infusion of money
Every candidate for office gives lip
service to educational reform, and
promises improvements, But they
invariably promise to do it without
more money. So little or nothing is
done, and there is no prospect for
early improvement.

Kentucky, says the Roundtable
summary, has many advantages, in-
cluding a location within a day's
drive of most of the nation’s popula
tion, a fine highway system, mineral,
timber and water resources and rich
land. Its parks and scenic areas help
spark a potentially rich tourist indus-
try, as does its horse industry. It has a
university system that could easily
be developed 1o rank with the coun-
try’s best. It has high-tech plants,
and is beginning to develop an auto-
mobile industry.

Over the past 25 years, the report
concedes, Kentucky has made sub-
stantial progress in such areas as
roads, colleges, hospitals, care for
the handicapped and mentally ill,
parks and general education. Other
states, however, have progressed
faster, leaving Kentucky even further
behind. And the further Kentucky
lags behind, the faster it is going to
have to run just to catch up.

Clinging to the past

But Kentucky, the report declares,
clings to the past. even though the
past is a burden. Kentuckians insist
that they are not content with'being
second-rate, but there is no evidence
that they are willing to pay the price
of being first-rate. The trouble is not
only poverty of the pocketbook but
poverty of the spirit

But if they want better things for
their children, if they want modern
jobs and efficient government, they
can have them. It will demand a
price, and the longer they put off
paying the price, the higher it will
get. Kentuckians must get over their
old habit of thinking of Kentucky as
a place of separate regions and cit-
1es, each with no stake in the welfare
of the whole. And they must aban-

don the belief that there is such a
thing as a free lunch. Progress costs
money.

Residents Protest
Proposed Garrett
To Minnie Road

A group of taxpayers from Right and
Left Beaver have joined to express their
opposition to the proposed Garrett fo
Minnie road.

Brent Allen, a Right Beaver property
owner whose land will be affected by
construction of the road, expressed the
opinion, recently, that 99 percent of the
people who attended meetings at Allen
Central and the Baptist Church at Min-
nié oppose the road. Allen said that the
people of Left Beaver want the road to
Martin upgraded and that the new road
is just “‘political,”” and that Aubrey
Onkst of the state Department of
Transportation told him that a needs
assessment had not been conducted by
the state.

Allen fears the proposed road would
ruin his drinking water supply and
pointed out there is no other source ex-
cept one well.

District No. 3 Magistrate Eddie
Caudill who also opposes the road plan,
commented that people in his district
don’t want to go to Garrett but to Mar-
tin and pointed out several places in the
Left Beaver road that could be
straightened. He also said that culverts
and ditchlines were in bad need of
upgrading.

On the other hand, Representative
Greg Stumbo explained that the purpose
of the road is to gain access to 80, not
only for Left Beaver but, in the future,
for Mud Creek as well, To renovate the
Left Beaver road would cost $20 million,
he pointed out, while the proposed road
will require half that amount.

“‘Money is tight right now, and we are
lucky Lo accomplish anything," Stumbo
commented. He added that most of the
opposition to the proposed plan comes
from landowners affected by the
construction.

money, ' Stumbo said. He said the flat-
fee plan would save small coal operators
money and allow them to compete.

Stumbo has argued that the assess-
ments are unfair to small operalors
because they pay higher insurance
premiums than large companies, which
are generally self-insured and more
automated. Large companies argued
during the special session against a flat
fee for all coal operators because they
said such a plan would penalize efficient
companies.

According to Stumbo’s figures, the
assessments under the current plan
would cost 65 cents a ton for small
operators mining less than 100,000 tons
annually and 37 cents for medium and
large operators.

Jay Barlow, president of the Harlan
County Coal Operators Association, said
his group of small operators backed
Stumbeo’s plan.

“It’s the only way for small operators
to survive.” Barlow said the change
would help the worker’s compensation
program because 'if you lose 200 or 300
or 1,000 operators, revenue is going fo be
down."

Stumbo said because the bill allows
the flat fees as an option, large coal com-
panies should not oppose the plan.

Nick carter, senior attorney with
MAPCQO, said Stumbo's plan did not pro-
vide all the money needed by the Special
Fund to pay coal or non-coal claims
Carter said Stumbeo's plan allowed small
coal operators to pay into the workers’
compensation program on a cash-flow
basis instead of pre-funding the
program.

In pre-funding, more money than is
immediately needed is paid. That
money can then earn interest to pay
future claims.

Despite his criticisms, Carter said he
was not generally opposed to letting
small coal companies pay flat fees.

Sen. Ed O'Daniel, D-Springfield, said
Stumbo's plan, because it would allow
yearly funding options to coal operators,
would make it hard for the Workers’
Compensation Board to estimate
revenues.

*‘The highest rate that will be paid by
anybody will be $1.09 per ton,” O'Daniel
said. ““They're already paying 80 to 85
cents per ton...1 just can't conceive that
that can be attributed as a reason for
anyone going out of business.

Kentucky Folk Architecture
By: William Montell

The Historic American Building
Survey dating from the 1930's and the
Historic Preservation Act of 1966 have
created public awareness of the value of
the study and preservationof historic ar-
chitectural forms, This slim volume
from the Kentucky Bicentennial
Bookshelf sertes of the University Press
of Ky, celebrates that awareness, Amply
illustrated, it is a detailed study of Ken-
tucky folk architecture. Its fine
photographs, floor plans and elear com-
mentary record the history of the log
cabin, the saddlebag house, the double
pen house, the dog-trot cabin, the barn
and cribs and a variety of outbuildings.
These structures were ideally suited to
wooden [rontier areas—easily con-
structed from native lumber and serv-
ed well the needs of the frontiersman.
When time, material and technology
changed, architecture changed. This
study is intended Lo record what is left
of the architectural history of the state
and to beg for further study before the
woden struetures pass with the ravages
of time or the destructive needs of a
growing society.
Kentucky: A Pictorial History
By: J. Winston Coleman

For those of us who believe the old
saw, “A picture is worth a thousand
words,” this book is a wonderfully
painless way Lo drink in the history of
the state. In an unsurprising majority of
the pictures are homes—homes reflec-
ting the times, the terrain, the
technology—homes reflecting the
history of a country over its eras of ex-
istence. For an example of variety there
is the impressive brick John Rowen
home in Bardstown that is traditionally
considered the inspiration for Stephen
Foster's ‘‘My Old Kentucky Home," a
clapboard house in Mason county that
was the home of Doctor Johnson, the on-
ly physician in the area at the time, and
a restored dog-trot log cabin from the
frontier days in the Cumberland
plateau.

Hollybush
By: Charles Martin

In 1881 a group of pioneers came fo
settle in Hollybush Hollow on Caney
Creek in Knott county. In 1960, the set-
tlers abandoned Hollybush. This is a
record of the study done to chronical the
society and discover a rational reason
for the mass abandonment. Un-
consciously the society recorded parts
of its personal drama in predictably
stable artifacts, It is these artifacts, the
physical remains of log and board struc-
tures; that give mute evidence to the
community’s 80 tumulant years. What
unfolds is a record of folk architecture
changing to conform to new technaology
and different times. In Hollybush,
cultural history spanned two divergent
eras and their buildings mirror the users
discomfort with that experience.

Log Cabins and Cottages
By: William Wicks

Published in 1908, this picture book for
the hewer of logs was not intended for
the pioneer farmer hurriedly erecting
shelter for family and livestock—rather,
itis the elite of that generation that must
have taken delight in the detailed plans
of these very unique and elaborate log
cabins, In the author's words, "“The
modern representative of city life must
not dream of going to the woods and liv-
ing like a savage.. he must take...traces
of his civilization.”

Dinning in Historic Kentucky
By: Marty Godby

Where some states kick their old
buildings out of the way to make room
for shiny, new, fast food, franchised
chains, Kentucky has restored many of
its historic landmarks into old fashion-
ed family restaurants where the tradi-
tion of good food carefully prepared and
graciously served is still the rule. In Cov-
ington, a fire station built in 1898 now
houses German-Irish cuisine; in Lex-
inglon, Dudley's Restaurant comfor-
tably resided in the Dudley School con-
structed in 1881 and serving such mouth
watering standards as corn fritters and
sausage souffles; the Old Talbott Tavern
in Bardstown, constructed in 1779, is
believed to be the oldest continuously
operating tavern in the country. Bul this
is only a sample—reading this book
makes one educated and very, very
hungry.

If approved by the Legislature, a
moaest appropriation (included in the
Kentucky Historical Society’s budget re-
guest) of $40,000 for each of the next two
years would support fifteen new Ken-
tucky Legacies projects throughout the
state.

Asks Support of Bills

There are three very importanl pieces
of legislation in the 1988 Kentucky
General Assembly that will go a long
way lo help alleviate many of our pre-
senl concerns,

First, there is the Local Control Bill
which would give local county and city
governments a say in permitting the
construction of hazardous wasle in-
cinerators. Second is Waste Reduction,
a bill that would direct the Natural
Resources and Environmental Protec-
tion Cabinet to establish a 1nnrast.!:~fQ
reduction resource center to provide
technical assistance to producers of
hazardous substances. Third is the
Superfund Tax Bill which would raise
funds by taxing hazardous waste
generators and disposers to supplement
the federal Superfund program.
Presently there are over 350hazardous
waste sites in Kentucky and the present
hazardous waste fund has only $700,000
in it. This is millions of dollars short of
what is needed and the present funding
program will expire in 1988,

All these bills put the costs of dealing
with toxic wastes on the backs of the pro-#,
ducers and handlers—not on the tax-
payers, as they have in the past. We
need the producers to take responsible
steps to reduce their wastes which will
keep down the volume of toxics on our
highways, and reduce the need for in-
cinerators and dumps.

I urge you to call 1-800-372-7181 and
leave a message for your state rej
tatives and senators. Tell them to: sup-
port the toxics legislation sponsored by
the Kentuckians For The Com-
monwealth: local control, waster reduc-
tion and the state superfund tax.

Small Business Survey Sets
‘88 Legislative Priorities

Kentucky's largest small-business
organization has announced results of jts
latest annual member survey, used to
determine ils legislalive agenda. The
survey, conducted by the National
Federation of Independent
Business/Kenlucky, polled more than
6,300 members on a state-run lottery,
sales tax on services, federal tax confor-
mily, mandated employee benelits and
liability insurance and lort reforms

Eight out of 10 small-business owners
polled favor a vote ona constitutional
amendment (o allow 4 state-run lottery
Proponents of a slate lottery believe this
would be an effective way lo raise
revenue. Bul opponents say thal a state
run lotlery is an unstable source of
revenue and some believe it actually
costs the stale more money because of
losses incurred by a reduction in'other
State taxes.

On another tax issue, small-business
owners voled 83 percent against assess-
ing sales lax on services.

Business owners believe this lax is in:
equitable because two-thirds of it is paid
by businesses. Proponents believe the
lax would eliminalte the discrimination
that exists between goods and services.

By a slim margin of 41 percent to 38
percent, small-business owners lavor
conforming state tax codes to the federal
tax code revamped by the Tax Reform
Actl of 1986. Conforming the state tax
code could increase state revenue by ap-
proximalely $125 million, However, op-
ponents believe conforming state tax
cades to the federal tax code would be
embracing some controversial provi-
sions included in the new law

But proponents peint out the Ken-
tucky’s fiscal situation is reaching a
crisis point and conforming state lax

Election Officers aren't always given the credit that they
deserve. But without honest upstanding citizens serving as an Elec-
tion Officer it is often feared what type of election will be held.

Election Officers must attend a training school before each elec-
tion. This reminds old election officers and teaches new ones on
what they should do on the day of the Election. Election laws are
changing and election officers must be informed on these changes.
An Election Officer needs to arrive at the polls by 5:45 a.m. to be
assured that the voting machine will be ready to go by 6:00 a.m.
and must stay until 6:00 p.m. or if there is a line of voters waiting
to vote at 6:00 p.m. must keep the polls open until 7:00 p.m. and
then two of the officers must bring the supplies and the election
results to the County Courthouse for the vote tabulation.

The Election Officer has a very responsible position on Elec-
tion Day. We need more good upstanding citizens to volunteer to

serve,

codes could ease the problem
substantially.

Cost and availability of liabiiily in-
surance continue to be major problems,
Eighty-eight percent of the members
polled have had as their insurance
premium rates increase during the last
two years for the same level of
coverage. Eighty-seven percenl want a
plaintiff'’s ability to recover double
damages eliminated, while an over-
whelming 93 percent want attorneys’
contingency fees limited.

On other proposed changes lo the
state’s tort laws, small-business owners
voled 84 percent in [avor of repealing the
joint and several liability rule—or ““deep
pockets’” rule—and 81 percent favor
substantially limiting or eliminating
punitive damage awards,

In addition to the proposed changes
small-business owners favor by 83 per-
cenl a constitutional amendment that
would permit the Kentucky Legislature
o limil jury awards.

“The small-business community is
anxious for civil justice reforms this
legislalive session,” said Ed Bowman,
director of governmental relations for
the NFIB/Kentucky. ‘‘Business owners
are counting on legislators to come Lo
grips with the liabilily insurance crisis
by making the necessary civil justice
reforms,” Bowman added.

Other survey responses drew atlen-
tion to two other problem areas for small
businesses: mandated employee bene-
fits and utihity costs.

Seventy-six percen| of those veting
say they do not have a parental leave
policy established. A similar pumber
~78 percent—oppose mandating
employers to grant unpaid parental
leave to care [or children with a
guarantee to return to their same or
equivalent job with the same salary and
the same benefits.

‘‘Business owners believe that leave
policies and other benefits should be
negoliated between individual
employers and their workers, not die-
tated from the capitol,” Bowman said.

Conecerning utility costs, 45 percent of
the members say believe their costs are
disproportionately higher than residen-
tial or large industrial custorers. Fifty-
eight percent wanl a small-business
utility advoecate to represent small
businesses before the Kentucky Utility
Commission.

QUESTION: My doctor prescribed
estrogen to help me with the severe hot
flashes I've been having during meno-
pause. He put me on three weeks of
estrogen followed by a week of pro-
gestin, I'm feeling much better but I'm
worried aboul the safety of estrogen.
Can taking estrogen cause cancer?

ANSWER: Studies have shown that
women who take estrogen replacement
therapy have about a two to eight times
higher risk of developing cancer of the
endometrium (the lining of the uterus).
This risk of higher with larger doses and
increases after two to four vears of use.
Women who have had a hysterectomy
(removal of the uterus) are not at risk
for cancer of the ulerus.

However, the relationship between
hormone replacement therapy and
breast cancer is not clear. Some studies
have shown a relationship, others have
not. There is concern thatl the use of
estrogen may further increase the risk
of developing breast cancer in women
who are at higher risk due to other fac-
tors. A woman who has had cancer of the
breast should not take replacement
estrogens. For other women, however,
all scientists do not agree about whether
the benefits of replacement therapy
outweigh these risks. Therefore, the
decision about treatment must be made
by the patient and her doctor after con-
sidering the risks and benefits of this
treatment in her case.

Replacement estrogen is effective in
relieving menopausal symptoms, such
as hot flashes, vaginal dryness; and
osteoporosis (thinning of bone tissue).
When a woman is having severe symp-
toms, a doetor will often advise estrogen
use, believing the benefit will outweight
any risk. If a woman and her doctor
decide that replacement therapy is
needed, estrogen should be prescribed
at the smallest possible dose that will
relieve the symptoms, and for as short
a time as possible. On occasion, the doe-
tor may advise that estrogen be stopped
for as short a time as possible, On occa-
sion, the doctor may advise that
estrogen be stopped for a certain period
to see if it is still needed. Many doctors
now believe that using a combination of
estrogen and progestin {another female
hormone) more closely resembles the
normal hormone cycle, and thereby will
reduce the risk of cancer to the uterine
lining. But the safety of the long-term
use of this combination still has to be
determined,

It is important that a woman on
estrogen replacement therapy be check-
ed annually by her doctor for signs of
cancer. Symptoms such as vaginal
bleeding should be reported to the doc-
tor at once

Early Returns Show Many

Omit Standard Deduction

Many taxpayers who have filed their
federal tax returns so far have either
omitled the standard deduction or have
computed it incorrectly. This applies to
1040EZ, 1040A and 1040 tax returns
received from individual taxpayersand
paid preparers. The Cincinnati Service
Center has reported an overall error
rate of 13% in computing the standard
deduction.

The standard deduction is an amount
that a taxpayer can subtract from ad-
Justed gross income before computing
the tax. It is taken if one does not itemize
deductions, and the amount depends on
one's filing status. Taxpayers must
make this subtraction themselves.

Generally, a single filer is entitled to
a standard deduction of $2,540, and a tax- »
payer who is married filing a joint
return is entitled to $3,760. If a taxpayer
is 65 or over, or blind, he or she may be
entitled to an additional standard deduc-
tion. There are special instructions in
the tax package for computing the stan-
dard deduction if the taxpayer is 65 or
over, or blind,

Taxpayers are urged to follow the in-
structions in their tax packages. The
standard deduction computation is
made on line 4 of Form 1040EZ, line 14d
of Form 1040A, and line 33b of Form
1040,

Neither, although the liberties
mentioned are somelimes given Lhat
perverse twist, is its purpose lo protect
the violence of black-booted bullyboys
marching to invade the privacy and
threaten the securily of loyal citizens.

Those who call such demonstrations
hy privale armies “symbolic speech"
are helping to destroy the real thing. The
First Amendment liberties are there to
build up full, free (unintimidated) and
informed public opinion on issues of
public policy,

Under the Hamlin Institute a seminar
of eitizens had been working on an Ear-
ly Warning System to identify potential-

ly genocidal movemenls. One purpose of
the identification is to show the dif
ference between honestly conservative
movements and fascist Eroups—u
distinction too often neglected these
days—and honestly liberal or pro
gressive movements and communist
groups.

Soybean Bang or Whimper
Weather Will Soon Decide

Whether soybean prices will continue
to climb upward during 1988 will depend
in large measure on the weather in the
western hemisphere, according to a
University of Kentucky Extension agri-
cultural economist.

“Disappearance of soybeans stock-
piles has outpaced practically
everyone's expectations. We are looking
at the possibility of carrying out the
smallest amount of soybeans since 1983,
As a consequence, soybean prices could
be affected dramatically by weather,"
said Steve Riggins.

Reports of South American planting in
November suggested an increase
acreage planted to soybeans—with some
estimates as high as 110 percent of last
year's, Riggins said.

However, a reduction in yield caused
by poor weather in South America dur-
ing the growing or harvesting season
could mean a smaller world supply of
soybeans, which would increase prices,
he said.

In addition, recent stregthening in soy-
bean prices could entice more North
American farmers to planlt soybeans
this spring, which may buffer substan-
tial price improvements, especially if
favorable weather increases yields, the
economist said.

Further increasing the uncertainty for
soybeans in the coming year is what
Congress will do with a proposal to allow

corn farmers to plant five percent of
their set aside land into oil crops, in-
cluding soybeans, he said.

“If Congress does allow corn farmers
to plant five percent of set aside land into
beans and we have favorable weather,
prices would not likley increase any dur-
ing the year,” he said.

DEAR BETTY CROCKER

Q. Tops of cakes don’t brown in my
microwave oven. What can I do to make
them attractive? S.A. Gladewater, Tx.

A. Use frostings, glazes of sauces.
Powdered or granulated sugar dustings
with or without stencils make attractive
cakes. Other toppings include fresh fruit
pieces, chocolate curls or morsels, flak-
ed coconut, nuts, or candy pieces.

Q. What are the best fillings for sand-
wiches that I plan to freeze? G.B.,
Maynard, Ia.

A. Sandwiches made with sliced meat,
poultry, cheese, cheese spread, peanut
butter, salmon and tuna freeze well. Use
applesauce, fruit juice and dairy sour
cream to moisten ingredients. Don’t use
mayonnaise, salad dressing, jelly, fresh
vegetables or boiled egg whites.

Q. What's wrong with a cake that rises
in the middle and then cracks? P.B.,
Butte, Mt.

A. Several factors could cause cakes
to crack. If the oven is too hot, the crust
sets too fast and the remaining batter
rises causing cracking. Secondly, im-
balance of the flour-liguid ratio makes
the batter too thick. Finally, a pan that
is too small makes the balter deeper
which may cause eracking.

TIP OF THE WEEK: Add a lable-
spoon of oil or shortening to the first
cooking of dried beans to prevent water
from foaming.

Don’t Blame Farmer
For High Food Cost*

Of the Lotal cost of a big, cooked-at-
home breakfast, the farmers who pro-
duce the ingredients receive only about
a third.

“We calculated the farmers’ share of
the cost of a big breakfast, made up of
a slice of country ham, two slices of
bacon, two sausage patties, two eggs,
two buttered biscuits, large glass of
milk, and small glass of orange juice,
and found the cost to the consumer was
$2.40. Of that. the farmers producing the
raw inputs received only 72 cents, " said
Forrest Stegelin, University of Kentucky
Extension agricultural economist.

The rest of the cost went to middlemen
who processed, transported and sold the
ingredients, he said.

If the same breakfast were purchas-
ed in a restaurant, the farmers' share
would have been even less—at about 15,
percent of the $4.50 the consumer would
pay for it, Stegelin said.

“Overall, the farmer’s share of the
cost of food at the grocery stores is about
30 percent, but it varies widely based on

how much processing has been done to
the food once il leaves the farm gate,”
Stegelin said.

For example, he said, the farmer's
share of the cost of a pound of canned
tomatoes is about nine percent of the
retail price, while the share for a pound
of raw tomatoes is about 17 percent.

The farmer's share of the cost of foods
also varies across items. The cost of a
gallon of milk represents 49 percent be-
ing paid the farmer for the raw milk.
The wheat in a loaf of bread represents
only about 7 percent returned to thet e
farmer, Stegelin said. g 1

*Td like to see Nick
challenge the wealthy
families of Pine Valley
and win,” he says. "And
I'd hike him to keep look-
ing for love and not find
it.

USDA Grain Support
Is Cut Considerably -

Changes in federal support for grain
programs this year may mean that
some farmers who previgusly par
ticipated in the programs may want Lo
rethink their decisions, according to a
University of Kentucky Extension grain
marketing expert.

“USDA support for grain programs
has been cut considerably in the quest
Lo meet federal budgel guidelines, As a
consequence, participation in federal
feed grain and wheal programs may be
less aitraclive than last year,” said
steve Riggins, Cooperative Extension
agricultural economist

Target prices for feed grains and
wheat were reduced more than the 1985
Farm Bill allows by the Budget Recon-
ciliation Act of 1987. Loan rates were cut
less than the maximum the Farm Bill
allows, As a resull, the maximum defi
ciency payment will be squeezed con-
stderably, Riggins said

For corn, the 1887 maximum deficien-
cy paymenl was §1.21 per program
bushel; for 1988, the rate will be $1.16
In addition, the amount of land that can
be enrolled in the paid diversion pro-
gram has been reduced from 15 percent
of base to 10 percent and the payment
rate was dropped from $2.00 per pro-
gram bushel fo $1.75, Riggins said

For wheat, last year's maximum rate
was $2.10 per program bushel; for this
year, the rate will be $2.02.

In addition, Riggins sald, market im-
provements during the last few months
for corn, wheat and soybeans have made
participation in government grain pro-
grams less beneficial for some farmers

“The decision this year will be much
closer than in the past. Farmers must
ook at their own situation carefully
before they make their decision. For
some farmers, full participation will be
the preferred chaoice; for others partial

QUESTION: Tt has been recommend-
ed that T have a CT scan to check on
whether my newly diagnosed cancer has
spread. What isa CT scan? How is it dif-
ferent from a normal X-ray that I'm us-

ANSWER: "CT" .or "“CAT" scan
stands for computerized axial lomo-
graphy. This diagnostic technique uses
x-rav beams to obtain a three-
dimensional image of a body part. This
image is then displayed on a screen or
is printed on film or paper

Cal scans offer some advantages over
standard x-rays. Standard x-rays send
a broad x-ray beam over a large area
The resulf is a two-dimensional picture
that shows organs on top of each other
Bul, the CAT scan rotates around the
body and provides an image that clear-
iy shows the shape and the placement of
organs and tissues. It can also detlect
small differences in the physical
characteristics of tissue,

At first, CAT scans were used only to
detect brain abnormalities, Today it can
help diagnose primary and meltastatic
tumors (cancers that have spread) in
many organs including the lung, pro-
slate, liver and pancreas. It is also us-
ed o detect other abnormal structures,
organ disorders and blood clots that may
nol be found except by major tests or
surgery.

Farmers contemplating the decision
to participate need to take into con-
sideration their expected yields relative
to program yields, number of ¢rop acres
relative to base acres, prices received
and cash production expenses, he said.

“In situations where returns for full,
limited participation and non-
participation are close, farmers pro-
bably will want to opt for at least some
measure of participation because in-
come is more assured,” Riggins said

Farmers who are unprepared for the
risks of producing a crop without
governmenl participation may want lo
enroll in the programs even if their ex-
pected returns are somewhat less, the
economist said

Wondering how you will cope with the
extra pounds you picked up during the
holidays? You might have some concern
for vour pel as well, Chances are, if you
picked up weight, so did your pel.

Pets lend to gain weight over the
winter months anyway, especially pets
confined to a house, because their
owners spend less time exercising them
outdoors in cold weather. During
holidays, there is the added temptation
to feed them “treals™ from the table.

In all, aboul 30 peércent of all pets are
overweight—and this causes problems
{or almost every system in the animal’s
body, especially the skeletal and car-
diovascular systems

Both bones and joints have to carry
exira loads in an obese animal. Knee
joints in small breed dogs and hip prob-
lems in large breed dogs are quite com-
mon. Obesity is also a contributing fac-
tor in spinal disc disease. These prob-
lems are more easily managed when an
animal is al its proper weighl, or even
a little under weight, than when an
animal 18 overweight.

Cardiovascular disease is also com-
mon in overweighl -animals. As the
animal's weight increases, so does the
demand for blood flow and oxygen. This
places an added demand on the heart to
keep up with the body’s needs. This, in

turn, can result in heart failure, when
fluids fill the lungs or abdomen because
the heart can't keep up with the demand.

If your pel is overweight, all may not
be lost. A few simple guidelines will
usually assure thal your pet will lose
some of that weight, and if it is not
overweight, that it will not gain too
much weight,

1. Avoid table food, which is the
leading cause of weight gain in animals.
Prepared commercial pet foods contain
all necessary nutrients and calories.

2. Provide adequate exercises. Usual-
ly walking or running or jogging with
dogs is sufficient. Playing with toys is
probably adequate for cats. But if your
pel does nothing but eat, sleep and lay
around, it will gain weight.

3. Make sure everyone with access to
the pel cooperates. No reducing effort

A.—He will remain on your award un-
til his 18th birthday. DEA and DIC
benefils cannot be paid concurrently
after age 18,

Q.—Can a non-veteran assume a GI
loan?

A —Yes. VA approval is not required
hefore a veteran or a non-veteran
assumes a Gl loan. However, before the
veteran-seller can be released [rom
liability in the case of a loan default, the
buyer must be a credit-worthy obligor
who Is acceptable to the VA,

Q.—When | purchase a home using a
VA loan guaranty, will the income of my
spouse be considered?

A.—The veteran's and the spouse’s in-
come are considered in determining
ability to repay the loan.

Q.—My hushand receives VA pension
benefits. If 1 go to work will this affect
his benefits?

A —If your hushand established en-
titlement fo pension benefits prior to
January 1, 1979, and continues to receive
benefits based on the law in effect al that
time, your earned income would not be
a factor. If he receives benefits under
the current pension law (PL 96-588),
your income would be a factor in deter-
mining the amount of his pension, If
your joint income reaches a specified
level, his pension would be discontinued.

Social Security

Social Security
Work Credit Needed

Before any Social Securily benefits
can be paid, a worker must have enough
credil for work covered by Social Securi-
ty lo be insured, Jim Kelly, Social
Security Director for the Big Sandy Area
said recently

Social Security c¢redils are measured
in units called “‘guarters of coverage."
Both wage earners and self-employed
people earn these credils based on their
total annual earnings

A wage earner's earnings are general-
ly covered from the first dollar earned
during the year up lo the maximum that
counts for Social Security, $43,800 lor
1987. A self-employed person's earnings
are covered, however, only if nel earn
ings amount Lo $400 or more. Il net ear-
nings are al least $400, then tolal earn-
ings are covered up to the Social Securi
iy maximum

In 1987, a person earns | quarter of
coverage for each $460 of covered annual
earnings. If total 1987 annual earnings
amount to $1,840 or more. the person
earns 4 quarters. No more than 4
quarters of coverage can be earned in
any year.

The amount of covered earnings need-
ed for 4 quarters of coverage will in-
crease automatically each year to keep
pace with increases in average wage
levels.

The general rule is that a person needs
1 quarter of coverage for each vear after
1950, or aiter the year a person reaches
21, if later, up to the year he or she
reaches 62, become disabled, or dies
before reaching 62

For example, a person reaching 62 in
1987 needs 36 quarlers of coverage Lo be
insured for retirement benefits. No one
ever needs more than 40 quarters to be
insured and a person cannol be insured
for fewer than 6 quarters,

Predicting Erosion More Accurately

If you said that John Laflen was all
WEPP, he'd agree with you.

WEPP is short for the Water Erosion
Prediction Program, a new, more ac-
curate method of estimaling erosion. Ac-
cording to Laflen, an agronomist with
USDA’'s Agricultural Research Service
in Ames, lowa, switching to WEPP will
be like changing from a Model A to a
modern sports car.

Laflen adds that farmers will have
more confidence in the new system
when it comes into use in about three
vears, '"The objectives are to improve
present erosion prediction technology, to
provide a sounder base for choosing
erosion-control practices, and to more
fairly implement government pro-
grams,’’ he says

The need for improved methods of
estimaling erosion intensified recently
because of new federal laws requiring
tarmers lo maintam low erosion rates on
their land or risk losing eligibility for the
benefits of many USDA farm programs,

The formula now used by government
conservationists to estimate erosion was
developed nearly 30 years ago and is
generally considered inadequate in
many areas.

Part of Laflen's contribution to
development of the new formula is to
cart an unwieldy looking rainfall
simulator and a crew of 12 researchers
around the country to collect data on

A Sound Bull Can
Increase Profits

Beef cattle producers can increase
their chances of making a profit by mak-
ing sure their bulls are sound before they
are turned in with the herd.

“Veterinary research has shown that
caltle producers who use only bulls that
have passed a breeding soundness
evaluation enjoy an average $17 per cow
increase in profit,"" said Duane Miksch,
Extension veterinarian with the Univer-
sity of Kentucky College of Agriculture.
Miksch is headquartered at West Ken-
tucky Research and Education Center
in Princeton,

Other research, Miksch said, found
that 20 percent of the bulls examined fail
to pass the breeding soundness
examination.

Conscientious cattlemen will have
their bulls tested by a veterinarian for
soundness at least once each year. The
veterinarian should examine the bulls
for breeding soundness in March or
April. The veterinarian should also test
the cows for pregnancy againin the fall,

“During each of these visits, the
veterinarian can observe the body con-
dition of breeding animals, review
[eeding practices and make recommen-
dations that would result in a higher
calving percentage and a shorter calv-
mg season.”" Miksch said

Examining bulls for breeding sound-
ness is becoming more common, Miksch
said

"“The eatlle industry is focusing atten-
tion nationally on increasing productivi-
ty through having animals examined for
breeding soundness,’ he said.

As a resull of the increased emphasis
on reproduction, 23 Kentucky
veterinarians participated in an in-depth
breeding soundness workshop in
December. Another 50 attended an
Extension-sponsored beef health con-
ference at Cave Cily, he said.

And a group of veterinarians, The
Society for Theriogenology, is devoted
to improving techniques of measuring
breeding soundness. The group
assembles and evaluates various
measurements of breeding soundness
and distributes the information to their
members, he said.

waler erosion. Laflen and colleagues are
currently using the new simulator to
evaluate the erodibility of some 35 ma
jor types of cropland and rangelasd soils
in 17 farming slates

The simulator drops 2-'z inches of
waler an hour on the soil through a
system of pverheadsspinklers. Hesear
chers first measure erosion after the soil
has been freshly Lilled and again after
the soil is dry and erusted over, when
erosion rates normally are lower, The
Forest Service is collecting similar data
for forest soils. Associated testing and
analyses of soil samples are done al
Agricultural Research Service labs on
the campus of Purdue University and at
Soil Conservation Service labs in Lin-
coln, Neb,

Laflen said that this scientific study
should show, among other things,
whether erosion on cerlain types of soil
is caused mainly by running water or by
the impaet of raindrops. This finding
should lead to recomnmendations on
more effective methods of prevention,
(Agricultural Research Service, US
Department of Agriculture)

Rainbow Trout
Lake Stocking
Near Complete

Seven of the eight Kentucky lakes that
receive rainbow troul each January
have been stocked, according to Eddie
Reed, supervisor of transportation for
the fisheries division of the Department
of Fish and Wildlife Resources.

The names of the lakes and approx-
imate number of 10-inch trout that have
been stocked are as follows: Bert
Combs, 1000; Beulah, 2,000; Cannon
Creek, 5,000, Cranks Creek, 5.000; Fish-
pond, 1,000; Greenbo, 10.000; Wood
Creek. 14,000; Paintsville, 30.000; and
Laurel 65,000 (100,000 in 1988.)

The Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources stocks over 500,000 trout each
year statewide, approximately 100,000 of
which are released in January, weather
permitting, The trout stocking program,
which also extends to streams and
tailwaters, is funded by the sale of Ken-
tucky trout stamps,

Troul anglers, by purchasing stamps,
pay for the cosl of rearing and deliver-
ing troul and the management
necessary to maintain trout fishing op-
portunities across the state. The
popularity of trout fishing has increas-
ed over the last few years bringing a
new interest among anglers in the
department’s trout program.

The stale record for brown trout has
been broken two consecutive years in
1986 and 1987 Randy Gibson of Baker-
ton, Kentucky caught an 11- pound, 13-
ounce brown from the Cumberland
River that broke the record sel in 1986
of 11 pounds, three ounces taken by Ar-
nojd Patterson of Hustonville, Kentucky.

Trout fishing in lakes is usually good
during April and May, especially at
night. Late fall is another good time to
trout fish, and these fish can be taken
from the colder tailwaters and streams
during the summer months. Good baits
are cheese and corn, nightcrawlers and
shad-type crankbaits for casting or
trolling,

ORDINANCE NO. 11-87

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR
THE REGULATIONS, USE, TESTING
AND CONTROL OF ALARM
SYSTEMS, SETTING RE-
QUIREMENTS AND FEES FOR
ALARM PERMITS AND GROUNDS
FOR RENOVATION, PROCEDURES
FOR LICENSING ALARM BOARD
COMPANIES BASED ON COM-
PETITIVE BIDDING AND
PENALTIES FOR FALSE ALARMS
OR VIOLATIONS OF PROVISIONS
HEREIN

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG:

SECTION 1: Definitions.

For the purpose of this Ordinance the
following words and phrases shall have
meanings as described to them in this
section:

{a) “"Alarm Business.”"Any business
in which the owners or employees
engage in the activity of altering, install-
ing, leasing, maintaining, repairing,
replacing, selling or servicing alarm
systems.

(b) Alarm system: Any assembly of
equipment, mechanical or electrical, ar-
ranged to signal the oceurrence of an il-
legal enfry or other activity requiring
urgent attention and to which the police
department or fire department is ex-
pected to respond.

(c) Alarm User; The person, firm,
partnership, assoeiation, corporation,
company or organization of any kind in
control of any building, structure or
facility or portion thereof wherein an
alarm system is maintained,

(d) Automatic telephone dialing
alarm system: Any alarm system which
upon being activated automatically
transmils by telephone or telephone line
to the Prestonsburg Police Department
a recorded message or code signal in-
dicating a need for emergency response.

(e) Central Dispatch Office: The com-
munication center of the Prestonsburg
Police and Fire Department operated
under the jurisdiction of the Chief of
Police.

(f) Central station alarm system: An
alarm system in which the operation of
electrical protection circuits and devises
are signaled automatically to, recorded
in, and maintained and supervised from
a central station other than the
Prestonsburg Police Department.

(g) “'False Alarm; "' The activation of
an alarm system through mechanical
failure, malfunction, improper installa-
tion, without an unlawful entry or at-
tempted unlawful entry, or through the
negligence of the owner's or lessee of an
alarm system or of his employees or
agents or other cause. False alarm shali
not include alarms caused by electrical
interruptions, floods or other natural
disasters.

SECTION 2: Fee charged for false
alarms. Any person, firm or corporation
having an alarm system as defined in
section 1 shall be charged a fee of ten
dollars ($10.00) for the sixth false alarm
call responded to by the police depart-
ment or fire department within a calen-
dar year and twenty-five dollars ($25,00)
for each false alarm thereafter. If the
possessor of the alarm shows to the
satisfaction of the police chief that the
false alarm was not the result of
negligence or improper maintenance,
such fee may be waived, Any fine levied
under this section may be appealed to
the City Couneil.

SECTION 3: Interference with police
or fire department telephone trunk line
prohibited. No person, firm or corpora-
tion shall use or cause to be used any
telephone or electronic device or attach-
ment that automatically selects a public
primary telephone trunk line of the cen-
tral dispateh office, police department,
fire department, or any other depart-
ment or bureau of the city, and then
reproduces any prerecorded message Lo
report any burglary or other
emergency.

SECTION 4: Central office required.
No person, firm or corporation shall pro-
vide a private alarm service system pro-
grammed to a central office unless it
shall have the central office staffed at
all times; twenty-four hours a day, in-
cluding holidays,

SECTION 5: Connection to central
dispateh office alarm permit required.
No person, firm or corporation shall
cause to be connected to the central
dispalch office a private alarm system
unless such person, firm or corporation
is issued an annual alarm permit by the
chief of police.

SECTION 6; Alarm permit-issuance

‘conditions. An alarm permit shall be

issued to those persons, firms or cor-
porations who:

(a) Are required by federal law to
maintain a hold-up alarm system; or

(b) Had in existence prior to the effec-
tive date of this ordinance, a system con-
nected Lo the central dispatch office, or

(e) Have made application for such
permit and have received approval by
the city council for the 1ssuance of such

permit. The chief of police shall make

a recommendation for or against each
applicalion and the city council shall
not be bound by his recommendation.
Such application shall be on standard
forms furnished by the Police Depart-
ment and shall contain the following

information:

1. Name, address and telephone
number of the peymittee;

2. Type of alarm system and the ad-
dress of the premises where Lhe alarm
system is installed:

3. Name, address and telephone
number of the individual with primary
responsibility for the premises where
the alarm is installed, who can be reach-
ed to open the premises or provide
necessary information to the Police
Department; and

4. Name, address and telephone
number of the individual who will be
responsible in the event the primary in-
dividual cannot be reached, to open the
premises or provide necessary informa-
tion to the Police Department,

(d) All persons lo receive a license
under paragraph (&), (b) or (¢l above
must also comply with the following
conditions:

(1} Pay an initial-year permit fee of
one hundred twenty dollars ($120.) and

an annual license fee of sixty dollars™

(860.00) per year thereafter, payabile on
or before July 1 of each year,

(2) Comply with all of the applicable
provisions of this article;

(3) Install at the permittee’s expense,
at the central dispatch office swil.
chboard termination point, equipment
which is designated. by the chief of
police;

(4) Assume all costs of installation;
maintenance and monthly rental of
telephone lines used by the permittee for
such alarm;

(5) Sign an agreement holding the ci-
ty harmless for any and all damages or
losses resulling from the existence or
use of the permitee’s alarm system;

i6) Follow alarm testing procedures
set forth by the chief of police and
assume any expenses for testing of sueh
alarm;

(7) Assume responsibility and ex-
pense for the removal of such alarm
when such service is discontinued or
permil is revoked or not renewed.

SECTION 7: Testing: (a) No alarm
system designed to transmit emergen-
cy messages directly to the police
department shall be tested or
demonstrated without first notifying the
central dispatch officer.

(b) No alarm system relayed throughW

intermediate services will be fested to
determine police or fire response
without first notifying the central
dispatch office.

SECTION 8: Nenconforming
systems—disconnection time limit,
Those persons, firms or corporations
