AEP Proposes World's Largest 
'Clean' Coal Power Facility 

American Elt.>ctric Power 1S proposmg 
to take a greater leadership role in 
de" eJoping clean cO<JI technology b) 
btulding the largest prE'Ssurited fltudt;r. 
t.>d bed combustion < PFBC1 power plant 
in the world. 
A~P would pay about two thirds of 1ts 

$579million cost if state and federal sup­
porl can be an·anged for the balance. 

Al<;P will make its offer Fr1day m an 
application to lhe US. Department of 
Energy under its hmovalive Clean Coal 
Tec:hnology Program. DOE's deadline 
for. filing was May 23. Without federal 
support, AEP cannot proceed wtth the 
project. 

1'he seven-state utihty is proposing its 
<·oal-fired, 1,050,000-kilo\\"atl Philip 
Sporn Plant on the Oluo River near New 
Haven. West Virgima, for the $579 
million clean (.'Oal project because or liS 
age and prox1mtty to abundant coal 
fields 10 the Eastern U.S. 

"This new clean coal technology has 
the potential for making our nation's 
coat supply usuable m an environmen­
tally acceptable manner: • W S Whale 
Jr . ,\EP chairman said. •·and thts is fur­
ther evidence that we are serious about 
d~veloping the technology as rapidly as 
pracltcal ' ' 

New acid rain control legislation could 
serious ly jeopardize the project, 
however. 

" We cannot pursue this promising 
tccllnoJogy if we have to spend our 
limited funds adding outdated scrubber 
technology to our existing power 
plants," White said "We do not have the 
money for both . That is why il just 
doesn't make sense for Congress to pass 
new laws now mandating the use of old 
envwonmental conu-ols at very high cost 
when more efficient, less costly 
teChnology is so near 

"The PFBC technology holds the pro­
mise of a coal-based energy in­
dependence for the entire country- a 
lo" er cost. clean and efficient use of coal 
for America's economy.'' 

In a PFBC boiler. coal is burned WIth 
limestone in a churning "fluidized" bed. 
In the burning process, the sulfur 
chemically combines wath the liml'!;tone 
and becomes trapped 10 the ash, 
resulting in 90% removal of sulfur 
pollutants and making disposal easier. 
The coal is also burned at a relatively 
low combustion temperature, resulting 
in less than half the nitrogen oxide em is 
sions of a comparable plant of conven· 
tiona! design. 

"PFBC and other clean coal teeh· 
nologies can help our country avoid crip­
pling and unnecessary laws based on 
outdated technology that would drive up 
eledric bllls, force lbe clo~tng of 
countless compantes and factories, and 
cause tbe loss of tens of thou..."<inds of 
jobs across the nation," the AEP chair­
man said. 

DOE is expected to decide by October 
whether to fund the proJect. U it does, 
engmeering and design could begin m 
late 1989 and construction could begin in 
early 1993 The plant would begm 
operating in late 1995.

AEP pl<'dged to reduce lhe gove1 n· 
ment's share proportionately.

The " repowering" wtll replace the ex 
isltn~ 40-ycar-old boilers with a single 
PFBC' combustor, using coals with u 
range ot sulCur content.

Both doctors adVJsed removing ticks 
carefully and pointed to some traditional 
lechmques such as loosening the tick 
\\ith the hot tip of an extinguished mat~h 
head or applying petroleum jelly to 
block the creature's breathing pores as 
pOSSibly helpful

Dr R A Sche1dner, professor of en­
to~olog~ at the Umversity of Kentucky 
&1 1d the frequency of ticks carrymg 
SJ>Iltlcd fever is "something like one in 
I,OCMI," and ht• !'tressed that a tick must 
feed on 1ts host for a full hour to inject 
the dist•ase. For this reason. Dr. 
Schcidner, stressed, it is of utmost im· 
portance to get rid of lhe tick. e1 

Although there are several specaes, 
tlw American dog tick 1s the most com· 
mon throughout the state and general­
ly Will drop off its host to lay eggs out· 
doors A less frequent variety, the brown 
dog tack, arcord1ng to Dr. Sche1dner. 
"hns the annoylnghabil of droppu,g off 
pets m the house and laying eggs an 
carpet .. The re~ult can be hundreds of 
bah~ or ''seed" licks making themselves 
nt home 

Rock} l\'lountaan spotted fe\·er, 
because 11 1::> relatively rare and not a 
maJOr health problem, mav not be as 
cat-efully reported as statistics on other 
d1se.ases, according l.o Dr. Scbeidner, 
and for thi:. reason he suspects there 
rna) be more cases than is generally 
rccogmzL'<l 

Occasionally, something called 11ck 
parf\lysis as recnrded and resuJts from 
extended fet.>ding periods from licks that 
go undt•tected. Ticks, generally females 
which normally feed longer, actually in· 
jcct loxms which may result in symp· 
toms of paralysis in sensitive hosts. Such 
S)mptl)ms begin to disappear though, 
said Dr. Scheidner. "within mmutes 
after tht• tkk is pull£>d off." 

Dr. Scheidner's advice? Avoid tick· 
anfcsted area:; as much as possible, use 
1nsect repellant, cuff trousers and shirt .: 
sleeves, and gel rid of the pests as soon 
as possible. He recommends using 
h\ceZeJ-s sance Rock} Mountain spotted 
fc~er can be transmitted onto the hands 
or. tf .> ou find ) ourself without tweeze~ 
per1sh the thought! l be sure to wa~h 

after pulling off the creature. He also 
rcccomrnends pullmg them off with 
slO\\, C\'en pressure so as not to leave Lr· 
ritatmg mouth parts imbedded in the 
skin And. use an antiseptic afterwards 
to av01d secondary infection.

"What we should be saying to parents '

Q.-If I make arrangements with a 
funeral home to pre-pay all costs for my 
burial. can my family receive reim 
bursement from the Veterans Admmi­
stration at the lime of my death'! 

A.-Yes Reimbursement can be 
made to the estate of the de<:t.>ased 
veteran when the burial expenses were 
prepaui However, no l'eimbursement 
cao be made {or a prepaid headstone. 

Q -What type of income should I 
report on my annual income question­
naire todetermineeligibiliry for VA pe:n 
sion benefits? 

A.-All income from all sources must 
be reported. The VA \\ill determine 
'~hat sources and amounts will be 
counted and the amount of mcome to be 
excluded 

Q.-Can a veteran get a farm loan 
from the VA'? 

A.-No. If the farm has a res1clence 
that will be personally occupied by U1e 
veteran, the property may qualify for a 
VA guaranteed home loan. 

Q -Does the VA have alcohol or drug 
dependence programs for veoterans'1 

A -Yes. The VA operates both inpa· 
ltenl and outpatient clinics in most VA 
Medical Centers for honorably discharg· 
ed veterans. 

Q.-What is the minimum age a 
veteran may begin to receive a VA 
pension? 

A.-There is no minimum age. En· 
tillement to pension is based on qualify· 
mg ser,•ice, income v.ithin the statutorv 
lumts and permanent and total disab1li 
ty as established b) I;~" . \'eterans over 
the age of 65 are presumed to m\.>cl the 
disability requirements and therefore do 
not need medical evidence of disabtht>. 

Q -1 am attending college fulJ ·ltme 
under the GJ Bill . HI reduce my status 
to part-time, do I need to notify the VA? 

A. - Yes. Any change m your educa· 
lion training time, dependents or ad· 
dress, should be reported to 1 he VA 
immediately.

The unpleasant tastes of bitter tablets can be 

minimized by placing the tablet on a specific area of the 
tongue. The tongue has taste buds for sweet and sally 
tastes on the front tip, for sour tastes along the edges, and 
for bitter tastes at the back. To help mask a bitter laste, 
place the tablet toward the front of the tongue smce there 
are no bitter taste buds there. Tablets that taste too sweet 
could similiarly be placed near the back of the tongue 
where there are no sweet taste buds. In this way, unplea· 
sanl tastes are not given as great an opportunity to 
stimulate the taste buds that detect that particular taste.

Paintsville Defeats Betsy Layne~ 
For Fourth Straight Region 

It seems as if the tradition will never 
end. But ~>omewhere along the winning 
line tradition has been replaced by 
dommation At least the oppo$ilion rnust 
think so. 

In a year where the Paintsville Tigers 
are supposed to be going through a 
rebUilding period. and in a year where 
15th region baseball is expected to be 
on an equal level. the Tigers cruise 
through a 2G-10 season, dommate the 
district and regional tournaments. and 
come away with their fourth conseeutivt> 
regional title. 

With their 13-2 win over Betsy Layne 
in Fl'iday'schampionshipgame, Paints­
ville earned their fourth straight trip to 
the sectional tournament. their lOth 
region title in the pasl15 years. and ran 
their regionallournament record to 32-1 
under Charlie Adkins. 

Every year that Paintsvtlle has made 
it Lo the tournament with Adkins as 
coach, they've won the Litle all but one 
ume. This year may have been their 
most impressive trip of aU. 

After losing seven starlet'S, three of 
which s1gned with major college 
baseball tearns last vear most baseball 
observet-s in the region forcasted this to 
be the year the Tigers would fall . 

But even though they had only two 
seniors on the squad, and even though 
very few had seen prior high school ac­
tion. Adkins. along with assistant coach 
Bill Mike Runyon, directed the youthful 
but talented crew lo yet another 15th 
region title 

"We didn't expect what we got out of 
them, 'Blll Mike Runyon said after the 
game. "We thought we could become a 
good team by the end of the season. but 
we never thought we would be this 
good." 

Paintsville. even though they've pro· 
duced numerous coHege players. along 
with a few professional ones in the past. 
shattered several school offensive 
records this season. Included fn that was 
th.e most homeruns for a team, and the 
highest team batting average. 

They showed why Friday. collecting 
a total of 17 hits against three Betsy 
Layne pitchers Of those 17, seven were 
for extra bases. including three home­
runs. 

'We hit lhe ball r~al well today." Ru-. 
nyon said. "That's the key. in my opi­
nion, to winning any baseball game." 

If it is. the• Bobcats could pomt to it as 
a reason why they were.> once again 
denied a regtonal tournament title. They 
had only seven h1ts. and all except a 
sixth mning Brad Hall double were of the 
one base variety. 

Tucker Howard, who had two home­
runs and three RBis. pitched the entire 
game for Paintsvitlf.'.

Howard. 6·1 on the mound. also won 
the tu·st game lor Paintsville tn the 
district lountamcnt. A save in the 
regional tournaments opening game 

can be added to his list of accomplilth· 
ments as well. 

He had plenty of support in the cham­
pionship game. though. Helped out "by 
an error' ' in the first. Paintsville scored 
three limes in the opening frame They 
added two in the third. and broke the 
game wide open in the fourth, scoring 
four times to take a 9-0 lead. 

··we just got off to a bad start, •· Bob­
cat coach Junior Newsome said. "We 
made some mistakes early and they 
took advantage of them." 

With the bases loaded and one out in 
the first , Adam Gearheart. starting at 
third. misplayed a hard ground bail 
which allowed PainLsville to score their 
first two runs. The Tigers scored 
another in the first on a sacrifice fly. tak­
ing a 3-0 lead that would be enough to 
beat Betsy Layne.

Evel) manager smcc the in't'Cntion ol bao:eball warns his players 
that the early games count as much an the firm) standings as the Jast 
games. That old sayrng may be ancu:nt, but it IS st11l true. There 
are. however, 'it>tne ~>bvious diffcrcnccl> about games played in the 
early part t>f the sca,on. 

First of all, thert•'s the weather. I played onc game in Milwaukee 
while we had snowflakes l;tlling. Fans in the stands were singing 
"Jingle Bells .. and other Chrhtma:.- carol~. I played an exhibition 
game in Cleveland vne time whe11 the tcmpcrdture was in the teens. 

Those games were dreadful lor both players and fans. Baseball 
wasn't meant to be played an cold weather. Nothing feels right. 
Even the food ut the stud tUm doc n 'r faSte the same.. 

One thing I remember, cold \\esther 1s tougher on player.. oo the 
bench than on tho e out m the field pia) mg. 

Another dtflcrence about early games is that managers must ex­
ercise great care w 1th puchers. There 1s a definite increa~e in the 
chance of IOJune dunng the first week of the scru.on. Because of 
all the pitchers in pring unming camps. no one player will have 
thrown more than nrne mnings m a smgle outjng. A manager can't 
let hi~ pitcher~ overdo it an thear first few tarts. A manager doesn't 
expect his pitcher~ to throw the same number of pitches in April 
that they could -.afcly throw 10 August. P11chers have to be brought 
along gradually. 

Thts was the downfall ol o very good friend of mine. Tony Clo­
niger.

DEPRESSION

In 1939, New Deal artist Edward <Buk) Ulreich was 
told by officials in Washington, D.C., that the mural he 
proposed for a Safford. Ariz., post office would instead 
be placed in a building in New Rockford, N.D. ''I hope 
the people of North Dakota will enjoy the Arizona 
cowboys, n Ulreich replied. 

Not to be deterred, Washington at first stuck to its deci­
sion. "I am convinced," an official answered, " ... you will 
be able to make adjustments necessary to distinguish 
North Dakota cowboys from those of Arizona." Ulreich 
won the skirmish, however, and his final design was an 
Indian murai-"the name itself (Dakota) being the pro­
per name of the Sioux," he explained. 

UJreich 's story is just one of the more humorous tales 
to come to light as a result of an exhibition at the Smithso­
nian's National Museum of American Art. ''Special 
Delivery: Murals for the New Deal Era,'' on view 
through Sept. 11 in Washington, D.C., will be circulated 
in late 1989 and 1990 to museums across the nation. 

These 70 paintings, sculptures and drawings from the 
museum's permanent collection are stu<lies for murals 
commissioned through the Treasury Department's "New 
Deal" program to decorate post offices and other federal 
buildings. Unlike the Works Progress Administration 
Federal Art Project, which supported unemployed ar­
tists, the Treasury's Section of Painting and Sculpture 
held regional and national competitions, and all entries 
were judged on merit, not need. 

•'The works created by these artists reflect a 
remarkable sensitivity to the towns· self-image,'' says 
Virginia H. Mecklenburg, curator of the exhibition. 
14\Vithout compromising quality, they capture grassroots 
ideals and values that local patrons believed would have 
enduring meaning for themselves and for future 
generations." 

The murals that flowed from this program were in 
marked contrast to the more commonJy remembered 
gloomy images of America during the Great Depression: 
bread lines and soup kitchens, the foreclosing of farms 
and homes, men selling apples and pencils to support 
their families. During these same years, scores of artists 
working on hundreds of mural projects across the land 
depicted nostalgic and historic views of America-the 
majority of them recalling happier and more peaceful 
days. 

Warned by officials that abstract paintings would not 
be tolerated by the American public, artists produced 
realistic designs related to the past or present history of 
local communities or to some aspect of the postal ser­
vice. The murals explored the vitality of the nation's 
heritage in homespun scenes that traced special 
moments in life. 1'here were hunters and riveters, ap­
ple and cotton pickers, dog sled teams and steamboats, 
festivals and harvests, the settling and building of new 
communities. 

Closely supervised, artists were required to submit 
designs and photographs for approval four times during 
a project. Partial payment was made at each stage, and 
the final check to the artist depended on the mural be­
ing approved by the postmaster and then installed. 

Il was not only the officials in Washington, D.C .. who 
exerted influence on the artists' projects. For perhaps 
the first time in American history. citizens were asked 
to voice their views about proper subjects and styles for 
local waH paintings. Artists consulted with postmasters 
and community leaders whose opinions were freely 
given. But agreement was not always easily reached

about what should be depicted. In one town, the 
postmaster preferred a covered wagon and oxen, a postal 
clerk favored the development of the mail service, and 
a prominent lawyer/farmer wanted to see the farmer 
dignified. The artist submitted five designs-and the 
farm scene was chosen. 

On occasion-as with the Ulreich painting-murals 
originally planned for one town were later proposed for 
another locale-not always successfully. In Iowa, a river­
boat design submitted for Marion was thought ap­
propriate for Hamburg-until the Hamburg postmaster 
disagreed and the town's annual flower festival was 
substituted as the three of its mural. 

Because In<lian life is the earliest chapter in the 
American saga, many paintings portrayed native culture 
and hardship. The mural in the Oglesby, Ill., post office 
documented the battle in which the Pottawatomies drove 
the Illini to a 100-foot summit-later known as Starved 
Rock-where the lllini, without food or water, perished. 
In Elizabethtown, Pa., the mural was of an Indian village 
that existed centuries earlier near the site of the new post 
office buil<ling. 

Westward expansion was the subject of a Knoxville, 
Iowa, mural that depicted the Oct. 11, 1845, opening of 
a tract of land purchased from the Indians. By the gover­
nor's decree, no settler couJd cross the boundary line until 
midnight-a time signaled by the firing of guns. 
"Covered wagons drawn by oxen rattled over the rough 
g~ound,'' a local paper reported. "Shouts of excited 
drivers mingled with the yells of men on horseback car­
rying torches, flaring in the wind. Small children cling­
ing to their mothers whimpered in terror. Later. as the 
campfires were built and stakes driven in the ground and 
the oxen unyoked, a new chapter in Iowa history had been 
written.'' 

Although most projects went smoothly. there were 
amusing or occasionally heart-breaking tales of confu­
sion and conflict. When Wendell Jones was commissioned 
to paint a mural for the Cairo, 111., post office and cour­
thouse, proud townspeople told him that despite periodic 
Mississippi River flooding, "not a drop of water ever got 
in the streets." 

In his mural "Sandbagging the Bulkheads,'' Jones 
hoped to convey the epic heroism of people joining 
together to protect their city. His design had been approv­
ed in Washington but Cairo citizens-perhaps embarrass­
ed by the imprudent location of their city-rebelled 
against this permanent reminder of a recurring threat. 
The completed mural never was installed and subse­
quently has been lost, but the study for this painting is 
in the collection of the National Mu!Sewn of American Art. 

The uproar over Jenne Magafan's ··cowboy Dance"-a 
mural for the Anson, Texas, post office-had a more 
humorous twist. Visiting the town, Magafan learned of 
the annual cowboy dance where "people rig themselves 
up in the costumes of their grandparents and have a ball 
in the good old Western style. The jitterbug stuff is forgot­
ten and the Western square dance predominates." 

Magafan 's sketch received approval but, in one cor­
net• of the mural, she added a jug to convey the festive 
mood. In 1941. when the mural was installed, a local 
newspaper expressed the town's shock and outrage: 
''Throughout the history of Anson Utere has never been 
an open saloon nor <lid (Magafan) know that the people 
of Anson continue to vote against liquor stores.

In most communities, however, the citizens were en­
thusiastic about the murals. When William Bunn received 
a commission for the Hickman. Ky., post office, he wrote 
that his would be ''the most perfect picture of Mississip­
pi River packets ever painted " In the foregrmmd. he 
placed the J.M. White, which the local newspaper call­
ed ''the finest boat that ever churned the Mississippi.., 
The postmaster, who was pleased with the work, reported 
that the river men like the painting, too, and that one old­
timer had lost his best friend when the river boat was 
destroyed by f1re. 

The arhsts also were proud of the murals they had 
created-and of the program In 1942. artist Orr C. Fisher 
wrote a poignant and patriotic letter to Treasury officials. 
''lt is my ear·nest hope that the (Painting and Sculpture) 
Section will not be dissolved on ac·count of the war and 
our great struggle for freedom from hate and greed. One 
thing I feel sure is that the wot·k of the Section and of the 
artists ""'ill be remembered as long as our beloved 
America is remembered and may that be as long as 
civilization endures '' 

Although the lifespan of the project-from 1934 to 
1943-\\ a short mul'als remain on view m federal

required viewmg for U.S. 
servicemen, are now air­
ing on The Arts tu1d F;n.

The third cptsod~, "Ill· 
v1de and Conquer," airs 
Wednesday, June I. 

The eptsodc fo<•uses on 
tl1e Nazl mva~•ons of 
Denmark, Norway, Uel· 
gium, Holland and 
France. Hut sim'e most of 
propaganda's •mJl!lCt hes 

w its ptthtness, Capra's 
use of combat footage 
and battle diagrams is 
mortl hke a history lesson 
than a dose of patriotica 
for departing Gls. Capra 
symbolizes Nau propa­
ganda ns a radio wwer 
emtttmg "lu~s": Words 
ripple out of the tower to 
the rest of Europe. The 
film dt>Scribe~ German 
tactics at the Maginot 
Ltn~ bancic;, taunting 
broadcasts, poems and 
"fnendly" notes sent to 
the French \'ia balloon 

Wh1le the ftlms do not 
adnttt to bemg propagan­
cin, they are. And when 1t 
comes to portraying the 
enemy as contemptible, 
Capra's talent becomes 
evident Ilitler is com­
pared to John Dillinger, 
with the suggestion that 
law enforcement handled 
the former, but there are 
no global P<)lice to stop 
"Gangster Adolf .. Ani· 
mated swastikas swarm 
over the wall of a castle 
that represents France 
The NazJ offensive is il· 
lu:.trated with serpentine 
black arrows that engulf 
troOps and countries like 
a Oood of black ink. 

"Whl'n a people lose!> 
tts faith tn its own ideas, 
it is npe for the insidious 
words of the devil," says 
the film'$ narrator, actor 
Walter Huston. Capra's 
intent was to inject a 
moral 1mperative into 
truckloads or fresh~ 
scn1bbed Gls. While 
much of "D1vide and Con· 
quer" comes across as a 
wart•me travelogue, Ca­
pra manages to transcend 
hi!! medium with a mes­
sage- propaganda, but a 
message nonetheless.

Bowie's gift: reprising 
old hits for new audiences

"David Bowie: Glass 
Spider Tour," which airs 
Friday, June3, shows t_hat 
when it comes to program­
ming rock, ABC still has a 
lot to learn from HBO.

The one.-hour concert 
video is the first of three 
ABC music specials that 
all seem to take their cue 
from the cable network 
But while the upcoming 
Billy Joel and Atlantic Re­
cords specials will essen­
tially duplicate material 
that aired earlier this sea­
son on HBO, this one begs 
comparison with an older 
show· "Serious Moon­
light," from L984. That 
video aired not long after 
a wildly successful tour; 
this one is a year-old tape 
of a tour mounted to pro· 
mote the hitless ''Glass 
Spider" album. And it. is 
buried in ABC's moribund 
Friday lineup, between 
"Perfect Strangers" and 
"20/20." 

All this is unfortunate, 
because "Glass Spider" is 
a superb video. ft opens 
with a slam·bang summa­
ry of Bowie's screen ca­
reer: schmoozing with 
Johnny, singing with Bing, 
playing a grotesque in 

"The Elephant Man." It's 
not hard to see why direc­
tors envisioned Bowie as 
rock's first video star. 

The hour that follows, 
though, is not a video, but 
a straight-ahead filmed 
rock show. The stage, an 
immense neon spider, is 
less elaborate than on 
Bowie's recent coliseum 
tours. And his imag~-mak­
ing seems at an all-time 
low. While Ziggy Stardust, 
The Thin White Duke and 
the sharp-dressed man of 
1983 were self-conscious 
characters, this time Bow­
ie appears as himself, in a 
canary jacket, then a 
black suit and red paja­
mas. The band, featuring 
'70s throb Pet.er Frampton 
on guitar, is tight and 
funky. Toni Basil's chore­
ography features a troupe 
of Danskinned dancers, as 
on "Solid Gold." But Bow­
ie sways through the 
crowd to an empty space, 
on his own. 

The set list is predict­
able, but invitingly so, 
sin<..-e Bowie's gift is in re· 
creating old hits for new 
audiences. "Fame" IS a 
soul stomp, with Bowie 
borrowing a line from 
"War": What's it good for? 
"Rebel Rebel" is a rave­
up, with Frampton grt~­
ning through his solo. 'Xn(i 
"Heroes" is backed by 
film clips of Mao Tse­
Tung, with Bowie looking 
like Ma.-x Headroom. 

There are anomalies: 
"Jean Genie," about 
jailed, decadent gay play­
wright Jean Genet, and 
"White Light, White 
Heat," about mainlining 
heroin. Both songs passed 
by t.he ABC censors, who 
either weren't disturbed 
oy the references, or just 
didn't understand

Mastodon Exhibit 
At Big Bone Lick 

In 1955 near Henderson. Edward 
Hastings, a collector of Indian artifacts. 
was searching for arrowheads along lhe 
banks of Canoe Creek when be 
discovered what he thought was a log 
He later round that the log was in fad 
a bone from a mastodon, a huge ice age 
forerunner of the modern-day elephant. 
Eventually, Hastings found almost the 
entire skeleton of the mastodon. in 
eluding the skull. 

Until recentlv. the mastodon bones 
had been on display at John James 

tf\udubon State Park in Henderson. The 
mastodon skull has been loaned to Big 
Bone Lick State Park located southwest 
of Cincinnati in Boone county. 

"One or the special things we are try­
ing to accomplish al Big Bone is to teach 
children that Ice age mammals such as 
the mastodon lived in Kentucky," said 
Commissioner of Parks June Hudson. 
'''We want to encow·age teachets to 
bring lhetr classes to this umque park." 

The Kenluck~ State Park Svstem will 
offieially open ·the mastodon-exhibit in 
a special ceremony May 18at10:30a.m. 
at the Big Bone Lick Museum. \tlrs 
Hudson and Ed Henson. director of 

~trecreational parks and historic sites. 
will participate in lhe ceremony 

Big Bone Lick is the premier fossil stte 
in North America for Pleistosene or ice 
age mammals. Since 1739 when the site 
was first discovered by European ex­
plorers, over 250 skeletons of ice age 
mammals have been collected from B1g 
Bone Lick and sent to museums all over 
the world 

"The acquisition of the mastodon skull 
is very important to Big Bone Lick, ' 
sl.aled Henson. "A fossil of this quality 
is needed to properly interpret our 
park." 

The mastodon skull and various other 
• bones required special handling during 

their trip from John James Audubon lo 
Big Bone Lick. Greg McDonald of the 
Cincinnati Museum of Natural HistOl·y 
worked with Big Bone Lick Park 
Manager Robert Lindy to transport the 
exhibit. 

The bones were disaSl>cmbled at 
Audubon, wrapped in foam rubber and 
packed in a specially built wooden pack­
ing crate. The crate and its fragile con­
tents weighed over 600 pounds. Doors 
had to be taken off their hinges during 
the move and a hydraulic motor lift. nor­
mally used to hft automobile engines, 

~was used to lift the crate to a work table 
to be reassembled at Big Bone Lick. 

Another highlight of lhe ceremony will 
be the preview of a new video program , 
"The Big Bone Story ... 'Dle 6-minute 
program vtvidly describes how the salt­
mineral springs and surrounding 

'marshes at Bi.g Bone Lick preserved the 
bones of prehistoric mammals

Figures Indicate 
Continuing Growth 
In Ky. Tourism 

Tourism continued its six-year record 
of steady growth m Kentucky last year. 
generating more than $4 billion for the 
first lime. Gov. Wallace Wilkinson an­
nounced today 

The tourism industry contributed $4.02 
billion in direct and indirect expen­
ditures. according to a study recently 
completed by the cabmet's Department 
of Travel Development. That represents 
a 7..! percent increase between 1986 and 
1987. afte1· inflation is taken into account. 

The study showed that tourism spen­
d1ng maintained more than 114,000 jobs 
for Kentuckians last year. An estimated 
$283 million in tax revenues were 
generated by tourism expenditures. 

Gov. Wilkinson made the announce­
ment at the National Scouting Museum 
on the campus of Murray Slate Univer­
sity The Governor was in west Ken­
tucky wilh his cabinet for a two-day 
working visit called Capitol to the Coun­
ties The trip to the First Congressional 
District IS the first in a series that will 
take the Governor and his cabinet to 
every area of the state to bring state 
government closer to the people 

The Governor was joined by Tourism 
Secretary Mary Ray Oaken for the an­
nouncement. A Cadiz resident, Oaken 
said that while she represents all regions 
of the state on behalf of Kentucky 
tourism, she considers herself an am­
bassador for the west Kentucky region . 

The news conference was hosted by 
Dr. Kala Stroup, president of Murray 
State Umversity.

Total col1.1111'1s on the oatt>i.ned stat:ertents are captio!leQ MemOrandllll only 
to indicate that they are presented only to facilitate financial 
analysis.
