Sunda) at Harvey's 
home The vtcllm, who was shot once in 
the left shoulder wllh n .4-4 magnum 
pistol, was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Floyd County Coroner Roger 
Nelson. 

Harvey was laken mto custody short· 
h: after the shooting at a neighbor's 
tiome by ft'loyd County Sheriff's 
Depuhes John Blackburn, Randy 
Johnson , Arnold Adams and Anthony 
Castle. 

No motive has heen established for U1e 
shooting and it is still under investiga­
tion by Slate Pollee Detective Claude 
Tackett. Harvey as presently lodged in 
the Floyd county jail awaiting arraign­
ment.

• call came at 12.:19 "You better get out 
in a hurry. It's going to go up," the girl 
satd over the phone The school was 
evacuated und the bualdmg was search· 
eel. but no bomb was round. Yet by 12:23. 
w1thm five minutes of the second call, 
police knew the ot·agin of the phone call. 

Arson Investigator Larry Adams and 
Prestonsburg Pohcc Capt. Chuck Akers 
drove to the residence, and the girls ad· 
matted under questioning to ha \·e made 
the calls. "They sa1d it was a joke, but 
the parents d1dn'tthink at was a joke." 
said Pollee Chacf WU!iam R Campbell . 
Campbell suad the teenage garls were not 

• arrcsled. "The best probation ls what 
thetr parents gave to them," he said

.Brackett assumed the vacated post of 
former Superintendent E.P. "Pete'' 
Grigsby tn September. 1985. amid State 
School Board threats to take over ad­
mmaslrtttlon of the school district. 

Due to progress made in the system 
undel' Brucketl, t.he state takeover did 
not materialize, although slate school of­
ficials continued to monitor the system. 
Robert Spillman, associate superinten­
dent lor local services with the state 
board, said September 18. 1985, ··we are 
not in any w11y trying to say who the 
superintendent will be, but we are say­
mg that we want the process to be open 
with input l'rom citizens, teachers, and 
staff." J.'loyd County School Board 
Chnlrman Dr. James D. Adams. concur· 
red w1th Spillman in the meeting, say­
mg the pubhc would be invited to share 
in choo. mg a permanent superinten­
dent 

Brackett said he has no plans for the 
immediate future, beyond working on 
hts farm In Lawrence county, but com­
mented he has received several offers 
from school systems and the private 
sector.

The KnottWioyd Agricultural Stabiliz­
lion and Conservation Service reminds 
all farmers that they should rue an in­
crease r·eport, whether they participate 
in the 1988 commodity programs or not, 
and protect their crop acreage bases. By 
certifying crop acres, corn producers 
establish documentation for future crop 
acreage bases as well as eligibility for 
different beneftts if they decide to par­
Uctpalc m farm programs 

It is tmportanl for farmers who are 
partJclpating m the 1988 programs to file 
an acreage report, because without it 
they are not parttclpating Reports are 
nccessalj' so Utat ASCS may determine 
the le' el at whrch producers are eliga­
blc for price support Joans, deficiency 
payments and other program benefits. 

Farm program participants are re­
CJulred to report crops and acreages 
planted, the uses to be made of these 
crops, and cropland acres to be devoted 
to the acreage conservation reserve. 
When producers report to the county 
ASCS office, they can review aerial 
photographs of their farm and pinpoint 
the fields in which the crops are grown. 
Thts information ts then documented for 
progr·am compliance and crop acreage 
bases

and Floyd counues lS July 1

-if water sits in the pipes for several hours." 
The Martin Water Works does not have lead service lines

Concern Over Possible Drought 
Boosts Soybean, Wheat Prices 

With dtought·like conditions stretch 
ing from the Com Belt to Ute Delta, rears 
of a below-normal proguctlon season 
have sent soybean and wheat prices 
skyrocketing over the past four or five 
weeks. 

Tuesday. the futures market closed 
w1th soybean prices 30 cent.a and wheal 
prices 15 cents higher than when U 
opened 

According to Universlly of Kentucky 
Extension agricultural economist Steve 
Riggins concerns over a low productJOD 
season have been magnified because of 
low inventory le\-els and the dectsion by 
farmers to take more land out of 
production 

"'Ille stage tS set for weather condi­
tions to have a great tmpact on til@ 
market because we began the year wath 
a inventory levels smaller than they 
have been in the last several years and 
farmers continue to rake land out or pro­
duction because of government pro­
grams,'' Raggins said. ''This ls a very 
normal kind of thing to happen when you 
consider all of the condttions." 

"Right now the market IS so volatile 
that one good rainfaU could reverse the 
mcrease in prices. because it would 
alleVlate some ol the rear If you could 

accurately predict the weather. you 
could predict the prtces," 

And if the current weather forec:ast 
holds true, pnces m1ght continue to in­
crease. Tuesday, the National Weather 
Service released its »day and 98-day 
outlook. predicting above-normal 
temperatures and below-normal 
precaJ)ItattOD for much of the South aad 
Midwest 

Riggins said some fanners are cai.Wbl 
tn a "double dtlemma •· over whether to 
pnce then crops now or to bold out in 
hopes ol hagher market prices. 

'"Mle farmer hasn't seeo pnces this 
strong an a long time," he said "But be 
is also concerned tf this tS as bi&IJ as the 
market wtll go " 

When farmers are considering priang 
their crop, Riggins saad they need to con­
sider their rtnanctal position and abili­
ty to take risks

People \\ho recct\'e Supplemental 
Security Income (SSB checks should tcll 
Social Sccunty whenever there's a 
change m thetr resources, jncome, or 
tivmg arrangements. That way, we can 
be sure they rccetve the riRhl amount in 
their cht:ck every month, and they cnn 
avoid Ute hardship caused by paymg 

•back overpayments 
Too oftffi, SSI recipients faiJ to mfonn 

us about a change that should be 
reported and end up bemg O\'Crpatd 
Since tOO law roqwres the Socaal Sccuri 
tv Admmlstration to recover the over­
Payment, the mone) ts usually Wtlhhcld 
from future checks, resulting m a 
tremendous hardshtp for many 
recipumts. 

People can avmd overpayments and 
their recovery by promptly reporting 
any change to Social Security. Everyone 
who applies for SSI ts told about the 
changes Uult must be repmted And 
when a person receives lhe noUcc that 
his or her SSI chum has been approved, 
he or she also reoch es a booklet, called 
"What You Have to Kno"" About SSI." 

•I'hal booklet detatls all the thmgs that 
should be reported \\1ten the booklet is 
received, it's a good idea to read tt 
carefully 

Then, put it away m a safe place and 
refer to at occasaonally as a reminder 
a bout what should be reported. If you gel 
SSI checks and can't find your copy of 
the bookJct, )OU can call any Social 
Secur1ty offioc and ask for a free copy 

Examples of changes that commonly 
result In overpayments when not 
reportt;'Cl are lis led below. H you get SSI 
checks, you may be able to avotd betng 
overpaid by promptly reporting these 
changes. 

• -an increase m resources-the things 
you own, such as cash, checking or sav· 
ings accounts, stock, bonds, and cer· 
tificates of deposit; 

-an increase m income-both earn· 
ed and unearned, 

-you get help with your h .. •mg 
expenses, 

-you enter nn mstitution, 
-you plan to leave the United States, 
-you move or someone moves Into or 

out of your home; 
-someone who lives with you dies; 
-you or someone who lives wllh you 

has a baby or gets mnnit'<l, widowed, 
diVorced, or separated: 

• -an Improvement in your health, if 
you're gelling checks becaw e you are 
disabled or bhnd 

It 's easy to report a change-just call 
any Soctal Security office. You should 
report the change within 10 days after 
the month it happens. But remember, 
the sooner you report the change, the 
sooner Social Security can adjust your 
check. Avoid overpayments-report 
changes rtght away.

The crusade to raise the mintmum 
wage begun as a noble quest. Its goal . 
to help the workmg poor. those slruggl· 
ing to support a famtl)' on a wage that 
hadn't mcrea::;ed in eight years. Recent 

~ facts have shown thi~ apparently 
benevolent effort to be-in t·eality-a 
political ploy to buy umon votes in an 
election year. 

As a result of game playing, the 
Democratic leaden;hip m Congress en· 
tangled itsel! in a net of it::. own making. 
Determtncd to prove that busmcss 
estimates of job losses ftom an tncrease 
were exaggerated. the leadership ask· 
edits highly respected budget office to 
study the cost of a wage hike.. 

The Congr~1onal Budget Office 
report turned out to be a mtne field. 
CBO's experts found that a wage hike to 
$4.65 per hour would cost the country 
250,000 to so,ooo JObs. 

Further, the JObs would be lost 10 the 
South and Southwest, areas already 
struggling '' 1th htgh unemployment. 
Realizing lhal U1ese Southern votes 
already were "soft," the Democratic 
leadership ordered CBO to release a 
"revised" vers1on. Since then, CBO has 
been playing the three .Japanese 
monkeys: lt neither hears, sees nor 
speaks evil of its congressional bosses 

The legislators who commissioned Ute 
study could have saved taxpayer dollars 
and CBO time by gleaning the same 
facts from reports written by numerous 
top economists and by the National 
Federation of Independent Business, 
which represents more than a half· 
million of the countrv's small firms. 

• II 's to be hoped that mt!ll'lbers of Con-
gress now understand what business 
owners have known all along: If you 
filrce emplo)ers to 1·atse wages, some 
wdl have to lay ofi people, delay 
creating new job slots or substitute 
machtnes for people. And the employers 
most likely to make those decisions are 
instates already facing high unemploy· 
menl. 

Job losses from a wage bike are a fact 
that unions still debate. But their 
arguments are so much smoke. The Na­
tional Restaurant Association surveyed 
its m('mbers after the last minimum­
wage hike to determine its effect on 

• employment and prices 
Because nearly a third of all 

minimum-wage earners work in food 
services, the results are teUmg; 70 per­
cent or the associadon's membez·s had 
reduced the hours of employees, 48 per· 
cent had laid off workers and 28 percent 
had added 161bor saving equipment. Fur· 
th.er, nine out of 10 r~'-laurants had rais· 
ed pnces. 

Even 10 prosperoUS areas o£ Lhe COUn· 
try, a federaltncreasescrves little pur· 
pose. Eleven states have ra1sed their 
minimum wage above $3.35. Signftcant­
ly, six of the 11 are in prosperous Nev. 
England. Equally significant, none of 
the increases are in the South or 
Southwest . 

Who would the crusadl?rs be saving by 
raising the minimum wage'! Will this 
legislation help millions of working poor 
support their families . No, because the 
average minimum·wage earner Is not 
the sole breadwinner of a family, work­
ing eight hours a day to support a 
family. 

Out of a ctvJlian work force of 114 
million people, less than 5 percent work 
for minimum wage. Of those, 66 percent

A DOSE OF YOUR OWN MEDICINE 
Before the 1920's, very few of the available drugs had 

much affect. Howev(lr, this fact allowed them to be safe. To· 
day. drugs m·e both effective and potentially dangerous. 
This means that prescr·ibing dosages has become a very ex­
act science. There is no longer an "average dose'' . Today's 
pharmaceutical publications suggest a "usual dosage 
range". The doctor takes a patient's weight. age, and 
general condition into account when prescribing a dosage 
within this range. In addition, drug manufacturers suggest 
optimal dosages based on extensive testing. They also deter­
mine the median effective dose and median toxic dose. All 
this points out the folly of a patient meddling with his doc­
tor's prescribed dosage. The effect could be disasterous

QUESTION: My 38-year-old Uncle 
just died of melanoma. He had a mole 
on his back for many years before he 
brought it to the doctor's attention. When 
they removed it he was told it already 
had spread to his lungs and he died a 
year later. 1 have several moles. How 
can I be sure they're not cancer? 
ANSWER: Malignant melanoma is a 
serious skin cancer that arises in moles 
or in the tanning cells of the skin. In its 
early stages, when it can be easily 
treated, the disease is not life threaten· 
ing. But in later stages, malignant 
melanoma spreads to other organs and 
treatment is not always successful. 

Regular self-examination is the best 
way to become familiar with the many 
moles and spots on your skin. You 
should regularly examine your skin, in­
cluding hard-to-see areas (back, scalp, 
buttocks, feet). 

You should pay special attention to 
size, shape, edges and color. 

Size-Early malanomas tend to be 
larger than 1/4 inch in diameter. 

Shape-Common moles are round and 
symmetrical. Melanomas are asym­
metrical, meaning a line drawn through 
the middle will not create matching 
halves. 

Edges-The borders of melanoma are 
uneven and often contain notches. Com­
mon moles have smooth, even edges. 

Color-Different shades of brown or 
black or when the mole changes from 
one color to another is often the first sign 
of melanoma. 

With melanoma, early detection and 
treatment can make the difference. If 
you have something that you're concern­
ed about, see your family doctor or a 
dermatologist.

New Cornbread Adds 
Zest To Sandwiches 

B) Rtn llardin, USDA 
Cornbread's down-home flavor can't 

be matched, so 1t's too bad it can't stand 
up to thin slicmg nnd hands-<m sandwich 
eating 

But cornbread may soon be liberated 
from its role as second f1ddle to other 
breads v;hen i t'~ time for ham and 
beans 

Kathleen A. Warner, a food technolo­
gis t w1th the U.S. Department of 
Agnculture, has whipped up an ex­
perimental sandwich-style cornbread 
that could star at the deli counter and 
bake shop. Made Y.ith corn flour instead 
of corn meal, the new brand stays 
together when cut, like regular white 
and wheat sandwich breads do. 

\\arner says the new bread has a 
dehcatc corn flavor and rich golden co­
lor that set 11 apart from conventional 
breads Its texture resembles that of 
some popular coarse-textured breads, 
and it slices well 

"rt really enhances the taste of a sand­
WICh with turkey, swiss cheese and 
alfatra sprouts. It also makes good 
toast," says Warner, from her labora­
tory "kitchen'' at the Northern Regional 
Research Center operated by USDA's 
Agricultural Research Service in 
Peoraa , IlL 

" Corn·four bread is more likely to ap­
pear Ill specialty bake shops. delis and 
restauranl .. ," says Warner. But if the 
new bread catches on there, a pre-mixed 
dough may someday be on supermarket 
shelves. 

For taste, she rates com-flour bread 
a mnc on a scale of one to ten. "An eight 
would match most commercial breads. 
I hked 1L more be<'ause of the subtle com 
flavor." 

Bel' recipe- actually a ·•research for­
mulalion' '-isn't for home baking. It 
wns designed for professional bakers as 
one l'(.'.sult of studies into the physical 
properties of dough. 

The secret. says Warner, is a dough 
m1x that is about equal parts corn flour 
and bread wheat flour, plus gluten. 
That's a natural protein plentiful in 
wheat flour- but not in corn flour-that 
aiiO\\S dough to rise And the dough is 
leavened with yeast. not with the bak­
ing powder used m regular cornbread. 

Warner used bread flour made with 
hard red spnng wheat, but she says any 
good wheat bread flour can be substi­
tuted All·purpose flour, which many 
home bakers usc. will not work: the 
b~d will not nse properly and will be 
heavy. 

The ney. bread could open up a new 
market for surplus American corn if it's 
a h1t with consumers, says Edward B. 
Hagley, who heads research on food 
physical chernistry at the Peoria center.

Boat Safety Matter 
Of Being Prepared 
The failure to wear a lifejacket, bemg 

on the water in foul weather, overload· 
ing a small boat, or any combmntron of 
t.bese could result in a bo:lter's death. 

The lifejackel, or Personal Flotation 
Device CPFD>. if worn properly and in 
the conditions for which it was des1gn· 

• ed, can be relied upon to keep tts user's 
head well above water. according to the 
National Safe Boating Council. There 
are five types of PFDs. 

Type I PFD is generally wom hy 
boaters who expect to be in heavy :;eas 
With flotation placed high on the chest, 
this lifejacket is considered bulky and 
hot, and generally is not worn by recren­
tional boaters. This lifejacket was 
developed to turn an Wlconscious person 
to an upright, slighUy backward posrllon 
and provide flotation for long periods of 
time. 

Type II PFD and Type UI PFD is US· 
ed for boating in inland water where 
there is a chance of fast rescue. The 
Type Ill is more comfortable to wear for 
any length of time. 

Type IV PFDs are throwablc dc\'ICCS 
that should be kept on boan.l. but are not 
recommended to take the place of wear· 
able vests. 

Type V PFDs are inflatable. hght· 
weight jackets that have some buill·tn 
bouyancy and are used durtng special 
activities or while the boat is in motion 

Statistics from the National Safe 
Boating Council show thal of the 1,066 
people who died in boating accidents in 
1986, 82.5 percent did not wear a 
lifejacket. 

In addition to wearing lifejackcts, 
boaters should not overload their boats, 
particularly small ones, the Council 
warns. 

Most recreational boats are less than 
16 feet long and a large number are 
small runabouts, on boats, and utility 
boats. 

U boats are not loaded properly on 
their center lines. the abihty of the boat 
to provide stabU1ty is reduced The 
secret to maintaining stability is to load 

the boat evenJy fore and aft and sade to 
sa de In a small boat the weight of the 
motor, gns tank and other gear that is 
normally tn the stern should be con· 
tdcred lC the operator must sit there to 

steer and control the motor, other items 
should be loaded as far forward as 
possible 

A hagher center of gravity, such as a 
p<m;on standing up in a boat, also 
r·educes the boat's abality to right itself. 

Since 1972, the Coast Guard has re­
quired that all motor and outboard boats 
of 20 feel or less have built-in level flota­
tion . A boat that floals, even when cap 
stzed, swamped, and full of water. pro 
v1dcs an immediate rescue platform for 
victim::; of a swamped or overturned 
boat. 

Boaters should not only avoid O\er· 
loading their boats, but also dangerous 
weather condition' Among the m~l 
dangerous of these are hea\'y winds and 
thunderstorms. 

Winds blowing across the water crea le 
waves The stronger the wind and the 
longer the distance it blov. son the water, 
the greater the waves. 

Thunderstorms usually travel from 
west to east i howe\'er, summer haze 
may block an approaching storm from 
the vww of boaters. They should listen 
to wt>ather reports on a VHF radio if one 
1s available. IC not, they should listen to 
an AM radio because AM wiU crackle 
w1th static when a storm approaches. 

BO<tters caught in foul weather should 
wear PFOs, reduce the boat's speed, 
and head for lhe nearest safe shore or 
harbor The bow of the boat should be 
pointed into the"' aves at a slight angle, 
so the boot will not be caught broadside 
In the waves. Passengers should be 
seated low and near the center of the 
boat If the engine faals, the boat should 
be anchored by the bo\\ , ln deep \\liter, 
n sea anchor-a bucket on a line. a 
tncklc box, or any bulky item-should be 
used to create a drag in the water.

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Zoos Are Going Back To Nature

\'isitors a realistic experience of the tropics.

Be prepared for hair-raising thrills during your 

next visit to the zoo. The animals are being releas­
ed from their cages. 

Animal cages-the conventional sort at least-are 
being replaced at zoos everywhere with true-to-life 
simulations of wild habitats. The public will be safe, 
zoo officials say, but these new exhibits are meant 
to test a few nerves. 

Lions stalking about in a savannah. goril1as roam­
ing in tall brush and exotic birds nesting in a tropical 
forest canopy are just a few of the sights zoo goers 
will encounter. The changes represent a major 
departure from past thinking about zoo exhibits­
the time has come for people to experience the 
animals' world. 

''We need to present a better picture at the zoo for 
the real world in which animals live,'' Dr. Michael 
Robinson, director of the Smithsonian,s National 
Zoological Park in Washington. D.C., says. Zoos 
need to show visitors animal predation, as well as 
an animal's sense of scale in its environment and 
its co-existence with other plants and animals. 
''Many animals smell the world rather than see it,'' 
Robinson notes. "And many that do see it, see it in 
black and white, or myopically or microscopically." 

''Amazonia.'' one new exhibit of this type, now in 
planning stages at the National Zoo. will attempt to 
show a slice of the tropical rainforest, plants and 
animals. Ironically, Amazonia will replace a defunct 
polar exhibit. The old exhibit, it seems, had a 
southern exposure. making it much too warm for the 
polar bears despite refrigeration equipment. 

In Amazonia. ''it's going to rain, to be hot and 
humid and there will be animals all over the place," 
Edward Bronikowski, an aquatic biologist and col­
lections manager for the exhibit, says. Visitors will 
experience three levels of this ''ecosystem-the 
forest canopy, the forest floor and the bottom of the 
"river." In the canopy, visitors will walk among the 
treetops where tropical birds nest in the exotic 
vegetation. As happens in the real tropics, Amazonia 
will show such phenomena as ''epiphytic'' plants 
that grow on limbs of trees. 

On the forest floor. visitors will see animals such 
as jaguarundis (a small cat that whistles rather than 
roars>, caimans (reptiles related to crocodiles) and 
a mix of other animals and insects that occupy this 
part of the forest. Of course, Bronikowski says, bar­
riers will separate animals and people, but they 
won't be visible, keeping the whole experience as 
natural as possible. 

Amazonia will also show such real-life events as 
fruits and seeds dropping into the river where they 
are snapped up by piranhalike fishes and other large 
fish. This demonstrates in a dramatic way. 
Bronikowski says, how the forest feeds the river. 
Conversely, snakebirds will dive into the river in 
search of fish, and giant river otters. as is their 
habit, will burrow into clay banks. "We want peo­
ple who might never set foot in an actual rainforest 
to truly experience this ecosystem,'' he says. 

Amazonia encompasses many elements of the 

''BioParks," the kind of place that Robinson 
ultimately would like to see replace zoos. For too 
long. he says, zoos, aquariums and botanical 
gardens have existed separately. He advocates 
merging their exhibits to show the complexity and 
interdependence of species in various ecosystems. 

"We need to produce an entity that combines the 
best exhibit elements of existing zoos, aquariums, 
botanical gardens, and natural history and 
ethnological-anthropological museums,'' he wrote 
in a recent Smithsonian magazine article. 

The biological park concept, Robinson says. grew 
out of his training and work as a biologist, par­
ticularly at the Smithsonian's Tropical Research In­
stitute in Panama. At the National Zoo, he sees an 
opportunity to ''cross-reference the Smithsonian.'' 
He proposes such ideas as juxtaposing. in the same 
exhibit, airplanes and birds, the inspiration for 
manned flight. Models of giant dragonflies from the 
Paleozoic era more than 300 miUion years ago­
typically seen in natural history museums-could 
be displayed alongside their living descendants. pro­
viding a strikingly visual example of the evolution 
of species. Predation and the different ways in which 
animals experience their environments could be 
portrayed with innovative graphics and other 
methods. 

Many zoos around the country have embraced 
these new trends in zoo exhibitry and design. The 
Bronx Zoo in New York. for example, recently open­
ed :Jungle World, an indoor tropical forest that 
features an encounter with a live python. In Seat­
tle's Woodland Park Zoo, visitors watch gorillas liv­
ing in a naturalistic environment created with the 
assistance of the late Dian Fossey, who studied 
mountain gorillas in Africa. 

These exhibits and others have one common ele­
ment. Architects, designers and zoo staff want to 
create realistic environments that break down a 
visitor's sense of security. Typically, moats used to 
safely separate animals and people are kept hidden 
from view. Habitats are often elevated as well, so 
zoo visitors must look up to see the animals. Such 
devices-some are the techniques of Hollywood, 
Robinson says-impart a sense of an animal's 
"wildness.'' They can demonstrate that lions are in­
deed fierce, or that gorillas have a high degree of 
social organization in their ranks. 

In the past, Robinson says, a "collector's mentali­
ty" existed at zoos. Having just one of many dif­
ferent kinds of animals seemed sufficient. Now. he 
says. zoologists and others know that ''most animals 
don't live in 'splendid isolation."' 

Zoos were also limited in the ways animals could 
be displayed. Often, the creatures were placed in 
white-tiled cages reminiscent of surgical suites. 
Animal health dictated that such enclosures­
despite the aesthetics-be used in order to protect 
animals from infections. While these and worse con· 
ditions now seem unthinkable, Robinson says, peo· 
pie should keep in mind that human environments 
have improved dramatically since the Victorian era 
when many North American zoos were created. The 

National Zoo itself will celebrate its centennial in 
1989. Zoo designers could scarcely conceive of con­
ditions for animals more comfortable than their 
own. 

Today, veterinary care for exotic animals has 
greatly improved. Zoo animals are constantly 
monitored for injuries. Infections can be minimiz­
ed without white tiles and constant washing of 
enclosures. Their environments can be kept clean 
by changing soil or other parts of naturalistic ex­
hibits. Veterinary staffs, clinics-even 
nutritionists-are on hand at most major zoos to pro­
vide high-quality care. 

The "bottom line, has also provided motivation 
for zoos to design more exciting exhibits, says 
designer J. Anthony Schibley of The Larson Co., a 
Tucson, Ariz., firm that specializes in ex.hibitry for 
museums and zoos. Zoo officials know the says, that 
they compete daily for visitors· time and money with 
wildly popular recreation and theme parks. People 
want something more, for example, than a lion 
sleeping on a perfectly mown lawn that has all the 
ambience of a golf course. 

Designers and architects for zoos, Schibley con­
tinues, now have more tools at their disposal to pro­
vide the necessary thrills and chills. In addition to 
moats, fine netting and safe electrical barriers can 
be hidden to create the illusion that nothing 
separates wild animals from zoo goers. En­
vironments, such as tropical forests, can realistical­
ly be created thanks to synthetics and other 
materials used to fabricate such items as trees and 
other exotic plant life. 

At the National Zoo-which has free admission 
year round-all age groups are being considered in 
new exhibit plans. The ''Rabitat,'' for example, will 
be a "junior biopark" for kids 5 years old and 
younger-a place that combines fantasy with a 
natural environment, Judy White, one of the ex­
hibit's planners, says. Children visiting Rabitat will 
"experience" rabbits and other small mammals in 
a meadow. Activity centers and other featurs, such 
as an area where visitors can have close enc01mters 
with small woodland animals. will demonstrate how 
these creatures share their habitat. 

Other new exhibits planned at the National Zoo in­
clude the ''Australia Pavilion," a display and 
research facility for Australian wildlife. The exhibit 
will feature the platypus, a duck-billed, egg-laying 
mammal that has not been exhibited outside 
Australia for more than ~~0 years. In keeping with 
the biopark theme, Robinson also hopes to include 
displays on the Barrier Reef. the ecology of sheep 
farming and the rich culture of Australian 
aborigines, people who have lived Down Under for 
the past 30,000 years. 

While visitors to the new zoo exhibits will un­
doubtedly learn more about animals, their habitats 
and interactions with other species, another impor­
tant aspect of the zoo experience has been enhanc­
ed. As designer Schiblcy says, ''The fun's back in! '

May Pose Public 
Health Threat 

The Kentucky Department for En­
vironmental Protection is seeking help 
from the public to stop illegal burnang 
of materials to recover metals for 
resale. According to Commissioner 
James Corum. Ute practice creates con· 
tamination lllat poses a health risk to the 
public 

''The ashes from this burning often 
contain high concentrations of lead rt's 
left right out in I he open where chi Jdren 
can play in il. They could suffer brain 
damage as a .-esult," said Cotum. 

The burning, which has grown steadi­
ly over the past year as coppe1· and other 
metal prices have increased, involves 
burning insulated wire. transformer 
parts and other materials. The 'burn­
ed and clean'' metal, as il is commonly 
caUed, is then sold to a scrap dealer 

Burning electrical transformers often 
exposes the public to polychlol'inaled 
biphenyls, or PCBs. PCBs have been 
banned from all uses involving human 
contact because of the increased risk of 
cancer from exposure 

In addition to the health risk. the prac­
tice is costly. both for the burner, if 
caught, and for the landowner whose 
property is used for the burni.tlg. Burn­
ing material to recover metal is iUegal 
on three counts: < 1) the act of open bur­
ning violates state atr quality standards; 
{2) leaving ash and other residues from 
the burrung is disposal of solid waste 
without a permit, which is prohibited; 
and (3) depending on the concentrations 
of lead, PCBs and other contaminants, 
a burn site may be an unpermitted 
hazardous or toxic waste site, both of 
which are prohibited. 

"People who engage in this practice 
an face both civil and criminal charges, 
and if convicted, receive prison 
sentences and still fines," warned Dr. 
Corum. 

If a hazardous waste is created by the 
burning, il must be cleaned up. and this 
is expensive. A cleanup or one such burn 
site-an area of approxunately 6,000 
square feet-could cost $90,000. Accor­
ding to Dr, Corum. some landowners 
may have to pay these costs, although 
they might not bave known their land 
was being used for burning. 

"Some landowners may not even 
know their land is being used for iUegal 
burning," said Dr. Corum. "Unfor­
tunately, they are still responsible for 
the cleanup, along with the burners. The 
law requires the landowner to in· 
vestigate activities on his property, and 
to prevent environmental violations. 
Sometimes it's hard to find the actual 
burners, but the landowner is right there 
with the evidence on his property. We 
want to make everyone aware so they 
can keep burners off their land. ' 

The Department for Environmental 
Protection has already located numer­
ous sites where materials are being 
burned to recover metals To stop the 
practice, protect health and avoid cost­
ly cleanups, the department asks anyone 
who has knowledge of suspicious burn­
ing to caU and report it. 

"This clearly is a case where an ounce 
of prevention is worth a pound of cure. 
We can stop this burmng with the help 
of Ute public, · said Dr. Corum. 

U.S. Marijuana Growers 
Focus Of KET Program 

Independent producer George Holmes 
documents the U.S. Forest Service's bat­
Ue to keep marijuana growers out of our 
national forests in Guardians Of The 
Forest, which airs on KET Thursday, 
June 30 at 9 p.m. 

Marijuana growers pose a hazard to 
campers, hikers, sightseers, or anyone 
else wbo uns~pectingly stumbles onto 
an illegal ''pot garden." Otten, innocent 
people are injured and sometimes kill­
ed by explosive booby traps set off by the 
growers. 

The cameras of George Holmes follow 
forest rangers on their missions to 
uproot and burn marijuana gardens, 
while the voice of James Earl Jones ex· 
plains the impact of these gardens on 
public safety and the environment. 

This program is not only informative. 
but also warns those who are the poten· 
tial victims of marijuana growers.

To find out which type of plumbmg you have, look at 1t and 
perform the following simple tests: 

-Lead pipe is most often found in very old homes a~d 
buildings. Lead pipe is gray, relatively s~ft, and can be e~slly 
sera tched to shine with a screwdriver, com, or key. Some tron 
pipe may look like lead pipe; however. iron pipe is very hard 
and usually black. 

-Copper pipe usually has a ch~acteri~tic copper c~lor. Un­
til very recently, most copper p1pe was mstalled usmg lead­
based solder. Lead solder is also gray, soft, and can be scrat­
ched shiny. Copper pipe that has been soldered with lead usual­
ly contributes less lead to the water as time passes because 
the solder gets coated with minerals from the water. Af~er be­
ing installed about five years, lead solder usually contributes 
very smal1 amounts of lead to the water. 

-Iron, steel, and ''plastic'' pipe have not been associated 
with any health effects from lead since they contain very small 
amounts of lead or none. and are assembled without lead 
solder. 

The David Water District does not have lead service lines 
or other lead-containing materials in our distribution system.
