A weekend shooting at a Tolers Creek 
nightspot has resulted in the death of a 
Harold man watha Pikeville man charg­
ed with has murder. 

William Lloyd HaiJ, 30, of Toters 
Creek, was pronounced dead at the 
seene, Saturday rught, by Floyd county 
Coroner Roges· Nelson, after an alterca­
tion at Dottie's Place with Gary Ratliff, 
31, of P1kev1Ue. resulled in Hall's fatal 
wound1ng with a small caliber handgun. 

Stale Polic~ say that the shooting was 
the result of an argument between the 
accused and victim around 10 p m. Hall 
was shot once w1th a 22 caliber pistol, 
wh1ch :severed an artery in his neck, and 
according to Shenffs Deputy Harold 
Johnson, the victim, "staggered back m­
to the building and collapsed." 

Police say that several broken pool 
sticks were found around the premises, 
which had been broken after the 
shooting as an apparent act of 
relributton.

Payne, nnw 
owns 42 newspapers, pnmartly 
weekUes, from Minnesota to Texas and 
throughout the Southeast. Purchase of 
The Floyd County Times represents 
Smith's second newspaper in Kentucky,

Express. in Pikeville.

Bits And Pieces 
ONE MORE RECIPE 
~or years while most or my 

friends were aghast at my lack of 
appreciation ot the ftner thmgs of 
life, I postllvely detested old ham 
and beaten biscu1ts. Never have 
been converted to beaten biscuits, 
but ah, old bam! 

After years or trymg \'arious 
methods of preparing an old ham, 
aU with less than gourmet results, 
l finally lucked out when I ordered 
one from the Lynchburg Hardware 
Store in Lynchburg, Tennessee. 
They sent along "the recipe." It's 
a lot of trouble but well worth it. 
Lynchburg calls thas the ''Tried and 
True Method.'' I concur. 

I had heard of this before, and 
I'm sure a lot of you already know 
it. but for those who don't, here it is. 

Put ham in a Jarge round cooker 
large enough so you cover the ham 
with water. <I went to Arrowood's 
and got a SO·lb. lard can) Bring to 
a boil After it comes to a good roll· 
ing boil, turn heat down and let boil 
slowly about 30 minutes. Have 
ready a large square cardboard box 
on a stack of magazines or 
newspapers. Make sure the top is 
on the cooker securely. (l dip a lot 
of the water into another larger 
cooker so the ham can be lifted off 
the range into the box, then, or 
course, pour the water back.> Now 
place the cooker In square box and 
stuff empty space with newspapers. 
Then wrap the outside of the box In 
about three quilts. Blankets, com· 
forters, or even sleeping bags wiJJ 
work, too. Leave for 24 hours. 
Remove ham from the water to let 
cool <ham will be hot for 
handling-some people cook it in a 
flour sack for ease in handling.) 
When cool, tnm and serve. Or, you 
may trun, fiX a glaze, and brown in 
oven, but this doesn't really lm· 
prove an)1hing but the looks.

15-Year Sentence 
In Howell Death

C1rcult Court Judge HolJie Conley 
sentenced Reo Hamilton, ~riday, to 15 
years In pnson Hamilton, 39, of 
Teaberry, was round guilty May 4 offtrst 
degree manslaughter for the shotgun 
slaytng of Teddy Howell, Jr., at a 1987 
Bluegrass festiVal on Ned's Fork. 

In handing down the sentence, Judg" 
Conley overruled the jury's recommen­
datu>n of 20 years. Commonwealth At· 
torney Jerry Patton, who had sought a 
murder conVtctlon, was disappointed by 
the Judge's decision "I vigorously op­
posed it, ·• he sa rd. Patton also stated 
that the jury's recommended 20-year 
sentence was consiStent with the 
evidence presented at the trial and that 
the jurors took into consideration the 
mitigating circumstances during the 
sentencing phase. 

Conley's deciSion was based on a mo­
tion filed by defense attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf to reduce the sentence. "I 
wasn't surprised by it.'' Pillersdorf sai 
"I was hoping for 10, but I ex~ted 15. 
The defense attorney said he believed 
Conley reduced the sentence because 
Hamilton suffers from muscular 
dystrophy and had no prior criminal 
record 

However, Judge Conley said he beUev· 
cd the jury's sentence-the 
max1mum-was too strong. "lf the per· 
son has a clean record, be shouldn't 
receive the maximum," CQnJey said. ''I 
discussed the sentence with the jurors 
after the trial, and they agreed with me 
that they had rnade a mistake." 

Hamilton will wait io the Floyd Cou.n· 
ty JaU until state officials can fmd room 
for him in pnson He must now serve 
seven and a half years before he is~ 
ble for parole.

The Office fA Surface Mining baS been 
directed to approve, during fiscal 1989, 
an application by Kentucky to use aban· 
doned mine funds to continue the Floyd 
county water line extension proJeCt.

AdditionaUy. water lines will be 
run up Little Nancy, Jack's Creek, and 
Weeksbur)· at approximately 2:7 nilllion 
dollars These lines will ser\'e about 885 
customers.

Reward Program 
Targets Arson

Kentucky State Police announced last 
Wednesday a $1,000 reward for mfonna­
tion leading to the arrest and indictment 
of an arsonist. The reward money tS be­
ing put up by the state's insurance 
industry. 

The reward program will be under the 
contr()l of a new task force organized to 
combat arson throughout the state, ac· 
cording to Captain John Lyle of the KSP 
Frankfort office. The task force will be 
comprised of insurance representatives. 
members of the State Police, the State 
Fire Marshall, and local arson 
investigators. 

Lyle said that after a tip has been 
received. the information will be relayed 
to the local investigator where tt will b4lf 
followed up and evaluated. As of Friday, 
one call has been taken, and Lyle 
described the information received as 
"promising." 

Prestonsbw-g's a~n~ investigator, 
Larry Adams, \\elcomes the reward 
p~ram. "People are hesitant to get in· 
volved, but maybe tC people knew they 
could lake an arsonist ofr the street, and 
get paid Cor it, Jl mlght bP.lp," Adams 
s~ud "Often a ne1gbbor doesn't want to 
make another neighbor mad. or a friend 
doesn't want lo get another friend in 
trouble, so It makes it rough, trymg , 
piece together infonnation." 

Adams also commends the idea of a 
task force. ''There's got to be a genuine 
effort by 1nsurance companies and law 
enforcement mvestigalors to combine 
forces and share information." he said. 
"Something has got to be-done. It's got· 
ten so bad around here tbat now we've 
got a reputation as the arson capitol of 
the US"

"f'a1·m ponds are a hazard because 
they a re generally deep a nd have steep 
side:. That makes it easy for someone 
\\ho had mtended just to go wadang to 
"md up m o\·er his head m a hurry 
Creeks and streams a re ha zardous 
because they too may have steep stdes 
making it difficult to get out of the water, 
but also because they may not be deep 
enough," Pierc) sa1d 

Overhanging trees mvite the m .. -.talla· 
lion of a rope swmg or steps up to a hmb 
from which to dive into the creek or 
stream. The water level in the stream 
may have dropped from whl•re it was 
the previous year. and may be too 
shallow to allow safe diving. 

"Always be certain the water you are 
diving into is deep enough tha t you will 
not hit your head on the bottom . Check 
it every lime you return to the spot. 
Even tf the \\'ater level appears to be the 
same, a sandbar or other obs truction 
may have de\·eloped underwater ,'' Ptcr· 
C) said . 

Also, be careful of currents and eddies 
in a nver or stream The current is 
generally swifter in the mtddlc of a 
river, but eddies along lhe banks can be 
treacherous as well 

It's a good idea to check the depth of 
a farm pond before div1ng there also. 
The presence of a dock extending 
:se,•eral feet into the pond docs not mean 
the water below it i. deep enough for 
safe divmg 

Flying Cockroaches 
No Reason To Panic 

There is a season for a ll things . And 
this 1s the season for flying cockroaches. 

"Flying cockroaches a re actually 
male wood roaches looking for a mate," 
said Chris Christensen, Exten.-.ion en· 
tomologist with Lbe Umve.r:;aty of Ken· 
lucky College of Agricul ture 

The roaches are between 11k Inches 
and z UlChes long and about inch wide. 
·rherr color is camel brO\\ n , he snld 

"HomeoYo'llei'S usually notice these 
nymg roaches "hen they tum on the 
porch or .yard light an<i the insects start 
to flv a round the light source," 
Chnsiensen said 

The roaches are native to Kentucky 
and usuall) live under loose ba rk on 
trees, hollow tr ees a nd frrewood, or in 
pLies of stones. Rarely, he said, they w11l 
sel up residence in houses. Usually when 
they do, illS because the house provides 
a n e nvironment similar to n tree, he 
sa1d. 

''Although the flying roncht!s may 
startle you, they are bemgn and are of 
little consequence to your life Control 
1s not recommended, except by use of 
the fly swatter for the occasional one 
tha t may breeze in the open door," 
Chnstensen said. 
Th~e who feel compelh .. '<i to take 

some measures, however, need to use a 
shor t-action pyrethrin spray, the en· 
tomologist said.

Cattle In Danger 
Of Too Much Water 

Jo'anncrs and their fields aren't the on· 
ly ones suffcrang from the current 
stretch of hot, dry weather But oddly 
enough, the lack of rain may put some 
cnttle in danger of too much water. 

Dunne M1ksch, Umversity of Ken· 
tut·ky Extens1on veterinarian, said short 
term dehydration frequently occurs in 
mature catlle as a result of their being 
uccidcntally deprived of water. Calves 
may suffer long-term dehydration dur· 
tng weaning. The danger arises when 
dehydrated cattle are given unlimited 
Dcccss to water Water intoxication, a 
polenltnlly lethal condition, results when 
thirsty cattle drink more water in a 
short penod of hme than their bodies 
can handle And thirsty cattle seem in· 
cl~ncd to do just that. 

"If somebody forgets to open a gate 
for n day and a half or so. and then lets 
the catUe l~e m the pasture with the 
fann pond-some of those cattle could 
kallthemsehes b~ drinking too muCh,'' 
Mtksch sa1d 

Cats, dogs and people are susceptible 
to water mtoxication. but cattle seem 
particularly susceptible because of the 
ver) large capac1ly of their upper 
d1gestwe system, and the inability of 
thc1r hodics to switch quickly enough 
I rom consetving fluids to getting rid of 
excess fluids 

"Extremely lhirsly cattle may, in a 
very short time, drink far more water 
than they need to replace the water lost 
since their last drink. Ordinarily, the 
kidneys would eliminate the excess 
water, but it may take up to six holmi 
for the kidneys to adjust from saving 
water to remo\ing \\ater," Miksch said 

When that happens water accumu­
lates In the tissues and water intoxica· 
lion de\ elops. 

• 1The anunnl often assumes a position 
with head and neck cxtcnck.'<l, as though 
starang otthe sky," M1ksch said 

Some cat Lie recover .,., ith no 
assislanl' , but extremely dehydrated 
cattle wh1ch consume large amounts of 
water usually die. Tiwre nrc treatments. 
if used early and carefully, that may 
save watr>r intoxicated cattle, But 
Miksch said th(• best solution is 
prevention. 

"On a cool, overcast day, a calf 
we1ghmg 350 pounds or k.'SS would prob· 
ably need no more than a gallon or so of 
water On a hot, dry day, and w1lh no 
shade, that same calf would probably 
need about five gallons of water," 
Miksch satd

Hard times are a pen'B~ive reahl> 
throughout rural Southern communities 
Closed banks, abandoned homes and 
boarded store fronts C\idencc Ute gro"· 
ing gap between wealth in the rurnl 
South, the urban South and the rest of 
the country. 

Although the rural South has been 
noted for poverty since the Civil War. 
the prosperity foretold by the economic 
gurus of the 1970s who proclaimed the 
"Age of the Sunbelt" has not been 
achieved in rural communities. ln fact, 
the region has lost ground in the 1980S 
and lags farther behind today than it has 
for a generation. 

The gap in real per cap1ta Income be· 
t\\eco rural and urban sectors has 
widened substantially dwing Ute 1980s 
throughout Ute United Slates In Ute 
19iOS, the rate o! mcome increase was 
only t\\o-tenths of a percent lower for 
rural areas than urban areas : dunng the 
1980s, the gap was a half percent per 
)Car. Per capita income in the rural 
South is ool) 75 percent o! Utat of the 
nation. 

1'he ranks of unemployed and under· 
employed rural workers continue to in· 
crease, even though the rest of the oo· 
tion seems to be showing opposite 
trends. Some counties have as many as 
a quarter of the work force employed in 
jobs below t.heworke1'S' skills. And near· 
ly half of all rural counties are losing 
population as workers look for jobs in ur· 
ban areas. 

The reasons for hard times in the rural 
South are many, according to two 
University of Kentucky researchers who 
are studying the situation. 

"Two in~tries that brightened the 
rural Southern economy in the 1970S­
mlmng and o1l production-have 
slumped as a resuJt or the droppmg 
\ aJue of the dollar. The energy industry 
boomed dunng the 1970s, only to bust 
during the l$0S, with \\orkers idled," 
srud Jerry Skees, University of Ken· 
tucky agricultural economist.

Q~iiO~: I'm mlt.'rcsted many In­
formation you have on hepatomn My 
husband dted last yenr of th1s cancer. 
after being sick for JUSt a month . He v.CLS 
only 30. What can you tell me about th1s 
ty-pe of cancer? Why dtdn't they know 
about it sooner so they could have done 
more for h1m~ Is there an) research go· 
ing on in this type or cancer? 

ANSWER: Hepatoma IS a cancer that 
begins in the hver < primurv live•· 
cancer). Primary liver cMcer is t•are m 
the United States; most cancers found 
in the hver have spread there from 
someplace else in the body. Hepatoma 
is found more oflcn m men than in 
women and lhe average age at diagnosis 
is between 60 and 70 years of age. 
Although the cause 1s unknown, previous 
infection with the hepalitis·R virus may 
be related to the devt.'lopment of th1s 
ty-pe of cancer In add1Uon, c1rrhosis of 
the liver is present in many paticnL'> with 
hepatoma. 

Hepatomas are seldom found in an 
early localized stage because the early 
symptoms are vague nnd mtsleadmg. 
These symptoms can mclude: weak­
ness, loss of appetite, nausea and 
vomiting, abdominal fuJiness or 
bloating, back pain and jaundice 
(yellowmg of the skm l. In many pa­
tients, the disease jo; already advanced 
by the time the first symptoms appear. 
This may be why your husband seemed 
to become ill so quickly and died so soon 
after he was diagnosed. 

The only known curative treatment 
for hepatoma is surgical removal of the 
tumor. This is posstble only when the 
tumor is confined to one area. Unfor· 
tunately, only a small number of pa· 
tients have localized disease at 
diagnosis. For more ad,•nnced disease, 
there is no standard approach to treat­
ment. Sometimes the patient will be 
referred to a study which e"·nluates 
newer methods of treatment However, 
111 many cases. the patient is too iU when 
diagnosed to be able to wJlhstand any 
treatment. In this cnse. the goal is to 
pro,•ide comfort. 

One newer treatment in study at the 
present time for hepatoma is the use of 
radioactive antibodies that can seek out 
hepatoma cells. Early results from this 
treatment look promising but more 
research is needed before it becomes a 
standard treatment. 

Othe1· new and hopeful research m· 
volves a group of substances called 
biological response modifiers. These 
substances stimulate the body's own 
defense system to attack the cancer 
cells. Again, the success of these new 
agents is still being studied.

"Feminism and family change since 
1960" this book is a concise and scholarly 
account of the history of women in 
America. Ms. Ryan is acutely aware of 
the possible impact of the future as 
women struggle towards a true equali· 
ty in social, moral, economic and sex· 
ual affairs, and she has some 
uggeslions.

Bas­
ed on new health information, EPA is likely to lower this stan­
dard significantly 

"Part of the purpose of this notice is to inform you of the 
potential adverse health effects of lead. This is being done even 
though your water may not be in violation of the current 
standard. 

11EPA and others are concerned about lead in drinking 
water. Too much lead in the human body can cause serious 
damage to the brain, kidneys, nervous system, and red blood 
cells. The greatest risk. even with short-term exposure, is to 
young children and pregnant women. "Lead levels in your 
drinking water are likely to be highest: 
-if your home or water system has lead pipes, or 
-if your home has copper pipes with lead solder, and 
-if the horne is less than five years old, or 
-if you have soft or acidic water, or 
-if water sits in the pipes for several hours.' · 
Lead can occur at potentially harmful levels in tap water 

if the plumbing fixtures through which the water travels, in­
cluding the solders and fluxes used to connect them, contain 
lead. The EPA has recently mandated that all newly install­
ed plumbing materials be essentially lead-free. 

To find out which type of plumbing you have, look at it and 
perform the following simple tests: 

-Lead pipe is most often found in very old homes and 
buildings. Lead pipe is gray, relatively soft, and can be easily 
scratched to shine with a screwdriver, coin, or key . Some iron 
pipe may look like lead pipe: however, iron pipe is very hard 
and usually black. 

-Copper pipe usually has a characteristjc copper color. Un­
til very recently, most copper pipe was installed using lead­
based solder. Lead solder is also gray, soft, and can be scrat­
ched shiny. Copper pipe that has been soldered with lead usual· 
ly contributes less lead to the water as time passes because 
the solder gets coated with minerals from the water.
