Myrtle Pugsley, well-known instructor, 
has taught Bible lessons in Floyd 
County for 42 years. 

smile and in:;piring testimony of faith 
Pugsley came to {''loyd County in 

1942. afh•1· sbcs years as a student at lhe 
Moody Bible Institute in <'hicago. and 
a short sta) in West Virgin1a. 

Born in Loup City. Neb .. Pugsley was 
one of stx children. She satd she has 
always had a strong fa1th in God. and 
in l937 following a path she felt He had 

Jcud for her lite. she entered the Moody 
Brble Institute. "'fhe Lord decided for 
me and showed me what to do ... 
Pugsley satd, and went on to say she 
had never regretted her decision to 
follow Him. 

Many of the schoors Pugsley taught 
m when she first arrived consisted of 
one room. She said it was one of her 
most delightful experiences to •·teach 
His word to small children." especial­
ly tn rural schools. 

After the U.S. Supreme Court's rul­
ing on religion m schools, Pugsley 
laught her Bible lessons after school 
hours. She emphasized her story tell-

mg sessions were not compulsory, but 
many of the children grew adept al 
quoting Bible verses. A story she 

·related concerned an adult who had 
forgotten a Bible verse. when the adult 
asked Pugsley to quote the scl'ipturv, 
she also was unsure of the wording; a 
small child spoke up. quoting the 
passage word for word. Pugsley said 
of the event with a chucklt'. "A liltlt• 
child shall lead them .. 

Lately. due to illness, Pugsley has 
not been able to leach any Bible 
classes. She plans ongoing to Wtkhita, 
Kan., to live with her brother and 
sister· in· law in the near future. but she 

says she wtll miss Eastern Kentuck) 
because she thinks of it as home. 

According to local res1dent Orvillt· 
fooley, she will also be mtssed.

The game. scheduled to kick off at 5 
p m .• will be !he llrsl one cvt-r played 
at Allen Central's new football field, 
and the first home game the Rebels 
have ever had. Magoffin County, o-3, is 
also a young program. partit•Jpating in 
tis initial vars1ty season. 

"If we could get a wm this week it 
mtghl turn our season around.'' 
Daniels added "We lost to Paints\•iUe. 
but we could still somehow get into the 
playoffs from this d1strict.

The ball 
popped up in the air, and they in· 
tercepted it and returned it about 45 
yards for a touchdown.'' 

That was the type of night AJlen Cen­
tral had. On their next possession they 
were forced to punt. and the Eagles 
turned that into a return for 
touchdown. 

On the ensuing kickoff the Rebels 
were pinned deep m their own ter· 
ritory. and when they lost the handle 
on the pigskin Virgie fell on il for 
another easy score.

failed to manage mu~:h offensive con­
sistencv, and their mistakes were too 
numerous to avoid the 38-point loss. 
Virgie, with the win, improved to 2·1 

"We keep making specialty teams 
mistakes,·· Daniels said. "I was wor­
ried about that at the start of the 
season. But when )OU keep putting 
young players out there, they're going 
to make mistakes like that." 

The game Friday night was called 
after three quarter~ when Daniels 
decided not to risk injury to flis 
starters, and elected not to play nis JV 
players against Virgte. which he said 
showed reluctance to remove its 
starters. 

'·He never really took h.is starters 
out," Daniels said, somewhat confus­
ed with Virgie coach Greg Newsome's 
reasoning. "lie would take out his 
linebackers and keep in his first string 
lint>, or take out his ltnemen and keep 
his linebackers and backs in. I talked 
it over with my dad (assistant coach 
Don 1 and we agreed to take the mercy 
after three quarters,'' Daniels added. 

"We didn't want to risk getting any 
of our key personnel injured trailing 
45-7, and our JV players haven't gotten 
that much game experience. There's 
some big boys there. and they've 
shown improvement in practice, but it 
isn 'l fair to them to send them out there 
aga~nst varsity kids." 

Daniels hopes his players put Fri· 
day's nightmare behind them, and 
show more of the improvement this 
season. 

'·We've gol a long way to go. and 1 
hope the kids understand that it's go­
ing to take a lot of hard work. But I 
can't fault the effort they've given so 
far. They come to practice and they 
work hard. 

"We Il come back out this week and 
get a little better," Daruels added. 
"We've shown some improvement 
each time out." 

Norm Charlton, the Reds rookie left­
bander, retired ex-Red Alex Treveno 
on a short fly ball to Eric Davis, but 
\vith two outs, he ran the count full to 
Forsch. 

With the runners movmg on the 
pitch, Forsch, known as one of the 
league's best hitting pitchers. smack­
ed the pitch for the game-winning hit.

Cincinnati. for the first time this 
season. moved to seven games above 
the .500 mark Sunday when lefthander 
Danny Jackson became the National 
League's first 2o-game winner. 

Jackson, the leading candidate for 
the NL's Cy Young Award. gave up on· 

' ly six hil.s in recording a complete 
game as the Reds blasted Chicago 17-4l. 
completing the three-game sweep in 
the Windy City. 

Jackson, 20-6, has an opportunity to 
become only the second pitcher to win 
the award after suffering through a los· 
ing season the year before. Brel 
Saberhagen accomplished H in 1985 
after going 10.11 in 1985 

The Reds ace was 9-18last season for 
Kansas City. but he is near lhe top of 
the National League in complete 
games. shutouts, and earned run 
average. 

ln Sunday·s win, Luis Quinones 
drove in five runs, and punished his 
former teammates with a lbree-run 
homer. Paul O'Neill drove in four runs 
in the victory, and Jackson himself bad 
four htts.

Given the 
opportumty to speak ntxlul what wac: happerung with educat1on, they 
responded From that gothenng, the Floyd County Education Forum\\ as 
born. During the last (our years. lhe Forum has wilnessed many changes 
Faces have come and gone attts meetings; numbers have. at limes, fluc­
tuated, but a score of cttlz<!ns ha~ rcmamed "ith the orgamzauon contmu­
mg to voice lhear concern abouL cruc1al issues in education. ~on-political 
In nature, the Forum docs not align itself wtth an}' one group or :set of ISSUes, 
but has instead consl·4entiJ ad\iocatcd the right of the people m Floyd Coun­
ty to be anformed about \I. hat is happemng in the educational sy~tem and 
their right ot speak about those concerns The guading pnnc1ple behind the 
Forum's actt\'ttles is the belief that a good educational system 10\'0I\'es 
the commumty lt docs not attempt to operate in a vacuum Without an) 
real regard (or the needs of the people 1t serves. 

When people are not allowed to express then· concerns and are not part 
of the system, the lo~1cal const"quencl!S are that. in time. they stop caring 
about their educaltonal S)stem, lt>nvmg at to those who earn their livmg 
C1·om it, or they find themselves being forced to a position where confron· 
tatiM seems the unly answt•J', ln both instances, the children of Floyd Coun 
ty are the losers. For the last ten years, Floyd County has been embroiled 
in one controversy after another with its educational leaders more often 
than not, devoting most of lhetr time to crisis management rather than 
to building a strong educatumal program Teachers have attempted to sur· 
vive by closing lhl'lr door~ and working in sptte of the climate sun·oun· 
dmg them Teac.hmg tins become an even more dilficult task In Floyd Coun 
ly, teachers often !f.oel that they do not have the support of parents and the 
community. Thetr jobs \I.Ould be easaer tf they had this support but it can

Pediatricians frequently prescribe liquid antibiotics 
because they are so easily ingested. Taking a fruit­
flavored liquid antibiotic to knock out an infection is much 
preferred by children over tablet form. However, parents 
must bear in mind that liquid antibiotics enjoy a very 
short life span. They must be continually refrigerated, 
and properly disposed of when the prescribed medication 
period has elapsed. In general. this type of medication 
only remains potent for about two weeks. Parents should 
resist the temptation to use any surplus of this type of 
medication to treat another child. All bacterial infections 
are not alike, even if they attack the same area of the 
body. In addition, dosages vary from individual to in­
dividual, making the transference of medication a risky 
enterprise.

Those 
patients who do not have insurance. Medicare or Medicaid are billed on a sliding fee scale which 
is based on Income and family size. 

REGIONAL HEART CLINICS-These clinics are held at the Heahh Department and are staffed 
by physicians from the Unrverslty of Kentucky Med1cal Center. These clinics are held two times 
each year tor aduhs and once yearly for children. 

PEDIATRIC NEUROLOGY CLINICS-These clintcs are staffed by phySiaans from the Unaver· 
sity of Kentucky MediCal Center and are held six times yearly at the Health Department.

Once upon a time m 

Hollywood, biblical epics 
refrained from even 
showing Jesus· face on 
the screen. From D.W. 
Griffith's ''Intolerance" 
to Wilham Wyler's "Ben 
llur," the image of Christ 
was seen only rarely -
and never m a close-up. 
But "The Last Tempta­
tion of Chnst,'' Martin 
Scorsese's film about Je· 
sus, is, in a sense, shot all 
in close-up. 

In this controversial 
mov1e, based on a contro­
verstal novel by Greek 
writer Nikos Kazantza­
kts, Scorsese explores the 
inhenmt. dilemma faced 
by a person who is both 
human and divine. This 
Jesus (played by Willem 
Dafoe) can perform mir­
acles, but has the person­
ality conflicts of a schizo­
ph rente He is a troubled 
man wrestling with his 
destiny. This is a Christ 
unset>n in the movies be­
fore. When we first see 
h1m, his JOb 1s making 
crosse:. for the Romans, 
and his best friend is 
.Judas 

Scor:;el;e makes clear in 
a prologue that. he is not 
simply retelling the st.o· 
ries m the Gospels. "The 

film is nol based on the 
scriptures.'' he .;ays, but 
on the character~ of the 
scriptures. Thus, th1s IS 
not The Great est Story 
Ever Told, but a story 
about The Greatf'st Story 
Ever Told. 

It is a remarkable 
achievement: con~islcnt 
in its v1sion. te<'hmcally 
superb and ptulosophi­
cally fasctnat.in~ot. Scor 
sese reminds us that this 
is a film - a fiction - by 
using overlapping ctis· 
solves and other f1lm•c 
tricks. And he ends 1t by 
showing thP splash of 
light and sprocket holes 
seen when film runs out 
of a proj~tor. 

When Chnst ftrst s1LS 
down to preac-.h m tlte 
film, he says, "I'm 50rry1 
but the be!>t way I know 
to talk to you is to tell 
you a story,'' and tells the 
parable of the sower 
who~ seed falls by the 
wayside. on rocks or on 
fertile ground. To many 
people th1s story will fall 
on rocky J!round, but to 
those who are unafraid to 
confront tht.> issues it 
raises, "The Last. Temp· 
tntion of Christ'' is 
haunting, challenging, 
profound Hwvle-making
