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Educators Protest Pay Level 
B~ ,\nne Chant·~

ln an historic show of Widespread 

solidarity among teachers in Floyd 
County, more than 70 percent or the 
distnct 's class room mstructors failed 
to report for work Thursday. 
resulting in closure of some schools. 

The Floyd County Board ot Educa­
lton, on lhe heels of Thursday's sick· 
out, held a -.pedal meeting Friday 
and approved a policy to make all 
personnel tn the· district subject to 
disciplinary actiOn for "any disrup· 
tion of operatJOn of the !<~loyd County 
Board of EducatiOn or unexcused 
absences ·• 

Board members voted unammousl~· 
to approve the measure. \\hicb wa's 
recommended by Superintendent 
Ronald Hager. 

Educators. under the umbrella of 
the Floyd County Education A::;socia­
tion. agreed to the s1ck out aCter 
meeting with the board Wednesday 
night. 

FCEA represents ti ves had re· 
quested that educators' salaries be in 
dexed at the same rate as ad 
ministrative personnel 

1 Currently. only principals' 
salaries are indexed. A committee to 
review all salaries in lbe distr~et. in­
cluding those of central office person· 
net. was created nearly two years 
ago, according to Hager. Although the 
committee has never officially met, 
Hager said. members have received 
10 to 12 written proposals for their 
consideration. No official action has 
been taken. 1 

The board and FCEA represen· 
tatives went into executive session 
shortly after Wednesday's meeting 
began During the closed sesston, Er· 
me Johnson. FCEA spokesman, at 
Wednesday's meeting, read a state­
ment to the 350 educators at the 
meeting. Johnson said his remarks 
mirrored those FCEA representatives 
were voicing in the meeting with the 
board. 

Johnson pointed o\!t that in some to· 
stances, children of Floyd County 
teachers qualify for reduced meal 
plans because of teachers' pay. 

"In Floyd County. teachers should 
not have to aspire to be an ad­
mimstrator to make a decent Uving. 
Floyd County traditionally has had 
low salaries. and it is also difficult to 
encourage new teachers to stay in the 
area." he said. 

After nearly two and a half hours in 
closed session. the board returned. 

Hager told the standing audience 
that the board was "committed to in­
dexing a salary schedule for 
teachers," and that a "blue-ribbon'' 
panel would be appointed to review 
the issue. 

Hager said the committee would in­
clude representatives of the board, 
elected county officials, members of 
the Floyd County Education Associa­
tion, Floyd County Education Forum. 
civic organizations. businesses and 
clergy. 

Hager said the comm1ttee would be 
appoinwd and meet within lhe next 
two weeks. 

On a mollon by James "Arville" 
Duff, seconded by Fred Newsome, the 
board voted unanimously to form the 
committee 

J''ollowmg the vote, Hager, reading 
from a typed &atement. told the au­
dience, ''In recent years. this district 
has been torn apart . . The past few 
years have not been proud years for 
the teachers of Floyd County. tor the 
students. and for the cttizens." 

Hager sa1d he was not responsible 
for the past problems the dtstrict had 
encountered. and said he envisioned a 
time when the district would "no 
longer be in the headlines as 
academically bankrupl, but as a good 
district." 

Hager also said that Dr. James D. 
Adams. board chairman. and an addi· 
tiona! board member would meet

~ mended Fndav Lhal Patton'scontract 
be terminated. 

In a letter to Patton, who has been 
transportation supervisor for the past 
five years. Hager order('() htm to ape 
pear at Friday's meeting. 

"Tbe reason I am requ~sting your 
presence at this meehng is to discuss 
your actions regarding transportation 
of students on the morning of Oct. 13, 
1988. and not complying with your 
adopted job description.·· read tlle let­
ter. 

Patton and his attorney, Ned 
• Pillersdorf of Prestonsburg, attended 

Friday's specially-called meeting. 

Patton said he felt Hager's recom· 
mendation stemmed from his hand! 
ing of student transportation during 
Thursday's "sick out" by teachers, 
and from his support of Ricky 
Hamilton. a candidate for the upcom­
ing school board race. 

Patton said that on Thursday morn· 
ing, those in charge at Martin and 
Osborne elementary school called 
him and said not enough teachers 
would be available to conduct school. 

Patton said that about 6a.m. Thurs· 
day, he called local radio stations and 
asked that a school closure announce­
ment be broadcast. He said he also 
obtained Hager's home telephone 
number and called him. 

Patton said Hager told him it was il­
legal to close schools due to the sick 
out.

Patton said he realized early Thurs­
day that the sick out would be a 
county·wide problem, prompting his 
call. 

The transportation supervisor 
maintains that in the past, he bas had 
the authonty to announce school clos­
ings -generally due to water or 
power outages or mcJemeot weather. 

"That's v.'hal I've been doing for 
five years. and no one bas ever given 
me anything in writing that I should 
be doing anything different." said 
Patton. He added that he has also 
never received oral instructions to act 
otherwise. 

In Pillersdorf's letter to Hager 
regarding Friday's meeting. 
Pillersdorf noted that Patton "is 
unaware of the grounds being 
asserted against him He simply has 
no notice of what he supposedly did 
wrong, and has no notice of what 
penalty is proposed against him .... 

The only apparent explanation that 
Mr. Patton has found for the letter he 
received from you is that his 
outspoken support of a cand1date for 
school board has drawn the wrath of a 
school board member. Please be ad­
vised that Mr Patton will not allow 
himself to be falsely accused of any 
misconduct, in an attempt to in­
timidate him from ~>peaking out on 
issues of public concern." 

Hager s recommendation to ler· 
minate Patton's employment was 
entered inlo board minutes. but was 
not acted upon. The board did vote to 
hold a due process hearing Wednes· 
day, Oct. 26, al 7 p.m. in at the board 
offices in Prestonsburg 

Board member James "Arville" 
Duff made the motion, with Dr. Mary 
Hall seconding. The sole vote against 
holding the hearing was made by Ray 
"Shag" Campbell. 

Wheelwright Applies 
For ARC Grant Funds 

The City of Wheelwright will apply 
for an Appalachian Regional Commis­
sion grant to help fund the construction 
of a waste water treatment plant, ac­
cording to a resolution passed at the 
Wheelwright City Council meeting 
Saturday. 

The city has applied to three sources 
to fund the $1,0111000 plant. They have 
applied for a Farmers Home Admini­
stration Joan of $300,000, a Communi­
ty Development Block Grant of $511,000 
and the ARC grant of $200,000. accor· 
ding to Mary Ann Johnson, Wheel· 
wright city clerk. 

In other business. city council had 

first reading on two related ordinances. 
The first will amend an existing or­
dinace to provide for tlle ISSuance of 
$135,000 in revenue bonds to oxt~nd thE' 
community's water system. 

The second ordinance will amend the 
water rates for the system to compen· 
sate for the new revenue bonds. 

The council also briefly went into ex­
ecutive session, but no action was 
taken. 

A special meeting was called for 
tonight at 7 p.m. to have second 
reading on the water system 
ordmances.

Reader Likens Desk 
Removal To Deed Use 
Dear Editor, 

tmagme owning an antique desk 
which had belonged to your grand­
father. The desk is now located in the 
back room of the old homeplace where 
you live. A man arnves bearing a docu­
ment with typed names (no signatures> 
of your grandparents and claims title 
lo the desk. You question the absence 
of signatures and he tells you that the 
courts accept such documents as 
proof of ownership because they are on 
file at the county courthouse. 

He tells you it is too much trouble to 
remove the desk through all those door-

wc1.ys from the back room to the ftont 
entrance. and directs the movers to rip 
out a wall of the back room. When you 
protest, he tells you the Kentucky 
Supreme Court has declared that if the 
desk was sold, he has the right to 
remove It any way he deems con­
venient. He drives off with the desk, 
leaving a large hole in your house. The 
next day you call him about repairing 
the damage, and be tells you the court 
has also held that he is not liable for 
any damages. 

Does this sound fictional? 
This is identical to what happened to 

my family when a coal company decid­
ed to remove coal from beneath our 
property The company took the pro-

perly it cla1med it owned ( IJsmg a deed 
with only typed names in the place of 
signaturesl without even notifying us 
that tt would be strip mining our land. 
Our timber and topsoil was ripped up 
and our land was left in ruin. 

Many citizens have banded together 
to halt coal operators wbo strip mine 
using so-caned broad form mineral 
deeds.

These broad form deeds of 
long ago were signed when the 
presumption was the landowners still 
had the right to build homes. plant their 
fields and raise livestock on the surface 
whi1e the mining company got tlte right 
to take the mmerals by deep-mining 

In the 1950s, new technologies and 
machinery were developed which 
made str·ip mming cheaper and more 
profitable 

Now, landowners whose ancestors 
who signed the broad form deed no 
longer have a legal right to their own 
surface property. Their homes and 
crops are no longer safe as the 
bulldozers move their surface land. 
des troying access roads , crops, 
pastures , streams and outbuildings, 
even mining up to 300 feet of their 
homes 

All mining states with broad form 
deeds have set limits on surface min­
ing.

Courts Should 
Have Right 
To Change Contract 
Dear Editor, 

Should the Kentucky courts have the 
right to change valid contracts signed 
between landowners and coal com­
panies? I think they should not, and 
that's why I'm voting yes for constitu­
tional amendment No. 2 on Nov 8. 

In 1956, in a ruling that still governs 
today, the courts decided to change the 
meaning of Ule broad form deed, a type 
of contract used around the turn of the 
century in Eastern Kentucky to sepa­
rate the ownership of the surface land 
from the ownership of the minerals 
below. It is quite clear from reading 
these deeds that the landowner kept 
ownership of the surface while the min­
ing interest got ownel'Ship of the coal 
The surface owner kept paying taxes 
on the land while the mining company 
was supposed to pay taxes on the coal. 

But the 1956 ruling gave the mining 
companies effective ownership of both 
the surface land and the minerals. The 
courts gave coal companies the right 
to strip mine and destroy the land

without the permt~sion of the surface 
owner, and with no obligation to pay for 
the damages. Coal companies now 
have control of land that. according to 
the contracts s1gned 75 to 100 years ago, 
clearly belongs to someone else. But 
the surface owner is still required to 
pay the property taxes on the land! 

When businesses look at Kentucky as 
a possible location, what are they go­
ing to think when they see the state's 
courts meddling with valid contract 
rights'? If we vote YES on constitu­
tional amendment No. 2, then we can 
restore the original intention of the par­
ties that signed the broad form 
deeds-that the people own their land 
and tbe coal companies own the 
minerals. 

Please join me in voting yes for 
amendment No.2 on Nov. 8.

On the game's opening kickoff, Mike 
Lacks returned the football to the 
Wheelwright 36 yard line, and four 
plays later Matt Bostick broke loose for 
a 22-yard touchdown run with 10:18 re­
maining In the first period. 

Wheelwright, trailmg 7.0 after the 
extra point kick proved successful, 
recovered an on-side kick when Chris 
Thornsberry fell on the football at the 
Trojan 49. 

They drove the pigskm to the Ram 
• 35 on back-to-back runs by Vic Cotton. 

but on second and seven quarterback 
Bobby Hood was sacked back on the 49.

Many people close to professional 

baseball will tell you lhat the best way 
to build a winning team is through good 
drafts and a solid minor league system. 

Others will argue that a trade or two 
is necessary to win on the Major 
League level, mainly to fill tbat one 
special need. Say a lefthanded pitcher, 
or a power hitting outfielder. 

This year's version of the World 
Serte:s presents arguments lnr both 
sides. bul it would be safe to say that 
neither club would have made it as far 
as they have had it not been for key ad­
ditions brought about by a number of 
trades. 

TheNewYorl< Yankees, a few years 
ago, bad wbat fans liked to refer to as 
the best team money could buy. They 
opened up the pocketbook and handed 
out big bucks in signing a number or 
free agents, but while they enjoyed suc­
cess, the team Yankee ownershap pur­
chased failed to stand the test of 
time-and have the great dynasties of 
years gone by. The Big red Machine 
fell by the wayside. and tile team once 
recognized as having the top farm 
system of any major league club has 
failed, since the 1970s. to field a 
pennant-contending team. 

The Los Angeles Dodgers and 
Oakland A's were once dominant and 
consistent, but they, too, fell apart 
when !he Joe Rudies, Reggie Jacksons. 
Steve Garveys, and Don Suttons grew 
old and ineffective. 

It too, took these teams what seem­
ed to be an eternity. especially 
Oakland. to return to power ln their 
respective leagues. 

Yes, the A's made a token appear· 
ance in the strike year, and LA manag· 
ed to show its collective faces 10 the 
World Series recently, but netther has 
been close to what they once were. 

No one team has proven It can re· 
main a quality baseball team from one 
year to the other. Injuries play a key 

role in lhe ract that each division in 
baseball crowns a new champion each 
year. A player goes down, and that 
team doesn't have enough ready talent 
to replace him in mid-season. 

But better yet, St. Louis loses Jack 
Clark lo New York. Detroit loses Kurt 
Gibson to LA. Minnesota trades one of 
its top homerun hitters to the Car­
d&nals, and Chally Davts decides he 
wants out of ~'" Francasco. 

Trades seem to be the answer to lhe 
question as to why no one ever remams 
a champion in major league baseball, 
and trades seem to be the major 
dec1ding factor in determirung the \loin· 
ners and losers. 

Two yea~s ago, the Dodgers were 
preparing to defend their 1985 Western 
Division title. Their leaders that season 
were to be guys like Pedro Guerrero. 
Bill Madlock. Greg Brock and Mariano 
Duncan . 

Los Angeles was also cmmting heavt 
lyon big seasons from starting pitchers 
such as Bob Welch, Jerry Reuss, and 
Tom Niedenfuer. 

In Hl86, the Dodgers won 73 games. 
and struggled to slay out of last place. 
Matlockf Brock. and Duncan were 
gone before 1987 arrived, and Jerry 
Reuss was relieved early in the season 
Welch, Guerrero and NiedE'nfuer are 
now playmg elsewhere.

Using Jigs To Fool Fall Bass 
Ask the top tournament pi'OS lo name 

their favorite bass lurt•s, und they'll 
probably answer spinncrbaJts, but ask 
them about the lures lhey usc when big 
money is on the line. and most will 
answer jigs. 

Jigs-those fwmy·looking lillie lures 
v. ith leadheado;;, spider leg sk1rts and 
toothbrush bmtle wecdguards-bavc 
been around in one form or another for 
decades, but onl) in recent years have 
they truly gained favor among bas~ 
anglers 

"That's because j1gs catch 8 lot Of 
fi.:>h," says Evmrude Outboard' Pro 
Staff member Stanley 1\htchell "Not 
onJy that, Jigs catch b1g bass. they 
catch bass when no other lure" ill, and 
they can be f1shed year·round in all 
types of water." 
The fall and w1nter months are among 
the best times to use jigs, sa)s Mit· 
chell, winner of the t981 BASS Masters 
Classic•. Hi::. favorite times to fish the 
lure are whenever the water tempera· 
lure dips below 75 degrees. 

" I believt' a jig 1mitates a crayfish,'' 
he explains, ''so 1 :1lways wol'k a Jig 
around heavy cover where crayfish 
live, and 1 work it \'ery siO\\, the way 
crayfish often move. I've caught bass 
with a jig as shnllo\\ as one· foot nnd as 
deep as '20 feet. but pnmnnly I like to 
fiSh il between three and about 10 feet.'' 

Water depth is a key m choos1ng 
which Jig to use. say_ the vtell·knov.n 
Evinrude pro In shallow water he 
perfers t,;4 or 3/16-oUncc jig..;, but for 
deeper depths below about 10 feel hJ.S 
j1gs range from 1/4 to 5/lk>unce. In 
clear water his favontc sk1rt color 15 

black and blue, while m dmgy he uses 

a brown a nd orange combination 
" I always add a pork trai ler, too.' 

adds Mitchell. " It adds bulk to the lure 
and makes it more attractive to larger 
bass, and it also feels more realistic 
when a bass bites it." 

It's important to fish jigs around 
heavy cover. particularly m and nt•ar 
treetops. logs. ledges and rocks 
Around treetops. hfitchell suggests 
fishermen try to crawl the j1g slo\\ ly 
o\ er tree limbs and let 1t dangle and 
sh~ke in the water, moving it only four 
to five inches at a time. 

Around rock piles. where the Jig ts 
especially effective, Mitchell likes to 
hop the lure slowly do\\'tl and around 
the cover by raising and lowE.'nng his 
rod tip. He suggests working U1e CO\'er 
not only from top to bottom. but also 
from side to side. 

"Most hits are soft,·· he explains, "so 
1t's important to concentrate when 
you're fishing a jig. I think a bass just 
eases over and sips in the lure. lt 's very 
seldom that you really get a rod·jarring 
strike." 

Because he always fishes jigs In and 
around thick cover , Mitchell choose 
lures that bave weedguards. His per ­
sonal preference is a bristle-type guard 
that protects the hook against snagg· 
mg but which doesn't Interfere with 
hook-set t.mg. as some guards do M1t· 
cheU also suggests anglers not be too 
concerned with alllhe various jig head 
~igns on the market, but concentrate 
more on lure weight and color. 

Mitchell's favorite jig rod IS a. IX·foot 
medium-heavy action rod with 8 ptstol 
grip. Many anglers use longer rods, 
and the Evinrude pro recommendc; 

anglerb try t;everal different models 
until th,•y fi nd one they like. A stiff ac· 
lion is 1rnpo1'lant, however, in order to 
make a good hook -set 

·'A lot of anglers have trouble fishing 
Jig:.,'' says Mitchell, "bull believe the 
mam problem is simply a lack of confi· 
dence 'fhe best way to gain confidence 
is by going fL"-hlng for a day and not US· 
lng any other Jure. 

"Just remember to fish the lure 
SI0\\'1) and keep it in and around heavy 
cover, and the bass will take care of the 
rest··

A POSION LETTER 

Every household with small children should have 
syrup of ipecac and activated charcoal in the medicine 
cabinet. These two antidotes to poison can be purchased 
without a prescription, but they should not be used 
without contacting a physician or poison control center. 
Each antidote performs a different task. Syrup of ipecac 
induces vomiting to rid the stomach of poison. However, 
it should not be used in cases where a caustic substance, 
such as a cleaning compound, has been swallowed. This 
will only cause the patient to burn his throat and mouth 

· again with regurgitated materiaL Nor should syrup of 
ipecac be given to a convulsing or unconscious patient. 
As for activated charcoal, it has the ability to absorb 
poison. This effectively prevents its s~read to other parts 
of the body from the stomach. It is often used after syrup 
of ipecac has done its work.
