Mahalia Engle keeps the stopper
in the bathiub to reuse the water,
and she flushes her toilet only twice
a day

Each evening, Emma Perry's four
sons bathe In the same bath water,
which rises just a few inches in the
tub. She takes the family's dirty
clothes to a relative's house to wash
and she hauls in extra water for her
husband's bath every afternoon
when he comes in from his coal min-
ing job,

Engle, Perry and other residents
of Wheelwright, Bypro and Upper
and Lower Burton are all in the
+ same bost—one with no water

Since Wheelwright Utilities’ water
supply dried up last week. aboul
1,500 area residents have had o
make do with trucked-in water and
Otter Creek water purified by the
National Guard’s mebile purifica-
tion unit

The good news is that they are
managing despite the inconve-
nience. The bad news is no one can
say for sure when the town will have

Ammonia Nitrate, Methane
Create Potential For Explosion

The presence of methane gas,
resulting from the removal of
bathroom fixtures and traps, held the
possibility of near disaster when
Prestonsburg Fire Department was
called to Southern Explosives Corp
on Railroad Street Thursday

Firefighters responded lo a call
from night security officer Glenn
Holbrook, who reported the building
to be “‘full of some type of gas." ac¢
cording to fire department reports.

The potential for explosion was great,

said Fire Chiefl Tom Blackburn,
because four tanker {rucks loaded
with ammonia nitrate were parked
next to the building. Nitrate is highly
explosive when mixed with waler.

Firefighters assisted by David
Chaffins of Disaster and Emergency

Services shut off the gas and sired the
building.

Monday evening, EMTs and Res
cue 8 members attempted to revive
apparent heart attack victim Everett
Williams Jr., who had fallen in front
of Prestonsburg Elemeniary School.
Williams was taken to Highlands
Regional Medical Center, where he
was later pronounced dead.

Also on the fire department rosler,
a Prestonsburg Elementary School
student fell and cut his head at the
school on Nov. 24. Firefighter EMT
Mike Moore responded, administered
first aid and the child was taken to
Highlands Regional Medical Center
by his family.

Local fire units were dispatched to
HRMC on Nov. 29, but the alert lurn-
ed out to be a routine hospital fire

drill. Also on Nov. 29, department per-
sonnel responded to a call from the
county jail that a prisoner was hav-
ing chest pains. Upon their arrival,
the prisoner was no longer camplain-
ing of the pain, and vital signs in-
dicated he was in good condition. Sgt.
Kevin Hedrick released the prisoner
to the observalion of lhe jail
personnel

Friday, the department was asked
to check oul a complaint of sewer gas
seepage in the North Mayo Trail
Branch of the Bank Josephine. Per-
sonnel discovered that a trap in one
of the restrooms had dried out and
was allowing the odor to penetrate the
building. Water was added to the trap
and the odor subsided. The bank was
closed for about an hour, reports
indicate.

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Transportation Director
Reprimanded; Not Fired

The Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion chose not to terminate
Transportation Director Ed Patton
Monday night, instead opting to
reprimand him for alleged insubor-
dination and violation of state bid
laws.

The action concluded a due pro-
cess hearing that took 13 hours and
three meelings to complete.

The vote to reprimand Patton,
who did not attend the meeting, was
unanimous

“I'm very pleased to still have a
job," Patton said Tuesday, ““and I'm
glad the board was trying to be
fair.” He said he was still concerned
about the letters of reprimand.
which he feels are undeserved.

“Next to God and family, your
reputation is the most important
thing you can possess. I'll do
everything | can to fight that (the
reprimand) — I'll do anything I can
legally to try and do away with it."

Patton said he fell the board's vote
vindicated him, and added that the
reprimands were uncalled for.

The transportation director, who
has been with the district more than
four years, said he harbored no hard
feelings against the beard or the
superinténdent.

“From here on out, I'm just con-
centrating on my job, and trying to
do the best job 1 can for the children
and taxpavers of Floyd County ™
said Patton, ““Overall, I consider it a
vietory."

Patton said he would look into hav-
ing the letters removed from his per-
sonnel file in the next two weeks, and
will ask the board and superinten-
dent to reconsider,

“1 don't feel any of the charges
had any merit,"” he added.

District Superintendent Ron
Hager recommended to the board
Oct. 14 that Patton's contract be ler-
minated for alleged violation of bid
laws and board policy, and for in-
subordination when he called off
school at two campuses the day of
the Floyd teachers' sickoul.

I think that some members of the
board, and the superintendent,
thought that the teachers were fry-
ing to pull something on them. They

were being very defensive. That
moming, they must have thought
that | might have joined the teachers
and tried to work with them, 1 was
just trying to perform my job, doing
the same things I'd done for the last
four vears,” said Palton. "They
over-reacted. but I have no ill feel-

Plans Not Approved; State
May Issue Stop Work Order

State officials are expected to visit
Prestonsburg this week and issue a
stop order on construction underway
on the new Prestonsburg Middle
School,

According Lo Charles Cotton, com-
missioner of the state Department of
Housing, Division of Building Code
Enforcement; the state has not yet
approved plans for the facllity.

Cotton added thal a field represen-
tative would visit the area this week
and probably issué a stop order.

While Cotton said he was not
aware that the state had received or
approved plans for the school, Floyd
School Superintendent Ron Hager
said officials had received the plans.

Hager said state personnel had
cited 18 areas of non-compliance
with state codes for the facility, ad-
ding that all were “not significant.”

According to Cotton, the plans
have not received final, which nor-
mally takes up (o 10 working days,

Last week, Prestonsburg Building
Inspector Larry Adams issued a
stop erder to construction personnel
at the site, noting that the district

had not received a city building per-
mit, nor had permit fees been paid.

Adams said after discussion bet-
ween city and school officials, the
two groups agreed Lo allow construc-
tion to proceed, provided the district
ob;:;n permits and pay fees this
week,

Adams estimated that fees for the
building would be behree.ﬂ ss.nw
and $10,000.

“We are nol trying to delay
anything,"' said Prestonsburg
Mayor Ann Latta. "“That's why we
let them proceed.”

Transportation Cabinet Lists
Winter Road Clearing Priorities

The State Transporsation Cabinet
road crews are in place to.deal with
any accumulation of snow so the
roads will be cleared quickly and ef-
ficiently.

“1t is absolutely essential we have
effective snow remaoval so motorists
will be able to travel Kentucky safe-
Iy during the winter months," said
Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson.

In order to accommodate the
traveling public and their winter
driving, the Transportation Cabinet
has announced that in Floyd County
the transportation crew will clear
US. 23, US. 460, KY 80, KY 114, KY
122 and KY 1428 first. The next

roads cleared will be priority B, and
then priority C, as shown on the
map.

Work begins as soon as precipila-
tion becomes significant. Crews will

salt or plow the top priority roads
first. The priority system is based
on the amount of traffic carried by
the road,

Priority A roads include in-
terstates, parkways, urban ex-
pressways and other state roads
with exceptionally large volumes of
traffic. Priority B roads are state
primary roads, bypasses and roads
with slightly less traffic than Priori-

ty A roads. State secondary roads.
rural secondary roads and other
routes with equal traffic fall into
Priority C category.

Remaining state roads are cleared
after these categories have been
treated,

Motorists can plan their trip more
safely by using Priority A roads
whenever possible during bad
weather.

State Superintendent
To Attend BOE Meeting

Dr. John Brock, state superinten-
dent of public instruction, is ex-
pected to attend tonight's Flovd

County School Board meeting, when
an audit of the district’s curriculum
will be presented to the local board.

The meeting, which is open to the
public, will begin at 7 p.m. at Betsy
Layne High School

The audit team will make 18
recommendations focusing on the
need to develop coordinated long-
range curriculum plans, and to
strengthen the management of the
teaching program.

The lack of goals of the school ad-
ministration, political patronage
and an over-emphasis on fund rais-
ing are some of the key findings of
the six-member audit team. The
report is 77 pages in length.

Prior to the report's release,
Brock called it “'the most objective
and complete review'" he had seen of
any school system.

“While it is critical of past prac-
tices, | believe Superintendent
(Ron) Hager, the current school
board, and the people of Floyd Coun-
ty are now committed to addressing
their problems in a posilive and ef-
fective manner," said Brock.

“The fact that the superintendent
requested this audit tells me that he
and the communily are committed

She and other victims of
homelessness testified al Tuesday's
hearing before the Kentucky Ad
vigory Couneil on the Homeless
Many broke down, shedding tears as
they recounted stories of shacks
outbuildings and abandoned
vehicles they had been forced to call
hoime

Tim Jessen, pastor of the First
Preshvierian Church m

Prestonsburg. told council members
resource agencres ''face #imost -in-
surmountable problems i dealing
with people every day. There is no
easy or quick fox We have to look a1
e enlire situation thal causes peo-
pleto be homeless

Jessen also saud homelessness Is
under-represenled in Eastern Ken
tucky, where "‘families take care of
their own. "

Many speakers echoed Jessen's
comment, noting that when two and
three families live logether In space
designed to accomodate far fewer
people, it destroys seli-respect and
strains [amily relationships

Sister Norma Dell, director of the
Bethany House in Olive Hill, noted,
*'If you drive down these dirl roads.
and go up some of these hollows, or
drive some of these nidges. you'll
find the homeless in our area; you

[ &
tan't Just stay on the main roads.”

Dell said rural homeless {ace par-
ticular probiems, because when they
are willing to talk to media, be iden-
tified and discuss the issue, they are
often blackballed by area landlords,

Many speakers teld panel
members thal rural homelessness
cannol be remedied in the same
manner as urban homelessness. As
noted by Jessen, Eastern Kentucky
homeless do not want to leave their
land and moye into project housing.

Several of those who addressed
the panel said public-subsidized
housing s insufficient, and many
told of waiting lists of six months or
hundreds of families.

Anna Jean Tackell of the Ken-
iucky Housing Corp, told panelists
she was "delighted lo see thal the
nation as a whole has started to see
that rural homelessness, as a whole,

is. a worse problem than urban
homelessness ™

In cities, she sald, services such as
the Hed Cross and Salvation Army
are avallable "There are places in
cities for a hot meal, places to spend
the night. There are none in rural
areas. People turn 1o their families
and, 1 say guite proudly. we lake
care of our own.”

Tackett added that more funds
need (o be allocated for renovation
of homes, citing one instance in
which a 92-yearold woman was
cared for by her @#-year-old
daughler in a shack with no
bathroom, no water, and only wood
heat.

Tackett said ceilings were no
higher than five feet, and dirt had
come through the back wall into the
room because the floor was gone,

“These houses are all over. I'm

sure every senior cilizen here today,
and others, have seen families living
in school buses, too,'” she said

{One woman said that she. her hus-
band and three children came to
Floyd County a vear ago. and had to
live out of their car for more than a
week. She said the family washed in
restrooms of local convenience
stores,

After approaching officials al an
area housing praject, she was told
there was a lengthy waiting list.

Help was provided by some peo-
ple I didn’'t even know, " she said. *'If
it wasn't for them, T don't think we
would have really made it.”

Several persons spoke on behalf of
the handicapped, saying that as soon
as landlords found out prospective
tenants were handicapped. they
refused to rent units

““If vou're handicapped.'’ said one

woman in lears, "“‘vou jus! get what
you can, and that's it. A lot of han-
dicaps can be overcome, but some
can't. People should not look down
on us because of it

Another woman and her husband
relayed their dreams of someday
having a house and '‘a piece of
ground” (o raise a garden, and room
enough to raise kittens.

Her husband, she said, worked
"night-and day"" to make ends meet.

Tuesday's testimony and recom-
mendations will be provided to the
governor by the council. The task
force has five more hearings
scheduled in Lexington, Louisyille,
Somerset, Covington and
Hopkinsville,

After the hearings, they will
prepiare a report for Gov. Wallace
Wilkinson,

Ed Patton. Floyd County transpor-
tation director, is still an employee
of the local school distriet.

The Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion voted unanimously Monday to re-
tain Patton, despite 17 allegations of
violations of bid laws and insubor-
dination brought against him by
Superintendent Ron Hager.

Patton will be reprimanded for the
supposed violations. and the letters
placed in his personnel file

So. after nearly 13 hours of
testimony, Ed Patton is still
employed by the local district.

But why should he want to be?

School officials have taken a man
commended by the state for doing a
fine job, a man who has saved the
district thousands of dollars. and
flailed away at his good name with a
lengthy list of flimsy and capricious
allegations of wrong-doing

If, after inspecting purchasing
records, the district could find only
one $43 overcharge [n the last year,
we think Mr. Patton is to be com-
mended: after all, he oversees a
budget of more than $1 million

If. after being directed by Hager
to contaet more than 100 bus drivers
over a single weekend, Mr. Patton
“only” conlacted 80, we think he 1s
to be commended. If ever he should
have been guilty of insubordination.
it should have been thal
weekend — but he wasn’t. and he
did his best to follow Hager's direc-
live

The administration charged Mr
Patton with viclating board policy
and state bid laws by failing to pur-
chase the lowest-bid product — we
might point out that when he did
revert (o the second-lowest bid. his
action often resulted in savings lo the
district.

We would like to set forth the follow-
ing ideas as food for thought for Floyd
County residents:

— As the hearing progressed, it
became apparent that the loecal
district has severe management pro-
blems; often, neither administrative
personnel nor employees know who is
responsible for what, The district's
entire management system needs to
be re-evaluated, restructured, and set

forth clearly so that all concerned
understand and know their duties,

— As best we can determine, Mr.
Patton’s department was the only one
that was subjected to a microscopic
review for wrong-doing. One
shouldn't selectively enforee the law,
so. we recommend officials in-
vestigate all other departments in the
samé manner; let the chips [all where
they may.

— If the board is determined to cor-
recl wrongs, we suggest that they
begin with some exemplary
documentation provided to them by
the slate management team in 1985.
Why, after nearly a dozen schools
were cited — not for failing to utilize
the lowest bid, but for not bidding
items at all — did the board not ter-
minate those administrators? After

After the
curren! codification process is com-
plete, we'd like Lo see the local board
invite teachers to review policies,
make suggestions and recommenda-
tions.

— Last bul not least. we ask this
question: Why does the district have
a $1,6 million ‘‘other” category
(primarily for salaries, we've been
told), while parents and businesses
sponsor fund raising activities to
purchase computers and other in-
structional supplies for our
children? With a $23 million annual
budgel, vou'd think that our funds
would be better spent.

Although he was close enough to the
front to hear the artillery fire, Crisp
was never involved in the battles, *'T
didn't get hurt. and 1 didn't hurt
anybody,"" he said with a grin.

After the war, the Allen man
returned to his barbering, a trade he
learned [rom his brother and prac-
ticed until 1965 when cataracts fore-
ed him into retirement.

Crisp and his wife Etta have been
married for 68 years, and have lived
in the house they built in downtown
Allen since 1930.

a ready water supply.

For nearly 50 yvears, the tlown had
relied on water in an abandoned
mine left over from the town's hey-
day as an Inland Steel coal town.
For a flat rate of $9 per month.
residents enjoyed their fill of safe
and ready tap water. When the taps
ran empty last week, no one was
prepared.

At the urging of Counly Judge-
Executive John M. Stumbo and
Wheelwright Mayor Larry Mullins,
the area was declared an emergency
last week by Gov. Wallace Wilkin-
son. The 217th Quartermaster
Detachment of the Kentucky Na-
tional Guard and representatives of
several other slate agencies moved
in to help.

The National Guard sent in its
purification unit and began pumping
water from the creek, purifying it
and giving it to area residents. The
water is in portable tanks, called
water buffalos, at each end of town,
and volunteers have been delivering
water to elderly and invalid
residents.

Al first, people thought we were
distributing water directly from the
creek," said Sgt. James Evans, a
Guardsman from Casey County.
“Someone mistakenly put a sign up
that the water had to be boiled,
which isn’t necessary.”

After going through the mobile
purification process, the water is
more than twice as pure as that in
most cities, Evans said.

The problem was thought close to
being solved on Sunday when 8,000
feet of pipe was laid to another mine
water source, About 96,000 gallons
of water was pumped in about three
hours and the source suddenly wenl
dry, said Audrey Yates, manager of
Wheelwright Utilities.

Work began Monday to lay pipe in-
to another mine source. According
to Wheelwright Police Chief Terry
Hill, the pipe has to “‘go through one
mountain, across a railroad trestle
and into another mountain.”” Hill
said that inspectors from the State
Department of Mines and Minerals
have visited the site and are op-
timistic, ''It's just getting over
there to it," Hill said.

No one involved in the erisis is
making promises. ‘‘We don’t know
how long it will take to get to the
source; we can't estimate how much
water isinit, and we don't know how
long it will last,'” said Bill Callihan of
the state’s Disaster and Emergency
Services

Callihan said it is impossible at
this time to tell how deep the new
hole of water is because of the way it
is situated in the mine. “The only
way to find oul is to put in a pipe and
pump the water out until it goes."”

Gene Blair of the Natural
Resources and Environmental Pro-
tection Cabinet said the pipe laying
could be snagged if workers run into
“roof falls or low spots full of mud
and water."”

The crisis has brought out the best
in Wheelwright residents and in out-
siders willing to help.

*The people here, on the whole,
have been very understanding,'
said Yates. ‘‘The phone rings until
two in the morning, but when you ex-
plain, the majority are very
understanding.”

Volunteers from throughout the
community have pitched in to
deliver water to homes and to
prepare food for workers. The
Christian Appalachian Project's
Wheelwright Youth Center has been
turned into both a headquarters and
home of sorts for National Guard-
smen and state agency represen-
tatives.

According to Youth Center direc-
tor Katie Newsome, residents have
donated food—from milk to deer
meat—for center personnel to cook
for the emergency workers. The
local IGA grocery has donated meat,
and other residents have prepared
complete meals and brought them
in. “‘Community support has been
really good," she said,

The fire department in Price has
filled up numerous tanks of water

for its neighbors. The city of Hun-

tington, W.Va., sent in 600 gallons of
water early in the week, and
Anheuser-Busch Brewing Co, in Col-
umbus, Ohio shipped in 2,500 cases
of canned water last week. The can-
ned water is being held back, except
for supplies to the medical clinic and

Items Added To Program

Low-income Kentuckians who
take part in next year’s federal
surplus commodities program will
see some new items when distribu-
tions begin

However, limited quantities ship-
ped 1o the state will continue to dic-
tate where and how often the surplus
foodstuffs are available,

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) has notified
states that shipments of peanut but-
ter, canned dry beans, canned pork.
dry egg mix and raisins will be add-
ed to the surplus commodity pro-
gram in the coming months.

The five ilems are being
distributed beginning now through
September 1989 to ease the loss of
surplus cheese, nonfat dry milk and
rice, which were dropped from the
gommodities list earher this year
Flour, corn meal and butter will con-
tinue to be made available at cur-
rent levels.

“The extra [ood we'll be receiving
is Kentucky's share of a $120 million

expansion approved by Congress
when the commodities program was
extended inlo 1989, said Depart-
menl for Social Insurance Commis
stoner Mike Robinson. whose agency
adminisiers the program in Ken
tucky

Each of lhe state’s 17 regional
emergency feeding organizations
( EF0s) will receive some of the new
items, but certain commodilies will
be available only in a portion of the
state because of limited quantities.

“Each EFO should get al least two
shipments of peanul butter and one
of pork.” the commissioner said
“Most will get dry beans, bul the an
ticipated small supplies of egg mix
and raising will pose a problem
However, every effort will be made
to insure fair distribution of the
restricted commodities”

Robinson stressed thal each con
signmen! will be allotted as it is
received, bul as vel the only con-
firmed shipmenls are one truckload

Legislative Perspective

Rep. Gregory D. Stumbo
House Majority Floor Leader

In the November election, a ma-
jority of Kentuckians indicated their
support for a statewide lottery. Itis
now the responsibility of the General
Assembly to create appropriate and
effective legislation establishing the
best loltery system possible. And,
because the people of the Com-
monwealth want a lottery, we are
obligated to give them an efficient
maney-making endeavor,

Although lawmakers would have
liked a longer period of time to study
the bill proposed by the Governor’s
Lottery Commission before going in-
to a special session, I am confident
that most legislators are well
prepared to make knowledgeable
decisions as the lotiery has been an
issue  bhefore several prior
Legislatures,

In an introductory joint session of
the special General Assembly, the
Governor indicated to legislators a
willingness lo compromise concern-
ing his proposed legislation. He told
us that the lottery should be “free
from polilics, free from unnecessary
influence and free from corruption.™

During the week, members of the
House Committees on State Govern-
ment and Appropriations and
Revenue began indepth studies of
bills pertaining to a lottery commis-
sion and the appropriation of
revenue realized from a lottery.
Representatives from several ofher
states already running lotteries pro-
vided expert lestimony lo legislators
and (he chairman of the Governor's

e
Lottery Commission joined
legislators for a line-by-line analysis
of the Governor's lottery proposal,

The House Appropriations and
Revenue Committee, in the mean-
time, looked at the Governor's
specific recommendations for lot-
terv revenue expenditures. A one-
time Vietnam-era veterans' bonus,
early childhood development pro-
grams and programs for the elderly
are all proposed recipients of the lot-
tery proceeds

It has been estimated by some
sources that the lottery could pro-
duce more than $70 million annually
for Kentucky coffers. Other in-
dependent estimates have been
significantly more conservative
Members of the Appropriations and
Revenue Committee said the Viet-
nam bonus to veterans could cost as
much as $50 million,

The Govemor has recommended
that program expenditures for the
elderly include home care—%8
million—a presecription-drugs pro-
gram—$13 million, and adult day
care—$2 million, for a total of $23
million,

Early-childhood education and
development programs would in-
clude an expansion of Medicaid
eligibility to pregnant women and in-
fants—$4 million, model pre-school
projects and development pro-
grams—$16 million, a well-child pro-
gram—3$2 million for a total of %22
million,

Changes Made
In Waterfowl Regs

In response to low duck popula-
tions, several changes have been
made in waterfowl hunting regula-
tions for the 1988 season, according
to Norm Minch, state Fish and
Wildlife Division spokesman

For the Dec. 10 through Jan. 4
duck season, a three-duck conven-
tional daily bag limit is in effect. The
daily bag limit of three many include
no more than two mallards (only one
of which may be a hen), one black
duck, two wood ducks and one
redhead. No pintails or canvasbacks
may be taken. The possession limit is
double the daily bag.

I'he goose season is already under-
way in the Eastern Zone for all
species, and in the Western Zone for
all species except Canada geese.
The majority of goose hunting takes
place in the Western Zone during the
Dec. 10-Jan. 28 Canada goose
SEason,

The daily bag limil on geese is
five, with no more than two Canada
geese and two white-fronted geese
The boundary between the Eastern
and Western Zone i8 a line beginning
al the Kentucky-Tennessee border al
Fulton and extending north along
the Purchase Parkway lo 1-24, eas!
on I-24 to US 641, north on US 641 to
US 60, northeast on US 60 to US 41,
and then north on US 41 to the
Kentucky-Indiana border

Non-toxic steel shot is required for
all waterfow! hunting in the Western
Zone. Within the next few years,
steel shot will be required for all
walerfow! hunting nationwide

Another important change for this
season concerns shooting hours. In
the past, hunters were permitted to
begin shooting one-half hour before
sunrise until sunset. During the 1988
season, shooting hours are sunrise to
sunset, except in the Ballard Repor-
ting Area (Western Zone) where
shooting hours are sunrise 1o 3 p.m

The reduction in bag limits and
shortening of shooting hours for the
1988 waterfow! season have been im-
plemented in an effort to protect low
waterfow! numbers, but still provide
hunting opportunity. The decline in
duck populations is primarily due to
drought conditions which have ex-
isted in the Canadian prairies and
Northern Uniled Stales nesting
grounds The disappearance of
suitable nesting habital has been oc-
curring for the last several years,
nol to mention the continuing loss of
other wetland habitat to agricultural
and other commercial development.

Fortunately, geese have fared
much better than ducks, said Minch
Kentucky's quota in the Western
Zone continues io be raised each
season, up Lo 22,500 for 1988. Goose

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Water Temperature: Major Factor In Fishing Success

It's water lemperature. and it af-
fects bass. the bait bass feed on, and
the places bass go. It should also be
a major consideration for the type of
lure you choose, and how you use il

“Just a matter of three or four
degrees in waler temperature can
make a major difference in how ac-
tive bass are,'" explains Evinrude
Outhoards Pro Staff member Denny
Brauer. ‘“In fact, fall and winter

fishing is frequently better in the *

afternoons simply because the sun
has warmed the waler for several
hours and made the fish a little more
active.”

Brauer breaks down waler
temperature into four categories:
below 45 degrees, bass are sluggish
and very difficull to catch; belween
45 and 65 degrees bass are more ac-
tive bul require slow, careful lure
presentations; between 65 and B8
degrees bass are mosl active and
fas! lure retrieves work ; and above
85 degrees bass begin to get sluggish
and inactive again

"“The warmer the water, the more
life in that water speeds up,”’ Brauer
explains, “‘and the colder the water,
the more everything slows down

““That’s how you have to fish, too
In warm waters a lure that can be
retrieved quickly like a buzz bait or

spinnerbait often works well, In cold
water, a slow moving lure like a jig
or perhaps a falling spinnerbail is a
good choice.”

The two times of the year
temperature is most critical to fish.
sayvs Brauer, are the spring and the
fall months During these Iwo
seasons. any change in temperature
makes a difference, bul the bigger
the change the greater the effect on
fish.

“In the fall, bass frequently move
up on the flats or points, especially
when the weather is stable and fairly
warm,” says Brauer. "A sudden
cold front thal drops temperatures
will cause those bass to move com-
pletely off that flat out to deeper
wialer.

“The movement is a fast one,
too,"" he continues. *'You can catch

This time of year. Brauer recom-
mends fishing flats or points near
deep water. When bass have close
access o deep water their
movements won't be as far and
they'll be easier to re-locate if they
do move. Frequently, the bass move
out to the channels and suspend in
slightly deeper water.

‘“Another key to look for." points

oul the Evinrude pro, 'is baitfish ac-
tivily. At this season of the year
bass are feeding very actively. You
probably won't see bass, but you can
often see the bait

“If you can see the bail. it will be
because thal bail is in shallow
waler. That means both the bait and
the bass will be fairly active, s0 you
can use a fast moving lure.

“On the other hand, if you pull into
a cove or up on a flal and don't see

any bait activily. you'll probably do
better fishing a slower lure."

Brauer also suggests checking the
water lemperature in different
areas of a lake as you search for
fish. The upper end of a lake will
cool fastesl because lhe wafer is
more shallow. Better fishing often
takes place on the lower part of a
lake this time of year, simply
because the temperature is more
stable,

highway, a vicim of trailer trouble
Even worse. vou mayv have ex
perienced tratlering problems

vourself, such as a burned out wheel
bearing, flat tire, or broken winch
Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff
Member Bo Dowden, a marine
dealer in Natchitoches, Louisiana,
and a successiul bass pro who tows
to tournaments throughoul
the nation, has several suggestions
that can help minimize or eliminate
potential trailering problems
“The most common [ault.
Bowden, “is using a trailer loosmall
forihe boat ‘1 e boat is either too

Masters Classic weight

capacity plate on the trailer, then
make certain Lhe weight of vour
boal. motor and equipment do not

exceed thal weight
Dowden recommends giving
voursell as much as a 25% safely
margin, since an overloaded trailer
will put added stress on both the axle
and tires. The width of the boat
must alsy {it between the trailer
wheels and not extend beyond them
“The weight of the boal should be
carried by the trailer runners.’ ex
plains the Evinrude pro. “The
rollers should not really carry any
weight al all, and certainly should
not be bumping against the boal
Runners will get out of adjust-
ment, too, especially il a fisherman
trailers a lot. I1's important to check

the position of the runners with the

boat in place, and adjust them as
necessary so they do suppori the
boal properly. especially at the tran
som.”

Another problem Dowden f{re
quently improper hitch
weight. Thisis the amount of weight
placed on Lthe trailer hitch of the low-
ing vehicle, and it needs o be at
least 100 Lo 150-pounds, depending on
both the size of the vehicle and the
boat itself.

“If there is not enough hitch
weight,"" explains Dowden, "‘the
trailer will fish-lail side to side when
vau go down hills or change lanes to
pass. It is extremely dangerous and
¢an easily cause a driver to lose con-
trol, especially if his towing vehicle
1% a light one

winch stand forward several inches
toward the t You may
have to experiment, but a tew inehes
is usually enough because il moves
the entire boa! forward '

Too heavy a hitch weight causes
problems in loading rather than in
highway handling. The trailer is

owing vehcle

simply too heavy to lift up to the
hitch. To solve this, move the winch
stand back several inches.

‘Another common problem is
burned out wheel bearings,” says
Dowden, “'Bearings should really be
greased every 100 miles or so if the
driver makes a lot of short trips to
the lake. The bearings heat up, and
when they're submerged in water
they'll begin to rust and eventually
fail."

Tire wear is another common
trailer problem, and Dowden sug-
gests anglers keep trailer fires in-
flated to the proper pressure, and
wateh them carefully for any
unusual wear patterns that might
lead to a blowout later. Trailer tires
need (o be balanced just like
automobile tires, too.

“Make certain the boat is securely
tied to the trailer before you gel on
the highway.”" adds the popuiar tour-
nament pro. “'It’s important to tie
the boat to the trailer at each end of
the transom as well as at the winch
to keep the boat on the trailer if you
have to stop suddenly.”

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1951: Jamerson Sparks UK
To 13-7 Win Over Oklahoma

{ The following article, by Iree lance
writer Henry C. Mayer, is reprinted
with permission from the September
1988 Rural Kentuckian,)

“What a greal way to end the
season! It's not how you start it, bul
how you finish it. | was tickled to
death we won.”

That was how Walt Yowarski
remembered the Universily of Ken-
tucky's greatest gridiron triumph 37
years later.

The date was January 1, 1051, The
place, the Sugar Bowl in New
Orleans, where the Wildeats snapped
the University of Oklahoma's
31-game winning streak and toppled
the nation’s top-ranked team before
82,000 frenzied fans. The final score
was Kentucky 13, Oklahoma 7

Kentucky's coach was Paul "Bear"
Bryant, a motivator with few peers;
its quarterback, Vito *“Babe" Parilii,
who could throw all kinds of passes
and handle the ball with the finesse of
a croupier al Monte Carlo

Parilli set a national record during
the 1950 season for the mosl
touchdown passes — 23. Bul as
former Notre Dame coach Frank
Leahy observed, ‘‘His greatest abili-
ty [was] knowing when to throw his
strikes and when to utilize the fine
running ability of his leammutes.™

Bryant and his staff had given this
bunch of Wildeats a blitzkrieg offense
and a wear-'em-down defense. But as
Leahy noted, the main reason for
UK's Sugar Bowl viclory was ‘“‘an
amazing ability to capitalize on the
errors of their opponents.”

The UK coaches had carefully wat-
ched the films of four Oklahoma
games, Bryant personally scouted the
team in its regular season finale,
when they erushed Oklahoma A&M
35-13. He meticulously analyzed the
Sooner attack, and hit on a defense
Oklahoma coach Bud Wilkinson had
never seen before. It amounted o a
nine-man line, Kentucky realized that
by outnumbering the Oklahoma for-
ward wall, it would have one or two
men to break in on the split-T quarter-
back almost as soon as he gol the ball,
thus upsetting his timing and forcing
him to act sooner than he planned

The resulls were devaslaling.
Oklahoma, which had averaged more
than five touchdowns a game, fumbl-
ed five times, The first fumble came
on the seventh play of the game as the
Kentucky line got lo quarterback
Claude Arnold on his own 25-yard line
The ball fell from his hands and
Yowarski captured it, On the very
next play, Parilli passed 25 yards in-
to the end zone, where Wilbur Jamier-
son, pinned between two Sooners,
jumped and caught it. Bob Gain's
kick made it 7-0 with only 2:50 having
elapsed

Kentucky put six more points on the
board just before halftime after mov-
ing the ball 81 yards in seven plays.
With the ball on the Sooner 48-yard
line, Parilli passed to Kentucky's
leading receiver, Al Bruno, who
grabbed the ball at the 12. Hit at the
eight, Bruno dragged his tackler to
the one-fool line. Jamerson Look it in.

Late in the game, Kentucky's Dom
Fuccei sent one of his sky-high punts
soaring downfield. (Fucei's eight
punts that afternoon averaged 41.7
yards.) Oklahoma's Jack Locketl
fumbled and the ever-present Yowar-
ski recovered the ball, It was the play
the Associated Press reported “cut
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FISH DINNER

With purchase of a Fish Dinner
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the life out of Oklahoma ™ Yowarski
made 20 tackles in the only game of
his college career as a defensive
tackle and was named the mos!
valuable player,

Oklahoma gave the UK defense al
it could handle that day. The Sooners
outrushed the Cats 189 vards to 84 and
had the edge in lirst downs 18 to 7.

The Wildcals' greatest defensive
moment came i the third quarter
when Oklahoma, after moving Lhe
ball 68 yards, had it on third down at
the Kentucky 2-yard line. Yowarski
erupted to spill All-American Bill
Vessels for a five-yard loss, then Ken-
tucky’s pass defense made it impossi-
ble for All-American Frank Anderson
to eatch a toss from Arnold, Bryant
used 20 linemen that day and all were
equal to the task

The team had been the first UK
squad o win 10 games in a row and
11 in one season. They missed having
an unbeaten season by losing t¢ Ten-
nessee 7-0 in subfreezing weather at
Knoxville, where the cold and heavy
snow made the field, as guard Allen
Hamilton recalled, “like concrete.”

The Kentucky players had hardly
gotten to the dressing room after the
Tennessee game when the Sugar
Bowl bid came. Oklahoma had won
the two previous years, The Kentucky
team, the first to win a Southeastern
Conference Championship, voted
unanimously to go to New Orleans

The 1950 team was unforgettable,
awesome and deep. When fall prac-
tice started, 31 letlermen were on
hand. The team sel a school record
for total offense, gaining 4,082 yards,
and had the highesl total per game,
370. It was unequalled in scoring 56
touchdowns, including 27 by air

Kentucky outscored its opponents
380 to 62. Again: | North Dakota, three
school records went into the books
the team averag »d 9.1 yards per play,
il tallied 12 touchdowns, and Bob Gain
kicked 10 of 10 extra points. Parilli
tied a school mark with five
touchdown passes and Bruno did
likewise by catching four of them. The
final score was £3-0.

Parilli led the Southeastern Con-
ference in passing vardage and per-
cent of passes completed. He was one
of four UK All-Americans thal year
along with Bruno, Gain and fullback
Bill Leskovar. In 1982, Parilli was
enrolled in the College Hall of Fame.
Gain, a superb lackle, who was
chosen as the nation's leading
lineman in 1950, is also in Lhe Hall of
Fame. After graduation, Gain went
into the Army, where he took part in
some fierce fighting in Korea, Years
later, in his autobiography, Bryanl
recalled how the night before one bat
tle Gain had written to thank him for
all he had done.

Others from that 1850 team fell the
same about the man who became
Kentucky’s winningest coach with an
eight-season record of 60-23-5. “In
many ways we only really ap-
preciated him after we had left
school,” Leskovar recalled. “But
even as a student. he always had that
tremendous presence and we knew he
wasn't a2 phony. Bear would do
anything for us and he often did, even
after he was coach at Alabama.”

Bryant revealed his own feelings
about his Sugar Bowl champions in
the dressing room after the game.
“(God love you,"" he said. *“You're the
besl in the country.”

Is it normal for siblings o bicker
about one-third of the time they are
logether? Why do they tangle so
much? How mueh bickering is “'loo
much'*? Answers lo these questions
and advice for parenls are given in
the November issue of PTA Today,
the National PTA'S award-winning
magazine

Sibling squabbling is the most com-
mon denominator of households with
two or more kids, says Ray Guaren-
di, a clinical psychologist in Ohio. Ac-
cording to Guarendi’s article, some of
the reasons siblings tangle include
spending too much time together,
sharing some of the same posses-
sions, competing for parents’ atten.
tion and looking for lattle-worthy
crimes.

baiting, taunting, leasing and
sometimes free-for-all-ing that erupts
when sibs get near each other can get
no nasty that you wonder if either has
an ounce of affection for the other,”

In order to tell if children are
bickering too much, parents should
ask themselves the following ques-
tions, How often do the kids really
fight? Are their quiet times together
slipping by unnoticed? Do they play
side by side even while they fight? “In
other words, does it seem that they
can't live with each other but they
also can't live without each other?,"”
says Guarendi.

According to the author, sibling
squabbling is a normal phenomenon,
but parents can take steps to quiet the
bickering by establishing some house
rules for a fair fighl.

Provide Sound Nutritional Diet

Many people still mistakenly feel
thal polaloes are fatlening, but con-
sider the fact that there are more
calories in a medium apple or banana
than in a medium-sized polato

Problems with calories and fat
come when potaloes are processed in
to high fat snacks, such as chips, or
into packaged mixes like potatoes au
gratin. Frying polatoes also con-
tributes excessive fat and calories, as
do add-ons such as butter, sour cream
and gravy

Fortunately for potato-loving
Americans (we conSume an average
of 120 pounds of spuds per person per
veari, this is a very versalile
vegetable, and there are many lowfat
ways to enjoy il. So you can have the
sound gutrition af potatoes—including

Stuffed potatoes are a good exam-
ple.

Just slice the top third off your bak-

ed potalo, scoop out the contents, and
mash and/or mix your favorite ingre-
dients before returning to the skin
shell and serving. Tasty stuffing in-
gredients can include:

Cooked spinach, paprika and
grated Parmesan cheese, cooked
shrimp or tuna with a lomato sauce,
lowfat yogurt with chopped parsley or
mint, pimientos and green pepper,
stewed tomatoes and garlic, pureed
apples and nutmeg, boiled cabbage
and onion, or boiled, mashed
rutabaga with nutmeg.

Here's a delicious recipe that works
well with many dishes, especially a
simple baked, broiled or poeached
chicken or lean meat .

STUFFED POTATOES

4 baking potatoes

3/4 cup plain lowfat yogurt

3/4 cup lowfal cottage cheese

1 small onion, finely chopped

1-2 thsp. dried parsley (or 1/4 cup
fresh, chopped)

1/4 tsp. garlic powder

Pepper to taste

Paprika

HBake the potatoes in a conventional
or microwave oven until they are soft.
(This step can be done 1 to 2 days
ahead.)

Mix the remaining ingredients ex-
cept the paprika, preferably with an
electric mixer. Cut the potatoes in
half lengthwise, scrape most of the
potato from the shell and add to the
mixture Beat thoroughly.

Spoon the mixture into the potato
shells, and sprinkle liberally with
paprika. Place in a baking pan in a
single layer, and heat in a 350-degree
oven for about 20 minutes.

This recipe yields 4 to 8 servings,
with B2 calories and a fat content of
less than 1 gram per potato half.

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Students Studying Fuels, Environment

On the second floor of the Martin
Elementary School, a group of
eighth graders are engaged in an
unusual project.

Since August, the talk in Bud
Reynold's classroom has been of
PSA's, alternative energy sources,
the Greenhouse Effect, and the In
dustrial Revolution—sometimes

simultaneously. Funded in part by
Foxfire of Rabun Gap, Ga. and the
Writing-Across-the-Curriculum pro-
gram in the county. the students
have been conducting a study aboul
the relationship of fossil fuels to the
world environment and discovering
something about learning in the pro-
CEe5S,

“In an ordinary classroom, you
open up your textbook. You do
chapter one and vou take a test over
it. In two weeks, you go back to thal
chapter and you barely remember
anything,” Chris Hunter of Bucks
Branch said.

“T admit I'm like that. 1 ean
memorize it one night and take a tesl
and that's it, but on this project, 1
can remember whal happened when
we first started. It's interesting. 1
guess it's because we've never done
anything like this before, and we're
dealing with a matter that is going to
affeet us later in life and is affecting
us now., We want to do something."
he added.

“1 really didn't know muech about
it when we started,'" R.J, Prater,
another student in the class said.
‘'‘because 1 didn't care, but it's fun
and work too. We've been studying
our environment and how pollution
is destroying our world."”

Most of the students admit that
research has been the heart of their
project. For the first six weeks,
students have read extensively in
magazines and books in the school
library and wrilten letters to agen-
cies such as the Environmental Pro-
tection Agency for additional infor-
mation that could not be found in
their library. In addition to the
research, the students have con-
ducted interviews with Bob McKan-
nish of Prestonsburg Commumity

College; Kenneth Scarberry, an
electrician with Island Creek:
Phillip Dingus, a resident of Martin;
and just before Thanksgiving, held
an interview with Johnny and Anna
Lugia from the University of Rome
in Italy. Johnny Lugia i5s a solar
scientist who gave students informa-
tion about solar energy as an alter-
native fuel source.

Students of the class sponsored a
Parents Nighl on Nov. 22 at Martin
School to explain their project to
parents. Once the group has com-
pleted its research, it will prepare
publie service announcements about
the environment to be aired on local
radio stations. Students are also
working on graphs, scripts and
charts thal will be part of a slide
presentation.

In the last week of November the
class took a trip ta Berea College
and made presentations lo some of
the teacher education courses there
Martin Elementary was host to a
group of students from Berea Col-
lege in October and because
students were impressed with the
class, they have been asked to come
and speak to the classes there.

“It’s so different,”” Chriss Hunter
added. 'In a textbook you know
whal you're going to do a week
ahead of time, but in this project.
you don't know what you're going to
donext. Il's exciting."

edit them.

“Seme of them already knew what
I was teaching them,” Brian Boyd
said. Many of the students worked
on projects last year. gathering in-
formation and doing interviews,
Hopefully, this year the students will
be able to present their work in a
form that they can share with
others, said Layne.

Garth Machine Shop
Offers Practical Skills

The students in the ¢lass are work-
ing on the latest individual projects—
making hammers. They are melicu-
lously filing the blocks of metal that
will be the head of the tool, and
periodically stopping so that the
teacher can inspect the work.

The room is full of drill presses,
grinders and other machine equip-
ment that the students from Betsy
Layne, Allen Central and Prestons-
burg high schools learn about and
with during the morning.

The class is machine shop, and the
students learn about production stan-
dards in industry, how (o operate
equipment safely and to get them
started into industry, or ready for
Mayo State Vocational Technical
School or another school, said Phillip
Ousley, teacher of the class.

Machine shop jobs are found in
various industries locally and nation-
wide, from Porter Industries lo
Toyota, Ousley said, and the class
gives students a start in the field,

Machine shop, as all other classes
al Garth Vocational School, is
combination of first and second year
students who are learning a trade to
take with them through life,

“A friend took it (machine shop)
here and said I should take it,"" said
Kevin Handshoe, an Allen Central
student. Handshoe said after he
graduates that he may find a job or
go to Mayo.

But Steve Conley also from Allen
Central, said that it was just the first
year—after that he will say what he
is going to do,

Some of the things Ousley said
students should know something
about are decimals,. geometry and

trigonometry before starting the
class.

The class spends two days in the
classroom hearing lectures, watching
films and doing classwork, and the
other three days are spent learning
hands on, he said,

When a student graduates from the
machine shop program, one of the
main things he can do is read a
blueprint, which is important in
whatever field the student chooses,
whether it be welding, carpentry, or
any other field, Ousley said. He is 2lso
able to operate equipment safely, and
be able to read rule and micrometer.

The students in the machine shop
enjoy what they do and what they
work with.

““(The class is) pretty good if you
like learning about machines,’" Betl-
sy Layne student David Hamilton
said.

“*It's a lot more fun than sitting at
a desk all the time."" said Steve Con-
ley, a student from Allen Central High
School. ‘“‘Especially when it's
something you like to do."

The program provides training in
auto body repair, auto body painting
and trimming, the proper use of
hand tools, power tools and spray
painting equipment. Students are
provided shop experiences similar
to those in industry, according lo
school officials. Shop math, science,
and theory related to the repair of
automobiles are included

The auto body technology pro-
gram provides trainees with skills
and knowledge necessary for enlry
into the auto body repair trade. The
program deals with the practical

and fundamental segments of in-
dustry. Students also complele such
related classes as mig welding, con-
sumer education, and computer
literacy, explained the official,
When frame straightening was ad-
ded to the curriculum, a frame
straightener was purchased. This
machine is designed to straighten
vehicles with unitized bodies as well
as conventional frames.
Employment of persons trained in
auto body technology is found in all
localities, note officials, Graduates
may obtain employment in repair
shops or service departments of
automobile dealers, trucking com-
panies, bus lines, and federal, state
and local governments. A small
number of workers are emploved by

molor vehicle manufacturers, An
experienced auto body technician
with supervisory ability may ad-
vance to shop supervisor. Insurance
companies hire experienced
workers as repair estimalors. Many
in the field open their own shops,
Instruetion in the auto body
technology program is competency-
baged. The 22-month or 2640 hour
program is laught by Merle Pyles
and Larry Little, !

Returning To Work Easier With SSI Benefits ,,

Social Security disability benefits
are paid to people who suffer a
physical or mental disability which
kas or is expected to keep them from
working for a year or more, or to
result in death.

Many people eventually return to
work, and a number of Social Securi-
ty rules are designed to make the
journey back easier, according to Jim
Kelly, Social Security district
director.

“In general, these rules permit peo-
ple to continue receiving cash benefits
and Medicare coverage until they
reach the point where they can work
on a regular basis. Different rules
provide similar assistance to Sup-
plemental Security Income (SSI)
beneficiaries. To avoid confusion, |
will deal with the SSI rules in another
column,” he explains.

The first rule available to a disabl-
ed person who works is the trial work
period. A beneficiary is permitted to
work for up te nine months (not
necessarily consecutive) without hav-
ing the earnings affect Social Securi-
ty benefits. After nine trial work
months, a decision is made whether
the beneficiary is performing
substantial gainful work. If it is decid-
ed that the work is substantial gain-
ful work, benefits will continue for the
month in which the decision is made,
and two more months.

Books Highlight Wildlife

The relentless spread of civilization
has meant extinction for hundreds of
the animals who shared this planet
with mankind. The following books
from the PCC library give us glimp-
ses into this worldwide problem.

The Auk, the Dodo, and the Oryx,
by Robert Silverberg. From more
familiar names like passenger pigeon
and bison to the further removed
creatures in the Litle, this book tells
the story of the animals which have
become extinct—birds and beasts
who have vanished from the face of
the earth. Here are lively tales of
voyagers who saw the greatl auk of
Iceland, the zebra-like guagga of
South Africa and many other now-
extinel creatures while they still
flourished.

Equally fascinating are the stories
of animals who have been rescued
from extinction by dedicated conser-
vation groups and individuals.

Silverberg’s absorbing and deftly
written narrative has been hand-
somely illustrated and completed by
a list of further readings and a good
index

From the Edge of Extinction, by
Darryl Stewart. Without ignoring the
enormous tasks to be mel, naturalist
and popular wildlife wriler Darryl
Stewarl presents an optimistic ac-
count of what man has done to bring
back 23 North American animal
species from the brink of extinetion,
Here, packed with informative detail,
are the stories of such animals as the
bison, the whooping crane, the
beaver, the trumpter swan, Lhe
pronghorn, the musk ox, the polar
bear, the alligator, and timber wolf
and many others who still inhabit our
land, skies, and waters. In highly
enlertaining accounts, Slewarl
relaies the conditions thal placed
them in jeopardy and the measures
taken to ensure their survival

With black and white illustration
and such details as magalory routes,
reproduction patterns and behavior,
this is a well told and interesting
documentation.

With a deceiving title, the book
preésents much, relating to the rise
and extinction of many animal
species. [t preaches that the disap-
pearance of wildlife is man, '‘as the
most successiul animal that ever liv-
ed,” out-smarting himself, It names
the underlying cause of animal ex-
tinction the same as that which
created the population explosion, air
and water pollution, the epidemic of
pesticide poisonings, the specter of
hunger and the threat of becoming
one huge junk pile.

You won't read this book for enjoy-
ment, the Milnes point out a lot of our
faults, but you might read it for a clue
to survival

This book is a readable as well as
a valuable contribution to natural
history
Extinction, by Steven Stanley. Since
the rise of life on earth, a handful of
mysterious catastrophies have swept
our planet, causing the extinction of
thousands upon thousands of species.
In Extinction, Stanley presents an
authoritative analysis of these global
disasters. From continental drift,
continuing cycles of glaciation and
meteoric impacts to great global
climatic changes, he attempts of give
logical reasons for the extinction of
such species as are evidenced in
fossils and bone remains.

Decker. An economic and social
perspective, this book is a collection
of papers delivered Lo the New York
chapter of The Wildlife Societly in
1985. With a stated objective of “in-
creasing awareness and appreciation
of all wildlife values'' and a desire to
"‘ereate a program of natural signifi-
cance,' the papers all have as their
theme, the value of wildlife. They
underscore the need to identify and
project these values to a society and
a world driven by the forces of cash
income, profit motive and a soaring
technology which are eliminating
wildlife and its habitats through
deforestation, intensified agriculture,
wetland drainage, development and
pollution. '

With titles such as “'Socio-

records and such other auditing procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances.

As recommended by the State Local Finance Officer, pursuant to Kentucky Revised Statute
(KRS) 68.210, the accompanying financial statements are prepared on a cash basis. Conse-
quently, certain revenues and the related assefs are recognized when received rather than when
earned, and cerfain expenses are recognized when paid rather than when a liability is incur-
red. This cash basis system does not require the maintenance of a general fixed asset group
or general long-term debt group of accounts. Accordingly, the accompanying financial
statements are not intended to present financial position and results of operations in conformi-"
ty with generally accepted accounting principles.
