School Takeover Garners
Support; Raises Questions

A state management team jis ex-
pected o arrive in Floyd County to
begin correcting the local school
system’s problems in the next week
or so, according to state Department
of Education officials.

The action comes after the state
board voled a week ago to assume
control of the Floyd district because
it does not meet minimum state re-
quirements,

Gordon Nicholls, spokesman for
Superintendent of Public Instruction
John Brock, said Brock is in the pro-
cess of choosing team members to
come and assist the district in the

areas of linance, academics and al-
tendance,

Nicholls said at leasl two team
members have been chosen. The
first is Steve Henderson, deputy
associate superintendent in the
slate’s division of instruction, who
was a member of the curriculum
audit team that visited the state
earlier in the year. The second is
Bob Gover, who will be working with
the district’s finances. Gover super-
vised the state’s financial takeover
of the Pike County school system,
and has nearly completed his work
there, said to Nicholls.

In addition, Dr. Brock and state of -
ficials will come to Floyd County

with the assistance leam. and a
special school board meeting will be
called. At that time, said Nicholls,
Brock will explain o the public and
local board exactly whal the state’s
role in the district will be.

While area education groups are
supportive of the state’s move, and
local administration says it will
work with the team, several ques-
tions remain. The takeover marks
the first time in Kentucky history
that a district has been moved from
phase two to phase three under the
academic bankruptey law. (Whitley
County was also moved tp phase
three last week.)

Dewey Lake Recreation Areas
May Close Under Reagan Budget

President Ronald Reagan's swan-
song budget proposal for 1990 calls
for the closing of one or more Corps
of Engineers recreation areas on
Dewey Lake.

The budget proposal, which is ex-
pected to be altered by incoming
President George Bush before being
considered by the US Congress, lists
the Floyd County area among about
700 projects nationwide slated for
closing.

“We haven't received anything of-
ficial,"" said Dean Murray of the
local Corps of Engineers office. ““We
have to wait and see.”

Murray said that until a final deci-
sion is made and he receives word,
the Corps will go on with its usual
plans for maintaining all its
facilities.

Murray is not sure which shoreline
recreation areas are included in the
President’s proposal. He said the
Corps maintains two camp sites and
a plenic area along the shoreline, ac-
cessible only by boat,

The administration contends the
closing of the recreation sites across
the country will save $35 million.

“Now thisis the height of foolery,"'
said 7th District Congressman Chris
Perkins, in response to the budget
proposal.

*“To achieve the management
goals, the district must establish a
management structure committed
to achieving the mission and its
goals; a structure that allows the
superintendent lo oversee the total
system; that consolidatés manage-
ment functions and demands ac-
countability: thal eliminates
political patronage and ensures

performance-based employment at
all levels,

““To achieve the curriculum goals,
the distriet will develop, implement,
fund, maintain and evaluate a struc-
tured, model curriculum that pro-
vides the educational tools to enable
the student to compete for employ-
ment in the 21st Century. This cur-
riculum will achieve measurable
consistency among all schools at all
levels while providing freedom of
flexibility for educators to utilize
their subject expertise for further
enrichment; it will provide instruc-
tional leadership and training that
requires and utilizes classroom
teachers’ input: it will provide a
suitable mechanism for addressing
inconsistencies in curriculum.

‘*National, state and local
statistical indicators will be a tool
used to evaluate the achievement of
our mission and its goals.”

nor’'s Lottery Commission.

Stumbo said the commission went
through two months of intensive
research before draflting ils recom-
mendations for the State legislature,
which met in speécial session after
House Bill | establishing a state lot-
tery was passed by Kenlucky voters.

“The reporl was novel, No other
state had approached the lottery
from this direction,”” he said, referr-
ing to the advance preparation of the
commission

The commission members, Slum-
bo said, studied the lotlery syvslems
in three types of slates: those where
the lotlery was successful, those
where it was unsuccessful and those
with new systems§

The commission's proposal, which
was accepted wilh little changg by
the General Assembly, incorporates
the best ideas [rom the successful
lottery states, attempts to avoid the
problems of the weaker systems and
includes ideas that will make Ken-
fucky's lottery program unique, he
said.

The most unusual aspec! of Ken-
tucky's lottery 18.il5 corporale strue-
ture, Stumbo said. No other state
operales ils lottery in this way

The commission design is a cor-
poration, public and independent

from the state, but subject to the
oversight law of other state agen-
cies, State government will serve a
walchdog function to insure that
issues relating to purchasing, open
meetings and other regulations are
adhered o,

But the corporation has flexibility
that many state agencies do not
have. Stumbo refers lo the lottery
corporation as a "‘hybrid" much like
the state universities.

Stumbo explained the breakdown
of revenues brought in by the lot-
tery, which he expects to see fully
operational across the state by this
time next year. '‘Of each dollar
taken in, 35 cents will go directly Lo
the state; 50 cents will go back to the
players, and 15 cents will go for
overall administration of the
lottery," Stumbao said.

The administration share of the in-
come will include five percent to the
retailers who sell lottery tickets and
games, five percent lo maintenance
of the system hardware (computers,
telephone lines and the like), and
five percent to actual administration
of the corporation.

Probably the most common ques-
tion Stumbo gets from residents of
his district has to da with who will be

Prestonsburg Businessman
‘Huck’ Francis Passes Away

Long-time Prestonsburg business
owner Hubbard C. “Huck" Francis,
well-known for his church and com-
munity involvement, passed away
Monday, Jan. 16 following an extend-
ed illness,

He was born on Dec. 13, 1928 in
Prestonsburg, the son of the late H.C,
F'rancis Sr. and Ruth Franeis Isbell.

He was the owner of the Francis
Department and Shoe Stores,

Francis was ordained a deacon in
1958 and a minister on March 20, 1988,
He was a member and deacon of the
First Baptist Church in Prestonsburg,
and was chairman of the finance
commiltee.

Francis taught Sunday school and
was an aclive member of the choir
until his health would not permit him
to continue. He preached at several
churches throughout Floyd County.

He was instrumental in raising
funds for the 1972 and 1988 building
projects of the church, the two last
major additions

He often joked about being the one
who burned the church down in 1942
As a boy, his job was (o light the gas
heaters before each sérvice and turn
them off afterward. On Jan, 11, 1942,
he lit the heaters for the Wednesday
evening prayer meeling, went ice
skating and broke his arm. Word was
sent for someone to turn off the
heaters after the service, hut they
were left on. That night the church
burned to the ground. (‘That church
building was located at the corner of
Court Street and Lake Drive, where
the Fountain Corner Drug Stere is
now located.) :

“As a pastor, | considered Huck
Francis a ‘co-laborer in Christ. There
were many limes [ sought his advice
as a young pastor. His influence will
be greatly missed in our church.”
said Steve Hopkins, pastor of the First
Baptist Church.

Francis was a member of the
Kiwanis ciub and a past governor of

punish, the two troubled systems.

“We will go into Whitley County,
we will go into Floyd County, with
the most positive attitude humanly
possible,”" Brock promised the board
before it took the action under the
slate's Educational Improvement
Act,

Brock praised Floyd school
superintendent Ronald Hager and
Whitley Superintendent Bill Mayne
for their efforts Lo help their districts
overcome Lheir problems

“"We will help them in any way
that we can,”’ Brock pledged

Brock stressed his desire to work
with the local school districls rather
than dictate decisions

"1 think we're nol trying to do
anything of an incriminatory nature
with these two distriets.” said
Robert Ruberg of Covington, the
state board’s vice chairman, "'But
we do have problems with the
districts . . . those districts are fac-
ing a financial deficit.

“One (Floyd) of $345.000, the other
of $250,000 this year. Both of them
have problems with atlendance,
with high drop oul rates, and many
other problems that have been on-
going for a considerable period of
time.

“The concern that 1 have is that
we have a tool to bring about
change. And that tool is by moving
lhkem from phase two to phase
three'' under the law, said Ruberg

Later in the meeting, Ruberg tried
unsuceessfully to delay the takeover
of the Whitley schools. Ruberg.
however, joined the other board
members in voting to bring the
Floyd school system under stale
control

He said later that after listening to
Whitley County officials, he felt that
district had made sulfficient pro-
gress in overcoming their problems
to give them additional time.

Asked if he didn't feel that Floyd
County made similar progress,
Ruberg replied, *No way.,"'

Board members expressed great
concern that the press would report
that the two school systems were
declared academically ""bankrupt™.
They pointed out that the term does
not gppear anvwhere in the law.
However, it is commonly referred to
as the academic bankruptcy law

“The word *bankrupt' has an im-
mediate negative connolation to the
layperson,’” said slate board

member Beverly Schneider of Lex-

ingttm who aha Chall‘h the advisory
committee for educational improve-
ment.

“These schools are not bankrupt
tin) ways that people in Kentucky
think of being bankrupt. They are
educationally deficient.”

The board’s action in moving the
Floyd and Whitley school districts
from phase two lo phase three
followed Brock's recommendation

Brock stuck by that recommenda-
tion even after the slate advisory
committee for educational improve-
ment recommended on Jan. 10 thal
the two districts remain in phase
two,

Districts in phase two have been
declared deficient and must submit
plans to resolve their problems, The
state Department of Education pro-
vides the districts help to do so.

Under the third phase, Brock or
his staff are authorized to make all
decisions in such key areas as spen-
ding. hiring, instructional policies
and the school calendar for the
Fiovd and Whitley districts. In
phase two. Brock could make
recommendations, but officials in
the districts could ignore them

Brock said after the state board
meeting that he hoped the takeover of
the two districts could be ended in
six maonths. “It depends," he
responded when asked how long the
takeover would last, “‘vou know the
board kind of implied six months or

| SO. I am hoping that during thal

period of time that we can get things
so that we ali feel comfortable
enough that we can move them back
to phase two."

He said he would have a team of
specialists in the two districts within
10 days.

Robert Gover, a retired Warren
County school superintendent, will
oversee the finances of the Floyd
school system. Brock said. Gover
had overseen the [inances of the
school district in neighboring Pike
County. The state board took control
of the finances of the Pike district
last year under a different state law

Attorneys for the two systems
questioned the legality of the
takeovers, the first ones instituted in
Kentucky. They said the action may
be challenged in court.

Robert Chenowith, a Frankfort al-
torney representing the Floyd
district, argued there were inade-
quate legal grounds for the takeover
of that district.

He said the action fails to comply
with Lhe state law and the board's
own regulations for thal statute.

‘“What are vou going to do with
Floyd County on attendance that
they haven't done?"” Chenowith ask-
ed. He noted the school system has

given away trophies and bicycles to
gel students to attend school.

Chenowith said later he did not
know if the Floyd Board of Educa-
tion would sue in an attempt to stop
the takeover. William McCann. a
Lexingilon attorney representing the
Whitley school board, said any deci-
sion to challenge that district's
takeover would be up to that board,

MeCann also questioned the legali-
ty and constitutionality of the
takeover.

Brock found it ironic that he
“would be the superintendent who
would have to make this recommen-

dation" since he has criticized the

law. However, he said he must
follow the law

**1 concur that they (the Floyd and
Whitley districts ) have made signifi-
cant progress,” he said, “but they
have not met the standards
established by this hoard.

“That will be another discussion
for another day — whether or not it
is fair tha! a district such as Whitley
County and Floyd County would be
expected to meet the same stan-
dards as other districts who have
more finances and other factors that
would give them an advantage.”

Brock has said that under the
regulation, state intervention is call-
ed for if the districts fall below cer-
tain standards in four general
areas:

— Attendanece: The distriet must
have an attendance rate in grades
one through 12 of at least 93.5 per-
cent, In the 1987-88 school year,
Flovd had a rate of 92.53 percent.

— Drop out rates: A district may
not have a drop out rate in grades
seven through 12 of more than 55
percent. This is the only one of the
four standards that Floyd meets.

— Academic achievement:
Students in three or more grades
must demonstrate mastery of a sub-
ject of al least B0 percent on achieve-
ment tests. Floyd was deficient in
four academic areas.

— Finances: A district fails to
meet this standard if it fails to
resolve its problems despite prior
assistance from the state Depart-
ment of Education. The department
has projected that Floyd will have a
deficit of $345,824 in the budget year
ending June 30.

Departmenl spokesman Gordon
Nicholls said the district has done
very little to reduce its overstaffing
of non-certified personnel.

James Melton, a consultant who
assisls the Department of Education
Management Assistance Program.
told the state board it is the judg-

*If ticket sales equal or exceed the
state average after a year, you get
your money back and the machines
are free to the retailer.,'" Stumbo
said.

Some retlailers have expressed
concern that politics will be involved
in selectioh of lottery outlets. ““We
definitely don’t want that to
happen,” he said. *'For that reason,
there is a built-in appeals
mechanism so that retailers who
aren’t chosen can appeal the deci-
sion."’

The lawmaker believes gross
revenues for the lottery “will exceed
$300 million in its first full-year of
operation.” If his prediction is true.
the state will realize a $100 million
profit, he said.

“I think Kentuckians have a gam-
ing nature,"” he said. ““Though to a
large extent our population is con-
servative, gaming is part of our
heritage. We have a tradition of bet-
ting on things, particularly horses.”

Stumbo said he had been in favor
of a statewide referendum on the lot-
tery since he won state office in 1980,
because "'l have a commitment that
people ought to be able to vote on
issues."”

However, he said he did have
some reservations about a state lot-
tery until last summer, ‘‘After being
on the commission it became ap-
parent to me that it made good sense
to have a lottery."

He has received some criticism
for his stand, he admitted, but
“many people have come forward
and volunteered their support. My
view is that if Kentuckians want a
lottery, we owe them the very best

we can give. That's my goal."
Stumbo believes the Kentucky lot-
tery “when it's up and running’' will
be a model for the country.
He expectsthat some type of game

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The state Board of Education
voted last week to move the Floyd
County district from phase two (o
phase three — simple enough, on the
surface. but quite complicated in
practice.

The move means that the local
board and superintendent have
limited authority, and will be
assisted by a team of officials
chosen by the state

Floyd County's school system cer-
tainly needs all the help it can
get — and then some. Not many peo-

ple are arguing with that — unless,
possibly, it is the board and ad-
ministration. And even they are not
arguing too loudly.

The local board has not decided

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School Takeover

Local officials indicated prior to
the state board's vole that a
takeover might prompt legal action
to prevent the move. Al a specially
called meeting Friday. the local
board retained an allormey, Robert
Chenowith of Frankfort, but did not
vote 1o file suil

“We are nol going to file a suit
right now." said local superinten-
dent Ronald Hager

He said the Chenowith will provide
legal advice to the Floyd hoard.

“There is a lot of misinterpreta-
tion of the (academic bankruptey)
law." said Hager. "No one really
knows what it is about. Tt limits the
authority of the local board and
superintendent, bul no one knows
what the limits are. None of us wants
to violate the law. "

Automobile owners can no longer
have dark tints on their windshields,
and those who do can expeel to
receive citations, said Kentucky
State Trooper Ken Frost

Stale police are carrying test kils
to make sure thal drivers are within
the limits of the law, Motorists with
darkly tinted windshields had a
grace period from July 1988 until
Saturdav to get rid of the dark tints

Warnings were issued during the
grace period. said Frost
We've taken quite a few tints
off,” said Ermie Lovern of Henson
(slass Service on Auxier Road
"Some drivers had been stopped and
warned and then they came in,”
Lovern said the removal process
1s fairly easy, excep! for rear win-
dows with defrost mechanisms.
“You can gel the film at the edge
and it comes right off.

Schiumberger Inc. in Prestonsburg
may be eligible for Trade Adjustment
Assistance, Cabinet for Human
Resources Secretary Harry J.
Cowherd, M.D., announced this week

The company, which has head-
quarters in Texas, is involved in
crude oil and natural gas exploration
and drilling operations,

The U.S. Department of Labor has
certified the company as an adversely
alfected employer under the federal
Trade Act, which provides assistance
lo employees of businesses and in-
dustries hurt by import competition.

Until recently, employees in oil and
gas drilling and exploration were not
eligible for benefits under the Trade
Act. Congressional action in August

extended assistance 10 workers in this
category.

Bass Fishing’s Hottest New Lure—The Tube Jig

For the past several years, profes-
sional bass anglers have been catch-
ing fish in tournaments coast to coast
with a lure known as the lube jig.
Developed for deep, clear Western
lakes, the lure has since proven effec-
tive in practically all water
conditions

The secret’s oul of the bag for the
pros, too. Tube jigs are now being
manufactured by a number of lure
makers, and anglers everywhere are
learning to use them

One of the earliest tube jig anglers
was Johnson Outboards Pro Staff
member Guido Hibdon, winner of the
1968 Bass Masters Classic.* He's
caught bass on them in water from
eight to 80 feet deep, in both clear and
dingy conditions, in thick covér and
at all seasons of the year

“Basically, a tube jig is a hollow
plastic worm that is open at one end,
almost like a shell. Sizes range from
about two inches up lo as long as four
or five inches, but all have a tail of
squid-like tentacles at the open end,”
explains Hibdon.

“What seems to make them effec-
tive is thal the hollow body traps air
s0 the lure falls slower than a plastic
worm. When it falls, it falls in a series
of loops rather than straight down, so
it has that added appeal, as well. "

Hibdon likes Lo rig his tube jigs with
a leadhead hook weighing 1/16 or
even 1/32-ounce, and he fishes the lure
with spinning tackle using four, six,
eight or 10-pound test line

“The majority of time 1 fish it in
water less than 10-feet deep,'' ex-
plains Hibdon, “but it works at all
depths, You haye to Jearn to be brave
with the lure because it is truly effee-
tive in heavy cover

*Just sling it into a treetop or
brushpile the way you would a weed-
less worm or jig, work il up and down
a few times, and when a bass hits,
lead it out with gentle line pressure
before you actually set the hook."

Another favorile tactic Hibdon
often uses is to swim the tube jig
around boat docks or in standing
timber. Around the docks, he casts,
lets the lure sink two or three feet,
then slowly reels it back. With such
a retrieve the lure rises and falls and
the stringy tail flutters constantly.

“Often, when I'm fishing deeper
boat docks,"” says the Johnsoen Oul-
bhoards pro, ‘I work the tube jig with
a heavier 3/8-ounce leadhead. This
causes the lure Lo fall faster and more
erratically. It looks like some type of
creature in trouble that would make
an easy meal for a bass, and | think
that's why bass hit it."

In deep, clear water, Hibdon rigs
his tube jigs Carolina-style, with a full
one-ounce sinker about five feel up
the line above the jig. He rigs the jig
with a long-shank erappie hook, with
a small cork glued Lo the shank. The
cork adds flotation to the lure so it
dances crazily above the sinker
bouncing along the bottom.

When bass are schooling, as they do
in late summer and into the fall on
many lakes, Hibdon fishe s two tube
jigs at once. One jig is tied on a loop
knot about 18-inches aboye the other
The rig is cast into the fish, then simp-

ly cranked back without any special
aclion

"“The tube jig will probably be one
of the most popular lures for the com-
ing vear,” says Hibdon, “and it's easy
Lo see why, It's one of those lures thal
just seems to catch fish under any
conditions."

Fishing Winter’s Best Lure, The Jig And Pork

Sometimes it's difficult 1o explain
the life cvele of a bass lure

They come and go, splashing into
the headlines with a flurry of success,
then quietly sinking into oblivion like
a lorgotten Loy

A few, however, come and go, and
then come back, which is exactly
what's happened to the jig. Believed
to be the oldest lure ever used in
fishing, the jig is now the top lure
choice of the bass pros for dozens of
lishing situations.

“It's definitely number one for
winter fishing," savs Zell Rowland, a
member of the Evinrude Outboards
Pro Staff and a fulltime professional
bass angler. “It's especially effective
when you add a pork trailer. | believe
learning how to fish pork correctly
has had a major effect on the new
popularity of jigs."”

The pork trailer is especially im-
portant, explamns Rowland, because it
provides a soft, realistic feeling to a
striking bass. Fish hold on (o the lure
longer because the pork apparently
fools them into thinking they've cap-
tured something natural

“You don't get the same effect with
plastic trailers in the colder winter
water," notes Rowland. “Plastic gets
stiff in cold water. 1 use plastic in the
summer when I'm fishing faster, but
wheénever the waler temperature
drops below 60 degrees, I switch toa
pork trailer."

The Evinrude pro bases his choice
of a pork Lrailer on the type of cover
or the size of baitfish he encounters
when fishing. He tries tp match the
swimming netion of that bail, since he
feels bass strike the lure because of
its vibrations. Jigs have very little ac-
tion themselves

“If I want a lot of motion and
disturbance, | use a curly pork
trailer, like an imitation ¢crawlish or
frog. 1 use these when casting or flip-
ping,"" he notes.

“If 1 wanl the jig to fall slower, | use
a larger pork frog as a trailer. The
bulkiness slows down the jig. You
don't have to swilch to a lighter,
smaller jig; just change o a larger
trailer.”

Basically, Rowland recommends
fishing jigs slowly in the wihter, ac-
tually dragging the lure across the
bottom. He casts, lets the lure fall,
then just pulls it back to him. He
doesn't hop the jig or make it jump at
all.

“I'm trying to make the jig look like
a crawfish or possibly a crippled min:
now,'" he explains. “*As [ drag it over
the botiom, it kicks up silt jusl the
way a crawfish would.™

Rowland will piteh his jig and pork
into, water 10, 20, and even 30 [eel
deep. He kevs on bends in creek chan
nels, ridges, and humps, He doesn't
fish points in the winter

“Don'l hesitate to use your depth
finder,” says the Evinrude pro
*Follow the channel until you find a
distinct bend or direction change,
then work that change thoroughly.”

Similarly to the jig and pork, spin
nerbaits have long heen the favorite
lure of springtime bass fishermen,
but now the lure is gaining some
respect in winter, too

In fact, says professional tourna-
menl pro and guide Randy Dearman
of Livingston, Texas, spinnerbaits are
probably easier to fish than other
popular winter lures because they
have their own action

“My choice for cold water fishing,”
says the popular Johnson Outboards

“The fish are usually on the bntlom
or suspended just slightly ahmee i,
explains the Johnson pro. “Il's dif-
ficult to spot them with a depthfinder,
which is one reason a big spinnerbait
is such a good lure choice.

"“You can cover 4 lot of water ina
short period of time, even though
you're still fishing slow,

“‘Don't fish the edges or the sides of
the channels the way you would at
other times of the year, " he em-
phasizes, “‘Fish right down in the mid-
dle, just working your way down the
channel,

“*When you're fishing bluffs, make
your casls parallel to the rocks, not
straight at them. The spinnerbait will
fall and you can pump it back right
along the edge. Look for slides of
crumbled. rock, or for cracks that
break up the smooth wall, and con-

centrate around these."

When he's fishing flooded timber or
stumps, as he does al Lake Liv-
ingston, Dearman lets his hig spinner-
bait fall right beside the trees, actual-
ly bumping the limbs on the way
down.

“Sometimes I will add a pork
trailer to the lure," he notes, "'but on-
ly when [ want the lare to fall slower
That is usually in extremely cold
water when I know the fish are not go-
ing to be very active."

The heavy weight of the spinnerbait
is necessary to insure the proper ac-
tion of the lure, Dearman explains
With lighter lures the large blade
tends to make the spinnerbait roll
over. With the full one-ounce body, the
spinnerbait windmills down like a dy-
ing helicopter, producing that dead-
ly thumping vibration.

Books And Things

PCC Books Highlight Stuart

by Trisha Morris

With a life story that reads like an
Horatio Alger novel, Jesse Stuart
carved his place in history with deter-
mination, hard work and a very busy
pen. Described as a “'great natural
force, like Niagara Falls or Old
Faithful,'" Jesse Stuart demands at-
tention. Author of more than 2,000
poems, 450 short stories and over 60
novels and autobiographical works,
his writings have won innumerable
awards, have been translated into 17
languages and published in 40 coun-
tries. Kentucky's poet laureate from
1954 until his death in 1984, Jesse
Stuart wrote poetry, short stories,
novels, autobiographical works,
essays, juvenile tales, and even a
travel book.

Born the son of an illiterate
sharecropper in northeastern Ken-
tucky, Stuart rose to own all the land
his father worked for shares. During
his long, productive and versatile life
he was a farmer, a school leacher, a
high school principal, a county
superintendent, a newspaper editor,
and a prolific writer. An outstanding
regional colorist, Jesse Stuart
generates a love/hate division bet-
ween his readers. No one is compla-
cent about Jesse Stuart,

The following books from the books
from the P.C.C. library about and by
Jesse Stuart show the many faces and
worlds of the best known writer in
Kentucky.

Jesse, by Edward Richardson.
Written with love by a fellow Ken-
tuckian who, with other Kentuckians,
organized the Jesse Stuart founda-
tion, this book emphasizes Stuart’s
private life with intimate insight into
his thoughts and attitudes. We read
how he feit about his family, his
schooling, his work, his fellowships,
and his sudden rise to fame.

Based on 40 interviews with Jesse
and his wife, Naomi, the book shows
love and marriage, World War 11,
literary success, and sudden illness
through the eyes and words of Jesse
Stuart,

Jesse Stuart: Selected Criticism, by
J. R. LeMaster. A collection of essays
about Jesse Stuart and his literary
works, the book includes a selection
on his experience as a teacher, lec-
turer and public school administra-
tor: an Introduction to humor in his
work: a picture of Stuart's use of

discipline language; a discussion of
his short stories; a presentation of his
use of symbolism and vision in
Daughter of the Legend; and a
demonstration of Stuart’s early ex-
perimentation in imagery. A literary
work about a very versatile figure, it
illuminates the many facets of
Stuart’s works that might escape the
casual reader.

My World, by Jesse Stuart. To
celebrate 200 years of Kentucky
history, the University of Kentucky
Press asked distinguished authors to
contribute to ‘“The Kentucky Bicen-
tennial Bookshelf'"' series. My World
is Jesse Stuart’s contribution.

Jesse Stuart’s world began in W-
Hollow, in Greenup County—
extended to Plum Grove grade
school, to Greenup High School, to
Lincoln Memorial University, to all of
Kentucky, and finally to all the United
States and six continents. This is
Stuart’s story of his beloved Kentucky
and the other cultures he experi-
enced.

Offering an unique look at the
author and his home state, this slim
book is not often mentioned in
bibliographies of Stuart’s writings but
it is well worth reading.

Man With a Bull-Tongue Plow, by
Jesse Stuart. The collection of 708 son-
nets that established Jesse Stuart as
a major American writer, Man With
a Bull-Tongue Plow was the begin-
ning of his distinguished literary
career;, A book with its origins in the
mountains and fields of farmland
Kentucky, it is sunlight on green
lands, clean winds blowing through
corn stalks, stars above the moun-
tains. and laments of lost loves and
early deaths. Dozens of dramas and
scores of characters crowd its pages.

Songs of a Mountain Plowman, by
Jesse Stuart, Written in bursts of en-
thusiasm as the young author
tramped the hill of Kentucky, Songs
of a Mountain Plowman is Stuartl’s
first collection to use the seasons to
organize his malerial. These are
poems of particular times and places.
He's quoted as saying, “these were
good years when peems came
fast...from everywhere. . .among the
tombstones and houses...in the valley
where people made a living by the
sweat of their brows.”

Created in the context of the Great
Depression, this collection relects the
mood of doubts, uncertainly, and in-

Daughter of the Legend, by Jesse
Stuart. A story written for a
purpose—to show the wickedness of
racial segregation—it is one of the few
stories Stuart set outside of Kentucky.
About the Melungeons, an obscure

people of mixed race living in the
eastern mountains of Tennessee, itis
a romantic story of impossible love.

The Thread That Runs So True, by
Jesse Stuart. Subtitled The Story of a
/‘Kentucky Mountain School-Teacher,
it is an autobiographical novel. In his
typically passionate style Jesse
Stuart has written a song, a poem, a
manifesto, a8 hymn to the profession
of teaching. Stuart’s immense convic-
tion, his sturdy sincerity, and his
cyclonic energy hits the reader like an

Published in 1949 The
Thread That Runs So True is so
popular it has never gone out of print.

It is in this autobiography that one
finds the source of Stuart's educa-
tional philosophy: people respond to
challenge, competition breeds ex-
cellence, responsibility develops self
confidence, discipline is necessary to
learning, and nature is the best
teacher. It is his often repeated home-
ly values of the nation's puritan and
romanticized pioneer past.

Trees of Heaven, by Jesse Stuart.
Stuart’s first novel, published in 1940
is the proverbial story of the ant and
the grasshopper. It is the conflict that
revolves around two men who repre-
sent two social classes and two ap-
proaches to life. Anse Bushman is an
austere landowning farmer who
equates success in acres owned,
wilderness conquered, and work com-
pleted. His adversary, Bolivar Tussie,
is a care-free squatter whose highest
ambitions are to drink, dance, hunt,
and enjoy the great outdoors as much
as he can, It just so happens that
Tussie is squatting on Bushman land.
Add to this story a Romeo-Juliet love
affair between a Bushman son and a
Tussie daughter and Stuart is off and
running on some of his favorite
subjects.

One of the most memorial things
about this story is that il introduced
the Tussie family who star in the
hilarious satire, Taps For Private
Tussie.

Foretaste of Glory, by Jesse Stuart.
A tale of a town where the appearance
of the Aurora Borealis leads a
preacher to prophecy the end of the
world and his followers to behave as
if they won't have to live with the con-
sequences of their action.

A satirical book of bitter humor, it
dramatically displays the hypocracy
between what man pretends to be and
what he actually is. This book caus-
ed a lot of ill will among Stuart's
neighbors and friends.

The Dark Hills of Jesse Stuart, by
Lee Pennington. A labor of love by an
author who sees Jesse Stuart as the
greatest thing since chocolate candy,
the book is weighted toward the greal
and good man syndrome. It has value
for story outlines and a good discus-
sion of symbolism in Stuart's work
and should be read as one of many to
get the complete picture of this con-
troversial Appalachian writer,

Grown orphans betrayed
by commanding father

Espionage backfires
on secret brotherhood
By Mary Ann Townsend

The soft, aromatic petals of
the rose are the ties that bind
five men obsessed with man-
ipulating the world through
self-serving power games in
Brotherhood of the Rose, a
two-part miniseries 10 air
Sunday and Monday, Jan.
22 and 23, on NBC.

Robert Mitchum stars as
Eliot, one of the five men
who founded the Abelard
Sanction, which on the sur-
face appears 10 be a refuge
for orphaned boys, but un-
derneath is front for interna-
tional espionage.

Brotherhood of the Rose
focuses on Eliot"s two grown
sons, Saul Grisman (Peter
Strauss) and Chris Kilmoon-
ie (David Morse), orphans
raised as brothers who are
now skilled operatives carry-
ing out highly unorthodox
assignments.

They discover their father
has developed an entire
network of specialized oper-
atives from orphans he
raised as his sons, and that he
has a plot to betray the two of
them.

The two seek the help of
Saul’s former lover, an [s-
raeli Mossad operative
named Erika Bernstein,
played by Connie Sellecca,
in formulating a plan for
revenge.

“Saul is sort of an acciden-
tal hero,” Strauss said of the
character he played. “He's a
vulnerable orphan who is
discovered by a father figure
and nurtured In a very
Spartan atmosphere where
patriotism, pnde and
physical prowess are court-
ed. He honestly believes that
what he isdoing is nght—for
his country and for his
father.”

But, Strauss noted, the son
does the right thing when he
uncovers the deceit his
father has dished out,

“After learning that his
father is a betrayer, Saul
becomes heroic when he
pursues Eliot and destroys
the evil that he's created.

The confrontation between
the son and the father is the
ultimate drama.”

Strauss, who has starred in
numMerous miniseries, in-
cluding Rich Man, Poor
Man, Masada, Rich Man,
Poor Man, Book [I, Tender
Is the Night and Kane and
Abel, said he enjoys the
thoroughness that muitiple
part made-for-television
movies offer.

“In a miniseries, there’s
greater effort made to por-
tray the life span of a char-
acter and the evolution of a
story, You get a richer can-
vas when vou're not limited
o 90 minutes to tell a
story.”

The actor worked with
Brotherhood of the Rose
producer/ director Marvin J.
Chompsky in 1972 on oneof
television's first two-night
productions, KKK: Artack
on Terror, about civil rights
workers in the South, and
looks forward to being in-
volved in more in the future,
as long as the pars are
nght.

“1 have a lot of miniseries
ahead of me, and [ love the
form,” Strauss said. “On the
whole | feel that some televi-
sion films and miniseries are
betteér and more interesting
than a lot of features.

“What it boils down 10,” he
concluded, “is I really love
good material.”
