Rock Presents Danger, Says Council

Fears about falling rocks and con-
certi over a conlinuing dog problem
in the community occupied much of
Saturday's meeling of the Wayland
Town Board

Board members discussed a
potential road hazard on KY 7, north-
east of the lown, where a large slab
of rock juts out from its hillside
base, Heavy rains this winter have
caused other smaller rocks to fall,
said Mayor Fatricia Murphy, and
residents fear the rock in question
will soon come down, causing injury
to passing motorists, "perhaps even
a school bus with our children.”
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Because it is a state road,; board
members agreed thal the slate
should be responsible for dislodging
and disposing of the hazard Mur-
phy, who said she has called state of-
ficials about the road in the past,
said she would “try again."

Several citizens attending the
meeting raised the issue of dogs run-
ning loose in the town, particularly
in “‘the upper end."” Murphy said
that enforcing leash and fencing or-
dinances will not take care of the
problem of stray animals.

"*The problem presents a dilemma
to the town,” said Murphy, “because

the lown has to pay a kennel cost if
we round them up and take them
away (to the animal shelter).”" She
asked members to come up with sug-
gestions for dealing with the problem
by the next morning.

Hearing On Allowing Strip
Mining On Protected Lands
Slated In Lexington Feb. 16

The federal proposal to do away
with the buffer zone thal prolecis
homes, schools. cemeleries and
public parks from strip mining will
be the subject of a public hearing on
Thursday, Feb. 16, in Lexinglon

Under the proposal. restrictions
which keep strip mine operations al
least 300 feet [rom homes, schools
and churches. and at least 100 feet
from cemeteries and public roads,
would be done away with. President
Ronald Reagan proposed doing
away with the protective zones
shortly before he lefl office

In addition. the proposal calls for
opening up protected state and
federal parks and recreation areas
to strip mining. Among those
popular areas which would be af
fected are parts of the Daniel Boone
National Forest, Mammoth Cave
Park and Cumberland Gap
Historical Park.

“This proposal threatens private
property and could create havoe
with public lands,.'" said Sidney Cor-
netl, a member of Kentuckians For
The Commonwealth, a statewide
citizens group which opposes the
proposal.

An Environmental Impact State-
ment prepared by the federal Office
of Surface Mining (OSM) indicates
thal almost 3 million acres of land in
Kentucky would be affected by the
proposal, if it is adopted as a perma-
nenl rule, Most of this land is in the
buffer zones around homes,
cemeleries and public roads

Specifically. the report says that
the following acreage would be
vulnerable to sirip mining under the
proposal

—1,358.000 acres of private proper-
ty in Eastern Kentucky in buffer
zones around homes, roads and
cemeleries,

—585,000 acres of private property
in western Kentucky in buffer zones:

—452,000 acres of the Daniel Boone
National Forest, which extends from
south-central Kentucky through the
northeastern part of the state;

—106,000 acres of the Big South
Fork Recreation Area in south-
central Kentucky

—830 acres of Mammoth Cave Na-
tional Park in western Kentucky:

~60 acres of Cumberiand Gap Na-
tional Histeric Park in Eastern Ken-

‘Celebration Of Children’
Creates Awareness Of Abuse

Charles Slone says he '‘was brought
up on the miner’s bell,” and now he’s
working to see that parents learn less
hurtful ways of dealing with their
children

Slone, who is coordinator of the
22-county Eastern region of the Ken-
tucky Council on Child Abuse, Lries to
make parents, teachers,”and social
service workers aware of the child
abuse problem. In doing so, he hopes
the day will come when no more
Eastern Kentucky children have to
withstand “‘the miner's bell"' —or
Worse

One of Slone's primary respon-
sibilities is to try 1o set up chaplers
of Parents Anonymous (PA), a seli-
help organization for parents who are
child abusers or who think they are in
danger of becoming abusers.

The Kentucky Council on Child
Abuse, of which PA is a part,
estimates that one out of four Ken-
tucky families has a child abuse prob-
lerm. The council cites 18986 figures

when close to 24,000 incidents of child
abuse were reported, involving more
than 39,000 Kentucky children.

Slone believes that “'in truth, there
are three to five times' that number
of child abuse incidents, since many
are never reporled,

The problem may be even more
acute in Eastern Kentucky, Slone
said. “"Alol of people believe ‘It's my
business if 1 want to beat the kid." ™

While physical and sexual abuse
garner the most press coverage,
Slone said the council recognizes
other forms of abuse, as well. These
include physical neglect, where, for
instance, a child is not clean or nutri-
tionally healthy; emotional and ver-
bal abuse, where a child is called
names and made to feel incompetent
and unworthy: and emotional negiect,
where the child lacks any signs of love
and affection.

Each type of abuse has long-lasting
effecis, Slone said.

The PSC, in separate action, also
granted Mike Little Gas Co. a pur-
chased gas adjustment to reflect a
$9.459 increase in wholesale gas
costs from the same supplier. The
increase will result in an average
annual increase per residential
customer of $19.84. effective Feb. 1

refunds due to Kentucky West
Virginia's rates being subject to re-
fund a! the Federal Energy
Regulatory Commission

1977 All that would be reguired is lor
the mining company to show owner
ship of the mineral underlving the

“When Congress passed Lhis law
they were exercising valid police
powers to proleel the public.” Cor-
nett said. “Even with the current
restrainls on surface mining. pro-
perly owners are already suffering
considerable damages [rom
blasting. pollution and slides 1i this
passes, i1's going 1o make it much
worse on the publie

Officials with the Department of
Interior. of which (OSM is & parl
downplaved the potential impact of
the rule change on public and
private lands. Federal and stale
agencies could purchase the mineral
rights from coal companies in order
to protect land from mining. thev
say. Each state would also have the
authority to restrict mining on cer-
tain lands if state laws prohibil min-
ing. according 1o reports from In-
terior officials.

Those claims have been disputed
by groups represenling landowner
and environmental concerns.

Noone, even a land owner, has the
right Lo take deer or any wildlife out

of season or illegally.

The Kentucky Revised Satutes
(150:080) specifically provide that
conservation officers *...shall have
the right to go upon the land of any
person or persons...’. Further, the
law stales that a conservation officer
**_.may enter upon, cross over, be
upon, and remain upon privately own-
ed lands..."

This law has been upheld in the
Kentucky Courts and is also sup-
ported by an opinion of the Kentucky
Attorney General (OAG 88-26). Any-
one who would tell you that a conser-
valion officer is not allowed th enter
private property is either not aware
of the law or misrepresenting the
(ruth.

Anyone obstructing the peaceful
duties of an officer may be arrested
and charged with interference.

These laws were passed by the
legislature Lo protect wildlife. As out-
doorsmen, we support the people who
have the duty to enforce these laws.
The conservation officer is the friend
of all who appreciate wildlife and is
there to protect the private landowner
from Lrespassers and poachers.

Regretfully, there are a few who try
to abuse the law, There are some who
are trying to illegally take game at
night or by other illegal means, and
have attempted to evade detection by

using various means to keep conser-

vation officers off their property.
For these few, we have no sym-
pathy. The fish and wildlife of this
state are a great wealth that should
be preserved for future generations,
Anyone intentionally violating these
laws should be duly prosecuted,

The bill also would expand exisling
provisions of the Congressional
Budget Act of 1974 to provide that the
House and Senate Budgel Commil-
tees conduct an analysis of the-impact
of budgetary decisions on state and
local governments.

Such a saleguard will ensure that
(‘ongress is aware of the fiscal impact
of its actions on not only the federal
deficit but on our constituents as state

sharing provided one of the most ef-
ficient and effective means of finan-
cial assistance to those governments
in meeting the costs of unfunded
federal mandates such as environ-
menlal protection.

This bill will not replace those
dollars, nor will it guarantee that fur-
ther cuts in federal programs will not
be made. But it will ensure that we in
congress do not act to terminate pro-
grams or mandate new services with-
out knowing the costs we are impos-
ing on state and local governments

This legislation is a small gesture
on the part of Congress in recognition
of the important role our partners al
the other levels of governmen! play
in providing necessary services to the
people. As we continue to reduce
federal assistance for respansibilities
and services we demand from these
partners, the very least we cando is
to carefully understand and recognize
the burden we place on them.

This identical bill gained much sup-
port in the last Congress from groups
such as the Nalional Governors
Association, The United States Con
ference of Mayors, the Naltional Con-
ference of State Legislatures and our
own Kentueky Municipal League.

| hawe read the complaint concerning the private property situation thal has been fied wilh the
proper authority in Frankfort. Talking lo the witnesses aboul this situation, the statements made
in the complaint can be considered to be Liue thal the game warden was lrying 1o exercise authority
which he or no other conservation oflicer possess;

An undeistanding of what a conservation officer is, and what authorily they possess and db not
possess would help everyone involved In this situation. .

Conservation olficers are peace officers 1o the extent of the enforcement of the fish and game
laws. They have expressed statotory authority to arrest withoul 2 warrant any citizen whom they
observe in the act of violating such laws. OAG 63-516. OAG 83-ZB7, including entrance upan private
property for the purpose of enforcing game laws, provided that the offense is commitied in Theis
presence. Comoonwealth V. Hover's Adm™,

Many of our
bigwater reservoirs (like Cave Run,
Dale Hollow, Fishtrap and Dewey)
are relatively infertile. and thus sup-
port a limited population of slow
growing gamefish

Mos! of these smaller ponds and
lakes, on the other hand, are fed by
run-off from farmlands—and
because thev are often much more
fertile than larger impoundments.

they support a larger population of
gamefish (per square acrel, which
tend to grow quite rapidly.

Produced by the Kenlucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources. A Guide ta Public
Fishing Lakes in Kentucky delails
each of the small ponds and im-
poundments (more than 40 of them!)
across the state. Written by Peter W
Pfeiffer. director of the [isheries
division of the state DFW, and Bon-
ny Dale Laflin, a district fisheries
biologist, this 100-page book nof only
discusses the lakes, bul provides
such valuable information as con-
tour maps, how-to:get-there maps,
species found, launch ramps and
facilities, and complete physical
data for each lake.

Rabbit, Quail Numbers Down

Hunters are reporting finding fewer
rabbits and quail than usual in Ken
tucky this season. I seems last sum-
mer’s drought affected these species

Junior Pro Basketball:
Growing Stronger

It is refreshing in this day and
time to come across a level of com-
petition where there are no lingering
investigations, and no problems with
drug abuse.

The National Junior Pro program
is such a level of competition. and is
aclive in Flovd County for bovs and
girls who otherwise would nol have
the chance to participate in organiz
ed sports

Competition in Junior Pro basket-
ball is divided into three divisions
varsity. jumior varsity. and the
training league level.

Rules for Junior Pro basketball
are much the same as high school. In
Junior Pro there is no back courl
defense, excepl for the last quarter
There are no three-point baskets.
and every player must play al least
one (]H:’lﬂl‘f

Once a league is formed, 1l applies
for membership in the National
Junior Pro program lo be sanction-
ed.

For a team to be sanctioned. each
league must have four teams in each
division. and each division must
have the minmimum of 32 par
ticipants

Each program mus! pav an entry
fee of $8.50 per plaver to cover the
cost of insurance, obtained through
the National Junior Pro program.

This fee is generally paid by the
participant’s parents. Local pro-
grams will generally charge a
slightly higher cost lo generate
funds to cover the cost of starting up
a new program.

Concession stands are operated by
each league to raise money for ex-
penses that usually occur during the
season.

Uniforms. trophies, and baskel-
balls are purchased with the money
that the concession stands bring in.
Other financial help comes from
donations of the parents,

In Flovd County, there are five
locations where Junior Pro basket-
ball is played—Allen, Martin.
Maytown., MeDowell and
Prestonsburg

Three' of the' five leams' are
registered with the National Junior
Pro program (Martin, Maytown and
McDowell). and they participate in
the state’s tournament for Junior
Pro’s held in March.

Martin was the first Jumor Pro
program to be formed in Floyd
County, Rayvmond “Muggsv'’ Grif-
fith Jr., former boy's basketball
coach at Martin Elementary.
organized the Junior Pro program in
1974. It has just completed its 15th
vear of operation

“The consensus of most peopie
was that grade school basketball on-
Iy served the kids down to the sixth
grade.”” former school superinlen-
dant Pete Grigsby Jr., said. "‘The
schools didn't have the staff to han-
dle the tvpe of program that would
be required Lo handle all the kids.”

Johnny Mayo. the director of the
Martin program, speaks of the Mar-
tin Junior Pro's with excitement

“‘We have 160 kids playing basket-
ball in our program.” hesaid. "'We
even have 57 cheerleaders taking
part.”

The Martin franchise has been
very successful since il's inaugura-
tion in 1974. Edgel "' Bide™ Click. who
was a coach in the first year of the
league. has memories of their trip to
the National Junior Pro Tournament
held in Knoxville. Tenn

“In 1984. we went o Lexington to
play in the state tournament for the
Junior Varsity girls,"” Click said.
“‘We won our firsi state tlournamen|
and we advanced to the National
finals in Knoxville

“We made il to the finals of the
National tourney and we beal
Powell, Tenn. for the championship.
32-26." Click said.

“In 1985. we won the state title
again at Hopkinsville," Click said
*“We went to the nationals again at
Knoxville. and lost in the finals to
Clarksville. Tenn.."" Click said. “We
were leading by 18 points at the
half." Click explained. "'but one of
their players hit 21 free throws
against us.”

The Martin program currently has
160 kids taking part. They have four
junior varsity girl's teams, and six
boy's junior varsity teams. and four
training league leams

The Martin league playsils games
on Saturdays, and will run eight
games a day beginning al 9a.m. un-:
til all games are completed

“*We are here to help these kids in
learning the fundamentals of basket-
ball,” Mayo said. "‘We stress in:

Radiologist Issues Warnings To Anatomy Class

Barbara Barker, the clinical coor-
dinator of radiological technology at
Morehead State Universily, issued a
grim warning to approximately 30
members of Wheelwright High
School's anatomy and physiology
class on Jan. 19 at the high school

“If you think that you're pregnant,
and you're getting ready to have an
x-ray, lell the technician aboul your
possible pregnancy.” Barker told
the female students in Daoris
Osborne's class. "The first three
manths of a baby's development are
the most crucial, and exposure 1o

radiation during this time could
cause birth defects, retardation, or
death."

In a time when more and more
teenage pregnancies are occurring.
the issue is an important one
Barker made her remarks as part of
a presentation sponsored by (he
Speakers Bureau at Morehead State
University. She visits six to eight
schools each year to talk to students
about the field of radiology and to
reinforce what they have been learn
ing in the classroom.

“So few people know whal we ac-
tually do. Evervone is familiar with
the nursing profession because they
have seen it glamourized on televi-

sion. Hopefully, this program will
open up the radiology field lo more
people,” Barker said.

Barker brought actual x-rays
showing differenl medical condi-
tions that students in the class had
been studying. Students saw x-rays
of such health disorders as em-
physema. kidney stones, tumors and
bone fractures

*“Ms, Barker not only showed the
x-rays, she also asked questions
about the medical problems and up
Lo a point. my students could answer
all her questions. By the end of her
talk, she was beginning to cover
some areas that we haven't reached
in our text yet, but | think she was
surprised that the students knew as
much as they did. At least one stu-
dent has expressed an interesl in go-
ing into the field of radiology and
Ms. Barker's visit provided her with
some good information about it."
Doris Osborne, the teacher of the
class, explained

One of the mosl unusual x-ravs
Barker brought with her was a pair

of Siamese twins, something that the
average high school studenl would
not have the opportunity to see

**She gave a very interesting and
informative talk,”” said Trina
Johnson, one of the seniors who sal
in on the lecture.

“Too many times, students don't
have the opportunity to experience
directly or observe what they have
studied in their textbooks. Any time
I can have an expert in my
classroom to talk to them, Itry to do
that. Morehead makes Lhese
speakers available to the schools al
no cost. It would be a shame not to

Poor Schools Say Kentucky

(Second in a series)

The 66 poor school districts who
filed suit two years ago against the
State of Kenlucky argued that the
Commonwealth's system of financ-
ing public schools is unconstitu-
tional.

Their attorney, former Gov, Bert
T. Combs, focused on two issues:

What are the educational re-
quiremenis of the Kentucky Con-
stitution? ; and

Is the state's educationsl system
meeling these requirements?

During recent years a number of
such court hattles have been waged
in states across the country (the
total of such suits amounted by late
1988 to about 30) In California,
where the first suit was bhrought in

1968, a third suit is now awaiting
judgment, but the poor districts
were winners the first two times. In
1977 a group of Arkansas school
superintendents sued their slate
government for more money and in
1983 the state supreme court ruled in
their favor.

New Jersey has fought such a bat-
tle since 1970. Although the poor
districts won in the supreme court in
1978, the (New Jersey) stale
Legislature did not follow up with an
improvement program, and in 1876
the struggle took & dramatic tum
when the court closed the schools.

They would not reopen, said the
judges. until the Legislature deall
with the problem. The legislators
immediately passed an income lax,
but in 1981 a new case was brough! ;

although thal was seven years ago, a
final judgmenl has not been
rendered. In West Virginia, poor
school districts won a legal victory
in 1962

Thus, in bringing their action
against the state, the Kenlucky
school districts were moving with
the flow of the times, Spending by
Kentucky's richest district is $3.840
per pupil—about twice the level of
the poorest ($1,819). Bul the problem
in Kentucky presented itself as more
acute than in many states because of
the low overall level of the state's
funding (Virginia's minimum, for
instance, is $2,747—almost $1.000
more than the Kentucky low)

Throughout most of the early
years the state government looked
on funding as largely the respon-

sibility of the local districts. Under
the 1890 Constitution, which called
for Frankfort o lake a more active
part, the state simply distributed the
dollars on the basis of the number of
school-age children in a district,
whether or not all the children were
enrolled in public schools. Hence
distriets in which many children
were enrolled in private schools—or
to no schools at all-had more
money to educate the youngsters
who did show up in the classrooms,

After 40 vears of experience with
this inherently illogical method of
funding the schools, the Legislature
in 1930 moved to improve matters by
setting aside pari of the state school
fund to help equalize the financing of
the poor districts, But in 1932 the
courts found this move unconstitu-

tional. Nine years later voters ap
proved a constitutional amendment
allowing equalization, with 10 per-
cent of the state school fund going
for that purpose: in 1949 the amount
was raised to 25 percent,

In 1952, in a major development,
another constitutional amendment
completely removed the old per
capita requirement and vested the
GGeneral Assembly with complete
responsibility for school financing.

The result. in 1954, was ereation of
the Minimum Foundation Program.
which bases funding on the number
of students in school.

To lake part in this program
twhich was, of course, a must for
any school district), a district had to
make an effort of its own by levying
a@ minimum property tax of $1.10 per

$100 of valuation. The purpose of the
new law, said the Legislature, was
“to assure substantially equal public
school educational opportunities.”’

The new tax efforl seemed to
cause no problem. hecause assess-
menl were exiremely low,
sometimes as little as 12 1/2 percent
of actual markel value. According-
ly, most districts proceeded to levy
the maximum $1.50 rate allowed by
the Legislature, Even so. the low
level of the assessments meant that
several distriets could produce the
required local effort only through
such fund-raisers as bake sales and
car washes.

But in 1965 came a judicial revolu-
tion. A Court of Appeals ruling re-
guired thai property be assessed al

HELP FOR DEPRESSION

Antidepressants are a class of drugs used to treat
patients who have the disorder called dgpressnc_un.
Symptoms of depression may include insomnia,
listlessness, loss of appetite, and a despondent emo-
tional state. Some evidence indicates that chronic
depressive states are caused by a deficiency in the
neurotransmitter called norepinephrine, a natural
stimulant of the central nervous system that is secreted
at nerve endings and diffused to target organs, thus
transmitting impulses. One group of antidepressant
drugs, the monoamine oxidase (MAO) inhibitors,
lessen the effect of an enzyme responsible for break-
ing down norepinephrine. The other group 1s called
tricyclics, named for 3 rings in their chemical fo::mula.
These drugs act by lessening the absorption of
norepinephrine at nerve endings, thus maintaining pro-

It was a young British boy, emerg-
ing from the thick London fog. who
first introduced scouling to
America.

William ID. Boyee, 4 newspaper
publisher, was los! in the dense “'pea
soup’ fog when he heard a voice say
ing. *"Can 1 help vou sir?"" Moments
later, the boy became visible, Dress-
ed in short pants. knee socks, 4
neckerchief and campaign hat, the
boy directed the lost American to his
destination. Bul 1t was what happen-
ed next that touched Boyce's heart.
Reaching inte his pocket, he offered
the boyv a shilling as a tip.

""No thank yvou sir.” the boy said,
“not for doing a good turn. You see,
I'm a scoul."” Looking somewhal
puzzied, Boyce replied, “A scoutl?
What's that?"

“Haven't vou heard of Baden-
Powell's Scouts?" exclaimed the
boy. The American had not. but he

took the time lo hear the lad’s story,
and he wanled to know more

“Our headquarlers is close by on
Victoria Street and the General jus!
might be there,'” said the vouth,

“You mean Baden-Powell?" ask-
ed Boyce. “T'll finish my errand and
go by your headquarters.”

Needless to say. the §l-vear-old
Boyce met the British war hero, L1
General Roberl Stephenson Symth
Baden-Powell. the founder of
scouting. Boyce was very impressed
and on Feb. 8, 1910 established a new
corporation, the Boyv Scouts of
America,

It was in this way, a good lurn
done for an American stranger by an
unknown scoul, thal Scouling was
brought to the United States. Now, 79
vears later. it remains the number
one youth organization in America

The BSA grants charters to local

Hattie and Harry Fain love Lo share snippets of their lives. For a visitor,
Harry, who'll soon be B7 years old, makes half a dozen trips through
their Wheelwright home to bring out photographs and newspaper

clippings

Mrs Fain, 84, relates tales of hard times and good times, each punc
tuated with a warm gesture, a smile, and often “"foolishness, ™ as she calls

her sense of humor,

The Fains celebrated their 66th
wedding anniversary in Decem-
ber. Watching and listening lo
thern for only & shorl time provide
clues to the deep love that forms
the base of their long and suc-
cessful marriage.

The couple, whose lives are
almost welded together, have
known each other most of their
lives, Mrs. Fainsaid. Although he
* -grew up in Carter Countly and she
in Boyd County, their families’
homes were separated only by a
small stream.

“1 just gol ahold of him and
wouldn't let loose.” Mrs. Fain is
quoted as saying in an oral history
interview for the fall 1986 issue of
Mantrip, a publication of
\\heeiwnghl High School students.

“Let me tell you, when you gol
4 feller there, buddy, you got you
a feller. You didn’t let loose and let
somebody else get him,” the
published interview continues.

Today Mrs. Fain laughs at the
“foolishness™ that’s attributed to
her in the article, but she repeats
the story with obvious relish

“There weren'l many men for
girls. 1 just had to take whal 1
could gel," she said. She laughs
and sneaks a look at her husband
“If 1 couldn'l act a fool, 1 don't
know what I'd do.”

The couple remembers riding a
ferry boal across the Ohio River to
Ironton in their courting days
“Honey, 1 had {o be in love. That’s
the only reason I'd have gone on
that ferry,” Mrs. Fainsaid, again
with a laugh

The couple saw some very hard
times in the early days of their
marriage. Shortly after they wed,
Fain worked in the coal mines in
West Virginia and then in Garret!
before they settled in Wheel-
wright, where they've lived for
nearly 60 years

They both talk in unison when
they tell of the rats that practical-

ly owned the town when they
moved there before Inland Steel
rebuilt the houses. They giggle
when they relate how the coal
company paid residents for turn.
ing in dead rats.

The Fains bought the former
company house they raised their
family in, and alter more than 50
years of their residenty, it is
enlarged, comfertable for two and
reflective of the near-affluence
they've achieved in their senior
years.

Fain was a miner for 47 vears
before retiring. Then, he and his
wife look over the operation of the
company golf course, where they
worked for several more years

In the late 1940s the Fain family
was chosen by Inland Steel lo
represent a model family in a
modern, well-kept coal camp.
They still have a tattered, much-
looked-at copy of the publication
by the US Department of the In-
terior which contrasted conditions
in safe. healthful coal company
towns with those owned by less
responsible companies.

While the photographs for the
book were being taken, a photo-
grapher literally followed the
family everywhere, they said. The
book has pictures of the Fain fami-
Iy at breakfast and at Sunday din-
ner, of Mrs. Fain at work at home,
of the teenaged children at the
local soda shop, and of Fain at
work in the mine and even as he
showered in the company wash
house.

Ella Jane Hall of Prestonsburg,
one of the Fains' five children,
speaks lovingly of her parents and
the example they sel. "“We always
knew there was a lot of love
there,”” Hall said. *They've always
been a loving couple, closer still as
they've golten older. They've
always been true lo each other

“We were a happy family,” the
daughter said.

The anniversary celebration isa
relatively new custom in western
culture. The earliest references Lo
such events are in 17th century

The teaching of the Catholic
Church on marriage is somewhal
different than that of many people
The difference starts in the very
concept of marriage as a giit of
God’s grace planned by God from
all eternity for some. but not all,
human beings. This conviction
colors every aspect of the Catholic
perspective on marriage.

First, the time a person spends
dating and in engagement is the
time to ask. “*Am [ supposed to be
married?" and “Is this the person
God wants me to marry?” While
these ideas do not ring in the ear
of every Catholic Christian on
every date, they should be the
overriding questions for every
Christian seeking marriage. To
help prospective couples prepare,
the Catholic Church requires lime
for counseling, instruction and
planning for about five to six
months prior to a wedding No
snap-decision weddings are per-
mitted under the current teach-
Ings

The wedding itself also shows
the Catholic view of the God-given
calling to marriage. A wedding
always takes place under the
authority of the church, for it to be
recognized as a valid wedding in
volving at least one Catholic
Almost always this requires Lhe

presence of an official witness to
the exchange of vows { most often
Lthis is a priest, but not always).
Such a ceremony is considered an
official *Sacrament,”’ which we
believe is an action of work of God
Ultimately, therefore, in accord
with the Bible, God is the one who
joins the couple in matrimony.
Since married life is a gift from
(rod, Catholies are urged to marry
Christians, but this is nol a re-
guirement, This position is rooled
in the teaching that our first duty
15 1o be obedient to God under the

lordship of Jesus Christ. Since, in
marriage, spouses are to help each
other grow spiritually, it becomes
even more clear why it is en-
couraged that both be Christians.
1f a person doesn’t have the Chris-
tian faith, they cannot fully help
someone else grow in it.

In this brief presentation it is not
possible to give all of the Catholic
teaching on marriage as a perma-
nent community of love between
married persons who have the
obligation to assist each other on
the road to heayen and the respon-
sibility toward the bearing and
rearing of children in a holy man-
ner. This is just the tip of the
iceberg

The Schmidts. who are
Catholic. recently participated in
a one-day program offered
through their church. They and
five other couples went on a
weekend retreal, during which a
couple who had been married 13
years gave them a list of ques-
tions to answer,

They left the room. completed
the questionnaire, returned and
revealed their answers to each
other — often surprising their
spouse-fo-be. In addition to learn-
ing more about each other, the
Scehmidts and other couples

discussed communicalion,
finances and sexual relation-
ships.

cedures, Make sure the roses have
plenty of water and preservative
each day. By following these few
basic rules. you can keep your
roses beautiful for prolonged
enjoyment

From Elizabeth Barrett’s How
Do | Love Thee o the chapter on
No Bed of Roses, this book at-
tempts to answer all the questions
of love. Frome examines Freud's
theories.

She takes us
from the vapor-ridden warriors of
archaic tales who were eager to
draw their daggers and drag their
wives around by the hair, to the
more complex, though hardly less
interesting morality of the Middle
Ages, and the un-English bombas!

English have gone from one ex.

mund Freud.

Love and the Spanish, by Nina
Epton. Epton tells us that

flamenco dancing. Her conclusion
is that “'the Average Spaniard is
