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City Council 
May Reduce 
Weight On Road 

Members of the Prestonsburg City 
Council heard the first reading of an 
ordinance Monday night that would 
restrict extended weight traffic on KY 
1428 within the city limits. 

The affect~ portion of the road 
would begin at thejennv Wiley inter­
section and extend to th·e Bert Combs 
Bridge intersection (South Lake 
Drive), begin again at the high school 
and continue to Cliff Bridge. 

According to Fred James, city ad­
ministrator, the ordinance has no 
effect on trucks or vehicle traffic origi­
nating or making deliveries in the 
city, but is Intended to limit through 
traffic. 

It will restrict usc the the roads to 
through traffic with a gross weight 
not to exceed 30,000 pounds. 

James added that the road is not 
classified as an extended weight road 
by the state Department ofTranspor­
tation, and said that the city police 
department will begin issuing cita­
tions for violations of the ordi na nee if 
it is approved at the council's next 
meeting. 

In other business, the council dis­
cussed the city's building and electri­
cal code permits and fees, but chose 
not to change them at this time. 

'They're satisfied with the man­
nerin which we collect the fees," said 
james. 

Addressing a separate matter, 
Mayor Ann Latta told the council that 
state Department of Transportation 
officials, in recent meetings, have in­
dicated that they plan to rebuild US 
23 thissummer.James said the Mayor 
told the council that the road will be 
rebuilt from the Mountain Parkway 
to the Lake Drive intersection and 
northward out of town. 

In other business, the council ac­
cepted a bid from Archer Timber 
Bridge Co. of Kentucky for timber 
bridge materials. The bid was the only 
one received, said James. 

The council also recognized fire­
fighters who recently took part in 
training.

As a 
resident of the nurses' quarters, she 
now had a curfew and was expected

ButBradlcyhkcd thcpcoplcshc 
worked v.ith Wancb Newsom~ RN, 
who is now the hospatal' volunteer 
director, and Pauhnc Wallace, were 
the first people she met. Later !'the

How Long? The discomfort of a heart attock will 
usually last longer that two minutes. It 
may come and go. 

2. Other signs of a heart attack may include any or all 
of the following. 
·Sweating 
·Nausea 
• Shortness of breath 
• Weakness 

3. However, many patients do not hove any of the 
typical signs. 
• The pain may not be severe. 
• The person may not •took poorly· or have all the 
symptoms. 
• In general, sharp. stabbing short twinges of pain 
(less than 1 0 seconds) are usually not signals of a 
heart attack.

The presence of sunlight on a plant 
<both aquatic and drydocked ones} 
allows the plant to undertake a com­
plicated chemical react ton known as 
photosynthesis The ac1dity of water 
is usually caused by carbon dioxide.

When aquatic plants undergo 
photosynthesis. they remo,·e carb<m

Although rain faJling directly intn 
a lake does affect the pH. the run-<>ff 
water flo"'ing into the lake from 
creeks and off or the l'lhoreline has a 
greater impact on the fish because it 
concentrates the acidic water in a 
more confined area. 

To sum up, pH greatly innuen('es 
lhe location of fish , probably more 
than most of us realize. Understan· 
dmg pH, ils mfluences on fish. and 
the factors varying lh(> pH of our 
waters will enable us to better 
understand the behaviOr of our 
gamefish. And that. friends and 
neighbors, is the key to C;jtching 
more fish.

February, March 
Time To Go Bassing 

Across much of the United States, 
February and March mark the begin­
ning of some of the best bass fishing 
of the year, for this is when large­
mouths start moving into shallow 
water looking for spawning sites. 

The best way to catch those fish? 
"Use a crankba i tand try to cover a 

lot of water near rocky shoreli nesand 
points, or work flats where vegeta­
tion may be present," suggests Evin­
rude Pro Staff member Larry Nixon. 

"Practically any type of warming 
trend this time of year will start bass 
moving from deeper water. !like to 
work depths between four and about 
eightfeet with a vibrating crankbait, 
just casting and reeling it back with a 
steady retrieve," said Nixon. 

Bass are very aggressive at this 
time, Nixon points out, but the fish 
are likely to be fairly scattered. That's 
why a fast-retrieve lure like a 
crankbait can be effective. 

"You can work a point or shore­
line and catch several bass," contin­
ues Nixon, "but then turn around 
and fish jt again and not catch any­
thing. My advice is to simply try to 
cover as much water as possible at 

this time of year." 
Nixon believes this is an excellent 

time toea tch larger bass, too. He feels 
the larger bass always seem to move 
shallow first, and possibly be the 
earliest ones to spawn. 

"Another thing to remember," 
says the 1983 BASS Masters Classic 
Cham p1 "Is that this is the one time of 
year when bass do not usc cover quite 
as much. They will be near it, or over 
it, but they won't be in it. 

"As the water continues to warm, 
however, the fish will use it more and 
more," he adds. 

Often, a brief warming trend in 
February or March Will be followed 
by a sudden cold front thatcools water 
temperatures again. Whert this hap­
pens, the bass quickly leave the shal­
low pre-spawn areas, but they may 
not travel as far as many anglers be­
lieve. 

"I start looking for bass along the 
first depth break near the shallow 
water," says Nixon. "All you need to 
do is turn your boat around from 
where you've been catching fish and 
start looking fora channel bank, ledge 
or deep cut that makes a sharp depth 
change.

Crime affects everyone - from 
senior citizens to young men on sub­
ways, women in their homes to kids 
on the streets. Crime even affects us 
invisibly- from inflated merchan­
dise prices to cover shoplifting losses 
to soaring insurance costs. The fol­
lowing books from the Prestonsburg 
Community College Library are about 
the many faces of crime. 

Crime and Criminals, edited by 
David Bender. Recent statistics seem 
to indicate that the problem o f crime 
is reachingalarmingproportions. The 
US Census Bureau's semi-annual 
survey of crime victims found that 
almost one in every three US house­
holds is hit by crime. The unanswer­
able question is what causes crime. 
With the debate ranging from pov­
erty to excess and from heredity to 
environment, no book addresses all 
the opinions JikeCrimeand Criminals. 
One title in the "Opposing View­
point" series, the book was designed 
to present current issues in the time­
less debate on crime. The views of 
prominent criminologists are juxta­
posed with personal first-hand views 
ofprisoninmatesand victims to give 
a realistic: view of the arguments, both 
pro and con. 

Crime and Gerontology, by Alan 
Malinchak. Although we are all po­
tential victims of crime, the elderly 
are more so than any other age group. 
With the total number of aged per­
sons increasing each year, the study 
of our oldest and most vulnerable 
Americans has become a necessity. 
This book examines the elderly as 
victims, crime prevention programs 
for the elderly, the elderly within the 
criminal justice system, and the eld­
erly as criminals. Complete with 
appendices on state and regional 
agencies on aging, organizations to 
contact for information regarding 
elderly concerns, and publications 
emphasizing elderly concerns, this 
book could be a priceless resource 
tool. 

A Crime of Self Defense, by George 
Fletcher. In New York City on Dec. 
22, 1984, Bernhard Hugo Goetz was 
confronted in an IRT express car by 
four boisterous youths. When repeat­
edly asked for$5, he produced a gun 
and shot at the boys. This act earned 
Goetz a notorious place in contempo­
rary history and touched a primal 
nerve in millions- a common man 

who refused to be a victim. It also 
earned him an indictment in the New 
York courts on 13 counts. 

In this first intensive examination 
of the history and theoryof the plea of 
self-defense, internationally re­
nowned authority on criminal law 
George Fletcher uses the celebrated 
case of Bernhard Goetz to probe the 
complex question of the plea and its 
legal and moral implications for con­
temporary urban life. 

The Kids Next Door, by Greggory 
Morris. Readers will be shocked and 
perhaps offended by the stories in 
this book. They are about abused 
children who kill their parents. Sto­
ries about family violencearealways 
ugly. These stories are also about the 
society which has turned its back on 
the abused child. The society which 
does not allow them an adequate 
defense, or a chance to heal and be 
whole again -a society that docs not 
listen to a child until that child is 
forced to make it listen. 

The Criminal Elite, by James Cole­
man. Television, radio and the news­
papers are filled with shocking ac­
counts of murder and mayhem. This 
book was written so that this bloated 
image will not block out the view of 
the often more vicious white collar 
crime which plagues society. Every­
one is familiar with Charles Manson 
or Lee Harvey Oswald, but how about 
Eli Lilly or H .H. Robbins? Lilly know­
ingly marketed a product which has 
killed 26 people in foreign countries; 
Robbins sold the Dalkon Shield, not 
caring about its proven safety haz­
ards until at least 17 women were 
killed and over 200,000 more were 
injured by complications. Despite the 
enormity of these crimes, very few 
companies have faced criminal 
charges, and the public is largely 
unaware of what has occurred. 

Crime, edited by Virginia Adams. 
Crime seems to be increasing all over 
the world. The apprehension it stirs 
and the spell offascination it casts has 
led beha vi ora I scientists to study it in 
depth. As part of its "Human Behav­
ior" series, Time Live Books has 
published this volume on crime. 

It worries over causes, discusses 
the professional as well as the novice 
white collar "crooks", and examines 
the criminal justice system all over 
the world. Written in 1976, the statis­
tics are dated, but the reports of the 
Lindburg kidnappingcase, legendary 
rogues and the Swedish prison sys-

Asked to list some noted 
female criminals, the average person 
would find it hard to get past Bonnie 
Parker from the noted Bonnie and 
Clyde duo- proving the author's 
thesis that "women's contribution to 
totalcriminalityis modest." This book 
was written to give a comprehensive 
view of women and crime in the 1980s. 
The first part contains a full descrip­
tion of which women become offi­
ciallydefined as delinquent, how they 
feel about their stigmatization, and 
what happens to them with the po­
lice, in the court, and in prison. The 
second section concentrates on pre­
senting both conventional and femi­
nist perspectives.

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Efficient Funding? Courts Asked To Rule

Section 183 of the Kentucky 

Constitution reads: "lbe General 
Assembly shall, by appropriate legis­
lation, provide for an efficientsystem 
of common schools throughout the 
state." 

The 66 poor school districts who 
have sued the state daim that the 
General Assembly's past efforts to 
proVJde more funds for the schools 
fall short of the mark set by the 
Constitution.

ingof education, what the legis! a ture 
had produced was not windfall, but 

.merely an illusion. No additional 
revenue was involved. 

ln the sa me session, the legislature 
created the Power Equalization Fund, 
a device explicitly intended to help 
poor districts. The idea of the PEF is 
that the state provides funds to a poor 
district in order to enable one cent of 
the tax rate to yield as much per pupil 
as onecentina high-<=apacitydistrict 
like Fayette County. But at present, 
the state makes available on! y enough 
support to supplement the first 10 or 
11 cents of tax. 

massive problem, and the governor 
herself called it "a first step in the 
rightdirection." Unfortunately, it has 
p roved to be anything but a giant 
step, since a number of the programs 
havenotbeen funded. 

Altogether, it seemed to the lead­
ers of the 66 property poor school 
districts that if the Legislature was 
ever going to move substantially in 
the desired direction, this would come 
about only after pushing and prod­
ding. Therefore, they went to court. 

poorer districts are receiving more 
state monies than the wealthier dis­
tricts." But in view of the obvious and 
widespread disparities among the 
districts, could the "overall system" 
be regarded as efficient? 

Testifying in the trial of the case, 
two e:><pert witnesses defined an "ef­
ficient' school system. Such a sys­
tem, said Dr. Richard Salmon of Vir­
ginia Polytechnic Institute, must meet 
three standards: it must havecompa­
rable tax efforts among its districts, 
must provide the necessary resources 
throughout the state for all districts, 
and must not waste its "fiscal or 
human capital." 

Dr. Kern Alexander, former presi­
dent of Western Kentucky Univer­
sity, presented four criteria fora~ "ef­
ficient" system: it must be umtary, 
uniform, adequate and utilized in 
such a way as to avoid the waste of 
human resources. 

In a I ega I context, "efficient" is re­
garded as a term of art, one having 
special force beyond its meaning in 
ordinary speech. This is suggested by 
the extended definitions of an effi­
cient system offered by Salmon and 
Alexander and confirmed by deci­
sions of courts in other states, such as 
Arkansas, whereacourtdeclared that 
"for some districts to supply the bar-

est necessities and others to have pro­
grams generous! y endowed does not 
meet the requirements of the 
constitution" - which requires the 
state to provide a "genera[, suitable 
and efficient" system of public edu­
cation.

of1965and HouseBill44of1979, two 
laws which have lheeffectoflimiting 
the growth of property tax revenues. 
Although hedidn'tfind them uncon­
stitutional per se, he said they con­
tribute to inadequate schools - an 
unconstitutional result. 

Then, in 1979, came a legislative 
action with a wallop like that packed 
by House Bill No.1 in 1965. This time, 
a special session of the General As­
semblyenactedHouseBiliNo.44,re­
quiring districts to reduce their tax 
rates every year so that current re­
ceipts would not be more than 4 per­
cent higher than those of the previous 
year. Thus the bill put a cap on reve­
nue and retained the cap on the tax 
rate. Any increase that would bring 
in more than 4 percent must be sub­
mitted to the voters for their approval 
- a formula almost guaranteed to 
yield no results. 

Although the66districtsand their 
!ega 1 advisers invoked the Fourteenth 
Amendment to the US Constitution 
(which declares that every person is 
entitled to due process and to the 
equal protection of the laws), the main 
weight of their case rested on the 
Constitution of Kentucky- its man­
date "for an efficient system of com­
mon schools throughout the state." 

Teachers Help Prevent Dropout 
In 1966, appearing in an attempt 

to temper its 1965 limits on school 
revenues with a touch of fiscal mercy, 
the Legislature authorized any dis­
trict to levy one of three possible taxes 
- an occupational tax, a tax on the 
gross receipts of utilities, or an excise 
tax on income. 

But 20 years later, the 66 poor dis­
tricts saw this move as offering no 
help at all, because such taxes fa­
vored districts with dense popula­
tions, flourishingbusinessesand high 
payrolls. Besides, these "permissive" 
taxes were subject to recall by the 
voters, which meant that in the poor­
est counties they had scant chance of 
adoption. 

In 1976 another legislative action 
caused local tax rates to undergo a 
further fall. 

This came about because the 
GencralAssembly transferred thecol­
lection of the local tax effort required 
for participation in the Minimum 
Foundation Program from the dis­
trict to the state. Some districts were 
left with no local property tax at all. 
Although the move made it appear 
that the state had substantially in­
creased its contribution to the fund-

SAV•SUM 

When HB 44 was enacted, the tax 
rate stood at 31.5 cents; within two 
years it had declined to 22.9 cents, 
and in the succeeding years this act, 
together with the rollback law, has 
continued to casta long shadow over 
school funding. 

Since 1983, education has indeed 
been the dominant public issue in 
Kentucky, as in many other states, 
with various tax forces and commit­
tees producing plans for improve­
ment in the schools. In 1985 the Ken­
tucky Legislature adopted the Edu­
cation Improvement Program pro­
posed by Gov. Martha Layne Collins. 

This program called for increas­
ing teachers' salaries, reducing class 
sizes, providing for remedial pro­
grams, increasing the size of the 
Power Equalization Fund, and fund­
ing a commission on school facilities. 
Most observers, however, regarded 
the program as a modest attack on a 

Efficicnt?Ciearlythatsimpleword 
carries a heavy burden here. To the 
members of the Council for Better 
Education- the leaders of the66 ag­
grieved d istricts - the term "effi­
cient" could hard I y be applied to the 
schoolsituationinElliottCounty, with 
its trailers salvaged from flood wa­
ters, or in Morgan County, with its 
classes crowded in an under heated 
gymnasium-ortoall the districts in 
which students had no opportunity 
to take such courses as calculus and 
advancedcomputertraining,oreven 
college-prep English. "Efficient," the 
plaintiffs believed, could notdescribe 
the Kentucky educational system of 
1983-84, in which the combination of 
state and local revenues p rovided 
$4,109foreach pupil in the wealthiest 
school district. 

Ifthequalityofachild'seducation 
-from excellent to woeful! y inade­
quate- depended purely on where 
he or she happened to live, then the 
system providing that education 
could not be considered efficient.

HALF-LIFE 
The half-life of a drug is the time it takes for one­

half of a standard dose to be eliminated from the body. 
The half-life of a particular drug varies from person 
to person, depending on their unique metabolic 
characteristics. A general range is knOY.'ll, however. 
for most drugs. Valium. a popular tranquilizer, has a 
half-life of about 24 hours. This means that if a normal 
dose of 5 milligrams <mg) is taken, about 2.5 mg. are 
still in the body 24 hours later. When a patient takes 
5 mg. each day, the drug continues to build up in the 
body for about two weeks. At that point, the body's 
ability to clear the drug from the system balances the 
daily intake, and the drug reaches a steady state. If 
the patient then stops taking the drug, the level fa-11s 
fairly quickly. Withdrawal symptoms such as 
restlessness, anxiety and insomnia may then be 
experienced.

restonng the federal commitment to 
housing is cooperation between all 
housing interest groups, including 
low-income housing advocates and 
real estate industry professionals.· 

The provision e! "safe. decent, af· 
fordable" housing does not start with 
ass1stance for first-time buyers, he 
said. "if you perceive housing as a 
ladder of opportunity. on the bottom 
rung are low-income renters First­
time buyers are several rungs 
above," Gribin said. "The housing 
ladder is no stronger lhan its weakest 
link." 

Unless programs can be establish· 
ed to enable renters to become 
buyers, "no one is going to move up 
the ladder," Gribin said. According to 
NAR statistics, first-time buyers had 
less than 78 percent of the income 
needed to qualify to purchase a 
typically-priced starter home in the 
third quarter of 1988. 

NAR supports the creation of down 
payment assistance program, such as 
those involving the use of savings io 
Individual Retirement Accounts and 
40Hk) plans to help purchase homes. 

Other measures NAR supports in· 
elude raising the Federal Housing Ad· 
ministration mortgage insurance 
limits to 95 percent of the median 
price in a market. The current 
$101,250 limit for high-<:ost areas does 
not help buyers in cities where the 
median price far exceeds that 
amount, he said. 

Gribin pointed to shrinking federal 
assistance over the past decade as the 
major obstacle to affordable units, 
either to rent or buy. ''We must work 
together to restore a deep commit­
ment to housing," he said. 

Despite federal budget deficit con­
cerns, housing interest groups " don't 
need to be defensive about housing 
program costs. We've paid our dues," 
Gribin said, referring to U.S. Depart· 
ment of Housing and Urban Develop­
ment budget cuts and the loss of low­
income development incentives in the 
Tax Reform Act of 1986. 

A sound housing policy makes good 
sense economically as weU as social· 
ly, Gribin added. According to NAR 
research, the real estate sector in 1987 
composed about24 percent of the U.S. 
gross national product. 

The provision of safe, decent shelter 
is "the real national defense of this 
country," Gribin said. "I am con­
vinced that our internal health will 
determine our external success." 

Tuccillo said although federal lies 
to housing must be renewed, it is 
cruc1al that housing proponents 
realize that afrordability problems 
are primarily local in nature. He cited 
three barriers to the fulfillment of 
housing needs, two of which involve 
local obstacles. "Lata! restrictions, 
such as zoning ordinances and growth 
control measures, have played a 
large role in cutting the low-Income 
housing stock," Tuccillo said. Addi­
tionally, local opposition to single­
room-occupancy units and ''flop 
houses" has eliminated what was 
once considered acceptable low­
income housing, he noted. 

Compounding the local element Is 
the declining federal role in afford­
able housing. Tuccillo said. Thus. a 
new housing policy must be based on 
numerous public-private partner­
ships, not just a single source. such as 
the U.S. government, he said. "If you 
leave production of housing to one 
central source, you have very litUe
