Telephone customers in Allen,
Martin and McDowell will join the
modern world this weekend.

Accustomed to dialing just four
numbers to get in touch with their
neighbors, callers within the area will
now have to dial the standard seven
digits thatother Floyd Countians have

using for years.

South Central Bellis completing a
$5.1 million modemization projectin
the area which will bring customers
in line with other SCB users in the
county, according to Art Wiliett,
manager of the company’s Pikeville
regional office.

Thenew equipment willmakenew
services and choices available in the
area, said Willett, adding that the
improved system will “heip pave the
way for economic development.”

Among services available under
the modernization are touch-tone
dialing and custom calling services,
such as call waiting, call forwarding,
three-way calling, and speed calling.
The custom calling services will be
optional, Willett said.

Changes are also on tap for coin

telephones in the area. Willett said
the pay rhones are being converted
toa “dial tone first” system, in which
customers can call the operator, SCB
business offices or repair service, or
make long distance credit card calls
without depositing a coin. Willett
said customers should read the in-
structions on the telephone carefully
until they getused to the new system.

The new switching equipment is
completely digital, whereas the for-
mer system was mechanical, Willett
said.
ment, the system can handle such
futuristic services as shopping and
banking by phone and information
retrieval from electroniclibrariesand
data banks, he said.

Only one person will be needed to
oversee thenew system, Willettsaid,
but the retirement of long-time em-
p]r?(ec Carl Ratliff means that no one
willloseajobasaresultofthe conver-
sion of equipment. Willett said that
electronic technician Anita Williams
will remain with the company. He
said oneperson canmaintain thethree
offices under the new system.

'Blasted Rock'Is Just That
To Dickeytown Residents

Tryingtorectifyadangerousrock
situation on US 23 North, state high-
way workers made several residents
across theriver from thesiteunhappy
last Friday.

Woodworker Mary Cawood said
she was using her sander outside her
home in the quiet neighborhood of
Dickeytown, which sits on the west
side of the river — visible from U523
but accessible only from KY 1428.
“When the blast went off, | thought
Id electrocuted myself,” she said.

The blast she referred to resulted
fromadynamitechargethestatecrew
had applied toa la:lge overhanging
rock — one that had prompted sev-
eral calls from motorists who travel
the controversial stretch of road.

According to residents, the work-
ers dislodged the boulder, which
landed in the roadway and had tobe
blasted before it could be cleared
away.

Theexplosionapparently startled
everyone in theneighborhood. Green
Cawood Sr. likened the sound to a
bomb, Betty Patton said the noise
was “so loud, it's a wonder it didn’t
burst people’s ear drums.”

But the sound was not the main
source of concern. Two windows in
Patton’s riverfront house were bro-
ken out, and she said the impact of
the explosion moved her fireplace
severarinches from the wall, render-
ing it useless,

The ceiling in the addition Bobby
Lewis built to his house last summer
is now cracked in several places. He

alsosaid structural damage wasdone
to the house, evidenced by new hair-
line cracks in the cement block foun-
dationand ariftbetween thewalland
bathtub in the bathroom of his ranch
style home.

Tom Wells said the dry wall in his
housecracked inseveral placesanda
wooden wall hanging fell, breakin;
“smack in two.” He also re
that an overhead light in his gara
burst when the explosion occurred.

A kitchen window and bedroom
window in Mary Cawood’s house
were cracked, as were some of her
woodcrafts. Herfather-in-law, Green
Cawood Sr., added that his house
received structural damage, cracked
dry wall and damage to decorative
pieces on the wall.

Mostpeopleagreed that the great-
est damage was sustained by the
mobile home of Karen and Robert
Kestner, where, neighbors said, ceil-
ings dropped, windows cracked and
the foundation was damaged.

Denton Billiter, chief engineer with
the state Department of Transporta-
tiondistrictofficein Pikeville, saidan
investigation into the damages is
being made. “The department will
com teif (residents) have proven
damages,” Billiter said Monday.

Billiter said residents mustfill out
a board of claims form and submit it
tothedepartmentfor reimbursement
ofdamages. Heexpressed regret that
the residents sustained damages from
the blast, but he said the department
wasconcerned about thestatus of the
rock. “It was a very critical rock,” he
said. “We were afraid it would drop
on the road.”

Bolton was waiting Tuesday for
another ruling from the attorney

Bolton said, adding that she needs
state confirmation.

Although opposition to abolish-
ing alcohol sales in the precincts has
been quiel, it does exist.

During Monday’s Prestonsburg
City Council meeting, council mem-
ber William Callihan addressed at
length the city’s need for equipment
repair and purchase, and spoke
against banning sales, saying the
revenue is badly needed.

“Last year, the City Council voted
tobuya new fire truck, which wedid
.+.and we still owe$60,000 to $65,000,”
said Callihan. “Wehaveanaother truck
that thetank leaks on, and that willbe
$35,000 to $40,000 to repair. One gar-
bage truck is working; on the other
the tailgate that compresses garbage
is broken — it's been welded twice,

“If we're going to keep giving citi-
zmsthegarbagegiekupmfaregused
to, and the businesses, too, and fire
protection . .. we've got to keep so’
manzrpieccs of equipment.

"Now,” continued Callihan,
“we've got some people who want to
take revenue away by voting the
community dry. Every year, the
mayor makes upa budget, submitsit
to the council, and weapproveit....
Weanticipated revenuelastyearfrom
taxes, licensing and sales (of alco-
holic beverages), and expected to
receive $60,000 to $75,000.

“If thc{ take that away from us, |
don’t see but one thing to do — raise
thebusinessor property taxes in this
town to make up for it.”

Callihan said he did not favor
higher taxes.

Approved by PSC

The state Public Service Commis-
sion recently granted Elzie Neele
Gas Company a purchased gas ad-
justment that will resultinanaverage
increase per residential customer of
$7.33annually.

The action becomes effective
Wednesday, March8. Theadjustment
reflects a $648 increase in wholesale
costs from the company’s supplier,
Columbia Gas of Kentucky.

In otheraction, the PSC approved
a purchased gasadjustment for Mike
Little Gas Company, reflecting a
§3,834 increase in wholesale costs
from its supplier, Kentucky West
Virginia Gas Co.

The average annual increase per
residential customer will be $8.04,
effective Wednesday, March 8. The
increase is subject to refund due to
Kentucky West Virginia“sratesbeing
subject to refund at the Federal En-
ergy Regulatory Commission.

Theclosingdatefor voter registra-
tions in the eight precincts involved
inthereferendum will beearlierthan
for persons in the rest of the county
whowishto votein the May primary,
Bolton said, because of the waiting
period required for polls to be closed
after the special election. Residents
outside the precincts in question will
haveuntil April 24 to register, Bolton
said.

The special election also impacts
young voters who want to register lo
vote. Bolton said that under regular
electionconditions, 17-year-olds who
will be 18 by the November election
may registerand votein the primary.
This does not apply, however, to
special elections. Thus, 17-year-olds
eligible to votein the primary will not
be eligible to vote in the special elec-
tion, if they are not 18 by the time of
the election.

Boltonadded that each side in the
referendum has the right to submit
names of four persons per precinct to
serve as election officers. The county
election board then selects two from
each side of the issue to comprise the
four-member election team for each
precinct. Bolton said that names
should be submitted to Wilma Haley
in the clerk’s office.

Among the many items on the
Floyd County School Board'sagenda
tonight will be adoption of a new
policy manual — a manual that may
include a smattering of fundamental
changes for students and teachers
alike,

The7p.m. meeting, normally held
atthe Prestonsburg High School cafe-
teria, has been moved to the board
office due to the district tournament
at PHS.

Board members studied the pol-
icy manual and proposed revisions
earlier this monthduringa four-hour
joint meeting with representatives of
the Kentucky School Boards Associa-
tion, which was employed toupdate
and revise the manual, The last revi-
sions were made in 1974,

Primary changes the board may
make tonightaffectleave for teachers
and classified personnel, athletic
participation standards, student sus-
pensions and senior trips,

Changes affecting educators in-
clude allowing teachers 10 sick days,
two emergency leave days and one
personal leave day; previously, edu-
cators were allowed 10sick days and
three emergency leave days.

The Floyd County Education
Association had earlier proposed that
teachers be given one personal leave
day, which could be accumulated
from year toyear. The board will also
decide tonight whether sick leave,

emergency and personal days may
be accrued.

olicies

In a related issue, the board may
create a “sick leave bank” for its cer-
tified employees. The bank would
allow participating employees to
contribute one day annually to pro-
vide additional leave for employees
who have catastrophic illness and
have used all sick leave days earned.

According to the KSBA represen-
tatives, Dr. Ken Scott and Lawrence
Stamper, 15 districts in the state cur-
rently utilize a sick leave bank.

The board may also add to its
employment policy, inserting lan-
guage that would require publiciz-
ing all vacancies to allow certified
qualified staff to apply for adminis-
trative or other positions within the
school district.

Board members also discussed
requiringcriminal records checks for
allemployees whosupervisestudents
— including bus drivers, aides, etc.
Ancther option the board discussed
would require the checks — at the
})otential employees’ expense (54) —

or all new employees; current em-
ployees would be grandfathered in.

The board also asked Bill Gordon
Francis, legal counsel for the district,
to determine whether employees on
disability could accrue sick leave or
vacation while receiving Worker’s
Compensation.

Separately, the board discussed
revisions invacation policy, agreeing
that employees of one to three years

should receive one week paid vaca-
tion; four to nine years, two weeks; 10
to 15 years, three weeks; and more
than 16 years, four weeks. The policy,

if approved, would not allow accu-
mulation of vacation time; the new
policy would becomeeffectiveJuly 1,
1990,

At the recommendation of Super-
intendent Ron Hager, the board
unofficially agreed to expand the
district'’s classified employee sick
leave policy. Currently, classified
employees working for 12 months
receive sick leave; those who work
less than 12 months do not.

“They’d be tickled to death with
threetofivedays,and I think it would
help,” said Hager. The board agreed
to provide employees with two to
five days of paid sick leave, based
upon the number of months employ-
ees work each year.

Board members also discussed
senior trips, insurance and limits of
liability. Noting that field trips are
often taken during spring break, Dr.
James Adams, board chairman, ex-
pressed concern that insufficient in-
surance policies were purchased by
groups to cover a possible catastro-

he.
g After extensive discussion, the
board agreed torequire thatall senior
trips be taken after school ends each
year, effective July 1.

“All other trips will stand on their
own merit, and the board can review
them to seeif there is sufficient liabil-
ity insurance,” said Adams.

In a separate matter, the board
discussed upgrading standards for
athletic participation from a “D”
averageina minimumof threeclasses
to a “C" average. The policy, if ap-
proved, would becomeeffective next
school year.

In a related issue, the board dis-
cussed paying expenses for coaches
to attend state tournaments, even if
their team does not advance to the
state level.

“Forcoaches, it's the equivalentof
a convention,” said Frankie Francis,
districtathletic director.

Currently, schools pay up to $75
towards expenses. The board agreed
that effective July 1, no local gnds
would be provided,

Board members also discussed
holdingathleticevents ondays when
school is dismissed due to inclement
weather. Francis said no games are
held on theelementary level if school
is out, butadded, “at the high school
level, games are more difficult to
schedule.” ’

The board apparently will not
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change the current practice, which
allows principals to determine if a
scheduled game will take place if
school is not in session.

In a separate matter, the board
discussed the district’s student sus-
pension policy, and agreed toreduce
the maximum suspension from 20
days to 10. Exceptions to the policy
will havetobeapproved by the board.

Without A License

Three area men have found out
that the Kentucky Board of Auction-
eers is getting serious aboutauction-
eering without a license,

The men, who wereaccused of the
offenseearlierinthe year, had charges
dismissed indistrictcourt lastmonth,
on the condition that they get their
auctioneers’ licenses within 30 days,
according to County Attorney David
Allen Barber

KBA compliance officer Clarence
Napiersaid that theboard hasbegun
to enforce the state’slicensing law by
prosecuting violators, including
bringing the charges against Frankie
Snipes of Prestonsburg, Earl Mahan
of Betsy Layne and Paul Miller of
Salyersville. Snipes has since gotten
his license, according to the Floyd
District Court Clerk’s office.

“Licensing hasbeenineffectsince
1962, butin the past we werelax with
prosecution,” said Napier, a Garrett
native. “We want people to know
that the state is enforcing the license
law.”

Napier said thatlicensingauction-
eers is for the public’s protection. “In

case an auctioneer misrepresents a
sale, the public has recourse to the
Board of Auctioneers and state funds
can be used to reimburse victims of
dishonestauctioneers,” he said.

Inthecaseof thelocalmen, Napier
said that KBA members have wit-
nessed violations and brought com-
plaints. He said that investigations
are underway in neighboring coun-
ties, as well.

Licensing is important, Napier
said, so that the'state can regulate the
activity of auctioneers and protect
the public. Hesaid personsinterested
in receiving auctioneering licenses
must be 18 years old, “be of good
repute,” and passatestwhichis given
by KBA four times a year. Licensees
serve an apprenticeship before be-
coming principalauctioneers, hesaid.

According to Barbara Schoen, KBA
executive secrefary, Kentucky has
more than 2,200 licensed auctioneers.

Dr. Claude Lowell "C.L" Allen,
74, of Paintsville, formerly of Floyd
County, died Friday, Feb, 24 at the
Pikeville Methodist Hospital follow-
ing an extended illness.

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Dinguses Move From Flood Threat,
Find New Home Beseiged By Mudslide

When flood water got into C.K,
“Kokie” Dingus’ yardin Martina few
years ago, he and his wife Belinda
decided to get out of the l'lmhdpl.:in.
They builta medern house on a hill
overlooking KY 80, high above the
lowlandsregularly deluged by back-
water from the Big Sandy River and
the Beaver Crecks.

But last week, they learned that
there may be no refuge in Eastern
Kentucky from the danger of heavy
rains. This time, in'the wake of near-
record rainfall, the Dinguses watched
not rising water, but rather the mud
coming down,

The source, said Dingus; is an
abandoned deep coal mine that runs
the ridge behind his home. The mine
opening, he said, is on the other side
of the hill on Buck’s Branch, but the
mine was built with air shaft Open-
ings and the critical one is poised at
the head of a gully that runs into the
Dingus backyard.

“lbelieve the waterjustbuiltupin
the mine until it came out,” said
Dingus Monday as he surveved the
new layer of topsoil that covers his
yard. “Itdidn’t blow out, it just came
oul where the scam was.”

The condition was worsened, he
said, by the construction a few years
ago of a strip mineaccess that “cre-
ated a kind of dam.” The pressure of
the continuous rain appnrunlly
started moving dirt and mud from
the site, and water from the mine
came oo, Dingus said.

The slide brought with it all the
rocks and rotten logs that lay in its
path, most of which now decorate
Dingus’ yard. Some of the mud and
debris also washed into the parking
lot of the Church of Josus Christ of
Latter Day Saints, next door to the
house.

Dingus said the mud is “an aver-
ageof 2 to3feetdeep in the yard, and

5 or b feet in some areas;” Only the
top of a barbecue pit that Dingus said
is about 5 feet tall is visible in the
lower end of the vard.

Dinguscreditsaditchand fenceat
the base of the hill in his backyard
with keeping the damage from being
cvengreater,

Dingussaid thatlast week inspec-
tors from the state Divisionof Aban-
doned Lands were hesitanttodeclare
the slide as mine related. "My ques-
tionis,” hesaid, “if they hadn’tmined
and lefta void, would thishaye hap-
pened?”

Dingussaid thestatehastoalfirm
that the damage is mine-related be-
fore the casecanbe turned over tothe
federal Office of Surface Mining,
which has theauthority to rectify the
situation. According to a spokesper-
son in the DAL office, the case was
turned over to OSM on Monday and
is to be investigated by federal in-

The County Clerk: Floyd
County's Chief Recordkeeper

The county clerk is, in a sense, the
county’s chief record keeper and the
one elected official whom citizens
generally have themostcontact with.

[f anyone gets married in the
county, buys or sells a piece of prop-
erty, registers to vole, licenses a car,
wants copies of genealogical records
or does any number of other activi-
ties, that person connects with the
county clerk’s office,

Years ago, before the state re-
vamped the court system, the office
was referred to ascounty courtclerk,
and many people still use that title

Today the clerk’s only responsi-
bility inthatareais to the non-judicial
fiscal court, and that role is optional.

The office covers such a variety of
responsibility that the Legislative
Research Commission’s Duties of
Elected County Officials devotes
almost twice as many pages to the
county clerk as to the other offices.

The LRC book divides the clerk’s
dutiesintosixcategories:issuingand
registering, recording and Keeping
records of various legal instruments,
voter registration and purgah’on.
electionduties, and tax duties, as well
as clerical duties for fiscal court.

Among licenses either issued or
filed by the clerk's office are those for
motor vehicles, boats, alcoholic bey-
crage sales, grain warehousing,
marriages, certain types of retail and
entertainment businesses, and many
different professional certificates,
ranging from chiropractors to dental
hygienists and from funeraldirectors
to veterinarians.

The clerk’s officealso houses such
recordsas mortgages, mineral leases,
wills, surveysandmaps, liensagainst
property, corporate documents and
many other official papers. In many
cases, the clerk is also required to
furnish copies of records to citizens
upon request.

As chairman of the county board
of elections, the clerk is the chief elec-
tion official in the county. She (in the
case of Floyd County) must, accord-
ing to the LRC, maintain all voter
registration records, from initial reg-
istration to changes in party affili-
ation or precinct.

Candidates for county office file
their candidacy papers with the
clerk’soffice, and theclerkisincharge
of setting up the election, following
strict state guidelines regarding vot-
ing machines and paper ballots, ab-
sentee voting and the maintenance of
voter records.

The clerk’s responsibilities with
tax collection are varied. Based on
information given her by the prop-
erty valuation administration, the
clerk makes out a tax bill for each
taxpayer for the sheriff to use for
collection. Theclerk alsocollects taxes
on motor vehicles, based on set fees,
as well as various small taxes oncer-
tain legal processes,

Another primary duty of theclerk
is to make all kinds of reports on
regular schedules toa variety of state
and county offices, which reinforces
:hucom‘upi of theclerkasthe county’s
recordkeeper,

The clerk, like the sheriff, is a fee
officer, meaning that her office must
takein enough money to pay salaries
and run the office. The Floyd County
clerk generally is able to do this and
makes the maximum state allowed
mIar}'ufaround $35,000 (includinga
recent increase), plus a monthly ex-
pense allowance of $300 paid by the
state.

Again, the majority of thecitizens
of Floyd County qualify to be county
clerk,according tostate law. Theonly
requirements to run are that the can-
didate be 21 years old and have re-
sided in Kentucky for two years and
in the county for one year.

I recently received a number of
inquiries from readers regarding the
Eualificationsofa podiatristand what

PM stands for,

First of all, DPM stands for doctor
of podiatric medicine. This degree is
awarded after four years of podiatric
medical school. There are only seven
such schools in the US. The person
receiving this degree is then a podia-
tric physician, better known as a

podiatrist.

Before entering podiatry school,
the student has usually completed
four years of pre-medicine studies in
college, and normally receives a
bachelor’s degree. Although some
qualify to enter podiatry school after
only threeyears of college work, such
is the exception.

Class workin thefirsttwo yearsof
podiatry schoolissimilar to that taken
by medical doctors, doctors of oste-

opathyand dentists. However, in the
last two years of clinical studies,

emphasis is directed towards the
diagnosis, prevention and treatment
of ailments of the foot, ankle, and its
associated structures. These include
developmental and functional abnor-
malities, as well as problems associ-
ated with trauma.

Last week, I had the pleasure of
fishing with Basil Bacon, a well
kpown B.A $.S. tournament pro from
Springfield, Mo.

This 51-year-old is an 18-year
veteran tournamentangler withover
100 B.ASS. tournaments under his
belt,and nearly a$100,000in B.A.S.S.
winnings. He has qualified for eight
B.AS.S. Masters Classics.

In an effort to obtain photos for
a few upcoming magazine articles
that I'm working on with Basil, we
decided to meet in Knoxville and
spendafewdayschasing bigmouths,
Bacon is a big fan of the jig-n-pig, so
Inaturally thought we'd start fishing
Jigs in deep water, a classic winter
tactic.

However, he is also an expert
with a pH meter, and after evaluat-
ing the water with his Lake Systems
Multi-C-Lector, he said we should
fish shallow water. So on that first
day while fishing atMelton Hill near
OakRidge, Tenn., Bacon showed me
a great technique for working shal-
low water.

“Long, minnow-type baits are
usually thoughttobe topwaterbaits,”
says Bacon, often referred toas "Mr.
Ranger” by people in the boating
industry. “Mostanglers fish themas
topwater twitch baits, or as shallow-
running crankbaits. Butlusethemas
jerk baits, and | honestly believe that
that technique is one of the best pre-
spawn tactics that I've ever seen.”

The early pre-spawn period
usually begins with the first strong
warming trend in late February (in
this part of the country). Bacon be-
lieves thatbass move from theirdeep
winter holding areas to the shallows
much more rapidly than most an-
glers realize,

“People tend to fish below the
fish at this time of year,” he says.
“The fish will move shallow, orient-
ing toavailable cover (brush, weeds,
or rock) to prepare for the spawn.
This tactic is really deadly over a
submergent weed-bed (the weeds
don't quite reach the surface). The
bass will hide down in the weeds
and dart out to grab a baitfish—or
your lure.”

Bacon goes on to say that this
jerk-bait technique will work on fish
holding in or around any shallow
waterstructure, Eventhoughit tends
to be most productive in the spring,
it will work whenever the fish are
shallow.

Headds that thebasic technique
is to jerk the bait down to about 3 or
4 feet with a hard yank of the rod.
Then you simply work it with jerks,
kind of like workinga topwater Zara

Spook, while keeping the lurea few
feet under the surface at all times

“The variables that you have to
contend with are the speed of the
bait, how deep you work it, and the
different types of baits, all of which
are determined by trial and error,”
he says. “It doesn’t take long to fig-
ure out what the fish want. Really,
it'sasimpletechnique, butonewhich
every bass angler should learn to
utilize.”

The baits used are the long,
minnow type baits like Storm’s
Thunderstick, Bomber’s Long-A,
original Rapala’s, etc. “There’s a big
difference betweenaplasticbait(like
the Thunderstick) and wooden ones
(likeRapala’s). Wooden ones tend to
be more buoyant, so they tend torise
morerapidly than plastic baits,” says
Bacon.

Most often, he opts for a short-
lipped, shallow-running bait, but if
thefishareholding deep he'll switch
to a big-lipped deep diver. When
worked in this “jerk-style”, the deep-
diver won’t get much deeper than 6
feet or so.

Healsoaddslead weighttosome
of his baits to change the action. “I'll
flatten a big split shot and attach it
with a wood screw to the underside
of the bait just behind the lip. Then |
take the baits out to a lake and trim
the lead until the bait works like |
want if to. I've got baits that have a
neutral buoyancy, and theyll just
suspend in the water without rising
or sinking. | rig them so that some
willrise very slowly when| pauseon
the retrieve, and some that sink
slowly when | pause.”

Bacon’s jerk bait technique
works like a charm. Although we
didn’t luck into a big fish, we spent
the day catching not only large-
mouths, butsome of the largest white
bass that]'ve ever taken. Also, a few
hefty hybrids hit our jerk-baits over
top of a submergent milfoil bed.

It's interesting to note that Ba-
con is not only a successful tourna-
ment angler, buta creative inventor
as well. He invented the flipping
switch whichis now standard equip-
ment on most bait casting reels,

Alron’s Basil BaconSuper jig, proba-
bly the best flipping jig that'veever
used, was designed by him. He also
built the first raised flipping deck in
a Ranger Boat.

However, heismost well known
for his contributions to the boat
propellor industry. Bacon, who is
president of Hi-Performance Indus-
tries, revolutionized the prop mar-
ket with his development of the first
successful four-bladed outboard
prop, now marketed under thename
of Hi-Tech 4. His ProTestor three-
bladed prop is one of the industry’s
fastest, (For more information: Hi-
Performance Industries, Rt.

Roger did not have any of the benefits of the proverbial silver spoon, yet he
acquired his education and has brought a tremendous improvement to the
coroner's office which is respected by state and federal officials.

When Roger took the oath of office 7 years, 2 months ago, there were state
senators and representatives wanting to abolish the office of coroner. Since then,
law and regulations were fought for by the legislation committee (of which Roger
was a member) and was instrumental in getting the necessary changes for the
benefit of all the people and to much better serve the justice system.

In 1985 Roger was recognized for his hard work in improving the coroner's and
medical examiner's system. He was appointed to a 5 year member advisory
commission to further advance the Kentucky Coroner's System,.

In 1986 the F.B.I. appointed a Task Force to inspect all coroner's systems in the
nation. The Kentucky Coroner's System was recognized as one of the best in the

nation. '
In 1988 the Kentucky Coroner's and Medical Examiner's System was ranked by

the F.B.I. as the number 1 coroner's system in the nation, and today is used as a
model for other states to adopt.
As of January 1989, approximately 20 states are planning to and some have

already begun to adopt the system Kentucky has organized.
Roger Nelson has served his olfice well, and made a coroner's office that all the

people of Floyd County can be proud of.

Beyond question, any positive
action the Legislature undertakes in
response to Judge Ray Corns’ deci-
sionin the public schools financecase
will call for fresh funding — and a
greatdeal of it.

Inlate November, Covernor Wal-
lace Wilkinson himself acknowledged
this fact.

"] realize Corns’ ruling will cost
additional money,” hesaid, although
he had not yet “addressed where the
money will come from.” However,
he expressed his clearagreement that
“Kentucky schools must be ade-
quately funded.”

The basic funding principle had
been enunciated in September by
JudgeCorns’selectcommittee: when
taxpayers put forth the same effort,
eno:jh state money should be pro-
vided to ensure that they receive
sufficient funds for an adequate
school system.

James Melton, former deputy
superintendent of public instruction
of Kentucky, recently drewupa plan
showing how this principle mightbe
applied in practice.

Althoughgranting that “thereare
a number of methods of equalization
thatcould conceivably beused should
the Legislature desire,” Meltonbased
his approach on the power-equaliza-
tion formula — the method adopted
in 1976 to enable the state to provide
supplementary funds to poor school
districts.

For thecurrent fiscal year, the PEF
should supply the schools with an
extra $111 million, How much more
would be required to bring them up
to the level called for in the Corns
decision — a level achieving what
Melton calls “financial equity”?

The basic figure comes from Fay-
ette County, therichestcounty school
districtin Kentucky, withanassessed

roperty valueof $279,390 per pupil.
F’The comparable figure for Nrc(_[;e

ary County in southeastern Kentucky
is $36,191; thus, in school terms, the
metropolitan Bluegrass district is
almosteight timesasrichas itsmoun-
tain cousin.) With a tax rate of 66
cents per $100 of assessed value,
Fayette produces $1,844 per pupil —
a figure that Melton terms the target
level forall the other school districts.

Nomatter howstringently McCre-
ary and the other poor counties taxed
themselves, of course, they could
never equal Fayette's revenue per
pupil because they simply donothave
the wealth.

If they did tighten their belts and
tax themselves at Fayette’s 66-cent
rate, they would produce substan-
tially more income than they now
receive, but this money would actu-
allyamounttolittlemore thanadrop
in the bucket.

McCreary County, for instance,
could raise about $820,000, but to
equal Fayette’s $1,844 per pupil it
would have to do the impossible —
thatis, tocollect more than $6 million
in school taxes. The difference be-
tween the $820,000 and $6 million-
plus would amount t055,525,000, the
sum that would have to come from
state government if McCreary were
to achieve full financial equity with
Fayette.

For Kentucky as a whole, the cost
of bringing every district up to the
Jevel of Fayette County would be
$579.2 million. Since the current
power-equalizationappropriation is
scheduled to be $111.2 million, the
state would have to provide $467
million in new money.

(It is worth mentioning here that
the emphasis is and must be put on
new money because no one has any
thought of merely redividing the
existing pie, taking money from richer

counties and giving it to the poorer
counties. Sucha move clearly would
violate the principles laid down by
Corns and would certainly fail to
produce the all-important efficient
school system. Fayette and the other
well-off districts mustbe free notonly
to keep their present funding, but
even, if they choose, to improve it
through their own efforts.)

Using the same method of calcula-
tion, Melton presented a second fund-
ing possibility, based not on Fayeite
County but on the average assess-
mentand tax rate of the top 5 percent
of counties. Fayette stands so high
even in comparison with this 5 per-
cent that Method No. 2 bears a much
smaller price tag than No, 1 —about
$250 million, as compared with $579
million; after allowance is made for
the power-equalization contribution,
that would mean about $139 million
in fresh funds.

But the problem here is that this
method, by definition, would fail to
achieve the goal of complete fiscal
equity. Some districts, as the saying

, would be more equal than oth-
ers. Whether the courts would accept
this method, only the courts could
tell.

Melton also presented a third
method, which yielded figures fall-
ing between those of Method No. 1
and Method No. 2. But only No. 1
seems clearly and completely in ac-
cordance with the letter and spirit of
Corns’ decision.

Petersens related but
not acting much anymore

Q: My question is about
Pgul Petersen and Patty
Petersen, who played the son
&nd dsughter in The Donna
Reed Show. Are they brother
and sister in real life? Are
they still in show business?
Please tell me where they are
and what they sre doing
today.

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Billie Little:

Earning He

Billie Little’s experience in tend-
ing to illand injured patients ranges
from young, battle-scarred soldiers
in Korea toelderlyinvalidsin Florida
and Eastern Kentucky.

However, the Auxier woman’s
lack of paper credentials hinders her
from advancing in her career and
from earning the pay thather experi-
enceand knowledge merit. Little, like
many of her contemporaries, has to
watch as younger people with less
confidence and fewer skills pass her
by professionally. Their , she
believes, is the possession CIFleji lo-
mas and degrees that tell modern
employers they are qualified.

e Army veteranis notallowing
her dilemma to get herdown. Today,
she’s back in the classroom with the
goal of earning her GED and then
going to college.

“I would love to getmy GED and
then my RN (registered nurse) and
go backto working with old people,”
said Little, a skilled care nurse’s aide
at Riverview Manor Nursing Home
in Prestonsburg.

Little has nurtured and “taken
care” of people for most of her adult
life. A native of Pike County, she
joined the US Army, along with her
sister, in 1950s. Today, she calls her
decision to leave the service “the
regret of my life.”

“The proudestmoment of my life,
outside of having my children,” said
the mother of four, “was when [ put
my uniform on. [loved the Army.”

Little’s mother was against her
daughters joining the military. “She
didn’t want us to go because she

thought women in the Army had a
bad reputation,” said Little. “Every-
one thought.a woman then went in
just to be with the servicemen, “

Although the young-looking
blonde admits that men may have
been an added incentive, the
Women's Army Corps in the 1950s,
she said, was strict in keeping the
sexes separate. The real reason Little
enlisted, she said, was for the prom-
ise of adventure and excitement, and
she was not disappointed.

Trained as a medic, Little worked
at several military hospitals during
her terminthe Army, indepartments
as far ranging as psychiatric wards
and nurseries.

In addition to her work assign-
ments, Little fondly remembers the
USO shows she had the opportunity
to see, particularly the one at which
she was pulled out of the audience to
dance with entertainer Bob Hope.

Nor had they ever ridden in a train
compartment, “When we found the
compartment, we wondered where
we would sleep, so we called the
porter. We really felt foolish when he
just pushed a button and the bed
came out,” she recalled.

The GEDstudentlaughs whenshe
remembers her naivete, “Our parents
gaveus somemoney to spend on the
trip to basic training in Virginia, and
wetippedeverybody,” shesaid. “We
didn‘t even have money for a Coke
when we got there.”

Now di-
vorced, she had four groa%:n children.

While her children were still at
home, she worked foranursing home
in Pikeville for seven years before
moving to Florida whereshe worked
for a similar facility for about eight
years. “l love to work with old
people,” she said. “It's very hard
work, but they get to my heart.”

Her work at Riverview Manor, °

which she declares is “one of the nic-
estnursing homes I'veevenseen,” is
primarily with patients who can do
very little for themselves. Her duties
range from feeding and bathing the
residents to turning them in the beds
and simply administering “tender
loving care.”

Presently, sheand co-workersare
taking classes twice weekly to be
certified to work with patients who
require skilled care. Soon, she said,
certification will berequired todothe
type of work she has spent 15 years
doing.

Also twice weekly, Little attends
GED classes offered at the local Na-
tional Guard Armory through the
Departmentof EmploymentService’s
veterans program. She hopes to pass
the GED exam, giving her theequiva-
lent of a high school diploma., and
then to enroll in college classes. “It's
somethingI've always wanted todo,
and finallyit looks like I mightdoit,”
shesaid. “I just like to better myself.”

OF AGE AND COLOR

As a person gets older, the lens of the eye
tends to yellow. This makes vision less clear.
Glare becomes more of a problem. It is also more
difficult to distinguish between blue and green,
and yellow and white. If a person has difficulty
distinguishing between these colors and if he is
taking medicines that are white and yellow (or
blue and green), thereis a chance that he will get
the medicines mixed up and not take them
correctly. It is important to distinguish in some
way the white from the yellow tablets as well as
theblue from the green. Possible solutions would
be to put the drugs in different size containers,
or to identify the drugs by their shapes instead

of color.
