According to Officer Ricky
Thornsberry of the sheriff's office,
Russell Jarrell was arrested and
charged with first degree assault af-
ter he stabbed Woody Jarrell in the

Thornsberry said hearrived in the
court room shortlyafter the sml.-binﬁ
wasreported. “Thefirst thing I saw,
said Thornsberry, “was Russell hit
his mother in the face.”

The officer then arrested the man
and was taking him from the court-
room when he saw Beulah Jarrell,
Russell’s wife, “striking her mother-
in-law.””

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biqclgin the foreground, which remained standing throughout the storm.

Many people throughout the
coun‘?r were awakened by the severe
thunderstorms early Tuesday morn-
ing, but Peggy and James Howell were
practically thrown from bed.

"Itscared me todeath,” said P
of the tornado-like wind that shoved
one end of the couple’s mobile home
12 feet off its block foundation and
rearranged the deck and landscap-
ing.

gMe.-tal skirtingaround the front of
the homeon Copperas Lick of Abbott
Creek was mangled. The deck at the
rear looked as if an angry giant had
smashed it.

Inside the home, the bathroom
commode wasonitsside because the
sub-floor p!umbin§ pipes had been
disconnected.

Hearing To Commute Death
Sentence Scheduled April 12

Thedefense attorney for convicted
murderer Oakie Bevins has filed in
Greenup County Circuit Court for a
hearingtore-plead the Floyd County
man’s death sentence.

The hearing is tentatively set for
April 12 at 2:30 p.m. in Greenup, but
may be changed because of a request
from the state Attorney General's
officetoreschedule, according tolocal
Commonwealth Attorney Jerry Pat-
ton.

Bevins received thedeath sentence
after being tried and convicted of
killing five persons in Allen in the
early 1980s, According to Marie Alli-
son of the state’s Departmentof Public
Advocacy, Bevins, who is 78, is the
oldestdeath row inmatein the United

States, out of a total of 2500 con-

demned prisoners.

The hearing is expected to recon-

sider the effectiveness of Bevins' at-
torney during his trial, said Patton,
who added that the case has beenon
appeal for several years.

In a response to the request for a
hearing, Patton wrote to the state
Attorney General's office to support
Bevins’ original sentence. “It is my
strong desire,” Patton wrote, “that
Oakie Bevins gets the death penalty
and is electrocuted before he dies a
natural death.”

In his letter, Patton stated, “1 am
sure that you will not find more than
aha of people in Floyd County
who would disagree withme.”

Patton said that the length of time
taken toexecuteadeath row prisoner
"reflects on the judicial system ad-
versely” and that prosecutors “get
the blame for it although there is not
a whole lot that we can do to change

Kentucky firstlady Martha Wilk-
inson wasthe keynotespeaker for the
luncheon, planned to focus attention
on the county’s literacy and GED
training programs.

“] thought when we started, if we
could organize and all march to-
gether, we'd be bound to make some
progress,” said Wilkinson, referring
to her efforts with Martha's GED
Army, which promotes basic educa-
tion programs for adults across the
state,

The task was daunting, she said,
because “one of every two adults in
Kentucky needs help with basic edu-
cation.” The state has one of the low-
est high school graduation rates in
the country, she added,

“But the programs are working,”
the first lady said. She pointed out
that the number of persons enrolled

in GED programs in 1988 increased
by 283 percent over the previous year,
“We're turning things around,” she
said.

Whenshe decided tostart the push
for GED emphasis, Wilkinson said
she had to tackle the “big bureauc-
racy over there,” referring to state
government “I kept hearing ‘you
can’tdo that or ‘it won't work,’ butl
won't listen to that.”

She has successfully soughtdona-
tions from businesspersons in the
state for promoting awareness of
adult basic education needs.

CPR Instructor Shapes Up
After Recent Heart Attack

Ironically, Larry Adams was test-
ing a class of Emergency Medical
Technicians when he felt the heart
altack coming on.

The Saturday class was just one of
the extra responsibilities that the
Prestonsburgbuilding inspector and
firefighter took onin the fast-paced,
hectic lifestyle that kept him busy
fromearly in the morning until late at
night from Monday through Sunday.

When the chest pain started
around%a.m., Adamssayshetried to
convince himself the discomfort was

just indigestion.” But soon, he real-
1zed his condition was more serious.
'l was pretty certain what was going
on,” says the man who frequently
teaches other people how to recog-
nize heart attack symptoms.

But, as is lyﬁical of some heart
attack-prone achievers, Adams de-
termined to complete the morning
testing. “1suffered withituntilaround
noon when | handed my friend my
car keys and said Take me to High-
lands Regional (Medical Center),”

At the hospital, Adams was ad-
mitted into the intensive care unit
and given medication to dissolve a
blood clot that created the attack.

The next day, the CPR instructor
began feeling more severechest pains,
His doctor, fearing a massive heart
attack, had him flown to the Univer-
sityof Kentucky Medical Center fora
heartcatheterization.

The trauma started on Feb. 4, and
today Adams is still recuperating,
Doctors tell him he's fortunate that
his heart muscle received minimum
damage; Now he's {ryin§ to make
some major changesin his lifestyle to
prevent a replay.

Enter Zina Goble, a registered
nurse and head of the Cardiac Reha-
bilitation Center at Highlands. Reed-
slim and cheery, Goble supervises
the Iife{hanging process of Adams
and about 20 other heart attack vic-
tims,

About six weeks ago on Adams’
first day at the center, he was only
able to walk for five minutes at 2.5
milesan hour, says Goble. Last week,
with slow and steady progress, he
could walk one mile in 15 minutes,
carrying 30 pounds of breathing gear

to simulate what he may have to do

when he goes back to his job with the
city in a few weeks.

“After that firstday, I wassoweak,
I went home and went to sleep,”
Adams explains. “But each day | did
a little more. Zina brings you along
slowly and I feel safe in here.”

Coble monitors each of the pa-
tients who come in for an hour’s ses-
sion three times a week. A computer
records and prints out data on each
person’s heart performance, and
Coble takes each one’s blood pres-
sureas they exercise. The center, open
for 10 years, is theonly one of itskind
in a five~county area,

The objectof the exercise program
is to get the heart back into condition
so patients can go back to work or to
their regular routine in shape. “The
program builds your system back
up,” says Adams, “It's mental heal-
ing as well as physical.”

“Now I've gottenaway from junk
food almost entirely,” says Adams,
whose wife has assisted him with the
change in eating habits.

Goble also makes patients think
about ways to reduce the stresses in
their lives.

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COUNTY CLERK

I have been "your" County
Clerk for the past 5 1/2 years. I
also worked as a deputy clerk for
twelve years before being elected
as "your" County Clerk.

During this time I have seen
numerous changes in how the
County Clerk's Office must be
ran. You can no longer do things
as you desire them done, butyou
MUST do these things as
Frankfort so stipulates.

Once the computers were installed in 1982, the personal
property taxes on vehicles in 1984 and the verification of
insurance at the time of renewal enacted in 1986, everything
developed an gnormous change,

In order to do many transactions in the County Clerk's
office you must also use some or all of the following:

(1) PROPERTY VALUATION ADMINISTRATOR'S OFFICE
If you need to have a tax notice changed.

(2) SHERIFF'S OFFICE
If you have an out of state vehicle that needs to be
licensed. All out of state vehicles, whether new or used,
must be inspected by a certified deputy from the sheriff's
office. Or if you need to have a correction made on your
serial number or odometer your vehicle must also be
inspected by this certified deputy.

(3) INSURANCE OFFICE
If you need your insurance agent phoned for verifi-
cation of insurance on your vehicle that you are li-
censing.

(4) YOUR BANK
If there is a lien on the title that must be released
before the vehicle can be transferred, often the bank
has to be called to get a termination statement on
this lien.

The PVA's office is not open on Saturday because it is a state
office. The Sheriff's office is not open on Saturday, only a
dispatcher is available during the weekend and this dis-
patcher is not certified to inspect vehicles. Most insurance
agencies are not open on Saturday. No bank in Floyd County
is open on Saturday.

The office of the County Clerk has tried being open on
Saturday. However, when a customer travels to the court-
house on Saturday and finds that he or she must also have a
tax notice changed or a vehicle inspected or that they forgot
their verification of insurance (which happens many times
daily) then that is when the customer becomes angry with the
county clerk's office, not realizing that in most cases it takes
more than one office to do the transaction. (The reason of all
three offices being involved in a lot of business transactions is
the way our state government has set up the checks and
balances process.)

AS BEING YOUR COUNTY CLERK, I have practiced having
the office open longer hours for the customer (and still we run
into problems as above mentioned.)

YOUR COUNTY CLERK'S OFFICE IS OPEN MONDAY thru
THURSDAY, 8:00 a.m. till 4:30 p.m. (NOT CLOSING FOR
LUNCH). All other offices in the courthouse close at 4:00 p.m.
with several of these offices being closed for lunch. YOUR
COUNTY CLERK'S OFFICE is open on Friday from 8:00 a.m.
till 7:00 p.m. This works out nicely for the one's who also need
banking information.

ASYOUR COUNTY CLERK, I have provided you with 5 hours
more office time each week than any other county or state
office in the courthouse and if you also count not closing for
lunch, that is an additional 5 hours.

The channel catfish is the most
prevalent catfish in America. Extraor-
dinarilyadaptable, this fish does well
in still water or swift, clean water,
and even fairlﬁ polluted or stagnant
water. He is the baby of the bunch,
rarely growing larger than 40 pounds.
When young, channel cats are olive
withblack spots, butassumea bluish
coloration as they grow larger. Also
possessing a deeply forked tail, adult
channe! cats are often mistaken for
blue cats,butcanbe definitively iden-
tified by the presence of 24 to 30 rays
in their anal fin.

Channel cats are not picky eaters,
and will eat virtually anything.
Chickenliver, hotdogsand luncheon
meat, worms, Ivory soap,doughbaits,
minnows, small bluegill, shad and
flat dead things from the roadside

will all catch channel cats.

The world record channel catfish,
taken in 1964 from Santee-Cooper
Reservoir in South Carolina, now
stands at 58 pounds, The Kentuck J
state record channel cat, a 22-poun
5-ounce whiskerface, was taken in
1976 by Wallace Carter of Law-
renceburg from a farm pond in An-
derson County,

The flathead catfish is the most
distinctive catfish in the family. With
aneasily-recognizable flattened head,
browncoeloration withdarker brown
mottling, and a squared tail, he is
rarely mistaken for any other fish,

Unlike blues and the channel cats
which often roam in small schools,
flatheads area solitary fish. They are
vicious predator'i, demonsl‘rating an
overwhelmi nﬁ preferenceforalarge,
live bait. Anglers adept at catching
thcseuglybrutcararelyusealivebait
lessthana poundinsize, and many of
them prefer a live carp in the 2- to 3-
pound range.

These ugly monsters grow in ex-
cess of 100 pounds, and prefer deep,
sluggish pools with a firm bottom.

If baseball is a kids game that
grown-ups play, then baseball card
collecting is even more a kids game
thatadults seem to have taken over.

Today, collecting baseball cardsis
not just a hobby — for many; itis an
investment, Itisamazing whatadults
and kids will do to geta piece of card
board that smells of bubble gum, to
collect them, trade them, and sellata
ridiculous price, but baseball card
trading and selling has become big
business. Grocery stores, gasstations
and flea markets have gotten in on
the baseball card boom. Many speak
of receiving their shipment of cards
on a Friday and being sold out by
Monday.

Toppsbegan marketing cards with
pubble gum in 1949, although base-
ball cards appeared oncigarette packs
seforethen, in the 1880s, When Topps
entered the market, Bowman Gum
Corporation held a predominant
position due to numerous exclusive
contracts with major league players
tor sales packaged with gym. Topps,
nonetheless, began to publish gum
cards of players under contract to
Bowman. Topps was forced to with-

draw its cards after a court hearing,
However, Toppsresolved its prob-
lemby buyingall of Bowman's player
contract nights,and began an aggres-
sive campaign of si%ning thousands
of major and minor league players to
standard contracts, reserving theright
to publish the player’sname, picture,
signatureand biographical sketch.
Baseball card collecting was a

hobby for many when they first be-

gan, and when the value of cards

:ame evident, it began to become
an investment. Gary Frazier of Mar-
tin has never lost sight of the real
reason he started collecting baseball
cards,

“Istarted backinthe50s,” Frazier
said, “I started it because | love the
game of baseball. My brother Lanny
and | began about the same time, We
always said if they are only worth a
penny, that would be all right with
us,” he says. "If the bottom were to
fall out of the market for baseball
cards, people who get into it as an
investment would lose money, but
far those whojust collect for fun, the
love for the game, nothing would
change.”

Frazier, who says he has never
sold a card, enjoys helping kids fill

Tips To Find Fish By Degrees

Fish, like people, are greatly af-
focted by the temperature of their
environment. There are upper and
ower temperature limits beyond
which fish and fishermen cannot
suryive, and thereisa narrow “com-
fort” range within which we are at
wr best.

When the temperature climbs
above our comfort range, we switch
to short sleeved shirts and shorts,
When it gets colder, we bundle up.
Fish aren’t so lucky — their only
defenseagainsttemperatureextremes
is to move. Our warm-blooded na-
ture insulates us somewhat from
temperature changes, but fish are
cold-blooded and are affected in-
stantly by them. In fact, if water tem-
peraturesin theircomfortrangearen’t
available, fish tend to become less
active and don’t feed as readily.

Fish follow seasonal patterns dic-
tated, in part, by water tem perature.
In early spring, for instance, bass
become more active as the water
warms and anglers use surface tem-
perature gauges to locate coves with
ihe warmest water, Even though there
maynot be more bass in the warmer
coves, the fish found in them will be
more active, and thus more catch-
ahle

Where a wide range of tempera-
tures can be found ina body of water
which supports several "different
kinds of fish, each species will in-
stinctively locateatit’scomfort zone,
Anglers who know the water tem-
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peratures tavored by specificspecies
canbetteridentify fish by cross-refer-
encing their positions on a sonar
screen with the temperature at that
particulardepth.

The following chart shows the
preferred temperaturefor 10 popular
species of fish. Look for game fish at
ornear these water temperatures:

What advice does Frazier offer
those who has just started collecting?

“Collect only what you are inter-
ested in,” he says, “Collect what you
like. If you like the Reds, collect the
Reds,” he explains, “It doesn’t have
to be expensive. Too many look at
collecting baseballcardsasaninvest-
ment, a business — not for the love of
the game.”

“When | started back in the '50s,”
Frazier relates, “I would set by the
window in school, and watch on
Tuesdays for the Snyder Potato Chip
man to come to Willie Holt's Candy
Shop. He brought the baseball cards.
Wewould head over thereafter school
was out. A pack of cards, then, cost5
cents.”

As a result of the increasing de-
mand for baseball cards, counterfeit
cards, more and more, are finding
their way into the market. According
to Frazier, one would have to really
know his baseball cards to spot a
counterfeit.

“You would have to be able to
hold the real card up againsta phony
one to tell the difference,” he says.

The old adage of supply and
demand has driven the price of base-
ball cards toridiculous levels. A Pete
Rose rookie card in mint conditionis
valuedat$575. A Mickey Mantlecard
is higher still. A Honus Wagner card
is worth around $35,000 to $40,000.

Frazier finds his collection of base-
ball cards relaxing.

“I enjoy going in the back room
and justlooking at my cards. [V's fun
for me to collect them,” he said

Frazier, who hasa section of seats
from the old Crosley Field, is anavid
baseball fan, He sponsors the Ameri-
can Legion baseball team in Floyd
County.

“It's just my way of helping the
kids to get to play ball, and through
American Legion baseball they may
even get a scholarship,” he said. “1

Fleer'shaseball cards havebecome
thebiggest selling card today, mainly
because there are four misprints and
they are worth some money.

Baseball card collecting has be-
come so bi f; that now they are stored
in “specially-madestorageboxes”, in
plasticcovers thatfitin “special bind-
ers”, What ever happened to the old
shoe boxes?

Teddy Lawson of Drifthasalways
been a baseball enthusiast.

“Our whole family lovesbaseball,”
Lawson says. “I was raised by par-
ents who loved baseball.”

Lawson began collecting baseball
cards when he was 10, back in 1954,
Since then, he has collected between

60,000 to 100,000 cards. He has 100
mint sets. Once, he traded a Mickey
Mantle card, valued at $650, for 12
sets of cards,

Lawson says thathissisters knows
moreaboutbaseball thanmost people.

“If youcould get them toadmitit,
they know a lot about baseball. The
players, theiraverages, the clubsthey
play on,” he says.

Back in 1957 when the Cincinnati
Reds placed almost their whole team
on the All-Star team because ofballot
box stuffing, Lawson and his sisters
took credit for being the ones that
stuffed the boxes.

“We took all the yearbooks we
could get, and voted for the Reds
playersin the names of everybody in
the yearbook,” he explained. “Since
that time they changed the voting
process.”

Lawson doesn’t like dealers who
exploit today’s kids.

“Kids are being pushed out of the
market,” he says. “Younger collec-

tors can’t afford the prices today,
Dealers are taking advantageof them.

”Adults forget thatit’s for the Kids.
Myadvice to youngsters just starting
out, is don’t fry and collect every
thing," he says.

Lawson enjoys taking in the base-
ball card shows in Louisville and
Cincinnati. Eric Lawson, his son, is
also a baseball collector. Lawson has
the 1953 Redman cards’ first issue.
Each card is valued at $48 to $60.

While there are some who have
not been collecting as long as others,
they still have accumulated a lot of
cards,

Greg Taylorof Martin has collected
25,000 cards since he started collect-
ing in 1984,

TrevorFitchof Martin, whoisrela-
tively new tocollecting, has gathered
1,500 to 2,000 cards in less than a
year. He has a George Brett rookie
card worth $50. Would he give $50
for it?

“Probably not,” he says. Fitch en-
joys trading cards withother students
at school.

John McKenzie, 13 of Drift, an
eighth grader at McDowell Elemen-
tary School, hasbeen collecting cards

since 1985, His collections has goneto
50,000, Did he get into baseball col-
lecting as a hobby, or an investment?
“Both,” hesays. “l enjoy collecting
them, but it’s also an investment.”
McKenzielikes togotoall thecard
shows hecan. He'sbeen toCincinnati
and Lexington, as well as local shows.
What is his prize card? |
“Thavea1960 Mickey Mantlecard
that's valued at $350,” he says. “The
hottest card out today is the Buddy
Ripken card, becauseof the misprint.”
McKenzie possesses two of them. His
advice to those just beginning?

“Keep your cards in the best shape
you can,” he advises. “Never put
rubber bands around them — they
causebendsinthecards. Alwayskeep
them in albums or plastic cases.”

McKenzie has puttogether 30 mint
sets.

S0 whether you are in the trading
card game for the fun of it, or as an
investment, it's not just for kids any-
more. The advice of those who have
been at it for sometime is: don't try
and collect everything; take care of
what you collect; keep up with the
trade shows; and watch out for
counterfeits.

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The Ones That Get Away:
Tips To Eliminate Problems

Spring is here, and with it a
fisherman’s thoughts turn to catch-
ing bass.

Unfortunately, few ever think of
losing fish—a problem that can eas-
ily ruin the most exciting trip of the
year. Right now, before serious an-
glinggetsstarted, isagood timetotry
to eliminate that problem,

“Welose bass from time to time,”
says Evinrude QOutboards Pro Staff
angler Burma Thomas, “simply be-
cause the fish never gets firmly
hooked. As a fisherman, I think you
have to learn to expect this periodi-

cally.
}Still, therearea number of things

any bass fisherman can do to mini-
mize those times.

“The very first thing,” says Tho-
mas, “is tosharpen hooks. Duil hooks
probably rank as the number one
cause of lost fish, primarily because
manufacturers don’t sharpen lure
hooks very well before they package
and sell their products.

“Hooks can be sharpened quickly
and easily,” says Thomas, “especially
with one of the electric sharpeners
now available, Even witha hand file,
just a few strokes on each side of the
barb will improveit.

“You can probably do an entire
tackle box full of lures in a single

evening. The best time to do it, of
course, is each time you purchase a
new lure.”

Frayed lineisanothermajor cause
oflosingbass, notes lhslpopular Evin-
rude pro. Although today’s monofil-
aments are made to withstand abra-
sion and abuse, continued use will
eventually weaken them, Rocks, pil-
ings, sticks, even grass — the very

laces bass live — all nick and cut
ishing lines.

“Make a habit of checking and
retying your lures several times each
fishing day,” advises Thomas, “espe-
ciallyif you'refishing heavy cover, or
if you're catching a lot of fish, Even
the rough lips of a bass will fray line.

“At the beginning of the fishing
season, take off all your fishing line
and re-spool with fresh line. Monofil-
amentscanbe weakened by improper
storage, too.”

Another problem Thomas sees
often in tournament competition is
improperly adjusted reel drags. The
drag system is what determines how
hard it is for a fish to pull line from a
reel. It should be adjusted according
to the pound test strength of the line

itself.

“The problem,” notes Thomas, “is
that a drag set too loose won't give
you a proper hook set. Line simply
pulls off thereel and the hooks never
penetrate the fish.

“When a drag is set too tight, it
breaks when you either set the hook
or play the fish. A properly set drag
should allow line to come off the reel
smoothly under pressure,”

A fourth way to lose a bass, says
the Evinrude angler, is improperly
playing the fish a?&er it'’s hooked. She
advises anglers to let the fish tire it-
self out by it's own runs and pulls

against a tight line.

“Keep pressure on the fish, but
don’trushit,” Thomassays. “A jump-
ing, thrashing fish needs only an in-
stant of slack line to get free.”

Still another way to lose a bass is
by improper boat positioning. Fre-
quently, this results in losing fish
before they’re even hooked.

"Bass are usually found close to
cover,” sheexplains, “so don’t spook
the fish by moving to close to that
cover or by bumping it with your
boat. Learntocast properlyandaccu-
rately so you can stay further away,
especially in clear water.”

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Roberts To Compete
In Boston Marathon

The doctors said he would never
runagainafteramotorcycleaccident
had broken his knee — so he began
running just to strengthen his knee,
and has been running ever since,

Rick Roberts of Emma will partici-
pating in his 21st marathon on April
17, when he will take partin the Boston
Marathonon Patriot’s Dayin Boston,
Mass. This will be the93r runningof
the Boston Marathon, making it the
oldest of all marathons today.

“The largest marathons arerunin
New York and Los Angles,” Roberts
said, “but the Boston Marathon'is the
most prestigious, In the New York
and Los Angles marathons, anybody
can run. You have to qualify torun in
the Boston Marathon.”

To qualify for the Boston encoun-
ter, a runner must run 26 miles in
under three hours. Roberts made his
qualifying run from Ontario to De-
troit when he ran in the Free Press
Marathon. Robertsis one of two East-
ern Kentucky runners who will be
sarticipating in themarathon. Marvin
McFaddenof Paintsvillewillalsobea
participant.

Roberts estimates that there will
be 8,000 runners in this year's mara-
thon.

“You'll have about 5,000 from the
USA, around 2,000 from overseas,
and about1,0{0 ‘bandits’, peoplewho
never qualified, but just get in the
raceand run,” he says.

Roberts is not the only runner in
his family; his wife of two years, the
former Mary Hudkins, isalsoanavid
runner and race walker,

“In the Bluegrass games Mary
finished second the last two years,”

Roberts explained. She frequently
travels withhimon weekends to other
races he takes partin,

“1 used to run in 40 to 55 races a
year,” Roberts relates. “But | guess
I'm slowing down. lonly take partin
15 to 20 a year now.” Roberts has
participated in 357 races since he
began running.

“I ran in the Pike’s Peak Mara-
thon, which is a six-hour and 15
minute run It'suphill, highaltitudes,
and rough terrain. About 1,500 run-
ners took part in it, and about 85
percentfinished,” Roberts said. “l ran
ina marathon in Scotland in 1985. |
finished 105th outof 1,600 runnersin

the Big Sur Marathon out in Califor-
nia, on Highway 101, the most scenic
route in America.”

What caused him to become so
interested in running in marathons
and other races?

“l had a motorcycle wreck and
broke my knee, so I began to run just
to strengthen it,” he explains. “I just
enjoyed running and kept atit.”

What goals does Roberts have in
running?

“I want to run in Louisville in
January,” he says. “That’s 50 miles. |
hurt my leg last year and wasntabie
to.take part, but I hope to this year.”

Roberts says hels running eight to
nine miles a day in preparation for
the marathon.

“I ran 38 miles last week, and will
run 50 miles this week, but next week
I will cut back to'30 miles,” he says.
Roberts will be leaving Friday for
Boston.,

The Boston Marathonisnotsome-
thing new to Roberts, asheran in the
prestigious'race in 1983,

WET /DRY ISSU

The Wet/Dry Issue is again before the public of Floyd County and Prestonsburg. There are
forces within the community who wish to return to the era of bootlegging. The people that
reportedly will be helped by this return will simply have to pay twice as much for whatever
alcoholic beverages they purchase than they would have to under the legal system. The biggest
issue, however, is the people who go and buy under the illegal system are far more inclined to
consume that liquor while still in the car. If they purchase cases of beer, the convenience is to
leave those cases in the trunk of the car so they are available whenever one wishes to partake.
Under these circumstances, it is far more likely that drinking while driving will happen.

The argument that the sell of alcoholic beverages does not attract visitors, commuters, etc.
is simply not true. The first question that any group of people is going to ask is that concerning
the availability of drinks within the community.

The people who go to outlying cities both within and without the Commonwealth will
purchase alcoholic beverages and bring them back with them to this vicinity.

The people that the Dry Issue hurts the most is the low income people who live within the
area and do not go to outlying communities. They will still get their alcohol; they will simply
pay twice as much for the privilege.

A vote in favor of the dry issue is simply a request that we return to the bootlegging days
of several years ago. High school and college students will still be able to obtain these beverages
and since age is not a factor with illegal sales, they will have less trouble then when the area
is wet. We should be realistic and whether one drinks or does not drink is not an issue nor will
a Dry vote solve it. | have not purchased a mixed drink in Prestonsburg or Floyd County since
the area voted wet, but many people do enjoy a drink with dinner and I have no problem with
them doing so. [ would encourage all citizens to vote YES to the question on April 22, 1989,
and leave morality to each individual.

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Quilter's Work Spans Country, Preserving Tradition For Future

Holly Justice’s handiwork is on
beds and walls from New York to
California. It's in the crafts collection
of Kentucky’s former first lady Phyl-
lis George Brown. A director and
cameraman from ABC-TV each have
a sample.

Justice makes quilts, an act as
natural to her as itis unusual to folks
born and bred in the big city.

Inhercomfortable homeatthe top
of Spurlock-Bucks Branch hill, she
practices a craft that was born out of
necessity for pioneer women, but
which has become a treasured sym-
bol of the country and this region’s
past.

Since making her first quiltat the
age of 15, Justice, now 67, hasn’tkept
track of the number of quilts she has
made, but figures the tally must be in
the hundreds.

Her early quilts were all made to
keep her family of five warm. As the

andchildren and great-grandchil-

ren began coming, she made quilts
for them, not only for warmth but
also for keepsakes.

Intheearly 1970s, shestarted work
part-timeat David Crafts Centerand
began quilting to sell. The quilts

marketed through the crafts center
have sold for as high as $600 and
average around $350 each, she said.

In1981 acameracrew from ABC's
“Good Morning, America” flew into
do a segment on the Floyd County
craftswoman. In addition to getting
national exposure, she sold twoquilts
to the visitors.

Justice said she taught herself to
quilt. Her mother died when the for-
mer Holly Hunter was only 10, and
the girllostthe benefitof her mother’s
tutelage.

“lalways tried to teach my girls to
quilt,” Justice, a widow since 1985,
said, “but only one of them can, and
shedoesn’tliketo. I guessIjusthaven't
been successful in passing it on.”

Not one for shortcuts, Justice
stitchesevery phaseofaquiltby hand.

Many quiltmakers, she said, put
the fabric pieces together by sewing
machine and then do the final quilt-
ing by hand. Some even use the
machine to do the quilting, the term
applied to the stitching together of
the patterned top of the quilt, the
paddingand thebottom lining fabric.

Thesmooth-skinned great-grand-
mother does every step by hand, her
fingers moving with machine-like
precision as she forces the needle

through the layers of cloth.

Justice said she can’tbegin to esti-
mate the number of hours she puts
into a quilt. “I generally can piece a
quilt top in two weeks, and quiltitin
another two weeks,” she said, “but1
just quilt when [ want to.”

When she “wants to” is usually
quite often, she admits. Using a lap
hoop to hold the fabric, she quilts
throughouttheday whenshe'snotat
her part-time jobat David, Her favor-
ite place to quilt is a padded settee
which she said has had to be recov-
ered twice because of the wear.

Today Justice buys most of the
fabric she uses in her quilts. How-
ever, when herchildren wereathome
and she sewed their clothes, most of
her quilts were madeifrom leftover
scraps of fabric.

Most of the quilt designs Justice
follows are traditional patterns, her
favorite being the double wedding

ring, anold pattern thatfeatures large
intersecting loops repeated through-
out the quilt.

Although she pores over pattern
books, she said shecan generally look
at a picture and create her own pat-
tern. Occasionally, clients come to her

withspecificideasand predetermined
color schemes, and she makes cus-
tom-designed quilts for them.

She has also made quilted pillow
coversand scaled down quilts ?nr use
as wall hangings.

Most of Justice’s wares are sold to
out of state customers or people in
Lexington or Louisville. “People
around here generally have the atti-
tude, ‘I cando thatmyself,” shesaid,
“But then they don't.”

In addition to quilting and sew-
ing, Justice is also proficient in cro-
chetingand knitting, When notbusy
with hercrafts, she likes to read, cook
and host “big family gatherings.”

Heradviceto would-bequilters is
straightforward. “Get down and get
atit. If you do it wrong, take it loose
and do it again,” she said. “Quilting
takes a lot of time, but it's worth it.
You get a real sense of accomplish-
ment.”

But then, almost sheepishly, the
life-long quilter, who loves whatshe
does and commands high prices for
her handiwork, adds, “1 shouldn’t
say it, butl would love to havea store
bought quilt. | never did have one.”

OLDER MAY NOT BE BETTER

The thousand tablet bottle of aspirin bought on
sale three years ago may not have turned out to be
a bargain after all. Medicines gradually deteriorate
with age, as do most substances. In the case of a
drug, however, getting older can be dangerous.
Some drugs lose their effectiveness over time, and
will notcure the ailment. Others canevenget stronger
and may deliver more of a dose than the doctor

ordered. Stillothersreacttotheinert substancesthey
are mixed into and form potentially toxic substances.
One example from years ago was the antibiotic tetra-
cycline, which was then mixed with an acidic binder:
Over time, the two formed a toxin that caused kidney
disease. Old aspirin, especially if it has been moist,

may cause stomach irritation.

If it has a strong

vinegary smell, throw it out.

Country and western
music is now a widespread
and popular form of music,
and the Country Music
Awards have consisiently
good ratings. But that was
not always the case.

The Academy of Country
Music was first conceived in
1964 when four people—
Mickey and Chris Chnistian-
sen. Eddie Miller and
Tommy Wiggens—mel 10
sharc their dream of promot-
g and enhancing the accep-
tance of country music.
Their dream was given a
foundation for growth when
they formed a non-profit
organization and chanered
it in accordance with the
faws of California.

In 1965 i1 was decided that
the best way 1o expose the
talented artists and put

country music before the
public was to hold an awards
show. the first ever country
music awards show by a
major organization. In 1969,
the Academy became an
iniernational organization,
and the awards show was
first televised in 1972,

“The tendency of new homebuy-

inarecentissueof Real Estate Today,
theofficial publication of the National
Association of Realtors.

Marshall is an assistant professor
of management at Widener Univer-
sity (Pennsylvania) and specializes
inreal estate finance,

The popularity of 15-year mort-

ges can be attributed to several
?ﬂ tors. The first, and perhaps most
important, for those refinancing, ac-
cording toMarshall, isthedownward

trend of interest rates during the past
few years, allowing those refinancing
higher rate mortgages to pay off the
mortgage for about the same pay-
ment as the 30-year mortgage.

“To many, the lure of this appar-
entbargain has been powerful,” states
Marshall.

The arguments for taking a 15-

parently incredible interest savings
and — most satisfying emotionally
— themortgageis paid off in half the
time,

Are there reasens, then, a
homebuyer, eligible for both types,
should opt for a 30-year mortgage.
Marshall responds with a definite
n‘v‘ls'!f

“In fact,” he said, “from a purely
financial perspective, the 30-year
mortgage is superior for many
people.” Reasonsinclude the new tax
laws, the current conditions in the
financial markets, and the current
position in the interest rate cycle.

Theauthor examines indetail what
he terms the “two-faceted myth” of
the 15-year mortgage. First, does the
homeowner truly geta lowerinterest
rate on the 15-year loan? Marshall
illustrates that the stated or contract
rate for 15-year loans, generally 25 to
50 percent less than that for 30-year
loans, doesn‘t really determine the
cost of the loan. Rather, it is the an-
