Permissionfrom the Prestonsburg
fire department is now required be-
foreresidents canburn trashand other
refuse in the city, according to an
ordinance passed by city council at
its Monday meeting.

Themotion toadopt the ordinance,
which received its second reading,
was made by William Callihan and
seconded by Danny Hamilton,

Thenew law covers trash, vegeta-
tion, buildings, vacant property, scrap
materialand refuse. Persons wishing
to burn materials must apply for a
permit and have it approved by the
fire chief.

According to the ordinance, the
fire chief can deny a citizen’s request
toburnmaterials “ifadangeroussitu-
ation exists.” The fire chief can also
assist in the burning or “totally ad-
minister the burn” with the fire de-
partment, the ordinance states.

The new provisions became effec-
tive with the ordinance’s passage
Monday.

Remember Vets On Memorial Day

Two days of the year we honor
America’s veterans, Memorial Day is
when we honor our dead; Veterans
Day, we honor the living.

On this Memorial Day, we are a
nation at peace. World Warl, World
War I, Korea and Vietnam — the
guns have long grownsilent. On this
Memorial Day, we remember the past.
We remember a time when our sons
and daughters were fighting — and
dying — to keep this land free.

Across the land, thousands of
graves will be marked with a small,
butproud, American flag. A reminder
of the cost of peace — of freedom.
These flags, snapping to attention in
the wind, embody the spirit of our
fallen comrades. Like soldiers in for-
mation, theflagsstand talland proud.
Caught forever on our flag’s blazing
field is the blood our soldiers, air-
men, sailorsand Marines have spilled
for freedom. Honor. Courage. Free-
dom. These words are very strong,
patriotic words thatconjureupa huge
American flag flying as a proud
symbol of hopeand peacearound the
world. And these are the words that
describe the men and women who
sacrificed their lives for this country.
Their sense of honor; duty and com-
mitment to America and all that it
stands for is unquestionable. Their
courage and spirit, unmatched.

Freedom, liberty, independence —
these were never just empty phrases
to our soldiers. These wereanideal to
live for— and if necessary, to die for.
Our flag has come to symbolize the
oneand a quarter million Americans
who lost their lives in defense of that
freedom. But more than a symbol of
their sacrifices and their deaths, it
stands for their fighting spirit, aspirit
that has never been broken.

In 1814, the men manning Fort

rv. Baltimore,
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British. Yet, against all odds, they
withstood 25 hours of intensive
bombardment by the British fleet.
Francis Scott Key, an American pa-
triot held by the British on a nearby
ship, witnessed the battle through
the night. It wasn‘t until the morning
sun began to break through the mist
that he knew they had survived the
vicious attack. For there, caught in
the gleam of dawn’s firstlight—as if
tomock theenemy — was the Ameri-
can flag, still flying high and proud

over the fort.

Key was so inspired by that sight
he wrote a poem in tribute to the
brave men olPFm't McHenry. A poem
in. which he said “.and the star
spangled banner in triumph shall
wave...” Thesewordsareas truetoday
as they were when he wrote them.
Thousandsof young menand women
wear the uniform o?ourarmcd forces.
They, too,are rrcpared todefend this
country and all that it stands for with
their very lives.

Our flag, no simple piece of cloth,
isourdedicationtoideals, out values
for human life and our commitment
to peace and freedom. Key said the
flag reminded him that this is “the
land of the free and the home of the
brave.” How many times have we
heard these simple words? How
many times have we joined our voice
with other Americans to sing them?
But have you really stopped and
pondered their meaning? This is the
land of the free, but a freedom that
was purchased with the blood of

brave Americans. We have earned
therighttotrumpet the “star spangled
banner” across the world.

Our flag is the husbands, fathers,
daughters and sons who were sacri-
ficed so that our children could con-
tinue to live in the freest nation on
earth, and because we did our job
most Americans haven'thad tolearn
this lesson firsthand. Therefore, it's
important that we teach all Ameri-
eans. Our young do not have to?(no
war to learn the importance of the
American flag and how our flag
embodies all that is good about this
country. Let us teach them from our
own experiences. Let us instill into
them the same love and respect for
the flag that we have. We mustteach
them about duty, honor and patriot-
ism. We must teach them about the
importance of the American spiritas
itis embodied in our flag.

Do notletourcomrades’ sacrifices
be for nothing. Help our young to
understand that the flag is notjustan
interesting exhibition in a museum.

Help them to see that the power and
the beauty extends beyond an ab-
stractidea. With theirdeath, those we
honor on Memorial Day purchased
freedom, not just for us and our chil-
dren, but for our children’s children.
It's important that we mourn their
deaths, but it’s more important that
wedon’tforget to honor their service
and the lessons they taught us all.

The flag cannot cry out, not can it
defend itself, notcan the casualties of
way cry out. Those whose spirit the
flag embodies are mute: We who can
speak out and defend our flag must,
We whocanspeak outand praiseour
fallen comrades must. We who can
teach the lesson of democracy must,
Francis Scott Key understood this, to
make his voice heard he wrotea poem.
A poem about the American flagand
how itequates tothe American spirit.
He wrotea poem thatis heard around
the world as American’s national
anthem. But it is also the world’s cry
for freedom fighters, democracy’s
defenders.

With your thumbnail and finger, gently
squeeze the stem just above a set of leaves until it
. breaks. Usually only the growing tip with one set of
leaves is removed, but for tall, spindly plants up to a
third of the height of the plant may be pinched.

A fellow called me last week and
said, “Chris, | want to start bass fish-
ing. Can you tell me what lures [
should buy?”

I did my best to convince the gen-
tleman that he could save himself a
lot of frustration by cutting himselfa
cane pole, buying a bobber, a few
hooks and some crickets, and spend
his fishing time catching bluegill.

When thatdidnt work, [ suggested
bowling, horseshoesand bird watch-
ing. But, still the man persisted.
“Okay, okay,” I said, “if you're sure
you want to do this, read next week’s
column.”

So, in an effort to please at least
one reader, here is my outline of the
basic bassing tacklebox.

SOFT PLASTICBAITS

Theseare the most productivebaits
in your tacklebox. Use them often,
and you will catch bass.

*A selection of 6- to 9-inch plastic
worms in the following colors: black,
purple firetail, June bug, pumpkin-
seed, clear blue and clear red. My
favorite worms are Mann's 9-inch
Manipula{nr and the original 7-1 /2-
inch culprit.

*2/0and 4/0 worm hooks,and 1/
B,3/16 and 1/4-0z. worm sinkers.

*An assortment of 3, 4 and 5-inch
grubs in these colors: chartreuse,
smoke with glitter, pumpkinseed and
white, (Check outCulprit's newgrub
color called “Shad Flash.” It looks
just like a live shad when the sun
reflects off it. PS—I named the color
for Culprit!)

*A few Gitzit-type tube grubs in
chartreuse and clear with glitter,

*For the grubs and Gitzits, you'll
need asupply of1/8and 1/4-0z. jig-
heads.

*A few do-nothing type worms
like the Savage Worm or Mann’s Limit
finder in blues, purples and pump-
kinseed. For this rig, you will need a

supply of plastic beads, swivels, 1/2
to 3/4-0z. bullet sinkers, This is the
easiest lure you can use to effecti vely
fish deepwater structure, In fact, it is

one of the easiest lures you can use to
catch bass from any structure.

BLADE BAITS

Spinnerbaits are one of your best
all-around lures, so you always need
to carry a few with you, here’s my
minimum:

*One1/8-0z. white single spin for
clear water use.

*Several 3/8-0z. single spin baits
(either Colorado or small willow leaf
blades)in white, chartreuseand char-
treuse/white.

*A few 5/8-0z. short-armed baits
with a single Colorado blade for use
when night fishing. (The best that |
have found for this purpose include
T"s Stump Jumper, Zorro's Short-
Armed Aggravator, and Strike King's
drop bait,) Black or purple isall you
need.

*A couple of white or chartreuse
3/8or1/2-0z.buzz baits, plus trailer
hooks for them.

JIGS

*For casting use, pick 3/8-0z. baits
in brown/orange (all around use),
black/blueinclear water,and black/
chartreuse in muddy water.

*For flipping and deep structure
fishing, use 1/2-o0z. jigs in brown/
orange, blackand black/red atnight.

*A supply of #11 Uncle Josh Pork
Frogs in black, brown, black/char-
treuse and black /red.

TOPWATERPLUGS

*A Heddon Zara SpookinChrome
or Silver Glitter,

*A #450 AC Shiner in bone/or-
ange for smallmouths

*A Rebel Pop-R inchrome/black.

*Mann’s 1-Minus or Baby 1-Mi-
nus in Blue Shad Chrome or Grey
Ghost.

*Storm’s Thunderstick in chrome
and PrizmFlash blue/black/orange.

*A black Jitterbug for use at night
(tons of fun!).

CRANKBAITS
By far, crankbaits are the most
difficult lures to purchase. Every

crankbait manufactured is unique,
and because they dive toa wide vari-
ety of depths (0 to 30 feet!), selecting
asmallassortmentis tough. Without
going into great detail, | thought I'd
offer my favorites:

Mann’s 15+ in Alabama Shad,
Crawfish and Fire Shad.

*Mann’s 20+ in Alabama: Shad,
solid chartreuse, Fire Shad and Fire
Red Fluorescent.

*Mann's Stretch 104 in Tennesse
Shad and solid Chartreuse.

*Model 7A bombers in Fire Tiger,
Blaze Orange Tiger and Red Apple/
Orange Belly

*Rebel’s Deep Wee-R in one of the
C-finish shad and fire tiger patterns.

*Rapala Shad-Raps, both SR7 and
SR9, in silver, crawdad and char-

treuse.

*Poe’s 400seriesin hot silver/black
back.

*Bagely’s Decp Killer B2 in shad
pattern,

*A good selection of 1/2-0z. rat-
tling lipless crankbaits like Rat-L-
Traps. Storm’s Texas Shad, Bomber's
Ratl “RRR” A or Cordell’s Rattlin’
Spot. My top colors are chrome baits,
especially chrome/blue back.

*Last but not least, a few Rebel

Wee-Crawfish in natural greens and
browns. Thisis undoubtedly my most
productive stream lure.

TO FILL THE REMAINING
SLOTS...I'd getafew1/2-0z.jigging
spoons, either Mann-O-Lures or
Hopkin's Spoons. Even if you don't
know how to use them, you should
carry at least one in every tacklebox.
These things are great to retrieve

Passes House, 402-3

Congressman Chris Perkins an-
nounced recently that the House has
Bassed thereauthorizationof the Carl

. Perkins Vocational Education Act
by a vote of 402 to 3.

The bill strongly emphasizes fed-
eral funding to areas with the great-
est educational and economic need.

“lam pleased that the Vocational
Education Act passed with such
overwhelming support from my col-
leagues. With the act’s new formula
for thedistributionof federal money,
ruralareaslike Eastern Kentucky will
receive the funding for facilities and
programs they need so badly,”

Theapplied technology education
act calls for a new formula in which
80 percent of federal funds will go to
districts with the most economically
and educationally disadvantaged
students. The formula is heavily
weighted and based on counting the
eligible educationally and economi-
cally disadvantaged. At the same
time, special population set-asides,
which have diluted the program in
the past, said Perkins, will be climi-
nated.

The reauthorization also includes
an amendment introduced by Perk-
ins granting an additional $100 mil-
lion for improving facilities and ac-
quiring equipment.

Next, he played songs he taped
from the Armed Forces Network
when he was in Vietnam in 1969-70,
including “Denise,” “Proud Mary,”

“I thought the students would
identify with some of the songs
through Robin Williams’ characterin
‘Good Morning, Vietnam’,” says Elli-
ott, “It didn’t happen that way.”

The students wrote intently, tak-
ing their musicseriously and defend-
ing il with great determination, says
Elﬁmt.

IN THE NAME OF JUPITER

Nearly everyone associates the letters Rx with medi-
cine, specifically with a prescription. Did you know that
the special symbol at the beginning of the prescription
(the "RX" sign) is actually the remnant of a prayer? In
ancient Roman times, no physician would have been so
arrogant as to attempt to heal the sick without calling
upon the gods for assistance.

Series delves into

Fred Savage brings

unique role to life

For having had no formal
acting lraining. |2-year-old
actor Fred Savage has man-
aged 1o pull off one of the
most refreshing charactersin
current  primenme TV—
that of Kevin Arnold, a
presteen growing up in 1960s
suburbia.

What makes his role in
ABC's The Wonder Yearsso
unique is that Savage has
very little didlogue, his
thoughts instead being con-
veyed through n narrator
who 15 supposed 10 be his
character grown up and

reminiscing  about  his
vouth.
Savage, therefore, must

rely heavily on facial expres-
stons 1o round out the char-
acter. He said he sometimes
makes faces at himself in the
bathroom mirror afler read-
ing the script. "1 look at the
scnipis and when there was a
bit of narration, | do, some-
umes, iry to figure out what
my reactions would be o 11,”
he said. “When he does the
narration, 1t’s like me talk-
ing. So, iU's just—I'm 1alk-
ing. but I'm not moving my
lips, But I'm still having the
same face reactions,”

Daniel Stern, who
provides the grown-up voice
of Kevin Arnold, said the
young actor has another trait
that makes him good at the
part.

“Fred's a really good his-
tener,” Stern said. “They
have a gentleman who reads
the narration when I'm not
there, and Fred's actually, |
think, a great listener, which
i5 the key 1o being a good
actor.”

Although obviously writ-
ten by adults, Savage said the
scripts still apply 1o the
| 2-year-olds of 1oday.

“What I'm going through
and what the boy in the "60s
is going through is the same
thing, to be totally honest,”
Savage said. “He's worried
about girls and school and

whether his hair is right and
stuff like that.”

One difference, however,
is technology, he said. “If |
were to go inside and play
video games, he would go
outside and play football on
the street or something.” he
said, comparing the two
12-year-olds.

After doing numerous
commercials and voiee-
overs, the young actor made
his feature film debut in the
summer of 1985 at age 8 in
The Boy Who Could Fly. He
made his television debut on
the CBS series, Morningstar/
Eveningstar, which brought
him 1o work, but not to live,
in LA

Savage received wide cri-
tical acclaim for his perfor-
mance as the bed-ridden
grandson in The Princess
Bride, directed by
Reiner. His latest big screen
venture, Vice Versa with
Judge Reinhold. was a big
success last summer. He said
he's going 0 keep acting
while he is still having fun at
i,

“I'm having a lot of fun.
That's why | act,” the actor
said. “The minute it stops
becoming fun or being fun,
then it's time to stop.”

Josephine Hall Akers, daughter of
IIN.Hall, has sent me four checks
written by Robert Hall and dated

Prater Creck. He also sold stamps
and tookletters to Dwale tobe picked
up by the postal carricr.

I also have two two-cont stamps,
dated Sept. 21, 1898 and Scpt. 18,
1899, one with his initials, RH, and
the other signed R. Hall, I can only
assume that this was the way stamps
werecanceledatthattime. Thestamps
arein mint condition.

Josephine Hall Akers lives in the
old L.N.Hall residence at Banner, built
in1923.

About 1924 or 25, my father, A.B.
“Banner” Mcade; and his two broth-
ers,Jimand Edgar Meade, along with
my maternal great uncle, IN. Hall,
built thenew Hall Store at the conflu-
enceof Prater Creekand the BigSandy
River. Itwas built of sandstone blocks
they made themselves and was lo-
cated next to the railroad tracks that
were built through that arca around
1908 or 1909, It was nearcr to the
homes of the Hall familics.

My greatgrandfather, Robert Hall,
operated the post office from his
home, located near the railroad tracks
and the river bank, now known as
Banner.

This writer has tried for several
years to date the naming of the little
scttlement of Banner and why it was
named Banner. When | received the
checks from the Bank Josephine, |
found the answer to when it was
named. My reasoning came from the
address of};he store and the wording
on the checks,

The checks had printed in a small
enclosure on the left side: “Dealer in

General Merchandise Shipping point,
Mo. Prater, KY.” Themailing address
of the store on the checks was shown
as Dwale.

By the factthatthey had togoover
to Dwale to reccive any letters or
other mail told me that when my
grandmother, Linnie Walsh Hall, was
made postmaster at Banner on May
15, 1902, was the time the little settle-
ment was named.

I have the original certificate she
was issued, signed by Henry G.
Payne, Postmaster General, Washing-
ton, DC, dated May 15,1902.Shedied
froma fallattheold storeinlate 1902,
while pregnant with their third child.

Catherine Stratton, daughter of
Isaac Stratton, well known minister
and Good Samaritan, has told me the
name came from Banner
Leslie,reported to be the first school
teacherinthatarca. He wasa brother
to Anna Leslie Hall, wife of Malon
Hall, Robert Hall’s brother.

David Banner Leslie is shown in
the 1900 Floyd census, living in the
Dwale precinet, enumerationdistrict
100, which included Banner.

“She hasn’t wandered off yet,” said the
daughter, referring toan aPpamntly com-
mon activity of Alzheimer’s patients, “But

talking. All she does is sitand fool with
strings of beads.”

McKenzie has been keeping her mother
for a year, a time during which the younger
woman'’s time has become restricted and
outside activity, other than her necessary job,
has been essentially eliminated.

From all evidence, the situation will only

Relatives of Alzheimer’s patients also
often have to live with a fear for themselves.
McKenzie, for example, says her mother’s
elder siblings also have the disecase and are
in nursing homes.

“It's not so bad for me,” says McKenzie,
still a young, attractive woman, “but my
brothers and sisters are older, in their 50s,
and they're afraid they will get the discase
also. [ keep hoping there will be a cure by
the time I might getit.”

“This is normal forgetfuiness,” she said,
indicating the shoes, “Most of us remember
what we forgot.

Other symptoms of the diseasc includea
decline in ability to perform routine tasks,
impairment of judgment, disorientation, per-
sonality change, difficulty in learning and
loss of language skills. As the discase
progresses, victims become totally incapable
of caring for themselves.

The rate and extent of deterioration vary,
Mace said. “The discase affects different
parts of the thinking functions in different
ways. Paticnts lose different areas of
intellectual functions at different rates,” she
said.

She added that emotions are more casily
remembered than facts — for normally
healthy persons as well as Alzheimer's
patients, For this rcason, she said, discase
victims can often remember that a family
member isimportant to them and yet appear
not to recognize the family member or be
able to'call his name.

Stress can result in more rapid regression
in the Alzheimer's patient, Mace said. “Little
things, such as trying to remember how to
tie shoe laces or which fork to use, can
trigﬁcr a decline in mental ability,” she said.

cKenzic confirmed the observation that
stress affects the discase. She said her mother
began to decline after her father died.
Another audience member said his wife’s
condition was more pronounced after she
fell in the bathtub.

Stress can also bring on what might be
described as a temper tantrum inan
Alzhcimer’s patient; Mace said. “Butan

The diagnosis is important, she said, be-
causc the actual cause of the symptoms
might be something other than Alzheimer’s,
Severe depression, for instance, can often
cause memory loss, she said, and i, like

some other physiologrcal problems, is
treatable and reversible.

Alzheimer’s is difficult to diagnose. Doc-
tors can assume the discase is present after a
battery of tests is complete, but an actual
confirmation is possible only after the

atient’s death when an autopsy can allow
or an actual test of brain tissue.

According to the Alzheimer’s Associa-
tion, the discase can last for many, many
years before the patient’s body finally
succumbs. In its later stages, the patient's
every need, from eating to toileting, must be
taken care of for him. The association
estimates that more than $40 billion is spent
annually for caring for Alzheimer’s victims
both in nursing homes and at home.

Mace was careful to season her talk with
positive comments for the audience of car-
egivers and relatives of victims, “Patients
can still enjoy music until very latein the
illness,” she said. “Their attempts to cover
up the symptoms are a virtue, a strength. It
can drive you up the wall, but we should be
thankful when they have enough brain
capacity to try to cover up.

We should celebrate tlge fact that there are
some things they retain,” she said.

Suxrmrt groups are important to families
with Alzheimer’s patients, she said. “In com-
municating with others, we can get ideas.
For instance, when mother hasn’t had a bath
in two weeks, you might find others who've
dealt with the same problem and can offer

You can scramble your morning
eggs rightin the serving dish almost
as quickly as you can make the toast
to go along. For a delicious dinner
entree to serve minutes after you get
home from a busy day at work,
scramble chopped sauteed veggies
with your eggs. Or, roll a tender
microwave omelot around leftovers
for alazy weckend brunch. Onedish
after another, eggs and the micro-
waveadd up toquickand easy meals
with a minumum of clean up!

Despite all its attributes, though,
the microwave oven doesn’t do jus-
tice to airy souffles or puffy ome-
lets—thcr neced the dry heat of con-
ventional oven to puff beautifully,

Forsuccessful eggsalamicrowave,
keep these few points in mind:

—Egg yolk, because it contains
fat, tends to cook more quickly than
egg while. When you're microcook-
ing unbeaten eggs, use 50% or 30%
powaer,

—Omelets, scrambled e and
poached eggs microcook well on full
power.

—Even out of the shell, eggs may
explode in the microwave because
rapid heating causes a buildup of
stcam. Always use a wooden pick or
tip of a knife to break the yolk mem-
brane of an unbcaten egg before
microcooking to allow the steam to
escape.
