The Floyd County School Board 
votL'Cl Tue~day night at a specially­
called meeting to accept recommen· 
dations made by the Blue Ribbon 
Panel, with some qualifications 

The resolution unanimously 
passed by the board noted that the 
panel's recommendation', together 
with those made in a ~uly 1988 Ac­
croditation Report by state officials 
and the December 1988 Curriculum 
Audit, would "become the basis for 
developing a long-range educational 
plan for the school district," 

The board agreed toproVtdunan­
nual progress report to members of 
the panel, citizens in the county, and 
board members. 

In a separate school-related mat­
ter, the state Board of Education i q~x­
pocted to meet Thursday, June 29, at 
10 a.m. to discuss the general status 
and activities in Floyd and Whitley 
counlies under Phase IJT of the aca­
demic bankruptcy law. 

I' he state board is al~ expected to 
hear an update from department staff 
concerning alleged pohtical activities 
in Aoyd County. 

Cordon Nichol!., state department 
spokesman, refused to elaborate fur­
theron the agenda items, but did say 
that state board chainnan Henry 
Pogue spent most of Monday in the 
department, and decided to call the 

meeting.

includes rcc:ommendations for in­
creased teacher salaries, more instruc­
tional spending and redesign of the

r n the area of finance, board mem­
bers agreed an pnnople to increased 
salaries for educators, but expressed 
reservations that a portion of any ad­
ditional revenue wao; not spccifi(ally 
targeted for expanded, tnnovativein­
struction programs. 

Additionally, the board questioned 
the legality or allowing the creation 
of an ad hoc rommittcecomprised of 
members of the busine$S and educa­
tional community to help review and 
formulate an evaluat1on process for 
district employees. 

Membersofthepa.neland the board 
agreed to seek an attomey general's 
opinionastowhethersuchacommJt· 
tce could be legally formed. 

According to Superintendent Ron 
Hager, state law requires that the 
district's evaluation committee be 
made up of equal numbers of teach­
ers and administrators. Apparently; 
the statute leaves no room for repre­
sentation of a district's citizenry or

Contrary to the expectations of 
many, Pete Grigsby Jr., administra­
tive assistant to Superintendent 
Ronald Hager, was not disciplined 
for alleged politicking during school 
tim~:.

House Majority Leader Greg 
Stumbo, one of two attorneys repre­
senting Grigsby, .said after the ses­
sion that his client had received a 
written reprimand prior to the meet­
ing, and that the local board unani· 
mously agreed to take no further 
action. 

"Mr. Grigsby has been thoroughly 
reprimanded, and the board has done 
its own form11l in\'cstigation," said 
Stumbo. "He as sorry that the who1e 
matter occ;urrcd, hl' dad not mean to 
offend or plan•uny one in a position 
where they relt like political pressure 
was being put on them." 

Grigsby declined to comment on 
the issue. 

Stumbo said Crigr.by broke no laws 
and did not vio14\te local board policy 
in di..~c. mg polih•'s with dac;trkt 
employees during school time. 
Stumbo and Bobby Rowe, addit10nal 
counsel for Gngsby, noted that the 
conversation was "casual in context" 
and that no coercio11 took place. 
Stumbo also said the credibility of 
allegations by at least one witnc~5 
against Crig!iby was questionable.

Because of this, he 
is fired. 

Unfortunately, J can describe 
many other similar mcidents relating 
to family and medical leave. In fact, 
millions of Americans every year are 
forced to choose between keeping 
their job and taking leave to deal with 
a family emergency or crisis. This is 
an unfair labor practice and a new 
minimum leave standard must beset 
in order to protect these workers. 

In addition, as many of you know, 
most women work out of economic 
necessity. In today's economy, most 
couples need two incomes to main­
tain the standard of living their par­
ents enjoyed Wlth only one income; 
single parents arc struggling to $ur· 
vive.lnaddition tochtld carere!pon­
sibilitics, many families a!~ provide 
care to elderly patients and relatives 
who ue seriously 11l. 

it is time for labor standards to 
reflect the ch.lngmg nature of Amen­
can fam1lics. 

For these reasons, 1 am an original 
cosponsor of H.R. 770, the Family 
and Medical leave Act, which estab· 
lishes a minimum labor standard for 
unpaid family and medical leave, 
while recognizing the concerns of 
business, in particular sma11 bu<.i­
nesses. The bill was introduced on 
February2,and has since passed both 
subcommittee and committee. It is 
scheduled for floor action very 
shortly. 

In this practical, btpartisan pro­
posal, employers are required to 
provide 10 weeks of family leave for 
the birth or adoption of a child or to 
care for a seriously ill child or parent, 
and 15 weeks of medical leave to 
employees for their own serious ill· 
ness or injury. Upon return from 
leave, the employee must be rein· 
stated to the same or equivalent posl· 
tion, with a requirement that pre­
existing insurance benefits becontin· 
ued during leave. Employers with 
under 50 employees would be ex­
empt for the first three years and 
employers with under 35 employees 
would be exempt after this period. 
However, though employe~ mu~t 
prov1de unpa1d leave, there is no 
prohibition against providmg paid 
leave with the same job ~nt}' pro• 
vision.

Porter 1sa senior at the University of 
Kentucky where he is studying die­
tcbcs. He also has a second major in 
phycology and plans to attend East­
em Kentucky University this fall to 
get a master's degree. 
"When I was nine years old I would 
go with my brother to the old skating 
rink at Archer Park and watch as he 
and others would train in karate," 
Porter says. 
''When I was 11, I entered the pro­
gram at Allen Central under the tu­
toring of Anthony Wells. In 1981 after 
Mr. Wells left, I studied under Bill 
L<'<>n.ud at the National Guard Ar­
mory In Prestonsburg," Porter re­
counts. "Also in 1981, I would drive 
l\l Lcxangtoncverywcckcnd to study 
undcrSanTilcwhoisaGrandMaster 
and holds a 1Oth d~.orce." 
Karate has differ~nt levels that a per­
son must attain to reach certain de­
grees. When someone first starts out 
ne is considered a "white belt''. The 
levels from there are yellow belt leveL 
blue belt, green belt and then the 
bro"""n belt which has three degrees, 
third, second and first degree. When 
that plateau is reached, the martial 
arts enthusiast is a black belt or 5th 
degree, Porter says. 
According to Porter, it takes about 
three months to reach the next higher 
level. In the different degrees in the 
brown level stage there are about six 
months intervals. 
Porkr has taught karate for the six 
years, the last two at UK. ''We will be 
having a program thi~ summer called 
SOAR(SuperintendentOccupational 
Academic Retreat), a program for 
junior high kids whoarea high risk to 
drop out of school," he says. 
'The program run~ for eight weeks, 
dunng which the kids go to summer 
school classes, hold a part-time job, 
and hve in college dorms. There will 
be free classes m karate at UK. There 

,.,. 

thcr will learn studr. skills in rcme­
dia reading and wnting." the Black 
Belt holder says. 
"It will be an mccntive for them to 
stay in school, sort of an outlet !or 
theu pressure and stress," Porter says. 
"They will be taught a form of disci­
pline, and there will be classes m 
dan~.cand weight lifting. 
Porter, even though he has attained 
the level of Blctck Belt, still has some 
goals to shoot fur. 
"I'm going to keep going, and try to 
reach the Master Levd. I low it and 
I've bc~n in it th1s long. I've made it 
through too many years toqutt now," 
he said. 
What about karate would attract an 
11-year·<>ld boy to such a physical 
sport? 
"They have what lS called a "Circle 
Wa(f and it usually occur at the end 
of the evening sessions," Porter ex­
plains. "It's like a gang fight where 
everyone gets in the middle and just 
fight each other. Sometimes you get 
knocked clear aero s the noor. That 
was what attracted me to the sport 
afterwatchingitatoneofmybrothcr's 
sessions. 
"The circle war teaches a student to 
move," he says. "You may have to 
fight more than one person some­
times and this teaches you how to 
make the moves to do it," he says. 
"There's a lot of work to it," he adds. 
"I have no regrets that 1 ever started. 
There were time.<~ 1 dreaded going to 
class. 
"Karate teaches physical and mental 
~iscipline .. There !sa time of medita­
tion, called Tai Chi-slow moving 
and meditatio~ which actually 
teaches speed. It s also a health exer­
cise. 
"Many people will start and then drop 
aut," saysthcAssociateMastcr. "After 
the whtte bclt level, SO percent arc 
gone, quit" 

As thedifferentlevelsarcrt'achcd the 
harder are the phvsical aspects of the 
sport. ~cchnically the moves arc 
harder, he admits, "butintcllcctua II y 
they are easier to master. That's b\.'­
cause of the repetition of the moves 
and kicks. It may be harder phy~i­
cally but easier to grasp intellectu­
ally. 
"Some think that when you reach the 
Black Belt level you are there, you've 
arrived, but really you have ju~t be­
gun. In each level the intensity ts 
doubled." 
Porter has been able to showca54! his 
sport on local television in Lexington 

courtesy of TcJeCablc. 
'1t was a programca11ed Sport About 
and covered different sports in the 
area," he says. "We teach the Shaolin 
style, opposed to thC Korean style." 
Porter has hopes of opening a Karate 
School m Richmond in August or 
September.

Enjoyed By Local Golfers 

Ocd1cation scn.ices were held 
l't.'CCJltly for the newly reconstructed 
Beaver Valley Colf Cour.;c at Allen 
Park. The land where the course Is 
located was formerly the Beaver 
ElkhornGolfCoui"S('- nine holes with 
sand greens. 

A major portion of land on which 
the golf course is located was se­
cured by countyofficials through the 
assistance of Mr. and Mrs. George 
Evans. The lower portion of the area 
was secured from theC&ORailrood. 

Some county tunds and a large 
government grant made possible tne 
acvelopmcnt of a swimming pool, 
carctak<!r's apartment, six tennis 
court ,twoballdlamonds,aconven­
tion center, and parking lot. 

The location of the tennis courts 
and ball diamondc; made it impos· 
sible to reconstruct the course ac; it 
was first developed. 

The land area which constitutes 
the golf course consists of about 17 
acres of almost level land which, 
accordingtoUSGAstandards,isonly 
about one third the surface ar<-a 
needed for such a course. Therefore, 

m dcslgmng this course utmo t con 
sidcration was give to safety 

The cnhre surfa~c, except for th~ 
grcensarca, wa~daskcd toadt'pthof 
sax inches to loosen up the urface to 
be seeded and to kill the wa"'ds ~ hich 
were predominate in the old fair­
ways. Fairway area!! were f>C('dcd 
with Derby Rye after hming and 
fertilization to soil tcc;t sptX"ification. 

Total green area Is 22,<XXl square 
feet or about one half acre. Largest 
green is number eight whkh con­
tains 3200 square feet, a" compared 
to number one green which is 1700 
square feet.

"Another consideration for bow-

mounted depthfl nd ers," continues the 
Johnson pro, ''js to mount the depth­
finder itself on your boat's deck, rather 
than up on the gunwale. IA . .'ck mount­
ing provides a better cushion. When 
you're riding through rough water, a 
gun wale-mounted depth finder really 
takes a beating." 

Fitc also removes his dt'pthfindcr 
when he's trailering to or from a lake. 

'The console mounted depthfin­
der are the most popular," says Fitc, 
"and their transducers should be 
mounted in the boat's sump area. Use 
clear epoxy to secure it in place." 

Transducer installation isthcsamc 
for all types of dcpthflnders, Fite 
notes, including flashers, chart record­
ers, and the newer liquid crystal dis­
play models. 

teaming to usc a dcpthfindcr in­
volves reading the instruction man­
ual and then hours of practice on the 
water, says File. Various objects 
appear differently, so it's important 
to team to recognize how those ob­
jects show up on your particular 
depthfinder. 

"One of the best ways to learn," 
says Flte, "is to go fishing with an-

other experienced angler who i~ 
familiar with the lake and who is also 
familiar with your type of depth fin­
der. As you pass over different types 
of structure, he can explain them to 
you." 

Fitealsoknowsofanglers who are 
qualified divers. When learning to 
use their depthfinders, they simply 
dived over the side and swam down 
to look at what their sonar wa~ show-

in g. 
'Themo~t common mistake I see," 

says the popular Johnson outboards 
angler, "is ur;ing their dcpthnnder, 
particularly a liquid crystal model, 
on automatic mode. 

"It is extremely important to con­
trol the unit's sensitivity manuaiJy so 
you aJ ways get the strongest signal 
possible for the depth ofwateryou're 
fishing."

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Buttons and Bones: Treasure of Salisbury Lot 
by Ann~ Otaney

Bits of broken china and rusted 
nails were the order of the day, al­
though a few more interesting arti­
facts were found. 

Nearly two dozen volunteers 
gath~rcd recently on the Salisbury 
property next to Mountain Compre­
hensive Care in Prestonsburg to as­
sist University of Kentucky staff in a 
one-dayarchaeologicalsurvey.Most 
spent the day on their hands and 
knees, picking bits of broken china, 
glass and rusted nails from ca~fully· 
sifted dirt, but the treasures more 
than made up for the tedium. 

Students from the Prestonsburg 
talented and gifted class found a 
human tooth- not that unusual, as 
the property was previously owned 
by a dentist Volunteers also found 
bone fragments, buttons, a pestle, a 
porcelain doll leg and decorative 
glass. 

ThesurveywasdircctedbyNancy 
O'Malley, resear~h associate in an­
thropology at UK, assisted by Bill 
Sharp, a graduate student in archae­
ology. 

AccordingtoPrestonsburgMayor 
Ann Latta, the survey was a pre­
requisite to the city's plans to build a 
parking lot and mini-park on the 
property.

While artifacts the volunteers 
found now belong to the university, 
they are available for display locally 
through the university's loan pro­
gram.

After sifting through the dirt, they 
placed any artifacts they found in 
bags in the holes, to be numbered 
and recorded. 

''You will find a lot of trash," 
predicted O'Malley as the volunteers 
prepared to dig. "There will be or­
ganic matter- chicken bones, etc., 
and brick and stone from houses." 

O'Mcallcy noted that several 
houses were built on the property at 
various times and gave a brief his­
tory of the lot. 

A long-gone log cabin was proba­
bly built by Solomon DeRossett, a fur 
trader, as early as 1823, nearly 25 
years after Prestonsburg was estab­
lished. 

"Generally, the earliest buildings 
in Prestonsburg were shelters, not 
permanent cabins. What we call 
cabins, they called houses," ex­
plained O'Malley. "The log cabins 
were actually the second generation 
of houses that were built- the flfSt 
were not chinked or mortared.ltmay

DeRossett, who died prior to 1836, 

willed his property to his three 
daughters.

VA Funding Delay Prompts Cutbacks 
The Department of Veterans Af. 

fairs recently began scaling back 
medical services and curtailing ex­
penditures because emergency sup­
plemental funding for VA has not 
been provided by Congress, said J. 
Denis West, department official. 

VA Secretary Edward). Derwinski 
said he had to react to the continuing 
lcgislativcimpasseinCongress which 
has embroiled V A's request for sup­
plemental funding and is affecting 
operation of the VA health-care sys­
tem. 

'1 must take these actions," Der­
winski said, "to keep the system 
functioning within the limits of our 
resources. They should hold us until 
June 15, when weare cautiously opti­
mistic that the Congress will resolve 
Us differences and provide VA with 
urgently needed funds." 

Derwinski described the emer­
gency mc.tsures as "temporary, but 
to be closely monitored and re­
viewed." He cautioned that if sup­
plemental appropriations do not 
reach VA soon, moredrasticrutbacks 
may be needed.

Older people tend to take more drugs than younger ones, 
commonly as many as a half dozen different prescription 
medicines as well as over-the-counter preparations for 
such common ailments as indigestion, arthritis pain, or 
constipation. All of these can interact, producing a variety 
of symptoms from mental confusron, to Itching, to diar­
rhea, or even worse problems.

What is a "chain of command?" 
How is that information going to 

help when answcrure neccfed? 
Simply put, it means the next 

person you talk to higher up on the 
administration ladder, when the last 
person you talked with didn't give 
you the ~nswers to the questions you 
have a nght to ask. 

Those questions may be about a 
student problem, a teacher, a coach 
or a cOok. They also may include 
problems with school board policy 
concerning cheerleader selection, 
basketball playeBoryour own child's 
difficulty in school. 

When you want answers, they 
need to come from school officials 
who are the ones who are directly 
involved. Asking your next door 
neighbor will not get your problem 
solved. (Unless, of course, he or she is 
a school board member!) 

Most of the time the "chain" works 
like .uch: talk with the teacher, then 
go to the principal. Still no answer? 
Next step is the assistant superinten· 
dent, then if that docs not work, the 
superintendent, then the school 

board. Finally, if you arc notsati<.fioo 
with what hao; happened, you move 
from the "local level" to the state 
level and begin the "chain,. again. 

The "chain of command" is sim­
ply a stl'p-by-slcp approach to deal 
with~hooladmmi trationwhenyou 
have a problem. 

While you arc gomg through the 
·cham• rrocess. it b best to keep a 
record 0 the date, time and place or 

each meeting. You also need a short 
summary of what was said. This will 
help keep the facts straight. Don't get 
sidetracked into discussions about 
issues that do not deal with your 
original subject. 

TiliS process of record kecpang IS 
called "documentation." It just means 
that you have a written record of 
who, when, where and what was said, 
Each separate meel!ng o;hould be 
recorded a tthe time ofthe meeting or 
shortly thereafter. There is no need 
for anything fancy-1 have taken 
notes on the backs of dl'posit slips­
as long as you have a written record 
of what happened. It is so easy to 
forget whatwassaidand when,espe­
dafly when itconcernc; your child . 

When you can't gel to first base 
and no one is willing to talk to you, 
kl'C.'p track of all your attempts to get 
meetings set up. Be sure you list who 
told you what and why they would 
not talk with you. 

Eventuallyyou mayhavctogoto 
the slate level. When th:lt happens, 
the first thing they will ao;k io; "Have 
you dealt v.ilh thi!" problem with your 
local administrators?" You'll be able 
to say yes and have the documenta­
tion to prove it. 

It is not com forlabl(', nor is it ca<.y, 
louse the "chain of command" proc­
ess when working on a school prOb­
lem. Many times a cahtcn or parent 
m1ghtdecide that 11 j., JUSt tuoconfu!;· 
ing or too muC'h trouble. That's nor­
mal, and you arc not the firo;t pcrsor 
to feel that way. 

However, if you rea II y want to get 
anc;wc~ and keep gcthng pu I off, the 
"'chain" process is the only way to get 
through to the next link.. 

You'll havea11 thefactsbcforeyou 
at each o;tep. You will know exactly 

what you are talking about. Best of 
all, the administrators will know that 

you an.• well informed and know your 
tight!>. 

Remember, a "public bod}'", be it 
school board, fiscal court or state 
department of educalwn, jc; answer­
abl~ to the taxpayer and that taxpayer 
is you.
