The Big Sandy Regional Airport, 
toutl>d as a model of cooperation and 
progn.oso;, ha~ ~n on idle since its 
completion about three year~ ago, 
but the facility may in gear iE plans fly 
for an access road. 

A deal struck recently between 
privatecorporationsand publicagen· 
ciescould mean that users"' ill have 
access to the airport "by this time next 
year," according to Floyd County 
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo, a 
member of the airport board. 

The airport, located in Martin 
County near the juncture of Floyd 
and johnson counties, was built on a 
150-acrc l'l'Cia1mcd c.trip mine do­
nated by Pocahontas Land Co. Land 
surrounding the airport, however, 
was not part of the bargain and the 
airport has not been accessible to 
pubhcuse 

The land on whtch an access road 
was planned is reportedly leased 
from Pocahontao; by Enoxy Coal Inc. 
The coal company, )Ointlyowncd by 

Occtdcntal Petroleum Corp. and an 
Italian government agency, has ap­
parently been tightly patrolled be· 
cau~ of employee/management 
problems. 

Stumbo said Pocahontas has given 
right-of-way for a road, and Southside 
Mining Co. has ag~ to "stnp and 
make a road that will be ready for 
surfactng by next Apnl." 

The judge also said the state "will 
spend 51.3million to surface" the road, 
which he said wsll be about two miles 
long. He added that the road will be 
about two mtles long.

CUTIING CHOLESTEROL 
High levels of serum cholesterol and of the fats called 

triglycerldes have been clearly linked to heart disease. 
There are other risk factors, as well, notably smoking and 
high blood pressure, but lowering cholesterol levels can 
help reduce the risk of heart attack. In one study, the 
incidence of heart disease went down by 2 percent for 
every 1 percent drop In blood cholesterol. Experts believe 
that changing d1etary habits, especially cutting out satu­
rated fats and adding more ftber, Is the safest way to lower 
cholesterol. However, when diet therapy alone does not 
reduce cholesterol significantly, cholesterol-lowering drugs 
may be used. Some bind to the bile acids from which 
cholesterol is made, and remove them from the body. 
Others prevent the production of cholesterol in other ways.
