Floyd County School Superinten-
dent Ronald Hager will recommend
that Janie Bailey Smith be rehired
tonight as the district’s Head Start
Program director.

Smith, who was not among the
majority of district employees hired
by the board inJune, had charged the
local administration with political
retaliation.

Smith claimed that her mother,
Marcella Bailey, had supported the
challenging candidate during the
county attorney’s race, while the
board and other local politicians had
supported the incumbent,

The Head Start director attended
the State Board of Elementary and
Secondary Educationmeeting inmid-
July, talking with Dr.John Brock, state
superintendentof publicinstruction,
concerning the political allegations.

Hager said Tuesday that he will
recommend at tonight's board meet-
ing that Smith be reemployed.

Bills Still

Almostsix months after Kentuck
West VirginiaGas Co. sentbills total-
ing some $8 million to local gas com-
panies it supplies, the initial shock
seems to have worn off and no plans
havebeenmadeto pay the whopping
sum.
“The matter is still before the
Federal Energy Commission,” said
Bill Harvey Howard, head of
Prestonsburg Utilities, yesterday. The
city’s gas supplier was assessed $2.8
million when KWVG billed for a
deferred rateincreaseitsaid had been
okayed by the FEC.

KWVG, adivisionof EquitableGas
Co.,, apparently requested a rate in-
crease in 1978, which was not ap-
proved. In 1986, federal courts ruled

that the company’s request could be
applied retroactively. Foralmost three
years, however, the gas supplierand
the federal regulatory agency have
been at odds as to how the increases
can be collected.

Howard said negotiations, since
the winter billing to the local compa-
nies, have involved the giant gas
company, FEC and the Kentucky
Public Service Commission, whose
attorneys are also acting on behalf of
the smaller utilities.

Howard added that he received a
letter Monday informing him that
KWVE has extended the time for
negotiations with no interest until
Nowv. 1, setting aside a previous Sept.
1 deadline.

In addition, Howard said attor-
neys for the smaller, municipal com-
panies found a mistake in G's
calculations on interest and taxes,
which more than halves the total bill.

Audrey Yates of Wheelwright
Utilities, which also buys gas from
KWVG, said shehas notreceived any
updateonthenegotiations. "We have
written to Kentucky-West Virginia
(requesting information), but we
haven't received any answers,” she
said.

Yates, who describes the tiny
municipal utility company as non-
profit, called the request for back
payment “ridiculous on the face of
it.” She added that 70 percent of the
utility’s customers are on fixed in-

comes and could not pay additional
amounts,

In a report to Prestonsburg City
Council shortly after the KWVG bill
was received, Howard said that to
]:aay the retroactive rate increase, the
ocal utility would have to pass the
bill along to its customers. He esti-
mated thateach customer would then
owe more than $2,000 apiece, or “a
$30.39 surcharge on the monthly bill
for 84 months, plus thecostof regular

s usa ‘u. .

Mike Little Gas Co, in Melvin was
alsoamong thosebilled by KWVG —
to the tune of nearly $500,000. “What
small utility can pay that?” a' spokes-
person forthecempany asked. “We're
just waiting to see what happens.”

What to do about persons who
havedied ormoved away during the
time KWVG said the fuel was used
and whatto doabout new customers
who would be asked to pay for gas
they did not use areamong the many
questions surrounding the dilemma.

Howard said he doesn’t expect to
see a decision on the matter for some
time, Meanwhile, thecompaniesand
their residential and business cus-
tomers will play the waiting game.

“We can negotiate for 20 years,”
said Yates of Wheelwright Utilities'
problem in relation to the KWVG
billing. “There’s nothing wecandoto
generate more funds,”

Area Retired Mihers File Suit
To Regain Lost Healt#Benefits

Several area residents have filed
suit in US District Court, Pikeville,
challenging interpretations of regu-
lations %ha% hav?i?ft them witle\guut
medical benefits they believe were
promised to them by union contract.

The suit, on behalf of 21 miners
and two miners’ widows, was filed in
July against Left Beaver Coal Co. in
Driftand trustees of the United Mine
Workers Association’s Health and
Retirement Funds.

All disabled or retired, the miners
claim that what they thought were
lifetime medical benefits were cut off
in 1988, when Left Beaver Coal said it
was no longer affiliated with the
miners’ union. The company also
apparently said it was no longer re-
sponsible for carrying out the terms
of the 1984 National BitaminousCeal
Agreement, the last union contract
under which the plaintiffs had
worked.

The UMWA Health and Retire-
ments Funds, which the unionsaysis
acontractual operation separatefrom
the union, refused toacceptresponsi-
bility for the miners’ benefits. The

Funds’ position is that Left Beaver is
stillg ﬁnanciall{sound companyand
thus responsible for continuation of
benefits.

“These families are being finan-
cially devastated,” said Ned Pill-
ersdorf, the miners’ attorney. “Thisis
a really major problem that is brew-
ing everywhere. It's come to a head
here.

“We don't care who has to pay,”
Pillersdorfadded, inexplaining why
the action was taken against both the
company and the Funds.

Inaletter to US Cong. Chris Perk-
ins, who has tried to intervene on the
miners’ behalf, UMWA official Lanny
Shortridge emphasized that the un-
ion does not agree with the decision
of the Funds’ managers.

“Itisim nt that] explain that
the UMWA Health and Retirement
Fundsare trustfundsoperating under
contractual and federal regulations
and that no UMWA officer or em-
ployee has a voice in the decision to
approveordeny benefits,” Shortridge
wrote.

“The UMWA does not agree with
the employer or the Funds position
and has engaged in litigation to in-
sure our mg:ﬁ)_crs_ havegtahe benefits
they are entitled,” he continued,

rust Funds officials contend that
pensioned miners under the 1974
union contract qualify for medical
coverage from the Fundsonly if their
last contract employeris no longerin
business. Left Beaver, theyclaim,does
not fit that deseription,

aim of a sidewalk replacement proj
ectsettobeginsoconin f’restonsbur?;

The project, estimated at $50,000
to$60,000, augmentsconstruction that
is already taking place as a result of
the need to replace water lines in
paris of the city, according to City
Administrator Fred James.

“Starting with those in worstcon-
dition, we hope to have most of the
sidewalks that need to be totally re-
built done by the end of the year,”
said James, adding that the project is
made possible through thecity’s share
of municipal road aid money from
the state and coal severance tax

money.

Most of the designated sidewalks
are more than 20 years old and have
been damaged by increased trafficin
the city, James said.

“Increased through traffic in the
city has forced many travelers to use
residential streets as byways, caus-
ing damage to the streets and the
utility linesunder thestreets,” hesaid.
“People wholiveonthosestreetsoften
park their cars on the sidewalks be-
cause they fear damage to them if left
parked on the street.”

Prestonsburg Utilities, in updat-
ingits water lines, is laying new lines
under sidewalks, rather than under
streetsasinthe past, Jamessaid. “The

b

replacement of old water lines has
found us with new sidewalks,” he
said.

Because of the city’s “limited
manpower,” the sidewalk construc-
tion will be done by private contrac-
tors, the administrator said. As a re-
sult, several projects can be done
concurrently, he said.

Among affected streets are How-
ard, Graham, Friend, Third, Court,
South Arnold and “various lengths”
of Highland and North Arnold. In
some cases, the utility company is
replacing one side of the street and
the city the other, James said.

Couch’sattorney, Ned Pillersdorf
asked the jury to “give her the lowest
sentence,” considering that she had
no previous record, Ten years is the
minimum sentence on the charge.

State Can Help, But It’s Ultimately Up To Community

Doesthe }\mtmk) Department of
Education have enough leverage to
helpcreateand ensurelasting change
in the way Floyd County schools
operate?

Yes — and no — says Dr, Betty
Steffy, state deputy superintendent
ofinstruction

There is continued intervention
under Phase 3 of the state’s academic
bankruptey law, inn which the local
district must make required improve-
ments,

Thereis also the threat of Phase 4,
which allows local board members
and/or the superintendent to be
removed from office,

“It's troublesome to the district,”
says the head of the Floyd interven-
tion team, “and they want to avoid
that. They (understood) Phase 3, but
they weren't sure how it would be
implemented.”

Regardless whether the district is
in Phase 3 or 4, Steffy says that per-
manent change real change —
won't come from Frankfort,

“In the final analysis, the state
department doesn’t have as much
clout as the local district has. The
community has all the clout it needs
to change the board by electing new
board members if theyare nothappy
with the current ones.

“The community has the power.
The community has the mechanism
to fix it, and for whatever reason,
hasn't or won’t — that's my biggest

frustration. The mechanism is there
to effect change within the Floyd
County system. The community
hasn’t done that, and what thatsays

to me is that the community is satis-

ing with the FCEA (Floyd County
Education Association).

“We were also hopeful that the
administration would publish peri-
odic updates to teachers, We didn't

fied with what they have and wants
that to continue,” she concludes.

In January, even as teachers and
citizen's groups called for change in
the way Floyd schools operate, state
education officials moved into the
districtto fryand turn the directionof
the ailing system.

Department of Education staff
received moderate assistance from
local administrators in some areas,
but little beyond what was required
in others,

Teachers repeatedly requested
information about state and local
activities to improve education, Of-
ten, they say, their questions went
unanswered.

“We were rclvmg on the central
administration in the district to im-
prove channels of communication
withteachers,” said Steffy. “We were
undertheassumption that they had a
number of board members.. .. meet-

feel that was the role of the state
department.”

Now, said Steffy, the state is re-
quiring that it be done.

Teacherscharged thatthestate was
moving too slowly. Many were an-
gered by Steffy’searliercomment that
two years' progress had been made
in the district in six months.

In terms of planning, Steffy says,
two years’ progress has been made.

“We have trained staff instrategic
planning, ineffectiveadministration,
trained administrators in effective

Thedeputy superintendent wasn't
surprised by the Floyd County Edu-
cation Forum'’s roquest to the state
Board of Education that the district
be moved into Phase 4.

“I think that was more of a state-
ment of frustration on the partof the
executive committee of the Forum,”
Steffy says, “and also a feeling that
the statedepartment would notmake
that recommendation for whatever
reason. 50, the executive committee
of the Forum made it directly to the
board.

“There's not a clear understand-
ing of what the current legislation
aliows the state department to do,”
Steffy continues. “ think that they’re
expecting too much, too soon.

“My question back to the commit-
tee: Specifically what did they expect
to see?

“There's the newsletter from the
superintendent — thereseemstobea
need for periadic update. . . . There
seemed to bea desire by theexecutive
committee of the Forum for a reduc-
tion of central office staff, and we
hayven‘t beenable to pull that one off.

“I'm unclear, beyond these two
things, what they expected toseethat
didn’t happen.”

Steffy recognizes that the Forum
and other organizations in Floyd
County are adamant that change:is
needed, But, she adds, “The fact that
it remains the same tells me that the
majority of the community is satis-
fied with what they have.”

Thedepartment has not had much
direct contact with the local board,
Steffyexplains, but has instead relied
on Ron Hager, the Floyd superinten-
dent, to keep it abreast of the state’s
activities,

In hindsight, she notes that the
state board has received monthly
updates from department staff, add-
ing, “We should have been supply-
ing the local board with updates as
well."

Steffy and other state staff will
attend tonight’s Floyd County school
board meeting to discuss progress in
the district (see related story).

Continuing charges of politicking
and political patronage havelikewise
hampered the state’s efforts in the
district, said Steffy, The local board
opted earlier this year not to reduce
central affice staff by three positions

after Hager was accused of political
retaliation; the board also chose not
to take stringent action against ad-
ministrative assistant EP. “Pete”
Grigsby, accused of politicking on
school grounds during school time.

“(That) saystomethatthereis real
mistrust about the motives of almost
everyone, They're perceived to be
political. With the reduction of ad-
ministrative staff, Ron was accused
of politicking. Theboard, by it svote,
seemed to agree — or at least they
had reasonable doubt.

“The mistrust seems to be related
to the political activity —1 don"tknow
if i’s real or simply used as an ex-
cuse,” sheadded.

Steffy says while the district re-
mains in Phase 3, the state has little

real levera todispel political activ-
ity in the district, other than mr§
that the board adopts a policy
posting vacancies and job descnp—
fions.

“We haveno lmerage to say "Hire
Person A over PersonB, or 'Youmay
not hire Person C,” — that’s a local
district decision.”

“I don't believe they’re self-serv-

Louisa Man Is Killed

In County Line Accident

A Louisa man, Charles W. Preston,
61, was killed in a two-vehicle colli-
sion Friday night on US 23 north,
near the Floyd-Johnson county line.
Injured in thecrash were Harold Carr,
64, also of Louisa, and Timmy
Campbell, 28, of Viper in Perry
County.

According to Kentucky State Po-
lice reports, an automobile driven by
Carr was traveling south about 8:35
p-m. when it crossed the center line
and hit Campbell’s vehicle head on.

Preston, who was a passenger in
Carr's vehicle, was pronounced dead

on arrival at Highlands Regional
Medical Center, Carr and Campbell
were also taken to HRMC and then
transferred to St. Mary’s Hospital in
Huntington. Tuesday, Carr’s condi-
tion was listed as critical, and
Campbell was in serious condition.
Floyd County Rescue Squad re-
sponded to the accident call and as-
sisted in removing the injured from
the vehicles. Also responding were
Anthony Castle of the Floyd Count
Sheriff’s Department and KS
Trooper Mark Padgett, who is still
investigating the accident.

Texas Man Indicted For Trafficking

Jack Anthony Hunter, 39, of Hous-

For the voters,
i.e,, parents and district patrons, it
will niotcome until they shoulder the
burden of a fiscally sound district,
evenifitmeans raising taxes For the
administration, thechange will come
when there is responsiveness within
the system and without,

Teachers, acknowledging that they
and their profession have beeribadly
abused by a political administration
and anuncaring public, must find the
inner strength to put the unchange-
able pastbehind them,and move past
confrontational methodsand toward
cooperation.

Parents and other vofers must
understand that more money is re-
quired for better education. It isn't
being poured down a drain — it's

being pourea into their children’s
futures. All the extras that aren’t re-
ally extras — art, music, $pecial proj-
ects — come from local tunds. Par-
ents must take anactive role in their
child’s schooling, at homeand in the
classroom. And as voters, wemustall
place a higher priority onchildren’s
education than a job for friend or
family.

The administration has acknowl-
edged — very quietly, perhaps —
that the Floyd district is fundamen-
tally flawed, and nothing less than a
complete overhaul is required. The
problems won't miraculously van-
ish. I¥'s time for board members and
administrators todo the best they can
under the presenteircumstances, and
commit themselves toreform. Power,
when it befalls a person, is a true test
of his or her character. All of their

actions have significant influence
upon others. What is said is heard,
what is thought is felt. Those with
power can bring progress to the dis-
trict — or continued chaos.

Each of these groups has a com-
mon goal: Quality education for our
children. The time is exceptional in
termsof energy and desire for change.
The leaders of each group mustcome
together in the spirit of cooperation,
leaving past misdeeds behind and
bringing only the desire for a better
future.

The longest day of the year lasts
only one day, and the current inflex-
ible standoff will, indeed, come toan
end. When it does, the teachers,
administratorsand public will still be
here. We'dlike to think that they’ll be
working together instead of mutely
standing apart.

Just before this airing, KET will
run a special 90-minute edition of
“This Is Kentucky” which will focus
on child sexual abuse. The program
will feature a panel of social service
and mental health experts; viewers
are encouraged to call in questions
and concerns.

Excerpts from interviews with

convicted child sexual abuse offend-
ers will be interspersed throughout
the live call-in. The interviews, pro-
duced by Jack McDowell of Eastern

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Kentucky Group Seeks More Interstate Mileage

Kentuckians for Better Transpor-
fation, in testimony presented re-
cently to the US Department of Trans-
portation in London, recommended
a 30 percent increase in each state’s
existing Interstate mileage.

Pike County Judge/Executive
Paul Patton, a regional chairman of
KBT, testified in support of expand-
ing the Interstate system.

“To consider that this system is
complete istoadmit thatournationis
finished, We will condemn millions
of Americans in the vast land mass of
our nation to a second-class status.

We will accelerate the trend to a
coastal economy,” said Patton,

“The fact is,” said Patton, “that
virtually every factory is being built
near an Interstate. Communities on
an Intérstateare prospering. commu-
nities remote from an Interstate are
withering.”

Kentucky presently has 742 miles
of Interstate highways which carr
22 percent of the state's traffic. A 30
percent increase in the state’s Inter-
state mileage would give Kentucky
an additional 223 miles of Interstate
highway.

Patton said a new Interstate high-

way for Kentucky should follow the
Mountain Parkwa y from Winchester
to Campton and go directly to the
Pikeville-Elkhorn City area, running
midway between Hazard and
Prestonsburg, He said from Elkhorn
City the Interstate should go to
Crundy, Va., and then into southern
West Virginia to Bluefield and inter-
sect with 1-77. '

Approximately 110 miles of the
highway would be in Kentucky,

The present federal-aid highway
program expires in 1991, and nation-
ally groups such as KBT are making

recommendations for a new federal-
aid highway program. The program
recommended by KBT would result
in $90 million more in federal high-
way funds annually for Kentucky,
raising 1989 figures of $165 million to
$235 million for future years.

Jack Fish, president of KBT who
also testified in London, said “We
believeit is in the national interest to
expand the Interstate highway sys-
tem."

He said there are major corridors

across the nation where Interstate-
type facilities are needed, “These are

our safest and most efficient high-
ways. These are the highways of the
future. They are the computerized
vehicle guideways of the future and
will further enhance the safety and
efficiently of highway travel. Not
extending the system can perma-
nently penalize many regions by
denying them full participation in
the national economy.”

Fish also said Interstate mainte-
nance should continue to be a sepa-
rate funding category, with 90/10
federal/state funding, “TheInterstate
system is just too important to risk
allowing it to deteriorate,” said Fish,

Fishrecommended that the High-
way Trust fund should be remove
from the Unified Federal budget,
Cramm-Rudman and obligation
controls. He said Kentucky could be
getting $50 million more per year for
much needed highway improve-
ments if the Federal Highway Trust
Fundwasmlbcinguscdsto pshow
a balance in the federal budget.

Noting that the present federal
g;ssohol exemption costs Kentucky

million per year in federal high-
way aid, Fish said the highway pro-
gram should not be used to subsidize
gasohol.

Bass anglers everywhere search
for sponsors to help support them
while they compete in tournaments,
but unfortunately, many of them hurt
their chances because they don’t go
about a sponsor-search the proper
way.

That's the word from Larry Koger
and Jim Hladnik, sales promotion
coordinators for Evinrude and
Johnson Qutboards, who receive let-
ters, telephone callsand resumes from
hopeful bass an?em every week.

“What we're looking forare good
salesmen who can represent us at
showsand seminars,” explains Koger.
“This is true of all companies who
may want tosponsor someone, and it
isn't limited to bass tournament fish-
ing, either.

“Any type of sponsor wants a
person who presents himself well to
the publu. and also to his peers. This
is true in automobile racing, selling
basketball shoes, or promotinga cake
mix.

"Inoursport,ifananglcrhappcns
to win a bass tournament, it’s really
just frosting on the cake. | believe the
average anglers place far too much
emphasis on the winning. The ques-

“We really sug%eﬁt anglers work
through their local dealers first be-
fore contacting us.

For Summer Bass

Think deep and erank hard.

That'stheway locatchlargemouth
bass on many lakes throug hout the
hot summer and even into the fall. 1t
is not an easy technique, but it fre-
quently results in v ery heavy string-
eTSs

“Deep cranking usually becomes
effective within three to four weeks
after the spring spawn and mn last
until the following spring,” says
Johnson Outboards Pro Statf mem-
ber Jack Chancellor, winner of the
1985 BASS Masters Classic

‘Whatyou'reke yingon when you
hish this way are reflex strikes from
bass thatseea lure zipping past them.
I believe that may be one reason this
type of fishing often catches larger

fish. I've had at least two 10 bass
stringers caught this 1 ay that
wel n,lwd more than 60 pounds.

Deep cranking, expl: |m~L hancel-
lor, involves the use nl adeep diving
crankbait that will chug along the
bottom at d(-pthu between 12 and 15
teet. He uses 12- pound test line, and
a seven-foot casting rod to he lg get
his lures that deep.

“The mouths of trlbul.n_v croeks,
lake points, and channels are the best
places to fish this way,” says the
Johnson pro. “1 like to Koe p my boat
in deep water and cast into shallow
water on top of the point.

“On the retrieve, the crankbait
bumps along the bottom and bounces

off any stumps or rocks. Then, with
my rod tip,  try to pull the lure down
over the edge of that point where the
bottom falls away to 12 or 15 fect,”

Working edges like this is an
imporhmt part of deep cranking,
Chancellor emphasizes, because
summer bass frequently suspend in
thedeeper water rightalong thatdrop.
Deep cranking can even be effective
on lakes with heavy vegetation be
cause the fish still relate to that edge
whu.'l.‘ the depth changes.

“The only difference in fishing
lakes whe rx grassor othe !'\C}‘L tation
1sgrowing,” notes Chancellor, “is that
casts are made parallel to the edge
rather than over the top of the grass
Th. edge of the grass usually marks

he dropoffinto deeper water, so your
Euu sti II comes through the primary
strike zone.”

The normalretrieve for both grass
and rocky lakes is a fast one. In addi-
tiontosteady recling, Chancelloralso
utilizes a lot of rod tip motion. He
likes to pull thelurealong the bottom
by sweeping his rod periodically to
one side.

“What this does,” says Chancel-
lor, “is give the lure a slightly erratic
motion. The crankbait is bouncing
along thebottom. Then it stops. Then
it suddenly starts moving really fast
again.

“This erratic movement is what
helps trigger those reflex strikes.”

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Fishing Tips:

To Catch

Crappie,

Bluegill & Catfish

By mid-summer, most of
Kentucky’s major lakes settle into a
summertime water temperature pat-
tern which will vary only slightly
until cooler fall weatherarrives. Asa
general rule, when summer weather
causessurface water wn'lpcrnturas to
elevate, many fish seek lower depths
where the wateris cooler. Under these
conditions, fishermen who want to
have a successful angiing venture
need to find out where the fish are.

One tool anglers find helpful in
locating fish is a liquid cr\-ﬁwr?raph
whichdepicts the patternof thc?ake's
bottom and shows any cover and
structure between lake bottom and
the fisherman’s boat.

Arnother handy item to have on
hand is a fish attractor map, which
showsspecificlocations where brush
and other debris have been placed in
the water to provide cover for fish. In
some Kentucky waters, fishattractor
sites are marked with buoys or signs
along the bank

A fish attractor map for Kentucky
and Barkley lakes is available free to
individuals upon request, but sup-
plies are limited. Contact the West-
ern District Fisheries Office, Route 4,
Box 785, Murray, Ky. 42071; phone
(502) 588-4039.

Here are a few tips on summer-
time fishing for crappie, bluegilland
catfish in Kentucky waters, If you're
planning to fish farm ponds, be sure
to get permission from the landowner
first.

Crappie: Anglers who wanttolake
home a mess of crappie when water
temperatures are in the 80s and 90s
should look for these fish in deep
water cover areas. [t ma y take a little
extra time to locate dm:‘p water dro-
poffs, brush piles and other sub-
merged cover where these fish are
likely to be, but the effort will pay off
in the end

Although there are several meth-
ods for taking summer crappie, one
of the best is a jig/sinker rig. Some
anglers have success fishing several
poles at a time with lines at various
depths, each rigged with jigs thathave
different, brightly colored skirts,

All of Kentucky's major lakes have
crappie, but the top crappie produc-
ing lakes are Barkley, Barren, Ken-
tucky, Nolin, Rough River and Tay-
lorsville.

Anglers should keepin mind spe-
cial creel limits for crapple apﬁﬁﬂ to
Barkleyv, Barren and Kentucky lakes
Check the current fishing digest for
completeinformation. Thestatewide
limit on crappie is 60 perday of any

Bluegill: Easy tocatchbluegill stay
active through the warm summer
months and can be found in many
lakes, streams and farm ponds in
Kentucky.

Even though this shallow water
species tends to scatter after spawn-
ing, anglers should' try fishing for
bluegill near fallen trees, submerged
bushes and log jams or along rocky
banks. Insects and small minnows
are the dietary choice of this panfish.

If you've never used uﬁmlight
fishing equipment for bluegill, you
might want togiveita try, especially
on small lakes or farm ponds. The
combination can result in a surpris-
ing amount of action.

When usingultralightequipment,
be sure the rod, reel and line weight
are properly matched. Artificial lures
suchas 1/32 or 1/16 ounce jigs with
a one inch twister tail, grub, plastic
minnow look alike or tinv svinner
work well and fit the bluegill’s small
mouth.

Catfish: Summerisa great time to
fish for “old whiskers” in Kentucky's
lakes, rivers, streams and ponds.
Though all three of Kentucky’s cat-
fishspecies canbe found inthe state’s
major lakes, it's the smaller state
owned lakes that have anabundance
of channel cats. And this particular
species of catfish is more widely dis-
tributed across the state than either
the blue or flathead catfish.

Topcatfish lakes include Barkley,
Dewey, Green River, Kentucky, No-
lin River and Rough River lakes.

Catfishnaturally feed on minnows
and both threadfinand gizzard shad,
and during the hot weather months
catfish can be found on the bottom,
near deep water dropoffs, creek chan-
nels or submerged rockpiles.

Catfish are noted for their strong
senseofsmell, and “stink baits” whicfn
humans find revolting have irresist-
ible appeal to these whisker fish. For
example, catfish considera combina-
tion of shad gills and viscera a tasty
morsel. Some catfish anglers swear
by similar smelly concoctions.

If you want to “double, double,
toil and bubble” a stink bait, try this
one. Mix together chicken blood and
intestines, add a glob of carp dough,
a sprinkle of Limburger cheeseand a
dash of mustard. Place the mixturein
a tightly sealed glass jar and set it in
the sun until the contents are rancid.
Calla friend toaid you when thejaris
opened. (He can revive you.) '

Some catfish anglers prefer more
conventional baits (with a milder
aroma) such as chicken livers, small
bluegill, catalpa worms, nightcrawl-
ers,crayfish,and, ofcourse, minnows.

Canning jams and jellies is a long
standing tradition in some families,
while in others it is a new discovery
of what to do with those 50 gallons of
blackberries they’ve picked.

Either way, Francis Pitts, Floyd
County Extension Agent, reminds
readers that there are new recom-
mendations for storing these sweet
treais.

“Some of the best news is that
making these productsathomeisno
longer an all-day chore,” Pitts said.
“Commercial pectin products in lig-
uid or powdc}:efcorm may be usez,
reducing the cooking time to min-
utes,

“Even those trying to restrictcalo-
ries or sugar in their diets can enjoy
sweet spreads,” Pitts added. “Jellies
and jams that contain modified pec-
tin, gelatin or gums may be made
with non-caloric sweeteners.”

She explains that the new guide-
lines cautionagainst the use of paraf-
finor wax seals. “Even though sugar
helps preserve jellies and jams, molds
still can grow on the surface of these
products. Researchnow indicates that
this mold, which people usually just
scrape off the surface, may be more
harmful thanonce thought. Some jars
of jelly having surface mold growth
havebeen found tocontain mycotox-
ins. Mycotoxins are known to cause
cancerinanimals, and their effectson
humans still are being researched.”

Becauseof possible mold contami-

nation, paratfin or wax seals are no
longer recommended for any sweet,
spread including jellies. To prevent
owth of molds and loss of good
avor or color, Pitts suggestsall jams
and jellies be processed in a boiling-
water canner for 10 minutes.

Pitts explains the process as fol-
lows: “This process is safe for all ele-
vationsin Kentucky. However, if you
know that your elevation is less than
1,000 feet, a five-minute processing
time may be used. Then the jars must
besterilized by boiling for 10 minutes
before they are filled.

“Some instructions from commer-
cial sources recommend a 1/8-inch
headspace and no process, instead
calling for inverting the hot jar for
five minutes to achieve a vacuum
seal. Inverting the jars, however, is
not a reliable way to seal them. A 1/
4-inch headspaceshould beused and
the jars should be processed. If mold
formsonyourjamsorjellies, theentire
contents of the jars should be dis-
carded 'fl
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Although the kitchen is tradition-
ally thought ofas the favorite gather-
ing place, few people consider it a
desirable spot to be “holed up in”

while entertaining. This is where the
microwave proves to be a very valu-
ableasset. It gets the host/hostess out

Information is needed about the
applicant’s medical condition and
treatment, marital status, minor chil-
dren and work record for the past 15
years. Alsoneeded are theapplicant's
Social Security number, spouse 58
number and W-2 forms or tax returns
for past years.

“Many people like to wait to af-
ply for disability, buttheinitialappli-
cation process can take two to three
months,” Kelly said. “If you have to
stop work due toan injury or illness,
you should apply right away.”

Kellyadded that whencontacting
Social Security, one should provide
the names, completeaddresses, phone
numbers and patient or clinic num-
ber of any doctors, hospitals, orother
medical facilities where they have
been treated. Treatments can be de-
scribed intheapplicant’sownwords,

The local Social Security office will
forward the information on the ap-
plication to a disability determina-
tion services office, which will con-
tact the doctors, hospitals, clinicsand
other medical sources for complete
medical reports, Kelly explained.

“Social Security will not ask you
to see a doctor unless medical infor-
mation is needed and has not been
provided inreports furnished by your
own doctor,” Kelly said. “Social Se-
curity does not have doctors who
examine patients. Each consultative
examination is performed by a pri-
vate physician who charges for the
visit. Ifan examinationis scheduled,
theapplicantdoes nothaveto pay the
doctor.”

Anyone desiring more informa-
tionabout the Social Security Disabil-
ity Program can call the local office
and request the pamphlet, “Disabil-
ity.”

Savalas returns

as ‘Kojak’ in the fall

Actor reprises role

that brought fame
By Mary Ann Townsend

After 11 vyears, Telly
Savalas returns to the role
which made his a household
name when ABC picksup his
popular series Kojak this
fall.

In the years since the senies
wentoff the air in 1978, two
Kojak movies, The Belarus
Fileand The Price of Justice,
brought in big ratings for
CBS. That success, undoub-
tedly led ABC to consider
the Universal series as the
fourth spoke in its mystery
wheel on Saturdays.

Since we last saw him,
Theo Kojak has been elevat-
ed in his position in the New
York City police depart-
ment, but he's still the same
hands-on detective who is
fascinated by the whole legal
process.

Savalas was originally the
sixth choice of actors to play
the role of Kojak in the
original pilot The Marcus
Nelson Murders in 1973. "1
did The Marcus Nelson
Maurders, not realizing that
in small print it bhad an
option for a series,” Savalas
said. “And that's what hap-
pened. We did the show, it
was very successful. And 1
was getting on a plane, going
back to Europe, and [ was
stopped at the airport, and
they said ‘We've got 'ya.'"

One of Kojak's trademarks
will be different—he will
substitute his passion for
lollipops with passion for a
woman—while one thing
will remain the same—his
shiny, clean shaven head.
But the actor did not shave
his head merely for the role
of Kojak. Savalas, who
shaved his dome for a role in
The Greatest Story Ever
Told, recalled, “George
Stevens said, ‘Telly, you're
playing Pontius Pilate, I
want 1o shave your head
because it gives me a feeling
of power, since the man
wasn't this effeminate puy
sitting on a couch chewing
grapes. Well, how do you feel

about that?™

The actor didn’t mind, but
he didn't want to scare his
young children by coming
home bald. “I brought my
kids in the next day. They
shaved my head, the kids
never even noticed. And it's
been that way ever since,™ he
said.

Savalas said the power of
television made it difficult
for him 1o break the mold of
the Kojak character. “I made
over 16 major motion pic-
tures before Kojak with
some of the biggest stars in
the world, And people seem
to forget about that,” he said.
“Breaking the mold of a
character you play on televi-
sion so successfully after five
years is kind of a tough
Jjob.”

Then why would he want to
succumb to the role again?

“Number one, the char-
acter comes easy, and I have
a great deal of affection for
him,” Savalas said. “And
also the fact that it's a part of
a wheel now, it will be on
once a month and we have
the time, as a two-hour show,
to do things which are sig-
nificant. And from that
point of view, that's why 'm
getting back into it.”

Answer: Leukemia is a cancer of
bone marrow cells, Bone marrow
transpiants (grafts of new tissue after
diseased marrow has been purged)
have bocome a treatment option in
certain p.H-.m\t-: with leukemia, pro-
ducing a possible cure for some pa-
tents,

Fransplants from a brother or sis-
terare called sibling or allogenictrans-
plants. This is the most common type
of transplant. Insoma cases;a brother
or sister's marrow may not prm'ido
an identical match, but may be close
enough to achieve a sucx essful trans-
plant. However, the greatest chance
of success is when the donor and the
patientare HLA identical

Without a compatible match, the
patient is more likely to reject the
graft or develop a serious illness,
called “graft versus host disease”
(GVHD). GVHD occurs when the

the san

transplanted whitecells recognize the
patient’s issueas foreign (not “sel ")
and the donor’s marrow altacks the
patient’s organs and tissues,

In cases where there is no accept-
able “match,” an autologous (self)
graftmay be possible, The process of
“recycling” that you referred to in-
volves removing the patient’s own
marrow, cleansing it of leukemia cells
and storingitfor return to the patient.
Inthemeantime, the patientwill have
intensivetreatment(withchemother-
apy, and possibly radiation treat-
ments to the whole body) to rid the
body ofall leukemiccells; When treat-
ment is complete, the patient’s own
“cleansed” marrowisreturmed, much
in the way that a blood transfusion is
given. This clean bone marrow will
tind its way fo the bone marrow tis-
sue where it will begin producing
new blood cellswithin several weeks
One benefit of this type of graftis that
itwill notberejected and won'tcause
GVHD. Another advantage is that
the time of recovery is faster, reduc-
ing the chance of infectiondue tolow
blood counts, One of the major risks
of this graftis that the cleansing proc-
ess may not rid the marrow of all the
leukemic cells and the patient could
relapse.

While bone marrow transplant
continues toshow great promise, the
risk of serious infection is high for
several weeks after the procedure
until the new marrow begins to pro-
duce whiteblood cells. Thesecells are
needed to fight infection.

Cancer centers throughout the
country are doing research with both
types of bone marrow transplants,
Research continues to overcome the
problems. For more information
about bone marrow transplants, call
the Cancer Information Service at 1-
BOO-4-CANCER.

Of the 35 deaths due to all-terrain
vehicle accidents in Kentucky in the
past five years, 71 percent have been
among people under age 21. Chil-
dren under age 13 account for nearly
a third of the victims.

ATV fatalities have occurred in 28
Kentucky counties, including Floyd,
according to state Department for
HealthServicesinvestigationsof these
accidents, During the past five years,
there have been two deaths in Floyd
County aftributable to all-terrain
vehicle (ATV) accidents.

Meanwhile, statistics from those
investigations show that fatality vic-
timsof ATV accidentsareoverwhelm-
ingly young males operating three-
wheel vehicles.

However, according to E.P. Co-
nyers, consumer product safety
branch manager, there have been
deaths in older age groups, amon,
females, passengers of ATVs, ang
among people riding four-wheel
vehicles,

“Our analysis shows that Ken-
tucky statistics fairly well conform
with the results found nationally,”
said Conyers.

“There’s no way to know how
many Kentuckians takeadvantageof
the training, but everyone who buys
one of these vehicles most definitely
should have safety training” said
Conyers.

16. ATVs are not designed for chil-
drenunder 12.

“When buying ATVs, parents
should keep in mind that children
should havea child’smodel,” hesaid.

Conyers says that ATV users
should wear helmets and that the
vehicles are designed for only one
person — no passengers. Of the acci-
dents reported in dentucky, nearly
half involved two or more riders on
one vehicle,

ATVs are not manufactured for
use on public roads; however, sev-
eral deaths involving collisions with
other vehicles on public roads have
been recorded.

The stories of other people’s lives
can be instructive, historical or just
plainintriguing. The following biog-
raphies from the PCC library open
the door to the lives of a politician, a

The McCoys, by Trudy Williams
McCoy. The story of the legendary
feuding families of Kentucky’s his-
tory — the Hatfields and the McCoys
— is told from the: lattor family’s
material and pointof view. This book
wasdiscoveredafteratelevision inter-
view with the author and was subse-
quently printed and preserved by the
Preservation Council Press of Pike
County. Skillfully edited by the late
Leonard Roberts, it is a history, as
well as a testimonial of what hap-
pened to the families of this border
state who became divided between
Unionand Confederate long after the
Civil War was over.

Welcome toa new school year! | cer-
tainly hope all of you had an enjoyable
summer vacation, and are prepared to
enthusiastically participatein the educa-
tional opportunities provided during the
1989-90 school year.

Each new school year presents oppor-
tunities for various beginnings — new
classes, new friends, new faces and new
instructional materials and programs to
respond to the needs of all students,
However, newness alone cannot
produce transformation. We ourselves
must be willing to be caught up in the
rebirth that is possible with each new
school year,

The Floyd County School District will
continue to provide all students the op-
portunity to participate in an educa-
tional m of high quality instruc-
tion. The most important aspect of any
school system is the manner in which
children are taught — in other words,
instruction. The task of determining the
needs of students rests on the parents,
the personnel of the individual schools,
and the Department of Instruction.
Together, along with the local board,
they are responsible for providing the
bets quality education possible.

Our focus is to make available the
best possible climate for study, the finest
teachers, and the most up-to-date
textbooks and instruction for each and
every student. The school district has
developed a series of programs that
reaches out to meet the needs of all
Floyd County students. A renewed
emphasis on the basic skills has led toan
improvementin standardized test
scores. Students’ test scores from last
year indicate that in every grade level
tested, scores were above what the state
projected they would be.

Insome of our schools, test scores on
the state-mandated tests were above the
state and national average. There has
been an improvement in the ACT scores,
but we still need to work to improve
studentachievement.

In January 1988, the state Board for
Elementary and Secondary Education,
upon the recommendation of Dr. John
IJ. Brock, superintendent of public in-
struction, placed the school district in
Phase 111 of the Educational Improve-
ment Act because of student attendance,
test scores and a projected financial
deficit,

At the conclusion of the 1988-89
school year, the only non-compliance
was student attendance, which was
short of the 93.5 percent standard by
seven-tenths of 1 percent. This year, the
school district has established a goal to
improve student attendance to 94

rcent, and to reduce the dropout rate
glow the present 4.2 percent.

Obtaining Your Diploma
Is Key To Future Goals ...

Last vear there were 532 grad uates
from Floyd County high schools.
Graduating from high school is one of
themost important events in life. Itisan
event which marks the successful
completion of childhood and the
beginning of adulthood. The high school
graduateis viewed asa person who has
achieved an important goal and is ready
to take on new challenges: job training,

college or other post-secondary training,
marriage, family, home, financial
obligations and other adult responsibili-
ties. A diploma isa “key” which can un-
lock the door to many opportunities, and
is the basic foundation upon which the
graduate can build a solid future. Lat
vear our graduates received 114 scholar-
ships and grants to further their educa-
tion, .

Students who drop out of school may
find many doors locked to them because
they lack the important key of a high
school diploma. Dropouts generally
have more trouble getting and keeping
good jobs, Employers are less likely to
invest money in training dropouts and
less likely to advance them in their jobs.
As a result of not completing school,
dropouts are often forced to spend the
rest of their lives attending what has
often been called the “school of hard
knocks.”

dents And System

When people have difficulty with
reading, writing, math and other basic
skills, their potential in life is severely
limited. In this fast changing, compli-
cated and technical world, an education
is absolutely necessary.

Some students drop out of school be-
cause of low intelligence or other
learning problems. However, most
dropouts have average or above average
intelligence, and do not have learning
disorders. Students drop out of school
for many reasons. Sometimes they are
simply immature. Sometimes their
parents lack a sense of responsibility.
Sometimes the educational system may
be insensitive to student needs. Usually,
however, dmpdping out is the result of a
combination of these and other factors
which disrupt the student’s regular
school attendance.

Regular school attendance is a neces-
sary part of the learning process and is a
key to getting a good education and
grzduagﬁ:\gllgrregular school attendance
limits the learning process and reduces
the ability to get either a good education
ora diploma. The instruction a student
misses when he or she is absent one day
is lost forever. Students who are
frequently absent are putting their
futures in jeopardy. Chronic absentee-
ism, especially truancy, is a behavior
highly associated with dropping out of
school Students who are allowed to miss
school for illegal reasons, or quit school
because they do not want to attend, are
establishing a pattern of behavior that
may follow them through life and
seriously impair their potential.

School attendance is one of the most
importantissues facing schools in Floyd
County. Student absenteeism costs the
taxpayers in Floyd County and the
school district approximately $1 million
each year in lost revenues, and greater
loss in human potential. But school
attendance is not an impossible issue to
resolve. Students must be taught to
understand the value of education.
Parents must learn about their roles and
responsibilities in promoting regular
attendance. The Floyd County School
District has developed new attendance
policies which are in effect this school
year. Also, various programs have been
designed to keep students in school. The

more people know about the importance
of regular school attendance, and the
better they understand their roles in pro-
moting it, the greater will be the
educational experience for every
student.

To Be Do 1l

‘We all can be proud of what we
achieve in the Floyd County School
District — in the classrooms, on the
playing fields and stages — but our
achievements are not due to compla-
cency and satisfaction with the status
quo. The school district is presently
utilizing the Accreditation Report of
1988, the Curriculum Audit of 1988, and
the Blue Ribbon Panel’s recommenda-
tions to develop a long-range plan to
insure continuous progress in our
schools for the next 10 years.

Communication: A
Necessary Ingredient

Another area that our school district
and all personnel will be working on this
year is communication. This is a very
important ingredient in any successful
school program. Do you have concerns
about your child in school? Don't keep
them inside — communicate! Is some-
thing happening in the schools that you
see as potentially damaging? Don't fret
about it — communicate! Do you have
something that bothers you about a

teacher, an administrator, a program, a
condition of a school building, a rule of
the school? Don't sit and worry —
communicate! Do you feel that some-
thing is wrong, terribly wrong, with the
state of education in our schools? Don't
tell your neighbor — tell us and commu-
nicate!

When we communicate, we share our
feelings, and there is an exchange of
information that can open the minds of
both sides. Through this process of
communication can come understand-
ing, and with understanding comes a
new commitment. A commitment to
further communication; a commitment
to finding out for ourselves the exact
nature of the problem; a commitment to
work together, the school and the home
— two of the most powerful forces on
earth — to seek remedies; to seek
solutions; to seek that common ground
that will eventually allow our schools
and our children to be the best they are
capable of becoming.

We, you and I, the school and the
home — we can communicate. We can
work together. We can understand the
problems, the concerns, the frustrations
of each other, We can come toa new
understanding and a new appreciation
that will serve one purpose and one
purpose only — the growth and
developmentof all Floyd County
children.

Schools Offer Nutritions Meals For County's Students

School isfastapproaching, and
oneof the highlights of theday, in
achild’s mind, is lunch.

Creating a lunch menu that
meets guidelines set by the Na-
tional School Lunch P mand
recommended daily allowances
(RDA) is not as easy as one may
think, according to Sharon
Newsome, Floyd County School
food service co-director.

Newsome, co-director for four
years and previously an econom-
ics teacher at McDowell, said that
all menus must include the four
basic food groups — dairy prod-
ucts, breads and cereals, meats,
and fruits and vegetables. The 93
cooks, managers and central of-
fice staff in the food service de-
partment make surethat allmeals
meet the standards; if they don’t,
says Newsome, the government
will not subsidize the program.

Federal funds make it possible
for the schools to charge 75 cents
forlunchesand 50 cents for break-
fasts. These prices only apply to
students who are not on the free
and reduced lunch program, Ac-
cording to Newsome, every child,
at the start of school, receives an
application for their parents to fill
outtodetermineif they qualify for
the free/reduced lunches, based
on family sizeand annual income.
Parents are notified of acceptance
into the program via the child.

Newsome added thatall of the
schools in the county, except for
Prestonsburg High School and
elementary school, areconsidered
“severe need” schools—meaning
that more than 50 percent of the
students participate in the pro-
gram.

A Summer Feeding Program
recently ended at these “severe
need” schools. The program al-
lows children ages 3 to 18, no
matter what the family income, to
eat lunch for free during the sum-
mer months, according to
Newsome.

The 20 schools in the county
serve 6,500 lunches daily, and

about 2,200 breakfasts. Newsome
said she wished the number of
students eating breakfast was
higher, noting that “childrenlearn
better when they eat better.”

“Therearemany scientificstud-
jes which show that it is hard to
concentrate on learning when
you're hungry.

“These breakfasts are not just
for low-income families. Parents
who both work often do not have
time to prepare breakfast, so the
children skip it. But there is no
need to, when these properly-bal-
anced breakfasts are offered for
only 50 cents.” g

Newsomeadded that they have
received a new recipe card file
from the USRDA which concen-
trates on reducing sodium, cho-
lesterol, fat and sugar from the
children’s diet. She stressed that
they were not eliminating these
things but only reducing them,
since a child who eats properly
will be a more healthy adult.

This year, schools will also
provide an “offer vs. serve” pol-
icy, allowing students in the third

de and up to turn down any
one of the four food units offered
at breakfast, and any two of the
five at lunch.

The program, experimental in
Floyd County, is used by 25 to 30
other Kentucky schools.

“We lost three of our teaching
staff,” notes the ACHS principal.
“It was bad enough to lose them,
but that meant we also lost 15
courseselections—and | thought
we already needed more.”

By begmm school five min-
utes earlier, and shortening class
periods by about seven minutes
each, Daniels was able to clip
enough time from theday toadd a
seventh period. Now, he says, he’ll
beable toadd 13 course selections,
aswellasreplace the 15 thatother-
wise would have been Jost.

Daniels hopes thewidercourse
offerings available under the
seven-period day will help with
vet another problem faced by the
school: perennial low attendance
rates that are far below the state-
mandated minimum.

Thechange won't hurtinstruc-
tion, hesays, but will actually help.

“In high school, national stud-
ies have shown that students’ at-
tention spans are around 22 min-
utes in each class in the mornings
and about 19 minutes in the after-
noon,” he explains. “Most disci-

line lems also occur in the
st 15 minutes of each class.”

Additionally, students will
have the choice of attending early
and late classes at the school, or
sticking with thetraditional 8-to-3
schedule.

“Our volunteer classesbeginat
7 a.m. and 3 p.m. The kids who
¢ome early can get out about 2
p.m., and that lets them attend
[’restonsburg Community Col-
lege. Some of our students work,
so they can go to work, too,” says
[}anie{s ith the 3 to 4 o'clock
class, students can come in later,
at9am.”

Well, we're
asking them todismiss themselves.
Idon’tbelieve weshould
kids to act on a bell,” Daniels
explains. “This will make them
more responsible and more busi-
ness-like for them. ‘

“These are young adults. They
should know they should be in
class, and not wait around for the
tardy bell and make a mad dash
for it.”

If students are late more than
nine times they’re dropped from
theclass, but not placed inastudy
hall. The pipe-puffing Daniels
dismisses study halls withadeter-
mined wave.

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New Policy Gets Tougher On Absenteeism

“Aday thatachild misses from
school is a day of instruction that
they can never gain back,” says
Maurice Allen, director of pupil
personnel in the Floyd County
school system. “High attendance
in school will pave the way for
future responsible employees on
the job who are not a liability be-
cause of absenteeism.”

A student who attends school
regularly will be more likely to
master the essential skills for each
grade level, and be prepared for
the succeeding grade, Allen ex-
plains. The goal of high student
attendance must be espoused by
parents as well as school person-
nel, for parents are the ones who
teach their children value, he con-
tinues. If they feel school holds so
little importance that a vacation,
doctor’s or dentist appointment
can take priority, then the chil-
dren will reflect that attitude in
their desire to attend, he said.

The new Floyd County atten-
dance policy makes each position
within the school system more
responsible because it clearly de-
finestheroleof each. Thelaw states
that each parent or guardian re-
siding in Kentucky send their 6-
through 16-year-old dependents
toschool. Anychild who hasbeen

absent from school without valid
excuse for three or more days, or
tardy on three or more days, is
regarded as truant, the director
explained. The parents of habitual
truants, (nine or more days of
absences or tardies) will be taken
to court and fined $10 for the first
offense, and $20 for every offense
thereafter.

Allen feels that if the courts
enforce the system of fines, the
localdistrict willhaveno problem
meeting thestate’sminimum stan-
dardsforattendance, 93.5 percent,
which the high schools, remedial
education and kindergarten
classes presently do not achieve.
He added that this was one of the
goals this year, as well as having
each elementary school raise its
previousattendancerecord by 1.5

rcent.

dance of pupils,” Allen said.
“Higher pupil attendance means
more funds for school systems to
spend on providing a better edu-
cation.”

If the school system meets this
year’s goals, it will receive an
additional $180,000 in funds, Al-
len explains.

“Money is a factor, but when
you have an average of 625 stu-
dents per day absent, as Floyd
County had last year, thatisalsoa
lot of free education going to
waste,” Allen said.

According to the policy,achild
who misses class work due to an
unexcused absence cannot make
itup, and the pupil shall receivea
failing grade for the work missed.
Even though a pupil may have
parental consenttostayaway from
classes, the school authorities re-
serve the right to decide upon the
validity of the absence.

High school students who are
absent or tardy from a class nine

times will be placed in study hall.
By this time, according to policy,
the parents will have been con-
tacted three times by mail inform-
ing them of the child’s absences
and the consequences, the guid-
ance counselor will have talked to
the child three times and a direc-
tor of pupil personnel (DPP) will
have been notified.

As a last resort to continued
absences, the DPP will institute
court proceedings against parents
whose children continue to vio-
late the state attendance law.,

As part of the district's plan of
action, schools will have the au-
thority to provide incentives to
children for having perfect atten-
dance. Certificates are already

awarded tothesechildrenand each
school hasimplemented different
prizes such as pizza parties, field
days and trophies to classes who
hold atténdance records. The
winners of last year’s countywide
attendance trophies were Auxier
Elementary, Harold Elementary
and Wheelwright High School,
Allensaid. Alsothis year, aspecial
trophy is being awarded to Auxier
for the greatest increase in per-
centage of attendance, 2.35 per-
cent.

— To be treated as profession-
als. We ask that the Floyd County
Board of Education view us as
trained professionals whodeserve
to be dealt with honestly, openly
and in a fair manner. We don’t
want teachers to feel that they

in this county — and to them, we
owethe besteducation that weare
capable of giving. Teachers in
Floyd County tobegiventhe
opportunity to give that to stu-
dents.

— For the children of Floyd
County, we ask that the past pat-
terns of intimidation and political
favoritism be put behind us. We
ask that teachersberewarded
for performance and when that is
not occurring, we will work with
the board toinsure better perform-
ance.

— It is vital that the board of
education demonstrate its belief
in the necessity of good teachers
— not through empty words,
because everyone in this county
makes that statement: “We are
doing this for the good of the chil-
dren.” We ask that the actions of
the board show that they really
value the students in this county
through theactions they choose to
take.
If the local board values the
learning of students, if they value
teachers and what they do, they
should be given top priority in
this county. Thatbelief can bestbe
demonstrated by the financial
decisions that the board makes —
where are they willing to make
cuts? Despite recommendations of

The area
that the Curriculum Auditas most
critical of was the administrative
levelin thiscounty.

At Jeast 10 teachers that we
know of have lost their jobs. The
decision to cut only teachers is
typical of what has been happen-
ingtous for thelast 11 years —we
have been asked to raise money
for supplies to teach, to pay for
field trips for students, to sacrifice
again and again.

— We want our local board to
create a climate in which good
teaching can occur — a climate
that, in turn, leads to more effec-
tive learning on the part of our
students. Betty Steffy, the Ken-
tucky deputy superintendent of
publicinstruction, admitstobeing
personally frustrated after work-
ing in Floyd County for only six
months. Yet sheattributes thelow
moraleand thelack of trust on the
partof teachers to the fact that we
somehow expected progress to
take place quickly.

Ourexpectations from the state
department of education:

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Team Effort Helps Children Learn More, Earn Higher Scores

Learning doesn’t just happen.
Good education takes three part-
ners: student, teacher and parent.

What, though, is the parent’s
role? What can a mother or father
dotohelp theirchildren dobetter?
Thefirstthinga parentcandoisto
send the chi]§ to school and show
interestin what they are learning,
says Larry Jervis, testing coordi-
nator/psychologist for Floyd
County schools.

The parentwholetsachild miss
a day of school is taking away
something that thechild cannever
regain and, more importantly,
sends themessage thatschool isn’t
thatimportant.

According to information
compiled by some 1985 “Teachers
of the Year,” a parent can also
reinforce learning by watching for
moments when they can help
teach. At the store, ask, “How
much change will 1 get?” If plan-
ning a trip, let the child help map
the route. How many miles is it?
When will the family arrive?

Children do as their parents
do, notas they say.Ifa parent gets
excited about new booksand new
ideas, a child will, too. If a parent
acts as if anything worth doing is
worth doing well, that's how a
child will do school work.

Teach the child to ask ques-
tions when reading a book, says
Jervis, Whatmade thisexplorer so
successful? Whorisked his life for
hiscountryand why? Whatcausec
the famine? Encourage the child
to draw conclusions, If studying
aninventionsuchasthetelephone,
have the child imagine what life
would be like without it.

This analytical thought proc-
ess of utmost importance, says
Jervis, inhelping the child toscore
higher on new standardized tests
to be administered this term.

The Comprehensive Test of
Basic Skills IV shows children’s
strengths and weaknesses in spe-

cific areas by analyzing their abil-
ity to put things into sequence,
reason out solutions, determine
meanings of paragraphs, follow
an electrical circuit chart, read
charts and determine their mean-
ings, etc. Jervis said thatthis testis
harder then previous tests, but it
does a more thorough jobof evalu-
ating students’ overall perform-
ance and critical thinking skills.

He equates the learning proc-
ess with that of building a house

“You need a good foundation
to build on if you don’t want the
walls to lean and the roof to leak.
The schools can teach the basic
skills all day, but if a child is not
required to put them to use out-
sg: of school, they could lose
them.”

Jervis said computers are a
greatmedium to providechildren
with the necessary repefition re-
quired to master skills.

Each school presently has a
computer which is being used for
scanningand analyzing testscores,
and is also used in the remedial
reading program, according to
Jervis.Lastyear Floyd County was
chosen to take partina pilot pro-
gram that, using the computers
and scanners, allowed teachers to
administera testcalled the “Crite-
ria Reference Test for Reading,
Grade 5", and then gain immedi-
ate test results pinpointing each
child’s ability in the different sec-
tions tested. These sections were
chosen by area teachers as those
they wanted in their curriculum,

Jervis said the success of this
program has yet to be determined,
since the pilot program was only
in three schools. During the stan-
dardized testing this year, a com-

rison can be made between the
schools which used the CRT and
those that did not.

The fifth grade was targeted
was because previous test scores
show above average marks in the
gradesl-4andas decline in
grade five, increasing again

through eighth grade with a

slightly less sharpdeclineinninth

grade; increasing only marginally

before graduation. Jervis said that

thisyear's testing report would be

E::semed before the September
rd

He added that Floyd County
students are scoring above na-
tional and state averages on these
tests, and if the results were listed
ona school-by-school basisinstead

of by school district, some schools
would rank way above norm.

If parents wish to assist their
children in scoring better on these
tests, he suggests they allow their
children to figure out solutions to
problems on their own instead of
being given the answer. He said
that cognitive skills can be prac-
ticed during simple, everyday
activities, such as baking a cake.

Also, every child needs a quiet

studyarea, safefrominterruption,
equipped witha goodlight. Agree
onaregular timeforstudying there
and don’tallow television, stereos
or phone calls during this time.
Remember that each child is
different. Some do best.complet-
ing all their studying and home-
work ina single session. Others do
betterif they study for 20minutes,
takeabreakand thencomebackia

it.
