Floyd County school officials, 

reachers and parents received a pleas· 
ant surprise this week. - students' 
basic skills testscoresarc up since last 
year, and are also above what projec­
tions had indicted they would be. 

Floyd County scored 47.2 district-

wide, 2.8 points below the national 
norm. However, the score placed the 
district as 154th out ofthe state's 177 
school systems. 

Neighboring Paintsville City 
Schools, however, scored wen above 
the na tiona I nonn,and outshone most 
other Eastern Kentucky sy!>tems With 
a score of 60.7. 

"It was a pretty substantial im­
provement in our test scores," said 
thcdistrict'sassistantsuperintendcnt 
forinshuction,GaryFrazicr.Henoted 
that last year the district scored among 
the lowest in the state- in the I 70s­
but added that a different test was 
used. 

This year, Kentucky students in 
the third, fifth, seventh and lOth 
grades took theCo~rehensive Tests 
of Bas1c Skills-4 ( S-4). Last year 
students took the Kentucky Essential 
Skills Test, which many educators 
charged was outdated. 

'1 had every expectation that we

would score much lower with the 
CTBS-4 than with KEST," he noted. 

Instead, the local district showed 
the improvement, said Frazier, "with­
out the full implementation of the 
things we're planning to do to im­
prove test scores." 

Some programs, such as compu­
terized curriculum mapping pro­
grams, arc either in place or are being 
instituted. 

Nln the next couple of years, I 
expect even more gains,n said the 
assistant superintendent. "You have 
to give credit to the teachers. They're 
the ones who did the work and were 
detl'rmined to raise the test scores." 

However, Frazier said he is not 
satisfied with thestudents' scores yet, 
adding that he believes the district 
can do better. 

He tempered his remarks by not­
ing that the CTBS-4 Is meant to be 
used as an educational tool, and not 
as a ranking of the quality of schools 

Sorry, Ms. Poppins, A 
Spoonful Of Sugar Won't 
Make This Medicine Go Down

A chorus of ''I don't know" forms 
the standard refrain when the issue 
of what to do about soaring medical 
insurance costs is raised. Insurance 
agents, hospital administrators, so­
cial service workers, employers and 
their oft-worried employecl> - all 
voice exasperation over what is be­
coming a major concern nationwide. 

The cost of medical insurance has 
been rising by 15 to 30 percent a year 
for the last several years. Monday 
night, the Prestonsburg City Cou neil 
once again debated its options on 
providing full coverage for city 
employees in the face of an increase 
of more than 20 percent in premium 
costs. 

Businesses across the country, 
from the coal indus~ to Sf:!Vi 
egendcs, are searching for ways to 
renegotiate employee &ncfits pack­
a~. Uninsured workers are gam­
~ling that they don't get sick or in­
JUred. 

The statistics are staggering: 
- Thenation'sannualhealthcare 

biU escalated from$248 billion in 1980 
to $540 billion in 1987, making the 
United States' health care system the 
most expensive in the world. 

-Americans spend an average of 
$2,000 a year per person on health 
care, more than the citizens of any 
other country. 

-More than 175 million workers 
in the US have some type of medical 
insurance, either em player-provided 
or paid for on their own. 

- About 32 million Americans 
are covered by Medicare, and 23 
million by Medicaid. 

- About 35 million Americans 
are uninsured, about two-thirds of 
them in the workforce. 

-The federal government's total 
budget in 1965, the year Medicare 
began, was less than what it spends 
today on he;tlth care programs 

Close to seven million retired 
persons and their dependents con­
tinue to receive medical insurance 
coverage from their former employ­
m, and since Americans arc living 
longer, this number will only grow.

The two 
made the request to Prestonsburg on 
behalf of department chief Howard 
Ferguson earlier this week. 

'There's also more of a guarantee 
that we all get called," noted Music. 
''Twelve people are getting the calls 
at the 5ame time." 

The Auxier department received 
assistancein getting the radio system 
from Floyd County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo and the Big Sandy 
Area Development District.

Rare Ring Riddles Resident

When Paris B. Music came into the 

Times office Tuesday morning, Aug. 
22. he tried to describe an unusual 
ring which cropped up over night on 
the front lawn Of his home on Auxier 
Road. 

The ring, about 15 feet in diame­
ter, consisted of a black, sooty sub­
stance resembling small fish eggs, and 
was on top of the grass. 

Musicwaspuziled,sincethissame 
substance appeared on his lawn last 
year but in a different section and 
wasinnodistinctshape. ''lhadabout 
a dozen different people looking at it 
last year and no one knew wnat it 
was," Anderson said. 

Speculation about what caused the 
ring ranged from "ew laid by a large 

herd of fast movi~ snailsN and 
"exhaust fumes from a fl}ingsaurer" 
to "some sort of cult graffiti.H 

The cause, however, was not 
nearly so exotic. jean Ball, Floyd 
County agricultural agent, explained 
that the ring "is justa fungus or mold 
which comes up in hot, moist weather. 
It is sometimes called a 'fairy ring 
and could be any one of about SO 
different types of diseases." 

A fairy ring is a term describing 
various Basidiomycetefungi, butitis 
often used in reference to any circular 
pattern in the grass. According to 
Ball, Anderson's lawn is sporting a 
type of slime mold that \\ill di!>ap­
pear as soon as it becomes dry. 

Slime molds are dusty, bluio:h­
gray, black or yellow, and cover grass, 

turnmg it an unsightly color No 
damage, .. actually done to the grao:s 
and the mold can be broken up by 
swrepingitwithabroomorby<.pray­
ing it With a strong stream of water. 

Ball said that llc dOC!o:n' t recom­
mend ·people applying any sort of 
chemical to the affected area o:ince 
th<'sccan be dangerous to children or 
pets who may get into the newly 
treated grass. 

'The use of fungicides to control 
di!l<'ascs in home lawns is generally 
not recommended due to potential 
environmental hazards, misapplica­
tion by inexperienced homeowners, 
cost, the need for repeated applica­
tionsofprole<'tantfungiddestomain­
tain control and the critical ne<Xi for 
exact timing of application," Ball 
added. 

UK Board Approves Bond Sale 
TheUniversityofKcntuckyBoard 

of Trustees recently approved a $245 
million bond sale,and$3.1 million of 
that will be set aside to help fund the 
construction of a new science build­
ing at Prestonsburg Community 
College. 

AccordingtoDr.HenryCampbcll, 
PCC president, the bond sale was 
authorized by theCeneralAssembly 
last year. As part of the legislation, 
localcampuseswererequired to raise 
at least half of the first year's bond 
debt service. 

For Prestonsburg Community 

College and its service area, that 
meant $194)l00 had to be raised lo­
cally . 

Donations have been made by 
individuals, financial institutions and 
other businesses, as well ascivicdubs. 

"We are very close" to the neces­
sary pledge amount, said Campbell. 
"When the pledges come in for this 
year, we'll have almost exactly 
$194,800. We'll be within $1,000." 

Campbell said architectural firm 
hired by the college, Arismuth, Judd 
and Rapp of Louisville, ic; in the final 
stages of design for the new science 

bUilding. He scud he expects bids to 
be let within the next two months. 

"We hope to mo\·e into it in Janu­
ary 1991," added Campbell. 

The building will house all science 
courses and the nursing program. It 
will include approximately six labs 
and four or five classrooms, and 25 
facull y offices. 

He said the local college has had a 
record increase in enrollment this 
year, saying h~ hopes PCC will be 
able to look at moreadditiona1 facili­
ties. 

'We need to expand our student 
center,• he explained.

Did The Great Pumpkin Come 
To Floyd County In August? 

Jim Anderson of Spurlock Fork of 
Middle Creek has been growing giant 
pumpkins for fouryears,now but he 
never had to face the problem of a 
flooded field in August. 

Rctumingaftcranout-of-towntrlp 
recently, he discovered the damage 
high water had done to his crop. The 
mud<oatcd garden which wa~ hit 
the hardc!:t was covered with dying 
vines and giant, yellow pumpkins. 
Some of the 150-pound plus fruits 
were acl~ally picked up by the water 
- or at least rolled - and deposited 
downstream. 

Anderson isn't worried about how 
he's going to retrieve these wander­
ing carrotine sources; he just walks 
down the field and kicks in the sides 
and thecattlcwill do the rest. "Cattle 
love pumpkins," Anderson said. "l 
fed them pumpkins all the way until 
December last year.'" 

Anderson grows seven different 
!lpcs of pumpkins ranging hom 

fitting in the palm of your hand'" to 
"no man in Floyd County could lift 
on his own." The biggest one in his 
yard. Anderson estimates, is around 
200 pounds and stands about three 
feet high. "These arc Atlantic Giants 
and they can possibly grow to 600 
pounds-that's the record,"' he said.

Anderson and his wife harvest tha 
large vegetables by thc-m!l('lvcs with 
the aid of a lawn tractor and a wagon.

In fact, figures show that for every 
rchrcc 40 years ago, 17 Amt'ricans 
were at work. By1992,it is estimated 
that there will be one retiree for every 
three workers. 

Rcason"fortheskyrockctingcosts 
arc many. The aging of the popula­
tion, for instance, means that more 
persons nrc drawing on the health 
care system of hospitals, doctors and 
laboratoric , as older bodies gener­
ally requi re more attention. 

Joo Wolfe of Blue Cross/Blue 
Shield told local city council mem­
bers lac;t month that insurance pre­
mium CO!;f1i arc "affected by consumer 
usage, tC<'hnology, duplication of 
~n·iccs and the aging of society." 

Kevin Yeager of Highlands Re­
gional Medical Center' sbusiness staff 
concur that the technology of mod· 
em health care is expensive. Hlf you 
wantstatc-of-thc-artequipment, you 
have to replace it every three to five 
years, and you're talking hundreds 
ofthousandsofdollars,,.Yeagersay5. 
"Equipment becomes obsolete long 
before it stops being of use." 

Hospitalc;, of course, pass the cost 
of the latest piece of diagnostic or 
treatment equipment along to pa­
tients or their insurance company. 
But on the issueofexpcnsivetechnol­
ogy, Dick Clark of the Hall-Clark 
Insuranc-e Agency asks, "Are we not 
demanding thl.! best of treatment?" 

1be nationwide trend of "suing 
the doctor" has also contributed to 
high hC'~Ithcarecosts,several sources 
indicate. Doctors in the area often 
pay medical malpractice insurance 
premiums of $40,(XX) to $SO,CXXl an­
nually. Those costs arc included in 
the patient's bill or the insurance 
company's. 

What few involved in the health 
care/insurancc/businesscommunity 
would say for the record is that con­
sumcrsalsohavethcmselvestoblame 
for rising costs. "Some people run to 
thcdoctororthcemcr§cncyroomfor 
thcshghtcst prOblem, said one local 
businessperson who requested ano­
nymity. "They figure it's okay be­
cause their mc:urancc will cover the 
cost.'' 

Perhaps for that reason, many 
insurance compani~ arc offering 
considcrabl y rcducro rates for higher 
drouctiblcs. The reasoning is that the 
consumer may think twice before 
visiting the emergency room for a 
scratch when he knows that his insur­
a nee policy will not kick in until he's 
run up $250 or $500 in out-of-pocket 
costs. 

Many inc.urcrs arc al«o offering 
other incentive!> to consumers to 
contain premium coc:ts. Consumers 
arc mcrcasingly being told to get a 
second phy~1cian opinion before the 
insurer will cover surgery costs. Use 
of out-pahent services for minor sur­
gery is being encouraged. Some in­
surcrscarcfullydclint'atc what types 

of treatment they will pay for. 
Stillotherinsurancccompanics­

and cmploy<!.TS - arc promoting 
well ness programs in which person!! 
arc urged to kC<'p fit and practice 
preventive mcdicint'. Many insurers 
offer o;pccial rate-reduced plans for 
persons who do not smoke or abuse 
alcohol and drugs. 

An article in a rC<'<'nl edition of 
The Wall Street Journal put the idea 
bluntly. "Overly generous health 
insurance not only caur.cs rising 
medical cor.l!l, but Is u!iually a lousy 
buy for the purchaser- whether a 
corporation or an individual," the 
articlestated. "lng<'nt'ral, anyone who 
has a policy with a deductible of less 
than $1,CXXl is paying a very high 
price for the additional coverage. ln 
~mccaS<!S policyholders arc paying 
more than $2 for a dollar's worth of 
coverage-a waste of money, even if 
they are certain they arc going to 
have future medical expenses cov­
ered by the policy." 

Several politicians - and some 
businesspersons- arc pushing for 
the federal government to solve the 
problem of health care and insurance 
costs. They point out that the United 
States is the only developed country 
without a national health program. 

One plan advocates forcing em­
ployers to provide medical coverage 
for employees. Opponents say such a 

mandate will cause employers to lay 
off workero;, cut baclc. on hiring, rc­
duccwagcsorshutdownaltogcthcr. 
Nor docs the plan take into account 
the mi11ions of persons who arc un­
employed. 

To stem momentum toward what 
is considered by some as "50Cializcd 
medicine," representatives of several 
insurance groups have proposed 
what they call a "public-private part­
nership." 

According to John P. Cole, an 
executive with Lincoln National 
Corp., the plan includes Medicaid 
coverage for the "indigent unem­
ployed; an "assigned risk pool," 
funded by all employers on a per 
capita basis, that would cover unin· 
surable persons; and private insur· 
ance for thosewhocanafford iL The 
plan docs not, however, solve the 
problem of high costs to the govern-

mcnt and employers. 
Still another proposal is for a flat 

rate tax that would affect all working 
people. with the revenues going into 
a general coffer to cover medical 
expenses of the total population. 
Another calls for a graduated tax, 
with those best able to pay putting up 
a larger share. 

Kcntuckians,acrordingtoaspring 
survey by Bluegrass State Poll, favor 
a national insurance plan. Reporting 
on the poll results, The Courier Jour­
nal said that half of those surveyed 
believed the state should take action 
In the absence of a federal plan, "even 
if it meant higher taxes.N 

What is the solution to rising health 
care costs and rising insurance pre­
mium costs? 

''There are no easy answers/ 
concludes insurer Dick aark.

The stan­
dardized application from is needed 
to apply for deer gun hunts on the 
Beaver Creek,. Clay, Dewey Lake, 
Grayson Lake, Hlgginson·Henry, 
Kleber, Paintsville Lake, West Ken· 
tucky, Yellowbank, Mill Creek and 
White City wildlife areas and on 
Peabody Coal Company lands in 
Hopkins, Muhlenberg and Ohio 
counties. 

Bow hunters wishing to hunt deer 
on Peabody Jand5 or on the White 
City Wildlife Management area in 
Hopkins County must also apply in 
advance on the standardized form, 
according to Department of Ash and 
Wildlife Resources' regulations. 

Archer6 may apply until Decem­
her 1 for the OctobeT 1 through De­
cember 31 archery season. All appli-

cants will be issued a permit. The 
application form contains a liability 
release form whichhuntersmustsign, 
and the purpose of the application is 
to make sure that hunters on the area 
have signed the release. 

Bow hunters who have applied 
for quota gun hunts on Peabody lands 
oronanyotherwildlifearea may also 
apply for bow hunting on Peabody.

Guido Hibdon, the Gravois Mills, 
Mo.,nativewhocaptured the Classic 
m>wn last year in Richmond, util­
ized the same pattern which won the 
tournament for him last year. With 
the skill and methodical preci!'.ion of 
a surgeon, Hibdon pitched a jig/ 
Guido Bug {a plastic crawfish of 
Hibdon's design) combination to 
shoreline and submerged cover for a 
three-day catch weighing27 pounds, 
13ounces.A 6-pound buckctmouth, 
the largest of the contest, anchored 
Hibdon's final day limlt and placed 
him fourth in the tournament.

No more than three brown trout at 

least 15 inches long may be taken 
daily from the tailwatersofHerring­
ton Lake, under special regulations 
adopted by the Fish and Wildlife 
Resourccs Commission at its August 
meeting. 

The Division of Fisheries plans to 
stock rainbow trout in Herrington's

He has written for such well­
known outdoors magazines as Field 
and Stream, Sports Afield, Southern 
Outdoors, BASS Masters and BASS 
Times. 

"Most of my writing is for BASS 
Masters magazine and Southern 
Outdoors," Altman related. "I also 
write articles for about five new spa· 
pers which takes a lot of my time." 

Altman lives in Pikeville with his 
wife Susie, who has her own dental 
practice, and his 2-year-<>ki son, Ryan. 

AltmanstartcdcollegcatTransyl· 
vania in Lexington and soon trans­
ferred to Eastern Kentucky Uruvcr­
sity, where he graduated. 

Just before I completed college I 
sat down and wrote a story, juc;t out 
of the blue. 1 wanted to write an ar­
ticle.

I then began to 
think about writing a~ a career,,. the 
outdoorsman said. Altman received 
$500 for his fin;t story from Sports 
Afield. 

"1 then moved to Knoxville, for 
two reasons. One because the fishing 
was good there and two, because I 
wanted to go to their graduate pro­
gram- which I never did." 

Why does he continue to write for 
for newspapers? "1 guess I remember 
where I got my start." 

Altman had set a goal for himself 
as he entered his new field of out­
doors writing and photography. "'I 
wanted to do at least 30 magazine 
articles," said the writer who loves 
bass fishing. "That didn't take long to 
realize." 

Altmanhaswrittenmorcthan300 
newspaper articl~ and 100 maga· 
zinestorics, well surpassing his origi· 
naJ goals. 

What goals has this young writer 
set for himself in the future? 

"'One of my short-term goals is to 
become a senior writer for BASS 
Masters Magazine," says Altman. "If 
I reach that status they would hand 
me assignments. Also, there's !'lOme 
prestigeinit.ltmeans that I would be 
one of the best- to have your title in 
the mast head. 

"I also want to qultdoingso much 
workforsomanydifferentmarkcts.J 
started small, and I just want to write 
for larger magazines, a select few. 

"Someday I would like to write a 
book." he adds. "Not about the out· 
doors- those ldnd of books don't 
sell.l' d like to write some fiCtion some 
day:~ 

Altman. who as a high school 
student took pkturesfornewspapcrs 
in Pikeville, really enjoys his work. 
although it is time consuming. 

"I will begin writing when 1 get up 
early in the morning and will usually 
be writing when my wife gets home. 
Even after everyone's gone to bed, I 
will write some more. This is an every 
day thing, and itgetsoldaftcrawhile. 

After an extensive period of writ· 
ing, Altman usually takes a brc.:~k. 
going out on the road for a week. 

"I will meetsomeofthe lop fisher­
man in the country, and we have a 
good time," Altman explains. 

Altman covers all the fishing tour· 
naments in the country and it has 
allowed him to rub shoulders with 
some of the elite personalities in the 
fishing world -and elsewhere. 

"My job has allowed me to meet 
people like President Bush, Lee 
Greenwood and Merle Haggard and 
others," the fishing enthusiast­
turned-writer said. "1 wouldn't trade 
my free lance position for any desk 
job. I enjor being able to work how 
and when want to .It's much better ... 

Altman says that he has had offers 
of editor's jobs with different maga­
zines. 

"Outdoor journalism is very com· 
petitive," he says. '1llere arc a lot of 
writers out there and better markets. 
I've sold veryfewtoFieldand Stream. 
Most magazines have staff writers 
and use very few free lance articles." 

Altman submits story ideas to 
magazines and they, in tum, tell him 
what stories they are interested in 
and he writes those stories. In Au· 
gust, Altman wrote 10 magazine ar­
ticles and five newspaper columns. 
He says that he scheduled six maga· 
zine stories in September and 11 in 
October. 

"1 just completed a story for BASS 

Master's that is due Sept. 1, but will 
not be printed untii January. 1 have 
some stories that will not be used 
until December next year ... 

Altman says that he doesn't have 
time to fish as much as he used to. His 
favorite fish is the small mouth bass, 
"although I fish for crappie and cat­
fish also." 

Although Eastern Kentucky is his 
home, Altman confesses he doesn't 
know much about the local lakes 
because he doesn't fish them often. 

"I fished Fishtrap once this year 
and J believe I' 'Ve been on Dewey one 
time," says Altman. "'I feel that in my 
line of work that my time is best spent 
fishing in Tcrmcssee and Georgia 
where larger fi!lh can be caught.

and extensive renovation, Meyer 
explained. Now, the fiscal court will 
be responsible for maintenance costs 
and will own the facility. The operat­
ing costs will still come from a special 
fund subsidized by the county at a 
rate of $4,000 per year per center, ac­
cording to Stumbo. 

"Threeorfouryearsago, when we 
started all this, the money was very 
slim.Nowit'shereand we'restarting 
to see the results," he noted. 

Meyer noted that Betsy Layne 
seniors began the program by request­
ing the center and involving state 
Sen. Benny Ray Bailey. "Senator 
Bailey was the primary person to 
secure state funds from the Cabinet 
of Human Resources," he added. 

''These seniors are a very proac­
tive group- they've done a lot with 
very little funds," Meyer explained. 
''The building is here because they 
have worked darn hard to make it 
happen." 

Ted Stumbo, vice president of the 
center, explained that the group be­
gan with about three or four dozen 
seniors raising funds and providing 
labor on to improve the building to 
create their own center, located be­
side the old Betsy Layne High School 
and was former! y an Future Farmers 
of America shop. 

"We cleaned out the old center, 
painted, put carpet down, plumbed 
it, made doors and operated there for 
about a year before getting this new 
center," he said. "As long as we keep 
together and all have the same goals 
we can keep improving and grow­
ing." 

Other seniors are excited. 
'1 knew we'd have more room, 

butl never expected this much more," 
said Virginia DeBord. "I went to the 
Martin Center for seven or eight years 
until we came here." 

''There is no comparison (to the 
old center)," agreed Jessie Tomlin­
son. "I never thought we could have 
anything like this." 

Ted Stumbo added that the next 
project the members would like to 
tackle is developing a senior citizens 
housing project. They have already 
put in a request for the m.:mey to 
purchase the land next door to the 
center, which is located in the Floyd­
Pike Hollow down from the fire sta­
tion. 

''With all your support and hard 
work, which you're obviously not 
afraid of, we may see the realization 
of such a project," Meyer explained 
to the group. "Federal funding is not 
a simple project, butifwekeep work­
ing at it we may see it happen. I'm 
very optimistic about it, butthereare

Women's Health Is Concern of 0 LTW 
If the medicine cabinet is filled w1th bottles and tubes of 

last year's sunscreens, there is reason to doubt their 
effectiveness. The Food and Drug Administration does not 
require expiration dates on products that it expects to 
remain stable for three years. Without any dating 
information, this means that the only indicator of a 
sunscreen's age may be the purchaser's memory. While 
most sunscreen formulations do retain their stated strength, 
others can have their Sun Protection Factor (SPF) 
downgraded by age. The oil may separate from the solids 
in some formulations, and heat accelerates the deterioration 
process. Because most sunscreens bake on beach sand 
or in the glove compartment of the family car, it might make 
good sense to start a vacation fresh with new sunscreen.

The health fair will also feature 
several types of screenings, includ· 
ing cholesterol, blood pressure, pap 
smears, blood sugar,vision, hcanng 
and respiratory.

According to the report, Harkins 
the builder, was one of the wealthiest 
men in the city when the building 
was constructed. With molit of his 
money com mg from buying mineral 
rights for coal mining, he founded 
the Bank Josephine, which is named 
for his wife Josephine Davidson. 

''Tile elder Harkins was an alisoci· 
ateofjohn C.C. Mayo of Pamtsvillc ... , 
founder of a coal empire in the late 
19th century, and the lwomm were 
among the first to recognize the value 
of the area's coal resources," the re­
port says. HltwasHarkins'practkcto 
purchase mineral rights from prop­
crt y owners for $10011 nd then cxploi t 
the deposits himself. 

"Forthishewascritidzcdbysome 
of his contemporaries, but he dc­
fendOO the practice by saying the c:um 
seemed like a greatdcalofmoney to 
the people from whom he bought the 
rights." 

The report further states that the 
structure has bct.--n thought to be the 
design of Edwin Stamler, a well-
known architect who made a name 
for himself in central Kentucky with 
his Colonial Revival architectural 
work in the early part of the century. 

The researchers whoexamint'd the 
site, however, believe the building 
was actually designed byS.F. Desjar­
dins of Cincinnati, Stamler's teacher. 

Originally next door to the build­
ing was the Harkins family mansion. 
said to be one of the city's grandest 
residences. TI\c house was demol­
ished in the 1960s by the Harkins 
heirs and the lot subdivided. The 
office building was also sold out of 
thefamilyatthat time and now houses 
professional offices.

When new Environmental Protec­
tion Agency guidelines for medical 
wastedisposalloomcd early this year, 
Highlands, like other hcalthcare fa· 
cilities, faced gigantic cost increases. 

According to Kathy Rubado, hos­
pital representative, theaveragecost 
of disposal threatened to jump to 
nearly $2 a pound and, with anaver­
agcof3 pounds per inpatient per day, 
total waste costs would go up tens of 
thousands of dollars. 

"Highlands' old incinerator, like 
that of other hospitals, would no 
longer fit legal rcquiremCl'lts and 
would have to be replaced at consid­
erable expense, nearly S100,(XX),'' 
Rubado said. "Landfill dumping had 
never been a good option for High­
lands, but new regulations would 
make tt illegal altogether. And, no 

independent dbposal service existed 
in Eastern Kentucky to help solve the 
medical waste disposal problem." 

Consolidated Health Systems and 
Hospital Administration wrestled 
with the i~sueand,aftcrcareful study, 
spotted an opportunity to pull High· 
lands out of a bind whilcpro\oidinga 
much-needed service to other Big 
Sandy hcalthcare operations facing 
the same problem, according to 
Rubedo. 

"Consolidated established Me­
disin, Inc. as a management collec­
tion disposal service, and it fit the bill 
perfectly," she explained. "Medisin 
could establish its primary incinera­
tor site adjacent to High lands to elimi­
nate transportation charges to High· 
lands - charges of up to 60 cents per 
pound." 

Further, Highlands could be given 
a favorable contract rate based on its 
volume, and Medisin would be free 
to sell its services to other customers. 
"The result is that H ighlands is now 
keeping its cost for biomedical dis­
posal to less than 50 cents a pound 
while being in complete conformity 
with strict new regulations," Rubado 
reported.

portion of the Big Sandy River was 
completed early last week, according 
to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, 
Huntington District. 

The month-long operation, which 
yielded more than 145,000cubicyards 
of material, was undertaken by the 
Madison Coal and SupplyCompany 
ofCharlcston, W.Va.,ata rostofmorc 
than $466,000. 

The Big Sandy basin contains a 
large portion of one of the most ex­
tcnsivebituminouo;, lowsulphurcoal 
field s in the nation. In addition, a

Cha.nnelmaintenancedredgingof 
the lower Big Sandy, which has been 
required by fedcra11aw sincc1971, is 
necessary to restore the minimum 
nine-foot project depth of the river 
for commercial navigation following 
seasonal high water, said Corps offi· 
d ais. 

The first federal navigation proj· 
ect on the Big Sandy River was con­
structed from 1897-1910, andauthor­
i7.cd a minimum project channel 
depth of only six feet. After the Ohio 
River slackwatcr navigation project 
upgraded that river to a nine-foot 

mmimum depth In 1929, the Big 
Sandy'ssix-footdepth became inade­
quate for most towing oquipmCllt 
used on the Ohio, and barge traffic 
declined. 

Creation of the Greenup Dam in 
1962, however, caused the slackwa­
ter pool of the Big Sandy to be raised 
three feet, providing the river with 
the standard nine-foot depth for 
navigation. By 1965, sediment flow­
ingdown the river had built up to the 
cxt<..nt that the lower portion required 
annual maintenance dredging tore­
s tore the nine-foot navigation depth. 

The dredged material was for­
mcrlydepo<oited along the shoreline. 
Currently, the dredged material is 
transported bybargctotheOhioRiver 
for disposal in deep watcroutsidethe 
limits of the navigable channel.

He feeds 
them rabbit pellets and hay, gives 
them water through adapted baby 
bottles and keeps the cages clean. (He 
usesTheRoydCountyTimes a!icage 
undcrlincr.) 

"But it's a sewn day a week job," 
he admits. ''If I take vacation. I have 
to get someone to feed and water 
them until I get back." 

Rose says he isn'tawar<' of anyone 
else in the area raising the valuable, 
exotic animals. The businesc; is more 
common in I ndianaand Ohio, he says. 
"A lot of people there raise them." 

Rose grew up raising farm ani­
mals - hogs, cattle, chickens and 
horses-on the same plot of ground. 
"I always loved to raise animals," he 
says. "And chinchillas arc ju!it like 
any other farm animal." 

He admits, however, that pound 
for pound there's a difference in value. 

A chinchilla coat, which may re­
quircdozens of top quality pelts, sells 
for many thousands of dollars.

Americans Are Falling Victim To Affordability Gap 
Can you afford the house your 

parents live in? If not. you may be a 
victim of the so-called affordability 
gap - the crevasse that has kept 
millions of young Americans from 
home owncrshi p. 

Hou-;ing affordabllity i~ one of 
eight issues examined in the August 
i!:~:ucofRcal Estate Today, lhcoWcial 
publication of the National Associa· 
tionofRealtors.ln the article, "Shrink­
ing Pro!'pcrity Makes Hurne Owner­
ship a Stretch," the hou-;ing afforda· 
bility problem,currentstateof affairs 
and stcp!itoa solutionarcaddrcsscd. 

Affordability for first-time 
homebuycrs is a high priority for the 
national association. To assess Ameri· 
cans' ability to pay for housing, the 
association uses the Afford.:~bility 
Index, which meao;ures the median 
income in relation to the median in· 
come of first-time buyers and the col:! I 

of purchasing a home. 
This shrinking prosperity can be 

tr3ced ~:~ck to the high inflation of the 
late 1970s and early 1980s, when in­
come wasn't keeping up with infla· 
tion. The article reports that bel ween 
1968and 1987the median home price 
rose 326 percent, but the median in· 
come r.ose a mere 269 percent. The 
problem is most severe on the East 
and West coasts and in major cities, 
where skyrocketing land costs and 
heavy impact tees drive up housing 
costs. 

Another factor affecting the af­
fordability gap is skyrocketing rent­
als. "Since 1981, rents have increased 
16 percent faster then prices In gen­
eral, making it difficult to impossible 
for young people to save for a down 
payment," states the article. 

Also greatly affected by the af­
fordability gap have been low-income

individuals and families. Two factors 
contribu ling to thi<. problem, accord­
ing to John Tuccillo, the association's 
chief economist, are the upsurge of 
onc-par~nt familie<: and the relative 
unavailability of low-cost rental ac­
commoda lions. 

In support of this, The State of the 
Nation'sHousingReporlshowed lhat 
young single-parent families in the 
low-income category spent58.4 per­
cent of their income on housing in 
1987, up from 34.9 percent in 1974. 
The ballooning budget deficit has 
caused interest rates to remain high 
and kept housing expensive. 

'The goal of home ownership for 
all citizens, regardlcssofincome, was 
a top priority for the federal govern­
ment for more than 30 years, begin­
ning in 1949 wi lh the passage of the 
first national housing policy. Jn the 
1980s, howcvcr, other priori ties have 
put housing on the back burner," 
report<; the article. 

"A commitment to fmding na-

/) 

tiona! solutions appears to be forth· 
coming from Capitol Hill," continues 
the article. "More than 50 pieces of 
legislation related to housing have 
been introduced in Congress during 
this year alone." 

In the meantime, state and local 
governments, as well as individuals, 
nave begun to pick up the slack. lni· 
tiatives such as the Columbus, Ohio, 
Neighborhood Partnership, an or· 
~ni?.ation that renovates homes and 
sells them on a I case-option basis to 
low-income families and individu· 
al-;, are making a big impact within 
their communi ties. 

Ultimately, the burden must fall 
on the federal government. "The real 
estate industry contributes 20 per­
cent to our gross national product," 
noted Ira Gribin, president of the 
National Association of Realtors. "If 
the government would stop looking 
at housing a5 a ~ial rc.c;ponsibility 
and !>tart looking at it as part of the 

economic fiber ol the country, wc!'d 
have some solutions."
