Sclzool System Faces Deficit

The name has changed, but the 
ba ic philosophy remains the same: 
pro\iding quahty vocational educa· 
tion to Floyd County students. 

Floyd County Technical High 
School, previously known as Garth 
Area Vocational-Tcchnical School, 
began the new school year with an 
updat~d title and an improved in· 
structional program, according to 
Ronald Turner, director. 

The school is offering Applied 
Communicatmns, PrincipalsofTech­
nology and Applied Math, in addi­
tion to Its orrny of traditional voca· 
tional programs. 

The move rna k~ it possible for 
vocational students to attend FCTHS 
all day, C<~rning math, science and 
Enghshcredits, rather thancommut· 
lng from campus to campus and los­
ing what Turner points out i5 valu­
able instructional time. 

"We want to try to keep students 
here all day -seniors especially," 
says Libby Hall, special vocational 
liaison. "This way, if they need their 
English, or have to pick up a math 
course, they can pick it up here." The 
school's entire concept has changed, 
she explains with obvious enthusi­
asm, and core curriculum classes are 
gC<~red to vocational training to pro­
vide additional practical skills for the 
1\Chool's :~htdcnts. 

"Students need to be able to go 
through these courses, especially 
communications," said Hall. "'Ibey 
are so much more important to them 
than sitting out there bored to tears 

with 'Romeo and Juliet'. There will 
be literature, but thc1r education here 
is going to be directly related to what 
thcy'regoingtodoaftcrgraduation." 

One of two c;tudents who attend 
college will drop out in their fresh· 
man year, points out Turner. 

"It doesn't have to do with aca­
demics, it has to do with intt>rcstt he 
adds. 

Statistically, adds Hall, 20 percent 
of today's first grade students will 
earn a college degree. The emphasis 
on college preparation in the main· 
stream high ~hoot curriculum, she 
notes, may be misplaced in terms of 
the remaining 80 percent. 

''A lot ofthem won't go to college. 
If they can't communicate to who­
ever they work for, they won' t stay 
on the job. You need certain basic 
skills, whether you're going to work 
at a fast food restaurant or ina techni­
cal field. 

"Wtlh our new programs, these 
kids - even if they're going into a 
technical field- need to be here. We 
offer the basics of what they will need 
when they go to college. All students 
need good vocational training and 
employability skills, no matter what.'" 

The high school's math, !ICience 
and English classes, as well as its 
vocational courses, offer a step up for 
area students planning to attend 
Mayo Vocationa l School in 
Paintsville. Additionally, some class 
hours can be applied to Mayo's pro­
grams, allowing students to gradu· 
ate earlier. 

Computer training will be offered 
in every area taught at the technical 

high school, Hall adds. 
"The day of kids thinking, 'I just 

want to work on cars' is gone. Stu­
dents must havecomputerlitt>racyin 
every area." 

For students, the changes will 
mean less time spent traveling, and 
more time spent learning. And while 
Turner plans for FCTHS to adopt its 
own logo and school colors, students 
won' t rose the camaraderie of their 
fellow classmates. 

Pupils will continue to beenrolll'CI 

at one of the five high schools in the 
county while they commute to 
FCTHS, and will be excused to attend 
pep rallies and other special programs 
at their base schools. 

''Wewantthcm to be a part of their 
high school, including sports and 
~>p<'Cial programs," says Hall . "We'll 
also have activities for them while 
they arc here - guest speakers com­
Ing in from bu!liness and industry. 
We want them to know what to ex· 
pcct when they bccomeemployed."

Walliam Mead was the c:heriff of 
Bedford County, Va., a deputy sur­
veyor, justice of the county court and 
lieutenant of the county militia. He 
fought against the French at Fort 
Duquesne and In the militia during 
the revolution. 

Oncso~Cowlcs(I776-1807), was 
a member of Congress from Georgia 
in 1805, and in December 1805 he was 

appointed the first territorial gover· 
nor of Mississippi. Another son, Stith 
(1767-tSOn, was a prominent minis· 
ter of the Methodist Church of Hen­
rico County, Va. William Mead had 
12 children who migrated south and 
west Some died in fenncsscc, Texas 
and Georgia. 

Robert Mead's son Benjamin (3-5) 
emigrated in 1812 from Bedford 
County, Va.,down the Big Sandy and 
on to what is now Wayne County, 
W.Va. Soon after, he moved to the 
prcscntGreenupCOllnty,Ky.,wherc 
he rued in 1821 and is buried on Tygart 
River. He lived ln a house rented 
from Samuel Powell. The house was 
torn down on land condemned for 
the Ashland Airport. His wife pur­
chased a fann on which the city of 
Raceland is now situated (Thic; infor-

Aoyd County as well as those of 
johnson (formed 1843) and other 
countleswhich have been fonnedout 
of Johnson County. 

I have checked the marrlagt!$ of 
Aoyd, P1ke, johnson. ~tcher, Law­
rence and many other counties from 
1810 to 1896, and cannot find where 
he married in any of those counties. It 
is poss1ble that he could have moved 
to another state and se«lcd. 

On page 62 of the Aoyd County 
Vital Statistics, 1852-1904, there is a 
Robert Mead, listed under deaths for 
1853, but there is no age, cause of 
death noraddressgivene'Cccpt, Resi­
dent of Big Sandy River.

Former titUst

Phyllis George, television 

personality, entrepreneur 
and Miss America of 197 I, 
will return to the Miss Amer­
ica Pageant as co-host for the 
first time in a decade when 
she joins host Gary CoJiins 
on the new stage at Conven­
tion Hall in Atlanuc City for 
the 1989 Miss America 
Pageant, to air Saturday, 
Sept. 16, on NBC. 

After winning the coveted 
crown at the 1970 pageant, 
George returned each year 
from 1971 to 1979 as co­
host.

The pageant, alth­
ough featuring evening gown 
and swimsuit competitions, 
serves the primary purpose 
of providing scholarship 
money to the winmng con­
testant, according to last 
year's winner, Miss America 
1989, Gretchen Elizabeth 
Carlson. 

"It's my belief that in order 
to become Miss America you 
really have to have other 
talents in your life and 
concentrate on those talents, 
concentrate on your educa­
tion," she said ... Then when 
you reach the age of 18 to 21 
or 22 you are mature enough

Phyllis George did not only 
go on to a great career, she 
also was able to fmd a happy 
home life.

They are the parents of a son, 
Lincoln (9), and a daughter, 
Pamela (5). 

George was the First Lady 
of the Bluegrass State from 
1979 to 1983. In that capaci­
ty, she led the campaign to 
revitalize Kentucky's ser­
ious lagging crafts industry, 
raised money for family 
crisis centers for abused 
women and children, and 
raised millions of dollars to 
save and renovate the deter­
iorated governor's mansion.
