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Students Stranded At McDowell

Over 750 students and teachers
were stranded in McDowell schools
Tuesday morning when water
breached the banks of Frasure Creek
above Left Beaver, pouring a torrent
of water into the town and sendin,
over two feet of water into severa
classrooms.

Between 8 and 8:15 a.m. Tuesday
morning, after a night of extremely
heavy rainfall, Frasure Creek ranover
its banks and funneled into McDow-
ell, flooding McDowell High School
and elementary school with up to
two feetof water. Bob Hall, principal
of McDowell High, and Frank Pack,
principal of the elementary school,
estimate thatapproximately 760 stu-
dents werein tﬁe school when flood-
ing began. The rising waters quickly
cut students and teachers off from
leaving the school campus.

Brenda Tackett, secretary at the
school, said that the water surprised
everyone,

“We saw water running outside
and | went down the road to move
mycar.lonly had time to getone out.
I've never seen the water get this big
this fast.”

Willie Elliott, journalism teacher
at the high school, agreed.

“The watercame sofast, I couldn’t
believe it. Ten minutes after home-
room, water was over the bank and
coming under our trailer.”

Teachers received word from
school administrators at approxi-
mately 8:05 a.m. to get the children
outof theelementary and junior hi
school building, moving them to t
highu;fround of the school gymna-
sium, Highschool students were sent
to the second floor library, while
others helped to organize grade
school children in the gym. Accord-
ing to Pack, children were brought
through the water in the parking lot

andinto thegym, which was onhigher
und and less likely to flood. The
ecision to keep the children in the
school was made by school adminis-
trators, after receivinga callatroughly
7:45a.m. from Earl Ousley, transpor-
tation director for the Floyd County

School System, who was instructed
by Superintendent of Floyd County
Sch Ron L. Hager to the
children in the school until water in
the area went down, and it would be
safe to move them.

A school bus driven by Rush

Meade was lifted by flood watersafter
he had deposited children at the
school, Meade attem pted toleave the
school area after dropping off stu-
dents, but was blocked by water.
When he turned to return to school
grounds, the bus was lifted by rush-

ing waters and pushed into a ditch.

TOBACCOEXPORTS
PUT MONEY
IN GROWERS’ POCKETS

The good news for Kentucky to-
bacco growers has been the surge in
exports of tobacco and tobacco prod-
ucts. Thisdramatic increase will lead
to an escalation in the tobacco quota
this year which means that Kentucky
tobacco farmers will be putting an
additional $120-5140 million in their
pockets this winter.

I believe that for the foresceable
future stronger exports will provide
stability to our tobacco markets. A
recent study shows that US tobacco
producerssold more than 108 million

unds of tobacco leaf than would

ve been sold had the US govern-
ment not forced countries like Japan,

Korea, and Taiwan to knock di:a:n

their unfair trade barriers. This ac-
counts for anadditional $175 million
on the auction floor.

Although we were successful in
omning these Asian markets more
challenges remain. Thailand is a
country that is closing the door on
tobacco producers’ ability to sell in
thatcountry. The United States Trade
Representative (USTR) is currently

ursuing an action that will force
iland to remove the barriers that
block entry of our tobacco. If these
barriers were removed, burley sales
alone would reach $20 million.

On Sept. 19, | testified before the
USTR trade committee on behalf of
our tobacco farmerstoencourage this
committee to do everything it can—

as fast as it can—to increase exports
of tobacco and tobacco products to
foreign countries. It is obvious that
thereisademand forourhighquality
tobacco overseas, Over the past five
years | have used my position on the
Senate Foreign Relations Committee
to help force these markets open.

“This was a random shooting,”
said Haywood. “We were in the
placeatthe wrong time. Luck-

ily, a number of players stayed over
in Lexington and the ones on the bus
were laying down. No one was hit.”
Mayo said that players on the bus
were more angry than upset over the

incident.

“The guys didn’t know what was
going on at first and then they got
mad and wanted to chaseafter them.
I think the le in the truck must
have been idiots out drinking, and
thought that shooting at a school bus
was a good idea. It was just bad im-
ing that we were there.”

But the
parents wanted them out, so they
came and got them.”

As water lowered towards mid-
morning, pickups and four wheel
drive vehicles drove through from
Ky. 122 to reach the school.

Disaster Emergency Service per-
sonnel and members of the Floyd
County Rescue Squad directed arope
crossing of the swiftly running wa-
ters in front of the school, allowing
children tobe brought across by par-
ents, teachers, and high school stu-
dents. The students who remained
were removed by school bus before
noor.

Fear for their children’ssafetyand
frustrationover how thesituaion was
handled was clearly evident among
ﬁarents during and after the initial

coding. Alberta Brown of McDow-
ell had three children marooned at
the school.

“l came out in my nightgownand
rollers to get my kids ‘cause I was
scared for them. I waded through
that water and waded back out with
them about 8:30. I carried my 10-
year-old.”

“I've got two kids in high school. I
went in and waded out, with them
hangingontomeagainstthecurrent.

“We'vehad seriousdamage, with
two and a half feet of water running
through some of the classrooms. The
wholeelementary school was flooded
and it also got into the high school.
We'll have to clean up with hoses,
There's a lot of mud.”

When asked how soon the school
wouldrecover from thedisaster, Hall
stated, “With volunteer help, teach-
ers; and other people in the commu-
nity, we'll get it done. We're in a
sinkhole here at the school and al-
ways have flooding trouble. With
some help, we'll get it cleaned up.”

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Spoon-Jigging Season Is Here

Ifit's autumn, then it's spoon-

ging time for bass, 4
: s the opinion of Johnson
Outboards Pro Staff member and
former Lake Sam Rayburn guide
David Wharton. October is among
thebest months of the year to fish the
little metal lures.

"Bass are feeding heavily and
mmnngtoward creekand riverchan-
nels,” Wharton, “and spoons
look an act like injured baitfish.
They’re the perfect lure under these
conditions.”

To find moving bass, Wharton
suggests cruising river and creek
channels while studying a depthfin-
der. Channel bends and long points
are prime places to find Fﬁ
bright, calm days, the fish will be
easier to find because they tend to
suspend, while on windy, overcast
days they’ll be closer to the bottom.

“Bass are simply following shad
this time of year,” Wharton explains,
The more cover on the bottom, the
longer the bass will stay inanarea. A

them to the poor at next-to-nothing
Eecccs, and this then led to the ca rp

oming knownas “the poor man’s
fish” And 19th century Americans
accustomed toeating such fishas trout
and bass objected to the carp’s often
muddy or weedy taste, as well the
numerous small bones found in its
flesh.

As carp became the most abun-
dantfish in America, their reputation
declined even further. Anglers were
convinced that the carp, who nor-
mally feed by rooting in the mud,
oftendestroyed the nests of our popu-
lar gamefish. The carp destroyed
weedbeds, which fishermenbelieved
were vital to the successful spawn of
gamefish, and hunters believed that
carpatebaby ducks. Somebecame so
convinced that carp would destroy
our populations of native gamefish
thata bounty of $1 was proposed for
every carp killed.

Whether welike it or not, carp are
here to stay, In all actuality, there is
no way that we could ever get rid of
the carp in America. So, as the old
adage goes, if you can’t beat ‘em, join
‘em!

I've been catching carp since 1
started second grade, and even
though my primary pursuits inmore

recent years have been black bass,
stripers, catfish, etc,, I still thoroughly
enjoy catching carp. Back in June,
while fishing at West Point Lake in
Georgia, | noticed a bunch of carp
mulling around a dock. That night,
mybro.her-:n -law, Rich Schoff, and |
riggeda fcwdoughballsonhthspm-
ning tackle with &ruund ine and
hada field day with thebuglemouths,
My largest carp that night, an 18-
pounder, gave me the best fight that
I've had in the past year or so. On
light tackle, they really are tons of
fun.

When | was a kid fishing the Big
Sandy, | caught a 28-pound bu-
glemouth before school one morning
onalivecrawdad. Eventhoughlwas
late for school, it was the fight of a
lifetime fora little boy. Shortly there-
after, again while using a live
crawdad, | hooked agiantcarp which
stripped the gears from my little
Zebco 202.1 tried to pull the fish inbﬁ
hand, and even though I lost the fis
at the bank because | couldn’t get it
up the steep slope by myself, [ still
have the scars from the line cuts on
my hands and a wonderful memory
of a fish that was very nearly as large
as | was then at 10 years of age.

Soif you'reboredand justwantto
feel something stretch your line and
tug on your pole, mosey on down to
theriverbankandcastto thecarp. Itis
certainly far removed from bass fish-
ing butitisloads of fun nevertheless.
Since it is just for fun, use very light
tackle and really have a good time.

Next week, I'll discuss a few
proven doughball recipes as well as
some carp fishing techniques. Until

then, good carping!

“You can actually watch your
spoononyour depthfinder,” saysthe
Johnson pro. “You need to watch so
you know when the lure is at the
same depth as the fish.”

Wharton likes to jig a spoon rap-
idly, but he cautions about jerkin
the rod tip in wide arcs. It's mucE
better, he says, to useshort but faster
wrist movement.

“The reason for this,” Wharton
explains, “is because the spoon actu-
ally jumps upward much more than
you may think itdoes. It can leap six

feet whcngou really snap your rod
tip upward. You're taking the spoon
away from the bass, rather thankeep-
ing it right in front of them.”

When letting the spoon fall again,
Whartonrecommends dropF g::u‘
rod tip rapidly so the lure falls back

naturally with a side to side motion.
Keepinga tightline on theluresoyou
can feel it fall actually prevents the
spoon from having any action.
“There are two types of strikes
you may get when you're fishing a
spoon,” says Wharton. “One is a
definite thump you'll feel as the lure
falls. The other is simply a vague

sensation the lure has stopped fall-

City’s Post Office Building 'Classically Inspired’

(Ninth in a Series)
By Pam Shingler,

Those people who consider the
traffic around the US Post Office in
Prestonsburgtobeanightmare might
take heart to know that the building
isone of 12 local sites added this year
to the National Register of Historic
Places.

Built in 1931-32, the structure is
described by the Kentucky Heritage
Council, which evaluates the nomi-
nated buildings, as “unique in
Prestonsburgas thecity’sonly public
or institutional building of architec-
tural distinction, notable for its styl-
ish design, monumentalityand high-
quality materialsand workmanship.”

The building, said to be of Neo-
Classical style, was constructed dur-
ing the Depression with reddish-
brown brick. It sports a mansard roof
witha series of dormers that light the
upper one-half story. Entryway col-
umns are of limestone with acanthus
inlow relief, according to the council’s
description.

“Despite its relatively small size,
the one-and-a-half story . . . build inF
seems monumental in aspect, an ef-
fect created by its formal composi-
tion, grandly-scaled entrancewayand

Neo-Classical detailing,” states the

Heritage Council report.

“Therestrained yeteclectic design
of the Post Office building borrows
from a variety of sources. Itis clearly
Neo-Classical ininspiration, and this
isexpressed mostclearly inits monu-
mental, columned entryway and
denticulated cornice,” the report
continues,

The building’s architect is un-
known, but the report notes that a
Treasury Departmentarchitect, James
D. Wetmore, oversaw the design of
many federal buildings of that time
and was the supervising architect.
The construction was supervised by
contractor James C. Miller of
Campbellsville,

The building is considered “a fine
and intact example of a mid-twenti-
ethcentury governmental building,”
according to the council.

Spotlight On:

Daughters Of The American Revolution

The John Graham chapter of the
Daughters of the American Revolu-
tion was organized June 12, 1925, by
state regent Mrs. Eugene R. Ray of
Louisville, assisted by Mrs. John
Graham Johns of Winczester.

The organizational meeting took

lace at the home of Mrs. Joseph M.
vidson on Court Street.

Named for Revolutionary soldier
JohnGraham of Augusta County, Va,
who settled at Emma in 180!, the
chapter had 35 lineage granddaugh-
ters as members at one time. In 1928,
the chapter placed a stone marker
and plaque on First Avenue honor-
ing Graham,

Officers in 1925 were organizing
regent Mrs. Davidson; vice regent
Mrs, Emma J. Archer; secretary Mrs.
AdaF. Harlowe, registrar Mrs.OsaF.
Callihan, and historian Mrs. Grace
Dingus Ford.

e 1925-26 chapter yearbook
disclosed that on Sept. 8, 1925, at 7
El.m. atthe home of Mrs. Archer, Mrs.

arlowe spoke on “Causes of the
American Revolution,” dues were
$2.50, DAR magazine subscriptions
were $1.80 and the three standing
committees were by-laws, veterans
and program. The first recorded
minutes, dated Dec. 9, 1930, by re-
cording secretary Sallye C. Ligon
Clark, showed two bills: Modern
Drug Shop, $1.80 for a record book,
and Floyd County Times, $2.25 for
notices.

The national society, organized
Oct. 11, 1890, and located at 1776
Street in Washington, DC, perpetu-
ates historic, educational and patri-
otic services. The headquarters build-
ingcoversa city blockand isopen for
tours and genealogical research.

Kentucky State Society headquar-

ters, dedicated on March 14, 1941, is
located at Duncan Tavern Historic
Center in Paris, where “homecom-
ing” is held annually in October. The
center, a 20-room, native limestone
inn listed on the National Register of
Historic Places, is supported by the
state’s 89 DAR chapters.

Some' local projects over the
chapter’s 64 years havebeen tolocate

and mark graves of Revolutionary
soldiers, to preserve theirrecordsand
to maintain a list of their wives and
children. The chapter has supported
memorial and dedication services in
surrounding counties for all Ameri-
can soldiers and for deceased DAR
members, In 1930, the chapter raised
money to buy an American flag and
flagpole for Prestonsburg high and
element:;y schools. At one time, it
supported and gave gifts to Carr
Creek and Glen Eden community

centers,and moniesarenow donated -

to Hindman Settlement School proj-
ects and to other DAR-sponsored
schools in other states.

Durin§ World War II, the chapter
raised ablood plasma fund of $5,300,
largest of any Kentucky chapter, and
traveled 86 miles over the 1940s
winding road to Ashland to donate
blood. During this time, 400 “buddy
bags” were sent to overseas Floyd
County servicemen. (A buddy bag
contained a Bible, pencil, soap box
and soap, shoe ragand polish, enve-
lopes and tablet, shoe laces, razor
blades and shaving cream, comb,
toothbrush and tooapaste, Lifesav-
ers or chewing gum, playing cards
and a wash cloth.)

Nationally, the chapter partici-
pated in the restoration of the Statue
of Liberty and Ellis Island and the
renovationof Constitution Hall, along

with numerous other projects.

The chapter supported the efforts
of the late Edi{h . James to present
her group of “chanters” in New York
City and Washington, DC, and in
1941 sponsored her efforts to pre-
serve authentic mountain music,
which has since grown into the Ken-
tucky Highlands Folk Festival and
Old Christmas, bothannualeventsat
]cnﬁr;_ﬁ Wiley State Resort Park.

e Emma Wells May Cultural
Center was named for a DAR mem-
ber, and the Winnie F. Johns Memo-
rial Dogwood Trail at Archer Park
wasdedicated toJohns’ effortsto plant
trees on South Mayo Trail in honor of
Floyd County’s war dead. The chap-
ter has also donated a number of
Eastern Kentucky historyand genea-

'Like-Kind' xchanges

Should Be Preserved

The National Association of Real-
tors supportsefforts toencourafg:a real
estateinvestmentactivity,and for that
reason believesa proposal tolimit the
use of “like-kind” exchanges of in-
vestment or income-producing real
estate is ill founded.

“These provisions have been re-
spected for 65 years as a fair and
equitable means of treating property
exchanges in whichlittleor nocashis
actually produced. Now, in an at-
tempt fo raise revenue, the Waysand
Means Committee wants to severely
restrict the ‘like-kind’ exchanges tax
provisions only to those properties
that are ‘similar or related in service
or use,” ¥ said NAR President Ira
Gribin.

“Themistakenassumption hereis
that owners will go ahead with like-
kind’ exchanges anyway, even
though the tax burden that results
from the exchange would exceed any
cash proceeds,” said Gribin, a realtor
from Encino, Calif,

Gribin noted investment real es-
tate bore a disproportionate share of
the tax increase to pay for the sub-
stantial reductions in tax rates for
individualsand corporationsin1986.
Itis unfair to look to investment real
estate again to pay for a tax increase,
he said,

Gribin asked NAR members to
contact their congressional represen-
tative, urging them to retain the cur-
rent rules for “like-kind” exchanges
of income-producing or investment

real estate.

treatment for such exchanges as un-
improved land for anoffice building,
Current law permits uza:yers to
defer gain on certain exchanges of
property held in a trade, business or
investment, Special rules specify
conditions the exchange must satisfy.

Theabsenceofalowercapital gains
tax rate has made the use of the “like-
kind” exchange essential — a tech-
nique thatkeeps real estate from being
“locked in.” k-in” occurs when
taxes resulfing from a transaction are
higher than any cash proceeds, and
therefore, the sale is discouraged—if
not altogether prohibited.

Norm Flynn, NAR's president-
elect, said instead of raising new
revenues from “like-kind” exchanges,
the proposal would effectively end
them, “Owners would belocked in to
their investments, and overall eco-
nomicactivity would slow, ultimately
decreasing tax revenues,” he said,

Gribin said current “like-kind”
exchange provisions have neverbeen
a means of avoiding taxes.
