Cary Moberly, executive 
director of labor /management rela· 
tions for the Kentucky l.abor Cabi­
net, laid out the basic philosophy of 
the atate in labor /management rela­
tions.

theimpactofnegativepcrceptionsof 
labor/managementrelationsinEast­
em Kentucky, on decisions to locate 
industrial and manufacturing plants 
in this area. This will bcdoneinorder 

to develop a better understanding of 
the extent and impact of these ncga­
ti ve perceptions on the development 
of the region. 

The final goal year-cndgoelofthe 
committee wiU be to sponsor a Cor­
porate Olympics, which will bring 
members of labor and management 
from local industries together to 
competeagainstothertabor /mana~ 
ment teams in an enjoyable mix of 

events, showcasing the image of 
cooperation between these groups in 
the region, and acting as a recruit· 
ment tool for the committee. Several 
other projects are also in the works.

for the path beaten by animals and 
perhaps Indians, forked. Suddt'nly 
as if released &om her unconscious­
ness, came the remembrance. of the 
dreamvoice: "'Follow the path in 
which have fallen the chip~ from the 
white man's axe."' True enough,. in 
the left hand path lay a few chips 
from ~e pioneer or explorer's axe. 
Came now a great exaltation, for she 
believed a Divine Providence was 
aiding her. the chips surely were from 
the axe of some nearby settler, per· 
haps Hannonorof others from South­
west Virginia who had often talked of 
a settlement on the River of Great 
Mystery. 

A few hours after sunrise she had 
come out at the mouth of Little Paint 
Creek and was standing upon the 
river bank gazing acro::.s at the Har· 
mon Blockhouse. She had not known 
it was there for it had been erected 
after her capture, and the INdians, 
although they had known, had -.tudi· 
ou~ly avoided any reference to it in 
her presence. As Henry Skaggs 
pushed over the crude raft towards 
the Blockhouse shore, her fear of the 
Indians began to faU away. The hit of 
freedom wasuponherand the ascent 
of the river bank was a climb up the 
golden stairs. Standing on the edge of 
the now historic bottom, she began to 
w~p. Her old friend had to lead her 
for she had become as a JittJe child. 
Thomas and Jennie Wiley emigrated 
to the Big Sandy Valley in 1800. Tho­
mas died in 1810, but to Jennie was 
given a long widowhood. She often 
visited her brother John on the Buf­
falo Fork of Johns Creek in the pres­
ent Floyd County, and after his re­
moval to near the present lvcl, she 
rode horseback once to see him, John 
Sellard's wife was Susan Sullivan, 
daughter of Peter Sullivan, Revolu­
tionary War veteran, and the above 
version of the Wiley story is as Jennie 
told it tohersister~in-law.

Yes, GARBAGE IS FOREVER, and the property can never again be used for other purposes. 
Example: It takes up to 500 years for a disposable diaper to decompose In a land fill. 

According to one source, our Garth Hollow site was designed to last 44 years. Now that we 
will take "all we can get," how long will It last? In some East Coast cities, It costs up to $300 
per ton to dispose of their garbage; yet, In Eastern Kentucky It costs only $3 to $8 per ton. 
When we fill Garth Hollow where will we dump then? Move to another hollow? Even "IF" It 
could be safely contained, we are using valuable space that our future generations will need . 
Then they, too, will be paying $300 per ton to dispose of their wastes. We are doing a greater 
Injustice to them than the BROAD FORM DEED has been to our generation. With eGJ1 new 
contract for more garbage, our homes and land will depreciate a little more. 

Garbage should not be thought of In terms of "PROFIT." Our landfill should be used only 
for SANITARY disposal of Floyd County's wastes. In the May primary, Knott County Judge 
Executive Homer Sawyer listed his major accomplishments. Among those he said Perry 
County was asking $72,000 per year to use their landfill. They contracted with Floyd County 
for $35,000 per year for a 5 year period with the option of 3 more years and a cost Increase 
of NO GREATER THAN 5%. This contract alone has saved Knott County approximately 
$300,000. If Knott County SAVED. then Floyd County LOST. We, the taxpayers, picked up the 
tab. We are also taking garbage from Johnson County and the city of Paintsville. 

Whoever you choose to serve as your next magistrate will have the responsibility to 
negotiate the next contract with Knott County and others. I assure you that If I am elected your 
magistrate, 1 will NEVER vote to accept At£t garbage at ANY price. If you are concerned about 
the tutY.ce. of Floyd County, you will have the opportunity to speak loud and clear on November 
7th.

KENTUCKY'S NOVEMBER 
HUNTING SEASONS 

For some folks November means 
a special meal with turkey and aU the 
trimmings, while others anticipate a 
holiday from books and lessons. For 
Kentucky hunters, however, Novem­
ber means remaining motionless in a 
deer stand, shivering in a duck blind 
or trekking along streams or creeping 
Into woods In quest of small game. 

Here's a brief rundown of 
Kentucky's November hunting sea­
sons for deer, rabbits, squirrels, quail, 
grouse, waterfowl and furbearers. 

Deer gun season opens Nov. 11 in 
most zones and continues through 
Nov.20.Withan0ct.1 openingdate, 
deer bow season is underway and 
runs through Dec. 9-15 muzzle load­
ing season. 

Deer hunters who are required to 
have a hunting license must possess 
both a valid annual Kentucky hunt­
ing license and a deer hunting per­
mit. Hunters under age 16 may pur­
chasecitheraonetagpermitfor$11.50 
or the two tag permit for $17 .SO per­
mit. 

Since deer huntingregula~onsare 
a bitcomplicatcd,huntersshould read 
the current deer hunting guide be­
fore going afield. 

Small game season opens state­
wide Nov. 21. Check the current 
hunting digest for dosing dates and 
hunting zones for rabbit, quail and 
grouse. 

Afreecapgoestoquailandgrouse 
hunters who send in wings and tail 
feathers from harvested birds for the 

Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources' annual survey. (By study­
ing wings and feathers, biologists 
learn how both species are progress­
ing and can cstlmatcquail and grouse 
populations.) Mailing envelopes are 
available from state conservation 
officers, district biologists and the 
central office in Frankfort. 

Furbearer season (hunting/trap· 
ping) opens Nov. 21. A spedalbobcat 
harvest season opens thesamedayln 
several Eastern Kentucky counties. 

The four-day Thanksgiving holi­
day weekend (Nov. 23-26) affords 
duck hunters an opportune time to 
go afield. The daily limit is three 
ducks, with only two mallards (only 
one may be a hen), one black duck, 
two wood ducks, one redhead or one 
pintail allowed in the daily bag. 
Canvasbacks may not be taken. 
Hunters may take 15 coots or five 
mergansers (only one may be a 
hooded merganser) in addition to the 
daily dude limit. 

The Eastern Goose Zone opens 
Nov. 23. In the western zone, the

-There isn't much of a "trick" to flossing, but 
smaller children have difficulty. For Halloweeners 
over the age of eight, make sure flossing is a daily 
habit.

ach from these sweet "treats" -excess sweets, with­
out proper ora] care, can lead to cavities and tooth 
decay.

UsearinsewhichbearstheADA'ssealofapproval. 
Colgate Flourigard Mouthrinse, when used daily 
along with brushing, has been shown to reduce 
cavities by up to 40 percent more than brushing 
alone. (Fluoride rinses are not recommended for 
children under six years of age.) 

Paint whole surface with glue, 
tinted pink. yellow or green with 
food coloring. Let dry and paint or 
add on features. Allowing a child to eat small amounts of candy over 

several days is unhealthy for teeth because teeth will 
beconstantlycoated with sugar. This can be even more 
damaging to children' s teeth than allowing them to eat 
it all at once. 

But parents can keep their children's teeth healthy 
on Halfoween and long after by helping their children 
follow these simple oral health tips: 

-Halloween treats should be eaten after regular 
mealsand children should brush their teeth afterward. 
(Remember, children need supervision while brush­
ing until age seven or eight.) 

-Always use a fluoride toothpaste thatisaccepted 
by the American Dental Association (ADA). Tooth­
pastes specially designed to appeal to children make a 
parent's job of getting children to brush much easier. 

-Young children tend toswallowtoothpastewhen 
they brush their teeth. Use a pea-sized amount of 
toothpaste- preferably one that contains less foam-

-Children should visitthedentist no later than 
the age of two or three. The dentist and hygienist 
will check for .cavities or development problems 
and provide information on preventing children's 
oral health problems. 

- After a long night of "Trick or Treating" 
sleepy young children shouldn't be put to bed with 
a bottle filled with anything but water. Other liq­
uids can cause the upper front teeth to decay at the 
gum line soon after they appear in the mouth. This 
condition is often referred to as "Baby Bottle Tooth 
Decay." 

Halloween can be safe and healthy for children 
if parents monitor treats and help children follow 
good oral care habits. 

Trick-Or-Treat Guidelines 
Each Halloween thousands of Kentucky children don their 

costumes and go trick-o~treating. Unfortunately, many of these 
youngsters become the recipients of "tricks" such as tainting of 
food with toxic substances or the placing of sharp items in fruits, 
candies or cookies, according to Earl Compton, administrator of 
the Floyd County Health Department. 

Compton stated that physicians and other health profession­
als can help these tragedies by reminding their patients about 
some basic safety precautions. 

-Children should not eat any treats until they get home so 
each maybe examined for tampering. Unwrapped treats should 
be especially scrutinized. Remember, ''If in doubt, throw it out." 

- Smaller children should be accompanied by an adult or 
older child. 

- Stay within your neighborhood and go only to homes 
who's occupants you know. 

- Costumes should be light, bright colored and trimmed 
with reflective tape so that drivers can more easily see them. 

- Costumes should be short enough to prevent tripping. 
Costume accessories (swords, knives, etc.) should be made of 
soft, flexible material. 

"By following these simple guidelines, children can have a 
safe and happy Halloween," Compton said.

in costumes with capes, long animal­
like tails or very loose clothing which 
could hamper movement," Pitts 
advises. 

"Hand-me-down or borrowed 
costumes are great. but make sure 
they fit your child," Pitts said. Over­
sized costumes are cumbersome and 
could cause accidents. Anything that 
is part of the costume, like wigs, 
beards and masks, should fit your 
child ccrrectly. 

"Also, buy only those costumes, 
masks, beards and wigs that carry a 
'flame-resistant' or 'flame-proof' la­
bel/ Pitts said. 'The costumes can 
still catch fire, but they will resist

burning and flames can be more 
easily extinguished." 

Pitts suggests using make-up 
orface paint instead of a mask. "A 
mask can block vision and is 
sometimes hot and uncomfort­
able." 

She suggests white face ma­
keup to lighten a dark costume 
and make your little goblin more 
visible. Just remember to try out 
the makeup before the big night to 
test for possible allergic reactions. 

Keep footwear simple and 
sturdy, Pitts advises. "Thisisdefi­
nitel y not the time for dressing up 
in mother's high-heeled shoes," 
she said.

For Martin Women, Studio Offers Place To Grow 
by Frank Clark., 

Staff Writer 
Stepping into the Martin art stu­

dio of Megan Corcoran, Heidi Porter 
and Anne Melman, one is immedi­
ately struck by the powerful sense of 
energy and creativity which charges 
each room of the combined dance 
studio, art gallery and work space. 

Located in a converted architect's 
office on the second floor of a down­
town building in Martin, the place 

established by the three young 
women is one in which personal crea­
tivity is both encouraged and nour­
ished,separatedfromdailycarcsand 
troubles. Within thisenvironmentof 
originality, the three concentrate on 
developing new forms of expression 
through themediumsofdancc, sculp­
ture, charcoal drawing, painting and 
photography. 

Corcoran, Porter and Melman arc 
all migrants to the region, attracted to 

the area originally by the work of the 
Christian Appalachian ProjCct (CAP), 
an area scrVlce organt74tion which 
has offices in Martin. All were stu­
dentsat the College of New Rochelle 
in New York. and became interested 
in the volunteer program sponsored 
by CAP. Porter began as a volunteer 
In January 1987. Corcoran and 
Melman followed in September of 
the same year 

Whileall thrcccontinuedsporadi­
cally with theirartoutsidcof the social 
work commitments performed with 
CAP, and with Melman's eventual 
work with the developmentally dis­
abled and mentallyretardedatMoun­
tain Comprehensive Care Center, it 
wa:~ not until a crises in work space 
occurred at thebcginningofthisyear 
that the Idea of an art &tudio took off. 

"'Megan and I are roommates, .. 
said Porter, 25, "and I was getting 
tired with having her paint all over 
thcplaceinourhouse.Meganthought 
of us renting a separate place where 
shcandAnnccould work.andlcould 
dance. It took me awhile to be oer­
suadcd, but we finally agreed to do 
it." 

"We all needed a place to create 
and be original, outside of home and 
work," said 22-year-old Corcoran. "l 
wanted a space with an easel and a 
window. When I saw this place, I 
knew It wa$ it." 

From this beginning sprang the 
pr~nt art studio. A great deal of 
sweat and energy went into prepara­
tions for opening. With much help 
from friends and volunteers, the 
painting and refurbishingprogressed 
rapidly, and the big night arrived. 

"Everyone who hadn't been in­
volved with putting the studio tt>­
gcther was just floored that a few 
young people could do something 
like this," said Meiman. •Jtreallywas 
an incredable night." 

The paintings and drawings of 
Melman and Corcoran were d.is­
pmyed. Porter had created a dance 
which she performed for the large 
crowd in attendance. 

"The theme of the dance involved 
the concept of unveiling our art, and 
of bringing everyone in the room into 
a participationwiththisprocess," says 
l'ortcr. "Some people were a bit un­
comfortable because I was dancing 
among everyone, but it went really 
well."

Corcoran agreed.

There is a 
strongdcsireamongail three to reach 
out to the surrounding community 
and draw new members into the 
world of art 

"Everyone begins life with natu­
ral talent," says24-year-old Mciman. 

"Often. this talent is no t developed 
after childhood.lf we could, l'd like 
to get people from our community 
who arc interested, involved in pro­
gram$ that let them express this raw 
talent." 

Corcoran sees the area as having 
plenty of inspiration for artists. 

"The paradox in this area is really 
clear, with wealth and poverty exist­
ing side by side, and so much suffer­
ing among people, while at the same 
time, so much happiness. I' ve found 
that lheparadoxeshavercallyaffected 
my work as I try to make sense of it 
all."
