Rubber Band Used To Keep Furnace Valve Open 
by Tess Whitmer

A rubber band on a furnace valve 

atAllenEiementarySchool was used 
to keep the pilot light lit, bypassing 
virtually all safety mechanisms on 
the unit, the state fire marshal's office 
has confirmed. 

On Oct. 29 a furnace explosion 
severely injured Principal Daniel 
Branson and caused approximately 
$30,000 in damage to school. Chil­
dren were not present at ilie time. 

"We had reports of troubles with 
the pilot light after the explosion by 
people who had to keep the furnace 
running," said Assistant State Ftre 
Marshal Nick Castanis on Tuesday. 
'They told us about having to light 
the pilot by hand, getting flashbacks 
while they were lighting, and using 
impropermeansofkeepingthevalve 
onthepilotopen. Webelievearubber 
band was used to keep the valveopen. 

I saw it on the floor when I inspected 
after the explosion. Educators aren't 
mechanics, but that still doesn't an­
swer why the furnace wasn't main­
tained properly."' 

Castanis could not fully explain 
why state inspectors didn't notice the 
problemdwingregularyearlyinspec­
tions, the Jasl conducted on Ocl5. 

"Our people are not that well 
versed on furnaces. Maintenance 
specialists are the ones to check on 
that type of thing. l'm notsayingour 
person missed something during the 
inspection, but if he saw a rubber 
band on the valve, he should have 
reported it." 

Anna Bentley, who had been the 
head janitor at the school for 13 years 
and retired last June, reported in an 
interview with the floyd CoamtyTimes 
that, forthepastfouryears,a valve on 
the furnace had been often held open 
by a rubber band to keep the pilot 
light lil According to Bentley, the 

rubber band was needed to insure 
that the furnace would operate. 

Bentley also noted that the local 
school districts' maintenancedepart­
ment was frequentlycontacted about 
the furnace problems. 

"Every hme Mr. Branson would 
see the rubber band he would yank it 
off and tell us to call maintenance, 
and we would, but the repair would 
only last for three days and then we 
would be back usingtherubberband 
again," Bentley explained. ''It was 
either use the rubber band or freeze 
to death. The children have gone 
without heat for several days in the 
past" 

Bentley also noted that, to the best 
of her recollection, state inspecton 
had never examined the furnace. 

"They would look at everything 
else but never had me take them to 
the furnace." 

The furnace in question was in­
stalled in 1940, according to Bob So-

Ground Broken Friday 
For Park Convention Center

With a flourish of gold shovels 
and white hard hats, state and local 
officials broke ground Friday at the 
site of a new SOO.seat convention 
center in Jenny Wiley State Park, offi­
cially kicking off the construction of 
what is hoped will be a shining cen­
terpiece for economic development 
efforts in Floyd County. 

The facility, now under construc­
tion, will be located in the current 
outdoor amphitheater parking lot at 
the park,. providing 14,340 square feet 
of convention space to hostlocaL state, 
and regional groups, and bringingan 
estimated $15-20 million in new reve­
nues into the county each year, ac­
cording to estimates by local officials. 

'This center will benefit both the 
park and the entire area," said Ken­
tucky Parks Commissioner Rapier 
Smith. "The positive economic im­
pact will be felt by many area busi­
nesses, particularly hotels, restau­
rants, and other service-oriented 
businesses." 

Mary Ray Oaken, secretary of 
Kentucky's Tourism Cabinet, agreed 
with Smith's assessment. 

"Kentucky has a great need for 
more tourism facilities. There are cit­
ies in neighboring states which have 
more facilities for tourists than does 
our entire state. We're now trying to 
encourage the development of facili­
tieslnourparkswhicncanbeused to 
encourage the tourist industry here 
In our state." 

Oaken expressed particular thanks 
to State Rep. GregStumbofor work­
ing to get funding approval for the 
project. Stumbo noted that, while in 
past Kentucky governors tended to 
ignore development efforts in East­
em Kentucky, the current admini­
stration was actively supporting ef­
forts like the new convention center 
and the recruitment of industry into 
the area. 

"East Kentucky is not being ig­
noredanymore," said Stumbo." Aside 
from the center here, the governor 
also approved a $1.2 million grant to 
improve Martin's sewer system. We 
in the mountains are finally getting 
the recognition we deserve." 

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta 
noted the need for a larger meeting 
place in the area to handle large 
groups that want to hold meetings 
locally, but who are stymied by the 
lack of an adequate location. 

"We have the hotel rooms to 
handle all groups, but we haven't 
had a center to handle groups larger 
than one or two hundred who want 
to meet in one place. I want to thank 
everyone who has supported this 
project. It's going to make a great 
difference for our area." 

According to Stumbo, in an inter­
view after the ceremony, the new 
Jenny Wiley convention center proj­
ect received verbal sup(>9rtfrom both 
the Collins and Brown administra­
tions, no action was taken. The first 
significant support, says Stumbo, 
came hom Wilkinson. 

"He (Wilkinson) didn't have a lot 
of political support from the area 
during the last election, but he's 
shown that he cares about and is 
dedic~ted to rural and Eastern Ken­
tucky. This convention project really 
took off when the current Governor 
came into office." 

When asked how the center will 
economically impact the region, 
Stumbo was extremely positive. 

"There is no facility like this any­
where in the area. lt will be able to 
handle a wide variety of events that 
most other facilities can't. I consider 
this center to be one big step on a long 
flight of stairs that's going to bring 
this area up to a higher development 
level.'' 

Construction costs for the conven­
tion center have been setat$1,609,400. 
Thecenterwill include park offices, a 
food preparation area, banquet style 
seating for 500, a portable dance floor, 
a tour bus drop off area for the thea­
ter, and parking for a minimum of 
150 cars. The center will be handi­
capped accessible.

They have tremen­
dous discrE.'tion over cases which 
come before their bench. lt isn't un­
usual for two persons, charged with 
the !:a me crime, to receive very differ­
ent sentences, depending upon the 
judge's perception of the individual 
and the case. Frl-quently, claims of 
bias or favoritism are leveled at 
members of the bench, particularly 
where judgcsaredependentuponan 
election system to rcmai n in office. In 
this type of system of judicial selec­
tion, there seems to exists a greater 
potential for judiciary decision to be 
made on the basis of election time 
practicality ra thcr than on legal prece-

Last Thursday afternoon, Sheryl 

Snyder, president of the Kentucky 
Bar Association (KBA), addressed a 
large group of area lawyers and law 
professionals at the Jenny Wiley 
Lodge. In a brief speech, he laid out 
the KBA's plans to implement a pro­
gram in the near future which will 
seek to evaluate all active judg~ in 
Kentucky. It's designed so that the 
lawyers who try cases before district 
and circuit court judges wJII have the 
opportunity to grade each judge on 
the basis of legal soundness in deci­
sions, presence of bias against mi­
norities in decisions, and the judge's 
ability to promptly dispense with 
cases, among other categories. 

It is undoubtedly true that law­
yers, as citizens, are not representa­
tive of the average Kentuckian in 
terms of wealth, education and re­
lated factors. We may wonder what 
hidden agendas they will keep from 
us while conducting their evaluation, 
but most lawyers are professional in 
theirconductandit'shard toimagine 
any other group more qualified to 
provide the public with some basic 
information about the quality of our 
judiciary. Whether we like them or 
not, lawyers are the ones who spend 

turned into a lead weight for partici­
pants because it has failed to keep 
pace with changes in the coal indus­
try. Almost across the board, the 
program'squalificationrequirements 
are now a disincentive to participate 
and are c~~sing SOAP to be grossly 
under-utihzed by those most in need 
of assistance.

The previous level was unreal­
istically low and actually pcnali1.ed 
an operator who was able to increase 
production beyond the 100,1XX) ton 
cap. The new llmit will serve to in­
crease production and encourage 
competitiveness. The new SOAP 
proposal v.ill also expand the types 
of permit services that are available. 
For example, qualifying operators will 
be able to drnw upon government 
experts that can cut bureaucratic red 
tape and assist them in the. applica­
tion process-a very costly up-front 
mining expense.

Along with many other Ken­
tuckians, I see a growing need to do 
everything possible to combine two 
of Kentucky's most important goals 
- protecting our environment and 
enhancing tl\e future of our vitally 
important coal industry. 

I am pleased to report that 1 have 
introduced a bill - the Co-firing 
Promotion Act of 1989- that I be­
lieve will be a major step toward both 
of these goals. nus bill calls for 
stepped-up efforts to develop tech­
nologiC$ for co-firing coal and natu­
ralgastocontrol pollution from many 
coal-burning power plants across the 
nation. 

We know that proposed environ­
mental legislation threatens to ad­
versely affect coal-industry employ­
ment in Kentucky and elsewhere. 
Coal and gas co-firing could help to 
protect coal-mining jobs while also 
stimulating employmentin the natu­
ral-gas industry. 

In many cases, ro-Aring technolo­
gies may be our least disruptive and 
most economical pollution-control 
option.

not affiliated with any church, it docs 
supply the area church's "food box­
ing" programs as well as senior 
citizen's programs, Mountain Com­
prehensive Care Center, Christian 
Appalachian Project and other non­
profit organizations. 

Amburgey explained that not all 
of the 79 agencies are active year 
round but, towards the holidays, 
moreandmorerequestscomein.Shc 
added that they do continuous serv­
ice with about 32 agencies. The only 
charge they have is to cover transpor­
tation, so everything in the warehouse 
costs 12 cents a pound, except for 
some free items such as bread.

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Voters Determine Winners Of Mayoral, Commission Seats 
A small number of voters turned 

out yesterday to determine the win­
ner of the mayoral race in Wheel­
wright and Wayland. In fact the city 
commissioner candidates individu­
ally, except for one, got more votes 
than the mayor of Wheelwright. 

Kenneth johnson won the race for 
Wheelwright mayor, narrowly beat­
ing Lowell Parker, 88 to 77. The other 
candidate on the ballot, Allen Taylor, 

managed tobringin60voteskeeping 
him in close proportion to the others. 
Surprisingly, former city official 
Elmer Ferguson was written in by 41 
ofhis constituents. A total of only266 
votes for the office of Wheelwright 
mayor were cast. 

The City Commissioners race in 
Wheelwright had nine candidates 
vying for four positions, with the top 
four only surpassing the others by as 

few as five votes. The top vote getter 
was Dennis Holbrook with 124 votes 
and the following three each captur­
ing 120 votes: Jerry Keith Tackett, 
Larry L. Mullins and David M. Sam­
mons. All will be sworn in as Wheel­
wright city commissioners in Janu­
ary. The remaining candidates came 
in as follows: Dennis Harris with 115, 
Jerry Tackett with 103, Danny Bates 
with 102, Vence Bates with ~2, and 

Donald Johnson bringing up the rear 
with 55 votes. 

The City Commissioners race in 
Allen saw a much narrower margin 
determining the winner of those four 
seats. Elmer Parsons took the lead 
with 42 votes, Gary L. Elliot came in 
second with 36 votes, Billy R. Rowe 
third with 32 votes and Anna Lee 
Bentleywasthefinalseatfillertaking 

29 votes. Edward J. Holman missed 
being on the commission by only four 
votes, getting 25. 

HobertWebbSr. took the position 
as Mayor of Wayland by more thana 
2 to 1 margin. receiving66 votes over 
Ernest "Gene" DeCoursey's 26. 

One position remains open on the 
four-seat City Commission of Way­
land. Jerry A. Fultz pulled in 72 votes, 
Tommy Millard Robinson, 54, and 

Eugene Mullins followed with 50. 
Uncontested due to a lack of can­

didates (sixrunningforsix seats) was 
the Martin City Council election; 
Earrit Hayes at 116, Joe Simpson at 

115, John L. Maddox at 111, Denzil

and E.P. Grigsby Jr. and 96 votes. The 
only candidate for the mayor of Al­
len, Vernon Porter, got 40 votes.

One of the myths surrounding 
Catholics in the Big Sandy area, and 
in the United States in general, is that 
we are newcomers. People who be­
lieve this myth forget that the settle­
ment of Maryland was the work of 
Catholics (some of their descendants 
are friends of mine). Even less well 
known to the casual historian is the 
fact that some of the early Indian 
hunters who came across the Ohio 
weremembersof northeastern tribes 
ronverted to Catholicism by the North 
American martyrs in the early 17th 
Century. Nor would it be unlikely 
that one of the first white settlers in 
the Big Sandy was reared as a Catho­
lic in his native Ireland -none other 
than Thomas Wiley, husband of the 
undefeatable Jenny. He lived here30 
years after her death, and is buried in 
the vicinity of River, Ky. 

In Floyd County, immigrant popu­
lations brought their Catholic faith 
with them. The idea of Catholicism as 
a foreign faith probably stems from 
hesitancy to accept large numbers of 
immigrants. More than five churches 
established to meet their needs no 
longer exist - even though all of 
them were established in this cen-
tury. 

Sizable Catholic populations have 
been in Kentucky smce the mid-18th 
Century.lt was during that time that

TRANSFORMATIONS 

The hollow core of the popular 
tube-type grub presents an infinite 
numberofanglingopportunitiesand 
possibilities, and C'I'Cative fishermen 
from across the country have devel­
oped their own little tricks for utiliz· 
ing that hollow <;pace to their best 
advantage. 

STUFFING TIIHTIJBE

Since Bobby Garland rirst devel­
oped the original tube lure back in 
1973, his Bass'N Man Fat Git1.it has 
been copied by virtually every soft­
plastics manufacturer in the country. 
The reason is that this simple bait is 
among the most productive lures in 
existence. But even Carland notes that 
a "transformed" ver<:ion is sometimes 
more productive than theplalnCit.zit. 

One of Bobby Garland's favorite 
tactics is to stuff his hollow Cit.zit 
with pieces of broken Atka Seltzer. 
"Once the seltzer starts to dissolve, it 
bubbles violently. The bubbling also 
makes theCitzittwitchanddart while 
it's sinking, and that provides an 
unusual, erratic action. Both actions 
play on the bass' sense of curiosity 
and will actually attract fish from 
quite a distance in clear water. 

The hollow apace ln a tube lure 11 
anatural receptacle for angling scents. 
O.T.Fears,a th.rectimcCfassicquali· 
fier from Sallisaw, Okla., stuffs his 
tube lures with Berkley's moldable 
Strike. "I just pinch off abo~t a third 
of a stick, roll it between by fingers 
and shove it into the tube. The mold­
able Strike will dissolve very slowly 
and provide a great <~cent trail for an 
hour or so." Paul Ehas prefers to fill 
his tube lures with Fi~h Formula's 
new SparklcScales gel, while many 
anglers simply stuff cotton into the 
tube to retain various liquid scents. 

THE Oo-NOTIIIN' TUBE 
Most often, tube lures arc fished in 

relatively shallow water, but one 
rigging method tran forrns these 
productive little lures into deadly 
deepwater structure baits. Laur~l, 
Miss., touring pro and 1982 Clar.slc 
champ Paul Elias dcvclofX'd the rig, 
whichissimilartoado-nothingworm 
rig. 

What Happened To Number 23?

The "piece de resistance" in Eli a !II' 
rig is a small, round crappie-fishing 
cork placed on the leader 18 to ~4 
inches in front of the tube lure. "'This 
helps to pull the tube up off of the 
bottom. One of the things that makes 
a tube Jure so effective is the war that 
it falls, and this little cork b.ll will 
float upwards when you mo\'c the 
sinker, but it also lets the bait fall

THE TUBE CRAW 
One of the best tube transforma­

tions to comedown thepikeisa hybrid 
of the Hale's Craw Worm and a tube 
lure. The Craw Worm is a 4 1 /2·inch 
soft plastic crayfish imitation. Basi­
cally, the forward end of the lure is 
more like a plastic wonn, while the 
rear ~~«tion is a styliz.ed crayfish 
complete with wagging pine hers. 

To create the lure. first slide a Craw 
Wormontoa leadheadoftheappro­
priate size, usually 1/8 to 3/8-oz. 
depending oo the depth at which you 
will be fishing. To make the lure a bit 
more compact, smallmouth anglers 
often pinch an inch or so from the 
CrawWorm'stailbeforecreatingthe 
tubeaaw.Next.applyadropofSuptr 
Glue between the end of the Craw 
Worm and the leadhead, then slide 
the bait firmly against the base of the 
lead head and waitafew moments for 
the glue to sel Now simply lubricate 
theleadheadandthebaseoftheCraw 
Worm with Fish Formula or saliva 
and slide it into the tube lure. The 
gluewillholdtheCrawWormagain..c;t 
theleadheadandkeepitfromsliding 
down the shank of the hook when 
you slip it into the tube lure. 

Jn theory, the tube craw can be 
used wherever you would use a pig­
n-jig, a plastic worm, or a tube lure.

As a result, bass will normally 
hold a tube craw (or any of its van· 
allons) far longer than they will a 
plastic worm or a jig-n-pig, and this 
gives the angler plenty of time to set 
the hook.

not only soft(.lastic baits, but metal 
ones as wei . Larry Columbo, an 
Eufaula. Ala01 angler who serves as 
the public relations director for 
Hummanbird, often slips a jigging 
spoonintothehollowtubclurc. "The 
~be lure improves t~e j1ggingspoon 
manumbcrofways, Columbosays. 
"Fir:.t of all, it change.<; the fall of the 
lure. the mostdramaticchange is that 
the lure spoon falls more c;lowly, 
though 1 believe the tube changes the 
lures action as well. Secondly, the 
tube'" skirt narcs and undulates as 
the bait is falling. I have found that 
once the fish get wi~ to a regular 
jigging spoon, I can slip the tube lure 
overthespoonand~tartcatchingfish 
again. Third, and probably most 
important, the fish seem to hold the 
tube/spooncombinationa bit longer 
than they willa regular jigging spoon, 
and this means more fisn In the boal

Recommendations For Improving Local School Districts Submitted 
Schools in Floyd County may 

benefit from State Auditor Bob 
Babbage's recommendations for 
changes in school managemeht pro­
cedures. 

"AreschoolswastingmoneywiUy­
nilly? No," Babbage said. 

"Can schools set stronger stan­
dards and control money better? 
Definitely," he added. 

Babbage made his suggestions in 
a report requested by the Legislative 
Research Commission which was 
presented Nov. 1. 

Babbage said his recommenda-

tions were positive an could be used 
by any school district in Kentucky. 

''We have identified ways to im­
prove accountability and manage­
ment practices in school districts," 
Babbagesaid. 

He noted in his report that local 
school administrators "are doing a 
commendable job of managing their 
operations considering the limited 
resources available to them." The 
report states that no cases of inten­
tional waste or mismanagement were 
found in the districts reviewed dur­
ing the study. 

Babbage suggested that small 
school districts may save money by 
contracting with larger districts for 
some of theiradministrativecosts like 

accounting, purchasing, cash man­
agement and data processing. 

"By contracting for services, local 
school boards would continue to 
maintaindirectcontrolovertheirown 
business," Babbage explained. 

The report also suggests that the 
local school districts be able to assign 
the duties of the director of pupil 
personnel. Those duties are now

According to Lola Mosley, il all 
started with an old milk chum. 

"My husband found this old chum 
and we thought it'd look nice in the 
kitchen, so we whitewashed It, and I 
painted some mushrooms on it. It 
turned out so well, I decided to try 
some other painting." 

Mosley, 42. a lifetime resident o( 
Minnie and a registered practical 
nurse for the pa~t 25 years, took up 
the artist's palette only four years 
ago. J twas her first experiment in the 
world of art. 

"My father was a miner and my 
mother was a nurse's aide," said 
Mosley. ''They never did any paint­
ing. I was the same. Except in high 
school, where I did a little drawing 
for science class, I never took any art 
classes or anything like that." 

Sitting in the library of McDowell 
Appalachian Regional Hospital, 
where 11 pieces of her artwork are 
displayed, Mosley quieti y explained 
her artistic beginnings. 

"I watched a T.V. program by an 
artist named Bill Alexander, and he 
explained how to use the 'wet on wet' 
technique for painting with oils. 1 
bought paint and canvases, and just 
got rightinto it." 

Mosley, who graduated from 

McDowell HighSchool,and attended 
Mayo State Vocational School before 
beginning her career in nursing. 
found painting to be an enjoyable 
and relaxing hobby. 

'1 rca II y liked to see these pictures 
comcoutofthecanvas, from nothing. 
I guess I wanted to do something that 
no one else was doing. I'd look for 
photos in books and magazines that I 
thought were interesting, and 1' d t.ry 
painting it. Soon, peopJe started 
comingtometopainttheiroldfamily 
house or barn and things like that." 

Many of Mosley's works focus on 
older buildings, set in sweeping scen­
ery of mountains, ocean shores or 
open fields. The pia y of colors bright­
ens the rooms where they' rc hung. 
Early workS also captured animals 
on canvas, such as cats and wild rac­
coons, subjects close to Mosley's heart. 

An agreement between Mosley 
and the McDowell Hospital devel­
oped, and some of Mosley's paint­
ings were placed in public areas and

private rooms, displayed with the 
pride of a wmmunity from which 
bas sprung a talented arlist. 

''We were very happy to have local 
art that's so ~ood here on display in 
the hospital, said JuJy Hall, assis­
tant admmistrator for the hospital. 
"lt's not often that you can get origi· 
nal artwork to display. We show it to 
visitors who come to us and I know it 
inspires pride here at the hospital. 
We really apprcdate it." 

Hospital workers and visitors are 
not theonlyones who enjoy the work. 
For patients, who spend many hours 
a day confined to their rooms by ill­
ness or injury, the paintings can pro­
vide an uplifting focus of color. 

"J've spent a lot of time looking at 
that picture over the last four days," 
saidBrook1eMullins,61,ofGaJve;lon, 
referring to a colorful still life of a 
thistle plant hanging on her hospital 
wall. "This room would be pretty 
empty without it. My daughter 
wanted to know who did it, because

she liked it so much. J'm glad it's 
here." 

To Mosley, this appreciation and 
the satisfaction of creating something 
beautiful from nothing are the best 
rewards for her work. 

"I don't make big money from 
these paintings, but I don't mind. I 
may get $40 a picture~ and that's fine. 
1 think the reward is a personal one.'' 

In August. disaster struck the 
Mosley home, where Lola, her hus­
band Ballard. and three children lt ved. 
A fire burned their house in Minnie, 
destroying most of Mosley's paint­
ings and her work studio. 

"AIJ we could do was stand and 

watch it burn. J cried for about a 
week,and thenJ realized I'd just have 
to s~rt over There wasn't anything 
else todo.'1 

Since the fire, Mosley has started 
worldngmorewith woodbumingand 
charcoal drawing. She hopes to learn 
more about creating portraits, rely­
ing on Prestonsburg artist Russell 
May for occasional advice. For the 
future, she sees plenty of activity. 

'1 made a list of U1ings I wanted to 
do bclore J died. One was to write a 
book (The Lonely Sidewalk, new 
York: Vantage Press). Another was to 
be an artist. I hope to be working on 
these kind sof projects for a long time. N

DISCUSSING DIETARY HISTORY 
Patients with cardiovascular diseases are often treated 

with anticoagulants if they run a high risk for clot formation. 
These drugs work by compromising blood platelets' ability 
to stick together to form a clot. As effective as anticoagulants 
may be, however. there are certain foods that can alter 
their action. For instance, the omega-3 fatty acids found In 
deep-water fish can compound anticoagulant effectiveness. 
If there is too much fish in the diet of a patient taking 
anticoagulants, he may tend to bleed too easily. On the 
other hand. eating too many foods rich in vitamin K may 
neutralize an anticoagulant's effect. Eating large amounts 
of broccoli. for Instance, may undue the drug's anti-clotting 
properties. Obviously, those patients taking anticoagulants 
should discuss their dietary habits (as well as other 
medications) with their physicians.
