Every library has books on its 
shelves which can snare a browser 
with a fascinatingtitle.Someare true 
ge~s, whil.e others are shams hiding 
bchmd thcucover. The following are 
some of the "fascinating tiUes" that 
are sitting on the shelves of the PCC 
library. 

Thr! Strance Storvo(False Teeth, by 
John Woodfarde. Perhaps one of the 
first body replacement parts, falSe 
teeth have had a long and strange 
history. Whether as an aid to beauty 
or an aid to eating, false teeth are an 
unexplored branch of our social his­
tory. Historians don't know what the 
first set looked like or what kept them 
in place, but they do know that Eliza­
beth I used rolls of cloth to pad out 
her lips; that Lord Palmerston's fake 
teeth seemed always on the point of 
falling out; and that a world cruise 
was ruined for PresidcntGrant by the 
loss of his false teeth.

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Literacy ied To Economy, Says Commission Director 
By Pam Shingler 

The head of the Kentucky Lileracy 
Commission came to Aoyd County 
Friday evening with some data that 
linked literacy to the economic condi­
tion of Floyd County and the rest of 
the state. 

About 46 percent, or 12,000, Floyd 
Countians over the age of 25 did not 
go beyond the eighth grade in school, 
a factor that negatively affects family 

income and economic growth for the 
area, Audr~y Tayse told members of 
the Prestonsburg, Pikeville and 
Paintsville Rotary clubs at an inter­
dub meeting at the Holiday Inn. 

Tayse,director of the state literacy 
effort since February, added that one 
out of every three Kentuckians over 
25 dropped out of school before en­
tering high school. Ten percent of 
thc~e. she said, did not go beyond the 

fifth grade. median family income is about

'It tears 
you up to write it, but c1ftcrwards you 
were able to vent your emotiono; and 
it heals you " 

She said that the mo!>t valuable 
realization is that writing is dune for 
the reader "People who say that they 
are just WTihng ror themselves is 8 
crock or a copoul. I bchcve when 
Emily Dickinson wrote her poems 
and put them in a drawer, all the 
while ~he was praying, 'Please, God, 
let someone find these and publish 
them!'" 

As for herself, Shingler said she 
has several non-fiction pacccs 
"stashed m a drawer" and that he 
plans to l?ubli.;h them someday. 

"'Writing is the sea nest thing I do 
That's probably why It's so hard to 
start it ouL After all, the rco:ult is you 
are publishing your most private 
thoughts," she continued. ''Writing 
is a r\!cord of your thinkmg and it's 
frightening to think your thoughts 
may be found out. I read things over 
and over before I let somronc read it, 
and then somellm~ I wish I hadn't." 

She noted that ncgativccriticic;m~ 
seldom hclp,bl•cau~a wntcrJo;hi"or 
her own most severe critic. "Writing 
is a personal activity, and ev<'n the 
smalJest (r:iticisms nrc dcva,.l<~llng/' 
she tressed. "No m. ttcr how } ou 
preface a remark, 'No one's a tt.lckmg 

you,' or 'don't take this personally,' 
thcyarcanditis. Howcanyou .;cpa 
rate )OUr writing from yourself?

She ended wtth suggcshons for 
teacher!: on how they can get stu­
dents to read and develop writing 
talents m them:

'The building was in bad shape 

when I first came in," said Lee. "There 
was a lot needing to be done.l put in 
time on the weekends to get it the 
way I wanted." 

Followingtheinitialdean-up, Lee 
established a rigorous schedule for 
himself. 

"J'dusuallycomeinaround6a.m. 
and get the furnace going, and check 
everything to make sure it was ready 
for the day. After the kids left in the 
afternoon, the cleaning would start, 
because you can't do it when 
everyone's here. Often times, I 
wouldn't leave until6 or 7 at night." 

Four floors of the high school 
would be cleaned every day. All 
rooms in theelementaryschool would 
then follow. Plumbing, lighting and 
heating problems also received at­
tention, as well as the large outside 
campus.ln his30yearsofexperience, 
Lee developed a series of cleaning 
tips, suited to the special needs of the 
school. 

"We've got solid wood floors in all 
ofthe buildings. What you do is get a 
littlebitofoilonyourmop,andspread 
justa little ofitall over a few times a 
year.lt makes the floor shine and it 
keeps the dust from collecting." 

These methods have earned Lee 
recognition from the Floyd County 
School Board and also from other 
county school boards, which have 
tried, at various times, to recruit Lee 
to their own schools. 

"It's always a pleasure to go to 
Wayland," says Ned Bush, health 
coordinator for the Floyd County 
School Board. 'The building's are old 
but they are always immaculate, just 
really clean. Dan has done a tremen­
dous job for a very long time." 

Lee has many memories of days 
gone by in the old school buildings. 

"I remember when they used to 
show movies on the top floor of this 
old building(the high school). If you 
look through this hole here (pointing 
to a locked door), you can see where 
the projector used to be. The kids

always used to come to see the shows 
here."

"When King Kelly Coleman 
played, this place was full," said a 
reminiscent Lee. "ltreallywas some­
thing to see. I haven't seen anything 
like him since." 

Lee's days have mellowed some­
whatsincehefirststarted working in 
the wooden halls ofWayland. Danny 
Watkins assists Lee in much of his 
work, and he's now able to finish 
cleaning before 5 p.m. most nights. 
Lee, who's now 70 and has a great­
granddaughter, has no plans to stop 
work in the near future. 

"My son tellsmethatwhen you're 
working, you're OK, youstayhealthy, 
but when you retire,Jookout.l figure 
I've got plenty of work to do before 
my time to retire comes."

JOURNEY TO THE MIDDLE-EAR 
It is estimated that nearly three-quarters of all 

children will experience one bout of middle-ear infection 
before they reach three years of age. Otitis media, as 
it is called, is probably the most common infectious 
disease seen in children. Most often, the ear infection 
follows a cold, or may occur with allergy. It results from 
a malfunctiontng of the drainage tube (eustachian 
tube) that connects the middle ear to the back of the 
mouth. As a result, fluid and bacteria accumulate in 
the middle ear, the pnme ingredients for infection. 
Colds often lead to this type of infection because 
swollen lymph 1issue or glands in the back of the throat 
block the eustachian tube. In the case of allergy, 
swelling is also a factor. In either case, a middle-ear 
infection should be handled by a pediatrician who 
usually treats it with antibiotics.
