And Accepts Bids
For Local Schools

The Floyd County School Board
authorized sale of bonds for the Allen
Elementary School project at a spe-
cial meeting Tuesday ni%zt, and ac-
cepted bids for the first phase of con-
structionatMcDowell-Wheelwright
Consolidated High School on Left
Beaver.

The board members and
Assistant Superintendent of Finance
Russell M. Frazier also comprise the
district’s finance corporation.
Meeting in that capacity after the
board meeting, they also voted to
sell the bonds,

The Allen project, which had been
let for bids on three previous occa-
sions, got a boost earlier this month
when State SuperintendentofSchools
John Brock allowed the local district
to negotiate with bidders rather than
bid the school for a fourth time.

Tuesday, the local board rejected
all bids previously received (except
those concerningexcavation) and, by
mutual agreement, canceled Ervin
Akers’ contractas constructionman-
ager. The board then hired Akersasa
general contractor to oversee school
construction.

On a motion by Ray “Shag”
Campbell and a second by Dr, Mary

Hall, the board voted to approve is-
suing $3.5 million in school building
revenue bonds to finance the Allen

roject, 5 percent add-on for

estonsburg Middle School and 5
percent for the Garrett-Wayland Ele-
mentary School. Bonds are exgected
tobe sold Dec. 20,according to Super-
intendent Ronald Hager.

Bryant and members of his staff
tried to assure LeMaster that the US
23 project is in the Department of
Transportation’s Six-Year Plan, de-
spite the fact that it has not been
completely funded. “Wearenotgoing
to build two-thirdsand leave the rest
unfinished,” thesecretary said, refer-
ring to the current mix of federal and
state monies for construction from
Prestonsburg to Hager Hill.

Bryantadded thatconstructionon
thefirstphaseof the highwayis set to
begin in May. (Earlier in the year,
Wilkinson has announced that con-
struction would begin in January,)

“If the legislature passes a $600
million bond issue, it's going to be
hard to get $30 million more for the
rest of the Paintsville-Prestonsburg
stretch,” LeMaster countered.

Rep. Russell Bentley, whose dis-
trictinchudes Knott County and parts
of Floyd and Letcher, told the audi-
ence, “There’s no question that the
bond issue benefits Eastern Ken-
tucky.”

Commonwealth Attorney,
Jury Foreman Lock Horns

A courthouse battle boiled over
Thursday between Commonwealth's
Attorney Jerry Pattoryand 1989 Grand
Jury Foreman and former District 1
magistratecandidate GormanCollins

Jr.

Patton released a letter yesterday
morning inresponse toa Wednesday
Grand Jury report signed by Collins
which alleged that several problems
were encountered during Jury activ-
ity in November.

Specifically, the jury report said
that Patton “. . . may have tried to
influence the Jury towards taking
cases based upon his opinion of what
was winnable, as opposed to what
should be prosecuted.”

The reportalso stated that “some
cases that we(theJury) had returned
indictments on were never typed up
to be signed and returned to Judge
Conley, of these some had the charges
dropped, but some were apparently
left out.”

The report further alleged that,
duringtheJury’sinvestigationof vote
fraud, the misuse of county tax
money, and election law infractions
in Floyd County, “we were misled in
our authority to obtain legal subpoe-
nas for witnesses by the
Commonwealth’s Attorney, Jerry
Patton.” These subpoenas were re-
ceived by the Jury later, without the
involvement of Patton, according to
thereport.

In Patton’s response to the Jury
report, he noted that it was Collins
who prepared and signed the report,
saying, “His accusations against me
are false and they too are politically
motivated,” and that “Mr. Collins is

seeking to retaliate politically as a
result of his recent defeat in the
Magistrate's race.”

attonalsostated intheletter that,
“Every effort is being made to justly
and fairly investigate his (Collins)
claims of election law infractions. If
Mr. Collins is truly interested in jus-
tice he should have considered turn-
ing his alleged information over to
the Attorney General's Office and
excused himself from participating
in this matter,”

In an interview following the re-
lease of Patton’s letter, Collins elabo-
rated on the allegations contained in
the Grand Jury report.

“Regarding the election investi-
gation, the jury asked to have some
witnessessubpoenaed,” said Collins.
“Patton said we couldn’t have them
subpoenaed because of lack of evi-
dence, We were mislead because |
was able to get them subpoenaed
myself later.”

According to Collins, two former
county employees and one employee
currently working for the county
wished to present evidence that
county funds have been diverted to
private use in return for political
favors, Collins says these wilnesses
know of county gravel being placed
on private property.

“I've seen it myself and took a
photo of it,” said Collins.

Collins stated that Patton, how-
ever, refused to issue subpoenas to
these witnesses, misleading the jury
by saying that enough evidence
wasn't presentto warrantit,and stall-
ing the investigation. It was at this

oint that Collins approached Judge
ollie Conley to contact the state
Attorney General’s office so that a

special prosecutor could beappointed
to examine thealleged election fraud
and misuse of public funds.

“It's important toknow that most
of this investigation deals with last
May's election, and even some ques-
tions that go back three years,” says
Collins. “This isn’tabout the election
that I was a part of. These are prob-
lems that people have known about
for a Jong time.”

A further problem developed be-
tween the jury and Patton this week
aft@r Collins requested that the sched-
uled meeting of the Grand Jury for
Wednesday, Dec. 6, be changed due
to the inability of one juror to attend
on thatday.

#1 contacted the Commonwealth
Attorney’s office last Friday about
the problem, and they said the date
muﬁin't be changed. I told them the
same thing early this week, and they
still wouldn’t change the date,” said
Collins. “We came to court Wednes-
day morning with the 11 jurors who
could attend, but because we were
missing the one peérson we were
unable to meet, The Jury was dis
charged permanently. hrc had two
wilnesses waiting to testify about the
misuseof funds butthere was nojury
to hear them.”

According to Collins, the subpoe-
nas he issued will stand until a spe-
cial prosecutor from the Attorney
General’s office is assigned to exam-
ine thematter.

A campaign to educate the public
on energy issues facing Kentucky’s
low-income, elderly and disabled
residents was launched on Friday,
Dec. 1.

WinterCare, a statewide fuel fund
designed to help low-income fami-
lies and individuals with their heat-
in;i bills, will lead the effort which
will focus on three areas — educating
the general public on issues facing
peoplein poverty, educating the low-
income population on how they can
lower their heating bills and educat-
ing the public on how WinterCare
works and how donor’s dollars are
spent,

According to Jack Burch, Winter-
Care president, the major problem
results from people’s lack of funds
rvhcn their winter utility bills esca-
ate.

“Most people livingin povertyare
the most l::re.-gti\.rc,- ansd b};sot en:tgney
managers | have ever seen,” sa
Burch. “They can take a few dollars
and stretch them further than any-
one. But when their heating bills
skyrocket during the winter, their
backs are to the wall.”

However, Burch doesn’t see
money as the single solution to the
problem,

“Oneaspect of this campaignis to
educate the public about mgnﬂwre
are peopleliving in povertyand what
they face while in this situation,” he
says, “There are many stereotygaes
about low-income people floating
around out there, We'veall heard the
story of the lady who bought steak
with food stamps to feed to her dog.
I'm not saying this doesn’t happen,
but | can guarantee that this is the
exception and not the rule.”

Another aspect of the campaign
will involve Kentucky’s utility com-
ranies and focus on educating the
ow-income population,

“Low-income people need to
know what they can do to keep their
bills as low as possible,” says
Lynwood Schrader, senior vice presi-
dentof Kentucky Utilities. "Thereare
minor things that people cando such
as caulking around doors and win-
dows and installing plastic storm
windows, but we need to educate
them.”

The final asgeect of the campaign
will provide a better understanding
of how a fuel fund works and the

benefits it provides to Kentucky resi-
dents,

“This stateis very fortunate to have
utility comﬁanies that are willing to
help us tackle issues of this magni-
tude,” Burchsays, “Thereisa percep-
tion that utility companies are bad if
they stop someone’s service because
they can’t afford to pay. What they

don’t understand is that if ufilities
continue to provide service to non-
paying customers, then they must
requestan increase in the rates of the
paying customers to recover theloss.

“Could you imagine what would
happenifa utility allowed itself toget
into financial difficulty and had to
shut down?” he added. “This would
cause businesses to close and every-
one would be without heat.”

According to Burch, WinterCare
helpskeep utility rates low for every-
one and at the same time provides a
needed community service.

Now in its fifth year, WinterCare
was the first statewide energy fund
established in the United States and
hasserved nearly 13,000 Kentuckians,

WinterCareis staffed by all volun-
teers and allows 100 percent of the
domations to go toward serving

le.
Pﬁﬁe organization estimates that

nearly 10,000 Kentuckians will need
its help in the coming winter. How-
ever, according to Burch, they will
only beable n'a‘ielp about 20 percent
of these people because of limited
funds;

“The past two winters have been
hard on WinterCare,” Burch says.
“They have been relatively mild,
which seems to make peopﬁa thing
that the need to give isn't as great.
The truth of the matter is, people
need heat just as much when it's 35
degrees versus five-below-zero.”

WinterCare was developed
through a partnership between
Kentucky’s utility companies and
community action agencies, Utilities
agreed to set up a system thatallows
their customers to add a donation to
their utility payments, The utilities
then send all donations to Winter-
Care which distributes them to the
communityactionagenciesacross the
state to provide assistance to
Kentucky'’s low-income, elderly and
handicapped residents.

Low-Cost Mammograms Are Concern
To Area Hospitals, State Legislators

The word mammography has
crept into the general vocabulary
recently with the public’s increasing
awareness of the dangers of cancer.

Of great concern in the medical
field is the mounting number of breast
cancer cases in women, The good
news is that, with early detection,
breast cancer is a very treatable dis-
ease.

Highland Regional Medical Cen-
ter in Prestonsburg and other area
hospitals offer low-cost breastcancer
screenings. HRMC's most recent at-
tempt to offer the service to a larger
segment of the public by creating
screening centers in Prestonsburg,
Martin and Paintsville has been de-
feated by the Commission for Health
Economics Control in Kentucky.

The commission disapproved
HRMC’s request for a free-standing
center in Floyd County, to be called
Breast Images, on the basis that a
need was not established, according
to Brad Hughes of the Office of
Communication for the Cabinet for
Human Resources.

“We didn’t feel we needed to

spend a lot of time and money ex-
plaining what we thought was pat-
ently obvious,” said Clarence Traum,
HRMC administrator, following the
ruling.

Traum explained that anyone
associated with the medical field is
aware of the need for inexpensive
breast cancer screening services. The
application process fora certificate of
need requires significant paperwork
and legal representation to present
the case before the commission, he
said, all of which would cost the
hospital asizable sum. Traum said he
felt thatit was unnecessary.

Statelegislatorsare being asked to
consider eitherabandoning the cer-
tificate of need application process,
or streamline it to allow simple proj-
ects to by-pass this progess, Traum
noted. He added that the streamlin-
ing option is favored by hospitals,
since total abandonment of the con-
trol would result in more competi-
tionand higher costs totheconsumer,

Hestressed that Highlands would
decide how best to approach getting
the three area clinics after the legisla-
ture has decided on the certificate of
need issue.

Medical experts recommend that
any woman over 40 years of age get
aninitial screening, and those over60
haveamammography test performed
yearly. The process is painlessand is
similar to getting an x-ray.

Due to the importance of all
woman being able to afford a screen-
ing, Sen. Benny Ray Bailey has pro-
posed legislation to establish a panel
of experts, funding them with
$250,000a year, and asking that they
develop programs to assure ail
women in Kentucky have access to

.affordable mammogram screenings.

“There are 700,000 people in Ken-

tucky, with 350,000 of those working

without hospitalization. I feel thisbill
is a very important one,” Sen. Bailey
expressed. “The screening has proven
to be sucha good preventative meas-
urethatitisa shame thatsomecannot
afford to have thissimple procedure,
that could possibly safe their life,
done.”

Bailey added that Rep. Emnesto
Scorsone has proposed a bill to re-
quireall insurers providing coverage
forsurgicalservices foramastectomy
to also cover low-dose mammogra-
phy screening.

Aluminum Recycling Facility
Proposed By Mountain Comp

Whatdo crushed aluminum cans
and the development of mentally
handicapped area residents have in
common?

A greatdeal, if an aluminum recy-
cling program that's being organized
by Mountain Comprehensive Care
goes into effect in Prestonsburg.

Chalmer Howard, a Floyd Count
nativeand regional director of Adult
DayHabilitation Programs forMoun-
tain Comp, has developed a recy-
cling project with Alcoa Aluminum
of xville, Tenn., which will util-
izethelabor of retarded and develop-
m}entally disa!#ed clien::‘;o conduct
a long term self supported recyclin
ef-fortgin Floyd COII:,:II)'. The projecgt
will be located near the site of the
current Mountain Comp greenhouse
operationand across from Highlands
Regional Medical Center.

“The retarded are often devalued
in society,” said Howard. “Our pro-
gram here at the use, and
with the future recycling effort, al-
lows the community to see the work
of our clients and recognize their
ma_zl'u_Keposi tive qualities.”

concept of the recycling pro-
gram is straightforward. Aluminum
cans will be collected at Mountain
Comp offices around the five county
region served b{‘r:)he organization.
The cans will be brought to a facility
behind the greenhouse, where they
will be fed into the recycling ma-
chine, to be crushed, sorted and then
blownintoa waiting truck. The truck
will take the crushed aluminum to
MountainMetal in West Prestonsburg
tobe sold. Howard expects to receive
approximately 40 cents per pound
for the metal and anticipates retarded

clients will be involved in almost all
aspects of the effort.

“Our clients have different levels
of retardation, from mild to severe,”
stated Howard. “Some havemultiple
handicaps. We will havea supervisor
for the work but clients will be di-
rectly involved in the recycling work.
Our purpose with both the green-
houseand therecycling programisto
have our people productively occu-

ied. This is more than an activity.
e have a real world work orienta-
tion.”

The greenhouse project, sponisored
by Mountain Comp, haspgeen in
operation for 16 years. Clients work
together with staffto raise plants and
flowers for sale. From both a devel-
opmental and economic standpoint,

oward says, the horticultural op-
eration has a success,

“Working in the soil is therapeu-
tic,” says Howard. “We have a spe-
cial typeof here.Otherstates
have approached us for direction on
how to start similar projects.”

Recycling is a new focus for
Howard and Mountain Comp. Alcoa
Aluminum hasagreed to provide the
equipment and truck trailers neces-
H.“l;y to conduct the operation. How-
ard is currently talking to area com-
panies about sponsoring site prepa-
rationactivities, whichinclude pour-
ing a concrete slab on which to place
the machinery, a shelter to put over
the site, and a security fence to sur-
round the area. The county has al-
ready donated machin-
erytoclearand level thessite,. Howard
anticipates preparation costs to run
about $5,000.

“We're soliciting contributions
from the community in this project,”
said Howard, “because I feelthat this

will benefit the entire com-
munity, and they have a role to play
here. So far, the response from pri-
vate business has been good.”
Nationally,aluminum recydin?is
taking on greater im nce in alu-
minum production. In 1988, 56 per-
centofaluminum beverage cans were
recycled and about $700 million was
paid for used aluminum, Recycling
alsosavesenergy —about 95 percent
of the energy that it takes to produce
new aluminum from ore.

The coal in Eastern Kentucky is
causing one of the worst environ-
mental problems facing the U.S.A.
and Canada today. It is called acid
rain, The coal which forms the life-
blood of the area has a high sulfur
contentand itis the sulfur thatmakes
acidrain. Every timecoalisburned to
make electricity or to warma home, a
little bit of sulfur enters the air, just
waiting to make acid rain.

Acid rain is produced when high
sulfur coal is burned. This variety
burns better than anaverage piece of
coal. Thisiswhy itis used more often.
When the coal is burned, the sulfur
compoundsinitarereleased into the
air. The compounds will eventually
find their way toa cloud, where they
mix with the water there and change
therain’s acidity. Normal rainshould
have an acidity of about 55pH or
higher, but the sulfur compounds
changeittoalevel of 25pH. Thatisas
acidicasvinegarorlemon juice! When
therain enters the watercycle, plants
weaken and die. The fish take in the
poisons and either die immediately
or pass on deformities to their off-
spring. Largeranimals suchas hawks
