The search for a missing and pre-
sumed drowned Branham’s Creek
man was postponed yesterday until
the weekend because of high water
conditions.

Rescue workers had begun the
search for James Rodney Keathley,
27,ontheLevisa Forkof the Big Sandy
River near Harold, as questions sur-
rounding the Friday incident contin-
ued to surface.

Keathley is believed to have
drowned in the river between 7:30

and 8:30 p.m Friday night, after run-
ning from the scene of an accident at
the traffic light on US 23 at Harold.

Keathley was returning from work
at the UniSign Company in
Prestonsburg when the accident oc-
curred, according tohis father, James
M. Keathley, also of Branham’s Creek.

The younger Keathley was driv-
ingaMercury Topaz, when heappar-
ently cut in front of a tractor trailer
drivenby Donnie Syck. A van, driven
by Gordon Farney (address notavail-
able), was also involved in the colli-

P'burg Council Ups Employee Wages,
Hears ‘Up” News In City Audit Report

Employees of the City of
Prestonsburg can expect a three per-
cent increase in their next paycheck.

The raise, effective with the pay
period that began Jan. 8, was ap-
proved by Prestonsburg City Coun-
cil at its first January meeting Mon-
day night. The total increase, with
FICA and retirement, amounts toan
additional $23,000 above the current
budget allocation for salaries.

The three percentapplies to part-
time, as well as full-time employees.
The recommendationby Mayor Ann
Latta was unanimously approved
following a motion by William O.
Goebel, seconded by Charles Hale.

Council members learned that the
pay hike will not seriously affect the
city’s finances after accountant Steve
Allen presented results of an audit of
the 1988-89 budget. Allen reported a
fund balance of $108,770 in city cof-
fers, contrasted with a deficit of
$44,000 the previous year.

“The city has come from a deficit
toa surplus —something the mayor
and council can be proud of,” Allen
said, adding that the collection of
occupational license taxescaused the
surplus.

Allen warned, however, that “just
because revenues occurred this time,
there is not reason to go on a spend-
ing spree.”

Thesurplus, hesaid, is “notexces-
sive. An emergency could snap it up
quickly.”

The money was immediately
tapped intoas Mayor Lattainformed
council members that the Floyd
CountySolid WasteCommission has
increased thecity’s assessmentbyan
additional $500 per month.

Referring to a letter from Robert
McAninch of the solid waste com-
mission, Lattasaid that, effectiveJan.
1, thecity’s monthlybill fordumping
garbageat the countylandfill is $2700.

McAninch's letter stated that the
city had not experienced a landfill
usage increase in nine years, during
which timeits volume of garbage has
doubled.

Latta expressed concern over
making the city’s commercial gar-
bage collection rate more equitable.
City administrator Fred Jamesadded
that the city needs “to be document-
ing” its landfill usage.

Council also approved, at the
Monday meeting, the appointment
of former councilman Adrian Black-

Burchett Prognosticates

For many years now Attorney
Woodrow Burchett has been predict-
ing the future to the Kiwanis clubs of
the area. Sometimes comical, some-
times seriousand always memorable,
Burchett's prognostication talk is
among the many noteworthy events
of the Kiwanis clubs each year.

Thursday, Jan. 11, marked thedate
that Prestonsburg Kiwanians and
their guests heard Burchett. Dubbed
the “Sage of Cow Creek,” Burchett
now seeks a new title: “Mayor of
Muddy Gut.”

He gave an eloquently spoken
dissertation in protest of the unfair-
ness of CBS’s coverage of Floyd
County, stating “The people on
Muddy Gut have something that
people who live in expensive homes
may nothave, peace, loveand a clean
conscience.”

He made note of the many out-
standing persons who have come
from the Wheelwright area and
termed the broadcast “negative, cruel,
malicious and a dirty trick.”

Dismissing the topic of the “48
Hours” program, Burchett launched
intoa recap of last year’s predictions
mostly consisting of political view-

ints ranging from 1989 being “the
gt chance for peace in our genera-
tion” to “The Senate Race will be the
big politics. If the Democrats think

“Itdoesn’t mean he
drank all of it that night,” said the
senior Keathley. “It may have been
anold bottle.”

At the river bank Tuesday, as ef-
forts to recover the body of his son
continued into a second day,
Keathley’s father noted that other
factors in his son’s life may have
contributed to the accident and dis-
appearance.

“Hewashavingsome family prob-
lems for the past three or four
months,” said the elder Keathley.

“He's been staying at our house for
the last month or so. He also was
supposed to go to court Monday for
drinking and driving, The lJast time
he went before the judge, they told
him he'd geta i\-flear in jail if he got in
trouble again. He swore he'd not go
to jail.”

,Courtrecords show thatKeathley
was required to appear in court this
week on an alcohol intoxication
charge.

Keathley’s father also stated that
Keathley had apparently threatened
to commit suicide to a secretary at
UniSign Co. in Prestonsburg on Fri-
day, prior to his leaving work at the
end of the day. Representatives at
UniSign would not confirm this re-
port and police authorities have not
released any information on a pos-
sible suicide.

Tuesday’s search efforts in the
river expanded to include four boats
from the Floyd, Johnson, and Ma-

ffin Rescue Squads. were

rought in by the Kentucky Search
Dog Association, a non-profitorgani-
zation operating out of Frankfort, that
provides assistance in finding miss-

ing persons.

State's Local Control
Of Schools May End

A Franklin Circuit Court judge
Friday struck down a law which
enabled the state to take control of the
Floyd County school system in 1989,

The ruling, whichapparently sur-
prised the office of State Superinten-
dentof PublicInstruction John Brock,
willlikely require thestate toremove
its current oversight and control
mechanisms implemented over the
past year in both Floyd and Whitley
counties.

According toJim Parks, a spokes-
man for Brock’s office, the issue will
bediscussed at the stateschool board
meeting this afternoon in Frankfort.

“The consensus is that whatever
applies toWhitley County (thecounty
which brought the suitagainst Brock
andstateeducationactivities) would

also apply to Floyd County,” said

Parks. “No final decision has be

made, but there is a real gosai ity
ed to/the

that the assistance provi
two counties under se [ll w?.l be
withdrawn.”

Thedecision todisallow stateinter-

vention through Phase 1T by judge
William Graham will require
reexamination of state educational
policy. Phase llI, which was created
through the 1984 Educational Im-
provement Act, allowed the state
Education Department to take over
many of a district’s affairs.

InFloyd County, the county school
board strongly criticized sucha take-
over, believing it to be an unwar-
ranted removal of control over local

Floyd County, along with Whitley,
were last year placed in Phase 11l by
the State Department of Education,
which sent officials into the school
systems to oversee board and admin-
istrative operations. Whitley County
officials filed suit in protest of the
move,

the act, we feel the idea of accounta-
bility issomething thatis veryimpor-
tant,” said Rev. Tim Jessen, a forum
spokesperson. “We need to continue
to work under this statute. We are
going to ask the state board not to
move Floyd County out of PhaseIll.”

Smithadded, “Westill need assis-
tance. We have a history of political
patronage and low citizen involve-
ment (in the school system) and we
need to address those problems.

“"Weare mostconcerned about the
citizens of this county developi
‘ownership” of the system,” sai

Many students have
learned valuablelessonsincivicsand
community activism.

If, ultimately, the court decision
does lead the State Department of
Education to retreat to its Frankfort
towers, wehope thatFloyd Countians
will not follow suit and retreat into
their cabled hollows. We hope the
Board of Education will notreturn to
an agenda that reads “business as
usual.” We hope that the impetus for
local reform will not wither from lack
of interest.

Floyd County young people de-
serve the best.

Weshouldn't
besurprised that CBS chose to depict
our area and our people in such a
negative lith as they did on a recent
segment of “48 Hours.” They have a
history of bashing Appalachiansand
ignoring the contribution of our
peopleand ourarea towhatever claim
Americaand Kentucky have togreat-
ness.

What is disturbing about the pro-
gram is not what they said, but what
they didn’t say.

ey commented on the rugged
mountains of East Kentucky, but they
didn’t tell you that these mountains
are the oldest mountain range in the

mountains thananywhere else on
the globe.

ey told you that the State De-
partmentof Educationhad taken over
the Floyd County School System, but
they didn’t tell you, that when they
came, the Scotch-Irish ancestors of
the people living in East Kentucky
were the best educated large group of
people to come to America; that the

ancestors of the people living in East
Kentucky started schools in North-
ern Ireland that educated both boys
and girls to read, write and cipher,
and that these schools built by our
ancestorsare the modelfor the A meri-
can system of public education.

Choosing a Tax Practitioner

These are typical questions asked by
taxpayers and are presented as a public
service of The Floyd County Times and
the IRS.

Q. Can IRS recommend a tax
preparer for me?

A. No. IRS policy prohibits its
employees from recommending tax
f*cparers or tax preparation firms.

RS does suggest that you take your
selection of a tax preparer as seri-
ously as if you were choosing a fam-
ily doctor or dentist.

2. What are some of the things |
should look for when choosing a tax
preparer?

A.Selecta person or firm that you
feel will be available if you or IRA
should question your returnmonths,
oreven years, afterithas beenfiled.If
Elou feel that your return is going to
se unusually involved or complex,
concerning such things as compli-
cated investments, moving expenses
or casualty losses, besure the preparer
is knowledgeable in these areas.

Q. Are there preparers [ should
notchoose?

A. Although most tax preparers
are honest, beware of those who

promise you an unusually large re-
fund. Avoid a preparer whose fees
are based on a Fercentage of your
refund, or who claims to haveas

cial relationship with the IRS, which
would imply preferential treatment.

(. What kinds of things should 1
take to a lax preparer?

A.Takeall your records of income
and expenses forthecurrent tax year.
Organizing them will save time for
you and your preparer. Also, take
along the lax package you receive
from IRSso your preparer canuse the
forms, the peel-off address label, and
the IRS-provided envelope. Thelabel
and envelope will help IRS process
your return faster. Be sure that the
preparersigns your returnin thespace
provided, and that he or she gives
KI u a copy of the completed return.

ever sign 2 blank return. Be sure
that you understand the prepared
return; it is still your tax return and
you are responsible for its contents.

Q. How can I get my refund
quicker?

A. Consider filing your return
electronically. Many tax preparers
and firms offer this service to their
clients. Electronically filed returnsare

processed faster. Youcan expect your
refund inthree weeksor less from the
time your return is sent to [RS. You
can also choose to have your refund
deposited directly into your check-
ing or savings account by Direct
Deposit.

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Palmer Crum:
All-Stater, Speedster

On Dec. 30, 1989, Floyd County
lost a former great basketball and
baseball player — Palmer Crum, one
of the first All-State basketball play-
ers to come out of Floyd County.

Crum was a star player for the
Betsy Layne Bobcats in the late 20s
and early ‘30s. He was named to the
All-State team in 1932, Crum was
instrumental in leading Betsy Layne
to the state tournament in 1931 and
1932. Als0in1932, Crum wasawarded
the Sportsmanship Trophy.

“Palmer was known for his speed
and quickness,” his wife Carliestated.

“One story told about Palmer was
that he was so fast that fire flew from
under his feet. Whatreally happened
is that someone had thrown an old
country match (a large one) on the
floor and he ran over it causing it to
light.” Because of his speed, Crum
was nicknamed “Windy” — he was
said to outrun the wind.

InCrum'’s early playing days, the
teams had toplay ondirtcourts. There
were no gyms to play in. High scor-
ing games then amounted to around
14 or 15 points. After a team would
score, the ball was broughtback fora
center jump.

“Palmer’s career in sports lasted
from 1928, when he played on the
gradeschool team, until 1950. He first
played onadirtcourtuntila gym was
built,” stated Mrs, Crum.

Crum was just as great in baseball
as he was in basketball. He played in
the old Big Sandy League in the late
‘30s and middle ‘40s. On the same
team with Crum was his son Frankie,
who lives in Fullerton, Cal., making
them thefirstand only fatherand son
combination on a baseball field at
that time. Crum played second base
and his son firstbase. Crum also was
offered a contract to play baseball for
the Cincinnati Reds.

“I was about 17 years old and a
junior at Betsy Layne when [ played
on the same team with my father,”

Frankie Crum said. “We played to-
gether about two years.

“My father alwaysencouraged me
to play baseball and basketball,” the
younger Crumsaid. “Instead of being
out looking for jobs (which were
scarce then) during the summers, 1
played basketball and baseball all
summer.”

“He was always on to me to do
good,” Crum continued. “He was
extremely fastand | wasn’t. We both
played for the Harold Fuel Company
and could have gone to Kansas City
to play in the tournament finals but
we got beat in the playoffs.”

According to Crum, his father's
speed was a God-given talent. “He
was flat footed, but he could run.”

The younger Crum was an All-
Stater in his own right. He led the
stateinscoringin1951 when hemade
All-State honors. Crum averaged 27
Eoints per game while playing bas-

etball at Betsy Layne,

“My father always made sure that
I'had aiasketball toplay with,” Crum
stated. “He gave me every chance to
play basketball and baseball.”

One man who remembers a lot
abouttheelder CrumisJames George,
79, of Betsy Layne who played with
him on the first state tournament
team.

“We used to call Palmer ‘runt’
because he wassomuchsmallerthan
therestofus,” Georgesaid. “We were
all so much bigger than he was. He
looked likea five-orsix-year-old next
to us.

“Itwasin1928 when Palmer came:
onthe team as a substitute. Hedidn't
get to play much on that team. I
remember one game we played and

one of our starting five fouled out,”
George said. “We had to finish the
game with four players because
Palmerand another substitute fought
over who was going to play.
“Palmer Crum was the fastest
person you ever saw,” said the for-
mer teammate, “He was so fast that
he had a hard time handling the ball.

CHICKEN LO MEIN

1/2 Ib. fresh lo mein noodles or regular
dried linguine

1-1/2 Thsp sesame oil

3 chicken breast halves, skinned and boned

4 cups chopped vegetables (such as bean
sprouts, celery, broceoli florets, bamboo
shoots)

3 Thsps soy sauce

3 Thsps dry sherry

1 tsp sugar

2 Thsps peanut, sesame or other vegetable
oil

2 quarter-sized slices peeled, fresh ginger
root

2-4 garlic cloves, minced

4 scallions, chopped

Cook the noodles:lo mein noodles
for 3 minutes in boiling water, or
linwuine to al dente as per package
instructions. Drain thoroughly, place
in a bowl. Mix in the 1-1/2 table-
spoons of sesame oil, cover and set
aside.

Slice thechicken breasthalvesinto
strips 1/4 by 1/4 by 2 inches; set
aside.Chop the vegetables; rinseand
drain the bean sprouts if you are us-
ing them; set the vegetables aside.
Combine the soy sauce, dry sherry
and sugar in a small bowl; set aside.

Heat a wok or large skillet until
hot. Add 2 tablespoons of the peanut
or sesame oil and heat for about 30
seconds. Add the ginger root, garlic
and scallions. Cook, while stirring
constantly, for 30 seconds.

Add thechickenstripsand stir-fry
until just white and opaque, about 3
to 4 minutes. Add the chopped vege-
tables and keep stirring in fast, toss-
ing motions for about 45 seconds.

If the eye drop container
does become contaminated, it Is better to discard It
than risk an eye infection. In any case, it may be agood
Idea to throw away an eye medication that has been
open for more than six months, regardless of the
expiration date. Eye drops that have particles sus-
pended in solution or that have changed color should

also be discarded.

Plan Now For Summer Lawn

Gotall your lawn tools retired for
the winter? Wanta good looking lawn
this spring?

Lawn care doesn’t end when the
weather gets cold. It continues with
special treatmentto getready for new
ﬁnn growth,according toGeneBall,

oyd County Extension Agent. Ac-
cording to Ball, removing leaves,
mowingand fertilizing are three main
chores which home ownérs need to
do to get ready for spring.

Leaves, especiallyif theyare heavy
and packed on the lawn can prevent
light from reaching the lawn surface,
and lightisespeciallyimportantright
now to shaded lawns which other-
wisegetmuchsunshine except when
the leaves fall. Some leaves can be
mulched with a mower, but the best
bet is to remove them.

Ball reminds home owners that
lawn grass will grow some during
the entire winter, especially during
moderate sunshiny weather. Grass
seems to spurt up in clumps: Long
grass leaves eventually turn brown
and ugly and will reduce the grass
density next spring. Also, diseases
can occur when the grass gets too tall
and falls over onto itself,

&hums and potash applications
should bemadeonly if the grass needs
it, and that should be determined b
soil test rather then by guess, he said.

“Youcan appl{ nitrogen nowand
it will make the lawn more green,”
Ball said. “Usually a pound of actual
nitrogen fertilizer for every 1000
square feet is recommended. This
would be three pounds of ammo-
nium nitrate or 10 pounds of 10-10-10
per 1000 square feet.”

Attempting to control weeds and
insects thistime of year won'tbe very
effective. Homeowners can spray
weeds if on a nice day, butinsectsare
too far below ground level to be
reached by insecticides. Reseeding
should be should be done in Febru-
ary or March for best results with
spring seeds, Ball concluded.

I first became aware of the problems
that face Lake Cumberland in my jour-
nalism class. The lake is being used as a
sewage dump and salt is also being
dumped. I later did some research on my
own locking through a couple of news
articles,

When I finished with my research, |
discovered that this is a problem which
could be in our ocwn community. Federal
laws allow the state to set their own
regulations. Because of this the people in
the state who are in charge could make a
decision that would be a wrong one.

This essay was written for the World
Class conference on Breadnet. As part of
the conference, I read a Newsweek article
“Cleaning Up" by Greg Easterbrook.

Lake Cumberland located in
southern Kentucky is a lake filled
with natural beauty and wildlife, but
not for very long because on Oct, 20
the lake sustained a major setback
when the state Division of Water gave
permission to Union Underwear
Company to discharge salt-laden
waste water directlyinto thelake and
for Jamestown, acity nearby thelake,
to dump treated sewagedirectly into
the lake.

The trust officials who are made
up of environmentalists, sports en-
thusiasts, and lake residents claim
that the lake will be destroyed for-
ever when the Union Underwear
Company is allowed daily to dump
35 tons of salt-laden water that has
been used in an underwear dyeing
process into the lake.

Many of thestateofficials disagree
with the concern of the trust, arguing
thatit willimprove the water in Lilly
Creek without damaging the lake.
Anindependent lawyerand hearing
officer by the state will decide if the
Division of Water made a proper
choice by allowing thiskind of dump-
ing in Lake Cumberland.

In some people’s view the state
only allowed dumping because the
Union UnderwearCompanyemploys
3,000 in one county alone. The trust
members met last week in Lexington
to appeal the state ruling, and of
thciF:i;)lan is to file suircia.rginpgarﬂ:al
the federal Clean Water Act has been
violated. Many states have theirown
regulationsand ruleson water pollu-
tion.

What connection does this action
have to what happens in a state like
Montana, for example? The Clean
Water Act is a federal law which
permits the states to set standards. In
my opinion, it would be better if all
states had uniform laws regarding
water pollution.

The Army Corps of Engineers has
stated that the salteffluent would not
hurt the over-all water quality of the
lake. Knowing a little about marine
biology, | would disagree with the
Army Corps of Engineers because
fresh water fish will not be able to
surviveinsalt water. Animals would
not have good drinking water. Itcould
also destroy plant life in the lake.

Addresses Pollution

Waste water is already being
dumped in Lily Creek, a tributary to
Lake Cumberland. A discharge of 2
million gallonsa day is being dumped
and of that 1.7 are from the nearby
Union Underwear Plant. Thecreek is
toosmall tohandle the flow of treated
waste, and Jamestown has asked the
state to approve the building of an 8-
mile pipeline that would dump the
waste directly into the lake.

Inthe Newsweek article, weareled
to believe that this country is not
facing any serious problems as far as
pollution of water is concerned, I
wonder if that is an accurate state-
ment when places such as Boston
Harbor and the Hudson River con-
{rom serious environmental prob-
ems.

Lower Mortgage Rates Increase
Purchasing Power In November

Ona national scale, home buying
conditions improved slightly in
November, due to steady declines in
mortgage interest rates, according to
the National Association of Realtors.

NAR'’s housing affordability in-
dex, which tracks monthly changes
in home buyers’ purchasi ng power,
measured 105.8 in November, up
from 105.5 in October. At 105.8, the
index shows thata family earning the
national median income of $33,482
for November had 105.8 percent of
the income needed to qualify for
conventional financing covering 80
percent of a home priced at $93,000,
the median existing-home price for
that month.

Half the families in the United
States earn more than the median
income and half earn less. Likewise,
half the existing single family homes
sell for more than the median price
and half sell for less.

NAR recorded an increase in the
national housing affordability index
inNovemberbecause the interestrate
used to calculate the index declined
from 10.16 percentin October to10.12
percent in November, and because
the median family incomerose, from
$33,365 to $33,482. These two factors
offsetaslightincrease in the national
median price, which rose from $92,600
to $93,000.

The changes in the national me-
dian home price, mortgage rate, and
medianincome betweenOctoberand
November resulted in an increase of
only $1 in the monthly mortgage
Ezryment, which was $660in Novem-

The November index was the
highest since February, when the
index measured 106.7. One year ago,
itmeasured 112.5.Since late summer,
home buyers have regained some
purchasing power lost earlier in the
year, when mortgage rates wereata
higher level, noted NAR President
Norman D. Flynn.

When NAR’s monthly housing
affordability index measures 100.0,
the median family income equals
exactly theamountneeded to qualify
to purchase a median-price home,
using conventional financing and
making a 20 percent down payment.

Because the national median income”
in November exceeded the qualify-
ing income, a family earning the
$33,482 median income could pur-
chasea home priced at$98,400, about
$5,400 higher than the median price
for November.

Under November's affordability
conditions, a family earning $20,000
would have sufficient income to
qualify for a $58,800 home using a
$47,000]oan. A family earning $30,000
would qualify for an $88,100 home
witha$70,500loan. A family earning
$40,000 would have sufficientincome
to qualify fora $117,500 home witha
$94,000 loan; and a family with a
$50,000 income would qualify for a
$146,900 home using a $117,500 loan.

Althoughhomebuyingconditions
have eased overall, wide gaps in
housing affordability still separate
local markets, said NAR chief econo-
mist John A. Tuccillo.

The mortgage rate used to calcu-
late the November housing afforda-
bility index is a composite of closing
rates offered forboth fixed-ratemort-
fages and adjustable-rate mortgages
or existing homes as reported by the
Federal Housing Finance Board.
