Though Chicken Little wasappar-
ently nowhere in si?ht, his admoni-
tion, “The sky is falling,” had rele-
vance Saturday afternoon as seven
Floyd County residents werearrested
and nine were issued citations when
23state g:olice officersraided the Doty
Creek Sports Club near Minnie for
cockfighting activities.

In all, 38 persons from six states
werearrested orcited inthe 2:30 p.m.
raid, according tostate policereports.
Each faces charges of gond egree
cruelty to animals or complicity to
commit second degree cruelty to
animals. These are considered Class
A misdemeanors, which may be
penalized with up to one year in
prison and fines of up to $500.

The raid occurred at an arena lo-
cated three miles off KY 122, at the
top of Sizemore Mountain, according
to KSP Lt. Ed Shemelya. The 17-year-
old 100-by-100footblue steel arena is
owned by two brothers, Kelly and
Ray Slone, coal operators who live in
McDowell. Shemelya noted that the
arena had seating capacity for 500
people,asnack bar serving hamburg-
ers, barbecue, and non-alcoholic
beverages, a main ring and two
smaller pits for cockfighting,

“We've been investigating this
operationsincelateMay of last year,”
said Shemelya. “This is probably the
biggest such operation that I've seen
in my 10 years as a police officer. It
was very professional.”

PCC Adds Another Building
Io Rapidly Growing Campus

Prestonsburg Community College
is expanding its facilities once again
with the construction of the long

awaited Floyd Science Building, The
funding for the building was ap-
Em\«'ed in the 1988 Legislature, but it
as been two years getting under
construction, according to Dr. Henry
Campbell Jr,, PCC president.
Groundbreaking began last week
and the bids were opened yesterday.
Campbell projected tohave thebuild-
ing opened for spring semester 1991.

The project willadd 28,000 square
feet of laboratories, classrooms and
faculty offices to the present campus
ata total costof $3.2 million, Campbell
noted. Included in the layout are 24
faculty offices, fourclassrooms (three
large and one small), five labs with
interconnecting doors,and anursing
area including two classrooms and a

River Search For Man
Still Without Success

A Branham Creek man remains
missing and presumed drowned,
following an intensive search over
the past week of a six-mile stretch of
the Levisa Forkof the Big Sandy River,
below Harold.

James Rodney Keathley, 27, was
reportedly involved ina three vehicle
accident on Friday, Jan. 5, at the traf-
fic light on US 23 in Harold. Follow-
ing the accident, witnesses say the
occupant of Keathley’s car ran north,
down the highway, before crossing

the road toward the river. Footprints
were found leadingdownto theriver.
Keathley has not been reported seen
since the accident.

Dragging operations on the river
continued over the weekend. The
Floyd County Rescue Squad worked
the river by boat Saturday, and the
Pike County Rescue Squad combed
the river Sunday.

On Monday, a backhoe provided
by the county cleared debris and
garbage from a low-water bridge in
Ivel, about six miles below Harold.

Debris Cleared/Man Still Missing

The body of James R, Keathley remains missing, following Monday’s
clearing of debris froma bridge near Ivel, Searchersbelieved that Keathley,
who’s been missing for 10 days, may have drowned near Harold and his
body washed down to the clogged bridge. A county backhoe worked to
move the accumulated brush and trash, but did not locate the body of

Keathley.

Strict security was maintained at
the arena during its operation. A
security post was positioned on the
gravel road leading to the arena,
requiringeach personadmitted tobe
visually identified as a member or
guest before entering. These meas-
ures made infiltration of the opera-
tion difficult for state undercover
police officers, Shelmelya said.

“Weattempted to get undercover
officers into the establishment last
summer, but they were discovered
by the operators and asked toleave,”
said Shemelya. “We went back and
developed informants who got us in
this time.”

Confiscated during theraid wasa
ledger which listed 7000 members of
thecockfighting club, from atleast10
states, dating back over 20 years.
Statements from one person caught
in the building during the raid noted
that cockfighting has been going on
atthe Doty Creek location since 1936.

An Ohio man was arrested in
Prestonsburg Monday on charges of
sessing 12 'rocks’ of crackcocaine.

e arrest by Prestonsburg police for
possession of this hi addictive
drug was the first of lgtlf:l ind within
city limits.

Prestonsburg Police Chief Gre,
Hall reported ﬁﬁat he and Sgt. Je
Stumbo arrested Craig Reid, 19, of
Columbus, Ohio, onMonday, follow-
ing a tip from an anonymous caller.
Reid was found to haveinhis posses-
sion 12 pieces, or ‘rocks’, of crack
cocaine.

Reid was placed in the Floyd
County Jail. Bond was set at$20,000.

The location of the arrest was not
released by the Prestonsburg Police

Department.

Other items confiscated included
alarge quantity of knives and spurs,
which are attached to the birds for a
fight, scales to weigh the birds, and
vitamins and drugs used to improve
the birds’ fighting abilities. A large

sum of money was also confiscated.
Shemelya adamantly denied the
allegation that therecent ure of
an area cockfight on CBS-TV’s “48
Hours” had spurred the raid.

Chamber Examines Economic Plans

The examination of a plan for
promoting economic developmentin
the area, a petition requesting more
equitable property taxes in Floyd
County, and a request to local busi-
ness leaders for the support of a new
educational program toj the
agenda of the Floyd County Cham-
ber of Commerce meeting Monday.

Jim Sawrie, regional manager of
the Kentucky Chamber of Commerce,
presented the third white paefer to
the Floyd Chamber, developed
through the state Chamber’s ‘Project
e a1 1 ong-ranEe proposal for pro-
moting Kentucky’s economic devel-
opment.

“The question we want to answer
is ‘What will Kentucky be like in the
year 2000, said Sawrie. “We have
two primary goals. We want to de-
velop the mostim proved educational
system in the country and we want to
create the best businessand economic
climate in Kentucky that we can.”

Sawrie noted that local initiative
in the project was essential,

“Local communities are the front
line in the development process,”
Sawrie stated, “The communities are
where the jobs are, The communities
are where Kentuckians live. Their
involvement is vital.”

Sawrie outlined the four key is-
sues in the economic development
plan. First, the planrecommends that
each community prepare itself for
economic growth, Suggested werethe
creation of a regional development
organization (for example, the East-
ern Kentucky Job Creation Author-

ity), the development of long and
short range goals that complement
community assets, and the develop-
mentofincentives to encouragelocal
businessdevelopment.

Secondly, the white paper recom-
mended that Kentucky communities
accept new technologies which are
playing an increasingly important
role in development.

"Maﬂ;.ll people look at new tech-
noIc?yt e way teenage boys and

irls look at each other,” said Sawrie.
First, there's a sudden realization
that it exists. A period of infatuation
follows, when it seems like this is the

answer to ev ing, Then, terror
strikes, and all the questions surface.
How do [approach it? What if I fail?

Is this really necessary?”
The third recommendation of the
lan is for communities to take a
nced approach toenvironmental
issues. Specifically, the study recom-
mends that the community decide
what type of growth it wishes, that
community leaders are educated on
the impact of existing or pending
environmental tions, thata plan
is developed to provide community
services to meet new growth, and

Ex-Floyd Legislator Dead At 76

Ann B Hall,76, the second Eastern
Kentucky women elected to serve in
theKentucky General Assembly, died
Saturday, at King's Daughters’ Hos-
pital in Ashland after a heartattack.

Born in Johnson County, she was
a daughter of the late Harmon and
JuneKistner Butcher. She was elected
a Floyd County representative to the
1958 sessionand was the only woman
in the legislature at the time.

In 1960 she was named a member
of the Kentucky Tax Commission by
Gov. Bert T. Combs.

Before winning her seat in the
legislature, Hall was a storekeeper
and postmaster in Bypro.

Survivors
include her husband, Gilford Hall;

“It is a coincidence that this raid
followed the ‘48 Hours’ show,” said
Shemelya. “We have been working
on this case since last summer. Nei-
ther CBS nor any other network dic-
tates what the state police investigate
in this area,”

A Prestonsburg man, who was
presentduring the raid and agreed to
talk only if his name was not used,
said the Doty Creek cockfights are
genemllll scheduled for every two
weeks. He claims the cockfighting

arena is “the biggest east of the Mis-
sissippi,” drawing gamecock han-
dlers and bettors from throughout
the country.

The man said he has seen “thou-
sands of dollars bet on one chicken.”
Headded that hehas wonas muchas
$3000inonedayand “was up” $1500
when the raid occurred.

Hesaid the fights would probably
havelasted until11 p.m. orlaterunder
usualcircumstances. “The raid scared
everybody todeath. People were just

standingaround,” hesaid, noting that
the raid was “very orderly.”

A gambler on games at the arena
for about 10 years, the man said the
raid might signal the end of the
gaming at that location. “But I'll be
right back atit if they open it up,” he
said.

Of the Slone brothers who report-
edly sponsor the annual Squirrel
Festival on the site, the man said,
“They’re good people. They’ve done
alotof good for peoplearuu’r:d there.”

The start of any session usuall
finds legislators smoothing rou
edges out of the process in anticipa-
tion of the onslaught of bills and reso-
lutions requiring attention in 60, hectic
days. At this point, 288 bills have
been filed in the House of Represen-
tatives and 136 have been filed in the
Senate.

In the 1988 session of the General
Assembly a total of 1,030 bills were
filed in the House and 399 were filed
in the Senate.

Tenbills havealready been passed
by the House. Among them was a bill
to prohibit desecration of the Ameri-
can flag and making desecration a
class D felony. This was legislation
that needed to be passed, Ken-
tuckyGeneral Assembly mustassume
a leadership role in the nationwide
effort to protect this symbol of free-
dom amf democracy. Remembering
the many menand women who have
given their lives so that those living
under this magnificent flag might
continue to live free leaves us no al-
ternative but to protect this sacred
memorial.

Several bills received committee
action this week as legislators got
their feet wet with legislative activ-
ity. The House Labor and Industry
Committeeapproved severalbillsthat
would change some procedures in

the workers’ compensation process.
House Bill 147 would allow labor
and management to have co-chair-
men on the workers’ compensation
advisory council. Current law pro-
vides for only one chairman, House
Bill 149 requires 45 days’ notice to the
workers’ com tion board in
claimsagainst the special fund, which
pays for injuries that preexisting
conditions may have contributed to.
House Bill 150 would clarify that the
special fund is for nent dis-
abilities only. House Bill 151 would
require all parties to be notified be-
fore settlement of a workers’ com-
tioncaseisapproved and House
ill 152 would require employees to
giveemployers 10 days’ notice ofany
third-party lawsuits. The full House
should consider these bills sometime

next week.

Legislation was approved by
members of the House that would
make Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.'s
birthday a legal holiday observed by
state government by closing offices
in memorial.

Tariff Revision
Said To Lower
RECC Billings

About 10,000 customers of the Big
Sandy Rural Electric Cooperative
Company (BSRECC) willseeaslightly
lowerelectric bill this month,duetoa
tariff revision which reduces
BSRECC’s wholesale power costs
from its supplier, East Kentucky
Power (EKP).

The state Public Service Commis-
sionrecently approved thetariffrevi-
sion, which went into effect at the
beginning of January. Don Combs,
director of BSRECC, noted that the
reduction in powercosts for consum-
ers resulted when EKP restructured
its wholesale power rates, bnngm%
them more in line with residentia
consumers.

“Wholesale and retail costs are
now bettermatched up,” said Combs.
“This has allowed for a slight de-
crease in power rates,”

Theaverage residential consumer
uses about 1000 kilowatts of electric-
ity per month, said Combs, resulting
ina monthly bill of about $61.49. The
change by EKP will knock about 52
cents off of this bill, down to about
$60.97. BSRECC expects an overall
reduction of $88,360 in yearly costs
for its area power consumers.

The BSRECC and 17 other power
cooperatives have been affected by
the tariff revision,

State’s Surplus Food Share
Up For January Through March

Kentucky’sallocationof food from
the federal surpluscommodities pro-
gram is being increased slightly dur-
ing the next three months, according
to a spokesperson for the Cabinet for
Human Resources.

For the second quarter of the fed-
eral fiscal year (January, February and
March), low income Kentuckians will
share in about 2.6 million pounds of
surplus food. Thatamountcompares
to 2.2 million pounds received from
October through December 1989and
1.4 million pounds for January
through March 1989.

Surplus commodity food totals,
by the pound, that Kentucky will
receive during the next three months
include: beans, 705,600 pounds;
butter, 345,708; corn meal, 252,000;
flour, 756,000; honey, 360,000; peanut
butter, 537,600, and pork, 36,018.

Despite the increase, Kentucky
officials responsible for administer-
ingthefederal program donotexpect
food allocations to approach the 26
million pounds of surplus food re-

ceived here just two years ago.

“We take everything we can get,”
said Commissioner Mike Robinson
of the Department for Social Insur-
ance. “At this time, the program is
holding its own.” He added that the
4.8 million pounds of food allocated
to Kentucky during the first half of
this fiscal yearisinline with the state’s
surplus commodity share for thesame
period the previous fiscal year,

Part of the reason for the fluctua-
tion in the amounts of food available
is the various issues that impact the
surplus commodity program. “Mar-
ket variations and the design of the
federal farm bill are just two factors
that affect the program,” Robinson
said.

Because of limits on commodities
shipped to Kentucky, all commodi-
ties may not be available in every
county of the state.

Seventeen regional agencies, in-
cluding area development districts
and community action agencies, set
distribution schedules, most of which
occur bimonthly or quarterly.

Education Coalition Lists
Reform Recommendations

The Education Coalition, a grouE
of tendiverse organizations, last wee
released its recommendations on
Curriculum and Governance to the
TaskForce on EducationReform. The
recommendations go much further
than those contained in the Coalition's
earlier report, Kentucky’s System of
Education, issued in February, 1989.

Therecommendations resultfrom
a dozen meetings of Coalition mem-
bers since June, when the Supreme
Court ruled Kentucky’s system of
education unconstitutional. Members
of the Coalition considered all as-
pects of the education system in their
deliberations in those meetings.

The new recommendations dem-
onstrate, as did the group’s earlier
report, that the education commu-
nitycanbuildan extensiveand mean-
ingful consensus on reform measures.
Members of the group believe the
extentof agreement on divisive mat-
ters is evidence of new possibilities
for real reform.

They agree, however, that this
much is sure: Theindustrial society is
a relic of the past; the US is steering
full-speed into the information age;
and those who know how to gather,
slore, retrieve, interpret, communi-
cate and distribute information ap-
parently have the most lucrative fu-
tures

formation is wealth. Knowledge is

Butthat's not to say the traditional
courses of university study will not
lead to long-term successful careers,
observes L.R. Crouch, director of
student services at UK’s Career Cen-
ter, which helps students choose ca-
reers and find jobs.

Is On The Way In State

The members of the Kentucky
Educational Savings Plan Trust re-
ceived a pleasant surprise during a
recent board meeting when Gov.
Wallace Wilkinson announced that
$1 million has been pledged to the
trust.

The state Higher Education Stu-
dent Loan Corporation made the
pledge using funds that had accumu-
lated through revenue bond financ-
ings during the last decade,

The money will be deposited in
the endowment portion of the trust
along with privatecontributions from
Kentucky industries. Earnings from
the endowment will be available to
trustbeneficiaries ona pro-rata basis,
providing they opt to attend a Ken-
tucky institution of higher learning.

e KESPT offers families a
planned savings program for their
children’s college education. “I've
seen estimates that a four-year col-
lege education in Kentucky may cost
as much as $50,000 by the year 2000,
Weare providinga way for{:eople to
be financially prepared when their

children are ready for college,” Gov.
Wilkinson said.

The trust will allow anyone —
parent, guardian or benefactor — to

designateabeneficiary, noolder than
15, on whose behalf savings are de-
posited with the trust. The fund will
be invested and the savings, plus
interest, will be available upon en-
rollment in any two-year, four-year
or vocational-technical postsecon-
dary institution.

Wilkinson said that the trust can
make direct payments to the institu-
tion on behalf of the student. The
payments can cover school-provided
room, board, books and materials,
There are also provisions for substi-
tuting a beneficiary.

Money invested in thesavings plan
is exempt from Kentucky taxes if the
funds are used for education. Ken-
tucky taxes are applied upon with-
drawal from school or the trust. Fed-
eral taxes apply inall cases.

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The fact that we live in a world of
dull and sometimes burdensome
numbers — the nine-digit zip code,
the 10-digit telephone number, the
codes ofbanking machinesand com=
puter programs —says almost noth-
ing about what mathematiciansactu-
ally do, in their fabulous world of
numbers, shapes, machines and
people.

The following books from the
Prestonsburg Community College's
Library will take you into the lives of
the almost unknown women mathe-
maticians, the common phobia of
math anxiety, the mathematically
formulated world of gambling, the
ancient riddles of science, the na-
tional disease of innumeracy and the
unusual world of mathematics as
conceived by [vars Peterson.

Wonmen in Mathematics by Lynn
Osen. History traditionally bestows
onlycasual recognition on mathema-
ticians but of the known namesinthe
field, the average person would onIK
recognize the men. Beginning wit
theorigin of mathematicsin the great
civilizations ofantiquityand proceed-
ing through the opening decades of
the present century, this book pres-
ents eight of the notable women
whose mathematical accomplish-

ments influenced the science.

They are: Hypatica (370-415);
Angnesi (1718-1799); Marguise du
Chatelet(1706-1749);Sophie Germain
(1776-1831);Sonya Kovalevsky (1850-
1891);. Emmy Noether (1832-1935);
Mary Fairfax Somerville (1780-1872);
and Caroline Herschel (1750-1848).

Most of the women lived remark-
ablelives. Their rich personalitiesand
lifestyles reflect a variety of charac-
teristics ranging from the wanton to
the angelic, from the promiscuous to
the pious. They traveled in the most
avant-garde circles of their day, but
theyalso faced obstacles and censure
because of their gender.

Theseeightbiographiesof women
mathematicians parallel the growth
of mathematics and provides a new
approachtothehistory of that myste-
rious science,

Mind Over Math by Stan Kogel-
man. From school children to adults
many intelligent Americans avoid
math and consequently restrict their
personal and professional options to
areas that are not math-related. Oth-
erwiseintelligentand capable people
react so negatively to math that their

ability to concentrate and learn it is
effectively impaired; they assume
they “don’thave theaptitude” forit.

Mind Over Math e'volv from a
worksho groglmndeveloped bythe
author foI: usiness and professional
people, as well as students. Using a

friendly informativesstyle, hedebunks
“math myths,” explores the roots of

mathanxiety, and demonstrates that
doing math is not really so different
from any other skill.
Different from a mathreview book,
Mind Over Math is a unique combi-
nation of sympathetic analysis of an
emotional disability and a practical
guidance for overcoming it.
Eeople of Chance by JohnFindley.
In this richly detailed social history,
John Findley focuses on the Ameri-
can fascination withgames of chance.
He traces the development of a dis-
tinctly American style of gambling
through more than 350 years of his-
tory and finds a key to the national
culture,
